PAYING OFF CURRENT MORTGAGES.

A case of some importance to the defend-
ants, and other loan companies in Canada
is now pending in the Court of Chancery for
Ontario. Decision bad not been given, how-
ever, as the Montreal Herald appears to
have thouglht, when on Friday last it based
an article on the supposed decision, judgmuent
having beei reserved. The plaintiff is a far-
mer named HIodgins, residing in the Town-
ship of Biddulph, County Middlesex. In
1874 le borrowed upon mortgage from the
Ontario Loan and Debenture C >mpany the
suni of $4,400. According to thie ternis of
the mortgage this sum is repayable in twenty
yearly payments of $489 each, making the
interest 9j per cent. The loan was made
through the company's agent at Lucan. It
is claimed by the plaintiff that when the
loan was negoliated, the period of payment
was extended to twenty years on the distinct
understanding that the amount might be
paid off at any time on paying three months'
interest additional. The suit came on for
trial a few days ago at the London Chancery
sittings before His Lordship Chancellor
Spragge. The plaintiff in his evidence swore
to the arrangement above mentioned, in
which lie was confirmed by the evidence of
the company's agent. In addition to this,
various advertising circulars of the company
extending from 1870 to 1880 were produced,
containing the following clause: "Loans
can be paid up at any time, and a discharge
of the mortgage will be given," the rule of
the society being that, when this privilege
was taken advantage of, they charged three
months' additional interest at the same rate

Other similar
contrasts might be given ; but these are suf-
ficient to establish a very great difference in
favor of Halifax.

The drawback of the Halifax route, as we
have said, lies in the greater distance of the
land carriage from the west. The difference
is put down at no less than 500 miles. The
first condition of success, in any competing
route, is that goods shall be carried along it
at as low rates as on its more favored rivals.

which the Phonix Iron Works charged to Clark,
Reeves & Co. for the identical work. There is a
tidy profit of near $5,000 on this last item of
shortage alone. If it should be contended by
the firm that their contract was based on the
second specificntion and not on the first, a cal
culation shows that the difference between the
specifications, occasioned by altering the length
of two of the spans, amounts to some 3,800
lbs. only, which does not suffice to explain away
97,600 lbs. Here is a " wrong unredressed,"
followed by an "insult unavenged," and we
think the attention of the Minister of Ces
toms might be directed to it when he orders,
as we trust he will do, steps to be taken to re-
cover the sums out of which the country appears
to have been defrauded.

Of the duty collected in the five years on
bridge material $89,261 was paid at Ontario
ports, $40,978 in Quebec, $3,473 in Nova Scotia
and $1,455 in New Brunswick and Manitoba
Entries have been made in different provinces,
at about identical dates, by this firm. One in
1876 attracted the attention of the Customs
authorities. and the goods were seized. Since
thon, the entries made at Niagara frontier by this
firm have been presumably at market rates; else.
where, however, notably in the province of Que-
bec, they entered like goods at fron le. to lic.
per pound below the true market value, and we
are now told, that since the revelations made by
means of this enquiry, they have amended cer-
tain entries at Clifton, from 31 to 5 and 51c.
and have paid to the Canadian Government
several thousand dollars conscience money (?) for
duty. It may seem strange that such goods as
rivets, hexagon nuts, etc., were allowed to be
entered by the latter at our frontier at one and
one eighth cent, as appears by evidence in this
case, under the name of " fittings ' It was a
w'rought iron oath, surelt and not a cast iron
one which was taken. The evidence of Mr.
Reeves, of the firni named, reads very strangely
in some parts; discrepancies and contradiction
are apparent enough, and the circumstantial
evidence is strong against the firm. When one
remembers that while these very contracts, in
executing which frauds were committed upon our
Revenue Department, were being done bv an
American concern, our own bridge factories wure
inert for lack of work, it is impossible not to
wish success to the government lu prosecuting
this firm.

KINGSTON ENTERPRISE.

The good old "limestone city," as King-
ston is affectionately called by its present
as well as former residents, is sbowing a
revival of interest in commercial and indus
trial matters. There is dormant capital in
he city and there is enterprise also, but the
atter seems to have been long dormant,
oo, excepting in the cases of the few. Now,
however, the subject of manufactures for Kings
on is being taken up with an ardor which eau
carcely fail to result in lasting benefit to the
ity. We referred last week to the projected es-
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tablishment of a cotton mili in that city. We
now learn fromi the pubilished list that the sub-
scribed stock amounts to $101,700, and that
tiere is " not the least doubt now entertained
as to the success of the enterprise. A recon-
struction is also t.1ing place in the Canadian
Locomotive id Engine' Works ; accounts of the
proceedings conflict, however, and we defer
comment.

A proposal to manufacture charcoal and sub-
sequently charcoal iron in the Coutntv of Fron-
tenac, some distance baick from the city, brought
together quite a niumber of influential people of
Kingston, a week ago, including four aldermen.
The suggestion came, it appears, fron some
Pennsylvania gentlemen, who had been looking
about them while buying iron ore from the
neighboring townships, and had been impressed
with the advantageous situation of sone parts of
Frontenac County for making wronght iron
direct from the ore. Acting upon 'this, Messrs
Mills and Henry Cunningham visited the char-
coal iron works of New York, New Jersey and
Pennsylvania, and returned with some service-
able information lìy the ordin-ary process,
made in heaps, 35 bushcls of charcoal can be
made from one eord ù f wood ; hv ordinary kilus,
45 bushels, but 'y the Matfien process, lately
adopted in Philad'phii, GO to 7) bushels per
cord can be prooued, besides l-products of
considerable value On the moti n of Mr. Baw-
den, secondcd by Mi. G Macdnni, it was re-
solved that it Le an instruction to the trustees
and directors to procecd first with the erection
of the charcoal works, and that the' iron works
be not proceeded with until the success of the
Charcoal Works is demonstrated. The former
gentleman declared that the revenue derived
from the sale of the by-products i the manufac-
ture of iron would pay for the making of the char-
coal. A subscription list for the stock was then
opened headed by Sir R. J. Cartwright, and
twenty-nine subscribers made up 424.300, at
the meeting. Th'e coimpany is to be called the
Kingston Charcoal & Iron Co., limited, capital
$50,000.

The locality chosen for charcoal operations is
at the junction of the K. & P. R. with the Missis-
sippi. It il 45 cr(es on the north side of the
river, is 22¿ ciles froni th Robertsville mines
and 3, miles south of Ibe (ldwell mines. The
railway runs down-grade to the riv r froin both
these places A site near the Levant mines was
thought of but the water supply there would be
short. ihe MRissisppi River runs 40 miles
west of the site, ind wood could be floated down
to a convenient point.
