The Revenue from Brewerles and Distilleries.

A number of correspondents have recently ad-
dressed us regardiog the mobnner in which the
revenue is supposed to be realized from the differ-
ent breweries and distillerics tbroughout the Pro-
vinces. To some of the complainis—setting forth
the iuefficiency of the modus operandi by which the
excise is sought to be obtained—it will have been
noticed a city paper bas afforded publicity in its
columns, The universal dissatisfuction expressed
relative to the i let , i€ not 1 A
which cb izes the collection of this exJise
upon whiskey, scems to bo occupying large grounds
for justification ; inaemuch as, it is asserted, o
grent many manufacturers contrive—and suceoss-
fully so—-to defent the object for which tlie system
of excise was established. According to the infor-
wmation given us, there are several well-known
iustances of distillers and brewers regularly and
gystematically withbolding true returns of their
wonthly or semi-mounthly manufrcture. . Of course
this is a serious matter, -as far ag the revenue is
concerned; to say nothing of the criminality of
those persons who perpetrato the wrong, Hovv-
ever, it would be a difficult task to undertake the
discovery of the alleged cunning and art (employed
by certein parties) with which to keep in operation

through which to put a stop to.frauds; they, con-
Jsoquently, shiould, as » flist step, unite their édorts
with o view to the exposure of tho guilly parties,
and to the lishment of a per t system
of check, so 23 to prevent further operations of a
|similar description. Such a course would be aux-
illiary to any acticn the government wight deem
it necessary to take. For a general remedy various
suggestions buve been made. From one direction
comes a proposition that an inspector to look
solely after should be appointed; and
from another, the idea originates that there should,
be an exciseman at cach distillery. One corres-
pondent, however, very wisely consigus’ the work
of remedying to tho Miister of Finance, The
question, certaioly, i3 ons of considerable impor-
tance, and now that attention has been drawn to
it from so wany qoarters, the necessity of some
speedy negociation i3 plainly presented. That
complete roturns are rarely over made, js an im-
pression which largely prevails among the public;
but that tho evil was obtaiving such extensive
proportions could acarcely be believed, until these
complaints reached us, not only numercusly, but
from all parts, We beliéve there are the best pos.
sible grounds to justify the government taking
action in this matter. It is due to the public, aud
