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A Parson On Orangetem.

The Rev. Henry Stuart Fagan, Pro-
testant Rector of Great Cressingham’
Norfoli, writes to the “Times"suggesting
that at a time when Orangeism is posing
a3 the one loyal and law abiding power
in Ireland, it is but fair that its begin.
nings should be studied by the English
public. It began, he says, as a protest-
‘agamat the Catholic Association of 1757,
the favorable reception of which by the
Government led to the cry that a Popish
plot was afioat to bring the French into
the country.

The landlords, then at wsr with Lev-
ellers and Whiteboys on purely agrarian
matters, were only too glad to have the
bigots on their side and to link them-
selves to the bigots in order to strength
en themselves in the agrarian struggle.

sentance is confiscation of all property
and immediate banishment. This is
carried into effect on vast numbers, and
with impunity; for the supineness of the
Armagh magistrates is & comm on topic
of talk all over the kingdom.,’ In this
year, too, (on July 1st), was preached
the famous sermon by the Bev. W. Mon-
sell, of Portadown, which inaugurated
those Boyne Riots that have since been
ayearly disgrace to British law and
order. 1 have just read in Mr Fitz
Patrick.s “Life of Father Lom Burke”
how, twelve yoars ago, when the Father
had vreached at the dedication of St.
Patrick’s, Armagh, returning trains and
private earriages were stoned by an
Orange mob.

Mr. Fagan adds that within the last
five years an Oranga parson threatened
that ““they would kick theQueen’s Crown
into the Boyne rather than have any-
thing done to infringe their rights and
privilege.” And such he says are the
men who now represent themselves
and are by ignorant English people
believed to be the only loyal and peace-
able Irishman.

The Fesunit Estates*

The Jesuits were temporally suppress-
ed by Pope Clement XIV. in 1773, but
the bull was not promulgated in Cana-
da until 1774. In that latter year the
Jesuits owned about 900,000 acres of the
best lands in this country. They have
acquired them from the Crownof France
ias donations, or had come into possess
on of them by inheritance or purchase.
These lands were their absolute proper-
ty, snd they devoted the revenues that
were obtained from them to the sup-
port of primary schools in the country
and the maintenance of the old Jesuit
College at Quebec. When the order
was suppressed the Pope ordered that
the estates in their possession should
pass over to the Bishopric of the coun-
tries in which the Jesnits had existed.
But this is just what did happen in Can-
ada When the Jesuits were suppressed
the English authborities grabbed their

estates and used the revenues for edu-
cational purposes. FProtestarts as well

as Catholics were educated out of their
revenues. The Protestant schools of
“Upper CUanada” of those days wera cre-
ated out ot the monies belonging to the
Jesuite, and even the “Mail" admits
that the annual grants made to King's
College. and to Protestant grammar
schools came from the same source.
At loast one Protestant church was al-
most entirely built out of the reyenues
belonging to the Jesuits, and sinecures
given to Protestants were also created
and sustained in the same way. But
these estates are now in possession of the
Dominion. They were transferred to
Canada at the time of Confederation.
In 1882 they were said to be worth $60,

© 000,000, and if the Church succeeds in

making its claim to the estates good, of
which there is no rightful or historieal
doubt, no matter what the “law” may
say, there will be & nice penny coming
to the Jesuits some of these days,— The
Post.

PRUSSIA’S IRELAND.

The old countries have a particular
oppresive way of dealing with people
not aliogether in harmony with over-
vearing rulers. England, Russia, Ger-
many and other powerful governments,
can justly be accused of great cruelties.
Many of the poor unoffending inhabit-
ants of these several nations are daily
most shamefully treated and pe:secuted.
It is surprising that men, there, have
borne the weighty hand of oppression so
long. The latest indignities offered to
civilized beings comes from the capi-
ial of the German Empire,

Prince Bismarck, on last Thursday,
in the debate in tho Prussian Landstag
on the expulsion of the Pole from Ger
many, made a remarkable speech occu-
pying two hours in its delivery. He
said the primary cause of the govern-
ment's action was the disloyalty of the
Poles to the Gerinan crown, They were
he said, constantly engaged in intrigues
agsinst the government and had made
themselves a steady annoyance to Prus-
sia, .

