PLANTIYG TE S.

There 18 not much art in planting troos
thougb it la often -much of a mystery
The roots shoud not ho allowed ta dry
for an instant between taking up and
vlanting, We have seon careless indi-
qiduals leave the tops of troos exposed
ta the sun with a mat or straw thrown
over the roots sud think ail was right.
Anothor might heel in for a day or two
by just throwing a little dirt over the
roots. This is in the right direction, but
the fault with almost everybody la tha
instoad of covering for 10 minutes ho
expere this troatment ta cover ton
hours or oven teu days delay lu plantiug

One is apt to forget that the branches
ovaporato moisture from the roots in a
dry wiud sud juices go from the roots
tbrough the branches very noarly as
well as directly ta the air from the roots
thoinselves

,So with heeling it, The soil is thrown
in ligtly or at moat simnply kickod down-
It is only temporary. Very few of the
roots came in contact witb the oi.
They eau draw ini no'moisture ta supply
the wasto of evaporation sud thus they
stay day after day. reall'y wirso than if
thy lied been exposed. No doubt more
treos are lost tramn imporfeet hoeling in
than from auy other cause. 0f course
if the tapa bo covered as woll as the
rmots thero is less waste of moisture snd
more chance of suceesà. We appr ove
of thick planting. Trees grow faster for
ana anothers company, and a place ivel
flhed at once saves many years of time
ta soe them grow. Some of those not
wanted after the place bas growu eau ho
transplan ted to other paî ts of the ground

Where thiclt plauting is ta ho sdopted
of course care must ho taken in loating
thoso permauently ta romain. The
trouble ususlly is that a tbicltly planted
place is rareîy thiuned. People liste ta
see a tree eut dawn. The ouly remedY
is to educate the public ta plant thicltlv
at first, but ta thin them every few
years, until tbey are of judîcious wid th
spart,
