Talk to me about the CLurch of Rome
muzzling free speech when the A. P. A.
would mob an American citizen for de-
fending his character from the infamous
falsehoods of a foreign tramp! ‘Throw
him out!”

T've learned that you can't judge a man
by his Catechism. dlattery assures us
that he has discarded the Pope andtaken
Christ for his immediate guide. The
latter commands his following to pray
for those who despitefully use them; but
if Slattery did any praying for the
‘apostle’ during bis sojourn in this city
he managed to keep that fact a profound

secret. Christ enjoys patience and hu-
mility. He tells His followers to turn

the other check to the smiter, yet Slattery
agsured the ladies Wednesday night that
hie was ‘a great believer in the muscular
Christianity.” Then he placed his 250
pounds of stall-fed beef in fighting attit-
ude and daclared he’dlike to have his
enemies come at him one ata time,
—to be prayed for I presume. If
Christ taught ‘muscular  Christ-
fanity’ 1 bave inadvertenily over-
looked a bet. Christ commwands us to
love our enemies, but doesn’t suggest
that we should manifest our affection by
lying about ’em. He rebuked those wuo
tattled ‘about a common courtesan ; yet
Slattery defames decent women. No,
you can’t judge a wnan by hig creed. If
the allegiance of the Catholics to the
Pope is of the same character as that of
Blattery to tlie Lord Jesus Christ, Uncle
Sam need not he " awake o’ nights to
worry about ‘ Papalplots.’

Had Slattery been truly a Christian,
instead of blackguarding me when pro-
tected by the presence of ladies, be
Wwould have put up a fervent prayer for
my immediate conversion to the Baptist
faith. But his milk of buman kindness
had scured—he was short on Christian
charity and Jong on all.

‘Faith, hope and charity, says 8t.'Paul;
‘and the greatest of these is charity.
And he might have added that it’s alse
the scarcest. Perhaps tuiat's what makes
it 8o valuable—the supply is never equal
to the demand. .

Bpeaking of charity reminds me ofmy
experience with the Protestant preachers
of S8an Antonio, some of whom, I under-
stand,‘are aiding and abetting this A. P.
A. movement, ‘designed to preserve the
_priceless liberty of free speech.” While
editor of the morning paper of that city
Iwasin the habit of writing a short
8ermon for the Sunday edition for the
benefit of thuse who could not go to
church. Isapposed that the ministers
Would sanction my clerical efforts, but
they didn't. They wanted no assistance
In saving souls; considered that they

should be accorded a monopoly in that
line and were entitled to all the emolu-
ments. They proceeded to thunder at
me from the pulpit and sometimes three
or four perspiring pulpiteers were pound-
ing away at me at the same time—and
incidentally making me very popular.
I dropped into a swell church one Sun-
day morning to get a little grace—a
building that cost up in the six figures
while people were living in $4 jackals
and subsisting on fifty cents a week
within sound of its bells—and the min-
1ster was holding a copy of the Express
aloft in one hand and the bible in the
other and demanding of his congregation:
‘which will you take—Brann or Gody’
Well, they seemed to think that if they
couldn’t have both they’d best take God,
though some of the sinners on the back
seats were a trifle subsequent in making
up their minds.

I kept hammering away—preaching
to my little con'gregation of 15,000 or 20,-
000 readers every Sunday, as [ now do
once a mouth, until finally the Minis-
terial Association met, perorated, where-
ased, resoluted and wound up by
practically demanding of the proprietor
of the Express that I be either muzzled
or fired. And all thie time the Catholic
priests said never a word, and San
Antonio isa Catholic city, But the
Baptist ministers were running a sneak-
ing boycott ! Yet the church of Rome is
the boa-constrictor that’s trying to
throftle the American right of free
speech !

