ONX THE MANITOBA SCHOOL QUES-
TION.

The Solicitor-General Gives a Masterly Ex-
position of the Tmportant Subject—‘‘The
People of Canada Would Uphold & Gov-
ernment that Stood Out ftor Good Faith
and the Respect of the Pledged Word of
the Dominion,”

The honorable gentleman spoke as
follows at Sydney, C. B. :

The Manitoba schonl question,of which
g0 much had been said, ought to be one
of great simplicity. It was not, in 8o far
as the Parliament of Canada i3 con-
cerned, a religious question in any sense.
It was not a question as to whether one
system of schools was preferable to an-
other. Those who were called npon to
vote in this respect were not supposeil
in any way to deal with the merits and
demerits of the separate school system.
The whole question was whether the
rights of the minority in Manitoba under
the Manitoba act were to be respected
and held inviolate. To talk of coercion
of the majority or the desire to impose
upon the province a system of schools
requgnant to any section of the commu-
nity was rank rubbish. The 22nd sec-
tion of the Manitoba act gave certain
powers regarding education to the Legis-
lature of the province anl imposed
certain restrictions upon that Legisla-
ture. 1t was simply a question to-day
whether the constitution was to be up-
held, and whether the privileges secur-
ed to the minority, privileges most like-
ly at that time to be secured to a Protes-
tant minority, as that body of Christians
was actually 1n the minority in the pro-
vince at the time the act was passed,
were to be maintained ; or if those mat-
ters that had been declared by the_ high-
est tribunalin the Empire a parliament-
ary compact, were to be treated as waste
paper and cast tothe winds. The con-
stitutional question could not be evaded,
it could not be lightly treated, it could
not be ignored with impunity ; because
the Catholic minority of Manitoba stood
nearly in the same position as the Pro-
testant minority 11 the Province of Que-
bec, and as the one was treated so there
was a possibility of the other being dealt
with. When the Manitoba school act of
1890 was enacted the Catholics, who had
then become the minority, protested
against it. The schools which they bad
enjoyed for nineteen years had been
abolished, their school-iouses had been
handed over to the public schools, their
taxes were applied to thetpublic school
system, and every privilege that they
had enjoyed from a short time after the
province was incorporated with the
Dominion had been swept away. Un-
der these circumstances the case of
Barrett vs. the Queen was placed before
the court for adjudication, as to whether
any law or practice in force at the
time of the passing of the Manitoba act
of 1870 had been infringed upon. The
Supreme court of Canada had unani-
mously beld that this scbool law was
ultra vires. The Privy Council of Her
Majesty reversed the decision.

Mr. Laurier says that the policy of the
Dominion Government in dealing with
this question was cowardly and shifting.
A man with bis so-called policy requires
to have a great deal of audacity to ac

cuse any one of cowardice, but if coward-:

ice it be, then
THIS COUNTRY IS MORE RE-
SPONSIBLE

for the action ot the Goverement all
throagh this matter than Mr. Laurier
himsel!. Heimpugns not only the Gov-
ernment of Canada, but he caststhe
charge of cowardice upon the greatest
leader the Liberal party has had in
Canada, the Fon. Elward Blake, and'it
would not take long to prove that asser-
tion. Whilst the case of Barrelt vs. the
Queen was peuding, Mr. Blake, foresee-
ing that if the cagse went against the
pretensions of the minority there
would still remain the appeal to his
Excellency-in-council with reference to
privileges acquired under the sub-sec-
tion of section 22 of the Manitoba act re-
lative to rights acquired since the union
with Canada, proposed the following re-
solution :

“That it is expedient to provide
means whereby, on solemn occasions
touching the exercise of the power of

NO MAN IN

' disallowance, or of the appellate power

as to educational legislation, imvportant
questions of law or fact may be referred
by the executive to a high judicial tri-
bunal for hearing and consideration, in
such mode that the authorities and part-
ies interested may be represented and
that a reasoned opinion may be obtain-
ed for the information of the executive.”

