Pastors haviug
no schOOl (if ttîeir own will urge the
children of tlîeir parishes to attend the
schools lu the uieighboringparishes. The
niembers of the diocesan achool board wlil
ascartain whbat sum should be paid by a
parish i which there is no sehool, for
the tuition o! its cilîdren ln s neighbor-

iug parislî, sud that sum must be dulv
paid over to said neighboriug parish.
Ail parishes, in other words, must pro-
vide for the education of ti.e cblidren

withju thoir limits, either by building

up schoolhiouses of their own, or by COn-

tributiug in aid o! schools lu which their

hblîdreti are instructed.
