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1 hope the House will pardon
me for keeping the floor so long.
As one of the sufferers, as one
coming from the province where
the trouble arose, as one of the
representatives of the minority,
I am in duty bound to raise my
voice here to uphold our claims
and to vindicate the constution.
Do not believe that we demand
for our church special privileges,
do not believe that we want to
put ourselves out of reach of the
government action ; do not be-
lieve that we intend to raise a
generation of citizens hostile to
British institutions. Our loyal-
ty to our church does not impair
our loyalty to the Crown. As
was plainly said last night by
the illustrious representative of
the still more illustrions Pontiff
Leo XIIIL, our loyalty to the
Crown and to British institu-
tions goes hand in hand with
our loyalty to our church.

True, our grievances are the
occasion of this battle, but we
feel at the same time that we are
not fighting for ourselves only.
Surely we are fighting for the
souls of our childreu, but we are
fighting also for the constitution-
al privileges of every province in
this Dominion, we are fighting
for the preservation of Christian
rale in our country. The pres-
ent crisis has more than a local
importance. It seems to me that
we are on the verge of a decided
step in the social movement in
this Canada of ours. Shall Chris-
tianity be the rule in this coun-
try or not 2 It shall not be the
rale unless positive Christianity
is taught in the schools. If it is
not taught, we will follow the
decline 1n that respect which all
right thinkers observe in the
country south of us where fully
one-third of the population are
in the deep sea of infidelity. Such
Wwere the fears of the Duke of
Argyll when, speaking on Aus-
tralian matters in the house of
Lords in 1891, he paid to the
Roman Catholics this glorious
compliment, though himself a
Presbyterian :

The Catholics had the high honour of
Standing alone and refusing to pull down
in their schools the everlasting standard
of conscience. This resistance on the
part of the Roman Catholics, I believe,
may be the germ of 8 strong reaction
against the pure secularism, which I ven-
ture to call pure paganism, of the educa-
tion of the colony.

Half an hour of religious
instruction in the class-room,
after school hours will not an-
swer that purpose. It will ra-
ther emphasize, for the present,
the pure secularism, or pure
paganism of the school system,
and lead in the future to the
entire removal from the school
premises, and frorn the mind of
generations to come, of a]} vestige
of Christianity.

What the Catholics want is
not only instruction, but they
want true education.

To educate a child is not onl
to adorn his Intellect, but it is
also to form his character, to
cultivate the aspirations of his
heart and of his soul. This can-
not be done unless the atmos-
phere of the school is permeated
with Christain thoughts. It
does not follow that, as is so of-
ten said with respect to Catholic
schools, nothing but religious
instruction must be given in
schools. But, for Catholics, it
means that the school work

must be opened and closed with
Catholic prayers. It means that
the teacher may, during the
school hours, and in a Catholic
sense, refer to the Saints and the
Blessed Virgin Mary. It means
that in teaching how to read,
the teacher must be allowed to
tell the young child, that at all
times, in his old days asinis
younger days, he must not sully
his soul by immoral readings.
It means that the teacher of gram-
mer must have the right to tell
the child that the language
which he is learning must be
used at all times for the defence
of the truth. It means that in
teaching arithmetic the teacher
must be allowed to tell the child
that God has created everything
with number, 'weightand meas-
ure. It means that in teaching
geography the teacher must be
allowed at least to tell the child
that the first wmissionaries in
Manitoba were Catholic priests,
who wenl there at the request
of Lord Selkirk, and who did
good work for the christianiza-
tion of that country. It means
that in teaching history, the
teacher must be allowed to point
out to his children the action of
God in human events; and so
on with all the branches of
knowledge. It means also that
when disciplinarian measures
have to be resorted to, the teach-
er must be allowed to appeal to
the Christian sentiments of the
child rather than to brute force,
civil law, or the law of nature
only.

Catholic.education is an edu-
cation where, while teaching all
secular subjects, the thought of
God is allowed to penetrate all
the inner parts of the child’s
mind, as pure beams of the son, so
that he may learn everything
with a view of becoming a good
citizen and a good Christian.
This does uot occasion any undue
waste of time on the part of the
teacher or of the child. A mere
look sometimes upon the walls
of the school-house, where are
appended Christian emblems, is
all that is required. That is
briefly the Catholic conception
of a school. There is nothing in
that to which objection can be
taken, even from a pure human
or civic point of view. In fight-
ing for that conception we are
but fighting for our rights, for
the constitution, for our country,
for the Crown, for Christianity,
and with the grace of God I
hope the minority of Manitoba
will never fail in this sacred

duty.

