thusiasm. It is generally admitted that
no finer or abler sprech ol the kind has
ever been delivered in sidney, and by
many his Eminence’s deliverance on
this occasion is regarded as unquestion-
ably his best and ieost popular eftort,
Nothing could be niore hearty or more
enthusiustically dewionstrative than the
reception of the speech on Sunday, The
applause commencad after ihe very first
sentence, and by degrees it increased in
warmth and vigor till the hall vang and
echoed with cheers and plaudits. The
concluding portions of tne address, in
which his eminence spoke so beautifully
and so touchingly of Ireland, elicited
loud and thrilling cheers, which were a

The Church rejoices
when she t00, sees her sons linked to-
gether in hallowed association, not wasty
ing their energies in mere trifles of the

" earth, but in a spirit of Christian phil-
anthrophy directing them to the high-
est aims, purified elevated, enobled and
sanctilied by religion. Such is your Ca-
tholic Hibernian Society; and by con

. tinuing loyal to the spirits of its rules
you will very soon find by experience
that it will have contributed not alittle
to bring manifoid blessings to your tami-
lies and to make yourself, such as the
Chutch wishes you to be thoroughly re-
ligious, honeat, intelligent, earnest and
practical Christian men.

There are some children {hat seem to
have no sense of “mine ov thine,”
borrow at pleasure what they v:::;t, l;l;)t
propriate to their own use what belongs
to members of the tamily, make sharp
bargins, cut off the corners in a trade,
and consider themselves only, “smart”
end praiseworthy when they have over
reached or out-witted their fellows. Un-
fortunately, in many such instances, the
parent rejoices rather than mourns that
‘that child seems to have a faculty of
taking care of himself,” Let us sketch
what seems to us an ideal condition ins
family as to the principle of “miue and
thine.” Each mewber of the family has
his own personal belongings, and these
are sacred to him alone. No other mem-
ber meddles therewith: His treasures
are not inspected even or appropriated
by anyone but himself. 1f he have aroom
by himself, the room is safe from intrusi-
n; no locks or keys are needed to guard
him or his from impertinent and offici-
ous meddling. Nevertheless the parenfs’
oversight never fails. and they revise all
bargius and agreements made between
their children, so that tiie elder may not
take advantage of the younger, or the
sharp of the dull, so that each one shall
have an ‘“‘even chance” with tha rest,
the laws of equity govern parental de.
cisions and secure to each child justice-
With such training at home, there1s lit-
tle danger that these young people will

When you
grow up you may fin1 at your tongue'’s
end some expression which you would
not uge for any money. It was used
when quite youns. By taking carve you
will save yourself a great deal of mortifi-
cat:on and SOTFOW. Good men have tak-
en sick and become delirious, In these
mowents they use the most vile
and ndecent language imaginble.
When informed of it after their re.
gtoration to health, they had no idea of
the pain they had caused; they had lear.
ned and repeated the expressions in
childhood, and though years had passed
since they had been indelibly stamped
upon the heart. Think of this you who
are tempted to use impro per language;
and never disgrace yourselyes or your
friends.

“My
soul doth magnify the Lord and my
spirit had rejoiced in God my Savior, be
cause He hath regarded the humility of
his handmaid.’, They are lowly words
graven on lofty gates through which the
Son of God did enter this world.

The
terms used by Signor Boughi at a Radi-
cal meeting the other day, may be taken
a8 a tair illustration of the sppeals made
to the enemies of religion, “Let them
declare war,’ said Signor Boughi, ‘against
all clericals, and let them commence
with the Pope, for he was the most ob.
stinate clerical m the world.” Subject
to gross insults, and seeing the rights of
the Church trampled on by the Govern-
ment, his Holiness has felt compelled to
despatch a protest to the Nuncios-Apos-
tolic, to be laid before the Governments
to which they are accredited. It s autho-
ritatively stated that another protest will
soon be made, in the shape of an Allo-
cufion or a letter from the Sovereign
Pontiff to the Cardinal-Secretary of
State, '

The following is from the Pilot ot a re
cent number and will no doubt prove
interesting reading to the ‘Mail' and oth-
er bigoted and anti-French and Catholic
journals. “The latest authority quoted
by Mr. de Kay in supportof his assertion
that the Church was an obstacle in ihe
way of French Capada’s material pro-
gress bears date of 1831, In the past 55-
years the Churoh has wonderfully spread
and strengthened in Canada; yet statis.
tics of 1885 report great intellectual, poli-
tic and social progress among the French
Canadians. Their ideal is not France,
but French Canada. They number not
far from 2,000,000. They hold the bal-
ance of power in Parliament. They sur-
pass their tellow citizens of English ori-
gin in literature and art. Their Grroeau
Bourinot, Frechette and Sultz have more
than national reputations. Nor are they
behindhand as traders, though the com-
mercial relations of Quebec and Mont-
real with Paris and Hrvre are far closer
than between these Canadian cities and
London. And, withal, they are as devot.
ed to the “outward creed” which they,
with nearly 300,000,000 more of the
human race profess, us were their pion-
eer ancestors of the seventeenth cen-
tury.”

