They also swoîc fIat thcey wouid
not keep tIc peace if Rutîven
publicly insulfed tîcir religion.
Protestants and Cathlics joined
in urging that Rutîven le
punisîed to the îimit of the law.

Caflolie cathedral were quiefed
by tIe reccîpt of a telegram
from tIe police in Buffalo, say-
ing that Rutîven lad never been
a priest as advertiscd, and fIat
le lad spent two yearis in tIe
penitentiary."
