ition which cannot be Loy rigid-
iy enforced.

The ten breaths are drawn
from new, live air, not that
which has stagnated all night in
the house. Each inspiration is
slow and steady, filling the

lungs to their depths, the live
air is hgld for o few seconds,
then respired as slowly as it was
drawn in.  To throw it out in a
rapid pant is hurtful to muscles
and tissunes.

Ten breaths taken in this way

!will not only strengthen and re-
frosh the respiratory apparatus,
but quicken the blood intdy s
livelier flow so natarally and
{healthfully that the sction of the
heart is not made irregular. The
skin all over the body is tinged
with a clear pink, the svstem
having been awakened all along
the line of life. In cold weather
ten deep bhreaths, taken on the
ferryboat, the keen salt air ting-
ling in the nostrils, or in -the
teeth of a north wind tearing
down the street, will warm "one
from head to toe. The thought
and the action become an in-
stinet in time, the daty a pleas-
ure which is missed when omit-
ted.

When the jungs are threaten-
ed with a severe cold, pneumon-
ia mav be— often is—averted by
persistent and careful deep sea
sounding and dredging.

cae.” ‘These facts are taken from
the. Roman correspondence of
the London * Tablet:” bat there
must be some mistake in  the
ddte. No Roman emperor of the
fourth century bore the name of
Anthemius ; but there was an
~mperor of Rome named An-
themius Procapius (which latter
name accounts for one of the in-
itials in the above inscription,)
who reigned from 467 to 479.
He was the son-in-law of the
castern emperor, MarCian, whose
nane appears o some of the
o~h~ recently une: arthed in the
hu fisn foruw. . Aunthemius wag
invested with the parple at the
saggestion of Ricimer, but Au-}
themins and Ricimer soon quar-
velled, and the latter, proclaim-
ing Olybrius emperor, laid ~icge
to Rome. The city was  taken
by storm, and Anthemins was
slain.  This would explain why
the coins were found in & drain;
thuoy must have been thrown
there daring the hurry and ter-
ror of the storming of the ity
This is an additional reason why
the date on the coins is not like-
ly to be 879; since no siege of
Rome took place till 31 vyears
alter that. The date is probably
469, and the coins are of the
fifth, not of the fourth centary.

He has no sense of pro-
portion. His angels are carica-
tures, but his ugly men's heads
are faithfully drawn. In details
he excels, in perspective and
general eflect, he fails lamenta-
bly. The old masters cared lit-
tle'if thev erred in some ‘archeme-
ological detail, provided thkeir
faces of Christ and the Madonna
were divine.  Tissot’s Christs
and Madonnas are meaningless
and weak, while his execution-
ers are typical blackgnards. The
old masters had genips; Tissot
has the morbid fancy of theJap-
anese and the *Ch‘inese fondness
for the grotesque.”

MR. W. F. LU. XTON

A friend who lately visited
the Twin Cities confirms the
good news of Mr. Luxton’s ap-
pointment as General Mansaer
and Editor-in-Chief of the Ni.
Paul “Globe.” Hitherto he had
been only General \’Ianaver but
a difference having arisen be-
tween him and the former editor,
Mr. Luxton threatened to with-
draw, and the proprietor, in or-
der to secure his services, dis-
missed the other and gave Mr.

While con-
gratulating our friend on this
well deserved recognition of his
worth. we canuot help contrast-

Independence in journalism
was never carried to a higher
degree of perfection than in Mr.

A pretence 'was
made that his adv ocacy of Cath-
ohc claims impaired the circula-
tion of the Free Press, but the
hnmmal Yeturns of his last ‘year
as editor-Jn- chwf proved that the
journal never had been so pros-
perous before. - Nevertheless the
proprictors insisted.on his either
becoming-their tool or vacating
the editorial chair. He maufully
and in " face of possible " starva-
tion chose the latter alternative.
By ‘this heroism Mr. Luxton
has won for himself the ever-

The failure of the Leonid me-
teors to keep their tryst this
year was not altogether unex-
pected by astronomers. Dr.
Johnstone Storey, the leading
authority in this country on the
path of the wanderers, threw
some doubt on their re-appear-
ance in letters published in the
papers some days before they
were due.  Ie conjectured that
the perturbing influence of Sa-
turn might possibly have so de-
flected thieir. course as to escape
that intersection of the earth’s
orbit to which their periodical
return has been due. Even
where the sky was clear nothing
like the anticipated display was
visible, and a few score only
were seen instead of the rain of
stars that was expected to seam
the heavens with fire. In Lon-
don a pall of fog or cloud en-
shrouding the sky at the cri-
tical hours would have rendered
the 'look-out for them hopeless
1n any case, but to the many
prople who travelled to distant
places on the chance of a view
of them, their scanty numbers
must have been a serious disap-
pointment.

MHashed across the eastern sky in
fa jewelled rain, showing all the
colours of the spectram. Dr.
 Weiss, -'director of .the Vienna
'observatory, was deputed by the

‘Vienna Agademy. ol Science to
Delhi with several assistants to
observe the  expected Leonids,
aud telegraphed on the 17th that
théy had _not yet appeared.
Vieana seems to have been es-
pecially interested in them, for
the observatory alsosent a party
to spend two or three nights on
the top of the. Sonnwendstein,
whither they were accompanied
by about 100 amateurs inciuding
several ladies, while thousands
of the Viennese camped out for
three nights on the Kahlenperg
in the hope of witnessing the
phenomenon. To these latter
the weather was wholly unpre-
pitious, and to those on the
Sonnwendstein partially so, and
both parties were driven back to
Vienna by a heavy snowfall,
which set in over, not only the
mountains, but the whole of
Lower Austria.

He
took as his subject, missionary
work in the Northwest and par-
ticularly in the Red River dis-
trict. Mgr. Langevin' paid a
tribute to the Oblate fathers,
first to commence inissionary
work in  Maniioba. Many of
them had passed away after
lives of self-sacrifice, povgrty
and hardship; the good example
they lett was a benison to  their
successors and to the half-civil-
ized people among whom they
labored so etfectively. He men-
tioned Mgr.
