hlﬂ compliance with the respectful request of
the Synod, the Bishop has recently issued a pas-
toral letter on this subject, which (as it is ad-
dressed to the laity as well as to the clergy) has
most probably been read to you by your res-
pective pastors. In that letter his lordship calls
upon all faithful members of our branch of
Christ's Holy Church in this diocese, to make
Vigarous and united efforts for accomplishing
e noble and pious objects therein recommend-
, in accordance with the unanimous decision
of ‘the Synod, speaking as with the voice of the
Whole church whom, it represented. - But as
Reither the resolutions of the Synod, nor the
; mu_'s.ble pastoral of our venerable Bishop,
&‘EG in detail the reasons why a sub-division of
: Diocese is both expedient and necessary, it
ap oceurred to (us, that as we. are about to
mfe&l to your liberality on behalf of this im-
tant object, you would be gratified by our

suggesting some of the arguments which may
be advanced in favor of the proposed measures.
We beg leave therefore to direct your attention
to the following:

As members of an episcopal church, we, of
course, believe in the necessity of adequate
episcopal supervision, for purposes of govern-
ment and counsel, and for the effective admi-
nistration of those sacred oﬁic':es of confirma-
tion, ordination, and consecration hu_rches,
for which the inferior orders of the ministry
have neither warrant nor authority from the
Word of God, nor from the usages of the pri-
mitive Church. We believe that a bishop is as
necessary to a diocese as & clergyman is to a
pgrish. If from any cause & parish becomes
too extensive or populous for the care of a sin,,
gle clergyman, it requires ;
which practically amounts to the same thing,
the clergyman requires & curate or assistant.
In like manner, when a diocese becomes too
extensive for the oversight of a single bishop,
it also requires to be divided. Now, such is
the present position of this diocese, which, as
the late Synod declared, ¢ presents a field of
Jabor much lieyond the exertions of any indi-
vidual bishop, however faithfully and diligently
employed, as in the case of our present revered
Diocesan.  This is owing to the great increase
constantly taking place in our population, the
consequent opening of new settlements, the
corresponding formation of new parishes, and
the employment of additional clergymen. These
various causes combined, have more than dou-
bled the labors of our venerable Diocesan since
his appointment to the episcopate in 1839. At
that time there were but 70 clergymen in the
diocese, there are now about 150. The popu-
lation has increased in nearly a like proportion,
having much more than doubled itself within
those 15 years. And yet, our excellent Bishop
in his 76th year, has necessarily become less
physically able t superintend his extensive
diocese than he w:.kt the age of 60. Although
perhaps not one mih in a thousand at his ad-
vanced age is capable of enduring the same
amount of labor, or is possessed of the mental
vigor, the energetic resolve, or the physical
powers of en'lurance, which God has graciously
bestowed upon our iron Bishop; yet even he
feels himself at length compelled to acknow-
ledge that he is no longer equal to * that which
comes upon him daily, the care of all the
churches” in this vast diocese.

He has, accordingly, on several occasions
recently, expressed his earnest desire, both for
the good «f the church and on hisown personal
account, to be relieved from a portion of his
burden; and no one who knows our indefatiga-
ble Bishop needs to be assured that he is not
the man to complain of excessive labor without
a cause, Hence one strong argument for a
division of the diocese.

Another powerful argument for this measure
is deduced from the fact, that wherever new
bishoprics have been established in the colonies
of the empire, God’s blessing appears to have
followed in a remarkable degree. Zealin God’s
cause has been aroused, Christian energies call
ed into action, and great liberality displayed in
the support of new institutions connected with
the advancement of Christ’s Church, as colleges,
chureh societies, and thelike. Witness, as illus-
tration, the progress of the church in our own
diogese within the last fifteen years. The num-
ber of our clergy more than donbled, new life
and vigor infused, acts of munificent liberality
previously unknown amongst us, church socie-
ties established, a noble Christian College found-
ed, and various other tokens that God is with
us of a truth. Other new dioceses will bear
similar testimonies, though probably in few to
the same extent, yet it has, we believe, almost
invariably happened, that the appointment of
a new bishop has been immediately followed hy
a large accession to the number of the clergy
lahoring within the bounds of the new diocese.
In the report of the Society for the Propagation
of the Gospel in Foreign Parts, for the year
1850, appears a tabular statement, a portion of
which will amply confirm our assertions under
this head. Thus:

This statement proves how wonderfully the
numbers of the clergy have increased wherever
a zealous, pious, and devoted bishop has heen
appointed to a new see. May we not then
reasonably hope, that if our own extensive dio-
cese were subdivided, and we were blessed with
a godly, faithful, and laborious bishop for our
new diocese, that the numbers of our clergy
would again speedily increase, and that by
their labors owned and blessed by Almighty
God, the work of the Lord would still more ex
tensively prevail amongst us.

Again : if we compare our diocese with other
like portions of the spiritual vineyard, we may
infer the necessity of a subdivision of the sphere
of ‘episcopal duties, for

1st. The Protestant Episcopal Church in the
United States, with a Church Population of
about one million, has 82 bishops; but, accord-
ing to the same ratio, our diocese With nearly
one quarter of a million of Church People,
should form 8 bishopries.

2d. Canida East, with a Church Population
according to the census of 45,600, has two
bishops; now we number five times 46,000,
and, therefore, according to the same propor-
tion, should have ten bishops.

3d. The other portions of British North Ame-
rica, including Canada East, are divided into
six sees, yet their united church population is,
at least, 20,000 less than the church population
of the single diocese of Toronto.

4th. If our Diocese were at once divided, the
portion which would form the new Diocese of
Kingsion would contain & church population,
according to the census of 1852, amounting to
88,366, or nearly double the mumber of the
chureh population of the sees of Quebec and
Moulrea?.

5th. Finally, < the members of the Church of
England in all the British Colonies and Foreign
Dgp;ndencies, are not supposed to exceed one
n]}llxon, and of these it appears that the single
Diocese ‘of Toronto olaims one-fourth,”* and
as there are at least 28 colonial bishops, them,
according to the numerical proportion of church
members, we ought to have seven bishops.—
These calculations are, of course, only an ap-
proximation in one particular to the true state
of the comparison, to ascertain which ‘more
correctly it would be requisite to compure the
relative extent of countries, facilities of travel
and other aetails into which our present limit;

forbid us mow to enter. But the stntements
already made certainly furnish a strong case in
favor of the subdivision of our diocese; and
without advancing any further reasons, we mn§
suggest, as an additional argument why we
should zealously endeavor to obtain the requi-
site funds for the support of the episcopate,
that until we do so we can scarcely expect that
permission will be granted us to choose our
own bishops, a power which the Colonial Church
ought undoubtedly to possess, and which she
cannot much longer consent to be deprived of.
Only let us secure the required funds and the
permission we may not doubt will speedily fol-
low, but until we have done so We can scarcely
demand it as of right.

Being then, (as we trust you all are), con~

vinced of the propriety of the measures rgsolv-
ed on by the synod, and reqommend_ed in the
Bishop's pastoral letter, permit us to direct your
attention to the amount or prppom'on of the
sum named by his Lordship, which this deanery
may be expected to contribute. Although the
synod suggested the subdivision of the diocese
into three sees, yet we are at present practi-
cally concerned only with the proposd new Dio-
cese of Kingston, of which when _estn.bhshed,
we shall form a portion. The Bishop proposes
that each new diocese should coqmbute fhe
sam of £16,666 currency, the interest of which
if funded would, at six per cent., yield £1,000
currency per annum ; which. all must admit to
be a very moderate provision for a bishop, who
is expected to maintain a certain degree of dig-
nity, to be given to hospitality, to be liberal to
charitable objects; and to make frequent jour-
nies (involying expenses of travel) through his
digcese, Of the £16,406 currency, to be raised
within the proposed new see of Kingston,
£2,000 sterling or £2,500 currency has been
already contributed in England, and we believe
we may safely assume that the sum will be in-
creased to £2,666 currency, leaving only
£14,000 currency to be contributed within the
new diocese.. We next require to ascertain
what portion of this amount should, in equity,
be contributed within this deanery. From cal-
culations which we have made, based upon the
ratio of church population and assessed valua-
tion of property within our bounds, we find
that we ought to contribute the sum of £3,250
currency, and this amount we feel quite confi-
dent can be secured, if only we engage in the
good work with faith and prayer aud a determi-
nation to consecrate to the glory of God a due
portion of those goods with which the Almighty
has been pleased liberally to endow us. In or-
der to show how this sum may be raised, we
have ventured to classify the several parishes
or missions according to their supposed ability
to contribute, in the following manner:

1st. Moved by Jas. Shaw, Esq, M.P.P,

That the nmeeting of the eclergy and lay dele-
gates of the deaneries of Lanark and Carleton

think necessary ; that seven do form a guorum ;
and that they use every possible exurtion to
canvass every parish in the said deaneries, in
order that every member of the Church may be
invited to contribute.

3rd. Moved by Captain Baker, seconded by
Jas. Shaw, Esq., M.P.P.,

That each clergyman and his churchwardens,
with power to add to their number, do form &
sub-committee for carrying out the details of the
work in their respective parishes.

4th. Moved by John Eastman, Esq., seconded
by the Rev. J. A. Morris,

That each parochial committee shall appoint
a Treasurer for its' own locality, to whom ail
monies shall be paid over as collected, to be by
him transmitted to the Treasurer of the General
Committee.

5th. Moved by the Rev. J. Godfrey, seconded
by the Rev. R. Lewis,

That until a general Treasurer or Trustees be
appointed for the Episcopal Fund, Jas. Shaw,
Esq., M.P.P., be appointed a Treasurer for these
deaneries before named ; ‘and that this meeting
respectfully request that Jas. Shaw, Esq., do
accept this office.

Leaving still 187 families, who after all due
diligence may be overlooked, or f!'om any cause
may decline or be unable to contribute even one
dollar.

By eitlter of these methods the amount can be
procured if only we are resolyed to do our duty
in this noble and pious enterprise. - The com-
mittee, having carefully discussed both these
plans, respectfully beg leave to recommend the
adoption of the former, and urgently entreat the
several parishes to use their utmost endeavours
to contribute the several amounts at which they
haive been respectively rated, according to their
presumed ability to contribute.

