POPULATION OF RUSSIA,

A table of the amount of the population of the
Russian empire in 1838, prepared from the returns
forwarded tothe Government by the clergymen of the
different religious. persuasions, has been published,
by order of the Minister of the luterior. The popu-
lation of the Caucasian and. Trans-Caucasian coun-
tries is not included in the return.

It appears from this document that the births dur-
ing that year amounted to 2,333,992, the deaths to
1,963,733, and the marriages to 492,424 : and that,
according to the data thus furnished, the entire po-
pulation of Russia en the Ist of January, 1839, was
about 69,000,000 of inhabitants.

The mortality lists of 1888 offer many instances’of
extraordinary longevity. Thus, 858 had reached the
age of from 100 to 105; 125 that of 110 to 115; 130
that of 116 to 120; 111 that of 121 to 125; 3 that of

The population of the colony of Newfoundland, by
an acetirate census taken in 1837, amounts to 75.004,
Of these 37,376 are Roman Catholics, 26,748, of the
Established Chureh, aud 10,636 Dissenters. “The po-
pulation is spread over a line of coast extending from
Cape St. John southward to Cape Ray, a direct dis-

| tance of about 600 miles, to which may be added 800

or 400 more for bays and sinuosities. - There are in
the island about forty families of Micmac Indians,
amotmting to 200, men, women, aqd children. They
subsist prineipally on venison, which they kil in the
reighbourhoed. of the lakes to the north-east of St.
George’s Harbour. They employ themselves in hunt-
ing the martin, otter, and beavers, and sell the skins
sumetimes to the establishment of Messrs. Newman,
in the Bay of Despair, and sometimes to the traders
who occasionally touch at St. Georges Bay and Bay
of Islands. They are all of the Roman Catholic per-
suasion, andare a timid and inoffensive people. They
generally pass#he winter near the south coast, in the
vicinity of Bay Despair; and, in their hunting excur-

sions in the summer, traverse the island between the

southern and western shores, and the Bay of Exploits
on the northern coast. 'Fhey thus occasionally pass
over the tract of country which was formerly inhabit-
ed by the Red Indians, and, asthey have not for
vears geen any trace of them, it seems certain that
those tinhappy aborigines are extinct.  There are
about 12,000 acres of land in cultivation, principally
producing potatoes, turnips, hay, and oats ; barley is
grown, and occasionally ripens, but is frequently cut
down for fodder, in consequence of the early depar-
wire of summer.=-Metropolitan Maguzine,
STATE OF RELIGION IN AUSTRALIA.

Extract from the Report of a Committee on Immi-
gration, of which the Bishop of Australia was Chair-
man i—

“Your Committee have not felt it necessary to
¢onsume much time in inquiring into the state of the
religious resources of the country, the fact of their
deficiency being notorious to all observers. Its ex.
istence has been confirmed by every witness to whom

a question relating to the subjeet has been address-
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ed. YourCommittee are sensible, that to place hordes
of people in the wilderness without any means
ofreligious. worship or education provided. for them,
and to trust to their voluntary eflorts for supplying
themselves with these blessings, would be tantamocunt
te dooming them to the worst of evils— fanaticism or
infidelity, It is impossible to believe that any per-
manent blessing can attend a sotiéty, the founda-
Agons of which shall have been thuslaid.  Your Com-
1nittee are most -anxious 1o impress upon the  consi-
deration of the Council, that the evils of deficient re-
ligious instruction, however aggravated, are not yet
beyond remedy; batthat afew years of insiteation
and neglect, must lead to so confirmed a prevalence of
irreligion, that no subsequent efforts could arrest the
growth, and, continuance of the evil. . A}l persons
who are nuxiousfor the welfare of this country, look-
ing to the fature advance of immigration as the great
resource for prometing it, appear to agree in antiei-
pating from the introduction of a new. and virtuous
population, a great moral reformation in this commu-
nity. But is it reasonable ta expect the attainment
of such an end, if there be a veglect of the proper
means 3 secure it? The emigrants, be they, on
their first arrival bere, as morat and religious a class
of persons as are to he found upon the earth, cannot
be expected to retain that desirable character without
sowe support or provision made for the continuance
of the public exercise of religion. - They must gradu-
ally sink down to that very low standard of morals,
which it was among the chief purposes of bringing
them to this country that they might Lelp to elevate.
Your Commirtee, therefore, 1n expressing, their per-
suasion, that under the contemplated increase of its
population, the means of religious instraction in this
colony are totally insufficieut, declare their apprehen-
sion that the fruits of this deficiency, 1f'it be permitted
to continue, will manifest themselves in the growth
ot ignorance, and a lamentable decline in the publie
morals,

The sentiments of attachment ex-
pressed by you, with reference to the union of these
Colanies, as partofthe British dominions, must there-
fore greatly endear to me the little community with
which 1 bave the happiness to become acquamted ;
