ELECTION OF SOLDIERS’ REPRE--
SENTATIVES TO PARLIAMENT

Last week saw the ccistmg of ballots for
two goldiers’ representatives in each of the
Provincial Parliaments and some close con-
tests ‘are anticipated. Deputy returns of-
ficers had been appointed in every battalion
in France, at each training camp in England,
and at the he eadquarters of each new bat-
talion being raised in Canada. Every mem-
ber of the Canadian forces who had resided
in a Provinee for six months prior to enlist-
ment was entitled to cast a vote for two
candidates in his province and to judge from
the keen interest manifested in the last few
_hours of the allotted time few of the men in
uniform failed to vote.

' Alberta led the way, so far as we: have
been able to learn, both in the number of
candidates for office and the enthusiasm
of the election. In_ all 21 men_had been
nominated, most of whom claim the north
central and northern part of the Province
as their homes. Five of the total are, or
have recently been in this camp, and local
interest naturally centers about them. One
of this number, Capt, L. Asquith, is a former
member of this wunit, having been taken on
the strength of the reserve when his old
' battalion, the Lethbridge Highlanders, were
absarbed. The other four are C. S. M. Bate-
son; of Mere Beck; Capt. Calderon, of Ed-
monton; COMS FErost, of Calgary; Lt.-Col.
Hewgill, of Edmonton.

It will be at least two months for the
results to be determined. Returns from
this side will be made through Commissioner
Reid, the Provincial Representative for Al-
berta in England, who will also bandle the
returns for Saskatchewan troops.  This ad-
ditional work is taxing his meagre staff to
the utmost and will delay the returns to ia
great extent.

The Clansman is making axrangements
to publlsh the winners in each Province at
the earliest possible date. Progress of the
count will be announced as fast as it may'be
‘learned.
