An Act to coatinue and amend the Laws fur raising a Revenue in this Province.
Passed 17th March 1835.
¢ %/"E, His Majesty’s dutiful snd loyal Subjects, the Asgembiy
‘of New Brunswick, in General Assembly convened, for

¢ raising the Supplies nocessary (o defray the expenses of His Ma-
¢ jesty’s Gosvernment within this Provines, have freely and volun-
* tarily resolved to give and to grant to the King’s most excellent
* Majesty, the scveral JRates and Duties bereinafter mentioned,
* and do therefore proy your Excellency that it may bs enacted;’
and be it enscted by His Bxcellency the Licutenant Governor, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council, and
Assombly, and by tho authority of the same, That on and after the
first day of April which wili be in the present year of our Lord ons
thcusend eight hundred and thirty-five, there be and are hereby
granted to the King’s most excellent Mojesty, his Heirs and Suc-
cesaors, for the use of this Provinco, and for the support of the Go-
vernment thereof, the several Rates snd Dulics horeinafter men-
tioned, on the following articles which may be imported or brought
into this Proviace, either by sea, by inland navigation, or by land,
fr]om any past of the British Empire, or from eny Foreign port or
place:—

For every Gallon of Rum, Spirits, Gin, Hollands, Generva,
Whiskey, or Cordials, One Shilling and Sizpence;

For every Gallon of Molasses, One Penny;

“For every Galloa of Shrub, Sante, or Lime Juice, Sizpence;

For every Gallon of Brandy, Two Shillings; .
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For overy Gellon of Wine, viz: Hock, Constentin, Malmsey or
Tukay, Champagoe, Burgundy, Hermitape, Claret called Lafitto,
Latour, Margaux, or Hautbrion, Two Shillings and Nine Pence per
Gallon; For every Gallon of Madeira, Port, or Sherry, Two Shil-
lings per Gallon; and for all other kind of Wines, One Shilling and
Sizpence per Gallon;

For every Hundred Weight of dried Fruits, Five Shillings;

P For evory Pound of Coffee, and loaf or refined Sugar, One
enny ;

Foz every Hundred Weight of brown or Muscovade Sugar, on
the quantity mentioned in the original iuvoice, allowing twenty five
per centum for tare and wastage, Two Shillings and Sizpence;

For every Foreign Horse, Five Pounds;

For overy Foreign Osx, Ore Pound;

For every Foreign Cow, or other Horaed Caltle, 7hree Pounds
Ten Shillings;

For.every Hundred Pounds of Foreign dead (resh Meats, of all
Lkinda, Siz Shillings end Eighi Pence;

And upon the following Foreign manufactured articles, whea not
imported from the Upited Kingdom, upon every Hundred Pounds
of the real value thereof, the rates and duties followiog (that is
to say);

For)Chai:s, Clecks, Clock Cases, Clock Movements or Machi-
nery, YWatches, and every deseription of Household Fusniture,
Pictures, Mirrors, end Looking Glasses, Twenty-five Pounds;

For Soap and Candles, Ten Pounds;

For Tobrcco, Fire Pounds;

And for allotker Foreigo articles, masufactured or not manufac-
tured, not hereinbefore enumerated or described, when not imported
from thoe United Kingdom, upon every [dundred Pounds of tie real
welue thereof, Ten Pounds; excepting, nevertheless, Liguors, Vi-
negar, Pitch, Tar, Turpentice, Rosin, Lumber of all descriptions,
including Mahogany logs or boards, Grasz Seeds and all other Seeds
and Plants, Hides, Tallow, Cotton Wool, Indigo, Tea, Dye Wood,
Salt, Leaf Tobacco, Boes' Way, Felt, LignumVitze, Bristles, Horse
Haur, Horne, Cordage, Canvasa, Hemp, Iron, India Rubber, Books,
Flour and Meal of all kinds, Wheat, Rye, Barley, Oats, Buck-
wheat, Rice, Peas, Beans, Indiae Corn, Bread, dried and salted
Iieats, and Mill Saws;

“Upon all articles of the manufacture of the United Kingdom, im-
ported into this Province, whother by ges, or inland carriage or
navigation, for every Hundred Pounds of the real value thereof,
the sum of Two Pounds Ten Skillings; escepling, nevarthelesa,
Minerzl and other Salt, Coals, Fishing Nets, Hooks, Lines and
Twines, Steel, bolt, square, flat, piz acd sheet Iren, Spikes and
sheathiog Nails, bolt and eheet Copper, snd Copper Spikes and
Nails, dar and sheet Lead, Canvass, Coul Tar, Oakum, Cordage,
Anchors, and all Tackle and Apparel for 8hips or Vesssls, Steam
and Mili Machinery of all kinds, Zinc, Beef, Pork and Bacoa,
Flour, Bieal of all kinds, Mathematical Instruments of all kinds,
Sheathing Paper, Iron Block Bushes, Lioaf Sugar, Printed Books
and Maps;
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Upon Leather and Melt Liquor, aot betng of Foreign menufac-
ture or the maeufacture ot the United Kingdom, imported inta this
Prosince, Five Pounds per cenlum on every One hundred Pouods
of the value thereof at the piaco of the last shipment;

And uoon sll articles manufactured of Siik or Cotton in the British
Last India Possessions, on Peppor and all descriptions of Spices,
from whatever place imported, Two Pounds Ten Shillings vpon
every One bundred Pounds ofthe vsluo of the said articles respoc-
tively, at the place of the last shipment ;

And io all cases when (he dutica aro imposed and charged, not
according (o the weight, tale, gauge or measurs, but according to
the value thereof, such value shall be uscertained by the oaih of
tho importer of ench articles, or his known egent, boforo the Trea-
surer of tho Province, or any D.puty Treasurer ot the port ar
place of importation, in manner and form fallowing (that is tosay);

I, 4. B., do sweur that the articles mentioned in this entry, end contuined
in the packages, or othorwise therein partienlurly described, and subject to
Provincial duty, are of the value ot currency, and co:t the same, tathe
bes: of my knowledge.

