Tiie Lords Commlssroners of His Majesty's Treasary have
had under consideration your letter of tho 4th Instant transmitting a copy
of a Despatch which has been received from Sir Peregring Maitland, en-
closing an act which had been passed by the Legislature of Upper Cauada, °
for the purpose of obtaining a luan from His Ma;osty s Govermuent, and to
make provision for the payment of the same; and I am commanded to ac-
quaint you, for the information of Secretary Sir George Murray, that my .
Lords observe, in reference to the leiter of Lord Bathurst, enclosed in Sir
Peregrine Maitland’s Despatch of the 19th May, that the loan which His
Lordship announced the readiness of the Government to make to the Le-
gislature of Upper Canada, was for the ‘purpose of executing two lines of -
water communication—one from the Rideau River to Lake On!mo, and
the other from the latter Lake to Lake Erie.

Since the date of that Despatch, His Mbajesty’s Government bave deter-
mincd to take upon themselves the entire expense of completing the former
work, and have advanced towards the latter a sum of not less than fifty
thousand pounds to be employed iz the completion of the Welland Canal.

Under these circumstances, my Lords do not consider, that, in declining
now to make the loan proposed to the Province of Upper Canada, it can
be supposed that they view with indifference the improvement of that Pro-
vince, or are indisposed to contribute most liberally to its progress; my
Lords, on the contrary, feel, that with reference to the just claims of other
parts of the Empire, they should not be justified in making a further loan
of one hundred thousand. pounds to the Province on which so large a sum
is ahout to be expended and unother lent for the execution of the publie
works.

By the existing laws, the militia can be called out four times during the
year; and the Licutenat Governor understands that the system adopted,
creates inconvenience and irregularities, while it does not increase the
means of defence of the Province.

He suggests, therefore, that the militia should be assembled, three or four
tites a year in corps, or in less divisions; that no Militia man shall Le required
to move mote than teelve miles from his home ; that lads of 16 or 18 instead
of guing out with their corps, should be assewmbled for instruction near their
homes, io small divisions ten times the first year, and eight timnes the second.

llis Majesty’s Governmment would supply the whole with arms, provided
the men who received them were made responsible fur them, and for keep-
ing them in good repair.
