ferve in General Affembly for the County of Halifax, that, at the clofe of the -faid Poll, the
number of votes, as they ftood on the Sheriff’s books, were as follows : Edward Mortimer,
1.0493 S. W G. Archibald, 962 ; Simon B. Robie, go4; William Lawfon, 7123 and, the
Petitioner, William Cochran, 614 ; the Petitioner having the fifth greateft number of 4
Votes. That at the opening of the Poll ar Halifax, it was well known the faid William
Lawfon was nort qualified, in poict of property, tequired by the Laws of the Province j
and . at the clofe of the Poll at Pictou, the Petitioner protefted againft the Sheriff, for re-
turning the faid William Lawfon duly elected. it being notorious that the faid William
Lawfon, had not any Frechold Eftatein faid County ; that, notwithftanding thefe pro.
ccedmgs, the faid William Lawfon, has been returned as ene of the Reprefcmanves for
the County of Halifax, although as the Petitioner now begs leave to fet forth to the Houfe,
the faid William Lawfon, hath not, within theéfaid County, an Income of forty fhillings
per annum inFrechold Eftate, or a dwelling houfe with the ground whereon the fame’

A Petition of Edward W hitman, was pre('entcd by Mr. \’orthup, and read, {cttmg forth,
tmt Thomas Walkcr, of : Annapoiis, merchant, and the Petitioner, were Candidates-at the’
laft Election for one Member to reprefent, in General Allémbly, the Townfhip of Armapo-
lis; that the Poll was opened on the 14th July laft, and kept open for the fpace of three
days; that, (iurxm, » the faid Ele@jon, William Winniett, Efq. the Sheriff of the € “ounty of
Ann:pohs, did faffer divers perfons, not refident nor havmw any freehold in the. Town-'
ih]p of Annapolis, to come to the faid Pell, and vote for 2 Membcr to replefcnt tm, fud
Tow nthip, and did receive their fuﬁrwcs, for the fiid Thomas Walker," not-
withflanding the Petitioner did oppofe, and objelt to, his poiling the faid ger-
fons : that by receiving the Votes of the faid perfons, who it the Eleftion acknow-
ledged they hadno frechold within the prefent limits of the Town. of Annapohs,
(wlmh limits have been fixed and eftablithed for upwards of twenty ,'cau) a_majority
of Votes was unjuftly obtained for the faid T homas Walker. That the numbers at the
clofe of the Poll, in which are included the perfots, who have no frecliold withitithe Town.

had remained in his Office two years and upwards, previous to the Election. “That the
faid Sheriff did alfo at the faid Ele&ion, admit Levi Rice, a Minor, to vote for the faid
Thomas Walker ; and did alfo reseive the vote of one Thomas Clarks, in favor of the
faid Thomas Walker, although the faid Thomas Clarke, had no deed whatever, of the
freehold upon which he prefumed to vote. That the Petitioner further flates that inde-
pendent of thefe objeétions, to the proceedings of the Sheriff, in admitting improper per-
fons to vote for the faid Thomas Walker, the Petittoner, has to acquaint the Houfe, that .
undue influence was made ufe of by the faid Thomas Walker, to obtain the vote of one
Jonathan Payfon.  That the unwarrantable and illegal mode of procuring the faid vote,
was a promife on the part of the fuid Thomas Walker, to difcontinue a fuit, which he had
inftituted in the Inferior Court at'Annapolis, againdt the faid Jonathan Payfon, if he the
faid-Jonathan-Payfon-would vote for the faid-Thomas Walker, and that the fiid Jonathan
Payfon, under the influence of the faid promife, did vote for the faid Thomas Walker,
although he exprefily came to Town for the purpofe of voting for the Petitioner, all
which the Petitioner, will be able to prove to the fatisfadtion of thc Houfe. That at the
cloie of the Poll, afcrutiny was demanded by the Pctitioner, and proceeded upon by the
Sheriff, the return whercof the Sheriff has made to the Houfe, the re*’uit of which
fcxutmy, without reference to all the other circumftances in the Petitioner’s favor, leaves
the Petitioner in the poifeflion of a majority of four votes, provided the perfons reﬁdmg
within the ancient limics of Annapnhs, are allowed to vote, anda majority of fifteen, if
the voters are confined to the prefent limits of the Townﬂnp of Annapolis, and praying
tlmt in confideratisn of the fadts before ftated, that the name of the faid Thomas Wal.
ker, may be raied from the Sheriff’s return, and the name of the Petitioner inferted, or
that the Houle would afford the Petitioner fuch other relief as in its wifdom may feem
proper.
Ordered, That the Petition do lie on the Table.

A Petition of Thomas Millidge, Efq. ‘was prefentcd by Mr. Hutchinfon, .and fead ; fets’
ting forth, that the Petitioner, and Mr. Ifaiah Shaw, were Candidates at the late Election
fov a Reprefentative to ferve in General Aflembly for the Townfhip of Granville ; which
Election took place on'the 28th day of July laft, and the Poll was kept open for three days :
That the Sheriff f the County of Anmapolis, who is the returning officer for the faid
Townﬁnp of Granville, appeared to the Petitioner, and his friends, to be firongly influenced
in favor of the Petitioner’s opponent, Mr. Ifaiah Shaw : That the Petitioner agreeably to
tlie Law- of the Province, nominated Bcnjamm Dodge, Efq. one of his Majefty’s Juftices of
the Peace, and a refpectable Frecholder of the Townﬂnp of Granville, to be his Infpetor
at the faid Election, and he was fo appointed accordingly. That the faid Iaiah Shaw,
nominated Fofter Woodbury, of the Townfhip of Wilmot, Wwho is not a Freeholder in the
faid Townfhig of Granville, and «who had no rlg‘lt to interfere in the faid Election, or to
concern himfelfin the event thereof, to be his Infpetor ; who, notwithftinding his want
of qualification, was fo appointed. That James Tatterfal, a- well known Freeliolder, in
the Townfhip of Granville, Voted for the Petitionier, at the faid Election, that his Vote was
taken by the faid Sheriff, and entered in his Poll Book ; thar, after his vote was {o taken
and entered, the faid Tatterfal was required to tzke the Freeholder’s oath, by the faid Foi-
tor Woodbury, who had no right to demand the fame, on which the faid Tatterfal ob.
