Tur Loyalty for which Nova-Scotia has always been conspicuous, was never more cor-
dially expressed than in your joint Address congratulating Her Majesty on Her Accession
to the Throne ; nor more pleasingly exhibited than in the rejoicings which took place in all
parts of the Province on the occasion of Her Coronation. Such being the general feeling
towards our beloved Sovereign, I could not open the present Session in a more acceptable
manner than by acquainting you “that Her Majesty received, with gratitude and satisfac-
“ tion, the assurances of your devoted attachment to Her Person and Government; and
“ that, in promoting the interests of Her faithful Subjects in this Colony, the Queen will
“ discharge one of the most grateful duties of the station to which it has pleased Divine
* Providence to call her.”

I am happy to be able to congratulate you on the continued prosperity of the Province.
At the present moment we have ample cause to be thankful to the ALmicHTY for an abun-
dant Harvest—a successful Fishery—an improving Commerce and Revenue, and for upin-
terrupted tranquillity. '

In the full enjoyment of this last and great blessing, we cannot but deeply lament that .
our loyal Brethren in the Canadas are not equally favored ; and I am assured that, while ad-
miring the noble stand which they have successfully made against the late nefarious attempts
to sever their connexion with the Parent Kingdom, you will sincerely feel for the sufferings
of the Families of those brave Men who have fallen while defending the authority of their’
Sovereign and their own dearest rights. o ;

You cannot have failed to observe, with high satisfaction, that every act of Her Majesty’s
Governmentrelating to these Colonies, has clearly indicated Her firm resolve to withstand all
attempts to destroy or weaken Her supremacy over them. B o

attention will be devoted, with every disposition to second the views.of Her Majesty’s Go-
vernment. ‘

dl ess relating to the composmon of the Legislative and Executive Councils, the Civil List,

and other subjects.

"~ The Queen withdraws, for the present, Her offer to surrender to the Legislature the Re-
venues under Her control in this Province ; but at the same time, declares that whenever

the Legislature shall pass a Bill granting to "Her Majesty the sum of £4,700 Sterling per an-
num, duxuvr the continuance of Her Malesty s reign, or for a period not less than ten years,
applicable to the Salaries of the Principal Officers of the Government, Her Majesty will be
ready, in exchange for that sum, to surrender to the Legislature, the Revenue at present at
Her Majesty’s dlsposal subject only to some inconsiderable temporary deductions. It must

be clearly understood, however, that, in the event of the passing of such a Bill, the Revenues
now at Her Majesty’s disposal will revert to the Crown at the expiration of that Bill.

The Assembly are further informed that this sum of £4,700 will not enable Her Majesty
to continue to pay to the Surveyors-General of Nova-Scotia proper, and Cape-Breton—the
Clerk of the Crown and Harbour Master at Sydney, the Salarieswhich they have hitherto
received from the Crown Revenues; and the Lieutenant-Governor therefore recommends
(supposing the Bill to pass) that the House of Assembly will grant to those Officers their
accustomed remuneration, for which it will then rest w1th the House of Assembly to make
annual provisicen. . A

The accompanying Despatch from Lord Glenelg will explain to the House of Assembly No. 182, 1st Octr.
that the net proceeds only of the Sales of Crown Lands will be made over to the disposal of 1838 ,
the Legislature.

The Chief Justice and Judges of the Supreme Court having consented to accept Her
Majesty’s offer (which the Lieutenant-Governor was recently-authorized to renew to them)

mount of the old Crown Duties.

3. Resolved, That the House have always recognized the propriety and the necessity, on
constitutional grounds, of assigning an adequate and permanent provision for the Chief Ex-
ecutive and Judicial Officers of the Province ; and the House received, as a gratifying proof
of Her Majesty’s confidence in the Assemb]y, the directions given to His Excellency the
Lieutenant-Governor, to arrange the precise amount and terms of the proposed Civil List
with the House, and the express declaration, that the House were at liberty to exercise a
sound judgment upon the amount of the Salaries, and that the sums specified in the Des-
patch of 31st October, 1337, were not to be insisted on, if smaller Salaries’were, in their o-
pinion, sufficient for the proper maintenance of such Officers. '

der the amount of Salaries, which, in their judgment, ought to be granted, for the support
of these Officers, according to their station in Society, and the cir cumstances of the Colo-

ly belonds, has directed the Lieutenant-Governor, to insist on the sum of £4,700 Sterling,
which, added to the sum of £3,440 Sterling, already secured by permanent Acts of this Le-
urlslature, exceeds the largest amount demanded last year, and would enable the Govern-
ment to allow to these Officers a Scale of Salaries disproportioned to the means of the
country, and to the duties to be performed,—and which the . people of this Province, and
their Representatives, would condemn as an extravagant waste of the Public Funds, contrary
~ to their declared wishes, and to the real interest of the Government, as well 'as of the Peo-
pie.

5. Resolved, That the House have also remarked with astonishment and regret, the terms
of the same Despatch, dismissing their complaints of the composition of the two Councils.
In requesting a reconstruction of the Upper Branch of the Legislature, and of the Execu-
tive Council, the House sought not merely a change of men, but of principles,—they were
anxious that the patronage and favor of the Government should be equally diffused among
all classes—that the Representatives of the People should not be thwarted by the opposm-
on of the Upper Branch, in their endeavours to introduce rational reforms, and to enforce a
wise economy, and that the temper and spirit of the local Administration should be in ac-
cordance with the opinions and wishes of the great majority of the People

in these bodies, and the experience of their practical operation, as now constituted, - have

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the Government the unrestrained and necessary control over that important branch of the
public service. The Act for limiting the jurisdiction of the Admiralty Court was regarded
by the Commercial and Shipping interests as a beneficial change in the Law—and having
been in use for nearly two years, and found to operate without injury to Seamen, the Com-
mittee would deeply regret were its main object defeated by a representation in which they
cannot concury—while the Acts for Incorporating Insurance Companies, and for allowing
certain Bounties, though they may be in some respects opposed to the policy which the
Government act on in the Mother Country, appear to this Committee well adapted to the
local circumstances of the Province, and to the advancement of its Trade and Manufactures.

9. Resolved, That this Committee have the fullest confidence in the sincere and gener-
ous disposition of Her Majesty, to satisfy the reasonable expectations of Her Faithful and
Loyal Commons in this Province ; and they attribute the disappointment they have expe-
rienced this Session, not to any abandonment of the wise and constitutional principles an-
nounced in the Despatches of 1837, but to a want of correct information, derived from the
proper sources, on the part of Her Majesty’s Ministers.
