Excellency the Lieutenant Governor in the Council Chamber, His Excellency had
beeni pleased to make a Speech to both Houses, of which Mr. Speaker said he had,
for greater accuracy, obtained a copy ; which he read to the House, and is as follows:-

" Mr. President, and Bonorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council,
- Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

6 HAVE much pleasure in informing you that the Railway Bills passed by you
in the last Session, have received the sanction of the Queen. Nothing has

occurred to change mny opinion as to the policy which you have pursued, or to shake
mv faith in the advantage to be derived from great Public Works of this character.
In the Despatches which will be laid before you, you will find certain remarks on the
Bills themselves, to which I solicit your attention. It is possible too that some
measures may be taken by you for the purpose of encouraging and regulating Immi-
gration in connection with these enterprises.

" You may deem it expedient in your present Session to consider the general
management of the Roads throughout the Province. Looking to the large outlay of
public money which now takes place in this department, I see great reason to doubt
whether the present mode of administering it is the best which can be adopted.

" Your wisdom may possibly devise some amendment in the present Law for
regulating the election of Members of the Assembly, and for trving the validity of the
Return made by the Sheriff; at any rate it is my duty to bring the subject under
your notice.
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" The Law Commission appointed in pursuance of the Act of last year have laboured
with much diligence and perseverance. I trust you may find even in the present
Session an opportunity for legislating on the first Report which thev will make. There
is no subject which requires to be dealt with more vigorously or more cautiously than
that of Law Reform.

" A Bill vill be laid before vou for securing a Registration of Births, Deaths, and
Marriages. Great complaints have been made to me of the want of some such
provision, and I shall be happy to see the defect remedied.

"It has pleased Providence again to bless us with abundant crops, and the Coin-
mercial situation of the Province is upon the whole satisfactory.

" I believe that the Exhibition which took place this last Autumn at Fredericton
was calculated to inspire confidence in our resources, and stimulate the industry of
our people.

" Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,
"I congratulate you on the prosperous state of our Provincial Revenue. There bas

been an improvement in almost every branch of Receipts, and the whole aspect of our
Finances promises vell for the credit and future progress of New Brunswick. At the
same time the liabilities which we are about to incur in promoting the execution of
Great Public Works will suggest caution and economy in dealing with our ordinary
expenditure.

"3fr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council,
" r. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

"You are well aware of the measures taken by Her Majesty's Government in the
last season for the protection of our Fisheries. You have heard also, that Her
Majesty's Ministers are anxious to effect such arrangements with the Government of
the United States as may conduce to greater freedom in commercial intercourse with
our neighbours. The Provincial Government have not been unmindful of the impor-
tance of these questions or the interests of our people. The pending state, however,
of any negotiations, would render it impossible to afford detailed information, or to
legislate with advantage, at the present time, upon this subject.

"Apprehensions have been expressed lest the interests of New Brunswick shiould
be overlooked in carrying out any such arrangements. I arn happy in being able to
inform you on the best authority, that the prosperity of the North American Pro-
vinces is one of the main objects which Her Majesty the Queen bas in view, and that
in any adjustment of the Fishery Question, the interests of New Brunswick will be
carefully considered."

MAY IT PLEASE YoUR EXCELLENCY,

i. We, the faithful Commons of New Brunswick, thank Your Excellency for your
Speech at the opening of the present Session.

2. Cordially responding to the opinion expressed by Your Excellency as to the
advantage likely to accrue to the Province from the introduction of great Public Works,
we rejoice to learn that the Railway Acts passed at the last Session of the Legislature
have received the Royal assent; and we will give our best consideration to any
Despatches Your Excellency may lay before us relating thereto, as also to-such measures
as will tend to encourage Immigration in connection therewith.

3. A subject so vitally connected with the internai improvement of the Country as
the management of the Public Roads shall not fail to command our attention, convinced
as we are that the present system is susceptible of amendment.
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4. Fully alive to the necessity of amending the Law for the return of Representatives
to serve in General Assemblv, and of adopting some more simple and less expensive
mode of determining controverted Elections, we shall give our attention to that subject
with a view of simphifying the same, and securing to the people the impartial exercise
of the Elective Franchise.

5. It is gratifying to learn that the Commissioners appointed under the Act 16th
Victoria, cap. 42, for revising and consolidating the Laws, have so diligently proceeded
with this most important work ; and we shall look with anxiety for their first Report,
in the earnest hope of being able to mature their labours to some extent during the
present Session.

6. The Bill to secure a proper Registration of Marriages, Births, and Deaths, the
necessity and importance of which become more apparent as the Province advances
in wealth and population, will receive due consideration.

7. We feel bound to express our gratitude to a beneficent Providence for the
abundant Harvest with which we have again been blest, and for permitting us, at the
same time, to reap the benefits resulting from the successful pursuits of Commerce.

8. We agree with Your Excellency, that the Exhibition which took place at
Fredericton during the past Autumn, was calculated to inspire confidence in the
resources of the Province, and to stimulate the industry of its Inhabitants.

9. The present prosperous state of the Provincial Revenues, affording justifiable
grounds of congratulation, must materially contribute to sustain the Public Credit and
promote the confidence of Capitalists in the undoubted resources of the Province ;
ard we shall feel it our duty, in order to sustain that credit, to exercise the most con-
siderate caution in our Expenditures.

10. The active measures taken by Her Majesty's Government during the past
year for the protection of the Fisheries, have inspired us with a renewed confidence
that this most invaluable source of our wealth will not be sacrificed. We cannot too
strongly express our opinion that the Fisheries are the inalienable right of the people
of British North America, and should be in no way opened to Foreign Nations by
the Imperial Government, without the most ample equivalent and the most prominent
regard to the interests of the Provinces; and it is pleasing to us to learn that our
Provincial Government have not been unmindful of the importance of this subject.
We are prepared to enter into a more enlarged Commercial intercourse with our
neighbours of the United States, but we desire to do so on fair and reciprocal terms,
and on none other. And the assurance that, in the negotiations now peinding, Her
Majesty's Government will zealously protect the interests of New Brunswick, cannot
fail to strengthen in the people of this Province feelings of attachment to Her Majesty's
Person and Her Throne.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

We, the faithful Commons of New Brunswick, thank Your Excellency for your
Speech at the opening .f the present Session.

Cordially responding to the opinion expressed by Your Excellency as to the
advantage likely to accrue to the Province from the introduction ofgreat Public Works,
we rejoice to learn that the Railway Acts passed at the last Session of the Legislature
have received the Royal assent; and we will give our best consideration to any
Despatches Your Excellency may lay before us relating thereto, as also to such measures
as will tend to encourage Immigration in connection therewith.

A subject so vitallv connected with the internal improvement of the Country as
the management of the Public Roads shall not fail to command our attention, convinced
as we are that the present systern is susceptible of amendment.

Fully alive to the necessity of amending the Law for the return of Representatives
to serve in General Assembly, and of adopting some more simple and less expensive
mode of determining controverted Elections, we shall give our attention to that subject,
with a view of simplifying the same, and securing to the people the impartial exercise
of the Elective Franchise.

It is gratifying to learn that the Commissioders appointed under the Act 16th
Victoria, cap. 42, for revising and consolidating the Laws, have so diligently proceeded
with this most important work ; and we shall look with anxiety for their first Report,
in the earnest hope of being able to mature their labours to some extent during the
present Session.

The Bill to secure a proper Registration of Mariiages, Births, and Deaths, the
necessity and importance of which become more apparent as the Province advances
in wealth and population, will receive due consideration.

We feel bound to express our gratitude to a beneficent Providence for the abundant
Harvest with which we have again been blest, and for permitting us, at the same time,
to reap the benefits resulting from the successful pursuits of Commerce.

We agree with Your Excellency, that the Exhibition which took place at Fredericton
during the past Autumn, was calculated to inspire confidence in the resources of the
Province, and to stimulate the industry of its Inhabitants.

The present prosperous state of the Provincial Revenues, affording justifiable grounds
of congratulation, must materially contribute to sustain the Public Credit and promote
the confidence of Capitalists in the undoubted resources of the Province ; and we
shall feel it our duty, in order to sustain that credit, to exercise the most considerate
caution in our Expenditures.

The active measures taken by Her Majesty's Government.during the past year
for the protection of the Fisheries, have inspired us with a renewed confidence that
this most invaluable source of our wealth will not be sacrificed. We cannot too
strongly express our opinion that the Fisheries are the inalienable right of the people
of British North America, and should be in no way opened to Foreign Nations by
the Imperial Government, without the most ample equivalent and the most prominent
regard to the interests of the Provinces ; and it is pleasing to us to learn that our

5 Provincial
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Provincial Government have not been unmindful of the importance of this subject.
We are prepared to enter into a more enlarged Commercial intercourse with our
neighbours of the United States, but we desire to do so on fair and reciprocal terms,
and on none other. And the assurance that, in the negotiations now pending, Her
Majesty's Government will zealously protect the interests of New Brunswick, cannot
fail to strengthenl in the people of this Province feelings of attachment to Her Majesty's
Person and Her Throne.

FISHERIES.
Copy-No. 8. Downing Street, 26th AMay, 1852.

SIR,-Among the many pressing subjects which have engaged the attention of Her Majesty's
Ministers since their assumption of office, few have been more important in their estimation
than the question relating to the protection solicited for the Fisheries on the Ctoats of British
North America.

Her Majesty's Governient have taken into their serions consideration, the representations
upon this subject contained in your Despatches noted in the margin, and have not failed to
observe, that whilst active measures have been taken by certain Colonies for the purpose of
encouraging their Fisheries, and of repelling the intrusion of Foreign Vessels, it bas been a
subject of complaint in New Brunswick that impediments should have been offered by the
policy of the Imperial Government ta the enactment of bountiés, considered by the local Legis-
lature essential for the protection of its trade. ler Majesty's Ministers are desirous ta remove
all ground of complaint on the part of the Colonies, in consequence of the encroachment of the
Fishing Vessels of the United States upon those waters from which they are excluded by the
terms of the Convention of 1818, and they therefore intend to dispatch, as soon as possible, a
small Naval Force of Steamers or other small Vessels to enforce the observance of that
Convention.

These Vessels will of course be confined to the performance of the duties with which they
are specially charged, and the Commanders will be enjoined to exercise a careful discretion in
the very delicate office of interfering with Vessels belonging to Foreign and Friendly Powers.

With regard to the question of promoting the Fisheries of the British Colonies by the means of
bounties, Her Majesty's Government, although desirous not to sanction any unnecessary devia-
tion from that policy which regulates the Commerce of this Country, are still disinclined ta
prevent those Colonies, by the interposition of Imperial authority, and especially pending the
negotiations with the United States of America for the settlement of thç principles on which
the Commerce with the British North American Colonies is hereafter to be carried on, from
adopting the policy which they may deem most conducive to their own welfare and prosperty.
Entertaining these views, it is the intention of Her Majesty's Government to advise the Queen
ta give Her ass'ent to an Act passed by the Legislature of Prince Edward Island in the Session
of 1851, for the promotion of its deep sea Fisheries, and they will be prepared to give favourable
consideration to any Acts for a similar purpose which may be passed by the Legislatures of
the other North American Colonies.

"The Executive Council of New Brunswick deem it»their duty ta impress upon Her Majesty's

Government their most earnest wish that no deviation should.be made from the principles laid
down by the Treaty of 1818 with the Government of the United States on the subject of the
Fisheries, but on the contrary, that the rights of British subjects, according ta the proper
construction of that Treaty, should be rigidly enforced.

" The people of British North America, now numbering over Two and a balf tnillions, are
peculiarly and deeply interested in the preservation of these rights, and would consider the
surrender of the privileges they now enjoy, as such an abandonament of their interests as could
not fail ta excite well justified discontent.
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It will be admitted, the Comucil hope, bv IIer Majesty's Government, that the Governments
of tlcse Cuooies are ftullv conversant with the great value the inlabitants attach to this impor-
ta4nt subjuet, and the Council humbly trust that in any negotiations vhiicht may liereafter take
place hetween l1er 31]jesty's Government and that of the United States, Ilis Excellency the
Governor General and the Lieutenant Governors of the respective Provinces he consultcd with
reference to such negotiations.

In the Commercial transactions between the British Provinces and the Unitcd States, the
latter possess a decided advantage :-their goods are supposed to he imported upon .the.same
terns as those charged on British1 merchandise, and New Brunswick lias been prevented by
Imperial authority, contrarv hiowever to the wishes and feelings entertained by the Legislature,
froi imposing discriminating duties, while the goods of the United States arc lcre admitted
at a dutv of z per cent. ad valoremn. Our productions, as well raw as manufactured, pay there
an averige duty of 25 to 30 per cent. Our ships cannot be sold in the American market and
obtain reristers: thirs can comne in, be sold, transferred, and receive British registers, as if built

4 in the British dominions. American steamers thus conveyed are now plying on the River Saint
John with British registers.

, What our people want are equal righits and commercial freedom, and thev would then not
fear competition.

Vice Admiral Sir George Sevmour, addressed to the Lords Commissioners of the Admiralty,
stating the intention of suggesting to the Governors of Her Majesty's North Anerican Colonies
the expediency of taking certain steps vith a view to the better protection of the British
Fisheries during the next fishing season.

Extract of a Letter fron Vice Admiral Sir George Seymour to the Secretary of the Admiraly,
dated " Cumberland," at Halifax, 4th November. 1852.

" With regard to the circurnstances reported in my letter, No. 177, of the 27th ultimo, the
general irregularity of the Nova Scotian vessels, which the Custom Houses have not sufficiently
checked, appear to be now acknowledged, as well as the difficulties in which Commander
Campbell was placed fron those of irregularity.

"I have in consequence conferred with the Lieutenant Governor of this Province on the
subject, and have suggested to him that, if the same necessity shall exist next scason of pro-
tecting the Colonial Fisheries, the task will be much lightened if the fishing vessels of a certain
tonnage are numbered, and bear their numbers on the hull and mainsail, like the Pilot vessels
in the Channel, which, I think, with the proper enforcernent of the Customas Regulations, and
more care about granting of British registers, may check the growing disposition to carry on
an American trade under British Colors with the assistance of the labouring fishermen, who
are indifferent under what flag they serve. " As
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"As Sir Gaspard Le Marchant approves this proposal, I shall communicate it to the
Governor General and the Lieutenant Governor of New Brunswick and Prince Edward's
Island."

Sia-,-I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 2, of the 1st instant, enclos-

ing an address to the Queen from the Inhabitants of the City and County of Saint John, on the
subject of the Fisheries.

I have renson to think that this Act will not be open to the same objections which have been
made to former attemnpts at legisiation on this difficult subject, and I also hope that it may
lead to the adoption of an upiform Currency and an uniform Coinage thoughout British North
America.

I attach very considerable importance to this last result, if it can be secured, and I approve
entirely of the provisions of this Bill.

" My Lords have before them the Act passed by the (.nadian Legislature on the 31st August

of this Province, and otherwise to amend the Laws relative to the Currency," which was trans-
mitted to this Board in the letter from the Board of Trade uf the 2nd April last.

" My Lords bave also before thema an Act passed by the Legislature of New Brunswick on'
the 7th April 1852, intituled " An Act for establishing a tender in ail payments to be made in'.

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this Province, and for consolidating and amending the Laws relating to the Currency therein,"
which was subnitted to their Lordships in the letter from the Board of Trade of the 3rd instant.

" Their Lordships advert to the correspondence which passed between this Board and the
Secretary of State for the Colonial Department, in the vears 1850 and 1851, on the subject of
the Currencv of Canada.

" My Lords have at the saine time before them, a Memorandum dated 30th December 1851,
prepared by the late Chancellor of the Exchequer on the gencral question of the Currency of
the British Provinces in North Anerica, a copy of which Memorandum was communicated con-
fidentially by Lord Grey to the Governor General of Canada, who has stated that it may be
taken as a satisfactory basis for the settlement of the question.

This Memorandum was in the following terms:-
" The subject of the Currencies in our.North American Colonies bas been frequently brought
before the Government. bv the proposais of varions kinds which have been made from the

" différent Provinces, and it is one upon which it is most desirable to arrive at some satisfactory
" conclusion.

",Nothiing can be more unsatisfiactory than their present state :-The law and regulations
"differ in every Colonv, and in somie instances the law and the practice differ in the same
"Colony; and many ofthe proposals which have been made for remedying partial inconveniences
"arising fron this state of things, would only have added further sources of discrepancy.

"By the existing regulations in Canada, the eagle of the United States, coined since 1834,
"containing about 232 grains of pure gold, which coin at present forns the basis of the cur-
"renicy of the Colony, is rated at 50s. currency.

"In New Brunswick the old eagle, coined previously to the alteration of the Mint Law of
"the United States in 1834, and containing about 247 grains of pire gold, is rated at 50s.,

but it is probable that the new engle, thlough a coin of inferior value, passes at the same rate.
"In Canada the silver dollar is rated at 5s. Id., and in this rating are inchided Spanish and
South American as well as United States coins of this denomination, though differing slightly

" in intrinsie value. With this exception, which is only trifling, the rate of 5s. Id. was a correct
adjustnent (taking the price of standard silver at 5s. per ounce) of the dollar to the pound

"sterling, after the currency of the Province had become depreciated from the old rate of 5s.
" for the silver dollar by the admission of the new eagle into circulation as equivalent to fifty
"shillings Canadian currency, which sum had been formerly payable only by ten silver dollars.

"In New Brunswick the rate assigned to the United States dollar is 5s.
"In Nova Scotia the dollar is rated at 5s. 2.d., and other coins are adjusted to that rate,
calculating silver relatively to gold at the average of 5s. per ounce for standard silver.

In Newfounîdland there is no legal rating for any coins, but a dollar is considered to be
worth 5s.
" In Prince Edvard's Island, wherc the greatest depreciation has taken place, a dollar is rated

"at 6s. 2d., and the half dollar at 3s.
" The discrepancies in the currencies of the different Colonies are iot the only, or indeed the

most pressing inconveniences vhich have arisen from the present state of things. As the
"denomination of account cmployed does not in any case correspond with the subdivision of the
" coins in circulation, there is great difficultv in adjusting the smaller coins to their propor-
"tional rates in reference to the larger coins; and in order to avoid inconvenient fractions, the
" former frequently pass in retail transactions at a value differing from that which they bear by
" law.

"The rating of al these coins in the different Colonies isderived with moreorlessdiscrepancy
"from conventional rate of5s., or one fourthofa pound, assigned in old timestothe Spanish dollar
" which was then the uisual medium of exclange in the British Colonies. .This rate, whichwas origi-
"nally an over-valuation of t lie coin, was nomi nally adhered to nfter the dollar became depreciated
"in value, and as is usually the case wlien coins are rated to a new denamination upon no fixed
"principle, other coins came into circulation without due regard to their relative intrinsie value,
"and that coin which was most over-valued in any Colony became for the time the mensure of

its currencv.
" In Prince Edward's Island an extravagant issue of Trensury Notes and Bonds has carried
the depreciation to a very much greater length.
"These sources of error were increased by the course pursued in the United States in regard

to their currency.
"In adopting the decimal system, with the dollar as the unit of account, the Spanish dollar

"was proposed as the basis of the currency of that country; but in the regulation of its coinage,
"the proportion of fine silver assigned by law to the United States dollar was less than that
"contained in the Spanish dollar, and the currency was further depreciated in 1834 by an
"alteration of the gold coins, which diminished the quantity of pure gold in the eagle, and
"reduced its value, according to the relative price of silver and gold, below the intrinsic value
"of ten silver United States dollars.

"The
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"The effect upon the currency of Canada when the dollars and cagles are both legal
"tenders, bas been a corresp*nding depreciation; for whereas formerly 50s. currency could only
" be paid by ten Spanish dollars, it might have been paid for saine years by ten United States
"dollars, and it nay now be paid by an United States eagle, which is of less intrinsic value,
"not only than ten Spanish dollars, but than ten silver dollars of the United Siates.

"The disproportion above advcrted ta between the gold and silver coins of the United States
"ias been recently increased by the fall in the value of gold, in consequence of the large sup-

"plies of that netal froni California. It is understood that sone measures are in contempla-
"tion for an alteration of the Mint Laws of the United States, with a view of remedying the
"inconvenience which is at present felt from the ivant of silver coins.

" The uncertainty which at present exists with regard ta the relative value of the precious
"metals, while it brings under more prominent notice the inconveniences of the present system,
"increases the difficulty of adjusting the relative rates of gold and silver coins. It vould
"also be very desirable to know what measures niay be adopted by the United States Govern-

nient upon the subject of their currency, as it would ohviously be a convenience to the
"inhabitants of our Colonies bordering on the United States, if their currency can be made
"readily convertible into some denomination of that of the United States.

" The existing circunstances also shew very strongly the evils whicl have arisen from par-
"tial and unconnected proceedings in different Colonies, and give additional reasons against a
"course of legislation, which, proceoding on the principle of correcting inconveniences as they
"arise, and with little (if any) reference ta general principles or more enlarged views, tend
"onlv in the end ta aggravate the diffculties of dcaling with the question satisfactorily. It is
"desirable therefore ta consider whethersome course may not be adopted for placing the Cur-
"rencv of the whole of the North American Colonies on a sound and uniform basis.

The most obvious ieasure for this purpose, vould be that which lias been formerly sug-
"gested, of superseding the various local currencies and reverting ta the sterling moncy and
"denomination of account of this country, as lias been clone in our West Indian Colonies.

"There are however some practical difficulties in doing this. and it is understood that objec-
" tions are entertained in some of the Colonies ta this course. The constant intercourse which
"takes place between the United States and the British Provinces bordering on tlem, affords
"a reason for not unnecessarily disturbing a system, which though defective in itself, lias the
"advantage of easy adaptation ta the currency of the neighhouring country, with which so

much intercburse takes place even in small retail transactions, and thus facilitates this des-
"cription of traffic across the border. It would appear therefore ta be the most-expedient
"course ta introduce amendnents on the basis of the system, which with minor variations and
"points of difference prevails in four of the British North American Colonies, rather than
"attempt a complete alteration of the existing currency.

" The coins which at present constitute the basis of the circulation in Canada are, as bas
"been observed, the gold coins of the United States, vhiclh correspond in value very conve-
"niently with the denomination of Canadian currency. The pound sterling is rated in
"Canadian currency at £1 4 4; and therefore, looking ta the intrinsic value of the eagle as
"compared with the sovereign or pound sterling, this. latter coin is correctly rated at 50s.
"currency. The legal currency of New Brunswick, though presenting some anomalies. and
"differing ta a sligh t degree in its relation ta British sterling, probably in practice assimilates
"ta that of Canada, and might be adjusted without much difficulty ta like rates.

"In Nova Scotia it does not appear that the United States eagle is rated for circulation,
"but gold and silver coins of Spain, Mexico, &c., are correctly adjusted (ticcording ta recent
"valuations) ta the local currency, at the rate of £1 5s. currency ta the pound sterling.

"In Prince Edward's Island. the United States eagle is slightly undervalued relatively
"to the sovereign, and the currency bas been depreciated ta the proportion of £1 10s.
" currency ta the pound sterling.

"In these two Colonies, any change for the purpose of introducing a sound and uniform
" system, must lead ta some alteration of the valu:: assigned ta the pound currency, and in
"this case it ivill be necessary ta make provision for the payment of existing contracts.

"In Newfoundland, as bas been observed, the rates at which the coins in circulation are
"current, are merely conventional ; but as what is usually termed Halifax currency, or the
"rating of the dollar at 5s., appears ta be considered as the basis of the currency of
"the Island, it approximates ta that of Canada.

" Assuming then the Canada pound as the basis of a new arrangement of the currencies of
"the North American Colonies, it would appear that a pound of that value might be advanta-
"geouslv adopted as the pound of all the currencies of the North American Colonies ; and
"that with the abject of giving a clear and fixed value ta this denomination of pouind, North
"American currency, a coin miglt be struck at Her Majesty's Mint, containing 101.32 grains
"of standard gold, or 92.877 grains of fine gold, which is the proportion in quantity ta the
" sovereign, which the pound in Canadian currency bears in value ta the pound sterling, and

" that
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"that such a coin, to bc terned the North Anerican pound, mniglt be taken as the unit te

cwhich the varions currencies of the Britisl Colonies in North Aierica should be adjusted.

"If the prinîciple of tixing a gold standard with a coin representing an unit peculiar te

those Provinces is adopted, it vill be necessary to consider what arrangements should be

made for a subordinate silver and copper currency.
If the attenpt is inade to adjust silver coins to a gold standard, according to their

" intrinsic value, a double icasure of value is in effect constituted, and a slight over-valuation

of the coins of either metal will cause a preference to be given to such coins in circr:lation.

It is impossible to arrive at aiv settlement of the relative value of the tvo descriptions of

" coins on this principle vhich vili not le liable to disturbance, as the supply of one or other

i of the precios mietals prevails, and it lias been found in practice, that whenever this svstem
Slias been attemlpted, the arrangement has ended in one nictal alone becoming practically the

a eaisui re of valie.
c In such cases a slight under-valuation of the gold coins is attended vith less practical incon-

venience than results froni ii under-valuation ofsilver coins, becatise the faicilities for transport
s whiclh gold coins afford, will ahvaîvs -ive thein a preference for some purposes over slver cois,

" and they nay pass in exchange at a small preinini (as was the case in France until lately)
i vithout disturbing the silver circulation.

" An under-valuation of the silver coins on the other hand, is attended with obvious incon-

" venience, because as a premuin cannot be exacted in the small transactions in which such

t coins pass in paymnent, tiere must, when these coins are undervalued, be a constant tendency
to tlieir exportation ; and ant extraordinury rise in the price of silver. or (which as regards this

Snatter produces the sanie resuilt) fall in the price of gold, must render it impossible that any

I sucli coins. unless they werc vorn and dehased, should long continue to circulate witih the

gold coins of the countrv.
The present condition of the currency of the United States (where they have been reduced

to coining a dollar in gold, a piece apparently too small in so valuable a metal for the pur-

poses of circulation,) affords a pregnant example of this effect. It shews the inexpediency of

adopting their valuation of the silver dollar, as was proposed in Canada at a time when, in
c consequeince of the under-valuation of that coin, it had mainly disappeared from the circulation

t of the United States, and even froin Canada, where a higher rating was assigned to it.

These considerations lead to the conclusion thait there is no other plan on which the subor-

- dinate silver currency can he so conveniently adjusted te a gold standard as that which lias

" been adopted in this country of coining silver tokens, of intrinsie value less than that which

they represent for the fractional parts of the gold unit, and imuposing a limitation on the sum,
for the payment of which thev shall be a legai tender. It would however be essential to an

Sefficient working of suuch a svstem, that the auxiliary coinage be kept altogether subordinate
lto that which forms the standard of value ; and if the proposed course be adopted, it will be

" necessary te devise some means for restricting the quantity of the silver token coins te be put
" into circulation within sucli a linit as is indispensable for the minor transactions of the retail
" trade of the Provinces.

" It is truc that a limitation of the tender, as it restricts the uses of the coin, will. if strictly

" observed, conitribute to produce this effect, but it may be difficult in the first instance to insure

" the observance of suîcli a regulation in Colonies in whicl the circulating medium lias been

I subject to frequent changes upon nîo fixed principle ; and depreciation, or at any rate incon-

.' venience would ensuîe, if in consequence of too great a facility for obtaining supplies of token

" coins, their circulation should be extended beyond the proper requirements of such a des-
" cription of currency.

i The extensive use of five shillings currency notes-in Canada renders it the mure necessary

c that this part of the subject should receive carefuil consideration. For the reasons already
i mentioned in reference to the United States gold dollar, it would not be desirable that a gold
c coin should be struck for circulation in the North American Colonies of a smaller value than

" half a pounid Canadian currency, and in sucl case the five shilling note vould represent no

coin of the same intrinsic value.
" In the United States the dollar notes have hitherto been payable in coins either silver or

s gold, of an intrinsic value correspondiug with that expressed in the note, and there have also

" hitherto existed in the United States coins of smaller denomination, but still of intrinsic value

equal to their denomination, in which the dollar notes may be paid. If, however, in the

North American Provinces, no limitation is placed on the issue of the proposed token coins,

t and if notes for se small a sum as five shillings currency are allowed to circulate to an unlimited

" extent, each of which can only be paid in a coin of less intrinsie value than the sum repre-
" sented by the note, and for several of which notes the holder could only demand such token
" coins up te the amount for which they are made legal tender, the effect upon the currency of
"the Colony cannot but be most prejudicial.

"If
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If a subordinate silver coinage of this description were established, it would probably be
the most convenient course that it shouild represent decinal fractions of the proposed pound.
The advantage of a decimal subdivision is obvious, andi though the designation of shillings

1and pence is uised in al lhe North American Colonies, the ternis do not ngree with the value
of any coin in circulation there, and the change therefore would not bc attended with many
of those diticuîlties which ordinarilv attend an alteration of the denomination of accoint.
" The establishment of a currency on the above principle would necessarily lead to the exclu-

sion of foreign siiver coins front beiig legal tender, except perhaps to a limited amount ; but
th< -old coins of the United States miight continue to be le-al tender at their relative value

" to the Canadian poundl, subject to an alteration of the rate at which thev are admitted as a
" leg-al tender, in the event of any alteration in their contents of pure gold, and the coins of

Great Britain, as hy iaw estalished in this country, with the saine limitation on the tender of
the silver coins, would continue to be legal tender.
STite foregroing observations contain only a general outline of the proposed scheme, the

" detailed arrangement for carrying out which must be reserved for future consideration.
" December 30th, 1831."

" M Lords concur in the view stated by Sir Charles Wood in the foregoing mnemorandrm,
and they procecd to consider the Canada and New Brunswick Acts now before them, with
reference to the schene which is proposed in the memorandum for an uniforn currency in the
Britih North American Colonies.

" It would have been more satisfactory if arrangements could have been made for the simul-
taneous adoption of that scheme throughout those Colonies, or at any rate in the three principal
Provinces-Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick ; but there is difficultv in obtaining the
concurrent action of independent Legislatures on the subject, and my Lords are inclined to hope
that when the proposed plan is established in Canada and New' Brunswick the other Colonies
will follow in the saine course, and that the important object of an uniforni system will thms be
sooner attained than it wouild be if legislation on the subject were suspended until the whole of
the Colonies united in the measure.

STte Canadian Act was passed before the Government of that Province received an intima-
tion of the views of the late Chancellor of the Exchequor, but with the exception of the 5th
section. so far as it applies to silver coins, nnd especially to the silver dollars and half dollars of
the United States, the provisions of the Act are not inconsistent with the scheme proposed in
the memorandum.

" It is not now necessary to enter further into the question of the rating proposed by the Cana-
dian Legislature for the silver dollar, which formned a subject of discussion in the previous
letters from this Board on the subject of the Canadian currency, because the United States
Congress has by an Act passed this year, revised their silver currency, and adopted the
measure which was anticipated, of reducing the intrinsie value of their silver coins, and making
them a subordinate token currency with a limitation of the tender on a principle analogous to
that adopted in this country in 1816. The silver dollar therefore no longer constitutes an
integral part of the currency of the United States; and it will be essential not only to the
schemne proposed by Her Majesty's Government, but also to the nject which the Canadian
Governmnent lias lad in view, ofassimilating their currency to that of the United States. either
that the silver dollar should be excluded altogether fron the circulation of Canada, or if the
United States silvcr dollar be rated et ail, that a limitation on the tender be establislhed similar
to that imposed by the recent law of the United States.

" In this respect therefore it will be necessary to revise the provisions of the Canada Act now
before this Board, and my Lords think that it may be left to the Canadian Government, either
to amend that Act in order to bring it into conformity with the proposed arrangement, or to
introdure a new Act repealing all the existing Currency Acts of the Province, and establishing
new regulations in accordance with the proposed scheme.

" The latter course would afford the advantage of bringing the laws relating to the currency
under one view, and of sinplifying the regulations on the subject.

It appears to my Lords that in this case the enactinett to be adopted may be of a very simple
character, and they would suggest that it should contain provisions to the following effect:-

1. To declare the pound cuîrrency to be equivalent to and to represent the quantity of 101.32
grains of standard gold or 92.877 grains of pure gold, an' that coins which Her Mqjesty nay
think fit to direct to be struck at Her Majesty's Mint of that value. or divisions or multiples
thereof, and shall declare hy Proclamation to be current coin in the British Colonies of North
America, shall be the legal standard measure of value within the Province.

2. That the gold coins of the United Kingdom shall continue to pass current, and be legal
tender at the rates now assigned to them, viz: the sovereign at £1 4 4 currency, and
other coins at equivalent proportions.

" 3. That the gold coins of the United States issued frorn the Mint of that country according
to the laws now in force therein, shall pass current and be legal tender at existing rates, Viz:
the eagle at £2 10@. currency, and other coins at equivalent proportions.

4Mv Lords. in considerinz the proposed arrangemens, have tdlverted to tie question, whether

or not it would lie expedient to admit the silver coins of thc United States, struck under the

nelw law of that couinitry. into circulaition in the Britishx Colonies, with a limitation on the

·imouit for whii.h tltey wav le a leral tender.
' Their Lordships observe, vit h reference to this point, tliat t he bite Chancedor of the Exic-

quer las in the meniorandmii ahove referred to. jiistly auiverted to the importanre of restricting

the quantity of silver tokeii coins to be put into circulation within a proper hlmit. im order to kcep

such auxili'arv coiniare altogetheî'r sibordinate to that wlich is to forim the standard of vaile.

'. Mr Lords. wihla view to this important object, are of opnion, that it wdll b desirable to

retain the power of suppvlyiiig from time to time stichi miniount of silver coins as may be reqired

for the retail trade of the Provinces in the iands of Iler Majesty's Government acting in com-

munication with the local Governments. and tlat no Foreigi silver coins therefore should bc

admitted int> circulation after the est:iblisimient of thc proposed system of currencv in the

Nortli Amîerican Colonies.
' The arrangements proposed by my Lords, would not interfere wit h the project contemplated

in the Canaida Act now before t lenm for establishiing a decinial systen of currencv in the Pro-

vince, and provisions for thiat prpoe may lie ensilv incorporated with those above suîggested.

if the Canîadian Legislataîre shall deride upon adopting a new Act as proposed for consolidating

and amending the Laws relatinz to the Cirrencv of thie Province.
My Lords obîserve in the ( ada Art, No. 969, a clautse whîiclh directs that the gold coins

to be struck it thi Mint shall lie lemal tender by talc so long as tliv shalll not want more than

two grains of standard weighIit to le assignied to thiem ly ler Majesty, sublject to the sanie

deduîction for wanit of weiglt as is nowi provideil with regard to Britishi god coms, and shall

also be a legal tender to any amount by weight. in suis not less than 2) dollars or £50 of

the present currenc, at tle sane rate and on the sane conditions as are now provided witl

regard to Britishi goll coins.
This clause is an extension of a siminlar provision contained in the Canada Act 4 & 5 Viec.

cap. 93, sec. 5. Mv Lords are not aware tlat anv practical inconvenience has arisen there-

fron, but as -old coins have been little in use in Canada uintil receny. those un circulation

cannot as vet have beei subjected to niuch deterioratioii by wvear, and tIhe effect of l le pro-

visions canot therefore have been fuilly tested. My Lords are of opinion that tiis provision is

very objectionable on principle. as its obvious tenency is to keep liglt coins in circulation to

the injiurv of tlie ignorant and tnwiary, and thev tire led to apprelend thiat when it cone,, into

practical operation it m11:y% occasion rcat inconvenience and discontent.

1Thev vould therefore strongly recoinei as tim! preferalle course, thnt power shoiuld hc

given h'yLaw (i s is the case in this country) to persons t) vhsoni liglt gold na ie tendert ,

to cuit. break, and deface the saime : Inonvenience to the public from tle adoption of tIis

course, would bc obviated iy an trrangement siimilar to thiat adglopted in tiis cointrv for

receiing defective coins by thie Collectors of thie Revenue at a fixed rate, and thc greaut advan-

tage of maintaining the currency in its integrity would thius be attained.

The provision is also defeetive in regard to ihe allowance for wear, as it gives the saine

anotint for ail coins of wlatever veight and value, instend of a proportionatte allowance for

each. With regard to this point my Lords are inclined to think, that instead of providing for

it by enactment, it wouîld bc better that the Proclamation, vhich will give currencv to thie new

coins, should assign the weight at wlhich they shal continue to be legal tender ; and that vith

respect to the gold coins of he United Kingdon, the allowance for loss by wcar should be the

sane as that fixcd in the United Kingdon by Royal Proclamation.
"My
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My Lords having thus expressed their opinion with regard to the Canada Act, No. 969,
would sugest tihat their observatious thereon should be coiununica to the Goverior General
tlhrouglh the Secretary of ctate, and that the Act sluuld not be suibmnitted to Her Majesty in
Cotuncil ntitîl lier Maîjesty's Governor shall have asicrtained the further imieusires which the
Canadiani Legislature uay- adopit on the sulject:-My Lords w ili be prepared, as soon as the
necessary arrangements are completed,to take menasures for providinîg for the issue of the coins
requîired fron lier Majesty's Mint :-The description of gold coins to be struck, are sufficiently
indicated in the meicmorandum of the late Chancellor of the Exchequer, the naines to be assigned
to the coins wiill bc fixed bv Hier Majesty ii Council ; and it appears to my Lords that the
denonination of a " Ruval " will be a suitable tern to apply to the superior gold coin, wlhich
wili be of tle valtie of a pound Canadian currency, equivalent to four United States gold dollars.

SW i hI regard to the silver coins my Lords apprehend that it will not be necessary to provide
any larger coin than a half crown, ( curreicy ) which will be equivalent in circulation to the
United States half dollar, and ilat'the smaller silver coins should consist of shillings, half shill-
ings and quarter shillings, currency. My Lords propose the lutter terns instead of those of
sixpenccs and thireepences, because in the event of the proposed decinmal system being fully
carried ont, it will be necessary to divide the shilling into ten instead of twelve pence, the liait-
penny wvould in that case be cquivalent to the cent United States currcv.

My Lords deler the consideration of a subordinate copper coinage tntil they shall be apprized
of the wislhes of the Colonial Legislatures on the latter subject. My Lords understand fron
the provisions both in the Canadian and New Brunswick Acts relating to the cost of obtaining
and iiporting the proposed coins, that preliminary charges will be defrayed by the respective
Goveritinents of those Colonies; and as soon as the necessary funds are provided, and intimation
is conveyed regarding the quanîtity of coins of the several descriptions which will be required,
ny Lords wili give directions to the Master of the Mint for procceding with the coinage, and
for suplying the gold coins to the agents of the local Governments. With regard to the silver
coins, i appears to their Lordships that the nost convenient course will be for fier Majesty's
Governmnit to transmit theim to the Commissariat Officers in the respective Colonies, with
instructions to rercive and withdraw fromn circulation the British silver coins now current in
the Colonies, and substitute the new coins for them. The change will thutîs be effected without
charge to the Colonies, and the Seigneurage on the silver coinage will indemnify Her Majesty's
Governîîent for the expense.

VWith regard to the New Brunswick Act, No. 2143, the provisions of which are framed with
a view to carrying into effect the scheme proposed by the late Chancellor of the Exchequer,
and which are correct in principle and calculated to remove the existing anomalies of the cur-
rency of that Province, my Lords are of opinion that the saine may be properly sbnitted to
lier Majesty for confirmation. Their Lordships. however, entertain doubts wlhether this Act
can be allowed to stand as a permanent settlement of Ihe currency of the Province, inasmucli
as they apprelend its provisions will still create difliculty regarding the legality of the tender of
the current gold coins of the United States.

The Act legalizes the currency of the United States engle coined between the Ist July 1834
and 1st Marci 1852; but it docs not legalize the currency of the lialf eagles or other gold coins
of that period.

" It also empowers the Lieutenant Governor to extend by Proclamation the provisions of the
Act to the gold coins of the United States coined on or after the 1st March 1852; but this can
only be donc vhen such coins "having been assaycd at the Royal Mint, shall have been found
"equal in fineness to the coins mentioned or referred to in this Act." My Lords apprehend
that the legal effect of these provisions will be to exclude from circulation coins newly issuied
from the United States Mint until they shall have been assayed in this country and declared
by local Proclamation to be legal tender. My Lords suggest that with the view of reinedying
this difficulty, an amending Act should be passed in the ternis suggested with regard to the
legislation to hie adopted in Canada.

i The clause in this Act regarding the legal tender of the proposed new gold coins is open to
the sanie observations witit respect to the circulation of liglt coins as my Lords have offered
upon a like clause in the Canada Act. My Lords stiggest thtat their remarks upon tIe New
Brunswick Act shoiuhbe c iomminicated to the Governor General of Cunada. as thev appre-
hcuid it lias heen prepared in communicntion with the Canadian Govervimuent. Thci'y also
suggest that the arrangements pro p osed in the Menorandimin of the bite Chancellur of the
Exchîeqiier. and further developed by this Minute, should he conununicated by the Secretary of
State to the respective Lieutenant Governors of Nova Scotia, Newfouiidland and Prince
Edward's Island."

SIR,-I transmit to vou for vour information an extract from a letter from the Board of
Trade, calling mv attention to the necessity vhich exists for pnssing a stringent law to put a
-to) to the evils complained of by the Shipping interest, fron the desertion of seamen in the
Colonies from inerchant vessels.

I have no doubt that you will futllv concur with the Lords ofthe Committec of Privy Council
for Trade in endeavouring to obtain a Colonial Act for this object, and I beg that you will
recommend to the coisideration of the local Legislature the useful suggestions which their
Lordships have made to meet the object in view.

I also enclose copies of the Canadian Acts referred to in Mr. Booth's letter.

Extract of a Letter from the Secretary of the Committee of Prity Council for Trade, dated
21st May 18 5 2, Io H. Merrivale, Esquire.

"1. That stringent penal provisions, sinilar in character to those contained in the Inperial
Act 7 and 8 Vie. cap. 112, s. 10, he enacted by the Colonial Legislatures ngainst those who bar-
bour deserters, and that the penalties bc extended to the offence of enticing men to desert.
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"2. That the public Shipping Office at Quebec, established and carried on under the Colonial
Acts (10 & 11 Vic. cap. 28; Il Vic. cap. .5,) and 13 & 14 Vic. cap. 24, be rendered more efficient,
by requiring that every man shipped at Quebec shall be shipped in this office, (as is now the case
wit h the Pu blic Shi pping Offices in England, established under the Mercantile Marine Act.) At pre-
sent masters and owners are not obliged to resort to the Quebec Office if they engage their own
men, and this exemption renders it conparatively useless for the detection of deserters. The provi-
sion in the Colonial Act, which requires that everv man so shipped should produce his Register
Ticket or Certilicate of discharge, or should account for not having it, should be continued :-De-
serters would then find considerable difficulty in obtaining new ships, and would be detected on
passing througl the office, and miglt be punished cither in Quebec, or on arrival in England.

" The fees taken at the office should also be sufficiently large to maintain it in an efficient
ste, and not larger, and they ouglt to be applied for that purpose:-The office ought also,
since it conceris the interests of English ship owners, to be in no respect under the management
or control of any local body which bas opposing interests.

"3. That similar Shipping Offices may be established with advantage at other Ports, where
desertion and crimping prevail, so as to render general the system adopted in this Country under
the Mercantile Marine Act, and to afford the means of detecting and sending home reports of
deserters wherever they occur.

" 4. That the River Police at Quebec, which, as bas been represented, is supported by con-
tributions from the ships in the Port, be made as efficient as possible, and be pblaced under the
control of persons uinconnected with local interests. This subject was referred to in a letter
from this office of the 23rd June 1851, but ny Lords are not aware whether any steps have been
taken in consequence."

We, the undersigned, by the direction of Dr. Gem, of Stanley, took Ilenry Rogers, of this

place, to the Lunatic Asylum, Carleton, on Saturday the 16th ultimo. On our arrival we were
desired to shew our " Papers," which we immediately did ; the patient was then taken to a
room called "Ithe Lodge" where we proceeded to take off the handcuffs with which he was
secured, during which time he continually spit at us, but was in every other respect quiet,
merely saying, you shan't, you shan't. When one of the handeuffs had been taken off, a Keeper
who was standing by, took hold of the patient by the neck, while another seized him by the heels,
and threw him violently down on a low bed which was close at hand, and then one of these
Keepers jumped on his chest and seized him by the throat, shaking him violently saying at the
same time, yon had better leave off spitting or we will soon fix you; we then remonstrated with
the Keepers on the harshness and severity of their treatment, and while so doing the Superin-
tendent came in, and backed us out of the room, saying, if we did not like the way the patient
was treated, we had better take him back again; that we had nothing to do with the way he
was treated, as we did not pay the expense; and subscquently, while in the Supèrintendent's
Office, one of us (Barnard Elliott) continued to remonstrate about the treatment our charge
had received ; the Superintendent then said, do you not consider spitting an act of violence ? I
(Barnard Elliott) replied, certainly not.

MY DEAR SIR,-Enclosed I forward a letter from J. Simpson, Esquire, with a communication

signed J. Çem, of Stanley, clipt from the Fredericton " Head Quarters."
J. Gem complains of treatment that a patient received from my Keepers on bis admission

into the Asylum.
I have inquired into the circumstances, and although there may be some ground for a charge

of roughness, the account given of it I believe to be altogether exaggerated, and I am convinced
that what may have occurred but rarely happens,-it is the exception to the general rule.

What took place on which the charge against myself is founded, of " ordering two respectable
persons out of the room," should you deem it worthy of investigation, will Le found to be fully
justified under the circumstances. I need hardly to inform you that I have frequently dis-
charged Keepers for acts of harshness to those under their care, and that it is distinctly under-
stood by aUl persona acting under me in this Institution, that the treatment of Lunatics is based
on kindness and not on crueltv.

On Monday, the Sth November 1852, Mr. John Ward and Mr. Duncan, two of the Commis-

sioners of the Lunatic Asylum, proceeded to Carleton to investigate as to the cruelty said to
have been used to the patient, Henry Rodgers, on bis admission to the Asylum.

Robert Graham, Supervisor.-Remembers the afternoon Henry Rodgers was brought to the
Asylum ; Dr. Waddell and Elliott came into the office, after having left the patient (Rodgers)
at the Lodge; Elliott said, he came to see that Rodgers was properly treated ; Dr. Waddell

replied,
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replied, that he would not allov anything that he (Elliott) might say to cause him to lose his
temper; Dr. Waddell then procceded to put questions to Elliott as to Rodgers' state of health,
how lie had bcen treated, &c.; after putting these questions, lie asked if Elliott lad anyihing
further to say ; lie siid not ; upon which lie (Graham) accompanied Elliott to the front door,
where thev were jnined by Dr. Waddell, who bade them good night, and they replied to it;
did not hear Dr. Waddell sav if ihey did not like the usage they miiglt take the patient
back again.

Barry Mills, Keeper.-Did not know that the Commissioners were coming over, or that hc
was to be asked any questions ; he remembers the day that Henry Rodgers was brought in,
handcuffed and tied; the parties that brought him wanted to get off the handcuffs before we
got the inuis ready to put on ; after they took the handcuffs off, I and the ether Keeper put
him into hed, and I lay down upon him until we could get the muffs put on ; he was violent and
spitting before we got them on ; did not use the patient cruelly ; is sure that we did not jump
upon him, or use any more coercion than was necessary to get the muffs on ; did not hear Dr.
Waddell say. that if thev did not like it they might take him back again ; the Doctor came into
the room while we were busy with the patient, and he and the other parties went out together;
the Doctor's orders are to use all the patients kindly, and I believe I should be immediately
discharged were the Doctor to find out-that I had made use of cruel or unkind trentment.

James Griffith, Keeper.-Did not know that rny of the Commissioners were coming over,
or that lie was to be asked any questions ; recollects the day that Henry Rodgers was brought
in ; I and the other Keeper were taking our supper ; Rodgers was handcuffed, and bis hands
made fast behind his hack ; the parties that brought hini wanted the handeuffs taken off, but
the other Keeper told them not to take them off until the muffs were put on ; they said they
could not wait ; after the handcuffis were taken off we put him on the bed which was all ready to
receive him. and the other Keeper leld hin until we got the muffs put on ; did not use any
more violence than was necessary to get the muffs on ; Dr. Waddell was present at the time ;
the men and ho went out together ; the Doctor's orders are to use all the patients kindly ; I
believe I would be immediately discharged if the Doctor found I was acting otherwise.

The above examinations were taken separately ; Dr. Waddell was not present at any of them.
During the visit of the Commissioners, the patient (Rodgers) was writing a letter to bis wife.

They had him brought before them ; he appeared to be perfectly sane and recovered ; upon
being questioned by the Commissioners bc said, that lie thought on bis entrance he had been
rather harshly treated-but lie had been cra::y; would not have considered the treatment any
too rougli ; said, that at the time lie was violent and excited, as he believed they were putting
him in a jail; had no marks on his person froni the roughness of the Keepers, but sbewed the
Commissioners the marks upon his legs, not then healed, from the effects of the treatment
received on the road ; complained to the Commissioners of the cruel treatment he had received
from the parties who brought him to the Asylum; said, that bis treatment after his entrance
had been most kind and humane; had been in the Bethlehem Hospital, London; considered
the treatment here equally kind and humane, and the rations much better.

On the evening of the 16th October last, two persons brought to this Institution a patient,
Henry Rodgers, in a state of high excitement, restrained with handeuffs. I requested the men
in charge to accompany my men to the Lodge with the patient, and assist to take off the hand-
cuffs. In the meantime I remained in the main building to examine the papers, after wbich I

followed
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followed them to the Lodge. On my entering I was accosted by Barnard Elliott with com-
plaints of the roughness of my men, affirming at the same time that the patient was not violent.
Hearing his noise at the very moment he was speaking, seeing his efforts to free himself from
those round him, and observing hiiu spitting in the face of the person nearest him, I remarked,
"that did not look as if he was not violent." Elliott then proceeded to give me instructions
how the patient sbould be managed. I replied, "that is my business, not yours," and that
we must leave the Lodge; accordingly we left. On the way back he again began to direct what
I should do; I replied, "if you know so well how to manage the patient vhy bring him to me,
"why not take him and treat him yourself? he is now in my charge, and his treatment is my
"business and not yours." He said " it is my business, and I will let you know it is."

In Mr. Graham's office I took notes of the ca.Qe, and after I had done so in all the particulars
that I thought important, I then gave him an opportunity to say anything that be might wish to
communicate, after which, in perfect good humour, I accompanied him to the door and bade
him good night.

SI,-With reference to your letter of the 1lth instant, transmitting several documents in

explanation of the treatment of Henry Rogers at the Lunatic Asylum, I am directed by His
Excellency the Lieutentant Governor to inform the Commissioners, that he bas perused their
Report, that of the Superintendent, and the evidence which accompanies them, and that he is
much obliged to them for the trouble they have taken.

His Excellency is of opinion that the letter of Dr. Gem, as it originally appeared in the
Newspapers, is such as to convey an exaggerated impression of what took place on the reception
of Rogers at tlie Asylum, without meaning that such exaggeration was wilful. From the letter in
question His Excellency inferred that the patient was thrown down on the floor or on the
ground, as nothing was said about the bed on which he was placed, and he now observes
that it is difficult to conceive stronger evidence of the patient's violence and the apprchension
entertained of him by the complainants themselves, than is implied by the fact that they brought
him to the Asylum in handcuff;-the exchange of which for muffs, a milder form of restraint,
was in point of fact what led to the proceeding complained of. His Excellency believes fully
that the Commissioners and Dr. Waddell are as auxious as he is that the amount of personal
restraint used in the Asylum should be the least that is compatible with safety.

"The Committee to whom was referred the important matters in connection with
the Fisheries and Reciprocal Trade, adverted to in the Speech of lis Excellency
the Lieutenant Governor at the opening of the Session, having those subjects under
their consideration, report-

" That the prompt and efficient protection afforded by the Imperial Government to
the Fisheries of British North America, and the attention and regard given to Colonial
interests in the negotiations during the past year, which secured their Coasts from
Foreign aggression, and enabled British subjects to enjoy unmolested their rights and
privileges, has inspired the inhabitants of New Brunswick with increased corfidence
in the determination of the Mother Country to maintain to the fullest extent, their
rights and privileges in this invaluable source of industry and wealth ;-and they
would express their firm belief that a continuance of the same efficient protection will
prove infinitely more advantageous and satisfactory than the acceptance of any equiva-
lent yet offered by the American Government, for a participation in their Fisheries.
We are confident that if our exclusive right to those Fisheries be 6rmly maintained,
a rapid increase of the marine of the Colonies will be manifest, and the value of this
branch of commerce and industry will lead the American people to yield satisfactory
equivalents for a participation in their advantages.

"That the Harbour and River Fisheries of this Province should not, nor can be
given up, to be participated in by any Foreign Power upon any terms or for any cun-
sideration whatsoever.

I That the full and unmolested enjoyment of the Fisheries on the Coasts of this
Province, is of the utmost importance, forms an incalculable source of wcalth, and is of
inestimable value to the people of New Brunswick.

" Maritime Nations at ail times and in ail parts of the world have claimed certain
exclusive privileges within three miles of their shores, and by universal custon the claim
bas been defined by lines, not from Basins or Harbours, but from the Head Lands
along the Coasts, which doctrine bas been fully recognized by the most eminent
American Jurists, as well as ail others ;-And by the express conditions of the Treaty of
1818, the citizens of the United States were for ever restricted from fishing within
three marine miles of the Coasts, Bays, Creeks or Harbours of certain portions of the
British North American Colonies, which restriction was well expressed, and is inca-
pable of being misunderstood.

" That the prosperity of New Brunswick does not depend upon reciprocity of trade
with the United States, but to facilitate and extend commercial intercourse between
the Countries, we would, upon a fair reciprocity of trade and commercial relations
between this Province and the United States, be willing that that Power should parti-
cipate in the enjoyment of the Coast Fisheries, and that should not the United States
agree to such an equitable and fair reciprocity, further negotiations with then should
be broken off, and the terms of the Treaty of 1818 strictly enforced ; and we are of
opinion, that Foreign Countries of Europe or South America, have equivalents to offer,
and that New Brunswick would obtain as great advantages by admitting one or more
of those nations to a participation in these valuable Fisheries as could be afforded by
the United States.

" That the offer of the American people to concede to the people of this Province
the like privilege of fishing on their Coasts, in consideration for what they seek on the
Coasts of the British Provinces, is delusive in its tendency:- With the finest Fisheries in
the world upon their shores, the Colonies need not seek the waters of the United States
for fish. This specious offer is intended only to deceive the uninformed, and is well
known both by the Americans and Colonists to be valueless; and equally well to both is
known the immense value of the privileges sought to be obtained by the United States.

" When the welfare of the Empire requires external changes in the regulations of
Trade and alterations in her relations with Foreign Powers, the peculiar interests of the

Colonies
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Colonies have not been permitted to disturb the general arrangement by the con-
tinuance of restrictive regulations. The Fisheries are the gift of a benificient Pro-
vidence to the countries they surround, and form no part of any complicated policy:
The Fisheries on our shores are ours by inheritance, and by the universal custom of
Nations; and to allow them to be participated in by a Foreign Power, without our
consent, would be a sacrifice of our rights and interests in a part of the territory of
the Province, place the Colonists in a humiliating position too painful to contemplate,
and be inconsistent with the National honor.

"The Committee most strongly press upon the consideration of the House, the
anomalous position in which the North American Colonies are placed in these cum-
mercial transactions with the United States:-While the extremely indulgent liberality
of the Mother Country has opened the Ports of the Colonies to that Republic, by
which American ships are suffered to enter therein on the same terms as British
ships, and take on board cargoes either for the United Kingdom or to any other
Colony, Colonial, as well as other British vessels, are precluded from carrying cargoes
from one State of the Union to another, and the restriction is even extended to their
new State of California.

"Your Committee would ask is this fair, or ought it to be submitted to P
"American ships have a right, and are exercising it to an enormous extent, in sup-

plying New Australia with their staple productions and manufactures, on equal terms
as British and Colonial ships pursuing the sane trade from Great Britain and Her
Colonies:-why therefore should we not have the privilege of loading vessels and
trading therewith from New York, Boston, and other American Ports, to California,
or other States of the Republic? This does not stop here; American vessels and
American steamers can be built and equipped in the United States, and sold in the
British and Colonial markets, evade the high import duties on the various articles used
in their construction, receive British Registers, and have all the advantages connected
with these privileges, while British and Colonial ships possess no such privileges or
advantages in the United States.

" These advantages so generously ceded to the United States have not had the effect
of altering their illiberal policy, but has increased their rapacity and made then adhere
more rigidly to their restrictive system.

" That had these great advantages been withheld by Her Majesty's Government,
we believe, to obtain them, the American people would gladly have ceded to the Colo-
nies more than what is now required before admitting them to participate in our
Fisheries.

" Your Committee wish these restrictions swept away, and fair and honorable reci-
procity established ; but if these reasonable demands be withheld, your Committee
would meet the United States on their own grounds;-give them reciprocity in
earnest, by imposing discriminating duties on al their pfoductions, equal at least to
those imposed upon us-and take steps p0 induce Her Majesty's Government to
withdraw from the citizens of the United States those important privileges in con-
formity with the spirit of the Navigation Laws, agreeably to the authority vested in
Her Majesty and Council by the 10th. Section of those Laws.

" Your Committee have good reason to apprebend, from recent official papers
laid before the American Congress, as well as by the Message of the late President
of the United States to that Body, that the American Government will seek to
negotiate separate Treaties on the subject of the Fisheries and reciprocal trade
respectively.

"This course your Committee are decidedly of opinion, if acceded to by the
Imperial Government, would result extremely adverse to the Interests of British
North America. They contend that but one Treaty, embracing all the objects now
under discussion between the two Goverrments, relative to the Fisheries and exten-
sion of Commerce, should be negotiated, and no concessions whatsoever ought to be
made of the Fisheries, even for a very limited period, without what is sought for from
the American Government being made a prominent consideration for such concessions.

" In conclusion, your Committee feel it their duty calmly to express their opinion ;
that in former negotiations between the United States and the Mother Country, where

Colonial
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Colonial interests were involved, the Americans have obtained the advantage, and
that the admission of the citizens of that Republic to a participation in our Fisheries,
withont a full equivalent, consented to and agreed upon by the Colonial authorities,
would have a imost disastrous effect upon the interests, views and feelings of the
Colonists, destrov our confidence in a system of government by which our inalienable
rights were given up, and accelerate the separation of these Colonies from the Parent
State.

" Your Comrnittec would therefore recommend to the House to bring the whole
subject under the cousideration of Her Majesty's Governient by humble Address,
and that the Legislative Council be requested to join therein.

EUROPEAN AND NORTH AMERICAN RAILWAY ACTS.

Copy-NO. 54. Colonial Ofre, 17th December, 1852.
S,-I have to acknowledge the reccipt of your Despatch, No. 41, of the 3rd ultimo,

enclosing two Bills passed by the Legislature of New Brunswick, one (No. 2227), intituled

An Act to repeal certain Acts of Assenly for facilitating the construction of the European
aand North American Railway, and to make other provisions for the construction of the same,

" vith branches and extensions;" the other (2228), " An Act in addition to and in further

"amendmîent of the Act to incorporate the European and North American Railway Company."

Her Majesty's Government having, in compliance with the wish expressed by you and the

Members of your Executive Council, in their Address of the 29th October, given their carly

consideration to these Acts, I an happy to have it in my power to announce to you that Hier
Majsty viwili he advised to confirm themt on the first opportunity which presents itself.

In signifying however the favorable decision of lier Majesty's Government, I have to

instrct vois to bring under the consideration of the Colonial lýegislature the following obser-
vations-observations which are dictated lby an enrnest desire to promote the interests of the

Provinces of British North Amuerica and of the Empire at large:-
I. You wili rail the attention of the Legislature to the probability that a portion of the

proposed line of this4 Company, near its castern extre. .ty, will be so situated that it may form

a link in any line of Railway communication between Nova Scotia and the south eastern

or central parts of the Province of New Brunswick. It would therefore be advisable, as one of

the conditions to be attached to the advance of funds to this Company from the Colonial
Treasurv, that it should be made obligatory on the Company to allow any other Company whose

line shall come into contact with that of the European and North American Railwav, to form

junctions with the last mertioned Railway, and to run their trains over it, and to use for that

Mr. Thomson, from the Comnittec appointed on the Sth day of March instant, to
take under consideration a Petition from John Cathcart, to be reimbursed loss sustained
in defending his Title to Land under Grant from the Crown, submitted their Report;
and lie having read the sane, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was again
read, and is as follows

" The Committee to whom was referred the Petition of John Cathcart, of the Parish
of Saint Patrick, in the County of Charlotte, praying to be indemnified for loss sustained
in consequence of several suits at law having been brought against him by parties
having a prior grant of the saine Land to the one under which lie holds his title; and
for other damages and loss incurred by him, beg leave to report-

"That after examining into this case, they find the following to be the state of facts:-
The Petitioner claims the Land under grant from the Crown to one James Linton,
bearing date the 27th day of Novembcr 1844, which describes the Land granted, as
commencing at the north west angle of a grant previously made to one John Cum-
mings ; thence by the magnet west, 35 chains and 50 links, to a pile of stones on the
south west angle of Lot No. 19 ; thence south, 22 chains, to a beech tree standing in
the western angle of a grant to John Pve ; thence east, 30 chains, to a beech tree
standing in the west line of the aforesaid grant to John Cummings; and thence along
the said line north, one degree east, 22 chains, to the place of beginning ; contamning
64 acres, more of less. That previous to the issuing of this Grant, viz. on the 14th
day of April 1834, a grant had issued to the late James Pye, wh;zh, by the words and
terms of the grant, would appear to include the very identical Land which was aftcr-
wards so granted to Linton. This lias obviously arisen from the carelessness and
mistake of the Deputy Surveyor of the day, and the want of accuracy in the Survevor
Geieral's Office at that period. The mistake, however, was not discovered till after
the Petitioner had purchased from John Wilson, Esquire, the Assignee of the original
Grantee, James Linton, and not till the Petitioner had taken possession and made
considerable improvements thereon ; and till the trial of the actions brought against
Petitioner, the heirs of Pye, the original Grantee, under the grant of the Locus in quo,
already referred to, dated 14th April 1834, discovering that the Land granted to
Linton was in fact according to the words of the grant included therein, although
they had in fact possession of the complement of ground contained in the grant,
without the piece granted to Linton, commenced an action at law against Petitioner,
and after much expense and litigation, succeeded in ejecting him from the Land so
granted to Linton, and which Petitioier had so purchased from Wilson, at the price
of £35, whereby the Petitioner has been not only deprived of his Land, sav 64
acres, and improvements thereon, but has been subject to law and other expenses
consequent upon the proceedings against himu, besides his loss of time, to £44 13 6;
in improvements to the extent of £20, or therebouts, and the purchase money of
the property from Wilson of £35, amounting in all ta the sum of £99 13 6. That
inasmuch as this poor nian has sustained his loss through the error of the Land Office
and the Deputy Surveyor of the day, your Committee conceive in conmon justice,

the
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the Petitioner should be made whole, and therefore recommend a grant be made to
the Petitioner, sufficient to remunerate him for the actual moncy paid out, or to which
lieis iow liable, being the sum above named.

"Your Committee, in conclusion, beg to state, that it would appear to them, from
the investigation of the facts of this case, that the Pyes have acted most unfairly in
this matter, and the Committee are therefore glad to find proceedings have been
directed by the government against the heirs of Pve, to recover from them the surplus
Land thev are now holding, to which they are not entitled, inasmuch as, although it
would appear by the strict letter of their grant, they are en titled to the Land so granted
to Linton, yet they must thereby lose a corresponding quantity of Land at the other
extremity of the grant.

Number Two, in the Parish of Sussex, in King's County ; the same being furnished
under an Address to His Excellency of the 5th day of March instant.

These Documents being read at the Clerk's Table, are as follow:-

SCHOOL IN SUSSEX.
Copy. Sussex Vale, 18th September, 1852.

MY DEAR SIR,-Circumstances bave occurred relative to the establisment of a School in this
District, which compel the proprietors to seek for some mode of redress, and as the case is
without precedent, su far as my knowledge of school matters extends, I have thought it advisable
to make a statement of the facts to youi, and solicit your advice. About 17 or 18 years ago,
the centre District in this Parish, by the consent of ail parties interested, was divided in
two, and called the upper and lower Districts ; occasionally since that ime, one or other of
these lnuses lins been unoccupied, both have been acknovledged as Goverument Schools, and
the Teachers have regularly received their Provincial allowances. In tht early part of last
Autumn, 31r. M-Ghee. the Rector of this Parish, upon the recommendation of some friends of
his in Saint John, induced a young lady, Miss Holmes, to come here and take charge of a little
girl's School, representing ber as a person of very superior qualifications; and obtained the

promise
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Copy. Tu the H onorable the Board of Education.

After receiving notice tu report to you on the allegations contained in Dr. Vail's letter, of
Septenber 18th list, I notified the Trustees of the Pnrish, and inhabitants of the District, to
meet at the District School House, No. 2, on October 23d last, nt which place and time,
Dr. Vijil, Trustee, George Fairweather, Richard Roach, William Pugsley, William M'Leod,
and Oliver Arnold, were Mpresent, and who stated as follows:-

Mr. M'Lcod-Thtt he had spoken to Mr. Morton about thrce weeks before Mr. Alward's
time hand expired, (which was in June or July last,) to corne and teacli School in the said School
House, and thuat Mr. Morton was engaged by him and Mr. Fairweather on July 31st, 1852, and
they two saw that the staple liad been drawn, and Mr. M'Ghee and Samuel Arnold came out
of the House.-Sec Dr's. letter.

Mr. O. Arnold saw the House locked previous to the time when Mr. M'Ghec and S. Arnold
were seei coming oit of the House.

Four persons stated, that Mr. M'Ghee never consulted the other proprietors before he was
seei coiing out of the Iloise, or rather not at all.

Mr. M'Leod-Tlhat some words passed between some persons and Mr. S. Arnold on July 31st.
Mr. MiLeod and Fairweather couild not state the languaige that was used towards Mr.

M-Ghee and S. Arnold when the House had been found open the second time on July 31st.
31r. O. Arnold-That Mr. M'Ghece says le has a share in the School House, on condition that

lie allowed the Ilouse to be pluced on the parsonage lot, also that Henry M'Monagle sold to
Mr. M.Ghce his right ofownership.

Dr. Vail-That Miss lolmes acknowledged herself (to Miss M'Intyre,) not capable to teach
arithmetic.

Mr. M'Lod-That Mr. M'Ghee said lie vas disappointed in Miss Holmes in regard to
arithimnetic.

Dr. Vaii-Miss Holmes objected to take boys, afterwards she consented to take small boys.
Mr. M'Ghee and Mr. Reeves, two of the Trustees, were not at the Meeting, whereupon I

expressed a wish to sce all the Trustes, to which M1r. M'Leod said he objected to any state-
ments heing reported to the Board of Education, except those stated in the House at the time
all were present, for fear Mr. M'Ghee (a Minister of the Gospel) being one of the opposite party,
might state an untruth, whaich he would not have the opportunity to contradict.

It appears that Mr. M'Ghee went in the Sebool louse, and commenced to make alterations
and improvements for Miss lolmes, and while there, Mr. Fairweather (as I am informed) came
there with his bottle (of liquor I suppose) and viewed what was doing in the School House, lie
then went to Mr. Sheck's tavern, and collected a number of loafers (about 20) who felt the
effect of a glass or two, &c. &c. &c., and came back to the School House, using the most
violent and abusive language, et which the Parson and S. Arnold came out of the House, the
Parson juispedl over the fence and walked off; Mr. Arnold came to a clinch with some of the
rabble : this happened on 31st July last ; on the second day of August, Mr. Morton commenced
to teach in the house, District No. 2.

Dr. Vail in his leter states the case without a precedent, and I think he is quite right, for
vho can use the language to the Minister of the Pulpit that.was used to the Rector of Sussex,

and force their way against the law of their country, to ask a redress from their Governors.
There is one thing, whici had that been done before, there would in My opinion have been

none of the disturbance-and that is the School House should be moved to the branch of a road
fron the main road, known as the Ward's Creek Road, as some of the children have to corne
from that way 21 miles-and the two School Houses, No. 1 and 2, are 1: miles apart, too close
entirel,,.

" DEAR St,-If you wish to see me relative to school matters, you will find me at home at
any hour this evening. but without in the remotest degree intending to manifest the least want
of respect to yourself, I must positively decline again exposing myself to the treatment I have
on former occasions received, or to witness a repetition of such conduct as I have witnessed
at thrt Sciool room."

and he states that Mr. Reeves did not sign that written notice throuîgh his (Mr. M'Ghee's)
influence, but of his own free choice ; that he does not keep Miss lolnes for his own interest,
for le has boarded lier fifteen months without receiving one penny for it ; and that in regard ta
the house, he and IlIr. Sauel Arnold, a proprietor, opened it, the boy was mrceping the house
when Mr. Fairweather and Mr. M'Leod came there with a bottle of rum, turned the boy out of
the bouse and fastened it,-Mr. M'Ghce "was then in his own bouse, the boy cane ta hini and told
what had iappened,-Mr. M'Ghee, Mr. S. Arnold, Mr. Robert Vail, and Mr. W. Arnold, vent and
opened the house,--Mr. M-Ghee and Mr. S. Arnold was ttere when the recruited party cane
back to the house,-31 r. M'Ghee jumped over the fence and went ta his bouse, for he considercd
a gentleman could not hold way vith a bully, while the most indecent language Vas used, not
regarding their own characters, nor sparing the character ofthe Rector.

40, sec. 3, ta be given by the T rustees of
Parish Schools to a licenced Teacher, with whom the inhabitants of~any School District have
agreed, is withheld fron Mr. Morton, of District No. 2, in the above named Parish.

I am further directed ta request of you, for the information of the Board, such explanation
as you may be able ta fuîrnish regarding the ownership of the School House in the said District.

SIR,-To answer satisfactory the queries of your letter ta me, bearing date 4th instant, and

ta give a proper view of the grounds upon which I have been compelled to act, will, I fear,
render my communication somewhat tedinus.

Four years ago, one of ny Church Wardens, being a proprietor of a School House then
standing one half mile fron my bouse, and within one half mile of School House in District No.
1, came ta me, delegated by the body of proprietors of the former School House, to request
my permission to replace the building u pon the spot upon which it was at first erected, the corner
of my glebe, stating as an inducement to my consent, that he was authorised by the body of
his co-proprietors to tender me the share and influence in the Sehool possessed by my prede-
cessor ; on these conditions the School House was replaced on ny glebe.

A Teacher from the neighbouring Parish of Uphani, which I had recently left, was then formally
employed, without my knowiledge; I objected ta this engagement, on the ground of his having a
few weeks previous been expelled from his School in Upham, for laving tampered with the chastity
of a dauglhter of one of my former parishioners: saine of the parties here vho had engaged
him, were willing ta pay him and forego his services; not so, others-they ivere conpelled to
pay ; this they still rememiber, and it would seem seek revenge on me for interfering ta gluard
their daughters purity. Tvo other respectable young men have since taught in the Selicol, ta
whom no objection has been made.

Inthe summer of last year, Mrs. M'Ghee heard through her sister.the wifeofRev. A. Stewart,
of Saint John, of a young lady, Miss Holmes, well known to lier as a friend, who was on the
eve of leaving the Province, the labour of teaching in the City of Saint John heing too nuch
for ber health. We fotund that Miss Holmes was a gentlewoman by birth and eduication ; had
for several years been Governess in most respectable families at home, and had taught ta the

utmost
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utmost satisfhction, the children (from 6 to 13 years) of some of the most respectable profes-
sional men in Saint John for the thrce years previons. Most flattering testimonials of her
character and qualifications werc produced bv lier, from friends at home and from Clergymen
in and ncar Saint Jlohn. I have only one daughter of 7 years who requires a Tcacher. Mrs.
UGlice consulted her neighbours with regard to the desirableness of endeavouring to procure

the services of such a person, and received the grentest encouragement, particularly from the
Trustees, Dr. Vail and Mr. Reeve ; and on the understanding that sie was to have the use of
the School Rootm on miy glebe, (District No.2,) at the expiration in January last of the engage-
ment of Mr. Allward, then teaching in said School Ilouse, the expressed desire for ber ser-
ices was alImost unaninous, (31r. Fairweather only excepted). From the very encouraging

prospects represented te ber by Mrs. M'Ghee, Miss Holmes came and commenced teaching in
September 1851, in an out otlice supplied by Dr. Vail, till the School Room on my glehe should
be vacant; neanwlile one of the original proprietors of this School House, lcaving the Parish,
offlered to dispose of lis sharc, vhich I purchased, thus owning two shares in six.

Dr. Vail had all along professed the utmost readiness to second all my efforts and plans for
the promotion of the intellectual and moral culture of our own and our neigibour's children. Mr.
Allward's engagement in School House, District No. 2, expired in January last ; a School meet-
in-- was said to be called without the knowledge of myself or friends; but on the general
understanding that from that period the School House was pre-engaged, only three attended,
namely, two proprietors, one trustee, Dr. Vail, so the meeting was nil: These three however,
with the Teacher, resorted to the Tavern, when one of them, Mr. Fairweather, without any
further consultation, re-engaged Mr. Allward for six months. This step, with his pre-possessions
above alluded to, vas to say the least, connived at by Dr. Vail: Mr. Fairweather, alas! pro-
fessedly a member of my congregation, is one whose influence is based solely upon the fear of
(and this to say truth is the kev to the whole difficulty,) one who notoriously glories in héis
shiame. I could adduce nany facts to justify this assertion, suffice it for the present to say, that
his failing, since I came bere, to extort a large sum of noney from the Church Corporation-
not one member of which could support his false and unjust demands-is the realground of his
opposition to me. Thus by Dr. Vail's clever management, the School was placed in the hands
of Mr. Fairwenther, owning one sixth of the whole; he and his faction being thus sustained in
opposition to, at least one half of the peaceable and respectable proprietors, the School went on for
the following six months. At my suggestion Miss Holmes then went to teach in the School
House in District No. 1, where she was cordially supported. The chief inducement to Miss
Holmes to enter upon the charge of a Parochial School, was the offer made to ber by Mrs.
M'Ghee, of a horne in a Clergyman's family, (in a healthy situation) with some members of which
she was already acquainted, and the reason of our wishing to obtain for ber use the School
Ilouse in District No. 2 was, that it is close by my bouse, that in District No. 1 being a mile dis-
tant. Mr. Allvard's term expired in July, and the School House on my glebe was unoccupied.
I went to consult the two other Trustees ; Mr. Reeve expressed his heurty concurrence in our
occupying the School Hlouse for Miss Holmes' use, and his approbation of her services, by his
determination to support her, though in so doing be had to send bis children a mile farther in
all weathers to ber care. I then waited upon Dr. Vail, asking his opinion and consent ; he
expressed bis opinion that, as Trustees, we had nothing to do in the matter ; I repeated
the words of (le Act' quoted by you, and lie was silenced ; he then expressed not
onily his consent to our measures in placing Miss Holmes in District No. 2, but that it
had always been his desire from ber first coming. Thus supported by Trustees, there
being fully one balf of proprietorship in our bands, the School Room being vacant. and there
being no idea, as far as I could learn, of any other Teacher being placed there by Mr. Fair-
veather, those who had at least an equal right with him and bis faction, irrespective of the

countenince of three Trustees, opened the School Room to clean and prepare it for the use
of the Teacher whom they had employed. We assumed the occupancy of it on a Tuesdav, a
good deal was done at ny sole expense during the remainder of the week, preparatory to Miss
Holmes entering uîpon ber duties there on the Monday following; these facts were well known
to all the neighbuurhood. In the afternoon of Saturday of the same week, Mr. Fairweather
and one other who had an3 in terest or right in the School, with a few other choice and kindred
spirits, some from Jamaica, whom they had suborned for the occasion, with the prospect of a
rum frolic, came to the School House without any intimation to the body of proprietors :-School
business was out of the question, rum drinking, abuse and shameful wrong, characterized the
proceedings of the party. Some valuable carpenter's tools of mine were found near the
premises on my own grouind, were first used by them to secure every inlet to the building, and
then broken and battered to pieces, or concealed or taken away. After emptying the rum bot-
tle the party left to recruit their spirits at the Tavern; some of tiem drove off to speak to
Mr. MIorton (sone 4 or 5 miles distant) to persuade him to come on the following Monday to
teach in the School, previously in quiet and legal possession of one half the proprietors, uiler
the promise it would seem, that they would engage him at some future period. One of the pro-
prietors with his brother, nephews of the late Rector, came to inform me of what vas passing;

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I walked to the Schtool R1oomiî with themîîi. ve iad been tliere only tiree minutes when M'.
Vairetvatlier and his pat now consi--ting 1t'0%of ons ine otier pern, wio haid niv iiterest in or
riglht te t lchool. and sevral tir tie bail spirits fron t le neiglibouring Paries for iles
round. retirned refies'hedl at the Tave'rn to hie Scio 'r ; perceiving their approacli, und
the state they ivere iii, I instantly. and it would sCem prunde/il/j witldrew, in order to avoid
ilcir ruîdteness and in-,ult. 31r. iairweatlier thus sipported, alighted, and in tie moîust insolent
and brutal inier, not only inisilted and imeiaced M1r. Arnold, egitnilv a proprietor of tie
Sc'hool with iiiself. for 1 reslmingmîî. to ob into tlle Schtool Rooi, but with his iorseviip and his
lists shamefully assaulttei imjîî, shiddig blond frot his fasce, while his brother ( also a iîot
peacale respectable mntrs) was asauted, Mr. Fairweather's son. After titis unjst and dastardly
attaek spllon my ubriended Ifriends, the Messrs. Arnold's, followed a torrent of coarse abuse
Irainst Iyself tani those COIInCCted with ie. Stcli a disgracefuil procceding, such an exhibi-

tion of "night is righl," was never before witnessed by me in tiis or nny othxer Country.
A few weeks ai-ter Mr. Morton liaid connniiîenced ten~ching iiin District No. 2, I calleti as a

Trusstee. to ask Imii to shîew le a copyf his engagement ; lie replied that no engagement liad
yet bteen mîade', but thlat he vouild trge spon his enployers thc miraking suchi engagemient. I
consultet îîîy f1ellow Truîstee, Mr. Reet-ve, and we agreedi tlat owing to the unîjust and disgrace-
fu proceedmtl-s of hi.s supporters,. to whîomn lie liaud nlow delibcerately lent himîself, we could not
coiScienitiotislv Saiction any engagemienît lie miiglit imake withu tiemt under tlhe circunstances; I
served Ighim witl a notice to tlat piurpose. The County Inîspector, Mr. Parlce, lnd before
iitimîîated to himî that lie couild not visit his School vithouit thre recluired certificate froim the
Truistees-that lie suspeccted front what lie hall learned fron the rumIours afloat thit lie would not
he likely to obtain tiat qualification, and therefore that thre soner lie left that for another
Schiool the better-wlicl, Mr. Parlec tells ie, he proimised to do. This deteriîination, liow-
ever, vas overruiled by Mr. Fairweather and party, in whichi (I buish to nane it of a meinber
of my congregation and of a prufessionaiil lman), they were joined by Dr. Vail. After a good
deal of manovring a ieetin- was called in the nane of the proprietors, to which I, t niv
astoiislmllenit, receivel ain inrilaliion to attend, and tiat couched in such ternis as to lead me t'o
suppose theyv wverc williing to corile to sone accoimodation witlh mvself and fiiedtis ; not one of
the latter, lhowever, hai the lieast intimation from tlerm of suiel mieeting. I foutnti thiat I had
been stiîîuioned to be insulted and set at defiance, to give an account of niv reasons for with-
lotliniug the certificate, irhich 1 renudered in as nild and temperatte a uînaîincr, aiid many
interrtuptions and insults fromt Mr. Fairweather and Dr. Vail, as languiage could convey.

This so-called nceting of proprietors, like the rui frolic, was made up of inhabitants of the
Parishfes of Sussex and Studholmli, and of five School Districts therein; alhappy combination for a
wortly object truly. It requiretd soie degrec of moral courage on ny part to mdee, a greater
degree to remai. ii inprotected amnong miei wlho could beliave as thsey did on a former occasion, and
wlio could on this occasion (I meanîî Mr. Fairweather and Dr. Vail, for the rest of the meeting,
seeîuel to be lshaiimled of their conduct-wlo couîld I say) so insult a clergymliai for unselfislly
and wvrl iiiuch self sacrifice laboring through evil and good report to promote the moral and
social welfure of their offspring. Tey conpelled nme to repeat 0n thiat occasion imy determin-
nation to sliew myi Caire disapproval of scenes, practices vhicli were a disgrace to any civilized
corninnitv. 1in tihis 1 an voinlitarily and deliberately sustainedi by one of my fellowvTrustees,
Mr. Reeve-wlo lias the confidence of every honest hlman as a person of independent thought,
îupriglt actin, and correct, imoral and religious feeling.

I have been muore reccetily invited te attend aI Scliool iecting in District No. 2, but not bcin
aware that it was called by Mr. Parlee, the Couity Inispector, for the pturpose of eliciting the
'acts of the case lere treated of, I declined to attend.

I aim îlot numtware that Dr. Vail has written to tie Honorable Board of Education a formai
comîplaint of my procecdings ; of this, however, I shouild have takein no notice, but for youir
commuîtînication, for I couild well afford to pass over in silence whatever caltunnies the unenviable
assidiîity of Dr. Vail or his party may cast tipon me.

With regard to the ownership of "thre Sciool flouse in the said District," the original
proprietors were seven in litniber, naiely: Rev. Il. N. Arnold, (whose full claim or share
vas tendered to me, as above stated, on condition of niv giving thre site on my Glebe); G.
N. Arnold, (brother to the above, and wlose sons are spoken of as ny friends); John Prebble,
(who fled thre country in debt, making no disposition cf any of his cffects); William M'Lcod;
G. M. Fairweatther; John M'Lellan, (wlose share is now claimed, I know not on what
grouinds, by Mr. Roach, living tlree miles distant in the adjoining Parish of Studhtolm); and
lenry M'Monagle, ail of' wliose riglht, title and claim to the said School House and Stove,

have been formually and legally transferrcd to uie for value received: Thtus nyself owning two
shares,- Mr. Arnold, in lis fher's right, one ; and supported by Dr. Vail's brother, msly fellow
trustee, Mr. Reeve, and the pledgcd support of Dr. Vail, the third Trustee, we felt that (as
by fair or fouil means they liad had possession of the School Hiuse for somte years past), Our
clain was as goed as that of M1r. Fairweather, backed by Mr. M'Leod, und to my mîind, the
very questionable riglit of ilir. Roach.

If the Honorable Board of Education knew the real character of the parties in question, I
feel assured it would be quite unnecessary f->r me to guard them against the support of " Rum.-
Rowdyisn" in School matters, by refusing their countenance to myself and Mr. Reeve. If I
am rightly informed, Dr. Vail objects-

1. That I am actuated hy motives of self-interest in these matters. Well knnwn facts, of
Dr. Vail's management of Teachers' nioncy in years past. would shew, that of all persons, he
is the last to bring such accusation against any man.-Miss Holmes bas been living in my
House, as a member of the family, for upwards of sixteen rnonths; for which Mrs. M'Ghee
hopes she may receive some 20s. per month ; twice that sum would by no means compensate
us for actual expense and trouble.

2. That Miss Holmes is niot qualified to teach Arithmctic. In this respect I confess ny
disappointment when Miss H. first came here; but with praise-worthy diligence she applied
herself, with my assistance, to herself and her School, to remedy the deficiency-which, having
been once acknowledged, bas been most ungenerouly used to ber depreciation, when, in fact, it
has long ceased to exist.

3. That Miss H. would teach only a School of little girls. I answer that she lias had several
girls froin fourteon to seventeen years of age; one of whom bas, for some months past, been
teaching a School within three miles of this ; and that ber School consists of as many boys,
from twelve years and under. as girls. The parents generally of the children attending Miss
Holmes' School, express their bigh appreciation of ber principles, her qualifications to teach,
and ler industry.

4. That my object is to deprive the people of the neighbourbood of the services of a first
or second class male Teacher, and confine them to the services of a third class female Teacher.
I ask why ?-if I did not know her to be greatly superior to the generality of first class
Tcuchers-why have I been at so much labour and cost in placing and sustaining ber in the
meighbourhood ? It is only on presumption that the parties concerned in this matter are not
known to the Honorable Board, that I have felt it necessary to say so much in justification of
the steps I have taken.

In conclusion let me say, that I requested to be placed upon the list of Trustees of Scbools
from no unworthy motive, or that I might handle the money of the Teachers, but simply from
that which, I think should actuate every Minister of the Gospel-the desire to promote the moral
and social welfare of bis fellow men. I did hope sofar to raise the character of the Schools in
my neighbourhood, that my own children rnight obtain some benefit from them. This hope is
now taken away. Miss H. bas accepted a most pressing invitation to return to ber iother
country, te ber former situation of Governess in the family of a most respectable Banker, and
will leave this about three months bence.

I must be pardoned for offering one suggestion to the Honorable Board through you,
Sir; which is;-that the School House in District No. 2 (on my Glebe,) is much too near
that in District No. 1, for the two Schools to be properly supported, and yet they are both
necessary. If the Honorable Board of Education will render it an essential pre-requisite to
their countenance of the School in District No. 2, that it shall be removed from my Glebe to
any spot within ten rods of the residence of Mr. G. M. Fairweather ; that is, (as I understand
the County Inspector to bave recommended,) near the Ward's Creek Road, I will then cheer-
fully withdraw all interference with that School.

That I am not altogether unqualified to give an opinion in reference te Schools, I beg to
remark, that in England I spent many weeks in obtaining a practical knowledge of the Madras
system and aiso of the British and Foreign system of Education, to qualify myself for usefulness
to others.

" No. 1. Is the Petition of the Commissioners of the Alms House and Work House
for the City and County of Saint John, praying reimbursement for expenses incurred
in support and relief of sick and distressed Emigrants at that establishmentduring
the past year, amounting to £220 15 9 ; also at Partridge Island, for the same period,
amounting to £36 2 9: The accounts are properly made up and attested to; the
charge for board is three shillings and six pence per week ; other charges reasonable.
Your Committee recommend the above amounts to be paid.

" 2. The Petition of the Overseers of the Poor for the Parish of Bathurst, County
of Gloucester, praying to be reimbursed expenses incurred by then in support and
relief of a sick and distressed Eu.igrant family in the year 1848, amounting to £22
15s; the relief was afforded one family, consisting of six persons, within one year
from the time of their arrival in this Province, and the amount has been assessed on
the inhabitants of the said Parish. Your Committee recommend the same to be paid.

" 3. The Petition of Thomas M'Avity, praying remuneration for superintending
the Emigrant Buildings, and the landing and supervision of Emigrants: The amount
heretofore granted for this purpose has been £50, and your Committee see no reason
for its discontinuance.

" 4. The Petition of William A. Letson, of Chatham, in the County of Northumber-
land, praying a Grant of £6 2 2, balance due him for advances made to the Com-
mittee of Sessions of Northumberland during the year 1847; this sum was deducted
from Petitioner's account by the Sessions: Clains precisely similar to this have been
reported upon unfavourably by former Committees, but were paid by the House at the
last Session ; therefore, your Committee can only refer the matter to the House.

" 5. The Petition of the Overseers of the Poor of Shediac, County of Westmorland,
praying to be reimbursed expenses incurred by then in a case of small pox, and in
protetting the inhabitants from the ravages of that disease : The party for whom the
expense was incurred, while on a voyage from Bay Chaleur to Cape Breton, (where

he
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he belongs,) in a small fishing boat was driven into Shediac Harbour by stress of
wea-.her in October last, being then sick with the small pox; the expenses incurred
in obtaining an isolated residence, attendance, medical aid, funeral expenses, &c.
amounting to £19 1 9, was paid by the Parish; the account is fully stated and attested
to, and the amount assessed. This would not be a proper charge against the Emi-
grant Fund ; but similar expenses have been paid from the ordinary Revenue, and
the amnount being small, your Committee would recommend the sane to the con-
sideration of the House.

" Further, your Committee are of opinion that the inducements offered by Rail Road
operations wili occasion a large increase of emigration the approaching season, which
wili not oily require increased attendance at the Government Emigration Office in
Saint John, but also that plans of vacant land in the respective Counties and ail other
information necessary to Emigrants, should be furnished the several Emigrant Agents
throuighout the Province.

Waters or Rivers, and the beds thereof, within Her Dominions, as it were, in trust for
the benefit of aIl Her liege subjects as a public highway; and it would therefore be
inconsistent with that trust to grant them to be applied to any other purpose: Your
Committee, are therefore of opinion, that it is illegal to erect any Bridge across, or
other obstruction to a public navigable River, that will interfere with the free naviga-
tion thereof, without placing in such Bridge, &c. a good and convenient Draw, when-
ever necessary to the free use of the River, for those purposes of navigation for which
such River is applicable ; and your Committee are of opinion, that if a navigable River
be obstructed by a Bridge or other obstruction, although such Bridge be erected by
public money granted for that purpose, it is very questionable, if any person wishing
and having occasion to use such River for navigable purposes, might not lawfully
remove ail obstructions thereto.

" Under these circumstances, your Committee recommend that a good and suffi-
cient Draw be erected in the Bridge across the Richibucto River, and also in ail other
Bridges across navigable Rivers, where such Bridges are likely to obstruct the free
and necessary navigation.

"The Committee have carefully investigated the subject, and the following appear
to be the facts:-The Petitioner on the 1st of August 1836, purchased from the Crown
at public sale, certain Water Lots in Dalhousie, for which he paid down £110 10s.,
anîd on the 5th September following, he purchased certain other Water Lots joining
the former, a large water frontage, and two rocks connected with the same Lots, which
latter purchase, the Petitioner on his application represented to be required for exten-
sive Steam Mills which he then contemplated erecting. He paid for the frontage
and rocks £85, and for the Water Lots joining the same £38 5s. A draft des-
cription of the whole of the property embraced in the two purchases was prepared
and approved by Attorney General Peters in November following, who directed a
Grant to be prepared to pass the Great Seal. In 1837, a caveat was entered against
the issuing of any Grant of the water frontage and rocks, on the ground that the saie
were required for the use of the public ; representations for and against the Grant
were subsequently laid before the Governor and Council, who on the 6th April 1838,
ordered the Grant of al] the purchases to issue under certain restrictions with regard
to deepening the channel between the rock<s. This order was rescinded on the 6th
September 1838, after Mr. Ritchie had expended a considerable amount in carrying
ont the terms of the previous order. He subsequenitly petitioned for a return of the
£85 paid for the water frontage and rocks, and also for £45 18 6 expended in clear-
ing out the Channel between the rocks, but nothing is stated in this Petition about the
rest of the purchases. The Council on the 2nd May 1839, ordered the £85 paid for
the frontage and rocks to be returned to Petitioner. which he received. In conse-
quence of this decision, the Petitioner abandoned the erection of the Stean Mills,
and bas never occupied any part of the remaining property purchased, as it was of no
use or value to him. consisting enitirely of mud flats. The matter laid over till May
1851, when Mr. Ritchie applied for the balance of £148 15s. so paid in 1836, for the
above reasons, and because no grant had issued of any of the Land. This Petition
was referred to the Law Officers, and on the 9th February 1853, the Executive
Council declined to comply with the prayer of the Petition, but stated that an appli-
cation for the Land would be considered. No Grant bas yet issued, nor is it further
in progress than it was in 1836.

" The Committee are of opinion, that if the Government intended to hoi- the Peti-
tioner to the purchase of the remaining Land, a Grant should have been issued within
a reasonable time, as there was nothing renaining to be done on the part of the
Petitioner. This was not done, and sixteen years having elapsed without any title
being made to Mr. Ritchie; and the property having ever since remained unoccupied,
a fair claim is thus made out in the opinion of the Committee by Mr. Ritchie to have
the money so paid refunded, with interest since the Order of 2nd May 1839.

A Message from His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor.

" His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor has much satisfaction in laying before
the House of Assembly the first Report of the Law Commission; and recommends it
to the early consideration of the Legislature." E. H.
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The Report communicated by this Message being read at the Clerk's Table, is as
follows

LAW COMMISSION.
REPORT OF THE COMMISSIONERS FOR REVISING AND CONSOLIDATING THE LAWS.

To His Excellency Sir Ednund Walker Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and
Commander in Chief of the Province of New Brunswick, &pc. 4rc. 4p.

Having had the honor of receiving from Your Excellency a Commission directing us
to carry ont the objects of the Act passed at the last Session of the Legislature, relative
to the revision of the Provincial Statutes and the amendment of Law proceedings, we
beg leave to report, that shortly after receiving the Commission, we entered on its duties
by holding our first meeting at Fredericton, to consider the best mode of accomplishing
the highly important objects contemplated by the Legislature.

We were required-"As well to consolidate, simplify, revise, and arrange i one
"uniform Code the Acts of Assembly, incorporating therein ail such alterations and
< amendments as we should deem necessary, as to report on the procedure of the Courts
"of Law and Equity, and to suggest such alterations as mightappear to us, or a majority
"of. us, best adapted to lessen the expense and advance justice; and especially to

take into corisideration the Law of Evidence as now existing in the Province, and the
" propriety of altering the same; and to report separately thereon, the revision in one
"Report, and the alterations in Law proceedings in another."

These two departments presented a wide field of investigation, and although we
deemed i quite impracticable to be prepared with both Reports at the present Session,
we resolved to spare no pains in the codification of all the Statutes which could safely
be touched, and at the same time to collect information on the more difficult subject of

*the improvement of Common Law and Equity procedure.
All the Acts of Assembly were examined and compared with great care and labour, and

every Act repealed, amended, or in any way rnodified, noted in the margin, so that the
whole coudd be more readily referred to, and the Law upon any subject easily distin-
guished; and an alphabetical list of the unrepealed Laws was made by our Secretary to
prevent any omission.

During the summer we prepared varions suggestions for improving the proceedings at
Law and in Equity; and in the autumn procured the Imperial Statutes passed at the
preceding Session, which enacted almost all the improvements proposed by the Law Com-
sioners in England. These, with the novel and very interesting change in the Law of
Evidence, permitting parties to give evidence for themselves, first adopted in the English
County Courts, and afterwards in the superior tribunais, became the subject of careful
deliberation at several meetings, and led to the promulgation of the printed questions an
all these points, which have been widely circulated throughout the Province, and to
which at present a very limited number of answers has been returned.

We deemed this course of proceeding necessary not only as regarded the parties who
might be affected by any changes eventually to be made, but that our own conclusions
might be based on thé most ample information, being convinced that reformn in any
department of human affairs, calmly and deliberately weighed, will stand the test of expe-
rience, whilst hasty legislation will be productive of nothing but disappointment.

Although thus compelled to postpone the consideration of the varions questions of
Law reform, we think it advisable to add a few words on that head, before passing to
the revision of the Statutes.

We are already prepared to assert the necessity of extensive changes in the whole
Law procedure of this Province. We think the practice of the Law must for the future
be founded more on the principles of common sense than on ancient precedent; that it is
time tg abolish a system by which fictions seem too often to have been considered una-
voidable in order that truth and justice might be reached; that the old maxim, " Infic-
tionejuris consistit equitas," whence have sprung all the subtleties of the action of eject-
ment, and many other modes of procedure, can no longer be considered the perfection of
wisdom. We do not think the man who seeks justice should be driven from one form
of action or Court to another, or that a Judge of any Court should ever be so painfully
situated as to declare a party to. have the right, but consistently with precedent find it
impossible to afford the remedy. We
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We admit the present practice to lie a science in whici the raies of logic are applied
with great exactness, and to which, after years of toil in nastering it, we are naturally
attached; but w.e are villiing to sacrifice our predilections in favor of special pleading,
and ail the learning of pleas, demiurrers, and new assignmxents. repleaders, and judgments,
non obstan/e ceredic/o, for greater simîplicity and certainty in the exposition of facts, and
less delay and expense in the attainment of justice.

With this Report we submit to Your Excellency, for the purpose of being laid before
the Legislature. the Public Acts we bave codified. It will be seen that we have compressed
the language of the Acis in suchx a manner as to present thein in one fourth or often
oi sixthi the bulk of their former size. They have not merely been stript of the verbiage
of endless expletives and repetitions, but the nmeaning of the Law bas been frequently cast
into an entirely new fori. presenting, as we hope, at the saine time, the sense iutended
to be conveyed. For examuple, the Marriage A ets, which are of such vastsocial importance,
and the administration of which is in the hands of persons vho have not access to the
varions books through which thev are scattered, are very difficult to comprehend. The
Chapter on that subject in our codification contains only eighteen sections, and a further
improvement is recoimended which will reduce it to fifteen. These are gathered froni
sixteen different Acts, extending fromn the organization of the Province to the last Session
of the Legislature. 'rie first section emxbraces the provisions of six of these Acts or
parts thereof; the second of four; and the third of six; so that the first three sections
are culled fromi fourteen different sections of Acts, and in some cases a wliole Act.

The law subjecting real estate to the paymient of debts, and directing the Sheriff in
his proceedings thereon, is another instance. It was difdicult for a Slieriff to know the
exact meaning of the old law; this is now nade plain and simple; several improvements
in the proceedings are reconmended, and various ambiguities removed. The extent of
the lien of judgments 01 real estate, and the mode of dealing with them, hitherto so
anbiguous and diflicult to be understood, have been made intelligible.

Much repetition ias also been saved by a very enlarged Chapter of explanations of
general ternis, applving to ail the Chapters of the Act. As a familiar illustration of this
iiiprovelient, whenever anything was directed to be done by the head of the Govern-
mient, there was a continual recurrence of the terms " His Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor and Commander in Chief of the Province or Admninistrator of the Goverument
for the time being, by and with the advice and consent of the Executive Council." The
words " Governor in Council" wherever they occur will now, by the Chapter of expia-
nations, signify ail that is intended by that more lengthy form of expression.

The whole of the Acts codified make but one Act; the divisions, framed on the
Massachusetts nodel, will be found simple and perspicuous. The "parts" shew the
division betwecn public and private rights, criminal, and other general heads. We
propose to arrange themi in the following order.

The Law prescribing the political division of the Province into Counties and Parishes
will formx a first Chapter by itself, defining the territory over which the jurisdiction of the
Province extends, and the area affected by the legislation of the subsequent Chapters.
Part the first will, vith this Chapter, embrace ail matters relating to the Legislature,
the Revenue, the Post Office, Highways, and other matters affecting the public. The
second, the acquisition and transmission of property. The third, the several Courts of
Law and modes of proceeding in special cases, such as absconding, absent, and insolvent
debtors. The last part will comprehend the criminal law, and the administration of
criminal justice. For the reasons already given the third part, relating to Courts of Law,
must necessarily be limited in extent, although whatever we conceived might not
probably require revision has been inserted.

The " Titles" take a particular subject of a " part," and these again, for method and
convenience of arrangement, are divided into Chapters, and the Chapters into Sections,
vith the contents of each Section at the head of the Chapters. There will also be a

general Index at the end of the Volume, to be prepared when it is to be printed for
publication.

There is nothing in this revision whiclh bas not undergone a thorough sifting by at
least three of our number, with the able assistance of our Secretary; and if in any instance
we have mistaken the spirit of the Laws, or omissions may be discovered, we have

laboured
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laboured too strenuously to shrink from the assertion that the defects can only have arisen
from the multitude and variety of the subjects embraced in the mass of Statutes codified.

That portion of them which we have purposely omitted from the first volume relates
principally to private rights and corporations, which will require to be presented in a
second volume, very much as they have already been printed.

The Acts authorising Justices of the Peace to recover small debts, and the Surrogate
Law, although connected with law reforin, we thought it advisable to codify at once,
since whatever alterations were deenied necessary, or could be made in the present
circumstances of the country, have been attended to in this revision. In the Chapter
"of the jurisdiction of Justices of the Peace in civil suits," we recommend that an appeal
should no longer be allowed. We are unable to see why the verdict of twelve men in a
case amounting to twenty pounds should be final, and yet when the contest is only for
five pounds, and the verdict by three, that the latter should not also be conclusive. Should
the Legislature, however, entertain a different opinion, the review will be found, as we
have framed it, more expeditious and less expensive than the present mode.

We would especially call attention to the action of replevin, some new provisions for
which will be found in the law relating to landlord and tenant. It has been a subject
of doubt whether that action would lie where goods were merely wrongfully detained.
That doubt we have now removed by allowing the writ to issue in such case as well as
for a wrongful taking. The settlement of this point will not only enable a party to
recover his own goods, however kept from him, butprevent the defendant from obtaining
a nonsuit, or a verdict, and recovering costs, merely because the plaintiff bas failed in
proving a taking, at the very time he has succeeded in establishing the fact of the defend-
ant having wrongfully withheld his property. We have also made the first writ issued
answer as well for replevying the goods as for requiring the appearance of the party, which
at present is only accomplished by a second writ if he does not appear on the first.

To remedy another defect in the present mode of proceeding, as to the change of
possession, which frequently happens on issuing the writ, by which the Sheriff is unable
to seize the property, we require the Sheriff to take the goods from the possession of
any one who may have them, who thereupon becomes the defendant.

We also allow a third party to claim before the Sheriff, and defend if necessary, and
should a verdict be given on such claim against the plaintiff, we think lie ought not to be
driven, according to the present expensive mode of proceeding, to another action if that
verdict be unjust, but should be permitted to continue that action and recover the value
of the property restored to the claimant, with damages and costs, if on a full trial before
a higher tribunal he shall be found entitled.

We have also made several important amendments in the Law relating to Corporations,
and introduced the modern principle of enabling them to make contracts without their
common seal

We have added the greater part of a Chapter to the Law relating to Apprentices.
As the Law now stands it appears to assume that certain preliminary conditions are
known; we have incorporated these provisions in the Chapter codified.

The Law respecting the limitation of personal actions was very ambiguous and unsa-
tisfactory; the time for enforcing varions rights known only to lawyers, and its provi-
sions contained in several old Acts of the Imperial Parliament passed in the Reigns of
King James the First and Queen Anne; we have compressed the whole into a single
Chapter, intelligible to any mind of ordinary comprehension, and have introduced several
new provisions consistent with the law and the state of the country.

In the Chapter relating to absconding debtors, and various others of a similar nature,
we have prepared the necessary forms of proceeding, and included them in our codifica-
tion. This is a matter of practical utility, and .will be fully appreciated by every person
called upon to administer these branches of the law.

We apprehend these improvements, with others in different parts of the revised code,
will be found of great practical value, both as regards simplicity of proceeding and
expense. Wherever any important alteration is made, it will be found marked in
the margin with the word "New," or with such remarks as we thought proper
to add to direct attention, or explain the object of the amendment. It is also to be
noted, that it has not been the least of our labours to make the arrangement of the several

35 Sections
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Sections more iii harmony with the order of tine when the things required are expected
to be performed.

A few Acts partly finished will shortly follow this Report, and will be ready whenever
required by the Legislature to complete our first Volume.

When we suggest to Your Excellency, that the Commissioners appointed by the State
of Massachusetts were engaged three years before they completed their Report of the
revised Statutes; that in Maine and Massachusetts the Report was considered by a joint-
Commnittee of both Branches of the Legislature for eighty six days in one, and fifty one
in the other; and in both an es:tra Session of the Legislature, called for that purpose,
was solely occupied therewith, vou can easily believe that it required an extraordinary
amount of labour to complete the codification this Session ; but no sacrifice of time or
labour on our part has been spared to effect an object so beneficial, which the country
so ardently desires, and without which it will be impossible for any large class of persons
to understand, far less appreciate, the improvement that may be hereafter made in the
law proceedings and the administration of justice generally.

The avocations of the Attorney General have been so numerous and pressing that we
have often been obliged to proceed without the benefit of his knowledge and experience;
and the Surveyor General, when relieved from the duties of his office, has occasionally
aided us with his practical knowledge.

We desire to record with great satisfaction, that we bave received from our Secretary,
W. H. Needham, Esquire, the most able and valuable assistance. His exertions have
not been confined to mere writing or copying-although he has accomplished much in
this way, and we believe given up most of bis time to it-but his assistance in the art of
condensing bas materially tended to the accomplishment of so much of our labours.

After all our efforts, the indulgence of Your Excellency and the Legislature will have
to be extended to defects, to which all human exertions are liable; and with every con-
fidence that a candid consideration will be given wherever such may appear, we.have
the honor to subscribe ourselves, .

" That on examining fully into the case they find the following facts :-The Peti-
tioner was appointed a Commissioner of Roads for the Parish of Wellington, in
the County of Kent, for the year 1851. In the Winter of that year he was called
upon by several inhabitants to widen the Road in the Chase Settlement, so called;
that he consulted with the other Commissioners of the said Parish, and it was deter-
mined to widen the said Road and remove the fences; and instructions were accord-
ingly given to Abraham Chase, the overseer of the District, to request Peter Basterash,
the plaintiff in the suit, to remove bis fences off the Road, which he refused to do;
whereupon the petitioner Joseph Briggs, one of the Commissioners, together with
the said Abraham Chase, proceeded to the spot and removed the fence, and made
the road four rods wide, it being only 22 feet at the time. It further appears that the
petitioner and the other Commissioners acted under the impression that it was a public
highway, and should be four rods wide, statute labor having been expended thereon,
and a return of the Road having been made by the Commissioners who laid the same
out in 1837, to the Clerk of the Peace of the said County, but which return, by the
decision of the Supreme Court, was held insufficient and informal. It further appears
that the suit was brought against the petitioner and Chase; Briggs, the other Con-
missioner who acted, not having been sued ; and the whole amount of the expenses of
the action was paid by petitioner. The plaintiff's costs and damages amounted to
£47 11s. which, together with the Sheriff's fees, £2 18 9, make £49 19 10. The
petitioner also paid bis own costs, £18, and his own witnesses and other expenses
incidental to the trial, amounting to £10, making in all £77 19 10.

"Your Committee have also referred to the report of the trial in Allen's Reports,
and find from the evidence reported, the public money had been previously expended
on the said Road.

" Your Committee in conclusion beg to state that it clearly appears that the
petitioner acted fairly and from a sense of public duty, and considered that he had
power to widen the Road and remove the fences; and it further appears that he did not
act officiously, but. was called upon by the inhabitants resident in the vicinity of the
Road ; and it appears from the legal report of the case, that the defendant failed in con-
sequence of the insufficiency of the return of the Road by the Commissioners who laid
the sane out in 1837. They are therefore of opinion that the petitioner should be
reimbursed the sum of £77 19 10, the amount actually expended and paidby him.

A Certificate from the Deputy
Treasurer is attached, shewing that he had performed the service, and it is therefore
recommended that £8 2s. be granted him.

The Petition of Gilmour, Rankin and Company, of Miramichi, Merchants,
praying to be refunded Duties paid on a Cargo of Timber and Deals shipped in the
Brig " Baltic," for Yarmouth, in England, which Vessel was subsequently wrecked at
the entrance of Miramichi Bay, and the Cargo relanded, by which it will be liable to
Export Duties when again shipped. The necessary documents are attached to this
Petition, and vour Committee would therefore recommend that the sum of £10 14 3
be granted them.

"No. 4. The Petition of Cochran Craig, and one hundred and one others, inhabi-
tants of the Island of Grand Mannan, in the County of Charlotte, praving that an Act
may pass to constitute that Island a Free Port for the admission of goods from ail
Nations, free from Duties or charges of any kind on entry or exportation. Your
Committee having duly weighed the allegations in this Petition, cannot recommend its
prayer, inasmuch as in their opinion it would greatly facilitate and increase the
smuggling of articles from that place into other parts of the Province, and thereby
evade the Duties imposed by the Revenue Laws.

" No. 5. The Petition of David William Jack, Deputy Treasurer, praying a recon-
sideration of his case relative to his Salary. The Salary of the Deputy Treasurer at
that place has recently been reduced by law: it formerly averaged £300 per annum,
while the maximum sum now cannot exceed £200. Your Committee think, in care-
fully considering this case. that the reduction has been too much, and they would
therefore recommend that £50 be granted him.

" No. 6. The Petition of William Muirhead, Merchant, of Chatham, in the County
of Northumberland, praying to be reimbursed Duties paid on Merchandise destroyed
by fire. It appears that on the night of the 15th June last, his Store or Warehouse,
in which the goods were deposited, was totally consumed by lightning, which struck
an adjoining building, and ail its contents shared the same fate. A detailed account
of the goods is affixed to this Petition, which is sworn to by his Clerk, and the aile-
gations are also sworn to by the Petitioner himself. A Certificate is also attached by
the Deputy Treasurer. Your Committee would therefore recommend that £30 3 7
be granted him.

" No. 7. The Petition of William Mills, of Saint John, praying to be reimbursed
£2 7 4 for Duties on a Transit Instrument, imported for educational purposes from
London: Your Committee cannot recommend the prayer of this Petition, as it would
lead to many other applications for return Duties.

" No. 8. The Petition of Robert Johnston, of Chatham, in the County of Northum-
berland, setting forth that a bale of Scythes, and two boxes Candles, imported from
Liverpool, were seized by the Revenue Officers there, and condemned, and praying
relief in the premises, for the reasons set forth in the application: This Petition is
not sworn to, neither in the opinion of your Committee has a case been made out to
warrant their recommending the prayer of his Petition to the favourable consideration
of the House.

" No. 9. The Petition of Martin Cranney and George Parker, Commissioners of
Buoys and Beacons for the Port of Miramichi, setting forth that, in consequence of
the receipts for Duties falling off greatly, wben compared with the two preceding years,
they are unable to&provide for expenses incurred in lifting the Buoys last Autumn,
and they are minus to the amount of £24 10s., which they pray for from the general
Revenues: Your Committee cannot recommend this application, entertaining the
hope and expectation that the receipts the present year will enable them to provide
for the deficiency.

" No. 10. The Petition of Henry Cunard, of Chatham, Northumberland, praying to
be reimbursed Duties, £6, paid on a second hand Wagon imported from Nova Scotia
in September last: Mr. Cunard, being a resident of Chatham, was clearly liable for
the Duty under the Revenue Act, and your Committee cannot therefore recommend
this application.

"No. 11. The Petition of Foster, Fowler and Company, of Upham, in King's
County, setting forth that they had erected an extensive Chair Manufactory in that
Parish, and had imported, from the United States, Machinery for the purpose to a
considerable amount. They pray an advance of money in the shape of a Bounty, to
enable them to carry out their design: Your Committee are of opinion, that as very
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high Duties are imposed by the existing Revenue Act on Chairs, no matter wlence

imported, it would be inexpedient to recommiend the present application.
" No. 12. The Petition of Ninian Lindsay and David Upton of Saint Stephen,

Charlotte, setting forth that they had imported a Fire Engne and apparatus of a

superior description for that Town, on which they had secured Duties at the Deputy
Treasurer's Otlice, by Bond, amounting to £24 13s. This is certified by Deputy

Treasurer Watson. The House having :n many occasions remitted Duties on impor-

tations of a like kind, your Coninittee recommend that a Grant pass to the parties to

enable thein to have the Bond cancelled.
" No. 13. The Petition of the Mavor, Aldermen and Commonaltv of the City of

Saint John, praving a Grant towards erectinz a Breakwater at Sand Point, on the

western side, for the protection of the liarbour : This, vour Committee are of opiniorn,
would be a work of great public utility, and is deservedlv entitled to favourable consi-

deration: Your Committee recommend that a Grant of £700 be made towards

this object.
"No. 14. The Petition of Charles Lloyd, Gauger and Wneigher at Restigouche, with

bis Account attached, being £4 is.: Your Committee recommend that that sum be
granted him.

" No. 15. The Petition of William Chappell, of Bay Verte, setting forth that he has

fitted up, and intends running a suitable vessel, as a Packet to run betwecn that place and

Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island, once a week for the present year, and praving
Legislative aid: This Petition is respectably recommended, and vour Committec
are of opinion that the sum of £20 should be granted in aid-not to be paid until it

be satisfactorily certified to the Government that the work has beern faithfully and

properly donc during open water.
"No. 16. The Petition of Philps Brothers, Paper Manufacturers of Saint John,

praying protection by the imposition of Duties on imported Paper. Your Committee
do not think a sufficient case is made out to induce a recommendation to disturb the

present Revenue Act.
"No. 17. The Petition of the Lord Bishop of Fredericton, praving reimbursement

of Duties paid on materials and furniture for the Episcopal Cathedral at Fredericton,
in 1852, which he could not procure in the Province. The amouit of Duties asked

for is £17 6 3. On some occasions, applications of this kind have been favourably
entertained. During the last two years the House have refused to admit them, and it

therefore cannot be recommended.
" No. 18. The Petition of J. N. M. Brewer, of Robinston, in the State of Maine, in the

United States, setting forth that he had imported in the Ship " Lady of the Lake," in

August last, from Liverpool to Saint Andrews, a full set of Rigging, Sails, Anchors,
and Cables, for a new vessel he was building at Robinston. That the Agent of the

Petitioner, on the arrival of the Ship at Saint Andrews, instead of entering the materials

in bond for exportation, made the usual entry and paid the Duties, amounting to

£23 3 7. That the said articles were iimmediately shipped for Robinston in Ile

Schooner'" Carleton," Coats, Master, where they were duly landed, and paid the United

States Duties ; the Petitioner therefore asks to be refunded the Duty paid at Saint

Andrews. A Certificate from the British Vice Consul, shews that the goods were

landed from the said Schooner at Robinston, and a certificate from the Deputy Col-

lector of the District of Passamaquoddy, shews that the American Duties were there

paid. Under these circumstances it is recommended that £23 3 7 be granted Mr.

Brewer.
" No. 19. The Petition of Henry Eastman, of Saint Stephen, County of Charlotte,

praving a Grant to relieve him from a Bond for Export Duty-on a cargo of Lumber

shipped to Barbadoes in the Ship "Venelia," fromSaint Stephen. The vesselwas totallv

lost on her passage, and consequently the Certificate for cancelling the Bond, unde.r

the Act S Victoria, cap. 109, could not be obtained. An affidavit of her loss is attr.ched

as well as the requiste Certificate from the Deputy Treasurer. It is recommended
that £21 14s. be granted to cancel his Bond.

" No. 20. The Petition of John W. Holderness, of Richibucto, in the County of

Kent, praying to be relieved fron his Warehouse Bonds, in consequence of the articles

for which such Bonds were given having been burnt at the destruction of his Bonded
Warehouse
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Warchouse bv fire in 1851. This Petition is not sworn to, but there is a Certificate
froin the Deputy Treasurer, that lie verilv believes the allegations made : Your Com-
inittee submit, that on satisfactory affidavits being made and forwarded to the Executive
Government, they should be empowered to direct the cancelment of the Bonds.

"No. 21. The Petition of John W. Holderness, L. P. W. DesBrisay and David
Wark, Port Wardens of Richibucto, praving that a Grant may pass to be applied towards
deepening the channel ofits [ arbour. he allegations contained in the Petition require
consideration, and they recommend that an humble Address be presenited to His
Excellency, praying that His Excellency would be pleased ta appoint some scientific
gentleman to examine into the case, and report thereon for the consideration of the
House next Session.

"No. 22. The Petition of William Warwick, of Saint John, praying to be reim-
bursed what he alleges an excess of Duties paid on a Brass and Iron Bedstead
imported last vear: YourCommittee are of opinion that the Petitioner bas no claim for
such excess.

"No. 23. The Petition of Nathaniel M ilbv and James U. Thomas, recently carrying
on trade in Saint John under the firm of Milby and Thomas, praying that the penalty
paid by them under ' An Act to provide for a regular supply of Seamen for new Ships
fitted out or loaded in this Province,' passed in 1840, and afterwards disallowed bv the
Home Government, may be returned them. This case, together with manv others
of a similar kind, was before the House in 1842, and tien adjudicated upon adversely
to the Petitioners: Your Comminee conceive it would be unwise at this late period
to disturb the decision then made.

" No. 24. The Petitionr of William E. Samuel, of Chatham, Northumberland, setting
forth that he had been charged at the Deputy Treasurer's Office excessive Duties on
two trunks Prunella Boots and Shoes, and on two trunks Cloth and Felt Boots imported
by him in 1S52. It appears by the certificate attached, from the Deputy Treasurer,
that the Duties charged by him were twenty per cent. Revenue and one per cent.
Loan Duties, which the Petitioner alleges should have been entered at seven and a
half and one per cent. The difference claimed by him for excess is £6 16s. Inquiries
having been made of the Treasurer, lie reports the party entitled to the d;fference
asked for, under an opinion given by the Law Officers of the Crown.

" "No. 25. The Petition of Edward Allison, Robert Rankin and Company, an?. others,
Mill Proprietors, of Saint John, praying that greater facilities may be aff.rded in
shipping their Lumber from the said Mills, by extending the Port of Saint John to a
farther limit: Your Committee think favourably of this application, and a--cordingly
recommend the attention of the Crown Officers being called to provide 'for ibe diffi-
culties complained of.

"' No. 26. The Petition of James Moran, Simon Vaughan, William Carson, and
sixty two others, Freeholders of Saint Martins, in the Countv of Saint John, praving
legislative aid towards the construction of a Harbour in W~estern Quaco. so called,
for the safety of the numerous Coasters and other Vessels plying in the Bay of Fundv:
Your Committee are of opinion that this work is one of great public importance, but
as no reliable estimates are before them, they recommend an Address to His Excellency,
praving that His Excellencv will be pleased to appoint a proper person to examine
the place alluded to, and to report, with suitable plans and estimates, to be laid before
the House at its next Session.

"No. 27. The Petition of George Sutherland, of Saint John, praying reimbursement
for Duties paid on six casks of Malt Liquor imported from Halifax in November 1851,
and reshipped to the same place in June 1852. The amount asked for is £9. Cer-
tificates of the Duties having been paid, as well as of its reshipment, from the proper
officers, are attached ; and the fact of its being duly landed in Halifax are sworn to by
the Petitioner. The Act however for the collection and protection of the Revenue
confines application for Returin Duties to goods of the value of £50 and upwards, and
therefore it precludes your Committee from recommending this application to the
House.

" No. 2S. The Petition of Thomas Moses, Deputy Treasurer and Comptroller of
Customs at Welshpool, County of Charlotte, praving compensation for services per-
formed, and for inconveniencies to which he had been put in the discharge of his

duties.
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duties. A part of the allegations in his Petition is not sustainable on any grounds.
His remuneration however has not been sufficient to provide for the duties imposed
upon him, and it is recommended that the Executive Government be requested to
seule with him on what they may consider just and equitable grounds.

" No. 29. The Petition of William Olive, J. P., Samuel Strange, J. P., J. C. Little-
hale, J. P., and one hundred and twenty others, with the same prayer as No. 13, and
the answer to it is there detailed.

" No. 30. The Petition of the Reverend James Hudson, of Northumberland, praying
for a return of Duties paid upon articles imported for the use and construction of a
free Church at Newcastle, in that County: The answer to this Petition is contained
in No. 17.

" No. 31. The Petition of John Sime, Trunk Manufacturer at Saint John, pointing
out a discrepancy in the Revenue Act, and praying that such alteration may be made
as will remedy the evil complained of. Mr. Sime's case is certainly a very hard one,
and if ary remedy can be applied without opening the Revenue Law, it would be
desirable to afford it to him.

" No. 32. The Petition of William H. Adams, of Saint John, praying Return Duties
on Nail Machinerv imported from the United States. The Treasurer's certificate is
attached to this Pétition, and it is recommended that £25 6 11, the amount of such
Duties, be granted him.

" No. 33. The Petition of Thomas M'Henrv, of Saint John, praying return of Duties
paid on Hacmatac Knees shipped from this Proeince the past year, amounting to
£209 14s. As these Duties were duly paid under a special Act of Assembly, your
Committee cannot recommend their repayment.

" No. 34. The Petition of F. W. Hatheway and Otis Small, setting forth that they
are building a Steamer of 150 horse power to ply between Fredericton and the Grand
Falls. That the machinery is being constructed in Saint John, but they will be obliged
to import certain articles, Tubes, Boiler Ends, &c., from the United States, on which
they will be obliged to pay Duties, and praying that such articles may be admitted Duty
free. They urge this particularly to enable them to compete with foreign built Steamers
admitted with their machinery. There is much consideration to be attached to this
claim, but as no specified amount is applied for, nor as it appears any importation
made, it will be quite time enough to take up the matter next Session.

" No. 35. The Petition of John Armstrong and Company, of Saint John, praying to
be refunded Duties on various articles exported to Nova Scotia in May 1852: This
your Committee consider a clear case, and it is recommened that £6 1ls. be granted
them.

" No. 36. The Petition of William Scoullar, praying return of Export Duties paid on
Hacmatac Knees shipped last year to the United States. The certificate is annexed
that £30 have been paid for these Duties, and in addition an affidavit is made by the
arpplicant that the Knees were got out for shipment in the Autumn of 1851, before the
Dutieb were imposed, and that they would have been shipped but for the early
closing of the River: Your Committee cannot recommend the claim.

" No. 37. The Petition of Roderick M'Leod, Esquire, and ninety five others, of the
County of Northumberland, praying a Grant to erect a Public Landing on the North
sideof Tabusintac River, on the Great Road from Miramichi to Shippagan and Bathurst.
There can be no doubt but this object would be very desirable, but providing for
it cornes more under the province of the Committee of Roads, and therefore your
Committee cannot recommend any Grant for the purpose.

" No. 38. The Petition of Thomas S. Magee, praying an excess of Duties paid on
the importation of Dried Apples at Saint John, in December last. He alleges he paid
one penny per pound Duty, when he ought to have paid six pence per bushel, making
an excess of £8 3 2, which he prays may be refunded him. The Duties taken were
in conformity of the opinion to the Law Officers, and therefore it cannot be recom-
mended.

" No. 39. The Petition of George Sutherland, of Saint John, praying to be reim-
bursed Duties paid by John Magee on sQndry Merchandise owned by the said Magee,
consumed and destroyed at the great conflagration at Fredericton in November 1850.
A detailed statement of the articles alleged to have been thus consumed is annexed

to
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to the Petition, which is sworn to by Magee before a Justice of the Peace. The great
bulk of the goods on which return Duties are now claimed were purchased as early as
June 1850, five months before the fire took place, and it is inferred that at least a part
of them must have been used or disposed of between June and November. The
claim cannot be sustained. The Petitioner appears to be the Assignee of Magee,
which accounts for the application from him.

" No. 40. The Petition of Stephen Binney, of Moncton, Westmorland, praying
Return Duties on a quantity of Hacmactac Knees exported the past year: The
answer reported in No. 33 will apply to this case.

" No. 41. Are eight several Petitions, praying for Grants towards the erection of
Public Wharfs, viz:-

1. Petition of William Calhoon, and thirty six others, for Grant in aid of individual
subscription for Wharf western side Cape Demoiselle, Albert:

2. Petition of C. D. Archibald, and twenty six others, towards building a Break-
water at Mary's Point, Albert:

3. Petition of William Irving, and fifty nine others, towards repairing Wharf at
Guy's Island, Albert:

4. Petition of Charles Dixon Archibald, same prayer as No. 2:
5. Petition of Millnor Carlisle, and eighty nine others, towards a Wharf at Edgett's

Landing, Albert:
6. Petition of Ralph Steves, and seventy others, towards a Wharf at Dover,

Westmorland:
7. Petition of George Rogers, and one hundred and sixty two others, towards a

Wharf at Hopewell, Albert:
8. Petition of William Bennett, and one hundred and two others, in aid of indivi-

dual subscription towards a public Wharf near Ferry Point, in Albert.
The first seven Petitions, your Committee cannot recommend the prayer of. The

last application is orne, in the opinion of your Committee, entitled to consideratiori,
and it is recommended that a grant of £150 be made towards the object sought for.

Mr. M'Leod, from the Committee appointed on the i ith day of March last, to take
under consideration the Petitions in reference to the claim of Finemore Morton for
teaching a School in the Parish of Sussex, submitted their Report ; and he having read
the same, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was again read, and is as follows:-

" The Committee to whom were referred the Petition of Finemore Morton, of the
Parish of Sussex, in King's County, praying to be remunerated for teaching School six
months ending the 2nd day of February 1853; also the Petition of John C. Vail,
Robert M'Cully, Esquires, and thirty six others, praying that the Provincial allowance
rnay be granted to the said Finemore Morton; also the correspondence and other
documents in reference thereto, communicated to this House on the l th day of
March instant, by conmand of His Excellency the Lieutenant Goverior, report--

That your Committee after having carefully examined the Petitions, correspon-
dence and certi6cates connected therewith, deplore the unseemly spectacle exhibited
to the public in the letters of the School Inspector, and the Rev. Thomas M'Ghee,
being brought into collision with the School proprietors, and paraded to the public
through the Journals of the Legislature. The Board of Education, iii notifying Dr.
Vail "that the majority of Trustees had not acted contrary to law," gave no intima-
tion that they had held any communication with the Rev. Mr. N'Ghee, or that the
Board had called on him to give any explanation.

"Your Committee would express an opinion, that had the Rev. Mr. M'Ghee's letter
been submitted to Dr. Vail, that such explanation would have been laid before the
Board of Education, as would have led to a contrary decision by that Board, and
thereby prevented these letters appearing on the Journals of the Assembly. In
consequence of the certificates and affidavits before them, this Committee feels bound
to express publicly and strongly, that charges against Dr. Vail, Mr. Fairweather and
others in those letters are without foundation and at variance with the facts.

" That the conduct of Dr. Vail has been disinterested and honorable, and the letter
reflecting on his conduct is written in a most uncharitable spirit coming Fom the pen
of a Clergyman, and charging respectable men with drunkenness, rowdyism, &c.,
proof to the contrary of which has been fully produced.

" Your Committee are under the impression that the fact of the Rev. Mr. M'Ghee
and Mr. Reeve, refusing to meet Dr. Vail at t. meeting called by Mr. Parlee, Inspec-
tor of Schools for King's County, shewed that there was something wrong on their
part. Your Committee therefore feel justified in recommending that there be granted
to Finemore Morton the sum of £12, agreeably to the prayer of the petitioners.

JUDGES' FEES.
Copy-No. 4. Government louse, Frede.qcton, N. B., Sth February, 1852.

MY LoRD,-In your Despatci of July 23, 1851, your Lordship stated that you had declined
to submit for Her 31ajesty's confirmation, the Act relating to the Judges' Fees, inasmuch as
no compensation for the loss of such Fees was provided for the existing Judges.

I am informed that a Bill similar to that sent home last year, has again been introduced into
the House of Assembly. Should this Bill be laid before me, it will assuredly be my duty, under
the 1lth section of the Royal Instructions, to refuse my assent to it,-But I am also led to
believe that a measure will be introduced as a separate Bill, awarding compensation. Even if
both Bills pass, still, technically speaking, the first would be within the prohibition of the instruc-
tions, inasmuch as it would be the same Bill as that rejected last year. But I apprehend that I
shall best act up to your Lordship's wishes by assenting to both Bills (if they pass), and by re-
fusing my assent to either separately.

I wish, therefore, that this Despatch may be considered as a "representation" from me,
within the meaning of section Il of the Instructions, made to your Lordship as one of Her bla-
jesty's Secretaries of State, for the purpose of obtaining permission to pass the Bill for abolishing
the Judges' Fees, provided only the other Act is also passed for giving them compensation.

" And it is our further will and pleasure that you do not re-enact any Law to which the

" assent of Us or Our Royal Predecessors bas been once refused, without express leave for that
" purpose first obtained from Us, upon a full representation by you to be made to Us, through
" one of Our Principal Secretaries of State of the reasons and necessity of passing such Law."

Copy-No. 2. Dozcning Street, 12th March, 1852.
Sif,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 4, of the 5th

ultimo, in which, under the 1lth clause of the Royal Instructions, yon ask permission to give
your assent to a Bill which you have reason to believe will be laid before you for the abolition
of the Judges' Fees, provided a separate Bill granting them compensation is also passed by the
Legislature.

Upon the distinct understanding that the amount of compensation proposed to be granted to
the Judges, is a full equivalent to any loss they may sustain by the abolition or reduction of
their fees, I have to convey to you the necessary authority for assenting to any such Acts of the
Provincial Legislature, in the event of their being laid before you.

SI,-I had the honer of receiving your Despatch of March 12th, No 2, conveying to me

permission to paso the Bill for abolishiug the fees to the Judges, notwithstanding the lth
section of the Royal Instructions, provided "fIull and complete compensation" for such fees
were made to the existing Judges.

I have not had occasion to act on the permission thus given, because the first Bill referred to
in my Despatch of February 5th, was lost in the Legislative Conneil, and the second Bill giving
compensation was not proceeded with in the Assembly.

2. I have seen reason to fear tbpt some misapprehension exists on the subject to which my
Despatch of February 5th, 1852, referred-a misapprehension which makes it necessary for me
to explain to you, Sir, the mianner in which this question has arisen, and been discussed with
your predecessor.

3. As far back as 1842, it was apparently the desire of the Assembly to abolish these fees;
and a Bill for commuting them, as well as those paid to the Clerk of the Pleas, was introduced
into the House of Assembly in that year. This Bill seems to have been founded on a Report
of a Committee which recommended that certain salaries should be fixed for the Judges and
other officers, and that the fees should ha either abolished or paid into the Provincial Tressury.

1
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I helieve that the Bill of IS.12 passeil the Ilouse of Asseniv, and was lost in the Council on a
question relating soely tu the Clerk uf the leas ; but of tihis last fact I cannot speak with
perfect certainty.

4. In 149 a Hil vas intlrodiuced anmd passed by bot Il ouses witl a luspending clause, fixing
salaries for the future Judige considera lower tihan those proposed in 1S42. This Bill passedand
was sent Ilome Iv mle witl a >Despatei dated May 14th, froum which the following is an extract

S tpposing the fees to be retaited by tie Judges, I think the salaries proposed by the Act
%vill niot he insuflicient, but I think on crcry account it would be desirable that the fcees should
be abolisited, and rte Juid5 es lereafter to be appointed should receive an additional sui of
£10) cunenry in lieu thereof. 'lite avera-ge receipts of each Judge front fecs are given in
"ite antnexed table, and your Lordship will sec that they fal rather short of the Attorney
Genîeraifs estinate. I think fecs an objectioniable mode of paying the Judges in themselves."
This extract slows that I thlei supposei, and represented to the Secretary of State, tite

salaries of the Judges, as arranged prospectively, to be fixed on the utnderstanding that they
were to receive uthe fees. I was certainly desirous that this portion of their emoluments should be
put in a less objertionable shape. In expressing suri wisi, I was in fact repeating the desire
of rite Asserly in 1842. It will be observed that there was in 1S49 no mensure before the
Colonial Legistu tire bv wiicli it was proposed to take away those fees withoutt making com-
pbens.ation fo)r themn.

5. In tihe Session of 18f50. certain Resoluîtions passed the House of Assembly, which led toa
general discussion by Lord Grey of tite various charges on the Civil List, and other matters
connected therewith. In my Despatch forwarding these Resolttions, I said-

;I should be glad to sec a commîrnuted allowance of £100 currency paid to each of the Judges
Instead of fees now received, and :his atgain would properly bc placed on the Civil List. The
fées voiuld bc t hen paid into tite Provincial Treatsury, and the Province would gain the amount
or if thev were diminished, rtie public would bc relieved in the saine degree."
6. To titis Lord Grev replied in the follawing words:-
" There is, iowever, one item, and one only, which I think it would b desirable at once to
place on the Civil List without even waiting for any measure giving the initiation of money
votes to the Local Governtîent. This is rte proposed allovance to tihe Juîdges by way of
commutation for fees, ndverted to in yotr Despatch, and which I agree with you in cons-
dering a measure so advantageous for the Province that I am ready to sanction it at once.
This will enaile the Legislature either to abolish those fees, or to appropriate them to other
purposes. It must, however, hc understood that titis change cannot bc made without

"the conscrit of tie existing Judges, as it would bc highly inconvenient that an Act carrying
into effect an arrangement of the kind I have now described, should be disallowed by Her
3"lajesty, after it iad cone into operation. While it is necessary that H1er 3]ajesty's sePrants

"should have an opportunity of exercising their judgment in a mensure of so much importance,
before advising its confirmation, I have to instruct yoi not to assent to any such Act unless

"it shal contain a suspending clause,"
Tre Assemblv in 1i51 iad this Despatch of Earl Grey's hefore them, but they proceeded to

pass the Bill to which lier Most Graciouis Majesty's assent vas refutsed in Lord Grey's
Despatch of July 23d, 1851, No. 280. It is clear that but for the suspending clause (which was, I
think, inserted in the Legislative Cotncil,) I could not have assented t0 titis Bill at ail after the
express worls of Lord (rey's Despatch, and in doing so, even with such a clause, I went at
least tu the outside limits allowed ite iv niv instructions.

7. Now Sir, h hope it is evident front titis statement that there lias not been on my part, as I
fear sote persons imagine. any desire to thwart or imitpede the Local Legislature in the exer-
cisc of a proper control over their own affairs, or to provoke them by unnecessary interference.
I certaînly have always understood it to le a recognized principle with lier Majesty's Govern-
ment, that changes in the emoluiment of Judicial Officers were to be prospective, so as not to
affect the existing holders of office. I conceived this to be a precaution whicht was required by
the uniform ruile laid lown by the Quecn's Government t topiold the complete independence
of the Colonial Judges. I thought that by proposing a mode in my Despatches of 1849 and
1850, in witicl tihe interests of the existing Judges miglht be reconciled with the abolition of the
fees, and the commutation for the latter charged on tite Civil List, I was in reaitby uggesting the
removal of an obstacle in tie way of the Local Legislature, and thus giving them greater free-
dom to act. 1 have no doubt too that Lord Grey considerefrtihe offe' made in his Despatch of
tihe 25th of Novemiber, 1850, as a boon rather than an interference with the discretion of the
Legislature of New Brunswick. I an sure at any rate. (subject to the principles referred to
above ) neither Ilis Lordship nor I mnyself, intended to imply that tihe matter was one with
which the Assembly hcre were incompetent to deal.

8. Nor was it unreasonable to consider this offer rather as a concession, silice the proposition
was in fact voluntarily o tplace on tite Q4uteen's Civil List a charge of £400 currency per
annum, and to have lite Colonial Legislature to hand over the whole amoint of the fees replaced
by this £400 to the Provincial Treasttry. or to abolish thein as they miglit see fit. It was

givimg
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giving them free scope for beneficial legislation in their own affairs withoit injury to any one,
and at the expense of the Revenue reserved by a solemnu compact to lier Majesty. I ought to
observe with reference to the words of your Despatch of March 12th, No. 2, that the proposed
compensation of £100 currency per annum, is not in fact equal in amount to the average ofthe
fees, but I am able to state decidedly that it is such compensation as the Judges would all of
them be not unwilling to accept.

9. I trust Sir, that what I have stated will clear me of creating this dispute, with any view
of narrowing the legitimate discretion or encroaching on the functions of the Provincial Legis-
lature, and I can only say that I retain my opinion as to the expediency of ceasing to pay the
Judges by fees at all, and my conviction that it would be right and expedient, on general prin-
ciples, to commute them. As the subject may be revived in the next Session, I shall be glad to
receive any intimation of the Queen's pleasure, or any correction of my opinions which the
facts recited above may seem to Her Majesty's advisers to require. I cannot but hope that the
matter will be hereafter calmly considered, and that the proposition made by Lord Grey may
yet be acquiesced in by the Legislature of this Colony, and confirmed by Her Most Gracious
Majesty.

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The Honorable Mr. Wilmot; from the Comrnittee on Light Houses, submitted their
Report, and he having read the same, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was
again read, and is as follows:-

" The Committee appointed on the 25th day of February last to take into conside-
ration all matters relating to Light Houses, have had before them the several docu-
ments and accounts submitted to them, and beg leave to submit the following Report-

"No. 1. Is the Petition of William Whitlcck, Agent for Lloyd's at the Port of
Saint Andrews, and thirty others, Master Mariners, Pilots, and inhabitants at that
place, praying that a sum of money may be granted to erect a Light House on White
Horse Island, in the Bay of Fundy:-A Petition with a similar prayer was before the
Committee last vear, and the subject since then has been submitted for the conside-
ration of the Commissioners of Light Houses in the Bay of Fundy, who report that a
Light House on the Southern Wolf or the Northern head of Grand Manan, would be
of much more general advantage to the navigation of the Bay of Fundy, than if placed
on the White Horse: As it is a matter of great importance to the navigation of the
Bay, that the coast should be well lighted, the Committee are of opinion that the
Executive Government should direct the Commissioners of Light Houses in the Bay
of Fundy to procure a plan and estimate of the cost of erecting a Light House on the
Southern Wolf, and if approved of, direct it to be built, provided the Light House
Fund is sufficient to defray the cost, and the present Light House dues sufficient to
support the additional annual charge.

"No. 2. Is the Petition of Phillip Chapman, and thirty eight others, inhabitants of
Shediac, praying that a Light House may be erected at or near the entrance of the
Harbour of Shediac: The Committee have not before them any plans or estimates,
to enable them to arrive at any decision upon the subject, and would recommend that
the Commissioners of Light Houses for the Gulf of Saint Lawrence be requested to
take the matter into consideration, and if they should be of opinion that a Light
House should be erected there, that they procure a plan and estimate of the cost of
building one, and make a Report on the subject, to be laid before the House at the
next Session.

" No. 3. l the Petition of Thornas Robson, of Sackville, setting forth, that the
grant of £30 made in 1851, for the purpose of enabling him to make an experiment
of the efficiency of a Fog Bell inîvented by him, was not sufficient for the purpose.
The subject of making this excperiment lias been repeatedly before the House, and the
Committee cannot recommend a further-grant.

"The Committee have examined the Accounts connected with the different Light
Houses, and find them generally very satisfactory ; and they learn by the several
Reports that the whole service is in a highly efficient state. They would, however,
remark, that by the Report of John Wilson, Esquire, the Commissioner at Saint
Andrews, £190 5 91 is remaining in his hands after paying the contingencies and
salaries of the Light Houses at Saint Andrews, Head Harbour, and Western Seal
Islands ; he accounts for the large balance by his clerk having omitted to credit a
payment received from the Deputy Treasurer, Mr Jack. The Committee notice a
charge of £5 13 7, expenses of visiting Lights in the Bay of Fundy, :rd £5, visiting
Light House in the Gulf of Saint Lawrence, in addition to the commission charged:
It will be for the House to judge whether those charges can be sustained.

" The Commissioners for the Bay of Fundy will require the som of £1500 to meet
the contingencies of the present year, and a further sun of £250 towards the support
of the Lights at Brier Island and Cape Sable Seal Island, in Nova Scotia ; also £15
to improve the Road to the Light House at Cape Enragé.

" The Commissioners in the Gulf of Saint Lawrence will require £100 to pay off
the balance now due them, and meet the contingencies for the current year.

"The Committee recommend the sums named to be granted for the several services.
"The Commissioners for the Gulf of Saint Lawrence have brought under the con-

sideration of the Government, the necessity of erecting a Light House upon Miscoe
Island, a locality where accidents to Shipping are annually taking place.

"The Committee would recommend the same course to be pursued in procuring
plans and estimates, as in the case of Shediac, and would further suggest, that as the

Gulf
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Gulf of St. Lawrence Light House Fund is now in debtto the General Revenues, that
it will be necessary to increase the Light Dues in the Gulf of Saint Lawrence before
the expenditure can be justified.

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"The Committee appointed to examine and report on Public Accounts, having had
their attention directed to alterations made in the Report of the Auditor General on
the Provincia! Treasurer's Accounts, since the same was laid before the House bv
command of lis Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, and having at the request cf
the Auditor General, heard the statements of himself and his Clerks relative to the
matter, beg leave to make the following special Report-

" The Report was laid before the House on the il th March last, prior to which, three
leaves were taken out in consequence of obliterations, and new pages put in their room,
and the Accounts embraced on these three new pages were completed and signed by
the Auditor General as they now appear in the Report. After the Report was in the
hands of several Members of the Committee, and had been examined by them, and
minutes taken from the Balance Sheet then appearing on page 57, and enquiries had
been made as to some of the statements appearing thereon, the Report was obtained by
one of the Clerks in the Audit Office to whom it had been stated that errors existed
in the Sheet. A new Sheet was prepared in the Audit Office with thp iew of correcting
the errors which had been discovered, the Report was then on Saturday the 19th
March, taken to a Bookbinder's shop by Mr. Gall, one of the Clerks, and there the page
57 of the Report was cut out and the new leaf inserted in its place under his inspection,
and he immediately after returned the Book to the Provincial Secretary, from whom
it had been obtained by Mr. Beckwith; the Report was returned into the House on
Tuesday the 22nd, and no intimation was given to any Member of the Committee that
such change had been made. The items on the page 57 removed, which were altered
in the new page 57 substituted, made the old and new leaf stand respectively-

"At the top of page 58 these amounts are carried forward, and stand thus-

"And the Report is continued through this and the following page, 59, and there
balanced without any apparent regard to the discrepancies in carrying forward the
changed figures on new page 57, and the Account sa balanced and signed by the
Auditor General, now lies before the Committee for their examination.

" While the Committee feel that an unjustifiable liberty has been taken by persons
in the Audit Office with a public document of great importance laid before the
House by command of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, without the know-
ledge or sanction of any competent authority, they are yet constrained to believe that
the act was done without due consideration of its importance and its consequences,
without any fraud or intention of personal or pecuniary interest. The Committee are
led to view the matter with less severity than it would otherwise deserve, in conse-
quence of finding that previous Annual Reports on the Public Accounts bave, after
having been laid before the House and reported upon by the Committee of Public
Accounts, had their figures in numerous instances materially changed by the Audit
Office, and the published Reports greatly differ from the Reports as tbey stood when
audited by the Committee; this objectionable course appears to have been pursued

45 without
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without any censure from the House. In no instance, however, has the original
matter of the Report been renoved or obliterated so as to prevent its original facts and
figures from being understood.

The Honorable Mr. Gray, from the Committee to whom was referred the subject
of Internal Navigation, submitted their Report, and he having read the same, handed
it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was again read, and is as follows

"The Committee appninted on the 25th of February last, to take into consideration
all matters relative to the Internal Navigation of this Provincc, report-

"No. 1. The Petition of Frederick W. Hatheway, Otis Small, and J. R. Tnpper,
Esquires, praying for thenselves, their associates and assigns, the exclusive right of
navigating the '.int John from the Grand Falls upwards, by Steamers, for twenty
years, under certain regulations.

" No. 2. The Petition of J. & S. Glazier, D. Page, and John W. Tooney, with a
like prayer, for fiteen years: Your Committee cannot recomiend the prayer of
either of these Petitions.

" No. 3. The Petition of Daniel Sullivan, and one hundred and forty two others,
inhabitants of the Parish of Saint Stephen, in the County of Charlotte, praying that
an Act may pass to erect a Drawer in the Ferry Point Bridge, so called, over the

River Saint Croix, between Saint Stephen and Calais:-It appears that in the original
construction of the Bridge, a Draw was placed ; that subsequently the same was

repaired,
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repaired, omitting the construction of a Draw, under protest from the Petitioners, and
an assurance that a Draw should be constructed ; that this assurance has not been
conplied with, and the navigation of the Saint Croix, and the interests of parties
resident above, seriously injured.

" That ynur Committee desire to express their opinion, that the erection of a Bridge
across any navigable Stream, without affording the requisite means of passing up and
down the Stream, either by a Draw, or by erecting the Bridge of sufficient elevation to
admit thereof, is a decided infringement of the common law rights of the subject, and
ought not to be permitted.

" Your Committee therefore recommend, that a Bill should pass compelling the
construction of a Draw in said Bridge ; but your Committee at same time desire to call
the attention of the House to the fact, that the River is an international River, partly
under the control of the United States and partly under that of Great Britain, to which
fact due regard must be had in legislating on the subject.

No. 4. The Petition of J. Mackie, Foreman, on behalf of the Grand Jury of the
County of Northumberland; of James L. Price, Alexander Davidson, and fifty nine
others, Magistrates, Lumberers, and inhabitants of that Countv, praying for a graut of
monev to remove obstructions in the South West Branch of the Miramichi, from the
head of tideway to the Bridge at Doak's, about thirty five miles: This Petition is
numerously and influentially signed, and from information afforded your -Committee,
they deem the object to be une of public utility:-There is no estimate or any infor-
mation as to what would be the probable expense of the operations ; but considering
the extent of lumbering carried on upon that River, and the inducement it would
afford for settlement, by facilitating the passage of boats and freight into the interior,
they recommend that a sum not exceeding £50 be granted to the Lieutenant Goi .rnor
in Council, to make an exploration and estimate, and report thereupon for the infor-
mation of this House at its next Session.

" No. 5. The Petition of J. L. Price, and thirty nine others, inhabitants of Stanley
and Ludlow, on the South West Branch of the Miramichi, of a similar prayer, for
removing obstructions on the River above Boiestown, and forming a tow path along
its banks: Your Committee cannot recomend the prayer of this Petition.

" No. 6. The Petition of Charles H. Clowes, and other inhabitants of the Oromocto
and its Branches, praying for a grant, in aid of individual subscription, towards
erecting a Wharf at or near the mouth of the Oromocto: Your Committee
recommend a grant of £150, upon satisfactory proof being given to the Lieutenant
Governor in Council of a similar sum having been subscribed and paid in towards that
object, and that that sum is necessary for a good and substantial 7harf.

"No. 7. The Petition of David Tapley, on behalf of the inhabitants of Maugerville,
in County of Sunbury, setting forth that the Legislature at its last Session granted
£50, in aid of individual subscription, towards building a Wharf at that place; that a
corresponding amount was subscribed and paid, and the Petitioner advertised for
tenders according to a plan and specifications, deemed by him best suited to the warits
of the Parish, that the lowest tender was £150:-Petitioner accepted the tender and
took security for the performance of the work, and now prays for an additional £50 to
pay the difference.

"Your Committee cannot too strongly deprecate the idea, that a Commissioner
appointed to expend a particular sum, should deem himself at liberty to enter into a
contract for a larger amount: The Petition also is entirely unsupported by any appli-
cation from the inhabitants, and your Committee cannot recommend its prayer.

"No. 8. The Petition of Ebenezer Burpe, J. W. Goldfinch, Silas M'Mahon, and
Thomas Cox, of the Parish of Chipman, Queen's County, praying for a grant of £500
to enable them to remove obstructions in the Salmon River, and tbereby improve the
navigation for Steamers and Woodboats for a distance of 16 miles: This Petition is
unsupported by any evidence before the Committee, other than the Petition itself,
either of the necessity for this improvement, or that the sum of £500 is not far more
than is necessary for the purpose; and in the absence of any estimate to guide them,
or further information as to the necessity, they cannot recommend the Petition.

" No. 9. The Petition of Samuel Clark, Obadiah Calkin and others, inhabitants of
Hopewell, County of Albert, praying aid towards deepening the Channel leading

towards
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towards the public Landing, and improving the navigation of Hamilton Creek in said
Cou ntv.

"There is no estimate of the expense accompanving the P)etition, but attached thereto
is a subscription list for that pu rpose, signed bv die inhabitants, anounting to £63 15s.
While vour ('ommittce cannot approve of anV public work being undertaken without
an estimate of the expense being first had, yet inasmnch as the House has recognized
the principal, that in works of this description public aid shall he afforded in propor-
tion to individual subscriptiois, thev recommend a grant of £63 15s., but only to be
paid on satisfactory evidence being given tu the Lieutenant Governor in Council. that
the sum of £63 15s. has been paid in to the Commissioner to be appointed for super-
intending the work ; and that the said two sums will accomplish the object in view, or
if more be requisite, that the same has been raised and paid in.

" No. 10. The Petition of George W. Mtllen, H. Peters, F. W. Hatheway and others,
pra*ving aid towards building a Wharf on the River Saint John, at the termination of
the Road leading from the Victoria Settlement, Parish of Gagetown, in the County of
Queen's. Petitioners ask for £50: There is no subscription list attached to this
Petition, no estimate, and no information, other than the Petition itself, to show the
necessity of the work, and your Committee cannot recommend the same.

"No. I1. The Petition of James Slip, George Clark, and fourteen others, inhabitants
of the Parish of Hampstead, Queen's County, praying aid towards building a Public
Wharf at Mr. Isaac VanWarts, on the west bank of the River Saint John, opposite
the South end of Long Island: This Petition is accompanied by a certificate that
£40 10s. has been subscribed for the purpose : Your Committee recommend a grant
of a similar sum upon same terms as No. 8.

"No. 12. The Petition of Alexander Munro, Ephraim Raworth and others, inhabi-
tants of the Parishes of Westmorland and Botsford, in the County of Westmorland ;
reciting that in a former application to the Assembly a grant of £50 had been made to
the inhabitants on the Gaspereau River, in aid of individual subscription, for erecting
a Wharf, which sum was not drawn in consequence of a disagreement about a site.
That one had since been agreed on, where the Gaspereau River meets the Post Road
leading from Fort Cumberland to Cape Tormentine, which would afford accommoda-
tion to 300 freeholders in the Parish of Botsford, and the same number in the Parish
of Westmorland, and prays aid.

" No estimate is given and no specific sun named, but said Petition is accompanied
by a list setting forth with much candour the paving and non-paying subscribers, of
which the latter are the most n'umerous:-The sum subscribed in labour and cost
amounts to £11 2 6, and your Committee, not deeming that a similar sum would go
far towards erecting a suitable and permanent Wharf, or that the inhabitants show a
sufficient inclination to exert themselves, cannot recommend the prayer of the
Petition.

" No. 13. Arc the Petitions of Joseph B. Perkins, and one l-r.ndred and one others,
inhabitants of Petersville, County of Queen's; of Harry Peters, and three hundred and
seventeen others, inhabitants of Queen's; Alexander Case, and forty others, of same
County ; Henrv Chubb, and three hundred and nineteen others, of the City of Saint
John; Thomas O. Miles, and sixty one others, of the County of Sunbury; W. J.
Bedell, and fifty one others, of the County of York; of Justus S. Wetmore and others,
owners of Sailing Vessels on the River Saint John ; of Samuel Langan, and ninety-nine
others, of Chipman, Queen's County, praying for the construction of a Canal across
Grimross Neck, in County of Queen's; and the Petition of B. M. Dykeman, and one
hundred and twelve others, against the same.

"Your Committee have examined these Petitions with rmuch care, as also the
Report of Messieurs Grant and Serrell, in the Journals of 1852 (Appendix 176), and
several witnesses who have appeared before them, and cannot recommend any appro-
priation for that purpose, because they entertain doubts with regard to the general
utility of the work, and serious fears as to its injuring the navigation of the Saint John
for Rafts and Lumbering purposes, and because they believe the expense would be
far greater than the sum contemplated in the Report of Messieurs Grant and Serrell;
and that the work, when completed, would entail a continual expense upon the

Province
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Province to keep the same in repair; and a continuing liability to compensate for
damages that miglit result from its possible disruption.

" No. 14. Is the Petition of Henry Garbutt, proprietor of the Lancaster Milis, in
the County of Saint John, praying that a Draw may be placed in the Musquash
Bridge, in the Parish of Lancaster, and that the Road approaching the sane may be
raised above the level of the tide.

" Your Committee can have no hesitation in saying, that if the Road is continued
in its present location, both of these requests should be complied with; but in the
progress of their investigation on this subject, evidence was brought before your
Committee, ten ding to shew that the expense of a Draw might be avoided, and a more
permanent Bridge and Road constructed at less cost, and requiring less annual outlay,
by deviating from the present route, and carrying the Road nearer to the Mills. No
cstimate is given of land damages, and the alteration is objected to by the propri-
etors of the land through which it will pass, and by the Supervisor of the Road.
The sun for building a proper Bridge and Draw, with the necessary elevation of the
Road, is given at about £800; for the alteration without the land damage, at a
rough estimate, £400. These sums are given at conjecture, without any particular
examination for the purpose, but merely from a knowledge of the locality. The
Musquash being a navigable River, will come within the scope of the remarks made
in No. 3, and the Petitiùner is entitled to relief: Your Committee recommend that a
Commissioner be appointed to examine and report to the Lieutenant Governor in
Council upon the advantages or disadvantages of making the alteration proposed, or
of erecting a Bridge with a Draw; and with such Report to rett:rn an estimate of
the expenses respectively; and that the Lieutenant Governor in Council be authorised
to do that which is deemed best for the public interests.

" The Committee beg to bring under the consideration of the House, the pro-
priety of making some enactments which will, under proper regulations, compel
Woodboats and Rafts, while navigating the River Saint John by night, to carry bright
and distinct signal lights ; the great increase of travelling upon this River at night
renders some regulation of the kind absolutely necessary for the preservation of property
and human life.

"They desire also to call the attention of the House to the fact that, under the
present Imperial Navigation Laws, foreign Steamboats are purchased by residents of
this Province, and then receive a British Register, after which they ply upon our
Rivers and Coasts with all the rights and privileges of British built vessels, without
payment of any Duty whatever upon their machinery or equipments. This gives an
undue and unfair advantage to Foreign Steamboats, which thus brings their machinery
and equipments into direct competition with British Vessels, free of Duty. It is
submitted that measures ought to be adopted to remedy this state of things, in order
to place both parties on a fair and equal footing, and give to Steamboats built and
equipped in this Province, those advantages to which they are entitled, but of which
they are now deprived.

" The number and variety of applications submitted to your Committee, clearly
prove the necessity which exists for some superintendence over the navigable waters
of this Province, which, in proportion to its extent, is favoured with a very large
number of navigable Rivers and Streams.

" Alreadv much inconvenience has arisen from the want of Draws in Bridges over
navigable Rivers, owing to the increase of Shipbuilding and internal navigation; and
this inconvenience is likely to increase from the number of new Bridges about to be
built, as well for Highways as for Railway purposes.

" Many Rivers and Streams are much less useful than they might be, from Mill
Dams having been placed across them, without proper proper provision for the pas-
sage of Boats and Timber, and neary in every River and Stream obstructions yet
exist which greatly impede their free navigation. In a number of instances, Streams
which are now scarcely navigable, might be rendered so at comparatively emall
expense, by wing dams or one or more locks, or by dams at the outlets of Lakes,
which would secure a sufliciencv of water, and furnish a regular supply throughout
the season. Wharfs, piers and landing places are yearly becoming of greater necessity;
for these, sites require to be selected which will prove most convenient to the

46 greatest
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greatest extent of country or the largest number of inhabitants ; and they should be
so placed as not to interfere with navigation, or offer the least possible obstruction.
No steps ought to be taken, or any expenditure made for improving the navigation of
a River or its Branches, until after such River as a whole has been carefully examined,
and its leading characteristics duly considered; and every improvement should be
planned and executed with reference to its effects on other parts of the same River or
Stream, the general and lasting improvenent of its whole navigation, and the use of
the water power it may possess, or which may be created by an improvement in the
navigation.

advantages to the commercial world, .over every other kind of Alarmn Apparatus
hitherto in operation, and it is the opinion of your Committee that a large proportion
of the marine losses, (including vessels, cargoes, and valuable lives,) will be avoided
by the general use of the aforesaid Alarm Apparatus.

" From the information obtained of its construction, operation, simplicity, and
cheapness, your Committee are fully satisfied that the prayer of the Petition should
be complied with; and that the sum of £500 should be granted for the erection of an
Alarm Apparatus during the ensuing Summer, at such place as the Government
shall order, upon the recommendation of the Commissioners of Light Houses; the
arrangement and inspection of said Alarm Apparatus to be under the direction of
Dr. Fletcher, to whom a liberal remuneration may be given by the Government for
his services, besides his costs and charges in superintending the erection of the said
Apparatus.

" Your Committee appreciate the value of the invention, and consider it deserving
of the highest consideration, and its inventor entitled to such remuneration froma the
Government as the value of his invention justly merits, from its great ingenuity, and
the protection it is calculated to afford to Shipping and Commerce, trial thereof.having
been obtained.

A Message from His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor.
The Honorable Mr. Street, a Member of Her Majesty's Executive Council, by com-

mand of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, delivered the following Message:-

"Message to the House -of Assembly, 5th April, 1853.
"EDMUNr HEAD.

" His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor lays before the House of Assembly a
copy of a Communication from the Sheriff of Charlotte. His Excellency desires' to
call the serions attention of the House to the lawless state of the Island of Grand
Manan, and suggests, for the consideration of the House, the propriety of providing
for the execution of the Revenue Laws and the general law of the Province on the
Islands at the entrance of the Bay of Fundy."

The Document communicated by this Message was read at the Clerk's Table, and
is as follows:-

Sherf's Ofice, Saint Andrews, ltk March, 1853.
DEAR SiR,-Will yon allow me to mention to you, for the information of His Excellency, if

you think proper, the propriety of appointing another Magistrate on the Island of Grand
Manan, in this County.

My attention has been turned to this subject, in consequence of a correspondence which I
have lately Lad with the Reverend Mr. G. T. Cary, the Clergyman there, about the appoint-
ment of one Randal Smith to the Office of Deputy Sheriff, to replace one lately deceased, and
Mr. Carey permits me to use his words.

In his letter of the 8th January last, he says-" We require a sort of Head Constable, paid
"by the Government, one who would not be afraid to do his duty, and to report every thing."worthy of notice to the Government-such as selling of Liquor without Licence, which is exten-
"sively practised, and plundering the Crown Lands, &c. A Vessel was wrecked and plundered
"here, a short time ago, and the plunderers threaten the Constables, and dpfy the Law.

" We are in a sad state-there is only one resident Magistrate, Mr. Craig, and no Coroner,
"so that in cases of Assault and Battery, and' other offences requiring the jurisdiction of two
"Justices, no action can be taken, nor can Inquests be held. A man was found, a short time
"ago, hanging in the woods, and was buried without an Inquest. The place is becoming diser-
"derly and totaly lawless."

In another letter of the 3rd instant, the same Reverend Gentleman says
" Mr. Smith cannot obtain the assistance of another Constable; they all refuse to accompany

'him ; some, it is feared, from sympathy with the plunderer, and others from fear of him.
"I don't know any one on the Island. qualified to act as a Justice of the Peace : Mr. Craig

"and I have, however, come to the conclusion that M4r. - would be the most suitable person,
"if he would consent to accept the office."

Mr. Fisher is a Magistrate, and forrnerly lived on the Island, but now he resides at Eastport,
and only occasionally visits the Island on business.

The Joint Address of the Honorable the Legislative Council and this House to Her
Majesty, upon the subject of the Fisheries and Reciprocal Trade with the United States,
was read as engrossed, and is as follows:-
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m THE HUMBLE ADDRESS OF YOUR MAJESTY'S LEGISL&TIVE COUNCIL AND BOUSE OF ASSE3BLY OP
THE PaOV1NCE oF NEW BRUNSWICK.

"MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,
" We, Your Majesty's dutiful and loyal Subjects, the Legislative Council and Assembly

of New Brunswick, beg leave to approach Your Majesty with sentiments of profound
respect, and with unabated attachment to Your Majesty's Person and Government.

"The prompt and efficient protection afforded by Your Majesty's Naval Forces to
the Fisheries of British North America, whicli secured its Coasts from Foreign agges-
sion during the past year, and enabled British Subjects to énjoy unmolested their rights
and privileges, has inspired the inhabitants of New Brunswick with increased confidence
in the determination of Your Majesty's Goverument to maintain, to the fullest extent,
their claim to this invaluable source of industry and wealth: And ive again entreat, that
Your Majesty will be pleased to continue such protection, being impressed with the
belief that it will prove much more advantageous and satisfactory than the acceptance of
any equivalent yet offered by the American Government for a participation in these
Fisheries; a fuill and unmolested enjoyment of which is of the utmost importance, forms
an incalculable source of wealth, and is of inestimable value to the People of New
Brunswick.

" Maritime Nations at all times, and in every quarter of the Globe, have set up and
maintained certain exclusive privileges within, three marine miles of their shores; and by
universal custom and the law of Nations, the claim has been defined by lines, not within
Bays, but from the entrance of such Bays, as designated by a line drawn from headland
to headland forming such Bays; which law has been fully recoguized by the most emi-
nentAmerican as well as other Jurists; and by the Articles of the Convention of 1818, the
United States thereby renounced forever the liberty of fishing within three marine miles
of the Coasts, Bays, Creeks or Harbours of certain portions of the British North Ameri-
can Colonies: This treaty stipulation is clearly expressed and is incapable of miscon-
struction.

"The proposition of the American Government to concede to us the privilege of
fishing on their Coasts as an equivalent for a participation in the Coast Fisheries of these
Colonies, is delusive, and so utterly disproportioned in the benefits intended to be con-
ferred on the respective parties, that it ought not, in justice to Your Majesty's Colonial
subjects, to be entertained. With the best Fisheries in the world upon our own Shores, our
Fishermen would seldom seek the waters of the United States for flish. This specious
offer can only deceive the uninformed, and is well known both by the Americans and
Colonists to be comparatively valueless to the latter; while the privileges sought to be
obtained by the people of the United States are acknowledged to be of momentous con-
cern to them, forming a nursery for seamen, and a source from which they derive mari-
time importance.

"When the welfare of the Empire demanded extensive changes in the regulations
of Trade, and alterations in Her relations with Poreign Nations, the particular interests of
the Colonies were not permitted to distarb the general arrangement by the continuance
of a protective policy. The Fisieries are the gift of a beneficent Providence to the
Countries they surround, and necessarily form no part of any complicated policy. The
Fisheries on the Shores of New Brunswick, it is humbly submitted, belong to the People,
and to allow them to be participated in by a Foreign power, without their consent,
would be a sacrifice of their rights and interests, place the Colonists in a.humiliating
position, too painful to contemplate, and be inconsistent with the National honor.

"We respectfully desire to express our decided opinion, that the Fisheries in the
Rivers, Harbours, and Estuaries, should be reserved exclusively for the People of this
Province, and that no Foreigner should be perinitted to participate therein upon azy
terms or conditions whatever.

"We most urgently press upon Your Majesty's consideration the anomalous position
in which the North American Colonies are placed by the present Commercial relations
with the United States. While Your Majesty's Government, with unexampled liberality,
has opened the Ports of the Colonies to that Republic, by which American Ships are
permitted to enter therein on the same terms as British Ships, and take on board Cargoes

49 either
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either for the United Kingdom or any other Colony; Colonial, as well as other British
Vessels, are precluded from carrying Cargoes from one State of the Union to another,
and this restriction is extended even to the State of California: American Ships and
Steamers are built and equipped in the United States, sold in the British and Colonial
Markets, evade the high Import Duties on the varions articles used in their construction,
receive British Registers, and have ail the advantages connected with these privileges;
while British and Colonial Ships possess no such privileges and advantages in the
United States: Anmerican Manufactures are admitted into the Provinces at the sane
rates of Duties as are chargýed on British Merchandise; and while such Manufactures
are admitted into this Province at a Duty of eight and a half per cent. ad valorem, the
Products of New Brunswick are subject, upon importation into the United States, to
Duties from twenty to thirty per cent.; they enjoy the privilege of sending their staple
commodities of Wheat, Flour, and other Breadstuffs, to the British markets free of Duty,
coinpeting with Your Majesty's Colonial Subjects upon equal ternms in our own fnarkets,
while they impose a Duty of tiventy per cent. on similar Colonial produttions imported
into the United States. The present state of the respective Tariffs is one which creates
vexatious and harassibg impedimënts to the general Commerce of the Country, and
addëd to the exclusion of Colonial buit Ships te Registry in American Ports, is the cause
of well grounded complaint by Your Majesty's Colonies; and the unequal pressure serves
only to implant feelings of disappointment and retaliation.

" We regret to observe that these important and gratuitous cotcessions, whidh have
cöinfeited upon the citizens of thë neighbouring Repúblic, Conmrercial advantages not
possessed by your faithful Colonial Subjects, have not been met by the Govërnment 'of
the United States in the same enlightened and liberal spirit with which they were granted;
and that had they beén withheld by Your Majesty's Governinent, we believe, to-obtain
them, the American people would willingly have ceded to the Colonies an equal parti-
dipatiln în sinilar privileges to those they have thus obtained without an 'equivalent.

" We have reason to apprehend, from recent official papers laid before Congress,
as well as by the Message of the late President of the United States to that Body, that
the American Government will -endeavoùr to negotiate separate Treaties on the subject
of the Fisheries and Reciprocàl Trade. This course, we are decidedly of opinion, if
acceded to by Your Majesty's Goverùmeüt, would be'ettremely-adverse to the interests
of British North America. We humbly contend, that only one Contention, ·embracing
all the objects nôw under discussion bëtween the tWo Governments, 'relative to the
Fisheries and the freedom of Commêrce, should be negotiated; such Convention 'to
côntain a provision, réserving to Your Majesty's Governinënt'thefùll rightof'withdrawing
any conce*sion of the Fisheries'that it -might be deemed expedient to nake, upon giving
due 'hotice of such intention, wheneVer it may be thought proper so to do.

" Being'fully sensible of the vast importance of establishing the Conimnercial intercotûrse
between these Colonies and the United States upon an enlightened and liberal basis,
and entertaining a cordial desire to promote a friendly'feeling'with'that Ctontry,tWe beg to
express our readiness 'to affdrd every facility ini accompishing this great international
obj'et, as far as a due regard'to the rights and interests of 'Ybnr Majesty's faithful Sub-
jedts,:the Žeople of Nëw rünswickwilljustify. Infltiebèd by these ptintiples, ii.'ctld
résp'ectfully suggest, that 'whenëver the Govrritnit of'the UnitédStates are prepared
tocc>ncede Reciprôcal Trade to Yôtir Majesty's Colonial Pôsséssiots in North Ameïca
in the following articles, viz:-

" Grain; and Bread Stuffs of all kinds;
"Vegetables; Fruits; Seeds; Hay; Straw; Hemp; Flax; Trees; Plants; Rite;

Cbtton; unmanufactured Tobacco; Hops;
"Animals of all kinds; salted, fresh, smoked and preserved Meats; Battter; Cheese;

Lard; Tallow; Eggs; Hides; Horns; Wool; undressed Skins; and Yurs of all kinds;
"Ores and Minerals of all kinds; Metals of all kinds, in pigsand blooms; Steel; Copper;

Grixidstones, and Stone of ail kinds; Marble, in its crude or polished state; Slate; Earths;
Coal; Lime; Bricks; Ochres; Asphaltuin; Asphalt Rock; Maltha; Petroleum;
Naphtha; Mastic; Gypsum, ground and unground; Rock Sait;

"Woods; Logs ; Timber; Lumber of all kinds, whether in the rough, hewn, sawn, or
split; Staves; Firewood; the Barks and Roots of Trees; Ashes;

"Fish
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" Fish of all kinds, whether fresh, salted, dried, smoked, or preserved; Fish Oil; Train
Seal and Spermaceti Oil; Head-matte! and Blubber; Fins and Skins, and al other producs
of Fish, or other creatures living in the waters;

" Being the growth, production or manufacture of Your Majesty's North American
Colonies, and the United States respectively, when imported direct from the Country
producing the same:

"And also upon consideration that the American Government admit Colonial built
Ships to registry in American Ports, in the sane manner and with the like privilegés
that American Vessels are admitted to registry in any Port of the British Empire; and
further that they permit the Vessels of New Brunswick to trade and carry cargoes
between the different States of the Union, as American Ships are now permitted to trade
between Colony and Colony, and between the United Kingdom and the Colonies; we
would be willing to admit the American Fishermen to a free participation with British
Subjects in the in-shore and Bay Fisheries on the Coasts of New Brunswick, with per-
mission to land upon the Coasts for the purpose of drying their nets and curing their
Fish, not interfering with the rights of private property, or British Fishermen; provided
that the Fishermen of New Brunswick are permitted to enjoy a free participation with
American citizens in the in-shore Fisheries, and the Fisheries within the Bays on the
Coasts of the United States, subject to the like conditions, limitations and regulations as
should be imposed upon American Fishermen in the waters of New Brunswick.

" Should the American Godvernment evince a disposition to open their Coasting Trade,
and to extend the principle of reciprocity to Colonial Ships within their boundaries, we
would cheerfully meet-such advances with a correspouding concession.

"l In common with many of the most enlightened American statesmen, we believe that
a free exchange of the natural productions of the United States and these Colonies,
including those of the Field. the Forest, the Mines, and the Fisheries, would be mutually
advantageous to both Countriesand would-rapidlyenlargetheir Commercial relations, and
add greatly to.their prosperity: We therefore feel alively interest in the resultof the nego-
tiations now pending between Your Majesty's Government and that of the United States.

"The liberal Commercial policy adopted by Your Majesty, and introduced into these
Colonies as well as other parts -of the Empire, under which the productions referred to
are admitted into our Markets either free, or at a very light Duty, leaves little to offer
under our existing Tariffs as an equivalent for the admission of our productions on cor-
responding terms into the States ofthe Union. Should these negotiations prove unsuc-
cessful, and the Government-of the United States persist in reftising to extend to
these Colonies advantages similar to those which the American People have obtained
from Great Britain, we would earnestly urge on Your Majesty the necessity of withdraw-
ing the restrictions imposed on the Colonial Legislatures, .and.Jeaving them to ;exercise
their own discretion with regard to differential Duties. We believe that this would be
followed by such an adjustment of the Tariffs -of the British North American:Colonies,
as, while it might restrict our Trade with the United States, would extend in a corres-
ponding degree our Commercial relations and transactions with each other on. terns
mutually advantageous:to the respective Colonies.

"Such a course of Legislation, securing as .it would to..the Colonists a prefereice n
their respective -markets, would.lead to a much more extensive exchange ·of the Agriçul-
tural productions of Canada for the produce of the Mines and ~Eishéries of the Lower
Colonies; it would impart a stimulus to these various branches of industry; and by
enlarging their Commercial intercourse, draw the Colonists-more closely together,:while it
would place dhe people of the 'United States in a position to form .a more accurate
estimate of 'the -value of our Colonial Trade, and to judge whether it is for 'their own
interest to have the intercourse betweenthe two Countries clogged.with those Commer-
cial restrictions which still continue to forn a-part of their policy.

"In conclusion, we feel it our duty calmly to express our opinion, !that in:former.nego-
tiations between the United States and the Mother Country, when Colonial -interests
were at stake, îthe Americans have obtained the advantage; but we coilfidently trust in
Your -Majesty's desire to consult the vishes and feelings of your dutiful Subjects, -the
People of New Brunswick, and feel assured that their interests, so -deeply involved in
the pending negotiations, will not be sacrificed."

" All history and experience have proved that the establishment of Free Ports,
in commanding situations, has proved highly advantageous to the Countries which
have them, when contiguous to Foreign Ports, where high Tariffs or prohibiting
Duties are levied; and the Committee conceive it only necessary to refer to Singa-
pore, the Channel Islands, and the Island of Saint Thomas, as proof of this assertion:

" The first of these Free Ports, Singapore, affords one of the most striking
instances of these advantages; it has littie or no produce of its own, and was con-
sidered almost a desert Island when first constituted a Free Port; in fifteen years
thereafter it bas become a rich and flourishing Settlement, with an export of Mer-
chandise amounting to Three millions of pounds sterling-annually.

" The Channel Islands offer another striking example of the benefits of estab-
lishing in proper situations of an insular character great depots for Commerce: It
was at first supposed that rendering the Channel Islands Free Ports, would greatly
encourage Smuggling into England ; yet such has not proved to be the case:-No
injurious effects have been found to flow from the privileges granted, but on the
contrary, substantial benefits have accrued to the Trade and Commerce of the British
Empire generally, and especially to the Colonies, from having access to these Islands
as Free Ports.

" The Committee have remarked, that Free Ports to serve as Commercial Stations,
have almost always been establisbed on Islands, and viewing the peculiar position
of Campo Bello, they conceive it well placed for an Island Free Port, open to the
Commerce of the world: They believe that establishing it as a Free Port, under
proper regulations, would eminently benefit the section of New Brunswick to which
it belongs, without detriment to any other part of the Province; that it would furnish
constant employment of a profitable character to Provincial Vessels, and would thus
add to the general prosperity and increase the public wealth.

" It bas been stated to the Committee, that for a period of ten years (from 1842 to
1852), the gross amount of the ordinary Import Duties on Merchandise, collected in
the District of West Isles, was only £410 12 6, being an average of £41 1 3 per
annum.

" The Committee recommend that Campo Bello be established as a Free Port,
into which all the products and merchandise of the World may be imported at a uni-
form rate of Duty of one per cent. except Alcoholic Liquors, which shall be subject to
the same Duties and regulations as if imported into any other Port in the Province:
That no drawback should be allowed on the exportation of anv article fron the
Island, and that when goods or merchandise so imported are exported from thence to
any other part of New Brunswick, they shall be subject to the same rate of Duties as
if then first imported from abroad.

"In presenting this recommendation to the House, the Committee desire it to
be understood, that all Duties levied in Campo Bello shal be applied to the payment
of the necessary Revenue Officers and other expenses of the Island, and that its inhabi-
tants must be strictly confined to the Duties received there for the support of Schools
and Highways, and for all other public purposes, without any claim whatsoever upon

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the Province for a share of the Public Revenue, when the sum so collected shall
amount to five hundred pounds.

on the ground that the licence stated the land to be in the County of Kent, but upon
being surveyed it was found to be in the County of Westmorland, and an action
brought by him against parties for cutting on the ground, was discontinued, and the
plaintiff bad to pay the defendant costs of the day and his own costs amounting to £35.
It is not stated in the Petition or papers accompanying it, that the action was discon-
tinued or the costsincurred, in consequence of the error in the licence, or that the cutting
was after the issuing of such licence, or that the land'was surveyed, or any effort
made to ascertain in what County it was situate before bringing the action: Your
Committee cannot recommend the prayer of the Petition.

"No. 2. Is a Petition setting forth that in May 1845, the Petitioner applied for eight
square miles on the Cocagne River, in the County of Kent, as a Timber Berth ; for six
miles of which alicence issued to him on the 19th November in that year ; that in the
mean time a party was placed on the ground by W. Scovil, by which means the
Petitioner was deprived of nearly all the Timber and Logs thereon: That the Peti-
tioner applied for an order of seizure, and was put to expense in getting the ground
surveyed, and the Seizing Officer's fees; but Mr. Scovil having lodged a complaint
against himself, was allowed to retain the Lumber on paying £48 stumpage: The
Petitioner prays a grant to reimburse him for the expenses and loss incurred. It
appearing that the seizure was made at the expense of the complainant, and that the Pro-
vince bas received the benefit of such seizure, as well as being paid by the Petitioner
for the ground, the Committee deem it right that the Petitioner should be repaid bis
expenses, and would recommend that a Grant of £25 be made to him for that purpose.

" No. 3. Is a Petition setting forth that a trespass was committed by one John
Coats on ground licenced to the Petitioner on the North and South Banks of the
Buctouche River, and that Petitioner was put to expense in having the Lumber seized
on the ground surveyed for that purpose. This licence and the trespass complained
of, was prior to 1847, and it appears by a letter from the Seizing Officer to the Crown
Land Department, that the Timber was released as cut upon granted land. Your
Committee cannot recommend the prayer of this Petition."

"The Committee on Public Accounts submit the following Report:-
TRACADIE LAZARETTO.

"Your Committee have had before theu the Report of the Honorable James David-
son, Secretary and Treasurer of the Board of Health for the Counties of Gloucester and
Northumberland, with the Accounts and vouchers for the expenditure incurred in rnaini-
taining the Lazaretto at Tracadie for the past year.

which is about £18 a year for each of the 38 inmates, consisting of 19 men, 8 boys,
7 women, and 3 girls.

" The
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" The Committee have examined the Accounts, which are satisfactorily made up and
properly vouched, and the supplies appear to have been laid in at reasonable rates.

" Your Committee find however that the expense of supporting the Lepers far exceed
the outiay incurred in the support of the Inmates in the Lunatic Asylum. While the Com-
mittee are sensible of the difficulty of maintaining a rigid system of economy in supply-
ing food and clothing to the Lepers, in consequence of the impossibility of enforcing
raies, arising from the nature of the disease, they nevertheless believe that the expendi-
ture is beyond what should be incurred for food and clothing; and they recommend a
careful revision of the present system by the Board, with a view to lessen the expense.

" The sum asked for the current year is £800 for the ordinary expenses and for new
clothing, and £300 to replace Buildings destroyed by Fire in September last

" The Committee recommend that the sum of £800 be granted for all the purposes
of the Institution, and hope that this sum will answer for all its wants, and leave it free
of debt at the end of the year.

" Your Committee regret to observe that the anticipations of the Legislature in provi-
ding for this afflicted class of their fellow men, are not likely to be soon realized: It was
hoped that by providing a place of security and comfort into which they could all be
gathered, that this disease would be extinguished on the death of those who were then
known to be labouring under its influence.

" In 1844 when the Lazaretto was first established, the whole number then known to
exist was about 30, upwards of 20 of whom bave since died, and the number in the
Lazaretto has increased to 38. They therefore fear that many years must elapse before
the disease will become extinct.

"In addition to the expenses mentioned above, it appears that a further sum has been
paid for medical attendance, the particulars of which have not been laid before your
Committee, but they believe the same has been a very considerable charge on the funds
of the Province: Your Committee have made inquiries into the necessity of a Physician,
and they are led to believe that the principal service performed is in examining new
cases suspected to exist.

" The Patients do not receive the prescriptions of the Physician, and as he resides at a
distance of seventy miles from the Lazaretto, the Committee believe that the outlay for
this service under the circumstances is unnecessary, and they recommend its discontinu-
ance. Should suspected cases hereafter arise, the Board can employ the necessary medi-
cal assistance.

"If a Medical man could be induced to reside in the neighbourhood of the Lazaretto,
they would recommend as an inducement that he should receive for the first year £100,
and for the second year £50, and such subsequent allowance as might be thought proper
for taking charge of the Patients, and efficiently discharging the duties of Medical offcer."

LUNATIC ASYLUM.
"The Committee bave examined the Report and Accounts of the Commissioners of

the Provincial Lunatic Asylum, and also the Report of the Superintendent of that
Institution, for the past year.

"From the latter document they are informed that the average number of Patients in
this Institution during the past year was 117, being an increase of 13 over the previous
year.

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"The Committee observe that the receipts from paying Patients is £437 7 7, which
is an increase of nearly £300 over the receipts from this source the previous year; and the
estimated value of the Crop raised on the Premises is £262 17 7, which has materially
reduced the claims of the Institution on the Public Funds.

"In 1851 the Comnissioners asked for £150 to erect a Barn and other Ont-buildings,
and the Committee find charged £353 14s. as paid for this service-a sum which they
consider to have been unwarranted, under the representations made by the Commis-
sioners.

" It also appears that the Salary of the Superintendent has been raised from £250 to
£300. While the Conmittee fully appreciate the efficient services of the Superintendent,
they at the sanie time consider that as he is provided with accommodation in the Insti-
tuti on, and relieved from all the ordinary expenses of other Public Officers, he is a well
paid Officer at the former Salary, and without further information than they have been
afforded, they conceive the increase should not have been made.

"The Committee concur in the remarks of the Commissioners respecting the neces-
sity of enforcing a more rigid rule on the admission of Patients who are in circumstances
to bear their own expenses, or materially to lessen the amount required: And the Com-
mittee fully agree that the benefits of the Institution should only be given gratuitously to
Patients who would otherwise necessarily become Parish charges; and they trust that the
Commissioners will enforce the rule which they have suggested for this purpose: Should
it be. found necessary to render these suggestions effectual by legisiation, the necessary
powers will, no doubt, be conferred by Law.

" The Commissioners recommend that the Chairman of their Board, on whom the
principal burden of the duties devolve, should receive an annual Salary: The Com-
mittee are not prepared to decide on this claim, and they refer the sanie to the considera-
tion of the House.

" A Contract has been eutered into by the Commissioners for the erection and
completion of the Lodge for Fenale Patients, and for enclosing the Southerly Wing
connecting the Lodge with the main Building, for £5,000, which was provided for in the
Grant of last year. A stipulation is made in this Contract for finishing the interior of
the Wing for £1850, provided the Legislature make provision therefor:-This the Com-
mittee also refer to the consideration of the House.

" The Commissioners estimate the expenses of the current year at £2,700, and they
ask a Grant for that sum. The Grant of last year was £2.400; and the Committee
hope that by a more rigid system of admission, and by enforcing the principle of only
supporting those who have no means, gratuitously, this sum will provide for the efficient
support of the Institution until the 31st December next."

PENITENTIARY.

"Your Committee have also had before them the Accounts and Report from the
Commissioners of the Provincial Penitentiary for 1852.

"The details of the Account are clearly stated, and the whole appear to be correct
and satisfactory.

" The number of Prisoners admitted during the past year was 267, against 288 the
previous year; and the average number in the Establishment during the year was 70; and
at the close of the year there were 64 Prisoners in the Penitentiary.

" The
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"The nett amount earned by the Prisoners in productive labour, is £518 il 3, which
sum nearly defrayed the whole of the expense of Food for the Establishment, and there
is now on hand in manufacturing stock and manufactured articles to the value of
£1,261 12 9. The Commiittee are favourably impressed with the management of this
Institution, and they hope that in a short time its demands on the Provincial Treasury
will be greatly reduced.

" The Commissioners are desirous that provision should be made for the erection of
suitable Keeper's apartments, an Hospital and Watch Tower, of which plans and speci-
fications were in progress, but action respecting these additions must be deferred by the
Committee for the want of informatiun.

" The sum of £1,250 is asked for in addition to the £300 provided for by law for the
support of the Institution during the present year. Your Committee recommend that
the amount asked for be granted in Supply."

"The Committee have also had before them the Accounts of the several Sheriffs for
the Counties of Northumberland, Westmorland and Saint John, for expenses incurred in
holding Elections in these Counties during the past year, and recommend the following

. " The Accounts are made up shewing the annual expense incurred in supplying the
various articles required for the Establishment, a course which the Committee would
desire to see adopted in all other Provincial Institutions, as it materially lessens the labour
of the Committee, and is much more satisfactory in principle.

" Tbe expenditure during the past year was increased beyond the ordinary wants of
the Institution in furnishing Water and Gas, which alone incurred an outlay of £192 -3 11.
The Committee however hope that hereafter the outlay will be kept below the income
received by law for this service. The Revenue collected at Saint John and its Out Bays
last year, was £1,008 12 8, while the expenditure was £1,055 19 5, and it appears by

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the Treasurer's Account, that on the 31st December last, the Fund was owing the con-
solidated Revenue of the Province £487 ls. an advance which the Committee hope
will be refunded as soon as possible."

Is the Petition of John M'Naughton and sixty others, inhabitants of Glenelg,
in the County of Northumberland, praying a Grant to assist in the erection of a Grist
Mill and Oat Kiln on the Black River: The Committee cannot recommend any further
aid for the -ection of Oat Mills and Kilns of this nature, than is already provided by Law.

"No. 2. - the Petition of the York County Agricultural Society, praying aid to import
improved Stock: The Committee having under consideration a project for importing
Stud Horses for the use of the Province generally, cannot recommend a Grant which in
its effects will be partial, more especially as equal assistance is already afforded to the
Local Agricultural Societies.

"No. 3. Is the Petition of the Wakefield and Brighton Agricultural Society, in the
Connty of Carleton, praying that the sum of £5 18 1, Duties paid by that Societyon

Plougbs,
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Ploughs, Forks and Clover Seed imported from the United States, be refunded: Applica-
cations of this nature having been refused on former occasions, the Committee cannot
recommend the praver of this Petition.

" No. 4. Is the Petition of George M. Giberson and sixty three others, of the Parish
of Kent, in the County of Carleton, praying a free grant of one hundred acres of Land
on which lie has crected a Grist Mill: The auswer to No. 1 applies to this case.

"No. 5. Is the Petition of Philip Monehan, of the City of Saint John, recommended
by sixty four inhabitants of the City and Couuty, praying aid to enable him to keep an
Entire Horse of good breed, purchased by him for the sum of £86: The prayer of this
Petition cannot be recommended, for the reasons set forth in the answer to No. 2.

"No. 6. Is the Petition of W. C. Snow and Company. of Hampton, in King's
County, praying aid to enable them successfully to prosecute the Cloth Manufactory
erected by thein; the Petition is recommended by thirty five inhabitants of the vicinity:
The Petitioners having already received Provincial aid in furtherance of this object, the
prayer of this Petition cannot be recommended.

" The Committee having under consideration a representation from the New Bruns-
wick Society, in reference to the subject of improving the breed of Horses by the importa-
tion of Stud Horses from the Mother Country; and having obtained information from
persons informed on the subject, are of opinion that the object is one of much importance,
inasmuch as a large amount is annually drained out of this Province and paid for Horses
inported fromn the neigbouring Colony of Prince Edward Island, where large sums have
from time to time been expended for the importation of Stud Horses, and where a large
appropriation has lately been made by the Legislature for a similar purpose: Your
Committee would recommeud that a Grant of £2,000 should be made in Supply to His
Excellency the Lieutenant Governor or Administrator of the Government for the time
being, to be applied in purchasing and importing six Stud Horses from the Mother
Country, and in defraying the expenses of a person to be appointed by His Excellency
to proceed to Great Britain for that purpose: The Horses to be kept as the property of
the Province, and disposed of annually in such way and such parts of the Province as the
Agricultural Committee of this House may from to time time recommend: The Committee
would further recommend that the Horses to be so imported should consist of one of the
Clydesdale, one of the Suffolk, and one ofthe heavy Irish Hunter breed, and the re.maining
three of such breeds and kinds as the person sent to choose the same, may on examination
deem best; that the Horses should be imported before the next Autumn, and when they
arrive should be disposed of in the following manner, viz: One to be sent to the
Agricultural Societies of Northumberland and Kent; one to those of Gloucester and
Restigouche; one-to those of Westmorland and Albert; one to those of King's, Saint John,
and Charlotte; one to those of Queen's, Sunbury and York; and one to the Societies of
Carleton, Victoria, and the Saint Stephen's Agricultural Society in Charlotte; That the
Horses shall be under the management and control of the respective Agricultural Societies,
and the expense of their keep defrayed by such Societies.

" The Committee having also had under their consideration a proposition for an
appropriation to defray the expense of sending a competent person to Great Britain and
Ireland, to diffuse among the population of the Towns and Rural Districts there, correct
information relative to the soil, climate, resources and agricultural capabilities of New
Brunswick, and the facilities and advantages it offers to the industrial classes desirous of
emigrating from the Mother Country, do not consider an appropriation of money for
this purpose of the same importance as it would have been in pastyears. and fearingthat
the beneficial results would not be commensurate to the expense to be incurred, do
not make any recommendation on the subject."

Mr. Botsford, from the Committee appointed to take under consideration a Petition
from Messieurs King and Brothers, for loss on their Contract for conveying the Express
Mails between Halifax and Saint John, submitted their Report; and he having read
the same, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was again read, and is as follows:-

" The Committee to whom was referred the Petition of James King and Thomas
King, praying compensation for loss sustained under a contract made with the Post
Office Department, beg leave to submit the following Report.

" It appears that John Howe, Esquire, the Postmaster General, on the 2nd June, 1849,
gave notice that Sealed Tenders would be received by him for carrying by Express from

58 Halifax
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Halifax to Saint John, via Amherst or Annapolis, the Mails from England for New
Brunswick, which would leave Liverpool every Saturday during April, May, June, July,
August, September, October and November; and every alternate Saturday during the
remainder of the year; also the New Brunswick Mails from Saint John to Halifax to
meet the sailing of Steamers from Halifax, which -would leave Boston and New York
every Wednesday during the above named eight months, and every alternate Wednesday
during the other four months: That a Tender was made by the said James King and
Thoias King, to carry the said Express Mails, via Amherst, at the low rate of one shilling
and three pence per mile from Halifax to Saint John, and nine pence per mile from Saint
John to Halifax, and a Contract for that purpose was entered into by them, on the 2nd
day of August 1849, with the said Postmaster General, based upon that Tender.

" It further appears, that the said Postmaster General had liberty to determine the Con-
tract by giving three months notice to that effect; the Messieurs King continued to
carry the Express Mails, under the teris of their Contract, until the month of September
1s50, when the route of the Steamers froi Liverpool to New York was altered, and
instead of touching at Halifax with the Provincial Mails, proceeded direct to New York,
as well as from I'ew York direct to Liverpool, of which fact the Messieurs King had
notice.

" It also appears, that the Messieurs King at this time had made heavy outlays, and
undergone great expense in order to perform their Contract satisfactorily, and had on hand
a large number of Horses which could not then be disposed of, and were obliged to con-
tinue to carry the Mails from Halifax to Saint John, and froin Saint John to Halifax,
that were conveyed in the Steamers leaving Liverppol for Boston, until the month of
January 1850, at the same rate, in order that they might have time to dispose of their
Horses and stock, and to save themselves from almost ruinous losses: That in conse-

quence of the deviation of the Steamers from Liverpool to New York, the English Mails
that were brouglt by the Boston Steamers, and which touched as usual at Halifax,
increased in bulk and weight and became more expensive to carry.

"That in the month of January, the Messieurs King abandoned their Contract, with
the consent of the Post Office Department, and were subsequently engaged by the Pro-
vincial Government to carry the said Express Mails, and were paid for that service at
the rate of two shillings a mile each way, double the amonnt of remuneration paid them
under the previous Contract.

" The Messieurs King make a claim for the loss of carriage of seven
Mails from Halifax to Saint John, being for 1,890 miles, at 1s. 3d. per mile, £118 2 6

Also eight trips fron Saint John to Halifax, being 2,160 miles, at 9d. - 81 0 0

in all £199 2 6, in consequence of the alteration of the route of the Steamers from Liver-

pool to New York, as well as for the extra expense of carrying the Mails from September
to February 1850, wbich your Committee, under the circumstances, do not think unrea-
sonable, and therefore recommend that the said sum of £199 2 6 be granted them in
Supply.'

«The Committee to vhom was referred the Petition of Beverly R.. Jouett, praying to
be remunerated for an injury done him as a Local Deputy for the sale of Crown Lands
in the County of York, having fully investigated the claim of the Petitioner, beg to sub-
mit the following Report-

"As
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",As Local Deputy for the Counties of York and Sunbury, Mr. Jouett had to conduct
the7periodical sales for those two Counties, receivingfive per centum on the nett proceeds.
In that capacity he had to travel repeatedly from the woods, postponing surveys he was
engaged in, and incurring considerable expense, receiving for bis loss of time and expenses
threc or four shillings as per centage as the nett proceeds of such sales. A heavy appli-
cation was at length made for Land in the County of York; the sale was ordered in
Charlotte by the Local Deputy there; this Mr. Jouett noticed and remonstrated against,
when the sale was ordered to be made by the Surveyor General, and was so made by
him, and Mr. Jouett was thus deprived of bis per centage on the sale. This per centage
would bave amounted to over £100, this sum being the maximum to which lie %vas enti-
tled in any one year. The whole amount of fees for managing the sales in that year
amounted only to £6 0 8, and after the large sale above referred to in 1845, the sales in
York and Sunbury were made by the Surveyor General.

" Your Committee, in view of all the facts connected with this case, would recommend
that a Grant pass to Mr. Jouett of £75.

Mr. Porter, from the Post Office Committee, submitted a Report; and he having

read the same, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it was again read, and is as
follows:-

" The Committee appointed to take into consideration all matters relative to the Post
Office in this Province, have attended to the business referred to them, and beg to submit
the following Report-

" No. 1. Is the Petition of Francis Petite, Ferryman at the Grand Falls, County of
Victoria, praying compensation for ferrying the Mails across the Grand Falls for the
past year: The Committee recommend the sum of £15 for this service.

"No. 2. Is the Petition of Samuel Foster, J. A. Dodge, Esquire, and sixty four others,
inhabitants of King's, Saint John, and Albert Counties, praying that a Mail line may be
extended from Almond Fowler's on Hammond River, via Shepody Road, to the Parish
of Harvey in the latter County : The Committee cannot recommend any specific Grant
for this oject, as they consider the route should be first established by the Postmaster
General.

" No. 3. Is the Petition of George B. Bell, praying remuneration for ferrying the Mails
across the Miramichi River at Chatham, the past year: The Committee recommend a
Grant of £15 for this object.

"No. 4. Is the Petition of Colin Vanbuskirk, praying increase of allowance as Way
Office Keeper at Cape Tormentine: The Committee cannot recommend the prayer
of this Petition, it not having been reported upon by the Postmaster General.

"No. 5. Is the Petition of Joseph S. Read, praying forthe like compensation for keep-
ing a Way Office at the Hill in Hopewell for two years and nine months: The Com-
mittee cannot recommend the prayer of this Petition.

"No. 6. Is the Petition of James S. Morse, Esquire, Postmaster at Campbeltown, in
the County of Restigouche, praying an addition to bis Salary in consequence of the
increased duties of his office during the past year: This Petition bas been referred to
the Postmaster General, and that Oficer having reported that additional duty bas been
imposed on the Deputy Postmaster as stated in bis Petition, and from the fact that the
Canada Mails to and from Gaspe as well as the Northern Section of this Province with
Quebec, all pass through this office, being situated at the extremity of the Northern Mail
route, and the connecting link with Canada. at which point exchange and assorting of all
these Mails takes place, thereby causing additional labour, time and responsibilicy; the
present Salary of £40 the Committee consider too low as compared with the duty and
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responsibility attached to such an office. and therefore recommend the prayer of this
Petition to the favourable consideration of the House.

No. 7. Is the Perition of James Malone, of Stanley, Mail Carrier, praying for a
Grant of mnoncy to enable hin to continue the carrying of the Mail fron Fredericton to
Stanley : The Conmittee cannot recommend the prayer of this Petition.

" No. S. Is the Petition of George Pitfield, Postmaster at Salisbury, praying an increase
of his Salary for reasons assigned therein: This Petition has not been reported on or
reconunended by the Postmaster General:- your Committee consider the present Salary
£37 10s. is munch grcater than allowed to others similarly situated, and therefore cannot
recommnuend an increase of Salarv.

No. 9. Is the Petition of George B. Cowper, Postmaster at Dalhousie, praying an
increase of his Salary : This has been also reported on the same as No. 6, and is accom-
panied hy a full and detailed statement of the number of Mail bags received and despatched
per week, and also the actual expenses and outlay incurred in conducting the office,
which appear rcasonable, and the Committee recomniend the Petition to the favourable
consideration of the House.

"No. 10. Is the Petition of Stephen S. Wiggins and nineteen others, inhabitants of
Queen's County, praying remuneration for ferrying Mails over the Washademoak River
the past season: The Committec recommend the Petition to the favourable considera-
tion of the Iouse.

" No. 11. Is the Petition of M. B. Palmer, Esquire, of Hopewell, praying an additional
allowance nay be made to him as Way Office Keeper at that place: As there is no
report on this Petition. or recommendation from the Postmaster General, the Committee
cannot iake a Grant in accordance with the prayer.

" No. 12. Is the Petition of William D. French, Valentine B. Hutchinson, and Henry
C. Frink. Clerks in the Gencral Post Office, praying increase of Salary: The Com-
mitce are of opinion that the expense of that Department is already more than the
Revenue derivable therefrom will justify, but they think the Clerks are not sufficiently
paid.

"No. 13. Is the Petition of George W. Hoben, Esquire, and thirty others, inhabitants
of the Parshes of Canning and Chipman, in Q.ueen's County praying that a provision
may be made for a Courier to convey the Mails once a week from Gage Town to the
Sahnon River: The Committee would refer this Petition to the Postmaster General.

"No. 14. Is the Petition of Christopher Milner, Postmaster at Sackville, praying an
increase of Salary : The Committee cannot recommend the prayer of this Petition.

"No. 15. Is the Petition of Robert Snmith, of Bathurst, praying compensation for ferry-
ing the Mails over the Big Nipisiquit River, at Bathurst, the past year: As this is a very
difficult and dangerous Ferry, and constant night attendance required, three times passing
from Miramichi to Dalhousie, and three times returning to Chatham in the same week,
(always in the night,) besides the Mail from Bathurst to Shippegan twice a week, the
Committee recommend a Grant in Supply of £10 for this service.

-No. 16. Is the Petition of Benjamin Yerxa, of Saint Mary's, in the County of York,
praying compensation for ferrying the Mails across the River Saint John, at Saint Mary's,
for two years: The Committee recommend a Grant in Supply of £10 for this service.

"No. 17. Is the Petition of William Barry Phair, Chief Clerk and Assistant in7 the
Post Office in the City of Fredericton, praying an increase of his Salary in that capacity:
The Committee taking into consideration this gentleman's long services in the Depart-
nient, and the arduous duties performed by him, and also the large amount of Revenue
collected at the Office in Fredericton, are of opinion that he should at least be put upon
the same footing as the Chief Clerk in the Department at Saint John.

"The Committee have also had under their consideration an application from David
Rose, of Saint Stephen, in which lie makes a statement of the expenses of his office and
the duty connected therewith: His Salary, £47 los. is recommended to stand at £50.

Copies of various Documents and Correspondence relative to the Act incorporating
"The Albert Mining Company."

The Honorable Mr. Gray, from the Committee on Fisheries, submitted a Report;
and he having read the sam'e, handed it in at the Clerk's Table, where it vas agairn
read. and is as follows:-

" The Conimittee to whom was referred all matters relating to the Fisheries of the Pro-
vince, having had under their consideration several Petitions, submnit the followingReport-

"1. The Petition of Peter Morrison and George Loggie, of the Parish of Alnwick, in
the County of Northumberland, sets forth certain circumstances under which the
Petitioners severally claim relief.

" They allege that they have occupied Fishing Stations on Portage Island for very
many years; and Peter Morrison, one of the Petitioners, states that the Buildings and
improvements on the Stations occupied by him were of the value of one hundred
pounds. After the passing of the Act of Assembly relating to Sea and River Fisheries,
in 1851, which gave power to the Lieutenant Governor in Council to lease Fishery
Stations, they respectively applied for certain Stations, and the upset price of each
Station was fixed by Order in Council, at £3 per annum. As there were no other
applicants for the Stations in question, the Petitioners considered they had a right
to a lease of the Stations at the upset price, as the Act provides that "in the event of
"several parties applying for the same Station, the lease of such Station shall be sold at
"Public Auction after thirty days notice ;" but the Lieutenant Governor in Council, to
whom power is given to grant leases, ordered the leases of the Stations in question to be
put up at Auction. At the sale there was competition, and the Petitioners were com-
pelled to bid considerably above the upset price of each Station, or else lose their improve-
ments. The Petitioners have paid two years rent for the Stations thus leased, and they now
claim a return ofso much ofthe rent for each year as exceeds the upset price of£3 per annum.
Peter Morrison prays a return of £19 16s., and George Loggie prays a return of £11 15s.
A question may arise, whether it is not compulsory that a sale should take place in
every case by Auction, unless otherwise specially provided; and as a question of law is
thus involved, the Committee recommend that the two sums claimed by the Petitioners,
arnounting to £31 1ls. be granted to the Lieutenant Governor in Council. to be refunded
to the Petitioners, if the Crown Officers are of opinion they ought to have had leases by
private sale at the upset price, and not have been subjected to competition.

"2. The Petition of James S. Morse, one of the Wardens of the Fisheries in the
County of Restigouche, sets forth that he was appointed a Warden in 1851, and has dis-
charged the duties of that office for two seasons. In the performance of those duties lie
bas necessarily been obliged to hire men and canoes, and incur other expenses, an
account of which in detail is attached to the Petition; it amounts to £10 13s; is
properly made up and sworn to. The Petitioner further states that he bas received no
remuneration whatever for his services as Warden, because, from want of funds, the
County of Restigouche bas not paid him the sum of £40, which hé ought to have
received by law, and in consequence Ie cannot receive anything from the Provincial
Treasury. He therefore prays that is expenses, amounting to £10 13s. may be granted
to him, with such further sum as may be deemed proper compensation for his services.
The Committee regret that they feel it their duty to recommend that his services should
remain unremunerated until the Sessions assess the amount required by law to entitle
the Petitioner to an equal amount from the Provincial Funds; but recommend that the
sum of £10 13s. expenses incurred by him, should be allowed.

"3. The Petition of Alexander Cook sets forth that he was appointed one of the
Wardens for the County of Restigouche in 1852, and performed his duties as such
during that season. for which he claims remuneration: The Committee recommend that
the sum of £10 13s. should be paid the Petitioner, as in the last case.

"4. The Petition of John Alexander and James Brown, Wardens of the Fisheries in
the County of Charlotte, sets forth that they have performed their duties as Wardens
for the years 1851 and 1852, but have received no compensation. The Justices of
Charlotte have not provided the sum they as Wardens were entitled to receive from the

.59 County
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County by law, and therefore they could not receive the sum which in such case would
have b~een allowed to theni out of the Public Funds of the Province. The Petitioners
therefore pray that compensation for their services may be granted to them by appro-
priation. Your Committec have reason to believe that the duties of Fishery Wardens
in Charlotte County have been ably and efficiently performed by the Petitioners, and
that their duties have been of an arduous and special character, because they as War-
dens, have not onlv enforced local regulations as to the Fisheries, but have rendered
efficient assistance by their personal presence and active exertions in protecting the
Fisheries at the entrance of the Bay of Fundy from foreign aggression. The Commnittee
regret that the valuable services of these oflicers should reniain unpaid, and as such want
of remuneration arises froi the unwillingness of the Justices in Charlotte to assess and
pay the sui which the County is required by law to contribute before anything can be
drawn from the Province Treasury, maintaining that the Fisheries are open to all
Counties in the Province, and ought to be a Provincial charge; your Committee see
much truth in this argument, and recommend that the Petitioners be paid £40 each for
the year 18.51, before the Justices had power to assess; and travelling expenses for 1852,
to be paid out of the Surplus Fund for encouraging Fishery Societies, the forming such
Societies having been a part of their instructions in the year 1851: And your Coin-
mittee further recommend that means nay be taken in future to remunerate these
officers by the Province, without incurring any more liability than the present £40 per
annum. The law as it now stands, has a tendency to impair the independence of the
Wardens; such oflicers being entirely dependant on the Sessions of the County for the
whole of their Salary, both Provincial and local, and that for services already performed.

"5. The Petition of Daniel M'Laughlin sets forth that he bas resided for twenty three
years past at the Southern Hcad of Grand Manan, and that for twenty two years he has
been an Overseer of the Fisheries there, for which he has received no compensation
whatever; in the season of 1851 the Petitioner was employed by Captain Kynaston, R.
N., to aid in the protection of the Fisheries of Grand Manan against Foreigners, and
was again eiployed by Captain Kynaston for a like period in 1852, on the like service:
The Petitioner has been strongly recommended by Captain Kynaston for bis zealous
services, and it appears that bis duties were at night time during the whole of each
season, amounting to one bundred and eighty days and nights on board of Man of War
Boats, in rowing guard nightly, a distance of ten miles and back: It appears to the
Committee, from an examination of the Journal of the Petitioner, which has been laid
before thei, and fron examination of the Petitioner hiniself, that lie has been able to
render efficient service from his knowlede of the Coast and Tides, and thorough
acquaintance with the Fisheries at Grand Manan: The duties which the Petitioner
was called upon to perform by Captain Kynaston, in aiding the Officers and men of Her
Majesty's Navy in protecting the Fisheries of the Province, appear to have been well
executed, and have met with Captain Kynaston's full approbation: The Committee
are therefore of opinion that the Petitioner is fairly entitled to compensation, and recom-
mend that the sum of £50 be granted to him in Supply.

"Your Committee recommend that an Act passed in the eighth year of the Reign of
His Majesty George the Fourth, intituled " An Act to regulate the Fishery at the Parishes
of Grand Manan, West Isles, Campo Bello, Pennfield and Saint George, in the County
of Charlotte," with certain amendments, be revived ; and also that a Section may be added
to an Act passed in the forty eighth year of the Reign of George the Third, intituled " An
Act to prevent the destruction of the Cod and Scale Fisheries of this Province," giving
power to the Wardens and Overseers of the Fisheries to establish Gurry grounds.

"Your Cornmittee also recommend the amount of £500 to encourage Fishery Societies;
such Societies having been found to work vell in the Counties where they have been
tried, tending to create an eniulation in the cure of Fish, and building and fitting out
Boats and Vessels, as well as to the manufacture of Nets.

several Reserves in accordance iýth the ternis in which they were made; first towards the
relief of indigent and infirni Indians; second in procu 'n seeds, implements of husbandry,
and domestic arimals, in rmanner and purpose as the Lieutenant Governor shail direct

"Applying the provisions of the Law to the foregoing Account of the Receipts and
payments of the Indian Fund, the Committee have to express their surprise and regret
that so littie regard has been paid to the ternis of the Act. Instead of the capital being
preserved entire, nearly oùe bail' the amount has been disposed of, and a large proportion
of it applied te purposes entirely without the benevolent objects contemplated by law.

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should be paid to Messieurs Vernon for erecting a Suspension Bridge over Point Wolf
River, subject to the conditions hereinafter expressed. It is alleged that they have ex-
pended £175 in building this Bridge which is on the Road under consideration, and
althougli it is admitted that the work thus Performed is one of great public utility, yet
sufficient information is not before the Committee to decide unhesitatingly upon their
claim. It is therefore recommended that such amount be not paid until it be satis-
factorily certified to the Government by some competent person to be appointed for the
purpose-ist. That the said Bridge was necessary for public accommodation, and not
entirely for the benefit of Messieurs Vernon, (who have extensive Mills and Lumbering
Establishments in the vicinity), and that therefore an appropriation would now be made
towards that object, if the Bridge had not been already erected; 2ndly. That the said
Bridge is substantial, and such an one in every respect as would be built by any Commis-
sioner to be appointed for the purpose; and 3rdly. That its cost has not been over-rated.

" Thé amount of £600, recommended to build the new contemplated Bridge over the
Maduxnikik in Woodstock, it is alleged will be sufficient to complete it. It was at first
intended to have a Stone Bridge over that Stream, and appropriations to the extent of
£500 have been made at the last two Sessions towards it. Commissioners have been
appointed, and Contracts made by them for a supply of Stone to a considerable extent,
some of which has been delivered on the ground, and the remainder was to be ready at
an early day this Spring: They also advertised for Tenders to erect it of Stone, but the
lowest Tender being far beyond what it would be prudent to expend, it is recommended
that the Bridge be constructed of Wood, and that all Stone brought on the ground by
the first May next, be taken and paid for; the said Stone to be used in the erection
ofthe work.

"A Petition has been under consideration of your Committez numerously signed,
praying that an appropriation be made towards erecting a Bridge over the Grand Falls,
in the County of Victoria: This is a work of great public importance, and in the opinion
of the Committee, rendered absolutely necessary from the operation upon that County
by the Treaty of Washington. Your Committee recommend an appropriation of £1000
towards this work, not to be expended until satisfactory estimates of the probable cost
and proper plans be first submitted to the Government by a competent person to be
appointed for the purpose, the whole cost not to exceed £2000.

"Your Committee recommend a Grant of £150 for the Road leading through the
Lands of the Nova Scotia and New Brunswick Land Company.

SUPPLEMENTARY REPORT.
"The Committee have had under consideration the -existing system of granting

Moneys for the Great Roads and Bridges tbroughout the Province, without previous
estimates of the actual state and necessities of each line.

" In order that this important branch of the Public Service may be more economi-
cally managed, the Committee think it highly desirable that one or more competent
persons should be appointed, whose duty it should be to examine and report on the
state of the various Great Roads of communication throughout the Province, giving a
statement of the particular repairs or improvements required on each line, and an
estimate of the sums necessary for such purposes. " The
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"The Committee believe that with such Reports and Estimates before them, they
would be enabled to deal with the subject of Great Roads in a way that would be pro-
ductive of a more judicious application of the Public Funds; they therefore recom-
mend that one or more suitable persons be employed to examine and report on the
state of the varions Great Roads throughout the Province, with an Estimate of the
sums required for necessary repairs or improvements, whose Reports and Estimates
shall be laid before the House at the next Session-the amount recommended for this
service not to exceed £300.

" The present system of paying the Supervisors of Great Roads by a Commission
on the sums expended, is unfair in principle and unsatisfactory in its results; and the
Committee hope that the subject will receive the serious consideration of the Govern-
ment, with a view of recommending some improvement thereon.

"The Committee have had the statements of the Provincial Treasurer; the Chairman
of Puhlic Accounts during the vcars referred ta; a statement of facts from the Audit
Office; and the various representations whicli the Deputy Treasurer made before the
Cominitee on Public Accounts on the subject of these charges. It appears that, in
consequence of the large aiount of Revenue collected at Miramichi, the Deputy Treasurer
in 1S36 or 1837 applied for a Clerk: The Committee on Public Accounts admitted
such help> ta bc necessary at Miramichi: hut instead of providing his Salary by a direct
Grant, they allowed the Deputv Treasurer his Coimmisson on the Ordinary Duties
collected, to the annual allowance of £300, and ta charge ten per cent. on the Special
Duties in order ta pay his Clerk ; this charge was accordingly made, and the Accounts
vith such charge, were annually audited bV the Co,mittee of this Ilouse.

" In 1S44 the Accounts vere auidited before being laid before the House ; and the
Auditor General, finding Connission charged heyonid the £300 allowed by law, sur-
charged the diffterence until 1847, inclusive: The House in 1S48 provided for a Clerk
at a Salary of £7,5 a year, which was paid froin lst April 1848, ta 11th May 1849, when
it was discontinued.

" No Comission on Special Duties lias been since charged hy Mr. Peters; and no
action lias been taken by the House respecting these surcharges since the statement
was laid before the House in 1851.

"The whole amount surcharged is £519 7 1.
Since 1847. the Deputy Treasurer bas received al] the Duties formerly collected

through the Custom House, thereby adding ta the duties of his Office. and an average
of from £7,000 to £8,000 was annnally collected at his Office during the period named.

AUDITOR AND RECEIVEIt GENERALS' OFFICES.
'The Connittece on Public Accounts have iad under consideration the present

system of auditing and checking the Provincial Accoiunts. with a viev to ascertain
whether this important branch of the public service is perforied in such a way as
efficiently and elfectually to answer tIhe purposes which i professes to accomplish ; and
tiev beg leave to sIbiit tire followinz leport o thie su ject:

In pursuing their inrquiries. tIhe Conurrittee have iad hefore themr the Aurditor Gencral
and the Clerks emrployed in the Depariment. and the fiets which are contained in this
Report are the restlts of thieir examination.

"In the first place. it appears that tIre Accounts of tIre Provincial Treasurer, and Iis
annual Balance Sheets. are made upi) and retidered vithout anry reference to tIre svstiemrr
of keeping the Accounts in the Audit Office. or any refierence to ti balances of Accounts
appearing on the respective Balance Sheets. In consecuence of the annual Balance
Sieets of tie Treasurer and the Auditor Generai diiTering~very mrnateriallv in the amrrouits
appearing due by or to the particular Accounts, the Coiniiitee arc unable to ascertarn
on which Balance Siect to rely. While it is admitted by the Oflicers in the Audit
Departnent, tiat the Treasurer·; Balances are perfectly correct, yet they allege that their
Balanrce Sieets are also correct, and the differences appearing on tie face of tie respective
Accounts cati ie traced to the charges and paynients in the respective Accounrts; in somrre
instances being carried to one Account hy the Treasurer, and by the Auditor to another.
It further appears. that for the last five vears no steps iave been taker in either of these
Public Departments. to compare their respective Accounts. or to ascertain in what
particulars the Balances annurally evxhibited diiTer; and the Officers of the iAudit Depart-
ment admit that it can only be by a comarison of the Books of the two Departmrents,
tiat the Balance Shcets can he made to agree.

of Public Accounts does not alliord that check and control of the public expenditure which
is indispeusably necessary.

- Your Cornunittee are forcibly struck with the fact, that up to the present time they
have been unable to have laid before thein, froin any responsible authority. any accurate
statenent of the present state of the Provincial Liabilities. In the Report of 1853, the
Auditor General states the balance of Ordinary Revenue Co be £121,841 12 10, which
amount constitutes the second item in the Balance Sheet. page .57, of the Report, and its
plain meaning is that that suin is the present indebtedness of the Province; this amount
is incorrect oi the face of the Report, but your Conunittee take it as they find it. The
Honorable Mr. Partelow, on the 22nd of March last, laid before the Hause his Report
on the Finances of the Province up to the 31st Decenber last, by which lie alleges the
Provincial Liabilities at that date to he £S7,341 2 1. Your Connmittee thus find a
difference of £34,500 10 9 between the respective statements, while your Committee
are fully satisfied that ncither statement correctly-exlhibits the Financial condition of the
country.

- The period lias arrived. when in order to inaintain the Provincial credit, and to
carry out the Public Works vhiclh have been entered into and charged upon our future
Revenues, the Legislature of the country is imperatively called upon to adopt such a
svstemi of managing the Provincial Finances as will not only effectually prevent any part
of the Public Moneys being drawn from the Treasury without legal authority, but ensure
a stricter supervision of all Public Expenditures, and tie puctual payment of Provincial
Liabilities. In addition to these important objects, the necessity of being prepared at ail
times to exhibit die true state of the Provincial Liabilities and Assets, lias long been
seriously felt. and nust be provided for without delay.

- The Connittee have arrived at the conclusion that the present Offices of Receiver
General and Auditor General should be aboli.shed; and the Comuittee deem it the duty
of the Governmxent, without delay,to adopt such measures as they nay think mxost suitable
for the future management and control of the Provincial Finances, in prospect of a rapid
increase of Revenue, and of the heavy liabilities into which the Country has entered.

a grant of the amoiunt made in Supply; and when such extreme necessity does occur,
that noney should be drawn with ont application to the Assenbly, the Committee con-
sider the Governiment called upon to make a report to the House, with a detailed state-
ment and account of the nianner in vhich such sums have been expended, the object to
which they have been applied, and the necessity for their being so paid, without provisiona
being first inade by the Assembly.

" The Comniittee cannot too severely censure the payment of so large a sam as £5,165
7s. 4d. for the purposes mentioned in this Return. upon the sole authority and responsi-
bility of the Provincial Government, and should some of these payments be in themselves
correct, your Committee cannot admit the necessity for their disbursement before the
accounts had been submitted to and investigated by the House; nor can they feel satis-
fied with the course pursued in not furnishing any detailed account or statement of these
disbursements at the present Session.

" Your Coimmittee miust also remark upon the extraordinary fact that no application
was made at the last Session for any Grant in Supply to reimburse the amount drawn
for, without authority in 1s.51, nor is there now any made for the very large amoant so
paid in 1852; and your Committee deprecate as unconstitutional and dangerous to the
rights of this House and the interests of the country, that any Government sbould con-
sider themselves authorised so to pay moneys, and withhold from the Assembly aul infor-
mation until expressly called for by Address.

" Your Committee find it quite impossible to make any particular report on this
return, wanting the necessary detailed accounts, and can only refer the return back to
the consideration of the House, recommendinog that it be published in the daily Journals
as a part of this Report.

"In reference to die Surplus Civil List Accounts, your Committee have to express
their surprise that the sun of £200 should be paid therefrom for His Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor's contingencies, without any authority therefor.

several others, natives of Canada, the ancestors of the Petitioners and the original pro-
prietors.of the lands on which they now live, petitioned the then Lieutenant Governor

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to grant them lots on the Richibucto River, and to order the same to be laid out for
theni; that in the month of October 1791, it was ordered in Council that such application
should be coniplied with, the lands to be surveyed at the expense of the applicants; that
a survey was made of the out-boundings in question, as Petitioners were informed and
believed, and accordingly on the 6th day of December 1793, a grant, including lands to
other parties, issued of the lands in question to the applicants and others, their heirs and
assigns, being the persons through whomn the Petitioners now claim the same, containing

eight thousand eight hundred acres more or less, situate, lying and being adjoining the
Harbour and River of Richibucto, on the Gulf of Saint Lawrence, abutted, bounded and
described as in the first tract naned in the extract of the original grant, and a copy of the ori-
ginal plan in the Crovn Land Office more fully appears; that the grant so issued, as it was
afterwards discovered by the grantees, gave no distinct allotments by plan or othenvise to
the applicants in severalty or portions, by mete bounds or portions, to enable the respective
owners to lay off their lands by the aid of a Surveyor or otherwise as is usual in such
cases, and the original parties entered thercon, occupied and died without any division
lines of their respective rights ever having been made between them ; that there are now
several families on the said tract consisting of several hundred persons with no distinct
allotmient, especially of the wilderness land; that the Petitioners are placed in a most
embarrassed situation, having no allotment which each individual or family can call its
own, and whereon to make improvements. nor capable of resorting to the ordinary legal
renedies where wrongs are committed upon then, to which they are constantly exposed;
that the Petitioners are consequently suffering great injury arising from the extraordinary
character of the grant referred to, and praying that their unfortunate situation nay be
taken into consideration, and some provision made for dividing the lands and remedying
the grievances therein complained of, report-

"That they have taken the circumstances of the case into their consideration, and
recommend that the Governnment should appoint during the ensuing sunner a compe-
tent person to investigate the niatters set forth in such Petition, and the situation of the
land and the parties living thereon, and report for the information of this House at the
next Session, and that the Government pay bis necessary expenses, and this House will
make provision for the same, and that the House do address His Excellency to carry out
this Report. Respectfully submitted.

Copy--No. 25. Government House, Fredericton, Ma.y 6, 1852.
SiR,-l have the honor to enclose a copy of a Memorandum containing a recommendation

made by ny Executive Council in Coinmittee, and handed to me with their signatures attached.
Witlh regard to the subject matter of this Meinorandum I must refer you in the first place to -a

Despatcli of my predecessor, Sir W. Colebronke, addressed to Lord Stanley, and dated May 26, 1845,
in which he says:-

" 1 take this opportunity of bringing to vour Lordship's notice that the Clerk and office charges of
the Lieutenant (overnor, and of his Private Secretary, have hitherto been provided for by an annual
Grant for Contingencies; the charges usually defrayed from this Fund include the travelling

"expenses of the Lieutenant Governor. No Grant, however, for these Contingencies incurred by
"'me in 1844, was made by the Assenbly in the last Session. I will take an early opportunity of

consulting with the Executive Council on this subject, as without some permanent provision for
the office of Lieutenant Governor it will be impossible to carry on the Correspondence which

"devolves on it. The grant for Contingencies made to my predecessor in 1840 was £1000, and to
nyself for the years 1841, 1842 and 1843, £450 for each year. Ont of these sums were defrayed
also the charges for Postage, for whiclh a Special Grant has been made by the Assembly for 1844,excluding the other charges."
2. The practice of voting a suni, varying fron £300 to £450, for the Lieutenant Governor's

Contingencies, continued during the tinhe of Sir V. Colebrooke, with occasional exceptions.-On my
succeeding to the office of Lieutenant Governor, I thought it right, for varions reasons, to make the
experiment of dispeusing with the services of the Clerk hitherto employed at Government House; and
since that tine the whole of the Correspondence and ordinary business at Government House has bee
carried on by my Private Secretary and myself, with the assistance, on rare emergencies, of a copying
Clerk from the Secretarv's Office.

3. A Vote of £300 cîurrency, for the Contingencies, passed in 1849 and 1850 ; but in 1851 no Vote
of the sort was proposed by the members of the Governient in the House of Assembly. and there was
a sullicient sun in hand, renaining frum previous years, to pay all the charges of that year. In the
Session just ended, the Council thr.ght it better not to renew the proposal in the Assembly ; but as
the balance remaining to the credit of the Fund is very smanl, they now make to me the recomnien-
dation forwarded with this Despatch.

Si,--I have to acknowledge Sir E. Head's Despatch, No. 25, of the 6th May last, enclosing an

extract from the Minutes of the Executive Cauncil, in which they recommend that the sum of £200
should be annually nppropriated from the Surplus Civil List Fund to provide for the contingencies of
the Lieutenant Governor. There exists, I am aware, considerable objection to throwing charges of
this nature on the fund in question, but seeing that in the present instance the appropriation is recoin-
mended by the Council, and concurred in by the Lieutenant Governor, I have to convey to you my
authority for carrying into effect the recommendation of the Committee.

ADJUTANT GENERAL'S APPOINTMENT.
Copy-No. 31. Government Houlse, Fredericton, N. B. May 23, 1851.

MY LORD,-The death of the Honorable Colonel Shore referred to in my Despatch of the 22nd
instant, No. 30, lias vacated the Post of Adjutant General of the Militia.

I have appointed, subject to Her Most Gracions Majesty's approval, Lieutenant Colonel R. Hayne,now Deputy Adjutant General, to succeed Colonel Shore as Adjutant General. Lieutenant Colonel
Hayne has been Provincial Aid-de-Camp to several successive Lieutenant Governors of this Colonv,
and commands the New Brunswick Regiment of Artillery.

The salary of Adjutant General was usually met by a 'Vote of the Legislature of £85 currency, but
for the last two years this Vote bas been withheld I believe fron a feeling that Colonel Shore was in
possession of another office producing £900 currency per annum.

I cannot, however, expect Lieutenant Colonel Hayne to undertake the duties without remuneration,
and I propose therefore to pay hin for the remainder of the year from the surplus of the Civil List
Fund, at the above rate. I do this with the entire concurrence of my Executive Council, and I trust
it will meet with your Lordship's approval. I have, &c.

SIR,- I have to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch, No. 31, of the 23d ultimo, reporting that

you have appointed Lieutenant Colonel Hayne tu the post of Adjutant General of Militia, whiclh had
becone vacant by the death of Lieutenant Colonel Shore, and that you purpose to pay him for the
renainder of the year from the Surplus of the Civil List Fund a Salary at the rate of £85 currency,
that being the salary hitherto voted to the Adjutant General of Militia, but lately withheld by the
Legislature.

LIQUOR LAW.

Copy-No. 15. Government House, Fredericton, N. B. April 8, 1852.
SIR,-I have the honor to enclose a copy of an Act to which I yesterday gave my assent. This

Act it will be observed does not come into force until June lst, 1853. It bas no clause suspending its
operations until Her Majesty's pleasure be known, nor does it appear to require it, as it is wholly of a
local character. My reasons for sending it home separately and thus early will be found at the close
of this Despatch.

Had I consulted my own opinion, I should have arrived at the conclusion that this Act ought not
to have passed. My reasons for this are the following:-

1. I do not think it can be effectually carried out, and 1 believe that it is inexpedient to habituate
thepeople to a breach of the law, by enacting what it is impossible to execute. Moral objects of this
kin appear to me to be beyond the reach of positive legislation.

2. The powers of search and imprisonment at the discretion of two Justices withont a Jury are not
very consistent with English notions of liberty, and the ordinary administration of English justice.
The passing of such a imeasure shows at any rate great confidence in the Magistracy on the part of
the Representatives of the people.

3. The financial results are not in my opinion likely to be advantageous. I estimate the probable loss
to the Revenue and the extra cost of such imperfect attempts as we can make to check increased
smuggling, at about £20,000 currency per annum. The Revenue raised from the duties on Liquora
last year amounted to no less than £20.500 currency. I do not imagine that all importation will
cease, indeed for the moment it may be stimulated. I see reported in the papers among the London
Exports to Saint John, N. B., from March 9th to March 15th, no less than 6000 gallons of Brandy and
4000 gallons of Geneva, probably in anticipation of sorne future difficulty from this Act. It is thought
no doubt that private persons will be anxious to lay in a store. But I conceive, that respectable dealers
will,as aclass,no longer exist, and that the trade in spirits must ultimately fall into the hands of unlicensed
retailers and reckless characters. The greater part therefore of what entera the Province after this
Act is in operation will be smuggled, and I fear that the profits of the smuggler and retailer will absorb
from the people at least as much as would have before been paid to the Province Treasurer. But
looking to the fact that this measure is purely one of internal policy, that it expresses the deliberate
opinion of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the Colony,, and that my Executive.Council, not-
withstanding any objections, have not advised me to disallow it, I have seen no sufficient reason for
refusing my assent to it. If the Legislature desire, for a great moral object, to run the risk and incur
the loss which I think are implied by this Act, I do not think it expedient to allow conjectural objec-
tions of ny own to prevai over the advice of my Council. For the same reason I recommend that the
Queen should leave this Act to its operation.

My only hesitation arises froin the fact which I suppose was the main reason for postponing its
operation until June 1st, 1853, namely, that the Legislature in the last clause of the Act just passed
for raising a loan for the Quebec and Halifax Railway, have given a sort of pledge to abide by the
main principles of the Tariff of 1851 as the security for such loan. It may be doubted by some whether
an enactment passed in the same Session, which goes to destroy one sixth of the Revenue derived from
such 'Ièrif, be consistent with this pledge, or whether the two taken together argue that sort of steadi-
ness of purpose and consistency on which capitalists would be induced to rely. I presume however
that the niajoritv of our Legislature believe in a growth of moral principle consequent on the prohibi.
tion of wines and spirits, which will far more than counterbalance any mere pecuniary loss. If such
moral principle existed already the Act would not be needed at all, but it is evidently hoped that it will
spring up as a consequence of this legislation, and will afford a security to capitalists or to the British
Government in the matter of the Railway of more permanent value than the Revenue which it will
in the first instance destroy. These expectations may or may not be fulfilled: I confess on my own
part that I am not very sanguine.

If therefore the Act be looked at with reference to its bearing on the great national question of a
Halifax and Quebec Railway, it loses its character of a mere internal measure, and it wiil be for Her
Majesty's Govern ment to decide how far its final sanction will or will not impair the security for this
work. On such a point I can offer no decided opinion. I have, &c.

" The Address on the subject of the Fisheries and Trade with the United States has
been transmitted by me to His Grace the Secretary of State for the Colonies, and I
doubt not that the loyal sentiments of Her Majesty's Subjects here will be fully appreciated
by our Gracious Sovereign.

"fr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,
"I thank you for the Supplies which you have given for the Public Service; it shall

be my care to see that the sums thus granted are expended in conformity with your
wishes, so far at least as the imperfect organization of certain Public Departments will
allow.

"I regret very deeply that there is no one political Officer whose attention is especially
given to our Finances. I regret too the total want of Executive machinery for properly
controlling the expenditure on the Roads.

" The creation of such offices however involves arrangements which require your
sanction as Representatives of the People, and as that sanction has not been given, the
administration of these matters must remain in its present state.

1 Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Counci,
"Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of te7 House of Assembly,

I cannot allow this Session to terminate without expressing some fear that incon-
venience will arise hereafter in this Colony, from the increasing tendency to private
legislation; any such inconvenience will be more felt in proportion as we look forward
to the investment within our limits of foreign capital.

" The season is fast approaching when money and labour will be expended on our
projected Railways, and when fresh Surveys will probably be pushed through our Forests.
I hope at the next meeting of the Legislature, to congratulate the People of New Bruns-
wick on the progress actually made in these undertakings.

" I now release you from your public labours with my hearty good wishes for the
success of your own pursuits, and with an earnest prayer for the general welfare of the
Province."

In pursuance of the Order in Council, dated 21st June last, authorising a charge of
six pence each on all Registered Letters, the necessary instructions were issued,
Forms prepared, and the new systema was commenced from 6th July last. From a
Return 1 have had kept at the several offices, I dnd the number registered during six
montha to 5th January lat, to be 3,030, or at the rate of £151 10s. per annum,; while
the labour attending the Registration bas been considerably reduced, by the check put
to the unnecessary Registration of Letters not containing money, by the fee which is

now required. I consider the amount of the fee as no more than a fair equivalent

for the additional cost of Stationery, and the labour attending the Registration ;
while the additional security afforded to the correspondence thus transmitted is cheaply
purchased for the amount.

The high rates of Postage charged on Books, Pamphlets, &c., passing within the

Province, under the Post office Act of 1850, wbich were only abolished on weights
not exceeding two ounces by the Act of 1851, bear heavily on such correspondence;
and, in fact, act almost as a prohibition. Numerous complaints have been made on

this subject, especially in cases of Pamphlets coming from Canada, where they are
liable to a charge of one half penny per ounce only; but, if coming to this Province

unpa-d, are immediately subjected to rates, which are, perhaps, more than the value

of the works themselves. I consider it highly desirable that some unformt system for

the treatment of such works should be introduced in British North America; and I

think the adoption of the Canadian liberal scale of rates for such publications would
not
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not only be a boon-to the public,.but would tend somewhat to the increase of the
Revenue. The completion of the Regulations for the transmission of Bookcs, Pamph-
lets, &c., to and from England, wouid-also be to the advantage of the Revenue ;
the.. Department would then obtain one third of the Postage on such publiCatiraIs,
while at present, it has to account to Great Britain for ful Letter Packet Posta
on the few which arrive.; while none are sent home.

• Before concluding, I think it right to state, with referênce to the Establishment at
Saint John, that notwithstanding the employnent of an-additional Clerk since 4th
October. lut, I find it quite as much as I can do to keep the business of the Depart-
ment under. The Office is op n to the'public from 6 30 &. Ù., to 9 p. sr. daily,:except
S!ndy",and on Sundays fron 4 30 to 5 30 P. m.; while three nighti in the week tome
of the Clerks-are engaged, on the average, until 10 P. m. These long hours, with the
steady incréase which is going on in the general business, and which will be still
furthiier augmented by the expected reduction in the rates of Packet Postage, win
oblige me ere long to apply for fsrther assistance.

REPORT ON THE PARISH 8HOOLS OF NEW BRUNSWICK
FÔR PART OF THE YEAR 1852,

By the Chief Superintendent of Paris Schools.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund Walker Head, Bart., Lieutenant Goriernor and Com-
mander in Chief of the Province of New Brunswick, 4c. ec. 4c.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,
I have the honor to submit to Your Excellency the following Report, comprising

an account of my proceedings since my appointment as Chief Superintendent of
Parish Schools; an abstract of the Parish School returns received by me from the
several County Inspectors ; and such other matters concerning the Educational system
of the Province as, required by law and directed by the Honorable the Provincial
Board of Education, I have been able to collect or have deemed it my duty to suggest.

I am fully sensible of the many deficiencies which Your Excellency's practised
glance cannot but detect in this endeavour to discharge an arduous service; but am
well convinced that every earnest effort having for its object the advancement in
knowledge and in preparation for usefulness of the children and youth of this impor-
tant and now flourishing Province, is secure of a measure of Your Excellencv's
countenance and approval.

PART I.
ACcOUNT OF PROcEEDINGS OF CHIEF SUPERINTENDENT.

At an early date after the organization of the Board of Education under the Act of
A ssembly, 15 Victoria, cap. 40, I submitted to the Board such suggestions as seemed
necessary in order to give effect to the ir.tentions of the Legislature. They related
chiefly to the continuance of the Training and Model Schools at Saint John, under
the charge of M r. Duval, as Training Master, with subordinate Teachers in the Model
Schools ;-the appointmient of competent persons as Examiners of pupil Teachers;-
the sanctioning of suitable School books so far as they could be obtained ;-the issuing
cf circulars to County Inspectors and instructions to Teachers, pointir.g out their
respective duties under the School Act ;-the preparation of forms for Teachers' daily
registers and semi-annual returns, and for Inspectors' annual reports ;-and the
appointnent of periods for the transmission of Teachers' semi-annual returnls to the
Superintendenu, andl for the transinission of the Superintendents sen-annual schedules
to tie Office of the Provincial Secretary. These suggestions, so far as adopted, were
en)odieil in orders of the Board, which were carried into effect as earlv as possible.

Tse Provincial Training Sciool was continued at Saint John, under the experienced
cnre of Mr. Duval, who is assisted in the Model Schools by Teachers approved by the
Board, and wliose report for the vear 1852 will be found in the Appendix, (No. I.)
Dr. Paterson. Rector of the Saint John Grammar School, William P. Dole, Esquire,
Inspector of Parish Schools for the County of Saint John, and Robert Jardine, Esquire,
were appointed Examiners of pupil Teachers.-Mr. Jardine, however, declined to
act; nor, after several efforts, has the Board succeeded in inducing any other gentle-
inan of high commercial standing to occupy the vacant position. The work of
examination, notwithstanding, has been very efficiently performed by the other
gentlemen above named, assisted occasionally by Mr. Duval in the Book-keeping
department.

The School books sanctioned by the Board were the cbeap and admirable series
published by the Irish Board of Commissioners of National Education, already exten-
sively used in the.Provincial Parish Schools; together with Lennie's English Grammar,
and Pinnock's Catechisms of the History of England and America.

It is felt that in the sanctioning of books for use in the Provincial Schools, it is well
to hasten slowly. The advantages of intrinsic merit, general adaptation, and cheap
and constant supply, should all be combined in the instance of any particular book, ere
it receive the grave recognition of a Board of Education. The subject of Provincial
School books will be more fully dealt with in a subsequent part of this Report.

A copy of the circular addressed to Countv Inspectors,-of the Instructions to
Teachers, and of the form for a Teacher's daily register, will be found in the A ppendix,
(No. IV.) Tie form for Teachers' semi-anual returns, and for Inspectors' annual
reports, cannot be convenientiv reduiced for insertion in an octavo page ; but it inav
be observed, that the former is designed both to express the resuits of the Teachers'
daily registers, and to subserve the Inspectors' preparation of their annual reports;
while the latter lias been studiouslv framed so as to compreliend all the particulars
mentioned in Section 13 of the School Act, with a few others which seemed to me likely
to be especially useful.

The periods appointed for the transmission of Teachers' semi-annual returns to the
Superintendent are the 31st of March and the 30th of September in each year, and
those appointed for the transmission of the Superintendent's schedules to the office of
the Provincial Secretary are the 30th of April and the 3lst of October.

Having caused to be printed, and having distributed copies of the School Act and
al] iimediately needful instructions and forms, I thought it imperative on me to
attempt to form such a measure of personal acquaintance with the general educational
state and wants of the Province as a month of travelling observation and inquiry
would allow. The month of September was devoted to that purpose; and with
fourteen Counties to visit, in however cursorv a manner, not a moment could be lost.
The same time and means expended among the Common and Normal Schools of
Massachusetts and Upper Canada, would, unquestionably, have afforded me imcom-
parably more of mental stimulus, and could not but have been advantageous to me in
no siail degree. Prospective duty, indeed, may lie in that direction ; but I felt that
I should have made but an unworthy appearance in neighbouring Provinces or States,
if devoid of that information regarding my especial sphere of labour which, unfortu-
nately, no existing publication adeqately supplies. So far as my object was detined,
it was to visit Couinty centres ;-to cornmunicate personally with County Inspectors,
with a view to the promotion of our commn efficiency ; and to coliect such general
information as inrdeed can scarcely be chissified and tabulated, but which will enlable
its possessor to feel that he understands fir hetter than would otherwise have been
the case, the peciliar interests it is his dutv to p-onote. Nor, whatever might be
unldertaken, cou ld more he accomnpilished iin a sinugle month. A detailed inspection,
by at individural, of the Parish Seiiool of the Province, niuht welil occuîpy a year ut
least, nor could lie even tihen be satisfied w ith the thorouhness of his owi work.

PA RT I.
ABSTRACT OF INSPECTORns' rETURNs.

It is provided bv the School Lav, Section 13, that each Countv Inspector rhall
prepare and transmit to hie Superintendent on or before the nrst day of Novemnber in
eachl year, a report of the state of the Schools in his district, in such forn as shall be
appointed by the Board. 1 have referred above to the form which, under direction
of the Board, I have provided for this purpose, a form which I have every reason to
conclude, is adapted to fulfil the intention of the Legislature. As, however, the reports
of the Inspectors only comprehend at longest a period of six months, and as it is
almost impossible for fourteen persons, however intelligent and able, who have no
intercourse with each other, to regard any form precisely in the same light, and conse-
quently to fill it up in the same manner, at anv rate in the first instance ; it can easily
be credited that the preparation of the accompanving abstracts has been as laborions
a task in performance, as I fear, should too much be expected from it, it will prove
unsatisfactory in its result. It will, however, be but just to the Inspectors, many of
whom I am convinced have done the very best which the nature of the case would
admit, if these tables be considered rather as an effort in the right statistical direction,

than
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than as furnishing adequate data for unassailable reasoning and calculation. The
attempts and experience of a first hair year, will, I doubt not, enable the Inspectors
to render such returns for any subsequent vear as vill be easily available for the pur-
poses which are contemplated by the law.

The return for the County of Gloucester is only for three months. For the Ccunty
of Victoria, up to the date of sending this report to press, no return has been received.
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PART III.
REMARKS SUGGESTED BY THE FOREGOING TABLES.

Table A.
1. The most obvious remarks which this Table must occasion will relate to the great

apparent disproportion between the number of our population from 6 to 16 years of
age, (53,324,) and the number from 5 to 16 years of age (17,704), who are
reported as having attended the Parish Schools during the last summer. Nor
can that disproportion be satisfactorily explained by the consideration, however
correct, that in many districts the pupils in *actual attendance at school are often
changed; parents sending some of their children at one time, and others at another.
Were an accurate record of such changes practicable, it would, I have no doubt.
demonstrate that manv more children attend the Parish Schools during some portion
of a term than can be reported as attending through the whole. This modifying
circumstance, however, becomes insignificant when we compare the above vith
corresponding figures taken from the last Report of the Chief Superintendent of
Schools for Nova Scotia-a comparison probably fairer on the whole, than any other
in our power to make. In that Report the total number of children from 4 to 15
vears«of age in the School Districts of that Province is stated to be 46,886, and the
total number of pupils in the Common Schools, in the summer of 1851, is given at
30,631. But when it is further observed that while the population of Nova Scotia in
1851, as stated in officiai documents, was 276,117, and that of New Brunswick 193,800;
that of Nova Scotia, of School age, in the same year, as 30,631, and that of New
Brunswick as 53,324, it is sufficiently clear that either the basis of the respective
Censusez, or the School returns in the one case or the other, are exceedingly inaccu-
rate, and until the error, which exists somewhere, be detected, I see no reason why
this Province should be debited with the entire disadvantage, excepting that which
bas so long prevailed, namely, that in ail comparative estimates we are, of course, to
be cast into the shade.

2. The disproportion between the number of districts (818) and that of Schools
(688) may well arrest attention. As suggested by Mr. Duval in his Report in the
Appendix (No. 1.) the present general prosperity of the Province may in a great
degree account for the fact of that disproportion ; many individuals who would other-
wise seek engagements as Teachers being more profitably employed. Nor can it be
expected on the part of the generality of parents that their estimate of the benefits of
education for their children will so correspond with their increased ability to remune-
rate their Teachers as that they will promptly, wisely, and with liberal economy, offer
inducements to competent persons to continue in so ill requited, and as they are
often made to feel, humiliating a profession. It is an evil that must not be concealed
and cannot but be deplored, that to a great extent in this Province pauperism and
Parish School Teachers have multiplied and diminished together. May it yet be
demonstrated that a competent Teacher can both be adequately remunerated by his
immediate employers, and respectfully regarded by society at large as a benefactor
to his country. The legislative allowances for the Teachers of our Parish Schools
may justly be described as munificent; but parents who strenuously toil to furnish
material comforts and even luxuries for their offspring, are totally indifferent to the
cultivation of their minds and the formation of their characters.

3. The average summer attendance of pupils of both sexes at our Parish Schools,
viz. 18, is smaller by three than that at the Schools in Nova Scotia during the winter,
viz. 21. I cannot but hope that proper attention to the daily registers will occasion some
little improvement in this respect. The negligence of parents however, affords the
true explanation of the infrequent and irregular attendance of the children, and for
such negligence I see no remedy, but either that of direct, impartial and adequate
taxation, which would at once inspire its subjects with an almost miraculous interest
in ail that relates to the Parish Schools; or the entire abandonment by the Legislature
of the work of educating the people, until the rising flood of disorder, crime and social
misery should compel the adoption of thoroughly restorative and preventive legislative
measures. They, I feel fully persuaded, who would shrink from the responsibility of
taking the latter of these courses, will find it necessary, sooner or later, to address
themselves in earnest to the former.

EDUCATION.APPEtNDIX.]
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4. The average time (19 weeks 5 days), during which the Schools have been kept
bv licenced Teachers, is unquestionably too short a portion of the six summer months.
The recently published order of the Board of Education on the subject of holidays
and vacations, (Appendix III.) will, I anticipate, produce a good effect in ihis parti-
cular. The rcgulations embodied in this order are adopted in the main, from those
which govern, in this respect, the Common Schools of Upper Canada, allowing
however, in this Province, a certain extent of local accommodation. Hitherto
holidavs and vacations have been often capriciously granted by local School authori-
ties, or taken by the Teachers; for the future, the Teachers' periods of labour and
seasons of recreation are definitely marked out.

5. The visits of County Inspectors need ;aot be dwelt on here, as subsequent
extracts from their reports, (Appendix II.) will afford thema an opportunity to speak
for themselves.

Table B.
1. This Table clearly shews the small proportion of the pupils in Parish Schools

who are engaged in studying the more advanced subjects which first class Male
Teachers are required by law to be qualified to teach. There are in the Province
(See Table C.) 81 Teachers of this class, yet are there but 92 pupils in Geometry,
123 in Mensuration, 34 in Land Surveying, 13 in Navigation, and 56 in Algebra, and
as probably many thus enumerated are engaged in more than one or even two of these
studies, it~will be quite safe to consider the whole number as about 150. Three or
at most four experienced Teachers could efficiently instruct that number in all the
higher branches specified, and while 1 by no means think that the standard of attain-
ment prescribed for first class Teachers can be considered as absolutely higb, yet
regarding the number of higher class pupils above given, as furnishing some indication
of the actual demand for any beyond elementary instruction in the Parish Schools, I
cannot but entertain the opinion that thoroughness of attainment and aptness to con-
municate instruction, are far more important qualifications for Parish School Teachers,
than the mere ability to pass an examination in those branches, acquaintance with
which is seldom, at present, required.

2. I have not yet been able to give the subject of School books that particular tabular
illustration to which its importance undoubtedly entitles it. The Books of the Irish
Commissioners are not only approved by the Board, but also by the people at large.
They eminently combine the qualities of intrinsic excellence and cheapness, though,
of late especially, the supply of them has not been by any means, sufficient.

As early as possible after my appointment to office, I began a series of efforts to
ascertain the wants of the Province in this respect, with a view to their being promptly
and satisfactorily met. It has not, however, been in my power to provide for those
wants during the past season, but an arrangement has been recently made by the
Board of Education with Messrs. H. Chubb & Co. of Saint John, which I have every
reason to believe will ensure an easy, general, adequate, and constant supply.

My predecessor, as Secretary of the Board, John Gregory, Esquire, has undertaken
to make up the Accounts of the Board w ith the several Provincial School Book Agents,
to the 31st December, 1852 ;-from which date the arrangement with Messrs. Chubb
will take effect. Mr. Gregory's statement, which will embrace an abstract of the
Accounts from the date of the establishment of the Book Fund, will be laid before the
Leaislature during the ensuing Session.

The English Grammar of the Irish Board, though evidentlv based on philosophical
principles, not being as simple, convenient, popular or well adapted for general use-
fulness as that of Lennie ; the latter has also been approved by the Board for use in
the Parish Schools. For want of better, small and cheap Text Books on the sane
subject, and notwithstanding their obvious deficiencies in some respects, and the dis-
advantage of their catechetical form, Pinnock's Catechisms of the History of England
and America have been also approved. No Text Book, however, exists in a cheap
and portable form, available for Parish School purposes, anid accompanied by a
tolerably accurate and trustworthy Map,-which will assist Teachers to acquire, and
first and second class Male Teachers, as required by law, to impart, a knowledge of
the geography, history and resources of the Province of New Brunswick and of the
adjoining North American Colonies.

The
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The Handbook of the Geography and Natural History of Nova Scotia, by J. W.
Dawson, Esquire, Superintendent of Education in that Province, is a specimen of the
description of the work which is needed; and whoever shall appear both able and dis-
posed to produce its counterpart for New Brunswick, will deserve well of all its
inhabitants.

It will be seen from the Reports of County Inspectors, that even where there is no
complaint of a scarcity of School Books in a localitv, it is found that children at School
are not properly provided with these necessary implements of learning. At Dorchester,
for example, the supply in the hands of the Agent has been amply sufficient; solely,
I consider, because many of the Schools in neighbouring parts of the County of West-
morland have been almost destitute of books. In Saint John too, where there has
been no deficiency of books on sale, Mr. Dole states that there has been, in not a few
instances, a lamentable want of them in the Schools. In the present prosperous state
of the Province it cannot be so much the poverty as the criminal indifference of
parents which explains this painful state of things. Nor do I see the remedy for it
in that gratuitous supply which I fear would patronize and perpetuate carelessness
and wastefulness; but rather in local assessment for this and other Parish School
purposes, as the legal condition of Provincial aid. Books, like articles of food and
clothing and other of the necessaries of life, are more likely to be prized and carefully
used if paid for to the extent of our means ; and until individual and local resources are
fairly taxed, it cannot be well that the Treasury of the Province should be drawn on
for the general supply of Books and apparatus, or for any of the costs and charges of
popular education.

Before dismissing the subject of School Books, I would state that as the result of
correspondence with the Superintendent of Education in Lower Canada, I was early
favoured with a copy of a work which the Board has adopted and recommended for
use among the French population of the Province, entitled " Guide de L'Instituteur,"
which is sold by Messrs. Smith & Son, Shediac, or may be obtained for the County
of Victoria via Quebec.

3. The School Houses of the Province are, generally speaking, very inferior. The
fact that 107 log built School Houses are reported, does not suggest a high estimate
of the state of our School accommodation. The number of School Houses (19)
erected during the year 1852, I have reason to believe will be considerably exceeded
by the number to be erected during the present year. The reports of the Inspectors
in the Appendix (No. Il.) contain some valuable information on the subject of
School Houses, which could scarcely be reduced to a tabular form. One or two
additional remarks, however, on this subject I feel called upon to make. The dis-
proportion between the number of School Houses (205) reported as having a yard
or privy, and the number (380) reported as having neither ; common decency, I trust,
will rectify as early as possible. The want of all provision for proper ventilation in
the School Houses in general is another evil from which Teachers and pupils must
extensively suffer, both physically and mentally. Nor can a much better state of
things be expected until the principles of School Architecture shall be better under-
stood in the Province at large, an advantage to be obtained only by the circulation
of cheap abridgements of such works as Barnard's School Architecture, demonstrating
that neatness is as economical as deformity, and accommodation as cheap as incon-
venience. The application of the assessment principle to the erection of School
Houses would render the burthen of that erection equable and light ; and instead of
the School House suggesting to the minds of children only painful and repulsive
associations of thought, it would, were it but neat and commodious, have a pleasant
place in their imagination and affections.

Table C.
. The small number of First Class Male Teachers (81) has been already noticed.

The qualifications required of Second Class Male Teachers seem to me to adapt them
for. very general usefulness ; and I cannot but hope that their number (129) may
absolutely and relatively increase. The whole of the Third Class Male Teachers (in
number 445), are not persons of the comparatively limited attainments which the law
requires. There are among them some untrained, yet experienced and efficient

Teachers;



Teachers ; others are persons of tolerable information who do not intend to continue
teaching, and therefore do not think it worth while to attend the Training School;
and others again prefer, or are compelled to engage for a time as Third Class Teachers,
until they can obtain means to enable them to attend that institution with a view to
their gaining a position in a higher class. Many of the remainder just come up to
the verv moderate requirements of the law, beyond which they are never likely to
advance.

2. The number of First Class Female Teachers (6), and of Second Class Female
Teachers (17), will probably be ere long considerably increased fron the ranks of
those who have been previously engaged in Teaching, and who now avail themselves
of the advantages afforded bv the Training School. The Third Class Female Teachers
(in number 214) are, in many instances, very useful, though it is believed that some
of them would be more appropriately employed in other departments of labour. If
it be the probable effect of general Provincial prosperity to throw the responsible
work of elementary teaching into the hands of females, it is of great importance that
they should be qualified to perform it by undergoing that preliminary training, without
which they can scarcely be equal to the momentous task.

3. The entire number of Teachers (682) nearly corresponds with that of the Schools
(6S8;) but, some are continually.leaving the profession, to be, from time to time,
replaced by others, while the increase of population may be expected to demand a
proportionate increase in the number of Teachers. The rate of their remuneration,
however, as indicated by the columns which show their semi-annual salaries, with and
without board, is not such as to induce persons to continue to teach if able to transfer
their labour and skill into almost any other channel. The sum of £21 2 01 is surely
no equivalent for the services of half a year or even of 19 weeks of a male Teacher
who is fit to be entrusted with the education of some 18, more or less, of the future
men and women of New Brunswick. It is not, in my judgment, as already intimated,
that the provincial allowance for Parish School Teachers is not ample and liberal;
but that there is too much cause for the suspicion, if not conclusion, that in not a few
instances it has the effect of a bounty on parental indifference and meanness.

Table D.
The Table, it is acknowledged, cannot be of much service in the present instance.

The Inspectors had no sufficient data as the basis of accurate statement for the prin-
cipal columns. With so many blanks in these columns, I concluded it would be vain
to give their totals. I must therefore refer to

Table E.
With which I have been favoured from the Office of the Provincial Secretary, and

which furnishes an account of moneys drawn from the Provincial Treasury for the
Parish School service, from April 7, 1852, to Jan. 31, 1853.

One item in this table struck me at first with astonishment. I refer to the one
headed " Special grants by Legislature." In view of this I can appreciate the
necessity which existed for Sec. 33 of the School Law, which provides that " after the
passing of the Act, it shall not be lawful for any Teacher of a School in this Province
to make application to the Legislature by petition or otherwise for any appropriation
or sum whatever for teaching, unless recommended by the Superintendent and
sanctioned by the Board of Education."

Table F.
This Table is of necessity very imperfect. It cannot afford any adequate view of

the private Schools in the Province, particularly of Boarding Schools and others
which are of a more select description. In the nature of the case it is difficult for
the Superintendent and Inspectors of Parish Schools to gather information from those
over whom thev exercise no official controul. The appreciation of that difficulty is
expressed in the following extract from the explanation by the Chief Superintendent
of the form to be used by County Inspectors in the preparation of their Annual
reports:-

" This page consists, with one exception, of entries relating to private Schools. It
will be observed that Section 13 of the School Act contains the words "so far as can
be ascertained," with respect to the matters to be entered here. The method of
ascertaining those particulars will be, of course, such only as shall consist with
honorable and respectful inquiry, involving no appearance of an offensive investigation
of private affairs."

Table G.
The information contained in this Table has been collected in pursuance of Section

29 of the School Act, and is derived from such replies as I bave received to an official
circular addressed by me to the Registrar of the University of King's College, the
Head Master of the Collegiate School, the Principal of the Baptist Seminary, the
Principal of the Weslevan Academy, the Masters of the several County Grammar
Schools, the Trustees of the Saint Stephen's Academy, the Clerk of the Madras Board,
the Commissioners of the Roman Catholic Schools at Saint John, Portland and Saint
Andrews, the Secretarv of the Infant School at Fredericton, and the Commissioner of
the African School at Saint John.

PART 1V.
OTHER SUGGESTIONS ON THE EDUCATIONAL STATE OF THE PROVINCE.

1. On the duties of Parisi Echool Trustees.-The duties of School Trustees, under
the Act, comprehend one which is not generally attended to, that, namely, of dividing
their respective Parishes into as many School districts as may, from time to time, be
found convenient or necessary. Even when Trustees, which cannot often be the
case, are above ali suspicion of being influenced by local feelings, this duty is a
difficult one for them to discharge, and would probably be less invidiouslv and more
usefully performed by some County Officers who might be guided by express legal
reguîlations. In Upper Canada, Trustees are authorised by law to contract with and
enplov ail Teachers, and determine the amount of their salaries, and to provide for
the salaries of Teachers and ail other expenses of the School, ir such a manner as may
be desired by a majority of the freeholders or householders of the School section, at
th! Annuai School Meeting or a Special Meeting called for that purpose, and to
employ alil lawful means to collect the sum or sums required for such salaries or other
expenses ; and, should the sum thus provided be insuflicient to defray ail the expenses
of such School, the Trustees have authority to assess and cause to be collected anq
addiiionail rate, irn order to pay the balance of the Teacher's salary and other expenses
of sneih Schoel. I think it a fair question and one iot to be hastily answered inii the
net.ive, wlether tie enlargernert of the powers of School Trustees to this extent in
thi. Province, would not be for the cor:mon advantae of Teachers and Inhabitants.

2. On the c/ussin of Teachers.-Since the preserit School law came into operation,
tlere bave be-in sone instances in whici individuals have applied for, and a few in
whici they have obtaiied, first or second class licences, without havirg attended
.t tIe Pro incial Training School. Of these. 3 have been males, of whom 2 have

obtained Iirst class licences, and 1 a second class; and 4 females, one of whom has
ohtained a first class, and 3 second cliss licences. Ail these are persons of unques-
tionable attainments and experience in teaching; ail too, were Teachers already
licenced, and therefore not included in the prohibition of the law in Sec. 9-"and no
Teacher, not already licenced shall be entitled after the passing of this Act to receive
a first or second class licence without having first attended the Training School for a
period of three months." I have every reason to believe that the very cautious and
sparing exercise by the Board of Education of their implied discretionary power in
this respect, has been for the advantage of the public. It is however of great impor-
tance that in every possible instance, even licenced Teachers, whatever their acquire-
ments, if not already trained, should pass through the prescribed course at the
Provincial Training School. No attainments in learning will warrant the omission of
attainment in the art of teaching. Nor can I yet perceive sufficient reason for more
than the already existing Training School, though it is not surprising that local con-
venience should suggest such an expedient to other minds. Few pupil Teachers
will repair to that Training School who have not a reasonable prospect of obtaining a
second class licence at least; and the advantages they receive while there, the

26 standing
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standing they acquire, and the emoluments to which thev become entitled when
employed, will surely repay them for any temporary inconvenience which they may
undergo. Of nany who have gone there under the impression that they wGuld not
derive much henefit from their attendance, I have scarcely met with an individual who
bas not candidly acknowledged on his or her return, that their time while there was
well and profitably employed.

3. School Fisitors.-It would, I think, be well if not only Inspectors and Trustees,
but also Members of the Legislature, Judges, Magistrates and Clergymen, were
recognised by Law as Visitors of Parish Schools. Such a recognition might increase
their interest in the educational state and affairs of the Province, and might exert a
beneficial influence on both Teachers and pupils.

4. Vocal Music as matter of Parish Sclwol instruction.-Soon after my appointment,
I received a communication on this subject from Mr. Robert S. Bennison, a Teacher
of vocal music, regarding its introduction into the Parish Schools. A correspondence
with Mr. Bennison issued in my informing that gentleman, by direction of the Board
of Education, that the Board have no funds at their disposal for the employment of a
Teacher or Teachers of vocal music. Subsequently learning from Mr. Bennison that
he contemplated the formation of evening sginagin Schools in varions parts of the
Province, and that he was willing, wherever he might be engaged, to teach gratuitously,
during the day, the pupils in Parish Schools to whom lie might have access, I gave
him an introductory letter to County Inspectors and Teachers, hoping to hear, in due
course, respecting his method and success. The paragraph extracted from a letter
of Mr. Connell, Inspector for County of Carleton, and added to Mr. Connell's Report,
(Appendix No. II.) is ail I have received on the subject. Irrespectivelv of Mr.
Bennison's wishes and claims, I cannot but think that the placing by the Legislature
of a certain sum (say £100 or £150) at the disposai of the Board of Education for
the employment of a competent Teacher of vocal music in the Parish Schools of one
or two Counties, would fairlv test the advantage of its introduction as a general and
regular subject of Parish School instruction.

5. The assessment Section (22) of the SchtoolAc.-In several instances in which this
section has been acted on, and in others in which such action has been contemplated,
it has been matter of disappointment that the property of non-resident proprietors
could flot be assessed for School purposes, under its authoritv. It may afford matter
for grave consideration, whether it should not be so amxended as to warrant and
require such assessmenit. To the remarks of Mr. Dole, in bis Report (Appendix
No. 11.) respecting the case of assessment at Indian Town, Saint John, I would
especially refer, in illustration of the opinion thus expressed.

6. Defciencyj of Schools in Saint John, and the rriey for such &fincy.-M r. Dnle
reports but ten Parish Sclools in the City tif Saiit John, while, in bis judclmnc's:t,
ihere is need of soie twenstyv more. Wiih Nlr. )Ole's views regarding th.e principle
vin Which tle deficiency mihil:t be best stpplied. that namly of ain asse.smrent 4n
eveerv description of properiv. I etiirelv agree. \ly amiourit of local iîsnformiion doeu s
niot warrant mv prononsîîc'ing an opion on ail the featutres of the plant by wilwh, as
a naer of temprary expediency, NI r. Doile wvould ineet the exigency of tie claIse.
To ne, liowever, it does not appear desirable tu increase threefold lthe nsumber of fle
l>,Irish Schools in Saint Jolîn, supposing the additional Scliols to be of the samne
character as the average of those which already exist. 'lhe iiihsliiplication of sech
Seisools and of the School Houses wlich they would require, would be, I tlhink io h
a doubtful blessing and doubtlful honour to Saint John. Instead of dealinig with the
school population there on the prisciple of dividing it perpendicularlV, (according, to
the expressive figure of Horace Mannsi,) thus increasing the number of Schlools com-
prisng children of ail ages and attainments; why not divide the strata horizontallv,
and classifying the pupils and regularlv grading the Schools in well adapted and
furnished School Houses, and instructing them by means of such Teachers as Mr.
Dole bas mentioned with especial honor, leaven with knowledge and mould by discipline
the entire mass, in a inanner incomparably more thorough and economical than can
possibly be the result of the extension of present primitive and inefficient arrange-
ments ? Nor can I see why, in the case of a population like that of Saint John,
improved arrangements should be indefinitely postponed. Where in the Province

can



can a better field be found for the grand educational experiment which must, ere
long, be made among us ? A School Corporation composed of a sufficient number of
persons like the present Trustees and County Inspector, might be empowered to
fairly test the principle of assessment under the authority of a local Act, and the
superintendence of the Board of Education; and, as the experiment should succeed
or fail, though failure can scarcely be anticipated, the demand for a Provincial measure
based on the same principle might be either conceded or silenced.

7. The extent of the Provincial denand for local assessment jör the support of Schools.-
The returns already received do not, in mv opinion, adequately indicate thé extent of
that demand. The following quotation from the communication of a correspondent
of the Journal of Education for Upper Canada is, I consider, equally applicable to the
Province of New Brunswick:-" There have been instances certainly where the
majority of the people have decided for free Schools; but, in nearly every instance,
there is left a disappointed and bitter minority who frequently fill the School and the
section with animosity and hatred. In many, I think most instances, the bitterest
opposers in these townships say they approve of the principle, and if it were the law
of the land, they would cheerfully support it, but under the present system they say
they may be conpelled ta pay their money for the benefit of others for some years,
and then, when a School would be useful to their families, others who have been
enjoying their money may vote the free School down. There is much force in this
objection. Let the system be made a Provincial one. Let the people decide by
their vote as to the time, (not less than six months,) that the School shall be kept
open, but let it not be optional or doubtful how the School shall be supported."

I do not consider this Report as the proper vehicle for lengthened argument in
support of the assessment principle. Nor do I think that it requires any lengthened
argument in its lavour, where the previous principle of sustaining public Schools for
the mass of the juvenile population is admitted, as it almost universally is, in New
Brunswick. It should not however be forgotten, as too frequently is the case, that
the principle of local assessment is not pleaded for as if it were the only one by the
operation of which its advocates would support the Parish Schools. The principle
aid fact of Provincial allowance is too often lost sight of in the discussion of this
subject. Without such allowance where would be the right of Provincial inspection
and controul P and without such a right, duly exercised, a Provincial School system
would bc an unmeaning name.

The relative proportion of the amounts ta be derived from the Provincial Treasury
and froin local resources is a separate question. In Upper Canada the Provincial
allowance is proportioned ta the average number of children in attendance at the
Schools. With re-ard to sucli an arrauinement, the late Secretarv of the Massachu-
setts State Soard ni Erucation savs thai it " would conîduce areatly ta the be;efit of
11hec s:willer, the mire a::ricultiIral, and ihe more sparely poptulated towns. It woild
d'.stri'te he l b )amy of the State o'n the pririciple of lhelpi.ng those who help them-
se1s.' I 1mtv a id, that it v.utîld mnee anad remove the objection which Mr. Dale,
i m with mnan y otherz. perceives nay lie against the principle of the present

1,ool I. - tit it extends a helping hand to those districts which are able to do
s imeiibi?,; towards s! ppivingr their own necessities. but it. in some mensure, at leait,
covejlooks ite wants of thnse which are unable ta do much for tieniselves."

Thie immportant q•:estion os' local prnvision for Common Schools, by means of t::e
pritnciple of assessment, can scarcelv he more briefi or hetter stated than in the fol-
lowin2 langinage of a recent writer:-" To the citizen of large property and no chil-
dren to be educated, it seems an irequzality to pay a heavy tax for the schooling of his
neighbours, most of whom lie considers able ta purchase instruction for themselves.
But that some system is necessary ta secure the general education of the families of
the State, and especially the poorer classes, is on ail hands adnitted. The necessity
itselif, if duly considered, will go far ta reconcile the feelings ta some unavoidable
inconveiences. Some families have no members who can enjoy the benefits of the
institution : and some may prefer ta procure instruction for their children in private
or select schools. Both these classes receive greater advantages from the system of
common education than might at first view be supposed. They bave more pecuniary
interest in the intelligence and good morals and peaceful habits of the community

than
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than the poor who pay little or no taxes ; for they have more to lose by the violence
and lawlessness of the ignorant and the vicious. They have more social interest in
the good habits of the poorer classes than the poor themselves; for having a measure
of culture and being raised to a comparatively higher sphere of social enjoyment, they
find no satisfaction, but only annoyance and disgust, in those riotous pleasures which
are the element of the low bred and the vicious. And since many families may choose
rather to maintain. seminaries which are more select, than to avail themselves of the
common schools, these may be the more contented to bear their share of a general
school tax, while they consider that they contribute to support a beneficent institution
for those who cannot purchase for their families the higlier degrees of education, and
manv of whom desire nothing better ; that they thus pay, and at a very cheap rate,
for that conciliation and sympathy and influence with the masses which they would
wholly forfeit by a total separation from an enterprise so closely connected with the
general good ; and that thev thus sanction and sustain a law which commands a vast
amount of means for education from persons of ample wealth, and large families, but
no culture, and who would not give anything for schools except under the force of
law. These and other like considerations, if candidly weighed, will go far towards
overcoming the repugnance which some mav feel against a law which taxes them
without offering a direct return."

8. Duties of the Chief Superintendent.-Among those duties as enumerated, in part,
in Section 14 of the School Act, is the following :-" And to diffuse the saine (infor-
mation, that is on the subject of Education) among the people of the Province." In
discharge of this duity, little bas been hitherto accomplished. The general duties of
my office as prescribed bv law, and the correspondence which it involves, have occu-
pied the whole of my time during office hours, and very frequently, except in the
molàth of September in whicl I vas engaged in travelling, from two to six hours a

day, besides. I t is true that I may, by the adoption of forms, simplify and diminish
ihe re'ative amottt of the more mechanical part of my work; but it is equally true
that that work, as a whole, is likely to increase.

In addition to this insuperable obstacle in the vay of my diffusing information on the
subject of Education anong the people of the Province, there lias existed another in
the fact that no means of doing so have been provided by the Lecislature.

myluch the betier ; one copy oif which shoîiabl he suppulied cratuitouslv to each Cotunty
Inspector, and to every bicenced l'eacher actially enga2ed in the Parish School service.

Thiis wouîld serve as the official velicie of information fron the Superintendent to
all School Officers and Teachers, and would, it is hoped, be the means of circulating
in New Brunswick, as similarjournals have done in Canada and Nova Scotia, an amount
of educational intelligence which could be as extensively, efficiently and cheaply fur-
nished, in no other way.

Of course the editing of such a journal by the Superintendent, would necessitate the
provision by the Legislature of adequate assistance for that officer in the discharge of
his general duties ; a provision which, in fact, is requisite already, unless those duties
are to be either diminished or neglected. I will not neglect them, nor can I under-
take the performance of others in addition.

I beg leave, in concluding this Report, very respectfully and gratefully to acknow.
ledge the consideration and kindness which, in the discharge of my onerous duties, I
have uniformly received from Your Excellency and from the Members of Your
Excellency's Council.

In some respects the present race of Teachers are scarcelv on a par with iheir
predecessors, but. as a aeneral rule, it nav s.afelv be afirned that thev are far better
quahfiwd by a respectable and general acquaintance with thie nost useful branches of
education ; while coming, as the majority of them do, from intelligent and respectable
famillies, a satisfactory guarantee is given for character and deportnent.

It is simply justice to state that alrost without an exception the young men and
wonen have been during the year studions and diligent, appearing to realize in sone
degree the importance of the work on which thev were about to enter. The studies
have been principally those prescribed by the Act of Assernbly, especially those whicl
are most requisite in the majority of Parisli Schools ; at the same time care bas been
taken to cherish or awaken such a taste for general knowledge as will give interest to
a Teacher's instruction in school, and enable him to exercise a beneticial influence
vhen out of it. It is found that twelve weeks is much too short a period for naking

any satisfactory progress, especially in cases where the young people bave had oily
limited opporttinities for acquiring information ; the previous education, however, of
the great majority of candidates is such as to justify thein in engaging in the work,
while the examination they undergo, by the Board appointed for that purpose, pre-
vents unqualified persons from receiving aid from the Provincial funds.

Nothing probably has operated more beneficially than the appointment of the
Board of Examiners ; by their labours the Province is secured fron the intrusion of
unqualified Teachers, while the candidates have an additional motive in persevering
industry ; understanding, that though the examinations are conducted in the kindest
spirit, they will at the same time, be so thorough, as to require diligent preparation.

Before closing this report I must refer to one fact that I may presume has not
escaped the notice of the Board of Education, namely, the want of a greater number
of male Teachers. For some months past I have had several applications at a time
for male Teachers, without knowing any one to recommend, those attending the
Training School having in most cases made engagements before they came.

In many Parishes a majority of the School Houses are closed, while in sorne
Parishes where there are 10 or 12 School Houses not a single School is in operation.
In some of these districts the people may be careless about their childrens' instruc-
tion, but in many others the inhabitants are without doubt able and willing to support
Teachers could suitable men be found. This state of things does not arise so much
from an unwillingness on the part of our young men to enter upon the work, as it
does from the fact of their not finding sufficient inducement to continue in it; this
remark is sustained by the following statement of the number of Teachers trained
since August 1848

Of these 280 were males, and the number that attended the Fredericton School is
not included.

In looking over the list, I firid that I have no knowledge of the present location
and employment of the majority of those who have passed through the Training

School,
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Scho>ol, and therefore cannot tell wlether thev are teichinz er iiæt ; but of those I arm
able to trace, 1 find that nearly one half are following some other emplovnenti, and it

maiy bc fairlv assumed, that, of those of wloim nothing can be ascertained, a much
larzer proportion are not teachiing.

I behueve tlaît it is not i thie power of the lloard of Educa'ion tI adopt any mea-
suîres to improve this state or thin2s, nor do I liitik that tie Flouse oif Assenyiv
coul.1 he expecte4d ti. dd mnort tlin ther iave donc ; inleed it seerms a prettv 2eneral

comiiti among, the Teac-hers hemieIves tht wiai is requ'ired,. is. that tIhe )>pk
slh alId da more to respond to the lheral prov-isiouns tif the li.lature.

Aiimong the cauies whici induce so miary intelli::e.t youn:g men to re:inquish
tearbing, the two follinwîug appear to ie a irorninent pl:ee.

First. The commercial prouprn:y which las happily existed in the Province foir a
con1siderable time past, offers great imndcemenits to vouînc inen to enzaze ii mercantile

life. whicli affords a more amriple scope for their energies and a large pecuniary reward
for their bibour.

Secondiv. Tie objectionable mode of payment of Teachers, as well as the insuffi-
ciency of the amount, operates very frequently in driving young men froam the
cnploynent.

'T'le system of " boarding round," renders it next tI impossible it make a settle-
ment in life, and however strong hie attachment may be that a Teacier ecels for his
work, yet few are prepared to surrerder the comforts of a domestic life, and the
pleasure of a home of their own ;-a sacrifice which they would not be expected to
make were they following mechanical or mercantile employments.

Of the 92 Teachers trained during the past year, oniy 9 wcre married, and 83 were
single.

For years there bas been a general demand for a better class of Teachers. Nothing
was more common than to hear the Teachers spoken of as unworthy and itcompetent;
the extensive acquaintance which my position has enabled me to inake with these
men, convinces me that this complaint was in a great measure founded in misappre-
hension. Unworthy and incompetent many undoubtedly were, at the same time I
think I am only stating sober truth, whcn I say that there are scattered throughout
the Province, Teachers whose mental and moral qualifications are not exceeded by
any of their profession in any country.

The "better class" of Teachers may be supplied, but their services will not be
retained, unless a more satisfactory support is afforded them. Should it be found
that adquate means for sustaining educated men are beyond the reach of the people,
the more general employment of female teachers will probably be the result. I am
fully aware that maniy, whose experience and judgment entitle their opinions to
respect, would deem this to be a serious evil; with all due deference to such, I would
distinctly state that my impression is that they labour under a mistake, that Female
Teachiers, if properly qualified, are more suitable to the present state of the Province,
and were they more generally employed, that the Schools would be continued in
operation for a longer period than they are now. This view is fully sustained by the
opinions and practice of the New England States, whose Schools have, deservedly, a
world-wide fame.

The Model School bas, during the past vear, been in a more prosperous state than
for some years past. Instructions are given in Reading, Writing. Arthmetic, Gram-
mar, Geography, History, Book-keeping, &c. &c. with plain and fancy needlework to
the girls. The number at present is forty five,-twenty five boys and twenty gi:is.

The usual routine exercises of a School afford little that would be interesting in an
Annual Report, but the improved numbers and continued attendance of the pupils,
afford the most conclusive evidence that the parents are satisfied with the progress
made bv their children under the management of Mr. Edward S. Outhouse and Miss
Julia Miasters, to whose case this department is chiefiy confided, assisted by the
Teachers in training.

"The present School Act is diveend to bc as good a one as couîld possibly be made
under the circumstances ; yet lhke all other statutes, ray, in carrving it out, be found
deficieit in detail."

1. The division of School districts, in their practical working, vill first form the
sn:hject of rcnark. In the present siate of the Act, they arc determinied by the
Trustees, and subject to be altered from year to year as new ounes may be appointed.
Now this in theorv, may be good, but in practice will be faund to be productive of
cvil, as Trustees like all other inen have their prejudices, and mnay divide the districts
in such a way as best suits themselves. For instance, where a district hias been laid
out by one Board of Trustees and assessed (as may be the case) and paid for the
building of a School House, another set may come in and cut off part of that district,
and add it to a neighbouring one-thereby causing some portion of the inhabitants ta
be taxed a second time ; in proof of which it is only necessary ta say, that instances
have occurred in the election of Parish oflicers for the current vear-of Trustees being
selected in some parishes in direct opposition totheir predecessors for the sake of alter-
ing the school districts. The only remedy, at present thought of, would seem to be in
the appointnent by the M unicipal Council (subject to the approval of the Government)
of some disinterested person to attend ta this duty for the whole County-an official
who would he independent both of the Inspector as Government agent, and the local
feelings of the people in the different districts ; seeing that it is advisable, that the
districts, should, if possible, be laid out permanenldy with a view to the future state
or population, while at the same tine taking into account some prescribed average
limits (sav two and one half miles square.) Of course it must not be understood
that the office of Trustee is to be done away with, as they are the persons through
whom the people are to act: but in order to give them as little trouble as possible
(as they have tu attend every meeting of the inhabitats)-it might be advisable that
three men at each assessment meeting should be chosen as a School committee of the
district Io see to the building of the School House and levying and collecting the
money for that purpose, as well as the support of the Teacher, all being done with
the approbation of the Trustees. This suggestion, it will be recollected, with respect
to this County cati, and is being acted upon by the Municipal Council who have the
power of making bye-laws ta govern in this matter, yet the want of some such amend-
ment in the Law will be round to be necessarv in the other Counties of the Province."

2. "The Assessment Principle it is thought by some ought ta be compulsory and
not voluntary ; though in that respect it must be a work of time, as difficulties must
ensue about building School Hiouses in cases where some districts have and some
have not already attended to that duty; and it would not be just to make a district,
which bas built a School iouse, contribute towards constructing them in other
districts; besides there appears a distaste among the people of this Courty at the
present time 8o general taxation for Schools, front the infuence of some persons, for
reasons best krown to themselves, spreading such opinions as these, viz. that owing
to the passage of the receta Railwav Bills. we shahl soon have ta support our own
Schools, exclusive of any nid frorn the Goveriiinrnt. This erroneous idea, it is con-
cei cd by % ouir inspecror, shnuid, if possible, le done a way wiith in an official way."

3. '- /he Scico/ Hlousîs sholuld have soime iniumrn siz ', as the most of those nnw
bi1> and tiers litmidi î- art' qite toi siml, so that in a very lew ecars as population
inls< ey will become etiirelt' useless.

4. - With reg'arr Io Mie 9ette of the Sccco/s, your insprctor is -lad to sar, that they
a oro the whole. in an encou ragin way, * hîo.lh at the present, they nuît be con-
sidered as only in a trairsition state. Your lnspector lad comnî.Iccd iatherig
somfe statistical matter withî respect to them, but fuund that from the bad organization

of



of the districts, (very few of which are yet laid off, much less recorded,) he must
forbear for the present; in the mean time he is endeavouring, according to the best
of bis abilitv, to do what in his discretion and judgment may be thought most advi-
sable. Great difficulty is experienced by Teachers in securing books; at times they
cannot be had in the depository, while at other periods, parents will not procure
them. This is one of the most crying evils just now to combat, and which should be
met in some way and disposed of at once. Touching the competency of the different
Teachers, some are very good, others again the reverse; yet it would be invidious to
make any distinction by name, though on the whole it is presumed they will compare
most favourably with those of any of the other Counties of the Province."

5. " Your Inspector, in conclusion, would beg to recommend to vour Honorable
Board for consideration, the propriety of establishing a Branch Training School in
this place, to be under the control of Mr. James M'Coy, subject to a Board of Exa-
miners, to be appointed for that purpose, say the present Board of Trustees of the
Grammar School."

6. " With regard to Mr. Bennison's abilities as a singing master, I do not feel
myself competent to judge, yet as far as I can learn, his method of giving instruction
has been generally approved, though there are a few, who consider themselvesjudges,
prefer the old method of teaching; as for myself, I can only say, that I sent two of
my sisters to bis School and was quite satisfied with their progress. I beartily
approve of singing being taught in Common Schools, and am certain in this, that I
speak the mind of the great majority of the enlightened people of this County."

3. COUNTY oF CHAmorL-Patrick Clinch, Esquire.

"In laying this, his first Report, before the Honorable Board of Eâucation, the
Inspector cannot but regret that the information it contains is in some reipects imper-
fect. In stating " the amount of moneys received in each Parish during the year,"
the column under the head " Provincial allowance " is made up from the different
School Returns certified by the Inspector, between the time of the last April Sessions
in Charlotte County and the lst of October following-as also all the School Returns
passed at that Sessions, which he could arrive at the knowledge of,-that knowledge,
however, is incomplete, inasmuch as a number of the Teachers who were so certified,
gave up School keeping, and the Inspector did not subsequently fall in with them.
It is not probable that in any one Parish the amount would come up to the limit pre-
scribed by law, and in most of them it would fall eery far short of it."

" The column under the head of "Assessment " is totally blank, none of the
Parishes having as yet availed themselves of that mode of raising money for Schools,
except Saint David's, and that was too late for this Report. An attempt had been
made in Saint James to the like effect, but failed at a Public Meeting; subsequently
two districts in that Parish made a similar movement, the result of which is not yet
known. Subscriptions by the inhabitants are by no means liberal, except in Saint
Andrews and Saint Stephens. The instances of money raised from other sources are
rare indeed, and those have been duly noted down."

" Some difficulty occurred for want of a regular division of the different Parishes
into districts; that being a part of the duty of Trustees, to which, in some of them,
little attention was paid. Few of the Teachers could tell what their number was, and
the Trustees seemed equally at a loss; as a last resource the Inspector urged the
division of the Parishes, conformably to the late Act; and the time spent in writing
to the Trustees on this head, and awaiting their answers, was the cause of this Report
being so long delayed; from some of themn satisfactory answers were received, and
from others none at all."

" As an exception to the carelessness and inattention with which Trustees of
Schools are generally charged, it may not be amiss to mention, that the Clergymen of
different denominations throughout the County-such as have accepted the office-
discharged it with zeal and assiduity; from them, as also from Sheriff Jones of Saint
Andrews, and Thomas B. Abbot, Esquire, of Saint Stephens, (who will excuse their
names being mentioned,) the Inspector bas received the most efficient aid, as also from
Captain J. J. Robinson, who is one of the Trustees for Campo Bello."
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"The state of education in the County cannot be considered as flourishing-perhaps
not equal to what it was at sorr.e former time-to judge by the number of School
Houses vacated, and districts in which no School hae been kept for several vears; of
those it was not thought necessary to make mention in this Report, only where the
abandonment appeared to be but temporary they bave been noted down."

" The falling off in the number of Inspector's visits from the first to the second tour,
was caused partly by the Parish of Saint David having discor.tinued seven of its
Schools for a time, preparatory to adopting the Assessment Law, and Saint James,
two, for the same reason. In other places they were making winter arrangements,
by which some of the females who have taught during the summer scason, retire and
give place to male Teachers. This is commonly practised for two reasons, one is that
the latter are better able to manage the large and unruly boys who crowd into the
Schools at the approach of winter-and besides in bleak and exposed situations some
of the females find themselves unable to stand the cold and severe weather. The
evils of which are greatlv aggravated by the fashion, which pretty generally prevails,
of boarding round fron house to house, a fashion which the Teachers tbemselves
much dislike, but the people still pertinaciously cling to."

"The School Teachers in this County are generally capable and effective, as also
well behaved-scarce an instance of misconduct in any of them has come under the
Inspector's notice-but nothing can be more irregular than the attendance of the
scholars; some of the Schools vhich are returned (no doubt truly), as having 40 or
more on the list, have been visited by the Inspectcr, when there was not more than
from 4 to 12 pupils actually present. This is the case in summer, chiefly in the
agricultural districts, and is the fault of the parents, who are in the habit of taking
their children from School as often as their services are required for anv or every
purpose. This apathy or indifference on the part of the people to the education of
their children, seems to be past the reach of any' legislative remedy ; it does not pro-
ceed from poverty, inasmuch as the ordinary business of the country was never in a
more prosperous state than at the present time.

With regard to Books, it is gratifying to see by the returns that those of the Irish
National Board predominate, no doubt they would soon supersede all others were it
not for the difficulty of procuring them. flie Teachers say that there are none to be
had at present at any of the book stores in this part of the country."

" Should it be hereafter advisable to adopt soine system by which they could be
supplied at cost and charges, that end would be greatly facilitated in this County
if there were four depots established, to wit-at St. Andrews, St. Stepheri, St.
George's and Indian Island, those four points of intercourse would accommodate the
population of the whole County."

" To the Honorable Board of Education the foregoing Report is respectfully sub-
mitted."

7. COUNTY OF NoRTIIUMBERLAND.-Willim Wilkinson, Esquire.

"In submitting the foregoing as a report of the actual state of the Schools in this
County for the year ending ist November last, I beg to say at the outset, that I do
not myself believe it to be correct in every particular. To obtain a perfectly correct
statement for this first year at least, seems to be simply impossible ; and this is owing
to a variety of causes, some of which will be incidentally alluded to in the following
remarks. I offer the report rather as the nearest approximation to the actual state,
that could after much pains and labour be obtained, than one, on which perfect reliance
ought to be placed. When you remember that the Inspectors were not appointed
till the latter half of the year, and consider the wandering character of some of our
Teachers, and the loose and imperfect manner in which the school registers and papers
have been hitherto too generally kept, it will not seem that the difficulty of the task
has been overstated. lI going through this County I found in some cases that no
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daily register had been kept ; that in others they were at the best of an uncertain and
unsatisfactory character. The manner of obtaining the average attendance bas also
generally been incorrect; as has been abundantly proved by comparing the statements
of the Teachers with the returns and duplicate registers sent in for period ending 30th
September last. This difficulty will be obviated in future, provided the Teachers are
only faithful in keeping their registers, &c. in the now prescribed form, than which in
my opinion, none better could have been devised for obtaining an accurate statement
of the attendance, &c. It is true that some of the Teachers have made a difficulty
about keeping a register and making returns according to the new requirements ; yet
still as we become better acquainted with the new forms, I am in hopes that the
machinery will work easier."

" In regard to the books used in the Schools-In making my first visits I found
particularly in a majority of the rural districts, all kinds of books in the Schools,
without regard to order and uniformity, by which anything like classification with the
scholars was perfectly ont of the question,-and the Teacher was reduced to the
necessity of hearing one by one a routine of lessons without suitable examination or
explanation ; for even in those cases, where the Teachers possessed the necessary
knowledge, tact, and energy for this instructive and interesting exercise, the limited
School haurs would enable the Teacher to bestow but littie time upon each child; I
therefore urged on the children and Teachers, and on such of the parents and other
persons interested with whom I happened to meet, the desirableness, economy and
necessity of obtaining the books prescribed; by which the Teacher would be enabled
to divide his School into classes; to create an animating spirit of emulation among
the pupils, and by which in short the difficultits of the Teacher would be lessened
and the progress of the child facilitated. I must not, however, omit to state that Most
of the Teachers seerned to feel the difficulty, and evinced a desire that a better state
of things should be introduced, and some have successfully grappled with the difficulty.
In inaking my second visits I perceived in most of the Schools in which I had an
opportunity of forming an opinion a decided improvement in this respect, and ari
not without hope that the prescribed books in a very short tirne will be generally used."

" It will be observed that in putting down the semi-annual salaries of the Teachers
I have included the Goverinmtut allowance, that being in miany cases the principle
attraction of the Teacher. In some cases too, I have fuund that there has been more
than one Teacher during the year-all of which obviously enhances the difficulty of
getting exact information as to the amount of Teachers' salaries,-it is a subject of
acknowledged difficulty and nicety ;-the ordinary salaries are not sufficient to induce
men of respectability, character and education to engage in the office as their profession
for life. The consequence is the introduction in many cases of a lower standard of
Teachers; of half farmers and half teachers, or of those who are required to wander
about from bouse to house for their board, &c. In many of these cases I believe the
Teacher gets at all events an equivalent for the time and attention he devotes to the
subject. But any extraordinary change in the character of our Teachers in my opinion
can only arise from an increased inducement to the Teacher. But how is this to be
obtainrd? I sometimes refer to the assessment principle, the answer is we are so
poor and experience too great a difficulty in getting money sufficient to pay our other
taxes, and can better give board, labour, &c. The same objection would probably be
made against the general introduction of a compulsory taxation for Schools. I look
forward to an increased population, and improvement in business and in the mode of
payments, as the most likely means of improving our educational state, and in the
mean time we must only make the best of our present system."

"chool Houses.-I found too many of these below any reasonable standard of
comfort and convenience, and from some of which I was glad to make my escape as
soon as possible. I regard the comfort and convenience of our School Houses as of
very great importance, they should be inviting and pleasant, that our school associa-
tions may partake of the same nature, that a taste, rather than a distaste, may-be
created for future improvement. But the practical question is, how are these to be
provided ? Suppose (in dealing with the question at any future period) a certain
standard were established of what a school house should be, and if any district would
build according to such specification they should receive a certain sum in the nature
of a bounty." " It
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" It is perhaps right for the information of the Board, to speak of my own duties.
In this County the duties of inspection are perhaps more than ordinarily ditficult and
arduous, owing to the great extent of the County-the scattered state of the Schools-
the number of Ferries to be crossed, and in some cases, the almost impassable state
ot the Roads."

" During the first half year I have necessarily travelled (by computation) between
800 and 900 miles on these duties."

"A numaer of distant districts have been or are about to be filled up, by ail of
which I expect the ordinary distance to be travelled in the course of a vear will be
little less than 2,000 miles. To give vou some idea of the nature of my duties,-the
last visits I made from here were on the north side of the river. I was absent 2 days
and a night, in which time I travelled about 60 miles and visited 3 schools, one of
which I found closed. I had to provide myself with horse and waggon-the reasoiable
hire of which at 7s. 6d. per day would be, ... .... .... .... £0 15 0

This is no exaggerated case ;-I go up the South West, &c. and arn obliged to be

absent from home on expense 10 days at one time (which of course necessarily
includes Saturday and Sunday) and 6 days in another direction, in aIl 18 days at theabove rate is £11 11 9 each quarter, which 4 times told is £46 7s."

" I do not pretend that I expect to pay this amount in the course of the year for
expenses, because I have already felt it my duty to perform (what to me are) unusual
pedestrian feats. What I mean to say is that if I did hire in ail these cases-the
expenses would not be less than the sum named-or if I kept a horse for the purpose,which I should do, if I kept one at ail, I believe the expenses would be quite as much.
It must also be remembered that the duties of inspection are not the only duties
required of Inspectors--they are required to examine candidates for 3d class licences
-to examine the registers and returns of Teachers--to converse with them--are
expected to reply to their letters-distribute papers emanating from the Board ofEducation to them--and above al], to them is deputed the important and responsible
office of endeavouring to raise our Educational state."

10. COUNTY OF SAINT JoHN.- William P. Dole, Esquire.

"May of the Schools are very well conducted; and it may, I think, be safely said
that, with a few exceptions, the Teachers of Parish '.hools in this City and County,fairly earn the stipends they receive frorm the Provincdil chest, and the fees paid them
by the parents of the children they instruct. Some of the Teachers are men possess-
ing the highest qualifications for their office; and Mr. Mills, Mr. Clarkson and Mr.
Tupper may be named, as belonging to this class. Yet in most of the Schools con-
siderable improvements may be made in matters of discipline and in the modes of
imparting instruction. It has been my chief object to effect such improvements, as
far as it lay in my power to do so, byv giving such advice to the Teachers as seemed
to be required, by exorting the pupils to increased attention and diligence, and by
endeavouring to awaken among the people a more lively interest in the subject of
their children's education.

" But ail attempts at improvement are in many places checked by the want of a
sufficient supply of proper books and School apparatus. In sone districts the
parents are so poor that they can hardly afford to purchase fur their children the
cheapest elementary books, and are quite unable to furnish the School Room with
maps, black-boards, and other things which are necessary where the Teacher desires

to economize his time. and to excite emulation among his pupils by a regular division
of the whole School into classes. It is, therefore, highly desirable that the prices of
ail the books whose use bas been sanctioned by the Board of Education, sbould be
reduced to the lowest possible point; and, if such a thing can in any way be done, I
would venture to recommend that small sums of money be put into the hands of the
Trustees for the respective Parishes, to be expended in the purchase of such books
and maps, &-c., and for the benefit of such School districts as the County Inspector
may find to be really in want of such assistance. • I am aware that there are difficul-
ties in the way of any proceeding of this kind, and that it would impose upon
Inspectors an additional and perhaps in some cases an unpleasant responsibility.
But I am convinced that, until a fair and equitable assessment upon ail the property,
real and personal, in each Parish, can be levied for the support of the Schools in the
Parish, the want of good books and maps will be severely felt in many of the more
remote districts. Besides the large wall-maps of the World, of the different quarters
of the globe, and of the chief countries in Europe which can now be obtained, every
one of our Schools in which classes in geography are formed, ought to be furnished
with a large and correct map of our own Province, on which map the boundaries of
the several Counties, and the divis.ion lines between the Parishes in eadL.! County, the
courses and lengths of the rivers, the positions of the towns and villagez, and the out-
lines of the coast, should ail be accurately marked. And in addition to a good map
of the Province. a suitable text-book upon the history, the present condition, and the
resources of the Province, is very much required. In the examir.ations which have
been held at the Training School in this City, since my appointment, the examiners
have felt quite at a loss as to the nature and extent of the information respecting the
history, geography and resources of this Province, that should be looked for among
candidates for the office of Teachers. Dr. Paterson and myself have been obliged to
put just such questions as most readily occurred to us at the moment ; and the con-
sequence bas been that this part of the examinations bas not been so strict or so
minute as we could have wished to make it. The publication of a map and a text-
book wtould remove this difficulty, and would render a certain amount of knowledge
of the Provincial history, geography, population, resources, and interests, a regular
and definite portion of the qualifications of Teachers in Parish Schools."

' On this account, as well as on account of the importance and desirableness of
putting within the reach of every intelligent child in our Common Schools, the best
and fullest account that can be given of our own native laind, it is to be hoped that the
Board of Education will supply as speedily as possible a deficiency which should not
be any longer suffered to exist. The recent surveys and explorations which have
been made in different sections of the country, and those which are about to be made,
and the statistics of population and productions which have lately been collected, will
afford materials both for an excellent map, and for a comprehensive treatise upon our
resources.

" Another matter to which I would respectfully draw the attention of the Board of
Education is, the small number of Parish Schools which, according to the present
division of the County, are allowed to the City of Saint John. in the City we have
at prescnt ten Schools, seven on the eastern side of the harbour, and three on the
western side, a number wholly inadequate to meet the wants of so large a place.

" According to the late census, the City and County of Saint John contains a popu-
lation (38,475,) nearly twice as great as that of Charlotte County (19,938), the
County next Saint John in point of population; and the number of inhabitants of the
City of Saint John alone (22,745), exceeds the number of inhabitants of Charlotte
County by nearly 3,000. Yet there are 2,889 children instructed in the Parish
Schools in Charlotte County, while in the City and County of Saint John there are
but 1,946 ; and in the City of Saint John, whose population forms more than a ninth
part of the population.of the whole Province, and in which there are 9,784 persons
below the age of 16 years, and 5,600 between the ages of 6 years and 16, the number
of children receiving an education at Parish Schools is only 629, or according to the
last Returns of the Schools, 611.

" Of course the Madras School, the Roman Catholic Free School, and the Grammar
School supply the educational wants of a great many families; but I sbould think that,
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even if we add the number of pupils taught in those Schools to the number taught in the
Parish Schools, the num ber of children attending ail the public Schools in the City would
hardly exceed 1000 ; that is, a little more than a sixth part of the children we have
above the age of 6 vears and below 16 years. What the number attending the private
Schools is, I have not been able to ascertain with ary degree of exactness; but I am
convinced that a very large portion of the children in the town do not go to any School.

" In order to make a fairer and a •nore adequate provision for the education of the
children in this City, I would suggest the propriety of dividing the City into at least
four Parishes. That part of the City which at present forms King's Ward might be
made one Parish, Queen's Ward a second, Duke's Ward and Sydney Ward might
together form a third, and Guv's Ward and Brook's Ward-the western part of the
City-a fourth. Such a division would brig under the supervision and control of
the Trustees and the Inspector, ail the principal private Schools now existing, and
would probably give us about twenty more public Schools than we now have. It
is not likelv that the number would be increased to a greater extent than this, as
the object of the Trustees and myself would be not only to obtain more Schools, but
to have ail the Schools in the City of as high a class as possible. Indeed, my own
wisb is to secure everywhere throughout this County, the services of as many first
class and second class Teachers as can he employed.

" In reference to the Sclcol at Loch Lomonmd, in the Parish of Simonds, I would
venture to suggtest that it would be advisable to make that School in name what it is
alirost now in reality, a free School. An excellent building erected chiefly by the
liberal donations of persons residing in the City of Saint John, for the double purpose
of a place of worship and a school bouse, bas been provided for this poor district,
without any cost to the inhabitants. This building bas been kept in repair by the
saine means by which it was put up, and is now in very good condition. The inha-
bitants of the district are, for the most part, colored persons, and very few of them
are able to do anything towards supporting a Teacher. A special grant has therefore
been, for sime years past, regularly applied for, and a sum varying in amount has
been annually obtained for him, in addition to the allowances received by hlim as a
Teacher engaged in the Parish School service.

- appears to me that it would be better to make a regular vearly allowance to this
district, equal in amount to both the sums received last year, aind payable half-yearly
after the returns are made. If this could be done, it would effect a saving of a good
deal of trouble, boli to the Teacher and the Board of Education, and would relieve
the Teacher from all anxiety regarding the fate of the application lie has each year
to make to the Legislature. I cannot pass from this topic, without expressing the
good opinion I entertain respecting Mr. Gooldrup, the present Teacher at this School,
in regard both to his qualifications and his sincere desire to perform his duties
faithfully.

" But little progress bas yet been made in this City and County towards the intro-
duction of either Parish or District assessments under the 22nd section of the Act of
the Legislature. Although there seems to be a pretty general feeling in favour of the
direct taxation of every description of propertv, for the support and improvement of the
common Schools, few persons can be found who shew an inclination to take any
very decided part in the agitation and public discussion of the subject, or who appear
disposed to be the first to take the steps prescribed by the Act for the purpose of
levying an assessment. And, considering the indifference which bas been manifested
througbout the greater part of the Province, in regard to the establishment of Muni-
cipal Corporations, this indisposition on the part of the people here to take into their
own hands some greater share in the management and control of their educational
affairs, ought, perhaps, to excite little wonder.

" My own opinion is, that it would have been better to have given to the Trustees
of Schools in the several Parishes, or to some local Board of Education, organised for
the purpose in each County, the power to determine annually the sum of money
required for the use of the Schools, and to direct an assessment for that amount.
Such an amendment of the Act would, I conceive, be a decided improvement. But
it may, perhaps, be only prudent to avoid all appearance of hasty legislation upon this
subject, to give the present enactment a longer trial, and to allow the people t fair
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opportunity of acting for themselves, before coming to the conclusion that the matter
should be taken in a great measure out of their hands.

" There is, however, one fault in the present law, arising out of the wording of the
twentv second section, which ought to be immediately corrected. It is provided that
the "sum or sums voted " at any public meetiug called for the purpose mentioned in,
and in the manner prescribed by that section, " shall be assessed upon and collected
from the inhabitants of the Parish or School district," &c., thus exempting entirely from
taxation all real estate whose owners may happen to live in any other Parish or district
than the one in which the meeting may be called. It can hardly be supposed that the
intention of the Legislature was that only the inhabitants of a Parish or district should
be taxed for the support of the Parish Schools, and that ail property not actually
represented in that Parish or district by a resident freebolder or householder should
not be taxed at all for such a purpose.

" The only place in this County, in which any attempt has been made ta raise monev
by assessment is Indian Town, being district No. 1 in the Parish of Portland. At a
public meeting called bv the Trustees for that Parish, a vote was passed for raising
the sum of £106, to be expended in the erection of a School House ; and that sum,
together with a small additional sum, to cover the expenses of collection, was assessed
upon the inhabitants of the district. A number of persons bave refused te pay the
amount so assessed upon them, and have brought the matter before the Supreme
Court, on an application for a Writ to set aside the whole proceedings and to nullify
the assessment. The Court has not yet given its decision upon this application. But
among other points taken by those who applied for the Writ, was the objection that
the assessment having been made only upon inhabitants of the district, it was improperly
made. Upon this point the Court, during the argument, pronounced an opinion ihat
the assessment could not have been made upon any persons who were not inhabitants.
Whatever, therefore, may be the fate of the applications upon other grounds, this
point is settled, and the language of the Act calls for amendment.

"A good building, of two stories, has however, been erected at Indian Town, and
is so far finished that the lowerstnry is now occupied as a School room. Mr. Tupper,
the Teacher, whose exertions have greatly contributed to this result, deserves much
praise for the efforts he has made to establish a good School, in a suitable building.
If we can but find a few other Teachers as ready and as able as he is te maintain the
respectability of lis profession, and te improve the character of our Schools, there can
be no doubt that a great and marked improvement will rapidly take place in the con-
dition of the Schools and in the standing of Teachers as a class of the cnmmunity.

" It had been my intention to try whether I could not persuade some influential
persons in each Parish in this City and County, to call, during the present winter,
public meetings for the discussion of matters relating to the Schools, and for the raising
of money by assessment for their support. But as the law does not authorise any
assessment to be levied upon property whose owners are not resident in the Parish
where it is situated, and as other Trustees would not like te run the risk of involving
themselves in difficulties, similar te those in which the Trustees for Portland have
been placed, it has appeared te me more prudent to wait for an amendment of the
law, and for the decision of the Supreme Court, in regard te the manner in which such
meetings should be held, and as te the duties of Trustees, who are called upon te hold
them.

"I trust, however, that before long, these impediments will be removed from our
path, and that the City and County of Saint John, by its readiness te afford a liberal
support to its common Schools, will furnish an example worthy of imitation by the
other sections of the Province.

" In Portland, and in the City, good School houses are much wanted, many of the
buildings and rooms now used for the purpose being extremely inconvenient, although
they are, for the most part, the best that the Teachers are able to obtain possession o£

" Whatever sums might be raised by the first assessments in these Parishes, I
should seek te have applied te the providing of more commodious rooms and buildings.
And if the City should be divided into four Parishes, upon the plan I have suggested,
considerable sums would be necessary for the erection of suitable buildings, to be used
only as School houses, in the proper quarters of the town. .t
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"Indeed throughout the whole City and County, we want more Schools, and almost
every where, a better description of School bouses; we want more books, maps, and
School apparatus; we wanit especially more money to enable us to pay higher salaries
to our Teachers. An increase in the amount of pay they receive is, in my humble
judgment, one of the improvements upon the present state of things which ought first
to be sought to be effected, and is a necessary step towards the elevation of the character
of the Schools.

" It is, I think, becoming that the liberality of certain gentlemen, who have done
much for the Schools in their neighbourhood, should neet with some acknowledgment
at the hands of the Board of Education, and among those who ought to be particularly
noticed as deserving of thanks, are Edward Allison, Esq., of this City, who built, at
bis own expense, a good, comfortable School house in the vicinlity of bis Mills at
Spurr's Cove, in the Parish of Lancaster; Messrs. Power & Hawks, of Black River,
Parish of Simonds, who, some years ago, erected au excellent School bouse on land
belonging to Mr. Power, and have since contributed largely to the support of a
Teacher; and Messrs Lovett & Parker, of Five Mile Creek, in the sanie Parish, who
lately built a commodious School bouse near their own residences, and have given
a very liberal assistance to the district towards the maintenance of a good School.

" In the return which I latelv transmitted to you, a sun of £5 was set down as an
annual income derived by the Trustees of the Parish of Lancaster, from the lease of
a lot of land, granted by the Crown for the benefit of the Schools in that Parish. The
Trustees have always divided this sum amung the Schools in the Parish, and have
expended the amount allotted to each in the purchase of books for the use especially
of the poorer children. Such a mode of laying out the money appears to be a very
proper one.

"I have recently learned that a sum amounting to about £80, which bas accrued
from the rents of lands in the Parish of Saint Martins, granted in the same manner,
and for the same purpose, to that Parish, now lies in the hands of the County Treasurer.
This money is subject to the order of the Court of General Sessions for this County,
who are the Trustees appointed by this grant. As several of the School bouses in
that Parish need repairs, and as, in one or two places entirely new buildings are
required, I have thought it desirable that a petition, signed by the Trustees and some
other influential inhabitants of the Parish, should be presented to the Sessions,
suggesting the purposes to which this money should be immiediately applied, and
asking for an order making such a disposai of it.

"I am also informed that, if these lands were advantageously leased, and the rents
arising from them properly collected, an income of something like £100 a year might
be derived from them. Such an income would enable the Trustees to make many
substantial improvements in their Schools; and I shall therefore bring the matter
before them, and shall make further inquiries, in order to ascertain the correctness of
the information I have received.

" In concluding this Report, I may perhaps be permitted to express an opinion I
have formed in reference to the present School Act; and to explain, in some degree,
the mnanner in which I have endeavoured to discharge the duties of that clause in the
law requiring him " to do all in bis power to persuade and animate Parents, Guardians,
Trustees and Teachers to improve the character and efficieny of the Parish Schools,"
imposes upon every Inspector, the mode of performing which duties is, however,
necessarily left very much to the judgment and discretion of the Inspector himslif.

" The Act appears to me to be based upon a somewhat erroneous principle. It
extends a helping hand to those districts which are able to do something towards
supplying their own necessities, but it, in some measure at least, overlooks the wants
of those which are unable to do much for themselves. A few families in comfortable
circumstances can easily establish a good School in their neighbourhood, and the
greater the sum they subscribe, and the higher the class of the Teacher they employ,
the greater is the assistance they obtain from the public funds. But a new and poor
settlement, where there may be a great many children in each family, and where none
of the parents can afford to expend much upon their children's education, where the
need of external aid is the greatest, such a settlement often receives the least assistance
fron the public purse. Some method of making the Provincial allowance more
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directly proportioned ta the number and necessities of the inhabitants of the respective
districts, ought, I think, to be devised.

" To pass ta another topic. In all the Schools I have tried to promote good order
and progress by insisting upon the use of proper books, by recommending the
division of the School inta regular classes, having prescribed courses of studies, and
by suggesting what seemed ta be the best means of inducing the pupils ta take an
increased interest in the subjects they are set to learn. Wherever I thought that
black-boards, maps, or any other apparatus was required, I have strongly urged the
necessity of immediately procuring what was wanted, and in many instances my
suggestions have been promptly attended to. I have desired the Teachers to abstain
as much as possible froma severe punishment, and from giving the children long lessons
ta learn by rote. I have recommended that in Grammar, Geography and Arithmetic,
instruction should be given ta the different classes in the form of lectures upon some
particular portion of Grammar, some rule or part of speech, some particular map, or
sane particular arithmetical principle or rule. In several Schools I have taken a
single class, have given them a short lecture on grammar or geography, after the
mode I wished ta have adopted, and then have questioned them strictly upon the
points I had been trying ta explain. And I have generally found that I carried the
attention of the children with me in my remarks, and that they seemed much pleased
with such a method of acquiring knowledge. I am convinced, and I have always
irnpressed, as far as I was able ta do so, my conviction upon the Teachers, that the
best mode of imparting instruction, especially in the branches of Grammar, Arithmetic,
and Geography, is ta impartit in the shape of lectures ta classes, employing the treatises
upon those subjects used in the School, as text-books furnishing the skeleton or frame-
work of their courses of teaching."

l1. COUNTY OF SUNBURY.-Mr. George T. Taylor.
" I have attended ta the Annual Report of the state of the Schools in the County of

Sunbury, in the prescribed form, but it seems necessary that more extended remarks
should be made with regard ta the condition of the School Houses than what bas
been. They might have been placed in one or other of the two classes, good or
not good, but this classification could not lead ta a correct estimate, and it is therefore
thought well ta remark with regard ta them in general.

" There are only a few good School Houses in the County, they generally being of
too small a size, too low in the ceiling, unmechanically and uncomfortably built, and
as may be supposed, present a very mean external appearance when compared with
dwelling and other houses.

" The improper construction of School Houses bas been and is a very great defect
in our educational system, and cannot possibly be improved until the people avail
themselves of the advantages of that part of the School Act which empowers tiem
lawfully ta call upon each rate payer in the Parish or district for his proportionate
part for such an undertaking. Whether the opposers of a direct tax for the support
of Schools would oppose such a tax for the erection of School Houses bas not as yet
been proved in this County.

" On the return sheet nothing appears for Private Schools, and for the reason that
the colunns could not be filled up .with correct numbers. One School of this kind
bas been in operation through the means of the Messrs. Glazier, who have built a
very neat School House, and employed an American female at a salary of £25 per
annum, with board. When visited the number of scholars was small, but with the
expectation of being larger. These remarks, with the return, it is hoped, will serve
ta give what information is intended ta be furnished. And now it remains, that any
other information respecting the educational state, wants and advantages of each
Parish that shall be deemed requisite, should be given. Whatever short remarks
shall be given under this head will not be with the opinion of their being requisite,
but knowing that they can be of no real injury.

" Some of the Parish Schools of this County, I think, are very efficiently conducted,
good order preserved, strict discipline maintained, and a judicious course of instruc-
tion thoroughly pursued. Upon an examination-of the present and past, there appears
ta be a growing improvement in the state of Schools, and I think it cannot be denied
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that this good change has been owing to the attention given by the Legisiature to the
subject of Education, and their exertions in the establishment of a Training School,
and the classification of Teachers.

" The basis of the present School system appears to be such a one, which if pro-
perly carried out by the people and those entrusted with its management, cannot fail
to give to the youth of this Province ail those advantages derivable from a high mental
improvement.

"The system of teaching bv rule and rote which bas been hitherto too common, is
fast disappearing, but it is thought that in many cases there is too much of this
method still employed in the teaching of Arithmetic.

"Children in manv of the Schools are not exercised enough mentally. No work
of Mental Arithmetic has ever been introduced into the Schools of this County ; and
indeed sucli a work could onlv be useful so far as it would give Teachers a kriowledge
of a course to be pursued. The Teacher himself must be practised before he can be
of much profit to his pupils.

" From my own little experience in teaching. I cannot discover how pupils who are
confined to an exercise upon the slate can get a clear understanding of their operations.
When a scholar has acquired a mental facility of numbers, questions in easy numbers,
involving the principles of the various rules, can be proposed and explained ; and
soon a child, having undergone such a discipline, will get a knowledge of principles
which he can apply to the questions of an Arithmetic involving long operations.
When the child is confined altogether to the book and slate, he learns to work ques-
tions bv an imitation of the examples which are given at the beginning of each set,
and not from a knowledge of principles.

" The Assessment principle for the support of Schools has been tried in the Parish
of Maugerville, but was lost by a small majority. The great exertion made by those
who opposed, and the littie bv those who supported, is said to have been the cause of
the failure."

12. COUNTY OF VIcTORIA.-No supplementary Report received.

13. COUNTY OF W ESTMORLAND.- T/tomas S. Sayre, Esquire.
" I shall now make a few general observations touching the Parish Schools in this

County. On my first visit I found many of thein in a very unsatisfactory state; the
Trustees seldom or never visiting the Schools or taking arv notice thereof. In many
instances the amount for the Teachers %vas not made up as by law required, and ail
sorts of engagements were made. In one instance-the Teacher was receiving onlv
six pounds per year and boarding hiinself. In some instances the contracts were that
the Teacher should have Friday and Saturdav in each week for himself. Ail this I
am endeavouring to put a stop to as speedilv as possible.

" I find a large proportion of the Teachers, both male and female, are doing ail they
can to make themselves useful, and in many instances there are good Schools and
well conducted. Some of the minority, on the other hand, are quite unfit for the duty
in many ways. These I am quietly disposing of. Some I am persauding to go ta
School, and after to be trained with a view to a higher class ; others are quitting the
service,-some from age and infirmity,-others from not being able to teach several
branches required by law.

" On my first visit I found a lamentable want of Books in many of the Schools,
and on inquiry found the fault was with the parents of the children. In some instances
the Teachers informed me they actuallv found the most of the books at their own cost.

" I also found many of the School Houses in a wretched condition. Some merelv
rough-boarded in witiout shingles on the sides ; others completely gone ta decay-so
much so as only to be of use as a sheep pen. I at once set to work ta remedy this,
and I am glad to state that on my second visit I found a rnarked improvement in
both these particulars.

" I am making every exertion in my power ta elevate the condition of the Schools
under my charge, and make thern more useful, and am satisfied that the present
system is doing much good, and if the Inspectors do their duty it must be attended
with very beneficial results."
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14. COUNTY OF YoRK.-John Dardson, Junior, Esquire.

"I must first state that the numbering of the districts in the several Parishes is
merely temporary, and made by myself, it being impossible to fill up my Returns
from the numbers given me by either the Trustees or the Teachers. This will apply
more particularly to the Parish of Fredericton, to the Districts of which I could obtain
no clue whatever from anv source ; I therefore numbered them as most convenient,
but more with reference to the Schools than Districts. I shall, however, endeavour
to have the Parish properly divided by the Trustees before making another Return.
l regard to the other Parishes throughout the County, I have adopted one system,
viz: to begin at the lowest end of each Parish and number them towards the upper
part; but at the sane time have not neglected to request the Trustees of the several
Parishes to meet, and have the matter settled according to law. It may be as well to
state that I have seldom found more than one School House in any one School
District, but often several Schools. There is great room for improvement in the
dividing of Parishes into Districts, and the placing of School Houses soas to accommo-
date the greatest possible number of inhabitants, and it is satisfactory to be able to
say, that the matter has been taken up quite warmly in several of the Parishes during
the past summer.

" In the City of Fredericton, the Teachers for the most part live in their own
houses-in the country districts, generally from house to house. There is nothing
that would tend more to raise the character of our country Schools, than an improve-
ment in this particular. Does it not place the Teacher below the commonest servant P
He is one week in comfortable quarters. the next associating and living with the
lowest in the district. If this evil were remedied, we might hope for a more perma-
nent improvement, until it is, but little can be expected. But it is, perhaps, more
easy to enumerate the benefits that would accompany such a change, than to do away
with the existing evil, inasmuch as in most of the settlements the people are poor, and
look upon all that is expended in educating their children as in a measure thrown
away ; and estimate the child's knowledge much oftener from the time he bas attended
school, than from the instruction received. The man then who is too lazy to work, or
perhaps maimed in some way, and is willing to have his board among the settlers,
with the promise of something nearly equal to the Government allowance, is most
acceptable ; and as is really too often the case, the amount of learnling possessed by
the Teacher is only greater than his salary from the people. I find, however, upon
inquiry, that the board is considered worth about £20, that is including washing,
mending, &c. &c.

"School Houses.-All those in the division No. 1, are superior School Houses,
large and very nicely arranged. The greater number come under the division No. 2.
This clasà consists of a comfortable room, well ventilated, and in a pretty good state
of repair. Those entered as No. 3, can only be called School Houses, and acknow-
ledged merely in cases which appeared desperate, or when there was a probability of
a new one being soon erected.

" I shall now endeavour to give you some general idea of the state of the Schools
throughout the County. In the City of Fredericton there are eleven Schools, the
most of them being in a very efficient statý. Of the five male Schools, I must parti-
cularize those taught by the Messrs. Moore and Denton, as well worthy some
commendatory remarks.

" There are six female Schools in the City of Fredericton, all of which are creditable,
more especially those taught by Mrs. Blair, Mrs. Frazer, Miss Shelton and Miss
Maclauchlan ; these are all well attended and deserving of encouragement.

"I could only hear of three private Schools in the County, and all these are in the
City. The principal one is taught by Miss Hopkins. The School is not very large,
but is said to be a very excellent one; in it are taught al] the branches of English
Education, some of the modern Languages, with Music and Drawing. The other two
are merely for young children, and not numerously attended.

" in the Parish of Kingsclear, immediately adjoining that of Fredericton, there are
but few good Schools; those in Districts Nos. 1 and 5, taught by Messrs. M'Curdy
and Smith, and one Female School, taught by Mrs. Rigby, deserve creditable mention,
they being in quite an efficient condition.
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"I must not pass over the School at the Indian Village, (10 miles from Fredericton,)
especially for the Indians, taught by Mr. M. Neville. This School has been irn
operation for nearlv two years, the average attendance being sixteen. The School is
doing as well as could be expected ; many of the little ones read very nicely, spell
very well, and quite excel in vriting, as indeed Indians generally do in imitative arts.
As regards the Teacher, lie appears not only very well qualified, but zealous in the
cause, and I am in hopes that tine will produce in this School sone real benefit to the
Red Race. The task of instructing them is truly a difficult one, and requires the
greatest patience and perseverance to effect any improvement. Naturally of an indo-
lent disposition, they are seldorm ready for School at the proper time, and the Teacher
is obliged to go round the Village and collect them himself. In the winter season,
the Teacher informed me, that a large number of the older Indians attended, and took
great interest in endeavouring to learn something of the different branches.

In this 3rd Distrtct, four Schools have been in operation during the past year.
The Indian School; a School nominally for a few French families living in the
District; Mrs. Rigby's School; and one in the district School House. Two, vou
will perceive, were taught in private Houses, but as Mrs. Rigby las gone to some
expense in providing a proper School Room, and as her School is also well attended
and appears to be doing-much good, I thought of stopping Mrs. Phelan's, and allowing
the others to remnain, there being a sufficient number of children in the district. As
to the French children, I can see no reason why they should not attend either the
Indian School or Mrs. Rigby's, both being in a great measure supported by Govern-
ment. This Parish will require several Schools established before the wants of the
inhabitants are supplied, as the back settlements are numerous, and the Parish itself
very large.

" The greater number of the School Houses in the Parish of Prince William are
now occupied by Teachers, most of whom keep very good Schools.

" In Dumfries, several new Schools have lately been establisbed, which I am in
hopes will meet the wants of the people. This Parish is also very large, extending in
length about 25 miles, and containing over one hundred families in its back settle-
ments. On my first inspection I found but two Schools in the Parish, there are now
six, and still plenty of vacant districts. In Southampton, the opposite side of the
river, I found but one School, there are now four, and many more wanted. The
Parish of Queensbury adjoins; it contains four distinct Back Settlements, requiring
at least five Schools, and quite as many more along the River. They have tried to
adopt the assessment principle in this Parish, but have only succeeded in a solitary
instance. In Douglas, this Section of the Act bas found more supporters; in three of
the districts assessinents have beer made for the support of the Teachers, and I have
understood that it is to be tried in other districts.

" There is but one School in the Parish of Stanley ; this is a very good one, and
every exertion is made by Mr. M'Kenzie, the Teacher, to bring the children forward.
Some more Schools are very much required in this Parish.

"l In the Parish of Saint Mary's the Schools are more numerous, and some few of
them very good, more especiallv those taught by Messrs. Mackey, Burpe and
Maclauchlan. These Schools are all very creditable to their zealous Teachers.

" Maryland-This Parish bas been destitute of Schools during the summer, but has
now two established for the winter.

" Supposing you to have from the above summary account, and all former returns,
a faint idea of scholastic matters throughout the County, I shall conclude by making
a few rernarks on the Act itself, giving you, as near as possible, the public feeling on
the subject.

" That the time had come, past, and come again, for a change in the School Law,
will be confessed by all; and that this Act, imperfect as it may be, was in consequence
accepted by a suffering public as a precious boon, none will, I think, deny. I there-
fore took every pains to make generally known that such an Act had been passed,
explaining the advantages which it was hoped would follow its adoption, with special
reference to the assessment principle. I also took many of the proprietors and
influential men of the several Districts to the Schools, and endeavoured, by pointing
out the loss of time, both of Teachers and children, for want of Books, Black Board,

Maps,
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Maps, &c., to excite them ta interest therselves in the Schools, and have such wants
supplied. The effect, I an happy ta say, was in many instances very good, as on my
second tour I found the greater number of Sclhools supplied with Books, and great
exertions being made bv some ta get a Black Board. As ta Maps for the Schools, I
have said a great deal both ta the Teachers and people on this important subject, but
am told that none can as yet be purchased in Fredericton. There are a few districts
in which they are considered quite superfluous, but they would be in verygeneral use
if they could be procured. I have much pleasure in stating, and feel free to say, that
there bas been very great improvement made in the Schools, and I look forward to
much more in the course of the present vear. It is the lukewarmness of the inhabi-
tants themselves in regard ta School matters, that does our Parish Schools sucb injury.
It disheartens the child to find that bis parents di) not care whether he goes ta School
three or five days in the week ; and if the Teacher is at all interested in the advance-
ment of bis pupils, he either leaves the district in consequence, or falls into the same
indifferent state himself, and thus the School pursues its nonotonous course month
after month, and even year after year, without any satisfactory resuits.

"There is also another svstem, which is very discouraging ta the Teacher, viz:
that of signing for one schoiar, or perhaps half a scholar, and sending three, four or
five ta take up all the time actually signed. The effect of such a course is too apparent
ta require any further remark, but I can assure you it is practised to a very great
extent throughout the country.

"As regards the Section of the Act for the support of Schools, I cari only say that
there are those in the Countv who contend most strenuously against taxation in any
form. There are those who would not be adverse ta taxation, but it must be done
and effected solely by the Government. It is, say the latter, putting too mucb power
in the hands of those whose means are small and families large. This is undoubredly
the case; the inhabitants of many back settlements may, if they choose ta take the
trouble, assess the whole Parish for a very large amount, as tiere is no limit prescribed;
they, it is true, will have to share the burthen, but not in proportion ta the man whose
landed property is large. Therefore, in the Back Settlement districts, or where there
is something like an equality of property, the present Act, in respect to assessment,
may do very well; but I do not know of an instance where the inhabitants of any of
the districts on the banks of the St. John have adopted the principle, though tried in
many places. There are only four or five districts in the County in which assess-
ments have actually been made for the support of the Schools ; these, I trust, will
afford convincing proof of the advantages of the system, aod induce others ta follow
their example."

No. III.
GENERAL ORDERS OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION.

1. That, pursuant ta Sec. 12 of the School Act, the School Books sanctioned by
the Board be those published by direction of the Commissioners of National Educa-
tion in Ireland, with such additions as may from time ta time be approved by the
Board; and that the following be forthwith approved:-

Lennie's English Grammar;
Pinnock's Catechism of History of England

Do. do. History of America.
2. That the following work recommended by Dr. Meilleur, Superintendent of Edu-

cation for Canada East, receive the sanction of the Board, in order ta the instruction
of the French population of this Province:-

" Guide de L'Instituteur."
This work is sold by Messrs. Smith & Son, Shediac, or may be forwarded for the

County of Victoria via Quebec.
3. That the School registers and returns ta be shewn by Teachers ta Inspectors,

countersigned by Inspectors, returned ta Teachers and transmitted by them to Super-
intendent, be sa transmitted on or before the 30th day of September 1852; the 31st
of March 1853; and sa on everv six months. (See Sec. 19.)

4. That Third Class Licences be granted for Parishes only, and be transferable, if
signed ta that effect, by a County Inspectors, and that First and Second Class Licences
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be granted for Counties, and be transferable if signed by a County Inspector and the
Chief Superintendent.

5. That the Superintendent be directed to instruct County Inspectors that ail
licenced but unclassed Teachers are to be considered as of the standing of Third
Class Teachers.

6. That Second or Third Class Teachers who have passed through the Training
School, and who aspire to a higher class than that already assigned them by the Board,
may be re-examined by the appointed Examiners at any regular period, in order ta
their being classed anew.

7. That the Superintendent, Inspectors and Trustees of Schools be authorised to
construe the tern "School House," in Sec. 3 and 19, as signifving a School Room,
when no other provision could, in their judgment, have been made.

S. That the Superintendent be directed to inforin Inspector that if the
Candidate referred to in his communication dated - be adequately certified as
competent to teach in the French language, the branches required by law, and be, as
the law also requires, of good moral character, he is a proper applicant for a School
Licence ; but that it will be well for him to endeavour to improve himself in English,
with a view to the tuition of such English children as may'reside in his neighbourhood.

9. That Parish School Teachers be paid by warrants payable by the Province
Treasurer or a Deputy Treasurer, such warrants ta be issued in favour of the Teachers
themselves, and to be paid only to the Teachers themselves or to their order endorsed
on the warrants. (See Sec. 20, School Act.)

10. That the Parish School Teachers' warrants be distributed bv the Province
Treasurer, or by a Deputy Treasurer in Counties in which there are Deputies ; and,
where there are no Deputies, by Clerks of the Peace.

11. That the following General Regulations, respecting hours of Daily Teaching,
Holidays, and Vacations, be observed by Teachers in the Parish School service:-

1. The hours of teaching in each day shall not exceed six, exclusive of al time
allowed at noon for recreation. Nevertheless a less number of hours for daily teaching
may be determined upon in any School at the option of the inhabitants of the district.

2. Every alternate Saturdav and the Queen's Birth Day shall be a holiday in each
School. Should the Queen's Birth Day fall on a Sunday, then the following'Monday
shall be observed as a holiday instead.

3. There shall be three vacations in each year; the first, eight days at Easter; the
second, the first two weeks in August; the third, eight days at Christmas.

4. Ail agreements between the inhabitants of School Districts, Trustees, and
Teachers, shal be subject to these Genîeral Reiuiiations; and no Teacher shall be
deprived of any part of his Salary on account of his observing allowed holidays and
vacations.

N. B.-In Districts in which cessation from teaching is compelled at certain
seasons, bv peculiarities of situation, as in the case of a freshet overflowing intervale
lands, the period and relative proportion of the spring and summer vacations may be
varied by arrangement between the irhabitants and the Teacher; yet not so as ta
affect the entire extent of vacation to be allowed.

C IR C U LA R.

To - Inspector of Parish Schools for the County of
Si,- His Honor the Administrator of the Government in Council, under authority

of Sec. 13 of a recent Act of Assembly, intituled " An Act for the better establishment
and maintenance of the Parish Schools," having been pleased to appoint you an
Inspector of Parish Schools for the County of , it devolves on me, under Sec.
14 of the Act, to address to you a few idstructions, in order to the efficient carrying
out of the intentions of the Legislature, and the wishes of the Honorable the Board
of Education.

It bas been ordered by the Board that the first Inspection, under Sec. 13, shall be
concluded on or before the thirty first day of July in the present year, and that sub-
sequent Inspections shall take place within every three calendar months after that

date.
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date. Forms for School Registers, referred to in that Section, will be suppled from
this Office, as early as practicable, as well as Forms for your annual Report. The
Books authorised by the Board to be used in Parish Schools are those published by
direction of the Commissioners of National Education in Ireland, with such additions
as may fron time to time be approved by the Board, and of which you will be duly
informed. With the other various and important matters contemplated in Sec. 13, it
is assumed hy the Board that you will render yourself as familiar as possible.

It has also been ordered by the Board that the duty enjoined on County Inspectors
in Sec. 19, be attended to on or before the thirteenth day of September in the present
year, on or before the thirty first day of March in the year eighteen hundred and fifty
three, and so on every six months.

A very important duty is devolved on you by Sec. 10; and, as on the fidelity and
thoroughness with which it shall be discharged, will, in a great measure, depend the
introduction of Licenced Teachers into the more remote and poorer Settlements of
the Province, it is earnestly hoped that undue consideration of the feelings of indivi-
duals will in no instance render you insensible to the momentous interests of that
numerous portion of the children and youth of our country, whose intelligence,
character and habits must be greatly affected by Third Class Parish School Teachers.
It will be far better that an individual shall suffer some passing, and it may be, bene-
ficial disappointment, than that a whole neighborhood shall sustain irreparable injury.

It only remains, at present, that I call your attention to Sec. 26,-and hoping that
you will find the discharge of your functions as an Inspector of Parish Schools as
pleasing as I am convinced it is adapted to be useful,

INSTRUCTIONS, &c.
Under authority of a recent Act of Assembly, intituled " An Act for the better

establishment and maintenance of the Parish Schools," the following Instructions are
addressed to all persons already Teachers in the Provincial Parish School service, or
candidates for the important and honorable position of a Parish School Teacher.

As early as practicable, every Parish School Teacher will receive a copy of the
School Act; and, in the mean time, Teachers and Candidates are referred, for an
opportunity of seeing.the Act, to Trustees of Parish Schools, all of whom are in
possession of a copy, or may early be so on application, personally or by letter, at this
Office.
. To the following provisions of the Act I proceed to call your attention :-

1. Sec. 9 provides that after the passing of the Act no Teacher not already licenced,
shall be entitled to receive a first or second class licence, without having first attended
the Training School for a period of not less than three months, and passed bis exami-
nation before the Board of Education, or before such person or persons as they may
for that purpose appoint, and obtained a certificate of qualification according to the
requirements specified in the Act.

The Training School established by the Honorable the Board of Education, under
authority of the Act, is situated in Saint John, and is under the charge of Mr. E. H.
Duval. The Examiners appointed by the Board are W. P. Dole, Esquire, (Inspector
of Parish Schools for the County of Saint John,) James Paterson, Esq. L. L. D., and
Robert Jardine, Esquire.

The regular Terms at the Training School begin Ist August, 25th October, 17th
January, and lth April.

And it is provided in Sec. 31, that "it shall and may be lawful for the Board of
Education, in their discretion, in all cases where it shall be made to appear to the
satisfaction of the said Board that any pupil or pupils so hereafter attending such
Normal School, has or have attended for the bonafde purpose of becoming instructed
therein as Teachers of Schools in this Province, after they shall have respectively
passed their examination, and received a licence to teach, and shall have commenced
teaching as a Teacher or Teachers under the provisions of this Act, to allow the said
pupils respectively, towards the payment of their expenses, a sum not exceeding ten

shillings
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shillings per week each during the time they rnay have attended such Normal School,
not exceeding in anv case twelve weeks."

2. Sec. 10, with a view to the granting of third class licences to Teachers who shall
not attend the Training School, authorises the Board of Education to grant licences
to such person or persons as the local Inspector shall certify to the Superintendent as
possessed of the necessary knowledge and other qualifications, and to be of good moral
character.

It will prevent inconvenience to the Board of Education as well as to persons
desirous of entering into the Parish School service, that it be distinctly understood,
that subsequent to the appointment of local Inspectors under the Act, no individual
not already licenced, whatever his or her attainments, can or will receive any except
a third class licence, unless such individual shall have passed through the '[raining
School, and undergone the subsequent prescribed examination.

3. Sec. I1 requires that all Teachers not already licenced, to be employed under
the Act, shall apply for and obtain licence to teach from the Board of Education, pre-
viously to their being recognised or engaged in any School district, and such licences
shall be given by direction of the Board, and shall be signed by the Superintendent.

In order to prevent misapprehension on the part of persons who may be teaching
witiout licence, it is hereby distinctly stated that no application for Provincial aid can
be entertained by the Board, unless the provisions of this section be literally com-
plied with.

4. To Sec. 16 the attention of Teachers and Candidates is particularly directed. A
form for School Registers therein referred to will, as early as practicable, be issued
from this office: in the mean time, each Teacher will provide the best in his power.
The visitor's book will be, of course, scrupulously attended to. But the latter part of
this section is of primary importance. It requires each Teacher "to exert his best
endeavours, both by example and precept, to impress upon the rninds of his scholars
the principles of Christian religion, morality, and loyalty ; provided that rio child shall
be required to read or study in or froin any religious book, or to join in any exercise
of devotion or religion which shall be objected to by his or her parents or gnardians."

5. Sec. 18, which relates to Teachers' allowances from the Provincial Treasurv
provides that no Teacher shall be entitled to be paid for teaching for a less pericd
than six months, without the special sanction of the Board of Education, nor unless
the inhabitants of the School district shall in each and every case have subscribed
and paid towards the support of the Teacher, at the same rate and in the same pro-
portion as the Provincial allowance to the Teacher granted in this section is to be
paid, or shall have furnished such Teacher with board, washing and lodging, and such
accommodations as may be necessary for the reasonable comfort of the Teacher during
the period for which the School shall have been taught, being not less than six
months, &c.

6. The duty enjoined in Sec. 19, viz. that of exhibiting to the Inspector of the
Countv the original School Register, and any other documents or returns prescribed
by the'Superintendent, and duplicates thereof, &c., will have to be attended to on or
before the 30th day of September 1852, the 31st day of March 1853, and so on everv
six months.

7. Sec. 23 provides an additional allowance of twenty five per cent. to Teachers in
Parishes or Districts in which the assessment principle is adopted and carried out;
but aiso provides that, in such cases, the tuition mc ney of the pupils attending such
Schools shall thereafter not exceed the sum of two shillings and six pence per quarter.

8. I must not omit to notice, that Sec. 26 provides that every Teacher of a Parish
Schol who shall keep a false return, shall for each offence forfeit the sun of ten
pounds; and that Sec. 33 provides that after the passing of this Act, it shall not be
lawful for any Teacher of a Parish School in this Province to make application to the
Legislature by petition or otherwise for any appropriation or sum whatever, for
teaching, unless recommended by the Superintendent, and sanctioned by the Board
of Education.

Teachers will rule their Registers after this pattern. A sheet of good Foolscap
paper will answer the purpose. The title page may be copied from the title page of

the pattern, and filled up according to the facts. Each of the three remaining pages
will contain, if necessary, fifty or even sixty or more names. Each page will serve
for a calendar month; each sheet for a titie page and three months Register.

The columns for the names and ages of the pupils require no remark. Entries in
the other columns should be made as follows:-On calling the roll in the morning, if
a pupil be absent, make the mark / agaiist his name, in the upper half of the square
for the day. Should he not attend during the morning, to the mark / add at the close
of the morning's school, the mark . It will then stand thus A\. On calling the roll
in the afternoon, if a pupil be absent, make the mark /against his name, in the lower
half of the square. Should he not attend during the afternoon, to the mark / add the
mark \. It will then stand thus v. A whole day's absence therefore will stand thus I.
Early attendance, morning and afternoon, will leave the square honorably blank. At
the close of the month add up the days or half days of attendance, not deducting for
the holidays on alternate Saturdays, and enter the amount in the column provided for
that purpose.

When a pupil enters the School after the beginning of the month, a dotted line from
bis age to the day of bis entrance, as in the pattern, will facilitate reference to the day.
The " Remarks " will be made at the best discretion of the Teacher.

N. B.-Sec. 19 of the School Act requires that the Register be kept in duplicate.

In reference to School Petitions laid before Men for Grants for services, under the thirty third

Section of the Parish School Act.

Board of Education, March 10, 1853.
EXTRACT FROM 'THE MINUTES.

Read and discussed the petitions submitted to the Board, in pursuance of Section
33 of the School Act.

The Board ordered the following Minute to be made, and recommended that His
Excellency the Lieutenant Governor should direct a copy to be laid on the Tables of
the House of Assembly and Legislative Council respectively.

As this is the first occasion on which the Board have been called on to consider
the petitions of School Teachers, for the puirpose of sanctioning such petitions, and
recommending them to the favourable consideration of the Legislature, it is important
to define the principles on which such duty should be performed.

The Board apprehend that it is the intention of the Legisiature, as expressed in the
Section referred to, not to entertain any petition of a School Teacher as such, which
is not sanctioned by the Board. A ssuming this intention, it becomes therefore doubly
important to take care that whilst no unsound principle is admitted as a reason for
obtaining public money by special grant, too great strictness be not exercised in the
first instance.

It appears to the Board that the petitions of Teachers divide themselves into three
classes.

CLAss A.-Petitions which pray for extraordinary allowances or grants on account
of unforeseen circumstances or accidents, irrespective of any neglect or fault on the
part of the Teachers or the inhabitants. Cases such as these, the Board are of
opinion, may properly receive the most favourable consideration of the Legislature.

CLASS B.-Petitions in which the parties pray for grants or allowances, because
either the Teacher or the inhabitants have not fuifilled the conditions imposed by
15 Victoria, chapter 40 ; but in which there appears no reason why those conditions
should not have been fulfilled. To these must be added cases which cannot be metout of the ordinary funds, because the sum legally set apart for a particular Parish or
County, is alreadv exhausted. These cases appear to the Board to be such as cannot
be granted without a violation of the existing law. A consideration of such individual
cases, would in practice admit of no definite limit to claims of the kind.

This class will also include ail such petitions as appear to the Board to allege no
sufficient ground for their claims.

CLAss C.-The third class of petitions includes those presented by persons who
now appear scarcely so much in the character of School Teachers as of pensioners
whom the Legislature has taught to rely on its liberality. It is impossible to say that
all such petitions could be, at the present time, suddenly rejected, without inflicting,
great hardship on individuals, and disappointing fair and reasonable expectations.
Many of these persons are aged and destitute in their ciscumstances; their original
claim upon the public was no doubt made in the character of Teachers, but it bas, in
fact, in nany instances, assumed another aspect.

It appears to the Board that it is absolutely necessary to treat this class of petitions
as one which will not admit of increase after the present Session; but the Board are
not prepared to advise that such petitions should be entirely rejected. On the con-
trary, they think these individual petitioners fairly entitled to the consideration of
the Legislature, if it be properly understood that such consideration is extended to
themn as individuals only, and without the admission of any principle other than that
of respect for the action of the Legislature in former Sessions, and compassion for the
parties themselves.

The Board therefore, acting on these principles, decide to class the petitions before
them as follows:-

* The Salary to Mr. Brannen, Clerk, who bas been in the Secretary's Office between
forty and fifty years, bas been paid at the above rate to the 31stDecemberlast. He has
now become very old and feeble, and is unable to attend to his duties. No person has
been appointed to fill his place, neither is it the intention of the Government to do so.
The duties will therefore hereafter be discharged by the three other Clerks. From
his long and faithful services it is intended by the Government to allow him a retired
allowance for the short period of his remaining days, permitting him however, if his
health improves, to attend the Office when he can and remain on the Establishment.

There has been a payment made to Francis Beverly of £44 10 3, for binding and
stitching Laws and other public documents, which is not included in the above state-
ment, because it is doubtful whether such service should be considered as part of the
Contingencies of the Secretary's Office.

The Secretary has furnished the usual quantity of wood and coals for the Office,
and bas paid for it, but the Accounts have not yet been subrnitted to His Excellency
in Council.

There is a Bill for Stationery at Chubb and Company's, which has not yet been
rendered. The Contingencies now outstanding however will notexceed £100, includ-
ing Stationery.

The Executive Council Office, as well as the Offices of its Clerk and the Superin-
tendent of Schools, are furnisned with fuel from the Secretary's Office; and a large
portion of the Stationery, if not the whole, has been also- so supplied to the Law
Commission.

By ref1 ence to the Report of 1852, it will appear that only £38 15 3 was charged
in 1851 for Contingencies of the Secretary's Office,

£100 per annum has been taken off from the Treasurer's salary for the last two years.
In 1833 and 1834, when the Legislature publicly proclaimed £600 a year for the
Treasurer as a salary well adapted to the duties and responsibilities of the oifice and
the then circumstances of the country, the Ordinary Revenue was only £24,520 in
1833, and £26,200 in 1834, making that salary nearly 21 per cent. on such Revenue.
The like collections at Saint John in 1852 were £93,460, 2x per cent. on which would
exceed the total of the above statement by nearly £1,000. I do not mean to imply
that 1 ought to have such a per centage, but certainly the above figures shew that
instead of a reduction of salary at this period, a small increase would have been more
in accordance with the general dealings of men towards servants who have proved
themselves faithful in the discharge of responsible trusts. The whole expense of col-
lection and protection of the Revenue throughout the Province, including Deputy
Treasurers' commissions, is but a fraction over 5 per cent.-the cheapest in the world.

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PROVINCIAL LUNATIC ASYLTM.

REPORT OF TUE COMMlnIBSIONERS FOR TRE YEAR 1852.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund W. Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and Com-
mander in Chief in and over the Province of New Brunswick, 4c. ec. 4c.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

The Commissioners of the Provincial Lunatic Asylum beg leave herewith to submit
to Your Excellency their Account of Expenditure and Receipts for the year ending
the 31st December 1852, with the Report of the Medical Superintendent, and the
several Returns relative to the affairs of the Institution.

The expenses of the past year exceed those of the previous one by the sum of
£550 18 9, arising principally from the increased number of patients.

The gross expenditure for the year 1852, including the valuation of the crops, was
£3,454 Is; from which deduct, received from the paying patients, rents, &c., £517
13s. Id., and the valuation of the crops, £262 17 7, will leave the sum of £2,673 10 4
as the actual amount paid by the Province during the year.

The number of patients remaining 31st December 1851, was 99 ; the number
received during 1852 was 88 ; the number discharged, and died, in 1852 was 55 ; and
132 rernaining on the 31st December 1852, being an excess of 33 over the previous
year 1851.

The Commissioners estimate the expenses of *the Establishment for the current
year at £2,700, and they respectfully request that sum placed at their disposal for the
support and maintenance of the Institution for the year ending the 31st December 1853.

The improvement and ornamenting the grounds connected with the Asylum, so
greatly conducive to the health, comfort and convenience of the afflicted inmates, are
steadily progressing, and demand the continued attention of the Commissioners.

The Commissioners were compelled, during the past year, to have a building erected
for a barn, root-house, granary, stable, &c. The building is 70 by 40 feet, built of
wood, on a foundation stone wall laid in mortar, and cost £353 14s ; for the payment
of which they were obliged to apply such sum out of the grant of £5,000 appropriated
last year toward the extension and completing of the buildings.

A contract has been entered into with Messrs. Small and Crosby for the erection
and completion of the Lodge for female patients, and for the erection and enclosing the
southerly wing connecting the Lodge with the main building, for the sum of £5,000.
And a stipulation has been made in the same contract for finishing the interior of the
wing for a further sum of £ 1,850, provided the Legislature grants the amount required.

The Commissioners would respectfully urge the necessity of this additional amount
being furnished, and further suggest that the whole building, according to the origi-
nally proposed and adopted plan, be completed at once. A most advantageous contract
might be made with the present contractors for the whole work, at a much less sum
than it will otherwise cost; this additional work to be completed in two or three years,
and the payments made accordingly. The Commissioners have to remark that had
the Legislature authorised the carrying out the contract entered into between their
predecessors and the builders of the main building for the completion of the whole
work, a saving of several thousand pounds would accrue to the Province; sooner or
later the buildings as proposed, must and will be completed. The warming and
ventilating the building, subjects always fraught with great difficulties in such establish-
ments, are occupying the attention of the Commissioners, and some effective plan
must be adopted whereby the comfort and safety of the patients in these respects
may be secured. At present between twenty and thirty fires are required and used



for warming the establishment; sorne in open grates, and some in close wood and coal
stoves, to which the patients of necessity have access. No accident, they are thankful
to be able to state, has as yet happened from these numerous fires. It nevertheless
becomes the imperative duty of the Commissioners to provide against the possibility
of accidents, either to the patients or the building, by the adoption of such precautions
as may be in their power. No time will be lost in obtaining plans and descriptions
of the most effective heating apparatus in use, and introducing them into the Asylumn;
of the cost and expense thereof no estimate can as yet be made, but every care will
be taken to have them done efficiently and economically.

Another expense, in the erection of fences on both sides of the Road through the
Asylum grounds to the Suspension Bridge, must of necessity be provided for during
the present year.

The Reverend William Scovil, M. A., taking into consideration the spiritual wants
of the inmates of the Asylum, and the inability of the Commissioners to make any
pecuniary allowance for the services of a Chaplain, kindly offered his gratuitous
services; and the Reverend gentleman bas consequently been appointed Chaplain
to the Institution.

The Commissioners feeling themselves bound to carry out the terms on which Dr.
Waddell accepted office of Medical Superintendent, they have accordingly fixed his
Salary at the rate of £300 for the past year.

The Commissioners have great pleasure in certifying their continued approbation
of Dr. Waddell's management of the Institution, and of his untiring endeavours for
the improvement and efficiency thereof.

The Commissioners respectfully solicit Your Excellency's attention to the provisions
of the Law under which patients are sent to the Asylum. Parties able to bear their
own expenses, derive all the benefits of the Institution free of charge, and sometimes
improper subjects are comnmitted. As a partial remedy, it is suggested that no person
be committed without a Medical Certificate of insanity, and of the nature of the case,
being furnished to the committing Magistrate, and annexed to the commitment; nor
admitted free of expense except on the application of the Overseers of the Poor, or
Commissioners of the Alms House of the Parish where they may be found lunatic;
and that all others Ie admitted on a Medical Certificate of insanity, on the application
of the friends of the patient, a Bond being at the same time given to pay such charges
and expenses as may be agreed upon. The property of the rtient should in all cases
be made liable by law for his expenses.

It is unreasonable and zbsurd that the public should be burtbened when the patients
or their friends are able to bear the expenses. And should the Legislature deem it
advisable, the Parish from which a pauper patient (not an emigrant within three years
of his arrival in the Province,) may be sent, might be required to make a small annual
allowance for each person sent therefrom.

The Commissioners, in conclusion, beg leave to suggest that the Chairman of the
Board, on whom the chief burthen of the business necessarily devolves, should be
rermunerated for his services by an annual Salary.

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RLEPOL.T OF THE MEDICAL SUPEltKNTENDENT FOR 1852.

The business of the Provincial Lunatic Asyluin, for another year, having closed, I
beg mnst respectfully to submit the following as my Report:-

At the end of last year, eighteen hundred and fifty one, there were on the record
ninety nine patients, since then there have been received eighty eight, making a total
number of patients under treatment during the year of one hundred and eighty seven.

Of these, there have been discharged, recovered, thirty; much improved, five;
improved, three; unimproved, one; died, sixteen : and there remain one hundred and
thirty two ; lowest number at any one time, ninety nine ; highest, one hundred and
thirty two ; average, one hundred and seventeen.

Of the sixteen deaths, three occurred from consumption, three from exhaustion
from chronic insanity, two from exhaustion from epilepsy, one from dysentery, one
from diarhœa, one from complicated disease of the heart and lungs, one from the
effects of scrofula, and one from chronic disease of the peritoneum, two suddenly,
from epilepsy, and one about twelve hours after having been received in a state of
unconsciousness from the Alms House. Upon the bodies of the last three, inquisi-
tions were held.

Of the ninety nine old cases, about eighty five were incurable, and about one half
the number received during the year are of the same description, and twenty of the
eighty eight are persons received within the last two months, and there has not been
time to test the result of treatment. These facts account for the low per centage of
cures, for the high rate of mortality, and for the large number now remaining on the
record.

The statistics, without explanation, would lead to the conclusion that insanity is
alarmingly on the increase; this however is not the fact, the extra numbers are
chronic cases furnished from families, who, in the exercise of the feelings of natural
affection, have kept their lur.atic friends till their means and their patience have both
been exhausted, and have at length committed them to the Asylum ; and communities,
which have long borne with the nuisance of the wandering and troublesome lunatic,
now insist on their being confined ; thus we are receiving the accumulations of
other years.

The combination of elements to produce a large increase in mental disease does
not exist in the Province. Educationally, it is improved and improving-politically,
it is tranquil--commercially, it is prosperous and steady-agriculturally, it never tilt
now attained so high a position, and labourers in every department of industry are
profitably employed ; and as regards climate, none is more healthful; and in addition,
those philanthropic individuals who are labouring so energetically to suppress the use
of intoxicating drinks are doing much to improve the sanitary condition, (especially
psychologically), of the population, for, intemperance, directly and indirectly,
unquestionably, is the great cause, if not greater than all others together, of this dire
malady.

Paying patients from abroad have to a small extent affected the gross numher on
the record. There have been in the year eight of that class from Nova Scotia.

The question is frequently asked who the patients are, and whence they come. I
have deemed it proper to furnish the following table, based on the place of nativity,
as a reply to the interrogatory

The usual computation is, that for every one thousand of the population there is
one lunatic. Assuming this to be corrpct in the case of New Brunswick, there are in
the Province, in addition to those in the Asylum, still upwards of sixty. From this
number our extra patients for a few years may be expected, while provision must be
made for the ordinarv increase; and one of the most gratifying reminiscences of the
year is, that the Legislature in so kindly a spirit granted the munificent sum of five
thousand pounds for extension of buildings, and I hope that the claims of the lunatic
will be so presented to that honorable body at their ensuing Session, that they may
realize the propriety of making another grant to complete, what they have so nobly
begun, and so far accomplished ; as I greatly fear that the wing about to be erected,
will not relieve our present wants but for one sex.

By completing the building at one time, many difficulties may be obviated, and
much expense prevented by introducing at once apparatus, in complete systems, for
heating, ventilating, sewerage, and for an abundant supply of water.

The subject of suicide is one to which I refer with feelings of peculiar delicacy.
It is but seldom in a household such as this that there are not some whose tendencies
are to commit this awful deed. When I mention the fact that during the entire
period, now upwards of three years, that I have had charge of the Institution, no
suicide has been committed, I beg that it may not for one moment be supposed that
I do it in the spirit of boasting, for ere the ink dries with which I trace these lines
the alarm may be given that some unfortunate has launched himself into eternity; nor
with the view of taking any undue credit for my own care, because in these cases
much more is due to the care of the attendant, than to the Superintendent ; my object
is to defend the Institution from an aspersion to which it has been subject, and*to
which my attention has recently been called, "that suicide had occurred in the
Assylum." If there is anv one thing more than another for which I ought, and for
which I ardently desire to be grateful to a superindending Providcnce, it is that He
has preserved us from so painful a calamity.

Doctor Boyd has continued to afford me efficient service by bis presence and
advice in all cases of urgency.

From the commencement of the year to the appointment of a Chaplain, Divine Service
has been performed in the Asylum by the following Clergymen:-the Rev. Messrs.
Cardy, Waddell of Nova Scotia, M'Kay, Cairns, Stavely, Armstrong, and Harrison,
each once, and by the Rev. Mr. Scovil several times. The services were highly accep-
table; and to all the gentlemen we beg to tender our hearty acknowledgments.

Recently the Board have conferred the appointment of Chaplain upon the Rev. Mr.
Scovil, who has been unremitting in the discharge of his duties, whether in the public
ministration on the Lord's day, private visitation of the sick and dying, or in burying
the dead.

The public devotional exercises always pleasing, and I trust, in some degree
edifiying, have been rendered particularly agreeable, by the kindness of Gustavus
Jarvis, Esquire, who, for some months, has regularly attended and taken the lead in
the music.

Some of the patients continue occasionally to attend places of public worship in the
neighbourhood, and all enjoy the privilege of seeing their own Clergymen when it is
their desire.

The .following papers have been kindly continued gratuitously :-"The Halifax
Free Church Witness," the Saint John " Christian Visitor," the "9 Church Witness,"
the " Courier ;" and the " Christian Banner," through the kindness of the Rev. Mr.
Eaton, has been added; to the proprietors we beg to express our best thanks.
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In the farming department considerable progress bas been made. The fields under
cultivation have yielded large crops, and more rough land has been subdued. The
stock is increased and improved, and a large and superior barn bas been erected.

While death has made his usual inroad upon the patients, and lessened the number,
I cannot with too much gratitude record the fact, that Providence, in great mercy,
has preserved the life and health of the resident officers, attendants, and servants ;
with but few exceptions, and slight attacks, they have escaped disease and accident;
but it is melancholv to refer to the incidents of the year, with respect to the non-
resident officers. The excellent and esteemed late Secretary of the Board, John
Caleb Ward, Esquire, who was present at the last annual meeting, is now absent, and
bis place filled by another. In Mr. Ward's removal, death bas deprived us of a
sincere friend, while the Institution bas lost, and we all deplore it, an active and
efficient officer.

In the general management of the Institution, nothing worthy of special remark
bas occurred. Under the circumstances in which we were placed, the best in our power
has been done to restore the curable, to relieve the incurable, to nurse the sick, and
to soothe the dying. That we have been successful to some extent, there is the most
satisfactory evidence ; that more might have been done under less unfavourable
circumstances, there can be but little doubt. It is gratifying however to know that
the result of our endeavours is appreciated, and that the Provincial Lunatic Asylum is
rising in public esteem.

The duties of the vear have involved great labour, and constant and steady super-
vision; and I desire to accord full credit to those who have been associated with me,
for the assistance afforded. Without the most cheerful co-operation, and persevering
industry, the work could not have been successfully accomplished.

The responsibility of conducting the affairs of a household such as this, crowded as
it is, bas been fully realized, and sometimes painfully felt ; but I have been sustained
by the assurance of the confidence of the Board, of which I have had many pleasing
expressions; and by the consciousness of, what I regard, the smiles of a beneficent
Providence.

The Commissioners have purchased a piece of ]and, having a small water privilege,
adjacent to the Penitentiary grounds, for the purpose of forming a head of water for
the use of the Prisons and Steam Engine, an increased supply of water having become
indispensable.

The new Prison for the Females is nearly completed, and the Accounts will be pre-
pared and forwarded to the Audit Office prior to the meeting of the Legislature.

The Commissioners are desirous that provision should be made at the next Session
of the Legislature for the erection of suitable Keepers' apartments, Hospital, and
Watch-tower, and have directed plans and estimates to be prepared, which, when
ready, shall be forwarded for the information of the Government.

In addition to the above, they have directed the importation from Britain of a suffi-
cient quantity of cast iron pipe to lead the water from the land purchased of Mr.
Henderson into the Prisons and Workshops. A dam will also require to be constructed.
The whole, with cost of laying the pipes, will probably entail a further expenditure
of £150. And to procure and place suitable cooking apparatus, wash boilers, &c. an
additional sum of £50.

To enable them therefore to pay off the liabilities thus contracted, and render the
new building complete, a further appropriation of £350 will be required.

The new building will be ready for occupation on the first of June next.
The Commissioners, in their annual Report for last year, directed attention to the

necessity of further additions and improvements being made to the present buildings,
to render the whole establishment more complete and efficient, and to their having
directed plans and estimates to be prepared to enable them to make application for
such funds as would be required for such works. From the information thus obtained,
they learn that for the construction of a suitable brick and granite building for the

39 Keeper
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Keeper and Sub-Officers, a sum of about £800 will be necessary. For constructing
a Watch-tower on roof of present granite building, and at same time improving the
ventilation of the cells of the Male Prison, about £75 will be required. And for
erecting a Hospital in the northern end of Male Prison, about £75.

Should the improvernents thus suggested be approved of, the Commissioners would
recommend that the sum of £1000 be placed at their disposal to enable therm to under-
take and complete the same.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund W. Head, Ba,-t., Lieutenant Governor and Commander
in Chief in and over the Province of New Brunswick, 4-c. tyc. 4-c.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,

The Commissioners of the Provincial Marine Hospital at Saint John beg leave to
submit to your Excellency their annual Account of Expenditure, and Account of
Expenditure and Receipts for the year ending the 31st December 1852, accompanied
with the Medical Officer's Returns for the Hospital and Pest House at Partridge Island.

The expenditure upon these Establishments will appear to have arnounted to the
sun of £ 1,055 19 5, and the Commissioners have drawn from the Sick and Disabled
Seamen's fund £950; add to this, £32 8s., the balance on hand the 31st December
1851, will leave a balance due to the Commissioners, upon closing this year's account,
in the sum of £73 Il 5.

The Commissioners having concluded that they should not any longer defer having
the Hospital amply supplied with water, so essential to the health and comfort of the
sick, they acccordingly in June last, made engagements with the Saint John Water
Company, by paying the Company £100 in advance, for a full and unlimited supply
of water to the Hospital, for a fixed period of eleven years, based upon an annual rent
of £12 10s., in quarterly payments.

This advance, together with the outlay for conducting, fittings, and apparatus for
extinguishing fires, produced an extra expenditure of £146.

The Commissioners considered it desirable, at the same time, to introduce Gas
throughout the Hospital, thus adding a further extra outlay of £45; and by extracting
these extra expenditures, it will place the ordinary and contingent charges for the past
year at the sum of £864 19 5; and considering that nothing is withheld conducive to the
best treatment and comfort of the sick, they feel confident that this limited expenditure
for the past year bears ample proof that all proper attention has been given to the
management, consistent with the necessities and well being of the Hospital.

The number of sick Seamen admitted in the Hospital the past year was two hundred
and ninety, being seventy seven more than the previous year ; the deaths were twelve,
being seven over that of the previous year.

The number admitted in the Pest House at Partridge Island was twelve. These
were five cases of small pox, six cases of typhus fever, and one case of yellow fever;
one with confuent small pox, and one with typhus fever died.

The Commissioners consider it very desirable, and respectfully recommend that
the Hospitals under their charge should be placed separate from ail the out ports.

In conclusion the Commissioners have much satisfaction to report to Your Excel-
lency that the management of the Hospital and Pest House, continue to be conducted
efficientlv and satisfactorily in their respective departments, commanding their full
approbation.

LAZARETTO AT TRACADIE.

REPORT 0F TUE 9ECRETAIY FOR TUE YEAR 152.

Miramichi, February 4, 1853.
Sr,-I have the honor to transmit for the information of His Excellency the Lieu-

tenant Governor, a Report of the proceedings of the Board of Health for the Counties
of Gloucester and Northumberland ; also an account of the expenditure for the past
year, amounting to the sum of £969 19s., including a balance due the Board last year
of £75 9 1, and leaving a balance still due of £26 9 3.

Since my Report of the 20th January 1852, three adult males and one female have
died ; five new cases have been admitted, viz., three men and two women; and there
are now in Hospital thirty seven, namely, nineteen men, eight boys, seven women,
and three girls. On the 5th September last, the Lazaretto and wash house were des-
troyed by fire, with nearly the whole of their contents, as will be seen on reference to
my communication of the 9th September last, to which communication I beg leave to
refer His Excellency for the particulars of the burning, &c. Prior to the destruction
of the buildings above mentioned, the Board had built a small house for a prison, and
since then they have made a temporary addition to the building which escaped the
fire. The expense of these buildings, together with the amount necessarily expended
in procuring a supply of clothing, bedding, &c., for the patients, (as nearly the whole
of what they had formerly was destroyed by the fire,) very much increased the expen-
diture, and will account for the amount being so much more than last year ; but the
Board have had a rigid regard to economy, and have not gone to any expense except
what was absolutely necessary. The building at present occupied by the Lepers is
entirely too small, being only thirty two feet by thirty, and one story high ; and as
part of the building was only put up in a temporary manner to save expense, I am
directed to say that it will be necessary to erect a larger building early next summer
similar to the one which was burnt ; but to be built more secure, with iron gratings on
the windows. *If such a building were erected. the patients could be locked in every
night at a certain hour, and thereby prevent ail intercourse with the other part of the
communitv, as none of them have ever attempted to make their escape in the day time,
but there bas been some instances of their going out at night. The Board were deter-
mined to bring in every person suspected of leprosy in order to have them examined;
this, together with the apprehension of two persons who had made their escape, led to
considerable expense; but ail those persons who were suspected have been examined
by Doctor Gordon, he having remained at Tracady until he did so, and ail who had
ihe disease are now in the Lazaretto. The probable expense of a suituable building,
with iron gratings on the windows, and otherwise properlyisecured, would be about
£300; and the further sum of £800 will be necessary to supply the Lepers with food,
additional clothing, bedding, &c., together with firewood and other necessaries for the
current vear.

The Board have already contracted for the supplies necessary for the Hospital and
Keepers' house up to the first June next. Ail those contracts are taken by public
auction three or four times a year, and are laid in at exceedingly low rates, as will be
seen on reference to the Accounts and vouchers sent herewith. Since the fire the
Lepers, with a few exceptions, have been quiet, and given much less trouble than
formerlv, and even the worst of themi seem now to feel the infliction they have brought
on themselves and others, and promise to behave themselves for the time to corne.
The small building erected for a prison, in which two of them were confined for some
time, has had a most salutary effect. The £240 insured by the Central Fire Insurance
Companty on the buildings destroyed, was promptly paid without any deduction, and
is credited in my account. 0

Letter from the Hon. James Davidson, respecting La:aretto ai Tracadie.

Miramichi, November 8, 1852.
Si,-In pursuance of your Letter of the 15th September last, the Board have

erected by contract, at a cost of £20, an additional building adjoining in rear of the
one occupied by the Lepers since the fire, and it is now occupied by the Female
patients, the other building being exclusively occupied by the Males. Doctor Gordon
is of opinion that this will answer for the winter, although they will be very much
crowded, the whole building, with the addition, being thirty two feet by thirty, and
only one story in height, and there are now in it thirty ei ght patients; therefore
another building will be absolutely necessary as soon as it cain be built in the spring.

The Lepers have been very quiet and peaceable lately, and I have no doubt would
aiways have been so, only for three or four bad characters that is among them ; but
those now seem to feel the affliction they have brought upon themselves and others,
and will be likely to behave better in future. The Board have given some small
rewards to the well behaved, which has had a good effect, and they have threatened
the refractory with punishment.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,

We, the Commissioners of Light Houses in the Bay of Fandy, beg leave to report
for the information of Your Excellency that the Accounts and Vouchers of the expen-
diture for the support of the several Light Stations in the Bay of Fundy under our
charge, belonging to this Province, for the year ending the 31st December 1852, and
also for the amount paid in aid towards the support of the Light Houses at Cape Sable
Seal Islands and Brier Island, in Nova Scotia, have been forwarded to the Honorable
J. R. Partelow, Provincial Secretary, of which the following is an abstract:-

The expenditure for the vear 1S52 is large, in consequence of the extra work at the
different Stations for various repairs, painting, &c., and the cost of the Iron Bell Buoy
placed off the Htarbour of Saint John.

The receipt of Light House dues for the Bay of Fundy Lights for the year 1852,
were £3,690 0 6.

The expenditure, including the extra contingencies and Iron Bell Buoy, £3,632
2s. 3d.; notwithstanding the large amount, it was £57 18 3 less than the receipts.

The balance or rest of the Light House Fund on the 30th November 1852, was
£3,254 0 7, being an increase over the previous year of £288 0 6.

The extra contingencies of 1852 were expended as follows, viz:-
At the Beacon Station, for securing the foutidation of the Block by ballast, and

glazing the Laitern, £17:
At the Partridge Island Station, for painting the Light House and Keeper's House,

and ghizing the Laitern, £13 Il 6:
At the Quaco Station, a new copper Chimney Top, and repairing Lamps, £13 15 2:
At the Point LeProe Station, plaistering Keeper's House, painting Light House

and Keeper's House, and glazing the Lanterns, £26 3 8:
At the Gannet Rock Station, lathing and plaistering the Light House throughout,

finishing roons in it, shingling the Keeper's House, and other repairs, which will make
that dreary Station more comfortable for the occupants, £88 16 4:

At the Cape Enrage Station, paying the late Keeper for improvements made by her
late hasband, James Munson, £12 10s.
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At the Head Harbour and Machias Seal Islands Stations, the Light Houses and

Keepers' Houses were painted, and other work done to put them in an efficient state,
by Commissioner John Wilson, Esquire, the amount charged in his Accounts forwarded,
and whose Report is hereto annexed.

The Iron Bell Buoy reported last year, has since then been received, fitted up, and

placed in its position off the entrance to this Harbour on the 28th September last.

The bearings and distances of prominent points fron the Buoy were taken by Captain
Shortland, of Her Majesty's Surveying Steamer Columbia, and the same published.

The whole expense was £664 15 7. The Buov is a perfect.piece of workmanship,
reflects great credit on the builders; Messrs. Cato, Miller & Co. of Liverpool, and will

be very useful to vessels approaching this Harbour in thick and foggy weather. The

Contract for the Buov was made by Robert Rankin, Esquire, of Liverpool, and we

have much pleasure in stating that he bas liberally remitted one half the Commission

originally charged on the invoice, to the Province ; the same will appear in the Account
of the year 1853.

The amount estimated that will be required for the support of the Light House

Service for 1853, is about the same as the previous vear, viz:-For Contingencies,
£1,500; Salaries, as at present allowed, for the nine Stations, £1,002; and towards

Cape Sable Seal Islands and Brier Island Lights, in Nova Scotia, about £250.
The several Light Stations were all visited and examined by Mr. Woodward after

the Oil and Stores were furnished, and reported to us as in good order, and equipped
with every thing necessary to carry on the service to the month of August next, pro-
vided no unexpected accident or contingency should happen.

We stated in our last Report of 20th February 1852, that Mr. Robert Foulis had

made a proposition to light the several Stations in the Bay of Fundy with Gas in place
of Oil, on an improved principle invented by him, by which a much greater quantitv
of lizht would be produced than by the present mode, and at a much less cost.

Patents for which improvements have been taken out by him both in this Province
and in the United States.

On the question of using Gas in Light Houses, Sir David Brewster, in a communi-

cation to the Commissioners for Northern Lights in Great Britain in 1833, says,
"I would beg leave al-o to repeat vhat 1 urged on a former occasion, that Coal Gas

"should be employed in every Light House where there is accommodation for its

"proper manufacture ; an immense saving would be effected, and a more perfect

" system of illumination obtained." And in a subsequent communication of the same

vear, he urges the matter more strongly on the attention of the Commissioners, and

illustrates the economy of the principle by adducing facts proved bv actual experirnent.

He says " Experience on a great scale has already given its decision on this subject;

" Austria lias many vears ago lighted op with Coal Gas the great Light House of

" San Salvon on the Coast of Istria, and the effect of the Gas far surpasses that from

"Oil Lamps." The details of experiments made by Professor Aldine as to the relative

expenses of Gas and Oil, makes the Gas exactly one half of that of Oil; he states that

it was used in two Light HouEes at Dantzic, and there found to be a measure of great

economy ; and the additional brilliancy of the lights at Dan:zic was so great, that tie

inhabitatnts of Hela, when the Gas was first lighted, attributed the brilliant effect to a

great fire in the City. Notwithstanding the recommendation of so eminent a man,
we are not aware that Coal Gas bas yet been introduced into any of the Light Houses

in Great Britain. The Duptric light of M. Fresnel, of Paris, from reports, appear to

be highly approved of, and have been and now are used in Light Houses both in

Great Britain and the United States, in preference to the Catoptric Lamps used in our

Light Houses.
Grs bas been used (made from rosin) in some few Light Houses in the United

States, as far back as 1841, but do not appear to have been much extended ; the
reason given by Mr. Pleasanton, of Washington, is, " that Keepers were in the habit

d of suffering the furnaces and retorts to be burned out before they gave notice to the

" Superintendent of the necessity of new ones, and that there is room to believe that

" the Keepers were averse to making and burning Gas, but preferred the Oil lamps."

We are of opinion that such objections would not exist with our Keepers when

instructed. In accordance with the Report of the Committee of the Assembly on
Light
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Light Houses, of i lth March 1852, we made an arrangement with Mr. Foulis on the
lith July last, to erect the necessary works at Partridge Island Light Station to make
the experiment, as recommended in said Report, by the following memoranda:-

Saint John, July 3, 1851.
It being the wish of the Comnmissioners of Lights that a more definite understanding should exist

than is contained in my last proposition, (December 29, 1851,) as regards the remineration I should
receive for the use of my invention in lighting by Gas Partridge Island Light House, and my services
in superintending the erection and future operation of the Gas apparatus of that Light, I now beg
leave, as an amendment to my last proposition, to submit the following:-

I will undertake to direct and superintend the manufacture of the apparatus, and the necessary
erections. to receive the sim of £75 when the same bas been completed and put in good working
order. From that period for the terni of four years, I will superintend and inspect from time to time
the apparatus, and keep the sanie in perfect order. The Commissioners finding all the materials that
may be required. And I further engage to direct and instruct the person in charge of the Light
House in the manufacture of the Gas of proper quality, and also of quantity sufficient at all time>s for
the service of the Light; for these services I agree to receive the amount of salary of £50 ; should
necessarv absence, sickness or casualty, prevent my personal attendance, if the services required be
performed by an agent, or my heirs. the agreenient to exist to the end of the specified time, provided
suich services are performed in an efficient manner, and to the satisfaction of the Commissioners.

(Signed) ROBERT FOULIS.

We hereby agree to the foregoing proposition of Mr. Robert Foulis, for the use of bis invention for
naking Gas, for his services in superintending and directing the erection of the building, for the
naking of the apparatus and completing the sane to the lighting of it in the Partridge Island

Light House. For the use of his invention and his services in superintending the erections, &c., we
lereby agree, (on the part of the Province.) when the same is completed and in full and successful
operation to our satisfaction, to pay hiiu £75; we finding all the materials necessary for the work.
After the sane is in successful operation and working to oiur satisfaction. we agree to allow £50 per
annum for four years, for his superintending. directing, inspecting, and keeping the works in goud
order, to conmence fron the timte the said works are agreed to by us asbeing in successful operation.
This done by ns in accordance vith the Report of the Conmmittee of the House of Assenbly of the
1 ith Marci 1852.

Mr. Foulis commenced under the foregoing arrangement last fall, but business
requiring his presence in the United States during the winter, the works are not vet
completed ; so soon as the weather will permit they will be finished, and we hope in
a short time to report favourably of the experiment.

The Committee of the Assembly in their Report before alluded to, having under
consideration a Petition for the erection of a Light House on White Horse Island, in
the Bay of Fundy, " recommend that the Commissioners of thé Lights in the Bay of

Fundv should take the subject into consideration, and report for the information of
"the Government, how far it would be desirable to erect a Light House on the place
"named."

We are of opinion that a Light on the White Horse would not much benefit the
navigation. It would only be useful as a leading light into L'Tete passage from the
Bay of Fundy, and then only to Coasters, as no other vessels would use that passage
from choice, it being difficult navigation, having reefs and ledges in it, and a very rapid
tide runs both at flood and ebb. A Light would only be useful in clear weather, when
the Light at Head Harbour, only four miles off, would show the vessel ber position.
The White Horse being a remarkable white bald rock, and other striking marks in
the vicinity, persons acquainted (and no others should,) would have no difficulty in
running into and through the passage into Passamaquoddy Bay at such times as a
Light could be seen, quite as well without one. The passage generally used into the
Bay is by Head Harbour, at which point there is a Light. In fact, we think a Light
on the White Horse would be nearly, if not quite useless as a Light for the general
navigation of the Bay of Fundy. An additional Light for general purposes might be
useful on the Southern Wolf, or the northern head of Grand Manan, the latter in our

opinion
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opinion to be preferred ; of course to be marked in such a manner as would distin-
guish it from other Lights in the vicinitv.

GULF OF SAINT LAWRENCE.

The Commissioners of Lights herewith subnit their Account for the past year,

shewing the whole expenditure to have been £90 18 11, whicli with the balance due

last Audit of £57 5s. 6d., make3 the gross amount £148 4 5, leaving a balance now

due them of £48 4 5. The votchers for the expenditure accompany the Account.
The working of the Light on Escuminac during the past year, has been satisfactory.

Two of the Commissioners visited the Establishment in October last, and found the

Light House and apparatus in good order. They observed that the sea is making
rapid encroachrments on the shore outside of the Light House, and they fear that if

they continue to advance at the sane rate for a few vears, the foundat:an of the building
will be endangered. The importance of this Light as a protection to Shipping coming
within its range, has been manifest for manv vears in the rare occurrence of marine

disasters, where, before the Light was established, continued losses were occurriog.
Within the last few years, the North Cape of Prince Edward Island lias been the

scene of numerous accidents to Shipping, frequently attended vith the loss of life;
and the Commissioners are impressed with the belief that a Light on or near that

Cape, or a Bell Buoy placed in a suitable situation, would be the means of preventing
numerous accidents in future, and they would respectfully and earnestly urge this

mnatter on the attention of the Government.
The Commissioners also hope that the time is at hand when a Light will be estab-

lished on or near the north east point of Miscoe Island ; a locality where accidents to

Shipping are annually taking place, many of which would probably have been avoided,
had a Light been in operation in a conspicuous place.

We recommend that a grant of £100 be placed in the hands of the Commissioners,
to discharge the balance now due, and to provide for the expenses of the next season.

FISHERIES.

REPORT FR01 FIoR WARDENS XI TIE COiUNTY OF RI.OTTE.

Campo Bello, N. B., February 24, 1853.
Si,-We beg to lay before you the following short Report on the Fisheries in the

district under our control:-
As we consider Grand Manan the most important Station, both with regard to its

Deep Sea and In-shore Fisheries, we would strongly recommend that the Law passed
19th March 1827, and which has been renewed from time to time, and which Law
expired May 1852, be revived, with the alterations suggested by us last year, and
which were forwarded to the Hon. John H. Gray in due course.
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In consequeice of the expiring of the above mentioned Act, there were no Overseers
liad anv authoritv to act, and it left the Wardens virtually without power to enforce
some of the most necessary regulations for the protection oif the Fisheries.

We would beg to instance two of the most important evils, viz. the Gurrie Grounds,
and the regulation as to the size of Gates in Weirs. We took the matter in hand,
although we had no Law to guide us, and for the time being established Gurrie
Grounds and regulated the size of Gates in some Weirs, in consequence of hearing
that large bodies of Fish had died in them from the insufficiencv of the Gates to give
them egress. We were however inable to prosecute for want of a law.

The Southern Head Spawning Grounds have been well preserved this vear by the
praise worthy exertions of Captain Kynaston, of He'r Majesty's Ketch Nettly, and if
persevered in, will be of lasting benefit to the Herring Fisheries. Even this vear a
marked increase has been felt in the catch of Herring for smoking, a large and in'creas-
ing branch of the Fisheries. It is our belief tliat the large quantity of small Herring
on our Coast, and especially in Quoddv River, where they have been in large quantities
this season and up to this date, is mainlv attributable to the preserving of the Southern
Head Spawning Ground, and would strongly recommend that the Law be still kept in
force. That the Cutter, or whatever vesse] may be stationed for its preservation, be
allowed the use of a net to supply the inhabitants of the Head with bait, at the Cap-
tain's or the Warden's discretion.

We have also paid due attention to the River Fisheries in the district, and believe
if the present Law is kept in force, and parties rigorously prosecuted for the infraction
thereof, will be the means of restoring those ail but lost Fisheries.

We would cali your attention particularly to the evil of throwing slabs and edgings
into the streams, believing that the penalty for this infraction is quite inadequate.
Many places now in the Saint Croix River, where a vessel could formerly lay afloat
and take in cargo, is now dry at lQw water. We have conversed with many influential
persons on the American side of the River, who coincide in our views of the matter,
who say that the Fishery Committee who are all-powerful there, will coalesce with
us in any measure for the preservation of the Fisheries. Seeing that it will be for
their interest te carry out our views on the subject, as, apart from the Fishery question
altogether, if the throwing of slabs and edgings into the River is persisted in a few
years longer, will become a serious obstacle to the navigation, and we would strongly
recommend a heavy penalty, and that the Mill-owners and Lessees be the responsible
parties for the infraction. oi the Law.

We are happy to state that there are Fish-ways in ail the dams on the Saint Croix
River ; this has been accomplished with much trouble but little litigation.

There are no streams now, that we are aware of, that fish have been in the habit of
frequenting in any quantities, but what have Fish-ways in them.

This is now the second vear that we have fulfilled the duties of Fishwardens to the
best of our abilities, for which we have received no remuneration. We have spoken
to several of the Magistrates of this Cotinty on the subject of the moiety to be paid by
them, but up to this time have received no satisfaction, and we understand that it has
never yet been brought before the Sessions ; and we would request that you may take
measures to insure the payment of the sum named in the Act as a remuneration for
our services, as well as reimbursing us for expenses incurred in the execution of our
duties.

Perley, Esquire, Uer JMajesty's Emnigration OMeer, to the
Hon. John IR. Partelow, Provincial Seeretary.

GOVERNMENT EMIGRATION OFFICE,
Saint John, N. B., 1st February, 1853.

SI,-Referring to the Annual Report from this office to His Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor, dated 31st December last, a copy of which is annexed; and
adverting to the fact that the recent Railway Bills have received the Royal assent, I
have now the honor to bring under the notice of His Excellency in Council, the
following observations upon the necessity for establishing a sound and healthy stream
of emigration from Europe to this Province:-

1. The causes which have heretofore prevented the adoption of measures for pro-
moting emigration to New Brunswick, are now happily at an end. A contract has
been completed for the construction of Railways on a large scale, and the necessary
amount of capital has been secured. The Province is about to start upon a new
career of improvement and prosperity, based upon a comprehensive system of Rail-
ways, which will speedily develope its varied capabilities, and abundant resources, in
the most effective manner.

2. The area of New Brunswick is now stated at 17,677,360 acres. Of this quantity,
6,864,364 acres are already granted or located, and 10,812,996 acres remain at the
disposal of the Government. After making a large allowance for water, waste, and
lands of an inferior quality, there will remain at least 7,500,000 acres of good land,
belonging to the Crown, in every wav fit for settlement and cultivation.

3. By the census of 1851 it appears that the population of New Brunswick is only
193,800 souls, being a little more than one soul to each hundred acres of land. By
the same census, the quantity of cleared land is stated to be only 643,954 acres, equal
to one twenty seventh part of the whole area of the Province. The remaining twenty
six twenty seventh parts, amounting to more than seventeen millions of acres, are
still in a state of unbroken wilderness.

4. With a population so small, and such an immense extent of forest land, it is
quite clear that a large immigration is, at the present moment, that which the Pro-
vince most greatly needs. The Railways, when constructed, will not be profitable
unless there is a great increase of population, seulement, and cultivation ; without
such increase, the Province will be called upon to provide, in some way, the means
of meeting its Railway engagements. With a dense population, and more extended
cultivation throughout the country, the Railways will become profitable of thermselves,
from the amount of local traffic ; the revenues of the Province will, at the same time,
be enormouslv increased, and being relieved fron all Railway liabilities, New Bruns-
wick will advance, with huge strides, in wealth and prosperity.

5. Besides the pressing necessity which exists for promoting the settlement of the
country, there is a still more urgent demand for labour, without which the ordinary
business of the Province cannot be advantageously prosecuted. The question then
arises, From whence is the requisite amount of labour to be procured P

6. The neighbouring Colonies of Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island, already
furnish to this Province all the unemployed labour they can possibly spare; and no
additional supply can be expected from either of those Colonies, more especially
if the construction of Railways is shortly commenced in Nova Scotia, as may
reasonably be anticipated.

7. Mr. Buchanan, the Chief Superintendent of Emigration in Canada, states to me,
under date of 26th November last, that labour bas been scarce in Canada all the past
season, at wages from four shillings to one dollar per day ; and, that the Contractors
on the Canadian Railways anticipate difficulty in procuring the necessary number of
men for increased operations next Spring. In Mr. Buchanan's opinion, the wages of

unskilled labour in Canada will not be less than one dollar per day next season ; and
he adds, that from four ta five thousand men will be required for the Quebec and
Richmond Railway alone.

S. In answer to inquiries which I bave caused ta be made at Boston and New
York, I am advised, that there is a large floating population in each of those cities,
consisting chiefly of unskilled labourers; but that there would be littie hope of pro-
curing any large supply of labour fron thence, unless by the offer of extraordinary
wages. At present, the ordinary rate of wages in the United States, for unskilled
labour, is one dollar per day ; and there must be an advance on that rate, to induce
labourers to corne from thence to New Brunswick. The Contractors for Railwavs in
Illinois offer one dollar aid a quarter per day, for ten thousand labourers, to be
employed in that State for the next three years ; and that offer has enhanced the rate
of wages, for all kinds of labour, in the Western States.

9. The Secretarv to the Coloniel Land and Emigration Commissioners, states to
me, in his letter, dated 25th November last, " that the circumstances of the present
" time, appear to the Commissioners to be not favourable ta any considerable emigra-

tion to New Brunswick. The countries to which the principal streams of emigrants
"are now directed, are the United States and Australia. The emigration to the

United States, consists, principally, of those whose friends are aiready settled there,
"and it is carried on, as the Commissioners believe, almost entirelv from funds sent

home by those friends. The emigration to Australia, exclusive of that conducted
by the Board, consists mainly of persons having some small means of their own, and
intending to resort to the gold-fields. The Commissioners apprehend, that it would
scarcely be possible to direct any of these emigrants to New Brunswick; but it
might, probably, be possible, if great and permanent advantages were held out by
that Colonv, to induce a portion of those emigrants who leave this country without
any peculiar attraction to one locality, to adopt New Brunswick as their home."
10. Some suggestions as to the best means of procuring emigration to this Province,

have been made by me, in a letter addressed to H. M. Attorney General, dated the
6th October last, a copy of which is annexed. The inducements which might be
held out to persons intending to emigrate,-bv increased facilities for obtaining good
land, at a cheap rate, in this healthy climate,-and otherwise,-are fit matters for the
serious consideration of His Excellency in Council.

11. If it is now left to chance to introduce into New Brunswick any sort of persons
that accidental circumstances may cast upon its shores, howeverunfit or objectionable,
very serious evils may be infiicted upon the country. The character of its whole
population, may, in a few years, be affected, in a manner that will retard its advance-
ment, by preventing the settlement of the most desirable class of emigrants. It
becomes, therefore, a matter of duty, at the very outset, to give such a direction to
the course of emigration, as will ensure, hereafter, a regular and constant supply of
the best description of labourers, mechanics, and settiers. To secure these, it is only
necessary to begin aright ; and then, on the principle that " emigration begets
emigration," it may be fairly expected, that the strearn will continue to flow from the
prop.er quarter.

12. I am induced to bring this subject formally under the consideration of His
Excellency in Council, from a deep sense of its vital importance to the best interests
of the Province. The future character of its population will greatly depend-on the
steps that may now be taken, with reference to the introduction of labourers and
settlers-or the omission to take any steps whatever. The character and ,qualifica-
tions of the large body of persons who must shortly corne into this country, will settle
its destiny, by influencing its moral, social, and political condition, for ail time hereafter.
I therefore, respectfully urge upon the Government, the adoption of vigorous measures
for procuring, the present season, a large emigration of fit and proper persans to
become the future inhabitants of New Brunswick-of those who by their industry,
econorny, frugality, and good moral character, may raise the Province to the greatest
degree of prosperity, and its people ta the highest standard of excellence.

Report froma M. U. Perley. Esquire, ler Majesty's Emalgration Qlleer, to
Mis Exceleucy the Lieutenant Govermor.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and Conmander
in Chief of the Province of New Brunswcick, *c. 4c. 4c.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,

Herewith I have the honor to submit the Annual Abstract of Immigration to this
Province for the vear 1852:

1. This Return shows that the whole number of Immigrants that landed in New
Brunswick during the vear was 2,165, being adecrease on the year 1851, of 1,305 souls.

2. Among the passengers that arrived in the early part of the season, there were
rnany cases of snall pox; but owing to the very comfortable arrangements now
existing at Partridge Island for a moderate number of Immigrants, and the kindness
and skill of Dr. Harding, the deaths on the voyage, and in quarantine, arnounted to
less than one fifth of one per cent on the numbers embarked.

3. During the past season there has been no prosecution under the "Passengers
Act." The rights of passengers are now better understood than formerly ; and the
wise and salutary provisions of the Imperial Passengers Acts, have operated greatly
to their advantage. The provisions of the Consolidated Act, which carne into force
on the 1st day of October last, appear well calculated to add to the comfort and
welfare of passengers to North America.

4. Fully two thirds of the Immigrants of the past season proceeded to the United
States, immediately after their arrival here. In fact, most of these had paid their
passage money through to Boston before leaving the Uoited Kingdon, and came by
the Port of Saint John merely to avail themselves of a cheap passage in the timber
ships which arrive here in ballast. About nine tenths of the Immigrants of the season
were Irish; the residue were English, Scotch, and some Gernan fanilies, on their
way from Liverpool to the United States.

5. The past year bas been one of unusual prosperity in New Brunswick. The
prices of the staple exports of the country (timber and deals,) have been well main-
tained throughout the year ; and there bas beern much activity in every branch of the
Wood Trade. The Saw Mills of the Province, driven either by stearn or water power,
amount to five hundred and eighty four. Ail these have been fully and profitably
employed, and new Mills are being erected in different parts of the Province. The
demand for Shipping, consequent upon the increase of trade to California and Aus-
tralia, and the high character attained by the New Brunswick built ships, from the
superiority of their model, workmanship, and materials, have conjointly given a great
impulse to ship-building,-a profitable employment for the industry of the people.
The labours of the husbandman have been blessed with an abundant harvest; and
the only drawback to the general advancement of the Province, has arisen from the
scarcity and high price of labour, which bas been felt in a greater or less degree by
every branch of business, and in every department of industry.

6. The scarcity of Farm Labourers and Domestic Servants, now arnounts to a
serious inconvenience. With the view of affording some relief to those in want of
Servants, I made application in the early part of the year for one hundred Male and
one hundred Female Children, of the ages of twelve to sixteen years, froi the Poor
Law Unions of England. In November, an intimation was received from the Colo-
nial Land and Emigration Commissioners, that the Poor Law Board would furnish
the required numbers from the London and North Surrey District Schools, on proper
arrangements being made for their disposai and welfare, after their arrival here. A
notice was thereupon issued from this Office, requesting persons in want of Domestic
Servants to apply in writing, stating the numbers, age, and sex, of the children
required, and the nature of the employment for which they were needed. In conse-
quence of this notice, I have received applications from every County in the Province;
and a detailed statement of these is herewith submitted, shewing the names of the
applicants, their residence, the number and ages of the children applied for, and the
nature of the service for which they are severally required. The applications are
thus summed-up:-

In all, two hundred and forty nine Boys, and one hundred and seventy six Girls;
equal to four hundred and twenty five souls.

7. The number of applications, especially for Boys, being so much larger than
anticipated, renders it necessary to make a further requisition upon the Poor Law
Board; and I have to beg Your Excellency's aid and influence, in order to procure a
sufficient number of Children to meet all the applications.

8. Subsequent to arrangements being made with Messrs. Jackson, Peto, Betts, and
Brassey, for the construction of Railways on an extensive scale in this Province, I
issued a Circular Letter to the several gentlemen who act as Emigration Officers at
the Out-ports, requesting them to inform me if any and what demand existed in their
several Districts, for Labourers and Mechanics, or for Male and Female Servants ; as
also, whether an additional supplv of labour, of any particular description, would be
required next Spring, in the event of Railways being commenced as extensively as
proposed.

9. In answer to this Circular, Mr. Hanington, Deputy Treasurer at Shediac, states
that at present there is a sufficient supply of labour in that District for lumbering and
agricultural operations ; but that some anxiety exists among the parties engaged in
these operations, lest labour should be scarce and high priced in early Spring. Mr.
Hanîngton believes that many persons will be attracted at that season from Prince
Edward Island, Nova Scotia, and the United States, by the demand for labour conse-
quent on the commencement of Railways ; but fears are entertained that, after
midsummer, there will be a scarcity of labour at a fair price. He is unable to offer
any estimate of the number of labourers that may be required next Spring, for the
business of the country, as that will greatlv depend on the number of workmen brought
from the United Kingdom by the Railway Contractors, at the commencement of their
operations.

10. Mr. Weldon, Deputy Treasurer at Richibucto, states that during the past
season, there has been a scarcitv of labour at that place, for the ordinary business of
the Port. The Farmers in that District compla--i of the want of Farm Servants,
while Female Servants are also very scarce. Mr. Weldon adds, that there are now
upwards of three thousand tons of Shipping on the stocks in the harbour of Richi-
bucto, to be launched at the opening of navigation next season ; and that a great deal
of business is being done in the forest the present winter. He is therefore of opinion,
that there will be a greater demand for labourers in that District next season, than in
any previous one.

11. Mr. Peters, Deputy Treasurer at Miramichi, in reply to my Circular, forwards
letters from Messrs. Gilmoir, Rankin & Co., and from the Secretaries of two of the
Agricultural Societies in the County of Northumberland, to whom he had applied for
information.

12. Messrs. Gilmour, Rankin & Co. state, that they consider the present supply of
labour at Miramichi equal to the demand, at better rates of wages, however, than have

been
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been paid for the last ten vears. In the Spring, there will be an increased denand
for labour, as men will then be wanted for some new Saw Mills now in course of
erection. If this want is not supplied, there will be an advance of wages in order to
induce some of the Agricultural population to turn their attention to the manufacture
and export of lumber. It appears to Messrs. Gilmour, Rankin & Co. that the opening
of a new field for labour, even at a less rate of wages than is now paid, and the love
of change and adventure, will draw off a large number of those now engaged in lum-
bering, agriculture, and the fisheries, from Miramichi, as well as other sections of the
Province, unless some plan be devised to counteract the drain that will undoubtedly
follow the commencement of " the Great Work." Messrs. G. R. & Co. think that this
can be accomplished by the encouragement of immigration by the Government to
supply the extra demand. Unless the Railway Contractors bring into the country a
sufficient number of labourers to carry on their works, " a rush" will otherwise ensue,
to the great inconvenience, loss and interruption of ail other branches of business, in
Miramichi and elsewhere.

13. Mr. Caie, Secretary of the Northumberland County Agricultural Society, states,
that owing to the serious depression in the business of that County, which took place
a few years ago, a large number of Mechanics and Operatives were compelled to
leave it, and seek employment elsewhere; but, that during the past season, a great
revival took place in every description of business prosecuted at Miramichi. In Saw
Mills, Ship Yards, and Lumbering, operations have been renewed with increased
vigour, owing to which, the scarcity of Mechanics and Operatives was severely felt
during the whole season. Three new Saw Mills, and the like number of new Ship
Yards, will shortly be in operation, and will increase the demand for labour. It
appears to Mr. Caie, that a large number of respectable Mechanics and industrious
Labourers will find ready employment at Miramichi in the Spring. He further states,
that, owing to the high price and scarcity of labour last season, the Farmers of Nor-
thumberland were compelled to do as they best could, without employing Farm
Servants at all. This, says Mr. Caie, taken in conjunction with the fact, that in no
County is such rapid progress being made as in Northumberland, proves distinctly
that a greater number of Farm Servants, of the better class, will be required. He
adds, that Female Servants have been scarce for several years past in Northumber-
land, and a considerable number of young women, of good character, would find ready
and remunerative employment in that County.

14. Mr. J. L. Price, Secretary of the Ludlow Agricultural Society, states, that the
supply of labour in that district, is barely equal to the demand, although a considerable
addition bas recently been made to the labouring population by the introduction of
workmen from Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island. The entire adult population
is actively and usefully employed ; and the unremitting exertions of all will be required
throughout the present winter, and the coming summer, to carry on the ordinary
business of the country. It is, therefore, obvious, says Mr. Price, that a supply of
labourers from abroad, equal to the numbers which will be needed on the contem-
plated Railways, should be encouraged to enter the Province next spring, either to be
employed on those Railways, or else to supply the places of that portion of the present
population who may be induced to leave their ordinary avocations in order to engage
on those works. To rely upon the present limited supply of workmen for any cou-
siderable aid in Railway construction, would enormously increase the price of labour,
already too high, and prostrate the ordinary branches of business, the maintenance of
which is so essential to the prosperity of the Province.

15. Mr. Read, Deputy Treasurer at Bathurst, states, that the present supply of
labour in that district, is scarcely adequate to the various requirements for prosecuting
the ordinary business of the country; and he bas no doubt, that if Railways are coin-
menced next spring, as extensively as proposed, labour will be exceedingly scarce and
dear. No emigrants have arrived at Bathurst for several years, while numbers of the
young and able bodied population have left for Canada and the United States. Mr.
Read trusts that the introduction of Railways will change this state of things; and he
considers it absolutely recessary that all fair means and encouragement should be
resorted to, in order to induce nàale and female emigrants to come to that district nexT
spring. Mechanics, he says, are not so much needed as ordinary labourers ; and Mr.
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Read concludes by stating that the agricultural capabilities of the County of Glou-
cester, combined with its Bay fisheries, present inducements to an industrious class

of emigrants, not to be surpassed by any other part of the Province.

16. Mr. Stewart, Deputy Treasurer at Dalhousie, states, that on the Restigouche

there is a greater scarcity of labourers than usual. The high rates of wages given the

past year to lumbermen on the Riyer Saint John, drew nearly all the transient popu-
lation in that direction; and the places of these men in the lumber camps have been

filled by the farmers' sons, greatly to the annoyance of their parents, in many instances.

Farm Servants, of both sexes, have always been difficulit to procure, and in fact good
ones are not to be had in the County of Restigouche. As for Mechanics, the County
is wretchedly supplied in every department. Mr. Stewart hazards the opinion that,
in the event of Railways being commenced as extensively as proposed, there will

scarcely be an unmarried man left in the County next year, as cash payments will

draw them all to the Railways.
17. Mr. Jones, Assistant Emigration Officer at Saint Andrews, states, that a very

serious want of labour is now experienced in that district, which if not supplied next

spring, will greatly impede the business of the country. All kinds of labour are

required in Charlotte County, skilled and unskilled, Male and Female Servants and

Mechanics. The contractors for the Saint Andrews and Quebec Railway state to Mr.

Jones, that it is their intention to have about one thousand men at work next spring.

They have made arrangements to bring out from Great Britain about six hundred

Labourers and Mechanics, and they will undertake to employ three hundred labourers

from any number that may be induced to emigrate by the Province. Mr. Jones adds,
that in addition to the nuribers required for the Saint Andrews and Quebec Railway,
about three hundred labourers would find immediate employment in Charlotte County
at good wages.

18. Frorm this City along the whole valley of the Saint John to Madawaska and the

St. Francis, a distance of three hundred miles, there is a scarcity of labour in nearly

every branch of business. The increased demand which is sure to arise next spring,
from the preseot prosperous state of the Province, (of the continuance of which there

seens no reasonable doubt,) would press severely upon all classes, quite independent

of the enormously increased amount of labour that will be required for Railway con-
struction. The impetus which will be given by the Railways to new branches of

industry, will call for still more labourers and workmen; and the necessity for large

supplies of labour of all kinds is therefore clearly apparent.
19. I beg most respectfully to draw the attention of Your Excellencv and Council

to the consideration of the most advisable mode of procuring from Europe. the large

supply of labour this Province will absolutely need next year, as well for the ordinary

business of the country, as for the construction of Railways and the accompanying

works and buildings,-a subject of pressing importance at the present time.

20. In reply to my inquiry, " Whether, by taking proper means, and using due

"exertion, a large and healthy emigration could be directed from the United Kingdom

to New Brunswick." the Colonial Land and Emigration Commissioners state, that
it would scarcely be possible to divert any of the Enigrants now about proceeding to

the United States and the Australian gold-fields; but it might probably be possible,

if great and permanent advantages were held out by this Province, to induce a portion

of those Emigrants who leave the Mother Country without any particular attraction to

one localitv, to adopt New Brunswick as their home. The Commissioners state

further, that they cannot take any step in this matter, except upon the authority of

Your Excellency, sanctioned by the Secretary of State ; and they add, that if Your

Excellency wishes any steps adopted, it would be necessary to send to Hcr Majesty's

Governmnent a statement of the advantages which this Province offers, to be pub-
lished on Your Excellency's authority and responsibility.

21. It remains for me again to bring under Your Excellency's notice, the difficul-

ties attending the existing mode of acquiring Crown Lands in this Province, which, I

feel assured, deter many persons from purchasing and becoming settlers. I beg most

respectfully, to refer to the mode pointed out in my Report of 31st December 1851,
of obviating these difficulties, and greatly simplifying the manner of purchasing vacant

lands, as well as diminishing the number of public accounts.
22.
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22. The survey of all vacant lands in those Counties through which the Railwavs
are expected to pass, now becomes a work of necessity. The demand likelv to arise
for such lands, and their increased value, from contiguity to the Railways, are good
reasons for having some of the eligible vacant lands of the Province so laid out, as to
be at once available to any respectable body of settlers who may be attracted to New
Brunswick, from the many advantages it will shortly present for the employment of
labour and the profitable investment of capital.

Governmenz Enigration OjEce, St. John, N. B., 31st December, 1832.

Extractfrom Report of December 3 1, 1851, to which reference is above made.

"The system of selling Crown Lands in this Province is such as effectually to deter
persons, recently arrived in the country, from becoming purchasers. Lord' Stanley,
when Colonial Minister, recommended to the Legislature of Newfoundland to insert
a clause in their Land Bill, declaring that if lands should be once, or oftener than
once, exposed to auction and not sold, the Lieutenant Governor might be afterwards
at liberty to disposè of them without competition, at the last upset price at which they
had been offered. An enactment of this nature, Lord Stanley said, had been found
useful in other Colonies, in order to prevent the delay of which parties complained,
when they had, in all cases, to wait for periodical and public sales."

" If a diagram of one or more settlements had been lodged at this office during the
past season, with authority to sell any vacant lot, once offered at auction, and not then
sold, I feel assured that a very considerable quantity of land could have been disposed
of, to persons who would soon have become actual settlers. The staple business of
the Province having been good during the current year, and the crops abundant, the
rates of wages generally were high. The labouring classes saved much money, which
they would willingly have invested in land, in order to make for themselves a per-
manent home."

" If arrangements could be made for carrying out this mode of selling vacant lands
during another season, it might be tried at first at St. John, St. Andrews, Fredericton,
Miramichi, and Woodstock. The purchaser should in all cases deposit the purchase
money in a Bank, or Branch Bank, to the credit of the Receiver General; the deposit
receipt to be- forwarded by the Local Agent to the Crown Land Departnent, when
the grant would issue. This mode would obviate the necessity of taking security from
the Agents employed, and. greatly simplify the accounts."

" In the event of Railways being commenced in this Province, there would imme-
diately spring up a demand for vacant land ; and the necessity for a convenient and
speedy mode of selling such land to persons desirous of commencing the process of
clearing and improvement without delav, would be quickly felt. But under any
circumstances, the acquisition of land by persons able and willing to purchase for
immediate setulement, should be rendered as easy and simple as possible."

My DEAR SIR,-I beg to draw vour attention to certain matters in relation to the
Emigration Department, which are likely to require vigorous action very soon, in
connection with the proposed Railway undertakings in this Province.

I. At present there is a very great scarcity, both in Town and Country, ofordinary
Labourers, Farm Servants, and Male and Female Domestics. The inadequate supply
of House Servants has already become a serious inconvenience throughout New
Brunswick.



2. It is quite clear, that under any circumstances, a large supplv of Labourers and
Servants will be needed in New Brunswick next year; but if Railways should be
commenced on the scale proposed, unusual exertions will be reqnired to procure an
adequate supplv of all kinds of labour, as well skilled as unskilled ; otherwise, everv
interest in the Province will suffer materially.

3. It has been stated to me by Mr. Beatty, C. E., that Mr. Jackson and his
associates will require to send out, at the earliest moment, next spring, about one
thousand trained Railway Labourers; and that two thousand more of the same class,
wili probably be required from the Uniied Kingdom, during the seasons of 1853 and
1854, as the Railways progress. These men will be selected with special reference
to their working qualities, and ability to teach others. They and their families will
amount to at least 15,000 souls.

4. Mr. Jackson stated to me his desire of issuing, in England, immediately on the
ratification of the Contract by the Legislature, such prospectuses, pamphlets, tracts,
statistical statements, and other publications, as would draw public attention in England
and Scotland to this'Province, and the steady and profitable employment it will oâffer
hereafter for all descriptions of labour.

5. I beg to suggest that the Provincial Government should aid Mr. Jackson, in a
matter of such great importance to every interest in New Brunswick; and also take
measures for making known the advantages of this Province as an Emigration field
for the better class of Emigrants, possessing education, means. and skill.

6. I propose that a large number of Professor Johnston's Reports should be
distributed in the rural districts of England and Scotland ; that a tract, to be called
" The Hand Book of New Brunswick," should be carefully prepared, and distributed
gratuitously throughout the United Kingdom; that a larger work on the Province,
with a map, should be publisbed and sold at the cheapest possible price at all the
booksellers.

7. I propose, that the Colonial Land and Emigration Commissioners should be asked
to permit one of their Clerks to attend, specially, to persons desirous of obtaining
information about New Brunswick; or if that cannot be effected, that a competent
person should be employed in London, to answer inquiries made by letter, and give
information and advice to those who apply personally, with respect to the Agricultural
capabilities of the Province,-its Forests, Mines, and Fisheries,-the extent of public
works,-the price of Crown Lands,-and other useful particulars.

8. I have reason to believe that there are, in various parts of England and Scotland,
many of the humbler class of farmers, with large families, and means varying from
£500 to £2000 each, who would emigrate in parties of thirty or fifty families, if they
could see an Agent from this Province, and be assured personally of the correctness
of any statements which might be made respecting it. From such au Agent they
could at once obtain minute information as to the Country, its Soil and Climate, the
Manners and Customs, and Modes of Life of its Inhabitants, its Local Laws, Land
Titles, and Law of Inheritance, as well as the best manner of Emigrating, and the
proper season.

9. In the Towns and Cities of Great Britain also, there are manv Tradesmen,
Artizans, and Mechanics, of the better sort, whose attention might be dii.ected to New
Brunswick by such an Agent. Public Meetings of these might be called, to hear
Addresses or Lectures on this Province, or "Group Meetings" might be held, in the
manner nowv so successfully practised with reference to Australian Emigration.

10. I propose that arrangements be entered into with the Poor Law Commissioners
for England, for the Emigration to this Province of several hundreds of the Boys and
Girls, now in the Unions, from twelve to sixteen years of age, as these would be a
very desirable class for Domestic Servants. These Children should be selected by
the Agent, and the arrangements for their departure be made by him, in connection
with arrangements here, for their proper reception and disposition on arrivai.

11. Many thousands of respectable German Emigrants possessing means, have
this year landed in Canada, to become settlets there. This Emigration has been
induced by a Montreal firm having an Agency at Bremen, at which place they publish
a paper in the German language, devoted exclusively to Canada, and the advantages
it offers to settlers. The free circulation of this paper throughout Germany, led to

the
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the sailing, last spring, of twenty one ships from Bremen, filled with Emigrants, to be
landed at Montreal.

12. Large parties of Norwegians have this year landed in the United States, many
of whom have located themselves in Northern Pennsylvania, acting under the advice
and direction of their talented countryman, Ole Bull. They are considered by the
Americans a very desirable class of settlers; and it bas been intimated to me by a
Prussian firm, connected with the timber trade, that Norwegians would be most useful
persons in New Brunswick, from their frugal and industrious habits, their ability to
bear extreme cold, and thorough knowledge of wood-craft, lumbering, and stream-
driving.

13. I propose, that if a sufficient number of the proper description of Emigrants
cannot be obtained from the United Kingdom, that measures be adopted to procure
German and Norwegian Emigrants.

14. The Emigration Officers at the varions ports in the United Kingdom whence
Emigrants depart, should be furnisbed with Maps of this Province, and Slips or
Tracts, for distribution, stating the prices of Land and Labour, the cost and mode of
reaching this Colony, with such other information as Emigrants usually require.

15. The Legislature, at the coming Session, if it affirms the Railway Contract,
should be asked to place a sum at the disposal of the Executive, to carry out any or
all of the foregoing suggestions, and enable the Lieutenant Governor and Council to
take such other steps, both here and in Great Britain, as will promote a sound and
valuable Enigration to this Province, and secure an adequate supply of Labour of
every description, both which will tend most materially to enhance the value of Public
Lands, and promote their seulement.

16. As Mr. Jackson and his Assaciates will be greatly benefited by every measure
that will tend to keep down the price of labour in this Province, they may fairly be
asked to contribute toward the expenses incurred for that object; and they should
be requested to lend their influence, and to co-operate in perfecting and carrying out
wholesotne schemes of Emigration.

17. I propose that the Tax on Emigrants be reduced to two shillings and six pence
currency, per head; a sum, I believe, sufficient to meet all the expenses of a sound
and healthy Emigration on a large scale.

I make these suggestions noio, that you may have an opportunity of conferring with
your Colleagues, and considering then before the meeting of the Legislature, when,
if it be deemed expedient, they may be drawn up more formally, and the varions
matters of detail properly arranged.

1. Petition of David S. Kerr to His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund Walker Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and Com-

mander in Chief of the Province of New Brunswick, 4c. 4c. 4c.
The Petition of David S. Kerr, of Fredericton, Barrister,

HUDBLY SHEWETH-

That a Bill was lately passed by the House of Assembly, and sent to the Legislative
Council for concurrence, giving certain rights to Lessees of Mines in the lands of the
owners of the soil; and your Petitioner, having been Attorney and Counsel for M'Mahon
in the case of M'Mahon and Berton, by the instruction of M'Mahon alone, petitioned
the Legislative Council to be heard at their Bar against the passing of the Bill. A
counter Petition being afterwards presented, on behalf of Mr. Allison, to be heard in
support of the Bill, the Legislative Council ordered, that they would hear the respec-
tive parties by their Counsel on Saturday the 20th instant. Your Petitioner, on behalf
of M'Mahon only, and not for Gesner or Milner, was heard on that day. Mr. Allen,
for Allison and associates, was allowed to address them, the Council, on a subsequent
day, and to which Address the Legisiative Council would permit no reply, and the Bill
wvas finally rejected by the Legislative Council. And your Petitioner further sheweth
to Your Excellency, that a Bill drawn, as your Petitioner is informed and believes, by
the paid Counsel, and brought in at the instance of Messrs. Allison, Cairns, and asso-
ciates, (two of whom have attended the Legislature concerning the Albert Mines
nearly the whole Session,) entitled "A Bill to incorporate the Albert Mining Company,"
was introduced into the House of Assembly by Mr. Hanington, the mover, as appears
by the Journals, on the 20th March instant, the very day appointed for the hearing of
the parties before the Legislative Council; and the same was hurried through the
louse of Assembly, and brought up by Mr. Hanington, the mover, to the Legislative

Council



Council for concurrence on the 24th instant, was read, and finally passed the Legisla-
tive Council yesterday by a majority of one, in consequence of one of the Councillors
then present, who had voted against the Bill on which Counsel was heard, declining
to vote ; and although those who opposed the Bill proposed that a section conformably
to the Royal Instructions should be inserted in the Bill, the same was refused by the
majority. That the annexed paper, marked A, is a true copy of the eighth and eleventh
sections of the said Bill, and that the said Gesner and Milner are the lessees of the
soil of four acres within the square mile designated in the eleventh section, and upon
which, being the private property of the said Gesner and Milner, the said Allison,
Cairns, and others, design by the said sections to enter, and about which, as well as
the validity of the Duffy lease, several actions are now pending, and to be tried by
Gesner and Milner against Allison and Cairns, in the County of Albert next July, and
would have been tried last July, but were put off at the instance of the parties who
now seek to have the said sections passed into a law. That your Petitioner is informed
and believes, that neither Gesner, Milner, nor any of the parties connected with them,
had the slightest notice or intimation of the above Bill, nor any idea that any such was
to be applied for; that no such Bill was ever read at the Sessions of the County where
such land lies, or otherwise, as is usuai in such cases, nor any previous notice given
to the parties personally, through the Legislature, or the public Journals. That
Abraham Gesner, the party chiefly interested, dwells in another country, namely, in
Halifax, Nova Scotia, and Milner resides upwards of two hundred miles from Frederic-
ton, and no one appears to have been employed here to act on their behalf as regards
the said Mining Bill ; and the above sections being so foreign to what the title to the
Bill imports, and the said title being so calculated to mislead and deceive that no one
at a distance could be aware of what was doing, all the parties interested in opposing
were consequently in ignorance, and the whole proceedings taken behind their backs
on exparte statements and misrepresentations, without the slightest opportunity of a
hearing by the parties interested in opposing it before the Legislature, or of defending
themselves against so great an aggression upon their private rights. That the said
Milner and othere, parties interested, have this day instructed your Petitioner, by
telegraph, to petition Your Excellency on their behalf, and state the above facts, and
submit to Your Excellency, why such an outrage on British legislation should not be
committed upon them, and to pray that Your Excellency will not give your assent to
such Bill. That vour Petitioner, as Counsel for the parties above named, humbly
submits to Your Excellency, that such Bill is unconstitutional in its principle in taking
away the private property of one man and giving it to another who has never pur-
chased or paid for it. That the form of the Bill is contrary to the provisions of the
Royal Instructions requiring that different matters shall not be provided for in one
and the same Act, aud that no clause foreign to what the title of the Bill imports, shall
be introduced ; and that no law respecting private property be passed without a sus-
pending clause, and without proof of notice to the parties affected, of which none can
be given in this case; and that the said Bill is one of an unusual and extraordinary
nature and importance, wherein many thousands of Gesner's and Milner's property
are involved, and must be prejudiced if such Bill is allowed to have operation; and
also the said sections go to give legislative confirmation to a lease which the Plaintiffs
in the actions pending contend is void from the beginning.

Your Petitioner therefore humbly prays that Your Excellency will be pleased to
withhold your assent to such Bill under the circumstances above stated, or in the event
of Your Excellency assenting to such Bill, that Your Excellency may be pleased to
forward the Memorial of the parties affected, to the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty,
that their complaint may be laid at the Foot of the Throne. And your Petitioner, as
in duty bound, will ever pray.

Section 8. If at anv Lime it shall be deemed necessary by the said Corporation, their
agents or servants, to enter upon the estate, lands or grounds, being the private
property of any person or persons, for the purpose of carrying on their mining opera-
tions, they shall allow to the owners of such lands such reasonable compensation by
way of rent or otherwise, as may be agreed upon for the damages such owner may
sustain by reason thereof; and if the said Corporation shall not be able to agree with
such owner or owners of the soil as to the amount to be paid to the said owner or
owners for the damages he or they may sustain in consequence of such mining opera-.
tions being carried on upon his or their land, then such compensation and satisfaction
shall be determined by three disinterested arbitrators, one to be chosen by the said Cor-
Corporation, one by the owner or owners, occupier or occupiers of the private property
in question, which two arbitrators so chosen shall choose a third arbitrator; and in case
of their not agreeing in such choice within ten days after their appointment, then and
in such case it shall and may be lawful for the Lieutenant Governor or Administrator
of the Government for the time being, upon the application of the said Corporation, to
appoint the third arbitrator; and the award of the said arbitrators, or any two of them,
shall be final and conclusive in the matters referred to them ; and in case any of the
owners or occupiers of such private property shall decline making any such agreement,
or appointing such arbitrator, then and in every such case the said Corporation shall
make application to the Supreme Court, or any Judge thereof, stating the grounds of
such application, to issue a Writ or Warrant in such form as the said Court or Judge
may prescribe, to the Sheriff of the County of Aibert; or in case he is interested, then
to one of the Coroners of the said County; and in case the Sheriff and Cororers are
all interested, then to some person or persons, commanding such Sheriff, Coroner,
person or persons, as the case may be, to summon and empanel a jury of five free-
holders within the said County who may be altogether disinterested, and do not reside
within ten miles of the land in question ; which jury upon their oaths, (all which oaths,
as vell as the oaths to be taken by any person or persons who shall be called to give
evidence in the matter, the Sheriff, Coroner, or person or persons summoning such
jury, is hereby empowered to administer,) shall inquire, ascertain and assess the dis-
tinct sum or sums of money or annual rent to be paid as the amount of compensation
and satisfaction for the damages tliat may and shall be sustained by such owner or
owners, occupier or occupiers of such private property as aforesaid; and the inquisition,
award or verdict of such jury shall be returned and filed in the Office of the Clerk of
the Pleas of the said Supreme Court, shall be final and conclusive between the parties;
which amount so assessed as aforesaid, and the costs and expenses of such proceedings
to be taxed and allowed by the said Supreme Court, shail be borne by the said Cor-
poration, and shall be paid within thirty days after the said inquisition, award or verdict
shail be filed as aforesaid; and until such payment shall be made, the said Corporation
shall not be entitled to enter upon the said land; and in case an annual rent shall be
awarded, unless such rent is paid within thirty days after it falls due, the power to
enter under the said award shah be deemed to be annulled and discontinued.

11. Notwithstanding the provisions of the eighth section of this Act, the power and
authority and provisions contained in the said section to enable the said Corporation
to enter upon private property, shall only be deemed and taken to extend to the tract
of wilderness land, of one mile square, comprised in the lease or licence from the
Crown made under the Great Seal of the Province to Peter Duffy and John Duffy,
bearing date the eleventh day of January one thousand eight hundred and fifty, and
registered in the office of the Secretary and Registrar of this Province on the twelfth
day of January one tbousand eight hundred and fifty.

You will not understand this letter as intimating, in any way, what the course ta be
pursued by the Lieutenant Governor would be, in the event of the Bill being submitted
for his assent in its present shape.

3. Memorial of Abraham Gesner and others, to Her Xost Gracious Majesty.

TO THE QUEEN'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.

The Humble Memorial of Abraham Gesner. John Steves, Dawson Steves, James Steves, Robert M.
Steves, and Christopher Milner, Your Majesty's liege subjects of the Province of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,
. The undersigned,Your Majesty's dutiful and ]oving subjects, beg leave to approach

Your Majesty with feelings of attachment for your person, and with that confidence in
Your Majesty's guardianship of their rights- which-is not more the pride of British
subjects than the ornament of the British Crown.

2. A Bill, intituled ' A Bill to incorporate the Albert Mining Company," having
been lately passed by the House of Assembly of this Province, and after an amendment
thereof in the Legislative Council, by adding the eleventh section, passed them also
without the slightest previous notice to any of your memorialists; two of them,
namely, Abraham Gesner and Christopher Milner, learning by Telegraph that such
Bill had passed the two Houses, petitioned His Excellency Sir Edmund Walker Head,
Baronet, Your Majesty's Representative in this Province, praying that, for reasons
set forth in the Petition, His Excellency would not assent to the Bill; and your
memorialists, John Steves, James Steves, Dawson Steves, and Robert M. Steves,
being interested as lessors in the four acres of land leased ta Abraham Gesner and
Christopher Milner, as referred to in that Petition, now beg leave to avail ourselves,
and te unite in humbly submitting a true copy thereof for Your Majesty's most
gracious consideration, (marked A.)

3. That while the Bill in question was under discussion in Council, a protest
against its enactment was entered by three members. (See Council Journal for 1852,
page 184.) The facts stated in the protest were not denied, but rather demurred to by
those who passed the Bill; and the day after the presenting to His Excellency of the
Petition, the Bill being again before the House for concurrence in the eleventh section,
that body added as an amendment to the amendment the twelfth section, viz., that the
operation of the Act be suspended tintil Your Majesty's pleasure should be kiown ;
if therefore anything in addition to the protest and petition were wanting to demon-
strate the Bill in question to be purely local, and directly affecting private prnperty,
this subsequent admission of both Houses in the suspending- clause: amply supplies it.

4. The amendment by the- suspending clause no wav answers the case subiniitéd-t6
His Excellency by Abraham Gesner and Christopher Milner, nor appears ta auth-ifer
any assent to- the Bill, inasmuch as: it is unprecedented, utconstitutioosI, andunjuWsir

46 its
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its nature, and has been passed ii violation of Your Majesty's Royal Instructions and
protective of their riehts, and which Instructions have ever obtained the farce of law
in this country, and in the face of the vell known Riles of the louse of Assenblv.

5. The Bill has been considered unprecedented because no such Act has ever beer
passed in England, but as said by Lord Campbell, in delivering the judgment of the
Coûrt, in Hlunphries rs. 3ogilon, (15 Jurist 126,) " the hope of reciirocal advantage

hill bring about a compromise advantageous to the parties and the public."
6. The Bill is considered unconstitutional and unjust because it designs to take the

private property of one man against his will for the private gaini of another who has
never purchased or paid for it.

Î. Because while the absolute right to the material itself (called Asphaltum,) is
claimed to be in vour menorialists, anti is sought to be affirmed by sevetal actions at
liw for more than a year pending, and shortlv to be tried, the Bill assumes the
absolute right to be in the djèndaints in these actions, and thereby ains either to cut
off votur memorialists' rights, ar much prejudice then in the trial of their actions.

S. Because vour nernorialists contending that the lease or licence under which
iheir opponents claim, is void, Your Majestv having been deceived in the making
thereof, and that being one of the points fo«r decision in those suits, and one upon
which thev ask a fair trial, the Bill in question recognizes and sanctions the lease,
and therebv cures the objection assigned to be urged by your memorialists, as one of
the grounds of their success in those actions.

9. Because the assumption of the Bill, that an adequate compensation can be given
to the landholder for the injury from time to time done, for the necessary incum-
brances, and for loss sustained in seeking redress, especially in this instance, where
the compensation is to be judged of before the injury done, is merely illusory-a
specious pretence for putting your memorialists' property at the mercy of their
opponents, and a subterfuge to escape that complete compensation to make thein
whole for the real injury sustained, which could only be judged of after the injury
had happened.

10. That the Bill considered to have been passed in violation of Your Majesty's
Royal Instructions, (an extract from the sixth section of which is herewith humbly
submitted, (B) and to the prejudice of your memoralists:-Firstly, in providing for
the incorporation of individuals, and the right to enter on private property-two
different matters having no proper relation to each other in the sane Act, and thereby
enabling the one subject or the other to escape that proper attention from the Legisla-
ture which each distinct matter respectively demanded before becoming a law,
especially so wiih this Bill, which was introduced and passed while a general ill,
giving the right of entry, and lately assented to by the House of Assembly, was before
the Council, though ultimately defeated there ; wherefor the subject of the entry in
this Bill, under such circumstances, passed sub silentio.

11. Secondly-Because the enactments from the eighth to the eleventh sections,
inclusive,is foreign to what the title of the Bill imports, narnelv, 'A Bill to incorporate
the Albert Mining Company," and which, under the circumstances, was particularly
calculated to misinform and deceive the public in general, and your memorialists in
particular. The titles of the Bills introduced into the Assemblv during the Session,
being published in the Assemhly Journals and Provincial Newspapers, and extensively
circulated and scattered in every part of the country ; and neither the public nor your
memoralists could infer from such titles, that the Bill in question embraced the
additional purposes of entry on your mernorialists' private property. Had the title
indicated such an intention, your memorialists would have been thereby notified, and
could have successfully resisted the Bill in the two branches of the Legislature.

12. Thirdly-In having no clause saving the rights of Your Majesty and of all
persons except such as are mentioned in the Act. This provision affords a safe rule by
which to preserve the rights of Your Majesty and Your Majesty's subjects, and there
seems no reason for a departure from it in the present instance.

13. Futirthlv-There was ,, proof before His Excellencv in Council, nor any
entry in the Council Books, that any public notification was made of the party's
intention to apply for such Act, agreeably to the requisition ol the sixth lloyal
Instructions, belore the saine was passed; nor was there ainy notice whatever,. nor

can
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cati the recriisite certificates be transferred to Your Most Gracious Majesty, that the
Bill has passed through the forms required by the instructions.

14. Bv the 25ih Rule for the Covernmnent of the linuse of Assemblv, (see Journal .
of ihe House of Assembly for 1851, page 20,) it is declared that no Bill of a private
or local nature shall he received bv the 1-ouse, unless such Bill has been previously
read at the Assizes, Court of Nisi Prius, or some General Sessions of the Peace of the
Coiity interested in such Bill, in the presence of the Grand Jury, with a certificate
endorsed thereon; and unless the same has been published four timnes in some of the
Newspapers of the Coanty. This is a Bill of a private and local nature, but it was
never read before the Grand Jury, nor published in any way ; and this rile, after
havinig bee:n in force for uipwards of sixteen years, weil knownî to your nemorialists,
and acted oi in the different Counties throughout the Province, was suddenly d.one
awav with on the -7th Januarv, 1852, (see Journal of the House of Assenbly, page
123) and which your memorialists, on search, discovered since the passing of this Bill.

15. By the 37th Rule for the government of the House of Assembly, (see Journal
of the House of Assembly for IS51, page 21,) it is provided that no Bill of a private
nature shall be received by the louse after the fourteenth day from the opening of
the Session, both inclusive, and that the Clerk of the House do, one month previous
to the meeting of the Legislature, cause fifty printed copies of the Rule to be sent to
each of the Clerks of the Peace of the Counties for distribution, and cause the same
to be inserted in the Royal Gazette, and two Newspapers of the County where the
same are published. This Rule, which was adopted by the House in 1847, was well
known to your memorialists, and has been steadily acted upon, and uniformly pub-
lished by the Clerk, and was so published in the Royal Gazette from the 17th December
1851, to the 14th January 1852, inclusive, and other papers for the present year. In
violation of this rule, your memorialists, on search, find, that on the 19th March last,
being the seventy first day after the opening of the Session, the following entry on the
Journals of the House of Assembly, page 284:-

" Mr. Hanington, by leave, presented a Petition, Eftward Allison, from the City
"of Saint John, on behalf of himself and associates, praying that an Act nay pass to

incorporate the Albert Mining Company, which he read.
" Ordered, That the said Petition be received and lie on the Table.
" Mr. Hanington moved for leave to bring in a Bill to incorporate the Albert Mining

"Company.
The Rule of the House limiting the time for introducing Bills of a private or local

"nature, being in this instance dispensed with, leave was granted, and the said Bill
"being brought in was read a first time."

Your memorialists, by their agent, attended the Legislature from a time previous
to a time subsequent to the expiration of the fourteen days, concerning the general
Bill whcih was ultimately defeated; but no intimation was given, nor any idea enter-
tained by your memorialists of the one now complained of, or your memorialists would
have prepared to defeat it; nor does there appear in the Petition of Mr. Allison, (a true
copy of which your memorialists now humbly beg leave to submit to Your Majesty,
marked C,) any reasonable grounds for dispensing with the rule in question, so well
known and commonly relied on by the country at large, that no private Bill is thought
to be introduced in violation of it.

16. Your memorialist, Abraham Gesner, having learned while in Halifax, Nova
Scotia, from his Counsel in New Brunswick, that a Bill was proposed to be introduced
into the Assembly, allowing licencees of mines in general to enter on private lands,
caused a petition (a true copy of which is herewith humbly submitted, marked D,) to
be presented to the House of Assembly ; the matter in the Petition underscored was
objected to, and being judged by the House a breach of their privileges, was with-
drawn, but afterwards presented in another paper, omitting the matter objected to;
while your memorialists are unable to adduce proof before Your Majesty of the
naterial facts contained in the Petition, it is humbly submitted that they have the right
of entering on such proof in Your Majesty's Supreme Court of this Province, and
should not be condernned without a hearing, nor cut off by a law irregularly and
unjustly passed against them.
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17. It is somewhat remarkable that Mr. Hianington, the person selected, and who
introduiced vour nenorialist, Abraham Gesner's Petition, (see the Journals of the
House of Assembly for 1832, page 159,) should be the mnember, without anv notifica-
tion, to present the Petition, and bring in the Bill now complairned of, and that
Gesner's Petition should have been referred to a Committee, ultimately reporting
with the Honorable the Attorney General and Bliss Botsford thereon, who take no
notice, in t! eir Report, of Gesner's Petition. (See Jourrals for 1852, page 180.)
It is much like one of two litigants in a cause, getting his Counsel on the bench to
judge it, who, on the remonstrances of the other litigant, convicts him of contempt,
and calmly gives judgment in bis client's favour.

18. Instances, perhaps, can be shown where the House of Assembly of this Pro-
vince bas, on former occasions, dealt with private rights in violation of the law of the
land, the Royal Instructions, and their own Rules; but no one objecting, no one
therefore seemed aggrieved, and the parties apparently assented to it;-not so, however,
in the present instance.

19. Whilst it is admitted that the affirmation of the objection against the passing of
this Bill lies on vour memorialists, especially as the Assembly is supposed too acute
to be in error, and too intelligent to act contrary te law, it is humbly submitted, that
by the foregoing causes the affirmative is fully.made out. It is but true to remark, that
the majority of the present House are less characterized for ability and general
intelligence than any House that ever assembled since New Brunswick had a Legis-
lature.

20. That among the members nost capable of observing the dangerous principle
and tendency of the Bill, one, Your Majesty's Attorney General, the Hon. John H.
Gray, and Bliss Botsford, Esquire, all the retained Counsel of Mr. Allison and
associates, in the matters now in litigation ; and your rnemorialists are quite satisfied
that the professional connexion of the Hon. Attorney General with Mr. Allison and
associates, in relation to their suits and mining operations, was such as te have induced
bim, in a proper sense of delitacy, to withhold froin the Assemb)y, as well as from the
Lieutenant Governor, the able advice of the first Law Officer of this country, upon
this Legislative enormity; or if otherwise, bis private retainer affected his public
competency, and necessarily disqualified him from bringing te the subject that
impartial consideration and unbiassed judgment, which a Bill, so novel in its instance,
dangerous in its principle, and irregular in its adoption, so strictly demanded.

21. Your memorialists confidently commit their rights to Your Majesty's Most
Gracious consideration.

4. Letter from His Excellency to Mr. Kerr.

Si,-I have only to day had an opportunity of perusing the whole of your Memo-

rial to Her Majesty.
I must request you to separate your arguments against the Bill, as such, from the

grave charges which you make against two members of my Government, and against
certain members of the House of Assembly.

Mv reason for desiring this to be done is the necessity which exists for calling on
the Attorney General and Mr. Gray to answer the charges so brought agaiust them
by name.
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1 shall feel bound also to observe, in commenting on the meimorial, that the language
contained in it, with reference to the House of Assembiy, is disrepectfni to that body,
improper in itself, and entirely un6t to be embodied in a memorial to the Sovereign.

Neither do i conceive that a Petition on another Bill which was rejected by the
House, and withdrawn by the petitioner, cati have any bearing on the present case.

5. Letter of Mr. Kerr to His Excellency.

(Copy) Fredericton, 261t Apri, I852.
S,,-On Satirdav evening I had the honor of receiving Your Excellencys letter

relative to the meinorial of Abraham Gesner and others, and ha.ve given the matter
which Your Excelleicy has been pleased to call to mv înîtic, that respectful and
attentive considerition which a communication from Your Excellency to me is so
entitled and calculated to command; and I must most respectfully observe, that
claiming for the memorialists that constitutinnal and undo>ubted right of petitioning
lier Majesty upon a subject which deeply affects them, and equally claiming ail the
privileges necessarily incident to such a communication, i am unable to see that the
inemorial lies open to those objections, especially three severe strictures -made by Your
Excelleicy.

1. H ad any grave charges against two Members of Your Excellency's Government,
or certain Members of the House of Assembly, been alleged by the memorialists, I
think their arguments against the Bill are amply separated. But I must, in their
belialf, distinctly disclain having made any charges or intended any, either against
the Members of Your Excellency's Government or the Members of the House of
Assembly. Had any charges been intended where i was Counsel, they would have
been distinctly put forth as such ; on the other hand, the memorialists have not once
uttered their opinions, but confined themselves to facts, and shewing the relative
position of the parties, who although they might have been acting in accordance with
the usages and customs, rights and privileges of the respective bodies to which they
belonged, yet the action in this instance has operated incidentally to the prejudice of
the memorialists. I therefore cannot advise to memorialists to make the separation
suggested ; at the same time, if they are mistaken in any facts, or there being any
thing in the matter stated which Your Excellency deems necessary to cal on the
parties to answer, I presume it will be done, affording to me, as Counsel for the
memorialists, the opportunity of seeing such answer, and if necessary, replying to it.

2. As to any language in the memorial, with reference to the House of Assembly,
being " disrespectful to that body, improper in itself, and entirely unfit to be embodied
in a memorial to the Sovereign," I remember, while replying to this stricture, that it
is made by the Representative of Her Majesty, and therefore I shall content myself
with expressing my surprise and regret it should have been so construed, as also with
disclaiming, on behalf of the memorialists, any such meaning or intentional disrespect
to the House of Assembly; but presuming that this censure must be Your Excellency's
view, in pure deference to it therefore, and wishing the memorialists may say nothing
which can be considered disrespectful to the House of Assembly, but to confine them-
selves to the facts, I will advise the parties to withdraw from the memorial the latter
part of the 17th and the whole of the 19th article.

3. The memorialists consider that the copy of the petition as giving a detail of facts
favourable to them both in law and equity, and which they can prove if not debarred
by the Bill in question, is very important, and has a material bearing on their case.

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6. Letter of Mr. Kerr to His Excellency.

(Copy) Fredericton, 29th April, 1252.
SÎ,--In consequence of the interview with which Your Excellency on the 26th

instant honored me, and in the course of which you refused the memorialists, Gesner
and others, permission to withdraw from their memorial the latter part of the l'th and
the wvhole of the 19th Articles, as proposed in my letter to Your Excellency of the
26th, unless the memorialists would make the separation required by your letter of
the 24th ; in the course of wlich also vou repeated your intention of commenting on
the memorial as expressed in Your Excellency's letter of the 24th, and remarked that
although Counsel's signature was considered a guarantee that a memorial or document
was in fit language, Your Excellency was sorry to say that it was not so in that
instance, and that the memorialists must take the risk of its being read at ail; that
Your Excellency %would submit the contents of the memorial to the Attornev General
and others. as I understood, for their answer, but explicitly refused that the memo-
rialhsts or I should see such answer, or have the opportunity of a reply ; it becomes
accordinglv essential from the foregoing, that I should take warning for the memoria-
lists' safetv, and most respectfully address Your Excellency on the righfs of my clients,
as also with the view of ulterior measures, should the same become necessary;
keeping in full view that respect which should ever be yielded to the representative
of Her Most Gracions Majesty, and that deference to his opinions which should ever
be paid. My duty to my clients now requires me to speak plainly on their behalf, and
say that Your Excellencv has no right to deal with the memorial, with the langiage
of it, or with the interests of the memorialisis in the manner expresed in Your Excel-
lency's letter, and in the interview above referred tu ; and I presume Your Excellency
will not do it, for the following reasons:

lst. That while every subject has the legal and undoubted right of petitioning Her
Ma1ijestv for the redress of injuries, witht the necessarv privilege of stating his whole
case, with fair commenis ihereon. in such plain lanzuage as may clearlv conivey to the
Sovereign his mîeaningz, alloulh th>at lanigua2e slould incidenîtally r fe ect on persons
and their doings, and the laiguaige so em pioved cannot be adjudged either slanderouus,
disrespect fiu. ur unfit to be emibodied in a mr-emorial, Your ExVcllency has no anilhority,
bv ile Iw or contuîSitution of etlier coutryr, bv vour Royal Commission, Instructions,
or aotherwise, to take awa this invaluable right, or curtail it ; nor any judicial or
otilcial power to orier or controi the maTtter of the nemoriai, or to ariîtrate, comment
upon, or sa condemn its langi:ige, th-it it mav therebv ail of its effect, not be read,
or thrown aside as waste paper. We do indeed live a great distance from the Throne.
and lb ive often many dificuhies in having unr humble prayers heard ; have to forward
them, It is trur,thronh Your Exce-llency ; but if a Governor mav deal with every Petition
le does not like, as Your Excellency proposes to deal with the memorial in question,
I subnit that the ri!It of petitioning Her Majesty is reduced to a mere sound, and
to.e act of attempting it is a vain struîgglc witlunut the remoîtest prospect of success.
It is as well knownî, as wisely ordered. that the greatest attention is ever paid to
Your E'acellency's recommendation to the Sovereign, but for that very reason it is the
more dangerous to the subject, that Your Excellenîcv should assume a power which
does not beIonu to our high office, wherebv to cut off or cripple the invaluable right
of petitioning the Crown, which equally belongs to Britisit subjects on either side of
the Atlantuic.

2nd. Had I complied with Your Excellency's request to dissect my argument, I
should thereby have been forced to state charges which it was by noi means the
intention of the memorialists to make, but merely to set forth the facts and let them
speak for themselves, acting on my best judgment for the interests of my clients ; my
norn-compliance with the proposed alteration could afford no grounds for Your Excel-
lency's refusai to allow the withdrawing of any matter which lour Excellency had
been pleased to denounce as unfit to be embodied in a memorial to the Sovereign.

3rd. Exceedingly regretting that the representative of my Sovereign should have so
censured my signature and conduct as Counsel, without any reason for it, my clients
submission in pure deference to Your Excellency, in the face of their rights, as also from
a prudent desire that the less important should not hurt the more important part of
the case, and to say nothing which might be tortured into disrespect either to the

Assembly,
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Assembly, or to individuals, and Your Excellency's refusal to allow them to withdraw
the matter ubjected to, is in the view of the memorialists and their couisel, a full
approbation and adoption, by Your Excellencv, of the language so objected to, and
entirely relieves it from the odium threatened to be cast upon it.

4th. But it is clear that the language of the memorial, with reference to the House
of Assenbly, no way deserved the censure cast upon it by Your Excellency. If it be
the 19th Article which is objected to, I have only to say it was occasioned by a remark
which, in one of my interviews, fell from Your Excelleucy, namely, that as sucli a
Bill must have been carefully scrutinized by an able Assembly, before being passed,
the burthen of making out the objection laid on the memorialists. In this view, which
might be taken by Her Majestv, it became an imperative part of the case to shew, as
the memorialists have done, that instead of the Bill passing through a thorough and
careful discussion, the injurious part was actually concealed under the cloak of a
general Bill, just before passed, though ultimately defeated, wherefore the Bill in
question passed the Assembly sub silentio; and that the body who passed it, were in
fact less characterized for ability and intelligence, than bodies that had gone before
them. Now while it is well known, that the early Assemblies of this Province were
much distinguished for men of superior acquirements, from other countries, and that
tone was long sustained, it is equally notorious that the people of this Province,
before the last election, determined thev would make an entire change of their
representatives, and accordingly left out many of their ablest men, and put in others
of less ability, with no experience in legislation ; this and other causes have given a
seidled tone to the public mind ; and that the present Assembly is in general less
distingnished for ability than former Houses, when this mere fact then, which might
be deeined important, is designed to be expressed for the single purpose for which
the memorialists put it, and as a material ingredient in their case, without the slighest
intention of disrespect to the Assembly, is Your Excellency right in wresting it
from its leigitimate purpose, and condemning it before Her Majesty, as being "disre-

spectiul to the Assembly, improper in itseif, and entirely unfit to be embodied in a
inc"nrial to the Sovereigi."
5t h. As to precedents for strong language, without referring to the numerous instances

which might be quoted, I will refer Your Excellencv to the recent memorials of the
learned Judges, concernin- their fees, published in the Journals of the House of
Assemly for this vear, pages 128 and 9. Agreeably to your Excellency's view, the
Chief Justice vas disrespectful to the Hoiuse of Assenbly, because His Honor's
complaint necessarily implied that the House had acted without a due regard to justice;
but 1 more especially refer Your Excellency to the menorial of Mr. Justice Street,
than whom, no man in this country better knows the privileges of a memorialist,
even in addressing the Sovereign ; while His Honor complains of the majority of the
House of Assembly in general, he directly impugns the Provincial Secretary, then
a member*of Your Excellency's Government, with doing an act of great injustice to
the J udges, and committing a brerch of public faitih; charges with the sanie thing,
three of Your Excellencv's Government in the Legislative Council; and among nmany
other passages, occurs the following comment:-" This must shew to Your Lordship,
c how littie regard 1he majority of the present members of our local legislature have to
" former enactments or engagements, or to public faith, in respect to the judicial
" establishments of the Province; and how recklessly they are disposed to go on
" from year to year reducing our income according as they may think it may be

popular out of doors, without giving any weight to the principle of public good
faith, that should ever be binding between any Government and its public servants."

As the Assembly, in their Address to Your Excellency of the 21st January last, ask
for all the correspondence on the subject, in compliance therewith, there appears on
the Journals, page 128, Your Excellency's own official remarks to Earl Grey on the
foregoing letters, viz. with reference to No. 7, (" that is the Act to abolish the Fees,)
" it is unnecessaryfor me to do more than forwcard the enclosed letters from three out
" of four Judges, now holding seats on the Bench, addressed to Your Lordship." I
therefore, not only have this very important precedent, received and acted on by Her
Majesty, and going far beyond any language which the memorialists have used, but
I have Your Excellency's express sanction also, without your feeling thus " bound to

"observe,
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" observe, in commi1entinur on the memorial, that the languate contained in it with
" reference ta tihe Holuse of Assenblv, was disrespectful ta that body, improper in
" itself, and cuntirelv unfit ta be enbodied in a ncinnrial to .he Sovereign.'

1 imav further instance, by vav of precedent for language, the protest of the Cotncil
in regard ta the Bill in question ; one of those wvho prntested being the Hon. Mr.
Hazen, a Nlember of Your Excelleucv's Government. The protest condemns the Bill
as iiterf-ring with private ri2hts; " passcd upon ex parte statements;" " without notice,
and in direct violation of the Royal Instructions;" uiconstituîtional;" unjust;"
" oppressive ;" " a fiarant violation of the constitution of the land ;" " granting tyran-
nical powers ta indiv iduals ;" " partial, hasty and unsound legislation." Having such
approved precedents as the foregoing ta guide them, I feel that the nemorialists and
their Counsel are entirelv undeserving of the severe strictures of Your Excellencv,
and under no circumstances can you justly make then in my rlients' case ; and that if
their meinorial should be at ail prejudiced hy such strictures, the people oi this country,
as well as your memorialists, would have just cause to cry out, and just reason ta grieve
at Your Excellency's rule and governnent.

6th. It is clear that in the practice of petitioning. one side nay present a petition ta
Her Majesty against a measure, and the other side mav present a counter petition,
indepetident of the first, in favour of the measure; but I never heard of an instance,
that before a petitioner or memorialist presents his application, it must be placed in
the hands of the adverse party to defeat or destroy. This seems an abridgement of the
privilege of petitioning which every subject has a right ta enjoy, and is certainly con-
trary to what has hitherto been Your Excellency's practice in this Province. As
Counsel however for the nemorialists, I should not object ta the opposite side seeing
the memorial and giving answer ta any facts they might consider wrong, if, agreeably
to the practice of ail tribunals for administering justice, I should be permitted to see
the answer, so that, if necessary, and within my power, I might reply, and support the
memorialists' case ; having the affirmative upon me, the right therefore to begin and
the right ta reply, the equal right ta see my opponent's answer, and replv to it, as he
has ta my clients' memorial; but according to Your Excellency's view, vou will
submit my clients' memorial to their opponents, who may profess ta answer, in fact
contradict every part if they please, and entirely defeat the memorial, without my
clients ever seeing the answer or knowing how they were defeated. I am not aware
that Your Excellency pursued this course in the Judges' case, nor in any previous
instance.

My main abjects in troubling Your Excellency with this letter are, first, most res-
pectfully ta ask if I have rightly understood Your Excellency as to what was said by
Your Excellency on my last interview, and if sa, secondly, to humbly submit some
reasons why my clients should not be prejudiced ; and thirdly, to most respectfully
to inquire for my clients, whether Your Excellency will pursue the course as intimated
in the interview, and referred to in the previous part of this letter ; if so, I cannot, as
Counsel for the parties, venture to leave the matter where itis, but must at least address,
in their behalf, Sir John S. Pakington, and request Your Excellency to forward my
address, with such correspondence as may be deemed necessary for the greater safety
and securitv of the parties. I have, &c.

8-9. Attorney and Solicitor Generals' Reports.
(Copy)

Attorney Genera(s Report on an Act to incorporate the Albert Mining Company.
1 have to report, that this Act passed the lower House without a suspending clause,

and without oppo3ition as I am informed. I was not however present at the time.
The Bill was sent to the Legislative Council for their concurrence, where it met with
a decided opposition, and great efforts were made to throw it out. The Bill however
passed that Branch with the I lth Section added thereto, but also without a suspending
clause, and came back to the lower House, where, by way of precaution, an amend-
ment to the Council's amendment was made by adding a suspending clause. This
was -done, as I am informed, (for I was not present,) not from deeming such a clause
absolutely necessarv, but as the question had been raised by the opponents of the Bill
as to whether it did not come within the letter of the 6th article of the Royal Instruc-
tions, to relieve His Excellency from any embarrassment in giving his assent thereto.

The Bill, in my opinion, does not come within the spirit and intention of the 6th
article of the Royal Instructions, especially if I can judge from the practice pursued,
and the construction put thereon, ever since the organization of the Province, as will
appear by the numerous Acts of a similar nature mentioned in the Solicitor General's
Report on this Act, and containing similar clauses for settling the mode of obtaining
the right of entry upon private property for the purposes of the respective Acts.

This Act does not, as I conceive, interfere with private rights, but merely creates a
tribunal for settling the terms upon which the owners or lessees of certain Crown
minerais, reserved in the original grants of the land from the Crown, shall enter upon
the soil of the original grantee or of his assigus, or so much thereof as may be neces-
sary, for the purpose of obtaining the minerais so reserved in the original grants, and
no other purpose, which minerais never belonged to the owners of the soil, the grant
to such owners being expressly subject to the reservation of the minerais.

Now, assurming that the reservation of these minerais in the original grants does not
carry with it ail such rights as are appurtenant to such reservation as are necessary for
the efficient working of the mines and minerais reserved, which I am bv no means
prepared to admit, notwithstanding the recent decision of the Supreme Court of this
Province upon this subject, being of opinion thai where any thing such as minerais are
reserved in the original grant, every thing necessary to obtain or use the thing reserved
is incident to such reservation, yet the Act in question merely prescribes a process or
mode of proceeding by which the lessee of the minerais may obtain the right to enter
and take away the minerais reserved, upon making to the owners of the soil such
compensation as a jury of his country, to be chosen and sworn as in the said Act
directed, shall adjudge right.

Acts of this nature and rights of such description have in almost every Act of Incor-
poration that bas passed the Legislature, where the operations of the Company required
it, been introduced and passed without a suspending clause, and without its being
deemed to be an infringement upon the article of the Royal Instructions in question,
as will appear by the Acts mentioned in the Solicitor General's Report already referred
to. As to adhering literally to the Royal Instructions in every particular, it is quite
impossible in this country, for instance, that part requiring notice at the Church door
in the respective Parishes in which the land lies, cannot be done, as in many Parishes
there is no Church established, and in many others, where Churches are established,
there is no regular service, from there not being a regular Clergyman.

Report on the Act to incorporate the Albert Mining Company.

The Bill passed by the Legislature contains a suspending clause, but without thesaving
of Her Majesty's rights, or those of ail bodies politic, and of other persons mentioned
in this Act. This Bill passed the Assembly originally without a suspending clause or
other saving as to its operation, and care to the Legislative Council in that state.
Before its discussion in the Council a debate of two days took place in that body on
another Bill which passed the Assembly, containing a provision of the like nature
with that to be found in this Bill, differing only in one respect, that instead of the
entry on private lands being confined to one lessee of Mines, that Bill extended to
sixty eight lessees. One of these lessees was Mr. Allison, for whom, with his co-ad-
jutors, this Bill was passed, and one of the owners of land and his lessee wbose rights
would be affected by this Bill, was included in that large measure. When the dis-
cussion of that question was going on, and when Counsel were heard for and against it,
there was no hint given of a suspending or saving clause being deemed necessary for
it, nor of any other notice to any of the numerous parties interested, than the ample
information that was afforded through a Special Committee of the House of Assembly,
consisting of members of ail parties and opinions, and receiving evidence from various
quarters, and through the means of individuals in both Houses thoroughly acquainted
with and coming from the localities which were especially to be affected by these
measures. The first Bill was thrown out, and almost immediately afterwards the
second or corporate Bill was taken up, and a lengthy discussion took place respecting
it in the Legislative Council, and in both cases I took the ground that the mines
having been reserved by the Crown, were the property of the Crown, and although
the lessees of the Crown might profit by the working of the mines, it was manifest
the Crown Revenues must be benefited if worked at all, because whatever the ulti-
mate profit of the lessee, for every chaldron of coals got out of the mines the Revenue
would receive one shillling, and 5 per cent. on the value of ail other minerais. I
therefore argued that the public Revenue should be protected by a Legislative pro-
vision, conferring on the lessee the right of entering on the lands in which the mines
were, in order that they might be properly worked, paying to the surface soil owner
a proper compensation, in case no agreement being effected between him and the
lessee, by a Jury to be summoned in the usual manner; and there was nothing new
or unconstitutional in this mode of settling such correlative rights, referring to this
position to the Common Law and various Act of the Colonial Assembly. A majority
of the Council beinz of my opinion, the minority, for the purpose, as 1 believed from
the acrimonious nature of the opposition, of unnecessarily deferring or altogether
defeating the measure, moved a suspending clause contrary to the usual mode of
proceeding in such cases, which is, for the party desiring the Bill to pass, to move to
add this clause ; and entertaining, as I did, the strong impression from the variety of
Acts of Assembly of the like nature having passed without such a clause, and never
disallowed, and feeling it necessarv to decide upon the spur of the moment, I resisted
this and the other amendments which immediately followed, as they appear in the
Journals. And when the last amendment vas proposed by the opponents of the Bill,
I became fully satisfied that the opposiLion were fully determined to treat this case as
a Bill wholly of a private nature, frorn the peculiar title by this amendment attempted
to be given to the Bill, and this, in despite of a fact appearing on a Return moved for
by themselves, that Mr. Allison had already paid into the Crown Revenues £194 on
account of the one shilling duty on coal under his ease. I knew myself to be entirely
disconnected from aU the contending parties, and ail their interests, and that my sole
object was a.desire to render the mining interests of the Crown available for the good
of the country, which they might never be, if the openingand working of thesevaluable
resources depended entirely on the two parties agreeing; with regard to the necessity
of adding the saving clauses, although I thought the right of entry given by this Bill
might be deemed to be within the letter of the Royal Instructions, these Instructions
had never, within my knowledge, in practice been carried out in this Province in corres-
ponding cases; and as respects the latter part of the clause, requiring proof to be made
before the Governor in Council of a notification of intention to apply for such Law in
the Parish Church where the lands lie, I am not aware of a single instance of its having

been
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been attended to since the organization of the Province, even in cases where private
rights may have been directly invaded. All our Highway Acts ; Canal and Telegraph
Company Acts; Acts for widening Streets in Saint John, and making parties from
whom the private property is taken pay for the benefit, while they are allowed for the
damage; Log and Timber Sluice Companies, Boom Company, and Iron Company Acts,
have all passed without suspending or saving clauses, with the most extensive pro-
visions for entering on private lands, paying damages for the sane, in case of disagree-
ment to be settled by competent tribunals thereby organized. I thought, and still
think, that the public was as directly benefited by the Revenue to be gained through
the lessees working these mines, as they could be by passing over the Roads, or using
the Telegraphs or Booms mentioned in these Acts, while in the case of the Sluice
Companies, the profit is merely incidental, depending on the trade of the country
prospering by their means ; and so of a private Road where the rigbt of entry is solely
for the benefit of an individual. It does appear to me, as it did when the debate was
proceeding, that where the public are thus universally interested, and a tribunal is
erected for settling the mode of enjoying rights of this nature, by which a suitable
compensation is awarded for what is used or taken off the land of another, it does not
come within the spirit or intention of the Royal Instructions, that the suspending or
saving clause need be inserted; while at the same time I cannot but think this to be
less a case of interfering with private rights, when the mining privileges already exist
by law in the Crown and its lessees, and cannot be enjoyed without such relief as is
proposed by this Bill, than in most of the cases referred to, where the alleged invasion
of private rights springs altogether out of a new and self-originating scheme, proposing
profits to the parties interested, with merely some anticipated good to the public.

Some of the Acts of Assembly to which I have had reference, containing no sus-
pending or saving clauses, are as follow:-

An Act to incorporate the Saint John and Saint Croix River Canal Company, 7 W.
4, cap. 49; the Saint Stephen Log and Timber Sluice Company, 5 V. c. 29; the
Fredericton Boom Company, Il V. c. 50; the Saint Stephen Upper Mills Boom
Company, 12 V. c. 69 ; New Brunswick Iron Company, 13 V. c. 4 ; all the Highway
Acts; the Saint John widening Street Acts; the Telegraph Acts; and the Magagua-
davic Company Logging Act, passed in the same Session as the Albert Mining
Company Bill.

10. Reply of Attorney General to Mr. Kerr's charges.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

Your Excellency having kindly furnished me with a copy of the memorial of Dr.
Gesner and others, to Her Most Gracious Majesty, prepared and signed by their
Counsel, b. S. Kerr, Esquire, praying that the Royal assent might be withheld from
a Bill passed the last Session of the Legislature, intituled " An Act to incorporate the
Albert Mining Company," in which, as I perceive, some most unjustifiable and
unfounded remarks are made upon the House of Assembly, and upon several members
thereof by naine, of whom I am one, I feel that I cannot, in justice to myself, allow
these remarks to pass unnoticed, especially as they contain, not only a gross reflection
upon me in my official capacity as Attorney General of the Province, but as a mem-
ber of the Legislature ; I allude particularly to the 17th, 19th and 20th paragraphs of
the mernorial.

Now in reply to these remarks, I will not say of the memorialsts, as I believe them
to have emanated from the mind by whom the memorial would appear to have been
prepared, I have in the first place to observe, that I was not, and am not the retained
Counsel of Mr. Allison and associates, in any matter upon which the House of Assem-
bly have legislated or been called upon to legislate during the last or any other

Session
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Session of the Legislature ; and that the memorialists', or rather learned Counsel's,
insinuations and assertions in that respect are, therefore, altogether unfounded and
untrue;-and in the second place, that with respect to the Act in question, I had
nothing to do with it. The Bill was introduced into the House, passed, and sent up
to the Legislative Council during my absence from the House on public business,
without my knowledge. I never saw the Bill, or knew its provisions, or gave it any
consideration until after it was returned from the Legislative Council, and my attention
was called to it by a note from Your Excellency, arising from a protest agaisnt the
Bill by some of its opponents in the Legislative Council, when, in consequence of
what had fallEn from Your Excellency upon the subject. I for the first time examined
its provisions, and suggested to the Hon. mover of the Bill in the Lower House, that
Your Excellency seemed to entertain doubts as ta whether it ought not to pass with
a suspending clause, he had better add a suspending clause thereto, lest Your Excel-
lencv might feel any difficulty in passing it without, which was subsequently done
also in my absence. It therefore so happened that I neither spoke nor voted on the
progress of the Act in question, or had any opportunity of doing so.

Subsequently ta the final passing of the Bill, and prior to the memorial in question
being sent ta Your Excellency, I reported thereon, in my official capacity, at Your
Excellency's request, as did also the Solicitor General, which Report Your Excellency
has. As to the Bill, although I must say I can see no objection ta it, yet it was, and
is quite a matter of indifferense to me, personally, whether the Act passes or not.
The memorialists, by their Counsel, have alluded to another Bill that was introduced
by a select Committee appointed by the House to take into consideration sundry
petitions; and among others, the subject of introducing a measure for the purpose of
prescribing a tribunal or process by which the licencees of the Crown Minerals might
obtain the right of entry upon private lands, upon fair and equitable terms ta the
owners of the soil ; and a Bill of that description, of a general character, was intro-
duced by the Committee of which I was a member, which was predicated upon and
taken from the Nova Scotian Act upon the same subject. The Committee, in framing
and introducing that Bill, if I can judge from my own feelings, were actuated by no
other motive than that of devising some measure by which litigation might be prevented,
with a due regard to the rights of both parties, and framed the Bill in such form as to
make it altogether prospective in its operation; and with a view of preventing the
possibility of its having any bearing upon suits that might then be pending for tres-
passes or entries then already made, introduced a proviso to the effect that the Act
should not, and should not be construed to have any bearing or effect upon any suit
then pending, or upon any other matter or thing that had been done or committed prior
to the passing of the said Bill.

This Bill, after a very full discussion, and giving every consideration ta the petitions
against it, passed the lower House hy a large majority, and was lost in the upper
House by a majority of two.

As I should feel myself very unworthy of the high and responsible position I hold
in Your Excellency's Government, could I lend myself to any undue influence, or act
professionally in any matter upon which I am called to discharge my legislative and
official duties, I have felt it due ta Her.Majesty's Government, to Your E;cellencv,
and ta myself, to give this unqualified contradiction to the gross misrepresentations
and unfounded insinuations contained in the memorial in question ; and in justice ta
me and to the other gentlemen attacked, whom I believe from my knowledge of their
character, to be as undeserving of the aspersions and remarks in question, as the
memorialists and their counsel ought to have been incapable of making them, I have
now to beg, that when Your Excellency shall forward the memorial, ynu will do me
the favour ta send this communication therewith ta Her Most Gracious Majesty.

11. Memorial of Mr. Fisher in reply to Mr. Kerr.

MAY IT PLEASE Youa EXCELLENCY,.

Your Excellency having k@en pleased to furnish me with the Memorial of D. S.
Kerr, Esquire, Counsel for -Christopher Milner and others, ta Her Most Gracious
Majesty the Queen, praying that the Act to incorporate the Albert Mining Company
may not be confirmed, I most respectfully request that Your Excellency will be pleased
to transmit to the Right Hon. the Secretary of State for the Colonies the following
observations thereupon, for the purpose of being submitted ta Her Majesty with the said
memorial.

The memorial contains the following objections to the passing of the Act:-
That it is contrary ta the Royal Instructions:
That it is unconstitutional, being an invasion of the private rights of memorialists:
That it is unprecedented and unusual, the memorialists having received no notice:
That it passed contrary to the Rules of the House, and by undue influence of

certain Members.
On the eleventh of January one thousand eight hundred and fifty, Messrs. John and

Peter Duffy obtained a licence from the Crown to work the mines and minerals of
every description in a lot of one mile square in Hillsborough, in the County of Albert.
After having worked the mines, with the permission of the owners of the soil, for part
of a year, on the twenty first of December one thousand eight hundred and ffty, they
conveyed and assigned the said licence ta William Cairns, for Edward Allison and
associates, for the sum of three thousand five bundred pounds, the purchase and sale
having been agreed upon some weeks previously. On the twenty fourth of December
in the same year, Christopher Milner obtained a lease for ninety nine years, (to be
determined at the end of three years at the option of the lessee,) from the owners of
the soi, of four acres of wilderness land within the limits of the Duffy licence, and
comprising the mines and approach thereto, which he assigned three days afterwards
ta Abraham Gesner. It is the territorial rights of these parties that are alleged to be
invaded by the Bill in question; Messrs. Gesner and Milner being the real parties
who profess ta be aggrieved, have acquired their rights for a nominal consideration
since Mr. Allison and associates purchased the mining lease from the Duffy's. The
whole land covered by the Duffy lease is in a wilderness state, and the ground occupied
by the mines less than an acre, totally unfit for agricultural purposes, and not worth a
pound sterling, being a deep ravine or gully between high lands. Early in January
one thousand eight hundred and fifty one, Mr. Milner, who is an Attorney and Bar-
rister, commenced a number of actions, upwards of twenty in the whole, in bis own
and Mr. Gesner's name, for aggressions upon their rights in the four acres of land
comprised in their lease. Mr. Gesner also applied ta the Court of Chancery for an
injunction, which was refused; and as the facts were notorious, I have annexed a copy
of the judgment of the Master of the Rolis, which gives a history of the transaction.

It is not true, as is alleged in the Petition, (7th clause of the memorial,) that the
Bill can in any way affect the pending actions, or prejudice the rights of the parties to
the memorial. The 10th section of the Act expressly saves all their rights. If the
mineral when dug proves ta be a substance not reserved in the original grant of the
soil from the Crown, the property in that substance will be in the owner of the fee or
his lessee, and its being dug by the licencee of the mines will not affect it; and there
is nothing in the Act, expressed or implied, that can prevent the.grantee of the soil
from successfully enforcing bis right to that property in such a state of things.

In New Brunswick the property of the soil is in the Crown, and the mines and
minerals are invariably reserved in grants of land, and it bas always been believed that
the mineralsof theCrown would in process of time form aconsiderable source of revenue.
In one thousand eight hundred and thirty seven, when the Civil List Act passed, the
Mines and Royalties formed part of the Royal Revenue included in the compact, and
the Government have expended large sums of money in explorations for the -purpose
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of ascertaining the mineral wealth of the Province; and it was whilst the memorialist
Abraham Gesner was in the employment of the Province as Provincial Geologist, that
he became acquainted with the Coal that Mr. Allison and associates are now digging
under the Duffy licence. (See his second and third Reports on the Geology of the
Province.) The Legislature have often considered the subject, and the Government,
at the instance and on the Address of the Assembly, have from time to time made
mining regulations and sold the mining rights ; and their right to do so has never been
questioned. The prevalent opinion was, and Messrs. Àllison and associates enter-
tained it, that the right to enter and dig the minerals was incident to the Crown
licence of the mining rights, subject only to paying for any damage done to the surface;
assurances and convevances were made with that conviction. Messrs. Allison and
associates purchased the right to the Duffy lease, in full confidence that as the Crown
had reserved the minerals in the grant, the right of entry followed the lease. This
was also the opinion of the Agents of the Government and the Land Officers of the
Crown. Until the interference of Gesner and Milner, Messrs. Allison and associates
had had no difficulty with any of the owners of the soil. The Supreme Court have
recently determined the reservation good and the lease good, but they do not convey
the right of entry upon the soil. During the last Session of the Legislature, sundry
petitions were presented to the House of Assembly in relation to the mines and minerals,
all which were referred to a Committee to consider and report upon the whole subject;
and all parties were heard before that Committee, among whom were Mr. Allison,
Mr. Gesner, the Son and Agent of Abraham Gesner, and Mr. Milner; and the Com-
mittee, comprising seven members, reported a Bill similar in its provisions to a law in
force in Nova Scotia, to enable the licencees of mines to obtain a right of entry upon
equitable terms. (See page 180 of Assembly Journals.) This Bill provided a simple
and cheap method of assessifg the damages, if any, to be given to the owners of the
soil for the right of entry, by a jury of disinterested freeholders selected by the Sheriff.
After full discussion in the Assembly, it passed by a large majority. The only oppo-
sition it received was from the Members of Albert and Queen's, four in al]. Another
Bill was introduced into the Assembly to restrain the Crown in the granting of mining
leases to the owners of the soil in vhich such mines were found. This Bill, after a
strenuous opposition, passed the Assembly. Both of these Bills were sent to the
Legislative Council late in the Session, and it was suggested to Messrs. Allison and
associates, that from the lateness of the Session and the importance of the principle
involved in these Bills, it was doubtful if they would p'ass during the Session; and that
as it had been always the policy of the Legislature in this way to facilitate the opera-
tions of individuals who had invested large sums in developing the resources of the
country, or opening any new branch of trade, there could be no objection to giving
the power contained in the general Bill to the Albert Mining Company, as the whole
subject had been discussed by the Assembly in its collective capacity, and by a Com-
mittee. Under the circumstances, Messrs. Allison and associates petitioned the
Legislature to pass the Bill, and give them the necessary facilities for carrving on their
mining operations. Mr. Hanington introduced the Bill, and it passed the House
unanimously, there being no difference of opinion as to its proprietv, and it being
admitted that any objection to a general Bill which might open the door to speculation,
could not apply to an association of active operators, who had invested a large amount
of capital in mining operations upon the faith of the Crown grant. There was nothing
unusual or extraordinary in the mode in which this Bill was dealt with by the Assembly.
It forms no part of your petitioner's business to vindicate the character of the gentle-
men whom the Counsel for the memorialists, Milner and others, bas so indelicately
and unjustifiably maligned. Your Excellency will no doubt feel that it is only a simple
measure of justice to these gentlemen, to inform Her Majesty's Secretary of State, that
they are all high minded and honorable men, possessed of minds and principles above
such paltry meanness as the Counsel for the memorialists bas attributed to them.

Mr. Hanington introduced the Bill, the petition and petitions of several of the
parties interested with the memorialists, and was cognizant of the whole matter, and
knew that the memorialists were also. The Attorney General had no professional
connection with the Bill in any way, and was not in the House when it passed. Mr.
Botsford had no professional connection with, and was not in the House when it

passed,
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passed, being engaged as Chairman of a Scrutiny Commitiee. Mr. Gray was engaged
by Messrs. Allison in the proceedings in Chancery, but had no connection with this
Bill; whether he was in the House when it passed I know not. Ignorant as the
House of Assembly is in the opinion of the memorialists, Mr. Gesner petitioned to be
heard by Counsel before them, (see Journal of 1852, page 159,) on the mining
question. The Counsel for the rnemorialists was heard before the Legislative Council
against the passing of the Bill to provide for an entry, and referred to Mr. Allison and
associates, and the Hillsborough Mines in his Speech. The general Bill, and the
Bill to give to the owners of the soil the mines, were postponed till the next Session
of the Legislature; the flrst by a small majority of the Council.

It appeared to be admitted that the general question should remain until another
vear for consideration, but that the Albert Act should pass ; and when it was before
the Council, and opposed by some of the nembers who had opposed the general
Bill, one of the Committee declined to vote on the ground that he did not hear
the Counsel for the memorialists, evidently shewing that it was all considered the
same question, (this is the Councillor referred to in Mr. Kerr's memorial.) The
SlIth section was added to the Bill on the third reading, after its principle had been

fully discussed, and sustained and settled, to qualify its provisions.
It is urged that the Bill was passed in violation of the Royal Instructions, and that

these Instructions have always had the force of law in this Province. As in England
no law can be passed without the assent of the three Estates of the Realm, so in this
Province nothing can have the force of law unless it is assented to by the three branches
of the Legislature. The Royal Instructions have always, to a certain extent, guided the
Colonial Governors in the exercise of the Royal Prerogative, but have never been
considered inflexible; and have often, when local interests required it, been departed
from. The Instructions are substantially the same from the first settlement of the
Province, and the mode of governrnent has during that time greatly changed. The
modern principle, and the only ore that the enlightened policy of the Mother Country
will entertain, or the British Amarican people tolerate, is unlimited control and self-
government in local matters. If the Colonial Legislature have not power to establish
a local tribunal for settling disputes about territorial rights, the self-government that
the Colonists enjoy is very limited, and the Legislative power of the Province very
inefficient. If in cases where a large part of the public Revenue is concerned, and
the public faith pledged to a great extent by grants, the Legislature have not complete
power to simplify the mode of settling these rights, the people of this Province are
under a great delusion as to what are their constitutional rights. But I submit that
the Act does not violate the Royal Instructions. The Bill is to enable the corporators,
by a greater investment of capital, to carry on mining operations; and though it cannot
be disputed that they own the minerals, the Sth section was necessary to enable them
to dig the Coal, which is certainly an opening and working a mine. The owners of
the soil cannot dig the minerals. If they do they will acquire no property in the
Coals, and provisions to enter are necessary powers to, be given to a Company incor-
porated Io open and work mines, and the right to enter upon private property has
invariably been inserted in all Acts of Incorporation, when such right was necessary
to give effect to the objects the corporators desired to attain. The absurdity of this
objection is too apparent to demand further remark. As to the reservation of the
rights of the Crown, Her Majesty has no rights to reserve, having granted the land,
and subsequently the minerais. If the Crown had any rights they were ceded to the
Province by the Civil List Act, and belong to the Province, and are managed by the
Legislature; such an exception is rarely, if ever, inserted in any Bill.

It is objected that notice of this Bill should have been posted on the door of the
Parish Church where the lands lie. Now there happens to be no Parish Church in
Hillsborough, so that if that objection were good, a literal compliance would be
impossible.

The Sth section contains the usual provisions that are contained in all the Railway
Acts, and a variety of other Acts of Incorporation, only that a paragraph is added at
the end of the section, more restrictive upon the corporators than is usually con-
tained in the other Acts. This power has always been conferred upon Corporations
when required for the purpose of carrying into effect the object of the Act, without

objection;
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objection; and it never, until the presenting of Mr. Kerr's Petition to the Lieutenant
Governor, has been urged that the insertion of this power contravened the Royal
Instructions in any wav. The suspending clause to this Bill proves nothing. When
the Bill was returned to the Assenbly with the lIth section as an amendment,
the Petition of D. S. Kerr had been presented to the Governor; and the Attorney
General intimated to Mr. Hanington, who informed Messieurs Allison, that the
Lieutenant Governor was somewhat enbarrassed by the Bill, and he had better add
a suspending clause to it ; Messrs. Allison, not wishing to embarrass the Governor
in any way, assented to the adding of the suspending clause, though the Bill would
have been passed without it; the whole subject was fully discussed; the memorialists
well knew; Mr. Kerr, their Counsel, knew the terms of the Bill; he appears to have
had communication by telegraph with the memorialists, (who can be notified at any
time in ten minutes) and to have petitioned to Your Excellency against the Bill
while it was before the Legislative Council, and four days before it was finally passed
by the Assemblv ; after which, it was again under the consideration of the Legislative
Council, and might, in all this time, have been resisted in either House, could any
good grounds have been shewn against it. Doubtless the Counsel for the memorialists
could have petitioned the Assembly or the Council against it, had he entertained the
the least hope of success on the merits; but knowing that the Assembly were
cognizant of al] the facts, and had adjudicated after full consideration, and that the
Legislative Courcil had heard him for four hours on the mining question, when he
referred to Mr. Allison and the Albert Mines, bis only hope was to defeat it by a
quibble. It is submitted, that in any view of the Royal Instructions, this Bill does
not fairly come within the scope of their provisions ; if it does, half of the legislation
of the Province might be nullified at any time, as such matters are continually dealt
with, and in the same manner, by the Legislature.

Messrs. Allison and associates have expended about ten thousand pounds in their
mining operations ; they paid three thousand five hundred pounds for the Crown
Licence which was granted to Duffy's after a public sale, according to law, and on
the faith of which they made their expenditure. Between six and seven thousand
pounds have been expended in parchasing land, building houses, wharves, railroads,
and other works. The expenditure of their capital, and their operations, greatly
enhance the value of all the adjoining property, including that of the Messrs. Steves.
Knowing their operations, Messrs. Milner and Gesner purchase or lease a piece of
wilderness land of no real value, except for the purpose of speculating and enabling
them to involve the owners of the mines in litigation ; they then institute all sorts of
law suits, and these are left to their operation by the Act in question. Surely upwards
of twenty law suits in the Supreme Court, when they are so very anxious to try them,
are a plentiful crop for four acres of wilderness land to produce; I should think it
would satisfy the most avaricious Lawyer in the profession. The Act does not
interfere with private property, nor can that by any means be the fair construction of
the provisions for the right of entry.

If the mines of the Province, reserved in the granted lands, cannot be worked
without involving the parties working in an interminable sea of litigation, then tbey
will remain unworked, and valueless to the Government; for no respectable man will
expend capital in a business which is to subject him to continual lawsuits. To
encourage the working of the mines must be the policy and interest of the Legisla-
ture, for the purpose of obtaining a Revenue, employing capital, creating trade, and
encouraging all the industrial interests of the Province ; and they are the fittest
and only constitutional judges of the best mode of doing so, having regard to the best
interests of all parties. The owners of the land have generally acquired their title by
gift, or for some nominal consideration of two or three shillings per acre ; all the quit
rents originally reserved in the old grants have been paid by the Province, and the
public in general have a common interest in the minerals. If the right be not incident
to the grant of the mines, particularly where the original forest remains, and no value is
given to the soi] by the labour of the grantee, or his Masigns, or otherwise, the Legis-
lature have the choice of either abandoning the minerals as a source of Revenue, or
procuring means for enabling purchasers to dig them ; justice to the whole people
who contribute to the Revenue demands this remedy. The Legislature in the 8th
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section of the Act, with a sacred regard to the rights of both parties, the owners of
the soil, and of the mines, have provided a cheap and simple tribunal to settle the
question between the parties. The Counsel for the memorialists evinces a great
anxiety to submit every question to the Supreme Court. There is nothing in the
controversy affected by the Bill for the Supreme Court to determine. No question
can arise. Messrs. Gesner and Milner own the soil, subject to the reservation of the
mines and minerais; these mines and minerais are granted to Messrs. Allison and
associates ; the respective legal rights are admitted, and the simple question is, what
damages do the owners of the soil sustain to their fee, by the entry of Messrs. Allison
and associates to dig, or what should they pay therefor. If the question were in the
Supreme Court, and had passed through ail the ordeal of special pleading and proof,
giving Messrs. Milner and Gesner full benefit of their view of the question, the simple
abstract question for a Jury would be, what damages have Messrs. Gesner and Milner
sustained, or what should Messrs. Allison and associates pay for the right of entry.
In what way does the Act affect these private rights P In no way whatever; any and
every proceeding under that Bill is based upon the admission of the legal, thp private
rights,-of the parties. If Messrs. Allison and associates propose a reference, they
admit the right to the thing referred. If a Jury is called, it will be summoned by the
same officer and from the same locality as the Jury for the Supreme Court; and that
Jury will proceed at once to do, bv the consent of the parties, what the Judge at Nisi
Prius, could only direct them to do after full proof; that is, assess the damages. Now
this Act erects a summary, simple and cheap tribunal to settle a question of fact more
fairly to the parties, and the very same sort of tribunal-a disinterested Jury-that
must settle the same question in the Supreme Court. The Supreme Court offers no
advantage to either party in bis character of-owner of the sou or of the mines, in
settling the question of the entry, that the Act does not contain. In the Supreme
Court large expenses would be incurred before the question could be submitted to a
Jury; the Act saves that by establishing a cheap remedy. This Act provides for
submitting it to a Jury at once, and assumes the rights of the owner of the soil, which
might be disputed in Court. The Supreme Court could do no more. What right of
property is invaded thereby I cannot discover; and if the Royal Instructions are really
so absurd and antiquated in their requirements as to interfere with the rights of the
local Legislature thus to deal with such a question, I venture to affirm that it only
requires to be known in the Province, to create a fixed determination amongst the
inhabitants to secure the abrogation of such au Instruction. No free country with a
Legislature of its own, would ever submit to such a monstrous proposition. But I
submit that as the Act merely simplifies and cheapens the mode of assessing the
damages, and in no wise interferes with the rights of the parties to such damages, or
the measure of them, it is not a case contemplated by the Instructions. By the pro-
visions of this Act, if Messrs. Allison and associates proceed under it, they must say
at unce to Mr. Milner or Gesner, as the case may be, you bold certain lands, we wish
to enter and dig, we admit your title to it, we waive all legal questions, we are pre-
pared to pay the fair damage you will sustain for our entry, we want a Jury appoiuted
to assess the damages; and the Jury would be chosen in the same manner, and by
the same officers as in the Supreme Court. The utmost that Messrs. Gesner and
Milner could do without this Act, would be to compel Messr;. Allison and associates
to submit to an ascertainment of damages by a Jury. If the A t only does the same,
how can it be said to interfere with private rights of property P Only last year an
Act passed to incorporate the Hillsborough Plaister Company, an association of Ame-
rican citizens, operating in the immediate vicinity of the Albert Mines, and a right of
entry was given them. Mr. Gesner, a resident of Nova Scotia, knows that if bis four
acres were situated on the opposite shore of the Bay of Fundy, in the Province of
Nova Scotia, he would be subject to the provisions of a law similar to the 8th section
of this Act; and yet, with the full knowledge of that law, he has the presumption, by
bis Counsel, to call the provisions of this Act unconstitutional.

1 respectfully submit that the Act does not violate the Royal Instructions; that it
does not refer to different matters; that the Crown bas no rights to reserve ;. that it
does not interfere with private property ; that the parties have had full notice, (even
this is reluctantly admitted in the petition to Your Excellency,) after which the Bill
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was considered in both Houses of the Legislattire, and might have been petitioned
against; and every effort that could be made was made to defeat it. If the RovalInstructions are ambiguous, then I submit that the uniform practice of the Legislat urefor upwards of fifty vears must be taken to truly explain their meaning ; to show thatit is neither unprecedented nor unusual, I would refer to a series of Acts of the Legis-lature, passed upon a variety of subjects, from a very early period of the history of theProvince to the last Session inclusive.

The protest signed by three members of the Legislative Council was referred to bythe Counsel for the memorialists. I am inot disposed to trespass so far upon the rulesof propriety as to discuss the principles of that protest ; as I think it will require verylittie acquaintance with the Legislative proceedings of New Brunswick to discovertheir fallacy. Doubtless the dissentients are ail honourable men, manfully expressingtheir opinions, but it is due to ail parties to state that the Hon. Mr. Steves, one of thethree gentlemen, is a relative of the Messrs. Steves whose names appear in Mr. Kerr's
memorial; and that memorial and petition to Your Excellencv contain little else thanan amplification of the principles and statenents of the protest. It must be distinctlyunderstood that every statement in these observations is made, and must be taken tobe made without prejudice to the rights of Messrs. Allison and associates in any way,in any suit, question or controversy now pending, or that may be brought by or againstthern in relation to any thing affected by the Duffy lease, or any other of their mining
rights.

I have endeavoured hastily to controvert the main principles of the petition and
memorial; I have avoided any narration of the enormous expenses Messrs. Allison
and associates have been put to by the interference of Messrs. Milner and Gesner,from the desire to present the single point of the controversv for the consideration ofHer Majesty's Government. If any thing I have stated mav, by any means, be con-strued to transgress the bounds of constitutional or official propriety, 1 should regretit much, and it must be attributed to the baste with which I have dedt with thequestion ; for I feel confident that an impartial consideration of the subject will result
i» the confirmation of the Act, and for that purpose I respectfully leave the matter inthe hands of Her Majesty's constitutional advisers.

12. Leuer of Mr. Kerr to Sir John Pakington.

(COpy) Fredericton, 51h May, 1852.
SiR,-Abrahtam Gesner and others, feeling rnuch aggrieved bv a Bill latelv passed

in the Legislature of this Province, intituied " A Bill to incorporate the Alber~t MiningCompany," presented (by Counsel,) a petitioi to His Excellencv Sir Edmund W.Head, the Lieutenant Governor of this Province, against it; and the Bill having beenafterwards amended by a suspending clause, the parties, bIy myseif as their Counsel,caused a humble mernorial to be submitted through His Éxcellencv to the Queen'sMost Excellent Majesty for redress; and I exceedingly regret that there should beany necessity for troubhing vou beyond what is expressed in the memorial itself. Bv
a correspondence which will accompany the memorial in question, it will appear thatHis Excellency has expressed himself dissatisfied with certain parts of it, especially
in reference to language; censured the Counsel for signing it ; intimated that theparties must take the risk of its being read at ail; that the persons to whom thememorial referred would be called on for their answer, but the memorialists should
neither reply to, nor see it; to ail which a remonstrance was offered ; as will appear bymy letter to His Excellency, of the 26th uilt. It is right that I should observe, that ifthere be anything objectionable in the memorial, it is purely the fault of the Counsel, andnot of the memorialists,who merely wish to state their case fully, and in a proper manner.As to the Counsel, I believe none can charge me with the' want of due attachment
or proper respect for the British Queen, nor yet of being unmindful of what is due toHer Majesty's Representative; and while on the one hand, I have never been hitherto

in
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in opposition to Sir Edmund Head or his Government, I can truly say that my per-
sonal regard for His Excellency has always been such that, could I have foreknown
any particular mode of shaping the mememorial more agreeable to His Excellency's
wish than any other, without sacrificing my clients, I should have pursued it, and it is
therefore the more amazing and unpalatable to me that, under such circumstances, I
should have apparently incurred His Excellency's personal hostility, as well as jeopar-
dized the interests of my clients, by causes which up to this moment I am utterly
unable to divine.

As I know, however, of my own knowledge, that there is no material fact stated in
the memorial, but what is capable of the clearest proof, I most respectfully hope that
the memorial and correspondence will be read, and will receive that liberal interpre-
tation and just consideration which our beloved Queen is ever disposed to give to the
appeals of her confiding people.

13. Despatch, No. 24, of His Excellency to the Secretary of State.

(Copy)-No. 24. Government House, Fredericton, N.B., May 6, 1852.
SIR,-I have the honor to inclose, for the consideration of Her Most Gracious

Majesty, a copy, duly certified, of an Act entitled " An Act to incorporate the Albert
Mining Company," passed with a clause suspending its operation until Her Majesty's
pleasure be known. It will be necessary first to set out the facts connected with the
passing of this Act, and then to explain the nature of the rights affected by it.

2. With reference to the passing of this Act, the facts were these. Whilst the
Legislature is sitting, it is usual for the Clerks of both Houses to forward to the Lieu-
tenant Governor daily, a copy of the Journals before they are printed. In that of the
Legislative Council for March 30, I was struck by the nature of the questions discussed,
and the close divisions thereon. I made a point of immediately seeing the Attorney
General and Solicitor General on the subject of the Bill to which this discussion and
these divisions related. I spoke strongly to the Solicitor General as to the rejection
of the suspending clause, against which he had voted, and expressed very great doubts
whether under the Royal Instructions I could pass any Bill of the kind in the form it
then had. On the following day I found that some of the dissentient Mernbers of the
Legislative Council had entered a protest on the Journals, in pursuance of a practice
imitated from the English House of Lords. This protest gave the matter a still graver
aspect, and after consideration I told the Attorney and Solicitor Generals that I should
not assent to the Bill at ail unless a suspending clause were added. These officers
bothi appear to thirk that the Bill, even if within the letter of the sixth sectioti of the
Royal Instructions, is scarcelv within the spirit, as will be seei from their Rerports
annexed tu this despatch. With every deference however to their opinion, I con-
ceived that it would be wrong to run any risk in such a matter. Mr. Kerr, the Counsel
for the party opposing the Act, appears to think that I ought not to have passed it,
even with this precaution, but as I offered to transmit the representations of both
parties with the Bill, to have rejected it altogether would have been to deprive oee
side of a sort of appeal to the Queen in Council.

3. 1 now proceed to make some observations on the facts to which this Acît relates.
They are important in many ways, and the value of the interests involved considerable.
Grants of ]and from the Crown in this Colony have been usually issued with the fol-
lowing words of reservation :-

" Except and reserved nevertheless out of this present grant to us, our heirs and
successors, al] coals, and also ail gold and silver and other mines and minerais."

Certain leases of mining rights so reserved have been from time to time -made, after
a sale at public auction. A copy of the lease under which the Bitumen or Coal Mine
in the County of Albert affected by the present Bill is worked, is annexed to this
despatch. The leave or licence is, " to occupy, work, make, use and enjoy.in such a
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way as they may think proper, and dispose of the produce thereof, to their own use
for the term of twenty five years, all and everv mine or mines of gold, silver, copper,
platina, lead, coal, or other mineral of any and every description, &c."

4. There can he littie doubt but that the Colonial Government and the lessees sup-
posed tlat a right to enter on granted as well as ungranted lands, was respectivelv
given and taken by virtue of the reservation in the grant, and the subsequent transfer
of right by the lease. In a recent case however which occurred in Queen's County,
(unconnected with the present case,) the Supreme Court appear to have held that the
reservation and subsequent lease of the mining rights, gave no right of entry to the
lessee. It seems probable that this Queen's County case may become the subject of
an appeal; at any rate steps have been taken for trying the right of the owner to the
minerais as against the Crown-a right by no means implied by the absence of the
right of entry by the lessee. In the present instance, in the County of Albert, the
persons claiming by virtue of the lease of mining rights, and actually working the mine
of butumen or coal, are the parties seeking to be incorporated. Their opponents
represent the interests of the owners of the soil. It should be observed moreover that
the latter parties have attempted to stop the former by injunction, but failed in such
attempt. i enclose a corrected copy of the judgment of the Master of the Rolls in this
matter.

5. So far it is quite true that the class of rights which would be affected by this Act
are in litigation, but it wili be observed that Section 10 of this Act saves ail rights now
actually litigated from being troubled by its provisions.

What it does is to assume a claim of some sort on the part of the Crown lessee of
mining rights, and to give to this particular Company a mode of entry, subject to an
adjudication by arbitrators of the damage done. According to my view the Act is
made more objectioriable than it would have been, by the lIth Section, whiclh was
inserted by the Legislative Council. It appears to me tinusual to give powers of a
gencral character, and then by a subsequent proviso to limit their exercise to one
square mile of private property. A private and ex post facto character is thus stamped
on the Bill. On the other hand it must be remarked that the Legislature here have
deliberately passed this nasure, and that it does not profess to give to the lessees of
the mining rights, or thcir representatives, any power greater than what the lease
was, til very recently, sipposed to conivey. It provides a mode by which that
power nay be exercised consistently vith fair compensation to the owner of the soil.
At the saine time it rnust be admiitted that it gives a right beyond that which the
Supreme Court at preseit acknowledge.

The provisions of the Act are virtually in favour of the Crowr and the parties
representing the interests of the Crown, and it therefore seems to want no saving of
the rights of the Crown.

6. The interests at stake are considerable. The value of the Bitumen or Coal is
great, and the possible extent of the deposit unknown. The persons seeking Legis-
lative aid in the shape of the present Act, have incurred much expense, and are now
actually working the mine. They are, in fact, in occupation of the greater part of the
land, under a lease ; and I believe their main object is to obtain a riglit of entry
(subject to a fair payment,) on another portion of the ground originally covered by
Duffy's mining lease. To pass the Act would be to aid private eniterprize in a case
in which considerable capital lias been expended in good faith. I should rejoice if it
could be sanctioned consistently with general principle. I only fear that such a
course may be judged at variance with English Parliamentary practice, and mis-
chevious, as a precedent for Legislative interference with private rights.

7. I can do no more than submit the Act for the consideration of Her Majesty's
advisers, with the representations of both parties annexed. I regret that ail these
enclosures are not what I should desire, but such as they are I now proceed to
describe and comment on them.

4. Mr. Kerr's Memorial, as Counsel, on behalf of Mr. Gesner and others, together

with the papers and correspondence connected with such memorial, lettered from A
to T, inclusive. The
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The signature of Counsel to a paper is supposed to be a sort of guarantee for the
relevancy and propriety ofits contents, but I regret to say that I cannot consider the
whole of this meinorial as either relevant or proper. The memorial does not confine
itself strictly either to a statement of facts or to legal arguments.

The language relating to the Assembly is, I think, disrespectful, and unfit for its
place in a memorial to the Queen ; and the insinuation of motives (for such it seems
to me,) against the Attorney General and others is, I think, uncalled for. I expressed
this opinion to Mr. Kerr, and urged the propriety of separating the objectionable
portion of the document. He offered to withdraw part, but declined to do what I
considered right. I have therefore felt it my duty to forward the paper in its original
shape, together with some observations of the Attorney General on the personal
portion of it. I also annex complete copies of the correspondence which bas taken
place with Mr. Kerr in relation to this paper. I declined to submit the Attorney
General's observations for Mr. Kerr's rejoinder, (of which the latter complainis,)
because such a course would have prolonged indefinitely, and for no good object, a
subordinate and personal. branch of this controversy, having nothing to do with the
merits of the main question.

For the same reason I abstain from ail comment on Mr. Kerr's letter to me of
April 29th. I regret that the opinions expressed by me, as to the form of the paper,
have not met with Mr. Kerr's concurrence. I earnestly hope, however, that nothing
in the tone of his memorial or correspondence will detract from the force properly
attaching to arguments which are really such in behalf of his clients ; and more espe-
cially I should be sorry if the position assumed by Mr. Kerr in his letter of April 29,
with regard to myself, interfered in any degree with the proper weight of his reasoning.

5. Observations on Mr. Kerr's objections to the Act.
This is drawn up by Mr. C. Fisher, as Counsel for the parties seeking to be incor-

porated. I have not thought it necessary to submit this paper for any reply on Mr.
Kerr's part, of which he complains. My reason was, that I conceive the presumption
to be in favour of the Act passed by the Legislature. Against this Mr. Kerr had the
opportunity of shewing cause, and the reply appears to belong to the parties in whose
favour the original decision may be said to be. Mr. Fisher's observations are carefully
and temperately drawn, and are entitled to attentive consideration. His vindication
of the parties attacked by Mr. Kerr is in my opinion just and true.

I regret that Mr. Kerr should suppose that I entertain any personal hostility to him.
In the letter written by my private Secretary, on the first instance, I declined further
discussion, because ail such discussion was evidentlv useless and impoper.

With regard to Mr. Kerr's personal knowledge of facts stated by him, I must say
that I have full and complete confidence in the assertion of the Attorney General with
reference to ail matters affecting himself personally.

I t is scarcely wortih while to observe that, in putting forward his personal knowledge
of facts, Mr. Kerr ceases to nppear as Counsel for others, and became himself the
accuser of the Attorney General.

Si,-We were favoured with Mr. Merivale's letter of the 8th instant, in which he

stated that he was directed by vou to transmit for our consideration an Act passed by
the Legisl-ture of New Brunswick, and reserved for the signification of lier Majesty's
pleasure, entitled " An Act to incorporate the Albert Mining Company."

Mr. Merivale also enclosed the copy of a despatch from the Lieutenant Governor
of the Province, with other documents in original, which accompanied the Act,
together with the copy of a Report drawn by one of the legal advisers to your Depart-
ment, and was pleased to request our opinion, whether the Act can properly be sub-
mitted for Her Majesty's confirmation P

In obedience to Mr. Merivale's request, we have taken the matter into consideration,
and have the honor to report-That the Act in question is to all intents and purposes
a private Act. Its object is to give the licencees of the Crown the power to enter into
private lands " for the purpose of carrving on their mining operations." These words
are sufficiently large to authorise them to enter for the purpose of opening as well as
of working mines. It seems unreasonable that private adventurers should have the
right conferred upon them of interfering to this extent with private interests, but we
see no objection to allowing them to work open and existing coal mines, and to follow
such mines under the lands of other owners, upon giving a fair compensation for any
injury which may be committed. Any thing beyond this would appear to be too great
an interference with private property.

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Albert Mining Company," and to inform you that after fully considering your state-
ments respecting this Act, and the representations from various parties which Vou have
transmitted against it, I have not felt it my duty to advise Her Majesty to withhold ber
confirmation of it.

2. I do not undervalue the force of the'general objection taken to the Act, that it
interferes with private property, and perhaps even more directly by reason of the
restriction contained in the lIth Section. But it appears to me that this is not a
sufficient ground to warrant Her Majesty's Government in setting aside the decision
arrived at, after repeated consideration by the Legislature of the Province, no rights
of the Crown being interfered with.

3. You will accordingly inform Mr. Gesner and his fellow petitioners, that I have
laid their petition before Her Majesty, who graciously received the same, but has not
been pleased to issue any orders thereupon.

4. The Order in Council confirming the Act will be transmitted on the earliest .
opportunity.

Conoplaint agaimt Alexander Davidsion, Esquire, in reference to Proseeu-
tions against Parli omeers la Velson.

[ Fornished under Address of 20th April, 1853. ]

Kelson, Miramichi, 131h November, 1852.
SIR,-Your Communication of the 1ith October last, informing me that Hugh

Ferguson has made a complaint against me in my capacity as a Magistrate, supported
by certificates, I duly received, but the comiplaint and certificates therein referred to,
did not come to hand until a few days since, thev having, by mistake, gone to another
person of my name. I feel much obliged to the Government for the promptness in
acquainting me with the charges, and furnishing me with a copy thereof; and in reply
thereto, I beg to state, that at the last July Sessions of the Peace, an order of Sessions
was passed, requiring the Clerk of the Peace to furnish a Magistrate in every Parish
in the County with a list of all the Oflicers in each Parish that had qualified up to that
date, that they might be able to call the delinquents to account if necessary, a copy of
which from the Clerk of the Peace Office is hereto annexed. That numerous com-
plaints being made to me by several persons in the Parish, that many of the persons
elected to Parish Ofdices in'the said Parish for the current year, would not qualify or
perform their duty ; and the Clerk of the Peace having served me with a copy of the
said order and a list of the persons who had qualified, 1, in accordance with the direc-
tions of the said order, issued Summonses for all the defaulters, and among the others,
Hugh Ferguson. That on the day of trial, I did not give judgment against any person
who had not attended the meeting at which they were elected, or had not subsequently
become aware of their appointment. John Dower, one of the persons signing the cer-
tificate, I acquitted, because he was ever since, before the opening of the River, been
out of the Parish. George Cliff, Thomas Rapple, John M'Carty, and John M'Kinley,
the four other persons signing the same certificate, I entered up judgment against for
the penalty, but in consequence of their poverty did not issue any Execution, intending
to let them stand over to await the order of Sessions ; and in none of the cases did I
make any charge for my fees, or receive anv thing from any of the parties in any shape
or way; nor did the Constable receive any thing, except a small sum made up by con-
tribution of all the parties at the time. That on Mr. Ferguson's case coming on, he
appeared and pleaded not guilty, but asked to put off the trial for want of evidence.
I asked him for how long ; he said, for two or three months, until he could see about
it. I then stated, that I could not put off the trial at all, unless lie made affidavit of
the want of such evidence, which he refused to do, and in consequence of such refusai
the trial proceeded ; and Richard Sutton, another of the persons making a certificate in
this matter, was sworn, and stated as follows:-He knows a Parish meeting was held
at Beaubair's Point, in the Parish of Nelson, in the County of Northumberland, on
the sixth day of January last past; that the meeting was convened by the Town or
Parish Clerk, John Kait, for the purpose of electing Parish Officers to serve in the
Parish of Nelson for the present year of 1852; he, the witness, was Chairman of the
meeting; the Town or Parish Clerk, John Kain, was present; he, witness, knows the
defendant Hugh Ferguson, and knows he was present at the meeting ; defendant,
Hugh Ferguson, was quite sober, and entirely from under the influence of spirituous
liquor; defendant spake nuch at the meeting on all subjects connected with the duties
and appointment of Parish Officers; defendant, Hugh Ferguson, in his own presence,
was proposed, seconded, and unanimouslv elected by the voice of the meeting to the
office of Surveyor of Dams; the Town oi Parish Clerk read aloud the appointment in
presence of defendant Hugh Furguson, and he, Hugh Ferguson, made no objection

thereto.
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thereto. Exemplification signed by the Deputy Clerk of the Peace, under the Seal of
the Court, of defendant Hugh Ferguson's confirmation in the office of Surveyor of
Dams, by the General Sessions of the Peace held at Newcastle in January 1852, in
evidence.

No evidence appears at the trial to show that the defendant, Hugli Ferguson, had
qualified te the faithful discharge of the duties of a Parish Officer to which he was
appointed, either at the Parish meeting or General Sessions of the Peace for the year
1852.

On hearing the evidence, I fined him in the sum fixed by law, 40s., and costs, as
follows:-

And stated te him, that this amount sheuld be paid; and 1 further stated that within
twenty four heurs he could apply te a Judge cf the Supreme Court, (the Chief Justice
being in Newcastle at the time,) and if the Judge was f opinion that I was wrng,
there would be ne more about it, but lie said he would net, and this is ail I recollect
saying about twenty four heurs. Mr. Ferguson net having made any application te the
Chief Justice, or paid the amount, on the fourth day afterwards issued Execution,
and put it inte the Constable's hand, who collected the same, and paid the fine ta the
County Treasurer.

That on the trial, Mr. Ferguson said lie was blind, and not fit to serve in this office,
and that he had served in another office. I stated that I considered that all persons
elected were under the law bound te serve in all the offices they were elected for, and
were if stone blind, would not under the law excuse him if elected. But Mr. Ferguson
is not at all blind, nor his sight any more if se much impaired as persons of bis age
usually are, and he is quite competent te perform all the duties of the offices te which
he was elected ; and at the meeting, the office of Surveyor of Dams is the office he
was first appointed te, as will be seen by referring te the law itself, and also te the
certificate of John Kain, the Town or Parish Clerk, hereto annexed; and even if it be
the law, (which I don't consider the fact,) that a man is only bound to serve in one
office, he ought te qualify for the office lie is first elected te. But it does not appear
from the Deputy Clerk's return, or from any thing that took place on the trial, that
Mr. Ferguson has qualified in either of the offices lie was elected te. I do consider
that a Surveyor of Dama in the said Parish is required, and complaints bave been made
te me that the duty required of this officer has not been performed.

I most distinctly and positively deny being actuated in this matter by any private
feeling, or with any other object than te carry out the object contemplated by the order
of Sessions, and te shew the parties that they must qualify te the offices to which they
are elected, the non-compliance with which part of the law has, in this Parish, for a
long time been a great and growing evil; many persons appointed te the most impor-
tant offices in the Parish, such as Assessors, Overseers of Poor, &c. not qualifying at
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ail, but acting without. Mr. Ferguson is a man of much wealth and property in the
Parisb, and a leading and active man at the meeting, and should he escape paying his
fine without shewng any good and sufficient excuse, but merely setting the law at
defiance, would have a very bad effect, and poorer persons could not consistently be
procecded against for similar t-ences.

It is a fact that Mr. Ferguson did cheat me out of a sum of money which I bave no
means of recovering from him; and I have on several occasions openlv stated it, and
perhaps did so after the trial, but not in any way relating to the trial, or having any
influence thereon, or on my judgment, which was strictly according to the evidence
and my view of the law; I would consider myself fallen very low indeed, did I allow
either his ill conduct to me, or the small amount of fees I received, to have any effect
on my conduct towards him in my capacity as a Justice of the Peace. It is also true
that I have heen unfortunate in business, and in the year 1844 was obliged to go into
the Bankrupt Court to relieve me fron my embarrassments. But as soon as I was
declared a Bankrupt, I immediately tendered to the Government my resignation as a
Justice of the Peace and Common Pleas; nor did I exercise any of the functions of
either of these offices until after the Government had declined to accept it.

I shall not, unless required by the Government, condescend to take ar.y notice of
Mr. Ferguson's violent and abusive language towards me, or follow his bad example;
but merely state that his character for veracity and honesty is too well known in this
County to injure me or any other person in this County, and I am sur( it will bave no
weight with His Excellency unless supported by proper proof.

I am quite willing and desirous that the fullest investigation may be made inte My
conduct not only in this matter, but ail my actions as a Justice of the Peace, or any
other public office which I have had the honor to hold. I am now sixty five years
of age, and have been a Justice of the Peace since the year 1810; have done ja large
business, and brought up a large family in the County ; and I should at this late stage
be very sorry to do any thing that could possibly cast the slightest stain either on my
own character or on them.

We, the undersigned, do hereby certify that we were summorned to appear before
Alex. Davidson, Esquire, on the 13th instant, with many more of the Parish of Nelson,
for not having qualified in Parish Offices; that Hugh Ferguson was summoned, and
appeared on that occasion; that he was called up by the Justice first to answer the
Summons; that the said Hugh Ferguson requested to know who the informer was;
he stated the informer was the record of the Clerk of the Peace ; that the said Hugh
Ferguson informed the said Justice that he Lad served in one Parish Office and
was qualified thereto; that the office of Surveyor of Dams he had refused to accept
of, or to serve therein, as he had served in one, and from his advanced age he was
incapable; that he had so stated at the Parish Meeting, and that the Deputy Clerk
of the Peace had given his opinion to that effect. The said Hugh Ferguson requested
time to get an evidence to prove these facts; the said Justice replied that if he
had twenty evidences to prove it, would avail nothing, and would not give twenty four
hours before he would issue an Execution ; he further stated that if he had been
appointed to twenty offices and served ia one, he, the Justice, would fine him for the
rest, even if he was stone blind. The said Hugh Ferguson then demanded the
opinion of the Clerk, which the Justice produced, and it was proved and admitted
that the same Lad been read at the Parish Meeting where the officers were elected ;
he said he cared nothing about it, and would attend to no such thing. Mr. Ferguson
then asked what was the fine, he said forty shillings, and twenty four shillings costs.
The said Hugh Ferguson then left the Court asserting that he would endeavour to
get justice done hima or relief in the premises.

The said Justice fined several of the parties, but stated he would not exact the fine-,
and forgave the costs, but that he would enter judgment; some he fined and made
them pay the costs, leaving the judgment entered up for the fine. Some he did not
even summon. After the said Hugh Ferguson left the Court he stated that he, the
said Hugh Ferguson, could pay the amount of the fine and costs ont of the seventy
pounds he Lad taken out of him, the said Justice, in a former transaction, and that he
had no other way than this to get at him. In the other cases where the costs were
exacted, the amount demanded in no case exceeded seven shillings and six pence,
although all the parties, except one, resided farther from the said Justice's office, than
the said Hugh Ferguson, he being within less than ten miles.

SIR,-I have the honor to inform you, for the information of the Lieutenant Governor,

that in a matter lately prosecuted against me by Alexander Davidson, Esquire, a Jus-
tice of the Peace of this County, I feel that I. ara greatly injured, and now beg to bring
his conduct before the Governor, in order that he may be called upon to answer for
the same. At the election of Parish Officers in the Parish of Nelson for the present
year, I was appointed an Overseer of the Roads; I was also nominated to the office
of Surveyor o Dams, but which office I distinctly refused to accept of, on the ground
that I was incapable to serve from my advanced age of seventy years, and also, that I
was not bound to serve but in one office notwithstanding I was elected. In the former
office I got quîalified, and served to the entire satisfaction of the Commissioner of
Highways. In ihe latter, I took no notice of the appointment. In the latter part of
A ugust last I received a Summons to appear before the said Justice on the 13th instant,
to answer a charge for having refused to accept of, or get qualified in the office of
Surveyor of Dams. I attended in obedience to the said Summons. That no prose-
cutor appeared against me. I informed the Justice I had served as Overseer of Roads,
and shewed him a certificate to that effect; notwithstanding which he fined me forty
shillings and twenty five shillings costs, and has issued a Warrant, and my property is
now under levy for the amount. That the said Justice summoned a number of the
inhabitants of the said Parish for not qualifying to office, many which suits he dis-
missed, in others he convicted the parties, and exacted only the costs, and a few
favourites he overlooked altogether, not even summoning them. The office of Sur-
veyor of Dams is a mere nominal office in the Parish of Nelson, and I have never
been called upon to perform any duty in the said office, and as such, no inconvenience
has been occasioned by my not serving. I was selected by the Justice as the victim.
I have tried in every way to get the Justice to forego the matter, but all to no purpose;
he told me that he would make me pay, as I had got the better of him in a transaction
to the extent of seventeen pounds, and that he had other grievances against me, and
that he would have it out of me, and that was the reason why he prosecuted me. At
the time of the selection of Parish Officers, the opinion of the Deputy Clerk of the
Peace was read, shewing distinctly that no person could be compelled to serve in more
than one Parish Office. This I brought before the notice of the said Justice, who
stated that had I been appointed to twenty offices, and served in one, he would fine
me for ail the rest, even were I stone blind. Under the circumstances, I feel that I
have great reason for complaint against the said Justice, and that his continuing to
exercise the functions of a Justice of the Peace is subversive of the rights an-d liberties
of the people, and that others in the Parish, who have differences with him, equally
with myself, may fall under the lash of his displeasure. I humbly conceive that a
Justice should act on complaint, and not multiply suits for the sake of litigation or
costs, or from vindictive motives, which I charge against the said Justice, and am
prepared to prove what I now assert. I charge upon the said Justice of being a
Bankrupt in property, having gone through the Bankrupt Court a few years ago, as
well as in principle, and that the administration of justice with him is a mere mockery.
I conversed with the Honorable the Attorney General on the subject, who coincided
in opinion that I was not bound to serve in more than one Parish Office at the time.

As I cannot get fair play from the said Justice, I now appeal to the Government
for redress in the premises, and trust that the said Justice may be called on to answer
for his conduct, and be dismissed from his office.

I do hereby certify that I received a Subpæna to appear before Alexander Davidson,
Esquire, on the 13th instant, to give evidence against Hugh Ferguson, for not quali-
fying in the office of Surveyor of Dams ; that I attended in pursuance thereof, and
was sworn and examined in the matter, and proved that at the meeting for the election
of Parish Officers, the said Hugh Ferguson had been appointed to the said office for
the Parish of Nelson, for the year 1852; that the said Hugh Fergison was at the
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same time appointed Overseer of the Roads; that 1 vas Chairman of the meeting,
and knew that to be the case. That on the trial before the said Justice, the said
Hugh Ferguson requested of the Justice to know who the informer or complainant
vas, he stated the informer vas the records of the Clerk of the Peace, exhibiting at
the same time the list of Parish Officers under the Seal of the Sessions. The said
Hugh Ferguson stated to the said Justice that he had served as Overseer of the Roads,
and had been qualified before Justice Leslie; and that the office of Surveyor of Dams
he had refused to accept of, or to serve therein ; and from bis advanced age, and his
sight failing him, that he was incapable of serving in the office, and that he had so
stated at the Parish meeting; and that the Deputy Clerk had given his opinion to the
effect that he could not be compelled to serve in more than one office; and requested
the said Justice to put off the trial, to enable him to get a witness to prove these facts;
the Justice stated that, if he had witnesses to prove bis refusal at the Parish meeting,
it would avail him nothing, and as to bis excuse of blindness, it vas no excuse, as if
he was stone blind, he would fine him. He further stated that he would fine him, and
issue the Execution before twenty four hours ; the Justice further states that it vas
no matter about bis having served in one office, but that he would fine him for not
qualifying in that particular office. The Justice then read the opinion of the Deputy
Clerk of the Peace, which had been previously read at the Parish meeting, and stated
that was only one man's opinion, but that he would go by his own opinion, and the
Act of Assembly. The Justice fined him forty shillings and costs. The said Hugh
Ferguson then left the Court much dissatisfied, and I immediately followed him, and
know nothing of what took place subsequently in Court. George Cliff, John M'Carthy,
Thomas C. Ripple, John Dower, John M'Kinley, and several others, were attending
the said Court at the time for similar offences ; when I left the Court their causes had
not been disposed of, I was only subpened in the suit against Hugh Ferguson. I do
further certify that several days previous to the tial, I had a conversation with the
said Justice, Alexander Davidson, Esquire, about the said Hugh Ferguson, and the
suit he had commenced against him for not serving in the said office ; when the said
Justice stated that he would fine the said Hugh Ferguson, if he had not qualified in
the office of Surveyor of Dams, and that he was well enough able to pay, as he had
plenty money of bis in bis hands with which he could pay the fine. I do further
certify that I am not aware that the service of a Surveyor of Dams has been required
the present year in the Parish of Nelson. I do further certify that the said Hugh
Ferguson is a landed proprietor in the County of Northumberland, to some consi-
derable extent.

Sia,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 30th ultimo,

in reference to my complaint against Mr. Justice Davidson, and informing me of the
decision of the Executive Government in reference thereto, in which I am informed
" that the Executive have no power to quash Mr. Davidson's convictions; such power
" resides alone in the Supreme Court, to which application can be made." I regret
to say that the Government have misapprehended the nature of my complaint, as I did
not for a moment suppose or intend to convey that thejudicial fonctions of quashing con-
victions is vested in the Government, but such power, I am aware, is alone cognizable
by the Supreme Court,towhich tribunal I shouldcertainly have appealed, had the matters
brought before the Government rested merely upon the error in judgment of the
Justice in the proceedings alluded to, in which he has made bis judicial character a
stalking horse to gratify private and vindictive motives and feeling against an individual.
I felt that as he had so far lost sight of his character, and brought the tribunas of the
country into contempt, and weakened the attachment of the people thereto, that it was
my duty to bring his conduct before the Executive Government, in whom is vested
solely the power of rewarding those who faithfully carry out the Queen's authority, or
displacing those who are prostituting their commissions to the basest of purposes ; and
as I had brought forward the charges, and supported the same by truthful witnesses,
I had every reason to expect that I would have had an opportunity to vindicate my
charges, (were his reply conflicting thereto,) on the ground set forth in My complaint,
without his being permitted to escape the investigation on a ground which I never for
a moment supposed the Government had the power to adjudicate upon. I again say
that I can prove every word I have asserted; and as it appears that Mr. Davidson
has replied thereto, upon which reply your communication and the decision of the
Government is based, you will therefore be pleased to forward me a copy of such reply
with as little delay as possible; as an act of justice, I think you; wiil accede to this
request at once. My moti.ves in the matter is purely that justice might be doue. I feel
that I have been injured, seriously injured, and that if the said Justice is permitted to
exercise the fonctions of a Justice in future, myself, as well as my neighbours, will- feel
the rod of his oppression, as this triumph, backed by the act of the Government, vill
emboidenhim in a course of conduct subversive of the rights and liberties of the people.

1. The conviction must be presumed legal till quashed by a Court of competent
jurisdiction. The Executive Government have no power to do this, and whatever my
opinion may be as to the legality of the conviction, I think the Government would not
be justified in displacing or even censuring a Magistrate upon the assomption that a
conviction made hy him is. wrong, until it is set aside.

2. The existence of partiality on the part of the Justice is most positively denied.
The circumstance of the Justice admitting he might have said that Ferguson had
cheated him, after the trial, however imprudent and wrong on the part of the Justice
to give utterance to such expressions on such an occasion, is not in itself sufficient to
prove corruption or partiality in the face of a positive denial thereof.

3. The conduct of the Justice towards others prosecuted for like offences, can and
oughtto have no bearing on this case. Each case must stand or fall upon its own merits.

lu my opinion, the proper course for Mr. Ferguson to pursue, if he feels himself
aggrieved, is to move up the conviction to the Superior Court, and there have its
legality tested; and if he succeed in having the conviction quashed, and thinks the
Justice was actuated by corrupt motives, he may then not only prosecute the Justice
in a private action for damages, but also bring his conduct under the consideration of
the Government; in which case the Government might, I apprehend, cause an inquiry
into bis conduct, and act upon the result thereof.

We have had under consideration Mr. Ferguson's letter of the 16th December last,
with reference to his complaint against Mr. Justice Davidson for misconduct in his
office, and are of opinion that it is necessary for Mr. Ferguson, under the circumstances
of the case he represents, to have the conviction set aside on Certiorari, before the
Government ought to be called on to investigate the case to any further extent.

Si,-Your communication of the 19th November, informing me that Mr. Hugh

Ferguson, George Cliff, and Thomas Rippelee, have made further complaint against me
in my capacity as a Magistrate, I have duly received. I have been from home some
days, which has delayed my reply. With respect to Mr. Hugh Ferguson, I have
nothing further to state than what is contained in the communication I had the honor
to make on the 13th November last.

I did write a note to George Cliff and Thomas Rippelee, requesting them to pay,
which they immediately did, into the hands of the County Treasurer, forty shillings
each, the amount of fine only. I did not receive from the complainants four shillings
each, or any other persons that were sued for not qualifying to discharge the duty of
Parish Officers, to the best of my recollection, except from Mr. Hugh Ferguson, who
paid the amount of costs authorised by law. At the time of trial, George Cliff and
Thomas Rippelee stated that they were utterly unable to pay ; in consequence, and on
that ground, I consented that the judgment should lie over until January Sessions. I
subsequently ascertained that assertion to be untrue, (a fact that appears by their
immediately paying as soon as they thought execution might issue,) and therefore
called on them to pay.

In this whole matter I positively deny being actuated by any other motives than to
carry out the order of Sessions in July last, which I considered was my imperative
duty. To shew the necessity, in public opinion, of calling delinquents to account who
have refused to qualify as Parish Officers, after being duly appointed, I beg leave to
enclose herewith a certificate from persons of good report, and holding Parish Offices
in Nelson. I have, &c.

It was
afterwards settled in making the composition with him by order of the House
of Assembly.

Hebert, Simonà and others. The Queen vs.
This was an Information for intrusion. It involved the recovery of a very large and

valuable tract of land in the County of Victoria, called the Town Plat of Edmund-
ston, the possession of which the defendant refused to give up to the Crown, and
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to some of the parties to whom the Crown had granted part, claiming it as their
own. It was defended and tried at the Victoria Circuit in 1851, when a verdict
was taken for the Crown, subject to the opinion of the Suprerne Court thereon,
which verdict, after argument, was sustained by the Court, and judgment there-
upon entered up and a Writ of amoveas manus sued out, and the Crown put in
possession. (A report of the argument will be found in the 2nd volume of Allen's
Reports, page 427.)

Thompson, John. The Queen vs.
Thompson was a Bye Road Commissioner for Queen's, and drew two orders each

for the whole amount for a Grant he was appointed to expend, and the last of
which was paid ont of the Treasury through mistake.

An Order in Council having been made to proceed against these parties, after a
great deal of negotiation and trouble, and writing of letters and going to Saint
John, I at length prevailed upon thern to give a Bond to secure the Province
in the amount of the award against the estate, and also the amount of Attorney
General Wilmot's taxed costs, charged against the Province in the original
inquisition.

The Attorney General was made a party to these suits to protect the interest of the
Crown on Crown Bonds which bound the properties in dispute, and he had
therefore to be present at the hearings before the M. R. to see that the Crowi1
interests were protected by the decree, and necessarily incurred the costs charged
in this bill.

Whelpley, David C. Attorney General vs.

This was an Information for a penalty under the Revenue Act, in which a verdict
was recovered against Whelpley at the Northumberland Circuit in 1852, and

judgment
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judgment entered up accordingly, upon which a ca. sa. execution was issued, and
the defendant put in goal in Saint John. An order was afterwards made in
Council, ordering bis release on payment of £15 of the costs, and giving bis bond
to the Crown for the balance of them, say £21 13 6, which bas been done.

Mitchell, Matthew. Attorney General vs.
This was an Information for a Revenue penalty for defendant's concern in the same

transaction as that for which the Information was filed against Whelpley. It was
commenced by Attorney General Wilmot, and was discontinued by me on the
ground of a verdict havingbeen obtained against Whelpley; and from the evidence
given in that cause, I thought it very doubtful whether sufficient proof of bis part
in the transaction could be obtained, and besides which, had the Crown got a
verdict, he was so poor there was ro probability of ever recovering any satisfac-
tion thereof.

Jack, David W. ats. John Wilson.
Charles J. Briscoe ats. same.

These were actions against Revenue Officers; the former being Deputy Treasurer
at Saint Andrews, and the latter an officer in the Treasury Department in
Saint John. One of the actions was brought in the Charlotte Common Pleas
and the other in the Mayor's Court at Saint John; and as points of law requiring
consideration and judgment, and involving the construction of the Revenue Act,
were likely to arise on the trials, and aiso affecting the Revenue, it was deemed
advisable to remove them to the Supreme Court; and an order in Council was
therefore made for that purpose, and the causes were removed accordingly.

Ist. As a Member of the Executive Government, he bas to attend and give bis

close attention to all the Executive business of the Countrv, to report upon almost
every special case coming before the Council.

2nd. To give legal advice and opinions upon all matters involving questions of law
coming before the Government, some of which take days to look into and draw up.
In 1852 he reported and gave opinions upon ninety cases.

3rd. To examine and report upon the Bye Laws of the Corporation of Saint John
froin time to time made; and also of the other Municipalities and Corporations in the
Province; also upon the Boards of Health; upon all the Fish Regulations for the
Fish Wardens.

4th. Upon all matters and duties imposed upon the Executive Government by Act
of Assembly, on whicl any question arises as to the construction of the Act.

5th. To examine and report upon every Grant, Lease and Licence issued from the
Surveyor General's Office.

6th. To examine and report upon every Act of Assembly passing the Legislature
before the same can be sent to the Colonial Office.

7th. To conduct the Criminal business at the Courts of Oyer and Terminer in the
following Counties, viz:-Saint John, two Circuits in the year; Westmorland, one
Circuit; Northumberland, one Circuit; and Charlotte, two Circuits in the year;
making six Circuit Courts at which he bas to conduct the Criminal business of the
Province.

Sth. As a resident Member of the Board of Education, he has to devote much time
thereto; and to give opinions upon all matters involving legal questions as to the con-
struction of the Law.

9th. As leader of the Government in the lower House, the preparing and maturing
all Government measures brought before the Legislature devolves upon him.

10th. To afford information to the Treasurer and Deputy Treasurers upon all matters
involving the construction of the Revenue Acts.

55 lith.
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1 lth. Although not bound ex officio to do so, he is constantly called upon by Magis-
trates and other public functionaries to give advice, as Attorney General, upon all
matters connected with the discharge of their public duties, and especially where the
construction of the Acts of Assembly are învolved, and is in the constant habit of doing
so gratuitously.

12th. He finds his own office, fuel, and other contingent expenses, and pays his own
travelling charges when attending to the Criminal duty imposed upon him, which in
rnany instances he feels as a great hardship. His Clerk hire subjects him to an
expense of from £120 to £150 per annum.

13th. He is always obliged to be at his post, and cannot leave Head Quarters or
be absent, except on public business, without leave.

The foregoing is a brief enumeration of the duties performed by the Attorney General,
for which he receives his salary of £600, by which it will be obvious to any one
acquainted with the arduous duties he bas to perform, that he is not only the hardest
worked Oflicer but the worst paid, taking into'consideration the responsibilities and
expenses to which his official station subjects him.

HONORABLE L. A. WILMOT.

Report of Comramittee of Executive Council on Accounts of late Attorney General Wilmet
for Costs and Counsel Fees and other services.

The Committee of Council to whorn was referred the Account of the late Attorney
General Wilmot, for costs and Counsel fees on several Crown prosecutions (not
criminal) conducted by him, and also certain proceedings taken by him» in Chancery,
and also his claim for time and services when on a mission to Canada in the year 1850,
report-

That they have had such Account and claim under consideration, and are of opinion
that the taxable costs of these prosecutions and also proceedings in Chancery in several
cases where the Attorney General was required to be made a party, should be paid to
Mr. Wilmot, to be borne in part on the gross proceeds of the Casual and Territorial
Revenue, and in part to be provided by Grant of the Legisiature, or deducted froma
collections on band.

The Committee are of opinion that the salary of £600, accepted by the late Attorney
General, should be considered in compensation for all services performed by hima for
the Province as Attorney Geneal, including such portion of the Criminal prosecutions
as were assigned to him te conduct.

With regard to the taxable costs in all prosecutions (not criminal) where the Crown
is a party, including a Counsel fee on actual trials or in special argument before the
Court, the Committee are of opinion that when such costs cannot be recovered or
obtained from the defendant or party, the same should be paid to the Attorney General
frorm Provincial funds. The costs of prosecutions relating to the Casual and Territorial
Revenues to be borne on the gross proceeds, and those relating to other matters to be
provided for by Grant from the Legislature, or deducted from money on hand, the
latter subject te the confirmation of the Assembly.
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Applying this principle, and assuming that none of the costs referred to in Mr.
Wilmot's account have been paid to him by the defendants or any party, the Com-
mittee recommend that the several taxed bills of costs on prosecutions relating to the
Casual and Territorial Revenues, amaounting to £77 16 2, be paid to him from the
gross proceeds of those revenues, and the further sum of £55 6 7, being the taxable
costs on pros ;ecutions under the Act of Assembly for protection and collection of the
Revenue, and for certain proceedings in Chancery where the Attorney General was
required to be made a party, should be provided for by Grant fron the Legislature,
or be deducted, with the assent of the Assembly, from money in hand.

The Committee have riot included the charges for Counsel fees, as they do not
appear to have been made for actual trials or special arguments before the Court, and
are not taxable.

The Committee have not allowed, until further explanation, a charge of £5 charged
as paid G. V. Nowlin for statement of moneys paid by Sheri of Saint John to Attorney
General Peters, the saie appearing to be included in the general taxed bills of costs
on proceedings against the Estate of Mr. Peters.

With respect to the claini made for an allowance for loss of time and services when
on the mission to Canada, the Committee are of opinion that it should not be allowed,
on the ground that Mr. Wilnot was then Attorney General, receiving his full salary,
no deduction being made for absence, and that his travelling and personal expenses
while on the mission were provided for and paid by the Government.

SUSPENSION BRIDGE AT FALLS,

Report front A. L. Light, Esquire, Civil Engineer, for testing the Bridge
before being thrown open to the public.

(Copy) Saint Andrews, 10th February, 1853.

SIR,-I beg to report to you for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor and the Government, that, according to instructions received from you,
bearing date the 21st January, I have carefully examined the Saint John Suspension
Bridge, erected under the authoritv and by virtue of the powers granted by an Act of

the Legislature entitled " An Act to incorporate the Saint John Suspension Bridge,"
and I hereby certify, that the sane is constructed in conformity with the requirements
of such Act, and that (within the limits and conditions herein specified) it is of suf-
bcient strength and quality in all respects to render it perfectly safe for life and pro-
perty passing over the sane.

The Bridge is of the description generally called " Wire Suspension Bridge," being
composed of 10 cables, 5 on each side, each cable containing 300 strands of No. 10
vire, or 3000 in all. These cables pass over massive towers of masonry, and are

made fast to the solid rock behind, by heavy anchors, as will be hereafter described.
The span of Bridge fron centre to centre of points of suspension is 630 feet; width
of roadway between parapet 23 feet, with a 15 feet carriage way in the centre, and 4
feet each side for foot paths, the whole being suspended 70 feet above extreme high
water mark.

I have examined ail the component parts of the Bridge, including the foundation,
and have subjected the wires, suspending rods and floor timbers to a breaking strain,
in order to form a safe calculation of the actual strength of the Bridge, upon all which
I beg to report in detail.

The towers upon the western side of the River are built upon two different kinds
of rock, the northern tower being built upon the limestone, whilst the southern is
erected upon a very hard dark colored trap rock. Between these rocks there is a
decided fssure, which, I am informed (for now that the tower is built I have no other
means of knowing) did not extend under the northern tower, but ran out to nothing
at the southeastern face of the same. This fissure, Mr. Reynolds the Contractor tells
me, has been carefully cleaned out, and rammed full of concrete and broken stone.
On the edge of the fissure, where I had an opportunity of examining it, this is now
nearly as bard as the rock itself. This must be watched and kept carefully sealed up
to prevent the water from getting in, which if allowed to enter and to freeze might do

serious damage. So long as this is guarded against, I consider the towers perfectly
safe, as I am led to believe that all earth bas been excavated from under them, they
being built upon the solid rock, each of the different descriptions of which stands
firmly upon its own base.

The towers upon the eastern side of the River are built upon a shaley slate rock.

The northeastern tower has been regularly stepped down with steps cut at right
angles to the horizon, until it attains a firm footing at the bottom, from whence it has

been built up entirely of strong granite masonry, of a firm and durable character.
The southern tower has likewise been cut down to a solid foundation, but whether
from economical or other motives, the base of the tower, which should be the strongest,
having to carry the superincumbent weight of the whole, bas been built of limestone
rubble masonry, of not nearly the same strength as the nasonry on the tower erected
upon it, which is constructed of granite. This I consider a mistake ; for though the

work is safe, and will last, I doubt not, for many years, yet it is not by any means of
the same durable nature, nor in keeping with the rest of the work.



To remedy this defect, I would recommend the outside of this rubble work, where
it is exposed to the weather, to be covered with a good coating of cement, made of the
best hydraulic lime, and the outside of this to be weather boarded. With due at-
tention to this, it may be made to last for an indefinite space of time.

The towers themselves are built of first class granite masonry. They are 15 feet
9 inches high above the base, 15 feet square at the bottom, and 6 feet square at the top
of the tower, below the coping. The coping stone that the saddle rests upon is 7 feet
square and 11 feet thick. Each of the other courses is 2 feet thick. The stone that
hte outside of the towers is composed of is grey granite of a fine grain and durable
nature. The stones are dressed smooth upon the beds and builds, but the outside is
rough, technically called with a quarry face, with an arris or tooled margin one inch
wide round the edge of each stone. The filling in the centre of the towers I am in-
formed is composed of best class limestone rubble, laid in cement and grouted, each
course being levelled off to correspond with the granite face, before the next was laid.
So far as I can judge, from carefully examining the outside of the work, it seems
executed in a faithful and workianlike manner. For strength of towers see Appendix.

On top of the towers rest the arrangements for compensating the contraction and
expansion of the backstays. This consists of a lower plate of cast iron 3 x 4 feet square,
bedded in the masonry, and firmly fastened down with copper dowels, to prevent any
movernent of itself. This plate is perfectly smooth on its upper surface. On it are
inserted 7 wrought iron cylindrical rollers, on these rollers a saddle is placed which
consists of a plate of cast iron, perfectly smooth on its lower surface, to correspond
with the upper surface of the lower plate.

The top of the plate is cut out into 5 grooves, 8 inches apart from centre to centre.
semicircular, and 31 inches diameter at bottom, and formed on a curve of 4 feet 6
inches radius in longitudinal direction of the Bridge. In these grooves the cables rest.
The effect of this arrangement is, in the event of contraction or expansion of the cables
from variations of temperature, the saddle moves along upon the rollers, without rack-
ing the masonry of the towers. I consider this an excellent plan, and well adapted
to answer the purpose intended.

The cables are 10 in number, 5 on each side of the Bridge, laid parallel to each
other, and composed of 300 strands of No. 10 wire about f of an inch in diameter in
each cable, or 3000 strands in all. Before these cables were made the wire was
boiled in linseed oil and franklinite, which prevents corrosion. I ara informed there
were six barrels of oil used in their preparation. These cables are hung over the
tops of the towers on each side in casenarian curves, the droop from the tops of the
towers to the apex of the curve being about 45 feet. * The cables on the land sides
are carried back over the tops of the towers as nearly as possible on the sane angle
as on the Bridge side of the towers. This causes the pressure upon each side of the
tower to be the same, the resultant of which is a vertical pressure. The cables are
carried back on this angle until they meet the surface of the rock, where they are
fastened by a suitable arrangement of shackles and links of sufficient strengtb, to
anchors of wrought iron. These anchors are straight bars of best refined round iron,
4' inches in diameter. There are two of them to each cable, the one set 6 feet behind
the other, in holes drilled by macbinery 8 feet into the solid rock, at right angles to
the tangent of the curvature of the backstays, and these secured by filling round them
with iron wedges and lead. Froin the unfinished state of the anchor pits (the
masonry proposed to be built over therm not being yet commenced) the earth had
washed in, partially covering them, so that I could not. examine thern thoroughly.
The parts exposed, however, were securely fastened. I would recommend that these
anchors be housed over either with a stone or brick arch, or wooden house, extending
the whole length of the shackles, and the drainage from the same, which is not by any
means perfect now, be made thoroughly complete. Five of the cables on the western
side of the Bridge have been spliced. I do not anticipate any danger from this, as it
is made in what is technically called the return, after the cable has been passed around
the frog of the anchor which is well and securely clamped. Moreover, from experi-
ments that I have made on wire spliced in this manner, the wire broke at the perfect
part, and not at the splice. Suspension Bridges in Europe are generally made of
wires of promiscuous lengths, splicing them whenever the coil was run out. In the

Fribourg
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Fribourg Bridge, the largest bridge of the kind in Europe, the cables were made in
this manner.

The suspension rods are 1 of an inch by t and are iii different lengths to suit the
curve of the cables. There are 147 on each side of the Bridge, or 294 in aU. They
are suspended from the cables at every 4 feet, alternating regularky from one cable to
the other, beginning with the outside and going regularly on by steps of 4 feet at a
tiune to the inside one, then beginning with the outside one again. These suspending
rods have a stirrup at their lower extremities, into which the hauser beams of the
roadway are fitted, and are there nailed fast to prevent their slipping off. They are each
of them provided with one or two turnbuckles according to their length. These are
for the purpose of adjusting them by, to bring them all into the same degree of tension.
These suspension rods are amply strong enough, as will be shewn in the Appendix,
where the strength of the bridge and its individual parts are explained.

The roadway is composed entirely of wood. The breadth of the same between the
handrail on each side is 23 feet; there being 15 feet in the middle occupied by the
carriage way, and four feet each side for foot patbs. Between the carriage way and the
foot paths, there is a scantling spiked as a line of demarcation.

The transverse beams of the road are 3 x 14 inches in the middle and 3 x 12 at the
side where they fit into the stirrups. This gives a slight curvation to the cross section
of the roadway, and allows the water to run off the sides, where it passes through
cast iron scuppers. The transverse beams are placed 4 feet apart from centre to
centre.

The planking for the carriage way is laid longitudinally, and rests upon the trans-
verse beams. The planks composing it are 3 inches in thickness, and froma 6 inches
to a foot and upwards in width, and from 20 to 40 feet in length. On each aide of the
Bridge, above and below the transverse beams, are the top and bottom chords of a
section of 8x5 inches and 5x5 inches. These are procured in long lengths of not less
than 30 feet, and spliced, bolted and banded together so as to make thema equal to one
continuous timber, extending from one end of the Bridge to the other. Iron boits 1
of an inch section pass through these top and bottom chords, and through the inter-
vening transverse beam at every crossing of the saie. These chords have the effect
of stiffening the Bridge, and distribute any passing load over three or four of the sus-
pending rods.

The timbers of the hand rail on the outside of the Bridge are 5x5 inches. The posts
are mortised into the upper chords, and are braced with diagonal braces of a similar
section, extending from the foot of one post to the head of another, forming a series of
Saint Andrew's crosses. The tops of the posts are mortised into a hand rail, the top
of which is capped with a moulding extending one inch over each side of the sanie.
The whole is trussed up tight by 1 bolts passing through the band rail and by the side
of the vertical post, and screwed up tigbt with a nut underneath the top chord.

The platform of the Bridge has a slight curvature across the River of 9 inches, the
saine being inverted to the curve of the chains. This curvature varies of course with
the degree of temperature; in the extreme heat of Surnmer the Bridge will be nearly
a level plane.

At either end of the Bridge there are six guys, three on one side and the same
number on the other. These guys are small cables of wire, one inch in diameter,
extending from the rock on either side of the Bridge where they are fastened, to the
Bridge itself ; the guys upon one side pulling against the guys upon the other in such
a manner as greatly to neutralize the effects of wind. These guys, however, are very
imperfectly put in, being badly made, indifferently fastened, and by no means in a
proper state of tension. I would recommend these guys to be immediately attended
to, and made as perfect as it is possible to make them, as I consider that there is more
to be feared from the effects of the violent gusts of wind which sweep through the
gorge than from almost any other disturbing cause.

The approaches to the Bridge are only completed for about 150 feet on each side.
The roads leading thereto are bad. On the eastemn side there is a steep bill within

300 feet of the Bridge, which should be cnt down to a grade of 1 in 25 before heavy
loads can be taken up it with any degree of facility. In fact when the hill is covered
with ice, as it was when I made the survey, it is almost impassable for loaded teams.

The
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The rest of this road passes through the Indian Town Shipyards, and is more or less
blocked up with timber.

From the end of the 150 feet approach at the western side of the Bridge to the
junction with the main road near the Asylum, the road creeps round the base of sloping
ground, and is decidedly unsafe at any pace beyond a walk when there is ice upon it.

The Act, with regard to the road and approaches, is indefinite as to how far they are
to be completed. I estimate that it will require £200 to make a good road in keeping
with the rest of the work, from a point leaving the main road by the Asylum, west of
the Bridge, to the same distance on the eastern side of the river.

The amount of work still remaining to be done to render the work perfect, and
which, if neglected, will considerably lessen the ultimate durability of the Bridge, but
which at the same time does not interfere with its being used for the present, are-

Ist. Repairing the spiral winding of the cables, technically called the sewing, where it
bas been broken in many places in taking thema over the towers. If this is not done,
the water will get into these places, and do serions mischief.

2nd. Painting all the iron work of the Bridge a white colour with white lead and oil.
The white colour materially weakens the action of the sun, and allows any symptom
of incipient oxidation immediately to manifest itself.

3rd. Coating the limestone rubble masonry in the southeastern foundation with
hydraulic cernent, and weather boarding the sane ; likewise pointing the joints of the
masonry on all the towers with cement.

4th. Cleaning out, thoroughly draining, and housing over anchors.
5th. Completing the roads to and from the Bridge.
I have estimated that £500 is a sufficient amount to complete these items.
Speaking generally, with the exception of the above mentioned items, I consider

the workmanship well executed, and creditable to all concerned.
I cannot conclude this Report without respectfully recommending that the wise

intention of the Government with regard to its being periodically inspected, should be
carried out. Suspension Bridges in particular require to be carefully watched, the
stability of the whole depending in a great measure upon the perfection of its parts.
It is no use if the cables are strong and equally strained, if the suspending rods are
not in adjustment, and vice versa.

In conclusion I would merely add, that in the survey nothing bas been taken for
granted where there was the least possibility of applying a test; and where the least
doubt could be entertained, the fullest practical experiments have been made with a
deep sense of the responsibility incurred.

APPENDIX.
On the ultimate strength of the Brige, and all its component parts.

The safe strength of the Bridge I estimate to be 131 tons gross.
From the results of six experiments that I have made upon the strength of the

wires used in the construction of the Saint John Suspension Bridge, I found that,
hung in a catenarian curve, at the same angle over the points of suspension, and sus-
pended over saddles struck to the sane radius, they broke with an average weight of
840%h net, upon each wire. Now there are 3,000 strands of wire in the 10 cables,
we therefore get 3,000 x 840 = 2,520,0001b = 1,125 tons, as the absolute strength
of the cables.

The suspended weight of the Bridge I calculate to be 150 tons. This includes the
weight of the cables themselves between the points of suspension, the suspending rods,
floor timbers, and all the other suspended weight of the Bridge. Deducting this 150
tons, the weight of the Bridge, froin the absolute tensile strength of the cables, will
leave 975 tons as the extraneous load theoretically that would cause fracture.

The best authorities upon construction, however, (vide Tredgold, Nicholson,
Rennie,) inforrn us that in order to be perfectly safe, either in wood or iron, we
should never allow more than a quarter of the breaking strain as a safe load ; My owi
practice has always agreed with this. Now, dividing the 1,125 tons, the absolute
strength of the cables, by 4 for a safe load, we get 281 tons; and deducting from this
150 tons, the calculated weight of the Bridge, we have 131 tons as the safe load the
Bridge will sustain, without a shadow of doubt ; this being equally distributed all over
the platform of the same.

I arn informed that it was the intention that the Bridge should bear a human being
upon every two feet square. Now, taking the average weight of man at 1501b net,
there woald be 371th upon every superficial feet, and there being 13,340 superficial
feet in the platform of the Bridge, ve have 13,340 x 371 - 223 tons, as the load that
this calculation would give. To arrive at this strength, I believe one third of the
breaking strain was assumed as a safe load. Taking therefore, as before, 1,125 tons
as the absolute strength of the cables, this divided by 3, leaves 375 tons ; deduct froin
this 150 tons, as the weight of Bridge common to both calculations, we have 225 tons
as the safe load according to this calculation and my own experiments upon the
strengtl of wire. One third of the breaking load may be safe, but a quarter, I feel
persuaded, is more in accordance with general practice.

Though 225 tons, or even 131 tons, may seem a large load, and more, probably,
than ever vill, or should be allowed upon it, yet it is but fair to say that this is not by
any neans the greatest load that could possibly come upon it. The heaviest load that
a Bridge is liable to be subjected to, is estimated by various writers at 1201b per super-
ficial foot. This is considering the Bridge, by some unforeseen circumstance, to be
crowded with people. This agrees with experiments of my own, as I have had no
difficulty in crowding 20 persons, averaging 1501b each, into 25 superficial feet. Mr.
Brunel, in his Report upon the Hungerford Suspension Bridge, says-" that a Bridge

shoiuld be able to support 1201b per superficial feet, besides its own weight; and
"that no Bridge can be called perfectly safe that will not do this." Now, taking, as
before, the platform of the Bridge at 13,340 superficial feet, and 1201b per foot, as the
greatest load that can by any possibility come upon it, we have 13,340 x 1201b --
1,600,800t, or 714 tons, as the greatest extraneous load the bridge can be subjected
to. We have previously shewn that 975 tons is the extraneous load that would cause
fracture of the cables. Deducting 714 from 975, we have 261 tons excess of strength
theoreticallv, after the platform is fully loaded. This is taking the most extreme case,
and it woufd require the weight of 10,672 men to make a similar load upon the Saint
John Suspension Bridge. Whether the cables would really bear this load, even for a
very short time, were they by any possibility subjected to it, I consider very doubtful
indeed, as it is found that a wire cable, made of a thousand wires banded together,
does not possess a thousand times the strength of a single wire, even though every
wire be of the sane strength. This is fron the great practical difficulty in drawing
thern all straight alike, and straining and bending thein the same. This is thereason
why builders generally assume so small a proportion of the breaking strain for a safe
load. Of this, however, every Engineer must judge for himself. It is very certain
there is no economy in risk; an excess of strength is far better than a deficiency.

On the strength of the Towers.
It has been previously stated in this report that the pressure upon these towers is

vertical. It will therefore be sufficient to provide for this pressure. They are built
upon a firm base, and of such proportions as to ensure their own stability, being built
of the best material and laid in cement, it being taken for granted that the workman-
ship is good, of which, froma the fine appearance of the outside of the work, I consider
there is little doubt. It is proposed to demonstrate their strength. The part of the
tower below the saddle has the smallest sectional area. Thev are here 6 feet square,
containing 36 square feet in each tower, or 144 square feet collectively at the four points
of support. The crushing weight of granite varies from 2 to 6 tons per square inch
of surface. Taking the lowest average would give us 288 tons crushing weight upon
each square foot; now as there are 144 square feet in the area of the surface of the
towers, we get 144 x 288 = 41,472 tons as the crushing weight of the 4 towers, or

more
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more than 40 times the extreme weight that can by any possibility be brought upon
them.

On the strength of the Anchors.
Each cable is fastened by a separate attachment to its own anchors. The smallest

sectional area that these attachments present is 121 inches or 2 shackles each 21
inches x 21 inches. There are therefore 20 attachments of 12, inches each to the 10
cables. The strain on these attachments is directly tensile. Any load applied on the
Bridge is immediately communicated through the cables and over the saddles to the
anchors at either end ; for instance, were 20 tons applied on the platform of the Bridge,
there would be a strain of 20 tons upon each set of anchors, less the friction over the
saddle. Therefore to arrive at the strength of the anchors, only half their number
must be taken into account, or one for each cable. The tensile strength of refined
iron varies from sixty to eighty thousand pounds per sectional inch, (according to
quality,) in calculations for large castings it is only considered advisable to take a sixth
as a safe load. We have therefore 10 x 12.5 x 6.0O 1,250,000 lb. 558 tons for a
safe load.

On the strength of the Suspending Rods.
There are 147 on either side of the Bridge, or 294 in ail. The amount of weight

required to break one would be about eight tons. They have all been tested, I under-
stand, with a strain of four tons. Before loading the Bridge I subjected one tc a strain
of five tons, striking it violently at the same time with a hammer to cause vibration.
It bore this without sbewing any symptoms of weakness. Assuming therefore eight
tons to be the breaking strain, -taking one quarter of this or two tons multiplied by
the number of rods, we have, 2 x 294 =588 tons as a safe load for the rods, were this
load equally distributed over the platform of the Bridge. Moreover the upper and
lower chords and trussed band rail have the effect of distributing any passing load over
three or four of the suspending rods, and the more so on account of a certain degree
of flexibility in the cable, which settles imperceptibly when the load presses beavily
upon any particular point. If two of the suspension rods upon one side were taken
out, leaving twelve feet of the roadway unsupported, there would still be strength
enough in the chords and hand rail so to distribute the load on to the two next adjoin-
ing rods as to require about seven tons to cause fracture of the roadway.

On the strength of the tramerse Beams.
The transverse beams of the roadway which support the planking are 3 x 14 inches

in the middle, rounded on top to 3 x 12 at the ends. From actual experiments that I
have made since my return to Saint Andrews upon beams of the precise lengtb, size
of scantling, and description of timber of those used in the Saint John Suspension
Bridge, taking the mean of those experiments, I found they broke with a dead load of
4 tons hung in the middle of each beam, which would be equivalent to about 8 tons
distributed all over the surface of the same. These beams being covered with long
3 inch planks, laid longitudinally, and extending over several spaces, and firmly spiked
down at the crossings of each, has the effect-of more than doubling the strength of an
individual beam upon which there may be a pressure, -but has no effect upon the
beams collectively) and moreover, distributes any passing load over the adjoining
beams in proportion to the length of the load. A load-of 3 tons, including teams, in
one of the usual waggons of the country, would be distributed over about 3 beams or
12 feet. The breaking strain of these three beams (when the load is distributed)
would be 24 tons as I have already shown. In order to be safe one quarter of the
breaking strain, or 6 tons only, should be allowed, and as a load of 3 tons, including
teanis, will always be liable to be passed by another of the same weight, I therefore
consider, that loads of 3 tons are as nuch as can pass one another with safety.

On the strength of the Planking in the Roadway.
The planks in the roadway are 3 inches thick, and vary frorm 6 inches to upwards

of a foot in width. Their bearing between the transverse beams is 3 feet 9 inches.
They are firmly spiked down at every crossing. The ultimate strength of a plank 6
inches wide and 3 feet 9 inches bearing, firmly fastened at each end, is 4 tons. Taking

the
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the quarter of this, or one ton as a safe load, it is as nuch weight as ever should be
on a single wheel. This is while the plank is new and unworn. When the plank
becomes worn down to 2 inches in thickness, it will then bear up only half this load,
and must be removed. I consider it would have been much safer, and more economical,
to have planked the carriage way in the middle with 4 inch planks, leaving the foot
paths covered as they are at present. This would have rendered the Bridge Much
stiffer and steadier, and would only have added about 10 tons to its weight. There is
1 inch wear on a 3 inch plank, for when it becomes 2 inches thick it must be removed,
while on the other hand there is 2 inches or double the wear in a 4 inch plank. The
decay need not be taken into account, for in such a dry and airy position as the deck
of the Suspension Bridge, good white pine plank will not suffer much from decay in
less than five or six years.

Description of the Testing.
Having decided upon the safe strength of the Bridge, I resolved to test the whole

structure, with 70 tons, or a little more than half of its safe load. This was done by
means of carts, loaded with bricks, in the following manner:-

Thirty carts were first placed upon the Bridge, each cart and its load weigbing 2
tons. These carts extended in double lines completely from one end of the Bridge
to the other, the carts upon one side not being opposite each other, but breaking
joints, as it were, the carts upon one side being in between two on the other. These
carts were taken on one at a time, and its horse and driver allowed time to get off
before another was brought on, the Bridge all the tinie undergoing inspection, to see if
every thing was in order. After all these carts had been placed in their positions, which
had been previously marked for them, then three double teams, weighing upwards of
three tons each, were led, one at a time, fromn one end of the Bridge to the other,
between the double line of carts. The horses were then taken off, and the whole
load, arnounting to about 70 tons, was left standing for an hour, while the whole of the
Bridge underwent a close inspection without finding any thing out of place. In the
mean time, the carts were ruade fast to the two lines of chains, attached to the sta-
tionary power erected at either end of the Bridge, and were then wound simultaneously
off, the last of each line of carts passing one another in the centre of the Bridge. The
carts upon the north side, going off at the eastern end, and those on the south, going
off at the western end.

NAVIGATION OF RIVER SAINT JOHN.

Report of work done in improving the Navigatton of the River Saint john
during the Year 1SSa.

Freericton, March, 1853.
Ist. At " Burpe's Bar," seven miles above Fredericton. Contracts were cntered

into for getting out, during the winter, the proper description of timber required for
the construction of the proposed dam at this site, and subsequently, as shewn by the
annexed schedule of Tenders, for the further supply of naterial and labour required
for its completion. This work is for the purpose of deepening the water over the bar
in the channel, along the south west shore of the river, and extends from the head of
the bar to the northeasterly shore of and near the upper end of Sugar Island.

Owing to frequeut and sudden rises of water in the river, this work, during its pro-
gress, was much interrupted, and portions of it repeatedly carried away. There has,
however, been 1043 feet of it completed, and about 2C0 feet more stl remains to be
done during next season.

In connection.with this work, the rocks and stones in the bed of the River, between
the bar and the southwesterly shore, were blasted and removed; and the channel is
already materially improved at low water.

2nd. The dams situated below Long and Hog Islands, had been severely injured
by the depredations of river drivers, and. the action of the ice and water. The damages
have been thoroughly repaired, with the exception of a small top breach near the foot
of Bear Island Bar, and the dams essentially strengthened and improved.

3rd. At the "l Meductic Fals," an efficient party was, during a great part of the
sumnier, very usefully employed, in blasting and removing a number of rocks from

.the foot of the rapids, in order to straighten and widen the channel; and a number of
sunken rocks in various parts of the channel have also been blasted and removed.
They have also blasted, removed, and levelled a number of rocks at Brown's point, a
mile above the Falls, and immediately below Ingraham's landing.

4th. A party was employed to blast and remove the rocks from the foot of Burpe's
Bar upwards ; at which place, and also at Russel's Bar, the channels have been cleared.
This party then removed to Cunningham's rapid, below Knap's Bar, and continued
blowing and removing sunken rocks at that place, for nine days, when a sudden and
serious rise in the River drove thein off, and through its long continuance, broke up
the party; and the repeated rises in the water, during the remainder of the season,
prevented their being reorganized.
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Owing to the frequent recurrence of heavy freshets during the month of June, the
operations connected with the improvement of the Navigation of the River cannot be
commenced early in the season. The very high rates of labour, after the commence-
ment of last summer's operations, as well as the unusually frequent risings of the water
in the River, were very great drawbacks to the progress of the various works, materially
enhancing their expense, while it prevented the completion of the most important of
them, the dam at Burpe's Bar.

The many contingencies to which the works for River improvements are liable, does,
it must readily appear, create much uncertainty as to either their ultimate extent, their
cost, or the time of their completion, as well as considerable difficulty in estimating
results; and consequently an allowance is claimed, that may by no means be called
for in ordinary cases, when no such difficulties occur.

Preparation is already being made for the works for the ensuing season, that is in
getting out the proper description of timber, and preparing the necessary plans, speci-
fications, and estimates ; and when these are completed, I shall respectfully submit a
list of the several works I should propose for construction.

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REPORTS ON GREAT ROADS AND BRIDGES.

BaIDE OVEn RIEM SAINT CUOI.

Fredericton, 1st March, 1853.

MAY IT PLEASE YoUR EXCELLENCY,

In compliance with Your Excellency's instructions, I went during the last Summer

to the County of Charlotte, in company with the Honorable the Provincial Secretary,
to inquire whether there was any necessity for the erection of a new Bridge over the

River Saint Croix, between the Town of Saint Stephen and the City of Calais.
Having çarefully examined into the state of the navigation of the River, examined

the site and condition of the present bridge, the condition and locality of the streets of

Saint Stephen, the property and business which might be affected by a new bridge,
and considered the opinions of intelligent persons expressed at a public meeting con-
vened on the occasion, I would respectfully recommend the building a new bridge, to
rn from the public landing in Saint Stephen directly across the river to the City of
Calais, bçcause this bridge would pass from the centre of Saint Stephen to the centre

of Calais, in the direct line of the main street, which is four rods wide; whereas after

travelling a considerable distance from the centre of the Town up along the river, we
come to the approach to the present bridge, which turns off at a right angle from an

inconvenient and crowded street only about two rods wide, with a cluster of buildings
all round the place. Because by the erection of the new bridge, the travelling distance

between the centres of Saint Stephen and Calais would be shortened nearly a mile to

a very large majority of the people; the value of the public property at the landing,
and of a large amount of private property, would be enhanced; the collision, damages
and confusion of narrow and crooked streets entirely avoided; the Steam Boat landing
materially improved; and the facilities for intercourse between the two countries greatly
increased. Because the present bridge having paid a very large per centage to the

stockholders, is to some extent in the nature of a monopoly, and the right of compe-
tition ought therefore to be granted ; nor is it at all a safe or convenient thoroughfare

between the two countries, where the population is dense and the intercourse large
and continually increasing. Because though certain proprietors on the upper side of

the intended bridge object to the same on account of the injury which they fear they
will sustain, yet when the very small amount of business connected with the navigation

which has been transacted there for a number of years is considered, it does not appear
that such proprietors can be materially injured ; besides as there will be a draw in the

bridge, its erection cannot in any way cause them much inconvenience.

F]EDERICTON TO NEWCAI!TLE.

Proposed alteratiou tn Road, near Hlanson's.
Fredericton, 31st July, 1852.

Si,-In pursuance of your instructions, I postponed the sale of the alterations

proposed to be made, under an Address of the House of Assembly, in that part of the

road under my supervision, extending from Hanson's Bridge toward the River Saint

John; and employed a competent person to survey and report upon the line contended

for by certain petitioners on the Nashwaak, as being a better hne than the one I had

chosen, and which I deemed to be the best, both as regards cheapness of construction

and public accommodation. The



The report of the surveyor confirms the choice of line made by me; but he bas
overlooked some advantages which the front line has over either the present road, or
that suggested by the petitioners. Besides the amount of local accommodation alluded
to by him, there are the people living on the east side of the Nashwaak, above
Hanson's, and those in the Durham and Seward Settlements, who will equally parti-
cipate in all the advantages of the front road ; while none of these communities could
derive the least benefit from the middle line contended for by the petitioners.

I transmit herewith, the plans and report of Mr. Ramsay, the surveyor, for the
consideration of the Government, as well as the Petition of a very respectable portion
of the inhabitants of Nashwaak, shewing their opinion on the subject; and in conclu-
sion, beg leave to say that I believe not only will the front line be less expensive in
its construction, but, when constructed, will not cost more than one half, perhaps not
more than one fifth as much to keep it in repair, so different is the nature of the ground
through which the lines of these roads would pass.

SIR,-Having completed the survey and levels of that part of the Great Road from

Fredericton to Newcastle, lying between Hanson's mill stream and the Forks Road,
below Cooke's, on the Nashwaak, together with the proposed improvements, I pre-
pared a plan and sections of the same; accompanying which, I beg leave to submit
the following Report:-

From Hanson's mill stream to the forks is-

By the front road as it now stands, and the line below Clayton's, as

Making an increase over the length of the back road of 51 rods by the middle route,
and 113 rods by the front.

The total ascents and descents fron the bridge at Hanson's mills to the forks,
neglecting small hollows, are-

The steepest grades are,-On the back road, 16 rods at 1 in 61, 54 rods at 1 in 8,
28 rods at 1 in 101, 112 rods at 1 in 14, and 176 rods at grades between 1 in 14, and 1
in 20.

On the middle line there are 20 rods at 1 in 12, 98 rods at 1 in 14, and 86 rods at
1 in 20; of which the longest distance in one place is 14 rods.

On the front line there are, south of Coy's Lake, 88 rods at 1 in 14, (divided into
five planes, the longest of which is 20 rods,) and 224 rods at 1 in 20. Besides this,
there are on the front road, at Ingraham's, 8 rods at 1 in 9, which can be brought to
1 in 14, and will then be twelve rods long.

From these data I certainly infer that either of.the proposed alterations would be a
decided improvement upon the present post route, notwithstanding the increase of
distance.

The next question is, which of the proposed alterations would be the greatest
improvement; and this, I must confess, appears to be not quite so easily answered.

The difference of distance is 62 rods, and this is in favour of the middle line.
The difference in the total amount of ascents is 60 feet, and of descents 65 feet, and

this is in favour of the front line.
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The steepest grade is 1 in 12, on the middle line; but it is short, and an extra
expense might possibly reduce it to 1 in 14. There would then be 30 rods more of
the steepest grade (viz. 1 in 14,) on the middle than on the front line; but there
would be 138 rods, at 1 in 20, more on the front than on the middle line.

The greatest objection to the front line is that the whole ascent lies at one end;
whereas on the middle line it is distributed into short inclines. If we had mechanical
power at will to move our carriages, this would make no difference; but with horses
it will no doubt make some.

Science bas not furnisbed us with data by which we can estimate these differences
with accuracy. Parnel and Lahy have given rules, but they would involve a great
deal of labour in making the calculations, and would, after all, afford but an approxi-
mation to the truth; and would not in this case solve the difficulty, as they make no
difference whether a given road has a mile level and then a mile of incline, or a mile
level in the middle, with half a mile of au incline at each end; aithough it is more
than probable that there is a difference.

To balance against the objections to the front line, of the ascent being all in one
place, and the road being 62 rods longer, there is 60 feet of additional height to be
overcome in passing on the middle route in either direction. I am of opinion that the
middle line might be somewhat the easiest in travelling south; but there can be little
doubt that the front would be the easiest in going north, and that is the direction in
which the heaviest loads are now carried, although it may not always be so. The
same load may be taken by a team on either route, as the steepest grade would be
about the same. The ouly difference will therefore be in time ; and taking each road
both ways, that difference cannot be much. I may also observe that the improvement
of the present road between the Church and Clayton's would shorten it 15 or 20 rods,
and a further saving of 12 or 15 rods might be made by crossing the stream below
Hanson's mills, and going through his field; this would leave the whole difference of
distance only about 30 rods.

The next question is the probable cost, which I estimate as follows:-

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I have not estimated for the bridge at Hanson's mills, as that requires ta be new,
whether any alteration is made in the road or not. By crossing the stream below
Hanson's mills, there would be a considerable saving in the expense of a bridge; but
whether that saving would be lost in land damages or not, I cannot say. But even
crossing above the mills, the bridge for the front line would not require ta be either sa
high or so long as for the middle line; therefore a saving might be effected in that
item of £40 or £50. This would still leave the difference of cost in favour of the
middle line, but only £60 or £70; so little as hardly ta be worth considering in the
choice of route.

It must be borne in mind that the middle line, as marked in the plan, although not
very crooked in its general direction, is nevertheless very irregular or zig-zag, having
more the appearance of a lumber road than a great road. But this irregularity can
in few cases be improved, without either injuring the section, or incurring a very
heavy expense, as the cross section of the ground is generally very steep, often 15 or
20 degrees.

It appears ta me that there are other considerations besides those particularly
belonging ta the engineer, which in this case ought not ta be overlooked in the choice
of route. By reference ta the plan, you will see that there are about 30 inhabited
houses in sight of this road along the Nashwaak River. These people have a right
to participate in the general advantages of the roads of the country. They must
either use this great road or keep a bye road up for themselves ; but they cannot use
this, if made on the middle line, except at great disadvantage, as it will be at an ele-
vation of from 100 ta near 300 feet above the flat of the Nashwaak, and could only be
approached by a long road made at a great expense, and running obliquely across
their lots; besides, their houses, their churches and schools are all arranged te suit
the present front road; it is, therefore. certain, that a road made on the middle line
could never supercede the necessity of one on the front. But if the front road were
made good, it would require but little additional expense ta keep it in repair for the
whole travelling of the great road, over what would be required for the local traffic ;
and it is certain that, should there be any advantage gained by those living to the
northward, in travelling the middle road rather than the front, that advantage could
never be sufficient ta keep the road in repair; now, if the saving to the public would
not equal the outlay, it would be a public loss ta keep the road in repair after it was
made.

But the people occupying these 30 houses are not the only parties interested in the
front road. Fredericton itself is benefited by allowing these people a readier access
ta its markets. And the lumbering people who are supplied at Pollock's mills, would
travel the front road could they escape the hill above the Church (a section of which
I have put upon the general plan,) which the proposed alteration avoids. These
people now, I believe, often, ta avoid this hill, go back ta the ferry and travel the
back road. Beside these, there are a great many people from Stanley, and the upper
Nashwaak, who have business at Pollock's mills or at Nashwaak River in some way.

Again, the ease of travelling in winter (when there is most of it done,) depends as
much upon the amount of travelling on the road as upon any thing else, and often more;
for although a steep hill is always an obstacle, it will often be felt less than a long
distance through deep snow, without a track. It will, therefore, for at least half the
travelling of the year, be greatly to the advantage of every traveller ta have but one
road in place of two.

For these reasons I think the front ought decidedly ta have. the preference. And,
indeed, I think there is no private company that would undertake ta make a road in
this locality, ta be supported by tolls, that would think of passing within a quarter or
half a mile of this settlement, without providing for the travel of its inhabitants.

Si,-I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of the copy of two Petitions

furnished me bv the Clerk of the House of Assembly ; the one from Patrick Campbell
and others, of the Parishes of Saint Mary's and Stanley, praying that an alteration

may be made in a part of the great road leading from Fredericton to Newcastle, and
that provision be made for exploring the same, and presented to the House of Assembly
on the 9th instant ; the other from Benjamin Goodspeed and others, inhabitants of the

Counties of York and Northumberland, praying that an alteration may be made in a

part of the great road from Fredericton to Newcastle, presented to the House on the

10th instant.
As regards the petitions I have carefully perused them, and beg to remark thereon.

As to the first, you may remember that an Address was moved in the House of

Assembly last Session, requesting the Executive Government to instruct the Super-
visor on the great road from Fredericton to Newcastle, to examine the country from
Hanson's mill stream towards Fredericton, to ascertain by actual exploration and

examination, whether a line of road could not be found, that would avoid the hills from

thence to Brown's on the route to Fredericton. I am free to confess that I feel satis-

fied that the task would be a difficult one to accomplish; not only would I have a

rough and unbroken country to examine, but one beset with heavy hills and engineer-

ing difficulties of no common magnitude ; but I was fearful, which fears are now fully
realized on perusing the petition, that the conflicting interests and local feelings would

be brought to bear on the question, which would render the task more complicated,
and bring down the ire of those disappointed, should the selection of route be adverse

to their views; nothwithstanding which, having once undertaken the duty, I sbould

not shrink from its performance, or suffer any impediments of a public character or

private nature to interfere in grappling vith the difficulties presented to me, at the

same time was most anxious to call into requisition all the assistance within my reach.

I accordingly employed Mr. Thomas Ramsay, Deputy Surveyor, a resident of the

Nashwaak, a gentleman highly recommended as a scientific and practical Engineer,
and thoroughly experienced in explorations, and in the month of July last we pro-
ceeded to the scene of our labours, and after examining the country and the different

routes, and hearing two of the principal petitioners on the subject of the contemplated

change, and Mr. Ramsay having made the necessary sciertific observations, and after

a careful consideration of the subject with Mr. Ramsay, and fro:n personal observations

and laborious examination, I was induced to adopt the front route from Hanson's mill

stream near to Brown's, where the road diverges towards the forked road.
Not only was I convinced that the route I had selected would offer less engineering

difficulties, but that the same would be made at less expense and more easily kept in

repair afterwards; but its adoption would be highly advantageous to the settlements

on both sides of the Nashwaak, and which would save the extra expense of a front

road for the use of the inhabitants living on either side of the stream, which would

require to be kept up, as by the alteration the two would be combined in one, but in

the winter season, the travelling would be improved, and the roads kept open by the
means of the settlers ; with these united advantages, I was, on conviction, induced to

adopt the route.
Under this impression, and fully believing that I had made the most judicious choice,

and the sum of £80 having been placed in my hands from the bye road grants of York,
from the Miramichi road to the Nashwaak, I advertised for contracts to carry out the

alteration, and by which means the £80 was made available to carry out in part the

object, but before the day of sale I was directed to suspend the same in consequence

of representations having been made against the alteration by some of the Nashwaak

inhabitants, to the Executive Governmeut, which I accordingly did, and went to Fre-

dericton, and had an interview with some of the members of the Government, when

I was directed to examine again the route now prayed for, to have a plan and

estimates of the same made, and report fully thereon, showing the grades and all

other matters connected therewith, and lay the whole before the Executive Govern-

ment. I then called on Mr. Ramsay, and directed him to examine the route carefully;
and after a very careful and scientific examination on his part, he was pleased to make

a report to me on the whole subject, he'aring date the 30th Julv last, in which report1
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I fully coincided, and forwarded the same with my report thereon to vou, for the in-
formation of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor; and I have had no reason to
change the opinion I then expressed on the subject.

Trusting that the examiñiation then carefully made would have been satisfactory
and conclusive, and disarmed all further opposition, I again advertised and took con-
tracts to carry out the contemplated change, and contracts were actually taken to the
extent of £269, which included the £80 bye road money above alluded to; £134 of
which has been completed and paid for, and contracts are in progress to the amount
of £135, which when completed will unite the front route near Brown's with the main
post road.

The petitioners bave unnecessarily encumbered their petition with abuse and re-
flections upon myself personally, which I do not feel disposed to notice in detail; as
a public man I cannot expect to please all parties, and must necessarily subject my-
self to the censure of some, but my course throughout the very difficult question, has
been straightforward, and with a single eye to the public service, and such as will in
the end be highly advantageous to the inhabitants of the Nashwaak generally, and also
relieve the great road of communication fron the heavy hills near Hanson's mil],
which the change proposed was designed to obviate ; and as a vindication of my con-
duct and to shew the correctness of my views on the subject, I would respectfully
refer to the very able Report of Mr. Ramsay above alluded to, and now on file in your
office, on the question; who equally with myself will I trust be deemed disinterested
witnesses, and whose Report is a full and complete answer to the aspersions of the
petitioners.

In reference to the second Petition, I have only to say, that were a change of road
now for the first time agitated, I should not with my present impressions recommend
that the front road should be abandoned, and the present road established in its stead,
but asit has been established and made at considerable expense, I should not think of
recommending its abandonment at the present, particularly as a saving of four miles has
been gained by the change, although I feel favourably disposed to establishing roads
as much as possible through settlements, which greatly facilitates their being kept
open in the winter season. I cannot, however, think of recommending the alteration
as prayed for.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR ExCELLENCY,

This Report on the Fredericton and Saint Andrews Great Road, including the bridge
from Magaguadavic to Saint Andrews, the Great Road from Roix's to Saint Stephen,
and from Saint Stephen to Waweig, respectfully sheweth,-

That the sum of £150 10 71 has been expended in thirty eight contracts on the
Fredericton and Saint Andrews great road, in completing the alteration on the Simpson
hill, as recommended by the Commissioner, J. Young, Esquire, in covering anew Still
Water and Turner's bridges, in repairing various other bridges, and extending through-
out, where required, on the road and culverts. The bridges on this road have been
repaired according to the extent of the Grant; the period is however fast approaching
when from the rapid decay of the material of which they are composed, and other
deficiencies, they will require thorough and extensive repair or reconstruction where
necessary.

On the great road from Roix's to Saint Stephen the amount, £209 2 5, divided into
twenty five contracts, principally expended in turnpiking 1,170 rods on the eastern
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end of said rond, whicli has been completed, in necessary repairs on the western end,
and where required between Digdeguash and the Fredericton road, including an expen-
diture of £10 upon the Glenelg bridges and approaches. This bridge, serving for the
Union great rond and Glenelg road, will require nearly the same amount for thorough
repair as would be required to erect a new bridge on spiling, which may be considered
more durable than franed bauds over an extensive intervale.

The sum of £99 6 4t has been expended on the road fron Saint Stephen to Waweig,
the greater part of whilch, £77 15 1, in erecting two centre piers and a solid stone
abutrment 54 x 20 feet and i1 feet in height, for the new bridge at Porter's mill stream.
The work so far is thorough, and if completed according to plan, covered with cedar,
and gravelled, will no doubt be durable. The residue bas been expended in necessary
repairs on the road and culverts, where required.

Si,-As Supervisor of the Great Road round the coast from Little Tracady to the

southern termination of the Bathurst road, and having finished my operations for the
past year, I beg leave to submit the following Report for the information of His Excel-
lency the Lieutenant Governor:-

Owing to the heavy rains in the fall of 1851, the road was very much cut up between
Bartibog and Tabusintac, I therefore found it necessary to lay out the greater part of
the money in repairing this section of the road, which, with the expense of building a
bridge over Richard's brook, and the amount over-expended last year, together with
other necessary repairs, and a small amount for damages for passing through improved
lands, took up the whole of the Grant, besides £11 10 41, being the balance of the
Grant for repairing Bartibog bridge. The surn granted for repairing this bridge was
£50, but in consequence of their being a new bridge now in course of construction at
that place, I merely expended what would keep it passable until the other is finished,
and I expended the balance on the road, as will be seen on reference to my account.
The heavy rains last fail have cut up many parts of the rmad, which will requirely
early attention next season; and although a new line. was rnarked out two years ago
between Richard's brook and Charles Finneau's, and also between Gould's ferry and
William Losier's, I found it impossible to open any part of it from the limited means
at my disposai. About £100 would complete this part of the road. A slip is also
much wanted on the north side of Tabusintac River. At this place there is a long
muddy flat, and when the tide is low it is very difficult to cross. The expense of
building a proper slip would cost about £350, but I have been informed by the inhabi-
tants that they would willingly pay a part of the expense themselves.

If such a slip were built the ferry would not be one quarter the distance, and
travellers would meet with no detention.

My account with the vouchers have been sent to the proper Officer, and it will be seen
on reference thereto that the work has been done as heretofore at the usual low rates.

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IKoPEWEEE TO COUNTY ExNE.

Hopewell, 22nd October, 1852.
Sia,-Enclosed I have sent a Return of alteration made by me in road, to which is

annexed a Plan of the same.
Concerning the state of roads, &c. under my supervision, about which I am required

to report, I have to say, that on the road from Hopewell to County line, a part of the
present route is over steep hills, in many places where alterations would tend greatly
to make the road more level and easy. One alteration already made, and before
referred to, will shun entirely a very steep and rocky hill, which could not be cut down
or much improved. I have not, however, considered it expedient to make any expen-
diture on this alteration the present year, in consequence of the bad state of other parts
of the road.

About eight miles of road next to County line is entirely through a wilderness,
without any settler, and portions of the road still in a bad state of repair. From
Hopewell to County line there are four bridges of considerable size, but all being in a
fair state at present.

As the making of this road and its continuation in the adjoining County will greatly
shorten the distance for travellers from this County to Saint John and other places,
the amount of travelling on it is fast increasing as the road becomes improved ; and
here I would beg leave to remark that a Grant sufficient to enable settlers on each end
of wilderness to keep the snow broken down during winter, would be highly bene-
ficial to the public in general.

From Court House to Isaac Derry's the road is in many places quite hilly, and
requires considerable labour in digging away, filling up, &c. Some portions of Marsh
road also requires raising, gravelling, &c. Otherwise this road is in a fair state.

Among the bridges, there are about seven of considerable size, and which require
attention, but with some repairs they may all stand another year or more, with the
exception of the bridge over the Shepody River. This is in a very bad state at present,
and will require to be wholly rebuilt the coming season. It is a large bridge, needing
in the erection a great quantity of heavy timber, some of which will have to be brought
a considerable distance. The cost in my estimation will not be less than £380. There
would, however, be a considerable saving of expense if the job could be let to give the
contractor a chance of getting the timber on the snow the coming winter.

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,

The undersigned having been appointed Commissioners to expend the Provincial
Grant of the last Session of the Legislature towards repairing the Bathurst Bridge, beg
leave to submit the following Report for Your Excellency's consideration:-

On the 19th day of April last, we advertised for tenders to be opened on the 15th
day of May following, at which tine one only was handed to us, being that of Mr.
Francis Elliott, (copy of which we now forward herewith,) detailing what repairs he
would perform for the sun of £876 currency without reference to our specification,
which he previously examined, and which bound the contractor or contractors to make
good all unforseen defects that might appear after the bridge should be stripped; and
observing that he would require to be paid, over and above the arnount of his tender,
for any additional work performed over the specification thereof, we therefore declined
it, considering that we could get the work performed better and at a lower rate than

by
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by accepting the above offer. We then proceeded to hire men at reasonable wages,
and superintended the work ourselves throughout. Upon the amount of the Grant
being expended, we reported to Messrs. Read and Gordon, our County Members, the
state of the work, and also how much mo-e money would be required to complete it;
they recommended us to proceed therewith and finish it, and that they would use their
best efforts at the next Session of the Legislature to procure an additional Grant for
the amount over expended. At that time one third of the bridge was unfinished, and
also about two thirds of the railing, all of which, on being so recommended, we com-
pleted. The old material was sold by auction, and the net proceeds accounted for in
the repairs. The amount over expended is £226 9 9, as will appear by the account
forwarded herewith.

And praying that Your Excellency may recommend to the Legislature to provide
for such amount over expended,

MAY IT PLEASE YouR EXCELLENCY,

In making out my annual Report as Supervisor of the Great Road between Wood-
stock and the Arestook, I beg to transmit the following statement for the information
of Your Excellency:-

I will then in the first place say, that the new bridge over the Big Presqu'ile River
was in a passable state on the 20th of October last, and was completed on the 4th of
November, which was some time later then specified in the contract; the work was
otherwise performed according to agreement and to mv satisfaction, and as I am
informed to the satisfaction of the public, as the materials7of which that bridge is con-
structed are cedar, pine and tamarack, it will, in my opinion, prove to be a strong
durable structure for a great number of years. The piers are built of round cedar logs,
with the bark remaining upon them, in which state I ara induced to believe from
experience, will endure a much longer time than if they were hewn; and the said piers
are constructed with a sufficient number of these logs to make them strong and
substantial, and all the piers which are exposed to the ice are filled up from their
foundations to the tops with stone, so that I have no apprehension of the bridge ever
being destroyed by ice; the only fear I entertain is the undermining of the centre pier
by the water, as the botton of the River is of a loose gravelly nature, and the current
running at certain times with great rapidity past the pier, but I have taken every pre-
caution to prevent such an accident, and will continue to do so as long as the bridge is
under my charge. The approaches to the bridge were formed by heavy side bill cuts,
and therefore will require early repairs in the spring. A second repairing is always
necessary where roads are made by heavy embankments on side bills. These
approaches will have to be railed on the out side to make them safe. The railing and
recess work of the bridge will require painting to preserve the timber from the weather,
which the contractor was not bound to perform, and to paint timber in a green state
is in my opinion injudicious.

The bridge over the Little Presqu'ile River will require a new covering, and the
raihng repaired.

The bridge over Dickinson's creek will have to be rebuilt, at which place I propose
to make a slight alteration to save a hill; and as there are plenty of stone handy by,
I shall make a stone culvert in the place of another wooden bridge.

A smali bridge at Boyd's will have to be new covered and otherwise repaired.
A bridge at Work's mill will require new covering and the railing repaired.
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A new bridge over a brook at Baird's will have to be made, and another at Hiscock's;
and a number of small bridges will require repairs, besides general improvements on
the whole Iline; and the sums which will be required for such repairs and improve-
ments, according to my estimation, will be as follows:-

My commission on the above sumr will amount to £14 1 6; this added to £140
15s. Id. will make £154 16 7. I have drawn on the Treasurer for the sum of £155,
which is all that 1 shall expend of the extra Grant. These repairs comprehend nearly
all that could be done, specified in Mr. Barnard's report.

The Grant made by the Legislature for this line of road was so limited that it was
impossible for me to attend to any other parts of the road, except to finish an alteration
at Melvîn's which was begun the year before, and to the bridges, and even them I
should have failed to keep up, had it not been for the extra Grant.

The Statute labour appears to me to be of less value under the present law than ever,
and I believe that many other Supervisors will agree with rne in the sane opinion.

SIR,-I beg leave to submit for the information of His Excellency the following

Report relative to the present state of the road under my supervision:-
The Great Road from Saint John to Hayward's Mills, I regret to say, bas been

very much damaged from the unprecedented heavy rains during the fall and through
the winter. The Bridges likewise on this line are becoming frail from natural decay,
the greater part having been built from thirteen to sixteen years; several of them have
been likewise carried away by ice freshets, and rebuilt with the old materials, and all
more or less damaged from time to time from the sane causes.

The bridges to which I would more particularly beg leave to call the attention of
His Excellency, is that at Hampton Ferry and the Truss bridge over the Hammond
River. By an outlay on the former of about £50, this bridge may be made sufficiendy
strong to stand for sorme time longer, or till another is built, which should be done
without much delay.

The latter bridge, from the several ice freshets during the winter, bas become so much
shaken as to render it very unsafe. This bridge was built about twelve or thirteen years
since, upon the Truss principle, but from an error in the judgment of the parties
entrusted with the building of the same, and renoving the bents or shores, the bridge
would not carry its own weight. Towers were then erected and chains thrown across
the strean to assist in supporting the bridge, which not proving sufficient, an abutmnent
was built under the centre ; this, with the chains, bas answered the purpose till the
present tirne. This abutment has now apparently settled, which causes the eastern
side of the bridge to bear very heavy on the up stream chain ; should this give way
tte bridge must core down.

The peculiar construction of this bridge renders it impossible to do any thing to
strengthen it at present; and were it possible, the immense body of ice and timber
in the River would be sure to carry away any temporary erection for its support.

The
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The whole of this road, froi causes before named, will require very considerable
repairs next spring; but that on which the greatest outlay is needed is over the marsh
near the City of Saint John. This would not be the case if materials for the repairs
of sane could be procured in the vacinity. When this road was first made, and
subsequently, till within a few years, good gravel could be had from the land owned
by the late James Peters, Esquire; this ]and has since been purchased for a public
Cemetry, and to which all access for gravel is now at an end.

Forseeing the difficulty of getting materials for keeping this road in repair, I some
years since recommended the purchase of a few acres of this land on public sccount
for that purpose ; had this been done a very small surn would afterwards have kept
this most epensive part of the road in good repair. There is likewise at present a
piece of land adjoining the cemetry owned by Dr. Hunter Peters, and containing
about thirty acres, this could be purchased for about £850 ; on this I am inclined to
think good gravel might be had, the party, however, will not sell any part less than
the whole.

To make a correct estimate of the amount required for the road from Saint John to
Hayward's mills, it would be necessary to know where the material could be got for
the Marsh road, likewise the description of bridges to be built that would meet with
the approval of His Excellency.

In reference to an alteration in the road near Hampton Ferry, on which His Excel-
lency wished me to report, I beg leave to state that a perfectly level route can be had
from the Rev. W. W. Walker's to Hampton village, at a cost of about £300, including
danages to the proprietors of the land. Not being able to spare this amount fron the
means at my disposal, no alteration bas been made. I beg leave to say, however, that
the difficulties beretofore experienced from snow drifts lias been obviated by throwing
down the fences on the north side of the road.

The great road from the head of Bellisle to Scribner's, and the old Westmorland
road, likewise under my supervision, are both in very good repair, but the sum of
£50 will be needed on each of these roads to make good some alterations already
begun.

Sir,-I have the honor to state for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant

Governor, that my account with the vouchers for the expenditure of the grant for the
Great Road under my supervison has been transmitted to the proper authority for audit,
and to make the following Report:-

The road and bridges as reported during the past year, was putin the best possible
state of repair, and the systen of turnpiking and gravelling followed up as far as was
possible to do so.

A new bridge will be required over the Chapman mill creek.
The bridge and causeway over boundary creek will require new railing.
The causeway over Somer's creek will require raising and new railing.
The bridge near Robertson's will require some trifling repairs.
The bridge over Hall's creek will require new covering and railp g and other repairs.
The bridge over Bronnell's creek will require new covering and railing.
The bridge over the Sackville River, on the old line of road, is in a very dilapidated

sta.te and will require considerable repairs.
The brid;e over the Sackville River, on the post road, having been built eleven years,

is in a very decayed state. This bridge is partly built on piles which are frequently
out of repair from the heavy quantity of ice accumulating on the bank and around thern.

A
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A considerable sum was expended last season in reparing the same; this year other
repairs will be required.

That part of the bridge belonging to this Province over the Missequash River will
also require repairs.

There are several other bridges on the line that will require repairs.
From the unprecedented heavy rains and wet weather last fall, the great increase of

travelling, the hauling of heavy loads of Ship timber knees, and other materials, the
road was very much cut up and otherwise injured.

The amount therefore necessary for the repairs of the road and bridges cannot be
estimated at less than £1000.

NMAHWAAK TO WINGER BOARD.

Burton, 181h February, 1853.
SIR,-I beg leave to submit to you the following Report of the Road under my

supervision, for the information of His Excellency and the Honorable House of
Assembly :-

The road under my charge from the Nashwaak to the Finger Board is much in the
same state that it bas been for some years back, owing to the very small Grants that
bas been made for it the last six or eight years, with the exception of the road tbrough
Maugerville, Sheffield and Canning, which is in a worse state than it ever was, three
old bridges not safe, viz. one at the Estey creek, one at Cowperthwaite's creek, and
one over a large gully on the nine lots, so called, Gilbert property, and the banks are
so much washed away and the farmers are so unwilling to move their fences in upon
their lands, consequently the road has become so narrow that it is in many places very
dangerous for any one that is travelling either on horse back or in a carriage of any
description. I think it would be well to have two persons appointed to act with the
Supervisor of said road to make such alterations as they may judge best for the public
good, with as little damage to the landholders as possible, and in their report of their
doings to the Government or to the next House of Assembly, to recommend such
compensation or sums of money to such proprietors of lands, to be expended in
securing the banks, as the banks may be considered public property and not private
property, as they may deem right ; as it would be a public benefit, and certainly a
piece of justice to the landholders, as Her Majesty's subjects must have a road ; and
for another reason, there are some of the owners of land in the said Parishes who
suffer much more loss than others from their banks continually breaking away by the
freshets during the spring and at other seasons of the year, whenever the water is high
enough, which bas been frequently the case of late years ; in reality many of the farmers
benefit by the loss of what their neighbours sustain. At the request of the inhabitants
of the Parish of Waterborough, two miles below the Jemseg, i made an alteration in
the road of 216 roods, the greater part through the woods, two years since, which
alteration I consider to be a good one, as it shuns three bills, the distance the same,
and the new road nearly level; for want of money I bave not as yet been able to get
it done, but will this summer coming, if there is money enough granted by the House
this winter. Of this alteration there are 78 roods well turnpiked and the remainder,
138 roods, stumped and levelled 22 feet wide ready for turnpiking.

The alteration near Coate's mill, for which £50 was granted last winter by the
House, which sum nearly completed the said alteration ; say £10 more will finish it.

I have now said all that is necessary about the Finger Board road, except the amount
of Grant for this year, which the Honorable House of Assembly can best determine
after taking the aforegoing information into consideration.

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" The Grand Jurors of our Sovereign Lady the Queen for the County of Sunbury, present the
situation of the Bridge and Road in the Parish of Maugerville, at Estey's creek.

"In a very moderate rise of water, this bridge is impassable, and being where the road from above
and below lead to it, it guides strangers into danger and difficulty before they are aware of it, they
being unacquainted with the way around the cove, so frequently resorted to by the inhabitants of the
neighbourbood.

"The road also along the bank, above and below the said River, is generally too narrow for teams
to pass each other, and being on a high bank, where the water is deep to the shore, it is verydangerous.

" As the requisite improvement is quite beyond the control or means of the Parish Commissioners,
it is most respectfally presented to the attention of the Executive Government and Legislature.

SA.LXSBU r TO HOPEWEL.

Hillsborowjh, 14th February, 1853.
SIR,-I have the honor to submit for the information of His Excellency the Lieu-

tenant Governor, my report as Supervisor of the Great Road froin Salisbury to the
Court House in Hopewell, for the past vear.

Early in the spring I examined the whole line under my charge, and found many
parts of it requiring immediate attention, and arranged on the spot with the settlers
along the line to make such repairs as were absolutely required to keep up the travel-
ling in safety, until the proper season arrived for taking contracts for permanent
improvements. On the lst June last, in pursuance to notice previously issued, I
commenced and took contracts on the new line, (or alteration) from the Court House
in Hopewell to Alex. Steves' in Hillsborough. This new line or alteration I found in
a very rough state, very rocky, many of the rocks very large, requiring a great deal
of work to level and remove them. From the Court House to William Bennett's, a
distance of about two miles, cost the large sun of £203 14 6. This alteration,
when finished, I consider a very great improvement, as it avoids two very bad hills,
that were almost impassable. This alteration will require considerable more money
to put it in an efficient state for travelling. The grant being so far exhausted, that it
was impossible to repair the remaining part of the road, to the extent it required, I
therefore proceeded and let jobs where it was most required, between Alex. Steves',
and the great road in Salisbury, to absorb the balance of the grant. The money has
all been expended, as my accounts and vouchers will shew.

In conclusion, I would say that this being a new County, and the line of road that
I have charge of having been so recently put on the Great Road Establishment, that
it is yet in a very bad state, owing to the large number of heavy bridges that have
been built on the road under my charge, there being no less than nine bridges on this
line, two of which will have to be rebuilt the ensuing season. The amount of money
that will be required for the road and bridges under my charge for the current year
will be as follows, viz.

MAY IT PLEASE XOUR EXCELLENCY,

·In conformity with my duty as Supervisor of the Great Road between the Church
in Sussex Vale and the Baptist Meeting House in Upham, in King's County, I beg
Icave to state to Your Excellency that the amount of £100 granted last vear for the
improvement of said road, was principally expended in making two alterations in said
road; one of thern was made through the lands of Robert Price and William Smith,
near Sussex Vale, the other was made through lands owned by Hugh M'Monagle and
others, to the westward of Jeffrey's saw mill, and the balance was expended in repairs
of bridges which broke down. These alterations will yet require the sum of £66 to
render then fit to travel on, allowing the contracts to be taken as low as those of the
previous year. They were made to avoid a series of steep hills which occurred on the
original road ; their united length is about two miles and three quarters, and when
finished will prove the most valuable improvement ever made on the said road.

There are also four bridges that will require to be rebuilt early in the season; these
bridges are in a very decayed state, and wholly unfit to remain in their present state.

The bridge across the Stone Quarry brook is one of importance, as it is situated at
the entrance of one of the oldest and most public burying grounds in the Parish; this
bridge would be most properly constructed vith stone abutrents, one of which should
form an embankment so as to prevent the freshets from overflowing (as it now does)
the entire of the road from this bridge, until it empties itself near the Parsonage bouse,
passing the Church, several dwelling bouses and stores in its course, and presenting
at such times more the appearance of a rapid and swollen torrent than a public high-
way; the stringers should be of pine or hacmatack, and covered with four inch plank ;
the hill near the entrance of the burying ground should be cut down and used for
forming the embankment against the stream. This bridge also is the terminus of the
old Westmorland road, uniting the roads mentioned with the great thoroughfares of
Sussex Vale. Timber in this section is scarce, and must, if used, be hauled seven
miles, but stone of an excellent quality can be procured, and if once dore well, be
permanent, and the cost of having the work done as above specified will not probably
exceed £30.

The other three bridges occur within the distance of five miles of the one first
named. One of thern near Mr. Cougle's cottage, the other two near Solomon Cham-
bers', which to be done in a similar manner, their united cost is not likely to exceed
£40, and if done as specified will be durable.

The road, where it crosses the farms of William Story and Thomas Bigley, will
require about £15 to render it safe to travel, as the water from the hills has worn away
the porous soil and scarcely left a space wide enough for a single wagon to pass, and
on each side a chasm is formed by the action of the water which is trulv dangerous.

There are also some necessary repairs on the line above described in the Upham
portion of the said road, but which I deerm not necessary to specify at present, but the
foregoing are absolutely necessary to be attended to, otherwise accidents of the most
serious nature are to be apprehended, as the frame work of those bridges before
described are absolutely rotten to such a degree, that they are unworthy to be depended
on any longer.

There is very little aid to be derived from Statute labour'on the portion of the road
above mentioned, as the settlements have been principally made on the old Westmor-
land road, on which the lots front, and few have as yet removed to the great road, but
which will eventually be the case when the present buildings begin to decav.

I consider it also to be my duty to state to Your Excellency that, under the present
system of performing Statute labour, the great roads are becoming worse, as there are
less to work on these roads than formerly, as a large number prefer paying the small
amount which is required by law, rather than labour on the roads as formerly, and the
sums paid in commutation is rarely expended in the district in which it is paid, but is
expended according to the caprice of the Commissioner into whose hands it is paid;

and
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and unless there is an increase in the Provincial Grants on the great roads, they will
get worse instead of better.

In conclusion, I most respectfully desire to state to Your Excellency that it will
require the sum of £180 to be granted for the improvenent of the road placed by
Your Excellency under my charge, for the present year.

RICIBlJEUCTO TO CKÂTATA.

SIR,-As Supervisor of the Great Road from Richibucto to Chatham, I have the

honor to state, for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, that
my Accounts and Vouchers, for the expenditure of the money granted for this line
of road, have been duly transmitted to the proper authority for audit; and beg to
make the following Report:-

The sum appropriated at the last Session of the Legislature for this service, viz.
£300, has been expended ; but, owing to the limited sun at my disposal the previous
year, the road had become very much worn, and which required the whole of the
grant in 1852 for general repairs ; this line is a very difficult one to keep in repair ;
the distance is forty miles; but from the great number of long bridges erected with
wood, and from the great amount of travelling towards Chatham apd Richibucto from
the back settlements, with heavy laden carts, renders the line more expensive than
many of the same extent in the Province, and the repairs more urgently required.

The bridge across the Kouchibouguacis River, upwards of 800 feet in length, of
which 600 feet will require to be rebuilt,- as many of the stringers are quite rotten;
two of them broke down the last summer, and had to be replaced with new ones after
the money granted for the line had been expended. I would beg to suggest that a
grant of at least £400 be made the present Session of the Legislature, which would
enable the Supervisor to build it similar to one across Daigle's Creek, and to raise the
southerly end of the bridge a sufficient height to carry the road straight over the hill
instead of the heavy and circuitous route as at present travelled, which costs conside-
rable yearly to keep it in repair.

About 300 feet of the bridge across the Aldouane is now in a very decayed state.
The stringers are from 30 to 40 feet long; several of them have broken down ; and
as a great portion of the timbers above water are in a decayed condition, and con-
stantly requiring to be replaced, I would recommend that at least £200 be granted
this season to rebuild this part of the bridge, which I should suggest to be wharfed up
as recommended for the bridge over Kouchibouguacis, and to be covered with cedar
logs, gravelled and finished similar to the bridge across Louison's Brook, between
Belledune and Dalhousie, so much approved of by Professor Johnston, as will appear
by reference to his Report. This bridge must be attended to the ensuing season,
otherwise it will go down.

The bridge across Black River bas been erected twenty years and upwards, and is
in a very decayed state, and having received some considerable injury from the freshets
last summer, will require to be rebuilt this year; the present bridge is not worth
repairing; and to rebuild, with the approaches, will cost at least £120, including
Commission.

The bridge across Mooney's Creek, near the Town of Richibucto, 410 feet in length,
having received some repairs fron the Statute Labour in the fall of 1850, is stili in a
very imperfect state. I was induced to take a Contract last fall to rebuild it, and
which the contractor, James Mooney, is bound to have completed by the 10th day of
August next, for the sum of £150 ; on account of which the Commissioners of

Highways
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Highways of Richibucto placed in my hands the sum of £20 towards the liquidation
of the Contract, leaving £130, besides the commission, to be provided for this season.

That portion of the road from Black River to Chatham, a distance of eight miles, is
much cut up every spring, and will require extensive repairs in the spring; this road
bas been long made, the country is very level, and in many places swampy, and, from
a constant travelling with farm and lumber wagons, is much out of repair. The

repairing of this, and other parts of the line under my supervision, cannot cost less

than £250, besides the amount required for the four bridges above reported on. The
gross amount, therefore, required for this line of road the present year, including
Commission, will be at least £1,175, to be appropriated as follows:-

T beg further to report that, in consequence of the stringers breaking down on the

bridge over Kouchibouguacis River in October last, including other repairs absolutely
required, I have been compelled to expend the sum of £12 10 4, beyond the amount
of the warrant. As this amount was expended in repairing unexpected damages, and
for the purpose of rendering the road passable, I would respectfully request that the

NIEWCASTLE TO BATRUJIRT AND BELLEID E.

Miramichi, 22nd February, 1853.

Sl,-I beg to submit for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant
Governor, a Report of the Great Road from Newcastle to Bathurst, and fron thence
to Belledune, as follows:-

In May last I visited and inspected the road, and found parts of it requiring imme-
diate attention; I arranged on the spot with the settlers along the line to make such
repairs as were required to allow travelling to be kept up until the season should
arrive for taking contracts for more permanent and extensive repairs.

On the 17th of June last, in pursuance of notice previously given, I commenced
and took contracts on the new line from Bartibog to Dixon's ferry ; five lots were
measured off, making four hundred and forty rods, which were disposed of for £99
3s. 4d. including the bridge over Grant's meadow brook and the approaches; which
contracts have all been completed. The balance of the grant appropriated for this

new line was expended towards making an alteration at Shehan's brook to avoid
the erection of a new and expensive bridge on the old road between Big and Little
Bartibog, including repairs on the same, no provision having been made to keep it m
repair. As the line from Dixon's ferry to Bartibog has been established by law as a

part of the Great Road between Newcastle and Bathurst, and as nearly half the dis-
tance has been made, I consider it highly desirable that it should be completed before
October next; the money already expended is of little or no use, until the road be
made through, and for which service a grant of at least £500 will be necessary to
make it passable. The bridge and approaches at Little Bartibog on this line will cost
at least £100.

The balance of the grant I expended in repairing the road and bridges through to
Bathurst.

The



The road from Bathurst to Belledune on which the sum of £100 was granted, I
expended in repairing the road generally and covering anew a number of small bridges
throughout the distance, including the cutting of two drains and clearing out a brook
to prevent the road being flooded by the spring freshet.

As Supervisor of this line, and feeling a deep interest in its improvement, it having
been under my supervision for the last fourteen years, I beg leave to recommend an
alteration of the line on the south side of Tattagouche River, to avoid a steep and
dangerous hill, which can be avoided by making a slight curve to the west after the
crossing of the bridge and following a deep ravine 152 rods to where it forms a
junction with the old road. In July last I staked out the line, which is now ready for
contracts in the spring, and for which I should recommend there be granted at least
£60, as some damages may be claimed for improved land; on the remaining part
of the line the usual grant will be required, say from £80 to £1O for repairs generally.

The road and several of the bridges from Chatham to Bathurst will require atten-.
tion early in the spring, and for which I should recommend at least £200.

At least £860 will be required for this line of road for the current year, including
commission thereon, viz:-

RUsIwIGoUCHE OAID.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR ExcELLENCY, Dalhousie, 18th February, 1853.

I have the honor to state, for the information of Your Excellency, that a great portion
of the money granted for the Great Road through the County of Restigouche at last
winter's sitting of the Legislature, has been expended in the following expensive and
necessary works, viz: Erecting a bridge over River Charlo and making approaches
thereto ; repairing Eel River and Jaquet River bridges; giving a temporary repair to
the bridge over Armstrong's brook ; rebuilding a bridge on the road between Dalhousie
and Campbelton; repairing the breastwork round the rock at Pollok's bill; and rebuild-
ing three bridges from thence on the road towards Mrs. Keddle's. In consequence
of so much heavy and important work, I had very little funds to apply to other neces-
sary improvements.

Early in the spring I examined the whole line, and found a great portion of the road
in a very impassable state, caused by a heavy fall of rain during the winter and fol-
lowed by a severe frost, which had torn up the road very much, particularly on the
wet grounds. I therefore proceeded immediately to repair those places that were
rendered almost impassable for travelling, but there still remains many worn out por-
tions of the road that will require a heavy outlay next season to put them in an efficient
state of repair.

I would likewise beg leave to bring under Your Excellency's notice the present line
of road through the Belledune Settlement. There are two extensive bridges on this
part of the road which are very much decayed, one of which will require to be rebuilt
next season. The rebuilding of these bridges will cost £400. I would recommend
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an alteration here of two and one half miles, by carrying the road a little south of the

present line, the same brooks can be bridged for £35 each, or the whole alteration

made for £2S0. This would be a saving of £120, and make a level and permanent

road, and which I have no doubt would in a great measure obviate the difficulties at

present experienced from snow drifting in from the Bay shore. I employed Mr.

Sadler, the Deputy Surveyor, last summer to run a line and stake out the alteration,
for which service he has not been paid, and will require to be paid out of the appro-

priations for the ensuing year.
I had the honor last year to report to Your Excellency that a new bridge would be

required over Armstrong's brook, but from the many requirements on other portions

of the road, the sum granted was not sufficient. I therefore gave this bridge a tem-

porary repair to ensure its safety to travellers during the winter. Some of the inha-

bitants are getting out cedar logs for this part of the public service, which can be done

much cheaper in winter, and in expectation that the Legislature will grant a sum

sufficient to rebuild this bridge next summer. The amount of expenditure therefore

required for the ensuing year is about £910, appropriated as follows:-

BAETixoG BIDGE.

Miramichi, February 24th, 1853.

SiR,-Herewith I enclose a statement of the cost of the materials for reconstructing

the bridge over Bartibog River, and the probable sun that it will require to build it.

The materials are of the best description, and the prices low; yet had I received

instructions sooner, they night have been got something cheaper. Owing to the

lateness of the season, noue of the contractors would undertake to get a large quantity;

therefore the contractors are numerous but responsible, and there is not the least doubt

but the whole materials will be on the spot early in the season. I took pains, lately,
to collect information respecting bridges of that description ; ar.d from such information,
as well as from personal observation, I came to the conclusion that to build a bridge

solid, except a sufficient passage for the water, was much the best in these shallow

rivers, in the tideway. The expense is more in the first instance, but a bridge built

in this way, besides being safer, will last without repair more than double the time of

one built in the ordinary way, with buttments ; in the latter case the covering will not

last more than six years until it becomes dangerous and requires to be renewed,
whereas a bridge built solid, as above mentioned, vill last twenty years or upwards,
without any repair, except the space that is covered with plank. I have, therefore,

procured materials for a bridge of this description ; and, since the bigh tide last fall,
have concluded to add to the height that I first intended, to prevent damage to the

bridge in case of a similar occurrence. These necessary improvements will increase

the cost, and will amount to more than the statement that I gave in ; but I trust the

Government will approve of the course I have pursued, as it will ultimately be a

saving to the Province.

sTRAWBERRiY AIRSU ROAD AND BRIDGE.

Newcastle, 25th February, 1853.
Slp,-Having been appointed Commissioner to expend the grant of £10,. made at

the last Session of the Legislature to repair the bridge and road across Strawberry
Marsb, in this place,-

I beg to report that I made a thorough inspection and examination of the bridge,
and found it too low, and in so bad a state as to require to be entirely rebuilt, and that
little or none of the materials of the old bridge could be used in the new one, and that
it would be only throwing the money away to expend the grant in attempting to repair
the old bridge. I therefore, after consulting with the Commissioner of Highways for
the district, and two of the County members, determined not to expend the grant this
season, but make this representation in order that the Legislature might make a further
grant to build a new bridge and make proper approaches; and it was very fortunate
that I did take this course, for the high tides and heavy easterly storms last November,
completely covered and destroyed the bridge, and floated off the entire covering, and
had I expended the grant on the bridge it would have been all carried away and lost.

The old bridge was one hundred and fifty feet long, and the new one must be at
least the same length; new abutments must be built, and with the approaches and
road for some distance from the bridge, raised so as to be beyond the rise of the tide,
to do all which will require at least £60.

This road is one of the principal.highways to and from the town of Newcastle, and
is of great importance, not only to the inhabitants of the town, but also to persons
residing in Nelson, on Beaubear's Island, and the public generally, and the want of
this bridge is a very serions inconvenience.

WOO»STocJ TO OAK& BAr.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund Walker Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and Com-
mander in Chief of the Province of New Brunswick, 4-c. 4c. 4-c.

The undersigned would most respectfully beg to la7 before Your Excellency an
account of the expenditure of £250 on the Woodstock Road in 1852, accompanied
with copy of advertisement for sale, and copy of contract taken for work; also, report
as follows:-
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In the latter part of May last I examined the road, found it needed repairs, but upon
refering to the Grant I found it confined " from the Little Digdeguash Bridge to the
Baillie Settlement road," leaving that part of the road from the Baillie Settlement road
to Oak Bay, a distance of upwards of twelve miles, unprovided for, with the exception
of £20 to build a bridge at Oak Bay, under Commissioner James Brown, Junior; and
here I would remark that there is more heavy truckage conveyed over this part of the
road, and the more particularly the southern end, in Ship timber, spars, and other
lumber, to exceed the like on any road within the County, and that it is a well
known fact that the Statute labour is not sufficient to keep the road in repair. Con-
sequently the turnpike, bridges, and water-tables, must run to waste for want of the
necessary means to make the urgent repairs. And in my humble opinion, it is no
part of economy to deprive any part of the road from a fair share of the money appro-
priated thereon.

I would further most respectfully state, that confining the Grant to local parts of the
road cannot fail to cause discontent, and a manifest injury to the prosperity of the road
generally. And I do humbly trust that Your Excellency will use your influence in
future to prevent a like occurrence.

This line of road, or a large part of it, is laid on the lowest swampy lands in the
country, and more costly to make than on higher ground, but when built will require
less of repair. Perhaps no line in the Province would afford a more easy transition
for heavy truckage, hence the advantage that cannot fail to result in the opening up of
this line, a good and substantial turnpike, thereby affording to the inhabitants of
Carleton, Victoria and Charlotte, a thoroughfare safe and commodious for mutual
exchanges in matters of business. I found it necessary in order to facilitate the safe
passage of wheel carriages as far north on the road as possible, to lay a large part of
the Grant on low swampy ground, and accordingly selected such parts for the outlay.

I sold the greater part of the Grant at auction, which, with a few exceptions, was
bid off by the settlers on the road and vicinity. That in all cases I took written con-
tracts, furnishing the parties with a duplicate on the ground. And with the exception
of three contracts, which I subsequently resold, succeeded by extending the time,
(which became necessary in order that the contractors might secure their hay crop,)
to get all the work completed to my satisfaction with the first sale. Perhaps no business
requires -more of strict dealing, close watchfulness, than that of road making. Still in
point of justice, it will be found necessary in certain cases to exercise discretion, as
will more or less be found to arise, growing out of circumstances unavoidably con-
nected with the transaction. And in the present case I am satisfied that the public
service suffered no loss by reason of the extension of time. I got 640 rods of turn-
pike, varying from 2s., 2s. 7d., 3s. 6d., 4s. 5d., 4s. 1 Id., up to the highest, 8s. per rod,
this last " lot A. 210 rods," of a deep impassable swamp, but now a substantial turn-
pike. The whole cost of turnpiking as above, £168 8s. I sold 250 rods to remove
the wood preparatory for turnpiking, this work cost 2s. per rod, £25; this last ends
about six miles south of the Little Digdeguash bridge.

I paid for detached work, (a part of it done in 1851, which I reported to the Govern-
ment; see my account for that year,) £21 18 4; of this sum, £8 3 4 was sold at
auction this year; the work done by John Fitzmaurice, James Meredith, Patrick
Scanlin, and Joseph Meredith, was a small part turnpiking, repairing bridges, side,
and X tables, and removing stones and other obstructions from the road, over a dis-
tance of 386 rods, at a cost of £13 15s.

The lot at auction, 56 rods, embracing the repairs of a bridge, cost 2s. Id. per rod.
This work cost for repairs, 442 rods, as above, £21 18 4.

I hired four picked men to work by the day, men's wages being bigh I paid 6s. 2d.
per day. The work was detached, consisting in grubbing and levelling in rocky dis-
tricts. I got 90 rods so repaired at a cost of £9 3 61. Thus it will be seen-

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A few rods north of the junction of the Baillie settlement road, and within the
Anderson settlement, £20 was expended by Commissioner John King, on that part of
the road originally made by L. B. Rainsford, Esquire. This outlay, with the aid of
Statute labour, will keep that part of the road in repair.

The turnpike, bridges, side and X tables will on the score of economy require watch-
fulness and repairs each year.

If a sufficient Grant should be made to open up this important line of road, the
obvious result would be, opening, improving, and connecting important points of the
country, affording facilities for an increase of business, which in a few vears would not
fail to refund to the Province chest a greater sum than the whole cost'of the road.

If this line was built, not only would the travel from Carleton and Victoria pass this
way, but also that of our neighbours in Houlton and vicinity would travel this line, it
being upwards of ten miles nearer, and much easier than the Houlton road to Calais.

The road is now opened up for wheel carriages over the upper Canoose, and within
about seven miles of the Little Digdeguash bridge.

It may be urged by some that Rail Roads are best suited to meet the wants of the
country. In a certain sense they are, still turnpikes should go band in hand with Rail
Roads, thereby opening up to all sections, in as much as possible, an opportunity to
partake in those public blessings.

And would further beg leave to report to Your Excellency-
That on the line of road under my care there are thirteen bridges, all made of wood.

That they are chiefly of small size, six in good repair, seven will require more or less
repairs, or to rebuild the ensuing year.

At Oak Bay a substantial wooden bridge was built the past summer by Commissioner
James Brown, Junior, over the Gallop stream.

And further would beg leave to renark, that in all cases of rebuilding of bridges,
they should on the part of economy, as much as possible be made, the abutments of
stone, the covering of cedar. This practice would be found to produce durable and
substantial work, and a saving eventually in the public outlay.

DEA» WAWER EnOOIL TO SAINT STEP rEN.

To His Excellency Sir Edmund Walker Head, Baronet, Lieutenant Governor and Com-
mander in Chief of the Province of New Brunswick, 4c. 4,c. 4-c. -

The undersigned, Supervisor of the Great Road from Dead Water Brook to Saint
Stephen, respectfully submits the following Report:-

That on examining the road early in the spring, I found that the part below Moore's
mills would require considerable repairs, as this section affords accommodation for a
vast amount of travel and heavy teaming ; and as I wished to reserve the greater
portion of the grant for the purpose of opening the part between Sennet's and the
Woodstock road, I concluded to make such repairs as the first mentioned part required,
by hiring some men by the day, and taking charge of the work myself. I have
accordingly kept this part of the road in good condition through the season by remov-
ing stones, filling up cavities, clearing out water-courses, and repairing cross-drains,
causeways and bridges, working from time to time as the work became necessary.

Sometime in May I laid off and described six lots (159 rods) the most difficult to
make, (being impassable swamps,) of the part above Sennet's, which I sold at auction
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on the 29th of that month for £46 6 1; and while this work was in progress, I
took charge of a party of men, with the necessary teams, and worked three days on
the intermediate parts, and one day between Sennet's and Moore's mills, in removing
rocks, grubbing and levelling. I also gave three days gratuitous labour, and prevailed
upon the men employed on this road, to give four or five more ; other parties have
done something gratuitously ; and with the aid of a portion of a special grant to James
Brown, Junior, the road has been so far improved as to admit of empty wagons pass-
ing over iL

The amount expended between Saint Stephen and Moore's milis, including the bridge
at the latter place, was about £10. On this part I was employed in working and
directing the work six days, and four days on the part near Sennet's, making ten days
at 6s. 3d. £3 2s. 6d. This together with furnishing cedar for cross-drains, removing
a jam of drift wood from the bridge at the foot of Dennis Lake, to prevent it, (the
bridge) from being carried away by the freshet, and putting new plank into the bridge
at the mills, for all which I charged 15s., makes up the amount opposite my name in
my account with the Province.

The bridges on this line will require a heavy expenditure in order to make them
passable the coming year. One abutment of that over Dennis streamn, near Upton's,
is giving way, which will have to be rebuilt, and probably new stringers, and a new
covering will be required. The bridge at the foot of Dennis Lake, built more than
twelve years ago at a cost of £35, will have to be rebuilt, and that at Moore's mills
will require new stringers and a new covering. I strengthened the two last with some
new pieces of covering which can be used in the contemplated repairs. The bridge
over the N. W. Branch of the Digdeguash, and that over an arm of Smith's mill pond,
will need but trifling repairs. These with the new one over Foster's Lake stream,
are all the bridges of any magnitude west of the main Digdeguash River, this being as
far east as the road has yet been opened. The amount required to repair and rebuild
these bridges will not, in my opinion, fall short of £60.

My endeavours, thus far, have been to keep those parts of the road already travelled
in a tolerable condition, and to open such new part as was. most urgently required,
and as the money entrusted to my care would allow. That part between Sennet's
and the Woodstock road, being a favourite object, not only with me but with all the
upper settlers on this line, and many others, has this year received the greater part of
the grant; still the road will be of little use, except only as a winter road, unless a
liberal allowance can be afforded it another season.

That part between Smith's mill and the Digdeguash River, intersecting the line of
the Saint Andrews and Woodstock rail road, needs a share of the appropriation, and
the settlers in its vicinity are expecting it; although the most of them have hitherto
manifested a greater anxiety for the completion of the part between Sennet's and the
Woodstock road.

The part below Sennet's, especially below the town hill road, and passing Moore's
mills, at which place the road from the Baillie settlement joins it, is one of the greatest
thoroughfares with which I am acquaintod. All the lumber hauled to market fron
Smith's and Brown's milis, and nearly all cut for the Calais and Saint Stephen's market
at Moore's mills, is hauled down this road. This, together with an immense amount
of shingles, knees and other ship timber, and the comparatively constant run of light
wagons, all combine to render the wear and tear very great ; so that a large expen-
diture will be necessary in order to keep it in its present passable condition, exclusive
of that required for the repairing and rebuilding the bridges.

These suggestions are respectfully made for the benefit of the settlers on this line,
and the roads leading into it. Independent of which is the importance of affording a
direct communication between Saint Stephen and Fredericton, which can be effected
by extending the road across the Digdeguash some three miles, to its junction with
the Great Road from Saint Andrews to the latter City, at Dead Water Brook.

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FREDERxCTON TO MAGAQUAAVKO.

Harvey Setlement, 121 November, 1852.
SIR,-Having been appointed by His Excellency to the supervision of the Great

Road from Fredericton to Magaguadavic, I now beg leave to state that I have attended
to that duty, and make the following Report for his Excellency's information.

As soon as I was notified of the appointment I immediately examiried the whole
route, and found the road and bridges, and all the water courses, in a most dilapidated
state, rendering travelling extremely dangerous along the whole line; bridges and
culverts in many places broken down, and many that were standing I found to be of the
whole the most dangerous, as they had been built chiefly of spruce timber, -which
lasts only three years with safety. I then formed a resolution to allow nothing but
cedar, hemlock, or pine timber; this resolution I have acted upon and carried out.

Consequently I had to employ men at that throng season at high rates of wages;
and as the work was scattered, I had to give a large price for a small job.

I was, after many considerations, unwilling to engage men by the day, as I could
not superintend them every day; I thought it more advisable to contract with men for
small jobs convenient, and in a few days the road was fit for travelling in safety.

As the summer came on, and farmxers finished their farming operations, I sold by
competition all the remainder of the money on various parts of the road; proper
vouchers are in the hands of the Auditor General, by which it will be seen that I have
been obliged, by the demand of the road, to lay out the full amount granted, trusting
the per centage will be better spared off the road next year, as a laTge grant is neces-
sary in order that the road may be repaired; and part of the money may be in
reserve for skirting each side of the road, which it wants very much.

I would beg leave to state that, by instruction, I have sold the building of the
Gornish Bridge this fall, for the sum of £48, to be paid next summer.

From the low situation of the bridge it must be ail done in winter; consequently I
have sold it to Tirnothy Burke, to finish it on or before the first day of May 1853.

In conclusion, I would beg to lay before His Excellency the importance of skirting
roads, and as the rays of the sun may have ful power to act upon it; especially from
Fredericton to Magaguadavic, where it passes through a dense forest so mucb of the
way, and where a second growth has sprung up, entirely prohibits'the light of the sun
even n summer.

I should say that £400 would be nothing too much for the requirem«ents of the road,
as the Statute Labour on this line is so small.

Si,-I herewith forward you a Return of the expenditure on the Great Road from
Grand Falls to Canada Line for the current year, under my supervision ; also a Report
of said road, commencing at Grand Falls.

The road from Grand Falls Ferry Landing to Pounses' Creek, passable, a distance
of three and a half miles.

Bridge at Pounses' Creek out of repair, but passable; will require repairing next year.
From Pounses' to Thibidoe's Mill, passable, three and a half miles.
Bridge at Thibidoe's Mill in good repair.
From Thibidoe's Mill to A. L. Coombes' Creek, passable, four miles.
Bridge at Coombes' Creek in good repair.
From Coombes' Creek to Grand River, passable, four miles.
Bridge at Grand River in good repair.
From Grand River to Siegas, passable, three miles.
Bridge at Siegas passable, but not very good.
From Siegas to Quisibis, passable, four miles.
Bridge at Quisibis passable, but will require to have the foundation nearly all

repaired next year.
From Quisibis to Green River, passable, six miles.
Bridge at Green River in a bad state ; may stand for years, and may give way the

first high freshet.
From Green River to Tario's Brook, some small bridges will require repairing next

summer, three miles.
Bridge at Tario's Brook in a dangerous state.
From Tario's Bridge to Church, passable, three miles.
From Church to Madawaska Falls, roads good, bridges bad, four miles.
Bridge over Madawaska in good order.
Prom bridge to Canada Line, passable, twelve miles; except bridges which are in

a decayed state.
I have put as much repairs on the bridges as the circumstances of the case would

admit.
I further cousider it my duty to infori your Honor of a few cases where the bridges

on our rivers got abused through neglect and carelessness of lumbering parties driving
their timber down, by allowing it to jam on the buttments, which backs up the water,
and leaving it in that position for several days, which causes the water to take another

course from its natural une, and undermining the buttments, which cannot be repaired

so as to make a perfect job again. For instance, the Green River Bridge, Siegas
River Bridge, and Grand River Bridge, al] have suffered very much from such neglect.

If an Act was passed, to protect the bridges from such carelessness, I think it would
have a very good effect.

Siaz,-I have the honor to submit my accounts for expenditure as Supervisor of the

road between Saint John and Saint Andrews for the past year.
I have to report, for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,

that there was a new bridge built across the Magaguadavic River, which I consider a
good
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good and substantial work, built of pine, hacmatac, and cedar, and much to the credit
of the contractor, Mr. John Messenett, as also another new bridge built by Mr. Ew.en
Cameron across the Cutler's brook, in Musquash, and also another new bridge across
Gillispie's brook, near Lepreaux. The Sir John Moore bridge, at New River, has
been newly floored lengthways with three inch deals, and likewise a new one over
M'Lean's brook.

There have been two plans and specifications sent in to the Secretary's office, one
for the Abercrombie bridge at Musquash, and the other for the Wellington bridge
over the Didgeguash River; thé trade on both -those Rivers has been so materially
altered lately, that I would strongly recommend a draw to be put in each of them. I
have further to report, that a new bridge is required to be built over the Popelogan;
this is a long bridge, over two hundred feet, the present one has been standing about
fourteen years, and is at present in a very dilapidated state, having been built chiefly
of spruce, which will stand but a few years in comparison to other description of
wood. There is a new bridge required across the Chamcook stream; there are two
snall new bridges required in the Parish of Penfield, near M'Carrols: a new bridge
would be required across the Wetmore brook (so called.)

In concluding this report, I beg leave to state, that the great number of bridges on
this line of road wanting constant repair, take the greater part of the money granted,
leaving very little to be expended on the road.

SiR,-I have the honor te report for the information of His Excellency the Lieu-

tenant Governor, the following facts in connection with the Great Road under my
supervision, as an addition to my previous Report transmitted to you on the 5th
instant:-

I wish to remiark that through the settlement of Musquash, for a distance of half a
mile, the road is overflowed at every high tide, and the passing through it consequently
rendered both unsafe and very inconvenient; Timber and drift stuff being frequently
floated on and obstructing the road, to the great annoyance of travellers. This is
occasioned by the aboideau of Mr. Carman being carried away, and being left unre-
paired for some considerable time. Thus His Excellency will perceive that I have
no power to remedy the evil, and to raise the road above the influence of the tide
would cost a great deal of money.

I have the honor further to state, that the road is in many parts obstructed by
parties hauling and leaving on the sides timber and logs ; and also by parties hauling
off their lands stones and depositing them on the road side ; also that parties are in
the habit of obstructing the road by barns or buildings, so placed as not to allow it its
legal and sufficient breadth; and also by the placing of their fences.

One other great cause of complaint and injury to the road in several places and
localities, arises from parties hauling from different saw mills heavy loads of deals on
wagons having too narrow wheels. Wheels used for such a purpose (to save the
road frorm material injury) should be required by law to be of not less than five or
six inches broad.

With regard to these matters, if the law could be amended, it would be of very
important service; and for every violation of such law if a proper penalty were
imposed, I think it would have a very good effect.

SiR,-As Supervisor of the Great Road between Shediac and Richibucto Court

House, I have the honor to submit this my annual Report.
The Shediac Bridge, built in 1839, seven hundred feet long, cannot be kept up any

longer by mere temporary repairs. Al the top part of the bridge, viz. the stringers,
railing and covering, being quite decayed, must be built early next spring anew; and
several of the logs on the top of the abutments replaced. The amount required for
this expenditure will be at Icast £350.

Two other smaller bridges on the road between Richibucto and Buctouche, must
be rebuilt next year, the expense of which I have estimated at £50; and for the
repairs of the numerous other bridges under my supervision, being in all, within my
district, ninety one, (exclusive of the other bridges above named,) cannot be less
than £100.

The several amounts granted during the last three years on this line of road, have
been much less than the sums reported by me as necessary for the repairs of the road
and bridges. The bridges must necessarily be kept up, and this has been done at the
expense of the road ; consequently the roads are now in a very bad state, and will
require a sum not less than £300 to place them in any thing like good repair.

An alteration of the great road between Shediac and Cocagne is very much requi-
red; by running the road direct from Cocagne Bridge, a distance at present of six
miles, a saving of about two miles can be effected; for this alteration a sum of £250
or £300 will probably be sufficient.

The gross amount, therefore, required for the above mentioned work for the ensuing
year, will be apportioned as follows :-

Si,-I have the honor to subwit a Report of my proceedings during the past year

as Supervisor of the Great Road trom Fredericton to Richibucte.
I kept a party of good road makers employed during the whole summer between

Newcastle and Fredericton, selecting the worst parts of the line for their operations,
and proceeding so as to leave whatever they went over a well finished turnpiked
road. What was done by this party has given me the greatest satisfaction; and by
selecting good hands, and looking well after them, I am convinced that it is the best
and most economical mode of making good permanent roads.

I have bridged the Richibucto road, and built several other highly necessary bridges
in Sunbury, Queen's and Kent, including the rebuilding of three bridges that were
destroyed by fire. I have turnpiked the portion of the road previously unopened
between Little River and Fredericton, together with various other portions of the road
where I found it most necessary, and I have opened, stumped and rooted (twelve feet

wide)
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wide) the road through the forest between the Salmon River and Richibu&to settle-
ments, so that I was enabled in October last ta travel in a wagon from Fredericton to
the Gaspereau, on horseback from Gaspereau to Pine's, on the Richibucto, and in a
wagon from Pine's to the Town of Richibucto.

On this highly important connecting line, I find that settlement and travelling keep
pace with the improvements made on the road, and I cannot too strongly urge the
importance of liberal Grants being made upon it until it is completed.

I have contracted for the construction of a bridge across the Gaspereau, which will
take £200 of the present year's Grant. Jouett's creek, near Fredericton, must be
bridged forthwith, and bridges are immediately required across the Salmon creek, the
Big Fork Stream, and Bass and Molus Rivers, and the Little Forks, Trout brook,
Hudson's brook, and several minor streams, will require bridging, and many a long
mile will require turnpiking before the line can be from end ta end a carriage road.

I beg, Sir, to add, that what has been done under my supervision has been well
done ; that the labour Act has assisted me ta a considerable extent; that the replacing
the burnt bridges, and my anxiety to open the road through, has caused me to over
expend the appropriation of 1852 to nearly the extent of my commission; and that in
justice to this new and extensive line, nothing less than £ 1,200 will, I trust, be thought
of as an appropriation for it this Session; indeed £2,000 could be most usefully
expended upon it.

For further particulars I beg ta refer youi ta the Account and vouchers transmitted
by me ta the Audit Office. I beg leave to state that the Province stands indebted in
the sum of £4, for damages done by the road liassing through improved lands, viz.,
ta John Cory, 20s; Patrick Hurly, 20s; John Cushin, 20s; and James Cushin, 20s;
which I am bound ta pay next summer, and should be provided for at the next
meeting of the Legislature.
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On the new line of road between Tracady and Pokemouche, extensive improvements
have been made during last summer, under the Act 12 Victoria, Chap. 4 ; these works
commence near Tracady, and extend on towards Pokemouche. With a view to meet
them, I commenced taking contracts at Pokemouche, extending on towards Tracady;
but, for the want of sufficient means, I had to stop, leaving unfinished an intermediate
space of 172 rods, and two bridges. It is desirable that this should be finished the
coming summer; without which the public will not get the full benefit of those
improvements. One of those bridges is for Trout Brook, will require to be 110 feet
long by 12 feet high, will cost about £50; the other for Munro's Brook requires to be
200 feet long by 5 high, probable cost £40.

The road from Bathurst to Salmon Beach will require repairs the coming season,
or the new line laid out by me between those two points, in 1851, taken up and
finished; repairing the old road, and bridges thereon, will cost about £100, while
making the new one and bridges required on it, £350. The alteration here is much
required; and, if finished the coming season, will prevent any further outlay on the
old road, and thereby be a saving in the end.

Between Salmon Beech and Grand Aunce five small bridges will require new
covering, and Ellis' Bridge rebuilt, early in spring. The last mentioned calis for par-
ticular attention; it is so completely decayed that it will not admit of further repairs,
and has become dangerous. The one to replace it requires to be 150 feet long by 14
feet high ; and the material required to make a substantial and durable one, and cost
when laid on the spot, if done while snow is on the ground, is-

I beg leave to state that it will be very difficult to get the material for this bridge
in the summer, owing to the distance and softness of the gronnd over which it has to
be hauled ; it is therefore advisable that the Supervisor should be authorised to
contract for it to be laid on the spot by the middle of April next.

Building it will probably cost £30, and covering it with gravel £3.
The gross amount required for the above mentioned work, the ensuing season, will

be about £550.

EREDERCT1ON TO WOOD»TOCE.

Frederidn, 7th March, 1853.
SiR,-I beg leave to submit, for the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant

Governor, my annual Report.on the line of Great Road from Fredericton to Wood-
stock; also, a statement of the money expended on the same during the past summer.

Early in the spring when .passing over the road to make necessary repairs, and
while getting an old bridge repaired, a part of which had fallen down, (near Z. Currie's,
and over Wheeler's mill stream,) the ice run in the Saint John River, and formed a
jam near Long's creek, carrying away part of the bridge, covering the intervale above
the bridge with ice, and rendering travelling with teams impossible. Being on the
spot, I at once employed a sufficient number of men to repair the bridge, and made it
passable with teams on the evening of the second day, so that the Mail was not delayed.

Haviug passed over and made temporary repairs on the whole line of road, where
they were needed, I concluded to expend the whole of the Grants in building bridges,
and took contracts as follows:-

The above work bas been faithfully performed, and bas all been paid for, as per
vouchers placed in the hands of the Auditor General.

The Eel River bridge is built of cedar, 250 feet long, 40 feet high, with a span of
80 feet, and bas side shears above the abutments to fend off the ice. The heavy freshet
in the stream this winter did not in the least injure the bridge, and I am confident it
will not require to be rebuilt for fifty years.

The bridge over Wheeler's mill streamr is built of pine frame work, and will last
twenty years.

The bridge over Kelly's creek, built of stone abutments, leaving only 20 feet space
over the creek for stringers, the remainder having been made solid of stone and earth.
Length of former bridge 218 feet, now only 20 feet stringers.

The bridge over Rainsford's brook, 150 feet long, shore abutments stone and earth,
leaving a space of 100 feet, pine bents, of a lasting nature.

Bridge over Burpe's mill stream, 180 feet long, built of pine frame work, will stand
good for twenty years to come.

It was thought advisable to enclose Eel River bridge. The work was costly, and
well finished. The workmen were on the spot, and it would cost less to erect the
frame then than at any other time. I therefore got the scantling by contract, and had
it framed and put up last fall.

I bave endeavoured to make the new bridges of such material and with such work-
manship as will last much longer than bridges formerly erected; and I intend to
shorten the bridges and build of stone as much as possible.

Although the amount expended on bridges is large, yet it was scarcely possible to
have doue with a less sum, as the old bridges were giving way so as to render travel-
ling unsafe.

I regret to state that the most of the bridges first built upon the line wil require
to be rebuilt the ensuing season. The worst of them I beg to bring under your notice,
with an estimate of the probable cost of erecting new-ones.

The whole of the bridges named are in such a dilapidated state, that excepting two
which can be repaired, they will require to be rebuilt next summer. I fear some of
them may give way early in the spring, when the frost goes out of the wood, as I have
observed that old bridges suffer much from the action of the frost.

It will be remembered that the greater part of the money granted for two years past,
bas been expended in building and repairing bridges, consequently the road is out of
repair, and will require a party of men constantly on it all next summer to make good
the wear of the last two years.

If a liberal Grant is made this year for bridges, as already explained, one half the
sum annually will do for many years to come. I would strongly recommend that the
bridges named be built next summer, as money expended in keeping very old bridges
in repair is nearly thrown away. It will be borne in mind, that there is not in this
part of the Province a road of sixty miles in length, having half, nor I believe one
fourth as many bridges as the great road between Fredericton and Woodstock. Many
of them are large bridges too, ranging from 150 to 530 feet in length, hence the large
amount of money required at this time for that service.

It may be supposed that the Statute labour would assist me materially ; I must say
that such is not the case. The fault lies, I think, in the system, and experience satis-
fes me that the present system wants improving.

Si,-As Supervisor of the Great Road leading from John Boyer's, in the Parish of

Simonds, to the American Boundary Line, I beg to submit the following Report, for
the information of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor:-

This road is nine miles long, running through a thriving farming districtf; saw mil],
grist mil], and oat kiln, on the line. On the other side of the Boundary Line there
is extensive and flourishing settlements, with extensive saw mill establishments.
Lumbering is carried on extensively in this neighbourhood; all which creates an
immense amount of travelling on it.

The lots of land run parrallel with the road, which brings but few persons on it to
perfori statute labour ; this, with the very small annual grants for several years past,
have made scarcely any perceptible improvement.

There
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There is but about two miles of it that may be said to be in a fair travellingstate;
the rest of it is very hilly and rocky, to avoid which it will be absolutely necessary to
make several expensive alterations. £250 at least will be required to make this a
good road, and it is most desirable that half this sum be expended on it next season,
in order to make it at all passable for loaded teams throughout.

I expended £75, (last year's appropriation,) on three very bad places, as follows
The first was a bog meadow about 60 feet across, called Johnston's meadow ; this

place was nearly impassable spring and fafl, in consequence of a great flow of water.
I expended about £22 in forming a road of brush and gravel, and in draining the
meadow.

The next was Snow's bill, so called. This hill was very steep and rocky ; I made
an alteration of about 40 rods through the woods to get round a part of the bill, and
graded and wharfed other parts at an expense of about £30, which is pronounced to be
a handsome improvement.

The next was building a small bridge at a cost £4 19s., and making an alteration of
eighty rods to avoid a rocky piece of road, but has not been completed for want of
funds.

In addition to the Bonds and other Sureties due the Province, as particularised in the above state-
ment, there is also a Bond of John Cunningham, Junior, as Postmaster at Restigouche, for the faithful
performance of his duty in that capacity. The Sureties on this Bond are the Hon. J. H. Gray and
Charles Johnston, Esquire, of Saint John, and the penalty is four hundred pounds. This Bond was
taken long prior to the management of the Post Office Establishment being yielded to the Province.
Cunningham flied the country, and a prosecution was commenced on the Bond by the late Attorney
General Wilmot, which was suspended or discontinued by the Executive, in consequence of a Report
from a Committee of that body, of which the present Attorney General was one, who considered that
the case was an extremely hard one on the part of the Sureties, and that great doubts existed of
making them liable in a Court of Law.

There is also a Bond given by the Hon. H. Peters in 1839, Sureties William Foshay and John
Travis, Esquires, conditioned for the faithful performance of the principal's duties as Supervisor, and
his accountability for any moneys that mighît come into his bands in that capacity. Mr. Peters,
although it was admitted le had expended a considerable sum, neveraccounted to the Province, froin,
as he alleges, being unable to forward receipts for some of the expenditure, (although lie paid the money,)
in consequence of absence of parties who did the work, and other unavoidable circumstances. The
matter lias since then been several times before the House, but no action taken. It is doubtful, from
the long time which has been suffered to elapse, whether the claim could be recovered against the
Sureties ; Mr. Peters' circumstances preclade the possibility of anything being obtained from him.

The Bond reported upon among the amounts due the Province, as given by the Hon. Joseph
Cunard and Benjamin Wolhaupter, Esquire, for £1000, would have been collected ere this, but the
parties baving petitioned the House in 1850, shewing what they considered equities in their case
which should release them from the obligation, the Bouse by a very large majority addressed Bis
Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, praying that His Excellency would cause the said Bond to be
cancelled. Bis Excellency replied, ' that he would carefully consider the subject with his Executive

96 Council."
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Council." The Goverment did not, however, carry into effect the expression of the House, and the
Bond re-maius as it was.

The Saint John Bridge Comipany's Bonds for £6000, reported as another debt due the Province,
also demands sone explanation. ln 1836, previously to the surrender of the Casual and Territorial
Bevenues, and of the funds hen in the hands of the local Goverment, subject to the control and
disposal of the Imperial Governent, the Saint John Bridge Company which, had been incorporated
for the purpose of erecting a Bridge over the River Saint John, from Carleton, on the West side of
the City, to the Parish of Portland, near the Straight Shore. applied to the then Lieutenant Governor,
praying that a loan might be niade therm of £6000from the Crown Revenues in the Colony, to enable
then to coniplete that work, to which His Excellency assented, and that sun was loaned theni upon
the Company's Bonds, with individual collateral security of Bonds of the Directors themselves for the
repaynent. The money was expended on the Bridge, besides between twenty and thirty thousand
pounds subscribed and duly paid by them. The Bridge unfortunately became a failure, and fell befpre
being conmpleted, thereby sacrificing the whole subscriptions and money thus borrowed, except a few
hundred pounds arising from the sale of the wreck. The Bonds became thfe property of the Province
in 1837 on the cession of the Crown Revenues. In 1842, the obligors or sureties were proceeded
against at law ; judgment was confessed ; and thus the matter now stands. The suject bas been
repeatedly, before and after that period, under discussion in the House, but no action taken. Froma
the lenth of tinhe which bas elasped since these Bouds were executed, much confusion and embarrass-
ment must attach from attempting to collect them; many of the parties have become Bankrupts ;
their property is now in the hands of innocent purchasers, who would become great sufferers, and that
too fron the fact of the Goverment of the country and the Legislature having suffered them to remain
uncollected for so long a period.

There is also a Bond from the Corporation of Fredericton. £500, advanced by the Government in
1850, in part to relieve the immediate necessities arising from the great conflagration at that place.
This Bond must either be collected or cancelled. The Goverment have taken no steps in consequence
of similar relief having on a like occasion been applied to Saint John, by an unanimous vote of this
House.

The Executive Government have been for some time past investigating the various obligations due
the Province, running over a long series of years. The amounts embodied in this report it is believed
comprise ail that in any way can be called good, subject to the reservations contained in the remarks
appended to this report, after the liabilities and dues are particularised. A report will follow the
present one, which will take up the obligations considered worthless, and in which it will be recon-
mended that they be cancelled.
