Decause he knew with certainty that the electors
of the said Parish were under the impression that Mr. Zfuet, the Candidate whom
they supported, was sure of a majority of legal votes over Mr. Zanglois, the oppo-
site Candidate, to secure his proclamation as Member of Parliament, if, as they
said, his election was not sarreptitiously stolen from him Dby fraudulent voting on
the part of Mr Zangiois’ partizans, who were the same individuals that had sup-
poried Dr. Zaterreicre at his last election, at which he was opposed by the Pm'is}il
of Zu Maulbaie, and others, bringing forward the late Dr. [larvey as a Candidate,
and who then voted legally, as will be proved by the Poll-books of Lo Mallaic
and other Parishes, which supported Dr. Zurvey ; but that the partizans of Dr.
Laterricre (the Hulbayans a%\vays maintain) had taken posscssion of most of the
Polls in the present County of Chicowtini, and of that of Les Eloulments, and gi-
ven a considerable number of frandulent votes, so that instead of several hundred
voies which the Mullbeyans expected as a legal majority in favor of their Candi-
date Zurvey, at his proclamation, to their great surprize, Dr. Zaterriére was clect-
ed by a still larger majority of votes legally taken than that by which they the
Malvayans expected the late Dr. Harvey to be elected, and that therefore they
were firmly and resolutely determined, as they declared, not to allow thémselves
to be so cheated again out of the election of their Candidate: 2. Thatabout halt-
past one in the afternoon on the first day of the Poll, the said clectors of Lo Mal-
baie having understood by a letter, that the people of Zes Eboulnents had driven
off the Candidate Huot or his Agent, and had taken possession of the Poll, be-
came very angry, and Mr. Zanglois forthwith offered to leave the Poll, and re-
tired: 3. That from that moment, Mr. Zuot’s Agent repeatedly intimated to the
Detitioner that he was not competent himself tb make any objection, and had no
right to make any ; that, according to the tenor of the law of 1849, all objectionsto
the voters and requisitions must be made by the Candidate, or his Agent in per-
son, and not otherwise, under 2 penalty of Ten pourds for each voter objected to or
sworn by the Deputy Returning Oflicer, in cases where no objection was previ-
ously made to voters by the Candidate or his Agent: 4. That the Petitioner
thus finding his hands tied, on the one hand. by the law, which unfortunately
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did not then allow the Deputy Returning Officer to object or administer the oath
of himself to the voters, (thesame being defective in that particular, inasmuch
as the House has supplied the deficiency, no doubt for sufficient reasons, by a

ecial amended Act on that very subject in the month of December last,) and, on
the other hand, by the resolute determination of the Electors of Lo Mallaie, there
present at the Poll, who were unanimous, not to allow themsclves, as they said,
to be cheated out of their election by the others; the Petitioner was under the
firm persuasion, as he still is, that no single individual on earth could then have
prevented them from acting as they were inclined to act: wherefore the Petition-
er was, of nccessity, compelled to allow all votes to he reeetved by his Clerk,
although with the greatest repugnance, and against his own free-will, and although
he had himself, at the opening of the Poll, well and duly read the principal Sce-
tions of the Law relating to the obligations of voters, to good order, to the quali-
fication required in respect of property and age in order to be cntitled to vote,
and thosc which enact penalties for any infraction of the Law : That the Petition-
er having been since informed that the Election has leen contested before the
House, that he ought to have made a special retwrn of the votes so given, or have
entered them under protest, the Petitioner having found nothing in the Law
giving any idea of such a course, having never either seen or heard till then of
any precedent, and so being entirely ignorant of those matters, he was then under
the impression that, by the Laws cnabling Candidates to complain of a fraudulent
Election, the Candidate alone had the right of bringine a complaint concerning
these matters before the Iouse or a Committee thereot, and of citing the Deputy
Returning Officer to give cvidence of the truth of their allegations, and that the
Petitioner would then be aunthorized to declare what had passed within his know-
ledge :. That the Petitioner is in the firm belief thatno Court of Justice, no Judge
sitting on the Bench, and, more than all, no Legislative Body, conld bring in a
verdict of guilty against a person who has infringed—violated no Law, or con-
demn him fornot having done what the Law did not at the time preseribe to e done
by him in the execution of his duty, still less for the fault of others committed
after due warning, in a case in which they persisted in violating the Law in oppo-

majority of the legal votes returned; that the position of Mr. Cuslking in the con-
test was and is in defence of proprietary interests against the illegal and unjust
retensions of the #fontreal and fl?gfzfown Railway Company, of which Mr. Belleng-
W is or was recently the acknowledged Secretary: That Mr. Cusking (a land-
owner to a large extent in the Coxmty? has publicly, at the Municipal Couneil
Board and elsewhere, thrown the weight of lis influence in favor of the said Rail-
waz‘ Company, but under reserve of certain prudential and equitable conditions
with respect to which the proprietary he represents in this contest is at issue with
the saidlf[’»aﬂway Company and its creditors: That by a Bill. now before the
House to amend and extend the Charter of the said Company and for other pur-
oses, an attempt is made, by a retractive clause therein, to render nugatory the
egal procecdings now pending in the Superior Court in Hondreal at the instance
of Municipal Electors of the Municipality of the County of Two Blountains, (of
which this County is a part) with respect to a contested By-Law of the said Mu-
nicipality for the subscription of stock in the said Railway under certain condi-
tions : That the Bill in question also seeks to entail upon the said Municipality

a great measure been deprived of their right in the Elective franchise: That the
undue means resorted to and the great wrong perpetrated against the most valued
rights of the Petitioners for the purpose of placing in the hands of the representa-
tive of an antagonistic Railway interest the high powers of a seat in Parliament,
ending the issues above alluded to, forces the Petitioners to submit to the
ouse a statement and Petition which they humbly conceive to be warranted and
called for by the extraordinary and imminent circumstances of the case: That
with respect to the outrages of the former Election of Mr. Bellingham., and against
certain provisions of the Bill in question, Petitions have already been presented
to the House; and praying for justice and redress in the premises, and especially
that the said Sydney Bellangham be not permitted to assume the seat in question,
unless and wntil the Hous:%e asswred of his Jegal right to the same. o

without tiicir having previously taken any Oath of qualification, pursuant to the
requirements of the Act 12 Vie. cap. 37.

Axnd the suid Motion was, with the leave of the House, withdrawn.

