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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF WORKS.

Rerorr of the Board of Works, laid before the Legislative Assembly, by command of His
Excellency the Governor-General, on the 13th October, 1843.

It accordance with the 30th section of the 4th
& 5th Victoria, Cap. 388, for the establishment of a
Board for the control and management of all public
works and buildings in the Province of Canada, it
becomes my duty as Chairman of that Board, ap-
ointed under the Act referred to, to submit the fol-
owing detailed statement of the several public works
carried on under the direction of the Board, shewing
the progress made in these works, and the amount
of monics expended upon them respectively, together
with such further details as aredeemed necessary to
be submitted for the full information of His Exccl-
lenty the Governor-General.

In consequence of the large immigration, as well
as in consideration of the then existing low rates of
provisions, and other necessaries, upon the prices of
which the cost of public works greatly depends, it
was deemed advisable by His Excellency, the Gover-
nor in Council, immediately after the passing of the Act
cstablishing this Board, that no time should be lost in
commencing with, as many as poss1ble, of thcsq works,
for the construction of which tunds were provided by
the Act 4th & 5th Vie. Cap. 28,

In pursuance of directions to that gﬂ'ect, the Board
at once proceeded with the advertizing for tenders,
and the placing under contract those, for which the
necessary specifications, plans and working details,
had then been prepared, and subsequently, and by the
same authority, and with as little delay as the loca-
tions, and the preparation of the various working plans
admitted of, the Board have, from time to time, ad-
vertized and cntered into contracts for most of the
works, sanctioned by the Act last referred to.

In doing so the Board have endeavoured to re-
gulate the annual rate of expenditure as nearly as
possible, by that recommended in the Schedule I had
the honour to prepare by the order of the late Lord
Sydenham, and which was laid before the House of
Assembly; but where extensive works, the exccution
of which extends over a period of two or three years,
are being carried on by contract, the rate of expen-
diture for cach year must, in a great degree, be
governed by the intcrests of the Contractors, and
their arrangements founded thereon.

As most of the works sanctioned by the Legisla-
ture, form links of a connected chain of main commu-
nication, either by land or by water, t_hronghout the
Province, it was considered highly desirable that the
entirc should be undertaken simultaneously, so as to
be completed together, in as short a time, as'a due
regard to their efficient and permanent construction
would permit: in order that the Province might, as
soon as possible, derive the benefit of the large reve-
nuc; reasonably expected therefrom, by the collection
of tolls and dues, the imposition of which, however,
particularly as regards the improvements of the River
St. Lawrence, was considered inexpedient and un-
warrantable, until the entire would be completed ;

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[ prior to which the public could derive but compara-
tively little benefit from these improvements.

The Board have been governed in their opera-
tions by the foregoing considerations, as well as by a
desire to reduce, at as early a period as well may be,
the heavy expense of the large establishments unavoid-
ably requisite to the effective superintendence and
management of such extensive works. There are
thercfore but very few of the works embraced in the
Schedule, already rcferred to, which are not now
under contract, and in progress of construction ; and
in the hereinafter detailed notice of each work will
be found, explained under its respective head, the rea-
sons for delay in each particular instance. ‘

In the management of these works, the Board
have, almost without exception, adopted the system
of public competition and contract, and herctofore, as
invariably, have accepted the lowest tenders; they
have also been most scrupulous in not listening to
claims for after allowance beyond the terms of the
respective contracts; and thisunalterable determination
of theirs, they have taken much pains to promulgate.

Notwithstanding which, in many instances, the
works have been taken below their real value, and
much difficulty has been experienced in having them
performed in a_manner fully up to the specifications.
These difficultics had not been unforeseen, and the
Board by no means advocate the principle of uni-
formly accepting the lowest tender, as one to be con-
tinued and acted upon in all cases hereafter; but by
adopting it in the first commencement with public
works generally on a large scale in the Province, they
calculated on the prices being thereby brought down
to a rcasonable rate, that the matter would shortl
right itself, and that the works would ultimately fall
into the hands of men practically acquainted “with
t{mir true value, and capable of properly executing
them.

The chief objections to the system of accepting
the lowest tenders are :

The probability of the Tabourers being more or
less left unpaid by the defaulting contractors:

The certainty of delay (in some cases of an en-
tire season) in the complction of the work :

The acceptance of the tender below the value
of the work, thereby ultimately entailing increased
expensc ;

And, finally, the impossibility under any super-

vision, however extensive, of having the work faith-
fully performed.

To guard against thege evils, the Board have
taken every possible precaution by stringent stipula-
tions introdyced into the contracts ; by looking very
closely to the nature of the ‘security tendered; by
holding in hands a drawback on the returns until the

final completion'of the work, which 'drawback is for-

The Board regret that the exceution of the works
committed to their charge has not been exempt from
riot and insubordination. In some places these riots
assumed a formidable character, and, in one instance,
the quelling of them was attended by loss of life.

Virious causes have been assigned-as the origin
of these disturbances, such as the establishment of
“truck pay” to which allusion has been already made
—the exaction of too long a durationof daily working

hours—a rate of pay considered too low by the ope-
ratives, &c. &ec.

The result of careful and impartial inquiries and
examinations, and a full consideration of all the cir-
eumstances, induce the Board to the conclusion, that
the riots have arisen simply from the fact of a great
number of Inberers having congregated at particular
woints, amongst many of whom, previous to their

eing so assembled, bitter national or sectional feuds
had existed.  The number of men, also. who flocked
over from the United States, on heing thrown out of
employment by the general suspension of the publie
works there, added considerably to the evil—more
especially, as from their previous habits and irregular
life (wandering front one work to unother) they were
little accustomed to legal restraint, and had but slight
respect for the laws ¢ and, finally, the circumstances
of crowds having remained at the works, over and
above the number which could be, with any advan-

tage. employed thercon, tended much to a dispesition
for riot,

The ¢ truck system” was established at first with
the laudable view of having the men supplied with
necessaries on reasonable terms, and with the object
of putting down the host of petty hucksters who
swarm around public works, charging most cxorbi-
tantly for what they have to dispose of'; but there is
no doubt, that in course of time, its continuance
became, in two or three instances, a nuisance, which
the Board tovk measures to abate.

The alteration in the working hours, at the com-
mencetnent of summer, is usual on all extensive works.
By it the men are required to attend at an carlier
hourin the morning and to a later hour in the evening
but as this airangement, in every instance (within my
expericuce). is accompanied by a longer period of rest
being allowed during the midday sun, the men are, I
conceive, benefitted by it.

With reference to the rate of wages, the opinion
of the Board is, that it is already too ligh, in propor-
tion to the value of agricultural produce-—that:the
price of labor should be allowed to be regulated solely
by the ordinary principles of supply and demand, and
that any oflicial interference with it would be produc-
tive of inuch mischief:  The Board are convinced,
from expericnee, that at whatever fixed rate of labor
the works might have been commenced, similar
“turns out” would, and always have, under like cir-
cumstances. taken place from time to time, and every
month’s expericnce proves that whenever the con-
tractors arc supposed by-the men to be strictly tied
to, or limited in time, the laborers immediately take

advantage thereof, and “strike” for. an increase of
wages.

intimidation, endeavour to prevent then

While upon this subject, I think it may be well
to state, that in the view of the Board, it is far from
being desirable, by the inducement of high wages, to
draw the laborers from their more ligitimate, and (to
the Province) much more bencficial employment in

i agricultural pursuits and settlement, to that tempora-

rily offered by public works.

It is notorious that the great majority of the men
who have been for some time engaged on public
works, become a class of migrating laborers, neither

valuable as settlers, nor disposed to fix themselves
as such,

I have much gratification in stating, that the
appropriations made by 4 & 5 Vic. chap. 88, for all
these public works, are likely to turn out ample and'
sufficient, not only for the creditable construction of
the various works, as originally designed, but also to
cover the cost of such improvements in their details-
as have suggested themselves, from time to time,
daring their progress.

The advanced state of many of the most impor-
tant of the works enables me to rcport this fact with
confidence, and leads me to expect that, upon the
completion of the entire, a considerable balance of
the procceds of the loan will remain unexpended,
although the amount of that loan is far short of the
aggregate amount of the appropriations.

There are expenses, however, consequent upon.
thesec works, which should, when ascertained here-
after, be charged upon the balance just spoken of,
such as law cxpenses, damages, compensation, &c.,
the amount of which, however, it is not possible yet to
state with certainty.

In the great and sudden change which has been.
cflected in the nature of the control and management
of the expenditure upon public works, by the establish-
ment of this Department,  the former system of local
“ Commissioners for each work being thereby super-
“seded,” it was not to have been expeeted but that some
difficulties would have been- felt, especially in the
completion of such works as had previously been
carried on by Commissioners—suchr difficulties have
been felt, and many points have been developed in
currying out the Bourd of Works Act, in which change
for.the better can, in the estimation of the Board, be

easily made, and would tend much to render the Act
more efficient.

Allusion is particularly had to the necessity of
as soon as possible deciding upon what principle the
several roads and .other works shall.be duly and pro-
perly maintained.

Some of the works arc already finished, and'
many others on the eve of completion. In many in-
stances, also, works, such as bridges, &c., continue
under the management of the original local Commis-
sioners, although it has been considered advisable to
have the repairs: effected through this Department.
It appears to the Board, also, that the existence of all
Special Commissions for the maintenance or collec-
tion of tolls. on any works whatever, constructed at
public cost, shall ccase and determine, and their man-
agement &c.; be placed under. the control of this
Board.  That the periodical paying of such tolls, in
all dases, directly to the Receiver General of the Pro-
vinee, is advisable ; and that such amounts thereof as
may be required for the maintenance of the. respec-
tive works, shall be' had only by warrant issued to
that effect, upon the cstimates therefor having been

submitted.

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submitted by tlus Board and approved and ordercd
by the Governor in Council.

These, with some gencral provisions for the

,’;:h chben‘ obtaining of land, materials, &c., necessary for the

construction or repairs of public works, upon terms
more just to the public, and with less difficulty and
loss of time than can be done under the present Act,
with other practical details of a similar nature, would
add considerably to the efficiency of the Department.

Accompanying this Report is a general tabular
statement (Schedule A.) shewing clearly, ut one
glance, the state of cach work  respectively, the
amount expended, the cost of the establishment
thereon, the period of completion, &c.

From it will be found that the rate of superinten-
dence upon all the works under the control of this
Department, even from the commencement up to the
present, in which period the heavy cost of the
various necessary preliminary surveys is included,
amounts to a charge of but 5/ per cent. on their
cost : and on the completion of the works, the propor-
tional rate of the whole superintendence to the whole
outlay, will be not more than about 24 per cent., a
rate, I can safely assert, as low as, if not lower than,
that on any similar cxtent of corresponding public
works in any country. There could not have been
a more favorable juucturc for the spirited commence-
ment and carrying on of these improvements, than
the moment at which they were undertaken—provi-
sions were low, laborers were numerous, the whole
of the works in the United States were suspended.

The injurious effects, and want of circulation
consequent upon the failure of the harvest of the pre-
ceding year, were much mitigated by the large
amount of expenditure, widely diffused, which the
works gave rise to, the long expressed wants of the
country supplied, or in progress of being so; indivi-
dual enterprise called forth and encouraged—Steam-
boats, so long required on the Canada side, are now
plying on Lake Eric—additional and improved modes
of conveyance by land, in many instances, established;
and a better system of District work, adopted from the

- example of the public works in their vicinity, are
among the many advantages which have already
resulted from the progress of these works.

The advanced state of several of the works will
enable the Board to reduce the establishment thercon,
considerably, from the first of November next, and
thenceforth further reductions will, from time to time,
be effected as the works progress.

I now proceed to report, in detail, upon each
work separately, in the order in which they are em-
braced in the appropriation Act.

WELLAND CANAEL.

The works of enlargement and completion ‘of the
entire line, and the improvement of the i?ai*bors, may
now be said to be fully in progress. . Their precise
location, nnd the arrangement of all the details con-
nected therewith, have been attended with numerous
difficulties; which were much increased by the neces-
sity, of maintaining'the navigation unimpeded, many
of the new Locks:being situated as close as -possible
te the existing ones, and the ricw and old.lines in-many
places crossing or interfering ‘with each other, ‘

The Feeder throughout, from a narrow, shallow, 13 0“‘""?'7‘
and irregular conduit for the. supply of water from
the Grand River, upon the completion of some com-
paratively trifling work which remains to be done,
will be converted into a reach of fine navigation, 85
feet wide at bottom, and with nine fect depth of watei';
and in conjunction with the off-branch and Steam-boat
Lock at Broad Creek, from it to Lake Erie at the
mouth of the Grand River, will afford a second and
most valuable outlet to the Canal, particularly as the
entrance to the Canal at this part of Lake Erie will
be, each year, free from ice several weeks before the’
Lake is open at Port Colborne and at Buffalo. This
outlet will, therefore, ensure a considerable addition
to the revenue, R

The contractor for the Broad Creek - Lock is-
backward with his work, which it was highly desira-
ble should have been completed this Fall, in order
to allow of the trade being turned through that Chans
nel next season, and to permit of the water being let
off the Port Colborne branch. ‘

The contractor has the principal part of 'his ma--
terial prepared, and a large portion (of the finest
description) laid down upon the work; but a disap-
pointment in the procuration of the timber required
for the foundation, &c., caused by the bursting of a
dam on the Canal, together with the unfortunate pre-
valence of Lake fever extensively among his men
during a great part of the season, plead strongly in
excuse for the work not being now so fir advanced
as it ought to be. It will be completed early next
year. : .

Another important improvement which the Board
have been enubled to adopt, is the bringing of the
Lake Erie water through, as the head level of the
Canal ; thus placing beyond all possibility of doubt ‘
the full and ample supply, not only of the Canal,- 5
but also of ull hydraulic works connected there- .
with ; the permanent supply from the Grand' River- !
being looked upon by many well acquainted with the
nature of the country at its source, as not to be relied -
on when the country shall come to be extensively -
cleared. Another very great benefit will also be obtain-
ed by the lowering of the summit level, namely, the
great portion (nearly 30,000 acres) of the T'ownships
of Wainfleet and Humberstone can, from swamp of
the most impenetrable character, be converted into
fine available land, and the healthiness of that section
of the country be thereby considerably increased.

A further improvement has been 'the increasing s
of the length of the Locks from 120to 150 feet. ' The
dimensions of the Locks, as now being built, will ad«
mit of powerful steam propellers, carrying from 250
to 300 tons, to navigate from Lakes Huron and Michi-
gan to Lake Ontario, and thence through to Quebec,
upon the ecompletion of the St. Lawrence navigation,
which, I see no reason to doubt, will be eﬁ'ecyed by

the close of year 1845,

The maintenance of the old works has been care-
fully attended to, and the navigation has been but very
little interrupted during the past season, and 1o ex-
penditure has been incurred thereon that could possi-
bly have been avoided.

The location of the works of this Canal, in which
Mr. Barrett has been chiefly employed in assisting
Mr. Power, being now completed, the former gentle-
man is transferred to the charge of the Lachine Canal.
Upon the transfer of the full control of the Welland
Canal to this Department, it became necessary from
time to time, as the new works thereof were placed |
under contract, to form a local engineering establish- |
ment for the superintendence and management of
those works; and upon this establishment being made |
up to its full complement some months since, the con- |
trol of the necessary expenditure upon the repairs of
the old Canal was imposed upon it.

The services, therefore, of Mr. W, B. Robinson,
who had acted as Superintendent and Gencral Mana- |
ger of the Repairs, &c., of thosc old works, have ceased i
in a great measure to be required, and have been con- |
tinued on only until such assistance or explanation
may be had from him ag it is in his power to afford
the Board, in the scttlement of the old accounts and
outstanding claims.

With respect to Mr. Prescott, who was Secretary
to the former Commissioners, it became necessary,
when the Board took up the management of the works,
that the Sceretary and scal should be at Kingston:!
accordingly, the Secretary of the Board of Works
was made J[{onorary Secretary, and Mr. Prescott has
continued to discharge the other portion of his dutics
as heretofore.

During the exccution of the works of the enlarge-
ment and completion of this Canal, a person will be
required to act as Paymaster and Clerk, at a salary
of £300 per annum.  To this situation, while neces
sary, the Board conceive Mr. Prescott has claims.
Upon the completion of the works, a Clerk and Iore- |
man Carpenter, at a salary of about £150 a-year cach, |
would be all the local establishment requisite, inde- |
pendent of the Lock tenders, &c.

ST. LAWRENCE NAVIGATION.

PRESCOTT 'T'O DICKENSON’S LANDING.

In the portion of the River St. Lawrence between
Prescott and Dichenson’s Landing, are comprehended
the following Rapids, the navigation of which it is
proposed to improve

The Galops,

The works of the improverrient of thesc several
Rapids, as will appear from the Schedule already
referred to, it was proposed should be commenced in
1844, so as to be completed simultancously with the
other parts of the navigation.

A varicty of levels, and several lines of surveys
have been made. for the purpose of determining the
precise location of each; and from the progress al-
ready made with the plans thereof, the Board will be
enabled very shortly to advertize the work so as to

ive the contractors the benefit of the ensuing winter
for the getting out and delivery of materials.

As the works arc sufficiently near to thode of the
Beauharnois Canal to admit of the same Engincer

[ firm the opinion I had formed.

managing both, the Board have taken advantage
thercof, in order to effect an economical arrangement
for their superintendence.

DICKENSON'S LANDING TO LAKE 8T. FRANCIS,

Under this head is embraced the completion of
the Cornwall Canal, the object of which was to get
over the difficulties presented by the Long Sault
Rapids.

The works of this portion of the improvement of
the navigation of the River St. Lawrence, were com-
menced in 1834, under local Commissioners, named

{ by an Act of the Legislature. They were suspended

in 1838 for want of funds, at which time the works
generally of earthwork, ag well as of masonry, were
i various stages of progress, and to a great extent
advanced.

In the autumn of 1841, 1 examined the state of
this work, and as I had anticipated {rom observations
I had made in the years 1836 and 7 (before I was
connected with the public works in this Provinee), [
found the embankments which had been made very
much and unequally settled, and out of form.

This scttlement 1 attributed, at the time, partly
to diflicultics presented by the natuve of the strata of
the ground upon which the works were situated ; partly
to the bad description of materials, of which the em-
bankments were in some instances composed ; and
partly to the circumstance of (as I concceive) suflicient
pains uot having been taken with the puddling, both
as regards quantity and quality ; and to proper precau-

 tion ot having been observed in prepuring the seats

of the banks.

Several slides which have taken place since the
Canal has been partly filled with water, too fully con-
I had béen in hopes
that the length of time which had clapsed from the
suspension ol the work to its resumption, by allowing
the embankments to consolidate and bind, would, to
a greater extent, have averted the evil I had feared.

The estimate included in the Schedule I submit-

ted in 1841, for the completion of this Canal, amounted ,

to £57,670. The works were resumed, under the
direction of the Board of Works, in 1842 ; and in De-
cember of that year the steamboat Highlander passed
through the Canal, which, however, was not then com-
plctc(f in various parts.

Early in Junc of this year (1843), the several
works, considered nccessary to the completion of the
Canal, were eflected, and the Canal was opened.

The sum expended thercon in full was £57,110.
Since that time two interruptions, caused by slips in
the old embankments, have taken place in the naviga-
tion of the Canal, the repairs of which have been
attended by considerable expense.

During thesc repairs, I caused many other parts
of the old embankments, for tne safety of which I en-
tertained sirong apprehensions, to be puddled and
strengthened, and the Canal is again open 3 but I think
it necessary to state that1 still entertain misgivings as
to the sufficichey of other parts of the embankments.
Upon the strengthening of then, however, an effective
force, with scows, &c., is now employed, under a per-
gon experienced in such works:

The Commissioners of this Canil ate tow engaged
at Cornwall, under the provisions of te sccond section
of 4 and 5 Vie. ch, 28, in the old and unsettled claims

BEAUHARNOIS CANAL.

The entire of the works of this Canal, remainin
to be done, are under contract, and such rapid an
satisfactory progress made thereon, as will ensure
the navigation of it being opened early in 1845.

Fully two thirds of the entire of the earthwork
are already completed, and a large proportion of the
whole of the stone and other materials is provided for
the locks; such of thesc materials as are not on the
spot, will generally be delivered this winter,and very
little work will remain to be done after this time
twelve months.

The loss of six weeks of the best part of the
working season during the summer, in consequence
of the riots, is seriously felt, and but for it the Canal
would have been fully completed next year, to.effect
which, even yet, cvery effort will be made.

The pier, at the St. Louis end, is carried out
nearly to the full extent required, and, at the Lake St.
Francis end, three crib piers have been sunk, two
to r:xhark the north side of the chaunnel, and one the
south,

The course of the channel, as marked out ‘for
the present operations, is perfectly straight and 380
feet wide at the narrowest part, but immediately
above and below this point it widens out to double
that width.

The dredge vessel is now at work ; and has
most satisfactorily proved, .by the progress already
made, that there wiFl be no difficulty in removing the
shoal to any width that may be thought necessary :
there is no danger of it reforming, as it consists of
large and small stones, resting on clay and gravel.
The Engineer reports that the dredge removes ifrom
70 to 80 yards a-day, the daily cost being about £2
10s.~the excavation costing, therefore, about 9d.

per yard. Hetfurther reports that “ a few days since, }

“a stone measuring 55 cubic feet (about 4} tons)
“ was taken up, and the obstruction in the south of the
“ channel (which is the larger portion of the entirc)
% will have ceased to exist by the end of October, if
“the season continue favourable.”

LACHINE CANAL.

Previous -to the commencement of any work
upon this Canal, the Board called upon Messrs. Ather-
ton, Mills, and Keefer, to examine, conjointly, and
eport upon the most advisable and economical course
to ‘be adopted, whether to follow or abandon the
‘present route.

The result of their examination and inquiries was
strongly ‘in favor of following the present line ; and,
by its adoption,; a. considerable saving of expenditure
i effected, compared with that which would  have
been necessary in the event of taking a new course.
Moreover, the second severing of the:properties, from
end to end of the line, is avoided. =~~~ . .

- It is.intended-to.form the entrance to the Canal
from the Lake.

capital, &c., the Board are anxious'to proceed very'
cautiously in fixing on the termination-of the:Canal,
so as mot, in any ‘manner, ‘o prejudge ‘the other
guestion.

With this view they have been careful mot to e
decide on any line or levels'for the proposed enlarge- o
ment, which would prevent -either termination from
being adopted at any future period.

To come to a satisfactory and safe conclusion in
this matter, thc Board ceoncgive it would be of great
importance to ascertain, from actual experiment, what
the effect of throwing out works on the shoal from ‘
the windmill point would be, and how far such works .

By the construction of a Lock and Dam at the Scugog
River, an uninterrupted water communica-
tion, capable of passing boats or scows draw-
ing threc fect three inches, will be established
from the head of the Scugog Lake to Cam-
eron’s and the Bobcaygean Falls, being
upwards of 45 miles.

The works are now considerably advanced, and

would have been completed ere this, but for the fear-

ful extent to which fever and ague raged among the

The works at Whitlas are on‘the eve of comple-
tion, the masonry being finished, and the Liock gates
framed and hung in their places, ‘and all obstructions
in the Channel removed ; the Dam will also shortly
be finished, and the only delay to the opening of the
navigation arises from the gearing for the Lock sluices
not being yet ready. It is being prepared, and is
daily expected.

The works at Crooks’, so far as the Lock ma-
sonry, and Lock gates, and Dam, will be completed
this full. Some difficulty and delay have taken place
in getting out the rock excavation at the tail of the
Lock, owing, as at Scugog, to the great prevalence
of fever and ague among the men. It is hoped, how-
ever, that it will yet be completed this season, and
the work will be rcady for the navigation early in
next year. The completion of the Slide must be
postponed until next summer.

The works of the Slide in course of construction
at Heeley’s Falls, have also been seriously retarded
by the prevalence of fever and ague, and much diffi-
culty experienced in getting the necessary pumber
of men to remain on the works. The Engineer reports
that it may still be completed this scason; but the
Slide at the Middle Falls cannot.

GULL ISLAND AND PRESQUISLE LIGHT HOUSES.

At the latter, a keeper’s housc is required, which
it is proposed to advertize for in order that the ma-
terials may be delivered this winter, In licu of the
fixed Light at Point Peter, a revolving Light has becn
substituted, shewing a full light at periods of every
half minute; and the Light at Presquisle is about to
be changed to a coloured Light. In coming down the
Lake, ditliculty has frequently been experienced in
distinguishing between these Lights,

It is proposed gencrally to place a Light upon the
head of one Pier at each Provincial Harbour; these
Lights to be of uniform character, to stand about 24
feet high, to shew about 8 miles, and to appear with
a green belt across them; by it they will always be
casily distinguished from fishing or shore lights, with
which the Pier Lights herctolore have been trequently
confounded.

The improvement of the Bay of Chaleurs Road,
running along or near to the north shore of the Bay
of Chaleurs, from which it derives its name, has pro-
ceeded satistactorily, and those parts are now on the
eve of completion, and the Bridges are built, for which
the appropriation was made; but the further appro-
prigtion of a moderate sum would, in the opinion of
the Board, be very desirable to eficct a more general
and perlect opening of this road. At the castern end
it requires to be extended a few miles further, so as to
reach the settlement of Gaspé Point; and on the por”
tion of this communication, which is known as the
Kempt Road, from the head of the Bay of Chaleurs
to Metis on the St. Lawrence, many parts require
amendment, and some Bridges to be huit. West of
Metis u Bridge is much required on the Rimouski.
As this Road constitutes one main communicution
from Quebec to New Brunswick, it is, in the estima-
tion of the Sourd, very deserving of the consideration
of the Legislature. The last reports of Mr. Russell,
to whom the management of these works has been
cntrusted, lead the Bourd to hope that they will be
tully completed this scason.

Under this head of the Appropriation Act, there

the Bridges may be cut during the ensuing winter

[(which is the proper time to procure it), and the works

can be completed by midsummer next.

With respect to the first section of the work, viz.
that fiom the Holland Landing to Barrie, it was thought
expedient by the Board, after due consideration, to post-
pone commencing upon it until the sense of the Legis-
lature, at its present session, should be had upon
another mode by which it will be proposed to com-
plete this main communicatiog, and by which the

public convenicnce would be better accommodated,
and a saving cffceted.

By this mode now proposed, the portion of the
Road between Toronto and ‘the Holland Landing,
which has not been improved, and which, from tra-
versing a heavy clay soil, is in wet seasons all but
impassable, would be perfected, either by macadam-
izing, gravelling, or planking, as may be found most
advisable ; and” thence to Barrie it is' proposed only
to plank or macadamize such parts as may most re-
quire it ; effectually draining, forming, and grading
the remainder, and building the necessary Culverts
and Bridges. By adopting this course the main line
would be effectually opened throughout, instead of
lcaving a gap in the centre of 21 miles undone.

BRIDGES AT STE. ANNE DE LA PERADE.

The superstructure of these Bridges, consisting
of ten arches of about 100 feet span each, which were
built in 1838, under Commissioners appointed by the
Legislature, upon examination last year, being tound
to be in a very dangerous state, and likely to fall, it
was deemed necessary to take it down. The Piers
and abutments also had not been carefully founded ;
these have been well piled around and otherwise
secured ; and the entirc superstructure of the Bridges
is in course of being constructed in a substantial man-
ner, and a Swing Bridge of 45 feet span has been
added to it. The entire will be completed this year.

Over the River Batiscan, in crossing which, at
certain periods of the year, great difficulty and danger.

The building of a
very large and expensive Bridge, 141 fect in length
on this line of Road at the Town of Declaware, was
rendered unavoidable, the former Bridge having been
swept away in January last by one of those tremen-
dous floods to which the River is liable ; and the short
interval which elapsed between its destruction and
the commencement of the new Bridge, has been fatally
marked by the death of several persons, who were
drowned in the beginning of this year while endea-
vouring to cross in canoes.

CHATHAM, SANDWICIl, AND AMBERTSBURGH ROAD.

The surveys and plans of these Roads are com-
pleted, and the advertizements have been issued. The
works will be pushed forward with as much vigor as
possible, so as to be completed in the year 1845, On
the completion of the foregoing Roads, a great high-
way wiﬁ be .opened throughout the entire western
portion of the Province¢ from Hamilton, at the head
of Lake Ontario, to Detroit, and to the foot of Lake
Huron at Port Sarnia.

Independent of the immediate Provincial and
local benefits which will be derived therefrom, a
glance at its geographical position, as it lies with
respect to the eastern and western parts of the United
States, will shew that it is by no means unreasonable
to expect that it must, at no distant period, become a
thoroughfare of very great importan¢e; and that these
improvements will tend, not only indirectly by their
influence upon the opening and settlement of the
country through which they pass, but directly by the
revenue which will be had from them on their com-
pletion, fully to remunerate the Province for the por-
tion of the public funds expended upon them.

The last work, embraced in the Appropriation
Act, which it remains for me to report upon, is that
from Lancaster to the Ottawa. Upon a portion of
this Road, the full sum named in the appropriation
(viz. £1,500 sterling) has been expended on the open-
ing, draining, and forming of it ; in addition to which

was embraced in, and provided for by the Appropria-
tion Act, a great number of other works and repairs
have been effected under the control of this depart-
ment, by order of the Governor in Council ; for the
details of which I beg most respectfully to refer to

Oz e CommissionERs appointed to inquire into the Disturbances upon the line of the Beauharnois
Canal, during the summer of 1843 ; and Statements of the Expenses attending the suppression

of the Riots on the Beauharnois and Lachine

May it Prease Your ExceLuency,

Your Excellency having been pleased, by letters
under date of the twenty-fourth of June last, to
appoint the undersigned Commissioners, to inquire
into the cause and progress of the late disturbances
on the line of the Beauharnois Canal, and also into
the lamentable catastrophe which followed them,
we humbly beg lcave to submit to Your Excellency
the result of our investigation.

On the twenty-sixth of June last, we caused
printed notices to be distributeq and affixed along
the line of the Canal, announcing our intention of
commencing the inquiry on the following Friday
(the thirtieth of June), at the dwelling house of
Mr. Mills, the principal Engineer, within a mile
from the cast end of the Canal, and inviting the
attendance of all those who could afford us informa-
tion relative to the matter we were deputed to
investigate.

Having met on the day and hour, and at the
place appointed, we found a_number of labourers
loitering in the environs of Mr. Mills’ house. We
soon discovered, however, that they had assembled
there merely through motives of curiosity ; and
that no full or satisfactory information could be
obtained from any of the werkmen on the Canal
without previously removing from their minds the
impression they were under, that the Commis-
gioners were not only authorised to investigate, but
also armed with authority to punish,

Being aware that Mr. Falvey, the Roman Ca-
tholic Missionary, was the only person who pos-
sessed sufficient influence over these men to
convince them of the strict impartiality we were
bound and determineéd to observe in the course of
our investigation, we solicited the attendance of
that Reverend Gentleman, who readily avcepted
the task of conveying to his flock the explanation
we gave him, as well of the nature and ubject of
the enquiry as of the spirit in which we were dis-
posed to conduct it.

The enquiry was held at the Engineer's office,
in St. Clement de Beauharnois, at the village of
St. Clément de Beuuharnois, in various parts of the
parish of 8t, Timothée d¢ Beauharnois, and in this
City, accordiug as circumstances and the conve-
nience of the witnesses to be examined, séemed to
require. Each withess was examined apart from
all others, in order to obviate the angry discussions
which would have necessarily followed the adoption
of a different course of proceceding, and would
have tended to increase and perpetuate those feel-
ings of distrust and animosity which we found
existing between the Jabourers and their employers,

A portion only of the testimony rendered before
us, accompanies this Report, as it was considered
unnecessary to reduce to writing such evidence as
tended merely to corroborate without adding any
thing of importance to the depositions contained in
the Appendix.

The information we have obtained from the
various sources we have resorted to, may be given
in substance as follows :—

The Beauharnois Canal is divided into thirteen
sections. About July, one thousand eight hundred
and forty-two, the Board of Works undertook the
excavation of two sections—a task which was
completed by a body of labourers who were em-
ployed by the Board, and continued to work under
the immediate control of their officers.

The hours of labour required from the workmen,
each day, were never made to extend beyond
twelve : some say the day’s labour usually began at
six a. M. and closed at 8ix p, m., while two hours of
intermission were allowed for meals, The labourers
were invariably paid in cash, at therate of three
shillings per day, and they usually received their
wages semi-monthly. Under this system, the men
employed were quiet and apparently content, But
when, subsequently, the same labourers, with many
others, were employed by the various individuals
who have entered into contracts with the Board of
Works for the completion of the work which re-
mained to be performed .on the Canal, their con-
dition was greatly altered. Their hours of daily
labour were extended ; their wages became dpayable
at the close of each month, and were reduced to
the following rates per day—two shillixfs in
March ; two shillings and three pence in. April;
and two shillings and six pence in May.

The Contractors kept Stores, to which the men,
when unprovided with money and  credit to pur-
chase elsewhere, were compelled to resort for such
artieles of food and clothing-as they supplied. .

In these Stores, few, if any, of the provisions

Mr. Dunn, a sub-contractor, on one of Mr.
Crawford's scctions, seems to be the only person
who gave notes or bons for these balances.

High rents were also paid tc the contractors by
the laborers for the small wooden huts called shan-
ties which afford them shelter, although in each
contract, the person undertaking it, binds himself
towards the Board of Works * to provide the work-
men on the Canal with suitable lodgings.”

The general discontent which grew out of this
new order of things soon became apprrent. On
the first day of May a body of men, amounting in
number to about one hundred, procceded from the
western extremity of the Canal, along the whole
line, for the purpose of effecting a combination
amongst the faborers, but failing to induce all
their fellow workmen to adopt at once the course
proposcd, they obtained a promiss, that a gencral
strike should be made on the thirty-first of May,
throughout cvery portion of the works, and that
no more labor should be performed after that time
until they had obtained three shillings per day.

On the section contracted for, by Messrs. Picree,
Black & Co. where the dissatisfaction was in-
creased by the length of the houses which exten-
ded, as it has been termed by the witnesses, from
dark to dark, a number of workmen went, on the
fifteenth of May last, to Mr, Crawford’s castern
section, with a view to induce that gentleman’s
lubourers to join in a strike for higher wages, and
shorter hours, The latter refused to do so, on the
ground that they had agreed to accept of two shil-
lings and six pence per day, for the current month,
whereupon Messts. Pierce, Black & Co's. men,
returned to their work, with the understanding that
their horses of Jabour werc to be abridged, as in fact
they were.

The intention the laborers had formed, to strike
for higher wages at the close of May, became genc-
rally konown in the neighbourhood of the Canal. and
had at an early period of that month, reached the
ears of Mr. Lavioletie, the Stipendiary Magistrate
appointed by Your Excellency's lamented prede-
cessor, for the purpose of maintaining order
amongst the workmen on the Canal.

We infer, as well from the instructions adressed
to himself., as from the motives which induced the
Honourable Chairman of the Board of Works to
suggest an appointment of that nature (as we find
them expressed in his able report touching the
Beauharnois Canal) that it was the duty of Mr.
Laviolette to employ his time in endeavouring to
remove all difficultics and allay ail dissensions which
might occur, as well amongst the workmen as be-
tween them and their emnployers. Yet we find
that no eflort was made to divert these men from
their purpose, if we except the exhortatious of the
Reverend Missionary Mr. Falvey, nor was there
any attemptmade to convince them either of the
illegal character of the combination they contem-
plated. or of the dangerous consequences which
would necessarily flow from it, if carried into effect.

On the evening of the thirty-first of May, all the

labourers employed on the Canal, gave up their
tools and notified their employers, that they would
not resume their labors until wages had been in-
crcased to three shillings per day,

From this time until the tenth of the followin
month all remained quiet ; although want and dis
tress prevailed in various quarters, but more espe-
cially, on Mr. Crawford’s sections, where the pro-
vision Stores were closed, so soon as the men with-
drew from their labours.

Meantime a requisition for military assistance,
was addressed to Colonel England, by Mr. Lavio-
lette and Mr, Crawford, (the contractor above
alluded to, who had been commissioned to act as
Magistrate for the purpose of assisting Mr. Lavio-
lette in the performance of his duties) and a party,
consisting of fifty men and one subaltern, under the
command of Major Campbell, was consequently
detached from the 74th Regiment, and stationed at
St. Timoth¢e where they arrived on the morning of
the tenth of June.

On the same day, a large body of men, amounting
in number to three hundred, went down from the
upper sections, to the eastern extremity of the
Canal. and obtained a promise from a number of
the labourers on each section, to the cffect that they
would assemble at the Mills in the Parish of St.
Timothée on the following Monday, for the purpose
of proceeding thence, in a body, to demand higher
wages, from cach of the contractors.

On their rcturn towards the western end of the
Canal, these men stopped at Grant's Hotel, where
Mr. McDonald, one of the contractors thien resided,
and enquired of him if he would consent to pay his
men more than two shillings and six pence per day :
Mr. McDonald ans wered this question in the ne-
gative. whereupon a voice, from the crowd. was
heard to say, that he (Mr. McDonald) would be
compelled to do sp, or give up his contract, and
that if on the following Monday he did not consent
to give three shillings per day, he should be killed
or thrown into the rapids.

They then advanced towards Brown & Finlay's
section when having met with a similar refusal,
they broke a few pancs of glass in the store, and
intimated to Mr. Brown, that they would grant
him delay, until the follvwing Monday, at eleven
o’clock to reflect upon the expedicncy of complying
with their demands. It would appear that these
men, a number of whom it is to be remarked, were
recognized as having been in the employ of Mr.
Dunn, soon after dispersed.

During the night of Sunday the cleventh, Mr.
Andrew Elliott, contractor for section No. 2, was
attacked in his dwelling house, by a number of
men, four of whom were armed with muskets,
which were placed at his breast, while the question
was put to him, whether he would or would not
raise the wages to the required price ; and while
he hesitated to reply, the trigger of one of the
muskets was drawn, but the priming flashed in the
pan. Mr. Elliott's assailants did not disperse until
they had beaten him so scverely, as to leave him
senseless on the ground, and had committed some
other acts of violence.

Mr. Laviolette in the deposition made by him
on the ninctecnth ultimo states in detail what oc-
curred at Mr. Larocque’s, at an carly hour on the
following morning ﬂMonday the twelfth of June,)
when after the proclamation of the Riot Act had
been read, a party of thirty soldiers, under the com-
mand of Lieutenant Debutts, was surrounded and
rendered powerless, by a mob collected from the
western section of the 'Canal, who taking advan.
tage of their success, compelled Mr. Symonds, Mr.
Larocque’s partner, to consent to the demanded

increase of wages. Dgrin%) the absence of Mr,

which was made for higher wages, he was pursued
and compelled to seek refuge in the cellar of the
hotel, to protect himself from the fury of the mob,
who when baffled in their pursuit, broke several
windows in Grant’s house, and turning towards
Mr. McDonald’s store, entered it by force, and des-
troyed or scattered all its contents.

After these men had disappeared, in the direc-
tion of the western extremity of the Canal, Mr.
Laviolette returned to Grant's hotel at about noon,
with the party of Infantry under the command of
Lieutenant Debutts, They were accompanied by
Mr. Crawford and Captain Jones at the head of a
Tmo?, consisting of thirty horsemen, by whom
they had been joined on the way from Mr, La-
rocque’s scction,

Mr. Laviolette on his arrival preferred a requi-
sition to Major Campbell, for assistance, to protect
Mr. Crawford's property at the eastern extremity
of the Canal. The party which was detached for
that purpose, consisting of forty men and a subal-
tern, under the command of Major Campbell, was
drawn up on the high road, waiting for Mr. Lavio-
lette, when the approach of a large body of men,
formed as it is natural to infer, by a junction of the
two mobs, who had appeared at Grant’s,and at Mr.
Larocque’s in the morning, induced the Officer in
command of the detachment to place his men in a
position of safety.

They were accordingly drawn up in line before
Grant’s houte, immediately in front of the gallery ;
the Infantry was stationed in the centre, facing the

highway and was flanked by the cavalry on either
side.

The mob halted by word of command, on the
highway, in front of the hotel, their first line being
at the distance of from twenty five to thirty paces
from the troops ; no fire arins were seen amongst
them, they made no attempt to advance, but kept
movin%r up and down the high road, and “ there
was a little shouting and hissing amongst them.”

Mr. Laviolette after having requested them, in
vain, to disperse peaceably, placed himself on a
line with the troops, read the proclamation con-
tained in the Riot Act, and again enjoined them to
disperse ; seeing however, that they evinced no
disposition tn withdraw and apprehending with
Major Campbell, that, by means of a manceuvre
similar to that which was so successfully practised,
but a few hours previous, on Mr. Debutt’s detach-
ment, at Mr: Larocque’s house, the troops might
be surrounded and overpowered. Mr. Laviolette,
commanded the latter to fire, This order was
repeated by Major Campbell, to the troops under
his command ; whereupon a volley was fired by
the cavalry, as well as by the infantry and the
former charged the mob with drawn swords.
remarkable discrepancy will be perceived between
tha testimony given by Mr. Laviolette and Major
Campbell's statements in reference to the move-
ments and demeanout of the mob, from the time
they assembled before Grant’s hotel, until their dis-
persion by the troops. S

and amongst others on two, of great importance :—
Istly. That the cavalry under Captain Jones re-
ceived an order from the officer in command, to
charge and pursue the crowd, as they fled, and
2dly, That no more than three minutes or four
elapsed between the reading of the proclamation,
to the crowd and the volley of musketry which was
poured into them.

The mob fled in all directions at the first fire,
and were pursued by the Cavalry and Infantry.
It is suid that the Infantry discharged no more than
one round, yet several shots were fired subsequently,
not only around Grant's Hotel, but also in the
neighbourhood of the Mills. It has been ascertained
that six men, at least, were killed by the fire of the
musketry ; a person whose body was found at
Lachine, some days afterwards, as stated in the
Coroner’s certificate is supposed to have leaped into
the river on that occasion to evade his pursuers and
to have been drowned in the rapids,

The number of persons wounded remains un-
known, as we have received no information on
this point from any other quarter, than the English
Hospital into which five of them were admitted.

During the pursuit, twenty seven prisoners were
made, but after having remained under the charge
of the Military at the Mills, during some five or six
days, these men were all discharged by Mr. Lavio-
lotte, without examination, for the reasons assigned
in the deposition given by him on the nineteenth
ultimo.

We have clearly traced the origin of the distur-
bances, which terminated in the fatal manner above
described, to the universal dissatisfaction enter-
tained by all the labourers on the Canal, with the
rate of wages allowed them by their employers.

This obvious fact naturally suggested the enqui-
ry, whether these men had any just ground of com-
plaint in that respect ; and feeling the importance
of this branch of our investigation, we amassed a
volume of evidence relative thereto, which will
fully bear us out in the opinion we have formed,
namely : that the price paid by the contractors to
their labourers, even when increased to two shil-
lings and six pence per day, was not only an inade-
quate remuneration for the services of the latter,
but was insufficient to afford them the means of
subsisting.

It appears evidentto us that a labourer employed
on a Canal. remote from his. ordinary place of
abode, should always receive a remuneration higher
by one fourth than the current wages of the season.
The Canal labourer can seldom, if ever, obtain em-
ployment during'more than twenty days in one
month, even during the most favorable season and
the works are not unfrequently suspended during
weeks in succession, ' in consequence- of rainy
weather, and other accidents. During -these inter-
vals he cannot leave the neighbourhood to seek
temporary employment without incurring the risk
of being thrown out of employment for the seasbn ;
as, asudden’ resumﬁ: ion of the works may-induce the
contractor to employ anothet in his stead ; more-
over, provisions are invariably higher in the neigh-
bourhood of public-wotks;,and, if he be.a- married

‘man; his wife: instead of eontributing by. her indus:

try 1o 'the support of tho little honsshold,- asshe
might.do, were she in the neighbotthood of &:City,

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the Canal man, than one shillin% and eight pence
wauld be to a labourer in a City, who is perma-
nently employed, at least through the whole of the
working season,

But, in addition to the disadvantages commen to
all labourers on Canals, the workmen on this line
were compelled, by the system of monthly pay-
ments, to resort to the storcs of the Contractors
for all the necessarics of life. Iere the small pit-
tance of those who were burthencd with familics
was usually exhausted before the day of reckoning,
in the purchase of bread, pork, tea, coffce, sugar,
and other such expensive articles of food, for
which they would have advantageously substituted

otatoes, meal, milk, eggs, &c., had the payments

ccn made at such convenient intervals as to leave
them a free choice. Heavy rents had also to be
paid by these men, notwithstanding the 8th clause
of the contracts, by which, according to our inter-
pretation. the contractors were bound te furnish all
the workmen on the Canal with suitable lodgings,
free of expense,

The dissatisfaction which sprung out of the feel-
ing that their labour was not sufficiently remu-
nerated was increased by the unreasonable length
to which their daily hours of labour were extended,
especially on certain sections ; and, when discontent
bad ripencd into tumult and disorder, we find
standing prominently forth, amongst the first insti-
gators of aggressive measures, the men who were
reduced to a state of destitution by Mr. Dunn’s
inability to pay them.

In the month of May, the Canal gave employment
to betwecen two and three thousand workmen, the
great majority of whom were natives of Ireland:
some of thetn had recently emigrated ; others had
heen for soveral vears engaged in public works in
Canada and the United States.

The discontent occasioned by the various eauses
of eomplaint above adverted to, being fostered by
neglect, snon roused the angry feelings of the more
easilv excited portion of these men, and they deter-
mined upon urging their fellow labourers to com-
bine for the purpose of compelling the contractors
to better their condition,

So early as the first of May a disposition had
been publicly manifested, by the men employed on
some of the western sections, to effect a combina-
tion. On the fiftrenth of that month, the men
employed on Pierce, Black and Co.'s section, rose
with the same object in view ; and about that time
it became publicly known throughout the whole
neighbourhood, that a strike for higher wages was
to take place, on the first of June, along the whole
line of the works. Meanwhile, the Stipendiary
Magistrate, who was appointed for the sole purpose
of maintaining peace and order amongst these igno-
rant and excitable men, remained inactive. In fact,
the gentleman who acted in that capacity seems to
have wholly misunderstood the object for which he
was appointed.

‘We humbly conceive that his endeavours, from
the time he began the performance of his duties,
should have been directed towards familiarising
himself with the labourers on the Canal, and ac-
quining such influence over them as would have
enabled him to aot as a mediator between them
and, their employers. He should have sedulously
opposed;. and, if uusuccessfil, reported to the Gos

vernment alf acts of illiberality. injustice or oppres-
sion, which might have been remarked in the
conduct of the contractors towards the workmen.

When discontent became manifest amongst the
latter, he should have enquired into its origin, and
interfered to remove it; and when, at length, a
strike was contemplated as a means of redress,
he should have pointed out the illegality of all com-
binations of that nature and the punishment re-
served for all those, who would dare to resort to
such violations of the law., But his veice was
never heard amongst them either to advise or con-
trol, to dissuade or to threaten. In making these
observations, which we have deemed necessary
from the conviction we arc under that a timely
interference would have averted the lamentable
calamities which have cnsued, we are far from im-
puting to Mr. Laviolette any intentional dereliction
of duty. On the contrary, we are convinced, that
the supincness manifested by that gentleman is to
be ascribed solely to the impression he entertained
that he was bound not to interfere when his assis-
tance as a Magistrate was not applied for. We
may here, be permitted to remark, that Mr. Lavio-
lette appears to have been assisted by Mr. Crawford
in the exercise of the Magisterial duties, on two
occasions only : firstly, when a joint requisition
was made by these gentlemen for Military assis.
tance on the fifth day of June, by a letter addressed
to Colonel England, and secondly, when on the
twelfth he requested Major Campbell to cease
firing. Mr. Crawford deserves praise for having
to far abstained from the exercise of his power, as
a Justice of the Peace, over the men in his employ.
We would humbly suggest the propriety of avoid-
ing in future the appointment of contractors to act
as Magistrates. A contractor clothed with Magis-
terial authority is placed in a false position, and
exposed in many instances, to the suspicion of
wielding the powers of the law, solely for the pur-
pose of maintaining his own personal intercsts,

The impropricty of resorting to the employment
of Military assistance, except in cases of absolute
and imperious necessity is a topic which we would
deem it unnecessary to dwell upon in addressing
Your Excellency, even though our instructions had
gone further than to require of us such information
only as we could furnish, respecting the lamentable
catastrophe which occurred on that day.

Whether a Magistrate can legally order troops
to fire into an.assembly of men who are not at the
moment engaged in the perpetration of any Act
of violence against persons or property and when
no more than four minutes have elapsed after
reading the proclamation contained in the Riot Act,
is a question which with various others of minor
importance arising out of the occurrences of that
fatal day, as narrated above, is left for the consi-
deration of the Executive.

In lamenting above all, the necessity, real or sup-
posed, which demanded a sacrifice of several lives
on that occasion, we deem it our duty to record
also the regret which we have experienced on dis-
covering that whenever the assistance of the civil
power was invoked during these disturbances, it
has been invariably rendered by ignorance or ne-
glect, either an instrument of oppression: or an. ob.
Ject of derision,

The twenty seven %rison‘ers who were taken

secured in all cases where the mounted Police might
‘require it, by paying each of them a small sum,

.. rendered themselves guilty of an offence against
Appendix ., laws, why were they allowed to escape punish-

¥ ment? Ifon the other hand they were innocent
{6tb Octobor, WY detain them a single hour ?
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On the fifteenth of the same month, un individual
was arrested at St. Timothéc, upon common re-
port, ‘without affidavit or warrant haviné issued
against him, and was consigned to the Common
Gaol of this District, as a lovse, idle and disorderly
person.

This commitment was made under the Police
Act, as it is alleged, although the operation of that
Act does not extend to the place wlere the illegal
arrest was made.  Four other persons were appre-
hended, between that time and the close of the same
month upon simple affidavits and without any war-
rants having been issued against them, and were
consigned, without oxamination to the common
Gaol of the District where, we prosume, they still
remain.

Enough has becn said on this subject to prove
the necessity of immediate interference for the pur-
pose of putting an end to these flagrant abuses, and
of vindicating the insulted majesty of the Law.

To attain thesc desirable objects, we deem it in-
dispensable that an active and efficient magistracy
should be immediately placed in the vicinity of the
works, in licu of the present incumbent whose

ignorance of the character and habits of the work-|

men on the Canal, added to his want of experience
in legal proceedings, have the cffect of entirely
neutralizing his good intentions. Indecd we are
convinced that the future tranquility of that neigh-
bourhood during the time which will be required
to complete the Canal, will depend in a great mea-
surc upon the character and capacity of the gen-
tleman who may be chosen to fill that important
post. Education, energy, vigilance, humanity and
experience in the performance of Magisterial duties,
are not the only qualitics which should be found
combined in him ; he should also be possessed of a
cool temper, a practised judgment and a thorough
knowledge of the character and habits of the Ja-
bourers, as well as of the art of managing and con-
trolling large bodics of men. A small body of
mounted Police should be placed at his disposal,
for the purpose of being stationed on the various
sections of the Canal, and of keeping up a rapid
eommunication with the Magistrate.

These men should be distinguished by firmness
tempered with moderation in the execution of their
duty. All undue display of authority should be
forbidden them and they shnuld be “enjoined to
mingle with the labourers and use every endeavour
to secure their confidence. Aware of the immense
ex?ense which would attend the organization of a
Police force. sufficient in physical strength, to controul
the large bodies of men cnﬁccted on the line of the
Canal, we would beg to suggest the propricty of
adopting a system of internal Police, which we have
reason to believe, from personal observation, and
the c:finion ot experienced Engineers, would be
attended with the most satisfactory results, A
certain number of the most intelligent and best
disposed labourers employed on each section should
be chosen to act as Constables for the purpose of
promoting harmony and gaod order, and of report.
ing to the Magistrate or in his abserce t6.the
mounted Policemen, the .origin, nature and ten-
denty, of any difficulties or dissentions whiclr might
atise amongst their fellow-workmen or between the
latter and their employers. The assistance of their
“ select men * (under which denomination for ob-
vious tedsons, we would wish them to be known,

B

say six pence per day, under this arrangement, ex-
tended to all other public works, now in progress,
the labourers employed on the plank' road from
Coteau du Lac tothe Province line, on the intended
enlargement of the Lachine Canal, as well as on
the Beauharnois Canal, might all be placed under
the surveillunce of the same Magistrate, still we are
of opinion, that no system of Police, however
wisely devised, and efficiently executed, will have
the effect of maintaining perfect order amongst the
labourers on public works, unless means be adopted
to remave all just causes of complaint, such as those
which we have pointed out as existing on the Beau-
harnois Canal. It is true, under the present con-
tracts, the Government is deprived of all power to
regulate either the rate of wages which should be
paid to the labourers or the number of hours to
which their daily work ought to be limited But,
we can imagine no reason why the Board of Works
should not insist upon the fulfilment of the clauses
of these contracts, by which the contractors are
bound to pay their workmen in cash, and to pro-
vide them with lodgings free of expense. And in
all contracts, which shall be entered into for the
performance of public works in future, we think
the interests of the community require that the
Board of Works should bind the contractors under
penalty of voidance of their contracts,

1stly.—To pay all the laborers and other persons
emploved by them in money at the termination of
cach fortnight, if not at the close of every week :

2ndly.—To abstain from keeping stores and

8rdly.—To comply with such rates of wages and
hours of labour as may be established by the Chair-
man of the Board, of Works at the baginning of
each season. v

Having thus, in fulfilment of the instructions
received by us in the first instance, traced these
unfortunate disturbances from their origin to their
fatal conclusion, and having endeavoured to com-
ply_with the additional suggestions conveyed to us
in Your Excellency’s letter of the eleventh ultimo,
by submitting our views as to the means which
may be best adapted to prevent the recurrence of
similar outbreaks, we beg permission before closing
our report to call Your Ixcellency’s attention to
two other points which have an indirect bearin
on the matters we have been required to investi-
gate,

The first is a complaint preferred by the Stipen.
diary Magistrate, Mr. Laviolette against Mr. Fal-
vey, the Roman Catholic Missionary, conscious
that if that Reverend Gentleman could be convict-
ed of having, in the slightest degree, conttibuted
to excite, or encourage- a spirit of insubordination
amongst his flock, it would become our duty, in
suggesting preventive measures, to advise his im-
mediate removal, we proceeded to institute a strict
enquiry into his conduct. The result of our in-
vestigation has been to convince us of the fact,
established by a number of witnesses and contro-
verted by none. that from the period when he as-
sumed the spiritual guidance of the labourers on the
Canal he has unceasingly endeavored to impress
them with the necessity of 'obeying their etploy-
ers-of respecting the law, and of aoting with for-
bearance 'and charity towards each other, We

‘therefore fesl bound - to say, that' far from . being

obnoxious to reptodch, Mr. Falvey is deserving
of the highest praise for the sdrfiest. efforts he
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made to subdue the discontent which prevailed
among his hearers, and to dissuade them from re-
sorting to violent measures for redress. The se-

cond point has reference to a petition annexed to’

this report in which several inhabitants of French
origin, through whosec farms the canal has been
cut, have set forth various heavy grievances which
we have had occasion to observe are by no means
exaggerated,  Although we know not whose duty
it may be to enclose the works on the canal, yet
we feel that the attention of the Chairman of the
Board of Works should be directed towards the
necessity which exists of immediatcly erecting
tences to prevent the destruction of property in-
cessantly occasioncd by the workmen on the Ca-
nal, who allow their horses and other cattle to
stray unrestrained over the adjoining fields. If
this evil and others which the neighbouring far-
mers have reason to complain of, be not promptly
remedied, collisions may take place between them
and the labourers and other serious consequences
may ensuc. In fine, we deem it our duty to add,
that if a higher respect for private property and a
greater alacrity to remunerate persons injured in
the protection of public works be not manifested in
future, all hope of rendering such undertakings po-
pular throughout the Province may be abandoned.

John Ford’s Deposition.

On the 13th day of June, 1843, before Charles
Wetherall, Esquire, one of the Justices of the
Peace for the District of Montreal, came and ap-
peared, John Ford of Beauharnois, Labourer, who
being duly sworn on the Holy Evangelists doth de-
pose and say :—I entered Mr, Crawford's service a
short time after Christmas, as a blaster on the
Beauharnois Canal : at first I had no agreement as
to wages, I remained in his employ until the 7th
of April last, I was paid by Mr. Crawford at the
rate of 2s. 8d. a day ; when he paid me, the ba-
lance due, he offered to increase my wages to
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2s. 9d. a day ifI remained. Ireceived payment for
all my wages in cash with the exception of a de-
duction of 2s, 9d. that is to say, 2s. for a tarpaulin
hat, and 9d. for a half yard of flannel supplied to
me from Mr. Crawford’s store at my request., 1
left the Canal on the 7th day of April, so that I
have no personal knowledge of the disturbances
which took place lately. During a couple of months
while in the employ of Mr. Crawford, I paid 8s.
6d. per week for boarding, lodging, washing and
mending, to Michael Bowlan, one of Mr. (glraw-
ford's foremen and the owner of the shanty in
which Ilived. T afterwards went to board with
Philip Neylan, a fellow laborer who afforded me
the same accomodations at the rate of 7s. 6d. I
have been out of employ for about a fortnight past.
It was want of employ which induced me to re-
turn here in the hope of finding work on the Canal.
I have hitherto found none and have been suppor-
ting myself out of the money which Iearned as
well on this Canal as in the States where [ wrought
during two years or thereabouts on the Erie Ca-
nal. There are about two hnndred as near asI
can say, of the men who wrought at tne Erie Ca-
nal, who have been lately working on the Beau-
harnois Canal. And further the deponent saith
not. 'This deposition being read to him, he decla-
reth the same to be true, persisteth therein and
decl;reth that he cannot write and hath made his
mar.

Martin Donnelly’s Deposition.

On the first day of July, 1843, came and appeared
before Charles Wetherall, Esquire, one of the Jus-
tices of the Peace for the District of Montreal, and
the Commissioners appointed by His Excellency
the Governor General of this Province for enquirin
into the causes, &c. of the disturbances which too
Rlace lately on the line of the Beauharnois Canal,

fartin Donnelly, of Beauharnois, Labourer, who
being duly sworn on the Holy Evangelists degoseth
and saith :—I am a native of the County of Mayo,
in Ireland ; I arrived in this Province from my na-
tive Country on the 7th day of July last. On the
20th day of the same month I began to work on this
Canal, from that time until the month of March
last, I continued to work for the Board of Works
so long as they had employment to give me, at the
rate of 3s. per day, during the whole time the
works were n active operation.  From the month
of March last, until the first of last month I re-
mained in the employ of Messrs. Crawford, at
the eastern extremity of the Canal. During that
‘period there have been about 250 men at work on
this section. The larger portion of these men are
Irishmen who have worked in the United States,
The remaining portion are with very few excep-
tions, Emigrants from Ireland, recently arrived in
this Province. In the month of March last, T re-
ceived 2s, a day, the price generally paid for that
month. In April I received 2s.'3d. a'day, and on
the 1st.of May, at the request of the other men em-
ployed on that section, I applied®to. -Mr. Crawford,
Senior, to. ascertain what amount of wages he in-
tended to give us during’ the eénsuing onth; he

told me he would-give 2s.6d,, for which price, we:

all agreed to work during that month, 'The hours
of work on this section being -from .five in -the
morning, till seven in the evening, one hour being
allowed for breakfast.and one hour and a
for dinner. The payments were made at the end
of each month in cash after deduction made of the
value of articles supplied from the contractor’s
store. I was never compelled to take goods out of
the store kept by Mr, Crawford, but 1 found the
goods in that store cheaper than in two or three
other stores in that neighbourhood and equally cen-
venient where I could have got credit, had 1 re-
quired it. I believe few of the other men could
obtain like credit, but I was well known and was
generally better treated by the Store keepers and
others, on account of the orphan children I have
to support, and on account of my own character.
For such articles as I had occasion to purchase
from Crawford’s store, the following prices were
charged. 4 lbs. loaf, 5d., 1 lb. sugar, 5d., 1 lb.
tea, 3. 8d., there was also tea sold at that store for
4s. 6d., 1 lb.tobacco, 10d., 1 lb. coffee, from 10d.
to 1s. 3d. I cannot say how butter was sold at this
store as 1 never purchased any there, and no beer
or spirituous liquors of any kind. The men on:
that section are generally temperate. There are
some men, especially among the unmarried, who
drink occasionally. These men obtain liquour at
two or three shanties, near the section where it is
sold at 9d. a quart, and freely given on credit. 1
received payment regularly, at the close of each
month, and no deduction was in any instance made
from the amount of wages due me, except for such
supplies as had been furnished me from the store,
and such voluntary contributions as 1 occasionally
made for the support of fellow labourers during
sickness, We only receive payment for the days
during which we have been engaged in labour.
The works are frequently suspended by bad wea-
ther. I do not consider that galf a dollar is a suffi-
cient remuneration, for the following reasons :—
Firstly, the work is not continuous, as the following
statement will shew. In the month of August last,
1 worked, and was paid for only.......18 days.

Secondly.—House rent and provisions are higher
here than in the cities. I should prefer 2s. a day
in Montreal to 3s. here. And thirdly, we are here
compelled to make small contributions for the sup-
port of suffering fellow labourers a burthen which
we would be exempt from in the cities, The ex-
penses of a labouring man on the canal per day are
as follows, to wit im—

entirely. This is a calculation of the average ex-
penses of a single man which I have made from my
own experience. Alarge portion of the labourers are
married men, many of whom have families : their |;
cxpenses must of course increase in proportiou ||
with their families. The unmarried men usually
ay from cight to nine shillings per week for
anrding, lodging, washing and mending. My!
wife is dead; but I have three children to take,
care of, whom I am obliged to keep, and a scrvant |
woman, to whom I pay 10s. a month ; but Ionlyg
pay 2% 6d. a month for my shanty as 1 built it
myself with money I brought from Ireland,
and only have to pay for the ground rent.
The general impression amongst the labourers is,
that the daily work of each man on the Canal is
worth from six to seven shillings to the contractors,
This is also my opinion; but I cannot be certain,
as I have not scen the contracts. Four gool
lahourers can quarry from two to threc square
yards, and can excavate in clay or mixed soil from
six to seven yards a day.  About the first of May
last, a body of men, above 100 in number. came
down from the head of the linc: amongst them I
recognised some of McDonald’s men.  They said |
their object in coming down was to induce us to
join them in a strike for higher wages, urging upon
us that 9s. G6d. was an insufficient price : bat.
having been promised 2s. 6d. for that month by
our employers, we refused to turn out ; at the same
time we promised to join a general strike at the
close of that month (May), unless the contractors
raised the wages to 8s, for the ensuing month,
along the whole line. The men from above ap-
peared satisfied, and returned to work at their own
sections. On the 15th of the same month. about
100 of Black’s men. at work on the section adjoin-
ing Crawford’s, at the cast end of the Canal, came
down and ordered us to get out of the pit where
we were working. and join them, as they had
struck for higher wages and shorter hours. Their
hours were, and had been from some time in April,
from dark to dark ; so that in May they were com-
pelled to set at work at about four in the morning,
and to continue at work until eight in the evening,
with the usual hours of. intermission for meals. We
refused to turn out with them, on the ground that
we had agreed with our contractors for the month
at hald a dollar a day. They called us cowardly two
and three penny men; but after some discussion,
and affer receiving from us a promise to turn out
at the end of that month unless our wages were
raised to 8s., they returned to their section and
continued to work until the first of June, their
hours having been made the same as onrs, that is to
say—I{rom five in the morning until seven in the
evening. On the last day of May, all the labourers
down the whole line gave up their tools to their
respective foremen, and gave notice that they
would not return to work until the wages were
raised to 8s. From that evening until the 10th of
June they all remained quiet in their shanties,
Directly the men struck, the stores on Crawford’s
section were closed, and the ordinary means of
getting supplies and the necessaries of life were
thus taken away from us; and [ have a personal
knowledge that great distress prevailed in many of
the shanties during that interval. On Saturday the
10th a large body of men from the upper scctions
of the linc came down to this end : their object was
to induce Crawford’s and Black's men to go to their
respective contractors, and demand higher wuges.
The larger portion of our men accompanicd these
men from above ; but I remained in my shanty,
On their return, I heard them agree to mect on the
following Monday, at the Mills, in St. Timothée,
for the purpose of ageertaining whether the con-
tractors along the whole line would or would not

raise the wages to 3s. On that day, Monday the

12th of last month, Crawford’s men, with very fow
exceptions, went up towards the Mills ; but, as I
remained below with my little family, I cannot say
what occurred there.
the labourers on the Canal is against the system of
keeping stores by the contractors. 1, however, am
of opinion, that provision would be more expensive
along the line of the Canal, if the contractors were
prohibited from keeping stores ; and 1 fee! confi-
dent that all the evils arising out of that system
would be remedied by paying the men weekly for
their labour in cash, and leaving them free to pur-
chasc either at the contractor’s stores or at any
other.  No compulsion has been dircctly used by
the contractors to make the labourers purchasc at
their stores, as far as I have been able to observe 5
but, fromn the facts of the payments heing made
monthly, those who cannot get credit elsewhere
(and, as I have stated abave, there are few who
can), are obliged to supply themselves and their
families with the nccessarics of life out of the con~
tractor’s stores ; morcover, the men are thus
obliged, in many instances, to live upon more ex-
peusive food, such as tea, coffee, &c., while, if
they had money in hand, they might supply them.
selves with potatoes, milk, oatmeal, butter, and
other such food, which would go much further in
a large family.  'When 1 arrived here in July last,
I had about seven sovereigns and a half remaining
from the funds I left Treland with. 1 have never
lost the chance of a day’s labour from sickness since
I came to this country. The only time I lost was
about twelve days, during my wile's illness and at
the time of her death,  Ibelong to the Temperance
Socicty, having been a member of it for these three
vears past, so that I have never spent six-pence
unnecessarily since I came to this country ; and
vet T have barely sufficient remaining out of the
money [ have brought here, and that I'have earned
here, to meet the litile debts I have contracted on
the Cunal for the necessarics of life. I am aware
that there have been no disturbances on this Canal
between the Cork and Connaught men : and further
I say not.  This present deposition being read to
me, I declarc the same to contain the trath, persist
therein, and have made my mark.

Thomas Reynold’s Deposition,

On the 1st day of July, 1843, before Chatles
Wetherall, Esquire, one of the Justices of the Peace
for the District of Montreal, and the Commissio-
ners appointed for enquiring into the causes, &ec.
of the disturbances which lately took place on the
line of the Beauharnois Canal—came and appeared,
Thomas Reynolds, of Beauharnois, labourer, who
being duly sworn, doth depose and say,—I have
been three years in this country, and am a native
of King’s County inlreland. I was engagedin July
last by the Board of Works, to work on this Canal
at 38, a day. I was paid at this rate until I was
discharged on the 1st of November last. I remained
out of employ from that time until January, when
Mr. Crawford began to open the Canal at the
east end. Besides the time lost in the winter, the
Iabourers on the Canal are frequently thrown out
of employment during the spring, summer and au-
tumn months by unfavorable weather. The works

he general foeling amongst{z "0 =
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arc always suspended on the Canal during rainy
weather, I think on an average, healthy labourers
who lose no chances of day’s work, can get em-

f6th October, Ployment two days out of three in Canal work du-

ring the year. During the suspension of labour on
the Canal, the men cimployed there, cannot go else-
where in search of waork, without exposing them-
sclves to Inse their places on the Canal, T have
never heard any altercations or disputes between
the Cork and Connaught men cmployed on the
Canal since the month of March Jast,  In January
and Februavy last, 1 received 2s. a day, in March
and April, 25, 3d. and in May, 2s. 6d, Tn January,
February and March, we wrought from dark to
dark in Crawford’s section. In April nud DMay,
from 5 in the morning until 7 in the evening.
Black’s men always began the work before usg and
continued after we had ceased.  Black's is the next
section ta Crawford's, at the east end of the Canal,
On the first of May last, somie of the men of one of
the neighbouring scctions, I am not surc whoso men
they were, cumne down to induce us to strike for
higher wages and shorter hours, but as we had made
an agrecment with our employers for that month,
we refused to join the strike.  On the 15th of the
same month, Black’s men came down to us, with the
same object in view. Our employer was absent,
and as we had heard, sick in Montreal, Morcover
we had agreed for the month, and we declined
joining, whercupon they returned to their work,
after having had their hours assimilated to ours.
The last strike which was general along the whole
line of the Canal, tovk place on the last day of May,
on the evening of whicL day we quietly depnsited
out tools in the bhoxes made for them, delivered
them to the foremen, and repaired to onr shanties,
Since that time no work was done oun the Canal,
until some day of last weck, when employment was
given to labourcrs on two sections, towards the
west end of the Canal by Larocque, and by Brown
and Finley, at 8s.aday. Trom the 1st day of June
until the 10th, the labourers remained quiet, along
the line, but on that day, it was a Saturday, a body
of men from the upper line of the works came down
and invited us to meet them on the following Mon-

day, at the St. Timothée Mills, for the purpose of
going along the whole line, and ascertaining
whether or not the contractors were willing to give |
3s. and regular hours, Immediately on ascertain- |
ing that the men had struck, contractors Crawford
and McDonald closed their stores.  Black allowrd |
his to remain open, and behaved well towards his

mcen, whom he allowed to have sapplies therefrom

as usual. Numbers of the labourers on Crawford's

section were  thus deprived of the necessaries of |
life, and lived on the charity of others. The gene-!
ral opinion of the Iabourers is, that the contractors |
should not be allowed to keep stores, and they !
would wish to be paid weekly so asto be frec toj
purchase food and other nccessaries wherever they |
might consider it most advantageous for them-|
selves.  The contractors’ stores do not contain the |
articles of fond which are most suited to the means:
and habits of the laborers, such as oatmeal, eggs, |
potatoes, milk, fresh meat, &c. T have known va. |
rious instances where familics and single men have |
heen obliged to live on what the stores supplied, !
namely: bread, butter, tea, coffee, &c., while had:
they possessed ready money, they would have ad-

vantageously snbstituted potatoes, oatmeal, eggs, |

milk, &c. 1 have known many labourers who were
obliged to eat bread three. times a day, because they
had no means of ,purchasing potatoes. "I have
worked in the City of Montreal as a labourer, and
should prefer 2s. a day, with constant employment
to 8s. here. I am unable to state the precise
amount required for the daily support of a labourer

On the 12th day of July, 1843, Before Charles
Wetherall. Esquire, one of the Justices of the
Peace for the District of Montreal, and one of the
Commissioners appointed by IIis Excellency the
Governor General, for the purpose of enquiring
into the causes, &c. of the disturbances which late-
ly took place on the line of the Beauharnois Canal.
—DPersonally came and appeared, Mathew Congan,
of the Parish of Beauharnnis, labourer, who, be-
ing duly sworn on the Holy Bvangelists, deposeth
and saith :—I am a native of Iélkonny in Ire-
land. I came in this country about twelve months
agn. 1began to work on this Canal on the 20th
of July, last year, under the Board of Works and
received 3s. a day, until the first of January last.
On the 16th of April last, T was engaged with Mr.
Black at 2s. 6d- aday, 1 worked 11 days only in
April, and 20 days in May on account of the bad
weather, I have worked 8} days in this month at
3s. a day, On the 1st of Junc last, the men on Mr.
Black's section, all struck for higher wages, We re-
quired 3s. a day, and to work from five in the morn-
ing untilseven in the cvenin;ﬁ,instcad of the old hours,
that isfrom day light till dark. Iwasobliged toget my
provisions from Mr. Black’s Store as we were settled
with, only once a month, and had no money to get
them clscwhere. I could procure potatoes, which
arc my principal articles of consumption from the
habitans cheaper than in the Store.  And such ar-
ticles as eggs, milk, were not be get in the store,
which obliged me to receive more expensive ar-

|| ticles, such as bread, coffec, tea and sugar. 1

would prefer 1o have half a dollar a day payable
in cash, weekly, to 3s. a day, payable at the end
of the month, and be confined to the store for the
necessaries of life. This is also the general feel-
ing among the workmen. I pay to Mr. Black half
a dollar a month for the ground on which my shan-
ty is built, and which I bought for 12 dollars. I
am a married man and boarﬁ myself. I had some
money of my own and bought a barrel of pork
and a barrel of flour in Montreal, in the month of
February, which enabled me to receive in cash
from Mr. Black, the following sums, to wit, se-
venteen shillings for the month of April, and twen-
ty shillings for the month of May, which isall the
cash 1 have received ; and further I say not, and de-
clare that I cannot write nor sign. my name.

Clement, la-
bourer, who being duly sworn, doth depose and
say :—JI am a native of Queen’s County in Ircland,
and came in this country in March, 1842 ; I was
cngaged on this Canal by the Board of Works,
about the 12th of July of the same year, at the
rate of 3s. a day until the month of November, 1
got money from the paymaster on account, when

required it, and was settled with at the end of
cach month. The hours of work were from 6 in
the morning until 6 in the afternoon. In April I was
engaged with Mr. Black at 2s. 6d. a day. In wet
weather there is no employment for the workmen.
The hours of work on this section were at first
from daylight to dark. At present we commence
at 5 in the morning and work until seven in the af-
ternoon. I was paid once a month, and %ot every
thing I requived at Mr. Black’s store. 1 pay the
following prices for the articles I require, to wit ;
QOatmeal, 1s. 6d. a stone ; pork, 53d. a Ib. ; bread,
54d, a loaf ; coffee, 10d. a b, ; sugar, 5d. ; mac-
kerel, 2d. a piece. If my employment was cons-
tant, I should be satisfied with 2s. 6d. a day, which
I should expend wherever I could get the articles [
require cheapest : but as I and others are many
days unemployed, in consequence of bad weather,
we have no other means to get victuals at the
store, for which we are charged at the end of the
month. [ pay a dollar and a half, shanty rent per
month. The men rent from Mr. Black a piece of
ground for a shanty at the rate of 2s, 6d. a month
for 12 feet square, and are supplied with boards to
build the shanty by Mr. Black at the rate of £2 a
thousand feet which quantity is required to build it.
The price of this is stopped from their pay. 1 re-
ceived in cash from Mr. Black on my settlement of
the month of May including 4} days work in April,
6s. 1d. In June, there was no work in conse-
quence of the strike. I worked six daysin the
strike at 8s. a day and received 2s. which 1 took
out in bread. Since being employed by the Board
of Works, I only received the above sum of 6s, 1d.
in cash. The men generally would prefer spend-
ing their moncy where they like, and not be com-
pelled from necessity to take their articles from the
contractors’ stores, | could purchase such articles
as potatoes, butter, eggs, milk, &c. cheaper from
the farmers and others passing by than from the
contractors’ store, in which these f;tter articles are
rarely to be got. And further, the deponent saith
not, and declareth that he cannot write or sign his
name.

John Black's Deposition.

On the 13th day of July. 1843, before Charles
Wetherall, Esquire, one of the Justices of the
Peace for the District of Montreal, and one of the
Commissioners appointed by His Excellency the
Governor-General, for the purposc of enquiring into
the causes, &c., of the disturbances which lately
took place on the line of the Beauharnnis Canal—
Personally came and appeared, John Black, who,
being duly sworn, doth depose and say :—I am one
of the firm of Pierce, Black & 'Co., Holding the con.
tract of Seetion 12, of the 'Beauhatnois Canal, I
‘Heve boen engaged for these fifteen or sixteen

The next work was Section 2, on Pensylvania
Canal, which cmployed 400 men, and took six
months to complete. Thirdly—a section on the
same linc of Canal, which required one year to
complete, and gave employment to about eight

men. Fourthly—the construction of an Arc

Bridge, 6728 feet in length, called the Columbia
Bridge, and employed 250 men for two years.
Fifthly—a part of the Philadelphia Railway, which
employed between forty and fifty men for six
months. Sixthly—the superintendence of a slack
water navigation, eighteen miles long, from the Sus-
quehanna to Lancaster : on this I employed from
fifty to three hundred and fifty men, and it lasted
about seven years, Seventhly—the Columnbia Dam
over the Susquehanna, 7000 feet in length, and occu-
pied 500 men for two seasons. Making a Towing-
path bridge, connecting the Colombia Bridge, which
took 100 to 140 men. Section 15 of the Tide-
water and Susquehanna Canal, which employed
from forty to eighty men, The construction of the
Croton Dam, for the supply of water to New York,
which employed 600 men on the spot during the
first year. On all these works, with the exception
of one, where I was outvoted by my partners, 1
never had a store; and, as a general principle, I
object to their adoption. In my opinion, they
should only be resorted to by the contractors when
no other means are opened to the labourers to
obtain the necessaries of life elsewhere. Iknow
the feelings of the generality of the labourers to
be opposed to it. I have no stores on the sections
of this Canal, There is one kept on my section by
one Mr. Davidson, with whom I have no connec-
tion or interest whatever in its management or
profits. I had invariably explained to my men and
Mr. Davidson that, if the prige’s of his articles ex-
cceded those at other stores any where, the men
should be supplied with money at any time for the
purpose of supplying themselves, Mr. Davidson,
at the end of the month, sends in to us his accounts,
which, if approved of by the labourers. we deduct
from their wages and pay to Mr. Davidson. I
commenced my works in the month of March. My
rate of pay was then 2s. 6d., which I have inva-
riably paid. During my absence for about seven
days, my agents increased the wages to 3s.: this
was subsequent to the general turn out, Inever
had an application from one of my men to increase
the wages to 3s., or any complaint whatever. There
were 250 men working on my scction before the
last strike ; which numﬁer has increased since they
fell into work at 2s. 6d. My first hours were from
about half after four in the morning until half past
seven in the evening, allowing one hour for break-
fast and one hour for dinner. At present, they
commence at five in the morning and work until
seven in the evening, allowing one hour for the
breakfast, and one ﬁour and a half' for dinner.
My general rule is to pay once a month; but, if
they require money in the mean time which is due
to them, they have it ; and I have very frequently
advanced to them. The works are frequently inter-
rupted by bad weather. In the month of Ma

there were only twenty-one working days, whic

.is a fair average throughout the season ; but much

depends upon the situation of the works and the
management of them, The men pay me a dollar
a month for a piece of ground twelve feet by
twenty ; and boards were supplied by me, previous
to their going to work, for building"their shanties,
at eight and nine dollars a thousand feet, which
has been stopped out of their wages.. Some have
not yet all paid, - I have no objeciion to P?X hy
men every. fortnightseven every Monday-<if they
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rettuire it ; with this exception, that, if they require
to be pairl at these periods, the loss of time must be
theirs and not mine, as is the case under my pre-
sent svstem. None of my overseers are permitted
to make money in any way from the men—nor do
I permit any foreman to hire any man for the
works : that is uniformily done by myself. And
further I say not ; and have signed. ‘

William Dowling’s Deposition —[12th July, 1843.]

I am a native of Queen's County, in Ireland, and
came into this country about seven years ago,
worked under the Board of Works on this Canal
last year; from the 21st of August to the 1st of
January last, at 3s. per day—hours being from five
in the morning until seven in the evening, I have
worked on Mr. Denant's section” since the work
commenced on that section, at 2s. 6d. per day, and
am still working there, We are paid by the month.
There is a store on that section, on which tickets
are given for delivery of articles required by the
men, signed by one Kamerell, a sub-contractor
under Denant. There is a store close to it, kept
by Mr. Egan, who ‘has no connection with the
contractors, where articles can be bought cheaper
than in the former one. But, as the men are only
paid once a month, they have no means of availing
themselves of this advantage ; and must, conse-
quently, take the articles at the stores at any price.
I would prefer half-a-crown per day, payable in
cash every week, to 3s. payable at the end of the
month, Iam a single man, and kept a boarding
house on the line of this Canal, and boarded twenty
men for four months. Each man paid me eight
shillings a week for board and lodging. T have
kept a note of the number of working days, and
find that twenty days is rather above the number
in the month. 1 have known instances where men
have been able to work only three and a half days
in a fortnight. Milk, potatoes, and eggs, are not
to be procured in these stores, There are no shan-
ties on this section for the labourers, who pay 1s, 6d.
each a week for lodging in the Canadian families.
And further 1 say not ; and have signed.

of the contractors, I have received frequent com-/

plaints to the following effects, that is, firstly, that
the rates of pay given to the labourers. that is to
say, 2s., 2s. 3d. and 2s. 6d. were inadequate to
supply the wants of their families, stating at the
same time that the Board of Works on the same
line of work had paid 3s. per day during the past
vear. Secondly. That the hours they were re-
quired to work were too severe, being on some
sections from day light to dark. On Mr. Black’s
section, this latter grievance led to a strike amongst
his men, when the hours were assimilated to those
on the other sections, namely from five in the mor-
ninguntil seven in the evening. Thirdly. The
great delay in payments which were made only
monthly, which necessarily obliged them to take at
the contractors’ stores provisions of a more expen-
sive nature than their limited means permitted
them to purchase, and which if they had money
in their hands, they would have purchased cheaper
from the farmers and elsewhere, 25 6d. a day pay-
able weekly being preferable to 3s. a day payable
at the end of the month. From my intimate ac-
q:aintance of the character and feelings of the
labourers in general on the line of the Canal, I
do not hesitate to state that they are stron%jy
opposed to the system of stores zeing kept by
the contractors. Referring to the unfortunate af-
fairs which lately took place causing the des-
truction of life, Iam of opinion that they might
have been prevented by the judicious interference
of an officer of Government, totally independent
of the contractors and of the officers in charge of
the works, .conversant with the character and the
mode of management of the labourers, and who,
by constant intercourse with them would seem dis-
posed to render them justice. This I consider
would render all physical force unnecessary,the late
excitement having been accelerated rather than pro-
tracted by the appearance of the military. 1 was
not present during the interference of the military.
Under every circumstance, however grievous it
might have appeared to the workmen, I constantly
recommended the strictest observance of obedience
to laws and submission to their respective employ-
ers. And further I say not; and have signed.

My teams were emploved last year and this year
on this Canal,  On the morning of the 12th of
June last, I was in my shanty sleeping in my bed,
when a man whose name is unknown to me, armed
with a club, came to me and desired me to get up.
I asked him what he was going to do. he said,
* We are going higher wages or blood. ” 1 got up
and saw about a dozen of persons outside armed with
clubs. Tle insisted upon my accompanying him,
saying that he knew I'was interested in the  work
of the Canal, and that it would be worse for any
one who would not go with him. [ mnde as ex-
cuse, that T had araft at Hungry Bay, and that 1
would follow him up. T then proceeded with them
on my way to the raft. 1 kept as far in the rear
as 1 could, when one of the party took hold of me,
and swore he would knock e down, with a stick
he had in his_haud if T did not come along, T saw
them enter Mr. Brown's house violently, and 1
heard them demand 8s. a day, and hours from 6 to
6 o'clock, which Mr, Brown promised them, They
then put Mr. Brown in a chair, lified him on their
shoulders and cheercd him ; after this, the mob
proceeded to Mr. Larocque’s where 1 saw a party
of soldiers so surrounded by the mob, that they
could not aet, Mr. Laviolette was there also and
12 Policemen or thercabouts. A party of the la-
bourers went round the store. and 1 saw one of the
windows opened by them, they were about to
break it open when a man who  was speaking to
M. Laviolette, called out to them—« Hold on my
lads for a few minutes more, we have got no answer
yet.”

I am one of the contractors on the Beauharnois
Canal, in partnership with one Finley, for Section 6.
I employed a number of labourers, about 300, from
the first of April last until the Ist of June last, at
the rate of 25, 6., On the 1st of June last, 1 was
forced by the workmen to give than 3s. a day.
which sum l‘lmid to themn during that month, 1
keep a store for the convenience of the labourers.
No onc is compelled to purchase at my store. The
prices of my store never exceeded that of other
stores in the place.  The men were always scttled
with monthly.  Any balance coming to the men,
after deduction of such articles as they had been
provided with out of my store, was regularly paid
to them in cash. T never had any complaints from
my men as to wages, hours, or prices of goods in
the store. T have hired a piece of land, which I
sub-lct to the workmen. Five shillings was the
highest price I agreed to charge them for the
ground rent, which rent was to be reduced accord-
ing to the number of shanties built upon it; but I
have never charged them with that rent. 1 have
supplied them with boards to build their shanties,
at £2 for a hundred.  On Saturday, the 10th day
of Junc last, a party of men, about 200 in number,
came to my house from the western sections, and
asked for me. T eame out; and they demanded of
me if 1 was disposed to give them 3s. a day. A
number of them came, T helieve, from Mr. Dunn's
scction.  They halted by the sound of a horn. 1
replied “No” to their demand—that I would not
give 3. They went round the store, and broke
two panes, when a man called out « ITalt,” and
ordered them to stand back, to hear what T had to
state. They then said, “We will give him till
Monday, at 11 o'clock, to comply with our wishes.”
On the Monday following, carly, T heard that my
store was to be attacked ; and on that morning a
mab, amounting to about 2000, armed with blud-
geons, surrounded the house,  Some of them had
stones in their hands to break open the store. A
man. whose name I believe to be Daly, stepped
forward, and called for me to come out. 1 stood
forward on the stop of the door, when he demanded
3s. a day for the men; or. if T hesitated in giving
it, I would not have my life in three minutes, and
my store would go in the same time.  Whilst he
made use of these words, a party of the mob held
their sticks over my head. 1 firmly believe that, if
I had not acceded 1o their demands, they would
have put their threats into execution, I accordingly
consented to give the 3s. They then took me on
their shoulders and checred me, On the Saturday
and Sunday Tacquainted Mr. Laviolctte with what
had taken place, and asked him {or military pro-
tection,  After the mob had left iny house, to pro-
ceed to Mr. Larocque's, they came back again,
and ordered a » halt” before my house. Three or
four of the leaders came to the house, and ordered
me to sign my hand to what I had agreed, which
I did. They then stated they would have Craw-
ford’s and McDonald's (two of the contractors)
lives, if they would not comply to their demands—
that they had the whole line above, and that they
did not thank us for our agreement, and that they
would have the same on the other part, or have
the lives of the contractors.

which they had obtained from Mr, Elliott by threats.
There are between 2 and 800 working men on this
section, with six foremen, Two of these toremen
have horses employed in the works for which they
ﬁot 3s. 9d. a day ecach, I have none, no men are

oarded by the foremen on this section. I consider
it very objectionable that they should do so, for
this reason : the foremen are permitted to engage
and discharge the men as they sce fit, and as 1t is
their interest, to have as many boarders as they can
accommodate, when a reduction is necessary in con-
sccluenve of less work, or change in the season, they
will naturally discharge any other, rather than their
boarders. It is therefore an object with the men
to board with the foreman, who from the reason
above mentioned must have great influence over
them. Injustice may be done to good men who do
not reside with the foreman by being thus dis-
charged. I have often heard men say to others
similarly circumstanced “ devilmanger if you board-
ed with the Boss you would not be discharged.”
Mr. Elliott keeps a store, and there are two private
stores close at hand, the following are the prices of
the articles sold in Mr. Elliott’s store : pork, from
4d. to 5d. a lb,, bread, about 2d. a lb., sugar, from
5d. to 6d. a Ib,, tea, 3s. 8d. a Ib,, potatoes, 1s. 9d. a
bushel, eges, 5d, a dozen, there is no milk, Gene-
rally speaking the prices of the other stores are lower
than tEose at the contractors, The feeling of the
men is generally opposed to the contractors keeping
stores, but I am of opinion, that if the prices are
not higher than at private stores, they are an advan-
tage for the men who are not obliged to run ata
distance to get from private stores their supplies by
which they would lose their time. 1 beheve that
the strike was arranged throughout the different
sections to be general, and I saw many men forced
to join the mob. My opinion is, that if there was
competition cnough, 25, 6d. paid in cash every .
week, would be better than 3s. pnid at the end of
the month in store pay, and I think where there
is a stcady demand, there will be a supply. There
may be positions on the line, where the demands
would not be sufficiently great to justify specula-
tion, and when the contractors’ stores would be-
come cssential to the existence of the men. The
men pay from 5s. to 7s. 6d. a month to the con-
tractor for shanty rent. Others build their shan-
ties and ray to the contractors 2s. 6d. per month
for ground rent. The Boards were supplied by
the contractors. The strike was purely to force a
higher rate of wages. 1 consider 8s. a day, is a
fair price i the labour performed, considering
that the mew are not constantly employed. A man
is fortunate vho has 20 working days in the month.

On the night of Sunday, the t11th of June last,
I was sitting with two of my foremen when T heard
a knock at the door ; one of the foremen immedi-
ately opened it. [ heard say : “ Are you the con-
tractor 1 *  He replicd no. 1 then went to the
door. Immediately 4 men armed with guns pre-
sented them to my breast, they were not my men,
and 1 should not know again. They said : * Walk
ont." I asked them what they had against me.
They said : « Walk out and we will let you know,”
They were very violent and swore much ; they
were not drunk. I said : ¢ Men, you are not
brutes, I have had great many dealings with the
Irish and they never injured one hair of my head.”
Then I went out. The muskets were continued to
be held to my breast and the question put to me
whether I would give the 3s. and hours from 6 to
6. and if I did not, I had bLut two minutes to consi-
derof itor to live. 1said : “ 1 am sure vou will
not put these threats into exccution.” T heard a
voice from the rear of my house, call out, ¢ fire,”
whilst many of the mob were urging them to do
so. The trigger of one of the muskets was pulled,
but it flashed in the pan.

cided answer. A man then ran and poked his mus-
ket through a pane of the glass, as 1 supposed, with
the intention of shooting me if [ ran into the house.
Several men then rushed on me and onc gave me
a blow on the head and another one on the side,
which left me senscless. This is all I can recollect.
I believe that this strike was a gencral combination
along the whole line for a risc of wages. They re-
turned to tha stare which is opposite my dwelling
house on the Monday morning when my forcmen
Peter Onterson and George Rae came into my
housc where 1 was Iving and said that the property
would be destroyed unless I granted their demands.
Under these circumstances [ acceded. I paid them
for cleven days and a half that they worEcd in the
month of June, at the rateof 3s. a dav, and those
that are now working are doing so with the under-
standing that they will be paid at the same rate as

Louis Isaac Larocque’s Deposition.
[14th July, 1843.]

My father is the contractor for sections three,
four and five of the Beanharnois Canal. I, with
one Symons have the direction of the works. My
father obtained this contract with the condition to
employ the Canadian farmers residing on the spot.

I caused to be advertized at three Charches’s doors
hat we were ready to take in people to work on

the Canal. We waited for about a fortnight, du-
ring which time very few Canadians came to us and
every day we were refusing to engage Irish. Then
Mr. Mills ordercd us to go to work and take what-
ever labourers would come forward, We then
engaged every person whatever, Canadian, Irish
or Scotch who presented themselves, and refused
nonc. 1 gave half a dollar a day to the pcrsons
employed.  About the middle of the month of May
the Canadians employed on our sections struck for
higher wages and shorter hours, but they were
dismissed to the number of 19. On the first of
June the whole men on our sections to the number
of about 750 struck for 3s. and hours from six to
six. They remained quiet and made us no threats,
On the 21st of June last, finding that some other
contractors werce giving 8s. a day, I was induced to
give the same from fear of their committing simi-
lar violences. 1 continued to that rate for about
10 or 11 days, and last Monday I started afresh at
2s. 6.aday. Our hours have always been from five
to seven, allowing one hour for breakfast and before
the strike one hour for dinner, ‘but since we allow
them one and a half hour for dinner. The men
are generally paid every fortnight. And furthey I
say not, and have signed.

T am a sub.contractor to Messrs. Crawford for part
of Section 1, of the Beauharnois Canal, My con-
tract with Messrs, Crawford was 9d. for ever
cubic yard, and 60 per cent more for all the eartg
which was carried over 300 fect, He engaged 10
pay mc in cash every month, and to furnish provi-
sions necessary for the supply of the men wnrkin/i
on my scction, In the month of April he suppliec
me with provisions enough for the men, and paid
me on the 1st of May £40. During the month of
May he furnished me with a quantity of provi-
sions ; but by no means equal to the demand, which
caused much discontent aund distress among my
men—rnot receiving pay or provisions—arisi
from Mr. Crawford not having fulfilled his con-
tract with me. The men would have been satis-
fied to wait another month for their pay, if I had
been supplied” With provisions to support them in
the meantime, There ‘are only 171 men working

| on my section, bosides their families, and the supply
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of goods received from Mr. Crawford, of every
description, for the last fifteen days, has been eight
harrels of flour, about three days’ consumption. On

I am oversecr of the present works of the Beau-
harnois Canal, and was formerly foreman on that
part of the works on that line, which was performed
under the direction of the Board of Works, I was
also employed under the Board of Works for the
construction of Bridges over the Lachine Canal,
I had constant intercourse with the men along the
whole line of this Canal, which it is part of my duty
to visit. 1 have no hesitation to state, as my opi-
nion, that the late strike and the discontent which
led to it originated with the ganzsmen. A gangs-
man is a person placed by the eontractor in charge
of a number of men, and receives generally from 4s,
to 58, aday. This man if properly sclected, and if
prohibited from having any pecuniary transactions
with the men under his charge, could effectually
check any rising discontent, by bringing at once to
tho notice of his Employcrs any cause of grievance,
and discouraging any of an imaginary nature, It
is by the conduct of these men, and by the influence
which they are known to possess, and could exer-
cise, if they chose, that the behaviour of the men
under their charge is regulatod,  In short, I know
from my own experience that they have the means
of fomenting mischief or appeasing it. On this line
these men are not only permitted to board and
lodge theit men, for which they are amply paid,
but they are permitted in somc instances to take
men into employment on their own authority, and
peremptorily to discharge without reference to the
contractor, and in gencral they have horses om.

their interests are at variance ‘with their duty ; any
symptom of dissatisfaction amongst tho men as to
their rate of pay, would niiturally be encouraged by
them as the means of vbtaining for themselves also,
and for the hire of cattle, the same rate of increase.

There is a general fecling
against contractors having stores, and undoubtedly
lthe men with cash could supply themsclves clse-
where cheaper, and with articles which suit their
means and taste better. 1 have heard of men
sclling the pork or bread which they received in
the store, considerably under the price thcy had
paid for them, in order to procure some articles
ilhey could not obtain in the stores. I made it
imy business to enquire into the working system
of the stores, and made notes of it, and I have no
hesitation in stating that there are great abuses in
.it, and that it is one of the most prevailing causcs
1of discontent amongst the men, I am satisfied that
‘the men would be satisfied with 2s. 6d., paid every
. week or every fortnight in cash, and it would be
!more to their advantage than 8s. payable monthly
in storc pay. I have a large family, and know well
what is necessary to support it. I .consider that
a labouring man can supply himself, and make a
slight provision for the winter, at 2s. 6d., if paid
in cash once a fortnight, which I prefer to once
a week, when the savings, if any, would be larger
than on a weekly settlement, and many who would
spend the latter, as too trifling a sum to put by,
would act differently with the other. With an
officer in the employ of Government who knew
well the Trish character, and how to manage them,
the discontent and the subsequent riot, would never
had arrived to its pitch. The present Magistrate
in this place is a Canadian, and the men have nei-
ther confidence in him nor care for him.—And
further I say not ; and have signed.

I have held various contracts under Government
for public works, and been in the habit of employing
from 500 to 800 men. In the vear 1840.1 was em-
ployed on the Chambly Canal. Tpaid to the lahourers,
in the early ‘part of .the season, 2s. 8d. per man:
towards the fall of the. year, when the labourers
becatne scarce, the rate of payment was increased
from 2s. 0d. to 3s. 6d. At that time, the provisions
were much dearer than at present: the hours were
from sixin the morning until six in the evening,
allowing one hour for %renkfast, and ane hour for
dinner. In the year 1841, the rate of wages on the
same work was from 2s. 6d. to 2. 9d., with the
samo hotrs, - In-the year 1842, the rate of wages
was; 28, 6d.—hours the same. During the whole of
thig time we had but two strikes for higher wages,
viz.,.3s. These strikes invariably arise among one
or, two, wha incite the others to strike, and prevent
the othera from .working. .. In-May, last year, when

They agreed at once to do so, and I sent them oft'7 .~
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returned to their work, and no disturbance has
since taken place on that section of the work., 1
am of the opinion. that the prompt interposition of
authority, in ascertaining and securing the ring-
Jeaders, is the only cffectnal means to check the
evils of combination, which would otherwise inva-
riably lead to violence. I have given my attention
to the subject of the quantity of labour that can
he performed advantageously to both contractor
and labourer; and 1 am of opinion that a labourer
can perform as much labour in ten hours as he
would in twelve, 1 know this from having actual-
Iy tested the thing, A store was kept on the line
for the convenience of the labourers.  There were
other stores in Chambly to which they nught re-
sort, At first we had no stores, and were request-
ed by the labourers to keep one for their conve-
ntence.  We sold at the market price, and had the
same profit that other retailing stores had. We al-
ways paid our labourers cvery fortnight.  In Mon-
treal I paid every week. I consider the payment
every fortnight to be m favor of the labourer, but
against the interest of the contractor, as the men
generally lose one or two days at cach pavment ;
therefore | consider the foewer the payments ave
made the better.  We were not bound to provide
shanties for the labourers, but we did so at our
own expenses. and charged them 1s. per week for
cach, which would contain from twelve to fifteen
men, and was ubout twelve feet square. No men
were boarded by my foremen. and I consider the
system to be open to great abuses.  With reference
to the prices of the times. 1 consider 2s. 6d. per
day for ten hours’ work, tobe a fair price, and equal
to 2s. 0d. and 3s. 6d. paid in the previous years.

We had 11} miles of the Chambly Canal to ex-
cavate, under two diflerent contracts, and gave oc-
cupation to from 500 to 1000 men dering four
vears. ‘The rates of pavm~nt varied aceording to
circumstances from 2s. 6d. to 3s.  OQur hours were
first from five to seven. allowing one hour for
breakfast and one hour for dinner, ~ Afterwards, in
consequence of discontent, we altered the hours
from six to six. ‘T'en hnurs actual work we con-
sider to be a< mnch labour as a man can advan-
tageously perform, Our payments were made
monthly in cash. We had stores conveniently si-
tnated along the line for the supply of provisions
and necessaries to the workmen.  We consider
that the interests of both the contractors and the
men arc best consulted by the semi-monthly pay-
ments, With regard to «tores, in many instances
they are absolutely necessary.  We can cite many
instances where men who sought work were un-
able to procure on credit the means of subsistence,
and without stores would starve. Notwithstand.
mg the be.efit thus derived from the establishment
of stores.we know the general f‘eeling of the labnuyr-
ers to be opposed to them. Our opinion is that they
are benefirial to the labourers if conducted on pro-
per principles. Butif we undertook any public
work on an cxtensive scale, with a knowledge of
the feeling above described, we would not esta-
blish them until their convenience had been proved
to the full conviction of the men. Tn short, what.
ever evils may exist in the store syatem, they are

remedied by pavments in cash, and that at the

shortest practicable periods, which we have already

stated to be the semi-monthly. We have always
supplied the men with shanties. We have had se-
veral strikes arising from varions complaints. They
invariably can be traced to a few turbulent indivi-
duals ; the great object in these cases is the imme-
diate apprchension and punishment by committal
or otherwise on the spot, one good example being
suflicient to arrest the evil. The great difliculty
under which the contractors labour, is the want of
an efficient magistrate and paid constabulary, to
arrest the evil at its outbren&(, and before it gains
head, when the mob becomes formidable, and vic-
lent measures must be resorted to.  No local magis-
trate, unpaid. will ever aet on such occasions. There
is amoral effect produced on the minds of the menby
the presence of an authorised Government Officer.
The average working days of a labourer may be
computed Irom cighteen to twenty days a month.
We have no public works in hand now. We con-
sider 2s. 6d. to be a fair price of daily labour, the
hours being from six to six, two hours deducted for
the meals, We prefer Canadians to Irish labour-
ers.  Our foremen had authority to discharge and
engage men, and in some instances they boarded
some of the men.  And further we say not ; and

was free to employ them as he saw best. My only
interference with him was in the way of advice. 1
submit a copy of a deposition which was taken be-
fore Mr. Laviolctte against one Neil McCulloch,
charged with being one of the mob which ussem-
bled before Mr. Grant's Hotel on the 10th of June
last. He was brought before me at Montreal by
one of the policemen from Beauharnois—there was
no warrant. [le was committed by we, for want
of Bail to keep the peace, for six months. No
other person from Beauharnois has been brought be-
fore me at Montreal, to the best of my recollcetion.
I arrested one man personally, who was pointed out
to me at Beauharnvis as one of the Ringleaders,
and committed him to gaol as a loose, idle person.
I made frequent visits to Beauharnois and its neigh-
bourhood for the purpose of inspecting the men,
and ascertaining how the things were going on.

June last, Mr. Falvey came to the Village, after the
firing had taken place, to administer some dying
and wounded men, and in consequence of certain
words which 1 was told by several persons he made
use of on that day, in reference to my conduct, in
ordering the troops to fire, I do not wish to meet
him, or hold any communication with him. The
words which T am told Mr. Falvey uttered on that
occasion were the following, and were pronounced
under the following circumstances, as they have
been related to me § he was knecling in the act of
administering a man who was dying of wounds re-
ceived from the fire of the soldiers. Ile enquired
of the dying man whether he had been engaged in
the riot-—the latter answered that ho had not, and
that he had done nothing ; whereapon Mr. Falvey,
as I have heard, extended his hands over the dying
man, and said,” “ The blood of these men ecries to
Heaven for vengeance, and may my curse, an the
curse of Almighty God, be upon that French Ma-

istrate, and upon the Contractors, ” and it is said
ﬁe added that 1 wasa coward and & murderer ; these
last words were said to Mr. Crawford, who re-
ported them to me. T was made aware previous
to the 1st of June, that the men working on the
Canal had declared their intention to risc or strike
on the whole line of the Canal for an increase of
wages and shorter hours. I was rather unwell occa-
sionally at that time, and did not go to the Canal
to dissuade the men from carrying their intention
into effect ; moreover I knew it would be of no
avail, as Mr. Falvey and Mr. Shanly had both done
their best to induce the men to give up their deter-
mination ; and their efforts, joined with those of
Mr. Begley, Paymaster for the Board of Works, had
proved unsuccessful. I met a few of the labonrers
almost every day some time previous to the strike,
who, when 1 sought to induce them to abstain from
striking, answered that they could not, for it was
out of their power to maintain themselves on the
wages they reccived, particularly on account of the
long winters, during which they had no employ-
ment.  Finding they were determined, I procecded
to Montreal on the 1st of June. I mentioned what
was going on to Col. Ermatinger, but I did not then

.make any demand for an addition to the Pnlice

force, then under my controul, ' This Police force,
consisting of a Chief Constable and 9 men, unarmed,
was plared at my disposal on the 9th of April last.
I hacf previously made several applications for an
augmentation of a Police force, but unaVaiIin;fly.
1 had also applied some time in March or April to
Colonel. Ermatinger for a detachment of troops to
be stationed here. On the st of June I asked
Colonel Ermatinger if any addition was to be made

They con-
tinued shouting, and demanded Mr. Larocque or
Mr. Syinons; and as they were threatening to
smash cvery thing, and as they were going to
force the house to get Mr. Symons, I begged them
1o be quiet for a moment, and that, if he was in
the house. I would bring him out, T went up stairs
to the garret, where I found My, Symons, whom 1
brought out, telling him. * You must come down,
as the only means to save vour property and our
lives, as we are completely overpowered by the
mob.”  Mr. Symons came down, and said, * Well,
bove, what do you want 7”7 < We want 3s. a day,
and obtained them from the contractors below.”
Mr. Symaons replied, *If they give the 3s., 1 shall
do the sunc.” They then gave him a cheer ; aud,
as they were hanging about the house, I told them,

On my arrival from Mr. Larocque’s house with the
detachment of military, under the command of
Lt. Debntts, and with the cavalry, under the com-
mand of Captain Jones, whom I had met on iny
road. we haited here at Grant's hotel, in order to
rest the troops.  The troop, commanded by Capt.
Jonus, consisted of thirty horsemen, Mr. George
Crawtord, who had accompanied Captain Jones
upwards, requested me to proceed down to his
castern section with the troops, in order to protect
himself” and his property, which he alleged to
have been threatened.  As we were about to start,
1 saw the mob coming from the direction of Mr.
Larocque's, along the high road. Their number
hal increased since the time I had seen them at
Laroeque’s: and they approached Grant's hotel,
oppostte the St Timothée mills, shouting and yell-
ing: some of them were also brandishing shille-
laghe and bludgeons, They were not more vio-
lent than when 1 saw them at Larocque’s, but they
were equally so, and their numbers had increased.
When I saw themn approach, I ascended the gallery
of the sccond story-of Grant’s Hotel, holding in my
hand a picce of paper on which the proclamation
provided in the Riot Act was written, 1 was re-
quested by Major Campbell, commanding the troops
which were formed before the gallery, to return
down stairs on the first gallery, which Fdid. I went
down, and standing on the left hand of Major Camp-
bell I ordered the mob to disperse, and return to

!

clamation T read in a loud and distinct voice, after
which I again enjoined them two or three times to
thisperse—this they refused to do, saying that they
were about their business, and would go when
they chose, and some of them shouting and hissing,
and continuing to advance towards the tronps, and
round the housa ¢ their first line was about 17 or

{20 yards distant from where the Infantry stood,

drawn up in a line in front of the hotel, and flanked
on both sides by the Cavalry, which had divided

Litself into two partics, equal in number. Secing

the determination of the mob not to disperse, but,
on the contrary, seeing that they were advancing,
and pursuaded that it was their intention to close
in, and overpower ug, as they had done at Mr. La-
rocque’s, Tordered the troops to fire. The Infantry
discharged their muskets. I have no knowleden
that the Cavalry fired on the mob, but I heawmd
Capt. Jones command his men to charge the mob,
which they did. T did not uider the charge of the
Cavalry, nor did T hear Major Campbell, the senior
Officer present, give any order to that effect,  No
more than 3 or 4 minutes clapsed, between the
reading of the Rint Act Proclamation and the or-
der 1 gave to the Officer in command, to fire upon
the mob,  The rapids run in front of the hotel,
Between them, however, there is a fence and g
thick brush wood, and they are distant between
threcor four acres. 1 saw the Cavalry charge the
mob up and down the road, which is at a distance
of about 25 yards {rom the front of Grant's hotel,
diverging to the right and to the left of the house
to reach the voud, One man was killed on the
spot, by the fire from the Infantry. There were
six men buried after the Coroner’s Inquest, which
took place sume 3 or 4 days after the Riot, from
wounds reecived by the fire of the Infantry. Troops,
with the Police, surrounded the Bush between the
road and the river, and made twenty-seven priso-
ners, who were given in charge of the Military at
the Mills, where they were kept for five or six days.
I did not cxamine them, having no deposition
against them, and having been assured on the con-
trary by the contractors, and by Mr. Shanly, one
of the assistant-engineers, that there ‘was nothing
against them, and that they had been forced intn
the Riot, T thought my best course was to discharge
them, which 1 did the more readily, as 1 was con-
vinced that the one-half of the poor men who had
shewn themsclves in the mob, had been compelled
to do so against their wishes. Since the Riotg, 1
have caused three men to be apprehended and
committed to the Montreal Gaol, withoyt anv
provious cxaminntipn, as I did not ennsider myself
competent to enquire into offences of the nature of
those with which they stood charged by the depo-
sitions made against them. The names of the men
so committed are Daniel Barron, Neil McCulloch,
and Michael Cochran. 1issued no warrants for
the apprehension of these men, or any of them. but
merely gave verbal orders to the Special Constables
who arrested them,  Mr, Seaton; Chief-Constable,
arresied two of them, and the-other was arrested
by one of his men. 1 was induced to do so, be-
cause | had scen Col. Ermatinger cause a man to
be arrested and sent to the gaol on a verbal order,
without any warrants; considering the warrant of
arrest mercly necessary-to protect the constable in
the exccution of his duty.

Benjamin Seaton’s Deposition.—[10th July, 1813.]

I am Chief Constable of the Police force, under
the orders of Mr. Laviolette, Stipendiary Magis-
trate in this place. I came out to this place on the
14th of June last, to take the command of the Po-
lice force stationed here since some time in March
or April last. 'When the Riot took place on the
12th of June last, T had not vet arvived, nor was
{ sworn in to act. until the 14th. Since that time
I have employed the men under my command in
patroling and obtaining all the information they
enuld relative to the conduct of the labourers on
the Canal. They have also assisted me in making
such arrests as I received orders to make. The
only prisoners which have been taken since I ar-
rived here. amongst the labourers on the Canal, are
the following: First—Martin Action ; this man
was arrested 1 believe about the 15th of June fast,
under the following circumstances. Col. Ermau.
tinger was informed by Mr. Shanley and M. Dun-
lop. that he (Martin Action) was one of the persons
who were actively enzaged in the Riots of the
12th.  Action was at that moment standing near
Grant's hotel, in 8t. Timothée, with some twenty
or thirty of his fellow labourers, apparently lounging,
in the absence of employment. Colonel Ermatinger
called t hitn, and erdered him to step out, and the
moment he advanced he was conveyed down to the
Mills opposite Grant's hotel, where the troops were
stationed, and placed in the Military guard,  After
Action had been thus arrested, an affidavit was
made out against him, and sworn to by Mr. Dun-
Inp, before” Mr. Lavinlette, who issued no warrant
upon it, but the prisoner was conveyed to Mon-
treal, where, as I have understood from Col. Erma-
tinger, he was sentenced, under the Police Act, to
two months imprisonment, as a loose, idle and dis-

orderly person., The second person who wag ar-
restcd was Neil McCulloch. He was arrested by
me, under a verbal order given me by Mr, Lavio.

lette. A deposition had been previously madefgy ctober

agninst this man before Mr. Laviolctte, but no
warrant authorising his arrest was entrusted to
me, nor was any such warrant made out. After
his arrest he was not examined by Mr. Laviolette,
who ordered me not to take the prisoner before him,
saying that he preferred he ithc prisoner) should
be sent direct to Montreal. conveyed McCul-
loch to town under the protection of a military es-
cort, left him at onc of the Police Station houses,
and gave Col. Ermatinger the affidavit made
against the prisoner, the affidavit being the only
paper ever Mr. Laviolotte gave me on the occason,
I did not remain in the city to ascertain how the
prisoner was disposed of. Another individual by
the name of Daniel Barron was, 1 understand, ar-
rested last weck, but as I was absent on duty in
Upper Canada, I can say nothing of the circum-
stances attending his arrest, On the 17th instant
I received verbal orders from Mr. Laviolette to ar-
rest one Michael Cochran, against whom a deposi-
tion had been made to the effect that the accused
had extended threats of violence to the deponent
some short time before. When Tarrested this Coch.
ran, I was accompanied by Mr. Laviolette, four
policemen, and four troopers, who remained in sight
until I had sccured the prisoner. The magistrate
accompanied me to within some ten yards of the spot
where I made the arrest, so that it was not he, but
the individual who made the affidavit, who pointed
out to me the person whom I arrested. I took
this man in the midst of about forty labourers, none
of whom cvinced any disposition to interfere with
my proceedings. 1 consider Mr. Laviolette as my
only superior in this place, inso far as I consider
the police force stationed here to be under his
immediate controul. Copies of the depositions
against Martin Action and Daniel Barron are now
furnished to form part of this deposition. That
against Cochran was given to constable O'Neil,
who conveyed Cochran to Montreal under a war-
rant of commitment to the Montreal Gaol. The
warrant of commitment was drawn up without any
previous examination of the prisoner before the
magistrate. And further I say not ; and have
signed.

GENTLEVEN,

As your short stay in St. Timothée did not
permit me to bring before you the witnesses who
heard Father Falvey imploring the curse of God
upon me and upon the contractors, in order to
prove what I stated in my affidavit on that sub-
ject, we have adopted means to procure said affi-
davits, which will clearly prove the facts. Mr,
McDonald, the contractor, offered or sent to Capt.
Woetherall two witnesses to prove the above, but
were relused for some reason or other. I heg to
refer you to Joseph Jones. Esq., Coroner of this
District, who requested Mr. Falvey to attend at
the inquest which he was to hold ; and Mr. Falvey
replied that he could not attend, as he knew
nothing about the riot.  Iowever, he goes to Mon-
treal. and causes a statement to be inserted in the
“ Times,” of the 19th ult., which is absolutely false,
and tending to criminate me to an extraordinary
degree, particularly in the eyes of his countrymen,
whn look upon me as a murderer, from the infa-
mous statement of a Roman Catholic Priest, in the
pay of Government, whose duty it was to actin
another manner, and not expose me as a murderer
to his countrymen, who swear vengeance against
me from all quarters.

Examination of the Rev, Joseph Oliver Archambault.
10th July, 1843.

I have been the officiating Curé of the parish of
St, Timotheé for six years past. The Rev. Mr.
Falvey is the missionary for the Irish employed on

the chapel of his mission; but a considerable
number of them attend Divine Service in the
church of St. Timothée, because this church is
nearer for many of them, Mr. Falvey remained at
my hanse ahout three months and a half, while the
chapel of his mission and the house in which he
now resides were being built. T had previously
been acquainted with him at College while he was
a student, and during my Vicariat at the Seminary
of Montreal.  From all that I know of Mr. Falvey,
I should not think that he was a man likely to ex-
cite those under his spiritual charge to mischief’;
hut, on the contrary, to preach to them submission
to the authorities, and obedience to the laws, and
those by whom they are administered. Tam aware
that it has been publicly reported that 1 was of
opinion that Mr. Falvey had excited a spirit of
insubordination amnng his flock: this is ahsolutely
false I never expressed any apinion of this kind.
T havealready denicd this ealumny in the « Mélanges
Religeus,” and I again deny it now, T have also
heard reports that Mr. Falvey was nnt neccssary
in his mission; but I am ﬁrm{v of opinion that he
is very necessary, and that since his residence here
he has done much gand, and prevented much harm,
1 am also of npinion that, but for his presence here
during the late troubles. many excesses would have
been committed, and the authoritics would have
been in great danger. 1 know that, unfortnnately,
a gond nnderstanding dnes not exist between the
magistrate, Mr. Laviolette, and Mr. Falvey. This
arises, to the best of my knowledge, partly from
Mr. Falvey's having heen dissatisfied with certain
judgments rendered by Mr. Laviolette agninst
errtain individuals under the spiritual charge of
Mr. Talvev: and partly from his having opposed
the granting of a license to keep a tavern to a
person who had been recommended by Mr. Lavio-
lette. T also thought it my duty to oppose the
granting of the said license, being convinced that
the facility of procuring spirituous liquors would be
a source of great disorder among the workmen on
the Canal. During the whole scason of active
lahour, last year, the workmen were quiet enough:
the work wag then exclusively in the hands of the
Board of Works, Tt wns orly when want began
to prevail among the labourers, who had not then
work enongh to maintain their families, that some
of them began to behave badly. From the informa.
tion T have received on this subject, and from my
personal knowledge, 1 am of opinion that the
labourers on the Canal are not sufficiently paid,
more especially those who have carts.  Almnost all
the inhabitants in the neighbrurhond who have
taken any of these Iabourers as boarders or lrdgers,
though at verv low rates, complain that their
hoarders and lodeers, even those who exereise the
mnst rigid econnmy. have not the means of paying
for their board or lydging.

1 am a foreman employed on Section number 12,
by Messrs. Pierce, Black & Co. I have been em-
loyed there since the beginning of April last.
ome time in the course of that month, or about
that time, a Committee of vigilance was organized
by Mr. Falvey, for the purpose of maintaining temn-
perate habits, tranquillity and good order amongst
the labourers on the Canal : this Committce was
composed of one person or more from each section
of the works, Mr. Falvey’s object being to choose
for such Committce the best conducted and the
most influential workmen, I was onc of the mem.
bers of that Committee, Some tine previous to
the last strike, the Committec of vigilance were
made aware, that the intention of their fellow-la-
bourcrs was that, on the first of June, the works
should be suspended along the full extent of the
line, in order to compel the contractors to give 3s.
aday. Some would have required shorter hours,
others would have been content to work the same
hours, at an advanced price. The Committee of
vigilance, after having failed to dissuade the labour-
ers from adopting this course, deemed it their duty
to apprise their Pastor, whereupon Mr, Falvey pro-
mised the Committee that he would visit each sec-
tion, and endeavour to prevent the combination
being carried into effect. I am notaware whether
he did in fact visit all the sections along the line,
but I have a personal knowledge that he came to our
section the same evening we apprised him of what
was going on, and strenuously urged the labourers
to continue their work peaceably, and not on any
account or under any pretext to meet in large num-
bers, or threaten the contractors with any violence.
I have been present at all the sermons and familiar
instructions given by Mr. I'alvey to his flock, since
1 came to work on the Canal, with the exception of
one or two, and Ican attest that he never incul-
cated lessons other than those which tended to
unite the labourers to their employers, by the bonds
of obedience and Christian charity, and to impress
upon them the necessity of respecting and obeying
the laws of God and the Country. I am aware also
that Mr. TFalvey, when he came down to our sec-
tion, on the occasion I have above alluded to, made
a strict enquiry respecting the sale of spirituous
liquors, whi((:lh he had'understood to be carried on
in that neighbourhood, his object being to prevent
such trafic. Acting under Mr. Falvey's orders, 1
apprised Mr., Pierce of the contemplated strike,
some eight or ten days before it was carried into

effect.—And further 1say not ; and have signed,

Joseph Bergevin's Ezamination.—~[19th July, 1843.]

I am a native of this Parish. I cultivate a land
which belongs to me, and which is divided. by the
Canal. I know the price of provisions and the
value of labour in this neighbourhood. The loafof
six pounds, is sold at present for ten pence. Du-
ring the spring, and thence until about the begin-
ning of this month, it was sold at, from eight pence
to nine pence. Pork sells at from four pence to
four pence ha]f—l:enny : potatoes at from fifteen to
eighteen pence the bushel ; eggs, six pence a dozen ;
milk, about two pence the quart ; butter, from six
pence to seven pence half-penny ; moist sugar, from
five tosix pence ; hay, from five to five and a half
dollars the hundred ; oats for thirteen pence. My.
father has a fine land adjoining mine, on which he
rears a great quantity of live stock ; and having
milk in abuudance he wished to sell it on the Ca-
nal. I wished to do the same, and the contractors
sent us away, telling us, if we wished to sell to go
and sell at home, or else to go and sell it at their
stores: in the same way we wished to sell eggs
and other provisions on the Cunal, but we were
prevented from so doing in the same manner. 1
am of opinion, as well as all those of my neighbours
with whom I have conversed on this subject, that
day-labourers cannot support themselves when they
receive only half a crown a day, 1 know that the
contractors in this vicinity have more than once
suspended the work, cven in fine weather : and
the only reason we have been able to' assign for it
is, that they wished to compel their people to get
farther in debt at the store, so as to have less mo-
ney to pay them. It is impossible during these
suspensions for the workmen to find work elsewhere,
without abondoning altogether their work on the
Canal. I know that the contractors have very
often refused to employ the inhabitants of the
place: T myself have been refused at'the price they
were then giving ; we see no other reason for that
than the certainty which the contractors have of
making money on the provisions which they fur-
nish to strangers; while the inhabitants of the
place provision themselves ; and also because they
receive rents from those who ¢ome from a distance.
The day-labourers ought to have three shillings a
day, and they cannot support themselves .on Jess,

_If less is given them they cannot live honestly, As

they are paid at, present, thez canhot. pay their
lodging mouney, being barely able to exist, 'and re-
duced at times to eat boiled herbs.—And further the

‘deponeénit sayeth not, and declares himself unable to
sign—this deposition baving been read over.

Martin Foretier's Examination.—{19th July, 1843.]

I have been an inhabitant of the parish of St. Ti-
mothée, since the 16th of March, one thousand eight
hundred and thirty-two. T know the price of pro-
visions and wares in this parish. From the spring
till a month ago the loal was sold at from cight

ence to nine pence: for the last month, the price
Ea«. been ten-pence, for the loaf of six pounds. Pork
sulls at five-pence; potatoes at cighteen-pence the
minot ; eggs (rom five-puuce to six-pence the dozen;
milk at two-pence the quart ; oats from fifteen to
sixteen-pence 3 hay for five dollars and a half the
hundred ; tobacco at ten-pence a pound ; butter at
cight-pence ; moist sugar at six-pence. I do not
think the labourers on the Canal are sufficiently

paid when they receive only half:a-crown a day.
and these wages cannnt suffice for their support ;
fyr it is to be remembered that the work is fre-
quently snspended—that they are obliged to pay
dearly for their lodging—that the wives of those
who are married cannot find, in the neighbourhond |
of the Canal, any means of carning money to assist ,
in supporting their families, as the wivesot labourers ‘
in the towns and elsewhere can do; and that the'
intervals between the pay days being considerable, |
they are forced to consume tea and coffee, and to
takn ather expensive kinde of prayisions from their !
employers : whereas, if they had money, they could ;
live on potatoes, oatmeal, and other cheap provi-
sions. I think the labourers who have horses are |
more cspecially inadequately paid : they receive
only 3s. 9d, for the man, the horse, and the cart.
After T had got in my crop, 1 would willingly have
gone to work on the Canal with a couple of horses,
if T had found reasonable wages. I think that many
of the inhabitants would have worked nn the Canal
if they had not found the wages tno low, There
are but fow Canadians at work on the Canal ; and
thosc come from a distance. It is with difficulty
that the people of the place can find work; for the
contractors prefer those who come from a distance,
and arc obliged to take articles from the store,—
while the people of the place are furnished with
what they require from their own homes. The
general opinion is that the labourers on the Canal
ought to have 3, a day ; and that thnse who furnish
horses ought to have at least a dollar a day—that
is. for the man, the horse, and the vehicle. 1do
not think that lower wages can suffice for the main-
tenance of the labourcrs.  This is a wabject on
which we frequently converse ; and T am well
acquainted with the opinion of my ueighbours
upon it And further the deponent saith not; and
hath declared himself unable to sign—this deposition
being duly read.

George Crawford, Esquirc’s, Examination,
[21st July, 1843.]

I am a contractor on the Beauharnois Canal, for
two sections, No. 1, West end of Canal, and 13,
Bast end of Canal, and five locks. The distur-
bances began at the West end of the Canal, on La-
rocque and D. McDonald’s sections, as I was in-
formed. The cause was the demand for higher
wages. 1 heard of no other complaint on the part
of the men against the contractors,  Mr. Dunn is a
sub-contractor of mine on part of section No, 1.

My agreement with Mr. Dunn fistly was, that he

should excavate the lock pit. Ile afterwards was
so pleased with the work that he requested me to
allow him to do part of the section also. I told

him that he might continue on the section as long {gu October.

as he found it profitable, and I would pay him for
what he would do. [ agreed to furnish him with
provisions, and, at the end of the month, pay him
what balance would be coming to him. On the
first of June, when I got fromthe Engineers the
measurement of the work he had done up to that
period, I found that the balance coming to him was
quite insufficient to pay his men. The men at this
time had all struck along the line. I went to Mr.
Mills, the Engineer in charge of the work, and
stated to him that it was best for me to pay them
off, so that they should have no cause of dissatis-
faction, and that as son as the amount should be
ascertained, I should give the money to Mr. Shan-
ley, one of the Enginecrs, and that he should pay
them, as soon as a list was made out of what he owed
his men. This list was male out by his own clerk.
I gave Mr. Shanley money to pay them, and at the
same time 1 notified the men to attend at St. Timo-
thée to receive their pay on Monday, the 12th of
June, not having any idca that any riot would take
place at Grant's Tlotel, a house off the line of the
Canal, and opposite which the troops were stationed.
Mr. Shauley was paying them to the very moment
the firing took place from the house. 1 advanced
somewhere ahont £100 over and above what was
coming to Dunn, for the purpose of paying them.
During the progress of the work provisions were
regularly sent from my place to Dunn.  The only
way I can account for want of provisions, would
be of a very wet day, when a waggon could not
move up the Canal with the bread, which could
only be baked at the lower end of the Canal. Dunn
commenced work agiin some time in July. T sent
my clerk up to the workmen to warn them not to
hold me responsible for their wages, as I would not
be responsible for them. They were so notified,
but I stated to my clerk, if they insisted upon
working I would furnich them with provisions as
usual, and that whatever money shouﬁl be coming
to Dunn at the end of the month, T should hand
over to him to pay them, My clerk stated to ma
he had asked the men if they understod him, and
they answered in the aflirmative. Dunn, as asub-
contractor, was bound to settle with the men, and
not me. He engaged the,men, and had the sole
management of, and payment of them. On the 1st
of JuT_v, 1 received the measurement made by Mr.
Kuscinski, an Engineer, of the work done by the
sub-contractor Dunn.  Of this measurement ])Sunn
complained, and I went with him to Mr. Mills. The
measurement was made anew by Mr., Kuscinski,
and the difference of the two measurements
amounted to ncarly £300, I got Dunn’s men at my
office, and placed money there to pay all the la-
bourers up to that period, stopped the work, and dis-
charged l'I’)unn from it altogether. I paid them
with iny own meaey, and will not receive it from
the Engincers until next month. My advances, in
my opinion, sver and above what was due to Dunn,
amount to upwards of £100. I was present at the
riot of the 12th June. I assisted as a magistrate
on the occasion. On Saturday, the 10th of June,
on my way to Beauharnois, 1 was warncd by se-
veral persons who came on board the Steamboat,
not to go to my residence at Beanharnois, as my
remises had been attacked on that day, and my
ife threathensd. I however rode home, and found
the men who had come down from the upper see-
tions gone up again, after having made an attack
upon the store, and threatened my life, if they
could find me. To satisfy them, some were per-
mitted to search the premisss. They went away,
swearing they would retura again on Monday, and
clear the whole-line of the contractors, and throw
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them in the rapids. Isaw Mr. Mills that afternoon,
who stated to me that he would send down to
Montreal that evening for Capt. Jones, of the Ca-
valry, to come up with his troop, and Mr, Mills
sent accordingly. On Sunday morning I went to
St. Timothée to see Mr. Laviolettt ~and Major
Campbell, to consult with them what was best to be
done. I think it was agreed between us, to the
best of my recollection, that I should bring up the
Cavalry to St. Timothée as soon as it came to
Beauharnois, I did so next morning. Before I
went for the Cavalry severa! horns were sounded
among tho shanties, and my men began to assemble
in small bodivs, and went cutting clubs, I warned a
number of them to desist, as thure was protection
for the well disposed near at hand, and that then [
was then going down for protection.  This I men-
tioned to a number distinetly. 1 took the cavalry to
St. Timothée, and I found that a large number of
men had been there, and had destroyed McDonald's
store and injured Grant’s house, and that a small
detachment, thirty meun of the 74th Regt., had been
sent to Larocque's house, where an attack was ex-
ected. I prozecded on with the cavalry toward
arocque’s house. Before I roached it, I met Mr.
Laviolctte and the detachment of 7.th returning.
Mr. Laviolette stated to me that all was settled—
that the contractors had promised the men 3s. a
day, and that the men hacr all promiscd to disperse
and go peaccably to their homes ; we all veturned
then 0 St. Timothde, I was prosent al the fring,
but the only act I performed as a magistrate, after
meeting Mr. Laviolette returning from Larocque’s,
was the order [ gave Major Campbell to sound the
“ cease firing” after the first fire. When we re-
turned to St. Timothée and Grant’s Hotel, it was
agreed between Mr. Laviolette, Major Campbell
and myself, that the troops should move down to
my section, No. 13, as, {rom the threats uttered
against me, it was our opinion the mnb would make
an attack on my place. Before the time appointed
for our starting, we were told the mnb was chming.
The troops had barely time to form before the
head of the mob was before Grant's Hotcl. Mr.
Laviolette warned them to disperse twice, which
they refused. The man who appeared to be the
leader gave the wor! to halt, and the mob halted
before the house. Mr. Laviolotte then read the
Proclamation of the Riot Act ina loud voice, 1
heard him myself, being on horseback on the road.
They paid no attention to it. Tle warned them
once certainly, if not twice, after reading the Pro-
clamation of the Riot Act, t» disperse. e then
ave the order to fire. and the firing took place.
he cavalry fired their carbines, and charged up
and down the road. [t was, [ think, Capt. Jones
who gave the order to charge. Immediately after
the first general fire, for I think some of the Infan-
try fired more than once, I requested Major Camp-
bell to sound the * cease firing” which he did. 1
think there were a few shots fired by the cavalr
in pursuit: I cannot swear to it positively, but itis
my impression. There was no shot fired by a civi-
lian that day, I believe, nor did I fire any myself.
It is my opinion that if Mr, Laviolette had delayed
ten minutes in giving the order to fire, there would
have been ten times as many killed as there weve,
as the mob was crowding up very fast. The pri-
soners taken were not examined, but discharged
by Mr. Laviolette, on the recommendation of the
contractors, The work of ‘my own sections, and I
think it general on the ling, is now going on with
the same pay, 2s. 6d., and the same hours, five to
geven, as before the strike. 1 now pay my men
weekly, and have shut up my store, being deter-
mined to keep none in future. 1 have been a con-
tractor on public works since 1827, in differeat parts
of Amegrica, and the hours were every where the
same. "My men before the strike never collectively

‘'or individually asked me for an increase of wages,

or made any complaint against me.—And further
I say not ; and have signed.

Doctor A, Hall’s Examination.

I am the Medical Officer in charge of the hospital
of the City of Montreal. On the 13th, 14th, 15th,
and 16th days of Juue last, the following patients
were admitted into the Montreal Hospital :—
Jerry Murphy, lugh McCebe, Francis Develin,
John Cox, and John Hart. They were all cases of

un-shot wounds, said to have been received on
the 12th of June last, at 8t. Timothée, at the firing
of the trooFs. One of them was discharged yester-
day ; onc left of his own accord; and the three
others are doing well. From the appearance, one
of the men seems to have received a wound while
facing the troops ; the other four were evidently
wounded while rotreating, as the entrance of the
balls werc in the back part of the body. I cannot
say whether the wounds were produced by mus-
ket, carbine, or pistol balls—the balls, with thec
oxcoptiots o) ofe, having all pessed throygh, and
the one being still unextracted, and apparently
lodged above the articulating cavity of the head of
the thigh bone. And further I say not; and have

Stephen May's Examination.—[26th July, 1843.]

1 keep the mills of St. Timothée, near Mr. Grant’s
hotel. On Sunday, the 11th of June last, at dif-
ferent pertods of the day, small parties of men,
varying from five to fifteen—the whole parties
amounting to about 100—came to the mills, in
which a party of the 74th Regt. was then quar-
tered. I heard some of the men say to the soldiers
that they were going to strike on the following day
for 3s.; and if they did not get it, they threatened
the lives of the contractors; and that it would be
better for the troops not to turn out to assist the
contractors, as they were but few to oppose so
large a body as would turn out. 1 heard them ask
the ntmber of troops in the mills, On Monday
morning, between eight and nine o'clock, there was
a cry in the mill that a ‘large mob was approach-
ing from the eastern sections of the Canal. I went
to the top of the mill, for the purpose of ascertain-
ing if the report was correct, and I saw a party
proceeding along the high road, sounding horns,
&c., and numbers coming from Giban's and Mac-
Donald’s sections, through the fields, to join the main
body. To me they appeared to be about 1000 in
number. When they came opposite to Mr. Grant's
house, & man on horseback came out in front of the
mob ; and, upon wheeling his horge round, the

‘whole mob halted before the house, There were

soveral gentlemen on the lower gallery of the
house ; but I cannot say who they were. Twop or
throe minutes after theéir arrival, I saw the mob
make a rush at Mr. Grant’s house, and an attempt
to surround it. The only trn;gs‘ then in St Timo-
thée were in the mills, under Major Campbel :—an
officer; with thirty men, having accompanied Mr.

—~
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Laviolette carly that morning to Mr. Larocque’s
store. They broke some panes of glass and window
frames in Grant's house, and then procceded to
McDonald's store, which is thirty or forty yards
‘from Grant's house. [ saw them break it open and
enter : they plunderea it of its contents. 1 saw
barre!s of oatmeal and flour, tea, coflee, and other
articles kept in the store, brought out and destroyed.
They carried off portions of chintz, moleskins, &c.,
which they displayed as they marched along up-
wards, in the direction of Larocque’s store. . They
then made an attack on a small house, rented by
Mr. McDonald. They were armed with sticks and
stones. At about one o’clock, 1 saw My, Laviolette
returning from Larocque's store, with the party of
troops that had gone up in the morning at about
seven o'clock.  The troops proceeded to the mills,
for the purpose of getting refreshments, when the|
whole of the troops stationed at 8t. Timothée, cx-
cept eight or ten men, were ordercd to prepare and
pmcecﬁ to Mr, Crawford’s works. They proceeded
about three acres, to where the road from the mills
intersects the high road, which runs from one end
of the Canal to the other. They had proceeded a
short distance towards Crawford’s section, when 1
saw a large mob coming from the direction of La-
rocque’s, blowing horns, &c.  They were then ten
or twelve acres off'; and the ground descends from
Grant’s hill, and is covered with bush on both sides
of the road. I then saw the Infantry move towards
Grant’s house, which is about fifteen or twenty
yards from the high ruad, with an open space in
tront. The Tafantry were posted in front of Grants
house, and a party of Cavalry on each flank. 1
was standing in the high road at this time. A ser-
jeant then said that those who had no concern
about this mob had better leave the place. I ac-
cordingly retired to the mills, 1 had not been there
many minutes before I heard the report of mus-
ketry, and saw the mob running in all directions,
and some towards the river. The Cavalry were
charging up and down the road, and the Infantry
were pursuing the mob towards the bush, near the
mills.  After the volley which was fired by the In-
fantry, I heard several shots fired at intervals round
and about the mills; but I cannot say by whom
fired. Several prisoners were made by the Infantry,
which bad surrounded the bush, 1 only saw two
men in the water. and they were both taken up by
me and a soldier : onc of them was wounded in the
legs, and told me that he had been wounded in the
road, and that he went towards the mills and threw
himself in the Rapids; the other was concealing
himself under the wheet of the carding mill, where
the water was about two feet decp. The first was
in about three feet of watcr, and for an acre
towards the Rapids the water is not deeper, 1do
not believe that any other men threw themselves
in the Rapids. And further I say not ; and have

rocque’s store, for its protection. I'sent a subaltern
and thirty men: the party returned about noon.
Mr. Laviolctte then made a requisition for a party,
to proceed to the eastern section of Mr, Crawford,
to protect his premises. 1 ordered forty men and
one subaltern, under my own command, to pro-
ceed thereto, The party was halted on the Kigh
road, waiting for Mr. Laviolette, when I saw a
large body of men coming down from the village of
St Timothée. Mr. Laviolette thought it better
not to proceed 3 and 1 considered it necessary to
put my troops in a position of safety, as the mob
appeared very large. I accordingly placed the
Infantry in front of Grant’s hotel, and the Cavalry
on cach flank : there is an open space, about thirty
paces, between the road and Grant's house. The
mob halted by word of command on the high road,
facing the troops. Mr. Laviolette desired them to
disperse peaceably, to which they paid no attention.
They still remained on the road. Mr. Laviolette
then read the Proclamation of the Riot Act dis-
tinctly ; after doing so, he again desired them to
disperse : they still remained stationary. There
was a little shouting and hissing amongst them. He
Mr. Laviolette) then said, * Major Campbell, fire.”
On which the men fired a volley, 1 had repeated
the order to firc after the magistrate. The first
line of the mob was hetween twenty-five and
thirly paces {totr the troops ; they had mada ne
advance or attempt to advance on the troops, but
kept moving up and down the high road. From
what had occurred in the morning, as repeated to
me, I was apprehensive that the same manceuvre
might be attempted, with the intent to render the
troops inoperative, but with the exception of a few
who branched out of the road, I saw no movement
indicative of this intention. I consider that the
firing was nccessary for the protection of the troops.
The cavalry fired at the same time, and charged
the mob, but 1 gave no orders to do so. }ad the
magistrate directed me to act with a view to the
dispersal of the mob, I should have acted in the
sanwe way he did.  On the Saturday, the 10th of
Junc Li~t. 1 was standing with Mr, Laviolette in
front os Mr. Grant's Hotel, when a large mob came
in front of the house in a threatening manner, and
I heard scveral «tate that if they dicignot et 33, on
Monday, thev would have blood. Mr. Laviolette
recommended them not to take any violent mea-
sures, but to wait until some arrangements could
be made. Mr. Laviolette had no consultation with
me previous to Monday morning, as to the disposal
of the force under my command, for the purpose of
repressing the expected movements on the Monday
following. The mob seemed to be the same which
had attacked Mr. McDonald's store and Grant’s
Hotel in the morning. The number of Rioters in
front of the house amounted to about 200, but
others were scen advancing to join them from
ahove——the mob, consequently, increasing every
minute.

I am Paymaster of the Board of Works, T have |!
been acting as such on the Beauvharnris Canal |i

since the 12th of July, 1842; and from that time
resided on the line of the Beanharnois Canal until
the last May. The Board of Waorks were then
excavating scveral sections of the Canal.  The
labourers were allowed 3¢, a day., 1 cannot say
positively, but T believe the hours of work were
from five o'clock in the morning until seven in the
evening, with the intermission of the hours of
meals. ~ There were several stores kept on the spot
by speculators, on their own account; and T know
that the atticles sold there were of goad quality,
and sold low, and at the Montreal prices, and the
supply was equal to any demand that could be
made. The usual time of payment was semi.
monthly. It sometimes happened, from my absence
on duty to Cornwall, or some other works, that the
payments were delayed as long as a month.  The
»ayinents woere always made in cash—no deduetions
eing allowed to be made to mect accounts due at
stores ; nor were the store-keepers, or any person
to whom the men owed money, permitted to be
present when the men were paid.  There were no
complaints made by the men in the employ of the
Board of Works ; on the contrary, they were quite
contented and happy. The same rate of pay and
mode of poyment ovigtod, and now exists, on the
Cornwall Canal and the Cascades Road.  T'he shan-
ties on the sections excavated by the Board of
Works were erected by the Board, A shanty,
capable of giving accommodation to sixteen persons,
was let by the Board to persons deserving their
confidence, at the rate of 10s, a month, The persons
to whoin they were let agreed as they pleased with
the labourers whom they lodged or boarded, with-
out the interference of the Board of Works. No
stoppage was ever made by the Board for shanty
rent—ihe men being left to make their own private
arrangements for board and lodging. TFrom the
knowiedge T have of the expenses of the men, and
the price of provisions on the line of the Canal, 1
am convinced that 2s. 6d. a day, paid monthly, and
subject to stare deductions, is not suflicient to
enajblc the labourers to exist.  The general feeling
among the labourers is very strong against the store
system, ‘They detest it and 1 heard them say to
me that they would rather reccive 2+« 6. cash
than 8s. in store pay. [ consider that the profits
which, under the most favourable circumstancds to
the men, arise from the supply of provisions to
them by a store, is caleulated on by the contractor
as & legitinate source of profit. I have known the
Rev. Mr. Falvey, missionary on the Canal, for about
fourteen years. T know him to be incapable of
advising his flock to resist persons in authority, or
commit breaches of the peace; on the contrary,
during my stay on the Canal, I attended his chapel
every Sunday, and he invariably recommended to
his men to be temnperate in their habits, and respect.
ful to their employers, and faithful to their work.
Since the 10th of May, when I came to reside in
Montreal, [ have frequently been at his chapel on
Sunddys, and I heard hin make the same remarks;
and ] know that he used every effort to prevent a
strike, and. ofter the strike, to induce the men to
return peaccably to their work under the old
prices: advising them, at the sane time, to lay
their gricvances before the Government by petition,
and not to attempt to redréss them themselves,  His
intercourse with the men was constant: whenever
he heard of any irre;guhltrity,;he immedintely re-
paired to the spot, and was generally successful in’
correcting it. Mr. Lavioletté, the magistrate, never

jthen' habits and peculiarities ; and, in eonsequence,
. possesses no influence among them, TForemen on

i keep horses working on the Canal, or be interested
in stores in any way. It is detrimental to both
icontractors and men. T know when orders were
L given to decrease the number of labourers of the
chaulmrnnis Canal last vear, and to keep the men
rwith families in preference to single men, that the
‘foremen vetainad their boarders, who were single
-men, and dis-harged the married men, who did not
live with ®hem, and causing great distress thereby.

When they commence.l their section, their work
was excredingly seyere, their hours for work being
from dark to dark—the wages was only 2s. 0d.
per day, which was quite insufficient to maintain
our families, taking into consideration broken time
and dear house rent. These wages, though trifling,
were kept back to the end of each month, in order
that the men should resort to their stores for pro-
vigions, and take them at whatever price they
wished to charge for them, and being of a very in-
ferior quality, particularly bread. Petitionsrs res-
pectfully and sincerely hope you will be pleased to
take their melancholy situation into your very hu-
mane consid¢ration ;and they, as in duty bound, will
cver pray.

Petition of Louis Dequane and others.

To George Wetherall, Robert Lester Morrogh, and

The Petition of the undersigned, cultivators and
other parties interested, of the parishes of St.
Clément and St. Timothée de Beauharnois,

Humbly sheweth :

That they have'long silently and peaceably suf-
fured injuries of a serious nature, and which even
threatcned them with ruin. That in the months
of May and June, 1842, your Petitioners consented
to the making of a Canal, which they understood
was to pass along the upper extremity of the lands
of the first concession (whereby scarcely any da-
mage would have been occasioned in the cultivation
of their lands) and to be of dimensions smaller by
one half than that which is now being made. That
a promisc was then made to them, that, in conside-
ration of their willingness, they should have a pre-
ference of employment on the works, even at higher
wages than those now given ; but that they now
fmd’g themselves partially excluded, and their places
filled by strangers who have sustained no damage

the contractors have caused to gather upon their
lands, by obstructing its discharge, and partly by
the cattle of labourers from a distance, wﬁo persist
by force in causing them to graze in the meadows,
and on the grain, in spite of the proprietors, who
have not sufficient weight with the Incal authorities
to enforce the observances of the law, and are in
danger of losing their lives by opposing these in-
cessant depredations, caused partly by indigence.

That they are prevented from solling their pro-
duce on the Canal, by some of the contractors, who
compel their labourers to wait a month for their
daily pay as such, or to take provisions from their
stores to prevent their families from dying of want ;
and this often at a higher rate than they would have
paid elscwhere,

That they see with extreme regrot their houses
and other buildings cut off from the cultivated parts
of their lands, or at least from the greater portion
of them, or (which scems cruel) themselves obliged
to change their abode, at their own expense, and to
re-inclose their lands, without a fair and prompt in-
demnity, before sced-time, by which they are all
thrown into a state of the greatest penury.

That they are by this unfortunate state of things
deprived of the sums due to them for board and
lodging from the strangers, who for the most part
go off without their knowledge, and in their debt.

That they have been to a certain extent deceived
by the contractors, or at lcast by some of them, who
had promised to employ them with their vehicles,
which they would nnt have procured, had it not
been for the hope of having t{wm so employed on
the work. .

" Wherefore your Petitioners humbly pray, that
you will be pleased to represent to His Excellency
the Governor General, in your report on the com-
plaints relative to the said Canal, their melanchol
and unfortunate situation, which will become stifl
more 80 if no remedy be applied. Up to the pre.
sent time remonstrances have been made by your
Petitioners, but they have been without effect.
Fearing that, if the gricvances are not redressed,
evils will arise yet greater than thnse which we have
now to deplore, we carnestly desire that Iis Excel-
lency may adopt such measures as his goodness,
charity, generosity, justice and wisdom may suggest
to him as neccssary for the velief and satisfaction
of your Petitioners and of all parties interested on
the line of the Canal, &c. &c.—And your Peti-
tioners shall ever pray.

Law before the Legislative Assembly, by command of His Excellency the Governor-
General, and referred to in His Excellency’s Message on the subject of the Civil List,
presented to the House on the 16th October, 1843.

Mr. Hincks has the honor to transmit to the
Governor-General, a Memorandum containing some
information respecting the Civil List, with suggestions
for putting it on a more satisfactory footing. Mr.

currence.

(Copy:) MEMORANDUM.

There is no Canadiun question requiring more
serious consideration than that relating to the Civil
List of £75,000, sterling, granted annually to Her
Majesty by the Imperial Act, 8rd & 4th Vie, cap. 35,
intituled, “ An Act to Re-unite the Provinces of Lower
“and Upper Canada, and for the Government of
“Canadu.” ‘

By the fifticth section of the said Act it is
enacted, that ¢ all Duties and Revenues over which
“the respeetive Legislatures of the said Provinces
“before and at the time of the passing of this Act
“had, and have, power of appropriation, shall form
“one consolidated Revenue Fund, to bu appropriated
“for the public service of the Province of Canada,
“ in the manner and subject to the charges hereinafter
“mentioned.”

By the fifty-second section of the snid Act, the
said consolidated Revenue Fund is permancntly
charged with the annual sum of £45,000, for defray-
ing the cxpense of certuin services and purposes
named in a Schedule, marked A., annexed to the Act;

and also with un aonual sum ol £30,000, for defray-
in
Sgncclulc, marked B., ulso annexed to the Aet, :md;
which latter sum is granted during the life of Hery
Majesty, and for five years after the demise of Her
Majesty.

It is not desirable to enter at present upon the
Constitutional question, of the right of the Imperial
Parliament to make a grant to Her Majesty of a;
portivn of the Revenne over which, as is admitted in
the fifticth scction of the Act, the Provincial Legis-
latures had, before and at the time of its passing, the
sole power of appropriation.

It ought not, however, to be concealed from the
Governor-General, that the Members of his Govern-
ment, in common with the vast majority of Her
Majesty’s subjects in Canada, claim for the Legislative
Assembly of the Province, the sole right of appro-
priating to the public service, at its discretion, the
whole of the Revenue raised within the Province,
whether arising from taxes, or any other Canadian
source.

It must be admitted that this claim is one which
has always been denied by Her Majesty’s Imperial
Government, and that this difference of opinion was
one of the principal causes of the misunderstanding,
which unhappily cxisted in former times between
that Government and the Houses of Assembly of
Lower and Upper Canada.

For this very reason, it is important that no time
should be lost in placing the Civil List oh'a satisfoc-
tory footing.

It is earnestly hoped that the information and’
suggestions contained in this Memorandum, may aid:
in bringing about so desirable a result.

The grant to Her Majesty of £75,000 as a Civil-
List, was made by the Imperial Parliament, in con-

.sequence of the recommendation of the late Lord

Sydenham, at that tine Governor-General of British-
North America. It is stated in the Despatches of His
Lordship, that he had previously obtained the consent
of the Legislature of the Province of Upper Canada,
and of the Special Council of Lower Canada,

On reference to the Resolutions adopted 16' the
Legislative Council and House of Assembry of Upper
Cunuda, it will be found that they give no sanction
to the establishment of such a Civil List as that
granted by the Imperial Parliament. It must be
borne in mind that, previous to this question being
submitted by Lord Sydenham to the Canadian Legis-
lutures, clear and definite propositions had been made
by the Imperial Government for the surrender of the
cutire Revenue claimed by the Crown as Hereditary,
Casual, or Territorial, on an adequate provision bein

made for the support of certain officers of the Civi
Government.

It is important to notice that the grant of a Civil
List had been invariably refused, on the ground of its
oxcess, although the sevvices for which provision was
then asked fell very far short of those includedin the
Schedules annexed to the Re-union Act.

On the 14th February, 1837, Licut. Governor
Sir Francis Bond Head communicated, by Message,

F'resh negotiations were opened on the subject, which
had not terminated when the House was invited to
consider the proposition for a Re-uhion ofthe Provinces.

The Messuge of His Excellency. the late Lord
Sydenham, to the Housc of Assembly of Upper Ca-
nada, communicating the terms on which &er Ma-
jesty’s Government were of opinion that a union
of the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada miglt
be effected, stipulated for the permanent grant of a
sufficient Civil List, * for securing the independence
“ of the Judges, and to the Exccutive Government

“ public good.” Beyond a promise that the salaries
and expenses would. be calculated with a strict regard
1o economy and the statc of. the Provincial finances;

“service, to be lor the life of the Sovereign, and for a
“ period of not less than ten years.”

It is manifest, from the tenor of the foregoing
Resolution, that the House of Assembly never con-
templated the grant of a Civil List, embracing the
services provided for in the Schedules annexed to the
Re-union Act. The permanent grant is expressly
limited to the Governor and the Judges; whereas
provision is made in Schedule A, not only for the
salaries of the Crown Officers, but for all the contin-
gent cxpenses of the administration of justice.

As the Constitution of Lower Canada was sus-
nded, when the terms on which the Union might
e eflected were submitted for consideration in that
Province, no cxpression of opinion was obtained from
any partics claiming to represent public opinion.

But it will be found, that negotiations had taken

lace on the subject of u Civil List, between Her Ma-

jesty’s Imperial Government and the House of Assem-

bly of that Province, previous to the suspension of the
Constitution.

It is satisfactory to find recorded in the Des.
atches, both of the Eart of Aberdeen and of Lovd
&lcnclg, who successively held the Seals of the Colo-
nial Depurtment, an admission, that it was expedient
that the Hereditary and Territorial, as well as ail
other, branches of the Provincinl Revenue should be
surrendered to the appropriution of the House of
Assembly, on the grant of a moderate Civil List.  In
none of the numerous propositions,made during a sevics
of years by Her Majesty’s Governmeut, was there
demand for a Civil List to anything like the extent or
amount granted by the Re-union Act. In the sister
Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, diffi-,
cultics have been experienced, very similur to those
which have existed in Canady, owing to the Jmperial
Government having stipulated that a provision should
be made for services, which the Legislatures of tln}sc
Provinces were unwilling to sanction.  The question
of the Civil List is still unsettled in Nova Scotiu ; but
the Imperial Government have never claimed from
the Legislature of that Province, that provision should
be made for the services provided for in the Schedules

annexed to the Re-union Act.

It is impossible for any Government to support a
Civil List, to which objections are roised, and with
justice, by the people at large: 1st, On the rround
that its establishment was a violution of their Uonsti-
tutional rights ; 2nd, That the services provided for .
are more than ought to be placed on the permanent
Civil List; more than the Imperial Government ever’
asked previous to the Union ; and more than they now
ask from the sister Colony of Nova Scotia; 3d, On .
the ground that the salarics provided are higher than
the Province can afford to pay, with a due regard to)

. the public intereste, and more especially to the main- |
tenance of the public credit. !l

However strong may be the objections to .the%'
present arrangement of the Civil List, yet, with a view
1o presetve o good understanding between Her Ma-
jesty’s Imperial Government and the Canadian Legis- ¢
lature and People, an effort should be mude to avert.
the evils which inust unavoidubly arise, if this question -
he suflered to remain much longer in its present
state.

Kingdom, and_that the permanent grant should be
limited to the Governor, the Private Secreiary to the
Governor, and the necessary contingencies of his
office, and the Judges of the Superior Courts, who
hold their offices during good behaviour; and, that the
salaries of the principal officers of the Civil Govern-
ment and of their Clerks, together with their contin-
gent expenses, should be voted annually, asin England.

Although this opinion is very strongly entertained,
and although the Members of the Provinciul Govern-
ment would experience great difficulty in advocating
a Civil List of a greater extent than thot which they
hove hitherto supported, it may be found expedient,
in consideration of the strong fecling entertained by
the Imperial Government on this subject, and in view
of the interests of the people of Canada, that they
should waive their objections, and agree to propose
to the Canadian Parliument the grant of such a per-
manent Civil List as will, it may be hoped, fully mect
the views of Her Majesty’s Government. There does
not secin any suflicient reason for dividing the appro-
priation into two clusses, and specifying the scrvices
to be provided into two distinct Schedules. T'his has
been found already to produce confusion; but the
principal objection to it is, thut it may re-open at a
future day, a question which has already given rise
to most serious dificuity, It would therefore be ex-
pedient, in bringing forward a Bill for granting a Civil
Lixt to Her Mujesty, to make the appropriation per-
mancent, and to include all the services to be provided
for in onc Schedule.  With a view of mecting the
general demand on the ert of the public for retrench-
ment and economy, and in view of the large debt con-
tracted for public works, the interest of which it is of
the highest importance should be punctually met, it is
nceessury that a reduction of salaries should take place.
A Schedule, annexed to this memorandum, will explain
the extent of the reduction which is recomnmended,
and which will leave the salaries of Public Officers
quite as high as any Canadian Legislature will be
willing to sanction. The reduction proposed in the
saluries of the Chief Justice, Viee-Chancellor, Judge
at Three Rivers, and Deputy Inspector-General, ought
not to affect the present incumbents.  The only items
provided for in the Schedules annexed to the Re-union
Act, which are not included in the proposed Civil

Ast, are a portion of those under the head of * Con-
“ tingent and Miscellaneous Expenses of the Adminis-
“tration of Justice in Schedule A, and Contingencics
“ of Public Offices in Schedule B.”  Therc are many
reusons why it is inexpedient to include these services,
The churges in Schedule A, which it is proposed to
exclude, consist chiefly of the contingent expenses of
Sherifls, Gaolers, Coroners, and other Judicial Officers
in the lute Province of Lower Canada. Services of
a similar chavacter have always buen cheerfully pro-
vided for in Upper Canada, as they sre in England,
by local assessment ; and it is possible tisat some simi-

lar mode of defruying them in Lower Canada may be
adopted by the Legislature.

1t is nceessary to offer some observations on one

item of the services provided for in the present Civil
List, viz. the Pensions,

The system, which prevails in England, of grant-
ing Pensions and Gratuities to retired servants of the
Crown, is considered highly objectionable in Canada
and any attempt to persevere in it will lead to very
great discontent. "T'he Pension List at present amounts
1o the very large sum of about £7000, £2000 of which
is included in Schedule A, as pensions to the Judges,

who might be in actual want. This is the utmost
extent to which any of the sister Colonics have been
called upon to go, and it would be necessary that, in
roposing the same amount fixed in the present Civil
Eist for pensions, the Mcmbers of the Government
should be cnabied to assure the Legislative Assembly,
that every cffort will be used to reduce this item of
expenditure as much as possible.

In the annexed Schedule, remarks have been

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By the same Act it is further provided, that
if the District Council should at any time
refuse orneglect to comply with the foregoing
requirements, the District should not be en-
titled to reccive any sum of money out of the
School fund until stch requirements shall have
been duly complied with, or @ good and suffi-
cient cause for non compliance shall have
been shewn to the satisfaction of the Superin-
tendent of Education.

The Act further provides for the election of
Common School Commissioners in  each
'Pownship, whose duty it should be to acquire
Sites for Common School Houses, to muke
estimates of the costs thereof, and of the cost
of fuel and appendages, and to transmit the
same to the Clerk of the District Council, in
order that the Inhabitants of the respective
Districts may be assessed accordingly ; also to
appoint one of their number to superintend the
School and to manage the concerns thereof,
and to report quarterly the state thereof to the
Commissioners, and the amount of monies
received for the same and the mode of their
expenditure, the number of children taught in
the School, and the number of days of atten-

‘dance of each ¢hild ; also to appoint and remove

Teachers, to regulate the course of study, and
hear and determine disputes ; also to appoint
two of their number as Visitors, and to grant
Warrants on the District ‘I'reasurers, to ex-
onerate poor persons from payment of the
Teachers, and to report annually to the
District Council.

The Act further provides for the collection
of the School Rates, and also of a Special Rate
of one shilling and three pence monthly, as
additional wages to the Masters. The same
Act further provides that no Common School
shall be entitled to any portion of the fund,
unless it shall have been open for at least nine
months during the year then last past, and
shall have been attended during that time by
fifteen children, nor unless the reports required
as.above stated shall have been regularly
made, and the sum paid by the Inhabitants by
Assessment, or otlierwise, towards the support
of the School, shall have been at least equal to
the. sum apportioned ; and it is further provid-
ed that nothing in this section. of the Act
contained, shall prevent the payment of monies
under the said Act, towards the establishinent

strict Law, be no apprupriation {from public
funds in aid of Common Schools,

Now it appears that in Lower Canada,
although .the Municipal Ordinance has been
generally carried into eflect so far as the
election of Municipal Councillors, and although
in some Districts, Common School Districts
have been set out, and in others preparatory
steps have been taken for Assessment for the
purposes of Common Schools, yet in no
instance within the knowledge of the Com-
mittce have the Assessments actually been
levied, or the other requirements of the
Common School Act carried fully out, so as to

entitle the Schools to public support, according

to strict Law.

'The reasons why, in a great portion of
Lower Canada, the Municipal Ordinance has
not been fully operative, necd not now be sub-
ject of enquiry. It is sufficient to say, that a
Law, the execution of which depended upon
the exercise of elective powers by the con-
stituency of a whole country, could not well
have effectual operation if the Law or the
mode of its enactment were generally received
unfavorably by tlie population. It will be for
the wisdom of Paliament to substitute such
Municipal Code as will induce its cordial
adoption ; this, the Committce are happy to
think may be done without much difficulty ;
andin the meantime, and until a more perfect
Systemn of Assessment than is proposed by the
present Law shall be established, the Clom-

mittee do not sce much reason to regret that

the Municipal Laws have not been fully
carried info effect.

The Common School Act deals with the
Municipal Actasifin full operation, but it
appears  to contemplate the probability of
want of observance of forms and requircments
on the partofihe Scliool Commissioners during
the first year after it should itself become law,
and accordingly the want of these forms and
requirements are not under the proviso of the
Actto prevent a distribution of the public funds
for school purposes.

'The independent Schools
for the maintenance of which the inhabitants
of the respective localities have contributed,
s0 as to be, in that respect, in conformity with
the spirit of the School Act.  With regard to
these latter ones, the recommendation is cer-
tainly the greatest extent to which it is possible
to depart from the strict requiréments of the law,
as the want of action on the part of Municipal
Councils did not hinder or prevent the inhabi-
tants of each particular parish or township from
doing what was in their own power to effect,
by electing School Commissioners and by
placing the Schools under their control.

-From the above rules, limitations and re-
commendations, Dr. Meilleur has departed only
in two instances. 1st. Asregards three Schocls
in the District of Gaspé, and three Schools in
the District of Bonavénture, for each of which
a gratuity of fifteen pounds is recommended,

two places werc great sacrifices have been
made, as a help in the building of School
houses, upon the prayer of the inhabitants
themselves, and upon proofs of the merits of
the claimants, there being also a large balance
remaining untouched in that District.

The Committee therefore respectfully re-
commend that, out of the sum of thirty thousand
pounds, being the sharc for Lower-Canada,
according to the Order in Council above men-
tioned, the Recciver General be authorized to
pay the sum of £9290 7s. 6d., currency, to the
Commissioners to be appointed in each Dis-
trict for that purpose, according to the table
accompanying the present Report.

As itis out of the question, underthe present
circumstances, considering the non-operation
of the Municipal Councils, to entrust them, or
any of their officers with the distribution of the
money in the respective localities, and as on
the other hand it would be impossible for the
Government to correspond directly with the
School Commissioners and others in every
parish or township, and to make to them the
respective payments, it is respectfully recom-
mended that His Lxcellency the Governor
General might appoint in each county a certain
number of Commissioners, chosen amongst
those who have cvinced the greatest zeal for
cducation, to be entrusted with the distribution
of the money according to the said tables, and
under instructions sent by the Superintendent
of Education, and approved by Government,
the advances so made to the said Commis-
sioners to be hereafter accounted for ; and for
greater facility and promptness, it is also re-

commended that the monies be deposited at].

In a memorial of the 24th July, 1843, which
the Committee have also had under their con-
sideration, Dr. Meilleur requests to be
dispensed from the visitation of the several
districts for the present year, 1843, on public
grounds which appcar admissible, and the Com-
mittee do not think that a visit, besides the ex-
penses_thereof, would be expedientat present,
as the information could not be collected un-
less each patticular Parish and Township was.
gone over, which information besides would
be only of the same nature as that obtained for .
the year 1842. And besides, the visit, if neces-
sary at all, will'be much better after next Ses-
sion of Parliament, during which, no doubt,
new Legislative provisions will be'made on the
subject. ‘

Under the above there would be still left for
Lower Canada, out of the £30000, an unex-
pended sum of £20209 12s 6d, as foreseen in
thSeLSReport of Council, of the 13th January,
1843. ‘

The Committee perceive, with much regret,
that nothing has been done, or at least reported
up to the presenl time, in the Cities of Que-
bee, Montreal and Three Rivers, which could
entitle them to a share of the allocation under
the law, although the educational arrange-
ments were for those places the least con-
nected with the Municipal Institutions, which
have failed to operate. o

No. 7.—Statistical Report on Education,
being an abstract from Report No. 2 and

No. 4 on the same subject, in Canada East,
for 1842,

PRELIMINARY REMARKS.
May 1t PLEASE Your ExcrRLLENCY,

An Act passed by the Provincial Parlia-
ment, 18th September 1841, for the establish-
ment and maintenance of Elementary Schools
throughout the Province of Canada, provides
a sum of £50,000 currency, to be divided, in
the first place, between the two scctions of the
Province, now Canada West' and Canada
East; and, sccondly, to be distributed among
the several Municipal Districts, annually, in
proportion to the number of children over five
and under sixtcen years of age, that shall ap-
pear, by the Census then the last taken of the
Province, to be resident within cach Disurict,
respeclively.

The same Act further %rovidcs that the
Council of cach Municipal District shall be a
Board of Education, whose duties as such,
shall be to divide the several Parishes and
"Fownships, within their Municipal District,
into School Districts, and furnish a Report of
such a division, and likewise an annual
Report of the Schools in operation, to the

Superintendent of Education; also to appor-
Districts its share of the School Fund in
proportion to the number of children residing
therein as aforesaid, and to cause to be assess-
ed on the inhabitants of each School District
sums of money sufficient to equal their
respective share of the School grant.

The same Act provides for the election of
School Commissioners in every Parish or
Township to take the charge and direction of
the Elementary Schools established in each of
them respectively,according to Law,and whose
principal duties are to hire the Teachers, to
prescribe to them the rules to be observed,
and the books (o be used in their respective
Schools,to visit the said Schools several times,
and to make a faithful report of the whole

once a year to the Wardens of the Municipal
District. |

The same Act further provides that no
Common School shall be entitled to any por-
tion of the School fund, unless it shall have
been open for at least nine months during the
year, shall have been attended during that
time by, at least, fifteen children, nor unless
the Reports required shail have been regularly
made, and 4 sum be paid by the Inhabitants
by Assessment;, or otherwise, towards the

good and suflicient causc for non compliance

shall have been shewn to the satisfaction of

the Superintendent of Education, and except,

according to the 12th scetion of the same Act,

for the year 1812, as it is therchy provided

that nothing contained in the said Act shall

prevent the payment of money as appropriated

under the said Act towards the establislinent

and maintenance of Common Schools as
aforesaid.

Now, although the Municipal Councils have
not generally operated in the lower section of
the Province, towards the establishment and
maintenance ol Common Schools, except in a
few Districts where the School Districts have
been set out and preparatory steps have been
taken for Assessment for the support of the
said Schools; and although in no instance this
assessment has actuxily been done, or have
the other requirements of the Common School
Act been carried fully out, sv as to entitle the
Schools in operation to a share of the public
fund according to strict Law; still, Your
Excellency will be pleasal to observe the
existence of six principal facts which are of a
nature to prove in a satisfactory manner that
the Inhabitants of Canada Last have accepted
the present School Act, and have in a great
measure complied with its most iinportant
requirements, that is: 1st. They have almost
universally eleeted the School Commissioners
for the years 1812 and 13843 :—2nd. They
have divided the Parishes or Townships into
School Districts either with or without the
sanction of the Municipal Council, according
as it was granted or refused: 3d. They have
established Common Schools in their respec-
tive Parishes or 'Townships, and placed them
under the control of the School Commissioners:
4th. They have furnished, by voluntary con-
tributions or otherwise, sums of money
suflicient to meet-their share of the School
grant respectively : 5th, The School Com-
missioners have directed the Schools placed
under their control, generally according to the
most important requirements of th¢ Common
School Act: Gth. Sone reports were by them
made either to the, Warden of the Municipal
District, or direclly to {he Superintendent of
Lduecation, or to hoth, :

Your Excellency will be pleased to observe
that the Common School Act having in con-
templation, as it appears by the 6th and by the
12th sections, the possibility of a want of
observance of certain forms ‘and requirements
on the part of the School Commissioners,
especially for the year 1842, these forms and
requirements are not all rendered indispensible.
Indecd the actual operation of the. Common:

stated, and the probability is, that voluntary |
contributions have been made in'support of all

the Comimon Schools which are in actual
operation, to as large an amount as the School

Act may require to arvise from assessment or
otherwvise, for they could have no existence,

and all these Schools are indeed much in

want of the aid intended to be offered by the
Legislature in support of Elementary Edu-

cation,

The Municipal Council being a body politic
in each Municipal District, over the action of
which neither the School Commissioners nor
any other authority have any salutary control,
if the strict observance of certain forms and
requirements is sometimes wanting on the
partofthe School Commissioners,itis generally
for want of co-opcration on the part of the
Municipal Council in cach locality, for con-
siderations connected with political questions,
and not with the subject of Education.

Therefore, although the letter of the Law
was not at all times strictly observed by the
School Commissioners in all its forms, yet,
considering that the spirit thercof has been by
them followed, and ils object satisfactorily
attained on the one side and on the other,
considering the exceptional power given by
the 6th section of the School Act generally,
and by the 12th section in a special manner
for the year 1842, and the general attempt of
the inhabitants’ and School Commissioners at
setting the said Act in due operation, so as to
attain its object with confidence in the liberal
interpretation of the said sections of the same
Act, it appears evident that the intention of
the Legislature would be carried out sub-
stantially, by the distribution of the School
fund in favor of the localities mentioned in
the following table.

And although there is room in that table
for the exercise of the indulgence of Your
Exccllency, still it seems to rest sufficiently on
a solid legal ground,corroboraterl by substantial
facts, so'as to be convinced of the execution of
the Law as far as practicable under the present
circumstances. I can then but sincerely hope S
that Your Excellency will be pleased to take = -
these facts as leading principles in this im-
portant question, and thus come to the |
determination of ordering the issue of the
Common School FFund in favor of the inhabi- .

Canada at 470,000 souls. It was therefore
supposed that, for the year 1812, it might be!
about right and satisfactory to allow the sum
of £20,000 to Canada West, and £30,000 to
Canada East. ‘

A still greaier difficulty has arisen, also, in
the subdivision of the £30,000 among the
several Municipal Districts in Canada East,
notonly because the number of children is not
designated according to their ages of from 5 to
16 years, as conteraplated by the Common
School Act, but also because the Census of
1831 has not been taken with any reference
to the Municiphl Districts, as they were not
then forined.  After having waited a suflicient
time for the Census ordered to be taken hy
the Municipal Councils for 1842, it being
found so incomplete as not to be able to make
any thing out of it, it was necessary to proceed
agiin in a rather arbitrary manner in the sub-
division of the £30,000 among the Municipal
Districts. The population being much en-
creased throughout the Country since 1831,
especially by the emigration from other parts
of British dominion, and in some particular
Tocalitics more than in others, it would have
been more corrcet and more satisfaclory to
make up the apportionment of the Connnon
School fund according to the Census ordered
to be taken for 1812, But not being able to
avail myself of it for that object, J wasobliged
to have recourse to the Census for 1831
assuming the number of children hetween 5
and 16 to be in proportion to the total popula-
tion of euch District.

Iowever, the following table containing the
nearest approach that can be made to a correct
distribution of the popualation of 1831 between
the Municipal Districts, and to a distribution

of the £30,000 between them in the ratio of |

such population, T hope Your Excellency will
be pleased to approve them, and to order the
distribution of the Common  School grant
accordingly.  In the former, it was not ven-
tured to divide the population of a parish
hetween two' Districts, unless the Census
returns gave duta for the division, but the
whole parish was taken as belonging to the
District which contained the bullke of its popu-
lation ; andt in the latter, the consideration of
all fractions of pounds, shillings and pence was
thrown out of account.

Likewise, it was very diflicult to make up
a general scheme including all the Schools
which have an appurent legal existence, for
want of regular and uniform reports on educa-
tion, although I have sent, as carly as the
forepart of July 1842, printed forms for that
object to the Wardens of the several
Municipal Districts, orto their Clerk respec-
tively, with an explanatory Circular on the
subject. 'The School Act not operating gene-

rally, T have received only three reports, and

at a late period, from the Wardens, out of
twenty four, which, according to law, or the

regulations of the Bducational Department ‘agp cetgbers

should have been sent in in the beginning of
February 1843, ''herefore, T have been
obliged to establish a scheme for the grant of
governement allocations, from very general
facts, scattered in about four hundred various
documents, many of which are far from giving
plain and clear stutements on the present state
of education, with regard to the operative
condition of the Elementary Schoois in Cana-
da Fast.  In such cases, I have extracted the
facts which scemed to have the most favorable
sense in favor of the localities whose inhabi-
tants may have a legal claim, cither expressed
or f{acit, to the gevernment alloeations, in
support of their Schools ; and T hope Your
Excellency will he pleased to view them inthe
siune light, and order the graut of some money.

But, as in ordering the issue of money from
the Common School Fund, it appears desirable
to establish and follow some conditional limita~
tions, I beg leave to propose the following for
the consideration of Your Excellency, that is :
~—1st, the share of the Common School Fund
apportioned to each Munieipal Distriet accord-
ing to the Census for 1831; 2d, the number of
Schools in operation in each Municipal District
which may have a right to the Government
allocation, considering the manner in which
they have been established, maintained and
dirccted ; 3d, the amount of the contributions
of the inhabitants of each locality for the sup-
port of Elementary Schools, either by regular
assessment, or by voluntary subscriptions, or
otherwise; 4th, the maximum sum to be fixed
for each School entitled to an alloeation, cven
when the local contributions might have ex-
cecded.

As to the share apportioned to cach Muni-
cipal District, according to the Census for 1831,
it will be seen opposite the total abstracts from
this Statistical Report, No, 5. ‘

The number of Schools in operation in cach
Municipal District, and which, in my humble
opinion, may be considercd as having a claimto
the 'Government allocation, are of the twe
classes ; that is—1st, those which have been
placed under the control of the School Com-
missioners and were divected by them, and are
reported as having operated satisfactorily ; 2d,
the independent Schools, for the maintenance
of which the inhabitants of the respective
localitics where they ave in operation, have
contributed so as to be, with regard to the
amount of their voluntary contributions,
in confornity with the spirit of the School Act.
These are the only two classes of Scheols which,
I believe, can properly be comprehended in the
exceptional sense of the sixth and twellth see-
Therefore, I would not
dare to take the responsibility of recommend-

R I
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Excellency, ag having a legal claim to the
Government allocations for 1842, although ¥
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may think it to be my duty todraw the (avoura-
ble attention of Your Excellency upon some
other Schools as worthy of a charitable
assistance, which, on being extended to them,
I am confident would not fail to do good, and
meet the ready approbation of the Parliament.

Among the Schools of the first class, there |

are sixty-eight which are reported without any
specification of the particular amount of the
contributions of the inhabitants of the respec-
tive lucalities where they arc established; it is
merely stated that they have been substantiated
and kept in useful operation by the School
Commissioners and inhabitants with the inten-
tion of attaining the object of the Legislature,
and of -obtaining the Government allocation,
and from the general contents of the reports
and the respectability of the persons who sent
them in, I beligve them to be as. fully entitled
to the allocation as the other Schools placed in
like manner under the control of the School

.Commissioners.

There are two peremptory reasons for fixing
the maximum of the allocation to the sum of
£20 for cach Schuol in due operation: the
first reason fot'doing so is, that the inhabitants
being obliged to raise a sum equal to the allo-
cation, they could not in many places reach its

raised higher, it might be the means of granting |

Besides, having in view the preceding limi-
tations in the subdivision of the sum of .£30,000
among the several Muanicipal Districts, the
consideration of the facts, that about the same
amount is provided for the support of the sane
number of Schools which were established
under (he common School Act, expired in 1836,
gives another good reason why the maximum
of the allocation should, at once, be limited to
the sum of £20 ; for, at that rate, the number
of one thousand five hundred and thirty
Schools absorbed the sum of £30,600, which
is a little more than that placed at the disposal

of the Government for the samne object, as we

need about the same number of Schools. In
the course of my instructions to the people,
to induce them to set the Law in general ope-
ration, I always represented that, under its
control, the Government allocation for common
School Teachers, could not be more than £20,
nor much less than that sum, provided the
School Districts were not made more numerous

Now, as these six Schools are the only ones
in operation in the two Municipal Districts
above named, although they have no strict legal

May IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

The Education Commission having decided, in May last,
at Kingston, that the annual report on Education,‘which
the Wardens of the Municipal Districts are required to
make to the Superintendent, should not be transmitted to
him before the second Tuesday of next February, or there-
abouts, and it having appeared to me that these reports
should form part of that which I have to make to Your
Excellency, on returning recently from my visits to the
country parts, T expected to be furnished with these public
documents, when on the twentieth of the present month
1 réceived, from the Honorable D. Daly, information that
Your Excellency desiring to be put in possession of my
Report on Education, I was required to transmit it assoon as
possible to the Office of the Executive Government. I con-
sequently applied myself immediately to the task, and have
finally adopted the following report, which Thave the honor
to submit to Youwr Excellency, doubtless with many
defects, which the haste in which it has been drawn up has
rendered inevitable.

The changes and additions however, which for the sake
of Education, I belicve mysell compelled to recommend to
be made in the law, are the fruit of mature reflexions which
my observations and the frequent communications which I
have had, in the course of my visity with the mostintelligent
persons of the country, have occasioned me to make daily.
So that I have only to regret thatthe little time which I
have reserved to myself to conform, without delay, to the
desire of Your Exccllency, has not permitted me {o develope
them in a clearer and more persuasive manner.

As to my report properly so called, it cannot in conse-
quence of my being deprivedof the help I should have
derived from the Report of the Wardens of the Rural and
Civic Municipalitics, be aceompanicd by many little
statistical details which might have interested Your Excel-
lency. ‘ ‘

Tt is then with pain that T shall observe briefly to Your
Excellency, that the regular operation oi: t.he present Act
depending on the co-operation of the Municipal Councils,
and that these not having in general thought it expedient to
act, cven for the purpose of favoring the operation of the
Education Act, it has remained everywhere, under the in-

fluence of the present Ordinance, without producing any
otlier appreciable effect than that of having induced the in-
‘habitants of the country to make new efforts and new
sacrifices to procure for their children the benefit of educa~
tion, waiting with anxiety for the changes and additions
which, with myself, they ask with confidence, and which
they earnestly pray Your Excellency to be pleased to re-
commend to Your Honorable Council and to the Provincial
Parliament to be forthwith made to the present Education
Act.

In connection with what I have just remarked, to speak
only of a few Municipal Districts, among many others, I
may with justice instance, in a special manner, those of
Sydenham, of Sherbrooke, of Missisquoi, of Rimousli, of
Quebec and of Saguenay 3 and there are certain Parishes
the Inhabitants of which have shewn a courage and zeal
for education which give rise to the brightest hopes for the
future under the influence of the present Act, if, by some
amendments, very easily made, the Parliament renders its
operation more easy and more general

Speaking of the Clergy as a body, I can say, to their
ceedity that their efforts to give impulse to the Act have
been so much the greater in proportion as the obstacles
were every where more invincible, without the elfective
co-operation of the Municipal Councils, And it is just to
observe to Your Excellency that, among the friends of
education who, zealous in the general good, have, in unison
with the Clergy, shewn most anxiety and zeal to put the
Actin operation, the Wardéns of the Municipalities have in
general pre-eminently distinguished themselves, although
without apparent effect. ‘

Buta cireurhstance which has much contributed to pre--
vent the Education Act from being sufficiently known and
promulgated is, that thislaw was not in the hands of per-
sons who, being better acquainted with its principles, would
have been able to obtain from it better results,

The Clergy, that body always active and foremost in the
arena of good, has not been this year provided with a copy
of the Provincial Statutes, as has usually been the custom,
and this circumstance has caused among them unceriainties
and hesitations, which have often retarded their progress
and paralysed their efforts. ‘

As to what regards myself particularly in the execution
of mny duties, in endeavouring to bring' the Education Act
into operation, I can gssure Your Excellency that I have
spared nothing that was in'my power to ensure ity working

adateas remote as 1931, and the Municipal Councils beng
this year charged 1o nake out the general Census of the
country. T thought it right to apply to the Wardens ol the
Municipalities to obtain that of the children between the
ages above menttoned, by o circulary dated the 26th of May
Iast. Butthe ofhicers who were dirceted to take the Census
having the whele year w accomplish their task—which
moreover, has generally been confided to tardy and often
incapable persons, [ have not as vet beenable, even at the
present hour, to furnishonyself watit the complete censnz of
clildren between the ages of five and sisteen,  Sothatl
Live, aa yet, been unable to mahe the diviston of the mouey
which the Taw has placed at my disposition for the establish-
ment of Blementary Schools among the Municipal Districts,
and those districty, the inhabitants of which have had the
intention of qualitying themsolves in the eves of the luw, are
vetin expectaney ol the amount of the sum whiclt is destin-
ed for thein, and have by conteshution, or otherwise, raised
a s, ns neurly as may be, equal to the Governmment
allowanee.

The Commission having been unprovided with any al-
lowance for comingencies, or with any clerieal assistance,
the public service has suffered considerably.

The numerous friends of education, in despair at the
refusal of the Municipal Councily to co-opernte, and desir-
ing tohe enabled, without ity to find some legal means of
puttinz the Act in operation, and being always in hopes of
somewhere discovering such means, and of eliciting them
from the context or from some exception of the Law, have
written unceasingly and still write 1o the Superintendent,
cither to have his opinion or to mve him one on this subject
so interesting o all. And although T might oflen have dis-
pensed with returning an answer, or tight have coutented
mysell with simply saying few words which, in the eye of
law, might have produced good without risking evil j ne-
vertheless, politeness requiring that a letter should not re-
mamn without an answer, and that the answer should always
be of an interest proportioned to the importance of the sub-
jeety that of education hemye of the utniost pussible impor-

tanee, demunds constantly from me much care amd laboir

which, joined to my absence without any person to eupply
my place at the offiee, leads frequently to considerable de-
lay.

T have already received, to this effect, several reports
which extablish in an unequivocal munner the taste and
zeal of the Clerey awd of people for the education of youth,
and I stll expeet many others of a similar nature,

Nevertheless, it cannot be disguired that the inhalitants
of the Country are poor, extremely poor, owing to the
alarmingly fanguid and uneertain state of Agriculture and
Comerce,

Although moral and religious education is specially the
husiness it of the fanuly, and afwrwands of the Chureh,
it alsu neeessanly requires teaching in schools,  Neverthe-
fesy, in localities where the pepulation e mixed, T have,
with a view to ofler to all the childeen indifferently nieans
of general edueation, without aflfecting the particular thith

of any, thouglt it recessary to recommend to the inhabi-

tants to unite their efforts and their contriliutions in arder to
establixh, among them, schools on a suitable footing, with-
out distinction of origin, politics, or religious heliel of any
kind, and in this case, to abstain eavelully from teaching
the dogmas ol any particular seety during the selool hours;
and T have the watisfaction of being able to infom Your
Exceliency that this advice has been generafly listened to,
appreeialed, and followed by liberal and intelligent persons,
because, in their estimation, it promises in practice the
most happy results, ‘

In fact, this manner of proceeding, which, in regencrated
Treland, is practised under the eyes of the Chuich and the
Empire, and produces there a general good effect, which is
incaleulable, favors as much the moral and practical as the
educational interestg of the rising generation, sinee it pro-

woles peace, charity and union, by which, inthe ¢nd,

Society, Government and Religion will equally profit.

Having perceived that American hooks are scatiered in

- profusion over the Country, and that they ave filled with

principles which are butlittic in accordunce with those
which govern this Country, I have (reasoning by induction
from that provision of the Act whieh prohibits the service
of Teachers who are not British subjects,) thought 1t in-

Iu fine, I should have much satisfaction in pointing out
to Your Excellency many other matters of wtility, il
the narrow limits to which I must confine my laboura were
not opposed 1o prolixity, ip so fur ax relates to what is not
strietly connected with the principal subjegt of which I
have to treat in the present report,

As the most cssential object of my report, however, is to
propose the changes and additions which T think it necessa-
vy to recammend to be made to the Education Act, I may
be permitted, in the following pages, to develope these
amendments and briefly assign reasons fur them, in general
observations, which, considering the all-important subject
to which they invariably have reference, will have, U ven-
ture to flatter myself, in the hands of Your Excellency their
own interest, and their own utility.

I take, ‘hcn, the liberty of recommending to the most se-
rious attention of Your Excllency the following proposi-
tions of amendment, the succiney developement of which
will, T hope, sufliciently shew the uecessity for them ; he~
causg, if they boeome law, they will offer, in my humble
opinion, the most proper means for obtaining such an ope-
yation ol the Act as shull be the most general, the most rog-
vlar, the most uniform, and the most useful.

II.

Proposals for amendments which refer more particularly
to the direction of Public Instruction.

The Education Aet being unfortunately engrafied upon
the Municipal Ordinance, the result is that to oblain from
the Act a regulae operntion, it is necesswy that there
should exigl, hetween these two laws, & co-operation and
stmultancousness of action extremely difficult, not to say
impossible to realise, at least for the present in Lower Ca-
nada.

Besides, these two laws which, by the nature of their
principles, offer grest advantages to the inhabitants of the
Country, are oty in practice, exempt from certain defects,
the bad cffects of which it is nceessary fully to remedy,
otherwise there will always result but little or even no good
from their respective operation, even though the working of
the one should ne longer depend on that of the other.

Neither must it be concealed that cducation being as yet
but litde spread in the country parts of Lower Cuanada, the
people ave little adapled to take, uselully, that effective part
wiiich iy designed for thent, in the operation of two new
laws, whose connexion and complication make their re-
spective working extremely difficult, without that informa-
tion und experience which are nlways cesential to the suc-
cess of any important enterprisc,

Again, we know that at all times, the people of every
country of the civilized world have more or less mistrasted
the opetation of new laws, the principles of which they do
not well understand,  They regard with suspicion, with fear
oven, Laws and Institations with the nature and hearing of
which they ate not sufficiently acquainted, and the advan-
tageous results of the operation of which they cannot, in
consequence, cither foresce or appreciate by anticipation,
Andit may he said that popular Institutions, although they
have heen asked and expected for anumber of years, are,
for the people of Lower Canada, thingy vel new, which in
the outset require 1o be offered 1o them with that degree of
simplicity and facility of action, and that cconomy in the
procendings which command the confidence of the people,
and easily persuade them that they are as practicable and
aseful as they are desivable for all.

Thuy, they having hut little practice ot aptitude intnking
an active part in the operation of similar Institutions, and
perhaps in o slight degree also,prejudices and prepossessions,

which, by the nature of their principles, ought to have met

|| with the simultaneous approbation and support of the peo-
liple and the authoritics, are, for the formor, a mero dead

letter,

It is not surprising, then, that the people of Lower Cana-
dn, whers popular Institutions are yet in their infaney, have
not been able to perceive distinetly, in the combined asd
complicated machinery of these two laws, all the advan-
tages which may result from (heir respective operations,
when, by their separation, theiraction shall be made inde-
pendent and reqular. "

But to obtain the important object which T am charged to
have specially in view, Your Excellency will casily perceive
that more is required than an Education Act ; means are
still needed to carry it into effect, shich, in the hands of the
persons to whom it shall be entrusted, may render its opera-
tion certain. ‘

Now, this Education Act exists,—we have had it, it is
true, for thelast year, and it is everywhere replete with
liberal and just principles, the operation of which will lead
to the most advantageous results if, by some amendments,
they wre allowed to act, independently, if they are freed
from nil extmncous influence, from all untimely co-opera-
tion, und if their action is dirccted and fortified by that
proper combination of mildness and severity which leads
recossarily to the desired end,

{ should helieve, then, that Tivas signally wanting in the
honourable mission which it has heen Your Excellency’s
pleasure to entrust to me, were I not to forewarn you of the
danger which there would be.in attacking this lavw in its
fundamental principles. ‘

Indecd, there is nothing which, as respects education, I
should recommend with as much earnestness and solicitude
as the preserving intact, the fundamental principles of the
present Act, to the positive and negative cficets of which it
has pleased Your Dxcellency to allude in your specch at
the opening of the last Session of the Provincial Parliament.

Thus, in proposing, as it is my duty to do, amendments
to this law, all that 1 have inview is to suggest the meany
which, in my humble opinion, would be the most proper to
facilitate the usefnl operation of its principles, the excel-
lence of which is o sure snfeguard against the abuse of
power and proselytiam, and against encronchment on those
colleetive and general privileges with which each origin and
each distinet religious sect ought willingly to be content and
satisfied, seeing the practical impossibility of being able to
give o a mixed population, like ours, an Education Law
perfeetly adapted to the particular taste, the peculiar
op'nlﬁon, and the perbaps somewhat exclusive notions of
cach. ‘

A law such ns this would be an anomaly, alaw of ex-
ception,—ilie granting of which, if it were possible, would
be as absurd a8 impolitic—one might say pernicious—since
as many distinct provisions would be required as there were
origing or particulnr sects, and these provisions would serve
rather to nourish prejudices and party epirit than to extend
education in the country,

It is suflicient, then, that each. origin, each sect which
might be found in o relative minority in any loeality, should
be protecied by law against the oppression and injustice of
which the majority might possibly become guilly towards
them, andthis guarantee, so neceszary for the protection of
the poor and the weak, is offered in clear terms by the

present law, in an explicit, unambigtious and: positive man-

ner.  See the 11th Clause of the Act.

The amendments, (herefore, the adoption of which I

think it my duty to rccommend'to Your Excellency, relate .

{o mere matters of detaily butare perhaps indispensable.

Now, the first and most "important of the amendments

which T take the liberty of suggesting to Your Excellency,

is that by which the Fiducation Act should be made inde-

pendent of the Municipal Ordinance.
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The consequence of the connection of the Educationi
Act with the Municipal Ordinance by which the former is'

="~ madg dependent, (or the regularity of its action, on the co-!
7th November. operation of the Municipal Councils, ix that even although |

the said Councils shoukd be well disposed in favor of educax
tion, and inclinad to Jend theiz aid ta the working of the
Act, as they are required to do, there would still be impor-
tant obstacles to surmiount, because of the camplication of'f
the conjoint operation of two bodies apposed to each other,
and possessing powers and attributes separate and distinet,
which, in the present state of things, it is impossible to unite
casily for obtuining one and the same objeet.

The fact is, that the granting of Municipalitics to the
inhabitants of Lower Canada is premature : they are not
yet, in general, sulliciently instructed to be able to take with
advantage the eflective part which has heen assigned to
them, in consequence, it is impossible to abtain {rom the
Municipal Countils a prompt, regularand eficetive co-upe-
ration. L

Thus, for a people among whom popular Tnstitutions are
still in their infancy, and who, moreover, ave hittle habituated
to taking part in the cperation of the laws which govern
them, it would be dangerous to muke the fate of a system
of elementary education depend on the co-operation of two
Institutions, on the simultancens action of two public
bodies, to the great hazard of depriving the nsing generation
of its wvatuable benefits, as unhappily has been the case
this year. For cven though Municipalities should be
granted to the people in the form most proper to forward
theirintarests and satisfy their wants, the result would never-
theless be, that they would only advance with a slow and
timid step in the path of public improvements, and in the
proceedings relative to education,

And farther, the creation of opposing powers which, in
a system of laws, serves generally as a counterpoise, and
counterbalances in so salutary a manner, opposite ideas and
auts, is an obstacle and often an absotute hindrance to the
well working, otherwise caxy, of the hest Jaws.

In the state in which the country is, the people, who,
for reasons mentioned above, are partly opposcd to the ac-
tion of Municipal Tnstitutions, at least to such as they at
present possess, are equally opposed to the co-operation of
the Municipal Councils, and the lauer, being a political
body and clected by the people, will not act, because they
believe that they ought not to act, contrary to the wish, in
gencral strongly expressed, of their Constituents, whom a
want of intclligence and experience in these matiers keeps
in inacton, passively enduring all that may be said by their
opponcnts, which has the effect of creating suspivions, mis-
trusts and fears which may yet last a number of years, and
for which there scem to be no other remedies than those
which a better education, timey and expenience may aflurd,

Thus then, in place of calling on two bodies of men, or
two classes of officers belonging to two different institutions,
of calling on them, T say, to act simultaneously for one and
the same end, 1 venture to think that Your Excellency
will admit that it would be infinitely more useful for the
well-working of @ general and practical system of education,
to concentrate, in the person of the School Commissioners
the powers devolved on the Municipalty in this matter,
This would be the most certain means of facilitating, of ac-
celerating the operation of the Education law, and of obtain-
ingin a more certain and prompt manner, results as advan-
tageous as they are desirable for all classes of society col-
lectively. I can assure Your Excellency that this opinion,
far from being peculiar to mysell) is shared hy all the friends
of education and even by the ntass of the people in Lower
Canada.
of this incontestible fact in the petition of the County of
Beauhurnois on this subject, and I am perfoetly conviteed
that if this manner of expressing, if this proof has not been

more common, it is because in this mnatter the rest of the !

country renoses every confidence in the expected effect of
my representations to Your Exceliency.

I, however, notwithstanding these considerations, it is
judged proper to continue, for any purpose, the connection
of the education Act with the Municipal Ordinance, ITam
humbly of opinion that the whole action of the Municipal
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» Couneils should be confined to raising the necossary funis
{or the support ol clementary schools, and in this case, that

cien for this important object,

Situated us I have the honor to be, relatively to the edu-
ceation Act and 10 the government, [ believe it my duty to
urge the amendment by which this Act would be made in-
dependant of the Municipal Ordinanee hecause it is ex-
tremely important, and even indispensable to the easy and
economical operation of the edueation Aet, gince it would
reduce the officers under that Actto the number of the
' School Commisstoners already determined by law, for the
- varions localities, and the Superintendest for ally in each
section of the United Provinee.

If it be objected to this proposed amendment that the
pecuniary department will sufler thereby, beeause it re~
quires some particular Officers for the eflicient earsying out
of the Fduemtion Act as respeets the necessary funds, my
i answer is simply, that Assessors, Colleetors and a Treasurey
could be chosen by the people, at the clection of the
Parish  Officers, especially for this object, These men
might act #o as better to meet the views of the Education
Act and the opinions of the people, who would then have
nothing to fear from the pelitieal views which might other-
wise exert an influene¢c over them, or from the ulterior
power of taxing them for any other purpesc whatsecver.
The people would never regard with an evil eye these men,
special officers of their own choico, and whose limited
power woull have reference to the sole object of education
in each particular locality, and who would moreover follow
the rules of form and proceeding preseribed in thic law.

A District Treacurer ix therefore unnecessary for carry-
ing the Education Act into efleet, since the sanction of the
Superintendent would be amply sufticient to authorize the
Reeeiver General of the United Provinee, to pay to the
| Commissioners of Edueation of each loeality the Govern-
ment allowance to which they might be entitled, as proved
to the Superintendent of public instruction by 2 certificate,
which they should be held to furnish to him, to this efect,
cach ysar, nceording to the requirements of the law,

This method would be the means of econotnising, or of
avoiding travelling expenses, retardwents and delays in the
business, and a Purish or Township Treasurer whom the
inhabitants would themselves appoint ench year,to be the
depositary of their own monoy, would suffice, and wonld
be infinitely more agrecable to the peoble, heeause this

elective Treasurer, being constantly under the eye of the
g b

cality, would ingpire confidence and daily afford a facility
cand a degree of convenience in business, which it is im=
possible otherwize o obtain with the samo degree of case
- and sutisfaction.

But even although the services of a District Treasurer
should he judged necessary, it does not the less follow that
in all other respeets the Municipalities ought to have
nothing to do with carrying out the Act of Education.

The organisation the plan of which, as far as relates to
money natters in the operation of the Edwcation Aet, has
just been explained,will not only have an action casier, and
more useful to the canse of general instruction, but also more
agreeable to the sentiments and the views of the people
who, by thig means, will svbmit very willingly to the
operation of a general tax for the sole objeet of education,
Ttis for this reason that this amendmentto the law hes
appeared to me of ubsolute urgency and necessity, becuuse,
on the one hand, Tknow the invineible repugnanee of the
people to having the power of taxing them confided o per-
sons who might make uso of it for other purposes than
those of education «without their consent, as also their
strong objections to have their mency carried out of their
usual place of residence, and to the necessity under which
| they now are el making a journcy to obtain that which
i the expenses of oblaining  leaves nothing that can com-
Ipensate them for the sacrifice of time, &e. &e., which they
jare compelled 1o make by the present Act 5 and, on the
rother hand, it is evident that the operation of the law wilk

But Your Excellency will be pleased to permit me to re-
turn hereafier to this subject which, like many others, pos-
seas an interesythe degree of which can only be appreciated
hy experience. ‘

From all that hasbeen stated in this bricf devclopement,
whichi would bear to be extended to & much greater length,
the clear inference i, that the entire dircction of public in-
struction  shonld be exclusively entrusted 1o the School
Commizsioners of the several luealities and to tho Superin-
tendent, who would guide it throughout by his instructions
and adviee, for which, by the express terms of the law, he
is virtoally responsible to the people as well as to the go-
aernment.

Thus, conformable to the amendment T have proposed,
the School Conumnissioners would not have too much power,
and the Superintendent, who would liave no more than he
now has, would still have suficient.  The question woull
then only be to define their respeetive duties, which would
perhaps thus be a little increased for each of them, but
would still be easy of exceution and directly productive of
good,

But that T may be better understood, I request the permis-
sion of Your Excellency to say, apart from other matters,
a (ew words touching the persons who are specially charged
with the direction of public instruction.

1stly—As to the Commissioners of Eucation ; ifto the
rights and powers which they have already by the Act,
there be added that of dividing their Parishes or Townships
respectively into School Districts, of certilying the employ-
ment of the funds of the people for the support of the said
schools,of requiring returns of the proceedings of the Assessors,
the Collectors and the Treasurer, as well as of the Teachers
in their parishes or townships,and of making thetr annual re-
port directly to the Superintendent of public instruction, it
may be said that they will then have all the riéhts and all the
powers necessary to the vight direction of the Schools confid-
ed to their immediate superintendence, 50 as to be able to
carry on the good work to the advantage and satisfaction of
all, without distinetion of ovigin, politics, or religlous creed ;
and their duties will be very casy to fulfil, if, by the amend-
ment to the Aety it be provided that they should have lite-
rary and moral qualifications conformable to the honorable
employment, and to the great responsibility with which they
are invested.

The urgent necessity for this twofold qualification of the
School Commissioners is casily understood, when we ob-
serve that they have the absolute direction of theclementary
Schools of their respective localities, and that their anntal
reportis nothing else than an account rendered of their ad-
minisiration without being subject to wait for the approba-
tion of any one hefore they act, as was the case under the
old Education laws with regard to the School visitors who
consisted of persons from five classes, and for the most part
of political men, such as Legislative Couneillors, Members
of the Assembly, Magistrates, the principal Militia Officers,
and the Members of the restdent Clergy, and this ipso fucto.

For a number of years, experience and practical observa-
tion have convinced me that the persons charged with the
management of Schools eannot {ulfil, honorably for them-
selvos and usefully for others, the important dutics of their
charge, without having at least a’ certain Education, and
1 have, therefore, alwags been of opinion that the Trustees
or the  School Commissioners being charged, us they are,
with the direction of the elementdry Schools of their respee-
tive localitics, ghould have certnin qualifications o be fixed

+ by law,

When,in 1836, T formed part of the Committee of Edu-
‘eation, as Member of Parliament for the County of L'As-.
somption, now ealled Leinster, I recommended that a moral
and seientific qualification should be required by-the law,,

then in contemplation, on the part of the Trustees of Ele-.

certain qualitication for the School Commissioners, without
which we cannot reasonahly reckon on the effectiveness of
their administration of the law concerning Elementary
Schools. At the presentday, Iam more than ever convine
ced that, to obtain this important object, this qualification is
necessary. ‘

The Education Act ought, then, to require in the School
Commissioners a certain scientific and moral qualification,
which should consist 1n being able at lenst, to read, write
and cipher, and in being of an irreproachable moral cha-
racter.

For, without these qualifications, so necessary to the
proper carrying out of the Education Aect, and without a
perfeet neutrality as to cousiderations of origin, politics, or
party, they are absolutely unfit to fulfill usefully the duties
attached to their office; they cannot exercise over the
schools under their charge that superintendence and that
influence which they should be able to exercise, in order to
acquit themselves of their daily duties with honor to them-
selves and advantage to the progress of Education.

' T venture, then, to flatter myselfthat, for the advancement
of education, Your Excellency will be pleased to recom-
mend to Parliament a change in the law, hy which a cer-
tain qualification shall be required in the Sehool Commis-
sionners, - ‘

It may also be observed, thatthe want of these qualifica-
tions, evidently, necessary to the progress of education in the
country, is equally discouraging like another, and is a virtual
depreciation of the profession of aTeacher which contributes
greatly to disgust with this art, as honorable as it is useful,
moral and educated men who, for this reason, ay also from
the medioerity and paucity of the emoluments, withold their
talents and acquirements from the art of teaching, which,
by this deplorable circumstance, instead of being honored
among us, is unfortunately degraded.

In effect, it requires a very great self-denial and moral
courage to cnable a man, possessing the requisite moral nnd
educational qualifications, thus to surrender himself, when
he can do anything else, to the blind and absolute power of
men who, deprived of the light of science, and often even of
that of sound reason, are morally incapable of appreciating
in others these fine qualities ; and if the force of circum-
stances obliges them to submit to this state of things, it will
will be merely while waiting for something better, looking
always for the means of emancipating themselves from it as
soon as possible.

From which it follows in the first place that it is extrome-
ly difficult to procure men properly qualified as Teachers,
both as to acquirements and morals; and in the second the
sume difficulty exists to procure for this calling, men of ex-
perience, because, not'finding in it any appreciation of their
qualitics, nor the consideration due to their respectability,
nor the meany nccessary to sustain the respectable rank
which they are entitlied to hold in good society; they are
constunily occupied with the means of providing for them-
selves in some other way, and willingly give up teaching as
oot s they can do so with pecuniary advantage. Such
arc the great evils which most injuriously affect the pro-
gress of instruction, constantly produced by the want of
proper qualifications in the Schiool Commissioners, and the
mediocrity of the emoluments of the Teachers.

Again, when our farmers and’ artizans see that popular
offices, of honor or profit, that charges both of trust and of
the greatest responsibility, and cven the direction of the
public instruction, are thus confided indifferently to men
without education and devoid of the first principles of the
necessary qualifications, are they not thereby discouraged
from making thesactifices and efforts necessary to'procure
to their children the blessings of education 7 Ts there not
a positive inversion of the order of  nature, tending to
distort the ideas of the people and to ‘keep them ih a state of
deplorable'indifference as'to duties Which nature, sdciety

and religion, all imperiously impose upon them’ towdrds
IM}hcir children? ‘ ‘ o
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This want of proper qualifications in the School Com-
missioners is, then, a great and evident evil, for which as re-

At fpects the intercst of Education, it is extremely important
T Peovember. to provide an effective romedy, and T ventare to flatter my-

self that Your Excellency being well convinced of this,
will be pleased to recommend the adoption of such a remedy
to the Provingial Parlinment.

The School Commigsioners should moreover he. required
to discourage every kind of distinetion of ovigin, of politics,
or of party, in the localities where the schools under their
dircetion are situate.

On the other hand, the number of indispensable visits,
which by the terms of the present law, they are required v

make, might he reduced to one yearly visityhesides their pre-

sence, or at least that of the majority of them, at the publie
examination of the pupils in cach school under their control,
at the close of each year, as hiereinafter mentioned.

To lighten the task of the School Commissioners, and to

give to the working of the Act an importance and an add- |

tional guarantee of success and satisfaction, local visitors,
acrording to the mode practized under the Edueation Act
which espired in 1836, might be appointed by the law itself,
by designating, for this purpose, all the members of the
Clergy, all the members of Parliament, the senior Magistrate,
and the officer in Militia, highest in rank, residents, and the
senior acting Church-wardens, ipso feclo. These visitors
should have no other privilege than that of visiting the
schools of each Pansh or Township in the County, utall
times when they might think fitto do so, either individually
or coliectively, and of making annually,to the Superinten-
dent of Education, a report of the state of the schools under
their jurisdiction, accompanied by such remarks and sugges-
tions as they might think fit to make, without exercising any
other powers,

To diminish the labour o?‘ the Commissioners, and to
facilitate the rogistry of their proceedings, they should have
the nght of naming for this end a Clerk, ad 4oc, to whom
there shoud be paid, outof the funds raised in cach Parish
or Township, for the support of schools, a small sum not
exceeding £15 a year, which the Commiissioners should
have the power of reducing still farther.

2ndly. But, if it be necessary to require, in the Elective
Schoo! Cummissioners, certain qualifications indispensable
to the right execution of their duties, it is not less necessary
to qualify their electors also,  Now it would he easy to es-
tablish the qualification of these last, by deciding that those
only who are entitled to vote at the eleetion of a Member
of Partiament for the County, should be for the future, the
electors of School Commissioners of Education j this will be
the means of giving to this clection a fitting impertance, and
of thereby ensuring a better choice of Comnumsioners,

If it be importaut to establish a gualification for the
clectors of the Members ol Purliament, because they are
called to take part in the making of laws, it is not less impor-
tant to establish a qualification for the electors of the School
Commissioners,since they are called upon to form for society
men who not only, in their turn, will take part in making the
laws of the country, but who will also have daily to carry into
effcct boththe public und private laves, Ttis therefore very im-
portant to provide also for the qualification of the electors of
the School Commissioners, and I venture to flatter mysell that
Your Excellency will be pleased to recommend the easy
methad of effecting this, which I have now the honour of
suggesting. .

It would he doubtless better that the Commissioners of Edu-
sation, ke Members of Parliament, should only be elected
every fourth year. Because being clected yearly, the
changes which necesssarily takes place at timog,in this body,
nccasion inconveniences which retard the progress of eda-
cation, even were it only from want of expericace in the
newly clected, experience, everywhere so important, being
in scholastic affairs as in all olhiers, ouly acquired by time,
practice and observation.

3rdly. But there is still 2 body of men who, if judiciously
s_elccted from the friends of science, and virtuous and en-
lightened men, would render the greatest services to the

, canse of education 3 a body of men whose co-operation in
carrying out the Education Act would powerfully con-

vince.
tions, ax in France and clseshere, would protect the art of
teaching, and would ensure the requisite qualifications in
the Teachers, cach of whom shoutd e required to undergo,
before pne of theny, an examination suited to those branches
of education which he is destined to teach.

These Boards of Examiners might be named by Your
Excellency, or by the Governor for the time being, in the
saine manner, and in pursuance of the same principles,
according to which the sixteenth clause of the present Act
provides for the nomination of Commissioners for the In-
corporated Cities.

Some experienced Teachers might be admitted into these
' Boardy, whose gond education and experience would he not
only a recommendation for their admission, hut would also,
offer a much more certain guarantee that the examination
would be copducted in a practical manner, and in accord-
ance with the requisite qualifications for teaching.  These
experienced Teachers, forming part of the body of Instruct-
ors, would be considered to he versed in their profession,
and 1o have at heart, more than any one clse, the protection
of its honour and integrity.  They would be, therefore, for
these reasony, in addition to those before stated, move likely
to perform, with usefulness, the duties of Examincrs.

Similar Boards exist in New Brunswick. Fhere is one
in cach County, named by the Governor, who takes the
members {rom among the Magistrates of the County. In
France, there esist also similar Boards which are under the
control of the Minister of Public Instruetion § and it is
everywhere allowed that these Boards are of an infinite
utility in preventingabuses and ensuring the due performance
of the duties of teaching, and thus promoting the public
good.

Having heen {or alo g time persuaded of the great utility
of these Boards, Trecommended in 1836, when T wus a
Member of the House, and in 1838 in my letters on Edu-
wation, their establishment in the judicial Districts of this
part of the Provinee, to give to the proposed Education Act
a primary co-operation wlich should he at the same time
its point of departure and its support, and at the present day
my convietion is unchanged.

The practicability and utility of the Boards of Examiners
of those who are candidates for becoming Teachers, and
the great advantages which would resultfrom their operation,
are easily perceived, when we bear in mind the regularity
and uniformity which they ensure in the admission of
Teachers, and the guarantee they aflord of their morality,
capacity and respeclability 5 of the general respect, confi-
dence and consideration by whielt they will be sureounded,
and of greater uniformity and of a better success in their
teaching. The regular operation of the Boards of Exami-
ners would be, in fact, better adapted than any thing else
to prevent partiality and favoritism in the admission of
Teaehers 5 nnd to gnard against their incapacity in the art
of teaching—an art at present hittle respected, and even de-
graded, because too little importance is generally attached to
theadmission of Teachers, whose profession is consequently,
from the beginning, without hasis or protection.  In a word,
wo may sum up the vast advantages which would result
from the well regutated operation of the Boards of Exami-
ners, hy simply observing that it would be the muving.
power and soul of the well-working of any Education
Act.

T think it iny duty, therefore, to pray Your Excellency
to be pleased to recommend the establishment of these
Boards of Examiners, one of which might be placed at the
chief place in each Judicial District, for the admission of
Teachers after examination.

Under a law thus arranged, Your Excellency, or Your
Successor, using the power which would be given by it to
that effect, might establish one of these Boards in each of the
following places, viz: one at Quehee, one at New Carlisle,
(District of Gaspé), one at Sherhrooke, one at Three Riv-
ers, one at Montrealy and one at Aylmer ; and the law might
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fix the quorumn at five memhers aa being sufficient to pro-
ceed with the examination, the chairman having a casting
vote.

These Boards would examine Candidates for becoming
Teachers, and would give certificates of admission and of
ability fur the practice of the profession.

Each Candidate would e required to produce to the
Board before whom he should choose to appear, a certificate
of morality and of gool conduet, signed by the Curé, or by
the Minister of his Faith, and by three influential men of
the place where he may have resided for the six proceed-
ing months, as also to give proof that he was born a British
subject or that he had been naturalized according to law,
without which he would not be either rdmitted, or recom-
mended to the School Commissioners as qualified according
to the requirement of the law.

To favor the operation of the system of education, these
Bouards would be required to meet at least once in three
months, on notice being given by onc or more Candidates, at
least eight days beforehand.

The acquirements required of the Candidates for teaching
would be, for a Teacherin an Academy, un acquaintance
with all the branches of u classical education, because these
Institutions are designed to preparc the pupils for those
studies ; for the teachers of Model Schools, those required to
render their pupils capable of afterwards teaching with suc-
cess, reading, the Grammar of their language, or of that of the
majority of the children attending the school, the analysis
of the parts of speech, writing and arithmetic in all its divi-
sions, book-keeping, lineal drawing, the elements ol mensu-
ration, the use of the globes and geography, begiuning by
that of North Ameriea ; and the Teachers of Elementary
Schools should be skilful in teaching with success reading,
writing, the elemonts of grammar, and arithmetic as far as
the rule of three inclusively.

Such are the essential qualifications which should be
serupulously required by the Boards of Examinery from the
Teachers respectively, otherwise there can be no certainty
of success nor any safegnard against the partiality, or, at
least, the too great facility with which the School Com-
missioners of Education might possibly admit Teachers, if
this power were left to them exclusively, because they
might be influenced by considerations either personal or de-
pending on the intercst of friends, neighbours or ofien of
relatives,

Besides, by the ministry of the Boards of Examiners,

the School Commissioners would be relieved from a duty

extremely difficult to fulfil, and also from a great responsi-
bility, without the least interforence, without the slightest
limitation, in the easy path which it would remain for them
to follow, or in the general working of the Act, since the
Board of Commissioners and that of Examiners, far from
being jointly responsible and dependent the one on the
other, would be, on the conirary, as perfectly distinct and
independent in their respective operations and in their pe-
culiar proceedings, as they would be in their organization
and in their constitution.

The Teachers, once admitted in the above manner, being
each, furnished with a certificate of ability, would possess a
claim to the confidence of the School Commissioners, who
wotld have no power to employ as'a Teacher any person,
not 8o qualified as aforesaid in all respects, or unprovided
with a diploma or certificate of admission to the profession
of a Teacher.

Not to take those interested by surprise, but, on the con-
trary, to give time to all parties to prepare themselves to

meet the requirements of the law in_this respect, it would

only be after the end of two years (rom the present time
that the School Commissioners would be required to em-
ploy no Teachers but those furnished with certificates of
ability, and even then this obligation would have no
retroactive effect.

The Boards of Examination, however, would be open
toall candidates whom they would examine, and adnit, as
Teachers; as fast as they should present themselves.

Femnale Teachers, would be exempted from this other-
wise indispensable rule, and would be subject to the sole
jurisdiction of the School Commissioners for their exam-
ination and admission, as well as in every other respect,

Al persons of cither sex helonging to any religious order
whatsoever receiving pupils, ot forming part of the Clergy
taken collectively, would be in like manner subject to the
sole jurisdiction of the local Commissioners, without pre~
vious examination, either before the School Commissioners
or belore the Boards of Examiners,

The Boards of Examiners would be required to furnish the
Superintendent a copy of the certificate of admission of each
Teachier, within fifteen days from its date, and to preserve
a list or register of the Teachers admitted, which should
cantain the name, age, place of birth, place of lateut resi-
dence, date and tenor of the certificate of moral qualifica~
tion, the names of the persons by. whom it may have been
signed, their professions and their respective residences. A
copy of the certificate of moral qualification of each Teacher
admitted would, in like manner, be furnished by each Board
of Examiners, to the Superintendent with that of his certifi-
cate of admission as a Teacher, and which he should be
equally required to enregister at the Education Office.

To prevent abuses, and to keep the School Commissioners
and the Superintendent better informed asto all matters
relative to the carrying out of that part of the Act, concern-
ing Teachers, the Superintendant should- be required to
cause to be published, in one or more of the Official Ga-
zettes of the Province, the certificate of each and every
Teacher transmitted to him {rom the President or Secretary
of thé Board by whom he may have heen admitted as a
Teacher, and alto the School Commissioners would, in iike
manner, be required to give to the Superintendent informa-
tion of the engngement, discontinuation, or dismissal of any
Teacher, equally within the term of fifteen days.

In the case where a Teacher from Lower Canada, should
be engaged by Scheol Commissioners residing in Upper
Canada, the Superintendent of that part of the United
Province, being informed of the fuet by the School Com-
missioners would he required to give information thereof to
the Superintendent of the other division of the Province,
and vice versd.

To place the Boards of Examinersin a condition to
fulfil more exacily the dulies which would devolve upon
them, they should have the rights of naming, by a majority
of votes, a Clerk to enregister their proceedings and to sign,
conjointly with the President, all the official documents
and certificates of ability and admission to teach, for each
of which he would be entitled to demand from each Can-
didate admitted, the sum of five shillings as casual {ees, and
nothing more.

Now, if, to the precaution and care with which the
Boards of Examiners will admit Teachers to practise the

‘art of instruction, are sdded emoluments becoming the

respectable standing which they should have in good
socicty, we shall soon see in our own Country, as in so
many others, young people of good educafion and family
show as much taste, and even ambition for this honorable
employment, as for any of the liberal professions now for a
fong time over crowded with members, many of whom,
distinguished for their talents, vegetate obscurely ininactivity
and discouragement. ‘

Through the instrumentality of literary institations which
keek up an honorable rivaley of zeal and success among
themselves, Classical instruction is sufficiently disscminated

‘throughout the Countty, even more so than in other Coun-

tries, in proportion to their respective population.

These flourishing institutions not only emulate each
other, but might even rival those of Old Europe, and Your
Excellency hus borne witness to the convincing evidence
of these facts when, while visitingthe College of Quebec,
last summer, you wetc pleased in the most obliging manner
to make the same remark.

A, 1843.
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Nearly twelve hundred scholars receive annunlly, in
these institutions, the hest rlassical, moral and religious

A education, and the. McGill College, for the operation of
th Noverabor. which a great part of the population of the Country has

long been anxious, is equally destined to contribute largely
to the diffusion of clussical education in the Country.

So that, every vear, these institutions furnish a number of
students far beyond what can be needed by the liberal
professians, already over crowded.  These young people,
generally full of talents and ambition, not knowing where to
turn their attention, on completing a long and expensive
course of studics, (expensive relatively to the resources of
their parents,) are painfully affected by mingled sentiments
of hope and fear.  And in the search of means of tracing
for therselves an honorable carcer in the world, adapted to
furnish them with an honest subsistence, they blindly em-
brace one of the learned professions, the over crowded
state of which is an obstacle, olien. invincible, to every
kind of personal distinction which may do honor 10 the
individual or to the profession to which he belongs.

Therc are not wanting then,in the Country, persons
who would rejoice to enter upon any other course of life
which would ensure them'a respectable position in good
society and fitting resvurces for the rank which they might
accupy therein, It would therefore be extremely advanta-
geous, for welf educated young peaple, to open to them else-
where an honorable career, in which they might more easily
and more certainly turn their talents and acquirements to
good accounts.

Now, such a carcer presents itself'in the art of Tnstruction,
for the operation of which we feel every where the most
pressing need, to aid in procuring the benefit of education
to the rising generation.

There is, therelore, a neeessity for making the art of
Instruction a fixed condition, a permancnt profession, a
necessity immediately affecting young people who have
completed their education ; a necessity affecting, somewhat
more remotely, children whose instruction 18 as yet incom-
plete; a neceasity affecting present and future gencrations,
and consequently the general interests of the whole society,

But the need for making Instruction a permanent ealling
and profession, offering suflicient resources for maintaining a
respectable rank in good society, is s6'l more elearly per-
ceived, when on the one hand we bevome convineed that,
without it, the ehildren of the country will never have the
advantage of being placed in the First place, under the
tuition of moral and well informed men, and Secondly,
under that of men who, to these necessary qualifications, join
experience in the practice of this important arty, and when
on the other hand, it is considered that, in point of fact, the
youth of Canada are exeluded from the profession of arms,
from cntering the navy, frum engineering, both civil and
military, and {rom manufactures, as the latter, having heen
hut lately established, are yet in their infancy, and fur from
being numerousin the country.

Thus, it appears from the preceeding observations that
three things are necossary to give stability and respectability
to the art of Tnstruetion, that is to say:—Istly. Boards of
Examiners t 2ndly, The qualification of the Teachers;
and 3wdly. The guarantee of emoluments, which may
serve as an encomragement to them.  The art of Instrue-
tion will otherwise be never either sufliciently Impertant or
sufiiciently uscful,

4thly. Your Excellency will be pleased to remark, that
in the adnussion of Teachers by the Boards of Exaincers,
1 have placed the Teachers of the Academies on the wame
footing with those of the Model and Elementary Schools 5
and my reasons are these :—

In the Tirst place, because these Academies are hardly
any thing more thun Elementary Schools of a slightly
superior order,

Sccondly, Beeause the Teachers of these establishments
for public Instruction receive, comparatively to the others,
farge cmoluments, nearly the whole of which is yearly
granted by Government.

e e e e e e S Lo ]

Thirdly, Because notwithstanding the precceding facts,
which are perleetly well known to every oue, the directors
of these establishments are not subject to any responsibility
towards Governiment,

Fourthly, Beeause the Teachers of these Tducational
Tnstitutions, heing supposed to partake of the favors and
confidence of Government as much, at least,ns the Teachers
of the Elementary Schools, it is fair that, equally with these,
they should invariably be British born subjects, or should
he naturnlised according to the intention of the law ; there
would otherwise appear, on the eone side, partiality
and favoritism, and on the other a harshness and
severity which seems to be a great injustice for which,
in the eye of the law, notthe slightest reason could
he given. Tt would he just, also, to fix the number of Aca
- demies according to the population, and the law which,
' at the same time, chicourages their establishment, should
' make them accountalile to Government,

There is one Township where, by the means of the annual
allowances of Government, there has existed for some years,
twa Acadenies, or two houses which bear that name, one
of which,Thave been assured is carried on, almost exclusive~
ly, for the private benetit of the children of one individual,

Much would requirc to be said to develope properly the
four important considerations whieh have just been stated.
However, as the principles and reasons on which they are
founded present themselves without dificulty to the mind,
Your Excelleney will be pleased to dispense with my en-
larging farther on the three first, and to permit me to say a
few words on the fourth and last only, to which, at the xame
time, 1 «hall add some other cognate comsiderations which it
is my duty to lay hefore Your Excelleney.

The exclusion of persons who arc not British born Subjects
from the profession of Teachers, is grounded on a principle
of justice and protection. In facet, if it is agreed to base this
Lonorable art on solid and durable foundations, which may
offer to the well-educated Teaeher the prospeet of being able
to atlain a permanent condition, so that he may estublishy
himselfand take placein the most respectable ranks of good
society, (a3 the profession would then offer advantages to the
Teacher, who would there find the means of a decent suh-
sistence in society, by whom his impertant services for
the instruction of the children of the Country would be daily
required,) itis just that Government, in his wisdom, should
adopt the most effective means of laying open the entry te
this profession, and of ensuring the possession of it to its own
subjects. This protection is undera twofold obligation to
afford, as regards the Teacher, and as regards the children of
the soil, who will thus huve a means of cdueation more cor-
tain and more agreeablel It is an encouragement which it
owes to owr youth, to induce them to yrepare themselves

in orderto establish those of their children whe have com~
pleted their education, and to educate thave who are not so
far advaneed.

The principles of excluding from the Art of Instruction,
all whe are not horn a British Subjeet, is then a principle of
justice and protection, the application of which has a double
importance, since its necessary result is a double advantage.
Tt 1s thercfore just and reasonable to preserve it in usc every-
where throughout the country, and to apply it to Teachers
in Academies even more strictly than to those of other edu-
cational Institutions,

But there are vot considerations closely allied to the pre-
ceeding, and to feel all their foree, it is sufficient to eall to
mind, that the Teachers in Academiesare almost every one
hern Republican Subjects, educated in, and sometimes still
stdents ol the neighbouring States.  These Teachers, still
voung and imbued with the principlea of their Government
and their Institutions, carcfully in culeated in the very books
which they and their pupils make daily use of, in the course
of their fwmilinr instruciions, are they less fikely to offend
against the spirit of the law, than the Teachers of Elemen-
tary schools? Assuredly not!

And besides that, the Teachers of Acadamies are
more or less connected - with the Inhabitants of

the respective localitics where they temporasily
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We have then only to invite men of letters and friends Appepdxx
of education, as also printers, traders and merchants 1o (Z)
contrihute their intellect, their information, their means —-
and clforts to furni

Appezndlx reside, and have, thercfore, that social influence which per-
( ) mit them 1o inculcate into the minds of their acquuintances
~"=—rand friends, principles opposed to those of Monarchical
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hoard up their savings, the amount of which they may ex-
pend on the other side of the lines, to the profits ol our neigh-
bours ; so that the money of Government, and one might
a'so say of the people, since the parents too pay something,
serves in part, at first, the private interest of strangers,
“birds of passage* which onc after the other are continu-
ally taking the place of British Subjects, and then goes to
nourish American industry.

Such a state of ‘things is certainly a heavy offence
against public economy, us also against the protecting prin-
ciple of the law, which having reforence to our own peo-
ple," should reserve for our educated youth, a situation
which the money of their Government and of their fathers
served daily to remunerate.  The teachers of Academies
therefore should be, like those of the Elementary Schools,
born British subjeets, and subject in all things to all the
rules, particular and general, regulating public instruction,
But these observations must be regarded as being without
the least personal allusion ; the question is throughout one
of principles only, the bearing and consequences of which
Your Excellency will be pleased to consider, with refer-
ence solely to the subject itsell.

Hihly,—From the preceed'ng considerations, and keeping
always in mind the same principles, we naturally arrive at
similar conclusiony relative to the use of American hooks
in our Schools and in our Academies.  These books are
widely spread throughout the conntry, and especially in
the Eastern Townships, where, I regret to say, they are
almost exclusively used. ‘

Every principle, however, which is opposed to the
employment of American Teachers, is much more opposed
to the usce of books coming from the United Stated, in »
political sense, and as regards the public welfare.  Because
if the Teachers have sometimes the prudence to be silent
on the principles of their government and of their institu-
tions, their hooks, which are every whero filled with them,
do not always keep silence on these matters, all important
in the eyes of their authors; and because they run a
chance of being read by a thousand persons, while the
Teacher may hardly have an opportunity of being able to
speak freely to ten.

It must be also allowed that the use of American hooks
naturally contributes much to discourage talent and indus-
try in our country, and thus creates a great obstacle to the
progress of the arts and sciences, and to the advancement
of industry and commerce among us.

Moreover, considered in relation to public economy, we
cannot conceal that for the purchase of the American
books, there past every day to- strangers immense sums,
from which in. relurn the Province .derives no henefit,
becanse we have the advantage of possessing many excel-
lent native works, Canadian one may call them, well
adapted for the propagation of the elementary sciences in
both langunges ; and because we possess talents and intel-
lect which a cerlain encoutagement would at any time turn
to practical advantage, or we might procure from beyond
sea similar works, which might easily be reprinted in- this
couniry, whereby the editors and printers would be cnabled
to offer them at very low prices to the parents.

There ean be on this subject but one opinion, one sen-
timent. Foritis very certain that, if the use of our own
books or of thoss ffom beyond sea, which might be judged
fit to be re-printed was universal among us, they might be
sold at very low prices to the parents who, while they con-
tribute o encourage the talents and the press of Canada,
would farther find their ddvantage in purchasing the pro-
ductions of their compatriots or of their fellow subjects.

We have farther the advantage of having among us type-
foundries and .printing and copying presses: of a very fine
quality, as well as lithographets, engravers, paper factories
and book-shops, which are equal to those of the United
Stites and of Europe.

of which they have daily need, and I venture to think
that, by a liberal encouragement on, the part of the public,
and a provision in the law favorable to this eflect, we
shall be aimost able on this point, honorably to suffice to
ourselves, ‘

As to the legislative provision to which I have jost al-
luded, T venture to flatter myself that Your Exccllency will
he pleasad to recommend to the Provincial Parliament that
it should be effected by laying a heavy duty on American
hooks, and by expressly prohibiting the use of these hooks
in schools established by virtue of the law on pain of furfeit-
ing the allowance.

The country possesses intelligence and talents,whose em-
ployment might tend much to its glory, as well as.to the
goodd of its inhabitants, and the prohibition of American
books would be the means of oflering to its talents and indus-
try an encouragement and prolection extremely desirable,
and which in a few years would greatly accelerate the ad-
vancement of litterature and commerce in the Province.

This important measure would have the farther effect of
considerably limiting the use of differcnt books on the same
subjeets, and would thus be the means of preparing the way
for the adoption of a system of books, cach of which, being
the only one en the same subject, which would he used
waould be sullicient for the pupil, thereby affecting a great
saving of time and tronble for the children, and of money
for the parents, for the frequent changes in sehools of books
as well as of masters lead to great loss of time and to much
useless cxpense.

The School Commissioners being free to chose among
the books which the law might leave open to them, those
which might suit them best, would probally decide on one
kind alone lor each subjeet, if they should take the advice
ol the Superintendent, who in all cases, should have the
right of giving an opinion merely, and nothing more.

For the rest, the reports of next year would shew what
would be the books most in'use, which would put itin the
power of the Superintendent to recommend' their universal
adoption, in the Country, and for the particulat subject on
which il treats, and in each language.

To derive more ddvantage from the existence of the Aca-
demics and Model Schiools, theTeachers of these education-
al establishments should each be required to instruct gratuit-
ously a young person, of the County where he teaches, for
£10 which he may receive from Government, either di-
rectly or by the intervention of the Commissioners under
whose control he might be placed, by the terms of the Ele-
mentary Education Act,

Gthly,—The cstablishment of public Libraries, the exa-
mination of the pupils and the distribution of prizes to the
children for good conduct, diligence, and superior progress,
are things which it is further considered ought to play an
important part in the direction of public instruction,

The Libraries, composed of well chosen books, would be
an effective means of casily propagating everywhere: the
principles of the sciences, of morality and of religion,  The
contents of these books would be an intellectunl feast of
which both Teachers and pupils would daily partake with
avidity. ‘

The establishment of these Libraries would especially
benefit the poorer children, whose parents generally have
not the means of purchasing the books whose perusal would
so greafly contribute daily to develope their intelligence,; to'
‘cultivaie their'mind, to enrich their memory .and to form
their disposition. The rich, also, would find their advaris
tage in it, becanse, if they bave the weans, they have not
always the information and discretion which™ the School
Commissioners will be able' to exercise’ in' the choice’ of
books. ‘

in an intellectual and moral point of view.

There exist already a certain number of small public
Libraries in aur Country parts, the successful establishment
of which is prinvipally due to the zeal and sacrifices of the
“ Curés ™ o the Parishes vespectively, and under their pa-
ternal divection s certain that they effeet much good.—
But these librares, besides  their insoflicieney  from
their not being yet sulheiently  diftured and the much too
linsited number of beoks i them, are also, perhaps, oo ex-
clusively religious.

Tt would he, therefore, extremely advantageous that the
law should contam a clause which would have the effect

of encouraging the Schuol Commissicners to establish pub- |

lie Iibrarica in their respective Joeahties, and I venture to
flatter myscl that Your Excelleney will be pleased to re-
commend the subject to the Provincial Parliament,

Tthly, The School Commissioners should be required by
the law to cause a public examination to be made, and to
proside thereatat Teast once & year, amd to report the result
to the Superintendent, on pain of forfeiting the Government

allowance, hecause sueh examinations may eflect great good, ,!
and contribute much to the progress of useful information in

the country. .

In effect, public cxaminations are a powerful source of

praiseworthy emulation and ambition among the scholars, )

and afford a favourable opportunity fur being able to judge
of their progress, as also of the talents and endeavours of
the Masters, and of their suecess, besides that it iy a great
satisfaction for these latter and for the parents to be thus
occular witnesses of the proofs which the children afford of
ity in presence of an altentive and curious public 5 and the
reports of these examinations would be so many authentic
records of this advancetienty and of the diligence of the
Teacher. |

The distribution of prizes in hooks, or otherwise, to the
most succeasful scholars, in presence of the public and of
their relatives, would be also very properto create and keep
up among the children that degree of cwmulation so advan-
tageous to the progress of knowledge,  This is a fact which
we have already had occasion to know by experience, and
I have myself been many times a witness of it during my
visit to the elementary schools under the operation of the
expired Acts,

The School Commissioners should he required also to
make mention in their report of the public examinations,
and 1o state if there have heen prizes distributed to the dili-
gent children.  They might even give the names of the
successful pupils, the enregistration of' whose names in the
Education Office would be a second permanent and glorious
reward for themselves und for their parents.  This would he
an additional means of creating etnulation among the
children, and of rapidly forming valuable members of society.

Moreover, if the publicity of suceess is a species of re-
ward, it would be still greater and much more honourable
for the Teachers and for their scholars, when, for the infor-
mation and satsfaction of Government, the Superintendent
would include cach yvear tn his report the hist of the sue-
eessful pupils, who might have been thus rewarded at the
public examinntion of their respective seliools, with a state-
ment of the name of the Parish, the name of the Teacher,
and the number of his School. Tt 1y eay 1o see that this
method would he the means of creating much motre umbition
in the Teachers, ‘

Sthly. To fucilitate the cuaanunication between the
Schoul Commissioners and the Superintendent of Pablic
Instruetion, the person presiding at the election of Parish or
Township Officers should be required to furnish to the Su-
perintendent areturn of their cleetion, shewing their nanies
and their christian names, their professions and residences
regpectively, and this within fifteen days afler the date of
their election 3 otherwise thee would incvitably be a slow-

Othly. Asthe electors qualified to elect the Schnol Com-

10thly., To concentrate the proceedings, and to falicitate
their registration, at the oflice of the School Conmmissioners,
" and at that of the Superintendent of public instruction, the
Parish Assessors, Collectors and Treasurer, should be re-
quired to furnish a certificd copy of their oflicial proceed-
ingsyreapectively,to thoChairman of theBoard of SelioolCom-
| mission¢rsyand a similar one to the Superintendent, annually,
F otherwise there would be a break in the transmission of in-
L formation which might render the latter officer deficient in

hination of the proccedings required in the department of
the direction of public instruction.

11thly. For the reasans which precede, the Teachers,
who hy the terms of the law are already obliged to keep a
journal for their Schools, respectively, shoule be, likewise
[ required to fernixh the School Commissioners with a copy
of this journal, annually, also with a statement of the,

ved from assessments gn the peeple or from the allowance
of Government, By this plan, the Cotnmissioners being
| already required to furnish the Superintendent with an
i annual report on the management of their Schools, the
emplayment of the moniey, the public examination, the
distribution of the prizes, the number of children rewarded,
and on all other proceedings within their jurisdietion, would
have the means of always cstablishing the factsin an
authenti¢ and irrepragable manner,

From the obligation thus imposed on all persons more or
less engaged in carrving out the Education £ty to furnish,
sepatately and conjointly information of all their respective
proceedings to the Superintendent of public instruction,
there would result an assemblage of divers documents in
the same office, coming sometimes from different sources,
and sometimes from the same, but relating to the same
subjeets, which would establish a concurrence of elear and
exwremely satisfactory proofs of the right administration of
(he Iaw, and would be at the same time extremely usefu}
1o the cuuse of education.

This obligation would after all, only require from cach
person, 4 double report of his proceedings, the comparison
of which, in the mode adopted in the office of the Post
Master General, would render the continued practice of
abuses or errors impossible, because the Superintendent,
always informed of every thing, might thus, from his oflice,
vasily rectifly themn,

12thly, As it is necessary to have cach year the census of
the childeen of age to attend the schools, so as to make their
number serve as 4 bais for the divimon of the sum granted
by Parlinmentas an aid towarde the support of Teachers,
the Aswnesors of cach Parish or Township should be re.
quired to make this census while they are going through
their rexpective Assessments, and to furnish a copy of it to
the Sehool Commissioners and to the Supetintendent on or
about the twentietlt of February in each year.

13thly. Secing thatitis important to oblige parents to send
their children to school, and that bad weather and living far
from the school might often be great hindrances to some, from
tieir being too young, and to others beenuse heing of an age
to be usclul, their services might be required at home or in
the workshop, it becomes necessary to establish the age of
the children at from cight to fourteen years inclusively,
othenwise they might be exposed, some to fatigue and the
inclemencies of the weather, pernicious and sometimes

14thly. The scholastic term of nine months of tiition
heing somewhat long, considering the need that parents in
general, cspecially farmers, have of their children in the
time of agricultural labour, the absolute term' should be
limited to six months only, otherwise they might suffer
snuch difficulty and privation at certain times of the year.

15thly. Asit occasionally happens that a rather dense
population iy established in a locality formed of parts of
Parishes or Townships, and that this population could not
establish o Schoa! without uniting its means, the School
Commissioners of the Parish or Township which is most
populous should bo authorized to place a School in this part
of their Parish or Township. In this case, the said School
shiould be under their particular jurisdiction, and the Asses-
sors, the Collectors and the Treasurer of the same Parish or
Township should be, with the Commissioners of Education,
the Scholastic Oflicers of the entire population included in
the School Districtin which such Sehool shall be.

16thly. Aud whereas it is extremely important that the
School Commissioners and the Examiners should be per-
feclly acquainted with their rights and their power, with
their duties and their responsibility, it should be enacted
that the Superintendent of Public Instruction shall be, for
the futuee, authorized to demand from the Governnient a
copy of the Education Act, to be delivered cach year to the
Chairman of the Board of Commissioners in each Parish or
Township, as also to the President of cach Board of
Examiuers in the Province, with such forms of Returns
and other forms, as the Superintendent is required by the
law to furnish them with annually, This would be the
means of preventing hesitation and fear, and tho confusion
and disorder which is necessarily ocensioned by ignorance
of the law, in the fulfilment of its requirements. The evil
which, in this respect, ignorance of the law has caused,
this year, is incalculable.

ITthly. To conclude my observations on the means which
more pacticularly refer to the direction of Public Instruction,
it remains for mo to say a few words touching the Superin-
tendent. ‘

Tt is evident, that as the situation of the Superintendent
imposcs upon him the duty of giving animpulse fo the Edu-
cation Act, and the universal direction of its npfﬂlmnqﬂn, 80
as to attain the important end which it has in view, it
throws upon him an amount of work, of “'[1|clx 'hc wquld
without fssistance be incapable of acquitting himself ina
useful and satisfactory manner. For being, at the same time,
charged with the care of an Olfice, and with \'isitingtlxe
chiefplacas in the country, he cannot be, at the same time,
in the town and in the country, and it isimpossible to say,
what degree of delay and anxicty is inevitably oteassioned
by his being absent, without being rgprescntcd at the Office
by a fitting person.  Besides, the position of the Superinten-
dent placing him in continual communication with the first
among his co-subjects, and with a number of distinguished
strangers, the dutics attached to his charge should be per-
formed in a manner which should evince their importance,
would demonstrate their utility, and should everywhere
command respect and confidence. - Whence it follows, that
for the intercats of Bducation, the law ought to provide that
the Superintendent of each scction of the United Province,
should have the means and the power of procuring a respect-
able Assistant, as also that he should have emoluments and
contingencies, which may place him out of the reach of
anxiety as to the means of a decent subsistence, and in a
position to execute usclully the important duties which the
law imposes on him, otherwise he cannot give that weight
to his proceedings, nor enjoy that confidence in the public

~ estimation, nor exerciso that degree of private influcace of

which he is counstantly in need, in ord_cg‘ to ‘el’f‘ect all the
good which is natarally expeeted from hig ministry.

But to ensure to the Superintendent a ‘more independent,
casy and useful action in the operation of its two branches,
they should be scparated one from the other, and each
made directly accountable to the head of the Executive
Government, otherwise a hindrance arises which: greatly

lieve, him passively subject to an impulse a fergo, to which
they suppose him bound to yield implicit submission and
obedience.  In this case, constantly fearing the insufficiency
of the power, or the effect produced by the will of another,
the people are constantly a prey to the influence of sus-
picions and of mistrust which disquict them, make them
hesitate, and often induce them even to refuse peremptori-
ly their co-operation in the execution of laws made to
efect their prosperity and happmess.

In continuation of the prececding observation, it is not
perhaps inopportune to draw Your Excellency’s attention
to the great increase of work in the correspondance of the
Education Office of Lower Canada, from the fact of its
neing generally required to be done in- both languages,
French and English, and almost always in duplicate, the
inhabitants of the country being of heterogeneous origin and
more or less scattered over its surfhce, a circumstance
which also holds good with respect to the keeping of the
Registers containing documents relating to the general di-
rection of the public instruction.

IIL.

Proposed JImendments, which more especinlly refer to the
means of promoting a desire for Educalion among the
People, and of providing for the payment of Teachers.

Education is a subject which, at all times, has exercised
the solicitude of liberal. and enlightened Governments, and
many of them have given to their respective countrics a
system of instruction, the principles, operation and results
of which constitute, at the sane time, the advantage of the
youth of the land, the happiness of its pcople, and the ad-
miration of the enlightened Philanthropist.

Among the Governments which have most distinguished
themselves by their zeal for Education, may be instanced
those of Prussin, Austria, Germany, the United States and '
France, which occupy the first rank. The particular in-
terest which they feel in this fruitful source of so many
blessings, has induced them to adopt different means, and
often even measures of rigour which had an apparent char-
acter of arbitrariness and oppression, the use of which
nothing could have justified, iF'they had not been the effect
of that moral courage which is required, to produce a strong
and unwavering deterinination,to make the authority and
weight of & severe but wise law subservient to the benefit
of youth, and to the happiness of society. ‘

Government has a special mission to spread the principles
of Morality and the light of Science ; it has the right, aud it
is its duty to protect social order within as well as without;
and it is undeniable, that of all the means of internal order,
the most powerful is that of general instruction.

Thus, when for the purposes of Education, Government
cannot obtain the good will and the veluntary co-operation of
the purents and fathers of fimilics, rigorous measures, bused
on renson and on principles of justice,are justifiable in the eye
of philanthropy, of religion, and of a sound policy. In that
case, every good Government, less attentive to prejudices
and preposessions than to the wants and well-understood
interests of soviety, adopts, withont hesitalion, practical
methods, and even measures of rigour, the use of which is
rendered necessary by circumstances, and, in spite of the
indifference or apposition 'of the people, thus procures, by
force, the benefit of education for its subjects.

It is thus, that to procure to the children of its dominions
the advnntages of education, the Government of Prussia has
adopted, among other measures, that of disqualifving its
subjects. for piblic employments, for benefices, places of

! profit, of honour, and'of confidence, as-also for hecoming

apprentices to any art or, trade, if they have.not, at least, an
celementary education, such s by means of the fitting sys-
tem’ of instriiction established in the country, they may

‘procure to themselves in-their youth.
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by Government.  No master-workman can employ in his
service another workman, if he cannot read, write and
cipher, and no individual can be married unless he can, in
like manner, read, write and cipher.

But to speak only of that which concerns us in particu-
lar, T have the honour of submitting to Your Excellency
thaty—

Tstly. With the view of inducing the people of this Pro-
vince'to set a higher value on public employments, whether
of profit, honour or confidence j to attach more importance
to the great and numerous advantages which result there-
from j and with the view ol creating a greater taste for
instruction, which, in a practical sense and as respects the
interests of” society, is, at the same time, their origin, their
foundation, and their objeet, Thave myself, following the
example of what T saw xo usefully practised clsewhere,
thought it my duty to recommend in my letters on Educa-
tion written and published in 1838, the disqualification,
alter a given tune, of my non-educated compatriots for
public employments. and for apprenticeship to any art or
trade, and T am, at the present day, more than ever per-
suadted that this would be o measure extremely advantageous
to the spreading of education among us,

The disqualification for public employments  would
neeessarily have the effect of inducing ous farmers, our
artizang, and our workmen to make more steady and
eflectiye efforts to find means for instructing their children,
Itis certain that with the aid of a liberal law, easy of ex-
ecution, the disqualification for public employments wouldl
be a measure, which would in praetice have an exeellent
efleet.

T think it, therefore, my duty to recomnend the trial of it, |
persuaded as I am that great geod may reazonably be ex-
peeted from ity and that it cannot produce any evils

Tn the United States, this disqualification for public em-
plovments is practically in operation, because it is a thing
unheard of to se¢ a citizen raised to a post of honor, whether
by the authority of the Government or the voice of the
people, who has not at least an education hecoming his
situation, and it may be said that this {act, so proper to raise
and keep up a taste for the Arts and Scicnees, which being
there carried to enthusiaam, produces a spirit creative of
cfforts, of talents and of knowledge, and gives birth to an
ambition for the public service, which ends only in the tomb
of the individual himself,

Our farmers and our workmen are not without a praise-
worthy ambition to ke part in public employments ; the
essential diffrence between them and the people of the
United States isthat, nourishing too often frivolous and vain
hopes, cither for themselves o their children, they generally
await ecvents in patience and trust {o the chances of
suceess for obtaining public employment, without being
otherwise sufliciently solicitous about the qualifications
necessary to be able to All such employinent, with personal
and general advantage,

But, public cmployments cannot contibute to general or

enable them to acquit themselves advantageously of the
Jimportant oflicial dutics which, in their hands, are incom-
patably more honorable than useful.

This dizqualification, or rather this qualification for
public’ employments of confidence, of honor, or of profit,
would therefore be an excellent measure, since it would
have the immediate effect of giving to the difierent localities
School Commissioners well informed as well as moral, and
aflerwarus men capable of managing public affairs of every
kind in a mauner honorable to themselves nnd advantageous
to society.  And the necessity under which young people
wauld he placed, of having atleast an clementary education
before entering upon an apprenticeship to any art or trade,
would soon have the effect of giving us well informed
artizans and workmen who, to better success in their
Lusiness, would bhe able to join that influence in =ocicty
which always accompanies cducation,  Tlieir information
would be also a warranty against the innumerable errors and
oversights, of which the ignorance of workmen may often.
he the cause, in the execution of their plans and undertak-
ings, to the great detriment of individuals and of Society,

I would fain helieve, then, that Yeor Excellency would
he pleased to recommend  to Parliament the immediate qua-
lification of the School Comnmissioners, and the disqualifica-
tion for public employments after twenty years from this
date, and for apprenticeship to any Arts or Trade, after four
vears from this date, but without any retroactive effect.

2ndly. Bat there iz yet n means of coercion which supposes
the use of ancther, to which I shall come inmedintely after
having treated of this. Ttigthe obligntion imposed by the
taw on parents, to send their ehildren 10 school, under pain
of a fine, after two years from this date.

Desiring to bring together all practical means, for ensuring
for the children a fitting education, and 7haf in spite of their
parents, if through negligence or apathy the law should vot
recreive their co-operation, 1 have already, for this dusirable
ohjeet, recommended the imposition of a fine on those pa-~
renty who should obstinately refuse to grant it them, My
lefters of 1838 on education, contain this recommendation,
which I believe it my duty again to make to Your Excel-
leney at the present day, persuaded as T am, that the use of
this means will be followed by the happicst cffects.

Besides, this means, so easily put in practice, is employed
with' advaptage in many countries, even in the United
States, our neighbours.  In the State of Connecticut, it has
heen so since the year 1655, subjecting the parents to three
different degreer of fine in case of repeated transgression,
and the Code of France exercises the same severity against
the purents when, careless of procuring for their childrén
the blessings of education, they are wanting in this all-im-
portant duty.

The same thing is alvo practized in Germany, “In the
Duchy of Saxe-Weismer,” says thePhilosopherCousin, “the
“law of the State requires all fathers of families to send
“ their children to sehiool, or to prove that they give them
% at home a sufficient education.  Severe punishments are
“ attached to the infraction of this law which, in our days,
“ s still necessary. ”

Such is the language of a celebrated French philospher,
an'l, at present, according to the text and spirit of the Arti-

individual henefity when they fall to the lot of men destitute
of the information  requisite, for exercixing them with honor |
. to themselves and advantage to the people.

It is thus that, in this country, the public interrst as well ’
as the advancement of the common weal, are untortunately |
but too often behind, and sometimes even paralysed in their
progress, which, with the feeble and powerless aid of un-
enbghtened men, can hut be wavering and unprosperous,

It is thus that, in the townslips as in the Seigniories, my
vigit has given me occasion to see men in whose hands the
law has placed geeat powers and menns, and who enjoy also
the authority and confidece of the people, as well as of the
Government, and who yet in their respective qualities of
Municipal Councillors, and of School Commissioners, are
absotutely unprovided with the information requisite to

[family who refuses to give education to hig children, accor-

| ding to his means, may be compelled to it, and it is estab-’
I lished by Ordinances, that whoeveris not provided with a

Certificate of ability, canget be employed as Teacher under
severe penaltics, whene it ensues, that those who devots
themselves to the Art of teaching, are everywhere copable
and cffect the greatest good.  Thus, in comparing the state
of education in France, we find that the number of the 'pu-
pils has at least doubled in the interval between' 1817 and
1829, on the entire extent of the kingdom. Forty years
ago, there were reckoned in France but six millions of per-
sonsg who could rend dnd writej at present there are more
than cighteen millions.

In Prussia, niot only the same ¢ompulsory law existy; but
the parents wait with impatience for the particular time of
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ench year, in which legal restraint obliges them to send to
the extablished Schools all’ their children between the ages
of seven and fourteen ; and asa proof that the parents are
more actunted by zeal for instruction, than by a spririt of
opposition to the law, is that, in 1831, the number of children
going to the public Schools was much more considerable
than that of the children from seven to fourtcen years old
in the whole kingdom, and this without counting the chil-
dreninstructed in private Schools or in fumilies.  We sec
by this fact, that in Prussia, not only are the parents oliedi-
ent to the law, but that they even send to the publie Schools
those of their children who, from their age, are not subject
to the law concerning public instruction.

The obligation imposed on parents to send their children
to School under pain of fine, is a compulsory measure
which would oblige the parents to procure for all their chil-
dren indiseriminately the henefit of education, and if they
do not yet know what is the greatest blessing which can be §
conforred on their children, it is time to teach them to know |
it by the importance which should he attached to, and
the severity of the provisions of the obligatory measures to
be adopted in this behalll ‘ ‘ 1

Thus, for the sake of promoting the education of children, |
T am couvinced that to ensure a general obedience and
conformity to the other requircnients of the law, it is neces-
sary o eshtablish a certain penalty which the Jaw should
inflict upon the negligent or the delinquent, unless they |
should prove to the satisfaction of the majority of the
School Commissioners that they cause their children to be
instructed at Liome. i

However, 'to give time for. the direction of the public {
instruction to be organised, and for the parents to prepare
themselves to submit implicily to it in cvery thing, this
obligation imposed on parents, to send their children to
School, should only commence at the end oftwo years from
this date ; and, in order not to press to heavily on the far-
mers who arc gencrally much in want of the work of their
children, at the times of agricultural labours, this obligation

of aga, inclusively, and during only six mouths of the year.
In the United States, the male children of farmers go regu-
larly to School for about eight months of tho year. ~ Above
twelve yoars, children should be encouraged to go to School,
but without any legal obligation to do so, and without con- |
strait on the part of their parents.

_ The fine might be fixed at ten shillings a month for each
child,between the ages before mentioned, who did not attend
the School of the School District in which he resided, reck-
oning from the day when the School was regularly opened |
for teaching, always excepting the children who should be |
proved tothe SchoalCommissioners to have received inatruc-
tion at home; and I veniune to believe that, here as clse-

where, this measure would not fail of having an excellent |-

effect.

The fine might be recovered from the paronts at the suit
of the Chairman of the Board of School Commissioners of
the Parish or Township, before the ordinary Court of the
locality, and the amount should be employed by the Com-
missioners for the purposes of education in their respective
localities.

3.-~To make the elementary education act work useful-
ly, a guarantee of pecuniary means of support, proportioned
to the service, is as necessary as the means of direction.

But,the present A ct not having provided for this guarantee:
of pecuniary means in a uniform, certain and suflicient
manner, the Jaw should provide for augmonting a little the
usunl grant of government, ag also for the levying of monies
from the people in a general,in a direct and coercive manner
cocrcive by the operation of a fixed principle which should
derive its force from the law itsell, and this principle being
admitted, it only remains to agree on the mode in which it
shall be put in practice.

Some propose t¢ tax income only, others totax landed
property n~rording toits superficial extent, some to tax
only lands under culture or cultivable and according to the

same propurtion, and others the real value of all property,:
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moveable and immoveable.  Among the friends of educa-
tion, there drc some who, to find a certain means of pro-
pagating it elsewhere uniformly, propose a direct and com-
pulsory capitation tax, cither upon heads of familics, or
upon persons arrived at the age of majority, and from that
age upwards to sixty years of age, or on children of an age
to attend school, such age to be determined by the law.
But all agree that, for the seke of forwarding the well under-
stoad interests of general” educationy it is necessary to adopt
for this important end, a uniform and cocrcive principle
which may necessarily have its effeet by the force of the
law itself.

+ I will not stay 1o develope the advantages or disadvan-
tages which might result from the preceding principles of tax-
ationrespectively ifadopted and put into practice, more espe-
cially as to do itin a positive and mathematically exaet
manner, I should require data shich I cannot procure at
the present day, and the principal of which is a copy of the
census of Lower Canadn for 1842, ‘

However, by taking {or a guide the Census of 1831, we
shall he able to assume some facts, make some approximate
caleulations, and arrive casily at general conclusions which,
being neither gratuitous nor apecious, may serve oy a, solid
foundation for gome general principle of taxation.

Thus, considering the increase of the population from the
Census of 1825 to that of 1831, and following ncarly the
same relative proportion, it may be aupposed that from this
last epoch up to thig day, the increase of the present popula-
tion should atnount to litte more than a third. It is not diffi-
cult to admit this fact, if we consider the immense amount
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of British immigration into the Province,since the first period,
The population of 1831 heing.........

Ttis therefore very casy to find means of making the peo-
ple contribute 10 the expenses of educating their children ;
for in any case, a tax based on any oné of the precediug
principles will be sufficient, and easy to be borne.

Of all these principles, that of capitation by heads of
familics is certainly the easiest to put in practice, butitis
Eerhaps not the mostjust. I several countries, and even

ve, itis put in practice for divers objects, In the State of

Massachusetts, it hus been adopted for the purpose of raising
themneans of disseminating Elementary education, from about
the-year 1640, So'that, considering its long duration,we may

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easily convinced of the great satisfuetion which it givesto
the entightened people of that flouvishing State, both as to
the facility and the effectiveness el its operation, It s ulso
the means whicly, in the absence of the co-operation of the
Municipal Councils, I lave this year recommended the
Inhabitants to practice everywhere, by voluntarily subseri-
bing the =um of ten sLallings for cach head ofa family, until
the requisite amendients are made to the Education Act,

It was proposed formerly to make the Inhabitants con-
tribute by mesns ol Land-Taxes only, in proportion to the
supt‘x'licn:~t. bt convinest that this method would be ruinous
for the gicaer partof them, beeause they very frequently
posses< mueh land unoceupied, uneultivated or bavven, 1
opposed it i my letters on Education in 1838,

Being, however, convinced, at the same time, of the |
necessity of obhiging the people to pay for the education o't
their children, I then proposed to oblige them to do so by u |

capitation tax on children of the age established by law, for
attending the public schools, and this compulzonly, and
whether the parents should send them there or not,

But, the result of my visits persuaded me that the greater
number ol the friends of educutivn propose to impose a

general tax, for the purpeses of cducation, on all property, |

moveable and immoveable, iy proportion to its real value,
over and above all incumbrances and hypotheques, which
should be taxed against the personn in whase favor they have
been created, providing also, that the tax should be impos-
ed on monies placed at interest, or employed 1n commeree,
banking, orany other kind of speeulative business.

So that, it may be said that all agree on the necessity of
obliging the peaple to pay (at Teast in part) for the education
of theie children, first, beeause it is evident thatGoverniment
alone cannot pay the whole expensesofiyty and secoudly
because, to teach the people to attach more value to‘cdum-
tion, it s necessary toinake them pay for ity at leastin part.

1 have just said that the taxation of all property, movea-
ble and irmmoveable, in proportion toats real value, wauld
be thar bused on the justest prineiples il iwere carcfully
put in practice in s full extent. and Tprove it by briefly
ohserving, hat it is in fact the nost just—tinst, beeanuse
the imbividunl who has but hutle, pays but littie, and becuuse
it is just that he who has wuch should pay more. It
might also be added, that education heing a power which
offers general and eommon advantages, the rich man who
has a greater part in i, because of hs property and of the
more  etevated  positon which he generally oceupies in
rocioty, has a much greater interest than the poor man in
seeing it generally diffused,  For education, which uneeas-
ingly presides over the making :\f\(l the execution of the
laws, is a msan<of protesting his fortune and his existence,
and without the effeet of it gentle influence, he would have
reason to be continually in dread, cither for his propesty or
for himself,

In cffeet, the rich man has o much greater need of sup-
port and protection than the poor man, because of his
propeety, and he profits, in consequence, much more than
the latter from the advantares of edueation, by enveloping
himself in w peaceable security whiel the civilization wed
morality of anedicated people leave at his disposaly as an
inacoessible tamparl ayminst insults and outragne, dgainsg
the attacks of the envious upon hes honery his fortune, or
his life itself.  Ttwould, thereforey be very unplnlosoplical
to consider education only in sts private relations, in its per-
ronal advantazes, 1t must also he looked at i its correla-
tive and réciproral relations, in itz general and common
advantiges, in s eolloctive and universal conscquences,
ever tending towards the benelit of a whole society,

The edueation of the people s, therefore, 8o much the
more useful to the rich, as they have more nowd of it, be-
cause of the relative position which they occupy in rocicty,
and the property which they possess, for withaut education,
there can b no wise laws, without sise laws there can be
no positive protection ; and a people without education is a
peaple without laws, and a people sithout Jaws i an un-
bridied populace from which there is always more to fear
than to hope.

Under the influence of the Education Aet for Lower
| Canada, which expired in 1836, there were 1530 schools

last year.  But apart of this sum was employed in paying
the hall” the cost of the School Houses, at the rate of £50
o Douse, in paying the teaching of any other lunguage than
i that of tho majority of the children going to schwol, at the
rate of L4 for cach master thus teaching two Janguages, in
 paving ten shillings for the instruction ol cuch poor child,
Land also i rewarding the children who had made most
progress, at the rate of ten shillings a school.  So that we
may consider the sum of £30,600 as being newrly that
whieh was paid by Government towards the support of the
masters ot the rate of £20 for cach sehool, for the year
1836.

Now, although on the one hand it must he admitted that
among the heads of families #ome would pay less thun ten
shillings a year, that some others would pay nothing atall,
and that on the other hand it would be necessury to establish
a gonter number of School Districts, than were in operation
b under the Act which expired in 1836 ; neverthicless, afler
waking every allowanee, it the School Districts were not too
multiplied, and a system of taxation were adopted, by the
oporntion of which there might be obtained nearly fen
shillings - for each solvent hend of a family, a sum would
very casily be raised, 1 do not say equal to that which by
virtue of the present law, Government now offers, but so
fur heyond ity so asto allow a respectable salary for each
teacher.

Mz, Proulx, Curé of St. Antoine de Tilly, wishing to
take means for extablishing the number of schools which he
thought necessavy in his parish, adepted the plan of obliging
the parents to pay by capitation of their children of an age
10 goto sehool, and having fixed it at ten penee for each
cluld (whether the parents should send them there or not),
fie has happnly suecceded in finding, in this manner, the
means of ostablishing fitteen schools in his parich.  This
fact 5o honorable to Mr. Proulx, is cloquent in favor of the
general contribulion by taxation,by assessment or otherwise,
and proves very clearly that however moderate the tax
nay be, it may rsuffice, with the aid of the grauts Irom
- Government, to defray, ina fitting manner, the expenses of

carrying out a system of clementary education, productive

of much goode  The impoesition of a coercive and general
tax, for the purposes of education, iy then the casiest, the
most ecoromical, and the most certain means of obtaining
iteverywhere with certainty and unifority.

But, the means of support proceeding thus rom two difle-
rent rources, it is necessary to keep constantly in view the dis-
tinctive principle of their respective origin and  direction.
The mowes proceeding from the people should be levied in
a coercive manner, but feft i the loeality, at the disposal of
' those interested, represented by & Treasurer and the School
| Commissioners of their own eholee, while the sums granted
i by the Legislature, arising frem the revenue of the Crown
Lands or {rom any other source, should be distributed ac-
cording to the nunber of the population of the children, in
the manner alrcady provided, in the present faw.  Thisis,
in fuety the principle most just antl most applicable to the
wantas of the localities, and withott the observance of which
there might result ubuzes and inconveniences, sueh as may
have been observed under the operation of the law of
Lower Canada which expired in 1836

In New Drunawick, the government grant the rum of
L0, amivally for cach School, provided the inhabitama
of the Schiool Distriet furnish as much, and that the tutal
sunt paid by the government be not more than £180 for
cach Parish or Township 3 but in the state of New York,
the government grants allowances in proportion to the po-
pulation of the localities, provided the inhabitants furnish
as muchy and this principle, which is that already adopted
in our Act, operates infinitely better,

Tt i ascertained that there are about 180,000 Elemenlory
Schools in the United States, and the State of New York
has about 10,000 for its share, which under the influence of
a law similar to what ours would be, if it were modified in
the manner proposed above, the government and the pco-
ple support in the most praiseworlhy manner,

50 as to have better masters, it appeary by the report of

the Superintendent that, in 1837, they levied for this two-
fold end, a sum ahuost double the government allowance.

This is a fact, proving zeal and dosire for education very
praiseworthy and exemplary, and which will be without
doubt more eloguent than words with the Canadian people,
to induce them to submit willingly to the operation of the
principle of o goneral tax for the purposes of education, and
I venture to fatler mysell thaty yielding to the peculiar im-
pression which this signal tuct cannot fail ol making upon
them, they will hasten to profit by the advantages offered
by the Act as amended.

Under the influence of the expired Bducation Act,
which the Provincial Parliament had passed for the diffu-
sion of education in Lower Canada, it appears that the

Such arc the sums granted by the Provincial Legislature
of Lower Canadg, and if in each year they had only been
doubled by virtue of a general tax, how light and cusy to
pay, would have heen the contribution for each, and
wliat henefit would have heen effected, of which we have
not secn cven the shadow.

Let there he no tax, assueedly not, when the greater evil is
thus avoided ; but when we may casily convince oursel-
ves that it is the most expeditious, the most prompt, the
easiest, and the most cconomical means for ench of us, by
which the children of the people can be provided with the
greatest of all blessings after religion, we should he neither
consiatent nor wise Lo put it from us, and witl it the bless-
ing of education.

In effect, without the operation of a general and coercive
tax, instruction will be comparatively given only to a small
number of children, and will still be imperfect and insuffici-
ent for our wants.  And to attempt again to pul into ope-
ration a system of clementary cducation, without the
imposition of o yeneral tax, isto render ourselves guilty of
leaving the present generation also destitute, as so many
others have already unhappily been, of the benefit of
education. ‘

The time for experiments ought to have passed, and ex-
perience ought to havo taught us, that 1o the wishes and
favorable dispositions of the people, must be joined the
effectivencss, the ubsolute action of a principle which pro-
duces the good of their children, so to say, in epite of their
parents. C ‘

It is clear that, for this object, of sueh important, vital
and common inlerest Lo all, it iy necessary that to facility of
action, and economy of procedure, severity, even absolutism'
should auspiciously unite, 50 agto rendur the results of the
general carrying out of the law inevitably good. In a word,
for this desirable end, all possible means which appear ne-
cessary, should be adopted and put immediately into practice.,

Besides, what can be feared from the mild, light and easy
operation of o general tax, solely for the object of education,
above all when, to obtain the good effecty all the manuge-
ment of it will be entrusted, by the people themselves, into
the-hands of rospestable.and enlightened men, who are theit

filends, and whose common intercsts’ are merged in and

identified with those of the people in-the midst of whom
they reside? Not the least evil !

sideration, in his - quality of Commissioner of Education
under Lord Durham. I have conceived it hecessary to
make this allusion, because my letters contain these indispen-
sable propositiong, even that of peremptorily obliging the
parents to pay for the education of their children, but by a
capitation tax ; and these same letters have been published -
several times since, in the whole or in part, and with com-
ments. So that, T have already for a number of years been ad-
dressing the people on the moral obligation which isimposed
on them to cause their children to be instructed, threntening
coercion, penalties and exclusion from public employments,
and from charges of honor or profit ; and, apparently, I have
not heen less favorably regarded for so doing, T venture to
interpret this circumstance as an uncquivoeal proof of the
good disposition of the people towards {he strict measures
which, for their own suke, I think it my duty to recommend
to Your Excellency. In cfiect thoir adoption would be a
benefit, as much as an act of courage. 1 venture, then, to
flatter myself that Your Excellency will be pleased to re-
commend to the Provincial Parliament the adoption ofa
general and coercive tax, for the purposes of education,
persuaded as T am that, when the power of impoging it shall
be specially confided to persons chosen for this end, by the
pcolple,‘ our country people will submit themselves to it very
willingly. ‘

But, we must guard carefully against exacting too much or
too little from the people.  To exact too muchy would be to
harass the people and to disgust them with education ; and to
require too little, would be to limit too much the means of
supply and of suceess, and to accustom the people to under-
value education, beeanse they incline to regard as of little
value, that which cost little,

From the adoption of the principle of a general and coer-
cive tax, there would result other advantages stilly which
are not altogether of minor importance.

It would bo the means of striking out of the law, the
oblization which those parents who have the means are un-
der, to pay the sum of fifteen pence a month for cach child
going 1o gehool, over and above their annual contribution,
The tequitement of this small sum is more than hurtful to
the carrying out of the Act, one may say that it hus been
for Lower Canada an absolute hindrance, which every art
has been able but slightly to mitigate.

In any case, I think it my ‘duty humbly to pray Your
Excellency to be pleased to recommend  the striking out of
the present Act, the obligation imposed on solvent parents
to pay the sum of fificen pence a month, and to cause the
requircmnents of the law, in a pecuniary respect,to be limited
to a simple annual coutribution, in one shape or other, for
ull purposcs relating to Elementary Education, for the peo-
ple will never be satisfiod, while they have to encounter
obstacles such as they must surmount under the present
Law,

The adoption of a general tax, toprocure to children the
benefit of Education, by putting an end to the obligation of
the parents to pay the sum of filecn pence a month, would
nlgo do away with the distinction which it establishes among
them, of rich children and poor children.  This distinetion,
in place of serving toattain the object of the law, has rather
the effect of cnsuring its failure, because it is injurious to
the poor children, discourages them, and blunts their feel-
ings, destroys their ambition, paralyses their talents, nullifies
all efforte to instruct them, by exposing them to the con-
tempt and insults of the others, and thus stigmatizes o great
number of clever and amiable children, whose excelient
disposition and good qualities cause the greatest hopes to be
justly entertained for the future.  The children attending the
‘schools would then be.on an equal footing in the eyes of the
law and 'of the Masters, ns is the case in the United States,
and at the school of % Za Doctrine Chrétiennie™ where they
are constantly treated. as equals und brotheérs !

may suller in nothing, and may be in nowise fettered or
constrained in its progress, for want of means,

According to the systematic, but very simple  plan
which I have the lionor of submitting to the consideration
of Your Execlieney, there will he perecived,at tiest saght, in
the operation of the Education Acty two distinet parts
whielr, tending without cessation towards one sole end, at
length so unite and are merged in each other, #o as to have
but one action, the neeessary elfect of which will be grneral
instruction.

Thus then, to attain the greatest facility of procedure and
an assurance of suceess, in carrying out the Education Acty
itis extremely important that certain persony, besides the
School Commissioners, should be speetally entrusted with
the working of that part of the Aet which relates to meney
matters, and with the means of delraying his expenses of
itg general operation.

It would be necessary, therefore. that Assessors,Gollectors
and a Treasurer should be clected in cach Parish or Town-
ship, and should be authorised to procegd in the way
already marked out in the first part of this Report.

In the ease hereinbefore supposed, the Asscssors and
Colloctors would have the same right and power to exercise,
and the same dutivs and formalities to o through, ax those
atready mentioned in the Education Act for the same pur-
poses.

The Assossors should be moreover required to take the
census of cluldren from soven to fourteen vears old, and
they shoubl besides, as well as the Parish or Township
Treasurer, be required to make an annual report of their
procecdinge separately to the School Commissioners and
the Superintendent of Public Instruction, the whole within
the course of Fehruary in each year,  And in case of
neghience or refisal to conform to the requirements ol the
laty with reference to this matter. they should be each and
all liable to a fine of £25, summarily recoverable at the suit
of the Chairman of the Board of Commisgioners before the
District Conrt or the County Magistrates, and the amount
should be cmployed, by the Commissioners, for the purposes
of cducations m theje respective localities,

To cconomse farther, and to induce the people to treat
with more confidence those whom they themselves shall
be called upon to choose, to levy each year the monies
required by the law, (toserve as an aid towards the sup-
port of the Schools) it is extremely important that the
Assessors, the Collectors, and the Treasurers ghould in
each locality perfurm this smaull serviee, withont cxacting
temuneration.  This would be the means of diminishing
considerably, not only the expenses, but ulso the objections
which otherwise our country-people might perhaps have to
the levying of the tax, even for the sole object of educa-
tion.

T can assure Your Excellency that there will every
where be easily found men sufliciently intelligent, disinter-
ested, aud tnendly to education, to give their services mos!
willinuly 1o eorry out this particular enactment of the Jaw.

Aud this, while it clevates them, more in the esteem of
their follow-citizens, would place them on a footing of
equality with many other public oflicers, and ospecially with
the Scheol Commissioners, who are charged with duties
much more complicated, and with a much heavier respon-
sability, and that during the whole course of the year,
without receiving the least remuneration for the iimportant
rervices which, a8 good citizens, they daily render to
society.

But,in the possible case that,for some reason or other, the
election of the Parish or Township Commissioners, Ag-
sossors, Colleetore, and Treasurer, should not take place,
conformably to the Idueation Act, it would be casy to
cnnct that, on a requisition signed by at least ten heads of

i

authovized to appoint the several public ofticers before
metitioned, to carry out the provisions of the Lducation Act
in the Parish or Township where none would otherwise
have been elected. The School Officers so appointed,
woulll have, separately and colleetively, the same rights and

s powers to exereise, ay those which they would have had, if

they had been clected by the people, under the precedency
of the person aeting as Chairman at the election of the
parish oflicers, and would he linble to the same penalties.
The Chairman of the meeting of the Magistrates should be
required to furnish the Superintendent, within fifteen days,
with a list of the Oiicers” thus appointed, shewing their
naines, aduitions, and residences, respectively,

In this manner, the useful operation of the law may be
reckoned upon with eertainty, even if though these oflicers
should not have been elected at the election of Parish Of-
ficers. or that having been so, at that time or subsequently,
they should refuse or negleet 1o act conformably to the law.
This woulld be, in fact, the best means of remedying in a
legal manner the evil, otherwise ireeparable, resulting from
the want of that clection, which, this vear, hag occurred in
many parts without its being possible to apply a remedy.

4thly. To leave something to the good will and zeal of
the inhabitants, the law shouid awthorise the persons of their
choice, who shall be charged with the exccution of' the
Bduemion Acty to levy on them over and above the sum
destined to equal the ordinary allowance of Government,
certain small additional sums, to defray the expense of
eatublishing Academics, Model Schooly, Girls’ Schools, and
Public Libraries ; for the purchase of boooks to be given to
the children in the shape of rewards, at the yearly public
examination, to encournge teachers of Academies and of
Maodel Schools to fit vome of their scholars (or the profession
of teaching, as also to encourage the simultaneous teaching
of the English and French languages, olijects so much the
more desirabley asthey would contribute most powerfully to
the propugation of practical education amony us,

Government, on ity side, might engage itself by law, to
give each year, 2 sum equal to those which the inhabitants
of each locality should furnish for cach of these several pus-
poses, as hereinafter gpecified. ‘

The simple mention of these diflerent objects sufliciently
indicates their respective importance, of which it would be
uscless to assign the reasons of at length, T shall content
mygelf, therefare, with indicating them separately, with the
particular sum which, on cither side, the people and the
Government ought to furnish,to attain them with certainty in
each locality. ‘

Thus, in the first place, the Teachers of Academies being
more specially devoted to giving a sccondary,and somnetimes
classical cducation, and being able, better than the others, to
form scholars who may thereafter become masters, it is
highly useful to encourage, throughout the Provinee, the es-
tablishinent of these educational Institutions, by enacting,
after the exaniple of what is done for this same object in
New Brunswick, that an annual sum of £50, currency,
shall be allowed to the inhabitants who having built, at their
own expense, an Academy in a central place, relatively to
the population of each County or Township, shall volunta-
rily furnish over and above, a like sum at least, to aid in
making up the Salary of the Teacher, provided that there be
not more thar one Aeademy in each County, and that this
one shall be, hesides, subject in every thing (o the particular
ind general direction of the Schoot Commissioners of the
locality, and of the Superintendent of Public Instruction.

In the sceond place, the want of a Superior Schinol to be
placed, by the School Commissionersin the mowt central
place of cach Parish or Township, Leing every where much
felty the law should provide means of encouraging the cs-
tablishment of such schools, under the significant name of
Model Schools, the pupils in which might consist of the
most advanced and best disposed children of other Schools,
whose parents should have the means of continuing their
cducation in a more complete and usefw] manner., These
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teaching one of these languages, in addition to that of the Appendix
majority of the children frequenting the Model School or . (%)
Academy of the locality.

Education, and its Teacher, possessing superior qualifica-
tions to those of other Teachers, the government might al-
low the special sum of £10 currency, annually, ahove the
ordinary allowance, in proportion to the population of chil-
dren, ifyon their side, the inhabitants of the Parish or Town-
ship should voluntarily furnish as much over and above their
annual contribution, in terms of the law,

There exist already many superior Schools or Academies

in Lower Canada 5 but as they are established almost ex- |

clugively in the Townships, it is extremely desirable to
adopt means for encouraging their establishment in the
Seigniories, because they would there eflict tlie same good.
However, two of these Institutions have been built in the
course of the year, and two more are now building. So

that, there is alrendy a taste for these Institutions, and there ||

is every reason to belicve that if the law offered the means
of encouragement, which are recommended above, they
would encrease in number daily. |

“In the third place, the want of Teachers of Elementary
Schools being everywhere great, and the Teachers of Aca-
demics and ‘Model Schools being considered to be capable
of forming them, te cncourage them to do so, the law
should enact that a sum of £, Currency, shall be granted
by Goveriment to each and cvery Tcacher of an

Academy or Model School, who shall have formed a scholar |

capable of becoming n Master, so that he may be able pro-
perly to qualify himself before one of the Boards of Ex-
aminers of the Province,

By thus interesting the self~love and connecting the repu-
tation of the Instructors of superior Schools with Normal
instruction ; and by ofloring to them, at the same time,
cerlain pecuniary advantages, which should serve asan
allurement to them, they would be daily induced to muke
efforts, which they would otherwise believe themselves in-
capable of making, to preparte their scholars for elementary
teaching 3 this would be, in effect, the easiest means of
converting theSuperior Schools into so manyNormalSchools,
outany great expense fulling on the Government for this
important object.

In the fourth place, seeing that it is nccessary to provide,
ina special manner, for the education of the female sex, to
encourage our country people to establish in cach Parish or
Township at least one school exclusively for Girls, the law
should enact that it should he lawful for the School Com-
inissioners to establish one in the place which should appear
to them the fittest, and the teaching of it should be by them
vonfiled to a Female Teacher of their choice, subject, in
everything, to the rules of the particular and general direc-
tion of public instruction,

This school would be supernumerary, and would not
occupy the place of the school of the School District in
which it might be established, and a sum of £15, Currency,
should be allowed lor it by Government, whenever the in-
habitants of the Parish or Township should furnish as much
for this special object.

"In the fifth place, as the reading ol ftting books is an
object essential to the progress of education, it would be very
important to enact that the Government should allow an
annual sum of £5, to each Purish or Township, whenever
the Inhabitants should furnish as much, to estabhish a
Public Library under the direction of the Commissioners of
Education, as well as to make a place of deposit for School
Books  for the use of poor children, to whom they should be
werely lent for the time during which they should want
them in sehool, so as to put them in a state to follow, with
advantage, the instruction given in Elementary Schools,

In the sixth place, to encourage the teaching of the two
languages, French and English, a conjoint knowledge of
which is become necessary, it would be very useful to ennct
that Government should ailow an annual sum of £5,
whenever the Inhabitants should furnish as much for

. Thus, after the example of what is done in the State of
 New York, it should be enacted, that at the requisition of
 the majority of the School Commissioners for each Parish
, or Township, the Assessors and Collectors should be requir-
' ed to raise, over and above the sum destined to equal the
 ordinary government allowance, certain additional sums 'for

t

the School Commissioners. The latter should be author-
ised to certify the amount and particular application of such
additional sum to the Superintendent, who being satisfied of
the fulfilment of the law in this respect, should give an
order on the Receiver General to pay a similar sum'into the
hands of the Commissioners of the localities whose inhabi-
tants shall have been thus Assessed for these particulnr
objects, ‘

5thly. To induce persons of property who are friendly to
education to make donations, either of moveable or immo-
veable property, for propagating more usefully the benefits
of'education, after the example of the Literary Colleges of
the Province, the School Commissioners of each locality
Bh?luld be authorised to receive donations for this desirable
end.

There is no doubt that a provision of this kind, in the law,
would be the means of procuring many resources and of
very casily emulating revenues which would otherwise never
have been obtained for the purposes of education. Books,
Lots of Land, Moveable Preperty, Rents, Hypothéques,
Money, all might be, at pleasure, daily contributed by the
zealous friends of education, to propagate the benefits re-
sulting therefrom with greater certuinty,

OBSERVATIONS.

The preceding plan of organizationy, composed of what is
best in the present Education Act, and of the amendments
which I have the honor to submit to the consideration of
Your Excellency, has nothing speculative init, and would
not only infullibly have the eflect of onsuring an action
more regular, more direct, more certain, and generally more
useful to the cause of Elemeatary Education, as. also more
agreeable and more conformable to the sentiments of the
-people, but has also appented to me of an obsolute urgency
and necessity, because on the one hand, Iknow the invin-
cible repugnance of the people to see the power of taxing
them, confided to persons who might make use ofit for
other purposes than those of Education, as also their great
dislike to allow their money to be taken eut of the locality in
which they are resident, while on the other hand itis evi-
dent that the working of the law would be thus more expe-
ditious and more cconomical, and would give to the direction
of public instruction a character of fixity and of indepen-
dence,giving a guarantee of success which it would be other-
wise impossible to obtain, to the same degree of perfection,
and of general satisfaction in the School System.

T am in fact soentirely convinced of the success, the
satisfaction, and even the ultimate gratitude, which the
working ofa similarlaw will produce, that I am ready forth-
with to assume all the responsibility. While it would be seen
to contain provisions of ensuring the necestary pecuniary
means and for enforcing the enactments of theLaw,the advan-
tages of which, not to say the necessity, are easily conceived,
it would be fittingly seasonied with principles of economy, of
facility of action, and of sevetity, which would give it, in
common with all laws made for the happiness of society, a
positive character,—a chitacter so efficacious thatit would
boe soon universally appreciated. The operation of these
principles could not take the people by surprise, since . they
would always give to those interested alatitnde which,
gerving as a notice. - aud a guarantee which serving as u

MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS. 3rd.—District of Berthier,

1st.—District of Beauharnots. In aletter dated 22d May, 1843, the Hon. B. Jolictte,
t Warden, states that the Council of his District hus done
nothing in compliance with the School Aet, notwithstanding
they were several times requested to act accordingly ;3 and
that although the School Commissioners have hern clected
 for all the Parishes and Townships in 1842, yet they have
done unthing for education, for want of va-oporation on the
lpart of the Couneil,

In aletter dated Deerham, April, 1843, M. W. Harfson,
Fsqr,, Warden, states that the Municipal Council ot hig
District has virtually taken no steps towards complying
with the requirenents of the Schuol Act for 184<°i; and
that altno’ the Sehool Commissioners are generally elected,
vet thers s o School under their control, and that there
was no Report wde of theie operation.  Mr, Harrison
further observes, that the requirement of 1 34 per month, for

{n a letter dated 1st May 1843, J. R, Lambly, Esq.,War-
don, states that the Municipal Disrict was not divided into

that of Halifax for 1843 ; that ho does not know any thing
slse woncerning education in his Districty for want of an
newnl visity which he could not make for want of’ means ;
that Halifix reckons three or four indepondent Schools
supported by the Newfoundland Society, that there was no
tax nor voluntary contributions raised for the support of
Schools 1 Halifax, and that in view of the serious con-
sequences resulting from the District Councila not operating,
he would -uegest that seme alterations in the Municipal
Ordinance be propused to the Legislature, so as to meet with
the wisliey of the inhubitants,

nd May, 1843, he states that the Council have taken no
action {or education, in compliance witli the School Act,
Cand that although the School Commisioners have heen
clected, yet he knows of no School in operation under their
control.  Sclieols have been kept by voluntary eontributi-
ons without hoping for the Government grant, becaure the
requirements of the law could not be eomplied with, and
still he thinks they are entitled to some remuneration.

Mr.Avmstrong further observes, < that without a law from
the Legislature, which will impoge an equal taxation on
¢ all classes, education cannot prosper in Canada East,
¢ and although people are repugnant o taxation, he knows
¢ that o tax forthe object of education would in & short
¢ time afford general satisfaction.”

In aletter dated New Carlisle, 20th May, 1843, J. R.
Hamilton, Bsq:, Warden, and M.P.P., states, that theMuni.
cipal Couneil of hisDistrict has taken no sieps towards com.
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plying with the requireinents of the School Act for the year
18427 that his District has not been divided into School
Districts, but that the Toswnships of Port Daniel, Hope,
Cox, Hamilton, Maria, Ristigouche and Mdétapédiac, have
clected School Commissioners for the year 1842 but none
wore olectod in any of the Townships for the prosent yoar
that no Schools were undor the control of School Commis-
sioners regularly clocted in 1842 that two Schools have
heen kept independent, one in Port Danicl and the other in
Carleton ; that no sums have been riised by tax or other-
wise for the support of Elementary Schools, with a view o’
obtaining a share in the School geant for the year 1842,
Mr, Hamilton furthor ohserves that there is no part in the
Province (oxcept Gaspé) where education is s littlo!
attendid to as in the District of Bonaventure, and he really
believes that the most effectunl means of remedying such
a state of things would be by granting a certain sum of

" money to cach Township for the support of Elementary

Schools thercin, rendering it compulsory on parents to send
their children of a certain agoe regularly 1o School.

In a letter dated Quebes, 19th April, 1843, Roboert
Christie, Esq. M.P.P. swtos that there was no division
made of theMunicipal District into School Districts,that is, he
1 not aware of any such divisionsnor does he think any thing
of the kind has taken place,unless pro forme ; and although ho
lnows of several Schoels in oporation, he is not aware of
their being under the control of the School Commissioners,
The people considering the School Act asa dead letter,
unless the Municipal Council work, voluntarily contribute
according to their means towards the maintenance of their
Schools, particularly during the winter time. The better
way to ascertain the present stute of education in the Dis-
trict of Gaspé, Mr. Cliristie recommends to have recourse
to the nearcst Priest or Minister, and Justice of the Pence :
ho further obsceves thaty for the future, ho has in view a
plan of education, hy the operation of which the Schools
would be supported by local assessment in rural Parishes
of Lower Canada.

Tth—District of Kamouraska.

In « lotter dated 6th May, 1843, the Hon. J. B. Tache,
Warden, states that the Municipal District was not divided
into Schoo! Distrietsy the Councit having been of opinion,
that they could notmake it without the consus, and that
no other measwe was taken in his District in compliance
with the requirements of the School Act, except that the
School Commissioners were elected for the years 1842
and 1843, the Parish of Rivicre OQuelle excepted. No
School has properly been under the control of the School
Commissioners ; they were independent of their control,
being generally under that of the Curates and other
respectable citizens—sometimey conjointly with the School
Commissioners.  No report was niade of their existence
acoording to lave, but afler the fucts which he could obtain
from the Curates, he can say that thirty-four Schools are
in operation in hie District supported by voluntery subscrip-
tions and part of the church funds, some with o view of
ohtaining the aflocation ; and sneh is the amount known of
the sums subscribed for the number of Schools in operation
in the {ollowing Parishes respectively, viz i—

Bth.—District of Missisquor.

A. 1843.
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In a letter dated Dunham 29th April, 1843, W. Baker,

Esq. Warden, states that the Council divided the District
into 140 School Districts ; that ou the 11th day of Decem-
ber, 1841, the Council passed a by-law authorsing ench
School District to raise by assessment, or otherwise, such
sums as shall be sufficient, with'the Government allowance,
to maintain the District Schools according to law, andihat
all the Parishes and Townships elected School 'Commissi-

oners for the years 1842 and 1843 ; however, that strictly .

spenking, the Schools were not under the control of the
School Comimissioners in 1842, and probably one half
were kept up by voluntary subscriptions for the year 1842,
but not with a view of obtaining.a share of the Schoo! grant,
—ithe School Commissioners were wailing for the appor-
tionment. ‘

Mr. Baker further states that the apportionment of the
School Fund not heing made, he advised the Chairman of
the School Commissioners of each Parish or Township to
do every thing in their power, notwithstanding, to comply
with the requirements of the Law, and raise, by voluntary
subscriptions, sums sufficient for the purpose of meeting the
apportionment whenever it is made ; and that he believes
that between 35 and 40 Schools are now in operation under
the control of the School Commissioners after that manner.

9th.—District of Leinster.

In a letter dated L’Assomption, 29th April, 1843, I, E.
Faribault, Esq. Warden, states that the Council of his Dis-
trict has done nothing for education in compliance with the
School Act ; that, to his knowledge, no school operates un-
der the control of the Schovl Commissioners altho’ they were
elected in each Parish and Township in 1842 and 1843,
but cannot state how many schools thete are in operation,
independent of the control of tho School Commissioners.

Mr. Faribault further states, ay his opinion, that the Mu-
nicipnl Councils should beinvested, by the Law, with the
necessary power for the establishment of elementary schools
in their Districts respectively, under the control of the Legis-
Inture. ‘ ‘

10th.—District of Montreal.

In a letter dated 20th April, 1843, J. Molson, Eyq. War-
den, stntes that the Municipal Council not willing to act
upon the present Otdinance, he cannot give any satisfactory
information with regard to schools 5 that the ouly steps
taken by him has been to transmit, by privale conveyunce,
{o the School Commissioners, some printed forms of reports
sont to him for their use by the Superintendent of Education.
Mr.Molson hog no information to give upon any other point.

In a letler dated, Montreal, 24th Apeil, 1843, A, M,
Delisle,Esq. M.P.P., states that the Municipal Gouneil of the
District has done nothing for the olject ol elementary edu-
cation ; that there are, ﬁowever, in almost every Parish,
Schools held, most generally Ly incompetent Teachers, for
iheir own advantage, very scantily attended’ that apart
from the City of Montreal, nine-tenths of the rising genera-
tion in this District are deprived of the advantage of etuca-
tion under the present system, and that expericnce on the
past has led him to the conclusion that any systém of educa-
tion which may bo adopted, free from compulsion, will
prove equally fraitless. . ‘

11th—District of Nicolet.
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12th—Districl of Portneuf.

In aletter dated, Portneuf, 12th June, 1843, E. Hale,

7th November, Esq. Warden, states that his Municipal District was divided

“into forty School Districts ; that in compliance with the

School Act, every Parish clected School Commissioners,
in 1842 and 43, and has reason to believe that the same
formalitics were adhered to throughout the Distriet, but has
received no returns from three Parishes ; that altho’ the
School Commuiissioners were regularly clected, none of the
clementary schools were considered as being under their
entire control in 1842, and that the only returns of schools
made to theCouncil, were, in Grondines,ong, Ste. Annc, one,
Cap Sante, one; that from the best information he can ob-
tain the following is the number of clementary schools main-
tained this year (1843) throughout the District by voluntu-
ry contributions from the heads of families, and under pri-
vate engagements between them and the Teachers, that is

That no sums were raised by the way of Tax within his
District for the support of clementary schools in the year
1842, or subsequently, the whole being maintained by pri-
vite contributions alone, under the expectation of a favora~
ble interpretation of the 12th section of the Act for the
year 1842 ; and that he has only further to add, that he ob-
serves an increasing desire, on the part of the inhabitantz, to
obtain for their children the blessings of education, but that
there appears no disposition on the part of the District
Council to make this great object compulsory by taxing
the people for the support of schools,

13th.—District of Quelec.

In a letter dated 16th May, 1843, H. Gowen, Esq.,
Warden, states that no division has been as yet made of
the Manicipal District into School Districts, by the District
Council 3 that in obedienee to the law, School Commission-
ers were elected in Junuary, 1842, for each of the twenty-
one local divisions now composing the Municipal District
of Quebee, except the Parish of Beauport, the union of
the Parish of Valcartier with the Towuships of Stonchiam
and Tewkesbury, the union of the Parish of Fossumbault
with the Township of Salford. and the Parish ol Ste,
Famille ; that no Elementary Schools have heen in opera-
tion under the control of the School Commissioners, and
that no repott has been received by him of the sane, ac-
vording to law, although there are a number of Elementary
Schuols, forly or wore, in operation within the various parts
of the District, independont of the contral of the School
Comimnissioners, but no report -has been received, no tax
has been raised in any part of the Distict for the support
of elementary education, and the amount of uny other con-
wibution is unknown, ‘

Mr. Gowen further states that, to obtain more informa-
tionon the subject of Ednecation, a cirenlar should be
obtained {rom the Bishop of the Diocese, and sent by him
10 the Curates of the Parishes within the District.

14th.—District of Rimouski.

In a letter dated 1st May, 1843, Alexis Rivard, Eaq.,
Warden, states that the Counci! had divided the Municipal
District into twenty-five School Districts, in the month of
September, 1842 ; that School Commissioners were elected
in all the Parishes for 1842 and 43, and that although the
Schools were not under their eontroly still there are nine in
oparation, six of which are well kept, that is, three inthe
Parish of Rimouski, and the others in Isle Verte and 81.

In aletter, dated Varennes, 13th May, 1843, A. Dinet,
Esq., Warden, sates that the Council of his District has
taken no steps towards complying with the requirements of
the School Act; that the Municipal District was not
divided into Districts, nor any Tax raised for the support
of Elementary Schools 3 School Commissioners were how-
ever elected in all the Parishes for 1842 and 43,and the few
Schools in operation are supported partly by Church funds,
and partly by whatis paid meonthly by the Parents; hut
having received no report of these schools, except from
the Parish of Sorel.  Mr. Pinet cannot tell how many were
under the control of the Schiool Commissioners, und how
many were not.

16th.—District of St. Hyacinthe,

Inaletter dated St, Cesaire, 19th April, 1843, W. U,
Chatiors, Bsq., Warden, states that the Council of his Dis-
trict hias taken no steps towards complying with the require-
mentsof the Law ; thatthe Municipal District has not been
divided into School Districts : no Tax has been levied in
his District for Educational purposes, although the School
Comumissioners were elected by each Parigh for 1842 and
43, but knows of no school in operation under their
control ; and that where there have beenschools, the parents
have paid small sums to the Teachers monthly, as before
passing the Actin question.

Mr. Cliaffers further observes, that the best way o aseer-
tain what schools have been kept in good fuith in the
different Parishes, would he by a personal visit made hy
some person duly authorized thereto, calling to assistance
the Clergy and Councillors of the respective localities,

17h—District of Si. Johns.

In a fetter dated 24h April, 1843, W. McGinnig, Esq.,
Warden, states that no steps have heen taken in his Distriet
for the ohjeet of Education ; no division was made of the
Municipal Distriet into School Districls; that in 1842, all
the Parishes except Caughnnwaga, and in 1843, all the
Parighes of Caughnawaga, St. Philip, St. Jolin and St.
Edouard, elected School Contmisgioners, hut knows of no
school under their control 5 some schools are supported by
voluntary  contributions, others by private individuals, but
knowe not their number, they are few,

Me. MeGinnig further states, that from what he has seen
of the operation of the School Aet, it will not answer the
purposes for whicl it was intended; the principle of election
will not do when the population is illiterate, which is the
case for the most part in his Distriet; the School Commis-
sioners are generally men of 1o education whatever, con-
sequently  incompetent to judge of the eapaeity of the
Teachers, how Schools should be conducted, &e.

ducted upon u gord footing, exists, the deinand for schools
has not been urgent, therefore the said Township has not
been divided, altho’ School Commissioners were clected ;
there was no school in-operation under their control in 1842,
but there was a sinall school independent,

Asto the Municipal District of Sherbrooke, the Gentle-
man says that its inhabitants will always maintain schools
with or without the aid of the Government, and that, at his
period, numerous schools exist under the control of School
Commissioners in which the provisions of the 'law have
been more ot less fulfilled, perhaps in none has it been
found practicable to fulfil all.

20th.—District of Sydenham.

In aletter dated Aylmer, 26th May 1843, John Eagan,
Esq., Warden, states that by a Resolution of the Council,
passed 9th Deer. 1841, the School Comunissioners were
authorized to make the necessary divisions of the Townships
and Parishes into School Districts, also to takc the Census
of Children, and that, having acted in conformity, a copy of
their statement was forwarded to the Superintendent of

. Education on the 30th July, 1842, by which it appears
that, with the exception of the Scigniory of Petite Nation,
all other Townships and Unions have elected School Com-
missioners in 1942, and there was no exception in 1843 ;
that the Townships of Hull, Templeton, Eardley, Bucking-
ham, Lochaber, Clarendon, Bristol and Onslow, had
schools in operation in 1842 under the control of the School
Comunissioners,” of which a Report was by them made to
the Council ; but that there has been no money raised by
way of tax in his district up to the present day, it being con-
sidercd necessary to ascertain the amount of the Government
allownnce for each school before the people should be
taxed for a similar amount, and that the School Teachers
in the mean time are supported by voluntary contributions,

Mr. Eagan further observes, that aid should be extended
from the Public Revenue to all Schools that were in
operation in 1842, and vouched for under the hands of the
visiting School Commissioners,

The ahove letter is nccompanied by an extract of the
Report of the School Commissioners for the sehools which
were in operation in 1842, a copy of which may be seen
in my report, No. 5.

D. B. Papineau, Esqr, M.P.P., and Messrs. Sterckendrics
and A. Cook of Petite Nation, make the following obser-
valions :—Expericnce has proved that we can but little
depend ‘upon the action of the Municipal Councils for edu-
cation ; the money tax imposed upon the people for the

£20 and £50 for cach School, which sum passed through ™
the hands of the Teachers ; but that the best means to ascer-
tain how the Schools have been kept during the year 1842,
would he through the medium of the Curate or Minister,’
Senior Magistrate, the senior Officer of Militia and the
Church Wardens, by a certificate to that effect.

Mr. E. Taché further states, that the School Act has
done but little good ns yet, and that it is likely to continue

thus in retarding progress ns long as the power of taxing

themselves for the object of education is lef to the Inha-
bitants ; that the Provincial Legislature should imposc upon
them the tax necessary ‘to oltain it, otherwise we shall
have but an incomplete system of education,—a charge on

a few individuals only, in ench locality, who have educa-
tion at heart.

22nd.—District of Terrebonne.

"In a letter dated Montreal, 24th May, 1843, J. D.
Lacroix, Esqr. Warden, states that the Members of the
Council have divided the Municipal District into School
Districts; that the School Commissioners have been re-
gularly elected for 1842 and 1843, but have not operated
nor made any report 10 him ; that there are no Schools
under their control, and no money was raised by way of,
Tax for the object of Education ; that there are, however,
a few Schools in operation, especially at St. Thérése and
St. Martin, under the control of the Curates and other
individuals,

Mr. Lacroix further states, that a compulsory Tax upon
real properties is the only certain means of maintaining a
School law in useful operation.

Warden, states that his District was divided into eleven

Theletter quoted above is accompanied with a statistien
report of all the Schools in operation in the District, the
amount of which will be found in my Report, No. 5.

Tn a letter dated Carillon, 25th April, 1843, C. J. Forbes,
Esp., M. P. P., states that the District of Two Mountains
has been divided into School Districts, according to its num-
her of Parishes, and School Commissioners named, but in
no other respeet have the requirements of the School Act
heen complied with for the years 1842 and 43, owing to
the imperlect workinF of the Municipal Ordinance. No
addition was made to the humber of Elementary Schools in
1842, nor since ; none of those in existence are under the
control of the School Commissioners.  Most of the Parishes
or reputed Parithesin the Townships, and in the Seigniory
of Argenteuil, have elementary schools established afler
the old system, that is, the expenses thereof defrayed
by the Parents of the Children; no funds have beon
raised fur the support of elementary schools during
the year 1842, and wone with a view of obiaining
portions of the Government grant.—Should it he
possible to grant relief from the Pullic Revenue for
cducational purposcs, notwithstanding the Law has
not been complied with, it is to be hoped the indulgence
may be extended to the French portions of the District
where schools are still more requisite. Tt is in vain, how-
ever, to expect that any thing may be done through the
Municipal Council, and ¢till Canada East should be equally
benefitted by the Schiool Act, as was fully intended.

Mr, Forbes suggests the appointment of Special Com-
missioners in every District, to draw up a minute Report of
the wants of the People, with regurd to Elementary Bdu-
cation, for the intormation of the Kxecutive.

Exrracts from Letters on the subject of

3nd.—Mr. L. C. Lefrangois, N.P. of Chateau Richer,
observes that, considering the indifference which seems to
prevail clsewhere for education, the Government shall
have {o adopt, finally, some compulsory measure for its
object.  Mr. Lafrancois further observes that, in the mean-
time, the people of his Parish have endeavoured to - follow
tho advice given by the Supesintendent of Education.

4th,.—Revd. Mr. Fras, Boucher, Curate of L’Ange
Gardien, observes that, in complisnce with the instructions
of the Superintendant of Education, they have established
a Superior School upon an excellent footing, wherein the
French and English are taught successfully, as well ag the
other branches of commercial and practical cducation,

5th—Revd. Mr. Jsselin, Curate of Ste.Famille de 'Tsle
d'Orléans, observes that the present School Act is imprac-

Act, the wore honestly and the more easily it will be com-
plied with.

Gth—Revd. Mr. Lemoine, Curate of Beauport, obscrves
that cducation never will take, in the country, an advan-
tageous and durable form without compulsory means to
iimpose a legal olligation on the inhabitants {o contribute
| towards that most important object.  Mr. Lemoine further
| observes that, although the people are repugnant to forcible
taxation, still, if’ it was levied by the medium of the School
Commissioners, without their being paid, but authorized to
employ its amount towards the establishment and mainte-
nance of Blementary Schools without the intervention of
the Municipal Councils, it would meet the approbation of
the inhabitants.

Tth—Revd. Mr. Huot, Curate of Ste. Foi, ohserves that
in hig Parigh, ns well as throughout the vountry, the Edu-
cation Act did not operate on account of the repugnance of
the inhabitants to the Municipal Institution, and still that the
schools of his parish have been kept regularly with the hope
of obtaining the Government allocation.

8th.—Revd. Mr. Roy, Curate of Charleshourg, observes
that it is necessary to provide for the establishment of a Fee
male School in cach Parish or Township, and that such an
.object cannot be attained without the Government aid.

9th.—Revd. Mr. Lefrangois, Curate of St. Augustin, ob-
serves that the schools are kept by the contributions of the
parents and a part of the Church Revenues, and that no-
thing else will ever be done for the object of education
without education.

10th,—Revd. Mr. Galien,Curate of Cap Santé, observes
that his Parishioners are well disposed to comply with the
requirements of the Common School Act asmuch as pos-
sible, 8o as to obtain the Government allocation,

11th—Revd. Mr, Desilefs, Curate of St. Barnabé de
Gatinenu, observes as his conviction, that education will
not be properly propagated not only in his Parish, but even
everywhere else in the country, unless the Law is made
compulsory, go a8 to force the parents to pay for the educa-
tion of their children, according to their means respectively.

41ist—Mr. Culting, of Barnstown, suggests the propriety
of reducing the number of visits on the part of the School
Commissioners,and also the number of 15 children to a lesser
number atlending School in the Townships,

424,—Revd. Nr, Alexander, of Clifton, observes that an
Inspector of Schools should be appointed in each Munici-
pal District ; that the number of uine months atwsmdance
should be reduced to six only in the year, and the propriety
that the teacher of each Superior School or Academy
should teach one poor child, vearly, for every ten pounds
he receives from the Governinent annually.

43rd.—The School Commissianers of Eaton and New-
port make the following remarks: the present School Act
is not exaedy fitted to Eagtern Townships 3 that part of the
Act which requires monies to be raised and deposited in
the hands of the District Treasurer, before obtaning the
Governnment allowance, is particularly obnoxious to this
section of the Provinee. They further observe, that it
might have a tendency to promote the cause of Education,
if a School Agent should b appointed by the Superinten-
dent of Bducation in cach Municipal District, whose duties
should beto visit each school in the District, once at least
in cach year, and to make a report of the same to the
Superintendent of Education annually.

They further ohserve, that it gcems also very desirable
that a small grant of money from the Common Suhool
Fund should be made annually to cach Township, on cer-
tain conditions, to aid in sustaining a High School for the
qualification of Teachers,

4tth,~-Mr. Thomas Davis, of Dudswell, suggests to re-
duce the number of fifteen ehildren to a lesser number
attending school regularly in the Townshipgy and also
the aumber of nine months to a lesser number in the year,
on account of the population being scattered over a large
surface.

45th.—Mr. Thomas Taif, of Melbourne, observes that it
is thought by some, that it would be advisable that a small
grant should be made out of the School Fund to those
School Districts that require new school houses, where the
inhabitants are too poor to build themselves,

46th.~—Revd, Mr. Fleming, and others, of Melbourne,
ohseeve, that the prosent Sehool Act is not adapled to the
Eastern Townshipy, where the settlements are  in most
cases new, and the settlers for the most past poor,
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47th.—Rov. Mr. Carriére, Curalo of Baie St. Antoine,
' observes, that it is impossible to set the present School Act
in due operation nccording to its forms and requirements,

Couneils, who ure determined not to impose uny tax for
the object of Education.

48th.—Revd. Mr. Charles Dion, Curate of Bécancour,
ohserves that all true friends of education readily admit the
principle of taxation for the cerfain attainment of its object 5
that they are all of opinion that there is no more efficient

Cinterest the inhabitants in the matter, by the action of a
- compulsory law from the Legislature, ordering the ruising of
a certain Tax upon all the real property of the Province.

49th.—Revd. Mr. Faucher, Curate of Lotbinidre, ob-
:serves—1st, That a s of money, sufficient to pay for the
paper, hooks, &e. &e., wanting in each school, should be
raised upon the inhabitants of each School District in com-
| mon j—2nd, That the parents should not be obliged to
pay a single sous more than those who have no children, in
proportion to their property respectively ; that the solva-
ble parents should be fined Hs. per month, for each child
whom they refuse or neglect to send to Sehoel, according to
his age as determined by law ;—3rd, That there should be
examiners appointed, not belonging to the Parish or Town-
ship, to exuming the School Teachers, whose duty should
be to produce to the Exaniners a certificate of morality,
cuch one from the Curate or Minister of his persuasion,

H0th.~—Revd. Mr. Baillurgeon, Curate of St Nicholas,
ohserves, that the powers and duties of the Munieipal
Councily, with regard, to Common Schools, thould be given
to the School Commissioners of ench Parish or Township,
respectively, but that these should be exoneruted from  visi-
ting the schouls as ofien asit is now required by the
Common School Act, as, in his opinion, it is not voly use-
less but impracticable. ‘

Huto-Bevd, Mr, Poiré, Curate of Point Levi, obscrves,
that to comply with the instructions of the Superintendent
of Education, they have (the School Commissioners) es-
twhlighed three sehools in their parish, upon an excellent
footing, wherein both the French andEnglish are taught, to-
gether with all the other branches of learning which consti-
luto a good practical education, and that the inhabitants
voluntarily subseribed the sum of £103 for the support
of the said schools.

52nd.—Revd, Mr. Lacasse, Curate of St. Henry de
Lauzon, observes, that owing to the want of education
atnong the inhabitants, the election of the School Commis-
sioners is so inadequate 1o their duties, that he thinks it
would be neeessary that four School Commiissioners should
be named ad hor, in cach Parish or Township, by the Su-
perintendent of Education,

53rd.—Revd. Mr. Derome, Curate of Ste. Marie de la
Beauce, obacrves, that il the Common School Act had been
independent of the Municipal Councils, it would have been
put in immediate operation by the inhabitants and School
Commissioners in each Parish or Township,

54th.—Revd. Mr. Alexander, of Leeds, suggests the pro-
pricty of having o Board of Examiners in each County,
which should conxist of aslarge a number of Members, duly
quahfied, as possible, and whose duty would be to examine
the Teachers and the Schonls ¢ the School Commissioners,
as elected by the people, being generally incompetent to the
tusk. ‘

55th,—Mr. W. Hall, of Broughton, says, there is no cer-
tain way of ruising money from the people for the support
of Comnon Schools, except by Tax, and suggests tho
adoption of this mode.

56th.—Revd, Mr, Delage, Curate of L'Islet, ohscrves that
the School Commissioners are liahle to be chunged too
often by their election, and that the number of their visits
is too multiplied.

M, Delape further obscrves, as his opinion, that the
allocation granted by the Government should be equal to

means of propogating the blessing of edueation, than to |
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the sum furnighed by the inhabitants of cach School Dis-
trict, provided it would not oxceed a certain amount as
might be fixed by law, and that the Teacher of the Chief
School District should be better qualified and better paid
for his services than the others, and that it ia nccossary to
provide for the establishment and maintenunce of 2 Female
School in each Parish or Township, separate from the
Maule Schools therein,

#7th—Revd. Nr. Téfu, Curate of St. Roch des Aulnets,
observes that the Common School Act should undergo
soveral modifications, and he recommends the adoption of
those which may be proposed by the Superintendent of
LEducation.

58th.—Revd. Mr. Pouliot, Curate of Trois Pistolas, is of
opinion that the powers given to the Municipal Councils
should be imposed upon proper and adequate persons inde-
pendent of the vote of the people, and that literary qualifi-
cations should be required from the School Commissioners,
otherwiso they are seldom elected so as to be competent fo
tho task. ‘

59th.—Revd. Mr. Destroismaisons, Curate of St. Ger~
main de Rimouski, states, as his opinion, that it is necessary
to provide for the establishment in cach Parish and Town-
ship, of a Superior Male Schoul, whoge Teacher should he
better qualified and better paid than those of other Districts,
Mr. Destroismaisons further observes, that tliere should be
provision made for a Female School on the same footing.

60th.—Revd.My. Bonenfant ,Corate of Ste. Anne du Nord,
deploring the wont of schools in two Parishes under his
care, says that he is convinced that, if the Government
would appoint or canse to he appointed, in euch Purish or
Township, proper School Commissioners invested with tho
power and duty of ruising by compulsory tax upon the real
property of the inhabitants, and under penalty, a sum
equal to the allocation of the Government, we slgould goon
see every where the establishment and the operation of good
schools, without any inconvenience.

G 1st.— Thos. Crrrns, Esq. J. P. of Grenville, observes
that the presont School Act, by beiog preperly modified,
might be made answerable for useful purposes ; and says |
that he need not speak of the imposition of timely check on
the incapacity of illiterate Employés.

62nd.—Revd, Me, T. O. Archambault, Curate of St. Ti-
mothéc, observes that the Parish Corporation, the Sclool
Commissioners, &e. should by Law, be obliged to act gratis,
and that, by granting to cach fabrigue & certain sum of
money for the support of Common Schools in cach Parish,it
ghould authorize to ruisoa similar sum upon the inhabitants ;
lisble, in thy menn time, to render an account of the em-
ployment of the said money to the Government, annually.

63rd.—In a letter dated Tth Nov.1842, the Schoal Com-

missioners of St. Arnand East, District of Missisquoi, state, .
as theiv opinion, that no sysiem of Education can operate

with advantage under the jurisdiction of the Municipal

Couneil, and that the School Commissioners, should he
bound (o send the reports of their proceedings, examina-

tions and proficiency to the Superintendent of Education,
who, in the course of a year or two, will be able to infuse

into the Schools of the Provinco as much uniformity in the

mode of leaching as they will be capable of.

REMARKS.

Therc are features eminently conspicuous among the pre-
coding valuable observations of [eading men in their respoc-
tive localities, from which we can easily draw very strong
corollaries in support of the contents of my first Report
(marked A) on t{m subject of Education,

It i3 cvident that il the Common School Act did not
operate in & more proper and satisfactory manner, it iy
owirg to its being connected with the Municipal Council in
cach District, a body politic over the action of which neither
the School Commissioners nor any other authority had any
salutary control, still, the co-operation of the Kdunicipul

and public business, and the spirit of dissention and. oppo-
sition which is unhappily still prevailing in some part of the
Province, and many other incidental facts, evidently render
the connection of the Common School Act with the Muni-
cipal Institation morally impracticablé, except the duties of
the Munieipal Councils are made compulsory with regard
to the establishment and maintenance of elementary schooly
(only) throughout the Province. Indeed the Cenmmon
School Act has too importani an object in view to, make it
thus any longer forcibly depend, for its desirable attainment,
upon the precarious co-operation of a body politic, without
compulsion,

. Tmmediately upon issuing *the Commission appointing
a Superintendent of Education, and two  Assistants, the
apportionment of the Comnion School Fund was attended to.
But as this apportionment required to e wmade according to
the then last Census ofthe Provinee, and finding that the
last Gensus of Canada West was taken in 1841, and the
then last Census of Canada Fost in 1831, and finding also

that the apportionment in the ratio of those different returns
of the Census would have done a manifest injustice 1o
Canada Fast, it was proposed to divide the £50,000 gran-
ted by the Legislature for the year 1812, hetween the two
Sections ol the Province, in the proportion of three o two.
This proposal having been acceded 1o by the Fxecutive
Government, £30,000 was set off for Canada Easty and !
the reinaining £20,000 for Canada West,

This preliminary arrangement being completed,  the
£20,000 for Canada West, was apportioned amongst the |
several Municipal Districts therein, and the City of Toronto, |
in proportion to the inhabitants in each, under sixteen years
of agy This rule was adopted because the Census for 1841
did “not give the population between five and sixteen asre-
quired in the School Bill,

The calealations for the aprorlionment ofthe Common
School fund umongst the several Municipal Districts, and
the City of Toronto, were furnished, and the rexutt intima-
ted o their respective Treasurers, on the 23rd. day of May,
1842, and at the same time a cerufied copy of the appor-
tionment was lodged with the Receiver Geuerals

The next business immediately required of the Superin-
tendent after making this imimation, was the preparation of
suitable forms of the several reports as required by the
Statute. s, For the Quarterly Reports by the Visiting
Commissioners to the Township Comuimssioners.  2nd. By
the Township Commissioners {o the District Council,
By the Distnet Councils to the Superintendent.  These
gevernl  forms were completed and  sent to the District
Cleriss for dustribution on the 29th June 1842,

When engaged in the preparation of these forme, it was

Having notified the apportionment of the Common School
fund to the several Treasurers, and having (orwarded the
furm of reports to the District Clerks for distyibution among
the Commissioners in their respective Townships, the next

Cduty required by the Superintendent by the Statute, was the
cannual visitation of the several Municipal Districts.  This
*doty heeame the more necessary Lo vreceive early aftention,
Cas it appeared from the correspondence with the Education

Otlice, that there was in general, great ignorance among
Common Sehicol Commissioners and Teachers regarding
the provisions of'the School Bill,

In contemplating thix duty it was found impogsible to visit

Pevery School District, ag this would have required the whole

vear visiting more than five schools every two hours during
the usual tme of'teaching, which was guite impracticable,
Neither was it practicable to visit every Township, for this
wotld have required the whole year visiting one Township
every lawful day,

From thig consideration, it was resolved to intimate to the
several District Clerks the time when their District would
he visited, and request them to inform the Teachers of the
interided wisity and to urge their attendance in the District
Town, at the appointed time, and with them at least one
Commissioner lrom vach Township.

This method of visiting the Municipal Districts was con-
sidered to be the only practicable way by which these visits
could be made gerviceable to ail parties interested therein.
The most prominent points which presented themeelvey, as
deserving special attention at these meetings, were t— ‘

18t.—To explain to Teachers and Common School Com-
missioners whatever difficulties they might have met with
in the School Bill, cither as interesting thenmeelves personale
ly, or that mught tend to encourage them to carry the Bill, so
fur as practicable, into full and eflicient operation.  With
this view, the Commissioners and Teachers, and all present
at these meetings, were invited to put such questions ag
they thought' proper, in order to elicit the informativn they
required.  Thig exvrcige was continued #o long as any in-
dividual present had any further question to propore, and
the meetings were, in this manner, frequently accupied for
several hours,  These explanations appeared, in general, to
he pleasing to the District Meetings, and their approbation
waus (requently shown in the most unequivocal and qualifying
manner.  Many of the District Mcetings were atiended by
the Warden and some of the Councillors, who kindly
assisted in eliciting information, and in expluining the pro-
visions of the Bill, and shewed that they had the subject
deeply at heart,

d.—To ascertain the Books which were recommeni'ed
by the Commissioners in cach Townehip to Fe ured in the
Schools under their charge, sadirected in the fourth division
of the seventh recton of the School Bill. It was found that
in many Townships the (‘ommissioners had notatiended to
this important part of their duty. The Teachers, under
sueh circumstances, having been lefi to name their own, or
rather to teach such books ag the Parents chose togend.  In
several instane 8 it has been staled by Teachers in the
Public Distriet Meetings, that there were only two or three
oltl tattered fragments of hooks in their schools, considered
a4 common  property, and used by all in attendance, the

only in so far as practicable, which i3 gencially interpreted
by the people to mean, so far as they are obliged to purchase
new books, which is rarely the ease, while they have any
old hooks on hand. From these circumstances, Teachers
geldom have the power of forming their pupils into classes
in any part of their studies, and therefore cannat excite that
emulation which is so necessary in earrying forward the
education of youth. DBesides, many of the books in use
are both old and antiquated, and ill comport with the im-
[n n few instances,
the Commissioners have emploved the Teachers in the
Townships, as a hady, to submit to them a list of the books
which they would recommend in the several departments of
an English edneation.  These lists huve, in genernl, been
as judicious as the present means of supply in the Province
would admit of.

3rd.—To ascertain the course of study, and the general
rules for the conduct of the Common Schonls, as preseribed
by the Commissioners, The course of study not having
heen pointed out in any written instructions given to the
Tedchers, only a very confused den has been formed on
the subject,  The ouly data upon which to proceed being
the hooks ln'cscrilxed to be used in the schools.  But, even
herg there is no order pointed out.  The pupil may, for any
thing to the contrary contained in the instructions, com-
mence his studies wherever he has a mind, and prosecute
them in whatever order pleases himeell,  The general rules
for the conduct of Schools have, in most instances, been
better thun those for the course of siudy. Yet, even here,
there s often such vagueness in one instance, and such
minutencss and unnecessary particularity in another, that
the whole may be considered as a perfect anomaly in a
general system of education, Tt has very frequently heen
urgad, buth by Common Sehool Commiissioners und Teach-
ers, that the appointment of the haoks, prezeribing the course
ol stwly, and the general rules for the regulation of Gommon
Schools should emanate from the Superintendent. But all
direot interference in these matters has been declined on
the ground that the duties which they thus wished to
devolve upon him were legally vested in the Common
Schooi Cotnmissioners.  This circumstance is mentioned,
not with any view to disparage either the zeal or devotedness
of the Commissioners to dischnrge their duty, but simply 1o
shew the focling regarding these impertant regulntions, and
to free Connnussioners from one part of their arduous duty,
which, in the majority of cases, they have neither time nor
experieuce to discharge to their own satisfaction.

4th.—To impress upon Tenchers the great responsibility
of theirslation in society, nnd the necessity for the strictest
propriety in their walk and conversation both in and out of
school,  This resolution was adopted, because the impres-
gion on the public mind for many years past respecting
Common School Teachers appears to have heen, that these
men are in general as low i their prudence and morality
as they are in their pecuniary resources, 1t was certainly
expected om the rumours which had gone inta cireulation,
that many melancholy proofs of the truth of these impres-
gions would have shewn themselves openly during the an-
nual visitation of the several Municipal Districts,  Butit is
due to the Teachers who atiended these meetings, thug pub-
licly an ' officially to state that, with three individual excep-
tions, they conducted themselves with great propriely, amd
left & most refreshing impression that in these respects they
were far superior to what report had said regarding them.
The duties ol Teachers, and the responsibility of .their stn.
tions in saciety were set hefore themn, as brielly and forcibly
aw possible, at the public meetings, and their feelings on
thess occasinns were, without any publie exception, those
of csteem and geatituda,  The fact eannot be denied, that
the po<ition vceupied by Teashers has, in the great majority
Boarding for o few
days ata time with the several families by whom they are
employed. and thus changing from houte 1o house, their
minds have become dissipated, and private study has gener-
ally heen altogather neglected.  But even where this has
not hoen the sy<tem, and where ths Teachers have hoarded
themuelves, thair income ganetally haw heen such as to ob-
lige them to live in the lowest taverns, and consequently

eome assimilated to them in their manners, views and ha- 14thNovember

bits, and are thus rendered utterly disqualified for conduct-
ing the education of youths  But Teachers had no alterna-
tive. They had not the means to enable 1hem. to choose
cither their place or their company.  Their income neither
cnabled them tolive in respectabile Indgings, nor to asvociate
with respectable society.  Neither the Government nor the
People have yeu provided for Teachers the confort of a
dwelling house, where they might be at home, and enabled
to devote their leisure hours 1o the ndvancement of’ educa-
tion hy the iimprovement of their own minds.  These things
are thercfire evidently not what they ought to be in any
Province of the British Ewnpire.  Because whatever is ad-
verse to the comfost, respectability und efliciency of Teach-
ers, stands direcily opposed to the education of youth, and
consequently to the power of the Civil Government, and the
moral respectalbility of the people.

Sth.—Tt was intended to have spent one doy with the
Teachers at every District meeting in the exercise of the
Normal Schaol, with the view of leading them to adopt the
best methods of communicating instruction to their pupily,
and of exercising diseipline in their Schools.  But during
the livst part of the annual visitations, it way found to be
impracticable to engage with advantage in these exercises,
as many of the Teachers urged the necessity of being per-
mitted to return home on the evening of the first day of the
meeting (rom the want of funds to pay their expenyes if’ they
were detained another day.  Under these considerations it
was found necessary to abandon for a season what appear-
ed so desirnble a part of the annual visitaions,  The im-
portance of this duty was however generally ulluded to, and
a hope held out that it might be undertaken at sonte future
period.  Another advantage anticipated from these exer-
cises was (hat they would alfurd to the Superiniendent an
opportunity of asceraining generally the qualifications of
Teachers, Many of the Teachers, perhapy even a majori-
ty of the whole in Canada West, have received anly a very
limited education, and even that not unfrequently obtained
in Sehools where none of the modern improvements in edu-
cation had been introduced, thus leaving them in a great
mensure without suflicient knowledge either to communi-
cate instruction or fo exercise discipline 1o the bert ad-
vantage. It is generally admitted that the art of teaching
iy so different from acquirements in literature, that a'man
may in knowledge be a philosopher, and yet in the art of
communicating instruction to others he may still be a
child. For this reason Normal Schools are eager'y sought
after in several of the Municipal Districts in the Province,
to qualify Teachers for the discharge of their arduous and
imporiant duties. These and similar considerations led to
the conviction that some effort should be made by the Super-
intendent during the District visitations to introduce the
Normal training, without which the present generation of
Teachers must pass away, and perhaps their successory in
oflice, hefore the modern system of education finds its way
into more than u very few of our Common Schools,  But
hy introducing the gystem of nnnual lessony lo Teachers on
the best methods of communicating instruction, and exer-
ciging discipline, it was hoped that an excitement would
have been given to personal exertion and private study,
which might have told almost immediately on the education
of the rising gencralion,

By the fifth division of the fourth section of the School
Bill, the Superintendent is required to address to such per-
=ons as shall be employed in carrying the provisions of the
Act into effect.such suggestions as moy tend to the establish-
ment of unilormity in the conduet of Common Schools
throughout the Province.

But while every Township has its own Commissioners
vested with full power to determine the qualifications of
Teachers, the course of study, the booke to be used in their
respective Townships, and the generdl rules for the manage-
ment of gehools all hope of establishingany uniform system
of education i¢ utterly vain. By the present method,
more than three hundred difforent systems of education might
be in operation in Canada West, clianging every year, and
how these san be harmonized, and reduced into one uniform
system by the guggestions of an individual who has no pow-
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er fo inforce any improvement howuaver valuable, or to
correet a single absurdity however glaring, is altogethier un-
intelligible, To bring about u result so desirabile, would not
only require o person of judgment and diseretion, but also
that his hands should be strengthened by the strong urm of
the law.

Another important duty reguired of the Superintendent,
1% to show the actual state and condition of Common Schools,
with the money espended on them, wnd (ron what svurees
derived.

Much enre has heen bostowed to collect information to
clucidate this very tnportunt point, but from the wunt of the |
annual Repotts from the Municipal Councils itinust necessu- |
rily prove very unsatisfactory. ‘

From the twenty Municipal Districts in Canada West, |
only six unnual Reports have been received gt the Educa- |
tion Ofice, and even these have not been filled up in such ‘
U manner as to affond the statistieal information requisite to
make up a satisfactory Report.

The most important information which has been reecived
under this head, is connected with the division of the Muni-
cipal Distriets into Sehool Distriets, and their occvpation by
Teachers, from which a few calenlations are subjoined.

All the Munieipal Distriets, with the exeeption of the |
Johustown, have been divided either i whole or in party into
School Duatrictse The whole number of School Districts
reported for 1842, s 2945, of which 1169 have heen re-
turned ax having had schools in operation, and leaving 1076
School Distriets without Teachers altogether,

There are 315 Townships in the western gection of the
Provinee, of which 240 have been divided into 2245 School

in each Township, But this average multiphed by 70, |
the number of undivided Toswnships, gives 641, which, -
added to 2245, gives U885, which may he eonsidered as the
number of Schoor Districis in Canadd Wasty eaclusive of
the Corporate Towns.

The money to the Corporate Towns from the School |
Fond for 1842, was £1,289 2=, 64l which being taken
from £20,000,leaves £18,710 17« 4L But £18,710 178,
5id. divided by the munber of School  Districty, gives
£6 9s 84, as the average to cach School District, from the
Schoo! Fund, over the Western Section of the Provinee. |

Again, the population between five and sixteen years of’
age, of all the Corporate Towns in Canada West, by the
Census of 1852, 18 8841, which being taken from 141143, |
the whole population between the same ages, leaves |
132302, and this population divided by 2886, the number

of Schon! Districts gives very nearly 46, the ehildren in cach
School District on an average of the whole,

Tt appears by the annual Reports for 1842, from the
Municipal Councils, that there are 278 School Districts, in
which the time the Schools have been kept open, the
avernge  attendance, and the number  of clildren therein |
hetween five and sivteen years of age have heen given,
Tn these 278 Schools, there has been an average annual
attendanee of 4017 children, between five and sixteen
years of age, or 16.608 in cach School. It also uppears
that these 278 School Disriets contain a population of
17829 hetween the ages of five and sixteen, Therefore
only one child out of every 3.8399, ov very litde maore
than one in four, has atended regularly during the yesr,

Tt has already been shewn that the averuge number of
children from five to sixteen yearsofage in each School
District is 46, which divided by 3.8399 gives 11,979, or very
nearly 12 scholars in regular attendance in each School
District.  But 12 scholars attending regularly at 1s. 84,
per mouth, amounts to £9, per annum.

From these caleulntions, the following appear to be
some of tie more obvious conclusions j—

1st—That thc‘School Districts have in many instances
been made so smully that the people finding that they

could not support a Teacher without incurring an ex- I(]% )

pense  which they were not prepared to hear, opposed

the operation of the School Bill, and 1ofl their childeon —=——
altogether without the means of education in nearly one MthNovembor
half of the School Distriets which have been formed by

the Municipal Councils in Cunada West.  In other cases

the emoluments offered to Teachers woere hoth so innde~

quate and so precarious, that many of the best yualilied

Teachers have resigned their Schools and betaken them-

gelves to other pursuits to carn a livelihood for themselves -

Pand familics.  The number of eflicient Tenchers has thuy
| been diminished, while the humber of School Districts wan

greatly increased. In short, contrary toevery rule laid down
by the Merchant and political vconomist, the price hag
fallen as the demand incrensed.  There can be no stronger
evidence than this, that there is something radically wrong
in the present system,

2nd.—That the average income of Teachers, per annum,
arising from the three sources provided ih the present Bill,
40 far as the statistical inforiation extends, would he only
L21 s, dd. vz £6 95, 8d. from the Common School
Fund, £6 9s. &l. from the District Assessment, and £9
from tuition foes.  Butunder the former School Laws, the
Teachoersin most of the Districts received 108, per quarter,
for cach ¢hild in attendance, which would give £24 per
annum, in place of £21 19s. 4d. under the present system.
But suppoze there was a regular ntendance of twenty four
scholars on an average in each School Distriet, which is not
too high an estimate, then, under the present Act, the
Teachers income would be £30 19s, dd., whercas under
the former Acts il would have bheen £48, independent of
the Governmewt grant. The Teacher, therefore, through
the multiphication { School Districts, doea not find that the
School Fund and Dixtriet Assexsment are an adequate com-
peisation for the reductior: made in the tuition fees.

3rd.~—Tf £60 should be considered an average income
for the Teachers of Common Schools, which iy evidently
toa low an estimatey considering the sate of wages given to
other classes of the community, there would remain
£38 0s. 8d. on nn average, to be made up for the Teachers
support in School District.  But £38 0. 8d. muhiplied by
2886 the number of Sehool Districts, gives £108,460 4s. 0d.
to be supplied annually in Canada West, for which no pro-
vision is made in tho present Statute,  But the defeets in
the present Sehool Bill have operated powerfully to diminish
the average atiendance of children, and consequently to ins
crease the delicieney in the Salary of Teachers,

Tlie subjoined Statistical Schedule will shew the state of
the Schools, in so far us information has heen received, ina’
much more comprehensive manncr than 'can be done in
words.

The next duty required of the Superiniendent in his an-
nual report,was to give plans for the improvement of’ Schools,

From the time the School Bill of 1841 came into foree, it
was {ound utterly impracticable to carry out its provisions,
and therelnre the altention of the Exceutive Government
was curly directed to the best method of remedying the de-
feets of that Statute, s0 as to advance the cause of Educus
tion, The Executive having now matured their views on.
the subjeet, and being prepared to submit to the Legislature
anew Education Billy it is considered under these ¢ircum-
stances to he unnceessary to enter upon this part of the Re-
port at present.

Ttis, however, most respectfully suggested that ne legia-
tive enactiment on this subject, which does not provide for
the bulter ascerlaining the qualifications of Teachers, for
seeuring themin a reagonnble maintenance, and for pro-
teoting them agninst injustice, can ever materially advance
the cause of Kducation in the Province.

Return was, first, to prepare, from the Records,

& was induced, both from your writtcn communica-
tion of the 19th ultima, and also from Mr. Dunkin’s
verbal explanation, to believe, did not fall within the
scope of the object for which that Return was
wanted.

In the exercise, however, of this power of rejec-
tion, it is very possible that I inay have committed
some error ; and therefore [ shall, with the view of
enabling you to determine whether 1 have done so
or not, subjoin the heads of the several classes of
appointments which have been excluded from the
accompnnying Return, with a succinet exposition of
the motive for their cxclusion :
