" Being strongly impressed with the advantage
the Colony would derive from the establishment
of an Agricultural Society, I feel desirous of recom-
mending it to your consideration; also the fitness
of some encouragement for the commencement of
George Town and Prince Town; the former appears
particularly eligible for a Fishery, a trade for which
the shores of this Island are peculiarly adapted.

The state of the Gaol, Pablic Buildings, and
other matters, I shall take an oppertunity of sub-
mitting to you by message, as affording the means
of a more distinct explanation.

It is particularly pleasing to me to be able to
state to you, that, notwithstanding the great de-
pression in a Jeading branch of the commeree of the
Colony, and the embarrassments which have sur-

. rounded the mercantile World, a very considerable

increase has taken place in the Revenue over that
of the preceding year, which cannot fail to encou-
rage you in the pursuit of such mecasures as may
confirm and uphold so favourable a situation.

These circumstances must also render you pe-
ciiliarly anxious for the continuanee of that harmony
and unanimity which have marked your former pro-
ceedings, and which it is my most ardent -desire to
promote and maintain.
