thrown a shadeover the general tranquillity which prevailsthroughout the Country. Our Agriculture,
always an object of ny constant solicitude, ià improving: convinced that the prosperity of the
Colony depends on the importance of its productions, it vill at all times afford me satisfaction to aid
you in giving every possible protection and encouragement to this essential basis of the public wealth-

Improvements continue to be made in ourinternal comm'unicat'ons-the old Roads repaired and
ameliorated-new lines have been opened and are in progress, whilh will give the means of access,
and facilitate the transit 6f foreign merchandize and native produce, ta and from parts of the Island
hitherto destitute of these advantages.

When the Public Accounts corne before you, you will observe that the expenditure on
Schools is much larger than heretofore-a proof of the anxiety of the great mass of the population to
avail themselves of the advantages held forth to them by the School Act. The correct -Education
and proper instruction of youth are objects of the first imn rtance in everypuntry; and it is that
importance which indÙces me at this time to call your attentionto this intereidingŠbject, and tosubmit
to vour consideration the expediency of affording sone further controtg4q theselection and appoint-
ment of the Masters and the revision of the Rules and Regulations of the Schools, than is provided for
by the present Act.

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Jssembly;

The A ccounts ofthe Receipts and Expenditure of the last year will be laid before you. To such
financial arrangements as the exigencies of the Colony may render necessary, it will be your peculiar
province to direct your attention ; and I have every reliance on your wisdon ta suggest and provide
for whatever the public service may require.

Answers have been received from the Colonial Office to your several Addresses of the last
8ession, on the sUbject of the Quit Rents, and the supply of Armis to the Militia-copies of these Des-
patches will be laid before you.

His Majesty having been graciously pleased to confer on his Roman Catholic subjects of Great
Britain and Ireland, the same political rights and privileges which heretofore had been alone enjoyed
by his Protestant subjects, I have it in command from His 1ajesty to call upon you to adopt such
legislative measures as will relieve the Roman Catholics of this Colony from the civil disabilities they
have laboured under, incommon with their brethren of the United Kingdom. A copy ofthe Despatch
on this subject will also be laid before you.

In other matters requiring legislative interference, I look with confidence on your ready
co-opeiation. Feeling, as I do, a hvely interest in the welfare and happiness of all classes of the
community, yon may rely on my most willing concurrence in, and support of, gli such measures as
may tend to the accomplishment of these desirable objects.

The tranquillity which so happily prevails in every District of the Colony, while it
bespeaks the confidence of the people in the present mild and equitable administration of the
Goveranent, proves that the situation and circumstances of the Settlers are gradually im-
provng.

Your Eceency's ib-eral aid and personal exampL bave tonded in no small degrec to
the n-pd advancemcnt in AgriculturaI improvement which has markcdyourExcelency'c
administration. Upon the production of the soil depends the prosperity of the Colony;
and to render its known capabilities available, by protection and encouragement, concerns
all who are interested in its velfare: and we wili, therefore, freely concur in any measure
twhich may promote so important an object.

To facilitate internal communication is of the first consequence to the improvement of
every new country-and, when ive observe that the most distant Settlements are already
bronght into immediate connexion with the seat of Governnent, by good and efficient
Roads, the greatest reciprocal advantages may be speedily anticipated.

The corect Edacation af Vouth has ever been the first object of solicitude with ail
Governments. The Provincial aid afforded for its support in this Colony has-been niet
by the Population in general with corresponding efforts to afail themselves of the advan-
tages thereby held out-but that the present School Acts have been productive of the bene-
ficial effects which were anticipated, we are not prepared to say. We fully concur with
yeoar xsçellejicy that amendments are necessary, and particularly that which contemplates
a fuWeer controul in 4he aelection and appointment of the Masters: we wiil give this important
aubject our early attention, and endeavour, as far as practicable, to render the Act effi-
cient for tbe purposes intended.

We shall recewe with gratitude His Majesty's commands upon our Addresses of last Ses-
sion, convinced that whatever the resuit nay be, it will be dictated by that wisdom and
consideration w'hich so highly distinguish His Majesty's counsels.

