While it must be a subject of regret, that the expenditure of the country has not yet
been brought within its revenue, it is yet satisfactory to observe that the deficieney has
been reduced from 8:2,535,610 51 in 1858, to $451,979 36 in 18 59,-an amount that would
Lave been still further reduced, had it been compatible with the system of closing:the Pub
lie Accounts to have included the large collections made by the Crown Lands Department
in Iùecenber. 1859, but only received in January, 1860, amounting to $246,119 88.

The depression exist.ing in Canada in 1857 and 1858, has not yet been- wholly renioved,
nad in many patrts of the country exceeded any previous experience, thus greatly dimiinish-
ing the ability of the population to contribute to the general revenue. The recent bounti:
fal harvest has doue much to inprove the state of affairs, and it may bu confidntly. antiici-é
pated that the year now commencing will witness the- complete recovery of the PiovineL
from the severe trial it has sustained.

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During the year 1859, every effort has been made by the Government to carry out the
wishes of the Legislature, in reducing and economizing the expenditure of the country, and
a reference to the Public Accounts will shew the extent to which this has beensuccessfully
doue.

The Ordinary Expenditure for 1858, in itself considerably below that of 1857, was shown
in my Report of last year to have been - - - - - - 88,310,584 30
while that of 1859 hlas been - - - - - - - - - 7,873,411 90

The diference of - - - - - - - - - 437,172 40

does not, however, by auy iearis indicate the extent of reduction effected, as the expendi-
ture for 1859 necessarily includes certain considerable charges for the Public Service, which
either really belonged to the previous year, or were imperatively called for in carrying out
previous legislation.

Before proceeding to reuark upon the Ordinary Expenditure and Income of 1859, it

carried to the Consolidated Fund, which received credit for the Fees collected. The prae-
tice is now assimilated for both sections, whereby it will be observed that the actual charge
upon the General Revenue for the Administration of Justice in 1859, is as nearly as possi-
ble equal in Canada East and West. It ought, however, to be observed that there is a Pro-
vincial Revenue from Law Fees in Upper Canada, to which there is nothing corresponding
in Lower Canada, amounting, in 1858, to 842,176 22, and in 1859 to 854,364 00, which
virtually diminishes the expenses of Justice in the Western Section. By the introduction
of the new System of Account, an apparent incrcase is made in this item; but it is really
covered by the increased item of Revenue for Law Fees, Upper Canada. TIi'he comparison

The Revenue collected by the Departments above enumerated, amounted, in 1859,
to the sum of $5,657,738 80, costing, as shewn, 8965,137 24, or about 17 per cent. In
1858, the same Departments collected 84,288,531 96, at a cost of 81,159,428 O3, or about
27 per cent.

In examining the foregoing resumd of the expenditure for 1859, it will be apparent that
considerable reductions have been effected, and that in those cases where an increase of
outlay has taken place, it lias been from causes over whicli the Government could net
exercise any control. The great object in view lias been to curtail the expenses of the
country without affecting the efliciency cf the Public Service, and thouglh ail lias by no
means been yet donc which can be effected in this important object, it must still be satis-
factory to note, that while every Department of the Government has been charged with
greatly increased labor in 1859, it has really been performed at a much reduced cost.

was therefore, outstanding in the hands of the Public,at Slst December, 1859. By the
assumption of the Provincial Securities held by Trust Funds, the Government have, as
stated in the report of the Board of Audit, assumed these amounts as due to the Funds by
the Province, and have thus cancelled so iuch of the Debt, an arrangement more consist-
ent with the actual position of these trusts, and more correctly showing the actual Debt of
the Province. The Indian Fund is now the only Trust which holds the Provincial securi-
tics, of which it has as investment 81,141,832 59. This Fund, being partly Imperial
in its character, could not be detlt with in the sane iianner as the others.

I have the satisfaction of believiug, that the position of the Expenditure and Revenue of
Canada, arc now such, as, with the improving aspect of trade, to enable the Legislature
to rely upon existing sources of income as sufficient for the financial wants of the coun-
try ; and by a vise and prudent course, to ensure an early return to a satisfactory state
of affairs, without the necessity of curtailing the support which lias always been freely
given to the developement of the Province, both morally, through its Educational and
Scientifie Institutions, and commercially, by the promotion of its Trade, and the settle-
nient of its unproductive Lands.

