PRFSLNT EXTENT AND INCREASE ])URING PAST YEAR OF POST

On the 30th Septembel, 1861, 1775 Poet Oﬂices were in opera.taon, shewmg an
increase of 78 during the year Exo'hty nine oﬁices wcre establmhed and eieven oﬂices s

The number of miles of new i’ost ronte 01gamzed was 40() and the num’ber of nuleq”l :
of additional mail travel provided for was 143,000. : i

The . best attentmn of the Depa.rtment 1s ngen to the eatabhshment of Oﬂices, and
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Post Routes, to supply means of postal communication to the newly settied sections of the
Province, and the extension of settlement on the Government free grant Roads has been
carefully followed up with this essential aid to progress and civilization.

On the Muskoka Free Grant Road, Post Officcs extend for adistance of 37 miles from

Orillia. .
On the Bobeayzeon Road, for a distanec of 38 miles from Bobeaygeon.
On the Hastings “ u 70 miles from Madoc.
On the Addington o “ 40 miles from Clareview.
On the Frontenac L “ 70 miles from Deniston.
On the Opeongo “ “ 47 miles from Renfrew.

and in Canada East, Offices have been planted on the Gatineauroad as far back as 102 miles
from the Ottawa, and in the Saguenay scttlement as far as Lake St. John, 60 wiles beyond
Chicoutimi ; Offices have also been established on the Elginand Taché Colonization roads.

The augumentation of the duties assigned to the Inspectors, consequent upon the
yearly increase in the number of Post Offices and Post routes to be supervised, with other
demands upon the time and attention of these officers, incident to the continual extension
of the operations of the Department and growth of the Province, made it necessary to
establish a sixth Inspector’s Division during the past year, comprising the Counties of
Ottawa and Pontiac, in Lower Canada, and of Renfrew, Lanark, Carleton, Russell, Prescott,
Glengary, Stormont, Dundas, and Grenville in Upper Capada.

The Inspector in charge of this new Division is stationed at Ottawa.

The Inspectors personally visit the Post Offices within their respective Divisions, and
see that the laws and regulations of the Department arc understood and ohserved ; overlook
the performance of the mail service; establish the new Offices and Post routes authorized
by the Postmaster General ; regulate, as the variations in the Post routes may from time to
time tender cxpedient, the course of transmission from point to point ; investigate cases of
mail robbery and abstractions ; enquire into such applications for new Post Offices, and -
complaints of miscouduct, as may be referred to them by the Postmaster General; and
"enemlly, perform all such duties of supervision as may advantageously be allotted to local -
~ und sectional superintendence. Much of the efficiency of the Post Office system necccsmly :
yests upon the ablhty mth which these officers perfom\ their functions.

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This amount excceds the Revenue of last year by about $25,000. The Foreign
Packet postage earned by the Canadian line is excluded from these Retums, bemtr paid
over to the General Revenue of the Province.

It was anticipated that the eivil war prevailing in the United States would haveso far
affected correspondence with that country, as to have operated injuriously on our Postal
Revenue; hut this has not been the case, the total postal charge on mails exchanged with
the United States having been $188,805.32 in 1861, against $178,132.39 in 1860. On
the inter-correspondence of 1861, $98,240.33 was collected in Canada, and $90,564.99 in
the United States.

As compared with 1860, there is some increasc in the item of Salarics and Commis-
sions, caused chiefly by the charge on the additional postage collected in Gountry Post
Offices, by the extension of the Railway Travelling Post Office system, and of the

Inspectors Branch; and by including under this head the expense of maintaining the

Paris Station Distributing Office for Railway Mails, and the charges for Commission paid
to Venders of Stawps in the C'ities, items which have in former years been differently
classed. :

The total expenditure for the service of the year, mcludmg a tull payment of
$108 923.90 for Railway Mail Service, amounted to $669,055.59, and deducting $15,853.78,
* balances in hands of Postmasters, from the total Revenue of $698,888.37, the ﬁnancml

There has been & marked diminution in the amount of correspondence between the
United States and Europe by the Canadian Packets, during the last half of the year 1861,
as compared with the former periods, attributable, it may be inferred, to the derangement -
of commercial business incident to the disturbed condition of the States.

