[Passed 30th April, 1850.]

W HEREAS a Public Market House hasbeen built in the Town of Saint Preamble,
John’s, and it is necessary to make provision for the care and management

of the same, and for the ordering and governing of the Market to be therein
established :

L—Be it enacted, by the Governor, Council and Assembly of New- governor may
