His Excellency the Governor General was then pleased to open the Session by
3 gracious Speech to both Houses.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

In fulfilment of the important trust committed to me by Her Majesty, I have
Tecourse for the first time to your advice and assistance. It is a seurce of the deepest
personal satisfaction to me that I should have been called by Her Majesty to an office
in which, as Her Reprosentative, I am enabled to take a part in the public affairs of
the Doniinion, and to associate myself with you in the performance o the honorable
duties which you are about to approach.

1 rejoice to learn that although the last harvest has been less productive than its
Ppredecessors, and although there are indications that the rapid expansion of your
commerce has to some extent been followed by over-trading, the general condition
of the Dominion is such as to justify me in congratulating you upon its proiperity.

The marked success attained by Canada at the International Fishery Exhibition
in London, must be very gratifying to you, and has, I doubt not, been of great service
in showing to the world the wealtg of our fisheries and the extent of our marime
industries and resources.

The Commissioners appointed by my predecessor for the purposes of consolidat~
ing the Statutes affecting the Dominion, have pursued their task with diligence, and
I am enabled to lay before you for examination about sixty chapters of the proposed
oonsolidation. The remainder of the work will be prepared, and the whole of it
revised during the present year, so that the final report will be ready at your next
Session for your approval,

The number of immigrants to Canada during the past season has, I am glad to
eay, been greater than in any previous year, and is a proof that the better Canada is
known the more it is valued by those seeking a home in the new world.

Arrangements are in progress to diminish the cost of inland transport, and I
have reason to believe that the result will be a steady increase of valuable settlers,
in the fature.

During the recess, negotiations were resumed with British Columbia in regard
to several matters upon which differences had for some time existed between the two
Governments. One of my Ministers visited that Province last summer on a special
mission, with a view to the adjustment of all questions in controversy, and his efforts
have ha%pily been succesfal, Should your sanction be given to the arrangoments
then made, all occasions of dispute will have been removed, and the most cordial
rolations established between the Dominion and Provincial Governments, The
papers will be laid before you and your consideration invited to measures enabling me
to give effect to the agreement.
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The rapid increase of population in the North-West, renders some amendments
in the Nortg-West Territories Act expedient, and your attention will be called to
this important matter,

The progress of the Indians in Manitoba and the North-West during last year
has been, on the whole, satisfactory. The Bands included in the several Indian
Treaties have for the most part betaken themselves to their Reserves. A Bill for the
further promotion of their interests will be submitted to you as well as a measure
applicable to the whole Dominion, for the purpose of encouraging the more advanced
Indian communities to assume the respousibilities of self-government.

The Bill laid before you last Session for the representation of the people in
Parliament and the assimilation of the electoral franchises existing in the several
Provinces has now been before the Country for a year. The measure will be re-intro-
duced and I commend it to your attention.

1 would also urge upon you the expediency of providing for the regulation of
factory labour and the protection of the workingman and his family. The measure
submitted last Session, with some amendm«nts, will be laid before you.

The rapid progress of the Canadian P..cific Railway hasbeen maintained through-
out the past year. Of the two thousand vight hundred and thirty-three miles of the
main line between Pembrokeand Port Moody, one thousand seven hundred and thirty-
eight miles are now constructed, rendering practicable the completion of that great
work within the next two years. Although the time within which the Railway
Company is bound to finish the road will not expire until . 1891, my Government has
thought it of the greatest importance for the settlement of the North-West and the
devcelopment of our trade that its completion from sea to sea should be hastened and
the Company enabled to open the line throuzhout by the spring of 1886, With this
view, «nd in order to aid the Company in procuring sufficient capital for the purpose,
by the disposal of its unsold shares, the Government agreed to receive a deposit of
money and securities sufficient to pay a minimum three per cent. dividend for ten
years on sixty-five millions of the stock., That arrangement was made on the belief
that it would give steadiness and increased value to the shares on the market. A
combination of unfavorable circumstances has prevented the fulfilment of these ex-
pectations, and the Company has not becn able to obtain the required capital by a
sale of its stock. The best means of preventing any delay in the great object of the
early completion of the railway, demands your earnest consideration.

I am pleased to be able to rtate that the operation of that portion of the railway
already opened affords tho most gratifying evidence of its soundness as a commercial
enterprise and of its great value to Canada.

The large increase of the volume of traffic on the Intercolonial Railway over
that ot any previous year, without involving any burden upon the country, is a satis-
factory proof of the continued development of trade between the eastern and western
portions of the Dominion.

