The House of Commons have etected me as their Speaker, though I am but little
able to fulfil the important duties thius assigned to me.

If in the performance of those duties, .1 should at any time fall into error, I pray
that the fault may bçx imputed to me, and not to the Ccmmons, whose servant I an,
and who thrc 'gh me, the better to enable them te discharge their duty to tieir Queen and
Country,humbly claii all their undoubted rights and privileges, espocialiy that they may
have freedom of speech in thoir debates, access to Your Excellenoy's person at ail seasonable
times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your Excellency the most favorable
interpretation.

The Honorable the Speaker of this House then said:

Mr. Speaker, I am commanded hy His Excellency the Governor General te declare
to you that lie freely confides in the duty and tttachiet of the Hiouse of Comuoons te
Her Majesty's Person and Government, and not doubtfng that their proceedings will be
conducted with wisdon, temper and prud ence, lie grants, and upon all eocasions will re-
cognise and allow, their constitutional privileges.

I am cominanded also to assure you that the Conmons shall have ready access to His
Eeellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well as your words
and actions, will constantly receive fromn him the mo>st favourable construction.

His Excellency the Governor General was jthen pleased te open the Session by a
gracious Speech te both Houses:

lonorable Gentlemen o! the Senatà;

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

1. In addressing for the first time tihe Parliament of Canada, I desire to express the
satisfaction I feel in resorting to your ndviee and assistance, as well as my deep sense of
ny own good fortupe in boing fermitted to associate myself with you in your labours
and aspirations for the wolfare of this Dominion.

I rejoice to think that my assiuption of offiee should have taken place at a period
when the prospects of the country appear so full of promuise, when peace and amity
prevail amongst ai neighbouring nations, md when so miaiy indioations are afforded of
the succes wi h which (anaeds herself is consolidating ber political unity and developing
lier maberWial
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2. In accordance with the decision of -Parliament, and to carry into effect the
legislation of lat Session, I have caused a Charter to be granted to a body of Canadian
capitaliste for the construction of the Pacgie Railway. The Company now formed has
given assurances that this great work will be vigorously prosecuted, and a favorable
state of the money market in England affords every hope that satisfactory arrangements
may be made for the required capital., The papers and correspondence relating to this
subject will be laid before you.

3. During the pat year the surveys for the improvement and extension of our
system of Canais, for which appropriations were made last Session, have been in active
preparation; and I .am glad to inform you that the plans and specifications for the
enlargement of the Welland, and the construction ofthe Baie Verte Canals,'have been
complieted, and that the works can now be put under contract.

The surveys for tho St. Lawrence Canais will, I am assured, be finished in time
to commence the works at the beginning of next year. This will insure the completion
of ail these great undertakings at the sarne perod.

4. It is gratifying to know that the efforts made to encourage immigration have met
1with a great measure of suocess, and that the numbers seeking a home in Canada have
been greatly augmented during the lait year. I do not doubt your r7aadiness to make
ample provision for the steadily increasing streain of settlers that may hereafter be
annually expected to add to the population, wealth and strength of the Dominion.

5. The compilation of the first Census of t.he Dominion approaches completion, and
thit would, therefore, seem a fitting tine to provide for the establishment of a proper
system for the accurate collection and scientifie arrangement of statistical information. I
commend this subject to your attention.

0. It is important that provision should be made foi the consolidation and amend-
ment of the Laws now in force in the several Provinces, relating to the representation
of the peopletin Parliament. A measure for this purpose, and one for the tral of
Controverted Elections, will be submitted for your consideration.

7. Your attention will be invited to measures for the amendment of the La*s
relating to Pilota, to Salvage, and to the Trinity Hiouses of Mont.eal and Quebec, as well
as for the improvement of the Laws generally affecting our Merchant Shipping.

8. Experience has shown that the duties now performed in the Offices of the Secre-
tary of State, and the Secretary for the Provinces, may be readjusted with advantage to
the public service, A Bill on the subject will be laid before you.

9. Among other measures, Bills will be presénted to you relatinig to the Criminal
Law, to Weights and Measures, and to the amendment and consolidation of the Inspec-
tion Laws.

Gt entiemen of the Houe of Common

10. I have giveg directions that the accounts of the et, arid of the first six months
of the present tinancial year, shall be laid before you without delay. You will be
gratified to learn that the finances of the Dominion are in 't prosperous cotidition,
and that there is no reason to doubt that the revenue will be sufficient to meet ail con-
templated charges upon it.

The Estimates for the ensuing year, which will be submitted to you, have been
prepared with as muoh regard to economy as is compatible with the effiolency of the public
servioeý and I venture to hope that you will be of opinion that the supplies which my
Government will ask you to vote, can be granted without inconvenience to the pople.
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Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate;

It is
with full confidence in your patriotiam and wisdomi that I comiend them to your
consideration, and I trust that a Gracious Providence may guide your Counsels i;s what-
ever way may bet promote the happines of the people of Canada, and the welfare of the
Empire at large

We, reposing especial trust and confidence in the prudence, courage, and loyalty of you
the said Frederiak Temple, Earl of Dtgferin, of Our epecial grace, certain knowledge, and
mere motion, have thought fit to constitute and appoint and by these Presents do Con-
stitute and Appoint you to ho Our Governor-General in and over Our Dominion of
Canada, for and during Our will aroy pleasure. And We do hereby authorize and com-
mand you in due imanner to do and oxecute all things that shall belong to your said coth-
Governor's Powers and mand, andS the trust We have reposed in you, according ta the
Authoritiep. several Powers and Directions granted or appointed you by this

And We do further authorize and empower you, as you shall see occasion, inGrant o prdona and Our name and on Our behalf, when any crime has been committedrmion of fine@. within our said Dominion, to grant a Pardon to any accomplice, not
being the actual perpetrator of such crime, who shall give such information and evidence
as shall lead to the apprehension and conviction of the principal offender; and further to
grant to any offender convicted of any crime in any Court, or before any Judge, Justice,
or Magistrate within Our said Dominion, a Pardon, either free or subject to lawful con-
ditions, or any respite of the execution of the sentenco of any such offender for such period
AS to you may seèm fit; and to remit any fines, penalties, or forfeitures which may be-
corne due and payable to Us.

V. And We do further authorize and empower you, so far as We lawfully may, upon
Suepension or removal sufficient cause to you appearing to remove fron hie office, or to sus-from office. pend from the exorcise of the same, any person exercising any such
office or place within our said Dominion, under or by virtue of anyConmission or Warrant
granted, or which may be granted by U s in our name or by Our authority.

VI. And We do further authorize and empower you to exercise, from time to time, aPower of aemblin« or you may judge necessary, all powers lawfully belonging to Us, inProroguing the Houa respect of assembling, or proroguing, the Senate or the Houise of Com.of Commonu.
mons of Our said Dominion, and of dissolving the said House of Commons, and We do
here4y give the like authority to the several Lieutenant-Governors for the time being, of
the Provinces in Our said Dominion with respect to the Legialative Councils or the Legis-
lative or General Assemblies of those Provinces respectively.

VII. And We do by these Presents authorize and empo'wer you, within Our said
Power of granting mar- Dominion, to exercise all such powers as We may be entitled toa141 l.ouiieu s od exercise therein in respectof granting Lioences for Marriages, Lettersbatu of Willea; utd
of idiot&, of Administration, and Probates of Wills, and with respect to the

VIII. And, whereas, by the said 'BritisA Nort. America Act, 1867, it is amongst
Other things enacted, that it shall be lawful for Us, if We think fit. to authorize the
Governor-General of Canada to appoint any person or persons jointly or severally to behis Deputy or Deputios within any part or parts of Canada, and in that capaoity to exercise,during the pleasure of the Governor-General, such of the powers, authorities, and functions
Powertoappoint Deputies.of the Governor General as ho may deem it necessary or expedient
to assign to him ci them, subject to any limitations or directions from time to time ex-
reued or given by us: Now We do hereby authorize and empower you, subject to such

REPORT OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE.

COMMITTsE ROox,
27th March, 1873.

The Sub-Committeo of the Joint Committee of both Houses of Parliament appointed
to an lit the Priinting Acounts, and to wîon was also referred the Clerk's Report on the
s arvices of the p.vst year, togetler with the Annial Balance Sheet, beg leave to report as
follows :-

The Balance Slheet was examined and fouid to b) correct; ea.ch entry, both on the
Dr. aid the Cr. sides, was verifiel by at proper voucher ; the soveral expenditurns were
also verified by accoants, in detail, and roceipted in full, the audit of which wa entirely
satisfactory.

The Sub-Committee had also before them a fyle of all the documents printed during
the past yeir, thay tested th. measurements and charges of several, and found them correct.

Tthe several Books of Account as well as the Bank Book, were also examiued and
found correct.

The Sub-Connittee would racommend that at least six month's supply of printing
paper be kept on hand, no as to imure, as much ai possible, uniformity of color and quality,
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The Sub-Oommittee, in investigating the statement in the Clerk's Report as
to the delivery of Parliamentary documents being retarded during the recess, deemed it
advisable to request the contractor for the Printing, (Mir. Taylor), to be present. In his
explanation ho stated that the work, as a whole, having been performed within the usual
timie, as in former years, was all that was necessary. The Sib-Committee woulti recom-
mend that Mr. Taylor be notified that the work must be proceeded with, without
intermission, during the Recess, as the Clerk may direct, using all diligence to have the
whole finished as expeditious!y as possible.

The Sub-Committee find that the Binding is not equal to what lias been contracted
for, but the fact of the contractor baving suffered from hi. promises being destroyed by
file, by which ho tout nearly all his material end machinery, and his having an accumu-
lation of work at the time, may be accepted as an excuse. They recommend, however,
that ho be notified that hie work in future. must be according to contract.

With regard to the paragraph in the Clerk's Report, relating to the expiry of the
Present Printing contract, the Sub-Committee deem it advisable to make a special report
at a future day.

The Sub-Committee would earnestly recommend that the attention of the Depart-
ment of Public Works should be called to the necessity of providingsstorage room in the
Vaulte of this building, exclusively for the use of the Printing Department, and suflicient
for, the accommodation of six months' supply of piinting paper, as -well as the safe-
keeping of the printed shoots of the Blue-books while bei printed.

The Sub-Committee recommend that the estimate of #35,000, as the snm which will
Probably be required for the- printing services of Parliament for the fiscal year, con-
renoingj on the Dst of July, 1873, Le approved of; but, as the Session progresses,
Should it appear from the work to be performed that a further sumn will be required,
the Committee will submit sach turther supplementary estimate4«s may be necessary.

T1he Sub-Committee, in subimitting their Report, would beg to express their
approval of the manner in which their Clerk, Mr. Hartney, has performed the duties
Pertaining to his office during the past year.

REPORT OF THE CLERK.

COMMrTTIEE Room,
5th March, 1873.

To the Chairman and Members of the Joint Committee on Printing:
NXSTLEMEN,

I beg to submit the Parliamentary Printing Account Annual Balance Shoot, by
which it will be seen that the cost of the printing services of Parliament for the fiscal
»ear ended the 30th June, 1872, is $28,295 50.

The several books, together with the accounts and vouchers for the verification of
Saine, are ready for the audit.
The Committee will observe that the expendittnre bas been less than usual. This

ha4 arisen from Parliament having been in session tilt the middle of June ;' and as all
"counts are peremptorily closed on the 30th of that month, !ing the end of the fiscal
Year, a large quantity of work was left unfinished which had to be performed and paid
for in the subsequent year. Thun, in all probability, the Balance Sheet for 1872-3 will
Show a correspondingly increased expenditure.
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The contractor for the printing paper has punctually furnished the paper as
required, of the full weight and generally of the quality as specified in the contract.

With regard to the printing, the routine work during the Session in fairly kept up,
but inueh that ought to be done has to be kept back tilt the recess ; then the urgency of
gettifg ont the Statutes, or some other Departmental work is pleaded as a reason why
the delivery of Parliamentary documents is retarded. This should not be so ; but
whether the present competitive rates will either enable or warrant the necessary out-
lay required to do justice to the work is a question.

With reference to the Binding, one establidhment does the whole Parliamentary and
Departmental work. The Statutes and our Sessional Papers are generally ready for
binding at the same time, and, in the endeavor to please, by hurrying bath, the work
was slighted during the past year. 'The binder pleads, in extenuation, the loss of nearly
all his material and machinery from the destruction of his premises by fire. I have
notified him that his work is not according to contract.

With the work of'next Session the present contracta expire, but there is a provision
in those for the Printing and Printing Paper by which, at the option and by the direc-
tion of the two Houses of Parliament, they may be continued during the further period
of five years.

I would earnestly urge upon the Committee the necessity of storage roon being
provided in the vaults exclusively for the use of the Printing Department. Property,
to the amount of many thousands of dollars, in now annually stored for safety in a room
common to many other purposes, thus exposed to danger from accident and peculation.

The Report of Geological Investigations was laid befoire Parliament laut Session in
manuscript and ordered to bc printed for the Sessional Papers. To ensure correctness,
the printing must be revised by the officers of the Geological Department, and as they
are engaged all summer in out-door work, it could not be attended to tilt late in the sa-
son. consequently I have only received the sheets for binding since Parliament. met;
thus the issue of the volume of Sessional Papers in which this Report had to be placed,
has been delayed for some m>nths, cauming great inconvenience. I would respectfully
suggest some other system should be adopted with regard to this Report.

Last Session a resolution was passed in both Houses of Parliament for the adjusting
the salaries of their offloers and servants. As the employés of the Departnent of
Printing were taken ont of the staff of each flouse, and made joint officers of bath, and
placed under the control of this Joint Committee, any adjustment in their cases must be
through the action of this Committee.

To Resolve, Thatby the Statutes 35 Victoria, Caps. 72 & 73, two Companies-the Inter.
oceanic Railway Company and the Canada Paci/io Railway Company.-were severally
incorporated with full powers to construct and work the Canadian Paofio Railway upon
the terms and conditions agreed upon at the union of BritiWh Columbia with Canada.

