1,199,052
is due to the necessity for laying in a stock of spirits for maturing, as required
in view of the provisions of section 148 of the Inland Revenue Act.

10 . The quantity entered for consumption was less than for some years, and
nearly one.fourth less than the average consumption of the four years preceding.
The increase in the excise duty from 81.00 to 1,30 per gallon made in 1886 curtailed
'Onsumption very noticeably and as the years 1884 and 1885 are factors in

xvii
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arriving at the average consumption for the 4 years preceding the present the
main falling off may be attributed partially to that cause.

11 . The high rate of duty has no doubt also fostered the practice of applying
methylated spirit to many improper purposes ; the duty upon the latter being
but fifteen cents per gallon as against a duty on spirits of one dollar and thirty cents.

12. The certainty that such misuse was being made of this commodity led to
very strong representations being made to yourself and the decision of the Govern-
ment to withdraw the privilege of manufacturing it in bond and to restrict the
right to place it upon the market to the Department of Inland Revenue, under
carefully considered regulations. This course has already been justified by the very
material increase of spirit duty collected month by month since that policy bas
been acted upon, i. e. the year now current.

13. The quantity of spirits used in bonded factories in the production of
methylated spirits and vinegar was, during 1887-88, 335,785 gallons, as against
301,503 gallons in the previous year. The quantity of vinegar and methylated
spirits prcduced and entered for comsumption were respectively as follows:-

14. The whole duty accruing fromthe products of spirits thus utilized was, for
1888, 852,412, whereas had the spirits been diverted by fraud into other channels
than the production of vinegar and methylated spirits, the revenue accruing there-
from should have been for that year, $436,520.

15. This constitutes a heavy premium upon fraud. The Government has re-
moved the threatened danger in so far as the manufacture of methylated spirits is
concerned by withdrawing the privilege of manufacturing it in bond. The trade
in the article is now entirely in the hands of the Department, and none can reach
the general publie except a mixture of naphtha and alcohol in eqaal parts used
for illuminating and kindred purposes, but too coarse to be available at any profit
by subsequent redistillation for potable purposes.

16. The danger threatened by the manufacture of vinegars from alcohol taken
in bond to the manufaeturers premises still remains to be dealt with.

17. The supervision of distilleries, tobacco and cigar manufactories and malt
bouses bas been so improved-the checks and counter-checks are so complete that

xviii
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it is believed that practically every dollar of the Excise Revenue arising therefrom
is duly collected. In respect, however, of the supervision of vinegar manufacturers
it is felt that ail the ingenuity and intelligence which can be brought to bear is of lit-
tle avail. The difficulty arises from the fact that acetic acid may be surreptitiously
introduced at any stage, and if it be commercially pure and free from minerai or
empyreumatic substances, it is impossible to distinguish vinegar so produced from
vinegar produced by the acetie fermentation of alcohol. If therefore alcohol
(stored in bond) can be feloniously abstracted as it has been on several occasions,
the yield of vinegar required by the law to cancel the manufacturer's liability
upon the spirits received at his factory may be fraudulently made by the introduc-
tion of acetic acid produced by the distillation of wood and always available with-
out any restriction as an article of commerce.

18. A superior vinegar may be made from malt, eider and other fruit products,in the naking of which the revenue would be free from risk.
19. It would appear to the undersigned that the time has arrived when the

privilege of manufacturing vinegar in bond should cease. It is true that
establishments involving capital have been allowed to grow up under the
exstng law, and the withdrawal of the privilege would entail a measure of
loss* It is doubtful, however, whether the conversion of existing factories
into factories for the production of vinegar from malt would entail a]os of OVer 850,000 throughout the whole Dominion, and special privileges, suchfor instance as a partial refund of the duty on malt used in its production mightb. granted bolders of existing licenses for a fixed period, which, would practically
indemnify them against material loss.

20. Appendices gN and e show the consumption of spirits, tobacco and other
oodý subject to Excise, and of similar goods imported subject to Customs per headOf the population, and also in respect of each Province separately. It must be

remembered, however, that a large proportion of the goods entered for con-
sImption at the chief importing centres, is consumed beyond the limits of the
Province in which those duties are paid.

21, It may be remarked, that after reducing ail spiritnous and malt liquors,and Wines-domestic and foreign-to the basis of alcohol, the allowance per headof the Population for the past decade does not exceed three-quarters of a gallon perannum; barely one-third the quantity per head consumed throughout Europe.

23. The exports of malt have decreased as compared with 1886-87 about ten
per cent., and an increase has taken place in the quantity entered for consumption
in this country of over six million pounds, resulting in an added revenue of $60,000.
This revenue is the largest received from this source since 1878, when the amount
which accrued therefrom reached $530,691, against an accrual during the year
1887-88 of 8506,327. The former, however, resulted from a tax of 2 cents per
pound, whereas the existing Excise duty is but one cent. Of the malt entered for
consumption 4,606,544 pounds were used in distilleries, and the remainder was usedin the production of 15,944,002 gallons of malt liquor. The production of 1887
Was 14,786,285 gallons.

1. WHEREAS the Honorable the Minister of Public Works has represented: That under existing
Regulations for the collection of Canal Tolls, eastern bound Vessels having paid the charges one
way in full through the Welland Canal are chargeable one Section Canal Toll if re-entering the
Lachine Canal;

2. That Vessels loaded with grain destined for the Montreal Harbor frequently unload only
part of their cargoes on board s a-going Vessels in that Harbor, and re-enter the Lachine Canal
for the purpose of unloading the balance of their cargoes cither in Elevators or Mills located along
the Canal Basins;

3. That in his opinion, those Vessels having paid the charges one way in full through the i
Welland Canal, should be allowed to re-enter the Lachine Canal free of Tolls, for the purpose
before mentioned.

4. Whereupon His Excellency in Council, on the recommendation of the Honorable the
Minister of Public Works, has been pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that the Canal
Basins within the City Limits be considered as part of the Montreal Harbor, in so far only as
regards the collection of Tolls on the class of Vessels above referred to, which re-enter that portion
of the Canal for the purpose of unloading the balance of their cargoes, but that tue saine shall not
apply any further, as in the event of Vessels returning to the Harbor to take -rgo, in which case
the usual Toll shall bu charged against them on passing out of the Canal a second time into the
Harbor.

BASIN, LACHINE CANAL.

1. On a Report dated 19tli January, 1883, fron the Minister of Railways and Canais, submit-

ting an application dated 17th August, 1882. from the Montreal Harbor Commissioners for t he
extension to the new Lower Basin of the Lachine Canal of certain powers oflevyngtolls conferred
upon the Corporation by the Act 18 Vic., ch. 143, in respect of the Lower Basin in the old Canal.

2. The Minister turther submnits that the Commissioners urge that the new Basin is used b
sea-going vessels which have traversed the improved deep-water channel between Quebec and
Montreal, upon which large sums of money have been expended by the Trust, and that by this
action the Harbor revenues are likely to be seriously affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having been referred for report to the Chief
Engineer of Canals, who states to the effect, under date 12th January inst., that at the time of the
passage of the Act cIted (1855) the nunicipality was responsible for the expenditure incurred in
deepening the channel of the river, and that the Government about ten years later assumed the
debt in respect of Lake St. Peter, amounting to$1,164,235; further, that the Harbor Commissioners
have not in any way aided in the construction of the new Canal entrance and Basins, and that he
is unable to see grounds for giving them control over the revenue which may arise therefrom.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests thsat the Commissioners should be allowed to retain the right
of leving dues in respect of the old Lower Basin, but that the Government should retain full cors-
trol of the new works and Basins, and of the revenue that may be derived from their use, and lie
advises that the rates should be levied by the Government on vessels loading or uniloading in the
new Basins equal and similar to those levied by the Commissioners in respect of the old Basin.

5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer, and recommends that
authority be given in accordance therewith.

For each vessel hauled up or beached for repairs, a charge of one dollar, over and above
all oteer charges, shall be made, carrying the privilege of remaining for one month, a further sum
of one dollar being charged for each additional month or fraction of a month the vessel may re-
main.

In cases, however, where a vessel hauled up for repairs upon the Canal bank remains there
throughout the winter, a charge of $4 only shall be made (in addition to the ordinary winterage
dues) the period cuvered being from the 1st of November to the lst June, inclusive.

3rd. Any vessel remaining on the Canal bank after having wintered thereon shall be charged
at the rat' of one dollar a mnonth or fraction of a month of her subsequent stay.

4th Any vessel remaiiiing more than one year on the bank of the Canal shall for such time as
she may renain in excess of that periud pay at the rate of two dollars a month, or fraction of a
month throughout the whole 3ear.

5th. All charges shall be payable at the Collector's office in advance on the first day of each
month.

