OF THE

POSTMASTER GENERAL

FOR THE YEAR ENDING, 30ra JUNE, 1868.

To His Excellency the Right Homorable Sir Joun YouNe, Bart.,
Governor General of Canada, de., dc., de.

MAY 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY:

I have the honor to present to Your Excellency, the first Report on the Pest Office of
the Dominion of Canada, being for the year ended, the 30th June, 1868.

The Returns appended are in accordance with the requirements of the Post Office' Act
1867, made up for the period above mentioned, but information in relation to various branches
of the Post Office service, and matters confided to the management of the Department, is in
this preliminary Report brought up to a later date.

The Post Office Laws and Regulations, of the several Provinees of the Dominion, in
force at the date of the Union, remained in operation under the authority of the Union Act
until superseded by the Statute known as ¢ The Post Office Act 1867,” passed in the first
Session of the Dominion Parliament, for the regulation of the Postal Service, and which
general Act took effect from the 1st April, 1868,

By this Act a uniform system of Post Office organization was provided for, the ordinary
rate of domestic letter postage was reduced from five cents to three cents per half ounce, and
the charge on letters sent to and received from the United States was at the same time low-
ered from ten to six cents per half ounce weight, (the latter being the combination of the
three cent letter rates of both Countries,) and lastly, low rates of postage charge were estab-
lished for the conveyance of newspapers, periodicals, printed papers, parcels and other neis-
cellaneous matter by Post.

Regulations for the government and guidance of the Officers of the Post Office in accord-
ance with this general Law, were at once prepared and placed in the hands of every Post-
master jn the Dominion, with a copy of the Statute on which they were founded.
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The immediate financial effect of the reduction in the rates of postagé has been watched
with much solicitude.

In Ontario and Quebec where about 88 per cent of the Postal Revenue is collected the
result was as follows :

It will be observed that the decrease in the collections of the first year after the reduc-
tion of 40 per cent on the principal rates of letter postage, as compared with the collections
of the year immediately preceding the reduction was about 14 per cent.

In Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, the additional newspaper postage collected under
the new Statute, applying equal charges on newspaper matter throughout the Dominion,
approximately balanced the loss on the reduction of the letter rates, in fact the collections in
Nova Scotia in the first fiscal year after the change in the postage rates, shew a marked im-
provement on the revenue of the previous year, and there has been a material increase in the
number of letters passing by Post in the Maritime Provinces, as well as in Ontario and
Quebec.

The accompanying tabular statement (p. 11) will shew the condition of the Post Office
Service in its main features, and will, it is considered, put this information in a convenient
shape for comparison with the results of succeeding years when given in similar form.

Eighty-seven new Post Offices were established in Ontario and Quebec during the year,
and seventy-four Post Offices and Way Offices in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

Many new Post Routes have been opened, and a large increase authorised to Mail facili-
ties throughout the Dominion, A
Every effort has been made to improve the Postal communications between the Maritime
Provinces and Ontario and Quebec ; and with this view, amongst other measures, daily
Mails have been established on the River St. Jobn route to Rividre du Loup, and on the
Metis route to the Resticouche River. The arrangements for the conveyance of Mails
between Montreal and St. John, New Brunswick, by way of Bangor, have also been improved,
80 as to accelerate the course of post by that route.

HALIFAX AND CORK SERVI.CE BY INMAN LINE.

Early in 1866, the Imperial Government decided that on the expiration in January,
1868, of the existing contract with the Cunard Company for the conveyance of Mails between
the ‘United Kingdom and the United States in alternate weeks to Boston and to New York,
it would be expedient to abandon the Boston route and concentrate the Mail exchanges
between the United Kingdom and the United States upon New York.

The Cunard Boston Mail Steamers had always touched at Halifax, and thus had
incidentally given the Maritime Provinces a du'ect Packet communication with England

In view of the deprivation of this advantage which would follow upon the contemplated
change on the main line of steam communication, and to give the Dominion Government time
to make such other arrangements as it might consider expedient, the Imperial Government
made a temporary agreement with the Inman Line for the conveyance of Mails fortnightly
between Halifax and Cork for six months from the 1st January, 1868, at £375 sterling per-
voyage—and agreed that from the 1st July, 1868, it would pay one moiety of whatever
reagonable charge the Dominion Government might incur.in providing for the Halifax-
service.

After some negotiation, a contract was entered into with Mr. Inman for.a continuance
of the fortnightly service between Halifax and Cork for thres years from the 1st July, 1868,
at the rate of £312 10s sterling per voyage, aqual to £16,250 sterling per annum~-of' which
the Imperial Post Office pays one-half.

Of the twenty-seven Registered Letters eontained in Mail Bags and packages lost or
stolen by the way—fourteen were contained in a bag stolen from the Mails at the Union
Station, Toronto, in October, 1867,—and for the recovery of which every possible endeavour
was made and reward offered, but without success.

Nineteen cases arose upon differences of statement between the senders and receivers of
remittances by Registered Letters as to the amount of the enclosure.

In seventeen cases the contents of missing Registered Letters were made good by the
Officers of the Post Office, against whom neglect of duty was proven, and in five cases it was
found impossible to fix the responsibility with certainty, but the parties upon whom suspicion
rested are no longer in the Post Office service as respects four of these cases.

Two Registered Letters were consumed in the fire which destroyed the Sarnia Post
Office on the night of the 14th November, 1867. 7

Four Registered Letters were delivered from the Toronto Post Office to a person sup-
posed to be the party addressed, whom Le claimed to represent—this person was subsequently
arrested and tried, but the evidence was insufficient for conviction and he was acquitted. -

The transmission of Registered Letters in the Maritime Provinces was remarkably free
from casualties of any kind.

The charge to the Public on the issue of a Money Order is uniform throughout the
Dominion, but some differences, arising mainly from local circumstances, have been found to
exist in the practical working of the Money Order system of the several sections, especially
as respects Nova Scotia whick it has not been deemed expedient to disturb.

In Ontario and Quebec the money balances accruing upon the issue of Money Orders
at the several Money Order Offices are remitted to the nearest Bank or Bank Agency
receiving Government deposits ; and besides the convenience afforded to the Public using the
Orders, the system thus operates to the material relief of the Post Office from the risks and
evils attendant on the carriage of large sums of money through the Mails over long distances.

In New Brunswick the Money Order receipts are remitted to the central point, St. John,
but in Nova Scotia, the money received on issuing a Money Order payable within the Pro-
vince, is sent by the issuing Postmaster to the Postmaster on whom the Order is drawn and
as this remittance takes place of course by Post, the Mails are in no wise freed by this mode
of working the system, from the risks of conveyance.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.

As soon as the Post Officc Act authorising the establishment~of Post Office Savings
Banks had passed in December, 1867, preparations were commenced for putting the system
into working operation on the 1st April, 1868, when the Statute would come into force.

The neoessary forms were printed, and the Regulations and Instructions for the infor-
mation and guidance of Postmasters and of the Public, were drawn up and distributed.
8
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An advertisement was also extensively circulated, inviting public attention to the advantages
of the system, and to the conditions under which money could be deposited and withdrawn,

On the 1st April, 1868, eighty-one of the principal Post Offices in Ontario and Quebee
commenced to receive deposits on Savings Bank account, and on the 1st July following, 122
more Offices were added to the list—since then a few more Savings Bank Offices have from
time to time been authorised, making the total number in operation at the close of the first
year’s business 213.
