WHEREA'S, His Majesty has been most graciously pleased to direet Preambie
measures to-be immediately taken, under the superintendence of the pro-

er Military Department, for constracting a Canal uniting the waters of
Eake Ontario with the River Ottawa, and affording a convenient Navi-
gation for the Transport of Naval and Military Stores; and whereas, such
a Canal, when comnpleied, will tend most essentially to the security of
this Province, by facilitajing measures for its defence, and will also great-
ly promote its Agricultural and Commercial Interests; and it is therefore .
expedient to provide by Law any necessary facility towards the prose-
cution of so desirable a Work, ;
