WASTES ON THE FARM.

One of the things most forcibly im-
prossing (ha\merchant who feels a de-
sire to return to the cultivation of
the soil, is the waste and leakage which
seem natwrally a part of farm life. Any
mercsant who had the same leakages
rauli soon be forced to call a meeting
of bis creditors and have very little
on the dellar L«)Agive them in settle-
ment. :

How is it at the barnyard, that leak
at which every farmer must first com-
msnce work (0 reach his mine? Jour-
nals on agricullure have for years heen
warning the farmer of the lo:s in shape
of liquid, potash @and nitrogen, und
still we find the farmer throwing his

barayard, thersa to have its best ele-
ments leached out by rain. Such wastes
denote a poor farmer and a bad busi-
ness man. On nearly every farm of
the farmer who will not or thinks he
cannot provide tight floors and proper
drainage to a receiving vault or tank,
can be found absorbents which not
only in themselves under proper mani-
pwlutiod become valuable as fertilizers,

but will, when dried, be sufficient to !

absorb all excess of urine, and liquids
from the stable. If you have available
a muckhole or s\\':nulp, draw out a quan-
tity of the muck or peaty soil, put it

where ‘it can dry and drain, and when |

shoveled over until all has heen

posed to the air anditis nearly dry,
you will have an absorbent which not
only performs the function of suving
almost all the valuable fertilizers of
the stable, but in turn, by mingling
with the potash present, makes avail-
able the valuable nitrogen in its own
combination. |Tha neglected swamp
thus hecomes one of the most valuahle
areas, Land plaster can also le used
to great advaniage with other absorb-
ents to keep or hold nitrogen. while
wood ushes added -to the pile contain-
fng the muck will go to muke up a
fine fertilizer which shows great re-
sults swhen applied to the ground for
beets, turnips and all root erops.

A very valuahle source of revenue
which is zenerally wasted counsists of
the dead animals. Instead of drawing
the dead horse. cow or dog to the woods
or swamp. to pollute fthe air and feed
the crows a shallow trench o square
about one foot deep and ax large as
neeled should be dug in the earth the
animai thrown in, then

air, Dried muck from the
thould cover the whole pite we!l, and
after a month or so/the pile should he
shoveled over oceuasionally. \ lew
bu- hels of wood ashes added will great-
ly help to,in less than ayear, muke a
complete fertilizer fine enough for any
erop.

Another great leakaze on the farm
which greatly appeals to the business
man is the neglect and waste of tools.
In-tead of housing them on the ap-
proich of winter, seeing that the métal
purts are cleaned and covered with oil,
the woodwork painted. repairs made
and all ready for next season’'s work
one -ees on every side (he machines
expored to the weather, the woodwork
bare of paint and fulling apart. (he
metal rusted, so that v hen needed they
are generally oul of repair. easily hrok-
an, and at a time' most wanted the
leakage becomes most apparent. At
these two points lay the most glaring
wastes,

THE SO-CALLED SMOKELESS POW-
DER NOW USED IN BIG GUNS.
o
It s Really a Smokelcss Propellant—

Stagzes in Imvention from the Black

Powder iu This Explosive—The Method

of Mannfacture—Its Constituents and

High Ballistic Power.

Since the advemt of the speedy tor-
pedo boat and since rapid-firing guns
have beéen placed om battleships and
cruisers, an explosive that would allow
to the officers and gunners an unob-
structed view of an ememy under all
conditions has been sought and thou-
sands of dollars have been expended
{in the effort to obtain a satisfactory
| substitute for black gunpowder. Cor-
dite, the latest explosive is said to be
the mbst satisfactory propellant of mo-
dern times for maval warfare, and the
general expert opinion seems to be

NOT A CHEMICAL COMPOUND.

The actual chemical result of the ex-
plosion of a chifrge of gunpowder can-
not be told with accuracy. The gencral
idea. of what happens is that w hen the
temperature of the igniting agent
reaches 182 degrees Fahrenheit (he sul-
phur liursts into flame
acted upon by the heat, frees the uxy-
gen with which it is highly charged,
and, comb ning with the charcca?, forms
carbonic acid und oxide, while the nit-
rogen liberated. «The products of
combustion are approximately 57 per
cent. of solid matter unl 43 per cent.

were popular a decade ago. The reason
for increasing the size of the powder
grains was that the small grain pow-
der gave a great igniting surface, and
at times the charge w consumed Lg-
tore the projectile was fairly in mo-
tion, producing initial wave pressures
in the breach of the gun thit were of
a highly dangerous character. With a
larger grain there is less burning sur-
face exposed, which nuturally exerts
a continaous foree on the
until il reaches the muzzle of the gun.
The results obtained were satisfactory
to a degree, but there wus some of the
charge that was not comsumed and left
the muzzle of the gun along with the
projectile.

