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CEMENT WALLS FOR CELLARS
{ . AND DWELLINGS.

' The kind of cemeut used in building
walls is & very important factor. Many
brands are all right if put where
freezing will pot occur, but if built
where there is continual freezing and
thawing the walls will eventually
orumble, writes C. M. Thomas. I would
therefore advise using the very best
Sement obtainable. In doing cement
work there are always two kinds or
parts of the mixture. One is called
®oncrete, which is used for the main
part of the work, and the other Iwill
term as the outside coat or dressing.
The concrete is made by using six
parts sharp, clean gravel, or broken
stone, which should be fine, and one
Part cement. After you have measur-
ed and put a certain amount of this
mixture in the mortar box, shovel it
over three or four times before wetting
it and at the last shoveling have an
attendant sprinkle it with a rose wa-
tering pot, while you continue shov-
eling. By this method it will be just
moist enough to pack well. It should
be used as soon as possible after wet-
ting as it will soon barden. The dress-
ing is made by using two parts sharp,
olean sand and one part cement, thor-
oughly mixing and making by addi-

tion of water, about the same consist-
eney as common mortar used for plas-
tering. J
For making a wall, either for cel-
lar, partition, lower story of dwelling
or basement or dwelling, it must all
be done inside of a frame. It is ut-
terly impossible to make cement into
bricks and then" build a wall out of
them that will be as gouod as, a solid
Job. It would be almost impossible te
make the cement stick to the bricks,

or in gther words you cannot make a
Coat of cement stick to cement that
has already hardened. The operation |
must all be done at one time. To
make a wall, dig a trench 15 inches
wide, as the walls shuuld not be nar-
rower than this, and deep enough to |
be below frost; fill this trench up to
the top of the ground with sinall stones
and enough ol the concrete to make |
a firm job. We are now ready for the |
frame, which should be made out of |
Perlectly straight scaniling, two in-
ches thick and planed on the side|
that is against the wall. Those scant- |
lings should be firinly staked and t_hei
full length you desire to build one sxdeIV
wall. In building up the wall more |
scantlings can be added at the top as |
needed, but never remove any until the |
wall is completed. Do your leveling |
by having the scantling level on top. |
In building up the -wall, have some |
of the dressing and plaster the scant-
ling on the inside up five or six inches,
and them fill in with concrete and |
pound down firmly. Repeat this np—i
eration until you reach the desired
height. After the wall is set enough
to stand firm, the frame can be re-
moved and if the frame was per[cctly‘-
smooth on the inside, the wall will be |
perfectly smooth. Now if you desire |
it to look like bricks, it can be lmedj
off inte any sizes desired, and the‘
grooves cut with a mason’s trowel.
In fac’>g with small stones, begin
at the bottom, and place a row of
them against the frame and use enough
of the dressing between and around |
them to make them stay in place, and |
then fill up behiod them with the con-
crete and be sure to firmly pack it,
but do not touch the stones. Keep this
operation up uantil the top is reu(‘hm‘l,
or within an inch of the top, when it
can be finished with the top coat. f

CHARACTER EASILY TOLD.

The eyes should be distant from each
other exactly the breadth of one eye,
a greater indicates slowness of appre-
hension, a less distance, cuteness.
Black, sparkling eyes, with a steady
grave mouth, show taste, elegance and
sound judgment.

People of good taste, delicacy and
refinement have eyelids that are sharp-
ly defined, and shade at least half the
upper part of the eye. Large, cpen
and transparent eyes, which move
rapidly and sparkle with excitement,
indicate good taste, discernment, pride
and often irritability. Large, clear,
blue eyes generally denote persons of
great capacity; but sensitive, suspic~
ious, and often unreasonably jealous,

Eyes that show white under the iris
are commonly associated with nobility
of character and exemplary life. Eyes
with long corners and thick lids, that
cover half the pupil, are always indic-
ative of talent. Small black eyes, un-
der strong eyebrows, indicate oute-
ness and penetration. Half-shut eyes
show natural shrewdness, together

| with a Jlack of sincerity. Slow-mov-

ing eyes are always found in heads of
persons of prudence and ability. Gray
eyes are generally found associated
with prudence and foresight. Blue
eyes belong to people of an enthusias-
tic turn of mind. Black eyes are the
most rash and impetuous. Brown
eyes are the most kindly.

