BULLETS HURT BUT LITTLE

HUMANE EFFECTS OF USING THE
MODERN SMALL-BORE RIFLE.

Interesting Obseryations Made During the
War With Spain—Painless Death or Al-
most Certain and Painless Recovery. the
Fate Nowadays of the Soldler Stricken
Down on the Battiefiekd.

Painless death or almost certain and
painless recovery from his wounds is
the. alternative fata of the soldier
stricken down on the field of battle by
th: modern small-calibre bullet, saysa
Washington letter. If a soldier is
not killed outright his wounds almost
invariably heal under antiseptic treat-
ment. Of nearly 1,400 wounded men,
for example, who passed through the
hospital at Siboney during the Santiago
campaign but three died of their
wounds, a fact which speaks volumes
for thz efficiency of the army surgeons,
Antisepsis, the sm1ll sized, steel jacket-
ed bullet and the great velocity im-
parted to it by high-power guns com-
bine to make a present-day battle
humane compared with the fighting of
the past. Modern surgery and mod-
ern ordnance have together minimized
in a remarkable degree the suffering
of the wounded; in fact, wounds receiv-
ed in war may be said to have been
almost entirely robbed of the horrible
character commonly imputed to them,
Bullets go through a man’s muscles,
leaving a clean wound which heals ina
few days, or even penetrate his vitals
without giving him any great distress.
And you are just as safe within close
range of the enemy as you are a mile
or more away—if you are not safer.

Studies of the effect of gunshot
wounds inflicted during the Spanish-
IAmerica.n war made By Drs. La Garde,
’Mun;on and others, demonstrate.that
|experience has completely overthrown
|ali the theories held by army officers
prior to the late war respecting the
nature of the wounds whieh would be
caused by

MODERN RIFLE BULLETS.
These theories were based on experi-
ments with fresh and dry bones, cada-
vers and tin cans filled with water or
wet and dry sawdust. It was found
that the small army bullet in, striking
th:se objcc.s displayed considerable
expansive explosive effect, a Lin
can filled with water, for instance, be-

or
ing torn to pieces, This gave rise to
called the hydrodynamic
theory, based oa the proposition that
force applied to a fluid was exerted
equally in all directions, from which it
was reasoned that a bullet striking
the liver or perforating the brain or
any organ containing an excessive
amount of moisture would
similar effects. It -was also thought
that the impact of a bullet at short
range would be so powerful as to drive
portions of tissue, either soft or bony,
or pieces of clothing out of the track
of the projectile with such force as to
make t(hem secondary missiles.

bullet ineffec ive in bringing down big
games, (he proj ciile merely drilling a

through the animal without causing
muaterial shock, loss of blood or lacera-
tion of tissue. To meet their needs a
sp.cial soft-point’bu.let, which “mush-
rooms” on impact and inflicts a seri-
ous wound, has been devised; and the
use of a similar deforming bullet—the
Dum Dum—his beea recognized by the
Briti h Governmenl as n cessary inits
India and Soudan campaigns againsta
savage foe. The Springfield rifle bul-
let answers the same purpose, How-
ever, the small calibre bullet is con-
sidered amply effective against civiiiz-
ed soldiers, inasmuch as a slight
wound renders them hors de com-
bat., Ignorant of the gravity of his
hurt, the white soldier when struckal-
most invariably falls out and goes to
the rear, no matter how insignificant
his wound may afterward prove to be,
Not so with the Dervish or Mohamme-
dan warrior, who fights even when
mortally wounded until the last
breath is gone. Prof. Worcester cites
in his book the case of a Moro who
when bayoneted pulled the weapon
further into his wound in order to
bring the soldier at the other "end
nearer and cut him down.

The efficiency of modern firearmsin
battle can be largely counteracted by
open-order formation and the use” of
infrenchments. A thin skirmish line
vdvaneing by rushes under covering
fire will sustain small injury as com-

produce !

pared with the casualties which would
be suffered by a steady advance in
close formation. Thirty inches of
loose dirt, which bayonet and meatcan,
constitute ample protection against in-
fantry fire. Chances of death appear
to have no relation to the distance
from the ememy. The ratio of killed
to the wounded seems, in the light of
experience, to depend on whether a
vital point is struck, the range figur-
ing as a very small and unimportiant
factor.

