It is with the deepest sor-
row that I find it my duty as a friend of
your brother Ted, to let you know of his
death. He was killed in action the night
before last, June. 8th, in a raid that had
been pulled off by the Canadians.
He had gone over to Fritz line and
was doing some fine work when a sniper
l got him. He never knew that he was
| hit and although it will be hard to hear
| of his death, it is good that he did not

have to suffer like 8o many did have to.

I have been trying to find out all I
can about all that he has taken part off
in this raid and will let you know all the
news | can in another letter.

He was buried just where he fell
hnd the grave is marked on a map that
is in charge of a Sergeant now in the
transparent lines. I have also gota few
things which he left with me and will
send them with my next letter. I will
also try and get all of his private pro-
perty and mail it to you.

$412.95 per year, 2.12 cents or more
than 20 mills were charged for moving
each ton of freight one mile.

In Western Australia in 1914-15 the
average wages paid were $790.30 per
year, in Queensland $650, but no fig-
ures are available showing the aver-
age amount collected per ton of
freight per mile.

The wages paid on the Australasian
systems vary, as will be noted. The
average for the six divisions is
$654.76 compared with the $727, the
average paid in wages in Canada in
1915.

In Canada the enterprise of the
railways has brokén up the country
into farms. In Australia there are
ranches many thousands of square
miles in extent, and the experts of
wheat tell the story of the failure of
the Australian railways to stimulate
general farming activities.

Further-
more, missiles that have a velocity so
low that it allows them to:lodge in the
body are more dangerous than swift
projectiles that pass through the body,
because every bullet or bit of shell
is likely to be infected. The form of
body armor that the writer proposes,
consists of a steel cuirass to cover the
thorax and upper abdomen, and so to
protect the most vital organs; a gor-
get of chain mail to protect the neck,
and a girdle or kilt of the same ma-
terial for the loins and groin; a mask
for the face, and protective pieces for
the shoulders, the elbows and the
knees. How far such armor would
interfere with the free movements of

the soldier is a matter yet to be deter-|

mined, but it would certainly furnish
protection. A soldier of a average
height, as he faces the enemy in open
field, p esents a target that has an
area of twenty-seven hundred and
forty square centimetres. Of that
target the head and neck make up nine
per cent., the thorax and abdomen
twenty-eight per cent., and the less
vital parts—the arms and legs—make
up sixty-three per cent. Even if only
the more vital parts could be protect-
éd there would be a great saving of
life.

New Motor Traffic Rules.

Various amendments have been made
to the Ontario Motor Vehicles Act and
to the Ontario Highway Trivel Act that
are of interest to automobilists generally
and the purpose of which should be care-
fully studied by all.

In the Highway Travel Act, as amend-
ed at the recent session, a new rule is
made with regard to the right of way at
cross-roads. This rule applies to all veh-
icles, whether horse-drawn or motor-
driven. Where vehicles meet at cross-
roads or at cross-streets, the driver must
give the vehicle coming towards his right
the right of way.

This system has been adopted in many
of the neighboring states, and when all
motor drivers understand it and follow
it is of great advantage for the driver, in-
stead of having to wntch for trvilic on
both his left and right sides at crossings,
find it necessaiy to watch only the cros
sing ahead of him and to his right.

It will still be necéssary however, to
accept the ruling of the traffic cop at
corners where such officers are on duty.

Canning Rhubarb.

Rhubarb may be successfully canned
without cooking. Peel the stems and
slice as usual, filling the jar and plac-
ing it under the water faucet, allow
the cold water to run over the rhubarb,
which is packed until every crevice is
filled. The jar is then sealed and
stored in a cool, dark place. It must
not be moved or disturbed until it is
opened. The rhubarb is sweetened
when the jar is opened for use.

The customary method of canning
rhubarb is to pack it as tightly as pos-
sible into a jar. Fill the jar to over-
flowing with a hot heavy syrup made
of twice as much sugar as water and
cooked until the syrup forms a thread
when drbpped from a spoon. Adjust
the rubber and lid, but do not seal the
jar. Sterilize the jar for fifteen min-
utes, set on a rack in covered pan of
boiling water. The water in the pan
should come to within an inch of the
top, of the jar. Seal the jar, re-

move it from the water, invert on a
cloth and allow it to cool.

