That is to say that while our undeveloped
resources probably equal, their actual out-
put compared with ours is about thirty to
one ! the silver output alone of the United
States is §60,000,000, or three times the
whole eatput of all the minerals of Canada.

Th next fact noticable is that Canada is
much farther behind the United States in
the development of her silver mines than in
the development of her mineral resources as

Widows and Widowers.

One curious fact which every census dis-
closes is the numerical excess of widows
bver widowers. The usual ratio is 8 per
cent. of the female population as widows
to 4 per cent. of the male population widow-
ers. By some optimistic persons of the female
sex, this disparity has been explained on the
ground that married men, having formed a
J 8t and correct appreciation of the benefits
of the married state, are glad to repeat what
has'been to them a beneficial associatisn,
whereas women, having less reason to be
pleased, discern little joy in asecond matri-
monial alliance, unless it be an exception-
ally desirable sort. Thisis an insufficient
explanation. Why is it, in every land,

they will carry back the wealth to theit
own States ; and if che mines yield unusual
profit these people will get the benefit of
the wealth which is the natural quarry of
Canadians. If Canada is to have the max-
irium advantage from these her natural re-
sources, then Canadian capital must take
some part of the development of thgm,
and thus it becomes a very important subject
to consider how shall these resources bg
developed and who shall take & hand in the
work.,

Manifestly if Canada iz to get the max-
imum advantage from her great natural re-
sources, which recent discoveries have pro-
ved that she possesses, we must have en-
lightened legislation on the one hand, and
on the other, intelligent applicat’on of
eunergy and large and judicious investment
of the private capital of her own citizens. I
cannot do better than close thisoff-hand ad-

money thus saved upon harbor improve-
ments in Rio Grande do Syl.

Next, I notice that Canada is likely to
make an early and rapid development in
the production of this particular mineral—-
silver—as rapid, possibly, as has been the
increase f production in the States, during
the last few years, the production of sil-
ver in the United States i1s largely on the
great belt referred to, so well and fully de-
scribed by that careful and talented scientist,
Dr. G. M. Dawson. And that large amount
of wealth was mined mostly in the mineral
field which extends from the southern Boun-
dry of British Columbia, southwards, out of
$60,000,000 of silver mined in the United
States each, yefir, Montana and Idaho, two
of the States actually bordering on
British Columbia, produced about one
third. And the production of silver in oné
of these States, least—Iduho— has increas-
ed with extraordinary rapidity in the short
time since these stytistics were taken, Color-
ado produced about one third of this $60,000,
000 ; but the production of silver in Colora-
do has remaind comparatively stationery in
say seven years previous to 1888, compar-
ed to the increase in the other two mention-
ed States. Colorado increased her product
tion during those years only about twelve
percent, while Montana’s increase was 600
Epcr cent. There is reason to believe that
dano since 1888 has made as striking an
increase as did Montana during the period
mentioned. It required Utah, Nevada and
Arizona (all old mining fields,) to produce
the remaining third of the $60,000,000. In-
deed, it is only the comparatively new fields
of Montana which have made any marked
increase on silver production, in the period
referred to, which fact is full of meaning,
as affecting the question of what Canada may
do. Thus we see that the whole of this im-
mense silver ontput of the United States
is the product of the southern half of a
a belt of which the northern half lies in our
own conntry,

As already stated, we have reason to be-
lieve that the upper or Northern portion of
this belt is richer than the lower or the
Southern'portion which has already been so
largely developed. Without attempting a
complete demonstration of this fact, let us
refer to one or two indications only of its
correctness. The statistics of the United
States show that the American portions of
this belt which have been most recently ex-
ploited, or th= portions nearest to Canada,
rontain the richest deposits of the whole
belt. I have just given these statistics, in
relation to the slight increase in production
in the States farthest to the south, and the
extraordinary increase already made and
being made in the states just south of our
borders, viz., in Idaho and Montana. The
mineers who have been engaged in Montana,
Colorado and Idaho practically all agree—
as I know from personal intercourse with
them within the last two or three years—
and 1 do not hesitate to make this statement
and have it go back, there that that part of
the belt in @naca known as the Kootenay

egion, is probably richer than any thing
that has been discovered in the Southern
region from which this $60,000,000 annually
has been produced.

