OTTAWA, April 8.—The judgment
of the Board of Rallway Commission-
efs in what is known as the Western

Rate Case, which has occupied the
attention of the Board in various
forms since 1904, was issued yester-
day afternoon,

The judgment covers some 200
pages and makes many substantial
cuts. - It deal with each contention in
order, and refers frequently to the
reports of the Board’s chief trafic offii-
cer,-and attaches his examples of re-
ductions ordered.

After dealing with various argu-
meénts-of counsel, the judgment pro-
ceeds to “outline a comprehensive
basis to tolls and a complete rate
strueture for all raflways in western
Canada subject to its jurisdiction.

day there was given to the world ove of the

- most remarkable books ever written, a book
that at once began to. make men think, and
that has kept them thmxmg ever since—John
Locke's “Essay Concerning Understanding”
for which the author was paid the- munificent

- sum of thirty pounds ; the same price, by ‘the -

- way, that Kant afterw:rd received far the epoch-
makmg “Cnnque of the Pure Reason.”

It is to the"“‘Essay Concerning I—luman Un’-
derstlndinz" that we- must look for’ the” f‘l;,
~quarters of modern philosophy as opmsed
aeho!asticism of the Middle Ages. Itwas Locke

e |
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Locke took the ground that originally the

mind is like a sheet of white paper, and that
whazever is written upos it comes, directly or

. indirgctly, from the sensible ohjects abcut it, or

to the States which those objects produce. There
are, s0 Locke maintained no such thing as
*Innate Ideas.” Allideas, from the lowest to
the highest, are born of experience.

““It is evident,” 'so he declared, ‘‘that the

mind knows not things immediately, but by

the intervention of the ideas it has of them.”’
By this. Locke means that ouf knowledge is
relative, not absolute. - Ina word, we have the
ideas, but we do not know, and- cannot lmow
that the ideas represent reality.

-The effect of Locke’s book upon philosophy
was. as great as that of Copernicus was upon as-
tronomy, or that of Darwin upon bioclogy. ' It
furnished an absolutely new viewpoint; and de-

‘manded an absolutely new conclusion, and to-

day every hranch of human thought is domin.
ated by the Great Englishman’s conclusions as
laid down in the ““Essay on Human Under-

‘ standing.”’

" And the man was as remarkable as his
bouk. In an age of great excitement and deep
prejudice he set the sample of thinking calmly
and clearly. When philosophy was little better
than the arid discussion of scholastic indnities,
he wrote in a way to interest statesmen and
men of the world. At a time when the chains

of dogma 'were tightly drawn, and’ the penalty .

for attempting to loosen them were much more
stringent than it is now possxble for us to con-
ceive. he raised questions which stirred the
very depths of human thought, and.did it in a

. spirit s0 candid, so tolerant; and so. unselfishly

that he seemed to be writing not for his own
party or own time, but for all ume and for all

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Luke xxiv, 13.35,
Memory Verses, 31, 32—Golden Text,
Rom. viii, 3¢—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

This study might bear the title of the
one for March 22, “Lessons by the
Way,” and it is also a good introduc-
tion to next week’s Jesson on *“The
Cost of Discipleship,” for nothing
helps one to be a disciple like the pow-
er of His resurrection (Phil. iii, 10).
There : were five appearances of the
risen Christ on that first resurrection
day, to Mary Magdalene, to the other
women, to Peter, to these two men

and in the evening to the ten (Thomas
being absent). That which Jesus was
and - did during the forty days be-
tween His resurrection and ascension
speaks to me of that which the saints
will be and do in our resurrection bod-
ies, for we shall be like Him.

As they talked of Him and of the
things which had bappened Jesus Him-
gself drew near and went with them
(verses 13-15). Many bhave been re-
freshed by the fact that He keeps a
record of those who think upon Him
(Mal. ii, 16). I like the words “Jesus
Himself,” “I myself,” “Jesus shewed
Himself,” “He gave Himself,” “His
own self bare our sins” (verses 36, 39);
John xxi, 1, 14; ‘Aets 1, 3; Gal i, 20; I
Pet. ii, 24). No one can fill or satisfy
the heart like “Himself,” and we do
not wonder that:the psalmist said,
“My meditation of Him shall be sweet;
I will be:glad in the Lord” (Ps. civ, 34).

The men asked if He was & stranger
because He did not seém to know the-
great events of the past few days, and
they told Him all (verses 19-24), evi-
dently with much sadpess and disap-
pointment. They talked as if they
had never heard that He, was to die
and rise from: the dead on the third
day,- though He ' had repeatedly told
them ; that it would be even so (Luke
ix, 22; xviii, 81-34). It is written con-
cerning John, whom Jesus loved, who
leaned on His bosom,. that even he,
‘ag well ag" Peter knew. not that Jesus
must rise again from the dead (John
xx, 9). This should. lead us to ask
ourselves in all sincerity if we are

really believing all that is written con-
rcerning His present ministry, His com-
ing again 'and His kingdom, and our
share by grace in it all

He told them that their dimculty was-

| that they did not believe all that the-

prophets had spoken and were there-
fore foolish men (verses 25, 26), and
that evening He said. to the eleven and
those. gathered with 'them, that -all
things must be fulfilled, which were-
written in the law of Moses, and in
the prophets, and in the Psalms con-
cerning Him (verses 33, 44).

Many. of these still unfulfilled prophb-
ecies are today wholly neglected or
spiritualized into mere nothings. Take
for example lIsrael becoming a right-
eous nation, Jerusalem the throne of
the Lord, His féet standing again upon
the Mount of Olives, the ‘nations ceas-
ing from waf, Israe! tfiling the earth
with fruit, the whole earth filled with
His glory (Isa. ii, 4; xi, 9; xxvii, 6.