By acting as accomplices of the oppo-
sition in the German Parliament they
effected a majority against the govern-
ment, and the crown could do nothing
less than either deny the demands of
such a majority or else destroy the evil
element which made the majority poss.
ible. “The Polish agitation in Germany"
Prince Bismarck said, “bad always
appeared to him an element of danger
and had compelled him to keep a watch
upon Ruesia. The Poles had been con-
stantly— and not always unsuccessfully—
endeavoring to set foreign states against
Prusgia. Hence,”continued the Chancel-
lor, “we have determined so buy out all
the real estate owned by Polish nobles
in Prussian Poland and place German
colonists on the land hitherto occupied
by the expelled people. In order to
make the colonization insire permanent
ly to the benefit of the Empire the col.
onists will be prohibited from marrying
Poles, )

“The cost of the undertakiug will be
about three hundred millions of marks
(abont $75,000,000), but the state will lose
no more than ten per cent, of this—a]
loss made necessary by the exigencies
of the case, buying out an alien class
and reselling to Germans— while the
gain to the Empire will be unmeasureable

“The government,” spoke out the
chanceflor with great animation, “will
never concede the restoration of Poland,

jpot a hair's breadth in that direction.

The Poles played a -suspicious part in
the Kulturcampf, whosoever refases
to help protect and maintain the State
is not entitled to claim_anything from
the State. As for me, 1 am ready to
save my country, although it costs me
my head and honor!
to-attack Prussia’s frontiers, Ishall say
like Beaconsfield, “Hands off!”

As the policy of kindness had
failed, it became mnecessrry to reduce
the Polish element in Germany and to
increase the German element, This is
the real reason for the expulsions, and
the government has determined to per-
sist in this work despite the opposition
of the Reichstag.

“And in conclusion I will say that be-
fore allowing the Fatherland to be en-
dangered I would counsel the Emperor
to make the tederal government inde
pendent of obstructionist tactics in the
Reichstag so far as the constitution and
laws of Germany would permit, for I will

hold any Minister to be.a coward who| W
should hesitate to stake every thing to| cird

save his Fatherland from danger.”

The Chancellor's speech is the princi-
pal topic of conversation 1n the caqital,
It is generally conceded that the speech
is equally capable of being interpreted
to foreshaddow either dissolution of the
Reichstagor a coupe d’etat,—The Con-

Relief for Prince Albert Settle:s,

them by distributing seed grain to the
following extent among them, Wheat,
6,638 bushels;- oats, 6,842 bushels, bar-
ley, 4,520 bushels. The grain is to be
delivered at Qu'Appells Station on or
before the 20th of February. From Qu’-
Appelle Station the grain is to be freight.

send an officer up to Prince Albert, who
will visit the settlers and estimate the
amonnt of seed grain to be distributed
to each. The distribution will be based
entirely upon the acreage. The advance
is not to be gratis, as the Government
has made provision to be recouped at
the rate of two bushels for every one of
seed advanced. The repayment is to
be made between the first day of Nov.,
1886, and the first day of Feb., 1887. The
wheat repaid will be ground into flour
and used by the Indian Department.
The oats aud barlsy will be utilised for
fodder by the Mounted Police. In mak-
ing the return the settler will be obliged
to deliver at any point the Government
may direct. In order to secure the Gov-
ernment against loss, security will be tak-
en upon lands owned or occupied by per-
sons to whom the seed is advanced.—

BRIGHT HOPES FOR ROME.

One subscribing himself “a Tertiary of
St Dominic writing to ‘the (London) Tab-
let” on the 15 Sep. 1885 spoke thus:
“Hardly had the echoes of the Universal
Rosary of October 1883 died away in
the world, when the Crown Prince of
Germany went in state to the Vatican
and Prince Bismarck began to treat
with the Church for a peace which he will
one day consolidate by the restoration
ofthe Temporal Power.”