The Y. M. C, A. invited me to lecture
on humbugs, and that scared the Minis-
terial Association nearly to death. They
thought I was after ’em now sure, so they
went to the officials of the Y. M. C. A,
and made them cancel the date. And
the only Protestant minister in the
entire city who did not join in this at-
tenmipt to ibrotile free speech wus an
Episcopalian, and the Episcopalians are
not Protestants to hurt. Yet wlen these
ministers, who are now so tearful that
the church of Rome will muzzle some-
body, found that they could’t drive me
out of town; that they couldn't take the
bread fromy the mouths of my babies
because I had dared utter my honest
thioughts like a freeman; thay [ w ag to
continue to edit the Express so long as [
liked, they came fawning about me like
a lot of spaniels aftaid of the lash ! But
not one of them ever tried to convert
me. Notone ofthem ever tried by
kindly argument, to convince me that I
was wrong. Not one of them everinvited
me to his church—or prayed tor me, 8o
far as I could learn. Perhaps I, they
thought, was past redemption.

Slattery cautions you not;to send your
children to cunvent schools, declaring
that he ‘never yet saw a nun who was
an educated woman.” That statement
standing alone, ought to convince every
one blessed with a thinking apparatus
that Slattery’s a fraud. Sotne ot the best
educated women in this world liave
entered convents. Women upon whose
tuition fortunes have been expended are
now making conveut sclools deservedly
populsr with inteiligent people.

He says ignorance is the correlative of
Catliolicism and points to Spain as proof
ot this startling ussertion. There was a
time when Spain stood in the yery fore-
front of civilization,1n the van of buman
progress, the arbiter of the world’s
political destiny—and Spain was even
wore Catbolic then than it is to-day.
Nations and civilizations have their
youth, their lusty manhood and their
decay, and it were as idle to attribute
the deciine of Spain to Catholicism as
the decadence of Greece to paganism.
The Catholic church found Spain a na-
tion of barbarians and brought it up to
that standerd of civilization where a
Spanish Monarch could understand the
mighty plans of Columbus. It was her
Catholic majesty, Queen Isabella, who
took from her imperinl bosom the jewels
with which to buy a world—who ex-
changed the pearls of the orient for the
star of empire.

When pestilence sweeps o'er
the land and mothers desert their babies
and hushands their wives, who is it that
presses the cup of cold water to the
teverish lip and closeg the staring eyes
of the deserted dead? Who is it that
went upon the Southern battlefields to
minister to the wounded soldiers, toll-
owed them to the hospital and tenderly
nursed them baek to litle ? The Catholic
Sisterhicods.  God bless them !

Dse of tiiose angels of mercy can walk
nuatiended and unharmed through vor
‘Reservation’ at midnight. She can visit
with Impunity the most degraded dive
in the Whitechapel district. At her
cowming the ribald song is stilled and the
ouath dies on the lips of the loafer. Fallen
creatures reverently touch the hem of
her garment, and men Steeped in crime
to the very lips involuntarily remove
their hats as a tribute to noble woman-
hood.

Kifty Years of wWedded Life :
Mr. and Mrs, N, Germain
Celebrate their Golden Wedd-
ing,

Half a century is a long time either to
look forward to or back upon, and it falls
tothe lot of but a very few married
couples to celebrate the completion of
the fiftieth year of their wedded life.
Such however has been the eXperieuce