In support of that resolution!Mr. Blake
made one of the most able and remark-
able speeches ever delivered in thLe
House of Commons. He pointed out
that he not only referred to questions of
“ultra vires” legislation, but to the ques-
tion of appeal to the Governor-General-
in-Council by a minority claiming to
bave agrievance. Let us take his own
wurds so that there may Dbe no misun-
derstanding :—

“Myv opinion is, that whenever, in op-
position to the continued view of a pro-
vincial executive and legislature, it is
contemplated by the Dominion execu-
tive to disallow a provincial act be-
cause it is ultra vires, there ought to
be a reference; and also that there ought
to be a reference in certain cages where
the condition of public opinion renders
expedient a solution of legal problems,
dissociated from those elements of pas.
sion and expediency which are, rightly
or wrongly, too often attributed to the
action of political bodies. And again, 1
for my part, would recommend such a
reference in all cases of educational ap-
peal, cases which necessarily evoke the
feelings to which I have alluded, and to
one of which, I am frank to say, my pre-
sent motion is mainly due.”

And having thus defined the extent
of his object in covering both the “ultra
vires? and the appeal to his Excellency-
in-council on the grounds of grievance
from an nundue interference by a province
with rights acquired under the second
branch of the educational clause of the
act, Mr. Blake was particularly carefal
to indicate what were his reasons for
adopting such a course. He felt the
necessity of avoiding political action in
a country like ours, with a population
made up such different elements,
elements divided by raceand by creed
and by language. Can there be any
doubt of his intention when we con-
consider the following words used by
him in that speechi. He said :

“But sir,besides the positive gain of ob-
taining the best guidance, thera are
other and, in my opinion, not unimport-
ant gains besides. Ours is a popular
government ; and whken burning ques-
tions arise inflaming the public mind,
when agitationis rife as to the political
action of the executive or the legislature
—which action is to be based on legal
questions, obviously beyond the grasp of
the people at large—when the people
are on such guestious divided by cries of
creed and race ; then I maintain that a
great public good is attainable by the
submission of such legal questions to
legal tribunals with all the customary
securities for a sound judgment ; and
whose decision, passionless and dignifi-
ed, accepted by each of us as binding in
our own affairs, involving fortune, free-
dom, honor, life itself, are most likely to
pbe accepted by wus all in questions of
puablic concern.”

If we understand the English language
surely there was no other meaning to be
given to those words of the Hon. Ed-

" ward Blake than that if he hadto decide

upon a course of action, seeing the con-
dition of the country, he would decide
SUCH A BURNING QUESTION

in the light of the interpretation given
to our constitution by the highest tribu-
nal in the land. And, further, he warn-
ed the party in power that he wasacting
in their interest in bLringing forward
such a resolution,in these solemn words :
“I have an absolute confidence that, if
my proposal should be deciined, the first
persons to regret that decision will be
hon. gentlemen opposite. My opinion is,
that this is a proposal eminently help-
ful to the executive of the coun-
try at this time; but it is eminently
helpful to them, because it is eminently
helpful tothe good government of this
country, and it is in this spirit that I
move the amendment which I now sub-
mit to the judgment of the House.”
That resolution was adopted by the
House of Commons of Canada without a
dissenting voice. Mr. Laurier was pre-
sent; he accepted that resolution with
all its consequenices, and never uttered
a word of protest ; he acquiesced in it

and in acquiescing in it he acquiesced in
what had been adopted by the Liber-
al-Conservative party of Cinada. Mr.
Dalton McCartby acquiesced in that re-
solution and with every member of the
House stood bound by it. Butthey were
told that in accepting that resolution
Sir John A. Macdonald had made several
reservations. That he had insisted that
in every inmstance, whether the Gov-
ernment of the day acted upon or reject-
ed the opinion of Her Majesty’s Privy
Council, they must still bear the respon-
sibility of iheir action. That was true.
Nogovernment can divest itself of its
responsibility for the administration of
every law upon the statute book. Speak-
ing of that responsibility, and the care
with which the resolution of Mr. Blake
had been prepared, Sir John A. Maz-
donald bad used these words to define
his exact position :

“Such a decision is only for the infor-
mation of the Goverument. The execu-
tive is not reliaved from any responsibi-
lity because of any angwer being given
by the tribunal. If the executive were
to be relieved of any such responsibility,
I should consider that a fatal blot in the
proposition of my hon. friend. I believe
in responsible government. 1 believe
in the responsibility of the executive.
But the answer of the tribunal will be
simply for the information of the Govern-
ment. The Government may dissent
from: that decision, and it may be their
duty todo so if they differ from the con-
clnsion to which the conrt bas come.”