Papal Delegate.

MGR. MERRY DEL VAL
ARRIVES IN THE CITY.

A VERY WARM WELCOME.

Address and Replies.

From the Frée Press,

His Excellency the Apostolic
Delegate, Mgr. Merry del Val,
arrived in the city on’ Saturday,
and received & most imposing
welcome from the Catholics of
Winnipeg 2and St. Boniface.
He travelled from Ottawa in a
special car, placed at his disposal
by the Canadian Pacific Railway
company, and was accompanied
by his secretary, the Rev. Fath-
er Tampieri, and for a portion of
the journey by Vicar-General
Allard, Father Cherrier and
Father George, 0. M. I, who

met him at Rat Portage. When
the train steamed into the depot
here the platform was literally
thronged with people, all of
whom were evidently anxious
to have a part in welcoming
the distinguished churchman,
who has filled so prominent a
place in the public mind for the
past month or two, amongst the
crowd being His Grace the Arch-
bishop of St. Boniface, with
many of his clergy, and most of
the leading Catholic laity. As
the Delegate stepped from the
train he was received by the
Archbishop, who immediately
introduced him to the clergy-
men and others close at hand,
and a lane was made through
the crowd of people through
which his Excellency made his
way, bowing courteously, in re-
sponse to the salutations he re-
ceived. He was escorted to a
carriage drawn by four horses ;
and having taken his seat there-
In in company with the Arch-
bishop, Mr. N. Bawlf, and Mr.
Bleau, pro-mayor of St. Boniface,
a gigantic procession was form-
ed, composed of scores of vehicles
containing those who had as-
sembled at the depot, and a
start was made for St. Boniface.
Rarely has a more imposing de-
monstration been witnessed in
this city, and as the procession
made its way up Main Street
business of all kinds was practi-
cally suspended. On reachin
Broadway bridge the bells of the
cathedral were heard ringing
out a joyous peal of welcome,
mingled with the stirring strains
of the Industrial school band.
It was noticed, too, that flags
were flying from almost all the
buildings, and the town was
otherwise gaily decorated with
bunting and green foliage, while
the whole popnlation who had
not gone to the depot, inclading
the inmates of the various in-
stitutions, lined the roadway
and gave his excellency a respect-
ful welcome. Arrived at the
cathedral the party were met at
the door by the parish priest,
Father Messier, and assistant
clergy, with acolytes and cross
bearer, and conducted to the
sanctuary. The sacred edifice
was hardly able to contain the
crowd which sought admission,
and as the grand music of a no-
ble hymn of thanksgiving -arose,
and the responses were chanted
by the priests who officiated, the
scene was a most impressive one.
After a short service His Excell-
ency took a seat facing the con-
gregation, and His Grace, the
Archbishop stepped forward and
read an address of welcome for
himself and clergy. This tinish-
ed, Mr. Blean read an address
on behalf of the citizens of St.
Boniface, the main  points of
which were a historical sketch
of the work of the church in
Manitoba, a profession of faith,
with a hearty protestation of
humble submission to the Pope
and his representative, and the
expression of the hope that
through the intervention of the
delegate the mists Which now
surround the educatiocal ques-
tion in this province might be
cleared away and the sun of
right and justice shine forth.

Mr. Philip Marrin, who since
1890, has filled the arduous posi-
tion of secretary-treasurer of the
Winnipeg Catholic school trus-
tees,then advanced to the sanctu-
ary rails and read the following
address inEnglish :