THE LEAGUE FUNDS.

The Manitoban, which seems to have
the rabies on the lrish gquestion, now
gives its atlention to the funds received
by the Irish Parliamentary party from
America. In & recent number it gave
the total amount sent across for six
months, and in & very suggestive manner
compared the sum devoted to relieving
evicted tenants. This paper loses no op-
portunity of maligning the character of
the Nationalists and the cause for which
they are so nobly struggling againstin-
conceivable odds and its present reflec-

tion on them is not in any way surpris-
mg. Ifit wanted to give the truth it
knew perfectly wel. that the Land League
was formed in America for the purpose
of helping the Nationalist to carry on
the fight for ‘justice to Ireland against
the enemies of Home Rule who were
backed by the wealth of English aristo.
crats. It does seem strange that the
Manitoban should concern itseif aa to
what is done with the funds when the
people of America who coxntribute the
money have never demanded an account
from the league in Ireland being content
0 know that it s well used. And that

this is the case is abundantly shown by

results. When the Irish League was
formed Ireland had but three real repre-
sentatives of her cause in Parliament.
When the National League in America
was jormed she had but eleven. Now
she has 88. At the last election Scotland
voted 3} to 1, Ireland 4} to 1, and Wales
5 tol in favor of: Home Rule. Thatis
where the money is gone,and that is the
purpose for which it was subscribed.
The moneys intended for relief has
been forwarded to duly accredited and
responsible agents in Ireland who have
distributed the money to the sasisfaction
of the donors. What money the Parlia.
mentary party have distributed in this
latter direction was probabiy sl that
could poasibly be sj)ared after meeting
the enormous expenses of the campaign
and is not to be taken. as sneeringlg su-
gested by the Manisoban, asa sample
of their generosity,

THE OUTLOOK FOR IRELAND.

The signs are perhaps more encour-
aging to-day than most people looked
for at the time when Parne|l’s bill for
the suspension of evictions was rejected
by the British Commons. The Govern-
ment evidently feels constrsined to
make some conciliatory overtures to the
Irish tenantry and to avoid any exas-
perating action on their part, 'This is
apparent from the very recent gction of
Gen. Redvers Bulier, the Government
commissioner, who positively refuged
police assistance in the mervice of writs
unless he had time to determine whether
the eviction was justifiable on meral and
economical and legal grounds. And
another rigniticant sign is the action of
the Land Purchase Commission " re-
fusing to permit many landowners in the
west of Ireland to take advantage of this
act on the express ground that their
eatates are not worth fifteen times the

America, and a portion of Scuth America
‘They are olerated in Spain, in England
Austria, and Belgium. They enjoy full
liberty as simple citizens in the United
States and in the English colonies. No.
where, we believe,are they recognized by
a State as the Society of Jesus if not in
some republics of South America. The
Jesuit society is divided into two classes
of individuals: those who belong to- the
order, but who cau be expelled by & de-
cision of the General from one day to
another. and those in respect to whom-
the order is bound by a solemn engage
ment. All the professed fathers are not
in this latfer category, snd a Jesuit
does not becomae a professed father until
after the priesthood which he does dot
receive untill thirty four years of age.and
after the pledge of strong vows. He then
undergoes s finsl examination, the 1e-
sult of which decides his future in the
order. He afterwards learps, individu-
ally and secretly, if he is to be acmitted
to pass, some day or other, what is called
“the third year,” snd it is only after
this last year of atudy that the crder is
bound m this particular. The Pope a-
lone can expel him from the Society,
and for considerations of exceptional
gravity. A Jesuit of Louvain, a partizan
of the doctrines ot M. Charcot, wrote
recently], a book to prove that the mir-
acles of St. Theresa were all in the dc-
wain of the catural, and that the tem
perament of the sant sutficed toexnlain
them.