And now, dear “*brethren, permit us to urge
upon you the propriety of commeneing the good
work at once.. Commence it with prayer for
God’s blessing upon the pious enterprise; com-
mence it With faith and continue in it with per-
severance, and we fee] confident that the work
can be accomplished. It is one that will doubt-
less involve much labor and require some self-
denying zeal and liberality; but, a8 our yeuera-
ble Bishop has happily remarked, it is wisely
ordered that nothing’ truly valuable can be ef-
fected in this world without much and continued
exertion.” The plan pfoposed presents a grand
and noble enterprise of henevolence, one of the
boldest and most sublime that our branch of the
Church in modern times has witnessed, it should
therefore call forth corresponding exertions on
our parts. And when the appealis made to you
in the name of God and for, the advancement of
the Redeemer’s Kingdom, we trust you will not:
be backward in responding fo it in proportion
to the means with which God has blessed you.
« Every man therefore according as he purposeth
in his heart so let him give, for God loveth a
cheerful giver.” And for whateyer measure of
success may attend our exertions let all the
glory be ascribed unto God.

A meeting of the ¢lergy churchwardens and
lay delegates of the several parishes in the
deaneries of Lanark and Carlton, was held in
Christ’s Church, Bytown, on Tuesday the Tth
March 1854, at 11 o’clock, in accordance with
the directions of the Lord Bishop of the diocese
in his recent pastoral letter. r ;

Although . the . rapid thaw during the few

revious. days indicated the end of sleighing,
nearly all the pacishes. were ably represented by
lay delegates, who. evinced a lively interest in
the important object of the meeting.

The Rev. S. 8. Strong, Rural Dean presided.
The Rev. J. .B. Worrell acted as Secretary.

Letters were read from the Rev. Messrs. Pine
and Plees apologising for unavoidable absence,
but assenting to whatever should be resolved on
by the majority of clergy and laity. Mr. Tayler,
of Fitzroy Harbour, accounted for, the absence
of the Rev. R. L. Stevenson by reason of un-
expected parochial duty. A letter was also
ténd from the Rev. Hi Patton, Rural Dean of
the Johnstown Deanery, detailing the mode of
assessment adopted in his deanery. By this it
appeared that Mr.

EPISCOPAL FUND.
Meeting in London, Canada West.

In the absence of the London Times of the re-
quired date, which by some mischance has not
reached us, we obtain the following through the
less direct channel of the Echo.

The Middiesex Prototype furnishes us with a
very interesting account of a meeting held in
London, C. W., on the 23rd ult., for the adop-
tion of means to secure the endowinent of the
proposed Bishopries. A respectable number of
the townspeople were present, and some of the
leading parishioners, from the country. The
clergy present were Rev. Messrs. Ellwood,
Palmer, Evans, Bettridge, Revell, Foquiere, Jes-
sopp, Caulfield, Guone, Lampman, Flood, Dewar,
Hayward, Brough, and Rev. B. Cronyn; who
was in the chair. Rev. B. Cronyn openel the
proceedings by a few appropriate remarks, after
| which he read a letter from our venerable Bishop
| couehed in thekindest and most liberal language,
and showing that, not only his own desire, but
that of the authorities at home, was to consult,
to the fullest extent, the clergy and laity of Ca-
nada, as to all future creations for the Episcopal
Sees. The chairman also read g pastoral letter
of the Bishop, in 1851, showiug that his mind
had been for years maturing g plan. to secure,
for this Province, a proper episcopal supervision,
and a permanent fund, ‘to support the future
bishops respectably. = He then. yead the resolu-
tion of Synod, and the remarks of the Bishop in
his late Pastoral letter,

vised delay; he ‘thought this the proper time.
We have a guarantee that, if the endowment be
secured, the clergy and laity will have the ap-
pointment of the bishops, and the full manage-
ment of all the secular details ; this was what
we required, and might lose by delay.  Zeal,
energy and liberality on the part of the people
will 'soon accomplish the object in view, and
place 'the church on'a higher position before
the people of Canada than it had hitherto been.

Judge ‘Small proposed the third r lution viz:

is admitted by the authorities at home, and
therefore on that point there is no difficulty, the
Archbishop of Canterbury, in a letter of the 10th
January, 1854, says:—¢ I can assure your lord-
ship that the measure of dividing your extensive
diocese is seen here in the same light as among
yourselves. The only difficulty in the way is
the want of an adequate endowment.
Second.—The Duke of Newcastle writes, in
reply to my letter of the 26th February last,

¢« That the committee of general management
shall meet, from time to time, as they shall
deem necessary ; their first meeting to be held
on the 16th of March next, on-which day they
shall appoint their treasurer and secretary.
That they shall appoint the times and places of
holding public meetings, prepare, print and eir-
culate addresses, send deputations, ~employ
agents, and adopt such other means as shall
seem best calculated to carry out the measures
recommended by the Lord Bishop.”
The Judge said, that the letters of the Bishop,
just read by the chairman, gave him the fullest
satisfaction, and tended to raise his lordship
still higher in his estimation. Now, he would
willingly contribute to that fund, that he other-
wise could not support.. The people, having

1 the appointment of the bishops, was what he de-

sired, and while he was not prepared to say how
far the appointment of four bishops might con-
tribute to theusefulness of the church, he felt
safe in submitting ' to the superior judgment of
the bishop, whose great ‘experience rendered
him a competent judge. No difficulty, he ap-
prehended, would be foundin having the means,
if all entered on the subject with liberality and
deteymination.

The fourth resolution was,

& That the clergymen and churchwardens of
each parish or mission, with power to add to
their number, shall form sub-committees, to co-
operate with the general committee in their re-
spective localities.”

GORE RURAL DEANERY.
From the Hamilton Gazette.

Meeting relative to the formation of an Episcopal
Fund with a view to the subdivison of the Diocese
of Toronto.

Approp,riate prayers were then said by the
chairman.—The chairman addressed the meeting
at some length, stating the authority on which
he had acted, and the objects for which they
had been called together. In order to do so
with the greater clearness, he read extracts
from the pastoral of the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese. recently, addressed to the members of
the church on the subject of the division of the
present Diocese.

[As his Lordship’s pastoral has already
appeared in our columns, and has, no doubt,
been very generally read, we deem it unnecessar,
to republish the extract.—Ep. Cu.] .

Letters were read which had been received
by the chairman from his Lordship explanatory
of certain points relating to future proceedings,
The chairman alluded to the enquiries which
had been made from different quarters with
respect to the boundaries of the proposed new

The chairman said that the prohable bound-
aries of the Dioceses would be from the western
line of Lower Canada, to the viver Trent, as one |
—from the Trent to the Grand River, s second |
—and from the Grand River to the St. Clair, a |
third. The great northern regions forming a
fourth. Nothing could be more gomplimentary
to the Lord Bishop than the chajppan’s conclud- |
ing remarks.  He alluded forcibly to his letter
of the 27th January, and also tq the one of the
17th February. Those letters, Le said, showed
the truly christian spirit of an jndefatigable and
aged prelate. Feeling that hjg labors could
not extend over many more years, he evinced a |

cure and permanent basis, o ‘that, in after
years, she might extend and figyyish, and meet
the spiritual requirements of oy peoplethrough-
out the vast bounds of this Proyince.

The. following is an abridged sketch of the
subsequent proceedings:

The Hon. G. J. Goodhue mgved the first re-
solution, as follows: : ! '

«That the pastoral letter of the Lord Bishop of
Toronto, now read, is eutitled to the most re-
spectful and serious attention of gll. churchmen
within the diocese, not only a5 emanating from
one whose untiring zeal to promote the interests
of thechurch has entitled 'him to the confidence
of all the members of our commanion, but also
because we regard the project therein proposed
as one of paramount importance, and which, if
carried ‘out, will confer the most lasting benefits
on the church in this country.”

Mr, Goodhue would, while not diminishing
his yearly coutributions for church purposes,
aid the fund now sought to be raised, and felt
that, hy proper activity and perseverance, it
could be done without being oppressive to any.
In ten years from this day, we may see half a
million of churchmen west of the Grand River;
and when he recollected that, in 1823, there
were but two clergymen to officiate in. that wide
field, where now there are upwards of thirty, and
still a great many stations were unsupplied, he
thought that there was sufficient eviderice that
the principles of the Church of England were
cherished by the people.

L. Lawrason, Esq.,moved the second resolution,
as follows :

«That the following gentlemen do form a
committee of general management, for the pur-
pose set forth in the bishop’s pastoral : All the
clergymen having pastoral charges in the dio-
cese, the Hon. G. J. Goodhiue, L. Lawrason, W.

_Mr. Lawrason remarked that, in his estima-
tion, the sum sought,to.be raised’ was not suffi-
ciently great to deter the churchmen of what
may be the western diocese. In his memory,
the clergy had increased from one to thirty-five,
and the churches from one to fifty ; most of
' these churches had been erected When the peo-
| ple were much poorer than they are mow, and
' he thought that a sum equal to that expended
| on the fifty churches, would be sufficient for the

endowment in this proposed diocese. He found,
| by statistics, that the people of the Church of
Eagland were, in 1852, assessed for property to
|the amount of £11,000,000; such being the

case, he apprehended no difficulty in raising the
| sum of £50,000, as proposed. Some thought

also referred to a letter in the possession of a
gentleman just then entered (Rey. Mr. Cronyn)
which would tend to show the feeling entertained
on this movement by the authorities at home.
The importance of the step we are about to take,
he said, it would now be difficult to estimate.
The vast extent of the present Diocese was known
to every ong, and all must see how impossible it
would be for any oneindividual to extend to it an
active personal superintendence. The necessity,
therefore, of an increase in the number of bishops
was apparent. But in case no general fund was
raised for the support of the episcopate, he
called upon ‘the meeting to reflect ‘upon the
position in which we ghould be placed. The
| only alternative remaining would be an annual
tax on the parishes; and if in many a difficulty
was experienced in raising from year to year
l the sum required for their respective incumbents,
| thée necessity of providing some permanent
| endownient must present itself in a still stronger
point of view. He felt assured there were many
staunch and cordial members of our church who
would be willing to bear this share annually in
maintaining their bishops; but the indifferent
and lukewarm could not be made ‘to feel an
interest in anything beyond local objects. . The
bishops, therefore, he contended, should not he
made stipendiaries. Some fixed support should
place them above the fluctuation of annual
returns. 1f we were ever to derive benefit from

their superintendence, a fund should be raised :

to secure their permancnt support. This, while
it was the proper plan, would have a favourable
effect upon the different parishes; because the
endowment once secured, there would be no
 oceasion for other calls for the support of the
episcopate; whereas, were the hishops to be placed
in the condition of stipendiaries, appeals must
be made to the different localities, to which,
from the pressure of their more immediate
demand, they would not be able to respond.
. He could have wished to have called a meeting
!in which this important gubject might have
received undivided attention, but as the roads
were about to break up, he thought the most
favourable occasion for submitting this question
to the consideration of his clerical and lay
Brethren was' that of = their assembling at
Hamilton, to attend the general district meeting
of the Church Sogiety. Important as the subject
was he felt that he could not take up any more
of the limited time which they possessed, and
Would therefore réquest Mr. Cronyn toread, for
the information of the meeting, the letter to
which he had previously referred.