Which affidavit shall be written an the bill of entry of such articlea
and in a)l cases mada before the Treasurer or Doputy Treasurer at
the port or place of importation, and shail be subscribed with the
hand of the imporler thereof, or his known agent; and if it shall
appsar to tho Treasurer or Doputy Treasuser, that the said erti-
cieg are not valued according to the truo price or value thereof, ac-
cording to the truo intent and meaning of this Asct, then end in such
case, the importer or his known agent sholl be roquired to declars
on oath before the Traasurer or Deputy Troasursr, as the caso may
be, what ia the 1nvoice price of such arlicles, and that he verily be-
lieves such invoice price is tho current value of tho articles st the
place whence such arlicles were imported, and such inveice prico
shall he deemed to beo the value of the articles, in licu of the valua
80 declared by the importer or his known agent, and upon which tho
duties shall be chargod and peid: Provided, that if it shall appear
to the Treasurer or Deputy Troensuror, that such articles have beon
invoiced below the real value thereof at the place from whence tho
rame were imported, or if the value is not known, the articles shall
in such case be examined by one or more competent person or per-
sons.to be nominated und appointed by the Lieutznant Governor
or Commander in Chief of the Province for the time being; and
such person or persons, orany ons of them, shal! declare belore or
certify to the Treasurer or Deputy Tressurer, what is the true and
roal value of such articies; 2nd the value so declared or cestified,
shall be deemed to bo the true and reai value of such articles, and

. upon which the duties imposed by this Act shall be charged and
paid: Provided elways, that if such artislea be charged with Im-
parial Duties. end have been charged with duties according to the
provisions of the Imperial Act, such veluation shell be accepted es
tho true value for paying the Provincial duties thereon.

Il And be it enacted, That upon the following articles, upen
which the dulies have been paid or secured by virtue of this Act,
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there shall be silowed when oxported afier having been landed
from the vessel in which they were imported, or imported by land
or infand navigation, or which msy have been purcbased at any
Custom-house sale, or sale of Government Stores, the fullowing
Drawbacks, to wit:—For evory Gallon of Rum, Spirits, Gin, Hol-
lands, Geneva, or Whiskev, One Shilling and Sizpence; for every
Gallon of Brandy, Two Shillings; for every Gallon of Shrub, Saata,
Cordials, and Lime Juice, Sizpence; for every Gallon o Molasses,
One Penny; for every Pound of Colfve, and loaf or refined Sugar,
One Penny; for every Hundsed Weight of Dried Fruits, e Shil-
lings; for every gross Hundred Weight of brown Sugar, Two Shil-
lings and Sizpence; for every Head of Foreign horned Cattle, One
Pound; and upon the Maoufactures of the United Kingdom, not
excepted in this Act, Two Pounds Ten Shillings upon every Hun-
dred Pounds of the real value thereof, agreeably to the value as-
certuined upon such manufactures for charging them with duties at
the timo of importation thereof; and upon every Gullon ot Wine,
the same rate and duty as paid upon the importation thereof: Pro-
vided always, that no Drawbacks be allowed unless the articles
be exported withbin twelve months from the time of their importa-
tion, aad oot in less quantity in any one uhip or vessel than as fol-
lows: Wine, in wood, not less than twenty-five gailons, and in hot-
tie, not less than six dozen; Brandy, Hollunds, Geneva, Whiskey,
ot less than twenty-five gallons; Tlum, not less than one hundred
gallons; Blolasses, not loss than five hundred gallons; Brown Su-
gar, not less than ten hundred weight; Loaf or refined Sugar, aut
less than six hundred weight; Dried Fruits, not less then five hun-
dred weight; Coffee, not less than five hundred weight; and upon
any amount, not less than Fifty Pounds, of ihe original or declared
value of any arlicles charged with duty according to the value there-
of at the timo of importation; nor unless the requisite proof of
ther having been landed without the Province, be produced at the
Office within twelve months {rom the time of exporiation ; and oo
drawback shall be allowed upon erticles landed in any part of the
United Siales, Eastward of Machias Harbour: And provided also,
that whea satisfactory proof is lodged with the Treasurer or De-
puty Treasurer, of the expart of any article subject to duty, the
said doty shall uot be exacied within twelve months after the ex-
portation of such articles.