And the Touse being informed that Joseph Magloire TTudon attended at the
door, he was called in. ‘

A Petition of Joseph Maglvire ITudon, of St. Lowis de Kwmouraska, Esquire,
Advocate, was then presented to the House by the Honorable Mr. Claureaw, .
and received and read; setting forth: That in consequence of certain charges
brought against the Petitioner by the Committee appointed to enquire into the
Contested "Election for the County of Kamoums%a, with reference to the
admission of usufructnaries to vote without taking the Oath of qualification,
the House has thought fit to summon the Petitioner to appear at the Bar
of the Hounse, to answer for his conduct as Deputy Returning Officer at the
Poll at Rividre Ouelle, during the last General Election: That in conformity
with this Order of the House, the Petitioner has the honor to_represent, that by
the forty-first section of the Act 12 Vie. cap. 27, the Deputy Returning Officer is
bound to administer to voters, the Qaths Ngs. 5 and 6, and no others: That these:
Oaths can in no way be made applicable to usnfructuaries, to whom, neverthe-
less, the right of voting at.Elections for the County-is given by the thirty-eighth
Section That the Petitioner, in the difficult position in which he was placed, did:
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not take upon himseltf' to make up the deficiency manifested in that Act, with
respect to the Oath of qualification, and deemed it his duty to act strictly in ac-
cordance with the terms of the Law: That the Petitioner takes the liberty of
further representing that, in the whole cowrse of his conduet at the said Poll, he
was only influenced by a sense of duty, and strove to act with the greatest impar-
tiality, towards the two partics into which the County was then divided ; that he
had previously given a similar decigion on the same question at the time of the
Election of 18515 that he has, moreover, since been confirmed in this opinion,
and that even on the first day of’ polling, he admitied several voters to vote as
usufructuaries without adwinistering the Oath, under the impression that he had
no right to do it: That the Petitioner velying upon the good faith which has
governed all his actions in the matter in question, and in consideration of the
embarrassing )l)osition in which he was placed by the Law, veutures to hope that
the ITouse will Le pleased to do him justice, Ly acknowledging the justice of his
intentions ; and praying that the Ilouse will be pleased to take thiz Lis Petition
into favorable consideration, and declare that the explanations of the Petitioner are
satistactory, and thereupon to make such order as the House shall deem expedient.

2. Were younot a Candidate tor the County of Awmouraske at the Election in
1851, and had not Mr. Hudon charge of the Poll at Z2¢uiére Ouelle in the capaci-
ty of Depnty Returning Officer?—I[ was a Candidate at the Election for the

ounty of Kamouraske in 1851, and Mr. Jfudon had charge of the Poll as Depu-

Returning Officer at Liwidre Ouclle.

3. On the second day of the Poll at the said Election, did not a person named
Pierre Boucher come to the Poll at Rivicre Ouelle and tender his yote as
usufructuary, in your favor : and isit not true that after long discussion, the said
Deputy Returning Officer decided that, as he saw in the Election Law no Oath
of qualification applicable in the case of usufructnaries, he did not think he
could refuse to admit him to vote, and that, without administering to him any
Oath ; and isit not true that the said Pierre Boucker did then vote in your
favor ?—The facts referred to are true. ' '

4. Are you of opinion that in admitting usufructuaries to vote without ad-
ministering to them the Oath of qualification atthe Election in 1854, Mr. Hudon
acted g0 from motives of partiality, or because he considered’himself compelled so
to act by law ?—Upon the ocenrrence of these circumstances at the Election in
1854, my first impression was that partiality had been manifested, but now upon
calm reflection, and upon comparison of the events at the Election of 1851 with
those of 1854, I consider that Mr. Zudon’s fault was the result of an error of
judgment.

By the Honorable Mr. Attorney General Drummond :— .

5. Is it not to your knowledge that Mr. Fludon permitted children to vote, and
that he even took down in the Poll Books the names of young persons fifteen
years of age’—I did not stop at the Poll at Rivicre Ouelle during the voting on
the second day of the Election in 1854; I left a person in my place.
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6. Did you not yourself require Mr. Zudon to administer the Qath of qualifi-
cation to those persons who came up to vote as usufructuaries ¢—7Yes, I did so.

7. Did Mr. Zudon refuse o do it—Yes, he did so refuse.

8. Did you require him to adininister the Oath to those who presented them-
selves to vote more than once, or to those who were minors?—I have already
stated that I was not present at the time of the voting ; but at the time of the dis-
cussion, when Mr. Zfudon acquainted me with his determination not to administer
the Oath to thosc who presented themsclves to vote as usufructnaries, I remarked
to him that, according to that decision, a minor or a person coming to vote for
the second or third time, and calling himself a usufructnary, would be permitted
to vote without taking the Onth. Ile replied that it was not his fault, but the fault
of the law, and that it was not lis business to rectify it, and that he acted so be-
cause there was no form of Oath in the Act applicable to usufructuaries.

The House being informed that Charles Zugine Panet, Esquire, attended at
the dvor, he was calledin; aud, at the Bar, examined, as followeth :—

By the ITonorable Mr. Chauveqw :—

9. Is not your name Charles Fugéne Pamet; are you not an Advocate residin
at Quebec ; and were you not present at the Poll at Lévicre Ouelle on the secon
day of the Election in 185+%—My name is Charles Eugéne Panet. 1was at the
Poll-house of Riviére Ouelle on the second day of the Election from about two
o’clock in the afternoon.

10. Is it not true that at the said Llection, Mr. Hudon, acting as Deputy Re-
turning Officer at the Poll at Riwicre Quelle, refused to admit a large number of
persons to vote, who presented themselves as usufructuaries, but who did not ap-
pear to him to be 21 years of age, and also a great number of other persons who,.
he said. had voted hefore ?—Yes, it is true.

11. Is it not true that at the time of the said Election, Mr. Hudon, to your know-
ledge, loudly expressed his indignation at the conduct of the Electors, and endea-
voured by every means in his power to prevent the abuses introduced in the vo-
ting *—Mr. flwdon appeared to me to be displeased at witnessing what was taking
place, and to my knowledge refused, as far as he was able, to admit votes.

12. Is it not to your knowledge that the said Joseph Magloire Hudon, Esquire,
did all in his power to prevent the abuses which the- Electors were desirons of

_committing, aud that he even enquired of some of them who appeared to be
young, (inteuding to put them to the proof,) whether they could make Oath as to
their age, and that thereupon some of them thinking that the said Deputy Re-
turning Officer was about to administer the Oath, withdrew without voting %It
is so to my knowledge.

By the Honorable Mr. Cartior :—

13. Is it not true that Mr. Hudon was required to administer the Oath'of quali-
fication to Electors who went up to vote as usufinctuaries, and that he’ refused to
administer the Oath ?—No, not to my recollection. At the time Iarrived there; Mr. -
Chapais’ representative was not at the Poll-house.

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Election in 1851, declared that lie did not conceive that the law gave him power
to administer the Outh of qualification to usafructuaries, and that on that occa-
sion, consequently, he acted without distinetion of parties *—Yes, I am aware of
these tacts.

18. Is it not true that Mr. Zeto/lérr and Mr. Chapris, who were Candidates at
the last Election but one, were Candidates at the Election in 1851%—Yes, they
were both Candidates at that Election.

19. Is it not true that since the year 1851 until the Election in 1854, Mr. Hudon
has often discussed the same legal question in yonr presence, and always pro-
nounced the same opinion upon it?—Yes, such is the casc.

20. Is it not true that since you have been acquainted with Mr. Hudon up to
the period of the last Election in 1854, you have known that Lie hasnever belonged
to cither party, but has always preserved the most complete neutrality ‘—THe has
always refrained in my presence from expressing his opinion, and has always said
that e did not wish to meddle with the matter.

21. Tsit not trme that vou have been an intimate acquaintance of Mr. udon’s
since he has resided at Kamouraska, and isit not true that that gentleman enjoys
a universal reputation throughout the country for integrity and respectability,
which has never been called in guestion’—I have been intimately acquainted
with Mr. JTudon since he has resided at Armouraske : in that locality he enjoys
a very excellent reputation.

And then he was directed to withdraw.

I
regret it, and I throw myself on the mercy of this Honorable House, hoping that
they will deign to to treat me with some forbearance.