Hia Majesty having been graciously pleased to relieve His Roman Catholie Subjects

WV your lajesty's faithful Subjects, the Council and House of A.ssembly of Prince Edward
Island, in our Legislative capacity assembied, humbly tiffer Ioyour Majesty our sincere thanks for
the renewed proof of the. paternal care and attention of your Majesty's Government nanifested in the
Despatch of your Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies to Lieut.-Governor Ready,
relative to the Quit Rents.

While ie acknowledge your Majesty's undoubted right o the payment of these Rents, and
feel grateful for the liberality displayed in the offer to comnmute. the.,u, otir duty to your MJajesty
compeLs us te state the reasons by which we have been actuated in not availing ourselves of the
proposed comnutation.

The Revenue of your MUajesty's Island Prince Edward, wholly derived from Impost Dutieson
articles either of hixury or necessity, and alvays insufficient for the growing wants of the Colony, is of
late decreasing, while objects of the highest importance te its welfare are continually presenting
thecuelves, demanding the pecuniary aid of the Legislature.

The local situation of the Island-deprived o'f ail Foreign trade for one halfof the year, by the
severity of its winter-tle total absence of all mineral wealth-combined with many other causes,
hav, retarded the improvement and limited the trade of the Colony te a degree that any increase of
the present system of Dities would be productive of loss rather than gain; and have compelled us to
turn our thoughts to other means of providing for the numerous calls upon the Treasury of the Island.
Among the anostprominent of these, a residence suitable te the high station of your Majesty's Repre-
sentative has seriously engaged our attention; and, in the absence of all other resources, we have reluc.
tantly been driven to an Assessment upon Land for the accomplishment of an object se intimately con-
nected with the dignity of your Majesty's Government.

To the sanie source have wre had te look for the furtherance of another object, on which the
future happiness and prosperity of the Country esseatially depend-the Education of Youth: and,
upon a full and mature considerationi of the subject, we have found it necessary to add te the Act
passed for these purposes, so necessary and beneficial, a proviso that it shall not go into operation,
should it still be your Majesty's will and pleasure te enforce the payrient ofyourQuit Rents;-and we
beg to assure your rajesty that this provîso vould net have been added, were we not impressed with
tie fulilet conviction that ruinous distress would be entailed upon all classes of this community, if the
payment of both were enforced at the same time.

This Island, ray it please your Majesty, is wholly dependent upon the surplus of its Agricul-
tiural production for the other necessaries and conveniences of life. The markets for this surplus, few
in number, scarcely recompense the toil of the husbandman, and furnish no return whatever of gold or
silver coin.

The almost total want of a metalliek circulating medium has compelled us to substitute a
paper currency, which, although productive of great advantage te the internal government and trade
of the Colony, has left a large sum charged to the Revenue; and which we fear the wants of the
Colony will oblige us te add to, rather thari dimmnish.

The Duties required by the Acta of the Imperial Parliament to be paid into the Office of
your Majesty's Customs, although inconsiderable in amount, *yet from gold or silver only being re-
ceived dn paymnent, cause no smîil ernbarrasment te persons engaged in trade; and we are fully con-
vinced, dlid we pledge the country te graut your Majesty the sum of One Thousand Pounds, annually,
it could net be paid in specie, at any loss or sacrifice, however great.

Mortifying and humiliating as is this disclosureof our inability to meet the views of your Majesty's
Government, we should deem ourselves iwanting in fidelity to your Majesty had wve not stated it with-
out reservet-a the same time, «e implore your Majesty te believe, that in no portion of your widely
extended Empire is there a people more devoted te your Royal persan and Government, than the
Inhabitants of this Colony.

.alling-to our grateful remembrance the repeated instances of faveur shewn te this Colony by
your Majesty, we venture in all confidence to lay thisour humble Petition at the foot of the Throne, and
respectfully te solicitthatyour Majesty xwill add te the kindness and forbearance, which have rendered
your Majesty's Royal name and person dear to the hearts of your affectionate and devoted people, the
relinqishment of your Majesty's Quit Rents, payable fron this Island.