S.,-Wu huve the hinor tu suimit to you the Publie Accounts for the year as finally audited.
The new systemn whicih was introduced latst year has been aiîtured, and the method of keeping the Books
of the Province lias been changd, so as L adapt thein tu the present forme in which the accounts are pro-
pared for publication.

in our last year's report we' alludd lto the anoinalous position of the Upper Canada Law Fee Fund.
The Local Officers colleet the Fees and pay the Saharies of the County Judges ont of thcn, depîositing
the Iamee (if any) halfyearly, and if the lees are iusullicieut, the deficieiicies of the Salaries are malde
up at the enid ofeacli hall year hy the issue of Warranits. It would he imucli more in accordance with the
systemni pursu ini al otier branches ofthe PIillic Service, if the Jutlges verc paid hy quarterly Warrants,
and the whnl! of the fees were desposited with the leceiver General. But, unitil this is donc, which it
is undîerstood nay recuire legislation, for the plirpose of shewing the etire cost of the Administration o
Justice, we have added to the ne tual warrants isuied and revenue reccived, that portion of the fees which

is paid without paissing tliroiugh t Pr'vincil chest.

A vCry impurnt alteration has been introduiced tuis vear into the method of dealing with the
Trust Funds. 'lie former practice of investing the acciuiulations of the seerail Fundls in Debentures,
which wert depositel witl the Rleceiver Generil, was flound in many respects inconvenient. The
periodical examination of tiese secirities, in order to detach the coupons for half yearly interest, and
for ithe puipose of verilication. was fouitl to entail mucli labour und responsibility upon tlhe offileers
entrusted with this duti, Witlioit ainy c nrrestponding advantage either to the' Funls or to the public.
It was detriniel. tercie, that Government should assume ail the Provincial securities so held, for
tle oirpoe i redemptioin, and that the capitals of the Fuinds shouild bo treated as book debts bearing
interest. As l na Uih Ftinds are conceried this i an advantage. as they are now receiving interest on
Le wiole o tie baltieîs at their eredit.. wlereas their surplus funds were sonctimes very irregularly
invemitd. There is. therefore. now nn anoînut of ab:it 1$1.220,000, which is virtuLally Public Debt,
which ldoes nlt p lar under thaIt liead ii the Statenîoît of Alirs, antd there vill be an annual charge
of alout $7:;.0o tr interest. whicl will lot pas through the Cash. This new arrangement commenced
on the 1st of .Jly ilast. and accoints for $1.-3:n.uu6.oo of the redemption of outstanding Debentures
durig the year. TIere were, however, severil Debentures tif Minicipalities and others, in which the
Trust Fundls were invested, for the interest on which the Province was notresponsible, and whicl could
not therefore he destroyed. and 1iese continuel to bue held ir the scveral Funds interested in the Trust
Fundî Investent Accoint, the Province paving interest only on the balance of each Fund not setcred on
thiis inter accotut. îl rIae of the interest failing to be received ipon aiy of these scuritics, the Fund
for wich they * are lilt would be the stee i but ai the Province. as Tristee. maide the investment,
and nust be hlield mtorally, atleast, retponlsilble, aid it voull furtier iuîch siimplifv theze accounts, if we
we:e to assume the whule of the Trus: Punil avetIments, and convert all the Funds absolutely into
hook debts.