Between Canada and Europe, the Mails by the Canadian Steamers are constantly
increasing; the four Canadian Mails of January, 1862, carried 30,000 letters from Canada,
and brought 31,000 letters to the Province, a number far beyond the prevmus average of
a mid-winter month. '

During the past year, two of the Ocean Mail Steamships were wrecked on the eastward
voyages, and on each occasion there was considerable loss of the Mails destined for Europe- .
The « Canadian” foundered at sea, after collision with ice, off the coast of Newfoundland,
on the 4th June, and but a small portion of her Mail was saved. The Mail Officer, Mr.
James Panton, was drowned whilst zealously engaged in the attempt to rescuc the Maxls o
in his charge. : !

The “ North Bmton  ywas lost on the Perroquet Rocks, in the Gulf of St. Lawrence,' i

during a storm on the 5th Novembcr some of her Mails were saved at the time and ° o

carried to England by the follomng Steamship, and a farther portion; having drlfted o
ashore on the Mingan coast, was forwarded durmrr the Wmter to Quebec by t}le Officers of
the Hudson’s Bay Company ' o ~ L :
The oceurrence of these disasters rendered it necessary. for the Postmaster Gencrai
on each occasion, to bring the subject, i in connection with the general performance of the

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CORRESPONDENCE WITH UNITED STATES.

As previously remurked, the correspondence exchanged between Canada and the

United States has considerably increased during the past year. .

The Department was early motified by the General Post Office at Washington, that
Postal communication with the Seceded States.had been suspended, and since that time
no channel has been open for the exchange of correspondence with the section of the
Union included in that suspension.

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'PARCEL POST.

The number of parcels transmitted during the year is estimated at 5,000, contributing
to the Revenue about $1,750. :

It nnght be exp.eted that the couvenience of sending a parcel between any two
points in the Province, however distant, for so moderate a charge as twonty-five cents,
weuld have led to a more extensive use of this privilege. It would seem, however, that
the transmissions by Parcel Post have been less fiequent this year, as compared with 1850.

No complaint of loss-or other irregularity -affecting the- transmissions by the Parcel
Post have been received during the year.

The sum allowed by the Canadian Statute in compensation for the cost of advertising,
opening and returning a Dead Letter, viz. : 8 cents per letter, in addition to any unpaid -
postage due upon:it, is by no means sufficient, for 2 cents being the legal rate payable for

advertising, but one cent is left to cover the cost of transmlttmg the Dead Letter to the

Department, of examining, opening, and putting it under cover to the writer, and of car-
rying it to the office to him ; the additional charge should be raised from 3 to not less :

than 5 cents for ordinary Dead Letters, and 10 cents for Dead Letters contammg valug, to

cover in the latter case the cost of Registration, and the writer or sender should be lisble
for the amount of unpaid postage thh the 5 cent or 10 cent charve for returnmg the Tet-
ter to his address. '

At present, besides the ncnﬁce of the ougmal postage and cost of odvertmng, opemng _‘;‘ S
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and returmng, as respects the great bulk of Dead Lcttcrs, a Dead Letter, even when
aceepted and paid for by the sender on its return to him, entails a considerable loss upon
the Department, from the insufficicney of the additional 3 cent rate to reimburse the outlay
actually iocurred with respect to it.

MONEY ORDERS.

The Canadian Money Order transactions have been less in the aggregate during 1861
than in the previous year, but the business arising upon the exchanf'e of Money Orders
with the United Kingdom is steadily increasing, and already contnbutes one-third of the
Revenue derived from the Money Order Branch

At Berlin, a serious betrayal of trust iook place, marked by the flight of the defaultm?
Postmaster, Mr. Wm. Davidson. DPrevious to the commission of this crime, he had
enjoyed a high reputaticn for integrity with the publie, and had for many years filled the
Postmastership and other oices of trust and responsibility with eredit and honor.

‘Malpractices were discovered in several other offic aes, but were promptly checked
without loss to the levenue. ST

These occurrences rendered it expedient to strengthen the supervision of the Muney.
Order Lusiness, by the appiintment of a travelling offcer for the special duty of visiting
the several Moncy Order Offices, examiniug the character of the business done, and veri-
fying from time to time, as only personal scrutiny on the qpob ‘could- do, the state of the
accounts and balances at cach office. It is haped that, hereafter, all tendencies to an abuse
of the system on the part <f Money Order Postmasters will be more readily dlscovered
and checked than was practicable without the aid of such an officer.