A provisional arrangement made with the Government of Nova Scotia for the
retention of the Pictou Branch and the acquisition of the Eastern Extension Railway
to the Strait of Canso will be submitted for your approval.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons ;

The accounts for the past year will be laid before you. You will find that the
expenditure has been considerably Yess and the receipts largoer than the estiwates,
the su:plus oxceeding that of any previous year. The revenues of the first half ‘of
the current year, notwithstanding the large importations of last season, have been
such that we may reasonably expect that the estimates for the year will be fairly
maintained. ‘ ‘

The estimates for the ensuing year will also be submitted to you. They will, I
trust, be found to have been prepared with due regard to economy.

rovince of British Columbia. The Committee concur in the said Report and the
several matters proposed to be carried into effect, and they submit the same for Your

Excellency's approval.

MAY 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY :

I have the honor to submit for your information a Report on my visit to the
Provinoe of British Columbia, for the purposes mentioned in the Order of Your
Excellency in Council of the 23rd of June last,

After some delay at San Francisco, I reached Pictoria on tho 27th of July, and
immediately waited uf)on His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor of the Provinoe, on the
subject of my visit. 1 was most cordially received and placed by him in communi-
-cation with his Ministers. The Lieutenant-Governor, throughout my stay, lent me
valuable aid in my efforts towards establishing those relations with the members of
‘his Government, which were 8o essential to the success of the mission with which
Your Excellency had entrusted me.

1. The negotiations between the Government of the Dominion and that of
British Columbia in regard to the construction of the Vancouver Island Railway and
the taking over of the Graving Dock commenced by the Province on Esquimalt
Harbour were prolonged late into last Session of Parliament. Unfortunately they
Jhad been conducted very much by telegraphic communications, and their successful
issue was hindered by difficulties which might not have arisen, or might have been
readily removed, had the more ample opportunity afforded by personal intercourse
been possible.

t repeated meetings of the Executive Council, and at many interviews with
individual members of the Government—particularly with Mr. Smithe, himself—that
gentleman and his colleagues discussed with me, in a spirit of the greatest frankness,
the misunderstandings which had occasioned the postponement of the negotiations
of Iast winter, and, animated by a sincere desire to overcome them, we found from
day to day, reasonable solutions of the various points in dispute.

2. The Railway Belt on the Mainland.—The change in the route of the Canadian
Pacific Railway to the more southerly pass, which it is now intended to occupy,
rendering it expedient to effect a change of the location of the railway belt. The
Government of British Columbia had not admitted that there was any obligation on
their part to assent to such a change, and had contended that they had performed
their whole obligation in granting the belt along the line a8 originally proposed.
‘We were happily able, however, in view of what we were mutually ready to concede
in respect of other parts of the general arrangement, to arrive at an understanding
by which the railway belt was transferred to the new line and the grant made abso-
lute in its terms, the Government of the Dominion undertaking, through me, to
place the land thus acquired in the market for sale to actual settlers at an early day.

In this connection I have the honor to state that instructions were given to Mr.
T'rutch, the Agent of the Dominion in British Columbia, to take at once the initiatory
steps necesssary to carry out this understanding.

3. The Act of the Legislation of the Province assigning districts to the Judges
.of the Supreme Court of the Province had been pronounced by the Court there as
ulira vires, a result which led to the submission, by command of Your Excellenoy, to
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the Supreme Court of Canada, of certain questions propounded, in order to obtain the
advantagoe of the legal advice of the Court upon the points thus adversely decided by
the Provincial Court. The answers of the Supreme Court of Canada to these ques-
tions had been transmitted to the Lieutenant-Governor of the Province for the:
information of his Ministers and of the Judges, in advance of my leaving Ottawa, ?«?d
in this way the ground was a good deal cleared as regarded this object of my visit.
I took early occasion to seo the several Judges of the Supreme Court of British
Columbia, and discuss the mattér with them, and also with Mr. Smithe and the mem-
bers of the Government. .

Another difficulty has been created in regard to the powers which one of the-
Statutes of the Province proposed to confer upon Gold Commissioners, which powers
seemed to Your Excellency’s advisers to be of a judicial character, and therefore only
to be %ranted by the Government of the Dominion. The subject was further compli-
cated by disputes which had arisen at Metlakatla, ehowing the necessity of having &
%tlpepdim'y Magistrate there, and probably, also, at several other points in the

rovince, . .

All these embarrassments were happily adjusted by the course finally agreed on
between the Government of the Province and myself, under which Mr. Justice
McCreight is to be assigned to the District of New Westminster, Mr. Justice Walkem
to the ]gistrict ot Kamloops, and an officer who is to be al the same time County Court
Judge and Stipendiary Mﬁgistrato for Cariboo and Lillpoct, to be appointed by the
two Governments—that of the Dominion paying the salary of Judge, and that of the
Province the salary of Stipendiary Magistrate. This arrangement will leave a
Supreme Court composed of three members, the Chief Justice, Mr. Justice Crease, and
Mr. Justice Gray, at Victoria, the seat of the Court, for transaction of business at the
Capital and on the Island of Vancouver.