That by the Statute 35 Victoria, Chapter 71, the Interoceanio Railway Com-
pany and the Canada Paea4 Railway Company were permitted to analgamate and form
one Company, and the Government was empowered to agree with either of the said
Companies, or in the event of their amalgamating, then, with the amalgamated Com-
pany for the con3truction and working of the said Canadian Pacifie Railway.

That the powers conferred upon Government by the fifteenth clause of the
Statute 35 Victoria, chapter 71, were not intended to be exercised except in the event of
the Interoceanic Railway Company and the Canada Pa4fac Railway Company severally
and unitedly failing or declining to agree with the Government to construct and work
the Canadian Pacißie Railway ; that the concluding of an agreement with persons not
incorporated by Parliament for constructing and working the said Railway without hav-
ing by public notice invited tenders from any association of Her Majesty's subjecta, able
and willing to form a Comepany and accept a Charter under the provisions of the
Statute 35 Victoria, chapter 71, was not in accordance with the sp irit and object of the
said Statute ; that such a proceeding was highly objectionable, and contrary to the usual.
and well understood system of contracting for the construction of the Public Works of
the Dominion.

That the Charter grahted by order of His Excellency the Governor General in Council,
on the ffth day of February, 1873, incorporating Sir IughAllan and others, by the name of
the Canadian Pacfic Railway Company, confers upon that Company extraordnay and
dangerous rights, powets and privilege.

That the fourth clause of the said Charter is highly objectionable ; that it provides
in effect that the whole avallable Capital of the Company shall bd only one million
dollars, or ten per con. upon a nominal amountof ton millions, of which on million à to b
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iested by the Receiver-General, and the interest paid, as received, to the Company.
That the 90 per cent. mentioned in such fourth clause is illusory; that it affords no real
security to the Government, while the provisions of that clause mainly protect the Stock-
holders of the Company from ail further calls and from liability to the Creditors of the
COrnpany in respect thereof.

That the said Charter does not provide adequate security for the completion and
equipment of the whole lino of Railway; that it ought to provide that there should bo
retained by the Government out of the portions of the land and money granted and
stipulated, to be paid front time to time by the fourteenth and eighteenth clauses, not less
than 10 per cent., as a security and guarantee for the completion and equipment of the
lailway ; and that such per-contage should not be paid to the Company until six months
after the completion, equipment and working of the Railway, and until the Engineer of
the Government certifies that adl the works proper to the Railway have been duly per-
formed, that the equipment is adequate, and that, in his opinion, the Company have
the means and appliances for efficiently working the Railway.

That the Government should not have granted to the Canadian Pacifc Railway
Company the power to issue Bonds to the aniount of $40,000 a mile for the whole
extent of the Railway with the unusual provision that such Bonds may be a frst charge
Upon the lands thereafter to ho acquired by the Company, and by that means charging
suchi Bonds upon the fifty millions acres given as a subsidy for the construction of the
Railway bofore the Company is entitled to receive them ; that such a power sanctioned by
sluch authority is frauight with great and serious consequences, and may affect most in-
Juriously the credit of the Dominion ; that the sanctioning of such a power is a pledge of
the faiti of the Dominion to the holders of such Bonds that the lands, whatever may be
the fate of the Company, shall be, and remain as security to such Bondholders.

That the fifteenth clause of the Charter is highly objectionable, and if alloyed tO
reInain in force will be a great check and disceuiragement to the settlement of the Ter-

'itorýy of the Dominion, situated between Lake Nipising and the Pacifie Ocean ; that
the settlement and price of the public lands on the line of the Canadian Pacißc Rail-
'Y, not allotted to the Company, ougit not to havo been made subordinate to the
Iiuterests of, or dependent upon, the action of the Railway Company; that it is of extreme
ituportance to the future welfare of the Dominion tht the Government retain possession
Of ail the lands through which the Railway will pass, and full control over the settlement
thereof ; that the provisions of the said fifteenth clause of the Charter place the entire
Sttlement of that vast Territory in the hands of the Canadian Pacjic Railway Coi-
Pany ; that immigrants will not be induced to pa by the cheap lands and free home.
steads offered then in the Eastern and Central Provinces of the Dominion, and in the

iWted Sttes, to proceed hundreds of miles further fromn market to purchaso lands
4t exceasive prices ; that the minimum price of $2.50 an acre, fixed by the Charter, is
etsive ; that by such a condition or hargain the Government gives its sanction and
aunthority to a fictitious value of the lands ; that such sanction is well calculated to

8nancial operations, raising money for the repayment of which the lands may be held to
4 pledged, leading to future embarrassmient to and charges of bad faith against the
Qvernment of the Dominion.

The minutes of the ovidence which I then gave, dated 6th April, 1870,
being now read to me, I re-a:irm the sanie, as thero recorded, and I further say that on
two occasions since that day, I have seen Sophia Martin, wife of John Robert Martin ;
one of those occasions was the sixth of Mny, instant, when I served her with a notice to
produce now shown to me, marked A. ; I explained the nature of it ta her and its ob-
ject, and she read it in muy presencue se said she had not any of the papers she was
thoeby required ta produce, having destroyed them all long before ; one of the papers re-
quired ta be produced was a letter to her from her husband, delivered ta her by my wife;
I have read that letter; it contained a charge of criminality against her; the substance
of the charge was that she had been guilty of infidelity to him.

COPY OF THE EVIDENCE READ TO RICHARD MARTIN,

Wednesday, 6th April, 1870.

Richard Maitin being sworn, said -I am a Barrister. I am the same person who
was a witness at the Bar of the Honse ; I am a brother of the Petitioner ; 'I was
present at his marriage with Sophia Stinson. It was performed according tothe oeremonies
of the Church of England, by the Rev. Mr. Blackman, then curate or assistant of Mr.
Geddes, at Hamilton, on the 27th Sept., 1855. The signature to the certificate now shown
to me, marked A, is the siqnature and of the hand-writing of the Rev. Mr. Geddes, Beotor
of Hamilton. I am the Rwchard Martin,junior, whose signatureas a witness is copied in
the certificate. The Petitioner's wife was frivoloi; she liked to go about and amuse
herself rather than to attend to her household duties, which ee neglected-she was very
lazy ; I should say that her husband was foolishly fond of her ; he treated her with
kindpess, and she had great influence over him, and could ever persuade him to do al-
most anything she wished. When she stayed with me at Ilamilton in the month of
May, 1868, she was frequently absent from Saturday to Monday, on which occasions she
would say that she went ta the house of her father or that of a sister in Hamildob.
After some time, about the middle of the month of May, I began to doubt that she had
been deceiving me,-not having been suspicious of her I did not take note of the time.
The firat thing that aroused my suspicion was the fact, that while on the way to her
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father's bouse, and that of Mrs. Spohn, her relative, to deliver a letter fromn her husband,
that came addressed to ber atmy house duringher absence, I foundthat she was notat either

lae ; afterwards communicated these facts to her husband, the Petitioner, who gave me a'1etter for her. In consequençe of something I had heard, I was induced to go to the rail-
WaY station on the arrival of the morning train from Toronto, on the first of June, ex-
Psoting to be able to deliver the letter to her thero. On the arrival of the train I saw a
Person leave it whom I thonght to be her, though 1 could not be sure of it, as she was
disguised and walked in a gait that was not usual with her; I therefore followed her and
ket her in view, until we reached the gAte of my own house, where she looked round,
ad on seeing me, started, and dropped upon the ground a kind of mask of black crape,
hAvming holes in it, which she at once picked up and put under her shawl. I followed herito the house and gave the letter to my wife to deliver to her, and saw my wife go into
a room where she was for that purpose. She left my house and I had no further com-
U3 tuidtion with her at that time.

In December last, I served on her a copy of Notice of Application for Divorce, at the
hOuse of her aunt, M's. Trotobridge, at Lewiston, New York State. She said, " 1 do not
deY my guilt, bot it is never toc late for repentance; I have lived a perfectly correct
lib ever since, and I intend to continue to do so."

Cross-examined by her Counsel - There was no other person present when she made
the above admission to me in December laat at Lewiston. She was the person who opened

ethi door to me, and the only person I saw in the bouse at the time, or for a considerable
tinue after that. I made the memorandum now shown to me, marked " Filed 9th March,
1870, J. P. Taylor, the same day." It was during the first year of their marriage, while

e4y lived in Hanilton, that I had the best opportunity of observing the terms on which
the Petitioner lived with his wife ; after that I only saw them occasionally.

Martin at Betz'a tavern, near the Union station, in Torohto, on the 24th May, 1869. I
was called professionally te Hamilton, and on my way called on Mrs. Martin, at the
request of ler friends. She said she had come to Toronto to see William Loune. I
urged bar to return to her friends. Sh3 said she would rot do no until she had seen him.
It was in a bedroom that I saw Mrs. Martin. I saw a pocket-book there. She said it
belonged to a gentleman friend of hers. I an acquainted with William Lount's hand-
writing. I think the letters now shown to me are in his handwriting.

REPORT OF CERTAIN MEMBERS OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE APPOINTED
TO ENQUIRE INTO THE CASE OF MR. TAYLOR, AS SET FORTH
IN THE FURTHER, OR SECOND REPORT, OF THE CLERK.

In reference to the second report from Mr. Hartney on the present state of the
Printing Services of Parliament, the su'-committee have approached the subject with a full
sense of the grave responsibility attaching to thei for any action they might recommend.
They are aware that there has been a general rise in the price of labor, not less in the
operationsof printing than in other mechanical arta; but, unfortunately, the difficulties of
dealing with the case before them are increased by special circumstances which must of
necessity be taken into conkideration. In the first place, the whole printing for the
public service is now for the first time all done by contract, and, as might have been
expected, there was a very keen competition for the work, leading to prices being offered
which were never heard of before, and which many feared were too low to afford the
prospect of any remunerative return being possible. The circumstancee attending the
letting of these contracta were just as exceptional as were the prices for which the work
was offered to be done. As the Committee are awaie, the printing of Parliament has
heretofore been contracted for, and had been done at a very low rate. There were
certain advantages accompanying it which were necessarily taken into account by
those tendering. These chiefly were that the Reports of the Heads of Departments
which are annuay presented to Parliament were printed and paid for under
the Parliamentary contract for so many copies as were required for the use of the
Members of the two Houses. In mont, if not all cases, larger or smaller editions,
as might be required, were printed also for the use of the Departments, and paid
for separately by the Departments. It is a fact, the Sub-,#.ommittee believes, that no
uniform or fixed rate was paid by them, but that payment was made separately for copies
ordered by the Departments there is no doubt whatever-some paying on one pi inciple
and some on another-some paying according to a pre-arrangement, and others just as the
Printer chose to charge-but all paying nevertheless, and that altogether irrespective of
the contract with Parliament. The result was that the low prices obtained under the
Parliamentary oôntract were more than made up by the second price secured from the
Departments. This, there is no doubt, was the case in relation to the old Parliamentary
Printers, and the knowledge of the fact led to their boing underbid by the
present one ; for no practical man supposes that the late contractors could
expect a profitable return at even twenty eight centa per thousand ems-
the old prices-even at the then low rate of wages, much les at nineteen
cents, which was the figure for composition under their last tender. Taking
into account these facts, it seems to us that the calculation of the present
contractor for a fair return on his investment, responsibility and labor was a reasonable
one. But after the present contraet with Parliament was entered into, new circumstances
arose, which have led to a complication of a very serioas nature. An Act was passed.
which provided that all the public printing-that is, the Departmental Printing and the
piinting of the Canada Gazette and the Laws-should be put up for public competition.
Tenders were called for by advertisement in all the leading papers in the country, and
that of Mr. Taylor, being the lowest, was accepted. Thus the new Parliamentary Printer
became also the Departmental Printer. Mr. Taylor at oigce entered on the work, and it is
only simple justice to him to say that, froi our personal knowledge, and froi
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information obtained from the different Departments, ho bas done it, along with
the Parliamentary work, satisfactorily, especially when it is considered ho came
new to the whole and the great volume of the work. Nothing occurred to check
the even course of things until the Session of 1870, when the late Printing Committee
discovered that Mr. Taylor was being paid for the printing of the Departmental Reports
under each contract-the Parliamentary and Departmental. It was thought by a amall
Majority that this should not be allowed, and a resolution was adopted recommending the
leads of Departments to order the number of copies they required through the Clerk of
the Joint Committee on Printing. Mr. Taylor remonstrated with the Government, on
the ground that such action sapped the very foundation on which ho bad based his
tenders. The reply was that, while that was doubtless the case, and that the action was
as unexpected on one side as the other, there was no remedy except through the Printing
Committee. Accordingly, in the Session of 1871, Mr. Taylor appealed to the Committee
to reconsider the matter: but, by a vote of eleven to nine, it reaffrmed the principle
that the double charges should not be allowed. Upon this a friendly suit was entered into
to try the question whether Mr. Taylor was entitled to be paid under both contract. We
have obtained from the Court a certified copy of the papers and the judgment ; and in
regard to the latter we find that-while on the technical ground of the work not having
been ordered to be done by the Departments by "requisition" it could not be charged for
under the Departmental contract,-the opinion is clearly indicated that the spirit and
intention under which the Departmental contract wa entered into, at least on the part
of Mr. Taylor, was set aside or evaded by ordering for both Parliament and the Depart-
rnents under the Paéliamentary Oontract alone. This judgment was delivered on the
third of March instant. Immediately afterwards, Mr. Taylor intimated to the Govern-
nent, that having failed to obtain redress last year from the Printing Committee and
now from the Court, however inconvenient it might prove to the Public Service, no
alternative was left to him but to close bis establishment, as it was impossible for him
to go on with, the heavy daily los lie was sustaining from not being paid the'money h.
felt was justly due to bim, added to the unexpected and unpreeedented rise in the price
of labor. The Government feeling the giavity of the state of things, urged him to con-
tinue work under the contract until the matter could be considered by the Printing
Committee, promising to indemnify him from any loss in the meantime.