6tb. These rules shall be understood as applying to all cases where the Canal bank is used in
any manner for the repairs of vessels, whether such vessels are actually hauled up or not.

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REGULATIONS in pursuance of the 28th Chap. Con. Stat. of Canada for !anding Firewood on the
line of the Rideau Canal, in the City of Ottawa, and in addition to the Regulations for the
management and protection ôf the Provincial Canals which were authorized by the Governor
in Council, 20th May, 1857, Sections 14 and following, and were made applicable to the
Rideau Canal, under the order of lis Excellency in Council on the 2nd June, 1860.

1st. No Firewood to be landed on the easterly side of the Basin from Sappers' Bridge to the
line of Little Sussex Street.

2nd. Firewood may be landed between the line of Little Sussex Street and the By-wash or
waste weir, but must be removed within twenty-four hours after having been placed there; a fine
of three cents per cord will be charged for every day the wood remains on the wharf after- such
notice has been given.

3rd. Firewood may be landed and piled around the Basin on Government Land within forty
feet of the water, leaving a roadway of at least fifteen feet between every four piles of Firewood,
which roadway must be as near as practicable at riglit angles to the margin of the Canal ; this
wood must also be removed within twenty-four hours after the owner or person in charge has been
notified to that effect, and in default, a fine of three cents per cord will be levied upon it for every
day it remains thereafter.

4th. Two cents per cord will be charged as wharfage or ground rent upon Firewood placed on
any part of the Government Canal Reserve.

5th. No Firewood may be landed without a permit having been first obtained from the Lock
Master or Collector, and the Let-Pass must be given up to this Officer before the wood is unloaded,
under a penalty of forty dollars.

Si,-I have the honor to submit herewith my Report on the Canal Statistice

for the season of navigation of 1888.

1. The statistics for the season of 1887 are printed with the Annual Report of the
Department, and comparing. them with those now submitted, it will be seen that.
the aggregate revenue has increased during the year 1838 to the extent of
$10,961.58.

2. These figures, however, are somewhat changed by refunds under Orders in,
Council hereinafter referred to.

There was refunded, on grain in 1887, tolls to the amount of $33,412.62, and
in 1888, 330,680.02, which makes the actual increase of revenue for 1888,813,784.18.

3. In compliance with the renewed request of the forwarders and shippers of
Montreal for a continuance of the reduction of tolla on grain, Eis Excellency the
Governor General on the 20th April, 1888, authorized a reduction of tolls to two (2>
Oents per ton on grain passing down the St. Lawrence Canals to Montreal, or ports
east of that point, for the season of 1888 and no longer.

4. The full amount of tolls on the Welland Canal was collected, and a refund of
18 cents per ton was made on proof of the delivery of the grain at Montreal.

1. Whereas the Honorable the Minister of Public Works bas represented : That under existing
regulations fcr the collection of Canal Tolls, eastern bound vessels having paid the charges
one way in full through the Welland Canal, are chargeable one section Canal Toll if re-
entering the Lachine Canal ;

2. That vessels loaded with grain destined for the Montreal harbor frequently unload only part
of their cargoes on board sea-going vessels in that barbor, and re-enter the Lachine Canal
for the purpose of unloading the balance of their cargoes either in elevators or mills located
along the canal basins ;

3. That in his opinion those vessels having paid the charges one way in full through the Wel-
land Canal, should be allowed to re-enter the Lachine Canal free of Tolls, for the purpose
before mentioned.

4. Whereupon His Excellency in Council, on the recommendation of the Honcrable the Minister
of Public Works, has been pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that the canal basins
within the city limite be considered as part of the Montreal harbor, in so far only as regards
the collection of Tolls on the class of vessels above referred to, which re-enter that portion
of the canal for the purpose of unloading the balance of their cargoes, but that the same
shall not apply any further, as in the event of vessels returning to the harbor to take
cargo, in which case the usual Toll shall be cbarged against them on passing out of the
canal a second time into the harbor.

RATES AND DUES LEVIED ON VESSELS LOADING AND UNLOADING IN THE
NEW BASIN, LACHINE CANAL.

0. C., 26th January, 1883.-1. On a report dated 19th January, 1883, from the Minister of Railways
and Canals, submitting an application dated 17th August, 1882, from the Montreal Harbor
Commissioners, for the extension to the new Lower Basin of the Lachine Canal of certain
powers of levymg tolls conferred upon the Corporation by the Act 18 Vie., Chap. 143, in
respect of the Lower Basin on the old Canal.

2. The Minister further submits that the Commissioners urge that the new Basin is used by
aea-goiing vessels which have traversed the improved deep water channel between Quebec
and Montreal, upon which large sums of moiey have been expended by the Trust, and that
by this action the Harbor revenues are likely to be serionsly affected.

3. The Minister represents that the matter having 1been referred for report to the Chief Engineer
of Canals, who states to the effect, under date 12th January inst., that at the time of the
passage of the Act cited (1855) the municipality was responsible for the expenditure
inurred in deepening the channel of the river, and that the Government, about ten years
later, assumed the debt in respect of Lake St. Peter, amounting to $1,164,235 ; further,that the Harbor Commissioners have not in any way aided in the construction of the new
Canal entrance and Basins, and that he is unable to see grounds for giving them control
over the revenue which may arise therefrom.

4. The Chief Engineer suggests that the Commissioners should be allowed to retain the right
of levying dues in respect of the old Lower Basin but that the Government should retain
full control of the new works and Basins, and of the revenue that may be derived from
their use, and he advises that the rates should be levied by the Government on vessels
loading or unloading in the new Basins, equal and similar to those levied by the Commis-
sioners in respect of the old Basin.

5. The Minister concurs in the view taken by the Chief Engineer, and recommends that
authority be given in accordance therewith.

The Deputy Governor, on the recommendation of the Honorable the Acting Minister of Railways
and Canals, has been pleased to adopt the following rules with respect to the repairing of
vessels on the banks of the Lachine Canal, the Beauharnois and the Chambly:-

1. Repairs shall only be executed at such points as may be indicated and approved by the
Superintendent.

2. For each vessel hauled up or beached for repairs, a charge of one dollar, over and above
all other charges, shall be made, carrying the privilege of remaining for one month, a
further sum of one dollar being charged for each additional month or fraction of a month
the vessel may remain.

In cases, however, where a vessel hauled up for repairs upon the Canal bank remains there
throughout the winter, a charge of four dollars only shall be made (in addition to the
brdinary winterage dues) the period covered being from the 1st of November to the lst
of June, inclusive.

3. Any vessel remaining on the Canal bank after having wintered thereon shall be charged
at the rate of one dollar a month or a fraction of a month of her subsequent stay.

4. Any vessel remaining more than one year on the bank of the Canal shall for such time as
she may remain in excess of that period pay at the rate of two dollars a month, or fraction
of a month throughout the whole year

5. All charges shall be payable at the collector's office in advance on the first day of each
month.

6. These rules shall be understood as applying to all cases where the Canal bank is used in any
manner for the repairs of vessels whether such vessels are actually hauled up or not.

REGULATIONS in pursuance of the 28th Chap. Con. Stat. of Canada, for landing Firewood on the
line of the Rideau Canal, in the City of Ottawa, and in addition to the Regulations for the
management and protection of the Provincial Canals which were authorized by the
Governor in Council, 20th May, 1857, Sections 14 and following, and were made applicable
to the Rideau Canal, under the order of Hie Excellency in Council on the 2nd June, 1860.

1. No Firewood to be landed on the easterly side of the Basin from Sappers' Bridge to the line
of Little Sussex Street.

2. Firewood may be landed between the line of Little Sussex Street and the By-wash or waste
weir, but must be removed within twenty-four hours after having been placed there ; a fine
of three cents per cord will be charged for every day the wood remains on the wharf after
such notice has been given.

3. Firewood may beIanded and piled around the Basin on Government land within forty feet
of the water, leaving a roadway of at least fitteen feet between every four piles of Fire-
wood, which roadway must be as near as practicable at right angles to the margin of the
Canal ; this wood must also be removed wIthin twenty-four hours after the owner or person
in char ge has been notified to that effect, and in default, a fine of three cents per cord
will be levied upon it for every day it remains thereafter.

4. Two cents per cord will be charged as wharfage or ground rent upon Firewood placed on
any part of the Government Canal Reserve.

5. No irewood may be landed without a permit having been first obtained from the Lock
Master or Collector, and the Let-Pass must be given up to this officer before the wood is
unloaded, under a penalty of forty dollars.

The total revenue collected during the year for the Inspection of Weights

and Measures was thirty-seven thousand eight hundred and eighty-five dollars and

thirty-nine cents (837,88b.39), as compared with thirty-four thousand three hundred

and ninety-six dollars and fifty-one cents (831,393.51) collected during the year

ended 30th June, 1887.