With the prism powders came an al-
fteration in the proportions of the ex-
plosive, which, from its brown color,
was named cocoa powder. It contained
saltpetre, 79 parts,; charcoal, 18 parts;

Unecle Sam Intends to Take Tare of Hia
Soldlers In (uba—Elaborate Prepara-
tlous Mude ax to Clething, ¥oud and

Housing.

Great care is being - given to the
feeding, clothing, medical require-
ments and sanitary arrangements for
the Auerican army that is to invade
Cuba. The island has the reputation
of being a hotbed of miasma, where fey-
er and other virulent diseases lie in

 wait for the unucclimated. Experts in

the Bureau of Subsistence of the lnit-
ed States War Department believe that
the dangers from the climate of Cuba
have been grossly exaggerated. The of-
ficers in charge of the American army
of invasion will not permit their troops
to suffer from the exposure, meglect
and privation which have caused the
death of thousands of young Spanish
recruits. The medical department of
the army has also given much atten-
tion to the subject, and the troops wha
g0 to Cuba will be equipped to with-
stund the climate. Special clothing ad-
apted to the hot season of the Lropics
will be provided for every man in (he
service. These clothes will not be made
of canvas, but of pew light material
resembling the “ khaki” worn by the
British troops in [ndia. In design Lhe
uniform will have the appearance of
& shooting suit. The cap will be of can-
vas and the shoes of tan leather. Ouly

the officers will wear hats, which will
be turned up at the side like those
of the Cubans and fastened with a
rosette. This uniform will Le decidedly
light and admirably suited to the needs
ol the service. The poor Spanish soidiers
owe their decimation by disease Lo the
absolute lack of all these things. A
line of communication with Key West
will be maintained in order that
FRESH SUPPLIES

for the army can be senl over at all
times. Live catile may be shipped to
provide an asmple quantity of fresh
beef, as the ddpartment does not in-
tend Lo let the men use salt meats

more than is univoidable. Fregh bread
will be baked for the army and an
abunduance of fresh vegetalles will be
furnished from the gardens of the
South. Very little canned stuff will
be used. Provision wiil Le made for
boiling all water Lefore it is used (o
drink, and no liquor will be allowed
in the camps, as it is said, the abstain-
er from alcohol can best resist the dan-
gers of the tropical swamps. Lime juice
pickles and vinegar will be largely
used. The medical staff will-have sup-
plies of condensed milk and extract
of beef for the diet of wounded men,
and the Subsistence Bureau wiil sup-
ply at cost price a long list of extra
articles. Officers or men will be able
to purchase many luxuries without be-
ing bled to death by the old-style * sut-
ler.’ Among the articles thus obtain-
able will be evaporated apples, green
corn, peas, peaches, ontmeal, sugar-cur-
ed ham, lard, sardines, condensed milk,
smoked beef tongue, ginger cheese,
mustard and red pepper.

How Roads May Be Made ll:l Kept In Goed
Repalr, i

1. Every good road has two essen-
tial features: '

(8) A thoroughly dry foundation.

(» A smooth, hard, waterproof sur-
face covering.

2. The foundation is the npatural
subsoll, ““the dirt road,” v hich must
be kept dry by good drainage.

8." The surface covering is generally
& coating of gravel or broken stone
which shouid be put on the road in such
& way that it will not, in wet weath-
er, be churned up and, -mixed with the
parth benenth. ‘Lhat is, it should
form a distinct conting.

4. To accomplish this,

(a) The gravel or stene should con-
tain very little sand or clay—it should
be clean.

(b) The road must be crowned or
rounded in the centre so as to shed
the water Lo the open drains,

() Ruts must not be allowed to
form as they prevent water passing to
the open drains.

{d) _The open drains must have
sufficient fa!l, and free outlet so that
the water will not standi in them but
will ‘be carried away immediately.

{e) Tile under-drains should be laid
wherever the open drains are not suf-
ficient and the ground has a moist or
wet anpearance, with a tendency to
ahsorb the gravel and rut readily. By
‘tihls means the foundation 'is made
ry.,

0. Do not leave the gravel or stone
Just as it drops from the wagon but
epread it so that travel will at once
Jass over and consolidate it before the
fall rains, v

6. Keep the road metal raked or
ecraped into the wheel or horse tracks
until consolidated,

7. Grade and crown the road before
putting on gravel or stone.

. If a grading machine is available,

grade the roads which you intend to|

gravel before the time of statute la-
bor, and use the statute labor as far
.- &s possible in drawing gravel.