Men and women of marked ability
in any line have one deep, perpendicu-
lar wrinkle in the middle of the fore-
head, with one or two parallel to it
on each side. Long foreheads, with
spherical knobs in the upper part, in-
dicate genius, particularly without de-
cision and impetuosity. High fore-

eads, knotty below, sunken eyes, firm-
ly-closed mouths and broad chins in-
dicate very de!crmined character.

Regular wrinkles of the forehead,
parallel with the eyebrows, are found
in very intelligent and liberal persons.
Long foreheads, with close-drawn skin
showing no wrinkles, are characteris-
tic of a person of a quiet, sedate na-
ture.

Well-arched foreheads, with one
slight, perpendicular wrinkle, belong
to a wire, discreet character. A fore-
head rounded at the upper temples, in-
dicates large imaginations, worthiness
and good nature. A prominence of the
forehead just above the eyebrows in-
dicates individuality. A perfect fore-
head ends with almost horizontal eye-
brows, clear, heavy, and well defin-
ed.

An irregular, knotty forehead is a
sure sign of a bold, original and in-
vestigating mind. A broad, conspicu-
ous forehead always denotes great
mental penétration. A long forehead
indicates intelligence; a short fore~
head, activity.

Short, thick, curly hair, is the in-
dication of great natural st rength.
Smooth, fine hair, of whatever color,
shows native good taste and intelli-
Black hair belongs to the most
powerful organizations: yellow to the
most delicate; red to the most ar-
dent.

Noses turned up at the point, sink-
ing in.at the top, are inclined to ease
and pleasure and are generally gifted
with eloquence, imagination, and al-
wdys benevolence. Large noses are in-
variably associated with strong traits
of character; whether good or bad, as
determined by other characteristics.
Large, wide-spreading nostrils show
ample lungs and good health. Turned-
up noses, under high-arched foreheads,
are occasionally found in men of des-
potic temperament, when guided by
other characteristics. Noses  with
wrinkles on the side, which never dis-
appear, generally belong to money-
getting natures. Noses turned down
and inward at the tip are found in
money-saving people. A prominent
nose and bold chin are the most fay-
orable combination known to face
readers.

Men, with noses that, when viewed
in profile, appear arched, are general-
ly witty and clever in conversation. A
deep cavity between the nose and the
center of the upper lip is the sign of
wit and sharpness. A Roman nose
shows the greater character, the Greek
nose the greater taste.

Noses that wrinkle easily are only
found in men of zood natural disposi-
tion Narrow, thin nostrils indicate
small lungs and low vitality.

An itew is going the rounds of the
papers Lo the effect that women in
France have just had their first chance
to register tc vote, and that few of
them have done so, except the market
women in the department of the Halles
or markets. Frcm this it might be sup-
posed that all the women of France
were permitted to vote, and for all
officers. 7

Single women and widows engaged
in trade or commerce on their own
account may vote for judges of the
Tribunals of Commerce. This is the
extent of the suffrage enjoyed by
French women. Oniy a fraction of the
women in Paris possess theAright, and
most of these, naturally, live in the
department of the markets. The in-
ference that the most intelligent wo-
men are the least inclined to vote is
quite unwarranted. )

DOMINION PARLIAMENT,

Speech Of the Governor-General at
the Opening.

A  despatch from Ottawa says:—
Early on Thursday morning the mem-
bers began to gather in the House and
to speculate on the prospects of the
session. There was a very good gath-
ering of members on both sides of the
House, anl by the end of the week
there will be a fairly full House. The
weather was the calm after the storm.
beautiful sunshine having succeeded
to the snowstorm of last evening.

Long before three o'clock crowds
had assembled on Parliament Hill te
8ee the outside ceremonies of the open-
ing. Sharp on time the guns announced
the approach of his Excellency. The
guard of honor provided by the Gov-
ernor-General’s Foot Guards stood ta
attention, and in a few minutes Lord
Minto, escorted by the Princess Louise
Dragoon Guards and drawn in a car-
riage and four with outriders, drove
up to the main entrance amidst the
presenting of arms and the playing of
“God Save the Queen” by the band.

In the chamber the scene was im-
pressive and brilliant as his Excel-
lency’s procession swept up the floor.
Having taken his seat his Excellency
read the

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.
Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In meeting you for the first time
since entering upon my duties as the
representative of her Majesty in this
Dominion, it affords me great pleasure
to be able to congratulate you on the
large degree of prosparliy which the
people of Canada at present enjoy, evi-
denced by the expansion of trade and
commerce, the fiourishing condition of
the public revenues and the increased
number of immigrants who have be-
Come permanent settiers amongst us.
To the evidences may be added an-
other, which is even more gratifying,
the almost total cessation of the con-
siderable exodus of our population,
which at one time was a regrettable
feature ofigur affairs,

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE.