THE PAIN- AND DISCOMFORT :
following a modern gunshot wound is
singularly small. Lhe sensation felt
on the imp:ct of a small-calibre bul-
let in sof:. tissue is said to be very
much like that of being struck asharp
blow with a rattan cane. If a bomneis
struck the sensation resembles that
experienced on receiving a gmashlng
blow with a crawbar or a similar wea-
on. Unless a nerve is injured or lac-
eration is extensive, the subsequent
di-comfort is -trifling. At Santiago
the medical officers found that the
homorrhage from gunshot wounds was
smil —h: projectile actually pressing
the bloodvessels to one side without
puncturing them; ligation of arteries
was rare, and no cases of death from
primary hemorrhage occurred. DMore
remarkable still is the fact that per-
forating wounds of the brain, lung or
abdominal viscera, if not immed_xately
fatal, were recovered from without
operation in a large number of in-
stances. No ampulations were per-
formed at Santiago. Compound frac-
tures were relatively scarce, the bul-
lets as a rule drilling a hole through
the bone without producing fracture
or. extensive .communication. The

fore small, being less than 4 per cent.
as compared with 9.37 per cenl. dur-
ing the civil war. It is hardly neces-
sary to say that these results com-
pletely overturned preconceived theor-
ies of the effecec of modern gunshot
wounds,

Wounds caused by Mauser bullets
ciused lesions in the soft tissue. al-
|most subcutaneous in their nature
and the wounds healed quickly and
kindly. Frequently repair went on
under a scab, In many cases it was
found unnecessary even to change the
first-aid dressings. Not over 3 per
|cent. of the wounds went on to sup-
|puration. In these results antisepsis
and surgical skill played an important
part, reflecting great credit on the
medicil department of the army,
which observed every requirement of
modern antiseptic surgery in the face
| of werious obstacles. Mortality among
th: wounded is considered almostL en-
tirely dependent upon

An English physician claims to have
di covered a new and efficacious cure
for persons afflicted wilth nervous or
mental maladies. If such persons, he
says, can ounly procure pleasant dreams
they wili soon regain their health, and
his aim is, therefore, to furnish them
with delighiful dreams.

leather cap, which covers the patient’s
| head and ears and leaves only the face
1unc0verell. Beside the ears are placed
| two metal plates, which are joined, by
]a rubb:r tube to a phouograph. The
lp:ltiem rests on a divan in dark
{room and in front of himy 1s a sort of
magic lantern, from which are project-
ed at brief intervals various enjoyable
pictures. In this way, it is claimed the
|eyes of the sick person are delighted,
| while at the same time his ears are
soothed by the vibrations of the phono-
| graph.

As a result, weariness comes
‘him and is soon followed by slumber,
{and it is while he is dozing in ihis
'manner that happy dreams are evoked,
{thinks to the phonograph and the
siereopticon. Aflter this light slum-
ber comes a deep sleep, which, we are
|assured, is always most beneficial.

Mr. Blair, the ' Minister of Rail-
ways, moved a resolution for the pur-
«chase of the Drummond County Rail-
way. The motion to go into commit-
tee on the resolution was opposed for
s8ix hours, when a division finally set-
tled the matter by a vote of 80 to 38.

Sir Charles Tupper asked whether the
Minister of Railways had furnished to
the House the specific statement re-
garding the amount of the expendi-
ture, and receipts of what is called thé
railway extension from Chaudiere to
Montreal of the Intercolonial Railway.
Without this information it would be
impossible to discuss the Drummond
County Railway resolutions intelli-
gently.

Mr. Blair said he had not furnished
the House with the statement asked
for by the leader of the Opposition, for
the very good reason that no such
statement could be procured which
would be of the slightest value to the
House. He had assurance of the De-
puty Minister and the General Man-
ager of the Government railway that
it is impossible to furnish such a state-
ment which would be of any value
with respect to the running and oper-
ating of any section of the Intercol-
onial. The accounts are not kept in |
sections, but of the railway as a whole,
and any statement which he might
procure from the officers of the de-
partment would be a mere estimate,
and, therefore, of little value.