Another plan is to place a layer of
sugar half an inch deep in a pint jar,
then a layer of rhubarb of equal depth, |
alternating in this way until the jar is|
filled, having a layer of sugar on top.
Adjust the rubber and the lid, and
sterilize the jar in boiling water, as
previously directed, for twenty-five
minutes. Seal the jar remove it
from the water, invert it and allow it
to cool. This makes a richer sauce
than the previous method described.

Notes on Preserving Cherries.

All jars and glasses used to store
fruit and vegetables in for future use
must be sterilized.

To sterilize place the jars and
glasses in a large boiler and cover with
1|c01d water. Bring to a boil. Boil
| for three minutes, then drain and use
[at once. Plenty of clean dish cloths

are needed while preserving.

Sterilize the rubbers by pouring
boiling water over them. ~ This will
| enable them to stick on the jar easily.

Sterilize the lids with the jars.

To use the soft and bruised fruit,
| stem and stone the cherries, removing
‘all blemishes then wash well, to re-
| move all dust and dirt. Place in a
| preserving kettle and cover with cold
| water. Bring to a boil and cook
slowly until very soft. Strain, then
bottle in sterilized bottles. Place in
' hot water bath and process for fifteen
minutes after the boiling starts.
| Seal with corks and then dip the
‘ tops of the bottles into parowax. Su-
‘ gar may be added or this juice may be
‘ sweetened when used. It may be
used in place of grape juice on mince
| meat and for puddings, or for making
!jelly when needed during the winter.

Spiced Cherries:—One pound brown
sugar, four pounds cherries, one-half
cupful vinegar, one cupful water, one
;stick cinnamon, one teaspoonful blade

mace, one-fourth teaspoonful whole
| cloves, one-half teaspoonful whole all-
| spice, one bay leaf. =

Place in cheesecloth bag. Pour the
cherries into sterilized jars; place the
| rubber and lid in position and then
process in hot water bath for ten min-
| utes after the boiling starts. Remove
and then seal and store.

,A Test to Use to Try Jellies:—Lift
some of the jelly on a spoon, and then
| pour back to the kettle slowly; if it is
' cooked sufficiently it will flake from
‘tho spoon Then remove from the
iﬁre. pour into sterilized glasses and
cover with parowax. Store in the
usual manner.

Preserving Eggs.
A five gallon jar will hold fifteen
dozen eggs. This is a good size to
use in preserving eggs in water glass.

Preserve only absolutely fresh eggs;
stale eggs will not keep. Eggs that
sink when placed in fresh water are|
sufficiently fresh.

Do not preserve dirty eggs or eggs
that have been washed. Washed egp:si
will not keep, because the protcctive]
gelantinous coating has been removed |
by the washing, and dirty eggs will be-
come tainted in flavor.

Do not leave the eggs in the pre-
servative longer than one year.

Eggs that are in good condition
when removed from the water glass|
solution will usually remain good for |
two weeks. ‘

Eggs preserved in water glass can
be kept a year and these eggs are as|
good for all cooking purposes as fresh |
eggs.

Cover the eggs with fully two inches
of water glass. Be sure that the wa-
ter glass is fully two inches above the
top layer-of eggs. Cover the jars to
prevent evaporation.

Keep the jars where they will be un-
disturbed. 3

Use nine parts of boiled water, after
it has cooled, to one part of water
glass. One quart of liquid glass
will cover fifteen dozen eggs.

TREATMENT OF WOUNDS.

Modern Use of Antiseptics Saves
Many Precious Lives.

Since the days of Lister, the famous
English surgeon who taught the
world the antiseptic treatment of
wounds, such injuries have become fqr
less dangerous to life. Formerly it
was to be expected that wounds, whe-
ther produced by accident or by the
knife of the surgeon, would suppur'ate
and give trouble before the heahpg
process could begin. Then came Lls_-
ter with his theory that absolute anti-
sepsis was possible, and his discovery
that the formation of pus in a wound
was always the result of infection and
might be prevented.

In former times infection was often
the result of carelessness on the part
of the surgeon or the nurses, but no
one realized that fact because no other
result was considered as possible. But
the medical profession long ago re-
cognized the absolute truth of Lister’s
words, “Clean wounds heal up; un-
clean wounds suppurate and refuse to
heal.”