The next fact I notice is that there are in-
dicptions of immediate rapid development
of this Northern or Canadian portion of the
great mineral belt of which we speak. The
rich discoveries of the Kootenay region are
avtracting the attention of the very mining
men who have taken part in the wonderful-
ly rapid development of the Southern por-
tion of the belt. Thereis at the present
moment througout all the western mining
sountry a subdued excitement in anticipa-
tion of a great rush next spring across the
Canadian border. The knowledge that rail-
roads are being built in the new mining field
that and the knowledge that American

Develop-
ment goes on far more rapidly now than it
sven ten or fifteen years ago. One reason
‘or this is the fact vhat railways push rapid-
ly into a good mining field. During the
last fifteen years, railway men have found
that one of Lhe very best ways to get paying
traflic is to run a road into a mining Camp,
such, for instance, as-the Coeir D'Alene in

a palace car.

Another reason why mining development
is 8o much more rapid and satisfactory is
the great improvement which has taken
place in mining in all its branches, in the
last ten or fifteen years. These years repre-

sent a change in mining methods as great
has taken place in grain milling, agricultu;
implements, &c.

is the advantage of general business activ
induced by extensive mining,
employed, and the stimuius to geueral
trade. Mining leads, as I have shown, to

the building of railways, and it seems to

tages will come to Canada if our mineral re-
sources are fully developed.

The next advantage is that which comes
to the people, as a whole through the gov-
ernment levying a tax on mineral products,
The latter is a matter which is attracting a
great deal of attention lately. Ve see that

The Export Cattle Trade.

At a recent meeting of the Dominion Live
Stock Association held av the Albion hotel,
ex-Ald. Frankland, Toronto, presiding, the
principal topic discussed was the advisabil-
ly of paying thelaw costs, §9,000in connestion
with the famous suit brought against An-
drew W. Aikens, of .Cooksville, and his
partner C. Flanagan, members of the associa-
tion, by the Allan line, to recover damages
for alleged breach of contract. The circum
stances of the case are as follows: Messrs.
Aikens & Flanagan contracted with the

large numher of cattle to England from
Montreal. Through the alleged negligence
of the steamship company the cattle were
allowed to stand in the sun for three days
and one of them died. The cattle men then
refused to ship, and the company sued them,
the trial taking place in England. The Do-
minion Live Stock Association had been
given such poor service that it agreed to
make a test case of the matter and shoulder
the law costs, if Aikens & Flanagan would
pay the damages claimed by the company in
the event of their losing the case. This was
agreed to, and the suit was decided against
the association much to its surprise. An
assessment of $15 has been levied on the
members to meet the bill, and for two hours
this t was di d yesterday
with inuch feeling. Everyone present except
A. C. Snell therich Guelph breeder, thought
the tax all right. It just took Mr. Frank-
land about 10 minutes, in his prayer meeting
style, to convince Mr. Suell that it was a
privilege to be allowed to contribute to this
law bill.

THE PASSENGER WAS DEAD.

When the firstalarm of *“ Manoverboard !’
had been given on board the Eléanor a life
buoy had been thrown overboard from the
steamer, and after an hour of fruitless search
the men in the Eleanor’s boat found this
buoy, and clutching it fiercely in’ his death
agony was the unfcrtunate passenger. He
died before he could be pulled into the boat.
The six rescuers then turned. their attention
to their own safety and anxiously scanned
the horizon in search of the steamer’s light
or of Greenore’s beacon. Neither, to their
dismay could be seen. By this time the
men had become benumbed .ith cold.