The whole topic of all Scripture may,
\be summed up in "the sufferings of
Christ and the glory that shall fol«
low” (verse 26 and 1 P’et 1, 11), of
which He spoke to them as He walk:
ed, opening to them .the Scriptures,
and expounding to them in all the
Scriptures the things concerning Him-
self (verses 7, 82)." I think we may be
certain that He did not fail to expound
Gen. i, 15,21, 24; 3xji. 8; Ex: xif; Lev.
ozl Nnﬁ.nﬂx. ‘Deut. xvili;-Ps. xxil;
Isa. Hii;'and who can téll how many
more. Is it your custom when you
read your Bible to pray, Lord, by Thy
Spirit, open to me this Scripture?

He made as though He would have
gone further when they reached the

[ end of :their journey, for He does not

intrude umnless desired. It was pot
difficult to constrain Him to abide, for
He is glad to enter every door that is
opened to Him (verses 28, 29; Rev.
fif, 20). As He sat at meat with them
He took bread and blessed and broke
and gave to them, and He was known
of them in breaking of bread (verses
30, 31, 35). My own conviction is that
they saw in His bands, as He broke
the bread, the marks of the nails and
thus recognized Him. even asthe same
evening He convinced the disciples
that it was Himself by showing them
His hands and feet (verse 39). As they
knew Him He vanished out of their
sight, so shall we do when we shall
have obtained our resurrection bodies.

They rose up the same hour and
started back to Jerusalem with such
a heartburn as they probably had not

,known before.. Compare the inward

burning of Ps. xxxix, 2; Jer. xx, 9; Job
xxxil, 1820, The eight mile walk
back-to-the city did not seem long to
them, as they no doubt rehearsed all,
that He'had told them. They found®
the _dioclples and others gathered to-
gether, talking of His resurrection,
and of how He had appeared to Si-
mon; 0 - they told their wonderful
story, and as tbey spake Jesus Him-
self ‘stood in the midst of them md
saith unto them, “Peace be unto you”

Hence God’s compassipn mani-
fested itself in providing the Re-
deemer—a Ransomer. One capable
of .satisfying the claims of Justice
and thus legally setting Adam and
all of hig race free from the death
penalty—the curse.

. But while the Lamb of God was to
take away. the sin of the whole world
and give ‘all an opportunity for
Restitution, He will not be  the
Passover Lamb for the world. -Jesus
is our Passover—the Church’s Pass-
over Lamb. This shows the differ-
ence between the deliverance of the
Church during this Age, and the fu-
ture deliverance of the woyld during
the Millennium. The Church is de-
livered or passed over- by faith—
through the imputation of the merit
of the Redeemer. The Church class
may, therefore, even now speak of
ging forgiven and of having passed
from death unto life—but not so the,
world. Indéed, the taking away of
the sins of the world in the next Age
will be on a totally different:basis.
The merit of the Redeemer will not
be imputed to mankind. The world
will not be justified by faith. 'The
taking away of their sins will be
actual, and their justification will be
actual.

The Church of the First-born has
gpecial privileges and blessings, as
well as special trials. In the Pass-
over type, the lives of the first-born
were in jeopardy, while the lives of
others of Israel were in mo danger.
This signifies in the antitype that
the Church of the First-born will be
liable t0 death at a time when. the
remainder of the world will not be
thus liable.. The .reason for this is
clear, in the light of other Scrip-
tures, as we shall see.

The call of the Gospel Age the
Apostle styles a “high calling,” a
Heavenly calling, because the Church
is not under a law. Rather, a Heav-
enly reward is held up before the
minds of some, and they are invited
to enter into a Covenant with God,
to follow such a course of life in the
present time as will eventually bring
fhem to the glorious prize set before
them in the invitation. That prize
is' sometimes styled the Kingdom,
and sometimes the Divine nature—
and it includes both.

But if“the reward is so great that
Jesus called it the ‘pearl of great
,price,” and St. Paul declared that he
 counted all other things as loss and
dross in comparison, 'we should not
be surprised to find the conditions,
or terms, for obtalning it very strin-
gent. Notice the stringency of the
call:  “Gather together My saints
unto Me,” saith the Lord, ‘“those who
have mdde a Covenant with Me by
sacrifice.” * (Psalm 50:5.) ~Again,
notice Jesus’ words, “If any man will
be My diseiplé, let him deny him-
gelf and take up his cross and follow
‘Me.” ey
- From the foregoing Seripture, it
will be noticed that ‘the ‘¢ondition
upon which any may become 2 mem-
ber of the Chureh of the First-born
is that he shall sacrifice his earthly
mature; . Only - by faithfulness in
thus sacrificing can’ he ‘obtain the
Heavenly nature. ' Unfaithfulness
would hinder him ‘from-ever obtain-
ing the new nature. @ As for the
earthly nature, such give up all right
to it, in order that they may.run
the sacrificial race for, the spirit; na-
ture. Henece it is that the. First-
‘borns are represented iin’the type as
being _exposed to death—annihila-
tion. 8
', Not so the world; for tke world is
only wunder Adamic ' condemnation.
God has promised  that through
Christ that curse shall be removed.
Hence of all the people in the world,
the only ones who at the present
time are in ‘danger of going into ex-
{inetion are those who have made 2
consecration to be the followers of
Jesus. : ; ‘

Look back again at the type.
There we see the lamb -provided for
all. . There we see the blood upon
the door-posts for all.: But we.see
the first-born the only ones in dan-
ger. In the antitype, these, if passed
over, will become  the Church in
Glory, the Royal Priesthood. How
beautiful the picture! How solemn
the thought of our opportunities and
privileges, and responsibilities cor-
responding!