These were remarkable words, . but
rather by reason of the' boldness of the
hope they expressed and yet half-a-month
{did not elapse before Bismarck startled ns
with his proposal of the Papal mediation
and this first auspicious step has been.
productive of results, highly gratify-
ing to the Holy Father and to Catholics
the world over but especially to those
of the German Empire.

Only & few months more have elapsed
and the press gives us this auspicious tele
“Thee German Government's
change of attitude toward the Vatican
is sem: officially explained as follows: The
Government for two years desir:d to ac-
cede to the wishes of Catholic subjects’
but was hindered by the fact that the
sessions of Parliament were attended
with circumstances tending to raise the
impression that the Government could
be driven by attacks and threats to un
willingly consent. There is no longer
any ground for fear, therefore the Gov-
ernment has introduced the present bill
in the Landtag. The bill abolishes the
remainder of the May laws with the ex-
ception of the obligation to obtain Gov-
ernment approval of religious appoint-

These “May laws” were enacted in
1873 being introduced by Dr. Falk, min-
ister of Public Worship. A very pro-
testant authority summarires them thus:
By these laws it was required that
candidates for the clerical office should
underge a certain amount of secular
training at the Universities and every
ecclesiastical appointment should re.
ceive the sanction of the secular author.
A royal tribunal for ecclesiastical
matters was alsoset up, This legislation
which the Pope’ denounced as invalid
was disregarded by the Catholic bishops,
and Prince Bismarck supported by Dr.
Falk, imposed penalty after penalty in
order to establish the supremacy of the
State. Refractory bishops were imprisoned
deposed and banished; the contributions
of the Government were withdrawn from
the clergy who incurred its displeasure;
religious orders were dissolved; the
administration of church property was
taken from the clergy and invested in
bodies of laymen.” This writer has not
'by any means shown these laws in all
their cruelty yet he hasbeen constrained
toadd this dubious apology “It may be
that these stern measures were render-

is insufficiently informed.”

The fact is that immense numbers of
the German clergy and several bishops
including the Archbishops of Cologne,
and Posen-Gnesen were banished, ox-
iled from their native country and _their
flocks left in the greatest spiritual des
titution, because these brave stewards of
the mysteries of Chnist refused to render
to Caesar the things that are God’s.
Indeed the severity of these laws might.
welt excuse the well known ecclesiastic’s
apparent want ot Christian charity when
he referred to the Iron Chancellor who
was responsiblefor them as *‘Beastmark.”
During the pastyear the condition of the
German Catbolics has been - greatly am-
eliorated by modifications in these laws
and now the glad news comes that - they
are to be repealed. -

Itis indeed true that the Chan-
cellor has even lately been acting with
harsh unreasoning arbitrariness in the
matter of the . Catnolic missionaries in
German colonies and that even to-day
the sad and heartless persecution of the
Popes—mostly Catholics— within his
jurisdiction, prevents us from being so
blind as not to see that policy rather
than conscience guides him, yet Catho-
lics have witnessed in so short a. period
80 much, for which to be full of thanks

giving, that we should hardlybe too bold
it we believe that under the potent in-
fluence of the Jubilee, the prophecy we
have quoted shall be fulfilled within a
period so short as o surprise the most
sanguine.