of two most estimable and respected
residents of St. Boniface, Mr. and Mrs.
N. Germain, who, on Monday last,
surrounded by hosts of relatives and
{riends, kept in appropriate manner the
anniversary of the happiest day in their
lives, namely the 15th July, 1845, when
in the Cathedral at Bytown (now Ottawa)
they were united in the bonds of Holy
Matrimony. Beforé presenting our
readers with an account of tlie religious
ceremonies and subsequent festivities of
Monday, it will not be out of place for us
to chronicle some interesting points in
the history ot the venerable couple
which we have been able to glean. Mr.
Nazaire Germain was born at St. Mich-
ael, Province of Quebec, on the 11th
January 1823, ot French Canadian par-
ents. At the age of twelve he left the
parental roof and the place of his birth
proceeding to Montreal, where he re-
remained some tive or six years, at the
end of which period he again thought a
change desirable and removed to By-
town. It is interesting to note as one
evidence of the changes which have
taken place in his life-time that ke trav-
elled by water and 1t took someshing
over five days to cover the distance lje-
tween Montreal and his destination, [t
was at Bytown that he met the future
partner of his joys and sorrows, Leocaiie
Watgon, who, born on the 3rd June
1827 inthe city of Montreal, had re.
moved with her parents when twelve
years of age to the village destined to
become the capital of the Dominion. Ag
ber name would indicate Mrs. Germain
is of Scotch descent, and as a matter of
fact ber father came from the land of the
tartan and heather whilst her mother
belonged to a French Canadian family,
Before his marriage Mr. Germain had
established himself in business.as a
hardware merchant, and the town rap-
idly growing in size and importance, his
establishment kept pace, until it even-
tually became one of the largest of its
kind in Canada, and it is worthy of
record that Mr. Germain obtained and
successfully carried out the contract for
the plumbing, heating, etc. of the present
Parliament Buildiogs in Ottawa. But
he had not yet completed his travels
westward for in 1878 he made up hig
mind to g0 to the Northwest, which was
Just then beginning to come to the front.
It wason the 8th July ot that year that
he landed at Fort Garry, and immedia-
tely erected a store un Main Street,
where for three years he carried on a
hardware business under the name of
“N. Germain and Scn,” passing through

1881 he crossed the river to St. Bonifate-
where he has gince resided. , Mr, and
Mrs. Germain have been biessed with a
large family, eight children being now
alive, with 22 grand-children and one
great-grand-child. These are scattered
all over the Dominion ard in various
parts of the States, but not many of them
were absent on Monday. Coming to the
proceedings of that day we must first
bear testimony to the widespread inter-
est the event excited in the community
in which Mr. and Mrs. Germain now
live. The town of St. Boniface was

We naturally inferred
that Mr. A. F, Martin was satisfied, and,
as we had no time to see him personally,
we went to press.

Uur regret at Mr. A, F. Martin's action
arises not frome any harm it will inflict
on the Norrawest Review—for the good
points of his letter will, by appearing

also in the Nor'Wester, reach a greater

number of honest, right-minded readers
—but from the apparent antagonism
thereby established between the only
Catholic paper in the Northwest and a
most outspoken defender of Catholic
interests. Nevertheleas, this antagonism
is more apparent than real. Mr. A. F,
Martin differs from us only as to me-
thods. He is quite welcome .thus to
differ; and so are we quite free to think
our articles opportune. The proof that
they were wanted is that they have not
fallen flat.

Had Mr. A. F. Martin more carefully
read our editorial on the Protestant
clergy; he would bave seen that we were
voicing the sentiments of a large body of
non-Catholic Winnipeggers who resent
the auatocratic domination of so many
unauthorized preachers. Talk about
priestcraft! Why, there is more priest-
craft exercised in Mauitoba in one week
than ever found its way into the Catholic
church from St. Peter to Leo XIIIL., and
in most cases itis exercised without
even the pretence of an historic claim to
a divine commission.

The editorial we print this week with
the heading, “Let us see,” was written
before Mr. A. F. Martin’s letter reached
us, and there we distinctly point outthat
not all Protestant ministers are included
in our general impeachment, we affirm
that a few of them are notable excep-
tions. Mr. A. F. Martin says there are
“a good many” such exceptions. We
devoutly hope he may be right; but hith-
erto the exceptions can easily be counted
on the fingers of one hand. Ferhaps
Mr. A.'F. Martin, by dint of kindness,
charity and tolerance, will succeed in
persuading the other exceptio ns to show
that they have the courage of their con-
victions.