The responsibility of the Gevernment
remaing and they may be called upon to
dissent from the decision of the most
august tribunal “if they differ from the
conclusion t2 which the court has come.”

Who differs from the decision
of the Privy Council in this in-
siance ? The Government does not dif-

fer, Mr. Laurier does not differ, Mr.
Dalton McCarthy does not differ. The
Privy Council has declared that it is im-
possible to come to any other conclusion
tban that the minority in Manitoba
have had their rights interfered with.
What could the Government tien do
but call upon'the Legislature of Mani-
toba to remedyv the grievance ? Mr, Lau-
rier may go back upon his vote upon the
Blake resolution. Mr, Dalton McCarthy
may 8ay: “This isa wrong aund the
statute has provided a remedy, but do
not apply the remedy,” but the people
of Canada who love justice will uot stand
any such doctrine.
THE POSITION OF MR. BLAKE

has been demorstrated, the position of
Sir John A. Mucdonald has been proved.
What was the position of Sir John
‘Thompson upon this question ? At the
very formation of bis government he
went with his colleagues to Toronto, and
at a public meeting there, in the pre-
sence of thousands in one of the public
balls, he made a statement of the policy
of his party. Before resuming his seat
he was called upon to speak on the
Manitoba schiool question. He declared
that bis Government would stand by
the constitution, and amidst the ringing
cheers of the mulititude he declared that
the appeal of the minot.ty in Manitoba
would be referred to the highest tribu-
pal; and if the decision went
against the majority that majority
would have to submit, and if it went
against the minority they would haveto
abide by the consequences. (Cheers.)
Later on when Messrs. Laurier, Mec-
Carthy and Tarte joined in a vote of
non-confidence in Sir John Thompson’s
Government, because the appeal of the
minority to the Governor-General-in-
Council L:ad been referred for adjudica-
tion as to the right ot his Excellency-in-
council to deal with the mutter after the
decision in the Barrett case, Sir John
Thompson was taunted by the member
for L'Islet with being afraid to announce
the policy of the Governmentin advance
of the decision of the Privy Council. Sir
Johin Thompson said :

“When the questions which surround
her case have been decided by
the courts, there will be no
suspicion on the part of that province
that either f{rom reiigious or political
antipathy or sympathy her legislation
bas been interfered with or her rights
invaded ; and when the lon. member
for L'Islet challenges me, as he surely
had no rtght to challenge me, to state in
advance what the policy of the Govern-
ment would be if such and so shoulp
happen, Itell him that the answer I

! canstitution,

can give now and jthe answer I shall
be able to give him, if that event should
happen, would be this, that the Province
of Manitoha is a constitutional province.
and whether it gshall be in the hands of
legislators opposed to us, or in the hands
of legislators in sympathy with us, we
have every reason to believe and to rest
assured that she will obey the dictates
of the highest tribunal in this Empire,
a8 to what constitution is, regardless of
consequences, regardless even of the dis-
pleasure of the majority if the decision
should be against the majority; and that
so far as the disposal of this appeal is
concerned at any rate, the minority must
bow to that decision and the federal ex-
ecutive will advise his Excellency ac-
cordingly.”

Was that language plain enough ?
Was there any cowardice in that decla-
ration ? The present Government is
the successor of Sir Jehn Thompson’s
administration. They have inherited
his traditions, they have declared for
his views upon this momentous ques-
tion. They are bound to stand or fall
by the constitution as expounded by the
highest court in the Empire, and abnve
all they are bound to respect Parliament-
ary compacts., The Privy Council,in the
reasons they were bound by the statutes
to give for the opinion they expressed,
declared that the 22nd section ot the
Manitoba act was “in truth a parliament-
ary compact.” The people of Canada
would uphold a Government that stond
outjor good faith, and the respect of the
pledged word of the Dominion. (Cheers.:
Mr. Laurier seems to suggest that, this
matser being one of fact, a8 he says,
there should be an investigation—some
sort of a commission. The Privy Coun-
cil bad decided the question of fact when
it held that the minority had a griev-
ance. If Mr. Laurier was not satisfiad
with the decision of the Privy Council,
he had the statemnent of Mr. Martin, his
own colleague and supporter, the author
of this Jaw, who had declared it tyraun-
nical. It that did not satisfy him let
himn referto the words of Mr. Hugh J.
Macdonald, son of the late chieftain, the
formér member for Winnipeg, who stat-
ed in Parliament : *“Whatever we may
think of the advisability of maintaining
the system of separate schools or es-
tablishing a system of nentral schools in
Manitoba, the manner in which the
geparate school system in Manitoba was
aholished

Hes,if I may use
the word, a father to you. It is his duty
to see that that money is granted to the
Indian schools throughout British Co-
lumbia, Manitoba and the North Wes};
to see that the money is well expended
in every case,and 1 am sure it is not

only well expended but very well in-
vested.