To His Excellency Mgr. Merry del Val

May it please Your Excellency,—The
Engligh-speaking Catholice of the pro-
vince of Manitoba gratefully take advan-

| lage of the earlest opportunity to respects

fully and reverently approach Your Ex-
cellency for the purpose of assuring you
of the deep joy with which we hail your
visit here, and of our unalterable devo-
tion both to the office and person of our
quy Father the Pope, whose represen-
tative you are. Since the news that you
were coming to Canada first reached us
we have lougingly looked forward to
the happy day when it would be
ino proud privilege to meet and
welcome you’ and it 8  difficult
to find words sufliciently expressive in
which to speak of the intensity of our
feelings on this auspicious occassion. We
are g comparatively smaliland very hum-
ble portion of the immense flock over
which our Holy Father rules with such
conspicuous care and solicitude, butin all
humility we dare to say that nowhere
could be found children of the church
more zealously and fervently devoted to
the Holy See or more anxious to do their
fall duty as members of the Catholic
body. These being the sentiments most
deeply rooted in our hearts and our
minds, we shall always hold it a8 one of
the very greatest privilleges we have
ever been or ever could be accorded, that
on this day we have been permitted to
meet 80 distinguished a Churchman as
Your Excellency and one so close-
ly  connected with our chief pas-
tor.

But whilst for these reasons we are
filled with joy on account of your visit
there are special circumstances of our
case which tend to intensify our feelings
and in consideration of which your pre-
sence here animates us with bright hopes
for the future. These circumstances are
well known to Your Excellency and we
realize that this is neither the time nor
the place to enter into details, but at the
same time we think it ,not inopportune
that we should assure you that in striv-
ing by every lawful means in our power
to regain the privileges which until seven
years ago we enjoyed in the matter ot
education, we have been actuated by
but one motive and that has beento do
our whole duty as Catholics. In com.
mon with all loyal children of the church
the world over we have been deeply im-
pressed with the fact that it is our imper-
ative duty to secure for the rising gene-
ration the benifits of sound Catholicedu-
cation, and whilgt desiring to livegin
harmony with our fellow citizens of all
creeds and nationalities we have not
been able in conscience to give up for the
sake of peace the inestimable boon of
Catholic training. We are therefore con-
fident that we were complying with the
precepts of our holy religion as well as
the dictates of our consciences, jovfully
and gladly followed our bishop and cler-
gy in the efforts they have made, not
only to keep open our schools, but also
to secure from the state that measure of
justice to which we are entitled. In this
connection we desire most earnestly to
agsure Your Excellency that in the fu-
ture ad in the past weintend to rerain
devoted though humble mémbers of the
flock, united with our beloved archbishop
and nis zealous priests loyally accepting
the teachings of the church and the gi-
rections of the Holy Father,always ready
to listen to the voice of authority and o-
bey its commands, hoping thereby to
make ourselves the more worthy of the
grace which has been granted us of be-
ing members of the one true church,and
trusting at the same to leave behind us
a generation which shall keep the lamp
of faith burning brightly in the country
and which in its turn will transmit to
posteriiy the truth pure and wundefiled.

These being our aspirations, we are,
we repeat, filled with gratitude and ani-
mated with hope on account of Your
Excellency’s visit. We look upon your
coming here as one more proof of the
marvellons oversight which our illys.
trious Pontiff has over his flock in g])
parts of the fold, and of how wonder-
fully united are even the humblest chil.
dren of the church with their chief pag.
tor, who is8 the Vicar of Christ op
earth. This is a thought which gends
a thrill through every Catholic heart,
and we assure Your Excellency that we
fully appreciate how grateful we sheuld
be.

For yoursell personally we respectfyl-
ly desire to repeat that we entertain
the most profound veneration and re-
gard, and we shall ever pray that you
may long be spared to 2id in spreading

and strengthening and directiug Christ’s
kingdom on earth,

Then, in
the purest of English, He said:

“I cannot allow the address
which has been presented in the
name of the English-speaking
Catholics of Manitoba to pass un-
noticed. I wish to express my
most grateful thanksfor the words
of welcome which have been ut-
tered in their name, and I desire
too, to assure the English-speak-
ing Catholics of Manitoba of the
great consolation 1 derive from
the fact that they join hands
with their French Canadian coun-
trymen in telling me and there-
fore in telling our Holy Father
whom I represent here, that they
are ready eoaccept any direction
that He may be pleased to give
them. You may rest assured that

our Holy Father will never forfeit
anything that is nessary for Ca-
tholic education or for safeguard-
ing Catholic principles.

enough to debar any sec-
tion of the communnity from
sharing in  the privileges
which should be the property of
all. T ask you to give me the help
your prayers; o pray for our Holy
Father that He maylongbe spared
amongst us torule the Church
and also that we may increase in
that beantiful loyalty and sub-
mission which,as you know,cons-
titute the basis of our prosperity,
and which insure always the
progress of the Catholic church
throughout the world. Let us
conclude by wishing for every
blessing upop you in the name
of our Holy Father,for yourselves
and your families.”