Ove of the most interesting facts
brought out is that the distinguished
Vienna Protessor, Hyrtl, who a in work
published in 1869 repeated all the old
accusations on 8 head against the Holy
See, In his latest (eighteenth) edition of
1885 has completely altered his views
and actually appears as the defenders of
the Pope. He explains very clearly
that the fulminations of Rome were
directed, not against the study ot ana-
tomy and medical uissection, but against
the very common practice of denuding
the bodies of distinguished persons of
the flesh, in order that the bodies might
be earried to their native land for burial
evisceratinet in aqua decocio cadaverum
ut a carnibus nudsta, in patrias theras
adsepulturam deveherentur). This was
done to the bodies of several nobles and
even bishops of Barbarossa’s army !
in Italy, snd of the Emperor himself, in
Syria, to those of 8t. Louis of France,
who died before Tenis; of Philip the
Bold, and others. On the contrary, says
Hyrtl, the Popes expressely allowed dis.
section in the various universities, as
may be ssen in the statuta of their
medical faculties. Michael Angelo re
ceived from the I'rior of San‘o Spirito, 1o
tlorence, a special hall for a dissecting
room,

Realdus Columbus (de re Anatomica,
lib, xv+)) states that the bodies of Bishops
and Cardinals, and ot one of the Gener-
als of the Jesuits, were subject the post
mortem  dissections  ascertain the
cause of death., Up to the middle of the
sixteenth century there was actually
several ecclesiastics Who were distin-
guisbed anatomists. The very first Latin
work on analomy was Written in the

They gradually beat
them down, drove them off their lands,
and by degrees gained possession of
every material interest of the country.
The reformation of the sixteenth cen-
tury added the element of religious hat:

fearful struggle. The invaders mostly
adopted the tenets of Protestantism,
whilst the Irigh adhered to the old
faith, And following the Reformattion,
in time came the Penal Laws, A few

CITY AND PROVINCIAL.

An order-in-council was passed detach-

Several car-loads of rails have arrived
for the Hudson Bay railroad and are now
on the ground. Tracklaying, the contrac-
tors state will not be commenced for
some time owing to the delay in the
shipment of the rails, Allogether there
are three hundred cars to come and on
ly thirty six have been shipped. The
cause of the delay is that the C. P. R. is
short of cars.

Montreal Star. ‘‘Large quantities of
valuable furs from the Northwest have
been handled this season by the Domini-
on Express Company. These furs are
sent into Winnipeg, where they are ship-
ped to New York or Lonaon. Some of
them coming via Toronto. The greater
portion of these turs are shipped by
dealers in the Northwest, independently
of shipments made by the Hudson Bay
Cumpany, the latter not having by any
means the monopoly of this business it
used to have.”

To a Star reporter he said
the object ‘of his visit was to inspect
lands, a8 he proposed orgonizing a syndi-
cate on his return to England to purch-
ase a large block and develape it. He
visited five blocks of land about 20,000
each in area,between Moosejaw and Cal-
gary, and was thoroughly pleased with
the 80il, grasses and water supply. He
found the climate admirable, and he and
Lady Kays had been camping out on the
prairie up to the time of their depart-
ure. He found it more favorable than
further east, Sir Jonn Kays hasalready
a block of 5,000 acres near Regina, on
which he has erected model farm build-
ings, and settlers are coming in rapidly.
Being asked as to whether the purchases
of the proposed syndicate were a land
speculation, he stated most emphati.
cally that they were not. They intend to
g2 into cattle ranching principally. No
purchases of land have as yet been made

but there is hardly any doubt that a syn-
dicate will be formed to purchase 50,000

acres or more. Sir John Kays will re-
main in the city about ten days.”

A correspondent of the Manchester
Eng., Examiner, writes; “Who has not
heard of Winnipeg, whose streets were
suppposed to be paved with gold; of the
vast prairies of Manitoba, which were to
yield bountiful harvest to the hnsband-
man without toil. Does Winnipeg stand
where it did. and do the prairies yield
and increase? The capital of Manitoba
has gone through its time of depression
and it is now emerging from its gloom
and is about to pass into a bright future,
It may seem bold to say so, but a little
reflection will show it can bardly be ot-

tre of the great prairie lands of the state
and of Canads, being on the only railway
line of communication between the
States and Canada in the Northwest, it
cannot fail to be a great and prosperous
town if the prairies are to be peopled, as
assuredly they will be, with a large and

thriving population, Winnipeg, had its
boom as they say here;
but, to the  ocredit of it

people 1t must be eaid, the absurd spe-
culation in town sites was carried on
mostly by men and corporation from the
east and from the States. The people
of Winnipeg were harrassed in their
business by these wen, ond they were
glad when the bubble burat and the laws
of nature were allowed to operate.