The Rev. Mr. Cronyn then read the letter, ‘uud
stated that it had been received by him previous
| to his own meeting in London, at which'it had
i been read, and where it had given great satis-
faction. The reverend gentleman stated, in
explanation  that certain questions had. been
proposed to his, lgl_‘d_ship, on the subject of tl.xe
contemplated division of the diocese, and said
that for the better understanding of the subject
he would state that these queries were :

First—Whether: the authorities in the church
at home were satisfied of the necessity of the
division of the diocese.

(Second.—Whether the Imperial government
would be willing to sanction such division if it
should be determined upon.. . :

Third.— Whether the members of the church
within the limits of each contemplated diocese,
after having raised tlie endowment, would be
allowed to eleet a bishop for such diocese thus
endowed.

The bishop’s reply was as follows :

First.—The propriety of dividing the diocess

respecting the  division of the diocese:—¢I beg
to ‘assure your lordship that her Majesty’s
government will be prepared to countenance
whatever plan may be resolyed on by the
members of the church of England in da
itself for the division of the diocese of Toronto."

I am accustomed to rely, I am firmly of opinion
that were the endowments ready and offered
expressly on condition that the olergy and lay |
delegates of each of the proposed dioceses
respectively ‘should be permitted to elect their |
own bishop, it would at once be granted,

“The selection, ‘as the hon. J. G. Goodhue
suggests, ought not to be confined to our own
clergy, but to the church generally.”

The first resolution was then moved by the
Rev. J. G. Geddes, and seconded by Judge
O'Reilly, as follows: _

Resolved.—That the pastoral letter of the
Lord Bishop of Toronto now read is entitled to
the most respectful and serious consideration of
all ‘churclimen within the diocese, not only as
emanating from one whose untiring zeal in pro-
moting the interest of the church has entitled
him to the confidence of all the members of our
communion; but also because we regard the
project therein proposed as one of paramount
importance, and which, if carried out, will
confer the most lasting benefits on the church
in this country.

The reverend mover said that he could not
have consented to move the first resolution on so
important a subject did it mot so strongly
recommend itself, and were it not regarded as a
preliminary step to future operations. = On the
present occasion he would refrain from
lengthened remarks; indeed, the occasion did
not require them; for though on the discussion
of the details some differences of opinion might
arise, he felt assured that on this resolution
there would not be a dissentient voice.

Judge O'Reilly viewed the matter inthe same
light., The present was a preliminary resolution.
The details would be discussed at the proper
time.

The second resolution was moved by the Rev.
Wm. MeMurray, D.D,, and seconded by Absolam
Shade, Esq., as follows :

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE GORE AND WELLINGTON. |
BRANCH OF THE CHURCH SOCIETY, = .
(From the Hamilton Gazette) .

On Wednesday evening last, this Branch of
the Church Society held its Annual Meeting in
the Hall of the Mechanics’ Institute; ‘The
meeting was perhaps the largest Branch Society
ever held in Canada, those present being esti-
mated at over 1500, It gave us the utmost
pleasure on entering the hall to see on the plat-
form, seated sidé by side, the Lord Bishop of
Toronto, and the Bishop of Michigan, two men
renowned throughout the world, not only for
their talent and ability, but for their sterling
worth and their devotion to that Church in
which they hold such prominent positions. There
was also present a lurge number of clergy from
various parts of the Province. = - '

The meeting was opened by the Rev. Arthur
Palmer, Rector of Guelph, moving that his lord-
ship the Bishop of Toronto do ‘tgdke the chair,
after which the proceedings commenced by
prayer. We give an outline of the remarks of
the speakers, which will be found interesting.

The chairman said that it gave him great
pleasure to be present on the occasion, and to
witness the lar%e assemblage before him.—When
he :?t visited Hamilton, many years since, there
were but few persons in it; the place had rapidly
improved, and he trusted that the spiritual

The reverend gentleman who moved the re-
| solution said that he had nothing to add to the
remarks o well made from the chair on the
opening of the meeting, He looked forward to
another meeting before long, and did not think
it necessary at present to say anything. He
felt much obliged to the chairman for calling
them so'soon together for the discussion of this
| important matter, and looked forward to future
action when opinions might be expressed more
at length.

Absalom Shade, Esq., in seconding the reso-
lution said that he thought it much better if the
meeting could come to some decision at once.
Delays were always dangerous ; and could some
plan be fixed upon, the collections might at once
be proceeded with. He thought the Tine of the
Grand River would not be agood boundary, as it
did not: correspond with the township lines and
other civil divisions. By the propoesed line,
townships would be cut up, and even towns
divided: he therefore thought a division, cor-

The Rev. J. G. Geddes, Secretary, then read the
Report, which shewed a large increase not only -
in the number of members but in the amount of
contributions. Altogether it was a most en-
couraging document, but from its length we are
unable to give it. ; i
The Rev. A. Palmer, B.A., seconded by the
Rev. €. Ruttan, moved the first resolution:—
Resolved,—That the Report just read be

The Chairman, hoped that gentlemen would

There could be no doubt that the time
would come wheén a large number would be
required, and as the parishes constituting the
Gore Deanery had held well together he could
not consent that any of them should be lost to
this section of the country.

Bishoprie, in which the Parishes included in the
present Deanery should,be situated. The Niagara
District and some other places, perhaps, might
be joined with them to constitute a new diocese.
— Whether the seat of such u diocese should be
placed in Hamilton or otherwise, he did notsay;
but the probability of a future division should
be borne in mind in any plan now proposed.
He' thought that Toronto and Hamilton counld
not long continue in one diocese. The opposi-
tion of interests, as well as other causes, would
prevent this; and he thought if this were un-
derstood, it would have a great effect upon the
collections. He was glad that in respect to the
episcopate we were about to depart from the
English method. Seven bishops, he learned,
hndg only been added in England since Saxon
times, but he was convinced that great good
would arise from the increase in the number of
our Bishops. Let it be borne in mind that the
fund now raised could be hereafter employedin
the support of a bishop of our own, and he felt
sut':‘sﬁed collections could be much more easily
made.

Very
significant blanks are the Prexbyterian Es-
tablishment and the Wesleyan Methodist
Conference, neither of which is represent-
ed by a solitary signature. 'Phe public.
therefore, will find no difficulty in deter-
mining the ekact worth and weight of this
manifesto’s claims on their estimation.
When the source from which this docu-
ment has emanated is taken into consider-
ation, some of the assertions, ludicrously
extravagant as they are, can be accounted
for : take, for example, the following—
« Afier a struggle of nearly half a centu-
ry between the opponents and advocales
of these Reserves * * * * = after
a civil commotion which nearly severed
the colony from the parent state, &e.” A
<tartling sketch, very dark and terrible
indeed, of a paltry and ill-managed insur
rection, put down by the over-powering
loyalty of a vast majority of our popula-
tion,

In the year 1840 this guastio vezala
was, prior to the union, disposed of by a
majority of the Upper Canadian parlia-
ment, and for the sake of peace the
Church acquiesced in thix settlement, tak-
ing it for granted that it would be a bona
fide setilement, and that, after such a
coneession on their part, politicians in
this country would hayve honesty enough
not to disturb it. . The British government
took the same view of the question, and
when it was discovered that the Colomal
Legislature had exceeded its powers in
legislating at all, a bill was introduced by
Lord John Russell, and carried through
the British Legislature with but little op-
position, because it appeared 1o embody
the wishes expressed by a majority of the
people of Upper Canada.

The history of this measure is a wither
ing reproach on the agitators, on the score
of good faith and upright adherence to
what was virtually a tacit covenant and
compact,

We will further analyze the document
now under review in future numbers, not
on account of its intrinsic value, for wi
have again and again contradicted the
misstatements repeated in it, but with a
view to refresh the memories of our Pro-
testant electors, prior to the responsible
exercise of their franchise at the next gen-
eral election. That franchise will, we
trust, be discreetly, honorably, and religi-
ously exercised.

TRINITY COLLEGE.

The noble hearted liberality of the Hon, John
H. Cameron, in establishing two scholarships for
the sons of the Clergy, is most gratifying, and
will no doubt be the means of doing an immen-
sity of good. To scholarships founded in this

manner by private munificence, the Church is
indebted for several of her most brilliant lights
—stars of the first magnitude, who without such
aid would have been condemned all their lives
to a comparatively useless obscurity. Since we
wrote our former notice, an idea has occurred
to us which we now make public, in the hope
thatsome other individual, influenced by the same
Christian zeal as Mr. Cameron, may be found to
act upon it. The college course extends through
three years, so that there will be one year out
of the three, in which there will be no scholar-
ship to offer.  Sincerely do we trust that some
of our wealthy churchmen may be found to come
forward and fill up this vacancy, and thus have
one open every year.

more effectually than by letter, and he, in his
turn, gives to those at home intelligence of a
similar kind. To take the postage off the letter
and to place it on the newspaper is therefore a
mere shifting of the burden, or ratheran increase
of its weight, for the advance on the one 18
greater than the reduction on the other.”

COLONIAL CHURCH BILL.