II1. Andbeitenacted, That the second, third, fourth, fifth, seventh,
eighth, ninth, tenth, eleventh,twelfih,thuteenth, fifteenth, sixteenth,
seyenteenth, eighteeath, ninetcenth, tweniieth, tweuty-first, twenty-

. second, twentp-third, twesnty-fousth, twenty-filth, twenty-sisth,
twenty-seventh, twenty-eighth, twenty-ninth, thirtieth, thirty-first,
thirty-second, thirty-third, thirty-fourth, thirty-fifih, thirty-sixth,
thirty-seventb, thirty-cighth, thirty ninth, fortieth, forty-first, forty-
second, forty-third sections of an Act made and passed ia the third
year of the Reign of his present Majesty, King William the Fourth,
iatituled, An Act for raising ¢ Revente, and also the fourth, seventh
aod eighth sections of on Act made and passed in the fourth year of
the same Reigo, ntituled, Jn Jct {o conlinue and amend the Jct for
rawing a Recenue, and for the increase of ke Revenve of the Province,
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and every malter, cisuse and thing thercin contuined, shail be, angd
the same sre hereby continued and declured 1o be in full force, vir-
tue and effect, during the continuance of this Act, in as full end
ample a manner as the same clanses would be,werethey again herein
repeated word for word.

{V. And be it enacted, That upon the entry outwards of any
erticie to bo exported from the Warehouse, or for remevsdl
from one Bonded Warehouse to another within the Province, the
person enterivg the same shall give sccurity by Lond, in treble tha
duty thereon, with iwo sufficient suieties 1o be ‘spproved by the
Treasurer or Deputy Treasurer, conditicned that the same shall ke
lended at the place for which they be entered outwardsd, or be
clherwise accounted for 1o the satisfaction of the said Tressurer
or Deputy Troasurer; ad all articlez deposited in any Warshouse,
pursuant to ihis Act, shall be taken out for hume consumption, or
fur exportation, within two years from the date ofthe original report
and entry of such articles.

Y. ¢ And whereas it is deemed expedient and advisable 1o adopt
¢ a more easy remedy for the disposul of any dutiablo articles im-
¢ ported into this Province, and seized agreeably to the provisions
¢ of the fourth section of the herein beflore first recited Act, when
* no claim is made for the same;’ Be it therefore enscted, That sl
dutiable srticles whizh muy be seized as having been imported and
landed contrary to the provisions of this or any cther Act el tha
General Assewnbly for raising a Revenuve, shall and may be deemed
aad token to be condemned for breach of any Law or Luwa of this
Province for raising a Revenue, unless tiie owner or cwners of the
articles so seized as forfeited, or the person from whom they were
80 seized, or some person duly authorized by him, shsll within one
calender moath from the dey of seizing the same, give nolice in
writing to the Treasurer of the Province, or to the Deputy Trea-
eurer at or nesrest the place where such seizure sheil have been
meade, that he claims the articles or other things so seized, or in-
tands o cieim them.

VI And be it enacted, That all goods which have been ware-
housed in this Provioce before this Act goes intu operation, asd
which angll remain so warchoused after the operation thereof
commences, and on which the Provincial duties heretofore imposed
have not been paid or secured by o subsisting 2nd coniinuing se-
curity, shall, in lieu of all former duties, become liable te, and be
charged with the Proviceial duties hereby imposed on the like
goods and merchandize.

Vil. Aad be it enected, That when any articles that shall havo
been warchoused, er on which duties have been paid under this or
any previous Act, shall be exported for the use of the Decp-sea or
Whale Fisheries, the amount of such Dauties shali be repaid to the
exporier by the Treascrer or Deputy Treasurer, or the Warchouse
Bond cancelled, on affidavit of the exporter, of the same having
been so exported for the use asaforesaid.

VIII. Ardbs it enacted, That this Act shell continua and be
in force until the first day of April which will he in the year of our
Lord one thousand cight hundred and thirty-six.

An Act to repeal all the Laws now in force for regulating, laying out, ané ro- .

pairing Highways and Roads, and fer appointing Commissionets and Survey-

ors of Highways iz the several Towns and Iarisies in this Provineo, and to

make more efiectual provision for the same.

Passed 171k March, 1885.

1 BE it enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Council, and As-

' sembly, That 2o Act made and passed in the first yesr of
the Reign of His Majesty King William the Fourth, intituled An
et to reped the Acls now in force for regulaiing, luying oui, and re-
puiring Higheays and Roads, and for appointing Commissioncrs and
Surveyors of Highways i the scveral Towns and Parishes in this Pro-
tince, and 1o make mure effeciual provision for thie same; also an Act
made and passed in the second year of lic eamo Reign, initoled
n Act lo amend an det, intituled An At 1o vepeal all the Laws now
in force for regulating and repairing the Highiways and Roads, and
for appeinling Coxvmissioncrs and Surceyors of Hightenys in the seve-
ral Towns and Parishes in this Province, ond lo meke wore effectucl
provision for the same; also an Act, intitnled Jda Aot lo amend the
Law relalive to Stalule Labour, so far as the same relates lo the Pa-
rish of Fredericlon, inthe Coualy of York; also nn Act passed in the
third year of the same Reign, mtitoled i Jet 1o conlinne and anmens
the dcts velating lo Sialute Lzbour on Rouds, so fai as the seid seve-
ral fels are now in force, be and the same aro herehy repaaled.