A BILL
To amend “ An Act to carry into effect a Treaty between the United States and
“ Great Britain, signed on the fitth June, eighteen hundred and fifty-four,
and approved August fifth, eighteen hundred and fifty-four.

Beit enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States
of America, in Congress assembled, That from “and after the date when the Re-
ciprocity Treaty of the fifth June, eighteen hundred and fifty-four, entered into
between Great Britain and the United States, shall go into effect, the Secretary
of the Treasury shall be, and he is hereby, authorized and required to refund out
of any money in the Treasury, to the several persons entitled thereto, such sums
of money as shall have been collected as duties on “ fish of all kinds, the products
« of fish, and of all other creatures living in the water,” imported into the United
States from and after the eleventh day of September, eighteen hundred and fifty-
four, the date of the promulgation by the President of the United States, of the
Reciprocity Treaty atoresaid, on proof, satisfactory to the said Secretary, that the
articles atoresaid were the products of some one of the British Provinces of New
Brunsiwick, Canade, Nova Seotio, Nevfoundland, or Prince Edward’s Island,
and imported therefrom into the United States and duties duly paid thereon,
which have not been refunded on export; and he is further authorized and required,
from and after the day the Treaty aforesaid shall go into effect, to cancel, on like
satisfactory proof, any warehouse bonds to secure the duties that may have been
given for any of said articles imported as aforesaid.

See. 2. And be it further enacted, That from and after the date when the Re-
ciprocity Treaty of the fifth of June, eighteen hundred and fifty-four, entered into
between Great Britain and the United States, shall go into effect in the manner
therein prescribed, the Secretary of the Treasury shall be, and he ishereby, autho-
rized to refund out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, to
the persons entitled thereto, such sums of money as shall have been collected as
duties on anv of the articles enumerated in the Schedule annexed to the third
article of the Reciprocity Treaty aforesaid, imported into the United States from
the British Provinces of Canada, New Brunswick, and Nova Scotia, respectively,
since the date of the Acts of their respective Governments admitting like articles
into said Provinces from the United States, free of duty, on proof satisfactory to
the said Secretary, that the articles so imported were the products of Cenada,
New Brunswick, or Nova Scotia, as the case may be, and imported therefrom
into the United States, and that the duties were duly paid thereon: and he is
further authorized and required to cancel, from and after the date the Treaty
aforesaid shall go into effect, on like satisfactory proof, any warehouse bonds to
secure duties which may have been given for any of the said articles imported as
aforesaid. And the Secretary of the Treasury is also hereby invested with the
same authority and power to refund the duties or cancel the warehouse bonds on
any of the articles enumerated in said Treaty, the produce of Prince Edwards
Island or Newfoundland, respectively, on the said Treaty going into operation,
should it be proved, to the satisfaction of the said Secretary, that Prince Edwards
Island, or ﬂ;e}anoundla/nd, have admitted all of the articles enumerated in said
Treaty from the United States free of duty, prior to said Treaty going into opera-
tion.

aforesald, as appears by the Poll-hook for the said Township, twelve are null and
void in law, the persons giving the smne having no qualification nor right to the
same : That of the one hundred and seven votes given and recorded for the said
Sydney Bellingham in the Township of Chathon aforesaid, as appears by the
Poll-bnok taken in the said Township, forty-three votes arc illegal, the same hav-
ing been given by persons who had no title, qualification, nor right so to vote,
either in the said Township or in the said County at or for the said"Election : That
all the said illegal votes were given by persons or partics who were not proprie-
tors of real estate in the said County, and who were not qualified to vote at the
said Election : That, furthermore, in the different polling places above mentioned,
persons who being qualified to vote at the said Election, voted several times at the
same and at different polling-places in the said County : That the number of votes
bad and void in law obtained by and recorded for the said Sydney Bellingham at
the said Election, amount to upwards of seven hnndred and twenty-eight; and
that the Petitioner ought to have been duly returned as Member to represent the
Electors ol the said County in the Legislative Assembly of this Province, he hav-
ing a majority of three hundred and cighty-tive of the legal votes aforesaid, over
those the legal votes obtained by the said Sydney Bellingham : That the Peti-
tioner further alleges that the said Sydney Bellingham, and his friends and parti-
zans, with his knowledge and participation, resorted to means of bribery and cor-
ruption, causing Jarge gnantities of intoxicating liquor to be distributed in the

Townships and Parishes of the said County, large sums ot money to secure the
votes of the said Electors and of persons voting as aforesaid, and to prevent others
from voting for the Petitioner, and that the said Sydney Bellinglham thereby
secured a large number of votes which would otherwise have been given and
recorded for the Petitioner: Tha the Petitioner also alleges, that the said Syd-
ney Bellingham and his friends and partizans did make use of threats and mena-
ces and use violence at the different booths or polling-places in the said County,
at and for the said Election, and more particularly at the polling-places in the
Townships of Gore, Wentworth, Grenville, and Angmentation of Grenville respec-
tively, and in the Parish of Saint Jerusalem, and by means of such violence and
menaces drove away the representatives and agents of the Petitioner and pre-

The Committee have had uuder consideration a memorandum from the Houor-
able the late Inspector General, Mr. Hencks, having reference to the proposed
transfer to the Provincial Government of Canada, of the Ordnance Canals.

Mr. Iincs states that, while in Zondon, in the Spring of 1854, he had the
honor of having an interview with His Grace the Duke of NVeweustle, then Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies, in the course of which His Grace intimnated the pro-
bability, that the greater portion of the Troops, then servingin Canada, would be
required for foreign service, and alluded to the importance of transterring to the
Provincial Government the charge of the Barracks and other buildings, the Rideau
Canal. and Ordnance T.ands. That he understond, bath from the Tinke of Neweas-
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te and Sie Clarles Trevelyun. with whom he also had an interview on the sub-
Jeet. that with the exception of certain reservarions at fQuchee aud Aagston. and
possibly at Mot reol. the whole Lands and Property of the Ordnance would be
transferred to the Provinee. subject to the payment of annuities 1o the Pension-
ers, Which Tad heen promised to them as eompensation for leaving their locations.

Zoerdyore stared thar if dn arrangement could be made for the pay-
suent of these annuities, the Lands would be transterred, subject ouly to their
payment t that heo Mo 770cds, could give no positive assurance that the Provinee
wonld aceept the proposal s thar e arranged with the Cashier of the Dank of
L pper Cengedo, 1o pay the annuities quarteriy to the Pensioners, on the assurance
that when the transaction was completed, he would be repaid by the parties to
whom the Lands were transterred, and in cise no agreement was made, e Mr.
Hineles, was assured by Sir 0 Zrecelyin, that the Lnperial Governnent wounld
refund the advance. . That he also understood that all the Iands, whether re-
serves or purchases, were 1o be included in the proposed transfer.

I furtheranee of the arramgement so entered into by Mr. Zfels with the
Bavk of Epper Conada, the Conmnittee, in their approved Report of the 22nd
January last, recommended that the Bank be instracred to advance the amount
required for the pavment of sueh annuniiies @oartery. and that such advances,
together with the sums already paid by them on that account, should be submit-
ted to Parliament in the Estimates of the preseut year.

The Conmnittee respectiully submit for tlie favorable consideration of Your Ex-

By My. Desaubniers i—

1. Are you not Lewaurd Jones, of the City of Quebee, Advocate 7—I am.

2, Were you in the Parvish of St. Etienne de Le Malbaie, towards abont the end
of July and in the commencement of Angust last, that is tosay, at the time of the
Election betore last for the Connty of Saguenay 2—1T was.