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Because it is the imperative Duty of both Houses, by a relation of facts, to lay before His
Majesty the fullest information upon a subject of so much importance to the Colony, to
induce His Majesty to remit a tax, the payment of which has proved so distressing to his
peoplo in this Island, and in particular the overwhelming distress and dissatisfied state of the
Colony, arising from the rigorous exaction of these rents (at a great sacrifice of Property in

TO THE KING'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.
May it please your Majesty:

We your Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects the Council and Assembly of Prince Edward
Island, in Colonial Parliament convened, beg leave most humbly to address your Majesty, on a subject
which involves to a considerable dcgree the wvelfare of the Inhabitants of this Province.

Information has reached this Colony from varions quarters, of negociations being at present
pending between yourMajesty's Government and the United Statesof America,having for their object
the rescinding of the Orders in Council of One Thousand Eight Hundred and Twenty-six, and re-
opening the Ports of the West India Colonies to American Vessels., This intelligence lias filled ail
classes of the communty with the most anxious fears for the result.

The policy which excluded our Commercial rivals from sharing the adantages of a direct
intercourse with the British West India Colonies, afforded the most cheering prospects to your Majes-
ty's loyal subjects in this and the neighbouring Provinces of North America. We viewed the
adoption of that measure as being admirahly calcnlated to infuse a salutary impulse into a community
deeply engaged in mercantile pursuits. The reciprocal advantages whiclh naturally result fron an
intercourse between Countries so differently situated-the benefits which are derived from the mutual
exchange of commodities and productions peculiar to each, were motives sufficiently strong to induce
numerous enterprising individuals to invest capital in the formation of Establishments, for the express
purpose of availing themselves of advantages so ostensibly displayed, under the protective system
adopted by your Majesty's Government. A direct trade has in consequence been established between
this Colony and your Majesty's possessions in the West Indies; and there are reasonable grounds
for believing, that, if encouraged, it will ultimately become a considerable source both of public
and private prosperity.

This Trade not only affords an extensive outlet for the surplus Produce of the North
American Colonies, which is exchanged for the productions of the West Indies, but from the cir-
cumstance of its being exclusively carried on in British-bottoms, is of the highest importance in a
national point of view, by enlarging the commercial marine of the Empire. This is strikingly evin-
ced by the rapid increase ofthe Tonnage of theNorthern Colonies since the present regulations went
into operation.
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VIe humbly beg leave further to represeînt to your Majestv, that the permanent interests of the
West India Merchant are best served by a perseveranice in the present line of policy, although tempo-
rary relief may be afforded by conceding to the United St-tes the advantages which they seek. Yet,
besides other casualties, the rapidly increasing production of Sugars within the Union, will sooi render
the United States independent of the West Indies for that staple article of their commerce. . In that
case 'the West India Merchant must of necessitv make his returns for Supplies drawn from the United
States. entirely in Specie-while on the contrary, the North American Colonies, whose lands and
waters are capable of affording an inexhaustible and certain supply, will at the same time becone
increasing and advartageous IVarkets for return Productions.

We would also beg leave most respectfully to state, that the late revulsions in Trade plunged a
considerable portion of the Inhabitants of this Colony in uriforeseen and unavoidable distress. The
consequence which resulted was, the depreciation of almost every article of Colonial exportation.
Many of the Inhabitants of this and the neighbouring Provinces stili severely feel the shock which
the trading community experienced. Under such circumstances the revocation of the Orders in
Council, or any sudden alteration in the Commercial regulations, as at present established by your
Majesty's Government, would be productive of consequences seriously injurious to the future pros-
pects of this Colouy, and prejudicial alike to its Cominercial prosperity and Agricultural improve-
ment.

The Council and Assembly therefore humbly trust that your Majesty will be graciously pleased
to continue to your faithful and loyal Subjects of North America, a trade so essential to their wel-
fare, by adhering to that system of Policy which has already proved so advantageous to their In-
terests.