'e ht:aVt retaittiedL ini :tateicnt: No. ., Uih distribiton male, last ycar, of the payments into five classes,
tr;ngiuîg themn ini o umaniy separate culumtn:, az givinr a generally correct view of the character of the
expealittre: but it would he imnpostsible, withont such complication its would destroy the utility of the
analysis Lu make a perfecutly strict classifieation. Thus it was advisable to siew in one sum the whole
redemuiton ot the debt effected during the year ; but as stateient No. 8, emblraces onily cash transac-
tiotis. .e iave ddcted at the foot of the column the amount of the Delentures assumed, ani in
taement No. 2. theee again are shewn in twû Sumt: viy.. those assumed from Trust Funds for the interest

of d'iIh the Profince is still liable in anîother shape, and those alreatdy held on Provincial account
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But, furthermore, $2,270,856.08 of this redemption might have been entered in the column of
Advance Accounts, being Debentures for which the Province is only partially liable. The Munici-
pal Luan Funds of Uppor and Lower Canada are still beld liable for $2,045,20G.68 redeemed,
and the interest will be charged annually against their interest accounts; the Montreal Court House
and Law Society, Upper Canada, which had some ftinds on hand, are clarged in their accounts carrent,
with the redemption of $200,590, and those accounts will bo anniilly charged with interest on the
balances at their debit, till thcir whole debt is paid off; whilst the Upper Canada Building Pund, which
had a large balance at its crodit, las liquidated $10,000 of its deit ont of its own funds.

Again, in the same column, the expenditure onPublic Works presentsthe same difficity, to which
ve called your attention in our last year's report. Certain works were traditionally held to be charg..

able on annual income, and were merged in Consolidated Fund, whilst. others were kept as open accounts
in the Lelger, and lield to bc chargeable on capital; but the distinction was at best an arbitrary one
and little in accordance with the view now taken of statement No. t, that all items on the credit side
must represent areal asset. Thus Surveys ani Arbitrations, which there is nothing tangible to repre-
sent, were kept as open accounts, and our Custom Houses anti other permanent Publie Buildings were
charged annually to Consolidated Fund. This year, witli your sanction, a new distribution has been
commenced, and nothing but permanent construction bas been introduced into this coluimn, and it is
understoodthat, dnring the present year, there will b an entire revision of the balances aceumuilated in
former years on the open accounts, with a view of reducing them to such services, as can lie properly
classed as available assets.

One item in this year's accounts is of such a character as to be a hardly justly chargeable as one
of the current expenses of the year: viz.. the Removal of the Seat of Government. It onglit rather to be
looked upon as an expenditure to he spread over three or four years ; but, being unprovided. there could
be no doubt as to thecolumn in which we must enter it.

Il. only remains for us to state that we have this ycar added to the Publie Accounts a statement of
the balances outstanding of Appropriations. Many obsolete Appropriations lad been carried on from
year to year in the books, where the service had been completed, or the expenditure had either been
abandoned, or otherwise provided for. A revision of these balances tlierefore took place last year, and
an Order in Council passed, directing a considerable number ofthem to be written off. It is now arrang-
cd that the Board of Audit shallmake an annual report upon the subject to Council, and that a state-
ment of the balances whixicih arc ordered to b carried on shall appear in the Public Accounts.

GENTLEMEN,-I wrote to you on the 3rd instant on -the subject of a partial modifica-
tion in the arrangement for covering our London balances. The Governiment have since
had the subject of the redemption of the- MunicipalLoan Fund. Bonds, and the conversion
of the Public Debt under consideration, and they are desirous of obtaining good advice
upon the propriety of an attempt to issue the'new securities.

The Province will require to provide between £400,000 and £500,000 in 1860, for
the redemption of the Feudal Tenure and the.buildings at Ottawaand-provision must also
at a still earlier date, be made to the extent of £400,000, to cover'our London- balances,
for which latter amount 6-per cent bonds are now in your hands.' It is also desirable to
continue and extend the operation already commenced of redeeming the Loan'Fund Bon'ds.

You are'lready aware of my indisposition to issue 6 per cent securities, and, in this
viqw, I am very reluctant to proceed either with the sale of the bonds yen now hoT, or
with the further amount which we shall require next year, and observing the steadiness
of our securities in your market, I an anxious to beinformedi-whether you consider it*prac.
ticable to attempt to place the new stock, and if the Government would receive your co-o>-
eration in giving it a good; position in the Stock Exchange. -

Withe the exception of the amount required to cover our balances, the Government
could postpone the actual payment for the new-stock and distribute it over all next year.

Should your reply be favorable, I would probable visit London without delay te
confer with:you on the subject..