I have the honour to submit herewith a memorandum, dated the 20th of August,
efunb:(;lying the agreement between the two Governments on the various points re-

erred to.

I have to report further, for the information of Your Excellency, thatI cxecuted
at Victoria, on bebalf of the Minister of Railways, a provisional contract for the con-
struction of the Island Railway, and that Messrs, Robert and James Dunsmuir and
John Bryden executed it on their own behalf, and deposited with me $250,000 re-
quired as security for its performance. I afterwards proceeded to San Franciso and
procured the execution of the contract there by the remaining contractors. The
contract, thus executed, I transmitted from San Francisco to the Agent of the
Dominion Government in British Columbia, Mr. Trutch, to be held by him, in accord-
ance with the terms of the memorandum, until such time as the necessary legisiative
authority should be given by the Parliament of Canada and the Legislature of British
Columbia, 1 enclose%:erewith a copy of the contract.

1 have the honour further to state that, prior to leaving the Province, I instructed
Mr, Trutch to take over from the local authorities, on behalf of the Dominion, the
Graving Dock, and to take such steps as were necessary for the safety of the work
and materials on hand and tho plant.

The Minister of Public Works has, I understand, since received an intimation .
from Mr. Trutch, that he has assumed possession of the work accordingly.

The petition for the disallowance of the Act to incorporate the Columbia and
Kootenay ]I)hilway and Transportation Com})any, referred to by an order of Your
Excellency in Council on the 14th of June, 1 have roported upon in a separate paper.

During my stay in British Columbia I had occasion to examine into a uumber of

matters for the different Dopartments of the Government, and to report on them to.
several of my colleagues, as per margin.

SPEOIFICATION for & line of railway from Esquimalt to Nanamio, in Vancouver
Island in British Columbia.

- 1. The railway shall be a single line, with gauge 4 feet 8} inches, with necossary
sidings.
‘ie The alignments, gradients and curvatures shall be the best that the physical

features of the country will admit of, the maximum grade not to exceed 80 foet to
“the mile, and the minimum curvature not to be of less radius than 809 feet.

3. In all wooded sections the land must be cleared to the width of 50 feet on
each side of the centre of line.

All brush and logs must be completely burnt up and none thrown on to the
adjacent lands.

4. All stumps must be grubbed out within the limits of cuttings under 3 feet
in depth or embankments less than 2 feet in depth.

5. All stumps must be close-cat where embunkments are less than 4 feet and
more than 2 feet in height.

6. Through settlements, the railway must be enclosed with substantially built
legal fences.

7. Road crossings, with cattle guards and sign boards, shall be provided where-
ever required.

8. The width of cattings at formations shall be 20 feet, embankments, 16 feet.

9. Efficient drainage must be grovided either by open ditches or under drains.

10. All bridges, culverts and other structures must be of ample size and
strength for the purpose intended. Piers and abutments of' bridges must be either
of substantial massive stone masonry, iron or wood, and in every essential particular,
equal 1o the best description of like works employed in the construction of the
Canadian Pacific Railway in British Columbia. Arched culverts must be of good solid
masonry, equal in every respect to similar structures designed for the Canadian Pacifie
Railway in British Columbia. Box culverts must be of either masonry, iron or
wood.

11. The passenger station houses, freight sheds, workshops, engine houses,
other buildings and wharves, shall be sufficient in number and size to efficiently
accommodate the business of the road, and they shall be either stone, brick or timber
of neat design, substantially and strongly built.

12, The rails shall be of steel, weighing not less than 50 pounds per lineal yard
of approved section, and with the most approved fish-plate joints.

13.] The roadway must be well ballasted with clean gravel or other suitable-
material.

14. Sufficient siding accommodation shall be provided by the contractors, as
may be necessary to moet the requirements of the traffie.

15. Sufficient rolling stock, necessary to accommodate the business of the line,
shall be provided by the contractors, with stations and terminal accommodations,.
including engine sheds, turn-tabies, shops, water tanks, machinery, wharves, &c.

first part, and Her Majesty Queen Victoria, represented herein by the Minister of
Railways and Canals, of the second part.