We have thus succinctly and impartially set forth ail the facts which have led to the
Present unfortunate complication : and, as stated at the outset, we feel the serjous re-
sponsibility devolving upon us in approaching a solution of it. One thin to car mindsii clear-that, while the right to order the printing of the Departmental Reports in the
Way now done is now undoubtedly established, it bas been the means of perpetratig a
great wrong and injustice to Mr. Taylor, in view of all the circumstances under which the
Plnting had previously been done and under which tenders were asked for. That being
the case, it seems to us that simple justice requires that Mr. Taylor should be paid what
in all equity he is entitled to ; ana if the principle laid down by the Printing Committee
in to be followed hereafter, then there should be a re-arrangement of the prices to suit the

n'expected and alterei condition of things. But this bring us to the application which
Was nade by Mr. Taylor for an increase of prices prior to t he late udgment being given,an1d whi-h nust be disposed of in connection with the other question. There is no doubt,from enquiries we have made, and of our own knowledge, that between the time lie ten-dered for the Parlianentary Printing and the time he entered on his contract-a period
cf nome seven or eight months-there was the rise ho mentions of twenty-five per cent, inthe cost of làbor, and that ho has suffered serious loss from that cause for now over three
YOars. Since the beginning of January, the rise has been increased to forty per cent.-a
dgUre so unexampled in Canada and necessarily unexpected, that it in not to be wondered
at that he finds himsef constrained to call on the Printing Committee to help him out of
hi difficulty.

The Committee cannot but sympathise with him, believing that hie calculations as'letters stood when ho tendered for the contracts, were fair and business like. Although
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unfortunate, this arose from a change of circumstances entirely beyond his control, and
not necesarily to be anticipated. The Committee think, therefore, it is their duty ,to
recommend that an allowance should be made, which would relieve him of the heavy long
which he has sustained from this cause in the past.

Having thus disposed of the difficulties as applicable to the past, our next stop in the
performance of the duty assignea to us, is to suggest a course which, in our judgment,
would have the effect of placing the Printing Services on a sounder and more satisfactory
basis for the future. What, therefore, we would recommend, after full consideration, is
to fix upon fair and reasonable prices for the work, applicable to all the printing Con-
tracte. We consider this is indispensable, te enable us to cover the two grounds of
difficulty with which we have to deal,-that is to say, the loss of the payment of the
second prioe for the printing of the Departmental Reporte, and the los sustained on the
difference in the cout of labor. Here the allowance of a simple percentage would not, it
seems to us, at all meet the case, as the Parliamentary tender, in the first place, wa
founded to meet the advantage known to accrue from the payment of second prices, and
then, in the next place, on the very sane ground in the matter of the Departmental
tender, the Contractor knowing that lie would then be bound by a certain fixed tariff in
charging for the Reports required for the use of the Departments, the calculations in both
cases having thus been altogether set at naught. 'The whole thing is thus simplified ; for
we have to deal solely with the value of the work, and wth that alone ; and to do this
intelligently, we have to apply to it the pi actical knowledge of the printing business
posseed by the majority of the members of this Sub-Committee. Dealing then with
the matter as it stands at this moment, with the two important pointe mentioned to
be considered as affecting the future, we have arrived at the conclusion that no
man can possibly attempt to do the work of composition and press-work satisfactorily,
paying present price for labour, interest on capital, depreciation from wear and tear, rent
and taxes, and the other incidental expenses, at a less price than forty cents for the
former, and thirty 'cents for the latter, with thirty cents per hour for corrections-twenty-
five cents being the actual journeyaan's wages. These prices, it must be borne in mind,
are from twenty-five to thirty-three and one third per cent. lower than the lowest that
are, as a general rule, obtained by master-printers all through the country from the
general public, and therefore we think they must be considered as exceedingly reasonable
as applicable to the public printing. With regard to the other itens of the contracta, we'
do not think it is necessary to deal with them. To our minds they are exceedingly low-
perhaps too low for reasonable profit ; but as they are comparatively unimportant,.and
as there seems no possibility of much, if any, serious loss accruing on them, we would
recommend that they be allowed to stand as they are.

In concluding this Report, it lias occurred to us that it might be in the interest of
the Publie Service if the whole management of the printing were placed under one
head-say that of the Secretary of State, as is the case with the Departmental Printing,
and the printing of the Canada GazeUe and the Laws. By this means a direct control
and responsibility would exist for the whole, the Joint Committee on Printing giving a
general supervision as at present.

MR. HARTNEY'S FURTHER, OR SECOND, REPORT.

CoMMrrTan Roox, 21st March, 1873.

To TRI CHAIRMAN AND MIMIERS OF THE JOINT COENITTEE ON PRINTING:

GENTLEMEN,-The preosent state Of the Printing Services of Parliament require a
further Report, which I have thought it botter to submit separately, to be dealt with by
the Committee as they may deem proper.

In December lat, rumors were rife that there was to be a strike among the
employés of the Contractor for the Printing. I called on the Contractor, and enquired
as to their truth. Ie said ho had heard that such was the intention, but did not seem
inclined to take any action in the matter. I impressed on him that, being fully employed-
au he then was in printing the blue books, if a sti ike did take place, that the disorganiza-
tion which must follow, would involve such serious loss of time, that he would be unable
to recover hinself before the work of the session would cominence ; and I urged upon
him the necessity of looking seriously into the matter. and to let me know the resul. Ho
wrote to me a few days afterwards, stating that ho had satisfactory evidence that a strike
was to take place in his establishment on the eve of the meeting of Parliament, if the
demande thon to be made for increased rates of pay were not acceded to. He also stated
that ho was not in a position to meet those demande, having lost money under tht
oontract for the past two years, and asking relief. That letter I handed to the Minister
of Justice. He secmed to consider the matter as very serions, and asked me if I could
make any suggestion. I answered that I considered the provisions of the Contract could
not, under any circumtances, be infringed upon, but th meet the present emergency, and
to avoid the serious embarrassment that muet follow a stoppage of work so close to the
Session, I would recommend that we should become responsible, week by week, for the
advance of wages demanded, and so carry the Contractor through till the organization of
the Conmittee. He said ho would bring the matter before Council. I have received no
communication as to the result ; but on applying for the return of Mr. Taylor's letter
that I might lay it before the Committee, I received from Mr. Drinkwater, the
Secretary, a note, stating that, after diligent search, the letter could not be found, and
suggesting I should apply to Mr. Taylor for a copy. I enclosed that note to Mr. Taylor,
and in reply ho sent me the following letter, accompanied by a note stating he hal kept
no copy of the original, and that this one was made up from short hand notes taken at
the time.

Ottawa, December 6th; 1872.

Clork, Joint Committee on
Printing of Parliament.

StR,-I deem it right to call your attention to the position in which I am placed in
relation to my contract for the Printing of Parliament, ,

Since I tendered for (in May 1869) and encered into the contract for the perform-
ance of that work, the priço of bour and material has advanced to such an unprecedented
and unexpected extent, that all my calculations, based on the state of things thon exist-
ing, have been entirly overthrown. The price of labour has at least increased 25 per
cent. and I have reliable information that a further increase will most certainly be de-
randed by my men in a very few days, to take effect from the let of January-making

the increase, over the prices at the time I tendered, fully 40 per cent.

I71
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This applies of course only to the skilled labour : the unskilled labour, of which I
employ necessarily a good deal, has been raised from 100 to 200 per cent. as influenced
by special ciroumstances.

The effect of this threatened strike for a still further advance of wages-taking into
account the heavy loss I have already sustained from these exceptional circumstances-will
be, that, with every desire to fulfil my engagement honourably and satisfactorily, it will
be impossible for me to do no.

I have therefore respectfully to ask you whether, under the circumstances-circum-,
stances so unprecedented and unexpected-relief cannot be afforded to the extent that the
price of labour has gone up.

I may mention that a large increase has been allôwed in contracta for printing entered
into subsequently to mine, although prices were obtained in those cases varying, I believe,
from 33J to 50 per cent, higher than I obtain by my contract.

On Monday last 1 called on Mr Taylor to ascertain whether there was any truth in
the rumour that he was about to close his establishment, but he declined giving me any
information as to his future action, stating his inability, at present, to do so ; but at the
same time, saying, that he had no desire to do anything that would cause embarrassment.

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS.

CoMMITTEE Room, (No. 46.)
April ôth, 1873.

Present :-Mr. Stephenson (in the Chair), Mr. Wallace and Mr. Church.
Mr. 'aylor, the contractor for the Parliamentary Printing, being called in, the

Chairman explained to him that he had been asked to be present to give what evidencO.
h. had to offer in support of his letter addressed to the Clerk of the Committee on 6th
of December last.

Mr. Taylor explained that tenders for the Parliamentary Printing were called for
by advertisement on the 9th or 10th of May, 1869,-that the tenders were delivered as
required on the ilth of that month,-and that on the 2nd July following the contract
was execited. The work, however, was not to commence, and did not commence, until
the lt January, 1870. In the interval between the time the tenders were sent in, (viS.,
the 17th of May, 1869,) snd the time when work was commenced under the contract

(viz., the lst of January, 1870,) the wages of day-work men was raised from $7 to $9
par week,-a difference (as stated in the letter) of 25 per cent. On the let of Jan',
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1873, the wages which he (Mr. Taylor) had to pay was410 per week,--or 40 per cent.
more than the rate of wages in the early part of 1869. In support of this statement, ho
produced, for the perusal and examination of the Committee, hie pay-list from 1869 to the
present date. Ho also said, in further support of bis statement, that he was prepared te
Call before the Committee the Manager of his establishment, the Pay-Clerk, and several
printers who were emiployed in hie own and other printing houses in the City from 1869
to the prosent time.

The Committee called in and examined Mr. Green, the Manager of Mr.Taylor's
establishment ; Mr. R. Brewer, a printer in charge of the Pay-list in Mr Taylor's office; and
Mr. Lortie, the foreman of the French compositors, and who was a printer in the offio.
of Messrs. Hunter, Rose & Co. in 1869.

Other witneuses being offered, the Committee decided that the evidence afforded
by the pay-liat, and the testimony of the witnesses already called, wa aufficient.

REPORT OF THE QUEEN'S PRINTER TO SECRETARY OF STATE.

OTTÀwÂ, 20th January, 1873.
SIR,-With rerence to the letters of Mr. I. B. Taylor, contractor for Departmen-

1 Printing, &o., of the 6th and 10th ult., asking for an Yiorease of the prices paid him
er Work under hi& printing contracts becauso of the large increase in wagensd the coSt of
4bor sinc he tendered for and entered into that Contract, I have the hionor to Report:

173
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That in order to ascertain what the actual rise in prices for printing (as well as in
cost of living) had been, I issued a circular to a considerable number of the leading
printers in the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec, as in these Provinces the most accurate
idea of this rise, as affecting Ottawa prices, could be obtained. To these circulars I hàve
received sixteen answers, from printers at various places between Montreal on the eut and
Sarnia on the West. The rates of increase vary from 10 per cent. to 50 per cent. the
average being over 27 per cent. since the summer of 1869. The only one below 20 per
cent. was fr'om Toronto, and, owing, in some measure tot exceptional causes, the increase
of prices had taken place several years earlier there than in most other places in the Old
Province of Canada. They were certainly exceptionally high in 1869. For instance the
p rice per week of a good journeyiuan in Toronto in that year was $9, against $7 paid in
Montreal. The disparity is not now nearly so great between Toronto and Montreal or
Ottawa wages. In fact they are now nearly equalized. The trade in Montreal forme a
much better comparison for wages with Ottawa than any other large centre. Five lead-
ing firmns in Montreal have answered my circular, and the average increase of wages and
cost of living as certified by them is about 27k per cent. : and printers prefer ta take
their chances of employment in a great city and great commercial centre like Montreal,
rather than in a smaller on. like Ottawa.

Quebec hu been generally the cheapest of the large towns in which to procure work
done, but there the Provincial Government has been paying about 100 per cent. more for
composition than the Dominion Government has paid and is paying to Mr. Taylor, and
30 to 40 per cent. more for press work. Yet at the beginning of the lut Session of the
Quebec Legislature, the Contractors declined to proceed with their work. 20 per cent.
additional was allowed them pro tempore, and new tenders were afterwards ordered to be
asked for.

The prices for composition and press work paid by the Provincial Government at
Toronto are twice as great as those paid by the Dominion Government here. At London
( Ontario), the prices agreed upon by the muter printers to be charged to customers are

5 cents per 1000 aes composition, against 12k in Mr. Taylor's contract, and 50 cents
per token press work against 12k and 15 in Mr. Taylor's Contract. Mr. Perreault, one
of the leading printers in Montreal, estimates the fair price chargeable there for work is
50 cents per 1000 eme for composition and 50 cents per token press work. In view even
of the lower price prevailing in 1869, it is apparent that Mr. Taylor muet have depended
upon other things than the half rates charged for those great staple operations to make
his contract remunerative. It seèms to me he muîst have depenied:

1. Upon the fact that having already the contract for Parliamentary Printing, ha
woild be paid a second composition for all the heàvy Departmental Reports ; and, during
the first year of the contract, the late Queen's Printer, seeing that the coSt to the Gov-
ernment would be no more (if not less,) than would be paid to the Contractor for Depart-
mental work, if he happened to be another than the Parliamentary Contractor, instead of'
the same, allowed this charge. The Parliamentary Committee on Printing havesinoe
deprived him of this source of profit.

2. That the same method of audit would prevail, as in former years, and that the preo&
dents of the Queen's Printer's Offlce in the put would guide it during the termof his contract.

This han not been the case. The audit has been more strict, and the contract more
rigidly enforced than he seems to have anticipated. Nevertheless,, certain allowances
have been made to him for portions of. the work performed, not mentioned in the specifi-
cations, and, therefore, not specifically contracted for, which are liberal. That made for
two proofM required for vouchers and settled by Mr. Desbarats, is one (in place of this,
theQuebecGovernment has allowed5per cent of paper tor waste,instead of our2k per cent).
The allowance for "change of headings," or " alteration of forms," settled by me, and that
for opening and cutting paper, have also been generally liberal. Those, however, form
really an inconsiderable part,-not more than 8, I tliink less than 7 per cent-certaily
than 10 per cent. of the total psyments. But, as another source of profit, the Contractor
iust have reckoned on-
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3. The comparatively liberal prices (at the time) for such minor operations as fold-
Ing and stitching; but, even for those, his prices are considerably below the Toronto
Government contract, and, in most cases, below the Quebec Government contract, as
well ; and it so happens, unfortunately for him, that the rise in the wages of women and
boys (by whom this work is, for the most part, done), bas been greater than in those of men.