The total expenses were sixty-seven thousand four hundred and seventy dol-

lars and sixty-eight cents (867.470.68) as against sixty-seven thousand seven hun-

dred and thirty nine dollars and sixty cents ($67,739,60) expended during the year

ended 30th June, 1887.

2. Appendix "A " gives a summary statement of the expenditure and

receipts of each inspection division.

Hamilton, London, Toronto and Montreal are the only divisions in which the

receipts exceed the cost of collection.

4. Sinco the date of my last report, Mr. Johnstone, Chief Inspector Standards
Brarch, has visited and inspected the offices, books, standards, &c., of the Divisions
of Windsor, London, Hamnilton, Toronto, Belleville, Orillia, Kingston, Ottawa,
ItontreaI, Three Rivers, Sherbrooke, Quebec, St. John, Fredericton, King'e3, Hali-
fax, Yarmouth, Cape Breton and Charlottetown; and bas also carefully verified
and stamped ail the 50 lbi. iron standards of weight lu the Divisions of Charlotte-
town, Cape Breton, Hlalifax, Yarmouth, St. John, King'e, Fredericton, Quebec,
Three Rivers, Sherbrooke, Montreal and Ottawa.

There are at present iu the Dapartment a great nurnber of "llocal " standards
of varions kinds which. require to bu carefully cleaned, repaired, adjusted and veri-
fied before they can bu re-issued to bu used as standards by our inspectors and
their assistants, and as we have no one at present attached to, this branch of the
service capable of doing sucb work, I would again urge upon you the neceesity
of immediatoly securing the services of a fir8t-class meohanie, one thoroughly and
practically skille! in scale making, in ail its details, to make the noessary repairs
and adjustments.

INSPECTION OF OAS.

5. The total revenue collected dnring the year for the inspection of gas and
ggs meters was six thousand nine bundred and forty-six dollars and sixty-five cents
(86,q46.65) as compared with. six thousand six handred and fifty.four dollars and
forty cents (S6.

Your especial attention is callod to the preceding table, from which it will be
seen that, at the same places to which attention was called in my last year's report,
namely, Ottawa, Three Rivers, and Chatham, N.B., the illuminating power of the
gas sold to consumers was frequently found to be below the standard established
by-law.

In my last year's report 56 per cent. of Ottawa's tests were below the standard
this year's report shows 66 per cent. of tests below. Three Rivers' last year's
record was 40 per cent. of tests below, and this year's 23 per cent. below standard.
Chatham's last year's record was 62 per cent. of tests below, and this year's 58 per
cent. below standard.

From the foregoing it will be seen that at Çbatham and Three Rivers, a shade
of improvement has been manifested, but in Ottawa the case has been aggravated,
as shown by an additional 10 per cent. of the tests being below the standard.

In order to protect the interests of consumers and put a stop to such utter
disregard of the law as has been shown by some of our producerq, I would respect-
fully urge the necessity of amending the Gas Inspection Act in such a manner as
to make producers liable to a penalty for failure to keep the illuminatin.g power of
their gas up to the legal standard.

In addition to the work thus summarized, the Chief Analyst has conducted, at
the Departmental Laboratory, a systematic series of analyses of specific articles,
viz.:-

In respect of these the Chief Analyst has been authorized to publish an inde-
pendent bulletin as each series is completed. These have been reproduced as
appendices and will form valuable material upon which to fail back in building up
a system of administration, which, though at present tentative and perhaps disap.
pointing to enthusiasts in immediate resuits, will, it is hoped, as experience is
gained and standards of purity are established, so reduce the cost of systematic and
general analysis and inspection as to exercise a noticeable influence upon the
general character of food products offered for sale in the Dominion.

At the present time a great pressure is being exerted towards the establish.
ment of a standard for milk. The Chief Analyst recommends 3j per cent. butter
fat and 12 per cent. total solids as a minimum. The undersigned, while admitting

the extreme desirability of determining some definite standard, is of opinion that
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the Department has not yet such information as would justify the hope that one
could be fixed which would be fair to all localities and conditions.

Further testa will be made over a wide extent of territory, and it is hoped that
.before long the Department may feel itself justified in recommending some more
definite action.

Tbe undersigned regrets that the percentage of adulterated samples, more
especially of butter, coffee and spices has largely increased. The latter, while not
so serious to the public health as many other adulterations, is, at the best, a com-
mercial fraud, and is so serious in extent that the question of licensing spice mills
and systematically inspe3ting the product seems to be one which may be urged
upon the Government in the not very distant future.

The above results may be considered on the whole satisfactory, especially in
regard to the quality of milk, perhaps the most important article of food, and the one
most readily tampered with, and the diminished ratio of adulteration seems to show
that the operation of the Act has had a deterring and beneficial effact.

The number of samples examined is, however, far too small for &uch a population
and should be increased tenfold, to afford a fair interence. Some improvement may
be noted in the quality of the coffees and those sent in from the country seem fairlypure, but the same remark as to the paucity of the number of samples applies to thia
important article of food.

The spices do not show much improvement. The spirituous liquors do not show
Such gross adulteration as is popularly suspected, being chiefly lowered in strength:
by dilution with water, and probably in some cases fortified again with alcohol aa
* high wines." The standard, however, of these liquors is difficult to fix, except for
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medicinal purposes. It is satisfactory to find that cheese manufactured in Canada la
of a genuine character and of very fair quality. Greater pains should, however, be,
taken to give it improved keeping qualities.

The inquiry into the public supplies of " potable water " I regard as the most
important work yet undertaken by the Department, and the results so far obtained
would, I consider, justify municipal authorities or Provincial Boards of lealth in
closing up old private wells, and replacing these by artesian wells of adequate depth,
so as to obtain the well fitlered water of the lower stratum, and excluding all surface
water.

Wells in cities, and closely populated districts, should be filled up and closed
permanently, wherever a public water supply can be obtained or a river supply
reached. This is necessary, not only for the direct benefit of the public health, but
indirectly for the benefit of the cattle supplying us with food as milk or meat.

During my dairy inspection of last summer I found many herds of cattle badly sup-
plied with water, some wells and tanks placed in or near horse and cow stables, receiv-
ing drainage therefrom. The sheds in a filthy condition, uncleaned from the previous
winter manure, and the daily milking during the summer conducted in these dirty,
crowded and ill-ventilated shippons. Some of the water tanks are placed within the
sheds and receive all the ammoniacal vapors and organic germs arising from the de-
composing manure.

It would be desirable that a regular inspection of these "dairy farme " should be
made by the Government to regulate the proper housing, ventilating and watering
of these poor cattle, especially during the winter season.

It would also be desirable for milk standards to have the milk tested as to
quality and cream, when the cows are out of ezercise and on winter food-to com-
pare its quality with the resulis obtained when on pasturage and free to roam.

It would also be most desirable to have a similar series of water samples tested
during the low water and heat of autumn, to compare with the samples taken in
Februrary and March irom under the ice. The dangerous impurities in well and river
water occur durirg the summer drought and at the fall of the year, at which periods
I consider that a system of public filtration is eesential to the health of populous
towns and cities, as this is a period at which much preventable sickness occurs from
this source.

Since July, 1887, I have analysed 236 samples, including 25 samples of water

and 37 samples of milk from herds of cows milked under the supervision of myself
and an officer of the Department for the purpose of getting data for the establishment
of milk standards.

This number also includes 14 samples of butter and 7 samples of cheese, whieh
should have been submitted to me during the year but which I did not receive until
July of the present year.

In the 14 samples examined no evidence of the presence of foreign fats was

Seven samples of cheese were analysed, with special reference to the possible
admixture of foreign fats. No such adulteration was detected.

These call for no special remark.

Drugs.
The three samples of sweet spirits of nitre examined were considerably below

jhe strength prescribed by the British Pharmacopeia. Eight preparations of quinine,

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namely, 4 samples of citrate of iron and quinine, and 4 samples of quinine wine were
-examined. Of these one sample of citrate was found to contain only 3.7 per cent. of
quinine instead of 14.2 per cent. as it should have doue; and one sample of quinine
-wine only contained .13 grains of sulphate of quinine in the flaid ounce instead of 1
grain. Ail the samples of tincture of opium examined were of full pharmacopeial
etrength.

Spirit8.