9. A fair crown for grave! roads on
bevel ground is one inch of rise to each
foot of width from the side to the
centre,

10. The roads on hills should have a
greater crown than on level ground
otherwise the water will follow the
wheel tracks and create deep ruts, in-
Btead of pa
and one half inches to the foot from
the side to the cemtre will be sufficient.

11. Repair old gravel roads which
have a hard centre but too little crown
and high, square shoulders, by cut-
ting off the shoulders, turning the
material outward and placing new gra-
vel or ston= in the centre. Do not cov-
er the old gravel foundation with the
mixture of - earth, sod and fine gra-
vel of which the shoulders are compos-
ed. The shoulders can be most easily
cut off by means of & grading ma-
chine.

12. A width of twenty-four feet he-
twe:n ditches will meet most condi
tions, with the centra! eight feet gra-
wvelled. .

13. Wherever water stinds on the
roadway or = by the roadside or wher-
ever the ground remains moist ur is
swamvy in spring and fall, better
drainage is needed.

14. Look over the road under your
charge after heavy rains and during
spring freshets. The work of a few
minutes in freeing drains from ob-
slruction or diverting a current of
water into a proper channel may be-
come the work of days if neglected.

15. Surfare water should be dispos-
ed of in small quantities, great ac-
cumulations are hard to handle and
are destructive. Obtain outiets into na-
tural watercourses as often as possible,

i. Tnstead of having deep, open
ditches “to underdrain the road and
dry the foundation; use tile,

17. Give culverts a good
frez outlet so that water
frecze in them.

18. In taking gravel from the 'pit,
#ec that precautions are taken to draw
only clean material.

BRITAIN AND AMERICA.

CHAMBERLAIN’S SPEECH ON AN
ANGLO-SAXON ALLIANCE.

They Understand Each Other—Great Britain
May Be Contronted By a Combination of
Powers at Any Time. -

A despatch from London, says:—The
Right Hon. Joseph Chamberluain, Sec-
retary of State for the Colonies, made
an important speech on public airs
at Birmingham on Friday evening.
Mr. Chamberlain, after deprecating the
constant assertions in certain quarters
that Lord Salisbury was “discredited”
and the Government “weak and vacil-
lating” said:—"If foreign natiomns be-
lieve and act upon those statements,
they will find them:elves much mistak-
en, and that courteous diplomacy and
graceful concessions are not incompati-
ble with a firm maintenance of the
country’s honour and interests.

STATEMENT  OF FACTS.

Then declaring that he intended to
make “a plain statement of facts un-
feltered by the mysteriesand reticenc-
ies of the diplomacy of half a century
ago, which, without revealing secret
negotiations, should te understood.”
Mr. Chumlerlain said he would accept
the judgment of the people as willingly
as that of the wisest diplomatistin the
‘*world. Referring to the policy of
strict isolation that England has pur-
sued since the Crimean war, he remark-
ed that this had leen “perlectly justi-
i fiable,” but, he added, “the time has
{arrived when Great Britain may be
| confronted by a combination of pow-
ers, and our first dgty, therefore, is to
!\ draw all parts of H% Empire into close
| unity, and our next to maintain the
| bonds of unity with our kinsmen across
the Atlantic.” (Loud cheers.)

ANGLO-SAXON ALLIANCE.

There is a powerful and generous
nation ” said Mr. Chamberlain, “speak-
'ing cme language, bred of our race, and
having interests identical with ours, I
would go £o far as to say that, terrible
as war may he. even war itself
be cheaply purchased if in a great and
noble cause the [Stars and Stripes and
the Unicn Jack should wave together
over an Angl!o-Sfaxon alliance.” (Pro-
longed cheers.) It is one of the most
salisfactory results of lLord Salisbury’s
,policy that at the present time these
jtwo great nations understand each oth-
'er better than - they have ever dcne,
8ince over a century ago they were
separated by the blunder of a British
Government.

NEWS FROM SPAIN.
—— S
The Country §s Im a Sad Plight—Madrid

Authorities Comcerned About the Pro-

visions of the City.

A despatch from Madrid, says: A de-
spatch received here from Havana on
Tuesday afternoon says the Spanish
steamer Montserrat, which, with a
valuable cargo, troops and a large sum
of money intended for Havana, escap-
ed the United States fleet and entered
the port of Cienfuegos, Cuba, has now
run the blockade of the American
squadron, and has entered the port of
Havana in safety. It is claimed here
that this proves the blockade of the
Cuban ports is ineffectual.