The negotiations which were set on
foot during the recess, between her
Majesty’s Government and that of the
United States in reference to the
settlement of certain questions in dis-
pute between Canada and the latter
country were, I grieve to say, greatly
delayed by the illness and subsequent
death of two of the most eminent mem-
bers of the commission appointed for
that purpose. Considerable progress
has been made on several of the sub-
Jects submitted, but a serious dis-
agreement arose between her Ma jesty’s
commissioners and the commissioners
of the United States on the question
of the delimitation of the boundary be-
tween Canada and Alaska. The ques-
tion was referred by the commissioners
to their respective Governments. The
commission has been adjourned to the
second day of August next, in the hope
that in the meantime the difficulty
might be overcoma.

PROHIBITI ON AND PENNY POST-
AGE.

In compliance with the act passed
last se sion, a plebiscite was held on
the question of prohibition. The of-
ficial figures of the vote will be placed
before you. 0

I observe with pleasure that the
moiher country, Canada and other
Briti h po:re sions have rec: ntly adopt-
ed a penny postage letter rate. The
salisfaction with which this action has
been received by the Canadian people
isa further proof of the general desire
existing amongst our people for closer
relations with the mother country and
the rest of the Empire,

I am also glad to be able to state
that the satisfactory condi'ion of the
finances of the country permitted g
reduction onthe 1st of January last
of the Canadian domestic letter rate
from three to two cents, and although
such reduction involves a temporary
loss of revenue, it is nevertheless con-
fidently expected that the cheapened
rate will prove of much service in the
promotion of trade and in the general
inter hange of corresponden e, that
within a reaftonable time the revenue
of the Post-office Department will be
restored to its former figure,

MINERAL DEPOSITS.

Much information has been obtained
since you last met, relative to the ex-
tent and value of the deposits of gold
and valuable minerals in the Y ukon
and other parts of Canada. The
returns from the Yukon have so far
proved sufficient to meet the heavy
expenditure it was found necessary to
incur for the purpose of preserving law
and order, and it has been thought ex-
pedient in the public interest to auth-
orize the construction of a line of tele-
graph for the purpose of maintaining
speedy communication with the people
of those distant territories.

A measure will be submitted to you
for the better arrangement of the
electoral districts throughout the
Dominion, as also several enactments
of less impurtance.

FORTY LIVES SACRIFICED AND THE
WINDSOR HOTEL IN RUINS.

Sany More Badly Injured—Hemmed tn by
the Flames, Men and Women Leap
From Great Meights te be Dashed to
Pleces In the Street.

A despatch from New York 8ays:—
Flames, which originated from the 128~
niting of a lace curtain burst forth
from the second floor of the Windsor
hotel at 47th street and Fifth avenue,
shortly after three o’clock Friday after-
moon, just as the St. Patrick’s day par-
ade was passing the building, and n
a few moments they had heaped up
to the roof and enveloped the entire
Fifth aveune and 47th street fronmts
of the hotel. Ten minutes later the
flames were roaring through the in-
terior of the hotel, and all
means of escape by means of
stairways and elevators was cut off.
There was the wildest scene of excite-
ment within and without the build-
ing. Hundreds of guests and employes
were in the hotel when the fire broke
out, and for many of them escape with
safety was impossible.

Probably from 10 to 15 lives were 1ost
within half an hour, and 30 or 40 other
persons were injured in jumping trom
windows, and in rushing through the
roaring flames in the corridors, and
on the stairways. Many who were in-
Jured died later at near-by resid-

window on which he was standing, and
then stepped over to where the woman
was waving her hands despairingly.

Then she raised her hands, as if in
supplication, and in a moment climb-
ed to the window and leaped. She
turned about like a top, and struck the
iron railing in front of the hotel. Her
body seemed to be impaled there, but
it fell off and into the area-way. She
was dead.

One of the most thrilling scenes of
the fire, at a time when the building
was a seething cauldron of flames, was
'the heroio rescue of several women
from the upper storeys. One had been
carried down from the fifth storey.
Mrs. A. H.' Fuller, of Pittsburg, Pa.,
then appeared with her maid at the
window of the fourth storey. It seem-
ed like an age before the ladder was
lowered. Firemen ran up and with
great difficulty got Mrs. Fulller and
her maid down. Just as she was gotten
down from the window a middle-aged
woman appeared at a window just
nortl of that at which the ladder was
placed. The woman, fearing she would
not be rescued, prepared to jump. She
was warned to keep back, and became
panic-stricken and stepped back into
the dense smoke that was pouring
from the window. It seemed as though
she had jumped into the flames below
in despair.