STANDARD BANK AT BOWMAN-
VILLE CLEANED OUT OF $11,000,

Watchman Meotealf Was Handeuffed and
Gagged—©O 4 Band, Smpposed to
be the Same . as Commitied Burglaries
at Dresden and Cornwall,

A despatch from Bowmanville, says:
—The Standard Bank, on the corner of
King and Temperance streets, the
business centre of the town, was bur-
glarized on Saturday morning between
2 and 3 oclock, and all the money in
the vault, excepting the coppers, was
stolen, with a number of valuable
papers.

Henry Metcalf, the night watchman,
employed by the Town Council to
patrol the business streets, had just
finished taking his lunch in the police
office in the Town Hall block, only
about fifty yards from the bank corner,
when he heard footsteps on the side-
walk, and went to the door to see who
was passing. As he stepped from the
police office door to the street he was
seized by two masked men, one on each
side of him, and his arms raised from
his sides to prevent his reaching his
pocket for his revolver. He was
pushed back into the office and the
baton wrested from his hand by a blow
from some instrument that inflicted a
gash on the back of the head, now
badly swollen. Metcalf was then

Tele-
grams were sent to the police of var-
ious cities in the United States, to all
the border towns and to railroad of-
ficials asking that a strict watch be
maintained for the men, but as no de-
scription could be furnished by Met-
calf little hope is entertained for re-
sults from these efforts.

STABBED AND ROBBED.

Jew Cattle Shipper Picked up on the G. T.
R. Track at Eastwood Terribly Injured.

A despatch from Woodstock, says:—
A Russian Jew, Natsin Stein, by
name, was brought to Woodstock on
an early G.T.R. freight train on Thurs-
day morning, suffering terrible in-
uries. The man had been picked up
by the train hands near Eastwood,

where he was found lying by the side'
of the track, When taken to the
hospital, it was found that his hip and
arm were broken, while he was other-
wise bruised about the head and body.
He was also injured internally, and
the doctors say that there is not
much hope of his recovery.

The man says that he is a ocattle
shipper, and that he missed a train
at London on Wednesday night. He
intended to go to Montreal, and with
this purpose he crept into a box car
of a following train. He was accom~
panied by another man. Somewhere
along the line he says they were joined
by three tramps, who rode with them
as far as the Governor’s crossing, near
Eastwood. Then the tramps fell on
him, robbed him of what little money
he had, and after stabbing him in the
hip, threw him out of the car. The
man’s companion could not be found.
The doctors do not think from the
wound on the hip that the man was
stabbed. !

VITRIOL SPREAD DESTRUCTION.

Eighiy Tons of Chlornte Raze n Factory—
Gasometer on Fire—Loss $509,000.

A despatch from London, says: —A
fearful explosion occurred on Friday
at Kuriz's ch:mical works, St. Helen’s,
Lancashire, killing four persons and
seriously injuring tweniy. Fire broke
out in the chlorate-house, and a large
quantity of chlorate exploded, causing
much destruction, Subsequently the
boiler exploded, and the whole works
were razed.

The town was strewn with debris,
and most of the buildings in the place
were damaged. The total loss was
about $500,000.

Eighty tons of chlorate exploded.
Vitriol, Which streamed into the sew-
ers, spread devastation. The gas works
were badly damaged, and the gaso-
meter, which contained 250,000 cubic
feet of gas, had a hole burned in the
top. The escaping gas took fire, and
the flames were seen for miles.

WATCHING THE RIVERS.

Ontario Government Guarding Against the
Export of Logs by Ddichig:n Lumbers
men.

The Ontario Government has station-
ed forest rangers at the mouth of the
principal streams flowing into Lake
Huron, the Georgian Bay and Parry
Sound, in order to see that no logs are
exported to the United States except
those cut previously to the prohibition
coming into force. The rivers so
watched are the Mississauga, Thessa-
lon, White Fish, French, Magnetawan
and Sequin. The Grown Lands De-
partmnte dces not believe that any of
the Michigan lumbermen will attempt
to export in defiance of the law, but
deems it best to be on the safe side
by guarding against such a contin-
gency. One of the largest Michigan
firms, Eddy Bros. of Bay City, have
cut 15,000,000 feet in Ontario limits
during the past winter, and will pro-
bably have this all manufactured un-
der contract in Ontario.

A DELIBERATE SUICIDE.

How a French Doctor Methodieally Went
About the Work of sSelf-Destrucifon,