The awful war that is now raging in
Europe has brought benefits to hu-
manity as well as loss, and one of
those benefits is the tremendous ad-
vance in surgery—an advance that in
ordinary times would have taken
many years. The wounds in modern

tive and so disfiguring that the sur-
geons have been stimulated to devise
extraordinary methods of remedy.
Many of the worst wounds are of the
head and face, and the results of the
remedial surgery in such cases are al-
most miraculous.

The antiseptic treatment of wounds
has also taken great strides. Physi-
cians have found that they can bring
about healing in wounds that former-
ly they would have thought to be
hopeless. The improved treatment is
largely the work of a French surgeon,
formerly resident in New York, Dr.
Carrel, who not only makes a wound
clean but keeps it so by subjecting it
to a constant stream of some suitable
antiseptic fluid, which bathes the en-
tire wounded surface for days at a
time. The treatment has not only
saved much disfigurement but it has
actually preserved many lives that in
previous wars would have been lost.

Our practice in the past was
to store these things until. they be-
came obsolete, and then to destroy
them or sell them to contractors for
a mere song. There are very wel-
come signs that after this war its
lumber will be used differently. Guns
will be melted down, and the metal
used for commercial purposes. The
new munition-making maghines and
tools have been deliberately designed
for an after-the-war commercial
career. Surplus khaki will be sent
to the mills to be “shoddied” into
civilian clothing.

HUNS TO REPLACE
" DUTCH VESSELS

Holland to Pay Germany . Total
Compensation value of Ships.

A despatch from London says: Ac~
cording to a Hague official communi-
| cation, forwarded by the Amsterdam
lcorrespondem. of Reuter’s, Limited, an
| agreement has been reached between
| the Dutch and German Governments
concerning the seven Dutch merchant-
men which were torpedoed off the Eng-
lish coast last February. Germany
undertakes to replace the lost vesséls
by the cession of a number of German
ships, now in Dutch East Indies, of
equivalent value, but Holland is to
pay Germany a sum equivalent to the
total compensation value of the lost
ships. Germany will compensate the
crews of the lost ghips for moral and
material damages.

The ceded vessels may only be used
for transocean traffic during the war
and not until the belligerent powers
recognize the transfer of the flag and
the right of these vessels to under-
take voyages.

U.S. SENATE PASSED
DAYLIGHT-SAVING BILL.

Last Sunday of April Until Last Sun-
day of September in Each
Year.

A despatch from Washington says:
The daylight saving law sponsored by
Senator Calder of New York was
passed by the Senate on Wednesday
without roll call. It will not go into
effect until next year.

The measure provides that time be
one hour on the last
in each year and set
back to the original time on the last
Sunday in September. All clocks in
the nation, under the act passed,
would be advanced from 2 o’clock to
3 o'clock on the date fixed in April,
and remain one hour in advance until
the end of September, when they
would return to normal time.

The bill also fixed standard time.
which heretofore has only been done
by general agreement, and by act of
various State Legislatures. Five
standard zones are provided—Enst-
ern, Central, Mountain, Pacific and
Alaskan—with an hour’s difference in
time between each one.

To Escape Lightning.

It has been proved that, as a rule,
{'the safest place for prutectim\ in a
thunder storm is inside a building pro-
vided with a perfect lightning conduct-
or. In an ordinary dwelling-house,
unguarded as it usually is against
lightning, a safe place is the middle
of the largest room, where one is away
from the walls; or a still safer pre-
. caution is to lie on a bedstead drawn
out from contact with the wall. The
most dangerous places in the house
are near the bell wires or an open win-
dow or the fireplace. Outside the
house the places of danger’are prox-
imity to walls and buildings and iron
fences. Another danger is a -crowd.
| The vapor which arises from a crowd
tends to lead a flash toward the crowd.
In the open country one of the most
dangerous places the bhank of a
river. Avenues of trees, lakes, and
| hedges are likewise dangerous. if
anyone doubts the danger of a haw-
thorn hedge let him take his stand at
a safe distance during a respectable
storm and watch the lightning dart
| along the hedge like streaks of fire.