The men shouted and shouted for hours
without avail, and at last they racognized
the fact that the Eleanor had abandoned
them, Their chances of ever reaching shore
were very slim. The boat was half full of
water, and it requived the combined strength
of the six mer forming her crew to keep
her bow into the sea. To make .matters
worse, a drenching downfall of rain swept
over them. Some of the men were so ex-
hausted that they could scurcely grasp their
oars. Some claimed that fheir bad luck was
caused by the dead lody in the boat, and it
was proposed to heave it overboard. More
humane counsel prevailed, and the six men,
with their dead freight, continued the battle
against cold and wave. 7

RESCUE AT LAST.
—"

It was not until 10 next morning that the
Eleanor’s sailors, so weak and exhausted
that they hardly had the strength of child-
ren, ran their boat ashore at Greenore where
they were cared for by the coast guardsmen.
The rescued men were badly frost bitten.
As soon as possible they were forwarded to
Liverpool, where that steamner was bound
for. The Elearnor had, in the mean time,
reached Holyhead and reported the loss of
the six men and the passenger referred to.
The greatest indignaticn is expressed against
the captain of the steamship for having so
hastily concluded that the six seamen were
lost. He says that he cruised about for two
hours in the vicinity of the spot where he
expected the boat should be, and not tinding
her he concluded that she had been swamp-
ed and that all on board of her had been
drowned.

The injured seamen proposs to bring suits
for damages against the Eleanor’s captain
and against the owners of that vessel, and it
is said that the Board of trade will order an
inquiry into the whole aflair, with the view
of suspending or taking away the captain’s
certificate should it be proved that he did
not exhaust every means of finding the mis-
#ing boat before he decided to proceed on‘his
voyage to Liverpoor. The rescued mariners
say that 1t is impossible for the Eleanor to
have cruised two hours about the spot where
her commander should have known they
were to be found without actually finding
them.

Charity and Business,

A divorce of charity and busiuess 1s un-
lawful. By divine decree they were united
¢ uturies ago, and whom God hath joined
together let no man put asunder. When
Christ .enjoined upon all the law, ““Love
thy neighbor as thyself,” he did not add,
‘“except in hiring hands or making business
contracts.” ‘But the world has lubored on
through all these centuries trying to get
bappiness, while confining charity to Christ-
mas Day, Suudays, and occasional gifts in
benevolent and religious institutions. Ex-
ceptions there are ; grand and noble cxcep-
tions ; men and women who devote their
lives to the work of uplifting others; men
and women who hold the wealth theyhave
or are enabled by business to secure, not for
their own gratilication, but as Stewards
for the Infinite Giver. It is a blessed thing
for the world that ther: are so many of
tnem, whose cha.ity is not pent up nor con-
fined. But the fact to which attention needs
most to be called is thatthe great majority
of men and women still treat Charity and
Business as if they had never been lawfully
united. Appeal to nine business men out
of ten in behalf of greater consideration for
workingmen or clerks or others in their em-
ploy, and how many of them will fail to
reply : ““That is not business. I get my
labor where I can get it best and cheapest,
as I must in order to succeed in my busi:
ness, make such regulations as are
required, in competition with others
in the same work or trade, in order to
attain success. It would never do to
conduct a business enterprise as if it were a
hospital or a benevolent institution.
Charity has its place. I will do my part,
in gifts to bundreds of benevolent and
humane organizations, and in'private aid to
those who are known to me to deserve as-
sistance. But no man can mix charity and
business with success.” So if the appeal
be made to the women of the world, if they
are asked to refuse the cheap goods that
are known to be prepared only by grinding
the poor and*degrading the characters ani
destroyin» the lives of employes, how
many will answer: ‘I cannot set thes
things right. I must buy where I
buy  cheapest. That is my business
and I should be unfaithful to my

that the widows outnumber the widowers
by two toone? The average marrying age
varies in different countries but in ‘all coun-
tries it is higher among men than women. In
England the age of the average bridegroom
is two years greater than that of the bride ;
in Germany, in Holland and 1n Scotland it is
three years ; in Ireland,in Russia, and in the
Scandinavian countries, it is four years ; in
Italy itis five ; and 1n France it is six. The
marriage statistics of the United States are
misleading and incomplete, but here as
abroad the average marriage age for men is
thirty years and for women twenty-five,
a difference of five years. Such being the
difference in years at the outset, it is evi-
dent enough that were the death rate of
the sexes equal, the number of female sur-
vivors of marriages would, at any given
time, be in excess of the number of male
survivors. But the rate of mortality is not
equal between the sexes. It is" higher
among the men. Deaths from accidental
causes are three times more numerous among
men than arong women. War, shipwreck
and criminal deeds of violence decrease the
ranks of men much more thau they affect
the number of wonmien. Kxcesses in living,
too, are more numerous among men than
women. The great majority of suicides are
men,  Women live longer than men. On
account of these various reasons the insur-
ance companies éstimate the difference to
be at birth five years in favor of the girl.
Making allowunce, therefore, for the aver-
age disparity of years between the groom
and vride at wmarriage, and for the lower
death rate among women than men, the ex-
cess of widows over widowers, in every land
where the census figures are reasonably ac-
curate, is fully and satisfactorily explained.
Though the formal figures of the statis-
ticians do not show it, it may be, too, that
themore s ympathesic and emotional nature
of women inclines them to cherish more
reverently the memory of the depurted than
is the case with men, actuated often by
more worldly views and motive