1 Albert of the'tar Northwest, but few per-

haps have any idea of its geographical
position, size and importance. It lies
on the left bank of a tributary of the
North Saskatchewan river, facing a bean:

the fourth principal meridian, in the
Provisional Territory of Alberta, N, W. T
nine miles northwest of Edmonton, 207
‘miles north of Calgary, the nearest sta_
tion: 324 miles from the International
Boundary line, and 1045 miles from Win
nipeg, and can be reached from {hig
city in nine days, three by railway and
six by stage from Calgary. It contains

! | the episcopal residence of Bishop Gran-

din and the Cathedral; 4 convent of Grey
‘Nuns, the community consisting of ten
Sisters of Charity, and seven lady auxili--
aries. There are also nineteen mission-
aries (Priests and Brothers); an orphan
Ayslum, hospital, two common schools
and an Industrial school for Indian Chii_
dren: two Notaries Public; five general
stores; two hotels two billliard saloons;
three blacksmith’s shops, three carpen-
ter's shops; one bakery, one shoe shop;
and a large number of employes. The
country for many miles around is well
settled, principally by Half-breeds, and
asthe agricultural, mmeral and other
resources in the neighborhood are practi-
cally unlimited, we ay 1easonably ex—
pect to see railway communication with
that district established within g ‘short
time. - A fow years ago the vast distance
of over a thousand miles between Win-'
nipeg and St Albert had to be traversed
by the indefatigable missionary in the
traditional Red River Cart,or on horse-
back. The trail usually.followed from
tuis city was via Portage la Prairie, Shoal
Lake, Fort Ellice, Touchwood, Hills,
Humbolt, Fort Carlton, Battleford, Fort
Pitt, and Victoria to St. Albert, or from
Edmonton; and if we estimate the daily
travel at an average of twenty-five miles,
it will be seen .that the journey could
not be performed in much less than two
months. The journey could also be made
by water, down the Red river and Lake
Winnipeg to the mouth of the Saskat-
chewan, thence up that great artery to
St. Albert. But the C. P. Railway has
changed all that, and brought those
places, once so remote, within easy reach
as * Westward the star of empire takes
its way,"”

How important were the du
ties and. how responsible the positions
-of those comprising this board may be
imagined when a view is taken - of the
epidemic that has just passed over the
city. The health board as it originally
stood, with perhaps the exception of its
chairman Ald. Gray, was not atall re.
markable for brilliancy or ability adapt-
d to the duties that devoled upon it;
and the. city, scourged by the plague
that was fast givingit the name of a
pest hole. (ably assisted by some native
and imported especial correspondent,
wasg being gradually ruined in a commer-
<cial way, not to speak of the misery, if
not absolute starvation, that looked the
poorer classes in the face, if the natural
resuits of the plague—the shutting down
of factories ete—followed, Such would
undoubtedly have been the case, had
‘not'the buisness men of the city, who
. have some stake in its welfare, appoint-
eda citizens committee, and they in
turn, formed an addition to the Health
board. The infusion of new blood and
some brains soon had a marked effect
and the energetic and untiring eflort of
the new members were awarded by the
almost phenomenal success met with,
and now the city is practically freed
from the presence of smallpox. When
Mr. Tansey ofiered himself for re-election
e was opposed by his former antago-
mist Mr Malone. Mr Hugh Graham,
-one.of the citizens who was added to
the board of health took an active part
in opposing Ald. Tansey in his paper
an1l also sent the followiog letter to a

Archbishop Corrigan received last
week a.cable dispatch from Rome an.
nouncing that it had been decided to
make Archbishop Gibbons, of Baltinore,
the next American Cardinal. Archbish-
op Gibbons was born in Baltimore, July
23, 1834. After being baptized in the
Cathedral his father took him to Ireland,
where he had his early education, He
was graduated ai St. Charles College, in
Howard county, Md., and was ordained
priest at St Mary’s Seminary, Baltimore,
by Archbishop Kenrick, June 30, 1861.
His first charge was in Baltimore. On
Aug 16, 1868, he was consecrated bishop
in partibus infidelium and Vicar Apos-
tolic of North Carolina. He removed to
Richmond in 1872, and on May
20, 1877,  was made coad-
jutor to Archbishop Bavyley, of Baltimore
whom he succeeded Oct. 3 of the same
year. Archbishop Gibbons has made a
number of additions to Catholic litera-
ture, including“The Faith of Our Fath-
ers,” which has made asale of over fifty
thousand.copies. He has done much to
foster educational institutions in Balti-
more. .