Just one word more, Back of such
utterances as Mr. A, F. Martin’s there
Jurks the unexpressed first principle
that Catholic polemies shonld be all
sweetness and mercy. This principle is
erroneous. Catholic editors are, and
must be militant. They are not called
to the martyrdom of patience but to the
battle-field of disputation. Our Blessed
Lord never obliged all men in all cases
to turn the other cheek and meekly
await a second blow. This was a coun-
gel of perfection in certain emergencies,
not a precept binding under all circum-
stances, Honest indignation is often
more in order than unwise submissior: to
illegitimate interference. “Be angry and
sin not” is an ingpired advice justifying
the thunders of invective. The Old
Testament is full of the withering sar-
casm of the prophets; the New Testament
shows us St. Jobn the Baptist calling the
Pharisees and Sadducees “a brood (or
offspring) of vipers,” St. Paul hurling his
anathemas against those that preach
another Gospel, and the Lord Himself, of
the meek and humble heart, branding
the whole Hebrew race as *“an evii and
adulterous generation,” and the Pharisees
six times running as “hypocrites,” and
bolding up these teachers that sat in
Moses’ seat as monuments of the most
detestable and contemptible vices. Con-
sequently, wnether or mnot scathing
denunciations are expedient is s matter
in which we are absolately free to follow
the suggestions of our better judgment.

LET US'SEE.

That the Tribune should pat itself
forward asthe champion of the Frotest-
ant clergy in this province, and take
exception fo our article a fortnight ago,
commenting on their attitude toward
the minority in Mapitoba, is not sur-
prising. Such a champion may be a
little hard on the respectability of these
gentlemen, although their conduect, if
considered in the light of Christianity,
deserves no better champion than the
Tribune. For five yesrs these rev.
gentlemen, if correctly reported by tne
Tribune, have been eugaged in abusing
Catholics from their pulpits and on every
occasion, in synods or conferences, they
have passed resolutions which, for
narrow, intole;aut and unchristian sen-
timents, are simply a disgrace to civil-
ization. Had we access to the files of
the Tribune, and were it wortb the labor,
we could give columns of quotations to

substantiate what we say. - Here, are a

few instances of what we mean. Some
time after the first decision of the Eng-
lish Privy Council on the school act, the
Rev. Father Drummond, 8. J., preached
a germon in St. Mary’s church on that
question. For weeks afterward the pulpits
of the various denominations belched
forth some very choice’ comments on
the church, the Jesuits etc. Here area
few taken from their champion sheet.

acter, they command a weight and
respectability not to be found among the
great majority of the Protestant clergy,
who, unfortunately, bave been governed
more by a narrow, superficial -and
intolerant spirit, in dealing with high
moral principles, than by an honest and
careful endeavor to be just and fair to
those whom they consider as their foes.