My dear children, I lope you wiil
profit well by the teaching of the pood
Fathers and Sisters who give their lives
for the cultivation of the young. You
will receive instruction that will fit vou
for the different walks of life and pre-
pare you to move in respectable society.
Your teachers are also giving you a
knowledge that will enable you to enjoy
a happy eternity.

You know, boys, you live in a country
where the highest offices are in the gift
of the people, aud I see no reason why
some of you should not occupy the same
position as my friend here (Mr. Daly). 1
was oLce a small boy like you myself,
and had to work as you do, often from
six o'clock in the morning as late as ten,
eleven and even twelve at might. In
those days, Reverend Gentlemen, there
were no workmen’s unions to see that
we only worked eight or ten honrs.

I hope, then, the day is not far distant
when the children of the red men, a8 we
call them, will take their place in the
front ranks with the whites. Your in-
tellects are as good as any, whether ours
be mixed with Anglo-Saxon or Celtic
blood. The little boy who read the ad-
dress furnislies an example that your
children have intellects to compare with
the brightest 1 the land.

Our ancestors, the English and Scotch,
—1I will not say anything aboutthe Irish
for fear the Reverend Father here will
fall foul of me,—lived like your fathers in
hovels and huts, but by cultivation they
bave becomu the first people in the
world ; you can do the same. I expect
to see these little girls take the place of
their present teachers to train up their
sisters and brotliers in the vay of civil-
1zation. Some of you are pretty big now,
and must soon leave the school. Do not
go back to the old ways of the wigiwam.
Remember what you have been taught
and practise it. Do not go back. On you
depends the elevationof your race, And,
boys, (I am speaking pow to the oller
ones who will understand me) do not
marry girls beneath you, girls without
any education. If 4 man marries a
woman that is coarse and ignorant,she wiil
drag bim down to her own level. On the
contrary, if she is cultivated and virtu-
ous, she will raise her husband to Ler
own level. Amnother thing, never be
alraid of work. In business or whatever
work you engage in, look to the interest
of your employer. The Loy who suc-
ceeds is the one who does not mind work-
king an hour or two aiter time if his em-
ployer’s interest demands it. [ myself
began working in a printer’s oftice when
I was quite a small boy and siuce then L
have been earning my own living, My
final advice, dear children, is: Let
liquor aione, boys and girls, let it alone;
it is the curse of your nation as it is of
ours, and like all great curses, it ought to
be shunned,

Excuse me for speaking so long; bat
when my heart is moved, I cannot easi-
ly stop.

This school is a proof that God does
not forzet the first possessors of the land;
and I am proud that for seventy years [
have belonged to a government that has
aided 8o generously the noble cause; for
it is one of the ffrst charities to civilize
and elevate the untutored children of
forest and prairie.

The Hon. Mr. Daly then added a few
words of thar.ks to the children, congrat-
ulating them on their singing whicn, he
said, was even better than the iast time
he heard them. One felt, on listening to
the Minister of the Interior, that he was
quite at home with bhis dusky wards.

Sir Mackenzie then

walked around

among the children. When he came to
Albert Sinclair, the reader of the address.
he made bim a present of a bank-note,
and, putting his arm aiound his neck, he
said : “My dear little man, you must
work hard to improve the talsnts God
has given you. One day,I hope, you
may become a member ot Parliament,
and, when you are older, they will make
you a senator like myself.”

The working-day being over, there was
no occasion to visit the workshops; but’
every other part of the building was
carefully inspected by the Premier, who
was profuse in expressions of approval
and admiration for the cleanliness and
neatness everywhere apparent.

The Ottawa Neparate Schools.

From the True Witness. )

The report of the Commissioners ap-
pointed to examine the state of the Sep-
arate Schools of Ottawa has created con-
siderable comment. Our readers will
doubtless pardon us for adding a few
more words to what we have already
said in last week's issue.