The
members of the Winnipeg socie-
ties assembled in their hall in the
MclIntyre block, and, headed by
the Citizens’ band, marched to
St. Boniface, where they were
joined by the societies existing
there, and the combined body
escorted His Excellency to St.
Mary’s church. The route of the
procession was by way of Main
street, Portage avenue and Har-
grave street, and the streets were
lined by interested spectators.

Choose as your
own that beautiful motto of Gar-
cia Moreno: “Dios no muere—
God dieth not.” This we must
always say to ourselves. And, as
I see that this sentiment is com-
mon in Manitoba, I do not des-
pair of the future.

I need hardly add a word to
the good Fathers of the Society
on my attachment to their insti-
tute. To hemtl oweall that is
good in me , if indeed there is
anything good. From them I
learned devotion to the Holy See
and I wish to preserve that devo-
tion till my death.

Then His Excellency proceed-
ed in his faultless English:4-

I should like to expressin a
langnage more familiar to some
of my hearers how much Iappre-
ciate their presence here to-night
as a manifestation of devotion to
the Holy See through him who
represents, however unworthily,
the person of our Holy Father
the Pope.

Iwish I could tell the details
of that wonderful life. It may be
summed up in two words: prayer
and work. It has been my privi-
lege to be near him for the last
five years.and I may truly say
that there is not one m oment in
his life that does not bear traces ot
that same inspiration to seek al-
ways what is most advantageous
to humanity and what tends
most to the greater glory of God.

In that one of those excellent
essays read this evening which
treats of Leo XI1II. the Doctor it
was remarked that his intellec-
tual activity was marvellous.
And indeed it is. From morn-
ing to night He is constantly
engaged in the greatest intellec-
tual effort for the good of the
Church, always for the Church.
At night sometimes when He
does not sleep—and I am afraid
He is not a very good sleeper—
He finds time to write those
charming bits of poetry that we
are accustomed to admire.

His life is one of complete
self-sacrifice. His recreations are
few and far between, and even
those are generally fllled wup
with some great thought in pre-
paration for future pronounce-
ments. You see the result in
those wonderful documents
which have astonished the nine-
teenth century.

They occupy his mind at all
times ; he is ever thinking of the
very sentences he will use. You
should read these documents
carefully ; you should ponder
over them and make them the
principles of your life. They
cntain food for all, for the cyj-
tured and the well educated angd
also for those who do not aspire
80 high but lookfor what is prac-
tical. I do mot ask all of you

it to them, and he assured them |to follow the Pope in all things,

to write thoughtful essays like

those we have heard this even-
ing ; but each one of you
should read the Holy Father's
encyclicals with care,and as each
of them is published see what is
applicable to your case. 1 do
not think you can peruse them
without advantage.

n this the last meeting in
which T shall have occasion to
spgak publicly in Manitoba, I
wish to assure you that I shall
be your interpreter with the
Holy Father. I may say I
will stand in his presence al-
most as one of the Manitoba
Catholics. I shall be glad to
speak of the devotion and zeal of
your good Archbishop and the
clergy and religious here. I will
tell him how you are really self-
sacrificing and anxious to do all
you can to save Catholics princi-
ples, how you do not want to
give up any thing that can place
those principles bevond the pos-
sibility of danger in the future.

Meanwhile, remain calm : act
with prudence under the gui.
dance of your Archbishop. Ques-
tions of this nature cannot be
settled offhand, they require
time; but the right must tri-
umph in the end.

Allow me to conclude with
cxpressions of hearty good-will,
and to call down God’s blessing

on yourselves, your families and
friends.

Other Receptions ana Festivities

Reported for the NORTHWEST SEVIEW.

On Monday afternoon of last
week Mgr. Merry del Val visited
the St. Boniface Indian Industri-
al school and expressed himself
highly pleased with the interest-
ing entertainment there offered
to him. His Excellency afterward
repaired to the Tache Academy,
where a short but most touching
series of dialogues and songs
with an appropriate address se
moved him that he declared
this was the most pleasing recep-
tion yet tendered to him. In the
evening an elaborate programme
of dramatic scenes and music
presented to the Papal Delegate
by the pupils of St. Mary’s
Academy, whom he afterwards
addressed in French and English,
complimenting them on their ac-
complishments and praising thier
devotion to the Holy See.