The Home government are on the point of re-
deeming their pledge, and introducing into Par-
liament a permissive measure, simply repealing
in the Colonies all disabling Acts. The following
is an extract from a notice of some length in the
London Guardian :—

The present bill, as we understand it, will do
no more than this. It will, in effect, declare
beyond doubt that no penaltics are incurred by
any Colonial Church which may enact such
canons or regulations for the government of its
own affairs as are prohibited, or supposed to be
prohibited, to the Church ¢ established” in
England, by the Acts now in force for that pur-
pose. This will be all. Last year’s bill was
not confined to this negative operation. It weut
much further. It contained positive powers
and directions for carrying this self-regulating
power into effect. What reasonable objection,
indeed, there was to those powers, we are still
unable distinctly to apprebend; but still less
can we see why any opposition should be offered
to the simple removal of disabilities on which
that measure was principally, and the present
is exclusively, founded. Churches in the Col-
onies are not established; and they are there-
fore entitled to precisely the same power of
self-regulating government as other unestablish-
ed bodies have there. Yet because the Bill for
enabling this contained some express powers
founded on the removal of the legal disabilities
of these Churches to govern themselves, that bill
was thrown out. The excuse for opposition is
this year removed. We hope, therefore, that
in a very plain matter, reason, justice, and
common sense will be allowed to prevail.”

We must decline the exchange which the
Canada, Lvangelist has paid us the compliment
of soliciting, simply on the ground that our
exchanges are at present very numerous, incon-
veniently so indeed. We must at the same
time express our total inability to see either the
wit or the scripturality of his vignette; the
Bible in one scale preponderating over creeds,
councils, confessions, fathers, Romanism, Trac-
tarianism, &e., in the opposite scale. = [f the
intention be to suggest a comparison, as to
authority and value, between what is inspired
and what is not inspired, there is, in that point
of view, no room for comparison at all; but if
the ingenious artist’s purpose is to class creeds,
councils, and fathers, early and late, with
Romanism and Romanizing tenets, and to repre-
sent all alike as opposed to God’s Word, then
his device is nothing less than a pictured un-
truth.  Are we to give Romanism the exclusive
benefit of the ¢ Three Creeds?” Are we to
stamp with the odious brand of hostility to
Revealed Truth those writings of the first three
centuries of the church from which it has peen
shewn as an interesting fact, that the whole of
the four gospels could be gleaned supposing
the originals were lost ?

England, with reference to the cholers in the
West Indies.

“The cholera at Nevis has abated, the num-
ber of deaths per diem being reduced to three
and five, At St. Thomas it has also abated, the
number of deaths being 19 per diem. No Euro-
pean had been attacked. The rest of the islands
are healthy, except Antigua, yellow fever of a
mild type prevailing.  Private letters from St.
Thomas speak of the cholera as continuing to
prevail in some spots.  The accounts from Tor-
tola are of a truly distressing character. The
cholera has literally swept awuy half the popu-
lation of Road town.”

Advices through the United States represent
the epidemic as having made its appearance in
Kingston, Jamaica, but confined to the lunatic
asylum,

The Hamilton Gazelte gives us the following
strong but truthful paragraph:

“ Without hesitation do we assert that there
is no doctrine of Popery more anti-Christian or
demoralizing, than the Satanic dogma of volun-
taryism, that a nation ora people, in a corporate
capacity, has nothing to do with God !”

The same journal, whose character in matters
of literary taste, we need not say, ranks high,
expresses a warm appreciation of Mr. Darling’s
merits as a poet—a judgment in which we hear-
tily concur. Qur cotemporary copies his choice
lyric * Longings for Spring,” which originally
graced our columns. We should be glad of more
from the same source.

LITERARY ITEMS.

MoxrtcomerY of New York is publishing in
monthly parts * The Altarof the Household,”
a series of services for domestic worship. They
are edited by the Rev. J. Harris, an independent
minister. From the literary reputation of the
editor, who is well known as the author of
« Mammon,” &c., it is probable they are very
excellent ; but the Church contains so many in-
estimable manuals of devotion within her own
treasury that we do not deem it necessary for
any of her members to go without her bounds
in search of such works.

The same firm is also publishing in like form
«The Historical Educator.” It is to comprise
the writings of the ¢ best historians,” ancient,
middle age, and modern—from Herodotus down
to Mary Howitt, who has commenced in this
work a ¢ History of America.” Each number
will contain a portion of the ¢ various depart-
ments,” and the publisher state that the *‘Pic-
torial Illustrations, Maps and Diagrams alone
will involve an outlay of more than $10,000.”
So far as we can judge from the first number,
we think it will be a work of great value, form-
ing when completedan Encyelopeedia of History.

« The Narrative of an explorer in South Africa,”
lately published by Murray, London, is by &
Mr. Galton, and containsan account of his mur-

«Christian Observer” says, concerning this
work—¢¢ we see little to_choose between a sav-
age who shoots an ox, or even a man when he
wants him for dinner, and a christian gentleman
who .shoots everything he meets with, without
any such apology.” We are sirongly of opinion
that this practice of invading the haunts of wild
animals, and recklessly murdering them for the
sake of making a ¢ good shot” cannot be jus-
tified.. There is a custom prevalent amongst
ourselves of shooting down inoffensive birds
which are useless when shot, for the same ob-
ject. We were going to remark that thisisa
barbarous practice, but it would border on defa-
mation to say so, for barbarians, we believe,
rarely kill anything, be it man, beast or bird,
that they do not intend to make use of.

Nisbet and Co., of London, have just published
¢« A memoir of Richard Williams, Surgeon, Cate-
chist to the Patagonian Missionary Society,”
which is one of the most painful records we ever
saw of the noblest christian zeal thrown away
in the most reckless manner that can well be
imagined—Mr Williams gave up most excellent
prospects in order to go with the ill-fated expe-
dition of Capt. Gardiner to christianize the Pata-
gonians two or three years since.  Utterly igno-
rant of the country and its inhabitants, and
baving nointerpreter, with buta small supply of
provisions and no powder or shot, they left their
ship, which was onits way to California, and
proceeded in a couple of boats to land amongst
the ferocious natives Ignorant of the language,
and unable to defend themselves, they were pur-
sued by the savages from cove tocove, until they
found refuge at Cooks's river. Here famine, and
the scurvy attacked them, and one by one they
perished in the greatest misery. The bodies of
four of them were discovered afterwards, by par-
ties who went in search of them. Mr. Williams’s
diary, which was then found, describes their aw-
ful hardships with the most painful minuteness.
He kept his terrible record of suffering until his
hand was palsied by the approach of death. An
English reviewer says of this book, ¢ It is not
calculated to lessen our astonishment that seven
reasonable men should have been found so ut-
terly infatuated, or thata board of managers
should have assisted them in their melancholy
disregard of all considerations of prudence and
practical wisdom.” And again, * perhaps in the
history of mankind there has never occurred an
instance of benevolent folly more ineredible.”

Siz E. B. Lyrrox has sold to Mr. Routledge,
for the enormous sum of £20,000, the right to
publish his prose fictions for the term of ten
years, when the copy rights return to Sir Ed-
ward. This agreement does not include the
poems, plays, and essays, and also limits Mr. Rés
right to publishing the fictions in a double col-
umned edition, and in the cheaper shape of the
“railway library,” Sir Edward retaining the
privilege of publishing more expensive editions.
This laster right is considered to be worth an ad-
ditional £20,000. Routledge is considered by
those who understand such matters to have
made a profitable bargain, notwithstanding the
tremendous outlay.

This is the bright side of literature, but we
occasionally see it assuming a very gloomy as-
pect. For example, the fullowing paragraph,
which has lately been going the rounds of the
press—¢ Anna Maria Jones, authoress of the
¢ Gipsy” and other popular novels of the day,
died on the 24thult., in the most abject poverty.
Her remains await in all probability a pauper’s
grave.”

We are happy to see that our New York con-
temporary the Independent, publishes an empha-
tic recantation of his heterodox opinions of
¢« Hot Corn.” He says, we must now make our
own confession and retraction. We are worse,
we fear, than any, We did not read the book,
and our whole knowledge was hearsay. We
knew that Wise and good people were pleased
with the ‘Tribune’ stories, and we undoubted-
ly supposed the book to be but an edited collec-
tion of these Stories.  But it was our business
to know, and not to suppose the contents of a
book which Wepraised. That others sinned in
the same WAY; isno excuse for our faults. There
is but this to be said ; we were wrong ; we retract
the recommendation, are sorry for any mischief
that it may have done, and shall in future, we sus-
pect, not be found among those who praise a book
that has not been ezamined.”  Some of our con-
temporaries nearer home should follow the
manly example of the Zndependent, unless they
approve of the Work, having examined it.

There are twenty authors in the House of
Commons. We Were of opinion that there was
scarcely that number there, who did not belong
to the literary fraternity,

We find the following curiwus crineism m the
“ Home Journal.” « Prgyer was offered by Dr.
Lyman Beecher, who condensed as much thought
and pertinent phraseology into the space of two
minutes as he could have done twenty years
ag0.” The editor says, ¢«We presume the writer
regards prayeras one of the departments of ele-
gant composition—a kind of literature in fact,”

Greece is awaking from a sleep of some
2000 years.  There were 152 works published
there last year. Athens has 19 printing offices,
with 40 presses, 8 type foundries, and 10 litho-
graphic presses. The University there has now
39 professors and 590 ah;dents. There are also
7 gymnasia or colleges with 43 professors, and
1077 students. §

The sketches of the Irish Bar, by the Hon R. L.
Shiel, just published, though very brilliant, are
of a violent Roman Catholic partizan character,
;bounding; as the clever reviewerin the “N. Y.
Churchman” says, * with eulogies for his friends,
and slurs in abundance for those not of his
way of thinking in politics or religion.”

The Right Hon. B. D'Isracli M.P.—< A Lit-
erary and Political Biography,” is the name of
anew work just issued by Bentley, London,
The author of this book shows clearly ‘that a
serpent-like malignity is united in his mind
with a boundless jealousy. By the force of his
talents D’Israeli has raised himself to a level
with England’s Aristoeracy, and therefore, to use
the words of the ¢ Times” the author ¢sits
down to accumulate on the head of his living
victim all the dislike, malévolence, and disgust
he can get together in 650 octavo pages.”