II. Andbe it enacted, That the Commissioners and Surveyora
already appoinied by virtue of 2ny Act now ia force for laying out
Hizhways, Roads and Streets, shall continue in their respective
Gffices until others chall he zppointed and swora s is hereinafler
directed; and that the Justices at their General Sessions, 1o o
held for the several Counties, shall appoint three fit personz to be
Commissioners to lay vutand regulate Highways,Roads and Streets,
in the Town or Parish for which they shall be so appointed; and the
said Justices at the same lime shall appoiat a competent number of
fit persons to be Sarveyors of the said Highways, Roads, Streets
and Bridges in each Town or Parish, who are to oversee and re-
pair in the manner hereinafter directed, under the direction of the
Commissioners, the several Highweys, public Roads, Streets and
Bridgoes within the respective Towns or Parishes for which they
shall be so appoioted; which srid Commizsioners and Surveyors
shail be sworn to the faithful discharge of their respective officea
for the year ensuing, before the said Sessions or before any one of
the Justices of the Peace for said County; and any person being
8o nominated aud appointed who shall refuse to accept of such office,
to which he shall be so nominated and appointed, or shall neglect
to be sworn as aforesaid, within fourteen days next alter being duly
notified of such nomination, or, having accepled, shall neglect his
daty, shall forfeit for evary refusal or neglect a sum not exceeding
Five Pounds, tobe recovered with costs of svit before any one of

111. Ardbe it enscled, Thatit shall and may be lawful for the
said Sessions, end they are hereby aathorised and cmpowered in
al} cases where they deem it advisablo so to do, to divide the res-
pective Parishes into Districts, not to exceed however the npomber
of Gommisstoners appointed for such Perish, end to nominete and
appoint a Commissioner of the said Parish, withsuch number of Sur-
veyors a8 the said Justices may think neceesary, to each District;
and in such casesil shall be the particuiar duty of the Commissioner

a majority of them shall give notice to the ITahabitants of the in-

sary, and twelre disinterested Frecholders of the County, to bo
summoned 1n manper as directed by the sixth Section of this Act,
uader oath, skall ba of the same oninion, the said Commissioners
are hereby empowered to lay out sach Road:: Provided that they
shall not lay out such Road throogh any person’s Liand witnoutthe: -
consent of the owner or owners thereof, or sgreeing with or payiag
to him or them the value of the Land so to be laid out into such
Road, with such damages as he or they may sustain by the said
Tiond; and in case thoy canzot agree, then the true value shall bo
set and appraised by the oath of the said Freeholders so summoned;
and ali the expeoses and charges attending the soid Road shali be
paid by the person or peraona apolying for the same: Provided al-
ways, that no such privalo Road shall be Inid out more thao (wo
rods wide, against the conscat of the owner or owners of the Lands
through which the same is lo pass.

XTI, And be it enacted, That the width of all Highways or public
Roads hereafier to be Inid out shall ba laft to she discretion of the
Commissioners for the time being of the Town or Parish where.
euch Highways or public Roads may be laid out, so1hat they do
not exeged six rods and are not loss than four rods.

XII. "Avnd be it enacted, That in all cases where a Jury shall be
summoned ander any of the pravisions of this Act, the said Jurors
shall ba aliowed the sum of two shillings and sixpence each for their
services respectively for each time they shsil be so summoned;
apd the officer who shall summon the same, shell be allowed the sum
of ten shillings for his services in summoning such Jury snd attend-
ing them; sud the whole of the sum necessary tobear such expén-
ses shall be doposited in the hands of the said Comwuiissioners, by
the person or persons applying for such Jury, previous to the iasu-
ing of the Warreat by the Juatice for summoning such Jury; enc
the said Commissiopers are hereby required to pay the officer sum-
moning the eaid Jury his legal foI;as for such eervice, and zlse on
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return of their Verdict (o pay the said Jurors the sum of two shil-
hings and sixpence each as aloresaid; and in all cases where suph
Jury shall retuin an sffirmsative Yerdict in any way connected with
a public Road or Highway, the amount of expenses in this Section
named ghall be included in the assessments provided in the sighth
and ninth Sections of this Act, and collected as therein directed,
as the case may be, and when collected paid over to the person
or psrsons who may have advanced the same. )

XHL And be it enacted, ‘Thot whenever any alteration is made in any
Highway or Road in the Province, pursuant o the provisions of this Act.
and the part or parts of such Road or Highway between the points of such
alteration are not settled by the erection of deweliing houses theréon, and,
where the alteration so made shall not cut offany Proprietor from the Road
s0 alteréd, then and in such case it shall and may be lawlul t0 and for the
Commissioners of Highways in the Town or Parish where such alteration
may be made, to order and direct that the said points berween su_ch alte-
ation may be stopped up and enclosed by the Proprietor or Proprietors of
the Lands between such points of alieration as aforesaid, after which order
and direction the said old Road shall nu longer be considered public: Pro-
vided always, that the altered or new part of the Road shall, in the opinion
of the Commissioners; be made cqually as good and as passable for Tra-
vellers as the old Road, before the latter shall be shut up and enclosed as
aforesaid. ]

XIV. And be it enacted, That the Commissioners of Highways in the
regpective Towns or Parishes for which they shall be appointed, be and
thoy wrw horeby authorised and empowered, by and wiih the consent of all
the owners of the Land over which any Road may pass, to shut up and
atop the same: Provided that the said Commissioners shall he of opinicn
that such Road shall not be required tor the cor.venience of the Inhabitants
of the Town or Parish in which any such Road is aituated, or of the fu-
habitants of the next adjoining Fowns, Villages and neighbourhoods.