3. Do you know whether John 2eLaren was Deputy Returning Officer for the
Parish of St. f7déle at the said Election #—Yes, he was such Deputy Retwrning
Officer.

4. Had you occasion to see the said JoAn MeLaren on the evening of the last day
of the voting in the Parish of St. Ztieane de Lo Mulbaie, #tter he arrived from S¢.
Fidéle, and to ascertain from him the number of votes 1 ;istered dwing the two
days of the voting, and please repeat the conversation you had with him on that
subject ?—I had occasion to sce tLe said John MeTlaren atter the closing of the
Poll at the said Election, and I ascertained from him the number of votes polled
in the said Parish of St. Fidele. [inquired of the said John McLaren the
number of votes that had been so polled, and he informed me that the number
amounted to, I believe, about 230. He informed me at the time that he had
given that number to the representative of Jean Lunglois, Esquire, who was then
contesting the County with Peéerre Iluot, Esquire, the present Member for the
said County, and that fact was confirmed by the said Jean Langlois upon my
asking him the question whether such were the fact.

5. Is it not true that the said Jokn MeLaren told Mr. Jokn Langlois, one of
the Candidates, and his agents, the number of votes that had been registered at
St. Fidéle, and please state what you know on that subject’—That question is
answered by my answer to the last interrogatory.

6. Are you aware that immediately after the days of the voting, and before the
Proclamation, the said John MeLaren left St Etienne de La Mallaie in the
steamer, to go to Chicoutime —1I am not personally aware of that fact, but it was
so publicly stated at the time throughout the Parish of Malbaic.

7. Please state for what reason, to the best of your knowledge, the said Jokn
BeLaren left St. Etienneto goto Clicoutimi #—I am not personally aware of the
reasons which induced the said Jokn MeLaren to go to Chicoutimz, except from
having been informed by himself and others in the Parish that he had gone there
to use his influence in favor of the Honorable A. V. 2orin, whose Election it was
stated was not certain in the County of Zerrehonne, and that it was intended to
bring him forward as a Candidate for the County of Chicoutimi, should he not
succeed in being elected for the County of Zerrehonne.

8. Are you not aware that the said /oAn MeZLaren did not return from Chicou-
time until after the Proclamation of the Member returned %—As [ stated before, I
am not personally aware of his having gone to Chicoutimi ; but I saw him for the
first time on the Sunday following the day of the Proclamation.

And then he was directed to withdraw.

Onmotion of Mr. Zoranger, seconded by Mr. Desaulniers,

Ordered, That Mr. Romualde Maltazs, of the Parish of St Fidéle, be examined
as a witness on the part of Mr. MeZaren.

And the House being informed that Mr. Maliass attended at the door, he was
called in ; and, at the Bar, examined, as followeth :—

9. Are you not Romualde Maltais, of the Parish of St. Fideéle, Justice of the
Peace?—Yes, I am.

10. Is it not true that you were present at the Poll at St. Fidéle on the second
day of the voting at the last Election but one for the County of Suguency,.and
that you vepresented Mv. Jean. Langlors. one of the Candidates %—Yes, T repre-
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sented Mr Soan Langlois ot the Poll at St L7dele on the second day of the
voting.

1. What, as far as you are sware. was the condact of Mr. Jol 3leLaren, in
his enpacity of Deputy Retarning Ofiicer at the said Poll at St Fiddle, with re-
ference 1o the voting and regisivazion of votes—Mr. John MeLaren’s conduct as
Deputy Remrning Oflicer. was frank, honest, and impartial.

2. is it fo your knewledge that the said Jokn MeLaren refused to receive a
number of votes whicn were evidentdy illegal, from persons who were desirous of
voting several times. and from children and vihers #—Yes, Mr. MeLaren, to my
knowledge, refused to take diwn the names of persons who came to vote a second
time, and of other persons who were not qualified to vote at the said Election,
ameng others. those of children.

13. Is it not tme that you did yvourself, in your capacity of Magistrate, admi-
nister the oath o the said Joln MeLaren with refevence to his certificate and
return of the Poll-hovk of 82 /7% that the sald oath and certificate were annex-
ed In your presence to the said Poll-book 2—Yes, in my capacity as Magistrate, I
adminisiered thie oath to the said Julkn JeLaop as Deputy Returning Officer at
the closing of the Poll. and T sigmed my name at the foot of the votes in the Poll-
hook of St Fudcle. The cath and ceritficate of Mr. Je Zaron were aunexed inmy
presence to the said Poll-book.

14. What, to the best of vour knowledge, was the namber of votes then regis-
tered in the sald Poll-book and certified by the said Jokn MeLaren ?>—There
were about 230 votes in the Poll-book which hiad been certiticd by Mr. e Laren.

15. Is it not true that the said Jokn Melaren then stated what was the num-
ber of votes registered ) siare what was the number of votes he declared to be
contained in the Poll-book 2——The number of votes which Mr. MeLaren declared
to be registered in the Poll-hook was, as I havealready stated in my last answer,
230,

16. Is it not true that, at the closing of the Doll. the said-Jodn 2 Laren notified
the state of the Poll to the partizans of both candidates: state the number of
votes given in this starement of the Poll 4—Mr. MeLaien notified to both candi-
dates the state of the Poll in writing. The number of votes regisiered in the
Poll-book was 219 in favor of Mr. /Tuvt, and 11 for Mr. Langlocs.

17. Is it not tree that the said Joln 380 Zesen, after having sworn to the Poll-
book, rolled it up and covered it with a paper, which he sealed 2—At the closing
of the Poll. Mr. Jokn AfeLaren rolled the book in a paper, which he sealed in
my presence.

15 Is it not true that the said Jo/n e Laien then said that he eould not him-
self take the Poll-book to Zes Fhoulements, bHecause he had 1o go to Chicoutine
for his wite 7—1 have a0 knowledge of My, JleLaren having publicly said that he
was going to Chirontims, bt e told mehimselt that he was going there to bring
back his wife, and at the same tine to see his mother. who wasill, and on lus
way lo eanvass in favor of Me, Hosia, it he was not already clected in the County
for which he had come forward.

19. Is it not true that he then said that he would send his Poll-book to ZLes
Fhouleraents by Mr. Joln MeLeod, his Poll-Clerk, and that he did in fact charge
him with that mission 2—Yes, T have a knowledge of Mr. 4leLaion having told
his Poll-Clerk. Mr. MeZLeod. that he. the said Mr. AleLrod, would have to carry
the Poll-hoaok to Les Fhonlements on the day of the Proclamation, because it was
probable that he would be absent. and that he had devoted as much time as he
conld spare. as his wife had sent for him. He therefore commissioned his Poll-
Clerk, i my presence, to carry the Poll-book to the Retwming Officer on the day
of the Proclamation. T saw Mr. /e Laren sct off for lalbaie with his Poll-Clerk,
and with the Poll-hook in his possession.

20, [ it not true. in <hort. that a day or two after the Poll, the said Jokn Me-
Lavey stavted for Ohlvontini. and that he did not come hack till several days
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after the Proclamation ; and for what purpose did he go ?—I caunot state for what
purpose Mr. MeLaren set off for Chicoutemi; but he told me that he was going
_to Chicoutimz for three reasons which I have already mentioned in my answer to
one of the preceding questions. I was told Mr. MeLaren had set off for Chicou-
tems a day or two after the voting, and I have personal knowledge that Mr. 2fe-
ZLaren did not return from Checoutimz till some days atter the Proclamation.