Whereas, it has been agreed by and between the Governments of Canada and
British Columbia, that the Government of British Columbia should procure the incor.-
poration, by an Act of their Legislature, of certain persons to be designated by the
Governmont of Canada, for the construction of a railway from Esquimalt to Nanaimo,
and that the Government of Canada sbould take security from such Company for- -
the construction of such railway :
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And whereas, the parties hereto of the first part are asgociated together for the
purpose of constructing or contracting for the construction of a railway and tele-

:graph line from Esquimalt to Nanaimo, and are hereafter referred to as the said
-contractors :

Now THESE PRESENTS WITNESS, that in consideration of the covenants and agree-

ments on the part of Her Majesty hereinafter contained, the said contractors

: (a) The Legislature o1 British Columbia shall be invited to amend the Act No. 11,
of 1880, intituled “ An Act to authorize the grant of certain public lands on the
Mainland of British Columbia to the Government of the Dominion of Canada for
‘Canadian Pacific Railway pur ,”’ 80 that the same extent of land on each side of
the line of railway through British Columbia,, wherever finally settled, shall be granted
to the Dominion Government in lieu of .the lands conveyed by that Act.

(b) The Government of British Columbia shall obtain the authority of the Legisla-
‘ture to grant to the Government of .Camada a portion: of the lands set. forth and
described in the Act No 15, of 1882, intituled * An Act to incorporate the Vancouver
Land and Railway Compauny,” namely, that portion of the said lands therein described,
commencing at the southern boundary thereof and extending to a line running east
and west, half-way between Comox and Seymour Narrows; and also a further por-

26. The existing rights (if any) of any {)ersons or corporations in any of the
lands so to be acquired by the company, shall not be affected by this Act, nor shal
it affect military or naval reserves.

27. The suid Esquimalt ang Nanaimo Railway Company shall be bound by any .
contract or agréement for thé construction of the railway from Esquimalt to Nanaimo,
which shall be entered into by and between the persons 80 to be incorporated as afore-
sdid, and Her Majesty, represerited by the Minister of Railways and Canals, and shall
be entitled to the full benefit of such contract or agreement, which shall be construed
and operated in like manner asif such company had been a party thoreto in lien of
such persons, and the document had been duly executed by such company under their
corporate seal.

28, The railways to be constructed by the company in pursuance of this Act,
shall te the property of the company.

29. The Act of 1883, chapter 14, intituled : “ An Act relating to the Island Railway,
the Graving Dock and the Railway Lands of the Province," is hereby repealed.

with a view to the adjustment of all questions in controversy and that his efforts.
have happilv 1 v:n successful. We trust that we shall be able to sanction the
arrangements then made, and that By our so doing, all occasions of dispute will
have been removed, and the most cordial 1elations established between the Dominion:
and Provincial Governments, The papers which Your Excellency has been pleased
to say will be ldid before us and the mefhsures evabling Your Excellency to give:
effect to the agreement will not fail to rececive from us the consideration Your Excel-
lency has invited,

We hear with interest that the rapid increase of population in the North-West
renders some amendrhents in the North-West Territories Act exredient. Our atten-
tion, which Your Excellency has been pleased to say will be called to this important
maiter, shall be given thereto. ‘

We are much gratified to be informed that the progress of the Indians in Mani-
toba and the North-West during last year has been on the whole satisfactory and that
the Bands included in the several Treaties have for the most part betaken themselves
to their reserves, The Bill for the further promotion of their interests which Your
Excellency has informed us will be submitted to ug, a8 well as the measure applicable
to the whole Dominion for the purpose of encouraging the more advanceg Indian
communities to assume the responsibilities of self-government, shall receive our most
attentive consideration.

Your Excellency has been pleased to inform us that the Bill laid before us last
Session for the representation o]; the people in Parliament and the assimilation of the
electoral franchises existing in the several Provinces has now becn beforo the
Country for a year and that the measure will be reintroduced. Our attention, to
which Your Excellency has commended it, shall be cheerfully given to this measuro.

We respectfully note that Your Excellency would also urge upon us the expe-
diency of providing for the regulation of factory labor and the protection of the
workingman and his family, and that the measure submitted last Session with some
amendments will bo laid before ns. This important subject shall receive our most
careful consideration.

It is with the greatest gratification we hear from Your Excellency that the
rapid progress of the Canadian Pacific Railway has been maintained throughout the

t year; that of the two thousand eight hundred and thirty-three miles of the main
ine between Pembroke and Port Moody, ono thousand seven hundred and thirty-
eight miles are now constructed, rendering practicablo the completion of that great
work within the next two years. We receive with the deepest interest the inform-
ation that although the time within which the Railway Company is bound to finish
the road will not expire until 1891, Your Excellency’s Government has thought it of
the greatest importance for the rettlement of the North-West and the development of
our trade that its completion from sea to sca should be hastened and the company
eniabled to open the line throughout by the spring of 1886 ; that with this view, and
in order to aid the Company in proeuring sufficient capital for the purpose by the
di?oeal of its unsold sheres, the Government agreed to receive a deposit of money
and securities sufficient to pay a minimum three per cent dividend for ten years on
sixty-five millions of the stock, and that this arrangement was made in the belief
that it would give steadiness and increased value to the shares on the market.