The result has been in this, as in most other cases of contracts at unremunerative or
very low rates, that there have been constant difficulties in the audit for a long period,
Claims for disputed extras having been almost constantly made. Nor is this all; several
naster printers have called attention in their replies to the fact that the recent com-
binations among workmen have compelled the employment of inferior hands at full
rates, leading always to an increase in the cost of production, snd generally to inferior
work, even at such enhanced price. This latter result bas been seen in the execution of
Mr. Taylor's contract as well as elsewhere, and work decidedly itnferior to the specifica-
tions of that contract have of late been frequently sent in, which the officer in charge
in ever teinpted to accept because it is as good as the prices paid for it.

I think, Sir, that I have thus fairly placed you in possession of all the information
respecting the working of Mr. Taylor's contract, and the justice of his claim to increased
prices which I can afford you, And

The Contractor claims that he hu suffered serious loses through the composition on

the Departmental Reports not being paid for, as he had a right tO expect they would, and
the sudden and unprecedented advance in the rate of wages. The loss through the former
cause, up to the present time, i close upon $20,000 ; and for the latter, for the three years
ending December, 1872, a fraction over 21 per cent. upon the whole work executed dur-
Ing that period ; and at the rates, as established in January of the present year, as com-
pared with those of 1869, ho is a clear loser of 58 per cent. upon the cost of production,
or on wages alone.

In proof of these statements, herewith is submitted a comparative statement of the
COst of production and the amount paid by Mr. Hartney for the Postmaster General's
Report in the year 1872. By this statement it will be seen that even had the rates of
Wages remained as they were in 1869, there would still have been a direct lous of 20 per
celt. in wages alone, on all work executed ; then, add to this the increase in wages in
January, 1870, of 21 per cent., and then again the further increase in 1873 of 17 per cent.,
antd it shows that the work to-day is being executed at an increased cost in wages, an
cornpared with the prices of 1869, of 5S per cent. It muet also be remembered that the
Prices quoted in the statement attached are those actually paid to workingmen, and con-
"equently can hardly be taken as the actual los sustained by the contractor. With regard
to the rates for presswork, it is neessary to explain that they are the very lowest prices
Pa.id per token in any city in Canada, under trade regulations, and are supposed to bover
rent, steam, fuel, wazer, oil, light, paper wetting, and wear and tear of machinery, as well
a8 interest on capital.

Having been asked for àn opinion on the matter in dispute, the Contractor would
suggest that he be paid for all actual losses up to the present time on the Departmental

aports, a well as the direct lous sustained by the increase of wages, and that the prices
readjusted at say 40 ets. for composition, 35 cts for presswork, 30 ets. per hour for

corrections, and an inqrease of 25 per cent. on all other operations, and he feels that in
akin.g for this, he is only claiming bare compensation for the work as executed under the
ex.isting state of trade and the exceptionally high rate of the cost of production.

The time consumed in the execution of the work in 1871, from the opening of the
Session till the last voucher was delivered, was -seven months and eighteen days ; while
that of 1872 was accomplisled in seven months and eight days. Thus the work of 1872
was performed in ten days' less tine than that of 1871, although 296 more vouchers
were sent In in 1872 than in 1871, or more than 35 per cent.

There was a delay of five months in the printing of the Senate Tournals, caused by
circumstances not under the contractor's control. Tho Journals proper were ready for
the binder on the 30th of July, while the Index, which forns a part of the volume, was
not ready until the 4th day of January, 1873.

Particular care is now taken that copies of English documents do not get to the
translator until they are perfect, as on two occasions last session there was confusion and
delay, caused by the translators getting advance copies of documents before they were
perfect. I refer to Bill B. of the Senate and the Estimates, both of which had to be
"re-set " from this cause.

ARGUMENT IN COURT OF QUEEN'S BENCH.

TAYLOR V8. THE POSTMASTER GENERAL.

TirnsDAY, February 13th, 1873.
This was a special case heard this day before the Hon. Chief Justice, Hon. Mr

Justice Morrison and the Hon. Mr. Justice Wilson. It arose out of a claim for work
done by Mr. I. B. Taylor, the plaintiff, for the Posimaster General, the defendent, unde
the circumstances therein set forth.
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Mr. HARRISoN Q. C.; appeared for the plaintiffi and Mr. Fhaming for the defendant.
The questions submitted to the Court, after reciting the contracts between Mr. Taylor

and the two Houses of Parlianent, and between Mr. Taylor and the Queen (as represented
by the Dominion Government) and the proceedings Qf the Printing Commnittee of the two
Ilouses"of Parliament, were as follows :-

First-Whether the said contracts above set forth are or are not several and distinct
as if given to several persons.

And Second-Whother the said I. B. Taylor under the contract for Departmental
nriting is or is not entitled to be paid for " all jobs or lots of printing for the several

epartnients of the Gnvernment of Canada. of reports, pamphlets, circulars and blank
forme of every description and kind soever coming within the denonimation of Depart-
mental printing, and all the work and services connected with and appertaining thereto,'
under the terms of the said contract when required for the use of the sevet al Departments
apart fron thoso required under the Parlianentary contract, which is restricted to " all
printing require i for the services of both Ilouses of Parliament " oly-that is to say,
whether, having referenre to the two contracts, the said I. B. Taylor is authorized to charge
for printing and composition, &c. of the Departnental Reports, &c., against Parlianient
on the Parliamentary contract and tariff, and also to charge for the same work in so far as
copies thereof inay be required in the Departments (under order of the' Printing Committee
of Parlia'ment), on tho Departmental contract and tariff.

by Mr. HARRIsoN, on proceeding to address the Bench for the plaintiff, was interrupted

The CHIEF JUSTICE, who said ho had read over the resolutions and papers relating to
the case and had eadeavoured to nake out something about it, but had been unsuccessfuj.
He could not say that, after having gone through, the case fron beginning to end, he lid
got any clearer notions upon it. le could not toll how the difficulty arose.

Mr. HARRISQN said that the plaintiff had entered into two contracts, one to perform
the Parliamentry Printinîg, and one three months afterwards to do the Departmental
Printing, soue of the documents were required both by the Departments and by Parlia-
ment, and the plaintiff held under his contracts he should be paid for the composition
of the type required by the Government and by Parliament.

The CIEîF Jus'ic: [3ut what have the resolutions to do with it i
Mr. HARRIsoN : The tesolutions show that the Committee is a Joint Comnittee on

Printing, and that it is composed of Meuibers cf the Senate and the Ilouse of ('ommons.
The CHIEF JUSTICE thought that by appîealing fromu the COmmnnittee to thom the

ordinary mode of proceeding was being reversed.
Mr. HARRIsoN, continning his addross, said thet first contract, entered into on the

2nd July, 1869, was for the Parliamentary Printing. Th ut contract was entered into
before the Act resp'cting the office of Queen's Printer took effect. The Act in question
Was asented to on the 26tith June, but did not take effect until October lst, 1869. The
Contract was consequently entered into between the time of its passing and its being
carried into effect. The Parliamentary contract was hetween lr. 1. B. Taylor, of the
firsc, part, and Mr. Henry Hartney, of the city of Ottawa, in his capacity as Clerk of the
Joint Conmittee of both Houses of the Parliament of Canada ou the Printing of Parlia-
ment, of tho second part. Mr. Taylor agreed with Mr. Hartney to perfori in a
workmanlike nianner all the work, and furnislh all inaterials, " for the service of both
hEouses of Parliament." The leurned counsel thenl explained in detail the duties of
Parliamentary Printer ; and in respect to the rates, 'he said the prices in the schedule
Wvere for composition so much andl press-work so much. The second contract was entered
into after the Queen's Printer's Act bhad taken effect, namely-on the 1st of October,
1869. • It was for the Departmeintal Printing. and was between Mr. Taylor, of the first
part, and Her Majesty the queen, represented by the Executive, of the second part.
lheir Lordships would bu aware that, under the British North Ami'or'a Act, the
Executive was one power and the Houses of Parliament another power ; and this contract
"!u entered into with the Executive, the Queen's Printer's Act beùig recited. The
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Queen's Printer's Act did not, 'however, affect the contractor relating to the Parlia
mentary Printing. In the second contract for Departmental Printing the Act respecting
the office of Queen's Printer was recited, and in the schedule the prices are also men-
tioned for composition and press-work, and are lower than those in the Parliamentary
contract for press-work and printing. Previously to the passing of the Queen's Printer's
Act, the Parliamentary and Departniental Printing were usually performed by two
different individuals, acting independently of aci other under different and independer-t
arrangements or contracta. Mr. Deibairats for many yearg had one of the contracta-
that for Departmental Printing-and Mr. Taylor that for the Parliamentary Printing. The
contracts at the present time, however, were hold as lie had before mentioned.to their
lordships, by one and the same person ; and it so lappened thýt there was a certain
class of work that was required in both these contracts- the Departmental Reports.
These reports were printed in the first instance for the Departmenta ; and another order
wau given for a number to be printed for the use of the two Houses. What the defendant
had done was this: lie had insisi ed on being supplied with so nany copies of the reports
directly. Formerly, so many were sent to the defendant, and so many to the Houses ;
but the Postmaster General had endeavoured to consolidate the contract, and so, instead
of so many reports being supplied for each contract, it would be necessary to send in a
certain number of reporta for the wlole ; and the double payment for the composition had
been denied.

The (IHIEF JUSTICE : What does the plaintiff say 1
Mr. HARRIsoN, in reply, stated the plairtiff said that under his contract with Parlia-

ment he had certain work for Parliament, for whiclh lie was entitled to paymont ; and if
there were another contractor who supplied the Departn ent with work, and he borrowed
his (Mr. Taylor's) type, the me e circumstance of that type having been berrowed would
not give the Department any rigit to say to the Departnental contractor, " You shall
not be paid for the composition." Mr. Taylor looked upon the natter the same as if there
were two contractors, and one borrowed composition from the other. As it was, however,
one man held the two contracts, and they were entered into at different tinies and under
differenù circumistances. They might suppose that Mr. Desbarats had one contract and
Mr. Tiylor the other, as it used to te ; a.nd Mr. Desbarats printed a certain number of
reports for the Departments, and, before lie distributed the type, Mr. Taylor asked hinq
to lend him his "ftorms." The "forms " having been obtained, Mr. Taylor, th- .'
contractor, would of course make use of theni, and supply the nunber required for his
contract. Now, the plaintiff contended that he should be looked upon as if he were two
personh, each having separate and independent contracta. The contracta were very'
different, and the paymasters were different. The Government contraôt was paid for out
of the Government contingencies, and the other was paid for out of the funds of the two
Houses-two different powers. Both contracta, again, lot it be remiembered, were not
entered into by the Queen, but the one by the Houera of Parliament and the other by
the Queen. Of course, if a new contract were mada,, it would be all very well to consoli-
date the contracta, so that, instead of so many reports being supplied to the Departments
and so miany for the Hlouses of Parlianient, the Departmîents migit be supplied witi the
necessary nuinber at once. But that would involve a new contract. Ah it waa, howevér,
the contracta were precisely the sane as they were when they wcre entered into, no
alteration in them having taken place. AIl the difficulty, the learned Counsel naintained,
vanished the moment two persons were substituted for Mr. Taylor. If their lordwhips,
instead of considering Mr. Taylor alone, were to say Mr. Taylor and Mr. Desbarats, each
having separate duties to perform under independent contracts, the real position of the
plaintiflwould be seen.

The CuIEF JUsTICE : Are the Journals of the House Departmnental Printingi
Mr. HARRIsCN said the Act of Parlianient relating to the Queon's Printer described

the printing that carne under the head of Departmental Printing. Amongst other
things were the reporta of the Departments. Of those reporta, as ho understood it, a
number of copies were printed for the Departments, and were presented to the HouSe.
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Then it was in the discretion of the House to order such a number of copies as the House
.night require. Then having been presented to the Members, they went upon the Jour-
AIls of the House ; and suci papers as went on the Journals of the House would
Unquestionably belong to Parliamentary Printing.

The CHIEr JUSTICE :--If they were required by the House.
MR. HAraisoN :-If they were for distribution among the Members, they would cone

under the head of Parlianentary Printing. He thought the case might be illustrated thus -

A man might be supposed to have a contracq to print say five thousand copies of a work
unknown to another person, who might require 2,000 copies of the sane work printed, and
the contractor might fulfill both contracts from the one composition. Under these cir-
cumstances, the man who made the second contract could not say " I will not pay for the
composition because you gót it from the first man." Both contracts were at a very low
figure, the one for Departmnental work especially-and lie believed that unless the plaintiff
had relied upon his present contention the contracts would never have been entered into.
They were entered into just the same as if there were two contractors, but one person
accepting both contracts had an advantage, and the plaintif availed himself of this advantage
inl order to secure something like a profit for his work.
, Ma. CHIEF JUsTICE :-The price of the contract for the Parliamentary is the highest

MR. HARRIsON :-Yes, and the contract for the Departmental Printing was entered
into at a considerably lower figure in consideration of the payment for the composition of
the Reporta by both Parliament and the Departments.

CHIEF JUSTICE :-By the contract with Parliainent he was to get the Parliamentary
Price for those supplied directly to the Departnents ?i

1 Ma. HARRISON :-Yes. The difficulty was firat raisetl last session. It was always
paid till then.

CRIEF JUSTICE :-That is the argument in your favor.
MR. HARRISON also thought it was an argument in favor of his client. It showed

what both parties intended. The Ministers of the Crown bad expressed an opinion that it
Was right. They said it was an abstract question of law with which they had nothing to
do. The legal gentlemen in the Ilouse had given opinions nupon the matter, but they
a-mounted to nothing. It was really felt to be a loss oi time. It was held that the dispute
involved a question of law, and, as the tribunals of the cou try settled questions of law,
that this question should be submitted to a legal tribunal. That (vas the reason they were
then before their lordships.