My instructions with reference to the examination of the spirits were to look
specially for methylated spirit and accordingly a careful search was made for methyl
alcohol in every sample. In addition to the ordinary testa for methyl aloohol the
following process was employed :

Two huidred c.c. of the sample was treated by fractional distillation from
potassium carbonate and potassinun hydrate until it was reduced to about 15 c.c.
The specific gravity of this distillate was taken with great care and the percentage
of alcohol deduced from the tables. This was usually between 88 and 9 L per cent.
Then by means of a Victor Meyer's apparatus the volume of vapour yielded by a
given weight of the sample under known temperature and pressure was determined
and eompared with the volume of vapour yielded under the sane conditions by an
equal weight of a mixture of eytbl alcohol and water in the same proportions as in
the sample. Since 1 grain of ethyl alcohol yields at 0° 0. and 760 m.m. barometer,
485.37 c.o. oubie centimetres of vapour, while one grain of methyl alcohol yielded
,687.7 cubic centimetres, it is possible to detect by this method a mixture of methyl
alcohol with ethyl alcohol.

In none of the samples which I examined could I detect any methylated spirit
either by this or any other method.

.Milk.
Thirty.nine samples of milk were examined, of which 22 were submitted by the

inspector for the municipality of Toronto. Of the other 17, 6 came from Peterboro',
-6 from Port Hope and 5 from Toronto. Tae results of the analysis of these 17
-amples of milk are shown in the following table:-

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Collection of Samples.

The samples of milk were taken by myself and the Collector of Inland Revenue
or his deputy in the following manner:-After seeing the cows milked and the milk
'poured from the pails into the cans in which it was to be carried to market, we took
aâ sample from each can after thoroughly mixing its contents and mixed these sam-
ples together in a clean vessel. The same quantity of milk was taken from each can
unless one of thein was only partly full in which case a proportionally smaller quan-
tity was taken from such cana

The contents of the vessel containing these samples from each can having been
thoroughly mixed, two bottles were filled from it, labelled and placed in a box con-
tained in a larger box, the space between the two boxes being filled with ice. One
of these bottles was sent to the Chief Analyst at Ottawa, the other was retained for
analysis, which was begun immùediately on returning to the laboratory in the case of
morning milk, and the first thing next morning in the case of evening milk.

Methods!of Analysis.

The samples were ail analyzed by the method prescribed by the Society of Pub-
lic Analysts for Great Britain (Analyst, 1885, pp. 46 et seq).

The specific gravity was taken by a plummet attached to the beam of an Oert-
ling's balance.

The total solids were dried on the water bath in shallow platinum dishes to con-
stant weight.

Tee milk intended to be used for the extraction of the fat was absorbed by coils
of Sweedish filter paper previously exhausted by light petroleum, the coils were dried
for one hour in the water oven treated with light petroleum for two hours in a
.Saxhlet extraction apparatus, the petroleum evaporated and the fat weighed in a
light flask after drying to constant weight in a water oven.

The number of cows in the herds was in all 390, omitting two cases, where the
milk from the same herd was taken a second time, and the yield of milk per cow
was a little less than 1-12 gallons. The maximum yield was 1·5 gallons per cow, and
the minimum •60.

Results.

The samples of milk numbered 371 and 372 had turned sour before the analysis
was begun, and the determination of fat by the Adam's method was in their case
worthless; neglecting these two samples the results of the remaining thirty-five
samples may be expressed as follows:

Total Solid. Fat. Solide not Fat.
Maximum .......................... 13 48 4-87 9-26
Mean................. ................ 12-27 3-56 8-71
Minimum............................ 10·77 2·70 8-00

My results agree closely with the analyses of the same milk made in the Chief
Analysts Laboratory by the A8bestos' method, and published in Bulletin No. 1. These
are:

Mean.................................. 12-08 3-38 8-70
Minimum............................ 10-68 2·52 8-17

It will be seen that while the solids and fat obtained by the method of the
Society of Public Analysts are both a little higher than those -arrived at by the
.&sbestos process, the solids not fat are practically identical. Since it is upon the

percentage of solids not fat, that an opinion as to the genuiness of a sampla milk las
to be based, this agreement is highly satisfactory.

16
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The conclusion is inevitable from these analyses, that the limite fixed by the
,Society of Public Analytts, below whieh no milk is to be passed as genuitie, are to
high. That is, we cannot say that a milk which contains less than 8·5 per cent. of
solids not fat has been watered, for by this standard Nos. 380, 384, 385, 388 and 392,
or five samples out of thirty-seven, that is 13·5 per cent.of the milks analyzed, would
be condemned as adulterated. Similarly neglecting No. 371, which was sour, we
find that Nos. 388,389, 392, 7006 and 7007, or five samples out of 37 or 13,5 per cent., fall
below the limit of 3 per cent. of fat, and would by that standard be condemned. It
is interesting, however, to observe that only three samples fall below the limit of
11·5 per cent. of total solids, and of these two, Nos. 384 and 7006, are so little below
that they would probably be passed. One sample, No. 388, falls mnch below th
standard giving the following remarkable analysis:

This sample was taken on the evening of Jaly 21st. The day was excessively
hot and the men upon the farm were engaged in the harvest field until very late, s.
that the cows had te wait much beyond their usual time before being milked.
Whether this had anything to do with the low yield I cannot say. On the evening
of the 28th I took another sample from the same herd with the following result:-

Solids....................... ................... 11.41
- Fa.................................... ....... 272

Solids not Fat ...... .............................. 8.69

In this sample while both the total solids and the fat are below their respective
limits, the solids not fat are ailmost up to the general average of 8-7 per cent. and
are well above the limit of 8.5 per cent.

If this batch of 37 samples of genuine milk had been sent te a member of th
Society of Public Analysts, analyzed by the methode and judged by the limitsof the
Soeiety, 8 samples or 21-6 per cent., that is, more than one sample in every five would
have been reported as either skimmed or watered.

It follows from the foregoing that a dealer might take 100 gallons of milk of
average quality and add te it 10 gallons of water, and yet it would not be possible
from the analysis to say positively that it was not genuine. Under these circum-
stances it would appear to me highly desirable, both in the intereste of the public
-and ot the dealer that some regulation such as that suggested in the bulletin of the
Chief Analyst should be adopted, which would require the milk sold to be of " good
standard quality."

Until such a regulation is passed I do not see how analyste who adopt an eM-
dient, modern method for the extraction of the fLt, can assert that a milk has been
adulterated by admixture with water if the solids not fat are higher than 8 per cent.
or that it has been skimmed if the fat is more than 2·5 per cent.

For ail operations and tests of sample, portion used was filtered.
Only a very minute deposit occurred in sample, which was of a grey earthy

color. 8ample remained bright and clear.
A darkening took place on incinderation after incinderation the residue or ash

was of a silvery-grey; under the microscope the collected sediment proved to be in-
organie matter of a clay nature.

For al] the operations and tests portion used was filtered. A considerable de-
posit took place of a dark brown floculent appearance, which, under the microscope,
had a yellowish tinge and of a fungaia nature, no definite organization being
perceived.

The sclids darkened on incinderation, the ash being greyish white.
This well issituated on a hill and is above the level of ihe river level by about 150

feet. The soil is large gravel, with exception of the first two feet of top soil, which is a
black sandy loam. This well is about 25 feet deep. From the siLuation and sur-
roundings, I would consider that good natural drainage existe.

i consider this water a pure sample, and safely free from organic matter.

Sample clear and bright, containing very slight sediment of a dark brown color
ander the microscope. This deposit was found to be devoid of regular structure.
Solide on incinderation darkened, leaving a whitish grey asb.

This wel is situated so that good drainage should occur like the other well
reported upon, it is on a slope and above the river level. The soil is sandy fromý
within two feet of the surface to the bottom of the well, which is thirty feet deep.

This water I consider organically safe.
5791.

This sample was clear although a heavy precepitate was contained. An offensive
odor was emitted when first taken from bottle containing sample; this was
removed after being exposed to the atmosphere for a short time. This sediment
under the microscope was found to contain vegetable tissue, and vegetable like matter
without the regular structrire, as well as some animal life, this animal life being of
two distinct forme only, and not numerous. Some starchy matter was also shown to
be present.

This sample gave results in free and albuminoid ammonia so close to results
obtained in the other three samples from this locality as to make it diffleult to con.
aider this wattr different to the others, but as all the samples have been subjected to
the same temperature and conditions, and this only contained living organisme, I
cannot consider it as free from organie matter as the other samples. The amount of
albuminoid ammonia is greatest over that ieceived as free in same sample.

This well is situated in the rear of the most important commercial botel in the
town, the well being some feet below the level of the buildings and inclining towardo,
the river. Depth about twenty feet, soil sandy.

This well bas been abandoned for some time for domestic purposes on account of
its great hardness; is occasionally used for watering cattie on.

To the Commissioner of Inland Revenue.
SiR,-With reference to the -operation of the Fertilizers' Act during the year

ending 30th June, 1888, I beg to refer you to Bulletin No. 4, dated 21st May, 1888,
which contains the results of the analysis of samples of the varions fertilizers sold in
the Dominion. This bulletin will, in accordance with your instructions, be re-pub-
lished as an appendix to the annual report.