In the Chamber pf Deputies on Tues-
day the Ccatalonian deputies strongly
protested against the proclamation of
martial law in Barcelona, as there have
been mo disorders there. The Minister
of the Interior, Senor Capdepon, re-
plied that the authorities of Barcelona
undoubtedly had.good reasons for their
action. Thereupon the Catalonian de-
puties declared they would postpone
their intended interpellation of the
Minister of War ‘“until a proper gov-
ernment has been formed.” A Valen-
cian deputy declared the Captain-Gen-
eral of Valencia, had threatened the
newspapers, saying he would break up
their forms if they printed matter at-
tacking the Government,

The Government intends to insist
that the Cortes sit continuously unti)
the war measures are adopted. The
Minister of Finance, Senor Puigcer-
ver, declares that until the credits are
wwvoted it is impossible to meet the de-
mands for ammunition and provisions
for Cuba, Porto Rico, and Balearic
Islands and the Canary Islands,
and to obtain the necessary stock
of coal. Captain-Genearal Blan-
co has cabled an urgent . re-
quest for considerable supplies of
provisions, which the Government can-
not despatch until the Cortes have vot-
ed the war measure. The authorities
here are greatly concerned about the
provisions for this city.

BLANCD MAKING RBADY

EFFORTS BEING MADE TO [MPROVE
HAVANA DEFENCES.

——

Skirmish Between Boats and Shore—Doings -
of the Blockading S8guadron.

A despatch from Key West, says:—
Matters have been ordinarily brisk
during the last twenty-four hours in-
side the lines of the Havana blockading
squadron, :

Saturday afternoon the gunboat Os-
ceola and torpedo boat Ericsson had a
lively skirmish betweem Cojimar and
Havana with the Spanish soldiers on
shore.

Gemeral Blinco no longer fears that
Havana will be attacked from the sea.
Admiral Bampson and his big battle-
ships and formidable monitors no long-
er haunt him; they have disappeared
Blanco knows not where they have
gone, but any apprehension he might
have entertained went with them.

NEW BATTERIES ERECTED.

East of Morro, and half-way up the
slope that rises to the old San Diego
fort, is a mew battery, -bearing! on the
approach along the shore from the di-
rection of Matanzas. This battery is
just being completed. To-day I could
see soldiers throwing up big sand em-
bankments to protect the guns. It con-
tains four 10-inch rifles, two of which
are mounted in barbette.

These preparations show that Blanco
has not been sleeping. The sea de-
fences of Havuna are twice as strong
as they were a month ago. Lately,
however, Blanco has begun ta fear an
attack by lamd. For this he is not so
well prepared, but his soldiers are
making extraordinary efforts to
strengthen the land defences.

Havana's principal defence from as-
sault by land is a trocha, which ex-
tends around the city at an average
distance of ten miles. East of Havana
this trocha terminates at Cojimar,
where there is a battery sweeping the
little bay. The trocha is like other
trochas, only much stronger. It con-
sists of a series of stone forts, with
barbed wire burriers strung between
and protected by rifle pits and earth-
works.

BLANCO GETTING READY.

For two weeks Blanco has had thou-
sand of soldiers working to strengthen
these lines of defence. He has been
constructing an inner line of redoubts
and intrenchments. This will be com-
pleted within two weeks.

Blanco has evidently expected an
American army to land in Cuba before
this, judging from his preparations.
For the last week he has been moving
large bodies -of troops and field art-
illery from Havana to the outer line
of defence. The movement of these
troops has been plainly discernible from
the gunboats which patrol close in-
shore. For convenience, and probably
in lieu of better roads. thousands of
Spanish  soldiers march along the
‘beach. 'Fhey keep a sharp lookout for
gunboats and generally retire intp the
woods when one appears.

A BRUBSH WITH THE ENEMY.

Bometimes they show their teeth in
a, funny way.  Captain Purcell of ihe
Osceola ohserved a body of about five
hundred Spanish infantry and cavalry
marching eastward along the beach,
about four miles west of Cojimar. Cap-
| tain Purcell signalled the torpedo hoat
! Ericsson, and the two stood inshore at
1 full speed. The Ericsson had only three
{small guns. and the Osceola, being one
| of the mosquito fleet, boasts of one 3-
‘poundar forward and a Gatling aft.
|  They did not look very formidable to
| the Spaniards, who drew, up on - the
| beach and waited. When within one
| thousand yards both boats opened with
|shrupm=l. The first few shells flew
| wide, and the Spaniards defiantly re-
i plied with rifle volleys. Bullets splash-
ed like hail about the boats, but did
no damage.

After a few shots our gunmners got
| the range. In rapid succession ths
shells hurst among the Spaniards, who
promptly broke ranks and took to the
woods. The Spaniards are known to
have lost half a dozen men killed and
wounded. It was a brisk little  skir-
mish while it lasted.

Saturday morning bodies of troops
could be occasionally seen marching
easiward between Havana and Cojimar,
but they kept well under cover. The
Osceola steamed slowly along within
eight hundred yards of the beach with
a chip on her shoulder, but the enemy
appeared to have lost their inclination
| to fight gunboats.