As the flames gathered about them
they became more and more terror-
stricken, and pbresently several of them
8tood upon the narrow window sills
and beckoned to the spectators below
that they were about to leap to the
streets. The men coilected upon the
sldewalks ready to offer any assistance
that they could, and in the meantime
& number of women left the window=
sills and dropped to the street. In most
of the cases the efforts to ocatch them
and break their awful fall were un-
availing, for they struck the sidewalk,
and in most cases broken limbs were
the result. As soon as the firemen
coulq get their "hooking ladders into
Eo.ﬂt{on they climbed the gides of the

uilding and entered at every window
W here{there was an unfortunate guest
appealing for assistance, and many
sases of heroic rescue were witnessed
b{ the throng in the Street. At
the corner .of 47th street and Fifth
evenue, directly across from the hotel,
s ihe home of Miss Helen Gould, and
at her direction many of the injured
were carried there, and were treatd by
physicians and nurses whom she had
sent for,

In the meantime the chief of police
had telephoned to every hospital in the
oity asking that assisiance be sent to
the fire sufferers. Ambulances forced

who had made the frightful leaps from
the hotel windows were placed in them
and removed to the hospitals. Several
ocoupants of the hotel appeared at the
windows of the sixth and seventh
ato;eya. and even on the roof, and made
thglr leaps to the streets from (hose
Points.

THRILLING SCENES IN THE HOTEL.

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ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

Notes of Proceedings in the Loeal
Parliament.
EXPERIMENTAL FARM.

The annual report of the Ontario
Agricultural Qollege and Experimental
Farm, was presented to the Legisla-
ture. The attendance was the largest
in the history of the college, with 333
on the roll—223 in the regular course,
and 110 in the dairy course. Of those
in the regular course 87 per cent.
were from Ontario, 7 1-4 per cent. from
the other provinces, ‘and 5 3-4 per
cent. from other countries. Their ages
ranged from 16 to 31 years, and aver-
aged 20. The dairy students were some-
what older. Inoreased dormitory ac-
commodation was needed, and also two
bew buildings, one for a physical lab-
oratory and the other to embrace the
library, reading-room, and a medium-
sized hall for meetings. The whole
would cost about $20,000. Another
$3,000 was needed towards maintenance
expenditure. The college expenditure
amounted to $43,395, and the receipts
to $8,471, leaving the cost at $34,924.
Farm expenditures were:—Farm pro-
per §5,822; experimental plotsand feed-
ing, §7,636; experimental dairy, $5,166;
dairy school, $7,012; poultry, $1,184;
borticulture, $5,171; mechanical de~
partment, $1,493. Revenues were:—
Farm proper, $6,345; experimental
plots and feeding, $1,587; dairy, $2,-
189 ; dairy school, $8,828; poultry, $293;
borticultural department, $70; me-
chanical department, $172. The total

net expenditure was $56,961.

vided that no greater percentage
charge than five per cent. shall be
imposed on any instalment of taxes or
on the aggregate amount of taxes;

the collector or otherwise, as if the
same had been originally imposed and
formed part of such unpaid tax or as-
sessment, rent or rate, or instalment
thereof.
THE LICENSE BILL.

Another change has been made in
the License bill. The amount of rev-
enue which the distillers of the prov-
ince will pass into the provinocial treas-
ury has been altered. By the change
distillers with $50,000 or less will pay
a tax of $1,000, which is the same as
the former bill. Three thousand dol-
lars will be paid by the distilleries hav-
ing invested $50,000 to $125,000. Pre-
viously it was $3,000 from $80,000 to
$100,000. In the new bill, distilleries
from $125,000 to $200,000 will contribute
$4,000. It was formerly $4,000 from
$100,000 to $150,000. Five thousand
dollars will be the amount collected of
distilleries having invested $200,000 to
$500,000, and from $500,000 upwards
the tax will be $6,600. Before they
were to pay $6,500 from $1460,000 up-
wards, and $5000 from $150,000 to
$400,000.