New York Public Schoels.

The New York Observer says that any one
who is at all familiar with the public school
buildings in that city, cannot be surprised by
the statements and illustrations now being
published, showing the way in which the
children of New York are besieged by the
saloons. Any one who has ever tried to
battle with the saloon power for the sake
of a church or a school or a neighborhood
knows the hopelessness of obtaining any
justice or sympathy from the city officials.
The mayor himself had been the proprietor
of several saloons, and his personal and
official associates for many years have been
men to whom the atmosphere of a saloon is
far more congenial than that of any educa
tional institution. ** Is it syrprising\” asks
‘the Observer ““‘thatmen appointed to regiitate
the saloon business should scorn such conx
siderations as the moral welfare of thousands
of children when the prosperity of the rum-
seller and the comfort of vhe ward politician
are at stake ? Within three blocks, on three
sides of Grammar School No. 29, are eighty-
five saloons, and some of these are of the
lowest and most dangerous character. Other
schools have a greater number within the
same distance. There is no part of this me-
tropolis where' these gates of hel. do not
open at the very door of our schoolhouse.
Our adjoining towps are no better. Yonkers
has built a noble grammar school building
which looks down on ¢ne hundred saloons
within a few steps of its doors. These sa-
loons have more to do with education than
all the public and private schools in this re-
gion.”

Famine in Western India.

The
absence of the accustomed rainfall in the
western province of India has led to an
almost complete extinction of the crops,
so that the lieutenant governor at Madras
has found it necessary to appeal to
the.viceroy at Calcutta asking that ex-
tensive preparations be made to supply
hundreds of thousands and possibly mil-
hous of people with work and food. The
experiences in India during the famine
of seven.een or- eighteen years ago
were terrible in the extreme, ‘in
sequence of the absence of means of
communication between the various parts
of the sountry, for, while oné dection had
more than enough tosupply its needs, there
Was no means of ckeap distribution. In
the interval railways, canals, and roadways
have been built so that it is possible to
carry on relief operations now with a cheap-
ness and certainty that were altogether im-
possible on the former occasion. There is
one circumstance which is greatly in favor
of the Indian sufferers that the relief funds
will certainly be administered in an honest
manner, If the same thing could he said of
Russian work of the same character many
thousauds would have a niuch better chance
than they now possess of living through the
next twelve months,

i to say, he dismissed the National Assem-
bly, We need not recapitulate in detail
what followed. The province of Rio Grande
do Sul revolted, either because its inhabit-
ants deemed the maintenance of republican
institutions far more important than the
profit derivable by them from local appro-
priations, or because the leaders of the Con-
gress party promised to carry out the har-

r improvements which the President had
pronounced indigpensable. The Govern-
ment proving unable to suppress the revolt,
the navy yltimately declined to support the
President, ™who, 4 dipg! resigned.
Therenpon the ofﬁ‘:g,; (?!gey!: l\lugi»ﬁ":ate
devolved under the Constitution upon Vice-
President Peixotto, ‘who -ferthwith recon-
voked the disbanded Congtess. The se-
quence of events seems to prove that the
Brazilians will not tolerate a violation of
the Constitution by the Executive. It re-
mains to be seen whether the Legislature
can with impunity violate it. As the case
stands the record of the Congress bears wit-
ness to such a violation in the shape of the
bill denying the right of veto to the Presid-
ent. We shall look with interest to see
whether public opinion compels a reversal
of this illegal proceeding,