-We would like to address to these two

leaders of Protestant thought a few
honest and withal friendly words. Like
ourselves, they believe that an educa-
tion without religion lacks its chief
esseutial ; like us, they believe thata
morality that finds not its foundation in
the truths of Christianity is, at best, a
very poor morality. To-day, their loud-
est complaint is that the religion in the
public schools falls very short of whaf it
should be in a Christian land. To this
we would answer that the religion in the
public schools of Manitoba is as full and
as complete as the unfortunate divisions
among the various Protestant sects will
tolerate, No thought, no vonsideration
was given to the Catholics of the pro-
viace in the prescription of the religious
exercises in the public schools. It was
devised by a Protestant government
to moet the wishes of all the Protestant
bodies, or as nearly so as possible, and if
it does not contain enough of religious
teaching to satisfy such earneet and
thoughtful men as the Arct:bishop of
Rupert’s Land and the able and learned
Principal of Manitoba College, no thought
or consideration of the consciences and
desires of the Catholics had anything to
do with it. We were not considered at
allin the matter. This much every
honest man must admit. What then
was the cause of this prescription? The
cause is to be found in the fact that the
government that passed the school act of
1890 contemplated putting Protestants
and Catholics, in so far as they could, on
exactly the same basis of equality. The
Honorable Joseph Martin, the fatber of
the present system of schools, said, when
be first announced that policy, that the
object of his bill was the absolute secul-
arization of the schools, and to accentuate
that intention he appealed to the Pro«
testant clergy of the province to assist
him in doing this, because, as he gaid at
the time, “anything short of this would
be a gross injustice to the Roman Cath-
olics.” Mr. Martin seemed to realize then
that his chief opposition would come
from the Protestant clergy. And be was
right. When he brought in his school
bili it proved to be one for the absolute .
secularization of the schools. Then Mr.
Martin’s fears became a reality; for His
Grace of Rupert’'s Land and Dr. King
appeared on the scene, with the result
that, while the Catholics lost their schools,
the religious exercises which had been
prescribed in the Protestant schools were
continued and are permissible in them
to-day. But, while Mr. Martin allowed
himself to be bulldozed into committing
“this gross act of injustice against the
Catholics,” he was never satisfied with
the arrangement and stated so on many
occasions.  But the injustice was done
and it has remained ever since. It was
done chiefly at the instance of the two
gentlemen above mentioned. From the
very first we told these gentlemen thag
they had made a grave mistake by
strikincg a blow at Catholics which rob-
bed them of the very privileges which
they exacted for themselves. The whole
thing was so unjust and immoral that it
could not continue after the people fally
realized Liow bad it was. Had these two
rev. geotlemen acted in a spirit of jus-
tice, and demanded thai thegovernment
be fair and just and leave the schools
alone, they would not have the com=
plaints to make that they have at pre-
sent. Mr. Martin was forced to recede
from his first intention; but he managed
to obtain a Ilasting contrcl over the
schools and to surround them with
regulations that would minimize the
advantage gained by the rev. gentlemen,
with the result that they are far from
satisfied. Mr. Martin has recently
characterized the present state of affairs
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a8 “rank tyranny” to the Catholics and
‘there is little doubt that every honest
man 1n Canada thinks exactly the same.
The leader of the government of Canada
bas ordered that that “rank tyranny”
‘be removed and that Catholic schools
be restored to the minority in Manitoba;
Mr, Laurier, the leader of the liberal
Party, hassaid that,if the schools of
Manitoba were Protestant schools, he
would denounce them as an outrige on
the consciences of the minority; Mr.
Martin, the author of the law, says they
are “a rank tyranny” on Catholics, in
thatthey aretaxed for schools where
‘the Protestant religion is inculcated.
Here, then, we have the leader of the
‘government, the leader of the opposition
and the author of the Manitoba school
law, all declaring that a wrong has been
-done the Catholic minority. Besides this
we have a judgwent of the Imperial
Privy Councii, the Court of last appeal,
saying that the Catholic minority bave
been deprived of rights and privileges
which they had enjoyed for twenty
.Years. Do His Grace of Rupert’s Land
and Dr. King realize the position? The
Qatholic minority, whose interests they
dishonestly and immorally sacrificed in
1890, are about to triumph and that in
‘Spite of ithose who so ruthlessly and
despitefully abandoned them, while the
men who were chiefly responsible for the
baneful law are continually fearful that
the mess of potage, for which they sold
their brethren, wiil be taken from them,
or deprived of its chief flavoring. We
do not say this through any feeling of
revenge, Far from it. We would in-
deed regret to see religion in the sghools
of Protestants lessened. We would like

to see it increased to suit the wishes of
all good Protestants, and, as a proof of
our good will we would say to these gen-
tlemen that it is not yet too late for them
to continue in the fruition of what they
have and to have it materially increas-
©d; but the only way that can be done is
by their insisting that the Manitoba
_ government restore to the Catholtc
inority what they were unjustly de-
. prived of. If thoy can succeed in this,
they can easily succeed in securing all
the religion tley want in their own
- ‘8chools; but not otherwise.