As to the origin of the Commission :
It appears that a motion was brought up
at the Ottawa Separate School Board, to
investigate certain charges said to have
been made by Rev. Brother Flamian,

Visitor of the Curistian Brothers of the
Province of Quebec, against Inspector
White, concerning the report which he
gave of Lis official inspection of the Ot-
tawa Separate Schools. Some members
of the board, desiring a further investi-
gation, suguested thut the Ontario Min-
ister of Education be requested to ap-
point a Commission to investigate the
8aid charges, to examine the city Separ-
ate Schiools, and to report thereon. The
Honorable Minister o Education, G. W.
Ross, L. L. D., according to the request,
appoiuted as commissioners, Rev. J. T.
Foley, Mr. D.Clienay and William Scott,
B. A. The first two having resigned,
were replaced by Edward Ryan, M. D,
and J. J. Tillev, Esq,

On presenting themselves at some of
the Brothers’ Schools, the Commission-
ers were told that they would not be re-
ceived. 1t appears that the orders not
to receive the Commissioners came
from the Assistant Saperior-General,
then in Montreal, and were directed,
not against the Govornment, but against
the trustees, who called for an
enquiry a few weeks after the
Brothers nhad bound themselves by a
written agreement to teach the
schools for a year, Besides, the Cow-
missioners were evidently not called to
vindicate the Brothers, but to coNpEMX
them. The nature of the report was,
therefore, a foregone conclusion. This is
evident from an item that appeared 1n a
Toronto paper at a time when the Com-
missioners had barely commenced their
work. Theitem alluded to contained in
a nutshell the whole report as far as it
refers to the Brothers. The report is a
sweeping condemnation of the teaching
of the Brothers in Ottawa, but any im-
partial reader can see that it is one-
sided throughout. The Brothers may
have been wrong in refusing to accept
the Commissioners when they first pre-
sented themselves, but the Government
officials should have been satisfied with
the kind attention they afterwards re-
ceived.

The report is unfavorable in many re-
spects. Some classes, especially of the
Brothers’ Schiools, gave, according to the
Commission, a poor account of them-
selves, It seems to us quiteremarkablo
that the Commissioners have not wmen-
tioned an important fact affecting the
schools at the time, and which, in a great
measure, must have been the cause that
better results were not obtained. We
refer to the diphtheria whiceh for many
weeks had been prevalent in some parts
of the city, and which at the time of the
commission was still unabated, thereby
reducing the number of pupils in some
classes to one-half, or even less. If the
Commissioners had in view to do justice
to all concerned, they should, unques-
tionably, have noted this drawback and
made due allowance for the same in
the report which they have given to the
public. Another obstacle to betrer re-
sults, and to which the report does not
allude, was that in one of the English
schools quite a large proportion of the
pupils were French, yet they were sub-
jected tothe same examination as the
English-speaking pupils.

The schools of Ottawa may be some-
wbat weak in comparison with other
schools 1n Ontario, but this may be no
fault of the teachers. Here in Mon-
treal we' know what difficulties our
teachers have to contend with in schools
in which the two languages have to be
taught side by side. An inspector of ex-
perience does not expect to find the
pupils of such schools as proficient in
either English or French as if only one
langnage were taught. Nor will he be
disappointed if he finds sach papils
weaker in listory,ceography and mathe-
maties than in schools in which the
teachers and pupils bave to deal with
one language only.

These gentlemen of the commission
express themselves  surprised to
find  teachers not knowing English.
Now, we doubt that there is
even one teacher in the Catho-
lic schools of Ottawa who does not know
both languages ; but the teachers refer-
red to may have felt some bashfulness
in speaking English before Ontario prof-
essors. The commissioners speak of the
progress the pupils should make in six
months, yet our same worthy commis-
sioners, though they must have been
studying French more or less during tne
whole of their high school and univer-
8ity courses, did not, so far as we can
learn, once open their mouths to put a
question in French.

As the great object of the commission
was to investigate the teaching of ¥ng-
lish iu French schools, let us here give
some attention to the English used by
the very gentlemen who composed the
commission,

{See report, page 19.) “On arriving at
this school the next morning, Brother
Director Mark informed them, ete.”
Who arrived ? Brother Mark or the
commissioners ?

(Page 21.) “Thé boys count their
fingers,” Did the boys count their
fingers or o~ their fingers ?