On  Tuesday morning at 8
o'clock, His Excellency said mass
at St. Boniface College, and after

breakfasting with the Fathers, "

was greeted with an address in
which the students announced
that, owing to the arduous pre-
paration for University examina-
tion, they had requested the
former graduates of the college
to provide the entertainment that
would be offered him the next
day. Mgr. Merry del Val replied
with much feeling and granted
the students two holidays, the
date to be chosen by the Rector of
the college. As he left the grounds
he was lustily cheered by the
students.

On the afternoon of the same
day he visited Provencher Aca-
demy and there the schoolboys
offered their sorvices as Papal
zouaves, adding that they were
ready tostart tor Rome with His
Excellency all which delighted
their ditinguished guest.

A little after six on the same
evening Mgr. del Val was given
a banquet at Tache Acudemy by
the ladies of St.Boniface. Some
forty guests sat down with His
Excelency and were loud in
their praises of the menu.

On Wednesday morning His
Excellency, accompanied by the
Archbishop of St. Boniface and
several members of ihe clergy,
drove to St Norbert and visited
all the Catholic schoois of that
parish,

The same evening Mgr. Merry
del Val was presented with a li-
terary soiree at St Boniface Col-
lege by former students. Mr E. J.
P. Buron read a very fine
address and late on suggestive
poem by himself. M. Aimie Cing-
Mars recited perfectly Coppee’s
“Naufrage.” Miss Moliot played
charmingly on the piano The

Baron de Galembert sang with
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exquisite art, so that in spite of
the entertainment having been
delayed an hour waiting for the
Delegate to return from St. Nor-
bert, he was vociferously encored.
Mr Marius Cing-Mars discoursed
learnedly on the great series of
encyclicals issued by the reign-
ing Pontiff. The wmost stiking
featur of a truely memorable
evening Was M.Joseph Bernier’s
lecture on® Garcia Moreno, the
martyr  President of Ecua-
dor.

For fully three quarters of an
hour the brilliant young lawyer
held the audience while he pic-
tured the wonderful career of
that greatest and bravest of Ca-
tholic statesmen, and in conclu-
sion he applied the lessons of
Moreno’s life to the present cir-
cumstances of Canada and drew
practical conclusions with no
uncertain sound, Rev. Father
Chartier, S. J.. Rector of St. Boni-
face College, then read a thought-
ful address setting the College’s
relation to the University.

He won his way to the hearts
of Manitobans, Protestant as well
as Catholic, by the gentle sweet-
ness of his manner, His replies to
address increased in import as the
entertainments went on, until his
public utterance at the admirable
literary soiree of St. Boniface Col-
lege fell like the balm of Gilead
upon the souls of devoted Catholies.

This two remarkable speeches,
the report of which was submitted
toand approved by His Excellency
should be read with great attention
He tells us to be prudentand calm
under the guidance of our good
Archbishop and to trust in the
Holy Father who is watching over
our best interests with unremité-
ing love and care. :

BADPOPES,BAD CATHOLICS,
NoT
BAD CATHOLICISM.

Pre:ton “Catholic News.”

In a letter published some
short time ago in these pages
from the pen of a distinguished
Qatholic controversialist it was
pleaded that bad Catholics did
not necessarily entail bad Catho-
licism. The phrase and the plea
are rzcalled by a leading article
which appeared the other day
in a daily paperon the opening
of the Borgia Apartments in the
Vatican. This occurrence was
made the occasion of a long re-
hash of such “history” as could
be made to tell against the fa-
mous family and its connection
with the Papal chair. Generally,
the treatment of the theme was
that the vices imputed to the
Borgias, and especially to the
Pontiff Alexander VI.—all, of
course, taken as Gospel truth—
formed an unanswerable argu-
ment against the truth of Catho-
lic doctrine and the claim of the
Catholic Church to be the Church
of Christ. '