Tue Rev. Dr, Rours, the venerable President
of Magdalen College, Oxford, Who is now in his
99th year, has just completed & Work consisting
of extracts from the Fathers, bearing on various
points of theology.

Avsxasper SmitH, who is called by the eri-
ties *“the rising sun of poetry,” was born in
Ayrshire in 1829. A Scotch paper says,

The authoressof the * Heir of Redcliffe” has
just issued a historical tale called The Young
Duke.” It will be looked for with much inter-
est by the numerous readers who have been de-
lighted with the former work.

« Arago’s posthumous works are about to be
published at Berlin in French and German, with
an introduction by Humboldt.”

Caxox StApe has added to the already num-
erous collections « A selection of Psalms and
Hymns for public worship.”  The same author’s
«Explanation of the Psalms” can be procured
at Rowsell’s for a mere trifle. It is anadmira-
ble book for family use. ~We strongly recom-
mend it.

The Rev. Dr. Cmoures, who accompanied
Mr. Vanderbilt, in his celebrated pleasure trip,
has just published an account of the voyage. 1t
is a quaint common-place book more remarkable
for the credulity of the writer, than for the bril-
liancy of his style. He speaks of ‘ the piety
of Napoleon III, and is exceedingly sorry he did
not see ** that great and, I believe, good man the
Emperor of Russia.”

A TurkisH GENTLEMAN who was educated
in London, and is now a member of the Royal
College of Surgeons, has written a book to which
he has given the fantastic title of * The Thistle
and Cedar of Lebanon.” “The English reviewers
speak highly of it. It is a biographical work,
but abounds with graphic sketches of eastern
manners and customs. The style is clear, bright
and picturesque, the brilliant sun of his native
land seeming to irradiate every page.

Rev. aAxp DEAR STR—

I could wish that for his own sake your cor-
respondent M. had not written his letter, for it
gives one a very poor idea either of his intelli-
gence or of his candor: he has the choice of
difficulties.

I can truly say that I should not reply to it
were I not moved thereto by a fear lest some
few of your readers should be carried away by
the sound of words, and be confirmed in a wrong
opinion (already too general, L apprehend), as to
the views of our reformers respecting Infant
Baptism. I fearlessly maintain that the doctrine
of the Church, as plainly set forth in her service
for the Public Baptism of Infants, and in her
catechism, was their doctrine ; however oc-
casional expressions, or passages bearing on
controversies of the time, may seem to favor a
different opinion.

Perhaps it wiil be as well to say that I never
intended to&rgue the question to which M. refers,
“whether every baptized person is, as a neces-
sary consequence, regenerated.” I look upon it
that the Church has settled tlris so far as regards
Iufants in the formularies referred to ; and that,
in the case of adults she has likewise settled in
the baptismal service proper for such persons,
that faith and repentance are undoubted indis-
pensable requisites. And furthermore, it becomes
necessary for me to beg not to be supposed to
interpret any passage I may have adduced, or
may quote in comnexion with an idea which
is too often wrongly attached (and I suppose by
M.) to the word * regeneration.” AsT under-
stand it, it implies an election to gospel privileges,
a calling out of the unbelieving world and wnto
the Church of Christ, a grafting into His body by
the sacramental means of baptism, and the re-
ception of initial grace therein, which grace
may or may not continue ; and further, that the
reception of grace then is of the free gift of God
to faith, and not as following on the mere opus
operatum, supposing the outward act to be separat-
ed rom faith ; and finally, that this initial grace,
and consequent access to glorious privileges in
Christ, do not at all remove that ®pdrmpa
oapids born with us, but do relieve us from its
derived guilt, and do lay open to us the means of
successfully opposing its carnal motions. It will
be seen now that I take the term * regenerate,”
as our Latin Articles do the corresponding word
“ yenati,” as simply synonymous with ¢ Christ-
ians,” and hence it follows that every Christian
baptized in infancy is in this sense (as the
Church teaches and I believe) in his baptism
“regenerate,” though he may in hislife fall away
more and more from grace, and become at
length a castaway.” Ishould not have made
this statement (for T feel that an apology is
due) had I not been anxious to avoid being
further misunderstood; and this teo, not in
reference to myself as an individual, byt as in-
terpreting the opinions of our reformers on the
point.

What I here give as my belief, I would eon-
vey as substantially #heirs ; hence, the reason of
this lengthy exposition.

Let us now see how your correspondent meets
my quotations. T began by citing three pas-
sages from Bishop Ridley; twoof them being very
definite, M. prudently but certainly not fairly
passes over, and pounces, unhappily for his per-
ception, on the middle one, which ran, “'E.ven
so in baptism the body is washed with the visible
water, and the soul is cleansed from ali filth by
the invisible Holy Ghost.”” Now your corres-
pondent, with great apparent fairness says, that
to obtain Bishop Ridley’s full meaning we must
look at the context. He then quotes the preced-
ing sentence, and without looking at the sense
of the whole, draws an irrelevant conclusion.—
The negligence, or the want of common intelli-
gence, which M. unfortunately evinces here,
renders it necessary to quote the whole passage,
in order to show what is the frue nature of the
comparison drawn. I must inform him that the
passage is one about the change which takes
place in the elements in the Lord’s Supper ;
and that, while Ridley denies the Romish doc-
trine of transubstantiation, he acknowledges a
sacramental change, and illustrates his meaning
from the sacrament of baptism. ¢Notwith-
standing this sacramental mutation * * %
the true substance and nature of bread and wine
remaineth ; with the which the body is in like
sort nourished, as the soul is by grace and
spirit with the body of Christ, Even so in
baptism the body is washed with the visible
water, and the soul is cleansed from all filth by
the invisible Holy Ghost; and yet the water
ceaseth not to be water, but keepeth the nature
of water still ; in like sort, in the sacrament of
:)he‘ Lord’s Supper, the bread ceaseth not to be

read.”

Where now, I ask, is there any reference here to
“faithful or unfaithful” receiving? And if
there were, there could only be a parallel in the
ctlllse of adults, of whom we are not speaking at
all.

Any person possessed of ordinary comprehen-
sion will see that the passage as quoted was
given fairly in support of the point intended : and
though it might not of itself convince one scepti-
cal about Bishop Ridley’s views, it would have
great weight when accompanied as it was with
other passages more definite. Why is M. silent
about them ? Why select that passage which
was alone susceptible of mystification?.

But letus go on. Of my citations from Bishop
Latimer he takes no notice whatever, butmerely
quotes a passage from oneof his sermons, which
says that ““regeneration cometh by hearing and
believing of the word of God.” I find, on refer-
ring to my own copy of Latimer’s Sermons, a
marginal note, made when I read it some years
ago, to the effect that the word ¢ regeneration™
here must be popularly understood, as the whole
tenor of his writings plainly shows that he did
not at all guestion baptismal grace. Not to
lengthen this letter unnecessarily 1 me_;rel y refer
M. to my former letter for Latimer’s direct testi-
mony, which he has not poticed.

It might, however, have struck your corres-
pondent M. that if any doctrinal opinion was to
be deduced from the expression, it would prove
far 100 much; for it would prove that Latimer
thlought that no infant can be regenerated at
atl.

Let him vead on this point Becon's Catechism,
p. 211, But if I am still called upon to account
for Latimer’s words, I would refer them to the
then existing state of things, when, from its long
neglect in Popish times, preaching the word of Gof{
to.the people was indeed as ** life Jrom the dead ;
and hence Latimer’s undoetrinal, yet powerful
and characteristic use of the word “regenera-
tion ” here.

Your correspondent M. should not trust
to his. indexes, nor let his judgment fall a
prey to a word, but read for himself; 1 assure
him he will find in passages which are some-
times too long to quote, and sometimes too
indirect, scattered evidence sufficient to satisfy
any mind searching after the fruth in this
matter—namely, what our reformers really
believed.

In rvegard to Archbishop Cranmer, I hope
I may be spared the defending what I
believe no Churchman holds, that those who
come to baptism feignedly are regenerated. In
the case of adults every one would admit thatno
grace is covenanted, nor to be supposed confer-
red, where individual faith and repentance are
wanting. It will be observed then that M.
has left Cranmer’s testimony quite unassailed, for
when M. gravely refers me to the 29th Article—
he refers to adults, and our enquiry is what the
reformers thought about the regeneration of in-
fants as yet incapable in themselves of any
explicit act of faith.

Before leaving Cranmer’s testimony, let me
direct M.’s attention to the closing words of one
of the passages cited, ‘‘ what Christian man
would say that in baptism we be not united to
Christs’ divinity by His manhood.”  Can' M.
explain this ? It contains & deep truth worthy
of his earnest meditation.

But now we come to M.’s exposure not
only of the weakness, but of theunf irness of my
quotations. He turns to a passage from Bishop
Coverdale, and what do you think he finds ?2—
that it absolutely occurs in a summary of Popish
doctrine !—Why my good M., pray look again.
Do not let the word ¢ Papists " at the head of the

above all, do not let it seem to make you unm
cn‘ndld! What would any one suppose, mf
friend, from your words? Why that it was not

Coverdale’s doctrine at all, but popish deetrint
that I had quoted. Read it now once more, an

you will see that, although it does occur where
Coverdale is speaking of the Romish ¢ four
points,” regeneration in baptism is nof one 0

those points, butismentioned here by way of illus-
tration to show more vividly the falsity of their
doctrine regarding the ‘“ unbloody sacrifice.”—
But, lest you should again go wrong, let me
point out to you how daugerously near in your
zeal you approach disingenuousness. You
say, “in page 268 Coverdale vefers to this
passage, and, though ke does mot reject it, he
qualifies it, &e.” Now let us see how he
qualifies it—he is arguing against the doctrine of
the Popish sacrifice for quick and dead, and says
that so far from there heing any fitting illustra-
tion in the grace of baptism, that in this latter
case the infant is alive, while in the former the '
man is dead, or, if living, perbaps, at a greal |
distance off, while the infant in the case of bap-

tism i present, &c.; and then he closes his con=

trast by saying, ¢ In baptism is required God's

age,” &c., yvhich is, though somewhat vaguely
expressed, in perfect conformity with the teach
ing of our Church, and has nothing to do with
Popery as such.