XV. And beit enacted, ‘Fhat the Commissioners for each Town or Pa-
7ish for which they shall be appointed, shall irom time to time enter in
wrifing all the Highways or Roads laid out, altered or shut up, as the
case may be, and sign the same; and within three months after such High-
way or Road shal! bs laid out, alterec or shut up as aforesaid, make a re-
wurn thersof into the office ol the Clerk of the Peace for the County in
which such Highways or Roads are situate, to be by such Clerk entered in
a Book kept for that purpose ; which return'shall distinctly designate the
marks, bounds and lines by which the Hirhway or Road so laid out, al-
tered or shut up, may be known and ascertained; and whatsoever the gaid
Commissioners shall do according: to the powers given them in this Act,
being so entered, shall be valid and good 1o all intents and parposes what-
soever; and. that every Commissioner or Clerk of the Peace who shall re-
fuse or negiect to perform the duty enjoined and required of each of them
aa aloresad, shall forfeit and pay for every such refusal or neglect the sum
of three pounds, to be recovered and applied in the same manner as’ di-
rected in and by the second Section.of this Act.

XVI, And be it enacted, 'I'hatif any person or personsdo or shall here-
after alter, stop up or encroach on any Street, Righway or public Rodd,
by-laying Timber, ¥ood, Rebbish, Stones, Carts, Trucks, or any thing
thereon, or hy having Gates or Doots opening towards and hanging over
the said Streets, Highways or public Roads, such persons so oftending con-
trary to the-trus intent and meaning of this Act, shall for every such of-
fence forfeit the sum of forty shillings, to he recovered with Costs of suit
before any one Justice of the Peace upon the oath of oneor more credible
Witness or Witnesses, and levied by Warrant directed to the Constable of
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the Town or Parigh where such oflence shall be commitfed, by destraining
the goods and chattels of the offenders; and whers no such eflects are to be
found, the offender or offenders 1o be imprisoned for six days; or in caee
such offender shall not be known or found, the said articles (i’ saleabls)
shall be forfeited and sold by the order of the eaid Commissioner or the Sur-
veyor, after three days’ public notice, unless sconer claimed, and the pro’
ceeds arising {rom such sale shall he applied to the repairing of such Streels
or Highways; and in case such encombrances beof a nature not to prodance
any thing by the sale thereof, then the said Commigsioners or Surveyors
shall be empowered to employ any peisorn liable to labour on the Highways
10 remove such encumbrances; which person shail be allowed therefor ac-
cordiag to the time he may bz employed, to be deducted from the time he
shall be by Law liable to work on the Roads, Streets or Highways.

XVII. And beit enacted, ‘That the Hizhwaye, Roads, Streets ard
Bridges within each County shall be cleared, maintained and repaired by
the Inhabitans thercof; and that all Maie Inhabitants of thesge of Sixteen
Years and upwards (with the exception of al} denominations of regulariy
ordained Clergymen not having property for which they are liable to be
assessed for Labour under the provisions of this Act, and Emigrants arriv-
ing from Great Britain or lreland who shall have arrived in the Province
within the year for which the assessment is made) shall work, cither in
persen or by able and suflicient men in their stead, in each and every year,
provided with such necessary implements as shalfl be directed by the res-
pective Surveyors, the number of Days, allowing eight hocrsactual labour
and no tore to each day, hereinalter provided (that is to say); Licensed
Parish Schoolmasters actvally employed as such, and who do not come
within ary of the Scales hereinafter mentioned, and Indentured Apprenti-
ces, T'wo Days; and all persons above the age ol sixteen years and under
twenty-ope years, Three Days; Journeymen Mcchanics, hired Servants
and common Labourers, Four Days; all persons whose real and personal
Estate may be estimated at fifty pounds and does not exceed one handred
pounds, Five Days; all persons whase veal and personal Estate exceeds
one hundred pounds and does not exceed two hundred pounds, Six Days;
exceeding two hundred pounds and not exceeding four hundred pounds,
Seven Days; exceeding four hundred pounds and not exceeding seven hun-
dred pounds, Eight Days; exceeding seven hendred pounds and not excee-
ding one thousand pounds, Nine Days; exceeding one thousand pounds
and not exceeding fifteen hundred pounds, T'en Days; exceeding filteen
hundred pounds and not exceeding two thousand pounds, Eleven Days;
exceeding two thousand pounds and not exceeding twn thousand five hun-
dred pounde, Twelve Days; ezceeding two thousand five hundred pounds
and pot exceeding three thousand pounds, Fourteen Days; exceeding. thres
thousand pounds and not exceeding four thousand pounds, Sixteen Days;-
exceeding. four thousand pounds and not exceeding six thousand pounds,
Eighteen Days; and all exceeding six thousand pounds, Twenty Days;
and all other persons whose yearly income amounts to one hundred and
fifty pounds and does not exceed three hundred pounds, shall work Eight
Days; exceeding three hundred pounde and not exceeding five hundred
pounds, ‘Lwelve Days; exceeding five hundred pounds and not exceeding
seven hundred pounds, Sixteen Days; and all other persons whose yearly
income shall.exceed eeven hundrod pounds, Twenty Days; and all- other
Male Inhabitants, who do not come within any of- the aforegoing descrip-
tion of Persons, shall work Four Days: Provided always, that the sad
Commissioners or the major part of them, or in cases where the Parish is
divided into Dix'ricts, the district Commissioner, shall and may and they
are hereby authorised and empowered, at their or his discretion, to excuse
or lessen the number of dave’ work to be performed by any infirm or indi:
gent person within such Parish or District, certifying howerer in their
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respective returns the same or names of such person or.persons so excused
and the cause thereof: Provided also, that vo person shall be assessed both
{or property and income; and that it shall be in the digcretion of the Com-
missioners to assess the Inhabitants of their respective Parishes, liable 1o
be assessed in these respects, either for property or for income, as to such
Commissioners shall secm mect. .