And then he was directed to withdraw.

On motion of Mr. Zoranger, seconded by Mr. Desuulniers,

21. Are you not Lowis Gagnon, of the Parish of 8t. Fidéle, yeoman?—Yes, I
am Louis Gagnon, of the Parish of 8¢. Fidele. yeoman,

22. Were you present at the Poll of St. Fidele at the last Election hut one for
the County of Suguenay ; be pleased to state what was the conduct of the said
Jokn MeLaren in his capacity of Deputy Returning Officer, dwring the two days
of voting %—I was present at the Poll at 8z Fidele during the two days of voting;
Mr. McLaren performed his duty as Deputy Returning Officer, as far as I could
see, in a frank and impartial manner. e retused in my presence to take down
the votes of children who came to votc.

23. Is it not true that, at the closing of the Poll on the second day, the said
John MeLaren publicly announced the number of votes registered by him; and
state the number of votes so mentioned 2—Yes, he publicly ammounced in my pre-
sence at the closing of the Poll, that there were 230 votes registered in the Poll-
book of St. Fidcle.

24, TIs it not true that the said Jokn MeLaren gave the Poli-book to John Me-
ZLeod, his Poll-Clerk, with injunctions to take good care of'it, and take it to Zes
Eboulements in time tor the Proclamation %—Yes, Mr. e Laren gave the Poll-book,
in my presence, into the hands of his Poll-Clerk, at 8t. Fidcle. Ile said to him:
I place this Poll-book in your hands, take good care of it, I cannot take it my-
“self to Les Eboulements, becanse I have reasons for not doing so. Ihave been
“requested by my wife whois at Saeguenay, to go for her immediately, and I
“must visit my mother who is very poorly, and then go and support Mr. Morin
“ during his Election, if he should eome forward.” -

25. Did you, in the evening of the closing of the Poll, go with the said Jokn
MeLaren and the said Jokn MeLeodto the Parish of Malbare P—Yes. After tho
doli'hllg of the Poll T dvove Mr. MeZLaren and Mr. MeZeod up to Malbaic in my
vehicle.

26. Before leaving for Halbuie did the said Jokn MeLaren roll up, cover, and
scal the said Poll-book —Mr. MeZLaren before leaving for Malbaie rolled up the
Poll-book in a shect of paper in my presence, and sealed it.

27. Have yow any knowledge of the said Jo/n MeLaren having given up his
Poll-book at Hawlbaie te Mr. John MeLeod, his Poll-Clerk; state what injune-
tions he then gave him?—Yes; he gave the Poll-book into his hands, at Mal-
haie, and said to him : « MeLeod, take good care of it, it is in your charge.”

98. When the said Joln McLaren delivered his Poll-book at Malbase to his
Poll-Clerk, was it in a different state from what it was in at St Fidéle; was it
rolled up. wrapped up in paper, and sealed *—1It was in the same state as when he
left St. Fidele ; that s to say, it was rolled up, wrapped up and sealed. It was
I who had the Poll-book in my vehicle with Messrs. MeLaren and MeLeod.

29. Isitdo your knowledge that the said John MeLaren hired a vehicle at his
own expense to carry his Poll-Clerk to Les Eboulements with his Poll-book ;
name the persen who was so hired 2—Mr. MeLaren hired me to carry Jokn Me-

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legol to Les Ehoulernents with the Poll-hook, saying, ¢ It is I who shall pay you,
143 n.??

33.97?2\7 day or two after the Poll did not the said Jokn 3cLaren set off for Cla-_
coutimi, where he remained until after the Proclamativn ; say why he so absent-
ed himsclf %—I know that Mr. MecLaren absented himself one or two days after
the Poll, for I saw him nowhere; I know that he started for Cliécoutimi. 1 think
he absented himself for the reasons mentioned in another answer.

31. Is it not truc that the said Jokn MeLeod has dis?p‘gjared, and that he is at
the present time absent trem Cunada 2—1Xcs, Jokn BMcLeodis absent from Mal-
baie, and I do not know to what place he is gone; I have heard it said that he
was gone to the South. I endeavoured to find him on account of business of my
own, and I was nnable to find him.

32. Is it not truc that the said Join Alelcod never presented himselfto the
person who was to drive him to Les Ebowlements, and that you have never seen
hin since 2—Mr. McLeod never came to me to he taken to Les Lloulements with
the Poll-book as agreed upon, and I have never scen him since.

33. Is it not true that when the Poll-book was delivered by Mr. MeLaren to
Jokn MeLeod it did not eontain the sheets which have been since added —When
it was delivered into the hands of MeLeod by Mr. MeLaren, it had not the sheets
which I have seen in it to-day. .

By Mr. Casault :—

34. How many days after the voting had clapsed when Jokn MeLaren set out
for Chicoutimi #—As tar as I know, two or three days had elapsed since the
voting, for I did not sec lim at Halbuie atter that.

35.” Where did you leave the said Jodn MeLaren and the said Jokn McLeod
at Malbaie, and to whose honse did they go at Malbaic while you were there ?—
I left them at the house of Mr. Sward. in the snburb ot Malbaie. 1 do not
know where they went afterwards.

36. At whose honse was the Poll-hook at Halbaie, when you last saw it 2—It
was in the hands of Mr. MeZeod, in front of the door of Mry. Siunaerd’s house,
when T last saw it.

37. Did you scareh: for the said Jo/in #MeLeod to drivehim to Les Eboulements,
and when. were you to start7—We were to st out in time for the Proclamation.
I was to have driven him to Zes Eboulements in time for the Proclamation, but I
could not do so, as I did not scc him.

38. What is the distance between Zes Eboulements and Malbuie?—It is six
leagucs from the Church at Malbwic to the Church at Les Eloulements.

By Mrx. Zoranger :—

39. What time does it generally take to travcl that distance ?—From four to
five hours.

By the Honorable Mr. Attorney General Drumomond :—

40. Examine the Poll-book and state what changes have becn made thereto
since you last saw it at Malbaie?—The threc sets of loosc sheets of yellowish
paper have been added.  There were only six large sheets of blueish paper com-

ing the Poli-book. °

41. Do you know why Mr. MeLend, in the absence of Mr. MeLaren, 'did not
himself send the Poll-book to the Retmrning Officer %—I do not.

42. Is the said John McLeod now in the County of Swyuenay; if not, state,
if it is to your knowledge, at what period he left it, and where he is now resi-
ding?—ITe is not, to my knowledge, in the County of Suguenay. I do notknow
atwhat period he left, and I do not know where he now resides.

By er. Cusault :—

43. Is it noi true, and are you not aware, that the said John MeLeod is now at
Hamittor in Upper Conede #—When I was driving him last surnmer, he told me
that he resided in Upper Canade; but T am not sweare that he is there at pre-
sent.
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4+4. Were all the votes taken down on the six sheets of blueish paper then in
the book, and had the said book been closed and signed by the said Jokn
MeLaren 2—Mr. MeLaren told me there were 230 votes on the six sheets in
queiﬁon. I do not know whether he had signed them, for I do not know how to
rea

And then he was directed to withdraw.