MR. FLEMING, on behalf of the defendant, said they were quite willijg to grant, for
the sake of argument, that there were two contracts and two persons represented by Mr.
Taylor-Mr. Taylor, the Parliamentary Printer, and Mr. Taylor, the Departnental Printer.
Ie did not, however, sen how that avoided the difficulty. Uinder his contract, Mr. Taylor
*ua bound to supply and furnish all the work and materials for both HouseqS of Parliament
far the Dominion of Canada. Under his contract fat- Departmental Printer, heo was to
furnishi the work and services connected with and appertaining thereto in such numbers
and quantities as might be specified ii the several requisitions which might be made uipon
hil» for the purpose fron time to time by and on behalf of the said several respective
Departments. It was only last session this matter came up. The fact that Mr. Taylor was
"UPPlying certain work under his Parlianientary contract, which was identical with the
Work he was supplying under his Departmental contract, was early brought to the notice of
the Printing Commnittee, and discus.sions then took place upon the subject. lie did not
kInow why the case was encumbered by the resolutions of the Printing Committee, the
8th resolution being the only one material to the case. In that resolution the Printing
0omlimittee, after having had their attention called to the circumstance of double fees being
eeceived by Mr. Taylor for certain composition, resolved :" That the contractor for the
*<printing of Parliameèt being also a contractor for other public printing, it is expedient

in order to avoid errors, to resolve-That the Committee are of opinion that all papers
«nd documents ordered to be printed by Parliament are subject to the terms of Contract
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"entered into between Parliament and the contractor for the Parliamentary Printing, and
"that the annual reports from the heads of the several Departments are clearly comprised".within the Parliamentary Printing as documents to be subnitted to Parliament, and
"also that it is within the power of Parliament to order under ita contract such number
"of copies of the above as may be.required for the Puþlic Service, and, to prevent any

misunderstanding it is requested that the heads of the several Departments do commu-
"nicate to this Committee what number of printed copies of their several reports or
"other Parliamentary documents they may respectively require, that suchnumber maybe
"added to and form part of the Parliamentary distribution list."

CHIRF JUSTICE :-What has that to do with the case i
Mi. FLEMING said he merely quoted that resolution to show how the dispute arose

between plaintiff and the defendant.
The' CniE JUSTICE :-We are not made acquainted with the particulars of this sun

clainied. How is it made tip i
MR. FLEMING :-Of an extra number of the Reports of heade of th'e Departments.
CRIEF JUSTICE :-But the heads of Departments would have a right to order as many

as they pleased.
MR. FLEMING :-Yes, for the Departments; but lately they have not required Mr.

Taylor to furnish any Reports. They have been supplied through Parliament.
CHIEF Justice: How were they originally sent down?
MR. FLEÏIING :-The custom, as I understood,4s that the Head of the Department

brings down his repoi-t in manuscript, and that was laid· upon the table and roferred to
the Printing Committee.

Mi. HARRisON said the reports were generally iii print before the Parliament
asembled, and then presented.

M. FLEMING asked their lordships to suppose that there were two contractorm', one
for Parliamentary Printing and tho other for Departmental Printing, and that it had been
discovered that the Depiartments and Parliament were both paying for the same work
which was identical and which both required. The most obvious course, then, for the
Parliament to pursue, when discovering this, would be to cease to require it from the
Departmental contractoir, and under that contract ho conld not see how the contractor
coufd have any reason for complaint. The contract at present was just the saine as if it
were between two individuals. Again, Mr. Taylor wai not to judge as to the nun.ber of
reports required. They miglit order flve hundred or five thousand, and if ho thought the
number exceeded the limit, his obvious course would be to refuse te deliver more than he
thought pi oper. "He (Mr. Fleming) apprehended, however, that ho was better advised as
to the numbet that would be probably required. -

The CHIEF JUSTICE :-Is there no specification Ps to number i
Mi. FLEMING :-There is nothing specified as to number. The specification in the

contract is to supply sufficient for thp requirements of both Houses of Parliament.
CRIEF JUSTICE :-Because it mWight be a serious loss to him to do only oî.e hundred

or two hundred copies.
Mn. FLEMING : - OU the contrary, ho is complaining of doing too much w on the

contract. He complains that lie has not the opportunity given him of uaking a corre-
ponding incrèase of profit to the corresponding increase of work. It makes nu difference
there bein.g two contractors. Whether one or two it is precisely the sanie. Under the
-Departmental contract we cease to require certain work fron the Departmental contractor.
and under the Parliamentary contract we have a right to ask for the whole of the parti-
ticular work we may require. If there are two contracta there is but one contiacter-
that is the party uitimately liable to pay for work. The country has to pay for both
It does not matter whether it is the Executive in the one case or the Parliament in thi
other ; they are both Agents of the Crown. .

Mr. JUSTICE WILSON supposed that the Departments might supply the 3upieg te
Parliament, or if they chose to distribute them in England.

Mr. FLExING :-Yu, or burn thom,
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CHIEF Jus -iCE :-The sui elaimed is for Departmental Reports, is iti
Mr. FLEMING :-Thie plaintiff has done no work under the second contract, therefore

is not entitled to anything.
Mr. HARRISON :-My learned friend represents the Minister of Justice, and the bot

thing I can do is to give him the opinion of the Minister of Justice himself. He said
before the Committee in the month of June last yeoar: " The petition was referred to me
because a legal question was involved in it, and it has been lying in my office ever since,
awaiting my decision. In addition to the petition, I have seen Mr. Taylor himself, and
others who came to see me about it. My answer aiways was that th% Government could
not interfere, after the vote of Parliament-that it was for Parliament, the saine power
Which' iad come to a certain conclusion, to reverse it- -and the only way was to appeal to
Parliament, the Government being their servants and not their masters. The pwint, as
I understand it, is this: Whether Mr. Taylor had two contracte or only one 1 I think
that is simply the point, and in order to come to a conclusion on the matter, it should be
considered as if the two contracta were held by two individuals. (Hear, hear.) 'A' has
the Parliamentary contract ; ' B' the Government contract. ' A' does work which ' B'
Wants. I think Parlianient has a right to order as many copies. as it pleases, if it be
Within the terme of the contract bona fde and honestly for Parliamentary work ; but I
think Parliaïnent has no more right, than an individual has the right, te order a contractor,
Uider the pretençe of wanting work for Parliamentary purposes, to order it for other
Purposes. (Hear, hear,) It is a qlestion not of law, but for the Comniittee to decide,
Whether any portion of the work furnished by ' A,' (Mr. Taylor, the Parliamentary
contractor,) was in excess of what was wanted for Parliamentary purposes. If it was
%ot, under the contract, Parliament had no right to order more. Parliament, if that con-
Struction of the contract were to obtain, could order reports for distribution over the
Whole world. I think Mr. Taylor should be requitied to furnish any quantity, no niatter
at what loss to himself, that Parliament wants for bonafide Parliamentary purposes. ' B'
comes in, who is the Government contractor. 'He has a right, as he has the liability, to
do all the Departmental Printing. If the Parliament had not a right to order their con-
tractor to do the Government work, then the Government contractor muet do it. He
bas got to be paid 4ccording to his contract, and I do not think it is of any consequence
Whether ' B' sets up his own type and prints from it, or goes across the street and borrows
type which is set up from ',A.' I do not think it is a thing that we have anything to do
With, whether ' B.' sets up the type or borrows it set up. (Hear, hear.) Those principles
are common sense, I think."

This il the opinion of the Minister of Justice, who shortly afterwards said : " Mr.
Taylor mays, that in coming to that conclusion, Parliament forced his contrect. I ara
inclined to think they did. I do not think Parliament, any more than arivate individual,
cai force a contractor to do more than was really and bona fide intended, but I decline to
express an opinion as to the matter of fact. In England there are certain Parliamentary
Works printed for Parlianentary use. Parliament may then order that the public are to
be supplied at a certain low price. Suppose that were to be adopted here, I don't think,
"Kider the contract with Mr. Taylor, that you could compel him to do that."

Mr. HAialsoN said it looked as if some of the gentlemen on the Committee were
akuIions to get this work by a trick, but they could not impute such a course to the
('own. They obtained the reports in a manner that did away with the advantage of
4ouble composition, that which infduenced the plaintif entering into the contract at so
low , rice.

eCHIEF JUSTICE thought that if the gentlemen managing the affaira in Ottawa,
*e'r satisfied that the plaintiff entered into the contract on the understanding that ho
WQuld receive double payment for the composition, and if they thought it was right and
reasonable, he was G( opinion that the plaintiff should be paid. It was a doctrine, onwhich al public mon in England had proceeded, that the Crown could do no wrong, and
Whatever the Crown did in this respect would be right.

Judgment was reerved.

CASE OF M.R. TAYLOR vs. POSTMASTER GENERAL,

AND JUDGMENT OF MR. JUSTICE MORRIION.

Case stated without pleading. The case was stated at considerable length but the
following is suficient for the judgment of the Court. The action ie brought by the
plaintiff, who i a printer, against the defendant, who in the Head of the Pomt Ofice
Department for the Dominion, under the following circrustances : On the 2nd of July,
1869, the plaintiff entered into a contract with Mr. Hartney, in hie capacity of Clerkof
the Joint Comnittee of both Houses of Parlianent, whereby he agreed to perform aIl
the work and furnish ail the material for the service of both Houses of Parliament
mentioned in a schedule and, specifications annexed to the contract, at the times and
within the period and upon the terme and conditions therein specified, during a term of
fivo years, from the lst of January, 1870. The plaintiff to be paid for the work and
material performed for and furnished both respective Houses of Parliament, at the prices
in the specifications mentioned. On the 1st of October, 1869, the plaintiff entered into
a contract with Her Majesty under the provisions of the Act of the Dominion 32 and
33 Vic., chapter - respecting the Queen's Printer, hy which contract the plaintif
agreed that during the term of five years that he would performi and execute ail jobs or
lots of printing for the several Departments of the Government of Canada, of reports>
pamphlets, etc., of avery description and kind coming within the denomination of
Departmental printing, and ail the work and services connected with and appertaining
thereto in such numbers and such quantities as may be specified in the several requisitions
which may be made upon him for that purpose, fron time to time, by and on behalf of
the said several respective Departments; he, the contractor, being in ail cases furnished
with the necessary supplies of paper. Such jobs or lots of work to be performed in strict
accordance with the terme of the schedule and specifications attached tosuch contract,
anl to the satisfaction of the Queen's Printer, and to be delivered to the several
Departments within a reasonable time after the receipt of the requisitions therefor.
In the schedule attached to these contracte were the prices to be paid for composition, no
much per 1,000 ems, and for press work, etc. It also appears by the case, that on the 20th
March, 1870, the Chairman of the Joint Comumittee on Printing brought under the
notice o( the Committee the danger of double charges being made for Parliamentary and
Government work when printed from the same edition, when it was resolved that the
Chairman and Mr. McDonald be appointed to wait on the Secretary of State to bring the
matter under hie notice that arrangements may be entered into with the Government to
prevent such double charges being made. And on the 8th April, 1870, the Committee
passed the following resolution :-Ieaoloed, That Parliament having entered into contracte
for the Printing Services of Parliament, and the Executive Government having, undr
the Statute of the last Session, likewise entered into contracte for the printing réquired
by the several Departments, and the said several contracte having been awardod to the
same personr who now contends that under his two contracta he has a right to double
charges for ail printing that he may execu'e for the joint use of the Government and
Parjiament when such documents are ordered by the Government for Departmental use
that is being paid twice for the one composition, which is not only contrary to custom,
but to the spirit and intention of the Parliamentary contract, and which if allowed snus*
apply to every document, etc., printed by Parliament; as by the distribution listi
thirteen copies of ail the votes, bille, documents, etc., are for the use of the Departments
of the Privy Council, besides several copies for every other Department in the Servio
the practical effect of which would be, as exemplified in an account submitted to this
committee for printing the Report of the Public Works Department, which, under the
Parliamentary contract, amounts to $208.83, for 1,870 copies, but whioh was also chargd
under the Departmental contract in addition, $175.02k for 500 copies, making the total

*383.85k, being $120.35k more than if the whole had been printed under ParlImentary
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eontract, which system, if not checked, will cause great loss to the public. And that the
«overnment now, as heretofore, can obtain.from the Contractor for Parliamentary Winting
an many extra cepies of any documents being printed as they may require for their own
une without other charge than the press work and paper, though the two contracts are
held by the one person. And for the purpose of defining the separate contracte, it is held
that al bills, reports, or documents submitted to Parliament, either in manuscript or
print are Parliamentary documents, whether the copy has been sent to the printer either
by the Departments or by Parliament, as the public service may require, and to bear the
imprint of the Contractor as the "I Parliamentary Printer," and to be paid for at Parlia-
mentary ratee, after being checked and certified as according to contract by the Clerk of
the Committee ; and that Departmental work shall bear the imprint of the contractor as
" Departmental Printer," and be paid for at Departmental rates, after being checked and
oertified as according to contract by Queen's Printer. And further,-Resolved, That
should the Government or any Department thereof at any time require more than the
usual number of copies of any documents which they now get under the Distribution
lid, they do notify the Clerk of the Printing Committee in writ*g to that effect in
nufficient time that ho may add such extra niumber to the Distrib ion list. And the
Secretary of State was notified of the same, and that the resolution should be reported to
the House of Commons and on the 22nd April, 1870, the Joint Committee passed the
following resolution:-That the Contractor for the Printing of Parliament being also a
Contractor for other public printing, it is expedient, in order to avoid errors, to
reolve :-That the Committee are of opinion, that all papers and documents
ordered to be printed by Parliament, are subject to the terms of contract entered into
between Parlianhent and the contractor for the Parliamentary printing; and thit the
Annual Reports from the Heads of the several Department are clearly comprised within
t'he Parliamentary Printing, as documents to be submitted to Parliament; and alo, that
it is within the power of Parliament to order under its contract such number of copies
of the above as may ho required for the Public Service ; and, to prevent any misunder-
standing, it be requested that the Heads of the severai Departments do communicate
to this Committee what number of printed copies of their several reporta, or other
Parliamentary documents they- may respectively require, that such number may be added
to, and form part of the Parliamentary Distribution List ; which Resolution wa reported
to the Nouse of Commons, on the 27th April, 1870, and concurred in. The ca stated
that when the plaintif entered the centiacts that Anhnual Reports of the Heads of the
Departments had been always printed at the order of nuch Heads and paid for by such
Departments, and separated from those printed for the use of Parliament, and eparately
paid for through the Clerk of the Joint Committee on Printing. That for some time fter
the plaintif entetfid into his contracta, he was paid for the printing of the Annual Report.
for the Departments for the number required for the use of the Departmenta under his
Contracta of the lst Oct., 1870, and for those required for the use of Parliament under
the contract made with Mr. Ilartney, as if they had been printed by two separate and
distinct persons-.the matter as stated having been deemed right and just by the then
Queon's Printer, according to the custom and terms of the contracta. That after the
report of the 22nd April, 1870, was concurred in by the House of Commons, the extra
nuambers of Reports of the several Departments, required for the une of the Departments,
were ordered by the Clerk of the Joint Committee on Printing, and charged for to the
said several Departments by the said Committee as Parliamentary printing, and paid for
at the tarifl rate under the Parliamentary contract, the payient however being ruade not
by Parliament but by the respective Departments.