It will be observed that some of these fertilisers do not come up to the standard
mentioned in Section 11 of the Fertilisers' Act, and as there seeme to be some un-
certainty as to whother this section applies to uninspected fertilisers, I beg to sub-
mit that, in any amendment of the Act which you may undertake, a minimum
should be fixed as regards the fertilizing ingredients which uninspected fertilizers
should contain.

With regard to the administration of the Adulteration Act during the same
year, I have to mention that Bulletins Nos. 2, 3, 5 and 6, which have refereno
respectively to milk, coffee, domestic waters and cheese, will also appear in the
appendix. There is every reason for believing that the publication of these in the
early part of 1888 was of public advantage, and had some effect in spreading infor-
mation as regards the nature of certain adulterations.

This systom of publication wouid seem to be the best attainable, short of the
amendment to the Act, recommended by you in your letter to the Minister of 31st
March, 1888.

lu the months of June and July last an attempt was made by Mr. Awde, License
and Food Inspector, Toronto, to carry out the inspection of milk under the provisions
of section 6 of the Adulteration Act. Mr. Awde first subjected the samples to pre-
liminary tests, and then forwarded to the public analyst and the Department thoee
which he deemedi suspicious. The following table gives the results of the examin-
ation of these samples by the undersigned:-

- In the foregoing tables it is to be understood that where no remark is made
regzarding a sample, it is to be classed as genuine whole milk. In a good many cases
it has been found necessary to use the words " partly cream " in the remark column.
This has been done because it is believed that these samples must have been taken
carelessly, or without previously mixing the milk in a thorough manner in the
vessel containing it. The richest genuine milk mentioned in Bulletin No. 1 contained
only 5·4 p.c. butterfat, and all samples reeorded in this Bulletin containing over that
percentage have been regarded as partly cream, and will be neglected in the present
comparison.

Of the remaining 95 samples, 64 were judged to be genuine, the percentage of
defective samples in the various cities being as follows:-

Enough bas probably been done for the present in plaoing these 11gures on re-
cord. It would be injadicious to genei'aiise from such until it is perfectly certain
that in all cases the greatest care bas been exercised, in sampling the milk properly.
At the saine tinie it is safe to remark that several of the miiks mentioned in the
above tables, as having been tampered with, nevertheless contain an amount of but-
terfat coinsiderablv ubove the proposed Iowest limit of 3j p. c. This ouly shows
that the practice, indicated in the former Bulletin ais possible, çf skimming or even
watering rich milk may be carried on without redncing the percentage of -butterfat
below that.of other poorer but undoubtedly geniuine milks.

From the data given in the above tables, it appeare that two-thirds of the
samples collected were genuine and of gocd qqality. Rad the prehiminary testing

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been done, it would probably have been found unnecessary to analyze these. The
tosting instruments which have been supplied to the I. R Districts are as follows ;-

1 Quevenne Lactodensimetor or hydrometer.
1 small Centigrade thermometer.
1 cylindrical glass jar.
1 Feser Lactoscope.
1 pipettoof 4 cubic centimeters.

The first three of these are to be used in determining the specifie gravity of the
milk at 150 Centigrade, in the following manner : After the sample is thoroughly
mixed and poured into the glass jar the lactoiensimeter is lowered into it carefully
and allowed to float. Care is to be taken that the instrument is entirely wetted by
the milk and that no air adheres to it. When it bas become stationary, the numbpr
of degrees on the stem which coincides with the surface of the milk is read off. It
will be observed that in consequence of -the adhesion of the milk to the glass, it
curves up on the stem of the hydrometer about half a degree above the surface.
This has to be allowed for and deducted in noting the figures on the stem. The
latter after prefixing the figures 1-0, for which there is no room on the stem, gives
the exact specific gravity of the milk at a temperature of 150 C. The temperature
of the milk ix not aicertained by the small Centigrade thermometer, If it is found
to be 15° C. the observed specific gravity is correct; but should the temperature of
the milk be higher or lower than 15' C., the specific gravity must be corrected by
the aid of the following table:-

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Thus if the observed density be 30, and the temperature 180 C., the corrected
specific gravity at 150 will be 1·030d. The specific gravity of milk from a herd of
not less than 4 cows varies from 1-029 to 1-033; and any milk having a specifil
gravity outside of these limits is to be regardedj as doubtful; and, without any fur-
ther testing, submitted to the publie analyst.

The milks which are found to have a specific gravity varying from 1-029 to
1·033 are not on that account to be considered genuine. For instance, abstraction of
cream increases thespecifio gravity; but by subsequent addition of water it can again
be brought within the indicated limits. It is, therefore, necessary to test the re-
maining milks further as to their approximate percentage of butterfat. For this
purpose the Feser lactoscope is used. Its indications are founded upon a measure-
ment of the degree of opacity possessed by the milk, which depends to a great extent
upon the amont of butter it contiins. The sample is again well mixed, and by
means of the pipette, 4 c. c. of it are transferred to the lactoscope along with the
rinsing of tb pipette; water is now added, in small portions at a time and under
frequent rgitation, until the black lines on the white glass core in the centre of the
instrument just become visible, and can ba counted. When this is the case the figures
shown on the scale at the surface of the liquid are noted. On the left side of the
scale is found the quantity of water in cubic centimeters used in making the test,
and on the right hand side the percentage of butterfat in the milk. For instance, if
70 c. c. water have been added to the milk in order to produce the degree of trans-
parency above described, then it contains b 5 p c. butterfat.

Good average cow's milk does not contain less than 3-75 p.c. butterfat; and, if
the lactoscope indicates a lower percentage, the sample must be referred to the
public analyst. On the other hand, ail samples which possess a specific gravity within
the limits above mentioned and show by the lactoscope 3-75 p. o. butterfat are to be
passed as genuine.

Although the Adulteration Act makes provision for the appointment of food
inspectors by the municipalities, and the Department has sought to encourage ac&ion
in this direction, very little has, so far, been done by municipal authority. the
Department must therefore continue the collection and inspection of milk samples,
but it may be necessary to state that it cannot go further and undertake the inspec-
tion of dairies, a duty which it believes to be incumbent upon the municipal health
inspectors.

Coffee.

That coffee is one of the articles of food most subject to adulteration has long
been known to the public of almost every civilised country. The condition of things
with regard to this article in Canada is no better than elsewhere, as may be seen by
a reference to the published letter of the Commissioner of Inland Revenue to the
Minister, dated 23rd December, 1886, and to the reports of the various public
analysts.

The Department has frequently undertaken legal proceedings, nnder the
Adulteration Act, against the retailers and manufacturers of adulterated coffee, and,
in the most of cases, bas succeeded in obtaining convictions. It is scarcely prac-
ticable, however, to prosecute in every case, or to do so successfully befo e public
sentiment has been sufficiently awakened to the necessity for such prosecutions.
But it has been judged advisable to publish, in the following tables, the reshlts of the
analyses of coffee samples collected during the months of August and September last,
with the view of giving the public some idea regarding the state of matters at the
present time.

The method of analysis followed in examining these samples is, for the most
part, that described by Mr. Anthony McGill, B. A., B. Sc., in his very valuable paper
on the subject read before the Chemical Section of the Royal Society of Canada, on
the 27th May, 1887. That paper must be referred to when information is desired
concernirg, more particularly, the chemistry of the subject. Besides discussing it
from -a practical point of view in this bulletin, a description will also be given of the
preliminary test for coffee which the Department has adopted, as mentioned in the
Commissioner's letter above cited.

it appears therefore, that 48 par cent. of those sa'npies were impure, but it. la
Inot to ho supposed that this proportion represerits the exact amonut of adulteratiort
whîch prevails. In many of the towns mntioned the collectors of the samples wero
known to the vendci as revenue officers. and may bave been intentionally furnisbhed
with articles very much botter in quality than those usually sold. There is good
reason for supposing that even when pure coffee is asked for by ordinary pur-
chasers they do not always obtain it. In order that, hereafter, the sampleis col-
lected, flot only of~ coffee, but of other articles of food, may correctly represent the
character of the goods sold, the Minister of Lntand Revenue has arranged to have the
samples taken by persons quite unknown in the locality where the collection is
made. It may, thurefore, ho expected that, in future bulletins, the figures published
will give a more exact representation of the characters of the varions foode sold
throughout the Dominion.