Cities having a population of less
than 40,000 were to pay a fee for tav-
ern and shop licenses of $200. Now

REGISTRATION OF LEASES. |
With regard to the registration of |
leases, J. R. Stratton has a bill. By |
| it it- does not become necessary to |
| register the lease in full, but simply Lo|
enter it in the regular book kept at |

| way shall have the same effect as if
| the whole lease was copied. Under this |
{ new system the fee payable for regis- |
| tration of any lease not including more |
| than foulr distinct parcels of land hav- |
ing separate heading in the abstract|
index shall be one dollar, and for each |
made ‘under separate heading in the |
additional lot requiring entry to be|
{ abstraot index five cents. After the|
! registration of any lease the registrar
upon the application of any person
claiming to be interested in the de-
mised lands and upon payment of the |
fees provided less the amount already
paid for registration, shall cause such
lease to be copied out in full in the
book kept for that purpose in the regis-
try office. The registrar shail indicate
in the abstraot index in the case of
the registration of every lease here-
after whether the same has or has not |
been registered in full by markiugf
opposite the same in the abstract in-
dex the words “registered in full” or |
“not registered in full” as the case!
may be. In this act the word “lessee”
shall include the assignee of a lessee,
and the word “lease” shall include the
assignment of the lease.
ANOTHER AMENDMENT.
F. F. Pardee, M.P.P., for West Lamb-
ton, has a bill amending the Ditches

and Watercourses Act. It gives the
following definition of an owmer :—

“An owner shall mean and include
the owner or possessor of any real or
substantial interest in lands whether
held in fee simple, fee tail for one or
more life or lives or for a term of years
not less than ten, the executor or ex-
ecutors of an owner, the guardian of
an infant owner, any persom-entitled to
sell and convey the land, an agent un-
der a general power of attorney au-
thorizing the appointee to manage and
lease the lands, and a municipal cor-
poration as regards any highways un-
der its jurisdiction.” The act is fur-
ther to apply to the drainage of all
lands required to be drained, whether
for agricultural, mining, manufactur-
and for other purposes.

PAYMENT OF TAXES,

The Assessment Act is known weil
by J. R. Stratton, M.P.P., and as a re-
sult he has offered an important

amendegnent. He ‘has nmow a bill

settling in Canada last year. The Lo-
tal number was 3,358, as against 3,718
in 1897. Both in mechanics and la-
bourers there was a decrease. The
number of immigrants settled on the
free lands now is 29,516. During the
pasl year 599 children were brought
oul Of this number 423 were under
the direction of Dr. Barnardo. The
cost per head was $2.11.
THE DRAINAGE ACT.

A bill introduced by Mr. McKay
seeks to have the section relating to
the notice to persons assessed 'in the
Municipal Drainage Act repealed and
a clause added so that upon the filing
of the engineer’'s report with the clerk
of the municipality, the clerk shall, by
letter or postal card, notify the par-
ties assessed of such assement and the
amouni thereof, In case more than one
municipality is interested in the pro-
posed work, the clerk of such other
municipality or municipalities shall
forthwith, upon the filing of a copy of
the engineer's report in their office,
notify the parties assessed of such as-
sessment and the amount thereof.

TREE PLANTING LAW,

J. A. Auld, M P.P., for South Essex,
has introduced a bill amending the
Ontario Tree Planting Act. According
to the preseat law incorporated vill-
ages have power Logrant bonuses for
tree planting. Mr. Auld proposes that
this shull extend ta police villages,
when not less than 30 electors peti-
tion for it. The police trustees of such
village shall appoiat the inspector of
trees provided for by by-law of the
Township Council, and the amount re-
quired for the payment of bonuses for
tree planting under such by-law, and
the remuneration of the inspector shall
be raised by rate levied upon the pro-
perty liable to assessmeat im such
police village.

"'SCHOOI. ELECTIONS ACT.

Col. Leys, MP..P.,. for London, in-
troduced a bill to . amead (he bill
respecling municipal school elections,
It provides that every person proposed
for an office, the holder of which is re-
quired 1o have 4 property qualifica-
tion, shall on the day of the nomina-
tion or on the following day, or when
such last named day is a holiday, then
on the succeeding day, file in the of-
fice of the clerk of the muaicipality
not later than five o'clock in the after-
noon a statutory declaialion that he
possesses the necessary qualification,
and in default of so doing, such person
shall ‘be deemed to have retired ind

THE TRANSVAAL GOLD MINES.

Their Remarkable FProgress—The Diamond
¥icid 1s Also Large.

The report on the mining industry
of the South African republic for 1897
presented to the Volksraad gives re-
markable details of the progress made
in the gold mining in the Transvaal
and the striking regularity in the
yield of gold, hardly equalled by any
known gold fields. The capital of the
188 gold mines working at the end of
1897 was -$363,868,750. Of these,
twenty-eight mines with a capital of
about §50,000,000 paid $14,750,000 in
dividends, or nearly thirty per cent.
Sixty-four other mines were producing
gold, but paying no dividends, and
some could not pay any without a con-
siderable reduction in working ex-
penses. The other 106 mines were in
course of being opened up.