Winter Dairying on the Farms,

working twice as long in churning the but-
ter as there is any need for, and until it is
not so nice as as it would be if churned more
| rapidly—all because the man, had to buy a
new top buggy and build a new driving shed,
&e., never thinking that his wife shonld
have her strength spared and the needs of
her department provided for. Get rid of
| thes old-fashioned churns and milk houses,
| and you will revolutionize the butter ‘rade
at once. I emnot in favour of strikes ; but
if 1 could reach the ears of the good women
[ that are such an ornament and joy to the
‘houscllo!ds of Canada, I would have them
strike and say :—‘“ We won’t do anythmlg
until you give us new churns and mik-

Why The Hair Falls Out.

Dyspepsia is onc of the mest common

the hair and nails, that the heart lungs and
other vital organs may be the better nonr-
Ished. In cases of severe fevers this economy
ls particularly noticeable. A single hair is a
sortiof history of the physical condition of
s individual during the time it has been
irnwing if one could read closely enough.
‘ake a hair from the beard or from the
nea iand scrutinize it and you will see that
itshows some attenuated piaces, indicating
that at some period of its growth the blood
supply was deficient from over work,
anxiety or underfeeding. The hair falls out
when the strength of its roots is irisufficient
to sustain its weight any longer, and a new
hair will take its placs unless the root is
diseased. For this reason each person has a
certain definite length of hair. When the
hair Legins to split or fall out massage of
the scalp is excellent.

Place the tips of the fingers firmly upon
the scalp, and then vibrate or move the

scalp while holding the pressure steadily.

This will étimulate the blood vessels under-
neath and bring about better nourishment
of the hair. A brush of unevenly tufted
bristles is also excellent to use apon the
scalp, not the hair.

the eastern provinces of the Roman empire
there was a *‘ dark day,” which was so dark
as to make stars visible at noonday. .

From further descrirtiom one might con-
sider this the result of a total eclipse, but
astronomers say that neither the eclipse,
of March 4, 360, nor that of Aug. 28 of the
same year was visible in the countries men-
tion: During Alrie’s seige of Rome, 409
and 410°A. D., there were several diys “‘ as
dark as the night which preceded and fol-
lowed them.” In 536, £67, 626 we find
mention of long periods of diminished sun-
light. According to Schnurrur, *‘the sun
darkened in apalafming manneron Aug. 19,
739, without there being the least poasibility
of an eclipse being.the cause.”

The Portuguese historians record several
months of diminished sunlight in the year
934, which terminated by an apparant open-
ing in the sky ‘‘ from which loud ‘sounds
issued, the noise noice sounding not unlike
two giants quarrelling.” In 1091, on Sept.
29, (not 21, asgiven in some translations
of Humbolt’s ‘* Cosmos”), the sun turned
suddenly black and remained so for three
hours. For days after the blackness had
dissappeared the sun gave outa peculiar
greenish light, which occasioned great
alarm.

Schourrer next mentionsa dark day in
June, 1191, but astronomers attribute it to
the total eclipse which was visible in the
greater part of Europe on June 21 of the
year mentioned. . Several dark days are re-
corded @ having occurred in February,
1106, the daikest being the 4th, 5th, and
12th. .On the 5th a bright star was seen
shining ‘“only a foot and a half from the
blackened remains of the sun.”

““On the last day of February, 1206,”
says Cortevza, a Spanish writer, *‘the sun
appeared to suddenly go out, causing a
darkness all over this country for about six
hours.” The superstitions writers of the
time attributed the great darkness of 1241
to God’s displeasure over the result of the
battle of Leignitz, the sun beiug so obscured
as to make it necessary to keep lamps burn-
ing until after the ninch hour.

rof. Schlaparelli, who has been years col-
lecting data concerning that, uncanny évent,
isnow 1nclined to refer the cause to the
toal eclipse of Oct. 6. 1241. Kepler tells
us his authority being Gemma, that there
was & sun darkening in 1547, which lasted
for three days. April 22-24, which finally
ended by the sun *‘ appearing to be suffuse:l
with ‘blood to that degree that stars were
visible at noonday.”

America has experienced several dark
days during her short historical life, the
most memorable being that of May 19, 1780,
when the darknesss was so great that all the
people of New England, with the exception
of a sturdy few, were terrified almost to the
verge of distraction.