At 12 o'cluck, a magnificent banquet was
&lven to His Grace by the Ladies of. the
ngregation, assisted by the Mothers
and Sigters of the Faithful Companions
-of Jesus, In addition to nearly all the
Clergyman above mentioned, there were
sent as invited guests besides the
8ading gentlemen of the Congregation,
the Mayor, George Barnes, Esq., Judge
binson, E. A. Chapmaun, Esq., of tLe
News. and other Protestant friends. Afe
ter the Banquet, elognent speeches were
ade by the Archbishop,the Mayor, the
udge, and the Rev. Fathers Leduc,
>audin and Fox. The Banquet was pre-
8ided over by Mr. Bice, the respected
President of the C. M. B. A., which Socie-
-ty undertook the management of this
most guccessful entertainment. After
Al wag over, the copious relics of the
foast were distributed by the Rey, Fr.
Cabill, the indefatigable Missionary, toa
arge number of his beloved Indians,
Who were seated on the ground outside
the Convent. The Archbishop took the
veliest interest in seeing them all so
appy and so gratefal.
© At 2 o'clock the Church was again

%zt,her with many iuterested spectators,
Catholic and Protestant. There
were 95 candidates for the Sacrament of
nfirmation, including 17 who received
8t Bacrament in the evening at
eewatin, which belongs to the
arish of Rat Portage. They had all

been well instructed by the Rev. Fathers
Baudin aud Blais, and had joined in a
turee days Retreat which had been
conducted by the Rev. Father Fox.
Many of the Indians were to have been
also confirmed, but the Rev. Father
Cahill did not think them to be suffi-
ciently prepared on account of the
difficulty 1n gathering them together.
His Grace again preached both in
French and in English. At 6.30 1n the
evening, two carriages, containing the
Archbishop, several of the Fathers
above named, and some geutlemen of
the Keewatin flock, drove to Keewatin,
where the Sacrament of Conlirmation
was again administered, and two more
eloquent and effective sermons preached
by His Grace. The approach tothe
beautiful little church at Keewatin was
adorned not only by rows of trees butby
a magnificent triumphal arch, and suit-
able banners with inscriptions. The
interior of the sacred edifice was most
tastefully decorated with garlands and
banners.and the Altar, especially during
the Benediction of ti:e Blessed Sacra-
ment, was gorgeous with candles and
flowers. The choir, consisting of some of
the Sisters from Rat Portage, and ladies
and gentlemen of Keewatin and Norman,
chanted some exquisite music. The
numerous altar boys attracted general
admiration by their devotional behav-
iour, and faitbhful observance of the
ceremonies. After partaking of some
refreshments in the sacristy, which were
generously provided and distributed by
the ladies ot Keewatin, the Archbishop
and his party returned to Rat Portage.
The fatigue which was undergune by
His Grace during this memorable day
was almost superhuman, but as the
weather from first to last hal been
superb, and not a single hitch had taken
place, he expressed himself as being
greatly pleased with his reception both
at Rat Portage, and at Keewatin. The
drive homeward was enlightened by
myriads of twinkling fire-flies, who
seemed as if they were uniting inthe
universal joy which filled the hearts of
the zealous Catholics of the parish. The
faithful departed had not veen forgotten
in this archiepiscopal visitation, for in
the afternoon, the Archbishop accom-
panied by Father Baudin and others,
drove to the romantically situated Ceme-
tery, and expressed himself as being
thoroughly pleased with this well-kept
and devotional God's Acre.

His Grace’s labours were not yet over,
for on Thursday morning, be said Mass
in the Convent, and received the perpet-
ual vows of one of the Sisters. wiio was
clothed in the black veil, and became
Mother Alphonsine. During the day, he
had business to transact with the School
Trustees, and others, and at 5.30 he went
to the station, and took the train to Mon-
treal. The Rev. Father Guillet, O. M. L.

the Golden Jubilee of the Sisters of the
Holy Names of Jesus and DMiary at
Hochelaga.