(Page 21.) “The boys were apparentiy
taught nothing,” etc., Is “apparently”
in its proper place ?

(Page 43.) “Pick out the adverbs, etc.”
What do the commissioners mean by
“pick out” 1s it a dignified expression ?

(Page 43,) “Give the boundaries of the
different zones and account for the
position of the Tropic of Cancer and the
Artic Circle.” Is ‘“Artic’ spelled correct-
Iy ?

“I have never seen hLis
before.” Is NgveR properly used ?
“bave seen” the correct temse ?

(Page 43.) “Give three ways by which
words are made to denote more than
une, etc.” What words ? Nouns, prepo-
sitions, voojunctions or what ? [“By
which” should be “in which.”—Eb, N.
W. R.]

The commissioners say (page 33):
“That the pupils wer deficient in power
to grasp the meanings of the questions,
ete.” This is not at all surprising if we
judge from the alLove quotations.

(Page 33.) “Tue inadequate know-
ledge and the frequent mistakes of even
the English-speaking teachers, showed
that in many cases the literary quali-
fications of these teachers was not what
rr should be.” Is‘*‘was” correct in num-
ber and teuse ? What noun does “it”
represent 7 Does it agree with the noun
in number ?

Do thie many mistakes in grammar,
composition and style, thronghout the
report of the commissioners, show that
tie literary qnalifications of these com-
missioners ARE what tHEY shouid be ?
It cannot be said, in palliation of the
many glaring licerary blunders, that
they were mere slips, since these gentle-
men spent 81X or seven weeks at the re-
port, had all the aid they needed from
the Education Departinent, inclnding
the Honorable Dr. Ross himself, and
uad, of course, clever proof readers to
see that it came from the press exactly
as the press received it. Surely the
commissioners themselyes would be
ashamed to ask the public to eall their
blunders sLirs, when we find in their
whole report no excase for the slips of
either teachers or pupils, intimidated, as
we might naturally suppose them to
have been, by the presence of a Govern-
ment Commission of examiners.

Whatever may be thought or said of
the proficiency of the Ountario schools in
mathematics, they must be, judging
from the grammar ard style of the Com-
missioners’ report, sadly deficient in the
very Eugiish a knowledge of which they
flatter themselves to possess in an emi-
nept degree.

Let our readers mark well that these
gentlemen of the commission were
gelected from the galaxy of Ontario’s
literary lights, for the purpose, in part,
of examining the literary attain-
ments of others, and behold, in the re-
port which they present to the public,
the inimitable EXCELLENCE of their liter~
ary productien.

Leaving this very grammatical report
and its splendid literary stvle as a monu-
ment to the proficiency attained in Eng-
lish by the critics of the Ottawa schools,
we desire to quote a paragraph from the
last issue of the Liverpool Catholic
Times ou the “Collegiate Education” im-
parted by the Christian Brothers in the
old country. We quote the following in
support of our contention, expressed in
our last issue, that the order throughout
the whole world holds a foremost place
in the ranks of educationalists, and the
wholesale condemnation of the Ontario
Commissiorers is most unjust and mali-
cious.

“In proportion as Ireland has lost,
England has gained by the transfer to
this side of the Channelof one of the fore-
most educationists of the Sister Islands.
The placing of the established Catholie
College of 83, Peter and Paul at Prior
Park, Bath, under the Irish Christian
Brothers, besides being a remarkable
recognition of their position as a teach-
ing Order, has led to the appointment of
one of their most distingnished brethren,
Bro. W. A. Swan, to the presidency of
that college. Brother Swan has a brilli-
ant record. His long connection, extend-
ing over forty years, with the North
Richimond-street schools, Dublin, which
Le raised toa very high standard of ef-
ficiency, was coincident with the Jater
development of the admirable teaching
system of the Christian Brothers, which
now comprehends in addition to the ele-
mentary instruction it was primarily de-
signed toimpartto the children of the
poor, an extensive higher grade educa-
tion adapted to the needs of the middie
classes. To the brilliant success at pub-
lic competitive examinations which hss
followed this new departure Bro. Swan
largely contributed. As a rale, the
O’Connell or North Richmond-gtreet
schools headed the list at the Royal Uni-
versity examinations and led the way
for all the other Christian schools in Ire-
land joining in the intermediate com-
petition with uniforinly successful re-
sults, A better selection for president
of a college like Prior Park could not
havebeen made, and we shall be much
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surprised if Bro. Swan does not soon
add fresh laurels to those 1.e has already
won in the educational contest. Bro.
Swan, we may add, i8 no stranger to
England, having years ago taught in
London and elsewhere in this country
with the same efficiency which he has
always displayed.”