Let this assault be examined.
The Catholic Church claims to be
the One True Church founded by
the Lord Jesus Christ to coutinue
on earth His work until His
Kingdom come. She claims to
be invested with divine authori-
ty and to be divinely sustained
against teaching wrong. She
claims that her Popesare infalli-
ble, but she never claimed that
they are impeccable. They are,
as a line of men, without parall-
ed in the world’s history, for
high and heroic virtue. " The
first score of them and more went
to the martyr's death with holy
cheerfulness. No succession of
men ever left on history so bene-
ficent a mark. Many of them
were saints, most of them saintly
men. The Pontiff of our own day
whom may God long preserve, is
no unfair sample of his line. But
ifhistory says they were not all
Leo theThiteenths and that some

Important in itself, is absolutely
without bearing on the claims of
the Catholic Church. Nay, more,
if Protestants claim to be able to
show that there once lived a bad
Pope, anumber of bad Popes, the
Catholics answer is-Very well, let
it beallowed, for argument’s sake
that there was a bad Pope, what
then ? Did any Catholic ever ar-

\gue that there could not be a bad

Pope 2 Never. Did Our Lord pro-
mise that there should never be a
bad Pope ? No. He promised
that the heads of His Church
on earth should never teach
false doctrine, and they have ne-
ver done so.

To argue that because a cer-
tain Pope was a bad man, there-
fore the Catholic religion is an
untrue creed, would only be ad-
missible if it were first conceded
that the truth of the Church
depended on the personal vitue
of the Pope: something which
Catholics not only do mnot claim,
but which they will not allow.

On Christ’s Ascension into
Heaven He left to human instu-
ments, divinely guided as to
teaching, the work required for
bringing to future ages the know-
ledge of God’s truth. But He
did not guarantee that the instu-
ments chosen would be men in-
capable of sin. Protestants seem
to think that Catholics say so,
and further there underlies all
their attacks on the virtue to
past Pops the implication that
if that virtue be success-
fully  assailed the Catho-
lic Church is correspondingly
discredited. Yet the unreason
of such argument is easily ap-

parent. Judas was one of the
chosen expositors of Christ’s
doctrine, yet we have never

seen Protestants assail Christ’s
teaching on this score. St Peter,
the first Pope, was a man .- who
actually denied his Lord, yet this
piece of Papal backsliding is
not put forth, as it ought in
logic and fairness to be, with the
shortcomings of Alexander VI.
If in the first century the sins of
Judas and ot Peter are not to be
accounted an argument against
the truth of the doctrine they
taught, then on what ground of
fairness or logic can a different
rule be applied to the fifteenth ?

Again, it is manifest that not
only has such a claim as the im-
possibility of the Pope commit-
ing sin never been put forth by
Catholics, but that such a "claim
would be adverse to Catholic
truth and to Christian doctrine.
The Pope, like any other Christ-
tian, is obliged to pray daily for
forgiveness for his past sins and
for grace to sin no more, which
latter would be a clear absurdi-
ty if he were to be held as ex-
emnpt from the possibility of sin.
Again, every human creature
has the power of free will. He
can choose between good and
bad. But if the Pope were to
be regarded as incapable of sin
he would have to be regarded as
robbed of free will, which is the
manifest possession of every
creature. It becomes clear,
then, that Christ could not have
left the inerrancy of His Church
to the chance that those who
followed the sinner Peter would
prove always sinless. And
since Christ left to Peter and
Peter’s successors the possession
of free will and the consequent
liability of sin, it is clearly esta-
blished that any possible lapse
on their part was not regarded
by Our Lord as affecting in any
degree the truth of the doctrine
commited to their care. That
doctrine Christ promised to safe-
guard, knowing their liability
to sin, and on His promise Catho-
lics are content to rely.

No, the truth of Catholic doc-
trine does not depend on the per-
sonal holiness of the Pope nor of
any number of Popes, nor Popes,
bishops, priests, and laymen sev-
erally or collectively. The holi-
ness of her children is one of the
marks of the Catholic Church in
this as in all ages. No other com-
munion in any age can show
such a number of saints nor such
a standard of saintliness. But the

inerrancy of teaching which she
possesses do not depend on this;
they depend on the promise of
Christ that He will sustain her
against all error through all time
So if there have been bad Popes
if they were again to be bad
Popes, that, so far from militating
against the claim of the Caholic
Church to be the Churh of Christ
would but prove,as it has proved,
that not even such a supreme
misfortune can affect the impreg-
nable position in which by her
Divine Founder the Catholic
Church has been placed.