Now, would you wish to know what Cover
dale means by ¢election” here; read this
from his Treatise on the Lord’s Supper, p. 435+
‘¢ As concerning the first, when it pleased the
Almighty, our God, by baptism to choose us int0
the congregation, that is to .. into Hi8
House, which he will nourish and defenq -
that He hath received us; not only as h
servants, but also as his children ; it behoveth
Him, if He will play the part of a good Father,
to bring us up, ministering unto us all things
necessary to food and clothing.”

Really friend M, I doubt more and more
which it is: Charity says, want of atten-
tion or intelligence; but something in your
mode reminds me of the sophist’s art, * to make
the worse appear the better reason.” Nor is
my mind at all quieted when I turn me
to Becon— ¢“honest, sound-hearted, sound-head-
ed, and Catholic” Becon. I know, Mr
Editor, how Zshould feel if I had wi fully put
forward such passages as your correspondent
quotes from his catechism, without showing their
real bearing on the popish point of the ‘< opus opel™
atum.”

But, as I have already exceeded the limitsof
an ordinary communication, I must beg your ip-
dulgence to insert at your convenience another
letter (I hope the last), in which I shall eon*
pletely  vindicate Becon from misinterprets®
tion.

For the present let your correspondent M. rest
assured that whatever astonishment he feels, a8
to any one who has read the work now referre
to being mistaken asto B.’s views, is shared still
more largely by me; and that I should have form-
ed a higher idea of his own acquaintance with
the valued works of our reformers, if; instead of
passing over all the most direct and positive o
my citations, he had brought forward one
single apposite passage, and said nothing about
forbearance, to account apparently for the scanti-
ness of his references.

To the Editors of “The Church.”

Rev. AxD DEAR Sir,—Permit me the use of
your columns for & few moments, to bring under
the consideration of the members of the Church
in this Diocese a plan which, if adopted, would,
in my judgment, vastly facilitate the collection
of the £50,000 proposed by the Lord Bishop to
be raised for the endowment of the Sees into
which the present Diocese of Toronto is to be
divided. I shall not occupy your space or detain
your readers with lengthy details, for a few
brief remarks will suffice to indicate the main

features of the plan I propose,—and with these
1 am content to leave it to be discussed, received

or rejected, as may be deemed most prudent,
by those who take an interest in such matters.

Those who were present at the meetings of
the Synod during its session in October last, or
have read its proceedings with attention, must
be aware that the division of the Diocese and
the amelioration of the condition of the working
clergy were two of the objects that engaged its
most earnest attention, especially the latter.
The Synod, in fact, pronounced it as their solemn
conviction ‘“that the want of an assured respect-
able income for the elergy was one of the most
serious practieal difficulties connected with the
Church in this Diocese ; and a pledge was given
that steps would be immediately taken, and
strenuous efforts made to mitigate the evil as
soon as possible. The Diocesan Church Society
has also from its very commencement, some 13
years ago, held forth this as one of the principal
grievances which it would earnestly strive to
redress ;—but to the present hour nothing ef-
fectual has been done towards the accomplish-
ment of that purpese. This is not mere asser-
tion or matter of opinion, but a fact patent to
all who have paid the slightest attention to
Church affairs in this Diocese for the last few
years; and I therefore contend that the ameliora-
tion of the condition of the clergy in general is
an object which has a prior claim upon the con-
sideration and sympathies of the members of the
Church, lay or clerical; and have no doubt but
that this position will be sustained by the great
body of the laity in the Rural Parishes who
witness the melancholy condition of many of
the elergy, as regards their temporal recom-
pence, at the close of a long series of years of
self-denial and faithful service.

The arrangement however that I contemplate
and venture to propose, cannot, nor is it desired
that it should, in the slightest degree, operate
to the prejudice of the other great object to
which allusion has been already made, viz.: the
division of the Diocese,—an object which is
confessedly of paramount importance. Both
objects, I conceive, may be accomplished simul-
taneously, and with mutual advantage, b
adopting the arrangement I now suggest, whic
is simply this :—That the £50,000 proposed
be raised and permanently invested, be viewed
as a sustentation fund for the henmefit of the
clergy in general, and the interest applied ac-
cording to a graduated scale towards the relief
of the parochial clergy, upon the express con-
dition that the recipients of this relief pay
annually an equal amount, to be placed to the
credit of what may be denominated **The Bi-
shop’s Income Fund.” T conceive that such an
arrangement would not in the slightest degree
interfere with the independence of the bishop or
the exercise of his authority, as far as these
may be supposed to depend upon his having &
certain fixed income, inasmuch as, in case of any
default of payment on the part of the clergy, the
deficit would be promptly and fully made good
from the interest of the sustentation fund.

It would, moreover, leave it open to the
Church to receive the English aid towards the
increase of the episcopate in this Colony, which
has been promised, and may be expected in &
few years. The Lord Bishop, in discussing
this subject, states, in his charge to the clergy,
delivered in October last, page 14, «“We are
not forgotten, for Kingston is named as next to
be provided for, after the wants of the Diocese
of Cape-town are satisfied ; and although this
throws us/back perhaps some years, yet we re-
joice in the extension of our Church in a quar-
ter where the necessity appears in some degree

Lordship) that each of the two great Societies
have, with their accustomed liberality, voted &
considerable sum as a ' beginning towards the
endowment of Kingston.

Meraxcuory ErfFecrs oF THE Spirir Denu-
s1oy.—We haye a painful duty in recording the
necessary arrest and confinement of two of our
most worthy citizens, father and son—jyester-
day afternoon. The father has been for some
time a believer in that most dangerous spirit
delusion, and an attendant at circles, where the
gpirits, mediums, &c., were supposed to be pre-
gent. The son soon became a believer also, and
both became deranged and dangerous to their
families. Yesterday violence was manifested,
when the District Attorney, together with the
Sheriff and some help, removed the unfortunate
persons, and they are now confined, to prevent
their inflicting injury on themselves and their
families ; while the wife, the mother, and the
daughter, are \broken-hearted at the condition
of the husband and son. Have not the conduc-
tors of the press, and one of unusual, almost
unparallelled circulation, much to answer for in
the encouragement their columns have given to
a doctrine so dangerous, and which has already
brought many inmates to a lunatic asylum?
The gentleman irom which we obtained the
information describes the removal of the two
men as the most heart-rending scene he has
ever witnessed ; the mother, while she wépt bit-
terly at the removal of her husband and the
father of her son, felt that those engaged in the
melancholy task were doing a kindness: while
the .daughter’s cries were echoed through the
house at the removal of her father and her
brother to be confined not for erime, but for
loss of reason.—Milwaukie Sentinel, 24th uit.

—Heo could safely call on any body of Churchmen
to assist in carrying out the objects which the
Church_Society had in view, and he would
therefore move the resolution.

Miles O'Reiily, Esq., seconded the resolution.
He said that it would not be necessary for him
to say anything after the eloquent speech they
had just he but if he would say a word, it
would be to impress on the minds of Churchmen
mere deeply the first and third objects mentioned.
in‘the Charter of the Society. In Wales there
were some 2,000 churches, but the people did
not avail themselves of them, owing to the want’
of clergymen. In England he bad read of the
spiritual destitution of the people in some parts,
but this 'was worse, and the cause was self-
evident. If clergymen were supplied the effect
would be that not only would there be plenty of
Chureh accommodation but they would be sup-

rted. They were differently placed in this

rovince to what they were in England ; there
persons entering into the ministry were sure of
a fixed stipend, which would ensure them at
least a comfovtable livings but in this Province
it was not go, and persons were deterred in con-
sequénce from entering into Holy Orders, and
this evil was not confined to the Church, but
Dissenters were algo complaining from the same
cause. - The first object of the Church Society
was therefore to provide for clergymen, and the

third ohject was .means for young men
to préyﬁ‘ ’eﬁﬁmz‘ﬂﬁ ministry ; when
these objects were fully accomplished, then there
was no doubt! but that all the other evils com-
plained of would soon be done away with.

“The Right Reverend the Bishop of Michigan
moved the next resolution, seconded by the Rev.
Dr. McMurray:— ; _

That this meeting desires to express the deep

feeling of interest and satisfaction with which it
coméﬁim?uf course tnken by the clergy and
laity of this Diocese, under the Presidency-of;
their venerable Bishop, in resolving themselves
mto a Diocesan Synod, convinced as the meeting
is, that it is essential to the welfare of the Colo-
nial Church, that both clergy and laity should
have a full participation in the mauagement of
the dfairs.m A it hel A
e sai t he could not help expressing the
dgg ‘ ggu, de l1“);"i'elt towards his lordship the
Bugo of Toronto, as well as to the Clergy, for
the kind reception that had been given him.
He had always taken a deep interest in the
prosperity of the Church in Canada, over which
his Lordship so ably presided, and of whom he
had heard so much. He felt grateful for the
kind sedtiments and feelings expressed towards
himself, but he belonged to the same household
of Faith, and he could not therefore look upon
himselfins 4 stranger among them.—It warmed
his heart to _see so many sisters and brothers
engaged in such noble objects as they were en-
gaged in, and he had been greatly surprised to
find the success which had attended the Diocese,
notwithstanding the many great obstacles which
were in the way. He believed that when his
Lordship was elevated to the high position which
he so ably fills, there were only 70 clergymen in
the Diocese, but now there were 170, all actively
enga; ed in spreading the Gospel of our Lord ;:—
and he found by the able Report read by the
Secretary, that wherever missionaries had been
sent, the cry was *‘‘come over and help us.”
These things were indeed encouraging, and
shewed that there were bright days in‘the future
for the Church. He never felt the majesty of
the Church so much,—he never felt her dignity
and the influence she had on' the world, until
God in His good providence permitted himn to
visit England and to see her in all her greatness.
Though the ocean rolled between them, there
was no want of affection for. theirMother Church
at Home, and let a stone but be hurled at ber,
or the trumpets’ alarm be given and thousands
and tens of thousands would immediately rush
to the causé of Clivist fromi this side of the
Atlantic;  Heiwould state that there never was
a timé since the Reformation thut there was so
much activity displnyed in England as at the

resent time, for the purpose of ameliorating the |

wants of the poor and the destitute, and adinin-
istering to their spiritunl necessities, and every
breeze wafted across the ocean’s wave some
tidings 'of the majesty of his fatherland.