XVIH. And be it enacted, ‘I'hat the Commissioners ar the major part
of them in each Town-or Parish for the time being, shall by. the flirst day
of May in each and every year nake out a listoi the Inhabitanis in such
‘Lown or Parish, and assess the number of days’ work to be performed by
cach person, under the provisions ol this Act, according to the best of their
judgment; which List with the nuniber of Days 8o assessed upon each per-
son, shall be advertised by such Comuwissionersin the most public plaze
in such ‘Town or Parish; and the said Commissioners shall also furnish the
Surveyors in their respective Districts with a Listof the Inhabitants of
such District and the number of days® work so 10 be dore by each, and
shall within fiftecn days direct the said Surveyors at what places the work
shiall be done; which. work shall be done by such Inbabitanis under the
direciion of such Survevors; and it shall further be the duty of the said
Co:nmissiopers to add 10 their respective Lists the namesof such persons
as may coine 1nto their respective Parishes. to reside after 1he said first day
of May, except Emigrants as before excepted, and to affix and assess the
number of days’ work to be petformed by such persons, unless they produce
a certificate of their having performied their respecuve proportions of labou:
in some other Town or Parsh. . . .

X1X. And be itenacted, That il any person in such List named prefer
paying money io doing such labour,. it shall and may he lawful for such
Commuissioners, or in cases where the Parish is divided into Districts, .for
the district Comnmissioner, to take and receive from guch person the sum of
two shillings and sixpence for each day’s labour required to be done by
him, provided the same be paid within the period hereinafter limited for
such payment by, the twenty-second Section of this Act; and the moaies
which may be paid in lieu of such labour, as well as {orfeitures which may
be received by virtue of this Act, shall be laid out under the direction of
such Commissioners, or where the Parish is divided into Districts by the
Commissioner of the District, on such Highways, Roads, Streets and Brid-
ges between the first day of May and first day of October in every year;
and it shall further be the duty of such Commissiener or Commissioners
receiving such sum or sums of money to give six days’ notice, by puble
advertisement within the District, o the tine and place where they res-
pectively intend to expend the same, and to attend at the time and place so
appointed in sach advertisement, and let out the said work by public auc-
tion to the Jowest hidder. .

XX. And be itenacted, That it shall be the duty of the Surveyors of
Highways in the several Parishes in this Province, when so directed by
the Commissioners or Commiseioner of the District, at the most fit and
euilable time between the first day of May and the first day of September
in each and every year, to summon the Inhabitants of their respective Dis-
tricts, by publishing notice in writing of the time and place at which the In-
habitants of each Districtare 1o assemble to commence their StatuteLabour,
in one of the most public places in each District; which notice shall contain
the names of the.personsot the District in which the same 13 published,
liable to work, and also the number of days? Jabour required to be perform-
ed by such persons respectively,” with the implements of labour they are
severally required to bring with them; and the said Surveyors shall then
proceed 1o expend the labour of the persons so summoned in making,
mending or improving the Highways, Roads, Streets and Bridges, in the
most usefnl manner, during the number of Days appointed for each person
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to labour, sulject nevertheless to such orders and Jirections as the said
Surveyors may [rom lime to tume receive from the Commissioner or Com-
misgioners; and when any Surveyor of Highways shalljudgo the use of
Waggons, Carts, ‘I'recks, Plovghs, or Hatrows, more neccsesary than the
labour of men, in that case such Survevor may call on any person or per-
song within -his District keeping any Waggon, Cart, Truck, Plough, or
BHarrow, with two good Osen or two Horses; which \Waggon, Cart,
‘I'ruck, Plough, or Harrow, with two gaod Oxen or two Horses, with a
competent driver, shall be equal 1o Three Days’ iabour. :

XXI. And beit enacted, ‘That every person when cailed upon by any
one of the said Commissioners shall, within twenty-four hours, give and
render to the ‘said Commissivner a particular account and statement, in
writing, containug the names of all persang who may be in his, her or their
emnlsy, or who may be resigent in the House kept or occupied hy such
person or perscos, and who may be liahle 10 perform labour on the High-
ways: such statement to contain not only the names of persons Lelonging
1o his, hier or their fammly, but also the names of any Boarders, Lodgers,
and domestic Servauts, who may be liable as aforesaid; and if any such
person or pérsons shall neglect or refuse to render such account when so
called upon, or shall give and render a false or incorrect account or state-
ment, he or ghe shall forfeit and pay a sum not exceeding five pounds to be
sued Jor and recovered by any cne of the Commissioners of the said Parish,
before any one Justice of the Peace in and for thesmd County in which the
said Parish is situate; and the penalty, when recovered, 1o be paid into the
. haods of the Commissioners to be by them applied in making and repairing
the Roads within the said Paiish.