On motion of Mr. Loranger, seconded by Mr. Desaulniers,

Ordered, That Mr. Thomas Simard, of the Parish of Malbaie, be examined as
a witness on the part of Mr. MeLaren. :

And the House being informed that Mr. &imard attended at the door, he

vas called in; and, at the Bar, examined, as followeth :—

By Mr. Desarlneers :— .

45. Is your name Zhomas Simard, ot the Parish of St. Etienne de Lo Malbaic,
Esquire, Justice of the Peace 7—It is.

%{5. V}’ere youin the County of Suguenay at the time of the General Election?
—Yes, I was.

47. Were you present at Hulbaic when John HeLaren arrived from St Fidéle
on the second day of the polling, after the closing of the Poll %—Yes, I was pre-
sent at Malbaie when Mr. MeZLaren came from St. Fidéle on the day in question.

48. Had Mr. McLaren the Poll-book with him then ?—Jokn MeLeod had it in
his possession.

49. Do you know what Mr. MeLaren did with the Poll-book then 2—It was
John MeLeod who had it, and Mr. HoZaren told him to carry it to Mr. Duberger
at the same time as the other Deputy Retarning Officers.

50. Do you know whether the Poll-book was rolled up, covered, and sealed —
The said Poll-book was rolled up, and covered; I cannot say whether or not it
was sealed.

51. Do you know how many votes there were in the said Poll-hook; state
who told you so, and how do you know it?—When Mr. MeZLaren arrived, I ask-
ed him how many hundred votes there were in the Poll-book, and he told me
there were two hundred and some votes.

52. Do youknow why Mr. MeZaren did not himselt take his Poll-book to Les
FEboulements #—I1 know that Mr. MeLaren’s wife was then at Chicoutimi, and
that she had sent for him a long time hefore, but that he was delayed by his being:
appointed Deputy Returning Officer. On the day after he arrived at Malbaie, 1
drove him myself to the wharf at Malbaie, and saw him embark on board the
steamboat that was leaving for Chicoutims.

53. Did Mr. McLaren come back to the County of Sdguenay before the Poll-
book was delivered to Mr. Duberger 2—1 did not sce Mr. MeLaren at Molbaic
until two days atter the Proclamation of Candidates.

54. Where does Mr. Duberger, the Returning Ofticer for the County of Saguc-
nay, reside; what is the distance from the house of the said John MeZLaren to
that of the said Mr. Dulberger 2—Mr. Duberyer resides at Les Eboulements. The
distance from Mr. MeLaren’s house to that of Mr. Duberger is about 12 leagues.

55. Do you think that Mr. MeZLaren, before the Proclamation, might, with
safety, have brought the book to Les Fboulements 2—1I think that there would
have been some danger for a single person, especially for a Deputy Returning
Officer, to bring the Poll-book to Les Eboulements, as it contained alarge number
of votes in favor of Mr. Zfuot, and as the people at Les Eboulements were all par-
tizans of Mr. Zanglois with the exception of one vote.

By Mr. Cusault:—

+ 56. Is is not true that the said Jokn McLaren delivered the Poll-book to you,
and what did you do with the book after he had so delivered it to you?—He
never delivered the Poll-book to me, and I never saw the said book again except
on the day after the Proclamation, and it was at St. Jrénée that Isaw it. It was
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then in the hands of Mr. Gagaéd, who himself carried it to Mr. Duberger, the Re-
turning Officer.  1le unrolled and deliverced it up in my presence.

And then he was directed to withdraw.

On motion of Mr. Desaulnsers, secondea by Mr. Thibaudenu,

Irdered. That Mr. Jarnes Aberander, of the County of Chicoutimi, be examin-
ed as a witness on the part of Mr. MeLaren.

And the House being informed that Mr. Alecander attended at the door, he
was called in 5 and, at the Bar, examined. as followeth :—

By Mr. Deswulniers:—

57. Are you not James Abecitnder, of the County of Chzevntéms, Mariner 2—My
name is Jumes Alexander, of the County of Chicowtimi, Mariner.

58. Is it not true that immediately after the polling in the County of Suguenay
at the last Election but one. J/okn delLaren went to Chicoutins; and state at
what time ?—I saw John MeLarca the fivst of August, 1854, at Chicoutimi. Ile
had been stopping at my housc four or five days previous tomy arrival. Hetook
passage with me for Zudousee on bhoard of the steamer I had in charge, on the
fifth of the same month.

By the ITonorable Mr. Attorney General Drwnnimond :—

59. Does Mr. MeLeod reside at present in the County of Saquenay; if not,
state it you know when he left it, for what reason he left the County, and where
he now 1s —I do not helong to the County of Saguenay, but Tam certain that he
is not there.  Ile left last sununer, and I do not know where he now is. I do not
know the reason why he left the County.

And then he was direeted to withdraw.

The Honorable Mr. Attorney General Druminond moved, seconded by the
Honoerable Mr. Curtier, and the Question being proposed, That the further
consideration of the charges preferred against Jo/a .;t[clarm be postponed until
Wednesday next, and be then the first Order of the day;

Mr. Casawlt moved in amendment to the Question, seceonded by Mr. Felton.

Our Signet and Sign Manual, or by Our Order in Our Privy Council, or by Us
through one of Our Principal Secrotaries of State, and according to such laws as

were or should be in foree within the former Provinces of ﬁpper and Zower -
Canada, or in Our Province of Ounada: Andwhereas it is by the'said recited Act,.

amongst other things enacted, that all powers and authorities expressed therein,
to be given to the Governor of the Province of Caunada, shall be exercised by such
Governor in conformity with and subject to such orders, instructions, and direc-
tions as We shall from time to time see fit to malke or issue : Now therefore, We do
hereby, in pursuance of the said Act of Parliament, and of all other powers in Us
in that behalf vested, make and issue these Our Instructions for your guidance,
in the exercise of the powers and authorities vested in you by the said Act of
Parliament and by Our said Commission. By these Qur Instructions, under'Oir
Sign Manual and Signet so referred to in and accompanying Our said Comimnis-
sion, We do declare Our will and pleasure to be, that vou, the said Sir Zdmund
Walker Head, as soon as may be after the publication of Our said Commiission,
do take the oaths appointed to be taken by an Act passedin the first year of the

Reign of King George the First, intituled, ¢ An Actfor the further security: of His -

“Majesty’s Person _and Government, and the succession of the Crown in the
“Hers of the late Princess Sophia, being Protestarits, and for extinguishing the

“hopes of the pretended Prince of Wales and his open and secret abettors;” .

as altered and explained by an Act passed in the sixth year of the Reign of King

by
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George the Third, intituled, “ An Aect for altering the oath of abjuration and the
“ assurance, and for amending so much of an Act of the seventh year of the Reign
“of Her late Majesty Queen Anne, intituled, “ An Act for the improvement of
“the Union of the two Kingdoms,” as after the time therein limited requires the
“delivery of certain lists and copies therein mentioned, to persons indicted of High
“Treason, or misprision of Treason,” or in lieu thereof, the oath required to be
taken by an Act passed in the tenth vear of the Reign of King George the Fourth,
intituled, ¢ An Act for the relief of His Majesty’s Loman Catholic Subjects,” ac-
cording as the said former Acts or the said last mentioned Act shall be applica-
ble to your case ; and likewise that you take the usual oath for the due execution
and performance of the office and trust of Our Captain General and Governor in
Chief of Qur said Province of Canads, and for the due and impartial administra-
tion of Justice; which said oaths the Chief Justice and Puisné Judges of Our
Supreme Courts of Record of Upper and Lower Conada, or any three or more of
them, have hereby full power and authority, and are required to tender and ad-
minister unto you.