The Plaintif claime that when ho entered into hie aid severai contracta, hg
Id reamon to believe that the contracte were separate, and that the Reporta for the severai
Departments would be paid for separately from those ordered and required for distribu-
tion of Parliament.

The question in raised as to the liability or non-liability of the Defendant, on ti
ground that ho in a public servant acting for Her Majesty the Queen.

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The.only question for the opinion of the Court is:-
Whether the Plaintiff, under his contract for Departmental Printing is or is not

entitled to be paid for '<alIljobs or lots of printing for the several Departmentu of the
Government of Canada, of reports, pamphlets, circulars, and blank forme 'of every
description and kind soever coming within the denomination of Departmontal Printing,
and al the work and services connected with and appertaining thereto," under the terms
of hie said contract when required for the use of the several Departients, apart from
thos required under the Parliamentary Contract which is restricted to "all Painting
required for the service of both Houses of Parliament only "-that is to say, whether
having reference to the two contracte, the Plaintiff is authorized to chare for
" Printing " and " Composition " &c., of the Departmental Reports, &c., against Parlia-
ment on the Parliatnentary contract and tarif, and also to charge for the same work in
so far as copies thereof may be required by the Departnents under order of the Printing
Committee on the Departmental contract and tariff. If the Court is of opinion in the
affirmative, thon judgment is to be entered for the Plaintiff for S1,623.02; if in the
negative, judgmen*to be entered for the Defendant.

The case was argued during last term by Mr. Harrison, Q.0., for the Plaintif, and
by Mr. R. M. Fleming, for the Postmaster General.

J.
Jt1DGMENT 0 MR. JUsTIOR MORRISON.

1 am of opinion, upon the case presented to us, that the Defendant is entitled le
our judgment-the Plaintiff, by hi' contract of the lit Oct., 1869, undertakes te
perform and execute aIl jobs and lots of priuting for the several Departments of the
Government, of Reporte, &c., within the denomination of Departmental printing es
might be specified in requisitions made upon him for that purpose froni time to time o
behaif of the respective Departments, the Governnent furnishing the paper for the
printing of such jobs. Now it seems to me very clear that, irrespective of the contract
entered into by the Plaintif on behalf of the Houses of Parliament, that if the Post-
master General's Departient, or any other Department, for any reason whatsoever,
dispensed with the printing any report or document, annual or otherwise, merely trani-
mitting it in writing to the Houses of Parliament, that this Plaintif oould not in ouch
a case have any pretence to charge for the price of the composition of a report he was
not required to print. The Post Offlice Department-whatsoever expectations the
Plaintif may have had when he entered into hie contract of the lit Oct., 1869--wre,
I think at perfect liberty to change their practice and system, and to say and determine
what documents abould b printed or not printed for the use of the Department or for
distribution. Before the Plaintiff oould execate any printing for a Department or make
any charge, a requisition stating the matter to be printed had to be addressed to the
Plaintif, and aliso the paper furnished to him for that purpobe. There is ne provision in
the contract of the let of October limiting the extent of the work to be done or for fixing
any minimum quantity, or for making any compensation to the Plaintif should the
practice of the Departments be changed no a to dispense with a large quantity of the
thon usual priating. The contract only applies to such printing as 1he Plaintiff nay by
requitition b. directed to execute. No doubt the Plaintif is entitled to have the beneft
of performing all Departmental printing but beyond that he han no claim It may be
true, as stated on the argument, and it in not unreasonable to assume that when the
Plaintiff made hie tenders upon which his contract is based, ho did so tender upon thé
expectation that oArtain reporte, &c., thentofore annually printed by the Departmontos
would be contisinued to be so printed.

The Joint Committee on Printing however, having thought it expedient in the
interests of the Public to adopt a new systen, and put an end to the printing of Depart-
mental Reports intended to be laid before Parliament by the Departments, and direotin
that such reports be printe-d by the Parliamentary Printer-by such change of systers
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the Plaintiffmay be deprived of work and profits which ho obherwise would haye had
under his contract of t he lst October-that circumstsnce may entitle the the Plaintiff
to some consideration at the hands of the Government if hi claim in a meritorious one,
but it caunot entitle him in point of law to recover or be remunerated for work not
required of him to be performed and never executed. It was pressed upon us that the
Plaintiff having entered into his contract of the 2nd of July, 1869, to perform all the
printing of both louses of Parliament, that we should consider that contract and the
Contract of the lst Oct., 1869, as being entered into by two distinct persons having no
interest in the other's contract. That under the contract of the lst Oct., the praotice
adopted by the Government was to print for the Post Office Department its annual
Report (and so in the other Departments thoir annual Reports), and that after auch
Report was so.printed it wis laid before Parliament and was again printed for the uwa of
the Houses of Parliament, and uch printings paid for under the respective contracta of
the lt Oot., and 2nd July, as if the Contractor (the Plaintiff) was two distinct
persons ; and, as stated in the case, that practice was deemed rig ht and just
by the Queen's Priiter, and according to the custom and terme of the contract
-in other words, that the Plaintif having printed the report for the Depart-
Ment, charged for the composition of it under the schedule of pricei of the contract of the
lit of October, and being aware, as Parliamentary Printer, that he would be required to
print the sanie report for the Housos of Parliament lie did not distribute his type, and
fron the same forma struck off the number of copies req uired for the use of Parlia-
Ment, charging for composition Atder the contract of the 2nd July,as if h. had distributed
the type and reset it, and so, being both Parliamentary and Departmental Printer, h wu
entitled under his contract to charge for double composition and printing. The Plaintif
oontended that a mere change of system for the distribution of the reports ought not to
deprive him of such profits. If the Plaintif had performed these separate worki upon
distinct requisitions and orders fron the Department and the Olerk of the Joint Com-
mittee, the Plaintiff might, strictly speaking, be entitled to be paid for auch printing,
inoluding double composition according to the schedules of prices in each contract, it being
a matter of no moment to the parties how or in what manner the work was performd if
performed, whether the type was set up twice or retained in forni ; but when we look at
tle action of the Joint Committee, the case assumes quite a different aspect. The Joint
Committee, bearing in mind that the monies paid iunder both contracta were charges upon
the public purse, and considering it an unnecessary proceeding that the Departmn.tal
Reporta should be printed twioe when one printing with an increased number of copips
would suffice, were moved to adopt their Report of the 22nd of April, concurred in by theé
louse of Commons on the 27th of April. It appears after that date the copies of th&
annual report required for the use of the Government Departments were inclu4ed in the
order for Printing given by the Clerk of the Joint Committee, utnder the Plaintiff's contract
of the 2nd July, and charged r by the Plaintiff at the aciedule prices under that contract.
The Clerk, it appears, charged the extra copies sent to the Department to the respective
Departments, and the Governrment or Department paid the amount so charged to the
Plaintiff. It was argued that that mode of paying for the work showed that these copies
vere still within the terms of Departmental Printing, and that the Plaintif was entitled
to the same profits and advantages as if he had printed the report for the Department. I
think not. The charging by Mr. Hartney was a mere matter of koeping accounts for
distinguishing the expenses applicable to the Departmonts, and to the Houses of Parlia
nent. The moncy came fron the saine chest but through a different officer, and it was
paid to the Plaintiff as under his contract of the 2nd of July. We must assume, after the
27th of April, as the contrary does not appear in the case, that the Post office Department
inado no requisition upon the Plaintiff for the printing of its annual report to be ub.
mnitted to Parliamenk and in that case, and upon thatground, the plaintiff fails te establiah
any claim to make any charge against the Department under his contract of the lst of
October in respect to sueh annual report. I may nere remark that if the Government
had, with a view ta ounomy, requir3J the plaintiff under his contraot of the let of
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October to print the annual reports of the Departments, and at the same time to furnish
number of copies sufficient for the use of both Houses of Parliament, in shich case it
would hardly be contended that the Plaintiff nevertheless would be entitled to make a
charge against the Joint Committee for composition. The Plaintiff contends that when
he entered into the contract of the lst of October, that he had reason to believe that he
would be entitled to charge against the Departnent what he now seeks to recover. If
such waa the understanding, it should have been embodied in the contract. The pro-
bability is that if such a provision had been suggested as one for giving compensation, if
any Department dispensed with the printing of documents to be laid before the Parlia-
ment, the Plaintiff would have been told that such a provision wau inadmissable ; in other
words, that he could not be paid for work ho was not required to perform, and did not
execute.

On the whole case, I am of opinion that the Plaintiff is not entitled to charge or
recover against the Defendant under the contract of the lt of October, 1869, for the
composition or printing of Departmental Reports laid before Parliament, and ordered to
be ptinted by the Clerk of the Joint Committee on Printing for both Houses of Parlia-
ment, and for the use of the Departments; and that judgment be entered for the Defendant.

No objection was taken to the Plaintiff's right to niaintain such an action under any
circumstances against the Post Master General upon thl contract of the 1et October.
We express no opinion upon the point. Though a spécial case, we ought not to be
asked to answer a question unless it relates to matter for which an action wculd be, or
when the question itself could not be raised upon proper pleadings. Upon considering
this case, it rather presented itself as one where the Court was asked to give advice, rather
than to act judicially ; or, as said by Martin B-, in Major va. the Albion M. I. Con-
pany, L. R. 2 Eq. 346, "in reality to deci je upon an imaginary cause of action." We
make these remarks so that this decision nay not be referred to au an authority or prece-
dent for any like proceeding. I refer to the caes of Dunts g. Dants, 6 0. B. 100, and
Lord Wellesly tu. Withers 4 E. and B. 759.

The Committee on Standing Orderu and Private Bille have th4 honor to present the
following as their Fifteenth Report:-

Your Committee have considered the Bill intituled " An Act to inoorporate the
«Pictou Bank" and find that sufflicient notice has been given.

Your Committeq havo alo examined the Petition of the Xontrm2 Telegraph
tompany; praying for an Act to extend the poweru of the said Com ny to al parts of
the Dominion of Canada, and especially to the Province of Nova , and find the
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local notices published, short in point of time. Your Committee however recommend the
suspension of the 5 lst Rule in this case, as it will be competent for them as Committee
on Private Bills to provide that no injury to any party shall arise therefrom.

The Committee have given their earne'st attention to the necessity for augmenting
tife present collection of manuscripts, iUlustrative of the early history of Canada, and of
rendering snuch materials available for the purpose of historical inquiry.

They have learned, with much satisfaction, that the Minister of Agriculture and
Statistics has been actively engaged, during the past year, in promoting this desirable
object, and tlbat further proceeding are about to be undertaken by that Officer in the sane
praiseworthy direction.

Although they have no wish to interfere with the discretion and respousibility of
the Executive Government in the matter, the Cormnittee would, nevertheless, commond
to the favorable notice of the Minister of Statistios, the saggestions contained in a
Report, hereunto appendeJ, from a Sub-Connittee to which they deputed the considera-
tion of this important question.

In view of the expressed intention of the House of Conimons to ameliorate the ben-
dition of the Civil Service, by a readjustment of salaries, in order to compensate for the
existing depreciation in the value of noney, and consequent increase of prices, the Com-
mittee have directed their attention to the peculiar and isolated position of the officers
and servants in the Library of Parlianent, under the organization establisled by Stntute
in 187 1. That Act requires that changes in the number, or salaries, of the Tiý ry staff
shall be specially approved by both Hlouses. The Comnittee have accordingly agreed to
recommend that the sum of 81,250 be distributed by the two Speakers amongst the
oflicers and servants of the Library, as an addition Lo their present salaries, under the
Act aforesaid; and that a further sum of $250 be allowed to Mr. Augstin Laperrie
the first Library Clerk, to compensate him for not sharing in the inoresase made to ther
officers pf the Department in 1870, when the Library staff was wasigned to both Itouses ;
as alseo for his not participating in the partial roturn of the sums deducted fron salaries
·in 1867, which advantage was afforded to the employés of both Houses last Session, but
not granted to any one in the service of the Library. The proposed increases of salary
to commence from the period to.be hereafter agreed upon in the case of other Parlia-
mentary officers.

Tha Sub-Comnittee appointed by the Joint Library Conmittee on Riatorical Documenti,
beg l«we to Report:-

That your Committee were deputed to consider the expediency of making provision
to obtain from tie public depositaries in Europe and elsewhere, copies Of Historical
documents and State papers in relation to the early history of Canada, and to advise as
to the adoption of mcasures for the care, preservation, and accessibility to the publio of
the historical émauScriptg ooncerning Canada, which are already in the Librbary of
Parliament.
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The Honorable Mr. Pope, Minister of Agricultare and Statistics, who has charge of
matters relating to Dominion Records, attended the Committee by special request, and
gave information as to the steps already taken hy the Executiv e Government, pursuant
to a recommendation contained in the second Report to the J oint Library Committee
in 1871. ie produced and read to the Oommittee a Report he had made to the Privy
Ouncil on 28th February leat, of proeeedings in relation to the Public Archives, in

conformity with the desire of Parliament expressed in a vote granting the sum of $4,000
"to meet expenses in connection with the care cf the Archives." Alseo, a Report from
Mr. Doglma Brymwr, who was despatched from the Department in June last, to inati-
tute inquiries into the existence of Public Documents, and the place, condition, and
keeping in which they were in the several Provinces of Ontario, Quebec, Nova Soetia and
Neto Brunewick.