Among the forty-one samples of adulterated coffée above describcd it will ho
-observed that nineteu were inixed with cbicory or other substances frue f rom
8starcb, wbile twenty.two, besides nearly ail containing chicory, had considerabte,
amounts of roasted grain, peas or beans in their composition as well. It bas not been,
in ai cases, fouud posssible Wo distingni8h the origin of the starch, and it i8 quit.
possible that some, ascribed to roastel grain, bas really been added in the shape-
,of roasted peas. Iu fact the latter substance is one of the chief adulterants, for t'la
well known that considerable quantitie-s of it, in a coarsely ground or "c'racked "
condition, are imported into Canada to bu used for mixing with coffee. Whatever
tsome persons, may say in favor of using chicorv for this purpose, it i8 plain that the
use of roasted peas eau have no defenders. Nor does it bring to the working marn
tsuch a reduction in the price as would justify his purobasing a mixed coffee contain-
ing it. The cost of thé samples is menitioned in the above tables, and from thoe it
appears that frequently the price of the adulterated is almost as much as the pare
article. But taking the lowest prices of 26 cents or 30 cents pur pou nd, it is evident
that such are bigh rates to pay for roasted peas.

The suits which were undertaken by the Department for coffee adulteration,
were only in cases of the moet flagrant nature and where roasted grain or peas had
been used as the admixture. It appeairs, however, from the above tables that many
,cases of adulteration with chicory were equally worthy of punishinent. As much a
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,60 per cent. of it has in some cases been found, and those who advocate its use
would scarcely reco amend an addition of more than 15 or 20 per cent. When it is
considered that roasted chicory contains nothing in the shape of nutriment except
sugar, and that it is owing to the presence of the latter, in a burnt condition, that it
is useful in coloring the decoction, it is difficult to see why any one should persist in
using it. The truth is, that its addition is no improvement to the coffee, and if
euquiry be made at those hotels or restaurants where a cap of good coffee is obtain-
able, it will be found that only the pure article.is used in preparing it. However this
may be, it would seem necessary to fix a limit as regards the extent to which chicory
may be used in a " coffee mixture," sa that none eontaining over, say, 20 per cent. of
it may be sold.

It has been remarked, both on the bench and in the press, with regard to the
prosecutions undertaken by the Department, that it was unfair to bring such against
the retailers; that the manufacturers were more to blame. It may be answered that
suits against the latter have been successfully carried throngh by the Department,
but it is the fact that, as is evident froma the price lists of manufacturera, the retailers
are or ought to be well aware of the adulterated character of much of the coffea
they sell. At any rate thera is certainly no justification for the sale, as coffee, of an
article like one of the samples above mentioned, which is described as "chiefly
roasted grain with chicory and a little coffee." To those who know how enjoyable a
cup of really good coffee is, the suppression of its adulteration will appear a meritor-
ions work. Some people are evon of opinion that, if such a pure beverage were
readily obtainable, the consumption of alcoholic liquors would be very considerably
lessened.

With regard to the preliminary test which the collectors of coffee samples will
hereafter be instructed to use, it may be remarked that it is Hager's method as
modified by Mr. McGill. It is to be carried out as follows:-

Prepare a saturated solution of common salt. Shako up a small quantity of the
coffee to be tested with ten timnes its bulk of the brine, in a test tube at least three-
fourths of an inch in diameter Repeat the shaking twice, so that the coffee iay
be thoroughly wetted, and thon allow the tuba to stand for half an hour. Observe
then the color of the brine, and the quantity of the sample floating on the surface,
as well as the amnount deposited at the bottom of the tube. If the color is a very pale
amber, and nearly the whole of the coffee fioats, the sample may be assumed to be
pure. A decidedly darker or yellow tint indicates admixture of chicory, etc., in
which case there is also a larger deposit. This incroases and the color of the brine
grows darker with the impurity of the coffae. With 30 par cent. chicory the brown
color is very marked, and with a still larger percentage of adulterant the brine
becomes dark brown.

The collectors or food inspectors will, of course, be instructedto keep a record of
the samples tested, and to send to the Department or the public analyst only such as
are found to be doubtful by thie method. In this way it is hoped that a larger num-
ber of samples will be inspected, and that the necemsity will be avoided for submitting
too many pure coffees to analysis.

Fertilisers, 1888.

The results of the analysis of the samples of Agricultural Fertilisers furnished to,
the Department, by manufacturera and vendors throughout the Dominion, during
1886 and 1887, have been recorded in the usual supplements to the annual depart-
mental reports. Since, however, much delay necessarily occurs before these can
reach the public, it bas been thought advisable to publish the results of the exami-
nation of the fertilisers offered for sale in 1888 in the present form.

Although the Fertilisera Act, 1885, requires that the samples shall be provided
"in the course of the month of January in each year," and although its provisions
have been extensively advertised, still samples continued to bc forwarded to the
Department up to the beginning of the present month. The consequence is that the
publication of tbis Bulletin bas been delayed beyond the time when purchases of
fertilisera are made for spring use. It is imposssble that this irregularity can be
allowed in future, and it will be well for those eingaged in the trade to note that
hereafter samples reaching the department later than the 31st of January will be
meglected, so that no delay may take place in the issue of the Fertiliser Bulletin,
which it is proposed to publish at the end of March in each year. It is to be re-
membered that a further consequence of the failure to provide samples of fertilisers
at the proper time will be that the sale of such will become illegal, and that the
Department will be obliged to prosecute parties offering them. Manufacturera must
by this time be aware that the Fertilisera Act is in full operation, and that, in the
interest of the farming community, its provisions must be strictly enforced.

The following is a list of the samples received for 1888, together with the names
of the manufacturera and the parties from whom they were received. After it is-
given a table showing the results of analysis.

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The Fertilisers Act requires that every ammoniated superphosphate shall con-
sin at least 5 per cent. of soluble phosphoric acid and 2 per cent. of ammonia, and

that every acid phosphate or dissolved bone shall contain at least 8 per cent. of
available phosphorie acid. An inspection of the figures in the foregoing table will
show that Fertilisers Nos. 73, 77, 91, and 96 do not come up to the standard, and
consequently their sale at any higher price than $10 per ton is illegal. Neither
does the law seem to have been complied with in Nos. 97 and 98, although these
cases are doubtful owing to the difficulty of distinguishing between the insoluble
phosphorie acid of bone and of mineral phosphate when present in compounded
iManures.

In a former report dated 20th December, 1886, attention was called to the
large amount of money which farmers pay for the ammonia in these fertilisers, and
which might be saved if sufficient care were taken to preserve that contained in
barn-yard manure. Nearly the whole of the nitrogen in the fodder fed to farm
etock is to be found in the excrements of the animals, and one-half of it is contained
in tbe urine. It is further the fact that 95 per cent. of the potash contained in the
food of oxen and sheep may be recovered by carefully saving the liquid manure only.
To secure the nitrogen or ammonia and the potash, the means are very sir ple. The
dung from the different animale should be brought together, and kept under cover
ai a lower level than the stable floor, so that the liquid manure may flow upon, over
and down through it. In this way all the different sorts and both parts of the
manure are properly blended, the solid part and the bedding kept moist and none
of the urine escapes. It is further necessary to strew the stable floor, below and be-
bizid the animais, with 2 lbs. per 1000 lbs. live weight, daily, of ground plaster or
siulphate of lime, which bas the effect of retaining the ammonia resulting from the
descomposition of the liquid, and the fermentation of the sohid manure

It bas recently been proposed to obtain these results by the use of superphos-
pste, in place of ground plaster, and experiments by Heiden, Dietzell and others
in this dirction have been entirely successful, Jietzell mentions that Il Ibs. of
phosphoric acid only are required for the treatment of 1000 lbs. of stable manure.

be use of " plain superphosphate " in this way must result in tte production of a
mamure of every excellent quality.

No. i.5 in the above table is a sample of the finely ground Thomas-Gilchrist slag
to which reference was made in my report of 25th December, 1886. The determina-
tion of the " reverted " phosphorie acid in it was made in the same manner as the
other fertilisers ,and not by any of the special methods recommended for this
material. No. 95 is guaranteed to be so finely ground that b5 to 90 per cent. of it
passes through a 100 mesh sieve. Large quantities of this substance are now being
usoed by English and German Agriculturists. In the second* half of last year 120,547
tous were sold in Germany, of which quantity 13,288 tons were exported.

Domestic Waters.

The outbreak of typhoid fever which occurred in Ottawa City last November
'was, at that time, attributed by nany persons to the impure character of the water
aupplied by the corporation froi the Ottawa River. It was not supposed that the
river water itself had occasioned the disease, but it was asserted that contaminatioa
had been introduced lito it from Rochester Creek, and had then found its way to
the supply pipe. The matter was reported upon by an investigating Committee of
the Provincial Board of Health, and several analyses of the water were carried out
by Professor Marsan, M. A., of Ottawa College, and Mr. Frank Schutt, M A., F.C.S.
Chemist of the Central Experimental Farm. Differences of opinion continued, and
some controversy took place, chiefly with regard to the propriet y of formirng a judg-
ment regarding the purity of water by comparing the results obtained from ita
analysis with standards adopted in Great Britain or the United States.