The total value of the gold yield in
1897 was $58,2560,000, being $15,000;-
000 more than in 1896. Of this 66 per
cent, was from crushing mills and 84
per cent. by chemical extraction. The
quantity of ore worked was 5,741,311
tons which gives a yield of a little
over $10 to the ton, which, as the
working expenses were about $6.62
per ton, left a net profit of $3.38 per
ton. The working expenses in 1896
had been $6.83, and in 1895, §7.54 per
ton. [The total expenditure of the
gold mining industry had been $45,-
250,000. As during the past year,
80 in 1897, the Transvasl Government
refrained from levying the tax of 2 1-2
per cent, on' the yield, and as there is
no income tax and no exchange or
stamp duty is paid on newly issued
shares, the gold mining industry does
not appear to have much to complain
of in that respect. The reduclion of
the price of dynamite by $2 and the
lowering of railway rates contributed
in increasing the profits.

There were, however, great losses
made in Transvaal mining securities
during 1807. These are attributed to
the unscrupulous proceedings of pro-
moters, who formed nearly., 400 com-
panies with a total capital of $300,000,-
000 in localities where no gold existed,
and over-capitalized other companies
to such an extent that dividend pay-
ing was entirely out of the question
even if dynamite had been imported
free of duty and coal carried to the
mines free of charge, The profit-pay-
ing capacity of the mines in general
might be increased, but for three
causes; namely, the theft of gold from
the works, the illicit sale of alcohol
to the native laborers, and the labor
question generally, about 25 per cent.
of the Kaffir laborers being constantly
incapacitated for work.

PAUPER PRINCES.

Curlous Turus For the Worsé of the Wheel
of Fortune,

It was a curious freak of fortune
which recently made a pauper inmate
of Ely workhouse of a man who had
once ruled over it as its master, or
which brought a marchioness, desti-
tute and ailing, to seek an asylum in
the St. Mary’s union workhouse, High-
gate, England,

A few weeks a4go an abjeot oreature
in rags fell dead in the streets of
Paris from the rupture of a blood ves-
sel. On his body were found papers
which proved that the pitiful wreck of
humanity was Count Auguste G. de
la Tour, member of a distidguished
family, who had fallen on evil days,
and who had tried in vain to keep body
and soul together by selling pamphlets
in the streets. ' i

Scarcely less pitiful is the fate, &
month or two ago of Ladislaus Mier-
surniski, who in the eighties was one
of the most idolized singers in Europe.
earning fabulous sums and living ia
almost regal style.

After a few years his voice failed,
and he had to abandon the stage, and
rapidly sank into the most abject pov-
erty. In this condition, ragged and
destitute, the former idol of Kurope,
was found by a friend and installed
as hall porter at a hotel at Cannes,
where in the days of his fortune he
had lived as a prince. _

In August last a woman, was buried
in a pauper’s grave in Bulgaria, who
had been.within a measurable dise
tance of wearing a crown. At 1591-
grade Ferdinand Kinsky, the confid-
ential friend and adviser of Prince
Ferdinand of Bulgaria, fell under the
spell of her charms, and she induce'd
him to foment a rebellion against his
prince, in the hope that as his wife
she might succeed to the throne.

The conspiracy was almost ripe, when
Kinsky died suddenly, and the fair con-
spirator was expelled from Bulgaria.
She quickly fell into absolute want,
and after some years of terrible pri-
vations, died penniless and heartbrok-
en at Pasoloff.

Many a career which opened full of
brilliant promise has come to a sad end
in Australia, but none more palhe_tlcal_-
ly than that of Prince Czetwertinski,
a nobleman of Poland.

It was Monte Carlo which robbed the
prince of fortune and position and sent
him an exile to New South Wales. He
died in the most abject poverty, an‘d
the prince now rests in a pauper's
grave. %

Prince Chilkow, Russian minister fgr
railways, began life as a mechanic in
Liverpool, and in turn became a rail-
road guard and station master.

By a serious inversion of fortune, one
of the most distinguished officials in
Russia, who was in the zenith qf his
power when Chilkow was a railway
guard in England, disgraced les.elt
and fell into such depths of destitution
that he was glad to earn his bread aas
a porter in a business house in Ger-
many.