A Hiteh in the Proceeding:—Difeulty in
Seleeting the Arbitrators.

WasmyeroN, Jan.—The Behring Sea

States, and the remair ing three were to be
selected from other nations. Up to this
point everything had progressed smoothly
and uninterruptedly, but when it came to
an agrecment upon the neutral arbitrators
tbere was a hitch. Great Britain could not
be induce . to submit any names of persons
who would be acceptable to l-er, and has not
up to vhis time. Unless Lord Salisbury
speedily gives his attention to the negoti-
ations the prospects are favourable for a re-
newal of the modus vivendi, with all its har-
assing features, whion was in force last sea-
son; for it is not probable that a rupture
will occur between Great Britain and the
United States on a matter so unimportant

For two or three nights a sharp frost had
held tho eouthern and midland districts in
an icy grip.- In Leicestershire the thermo-
meter showed 23°, while at York and in
Lond:n it was 26.17 © ; indeed, on the grass
at Brixton the screencd thermometer mark-
ed 21°. These figures indicate very severe
weather for England. It 1s added that
thick hoar frost lay on the ground and
roofs, c 3
On Tuesday, the frost was acgompanied
by a thick fog, which threw b, metropolis
into dense gloom, delayed traffic in various
directions, and stopped it altogether on the
river. On the railways fog signalers were
stationed at short intervals, and the reports
of the detonaters were lou! and frequent.
On the Thames navigation was

ENTIRELY SUSPENDED

in consequence of fog, several large steam-
ers, jnﬂrd and ongvgmrd bound, %eing de-
layed. Oddly enough, a few days before
this frost ripe raspberries were gathered at
Wisborough Green, in Sussex, vad there
were-many plants in full bloom. Xipe wild
strawberries were also picked at Waldron,
in the same county, and in the Weald of
Kent. The severs frosts, of course, destroy-
ed the prospects of any further second
crops. Ige in Bushey Park was two inches
thick.

When the fog set in with renewed vigor
on Tuesday it was very dense. At no time
was it possible to see more than the distance
of a few yards. The fog, which had then
continued more or less for three days, was
very general over the London area, and
artificial light had to be used both indoors
and out throughout the day, while during
the greater part of the time the blackness
was fully equal to that at midnight. Over
the greater part of the metropolitan area the
gaslights were kept burningthe whole of the
day. The inconvenience caused was very
great. On the complicated system of rpil-
way by which London is served it was im-
possible. to keep time. Trains were not
merely delayed, but in seyeral instances the
whole service was completely disorganized.
The marvel was that, even with all the as-
sistance of fog signaling, it was possible to
contirel the coming and going of hundreds of
trains without accident. Risk must be en-
ormously increased when the time-table can
no move be followed, when there is a sort of
a go-as-you-please arrangement in operation,
and the trains runm, in the expressive but
almost despairing langunage of officials, any-
how.

Money would hardly tempt the cabmen to
cross London Bridge, encumbered with
traffic, and the roadways slippery with that
peculiar greasy mud which fog produces,
and which thoughtful mynicipal rulers so
often forget to relieve by sprinkling gravel
and samfon the treacherous surface. The
extent to which such a pall of Egyptains
darkness acts in restraint and disorganizat-
ion of business was hard to realize. It was
almost pitiable to see the depots of the great
carrying houses literally blocked with carts
unable to get about at a time when expedi-
tion was most devoutly to be wished. It
Christmas parcels were delayed, the carriers
were justified in pleading fog in their de-
fense.

In the shops business was wonderfully re-
stricted. At one large establishment there
were not, more than thirty cusomers, when
usually in there would have been counted a
throng at least ten times as numerous,
Several branches of business, notably those
connected with the building trade, were
momentarily at a standstill, and some thou-
Bands of workmen were out of employment.
Nor was personal discomfort wanting, T
many; persons acute pain was caused to the
eyes, to a still larger number difficulty of
breathing ; and these inconveniences were
not to be evaded by remaining indoors, tor
the penetrating material invaded every
apartment, however well warmed and cozy
otherwise,

In its editorial comments on the melan-
eholy situation, the London ** Daily News”
observed that. a city with five millions of
people had had the daylight blotted out by
a dense and irritating thickness in the air,
and nothing conld be done, nothing even at-
tempted, to remedy the evil, Every house
was blackened, furniture and hangings dirt-
ied and poiled, in many of the shops im-
mense damage was done to delicate and
costly goods, business of all kinds was hin-
dered, and the tiaffic of the crowded streets
was stilled toa tunsral pace, yet nobody even
asks wiy was such an evil was so patiently
endured.