We would advise the Hon. G. W. Ross,
when next he finds it necessary to ap-
point a commission to investigate charges
made against our Catholic separate
schools, to select men who are capable
of presenting a report couched in good
Engiish. The Clristian Brothers are
actually ClLristian in practice as well as
in name, and we are confident that, for
the sake of the gentlewen authorized to
condemn their methods, they would
gladly send one of their members to
correct  tlie proof-sheets and to
render the precious document more pre-
sentable.

His Grace in replying delivered a per-
fect masterpiece even compared with
the many beautiful and touching ser-
mons preacned by His Grace under more
favorable conditions. What made his

translation accorded in the German
tongue to eack sentence by Rev. Father
Zerbach, and the subdued sobs wbich
would burst forth from many quarters of
the large reverential audience standing
with bared beads in the noonday sun
proved that nature in the sturdy Ger-
man is about the same as in the Gael or
the ¥renchiman,

It wili ever be a matterof regret to the
writer, and doultless to many others,
thiat memory alone is left to record the
grand words of our beloved archbishop
on thatday. The following incomplete
synopsis, however, may furnish an idea
of what was said :

After expressing his pleasure at meet-
ing so many fervent Catholics on his first
visit His Grace thanked the people for
their kindly roference to his predeces-
sor, the late Archbisbhop Tache, who had
g0 often Liunted for souls through those
vast plains, and who bad so often
spoken to His Grace of his beloved Ger-
man speaking children. The Faith of
the Fatberland as evidenced by the
grand cathedrals and monuments and
shrines which His Grace had visited ;
the devotion and industry for which the
German people are famous the world
over had their fitting sequel in to-day’s
gathering aund everything of faith and
opportunity pointed to the Germans of
this country making themselves pros-
perous and contented under a glorious
and protecting flag whose folds would
never float over injustice or persecution
on account of faith. Cierish that flag,
obey the country’s laws, keep the faith
and be assured God’s blessing will be
always with you. Referring to schools
His Grace expressed pleasure at seeing
the schiools working with the church in
that district and was glad they had a
good Catholic teacher and thattwo other
schools were being organized in the
vicinity. He was proud that the Ger-
man people always stood out for the
principies of morality and religion being
inculcated in vouth and referred to the
victories gained in Germany by the
grand Cenire Party in that direction.
Let Christian teaching pervade every
lesson and never let it be said amongst
vou that Christ is only permitted to
enter your schools at certain hours a
few moments daily.

Every page of your school books should
contain a lesson of morality and true
faith. We must not be content to keep
the faith in part. St. Paul says “Cbrist
is not divided” so must we be not divid-
ed. Nomne the less are Catholics anxious
for a tirst class education and 1t is a
golemn duty on every head of a family
to send his childrer to school. His
Grace then led the people to the ceme-
tery near by where prayers were recited
and after returning again gave a short
instruction and words of warning against
intemperance and improvidence and
also praised the devotion of his good
priests and promised the ministra-
tion of priests of their own language.
Hundreds were then presented to their
beloved archbishop after which a sumpt-
uous repast was tendered the visitors
by the good fraus and frauleins of St.
Joseph’s.

His Grace then accompanied by the
four priests and attended by a large
number of people in wagons and on
horseback proceeded tlirteen miles to
8t. Peter’s Colony where a short service
was held and several vigits made to the
homes of those sturdy, thrifty pioneers.
A change of torses and a seventeen-
niile drive to Regina where the party
arrived a few minuted afler the de-
parture of Sir Mackenzie Bowel]l and
party.

That evening His Grace and party
with the addition of Rev. Father Leduc
dined with Mr. Forget who had just
that day received the well deserved
promotion to the position of Indian Com-
migsioner. The following morning at
7 o’ciock His Grace with Father Belli-
veau boarded the train for Moose Jaw
and from thence proceeded hy team 80
miles to Wood Mountain camping one
night on the road each way and passing
tbrough Regina on the return journey
Saturday the 14th.