While travelling on the continent where the

e were bowing down to gods,—in eapitals
bowed down by degradation, there he found his
belov d Churchy, and heard those cheering words
«Dearly beloved Brethren;” he never loved the
Cliurch more than at that time, and never prayed
more érvently for its succ ss. He would say
it boldly and without fear of contradiction, that
upon the exertions of the Church in England, in
the States and in Canada, depended the very
existence of true religion in the world. In his
owh country, of every variety of sect, there was
no other body that had kept the Creed; and

wher Chureh. that commenced at.the
cmgg de on through youth, until at
last it laid its members beneath the clods ot the
valley.. He would ‘tell them that there was
nothing that instilled more vitality at home and
incited them to greater energy, than for to hear
of the prosperity of the Church in the Colonies;
and within the last 156 or 20 years, Bishops had
been sent to the benighted in all parts of the
world, as well as a numerous body of clergymen.
He had just been led somewhat from the resolu-
tion, and if they would allow him; he would tell
them how the Conventions in the States were
organized.—The speaker then gave a detailed
account of the mode of etecting the lay delegates,
and he said that he was happy that the same
course had been’ ndopted in this country, as the
help atd advice of the laity was always wanting ;
and it required all the exertions of both clergy
and laity to stop the onward progress of infidelity
and indifferénce. He was greatly indebted to
them for listening to his desultory remarks, and
he would go home strengthened and refreshed in
hig pirit.—There never was a time when unity
was more required, and the little differences that
existed, were more in word than in reality ; they
met on oné great platiorm, the followers of one
God, one Km oue Baptisu}; and although at
present the Chureh Society was but as the first
stream of light in the moyning, it would soon
burst forth into. all the fulluness and brightuess
of a'noon-day sun.

A. Palmer, seconded by the Rev. F,
Evans, then moved that his lordship the Bishop
of Toronto do leave the chair, and that the
Bishop of Michigan do take the same, when the
thanks of the meeting were given to his Lord-
ship, to which he replied at some length.

The Committee sincerely congratulate the Con-
regation on being reorganized as a Parochial
%runoh of the Church Society of the Diocese of
Toronto, and being enabled to co-operate as an
Association, in earrying out the various import-
ant objects embraced in the constitution of the
Society, among which may be mentioned :

1st. The supporting of Missionaries and
Catechists in the destitute portions of this vast
Diocese.

9nd. To distribute' at a low price the Holy
Bib'e, the Book of Common Prayer, and sound
religious tracts, and where the people are to
poor to purchase them, by a free grant.

8rd. To provide annuities for the widows and
orphans of Missionaries whose incomes have
been inadequate to provide for their families,

4th. To assist young men who are study-
ing for the ministry, by founding Scholurships,
&c., in the University of Trinity College,

5th. To contribute towards the building of
Churches, &c., in destitute places.

By the constitution of the Parent Society one-
fourth of the collections made by the Parochial
Branches are to be remitted to the treasurer,
the remaining three-fourths may be retained for
local Church objects, of which the Committee
consider the following as the most desirable to
carry out :—

1st The securing for our Clergy an adequate
income for the support of their families, and
thus enable them to devote all their time and

committed to their charge, witli minds free from
anxiety as to the temporal welfare of their own
households.

2nd. To provide funds to build or purchase a
suitable house for aParochial Day and Sunday
School the instructions given to be under the
divection of tiie Clergy by which the young of
the Congregation may be made wise unto
salvation. )

The present system of Comnion School educa-
tion, as established here;is in the opinion of
the Committee, fraught with danger to those
who are brought under its'influence ; for, while
it is calculated to sharpen the intellect, and to
enable them to advance their temporal jwell
being. it places in a secondary consideration,
the all important concerns of eternity.

The Committe feel that the members of our

‘Church are treated unjustly by the present

School Act, for while our Roman Catholic
fellow subjects have the privilege of separate
schools, where their children cun be inswucted
in the principles of their faith, we are denied
the -same right, although objecting strongly to
the latitudinarian teachings in the present
schools.

It is to secure to our children daily religious
instruction to feel that the young are being
taught the truths, and trained up in the princi-
ples; and doetrines of the Church, which we con-
sider essential to their happiness here and here-
after, that the Committee invite your cordial co-
operation, remembering the divine precept that
by training up a child in the way he should go,
when he is old he will not depart from it.

To carry out this important object, it will be
necessary to secure the services of an efficient
master and mistress, and if each head of a

family, worshipping in the congregation, will

contribute the small sum of tAree pence per
week, an adequate salary can be secured.

3rd. To furnish a Parochial Library with
religious works, by which amore healthy tone
may be introduced into the parish, and ‘that
style of reading discouraged which unfits the
mind for its religious duties, and is subversive
of their faith.

4th. To raise funds to beautify the Chuch,
and render it more worthy the worship of
Almighty God

In appealing to the Congregation to assist in
carrying out these very desirable objects, the
Committee have every confidence that the mem-
hers of the Congregation of the Church of the
Holy Trinity will contribute liberally accord-
ing to the means God has blessed them with—
it is not by & few individuals giving largely that
they can be satisfactorily accomplished, but by
each and all contributing to them ; for union is
strength, and the widow’s mite and the poor
man’s pence, if offered in faith, will not lose
their reward. i

Let each member of the Congregation makeit
a point of duty and consider ita privilege tolay
by every week, for the objects enumerated in
this address (and there are few who are so poor
that they cannot give something), and the Com-

 mittee will be enabled to carry out each ‘and all

of its designs, and place the parish in point of
efficiency on an ‘equality with any in the
Diocese,

By the/ munificence of an absent and an un-
known friend, the Church was erected without
the peaple being called upon to Tontribute to-
wards the building, which enables them to sub-
goribe more liberally to the funds of the Associ-
ation.

In consequence of the Congregation being so
long seattered, owing to the Church having been
occupied by the Congregation of St. James
Church, much could not be expected from them,
but now that we are again united, let us shew
that we appreciate theprivilege of being permit-
ted to worship in a church, where all the seats
are free and umappropriated, where the rich
and poor are—as they ever should be in the
House of God—upon an equality.

The Anniversary Meeting of this Society was
held in the School Room, London, on Thursday
evening the 23rd. The chair was taken by the
Rev. Charles Brough; after the meeting was
opened by prayer, Rev. Mr Cronyn having read
the Report, \

tion.

proceedings, viz : our thankfulness to Almighty

the chairman oalled on., the

God for the success which this Report makes
known to us. It is, Sir, I think, a feeling
which can never be too strongly impressed upon
our minds, that however good the cause in
which we are engaged, or however good the in-:
strumentality employed to further that cause, it
depends altcgether on the feelings of God
whether or not we shall succeed, but when we
have been engaged in a line of duty, and have
been made to see, by a long and continued
course of prosperity, that the blessing of God is
with us, this should not only be a cause of thank-
fulness, but should bhe a motive to increased ex-
ertions in the work which we have in hand—
this resolution then must commend itself to the
cordial approval of every one present, for the
simple reason that it enunciates a great serip-
tural truth, « That except the Lord build the
house, their labor is but lost that build it.” If
ever there was a cause which from its inherent
goodness might be supposed to sustain itself,
that cause was the gospel of Christ, its first pro-
mulgation—if there was instrumentality well
fitted to accomplish its object—that instrumen-
tality was surely the apostles, who were in-
spired by God Himself, and yet we find an
apostle declaring that a Paul may plant and an
Apollos water, but it is God only that gives the
increase.  When we look, Sir, to the many des-
titute places in this Diocese, when we know that
there is township after township where there are
many members of our communion in which there
is neither church nor'minister, nor any public or-
dinance of religion, we must see that on us, who
are in the enjoyment of these privileges, must
rest the heavy responsibility, as far as we have
the power of relieving it, how long this state of
things shall continue. Crippled as the church
is in this country, she had no alternative but
to make an appeal to her own members to come
forth, and by their voluntary contributions, en-
able her to meet the many calls that are made
upon her, and we have reason to thank God that
that appeal has not been made in vain, and that
the amount subseribed to this Society for the
past year bears a favorable comparison With
that reported by the Society for Propagating
the Gospel, for many years after its forma-
tion.

‘We have reason then to hope, that in conse-
quence of the great prosperity, which in God's
good providence this country has been blessed
with during the past year, that there will be a
correspouding liberality shown to the claims of
this Society, so that through its means the
Church may be enabled, in some measure, to
keep pace with the spiritual destitution which
so widely prevails. :

The Rev. Mr, Dewar of Sandwich seconded it.

The Report must commend itself. If success-
ful,that success is derived from God, and to Him
must be ascribed the praise. He wasa stranger
amongst them, he had come 120 miles by the
Iron Horse, and all along the line he heard of
nothing but the vast increase of property; the
splendid’ brick buildings springing up through
the country, and in the towns, but he saw no
new churches, no places to preach the word of
God, no places to seek the blessings of the
Almighty on our increasing prosperity, forget-
ing that righteousness exalteth a nation.

The Rev. Mr. Palmer moved the second reso-
lution :— :

«That the objects for the promotion of which
the Church Society has been incorporated are
such as must commend themselyes to the cordial
approval of every member of the Church, seeing
that. they may all be comprehended under the
one head—the diffusion and establishment in
this province of pure and undefiled religion as
tanght by our Reformed Church-—and there-
fore that it is the dutyof all the members of
our communion to give the Society their zealous
co-operation and support.

The object of this scriptural meeting once a
years is to hear the Report, and again formally
adoptit: Theobject inview is tospread the glori-
ous gospel,and send forth the truths it contains;
we sho 1d not be ashamed of that church profess-
ingin which a Ridley and a Latimer were enabled
to hear testinmony at the stake for the truth us
it isin Jesus; half and half support is useless, it
is even dangerous ; an active energetic support
shonld be offered—our time is short here, and
to be useful we should exert ourselves in our
day and ger-eration.”