XXIL And be it enacted, That if any person or persong when so
notified 1o labour as aforessid by the Surveyors of their respective Dis-
tiicts, shall neglect or retuse to appear and labour agreeably to such no-
tice, and shall also neglect to pay the sum of two shillings and sixgence for
each days® labour s aforesaid, it shall be the duty of such Surveyor, with-
in six days alter such neglect or relusal, to make report of such delin-
quency to some one of the Commissioners, who shall without delay make
complaint in their own names to a Justice of the Peace against every such
delinquent ; which Justice shall, on conviction, adjudge every such delin-
quent (o pay the sum of four shillings for everv day he has 50 neglected to
appear and labour, together with costs of suit, to be levied by Warrant
ol distress and eale of auch offender’s goods and chattels, under the hand
and seal of such Justice, directad to any Consiable in the Town or Parish
to which such effender may belong, and in case 10 goods or chattels can
be found, it shall and may be lawful to commit such oflender to the ‘Com-
mon Gaol of the County for a space of time. not_exceeding Six Days; and
if any person who shail appear agreeably to such notice, and beingz uvnder
the direction of such Surveyor, shall refuse or neglect to work, or shall not
work in such manner ag to satis(y such Surveror, he is hereby empow-
ered to dismiss such person from the work, and shall forthwith make com-
plaint against him to some one of the Commissioners, who shall imme-
diately proceed against him in the eame manner as is hereinbefore directed
to be donc against persons neglecting to appear and labour after being
duly notified, and the person so dismissed by such Surveyor lor such de-
linquency, shall te adjudged to pay the sum of four shillings for every
day he shall have neglected or refused to work to the satisfaction of such
Survevor, agreeably to such notice or be liable to imprisonment, not ex-
ceading Six Days in the manger hereinbelore mentioned.

XXI1II. And be it enacted, T'hat in case any person keeping any Wag-
gon, cart, track, plough or harrow, with two oxen or two horses, when
called upon as aforetaid by such Surveyor, shall- refuse or neglect to {ur-
nish such WWaggon, Cart, T'ruck, Plough,or Harrow, with two Oxen or two
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Horses,; with a competent diiver agreeably to such direction of such Sur-
veyor, it sha!l in like manner be the duiy of such Survevor forthwith to
make complaint of such offender last meationed to some one of the Com-
missioners, who shall immediately proceed against. him in the same man-
ner asis directed in the last preceding Section ; and such offender last men-
tioned shall be adjedged to pay the sum of twelve shillings for every day he
shali so-have neglected or refused to {urnish such waggon, eart, truck,
plough or harrow, with two oxen or two horses, with a competent driver,
agreeably to such direction of such Surveyor, or be liable to imprisoament
for a spacs of time not exceeding Six Days, in the maoner in the same Sec-
tion mentioned : Provided always, That il any person who may be notified
to do his labour on the Highways, shall produce a Certificate within Six
Days after being so notified, from any Commissioner appointed by virtve
of this Act, that he has, in the current year, done his tour of labour in
any other Parish of this Piovince, he shail be excused frow doing sach la-
hour that year ; and if the person so notified shall neglect to produce such
Certificate within the time so specified, he shail not be allowed to dérive -
any benefit or exemption therefrom; and tha: no Justice of the Peace
shall receive any such Certificate in evidence upon any Prosecution to be
brought under the provisions of this Act, as a defence to such Prosecu-
tions, unless it shall be made to appear to the satisfaction of the said Jus-
tice that such Certificate was produced 1o, or left at the Dwelling House
oi, such Surveyor, within the time above specified.

XXIV. And be it enacted, That during the intervening time between
the firishing the Statute Labour in any one year, and commencing the
same in the next succeeding year, it shall and may be law{ul for the Com<
missioners of Highways or any one’ of thens, in the several Towns and
Parishes within this Province, 10 direct the Surveyors of Highways or
any of them, itom time to time as occasion may require, to remove all
‘T'rees and \WVindfalls from and out ofthe Roads, and to repair all Bridges
and all such parts of the Highways that shall require reparation and a~
mgadment within their respective Districts, and also to provide such ma-
tesials as may be necessary for making and repairing such Roads and
Bridges ; and the said Surveyors or any of them are hereby authorized
and required when so directed to summon so many of the Inhabitants of
the gaid. Parish as may be necessary to work after such manner ag the said
Surveyor or Surveyors shall direct, in removing such Trees or Windfalls,
and in repairing such Roads and Bridges, and also in providing such ma-
terials'as may be necessary for such reparation and amendment ; and all
persons-keeping any waggon, carts, trucks, 2leds or teams, shall, when
called -upon by such Surveyor for the purpozes aforesaid, attend with the
same ; which work and Jabour, when so performed, shall be deducted from
and allowed as a part of the number of Days such person may be obliged
by Law to work on the Highways : and any person not attending, or re-
fusing to work as aforesaid, shall forfeit the sum of four shillings for each
Day’s neglect, and also the sum of eight shillings ner Day for refusing or
neglecting- to {urnish such c¢arts, waggons, trucks, sleds, or teams, to he
sued for, and recovered, and applied as is directed in and by the twenty
second Section of this Act. .