Second. And We do hereby give and grant unto you, the said Sir EZdmund
Walker Ilead, full power and authority, from time to time, and at any time here-
after, by yourself, or by any other person to be authorized by you in that behalf, to
administer to all and every person or persons as you shall think fit, who shall hold
any office or place of trust or profit, or who shall at any time or times passinto Our
sald Provinee of Cunada, or who shall be resident or abiding therein, the oath
commonly called the oath of alleziance, save only iu cases where any other oath
or oaths is or are prescribed by the Statute in that behalf made, or by any of these
Statutes, in which cases, it is Our pleasure, and We do hereby direct, that you the
said Sir Ediwund. Walker Ilead do administer to such person such other oath or
oaths as aforesaid. - '

Third. And whereas We have Dy the said Commission declared Oury pleasure
to be, that there shall be an Executive Council for the affairs of Oursaid Province
of Canada, and that the said Council shall consist of such persons as you may no-
minate and appointto be Members thereof; We do authorize you, shounld itin your
opinion be necessary for the publicservice, to remove or suspend any of the Mem-
bers of Our said Executive Council, but in that case you will immediately report
to us, through one of Our Principal Secretaries of State, the cause of such removal
or suspension, as the case may be.

Fourth. . And to the end that Our said Executive Council may be assisting to
you in all affairs relating to Our service, you are to communicate to them such and
so many of these Our Instructions wherein their advice is mentioned to be requisite,
and likewise all such others from time to time as you shall find convenient for Our
service to be imparted to them.

Fifth. You are to permit the Members of Our said Executive Council to have
and enjoy freedom of debate and vote in all affairs of public concern which may
be debated in the said Executive Council.

Sixth..And We do hereby declare, and it is Our pleasure, that Our said Council
shall not proceed to the dispatch of business unless duly summoned by your
authority, nor unless one-third of the Members of the said Council be present and
assisting at any meetings at which any such business shall be dispatched. And
‘We do further direct, that if in any case you see sufficient cause to dissent from
the opinion of the major part of the whole of the said Executive Council, upon
any question brou%ht by you under their consideration, it shall be competent to
you. upon any such occasion, to execute the powers and authorities vested in you
by Our said Commission, and by these Our Instructions, in opposition to such their
opinions ; it being, nevertheless, Our pleasure, that in every case it shall be com-
petent to any Member of Our said Council to record at length, in the Minutes of
Our said Council, the grounds and reasons of any advice or opinion he may give
upon any question brought under the consideration of such Couneil.
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Seventh. And itis Qur pleasure, and you are hereby authorized to appoint,
by an Instrument under the Great Seal of the Province, one Member of Our
said Executive Council, to preside in your absence, and to remove him and
appoint another in his stead ; andif, during yourabsence, the Member so appointed
shall also be absent, then the senior Member of the Council actually present shall
preside, the seniority of the Members of the said Council being regulated accord-
ing to the order of their respective appointments. ‘

Eishth. And we do farther direct and command, that a full and exact Journal
or ute be kept of all the deliberations, acts, proceedings, votes, and resolu-
tions of Our said Executive Council; and that at each meeting of the said
Council the Minutes of the last preceding meeting shall be read over, confirmed,
or amended, as the case may require; before proceeding to the dispatch of any
other business. T

Ninth. And for the execution of so much of the powers vested in you by
Our said Commission, and by virtue of the said Act passed in the fourth year of*
Our Reign as aforesaid, as relates to the declaring that you assent in Our Name
to Bills passed by the Legislative Council and House of Assembly, or that you
withhold Our Assent therefrom, or that you reserve such Bills for the signification
of Our Royal pleasure thereon, it is Our will and pleasure that you do carefally
observe the following rules, directions, and instructions, viz: that each different-
matter be provided for by a different law without including in one and the same
Act such things as have no proper relation to each other; that no clause be in- ~ -
serted in any Act which shaﬁ be foreign to what the title of it imports; and that
no er&?tual clause be part of any temporary law. A

enth. And you are expressly enjoined not to pl’O})OSB or assent to any Bill
whatever whereby any person may be impeded or hindered from celebrating or
attending the Worship of Almighty God in a peaceable and orderly manner, al-
though such Worship may not be conducted according to the rights and ceremo-
nies of the Church of Fngland.

Eleventh. And We do further enjoin you not to propose or assent to any Bill
whereby Our Prerogative might be diminished, or in any respect infringed, with-
out’ Our special permission previously obtained. And if any Bill having such an
effect shall be presented to you for your assent, you shall declare that you reserve
it for the signification of Our pleasure. ‘

Twelfth. And We do further direct, that you do not propose or assent to any
Bill whatever whereby bills of credit or other negotiable securities of whatever
nature, may be issued in liez of money on the credit of the said Province, or
whereby any Government paper currency may be established therein, or whereby
any such bill or any other paper currency or any coin, save only the legal coin of
the Realm may be made or declared to be a legal tender, unless special permis-
sion from Us, in that behalf, have been first obtained.

Thirteenth. And it is Our further pleasure, that you do not propose or assent
to any Bill whatever for raising money by the institution of any public or private
Lotteries. ,

Fourteenth. And itis Our further will and pleasure, that you do not propose
or assent to any Bill whatever for the divoree of persons joined together in holy
matrimony. .

Fifteenth. And We do further direct, that you do not-propose or assent to any
Bill whatever whereby any grant of money or land or other donation or gratuity:
may be made by the said Legislative Council and Assembly to you. . -~ -

ixteenth. And We do further direct, that you do not propose or assent to any
}illjivate Bill whereby the pro%erty of any individual may be.affected, in*which-
there is not a saving ot the rights of Us, Our Heirs, and Successors, and of all bo- -
dies politic and. corporate, and of all other persons, excepting those'at whose - -
instance or for whose especial benefit such Bill may be passed, and those claiming
by, from, through, and under them. R
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Seventeenth. And it is Our will and pleasure, that you do not propose or assent
to any Bill whatever to which Our assent has once been refused, without express
leave-for that purpose first obtained from Us.

Eighteenth. And We do further direct, that if any Bill which you are by these
Our Instructions prohibited from proposing or assenting to, shall be presented to
you for such assent, you shall (unless you think fit to withhold such assent) reserve
the same for the signification of Our pleasure thereon.

Nineteenth. You are to take care that in all Acts to be passed by you and the
said Legislative Council and Assembly of Our said Province in any case for levy-
ing money, or imposing fines, forfeitures, and penalties, express mention be
made that the same are granted to Us, Our Heirs, and Successors, for the public
uses of Our said Province, and for the support of the Government thereot, as by
the said Actsshall be directed.

Twentieth. You are to reserve for the signification of Our pleasure thereon
every Bill which you shall consider to be of an extraordinary or unusual nature,
or requiring Our special consideration and decision thereupon, particularly such
as may effect the property, credit, or dealings of such of Our subjects as are not
usually resident within Our said Province, or whereby Duties should be laid upon
Shipping of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, or upon the pro-
duce or manufactures of Great Britain or Lreland.