The Oommittee were much gratified with this information, and with the seal and
intelligence displayed by Mr. Bremner in the discharge of the duty entrusted to him.
They learnt with satisfaction, that the Government have agreed to recommend to Parlia-
ment that a mumi of money, equal to last year's grant, should be voted for similar services
during the ensuing fiscal year. And that pending the consideration of the expediency of
erecting a suitable building for the deposit and safe keepirg of the Dominion Archives,
it was in contemplation to lodge these collections in temporary fire-proof vaults, to be
prepared for the purpose in the Western block of the Departmental Buildings, where
proper arrangements would be made for the custody, arrangement and preservation of
such Documents as nay be collected from time to time.

The Committee approved of the- continuance of Mr. Bryuer's services ; and
generally of the steps proposed to be taken by (Government during the ensuing year for
the further prosecution of the enquiries so judiciously commenced They were of opinion,
however, that some conipetent person, well versed in Canndian history, and acquainted
with the chqracter and extent of the mnanuscript collections alreadv existing, in the Library
of Parliament, and in other public or private Institutions in Canada, should be authorised
tc visit London and Pari., at an eally date, for the purpose of obtaining copies of rare
and valuable historical documents, not yet to be found in any Library in the Dominion.
The naine of M. l'Abbè Yerreau, President of the Montreal Historical Society, and
Principal of the Jaques Cartier Normal School, was suggested, as that of one whose
loarning, experienc, and ability, pointed hima out as peculiarly qualified for such an
undertaking. i he Comnittee have accordingly agreed to advise the Government to avail
themselves of hi. services in this behalf. Mr. T. B. Akins, Commissioner of Public
Records for Nova, Scotia, was also mentioned, as having rendered efficient help in the
collection and publication of the documentary annale of the Province, and as being able to
afford valuable advice and assistance in relation to the Archives of the Maritime Provinces.

In the prosecution of those important enquiries, the Committee would furthermore
impress upon Government the necesity for including the new Provinces of Manitoba and
of British Colurnbia within the scope of their investigations, in order to ascertain what
materials may exist, of historical value in those ditant parts of the Dominion, and to
gather and preserve for future use, whatever papers or records could be found descriptive
et the pat History, and the progress of settlement and discovery in the Northern and
Western parts of Britis North America. In aid of such researches the Honorable Mr.
Girard, Senator from Manitoba, expressed his willingness to assist, to the utmost of his
power, and hie conviction that. at a very emall cost, interesting and important documents
concerning the old Hudson's Bay Territories, could be ieadily obtained.

After deliberating upon the expediency of gathering al Publie Archives, which may
be found in any Province of the Dominion, for deposit in n central Record Office, to be
established ii\ Ottawa, the Committee concurred in the opinion that inasmuch as "property
and Civil righta " have been assigned by the BritieA North Ameriea Act, to the special
control of the Provincial Government, there would be an insuperable objection to the
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removal, from their guardianship of a*ny records which might be necessary for the proof
or maintenance of private rights. But any documents net required to be retained by the
local authorities, and which they might be willing to assign to the care of the Dominion
should be transferred to Ouawa, whenever suitable provision shall have been made for
their safe custody.. And any papers retained by the Local Goveranent which might
hereafter prove to be of general historical interest, should in the opinion of the Coi-
mittee be copied, and the transcripts preserved in the Dominion Record Office.

Believing itto be premature, at the present time, to discuss the propriety Of printing
a collection of Historical Documents, the Committe would nevertheless express their
earnest hope, that the earliest possible period, a Calendar, or Catalogue raion, of all
important historical manuscripts, now in the possession of the Dominion or Provincial
Government, or known to exist in any place accessible to the public, may be prepared and
printed, for distribution tb the Public Libraries, and amongst persons engaged in literary
researches. By this means, the public would be enabled. to derive immediate benefit to
a considerable extent, from the treasures already accumulated within the Dominion, and
the mateiials for the history of this country would be indicated, if not actually placed with
in the reach of all.

These recommendations and conclusions are respectfully submitted for the approval
Joint Dommittee on the Library.

To the Chairman of the Committee on the Contingent Accounts of the Senate.

On the 7th instant the Committee on the Contingent Accounta of the Senate, resolved,
I That the Honorable Messieurs Campbell, Seymour, liotsford, LUtellier de St. Just,

Dickson, Macpherson and Macfarlane be a Sub-Committee to whom shall be referred the
Pay List adopted by the Conmittee appointed by the Senate on the 12th June last, and
and laid upon the table of the Senate on the 7th March last, with instructions to
examine the same and to enquire into the salaris paid to the officers and servants of the
Sonate, and to report generally upon the subject of said salaries."

In pursuance of the above resolution your Sub-Committee have enquired into the
salaries paid to the officers and servants of the Sonate, and beg leave to report,

That considering the responsible nature of the duties to be performed ; the efficiency
experience and high character of the Sib-Chief Officers, your Sub-Committee are of
opinion that these officers are very inadequately paid.

This may be said to some extent of ail the Cerks of the Sonate.
Keeping in view the importance of practising economy in connection with the

public expenditure, but having due regard to the greatly increased cost of living since
Confederation, your Sub-Comnittee recommend that the oficers and servants of the
Senate be paid in accordance with the annexed Schedule, froin the 1st day of January
last, except where another day is stated in the Schedule, and that it shouh be under-
stood that the said Salaries shall be considered as permanent, not to be increased, except
in the case of such Clerks as may reasonably expect, that as their knowledge and use-
fuilness increase, their Salaries will be augmented.

Your Sub-Committee nay remark that the amount paid in Salaries by the Legisla-
tive Council of the lite Province of Cançzda, exceeded by upwards of 50 per cent. the
total amount recommended in the annexed Schedule for the service of the Senate of
the Dominion.

Youïr Sub-Committee are of opinion that the Clerk of the Senate should occupy the
same position, as regards salary, as a Deputy Head of one of the Departments of the
Executive Government, under normal circunstances.

They recommend that this should be the rule in respect to the present Clerk,
provided that in any case hie salary shall not be less than that now enjoyed by him.

Your Sub-Committee recommend that in any Departient of the service of the
Sonate where there is a Chief and an Assistant, that in the event of the office of the
Chief becoming vacant from any cause when Parliament is not sitting, the Assistant
shall enter upon the discharde of the duties of such Chief Officer froi the date of its
becoming vacant, and receive the salary attached thoreto, until the Sonate shall other-
wise determ'ne.

The Select Committee, to whom were referred the Petitions presented to the Senate,
praying for the enactment of a law to prohibit the manufacture and sale of Intoxibating
Liquors in the Domijion, have the honor to submit the following as their Report -

The number of Petitions referred to your Committee to this date i» 447, of wMeh
one is fron the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Ontario, 68 are from Municipal
Councils, 3 from Church Courte, and 375 from an aggregate of 6,224 individuals; 25,945
of whom are of the Province of Ontario, and 10,279 of the Province of Quebeo.

The individual Petitioners are men of all ranks and classes of Society, of all profes-
iions and trades, and of all shades of Religious and Political opinion; and muany of then
occupy high positions in Churches and in Municipalities, in te Medical and Legal
professions, and in the Provincial and Dominion Legislatures-constituting in the ,aggre-
gate such a large and influential representation of the intelligence and public sentiment
of the couutry, as to entitle their testiniony and their prayer to the fullest and Mont
favorable consideration of the Senate, while the fact of so many Municipal Counoilh and
the House of Assembly of Ontario joining in the sarne prayer, clearly indicates the deep
felt and urgent need of the Legislation petitioned for.

Your Committee do not regard the absence of petitions from the other Provinces as
evidencing any lack of sympathy with-much less any opposition to-the petitions from
Ontario and Quebec, they know from unoffical but thoroughly reliable sources that a
Prohibitory Law is desired by large numbers in those Provinces, who wili doubtles
send in their Petitions at the next session of Parliament.

The united unvarying testimony of all the Petitioners is that the vice of intem.
prance is spreading main ly in consequence of the facilities afforded for the sale of in-
toxicating liquors. That the traffic in these liquors ie the prolific cause of three forths
of the crime and pauperismi in the country. That so long as the traffie is licensed and
protected by law, the evils resulting fron intemperance cannot be repressed, ail the
varions attcmpts by stringent License laws having signally failed, and thoy therefore
pray for absolute prohibition of tho manufacture and sale of intoxicating liquors as
beverages.
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Their testimony is'fully' sustained by the evidence already collectef and presented
to the House of Commons now in Session, by a Committee of that Honorable Hiuse in
their Second Report where they state that they find four-fifths of the crime in Oatario
and the sarne proportion of commitinents to Gaol in Ontario and Quebec are directly or
indirectly traceable to the traffo in and use of these liquors.

Your Committee are fully convinced that the traffic in intoxicating liquor in addition
to the evils already mentioned is detrimental te all the true interests of the Dominion,
niercilessly slaying every year, hundreds of ber most promising citizens, plunging thons-
ands into misory and want, epnverting her'intelligent and industrious sons, who shouild
be her glory and her strength, into feeble inebriates, her burden and her shame, wasting
millions of lier wealth in the consumption of an article whose use net only imparts no
strength but induces disease and insanity, suicidd#and -murder, thus diverting into a hurt-
ful channel the c.pital that should be employed iii developing her resources, establishing
her manufactures and expanding lier commerce-in short it is a cancer in the body
politic, which, if not speedily eradicated, will mar the bright prospects apd blight the
patriotic hope of this noble Dominion.

Yoir Committee are not unnindful of the serious apparent diminution of revenue
which would temporarily result from the suppression of the manufacture and sale of
these destructive liquors ; that it would be mauch les in reality than appearance ix per-
fectly clear, for a very large amount of the expenditure for criminal jutrisdiction--and
maintenance of gaols, penitentiaries and ásylums would be saved iminediately, and
sliould, be deducted from the apparent loss, but even were it otherwise, your Committée
would regard it as directly contrary to the spirit and fundamental principles of our truly
British Code of Laws tc allow any consideration of loss of revenue to hinder the removal
of this great national evil, or te accept any amount of revenue as an equivalent for
legalizing a traffic so pernicious in its inevitable effiects upon the community ; they aie
moreover firinly of opinion that'instead of impoverishing the revenue, the effect of a
Prohibitory Liquor Law, faithfully enforced, would bo largely and permanently to
inorease it, saving the fifty millions of dollars now expended annually in the Dominion
for these liquors, and converting that immense sum now lost into a capital, yielding large
returns fron. its being employed in trade and manufactures.

Your Committee regard it as the first and highest duty of Parliamnent to legislate
for the peace, happiness and material prosperity of the people, and consequently for the
removal and prevention of evils such as are proved te be now injuring aud threatening
the country through the common use of intoxicating liquors ; and concurring in the
opinion of the Legislative Assembly of Ontario, as expressed in their petition - that a
" prohibitory liquor law such as prayed for by the petitieners wouhl be most beneficial

in its results " to the Dominion, would respectfully recommend that the prayer of the

petitioners be favorably entertained, and inasmuch as at this lato period of the Session
it would be impracticable te carry through a well oonsidered, comprehensive prohibitory
law that the Senate at tUe commencement of the next Session of Parliament do appoint,
with the concurrent action of the House of Commons, a Joint Committee of both Houses
upon the subjeot, to consider what steps should thon be recommended to Parliament in
eonnection therewith.

EXECUTIVE CoUNCII OF PRINo EDWARI ISLAND,
CouNciL CHAMBER, January 2nd, 187.

At a Meeting of a Committee of the Exeutive Council, Present :-

Honorable Mr. Haythorw, Preidemn.
Mr. Attorny General. Mr. Yeo,
Yr. Sinclair, Mr. Hogan,
Mr. Mouerhead, Ar. Laird.

The Executive, Council in Committee have had under their consideration a corres-
pondence between Ris Eoellenny the Governor General, His Honor the Lt.-Governor of
this Island, and the Preuident of the Couneil on the subject of Confederation.

This question not being formally before the people at the late General Election, nor
discussed as any part of the policy of the existing administration at its formation, it in
one which the Committee approach with diffidence.-But as Ris Honor the Lieutenant-
(ohernor has originated a correspondence on Confederation, and brought the subject
before the Board in a form whioh claims their attention they have endeavoured to arrive
at such a decision as shall be at once consistent with the position which they occupy, and
the best intereste of the country.

It is now evident that the promoters of the railway scheme under-estimated its cost,
and calculated on an increase of Revenue through the expansion of trade, which has not
been realized; nonsequently the people, when last consulted, laboured to some extent under
a false impression as to the amount of taxation which would be required to be imposed to
meet the liabilities of the Colony.

Though the Country can undoubtedly sustain the taxation necessary to meet those
liabilities, yet its circumstances would be materially altered thereby. In vie) of this
fact, the Committee are willing, should the Dominion Government conoede liberal terme
of confederation, to advise that the question be at once taken at the polIs, in order that
the electors may have the option of deciding between the alternatives before them. The
Committee however, observed from the correspondence under consideration, -that Lord
Duferin's Ministers are indisposed to nake the Island Government any new proposals on
the subject : had they waived their objection on this point, the action of the Committee
would have been much simplified.; the majority of the people of this Colony have ever
viewed Confederation with no little disfavour, hence they have in many instances pledged
their Representatives against Union which renders it difficult for the C(ommittee to deal
with the question ever in the way of preliminary negotiation.

The Committe. therefore are of opinion that the Otta*a Cabinet, in the. ciroums-
tances of the cane,should they adhere too strictly to the course which they have prescribed,
or decline to treat liberally with the Island at a turning point in its affairs, may fail to
overcome, if they ao not confirm the objections which are entertained by the people of
Prinme Edward Island to Union with the Dominion of Canada.
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The Committee for the reasons above set forth, muet not be understood in any mag-
gestions which they may offer as pledging themselves at present to do more than concur
'n submitting auch tëemths &@ Canads aiay be iwilling to aOcod, if -dèemed favourable to the
decision of the people at a general election.