Considering the very different nature of the <'uplands " of Canada fron those
of other countries, and the fact that its rivers rise for the most part in forest covered
districts and often pass through marshy land and lakes, there seems to be some
grounds for doubting the justice of using foreign standards wherowith to judge them.
I therefore suggested to the Commissioner of Inland Revenue the wisdom of collect-
ing samples of domestic waters from various parts of the Dominion, and analysing
them by a uniform mothod in order if possibie to ascertain the relative purity of
the water available for drinking purposes in varions cities and towns of the Dominion.
The Commissioner approved of the suggestion, and issued orders for collecting the
samples, which was done for the most part in February and March last. The work
done upon these samples by thze various district analy&ts will be given in the regular
Departmental Report. In the present bulletin reforence will only be made to the
analyses carried out by my assistant, Mr. Anthony McGill, B.A., who was especially
careful in subjecting all the samples to exactly the same mode of treatment. Mr.
McGill's resuits ire given in the following tables, and after those will be given his
report on the subject in his own words.

Sia,-I have the honor to submit to you herewith a report concerning the samples
ef drinking water upon which I have been at work during the past three months.

The total number of samples analysed is seventy-five, made up as follows:-
Samples of river water ........... ...... .............. 21

do well water ........ ...................... 34
do lake, spring, &0............................................. 20

Total........................................... 75

In some cases the analysis is incomplete. This arises in a few instances from.
the fact that the sample concerned is nearly identical with a preceding one; but

'generally results from my having been furnisbed with too small a quantity to permit
of a full analysis. I may add that, as a rule, duplicate estimations have been made,
and the numbers given in the subjoined tables are the means of closely concordant;
duplicate determinations.

In addition to the noting of the physical characters, color, clearness., etc., I have
determined the total solid matter dry at 1000 0 (212° Fahr.) and on ignition; the
chlorine in chlorides, the free and saline ammonia, the albuminoid ammonia, the
nitrates and nitrites, the phosphates, and the oxygen consumed by the organic
natter present, at 800 Fahr., both in 15 minutes and in 4 hours.

CoLoa.-This bas been observed in a column of the water, about 21 inches long
contained in a tube of colorless glass.

It is impossib!e to express in words the nice distinctions of tint marking the color
of water scen in this way. The terms brown, light brown, straw color, etc., nece-
sarily admit ot a certain latitude in their application by different observers.

That no fixed scale bas been adopted by analysts for the purpose of registering
absolutely the color of water is, I believe, due to the assumption that nothing of any
great value can be ascertained as to the quality of a sample of water from an observa-
tion of its color only. While, however, the absence of any dark tint is no proof of
the purity of water, the presence of color in any dark shade is proof of impurity. It
is true that the impurity may be of a comparatively harmless character, as in the
case of peaty waters, but it will be seen by reference to the subjoined tables that
the instances in which a water of marked color bas shown itself to be good on further
examination are very few.

It is, however, in the daily or weekly observation of water from the same source
that it becomes desirable to express, with great nicety, the changes of color that
Sccur. I am of opinion that changes for better or worse in the character of the
same water supplies, and especially as regards vegetable impurity, may be very
trustworthily discovered by accurately observing changes of color alone. Messrs.
Crookes, Odling and Tidy iù their report on the London water Supply for 1881,
describe a color meter, a modification of which I hope to use in my next examination
ef potable waters.

TOTAL SoLrrs.-The column " Total Solids," gives solids in suspension as well as
in solution, except in the case of the Assiniboine river water (No. 5,800) which was
allowed to clear by subsidence for some days before being proceeded with. l thb
ase the solids in suspension were separately estimated. I have filled in the columa

< Loss on Ignition " rather as a check upon the numbers given in the preceding
columns thansas attaching any importance to its indications.

ALBUMINOID AMMoNIA.-The nitrogen existing in such combinations as give rie
to free ammonia on boiling with akaline permanganate, is, I believe, one of the most
important estimations that can be made for the purpose of ascertaining the fituess of
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a water for drinking purposes. It is true that the specifie character of the nitro-
genous matter present is not thereby determined ; but since this nitrogen represents
*organic matte undergoing decomposition, it is very evident that behind a very
narrew limit, its presence must condemn a sample of water for food purposes. This
is particularly important, since it is the presence of nitrogen wbich specially indicates
organic pollution from animal resources, although it must not be forgotten that
purely vegetable matters yield a certain amount of nitrogen tn water. It we accept
the number adopted by Wanklyn, Obapman aud Smith (the authors of the procews),
namely 0-066 parts nitrogen per million as the limit, the only samples analyzed
which would rank as really good drinking water are the following :-

Among river waters, Nos. 2, 5 and 6, i.e. the St. Lawrence water as supplied to
Montreal; 16, the Richelieu near St. John's. Among well waters: Nos. 1, à, 4, 5,
8, 9, 15, 21, 23, 32 and 34. Among those unclassed ; Nos. 7, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18, and 19.
And it is worthy of remark that with a single exception, these waters are good when
judged on the basis of the total resulte of analysis.

In column A in the tables, I have arranged the samples on the bais of this
estimation alone.

CLAss I,-Less that 0-066 nitrogen (as albuminoid ammonia) per million.
CLASS IL-Less than 0-120 nitrogen per million.
CLASS 111.-More than 0-120 nitrogen per million.
INoRGANIo NITROGEN.-Since the whole of the nitrogen present in a sample of

.any naturally occurring water has an organic origin, that portion of such nitrogen
which is found in the forms of ammonia (free and saline), and nitrons and nitrie
acids represent past organie impurity, or nitrogenous organic matter which has,
possibly since it found its way into the water, undergone decomposition with the
formation of these, in themselves, harmless compounds of nitrogen. While, however,
it is true that efficient aeration will greatly parify a sample which would otherwise
be unfit for food, it is dangerous to trust to this natural process of purification ii
the case of well water, or in the case of rivers from which water is taken at no great
distance from the source of contamination. Indeed it will be seen on reference te
the tabulated statement that where inorganic nitrogen exceeds 4 or 5 parts per
million-indicating energetic destruction of animal imparity-the nitrogen remain.
ing and estimated as albuminoid ammonia is stilt in too large a quantity to make the
-water qafe as a food.

The efficiency of natural purification by oxidation, &c., is found to be most,
marked in the case of deep well waters and spring waters (Rivers' Pollution Com-
mission of Great Britain, Sixth Report, 1874), and it is in these that we find the lart-
gest proportion of nitrogen in inorganie compounds. Professors Frankland and
Morton in the Report just cited, calcalate the past organie impurity and express it
in terms of London sewage, taken Lto con&ain 100 parts nitrogen per million of
aewage.

The quantity 0-33 is subtracted from the total inorganie nitrogen found, as rM-
presenting that present in averagely pure water, and the sewage contamination is
-calculated from the remainder. " Chemical analysis cannot discover the nomous
"ingredient or ingredients in water polluted by infected sewage or animal exoreta;
-"and as it cannot thus distinguish between infected and non-infected sewage the
"only perfectly safe course is to avoid altogether the use, for domestic purposes, of
"water which has been polluted with excrementitious matters. Nevertheleas, as it
"is very difficult in some localities to obtain water which has not been more or less
" polluted by excrementitions matters, it is desirable to clausify such previously eun-
« taminated drinking waters into:-

"Reasonably safe water,
"Suspicious or doubtful water,
"fDangerous water.
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" EmAsoNABLY SAFE WATER -We consider that water, although it exhibits pro.
vious sewage or animal contamination, may be regarded as reasonably safe where

« it is derived either fron deep wells (say 100 feet deep) or from deep seated
'a ptings; provided that ail contaminated surface water has been rigidly excluded

"from, the well or spring; and that the proportion of previous animal contamination
"does rot exceed 100,000 parts in one million parts of water.

Dra. Frankland and Tidy (Treatise on Water Analysis) have suggested the
following classification of waters based on the consumption of oxygen:-

In the column headed B, I bave classified according to the above scheme the
varions waters analyzed, and it will be easy to trace a relation between the resulte
of this estimation and the total result of the analysis.

In order to obtain a numerical expression for the total sum of the results of
analysis, I have adopted a modification of Wigner's scale, as follows:-

It will be seen that, according to this plan, the larger the number expressing
valuation, the worse is the sample of water.

In pi onouncing upon the quality of a given sample, I have not, of course, been
rigidly bound by this valuation, but it will be seen that I have, in the main, followed
its indications.