A growing girl
should certainly go to bed as early as
8 o’clock, and should continue this bed-
time hour until shearrives at an age when
she judges for herself. The old Norman
law which commanded that all fires should
be covered and lights put out at the ringing

tyrannical measure, was, from a hygienic
point of view, one of the most goodly rules
that could have been ordained. Consider-
able harm has been done by arbitrary rules
in the matter of sleep. The fact that Napo-
leon was able to exist with six hours’ sleep,
if 1t were true, proves nothing but his ex-
ceptional endurance. It is said that General
Grant once said that he could do nothing
without nine hours’ sleep. There are very
few people of great nervous energy and force,
who do not require a great deal more sleep.
A person who, does very little work, and
whose brain is not very actively engaged in
any way, can afford to take eight hours
sleep.

The claims set forth féiom time fines
morial by tobacco haters that no ghimal
would tough the weed, thatgeven the hog
felt above it, seem destined to receive a
serious set back. Evgene Russell, a farmer
living on the Post Bay road, near Lake
Ontarin, is the owner of a mare and colt
that are extremely fond of tobacco. The
mare formed the habit long before the birth
of the colt and in the case of the youngster
the appetite seems to have been inherited.

The moon is our nearest neighbor, and
we ought to be on very.intimate terms with
it, but for some reason it seems to be neg-
lected by astronomers. Were it not for the
attention given to it by farmers, and a few
others who are pretty well up in moon lore,
it might as well be marked off the list of
heavenly bodies.

Not long since a scientist bobbed up and
offered to prove that the moon had nothing
todo with the tides. He will have a
o hard time beating that into heads of sea-
men and those who-have grown up near
tidewater. If the moon doesn’t raise the
tides there must be a remarkable coinci-
dence in their movements.

Faamers used to put a great deal of de-
gendence in the moon. They planted crops

number of days before the rain would come.,

The health, growth, and development of
children and animals were supposed to be
influenced by the moon.

Reports from Brazil say that yellow fever
and small-pox are now raging at Santos
with almost unprecedented fury, and the
summer sesson hasonly just bann. As an
indication of the fearful prevalence of the
diseases it is said that eighteen Captains of
merchant vessels have been stricken down
and have died within the past twe months,
They constitute but a small fraction of the
many victims. On some vessels the entire
ship’s company, officers and men, have been
swept away by the combined force of the
diseases. Of all the persons attacked it is
estimated that only about one-third have
left their beds alive. 7

At the offices of the different companies
in this city engaged in the Brazilian trade
it was said yesterday that nearly every mail
brings the “announcement of one or more
deaths from the ships in port at Santos. On
board the ships which have lately returned
from Brazil the situation at Santos was
described as pitiable indeed. The Captains
of the different vessels all give much the
same account. Yellow fever and small-pox,
they say, have also broken out at Rio
Janeiro, but to nothing like the same ex-
tent as at Santos. - At gtio Janeiro a Euro-
pean company has recently recenstructed
the drainage system, while at Santos the
drainage system is in a more frightful con.
dition t an ever.

To make matters worse at Santos, the
means of transportation have become clogged
and vessels arriving in the ports arc obliged
to wait weeks and months for warfage and
dock room. The whole harbor is erowded
with such vessels, lying idle in the pestilent
waters.