Rev. Mr. Jessopp seconded it: ¢ The church
society is confederated under onme head, the
motto of the present age is ‘onward.”” Weare
pioneers; the population in ten years more must
be more than double; that chureh most pure in
its doctrine is the protestant church, which
stands out against all error, and its teaching
makes men better citizens. Give the bible to a
discontented emigrant, teach him the doctrines
of the church of Christ, and he will prove its
efficacy in his conduct. A small chamber in
Jerusalem where twelve illiterate men assembled,
sent forth the gospel to the most remote parts of
the world; though this meeting is small, shall
we not do likewise, and contribute our exertions.
Remember the vast ocean is made un of small
drops, and from small beginning flow great
results,”

The third resolution—

+¢That the duty incumbent on the members of
the Church Society is.now becoming more
imperative, inasmuch as the Church of England
in Canada is, unler God, wholly dependént on
the voluntary contributions of her people—
and inasmuch as, contrary to every fee ing of
justice and sonnd - policy, it is proposed to
deprive her of the small endowment secured to
her by the solemn settlement of the Clergy
Reserves question in 1840.”

Moved by Rev. Mr. Bettridge—

He protestéd against two meetings on the
same day, ' The voluntary principle is not con-
trary to the word of God, nor can it be sustain-
ed by the word of God—St. Paul says, *‘the
who preach the gospel should live by the
gospel,” * the lahourer is worthy of his hire,”
but we find in 2 Cor. ¢. 11,/v. 7, 8 and 9, where
he says, ‘“he robbed other churches, taking
wages of them to do your service;” this was
becnuse of the pride and self-will of the Corin-
thians: the apostle would not be shackled or
restricted in his preaching, hence he resolves
to be independent of them, and not to be com-
promised in this freedom, Again, 2 Thess. c. 3
7th and following verses. He would not object to
the voluntary principle if all the world was

Christian, but how few of those who profess or |

call. themselyes - Christians practice that self-
denying prineiple ; how many clergymen lie
down at night, pondering on the scanty pittance
doled out to them, from the voluntary principle,
and awake in the morning after uneasy slum-
bers to a consciousness of the'r unsupplied wants.
The duty of every government is to aim at
perfection, therefore an acquaintance with God
and his ordinAnces are necessary to attain that
perfection. The Church of England, since 1840,
gotonlyher share of the Rvserves fund, and asshe
only occupies the same position as all the other
churches, under that arrangément, she cannot
be considered any longer a state Church; at
present. the Bishop has five or six missions
vacant, which under the present arrangement
pending the intended secularization, heis unable
to fill up, having no funds ; a young missionary
north of Woodstock has sixteen stations, consist-
ing of congregations varying from 20t0 50 mem-
bers each, -and on eing asked what they paid
him, replied nothing—this mission is supported
from the Reserves, and if they are tqken away,
it must drop. Compare England with endow-
meuts, having 18,000 clergymen diffusing the
word of. @od to all nations‘in all languages, and
supporting missions, with the United States

where the voluntary principle prevails, and

where, inmany parts of the: Union, there are no
clergymen. to. officiate in the churches ;  he
thought and believed a reaction had commenced
in this country, and he had nodoubt that if the
matter was fairly stated, few advocates would
be found for secularization.

Seconded by Mr. Lawrason.

The fourth resolution—

«That this meeting desires to express the
deep feelings of interest and satisfaction with
which it contemplates the course taken by the
Clergy and Laity of this Diocese, under the
presidency of the venerable Bishop, in resolving
themselyes into a diocese Synod, convinced as
the meeting is, that it is essential to the welfare

1 of the Colonial Church, that both Clergy and

Laity should have a full participation in the
management of ber affairs.”

Moved by the Rev. Mr. Cronyn— ;

4 The Church for a long time in this country
was in its nonage, declaring themselvesa Synod,
wis an important step, inasmuch as its liberty
of action was impeded bynot having any ecclesi-
astical courts, A The Synod did not, hewever,
enact any ¢€anons or regulations, not from
doubting its power to do so, but from a differ-
ence of opinion existing between the two great
partiesin England,and until that difference was
arranged, considered it more prudent to sus-
pend any action of the two. classes of clergy in
this country, one is perfectly independent of the
Bishop, whlle the other is equally underhis con-
trol. Qur presentvenerable Bishop is more like a
father to his clergy, and therefore as long as he
is spared, we have no reason to fear, but we can-
not answer for his successor. The Laity
should. feel that they are a part of the Church
and an influential part, and they knowing
that, should exert themselves to further the

Seconded by Mr. Lefroy.

Fifth resolution :—

That the proposal of the Bishop of this
Diocese. in his recent pastoral letter, with a
view to'the sub-division of the Diocese into four,
and the raising of an Episcopal fund for the en-
dowment of the proposed new Diocese, is one
which the Ministry believes will, if carried out,
greatly conduce to the welfave of the Church,
and that it awaits with much interest the
further action Which may be taken in relation
to the same.

Proposed by the Rev. Mr. Evans, who stated
that o Baptist Minister received no other educa-
tion than what he had at his Sunday School at
Simeoe. The division of the Diocese he exempli-
fied by an aneedote of the owner of a French
vineyard who ‘bad two daughters, to each
of whom he gave five acres out of his fifteen, on
their marriage, retaining but five for himself,
which from inereased labor and care being ex-
pended on it, produced more than the fifteen
ncres before, so that the diminished area of the
Bishropric might lead to similar results.

The Rev. Mr. Ellwood seconded it, and refer-
red to his being 45 miles on one tide and 90 on
the other from any clergyman.

The last resolution, the 7th, appointing the
officers was proposed by the Rev. Mr.Gunn and
seconded by the Rev. Mr. Flood, after which
the ‘meeting terminated with prayer.—London
Times.

Purrir ORATORY TN THE MODERN ITALIAN
CrurcH.—A priest at the high altar, with his
back to the people, is saying, or rather whisper-
ing, mass in tones perfectly inaudible. From a
side chapel filled with ecclesiastics, instead of
the sweet and plaintive strains we hope for, there
issues a discordant gabble too hideous for des-
cription. - We begin to think that'any Primitive
Methodist choir in Yorkshire would be ashamed
of the ordinary singing in Italian churches, an
opinion. afterwards most abundantly confirmed.
A few worshippers are on their knees near the
altar, but a vast crowd is congregated around
the pulpit, in the vast and distant nave. ' They
pay no attention to the service, but are evidently
waiting for the preacher. A velvet carpetisnow
spread in the centre of the cathedral, and a
cushion placed upon it. While we are conjectur-
ing the purpose of this preparation, a carriage
drives up to the transept door, from which a car-
dinal alights. Attended by a procession of
priests, he advances to this cushion, on which
he kneels for a few seconds towards the altar,
and is then conducted to his seat opposite the
pulpit.

Now the preacher, a celebrated orator from
Rimini, ascends the rostrum, bows to his emi-
nence, and without books or notes begins his ser-
mon. He commences earnestly, and without
hesitation, as if he felt he had some important
message to deliver. His sonorous voice echoes
through the immensc cathedral. Now with
deliberate emphasis he rolls forth syllable by
syllable, and now the sentences rush from his
lips like a torrent, so that you marvel how it is
possible to articulate so fast. He becomes in-
creéasingly animated ; his eyes sparkle ; he walks
backwards and forwards in the spacious pul-
pit with vehement gesticulation; sometimes
he claps his hands, then folds them on his
breast, then spreads them out over the people ;
suddenly he throws himself down on a seat
behind him, still continuing his harangue, and
leans, as if exhausted, over the pulpit-side ;
soon he rekindles, and, as if unconsciously, rises
from his seat, and is again borne along in his
harrangue by a very tempest of emotions,—
With all his impetuosity he is never vulgar nor
inelegant, and though to us it might appear ex-
travagant, to the Italian audience it seemed
quite natural,

Let us here pause and enquire whether this
style of preaching is too energetic; that which
generally prevails with us is too tame. Have
we many Churches where two thousand persons
chiefly of the trading and working classes, could
be induced to stand for more than an hour, on
a week day morning, to listen to a sermon ?—
Why should preaching be often the dullest of
all dull things ?  Why should themes, the most
important, solemn and sublime, be so frequently
treated in a style too uninteresting to be tolerat-
ed on the platform, at the bar, orin the senate?
If only wordly interests are at stake, men
speak as if they were in earnest, shall tauieness
be regarded as essentidl to propriety when the
sublime realities of eternity are illustrated, and
the most momentous of all duties enforced ?—
Whatever the faults of Romanism, let such
preaching prevail as We heard in the Duomo of
Florence, in the old Church of Valence, asin
the Madeleine at Paris, and multitudes Wil be
attracted, for whom tedious ceremonies have
lost their charm —7 ke Land of the Forum and
the Vatican, by Newman Hall.

Sir Joun FrankLIN.—The Gazetie announces
“that if intelligence be not received before the
31st of March next of the officers and orews of
the Erebus and Terror being alive, they will be
considered to have died in Her Majesty’s ser-
vice.” The Herald is angry with this decision,
reminding us that the result of Sir . Beecher's
expedition cannot possibly be known before the
autwmn ; and not without provocation remarks;
“Really one would imagine that the whole and
sole object of the present Admiralty’s pretended
search for Franklin was to promote Capt. Ingle-
field ; for it will be remembered that the devoted
M’Clure, who actually made the passage, and
spent so many winters 1n the ice, was only lugged
in junior to Capt. Inglefield, who has never yet
served a winter in the Avetic regions; and the
bearer of Capt. M’'Clure’s despatches—the first
man, and that an' Englishman, too, who has
actually gone out by the way of Behring's
Straits. and has come home by Barrow’s Straits
—is still Lieutenant Cresswell.”

We are also reminded that ¢ It was not con-
templated by Sir John Franklin limself that
his return to these shores would be expected
before the year 1852. Those of his messmates
and friends who were present at his farewell
Greenwich dinner, at the Admiral Keppel, will
bear me witness on this point, and so will the
landlord, in whose hearing Sir John Franklin
declared that *he must not be looked for in
England for seven years.” To Sir John Ross he
also stated, that ‘he did not intend to seek win-
ter quarters, but to push on and throw his ves-
sels in the drift pack, and then abandon them,
and attempt the passage overland.”