XX V. And beitenacted, That the Commissioners of Highways and
Roads {or-each Town or Parish, or any onc of them, be and they are
hereby.authorized and required after the first Snow, and as soon as the
Rivers and Marshes are sale for the passing of Cattle on the Ice, to or-
der the Surveyors of Highways and Roads or any of them for the said
"T'own'or Parish to summon forthwith so many of the Inhabitants as the
said Commissioners ar any of them shall in bis or their discretion think ne-
cessary to work after-such manner as they the said Surveyors shall direct,
in cutting or carrying Bushes, or marking Ways ; and such person not
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attending, or fefusing to perform the said Work as directed by the said
Sarvevors, shatl forfeit the sum of tour shillings for each day’s negleet,
to be sued for, recovered and applied as is directed in the twenty-second
Section of this Act ; and the Rivers and the several parts of the samo
when frozen aver as aforesaid, shall be considered as a part of the Towns
ur Parishes to which they are respectively opposite, {or the purposes di
rected by this Clause ; and the Commissioners for the ‘Powns or Parishes
opposite to each other wpon any River, are hereby authorized and requir-
ed to agree upon and determine the distance upon the said River which is
12 be worked upon by their respective ‘Cowns in pursuance of this Act.
XXVI. And be it endcted,” T'hat every person keeping a Team shall he
obliged forthwith, on being suntmoned by the aaid Surveyoror Surveyors,”
to seud his Horse, Horses, or ‘I'eam, with a competent driver, o work in
such manner as the said Surveyor or Surveyors shall direct ; and-on any
such person neglecting to send his Team and a goud driver, or not per«
forming such reasonable work as the said Survevor or Surveyors shall di-
1ect; the ownet of the said 'I'eam shall lorfeit the sum of eight shiilings,
o be sued for, iécovered and appiied as is directed in the twenty-second
Section of this Act. ) :
XXVII. And be it enacted, ‘That the said way shall bz marked in such
place as the said Gommissioner or Commussioners shall direet, with ever-
gtesn Busheserected at the distance of not more than Four Rods (length-
ways of the said Path) from each otber, and Five Feetin heighth; and
on any of the said marks being displaced, the Surveyors shall summon
forthwith as many ol the nearest Inhabitants with their Teams as they
may judge necessary to replace them ; and in case of refusal or negleer, -
every person so offending shall forfeit the suni of tour shillings tor each man,
and four ehillings for cach Team for each day so summoned: provided
when the public Roads are on the bank of the River, the said path shait
he marked on the River: the said Fires and Forleitures to be recovered -
by complaint to a Justice of the Peace in the same mauner as in case ofre--
fusal to lahour on the Highways, and to be appropriated by the Commis-
sioner towards performing the said service : Provided always, that the
number of hours which any person shall work in pursuance of the direc—
tions of this Section, or the sure he shall jorfeit shall be dedoeted {rom and
allowed as a part of the number of hours he is obliged by Law to work
upon the Highways. . oo
XXVHI And be it enacted, That if any person shail wilfully-cut or
take down or destroy any of the Bushes so to be erected by virtue of this -
Act, heshall forfeit and pay the sum of twenty shillings upon conviction
before any osie of His Majesty’s Justices of the Peace upon the oath of one
or more credible witness or witnesses, to be levied by Warrant of distress -
and sale of the offender’s goods, 1endering the overplus (ifany) after de-
ducting the costs and charges, to the ofiender; one half of the said For-
feiture to be applied to the useof the Poor of the Tows or Parish where
such offence shall be committed, the other moiety to him or them Wwho
shall inform and aue for the same; and for want of such effects to levy on; -
gae offender or cflenders shall be imprisoned for a term not exceeding Six
ays. - .
-XXIX. And beit enacted, That the said Surveyors of the Highways
respectively by the direction of the Commissioners or any of them shall ’
have full power and adtbority, and they are hereby required, during the
winter season to summon such and so many of the Inhabitants haviog 2 -
Horse, Horses, Oxen or Teams in their respective Districts, as they. in
their discretion shall think fit, to work at the time and place appointed, on -
the Highways or public winter Roads, by breakirg Rordsin the &now
with theirsaid Horse, Horses, Oxen.or Teams, whenever the deptly of
snow shall render the game necessary, not exceeding Four Daysin each :
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winter, and at no greater Jdistancs than three miles from their own houses,
and such Inhabitants shall peslorm the same work over and above the
work which such Inkabitants are liable-to perform upon the Highways,
Roads and Bridges, 1n and by this Act; and every person who shall refuse
or peglect to work when so called upon, shall forfeit and pay for each and
every day he shall 8o refuse or neglect to appear and work with his Horse,
Horaes or Oxen, as is herein required, the sum of eight shillings, to be re-
covered in the same manper as i3 presciibed by the twenty-second Section
of thisAct, and to be applied by the Commissionets towards bteaking the
winter Roads.

- XXX. And be it enacted, That no Torse-sled or Sleigh shall be drawn on
the Uighwaya or public Roads of thrs Province, unless the same shall be fir-
nished with one or more Bell or Bslls for each Horse drawing such 2led or
Sleigh,- fo be fastenad 1o such Sled or Sleigh or to the Harness thereo{ £o as
distioctly €o be heard, under the penalty of five shillings for every offence, to
ba recovered from the owner or driver thereof by any person who shall sue for
the same, upon conviction before any one of His Majesty’s Justices of e Peace
by the oath of one or more credible witness or witnesses or on the view of such
Justice, and levied by Warrant of distress and eale of the offender’s goods and
chattels- by Warrant noder the hand of such Justice, rendering the overplus
(if any) afier deducting the cosis and charges of such distress and sule to the
offender; which fines shall be paid and appropriated in like manner as is men-
tioned in tha twenty-second Section of this Aet.

XXX And be it enacted, That the respective Commissioners of Highways
shall, on or before the fifteenth day of Docember in each and every yoar, deli-
ver into the Clerk of the Peace of their respective Counties returas of the
Statute Laboar performed in their respective Parishes or Districis fo be by him
filed; which retura shall set forth that all the persons liable to work within the
Parish or District of the Commissi or C ioners making such return
have either worked, paid their commutation or fines, or been prosecuted for the
same asthe Law directs, with the exception of those persona whom the eaid
€ joner or T s have d d it right to excuse; and also o
correct account of all the fines and monies recexved and of the manner in
which they have been expended, with the vouchers in support thereof, and a