Twenty-first. You shall take care that all Laws assented to by you in Our
Name, orreserved for the signification of Our Royal pleasure thereon, shall, when
transmitted by you, be fairly abstracted in the margins, and accompanied with
explanatory observations upon each of them ; and you are also to transmit the
reasons and occasion for proposing each law, together with fair copies of the Jour-
nals and Minutes of the proceedings of the said iegx'tlative Council and Assembly,
which you are to require from the Clerks or other proper Officers in that behalf
of the said Legislative Council and Assembly.

Twenty-second. And whereas We have by Our said Commission given and
granted unto you full power and authority, when you shall see cause, or shall
judge any offender or offenders in criminal matters, or for any fines or forfeitures
due unto Us, fit objects of Our merey, to_pardon all such offenders and to rerit
all such fines, offences, and forfeitures: Now We do hereby require and enjoin
you to call upon the Judge presiding atthe trial of any offenders, to make to you a
written report of the cases of all persons who may from time to time be con-
demned to suffer death by the sentence of any Court within Our said Province,
and such reports of the said Judge shall by you be taken into consideration at the
first meeting thereafter, which may be conveniently held of Our said Executive
Council, at which meeting the said Judge shall be especially summoned to at-
tend, and you shall not pardon any such offender unless it shall appear to you
expedient so to do, upon receiving the advice of Our said Executive Council
therein, but in all such cases you are to decide whether to extend or withhold a
%ardon according to your own deliberate judgment, whether the Members of

ur said Execntive Council concur therein or otherwise, entering nevertheless on
the Minutes of the said Council a minute of your reasons at length, in case you
should decide any such question in opposition to the judgment of the majority of
the Members thereof. .

Twenty-third. It is Our further will and pleasure, that all Commissions to be
granted by you to any person or persons to be Judge, Justice of the Peace, or
other necessary Officer, be granted during Our pleasure only, except in cases
where provision is made to the contrary by any express law in force within Our
said Province, or any part thereof.

Twenty-fourth. And whereas nothing can more essentially tend to the speedy
settling of Our said Province of Canada, the security of the property of Our sub-
jects, and the advancement of Our revenue, than the disposal of such Lands as are
Onr property upon goodand reasonable terms, and the establishment of a regular
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and proper method of proceeding with respect to the passing of the grants of such
Iandg 3 ilé is Qur will alll)d. pleasnr% that ygftpdo strietly conform to the provisions’
of any law for the regulation of such matters which Is or shall be in force in the
said Province of Canada, or any part thereot, or if there shall be no such law, then
to these Our Instructions hereinafter contained, or to such Instructions in this- re-
spect as you may from time to time receive from Us under Our Signet and Sign
ﬁanual, or through one of Our Principal Secretaries of State.

Twenty-fifth. And it is Our further will and pleasure, that there shall be at the
Seat of Government, and at any other stations within Our said Province of Canada
where it may bedesirable for general convenience, Land offices for the transaction
of all business connected with the settlement of the Public Lands.

Twenty-sixth. And it is Our will and pleasure that at the principal office at the
Seat of Government, Charts shall be kept for public ins%ectﬁon exhibiting all Lands
openfor salewithin Our said Province of Canada, and Registers of all such Lands
as may hereafter from time to time be appropriated. And it is Our pleasure that
such Charts and Registers shall be kept in such form and manner as to convey as
far as possible to all persons applying for the same, full and authentic informa-
tion of all appropriations of Land and all surveyed Lands not appropriated.

Twenty-seventh. And We do further direct, that similar Charts and Registers
be kept at the subordinate Land offices which may be created at other stations

. besides the Seat of Government: Provided, however, that in each such case the

Chartsand Registers are only to include Lands belonging to the district or division
of which the particular station may have been chosen as a central place for pur-
poses connected with Land. .

Twenty-eighth. And it is Our pleasure that arrangements may be made so far’
as may be practicable for enabling Our subjects to purchase Lands eitherby ap-
plication at the principal Office at the Seat of Government, or clse at the office of
the district or division withinwhich such Land may be situate : Provided always,
that the necessary regulations be established for preventing the disposal in this
manner of the same Land to any two or more parties at the same time.

Twenty-ninth. And We do furtherdirect, that the grants of all Lands to be pur-
chased as aforesaid shall, after the payment of the price thereof, be issued to the
purchaser under the Great Seal of Our said Province with all practicable speed. -

Thirtieth. And it is Our will and pleasure, that all reﬁnulations concerning the
acquisition of Land be published and generally diffused throughout the Province,
in a convenient form.

Thirty-first. And We do further declare Qur pleasure to be, that no Lands shall
be sold in an{ part of the said Province which it shall be deemed proper to re-
serve for public roads and other internal communications, whether by land or.
water, or as the sites of towns, villages, churches, school-houses, or parsonage
houses, or as places for the interment of the dead, or as places for the future ex-.
tension of any existing towns or villages, or as places fit to be set apart for the re-
creation and amusement of the inhabitants of any towns or villages, or for pro-
moting the health of such inhabitants, or for the promotion of fisheries, or as the
sites of quays or landing places which it may at any future time be expedient to
erect, form, or establish on the sea-coast, or in the neighbourhood of streams, or
which it may be desirable to reserve for any other purposes of gublic convenience,
utility, health, or enjoyment ; and all tracts or parcels of Land so reserved are to
to be specially distinguished in the Charts before mentioned. o

Thirty-second. Itis Our will and pleasure to reserve to you the granting of.
licenses for marriages, letters of administration and probates of wills as heretofore:
exercised by your predecessors, and also to reserve to you and to all -others-to:
whom it may lawfully belong, the patronage and right of presentationto Benefi-:
ces; but it isOur will and pleasurethat the person so presented shall be instituted :_
by the Bishop or his Commissary duly authorized by him.
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Thirty-third. And whereas you will receive through one of Our Principal Se-
cretaries of State a Book of tables, in blank, (commonly called the Blue Book) to
be annually filled up with certain Returns relative to.the Revenue and Expendi-
ture, Militia, Public Works, Legislation, Civil Establishment, Pensions, Popule-
tion, Schools, Course of Exchange, Imports and Exports, Agricultural Produce,
Manufactures, and other matters in the said Blue Book more particularly specified,
with reference to the state and condition of Our said Province of Cenada: Now
We do hereby signify Our pleasure that all such Returns be accurately prepared
gnd punctually transmitted to Us through one of Our Principal Secretaries of
tate.

Thirty-fourth. If anything shall happen which may be of advantage or securi-
goto Our said Province under your Government, which is not herein or by your

mmission provided for, We do hereby allow unto youw, with the advice and
counsent of Our said Executive Council, to take order for the present therein:
Provided, nevertheless, that what shall be done be not repugnant to Our Com-
mission and Instructions, and to the said Acts passed in the fourteenth and thirty-
first years of the Reign of His late Majesty King George the Third, and in the
fourth year of Our Reign, giving unto Us through one of Our Principal Secreta-
ries of State, speedy notice thereof, that you may receive Our ratification, if We
approve the same.

hirty-fifth. And you are upon all occasions to send to Us through one of Our
Principal Secretaries of State, a particular account of all your proceedings, and
of the condition of affairs within your Government.

Thirty-sixth. And whereas great prejudice may happen to Our service and to
the security of the said Province by the absence of the Governor, you shall not
upon any pretence whatever quit the said Colony without having first obtained
leave from Us for so doing, under Our Sign Manual or Signet, or- through one of’
Our Principal Secreturies of State.