On this understanding the Comthittee of Council desire to ascertain from the general
Government of the Dominion whether they would concede to Prince Edward Ialand the
tollbwing terme of Confederation in addition to the proposals contained in what is popu-
larly known as the " Better Terms," offered in 1869.

Firet.-An annual allowance of $5,000 in addition to the subsidy proposed to be
granted by the better teris for the expenses of the Local Government and
Legislature

Second. -The Dominion to take the Prince Rdward Iland Railway and assume its
debt not exceeding $3,20,000.

Third.---Take the new Law Courts and Pot Office Building at cost, say $69,000.
Fourth.-Take new steam dredge-boat under contract to be oompleted in the epring

at coSt, say $22,000.
Fil.-Allow the Prince Edtoard Ikand Local Governthent to retain any sum which

mày be awaded by the Fishery Commission under the Washington Treaty as
an equivalent for eurrendering the Fisheries of thbe Colony.

tions necessary or desirable, we shall not hesitate to adopt Lord Dtferin's suggestion.

The undersigned to whom was referred the Despatch of the Lieutenant Governor pf

Prince Edward Island, on the subject of that Colony uiniting with the Dominion, beg
leave to report:-

That in hie opinion a communication should be made to the Governrnent of that
Island, stating that the previous offer made in 1869 by the Canadian Government, was
sufficient evidence of their desire to settle the terme of Union on a liberal basis,-that
they desire to consider the new propositions made under changed circumstanices in the
same spirit ;-that some of the conditions are inadmissable, while others seem reasonable,
but that in the opinion of the undersigned it would be impossible to discuse fully or to
settle these terme by written correspondence.

The undersigned would suggest that Your Excellency should invite the Government
of Prince Edward Island to follow the same course as that adopted by the Governments
of British Columbia and New foundland.

Those Colonies sent deputations to Ottawa, who entered into provisional arrange-
mente with the Government of the Dominion.

If the Government of Prince Edward Island agree to this course and send a Dele-
gation here, the undersigned suggests that Your Exoellency assure them that a Committee
of the Privy Council will at once meet them in Conference.

Should such conference result in an agreement, such agreement could afterwards be
submitted to the Legislatures of both Canada and Prince Edward Island ; or if
the Government of Prince Edward Island thought it necessary it might be submitted after
a dissolùtion of their Legislature.

The Committce of the Privv Council have haid under consideration the Despatch No.
1, dated 2nd January, 1873, from the Lieutenant Governor of Prikce Edward Isand
transmitting a Minute adopted by Hia, Executive Council on that day containing new
propositions with the view to the union of that Colony with the Dominion of Canada.

The above mentioned Despatch and Minute having been referred to the Honorable
Mr. Tilley, that gentleman reports, that in hie opinion a communication should be made
to the Government of that Island stating that the previous offer made in 1869 by ,thO
Canadian Governmont, was sufficient evidence of their desire to settle the terme of Union
on a liberal bais ;-that they desire to consider the new propositions made uider changed
circumstances in the qame spirit ;-that somte of the conditions are inadmissable, while
others seetn reasonable, but that in hie opinion it would be impossible to discuss fully or
settle these terms by written correspondence.

That Your Excellency should invite the Government of Prince Edward Island to
follow the same course as that adopted by the Governnients of BritisA Colnmbia and
Net/foundland.

That those Colonies sent Deputations to Ottawa who entered into provisional
arrangements with the Government of the Dominion.

That if the Government of Prince Edward IAnd agree te this course, and send a
D.legation to Ottawa, it in suggested that Your Excellency assure themn that a Com-
mittee of the Privy Council will at once meet them in conference.

That should such conference result in an agreement, such agreement could after-
wards be submitted to the Legislatures of both Canada and Prince Edward Idland; and
if the Governmert of Prince Edward Island thought it necessary it might be sub-
mitted after a dissolution of their Legielature.

The Committee concur'in the views expressed by Mr. Tilley in hie Report, and advise
that a copy of this Minute be transmitted by Your Excellency to the Lieutenant Gover-
nor of Prince Edward Iland.

Minutes of Conference >etiween the Uomnmittee of Me Privy Gouncil of Uanada and tAe
uuderigned Deleqates from ehe Colony of Prince Edward Island on the subject Qf ths
Union of thîat Province with the Dominion of Canada.

1. Canada shall be liable for the debts and liabilities of Prince Edward Island
existing at the time of the union.

2. [n cçnsideration of the large expenditure authorized by the Parliament of
Canada for the construction of railways and canals, and in view of the possibility of a
re-adjustment of the financial arrangements between Canada and the several Provinces
now enbraced in the Dominion, Prince Edward Island on entering the union shall be
entitled to incur a debt equal to $45 per head of its population as shewn by the census
returna of 1871, say $4,230,94b.

-3. Prince Edward Island not having incurred debts equal to the sum authorized in
the preceding paragraph shall be entitled to receive by half yearly payments in advance
fron the general Government interest at the rate of 5 per cent. per annum on the dif-
ference, froin time to time, between the actual amount of its indebtedness and the
indebtedness su authorized, viz. : $4,230,945.

4. Prince Edward Island shall be liable to Canada for the acnount (if any) by
which its public debt and liabilities at the date of the union nmay exceed $4,230,940, and
shall be charged with interest at the rate of ô per cent. per annum thereon. '

5. The Island Governneiit holding no lands fron the Urown, and consequently
enjoying no revenue from thatt source for the construction and maintenance of local
works, it is agreed that the Dominion Government pay in half-yearly instalments, and in
advance, to the Goverinuent of Prince Edward Island $45,000 per annun, legs five per
cent. upon any sum not exceeding $800,00(, that the Dominion Government nay âdvance
to the lsland. Government for the purchase of lands now leld by large proprietors.

6. In consideration of the transfer to the general Parliament of the powers of taxa-
tion the following surms shall be paid yearly by Canada to Prince Edward Island for the
support of its Government and Legislature, to wit : $30,000, and an annual grant equal
to eighty cents per head of the population as shewn 4y the census returns of 1871, viz.:
$94,021, both half yearly in advance, such grant of eighty cents per head to be aug.
mnîcted in proportion to the increase of population, as may be shewn by each subsequent
decevnial ccnsus, until the population anounts to 400,000, at which rates such grants
shiall thereafter iemain, it heing understood that the next census be taken in the year
1881.

7. The Dominion Goverinent will assume and defray all the charges for the fol-

11. The Geological Survey.
I. The Penitentiary.
J. Efficient Steam Service for the conveyance of mails and passengers to be

established and maintained between the Island and the Dominion, win-
ter and stimmer, thus placing the Island in continuous communication,
with the Intercolonial Railway,and the railway system of the Dominion,
and such other charges as may be incident to and connected with the
services, which by " The British North Arne#iea Act, 1867," appertain
to the general Government, and as or may bc allowed to the other
Provinces.

8. The population of Prince &dward Island having been increased by 15,000 or
ipward since 1861, it is agreed that the Island shall be represented by the Dominion
House of Commons by six Members. The representation to be re-adjusted from time to
time under the provisions of "I The British North America Act, 1867."

9. The constitution of the Executive authority and of the Legislature of Prince
Edward Island, shall, subject to the provisions of the said Act continue as they exist at
the union until altered under the authnrity thereof, and the House of Assembly of
Prince Edward leland existing at the date of the union shall, unless sooner dissolved,
continue for the p'eriod for which it was elected.

12. The new building in which are held the Law Courts, Registry Office, &c., &c.,
shall be transferred to Canada on the payment of $69,000. The purchase to include
the land on which the building stands, and a suitable space of ground in addition for
yard room, &c., &o.

13. The Steam Dredge Boat in course of construction to be taken by the Dominion
at a cost of not exceeding $22,000.

14. The Stean Ferry Boat owned by the Governmnent. of Prince Edward Island and
used au uch to remain the property of the Island.

15. The union shall take effect on such day as Her Majesty by Order in Council, on
an Address to that effect in terms of the 146th Section of the " British North Âmerica
Act, 1867," may direct, and Prince Edward Iland nay in such Address specify thîe
Electoral Districts for which and the time within which the first election for Members to
serve in the House of Commons in Canada shall take place.

The foregoing resolutions were agreed to as a basis of the memorandum to be sub-
nitted for the approval of the Parlianient of the Dominion and to the Legislature of
Prince Edwcard Island after a general election.

Whereas the question of Confederation of this Island with the Dominion of Canada,
having formed the subject of negotiations between the Dominion of Canada and the
late Executive Council of this Colony,-the correspondence interchanged between His
Excellency the Governor-General and His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor of thiq T'Lid,
and the Minutes of the Privy Council of Canada and this Island, emb d. ag oertain
ternis and conditions relatiig to the proposed Union,-having been officially laid before
this House, and duly 'considered, the Hlouse is of opinion that said terms and conditions
do iot secure to this Colony a suma sulicient to defray the ordinary and indispensable
requirements of its local government, and are by no means an equivalent for the revenues
present and prospective, which it would be called upon to surrender to the Dominion.

And whereas the strong objections hitherto entertained by the people of this island
to confederation having been nuch modified, and the present House of Assembly feeling
anxious to ineet the deuire of Her Majesty's Iniperial Government to uniteî under one
goverirnent, all the British Posseessions in A merica, is willing, in good faith and loyalty,
to merge the intersts of the inhabitants of Prince Edward Island with those of their
fellow subjecta ip the Dominion, on terns which are just and reasonable, and such as
will not involve the people of this island in direct local taxation for objecte for which
the ordinary revenue has hitherto enabled them to provide.

Resolved, therefore, That this Hlouse being most desroys to secure to the people of
Prince Edward Island, on entering the Union, just and reasonable terms, does hereby
authorise Hie Honor the Lieutenant-Governor to appoint delegates to proceed at once
to Ottawa, to confer with the governinent of the Dominion of Canada on this great and
important subje:t, with a full confidence that the terme to which they will agree will bo
such as will ensure their immediate and unqualified ratification by the legialature of thia
Colony.

MEMoRANDàtN.

The underuigned Members of the Government of Prince Edtoard Ileand, are deeply
impresed with the belief that the admission of this Island into the Dominion upon
terme just and equitable, would prove advantageous alike to the Dominion and to Prince
Edward laland.

They, at the sanie time, believe that the surrender of the independence of the
Colony, upon terme not just and equitable, would be productive of many and most
serious evils.

They have given to the subject of the admission of the Island into the Dominion,
their serious consideration with the view of drawing up a statement of terms, such as
would be, in their estimation, just and equitable, and they now submit to the Govern-
uant of the Dominion the folbwing memorandum -

. For upwards of a century Prince Edward Island bas enioyed self government-
during this time its inhabitants have proved that taxes and other imposition less than
were paid by the people of the neighbouring Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brns-
wick, were adequate to the requirements of their public service, and now as a condition
of surrendering to the Dominion the right of self government, together with the right of
taxation, they consider that the Island should receive a sui suitcient to enable its
Government to carry on the ordinary public service without being obliged to resort to
direct taxation.

An allowance from the Dominion, such as would prove adequate to the reasonable
requirements of the public service, would be, in their opinion, "just and equitable."

The terms offered to the Island by the Dominion Governient, in 1869, would have
given Prince Edward Island $241,008 a year for revenue.

These terme were refused by the I.egislature of Prince Edward Isand.
Since 1869 the Government of Prince Edward Iuland bas undertaken the con-

struction of a railroad, The indirect advantages of this road, when it shall be finished,
will, in the opinion of the undersigned, he so great that the people of the Island shall
agree to enter the Dominion, upon the terms of 1869, provided that the Dominion take
the railroad and assume the cost of it.

The undersigned suhnit that $24,1000 or even $250,000 a year should not be con
sidered an excessive revenue for the Colony of Prince Edward Ilaind, nor a4 excessive
conideration for those rights which it would surrender to the Dominion uponî admission
into thze Union.

Nor do the undersigned consider that the construction, by the Dominion Govern-
ment, of a narrow gauge railway, through one of the most fertile and densely peopled
countries in British America, ahould subjeot them to the charge Of partiality to the
people of the Island-seeing that the railway policy of the, Dominion, at the present
time, oontemplas the union of the Atlantic with the 1',cic Ocean, and that it is the
intention of the Government to spend within a few years many millions, in the con-
struction of canals and in other public improvements, the direct advantages to Pace
Bdgoard Iand of all these works, will be comparatively small.
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The railway of Prince Edward Island traverses that Tland from one end to the
other. It is considered desirable that a short, branch of about four or flve miles to tap
Richmond Bay, at Port Hill, should be at once undertaken.

This branch would cost less than $100,000 and afford accomodation to a very
important portion of the Island, in which shipbuilding and commerce are carried on upon
an extensive scale.

Richmond Bay is the chief harbour on the north side of the Island.
The desire of the Imperial Government that Prince Edward Island should enter the

Union has been officially made known to the undersigned, and has induced in their minds
a resolve, that if the present negotiations for admission shall fail, such failure shall not
be attributableeither to want « of zeal on their part, nor to the circumstance of their
making extravagent demands. They feel convinced that if terms of union be now
agreed upon, the Union itself may be ccnsumated in a few weeks.

In the hope that this desirable consumation may be attained they would submit their
willingness to accept as the basis of union the terms offered by the Dominion in 1869,
and approved by the Governor General in Council, on the 14th December in that year,
the population of the Island being estimated, according to the Census of 1871,-provided
that the Dominion Government take4he railway and assume the cost of it, with that of
the proposed branch to Port Hill.

In Conclusion the undersigned would remind the Government of the Dominion of
the fact that Prince Eia'ward Island is an agricultural country, and that it is cut off for
several months in the year, from communication with the neighbouring Provinces, and
that the disadvantages will prevent its beconing a manufacturing Country, and that in it
a. good and ever expanding market will be found for many of the productions of the
Dominion.

Should the obove be agreed upon as a basis of union, the .undersigned will beg to
submit a further memorandum with respect to the fisheries.