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I will be observed that in pronouncing a judgment on the waters under exami-
mation Mr. McGill has chiefly been guided by English authorities. Ris results will,
however, be useful in enabling any one to compare the quality of these waters with
the data given by other European authorities or by those of the United States.
Neither do his conclusions prevent a comparison being made relatively of the waters
which have been examined, in furtherance of one of the objects of the investigation.

If we place together the analytical results of the samples of waters taken from,
taps in our chief cities, and in the order of the valuation adopted by Mr. McGill, the
following is the result:-

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From this comparison it will be seen that the Ottawa water stands almost at
the bottom of the list.. This is, of course, mainly owing to the large amount of
vegetable organic matter which it contains, but it will also be seen that as regards
the organie nitrogen (albuminoid ammonia) present, the amount is four times as
much as that of the St. Lawrence water supplied to MontreaL. This refers, of course,
to the samples taken in winter, leaving out of the comparison the sample of Ottawa
tap water taken in May. It would thus appear that of all the samples taken from
water artificially supplied to the towns of the Dominion those from Ottawa are
among the worst, the impurities found being only exceeded in one case, that of
Moncton, N. B. ,

With regard to contamination from the neighborhood of Rochester Creek it was
not to be expected that any definite results would be obtained from the analysis of
samples taken in mid-winter. Still it is worthy of note that the water obtained
immediately below the mouth of Rochester Creek has the same valuation as that
taken at the mouth of the clear water pipe. Indeed the former coLtains a little less
organie nitrogen. Both are, however, inferior to the sample obtained near Pier No.
3 of the C. P. R. bridge, the point to which it was proposed to extend the clear
water pipe. The difference in quality is, however, so slight that the advisability of
euch continuation may be well doubted. None of the samples of Ottawa water con-
tain such an amount or organie nitrogen as to exceed 0*3 parts per million, which is
the maximum limit fixed by the Engiish Commission for river water when used for
drinking purposes. (VI Report, p. 426). It is the large amount of organie matter
of vegetable origin which does more to lower its character. According to Doctor
Ferdinand Pischer, a high (ierman authority on the subject, such waters from forest
or boggy sources may still be used for drinking even when 20 mgr. of Permanganate
are required for the oxidation of the organic matter in 1 Litre. This is equal to à
of oxygen, a limit which is exceeded in the cases of Ottawa and Moncton.

There is abundant matter for further comment in Mr. McGill's report on the
well and other waters. But parties locally interested in these will each be able to
draw from the several analyses, after comparing them with others, tolerably correct
conolusions.

Cheese.

The subject of cheese adulteration has recently been attracting some attention ire
Great Britain, and the Goverunment bas been questioned about it in thellouse of
Commons. On the 13tb of March last, Mr. W. McLaren asked the Chancellor of th&
Ducby of Lancaster whether his attention had been called to the large admixture of
animal fat in the manufacture of American cheese which entailed the
latter to be sold in Englarid as pure cheese, at such prices as were
iojurious to the manufacture of pure ebeese ; and whether he would instruct
our American Consuls to enquire into and report uron the extent of this admixture,
in order to give some reliable facts about it to the Britibh public. Mr. W. Long said
in answer that the foreign cffice had been asked to obtain reports from Consular
Officers in the United States, as to the prevalence of this adulteration in the manu-
facture of cheese. Further on the 20th March, Captain Cotton asked the Secretary
to the Local Government Board, whethèr in reference to bis statement that inquiries
are being made of the American Consuls respecting the alleged adulteration of cheese
imported from that country, bis attention had been directed also to the increasing
quantity of imported cheese from Canada; and, in view of the adulteration thereof,
the Government will communicate with the Agent General of the Dominion as well
as with the American Consul. Mr. Long said in answer:-The Agricultural Depart-
ment bas requested the Colonial Office to obtain from Canada similar information to
that which, as I stated last Tuesday, our Consular officers in the United States have
been instructed 'to furnish as to the practice of using animal fat in the manufacture
of cheese.

In due course the question thus raised was brought before the Canadian Govern-
ment and referred to the Minister of Inland Revenue, who requested the undersigned
to report on the subject. The report was duly furnished to the Commissioner of
Inland Revenue, who authorized the publication of its subject matter in the present
Bulletin for the information of the publie.

A reference to the Department Reports on the adulteration of Food shows that
it was mot until the year ending June, 1885, that any samples of cheese were col-
lected for analysis. Then nineteen samples were examined and no adulteration
reported (see supplement No. III to the report of the Department of Inland Revenue,
1885, p. 5). In 1867 twenty samples were taken and analyzed by the District
Analysts who found no admixture of foreign fat.

Since the receipt of instructions from the Commissioner of Inland Revenue to
proceed with the investigation, the collection of 114 samples of cheese was ordered
in the various lnland Revenue Districts of the Dominion. Up to this date reporta
have been received regarding fifty-six of these samples from the District Analyste,
and in every case the sample bas been certified to be free from admixture of foreign
fat, forty-eight of these samples, of which duplicates had b.een furnished to the De-
partment, were analysed in this laboratory with the results given in the following
tables, in which for the purpose of comparison there have been inserted several an-
alyses of butter and of filled or lard cheese from Chicago;
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It way be as well to state here the method pursued in these analyses. Each
sample was examined in duplicate, 5 grammes being used for each assay, and kneed.
ed up in a certain quantity of asbestos fibre. The weight of the latter being known
and also of the tube containing it, the loss sustained by the sample in the waterbath
vas regarded as water. Both assays, contained in the extraction tubes, were then
placed in the Soxhlet apparatus and extracted with Petroleum Ether and afterwards
dried. The lss thus sustained is that given under the heading of " Butter-fat." The
assays were then washed with warm water containing i p.c. of acetic acid and again
dried and weighed. This loss was regarded as " Salt and Soluble Matter," and in
ome cases may include lactose or the soluble substances produced in the fermenta-

tion of the Caseine. That part of the cheese remaining as residue among the asbes-
tos in the extraction tube was regarded as " Caseine."

The fat from both assays was obtained by distilling off the Ether, and heating
in the waterbith. It was not sufficient in qiantity to allow of the determination of
its specific gravity, but its contents in volatile fatty acids was ascertained by
.Reichert's method. The modification of the method pursued was. in the main, that
seeommended by Mansfeid (Repertorium der Chemiker Zeitung, J.hrgang XI No.
14, p. 120), but decinormal ammonia was used for titrating with rosolic acid as indi.
cator. According to Mansfeld, butter-fate requiring 12-75 c. cm. or over of decinor.
mal alkali to neutralize the volatile fatty acide in 2j grammes, are undoubtedly gen-
ine; when less than 12 75 c. cm. are used they are characterized as adulterated.

Reichert gives 13-97 c. c. as the quantity of decinormal alkali required to saturate
the volatile fatty acids from 2.5 grammes pure butteer. When less than 12-5 c. c.
are used the butter is to be regarded as adulterated.

Whether these figures are strictly applicable to fats extracted from cheese is
doubtful, because it bas not yet been ascertained whether, or to what extent, butter.
hatindergoes a change in the fermentation or " ripening " of cheese. From some
of the figures given in the abve tabie it would appear, that during this process a
diminution in the quantity of volatile fatty acids contained in the butter of the
eheese does take place. For instance in the case of No. 7361 cheose curd from the
factory of Macfarlane & McPherson, luntingdon, P.Q., the fat from it is richer in
volatile fatty acids, than that from ripened chaese obtained at the same factory.
Moreover, while the fat from cheese curd bas only a slight yellow tint that from
ripened cheese is fiequently coloured brown, showing that it bas no longer the pro-

perties of pure butter-fat. Nevertheless it will be observed from the foregoing tables,
that only in a very few cases is the amount of volatile fatty acide present less than
that mentioned by Mansfeld, as indicating adulteration, and of these it will be seen
that their origin js unknown. Many of the samples were simply purchased in shops,
and the vendors were unab:e to state where they were manufactured. It is further
to be remembered that some cheese sold in Canada is not of Canadian manufacture.
For instance in 1887, 62,878 los. of cheese were imported into Canada from the
United States and entered for home consumption. With reference to those samples
of cheese or cheese curd, collected in Canadian cheese factories, thoir examination
shows that only pure butter-fat enters into their composition, and that nothing ap-
proaching in character to " filled cheese," bas so far been manufactured or even sold
in Canada.

F£om the above data it will therefore be evident that no admixture of foreign
fat whatever takes place in the manufactui e of Canadian cheese. At the same time
it must be admitted that the nature of the change which takes place during the
6 ripening " of cheese bas not yet been thoroughly investigated, and that this will
»equire to be done before the methods now in use for its analysis can be regarded as
entirely satisfactory.