Santos is about 120 miles south of Rio
Janeiro. It lies on the inner side of the
island of Sanios, which extends within a
short distance of the coast. The province
of St. Paul stretches along the opposite
coast, and the greater part of the merchan-
dise landed at %E Paul, which lies inland
about, three hours’ ride by rail. The mer-
chandise brought to Sartos is exchanged for
| coffee, which 1s about the cnly expord from
the neighbouring comptry.” The small
railwa, tween Santos and St. Paul has

rovef wholly madequate to the increased

emands that have been made on it this
year, and at present both ends of the line

g4 are reported to be clogged, and the work

of transportation is going on at a snail's

The Custom House is crowded to the doors
with merchandise, and some compenies have
been forced to rent private buildirgs ata
heavy cost to receive cargoes. 1nsome cases
. Where no room conld be found the cargo has
been dumped in the streets, and great piles
of goods arc said to be lying in different
parts of the town under guard, waiting for
an opportunity of storage of transportation.
New ships are arriving every day to increase
the difficalty. One Captain said yesterda;
that when he left there were 200 vma{
waiting oft Santos to unload their cargoes.
Not only was the small harbor in front of
the town completely filled with them, but
the line of vessels extended the whole length
of the river leading into the port on the
northeast side of the island, and quite a
fleet had been forced to anchor off the soutly
end of the island in Santos Bay.

It is among the ships and along the water
front that the black vomit and small-pox
have done their most deadly work. ’F‘he
draipage of the port empties into the river
close to the raillway wharf, which is the
place where the larger vessels go ¢» unload.
Of the many vessels that have bean at this
wharf to unload in the last two months the
Chaucer of the Liverpool, Brazil and Rivep
Platte Stream Navigation Company is said
to be the only one that did not give up some
of her crew to the pestilences. Thte wrter
in froaf of the port and along the river
whoere the vessels are anchored is described
as black and foul. It is filled with animal
and vegetable griw plainly visible to the
eye, the Captamls nﬁ a glass of it is held
to the light. : ;

The bottom of the river is blazk, bad-
smelling mud. When the tide goes down
great stretches of this bake in the sun. Near
some of the wharves the water ‘is not deep
enough for the ships, and tne unloading is
carried on acrossscows. At low water many
of these are left buried in the soft mud.
The men working on them are said to far-
nish a large number of the fever’s vietims,
A stone quay is now building on the water
front, and dredges and scows are ineessant-
ly at work spreading the contagion shat the
mud is supposed to contain. This is given
as one of the principal causes for the fierce
outbreak of the diseases.

The number of those stricken down is so
great that only a part of them can be aceom-
modated at the hospital. Temporary guart-
ers have been fitted up as well as eireum-
stances would allow, and as fast as t!le
hospital is filled the extra wictims are dis-
tributed among the other places. In wmost
cascs those stricken down live at the longest
only.a few days. Sometimes they are dead
in a few hours. Assoon as cértain symp-
toms appear the physicians are able to
calculate the time when death will prebably
occur, and the family or friend of the dying
man are notified to have all arrangements
for the burial ready at that time. Ne delay
is permitted. If the family or friends do
not come forward the city tikes charge of
the burial.

- The usual time for the yellow fever to be
at its worst has only just begun. From
January to March is the summer season in
Santos’s latitude, and it is in the Lottest
weather that the disease works the most
damage. In addition to the increasing heat,
the exposures that the peop'e always enffer
at the festivals and carnivals coming at this
season of the year, are counted as likely to
increase the ravages of the disease. To mect
this expected increase & new hospital is
building, and at last reports work on it was
being pushed night and day.

Some of the Captains and officers of ves-
scls that have recently arrived in Santos .
have immediately taken passage on outgoing
veesels back to Eng and or American. The
number of ships waiting to be nnloaded {s
now so large that the newcomers hare the
prospect of being delayed for months end the
officers, knowing this, are getting away from
danger. Some of the compazies, it is eafd,
have procured houses some distamce back
from town for the sailors &t rive 1m while
the vessels are in port waiting to be emload
ed.

Railway Building In Canada Last Year.

Not much railway building was in-
dulged in by the Dominion as compared
with other years, only about 400 milee
of track having beon completed in 1891.
Some of this, even, was built in’00 and
only openel last year. But on the
other hand some track laid down in
1891 will not be opened till some time
this year. The most important line
was the Calgary & Edmonton, 181 miles
long, opéiing up a large section of new
land in the Western Tenitories. The
road is operated by the CanadianPacific
Railway, and is destined to become part
of the corporation's system. The mile-
age, divided among the different lines,
