In view of resuitsin the recent military
manoeuvres, M. Millerand, the French Minis-
ter of War, has, savs the New York Post, re-
solved tdexteud considerably the sphere of the
motor in war. It was found that motor gun-
carriages, equipped with self-acting wheels, had
n> difficulty in negotiating slopes and ditches.
So several of them are to be sent immediately
to the troops in Morocco. - But it is not only as
gun—carﬁages that motors are to be used. They
are to be:adopted in the commissariat. At pres-
ent food convoys are accompanied by flocks of
sheep and herds of cattle, and the animals a;e
slaughtered as the need arises. These herds
naturally hamper the mobility of a column; and
further, the long marches affect the quahty of
the meat. With motor convoys ali these dis-
advantages will disappear. Owing to their
grest mobility such convoys will be able to pro-
vision themselves €ither from large towns or
specially constituted depots. There will also be
a mofor service for the transport of bread, wine,
vegetables, and other perishable foods. The
use of the motor car inl the medical service will
be perfected and extended. It has been found
possible by a system of joists -to  convert an
ordinary taxi into an_admirable amopulance.

GOMMISSION NAMED

LORD MERSEY IS COMING

Chief of Board Which Investigated
Titanic- Catastrophe Will Probably
Repreésent British Board of
Trade Along With Judge Rou-
thier and Chief Justice Mc-
Leod—Bill Is Hastened.

OTTAWA, June 2.—The House of
Com ons lost no tima yesterday
morning in facili‘ating the psssage of
an amendment to tne SBhipping Act
which will give powe- to appoint a
special ¢ ramission to ‘inquire intc
the Empress of Ireland disaster.
With the unanimous consent of the
House the bill was given a first and
second reading yesterday morning
and will get a third reading to-day
when it will be sent to the Senate.

Hon, J. D. Hazen, who introduced
the ameadment, explained that un-
der the present act the Minister has
power-to form a board composed of
a Govérnment offieial or judge. Only
one commission>r could be appoint-
ed and the Government could not go
sutside of these clusses for a mem-
ber of the board. It was felt that in
the case of the Emp ess of Ireland
there should 'be the most searching
inquiry. He proposed an additional
clause to the bill, wiere in case of
extreme gravity the Minister may ap-
point ‘‘two or more ft persons’” to
coaduct an investigation.

Sir Wilfrid Laur!sr 'said he agreed
entirely with the bill, and commend-
ed the Minister for his action. There
should be the mos: smple inquiry in-
to the disaster.

Premier Borden added a few
words, saylnz that the British auth-
orities ha yvbeen notified of
the Governm iritentions a# re-
gards the inveatlga.tion He added
aleo that the Canadian Pacific Co.
bhad asked for a mearching inquiry.

The investigating board will be
composed of Sir Rodolphe Routhier,
judge of the Quebec Admiralty Court,
and Hon, B. M. McLeod, Chief Jus-
tice o New Brunswick, and also
judge of the Admfralt - Court of New
- Brunswick, together with Mr. George
Vaux, the. British expert, whom the
British Bolrd of Trade is sending to
‘Canada.”

The bou'd wm meet immediately
upon argival of Mr. Vaux.

|NO HOPE THAT

House Leaders Refer to Disaéter—
Connaught : nd Teck Grieved.

OTTAWA, May 30.—The wreck of
the Empress of Ireland was brought
upn in the House of Common- yester-
day morning » brought sympathe-
tic utterances fror both the Premier
and the leader o1 the Opposition. Rt.
Hon. Mr. Borden referred to the ter-
{rible loss of human life, but hoped
thit the report as to th> number of
lives lost was exaggerated. He said
it . was an accident that could not
have been prevented by any action
whieh the country could have taken
to render navigation safe. It was just
one of those accidents which could
not be prevented by any actien on the
part of the Government. He express-
‘ed Sympathy for the families of those
w_o ‘lost their lives and. intimated
that some assistance to tlLem might
be conmsidered later.

Sir' Wilfrid Laurier said it was hard
to understand how an accident a few

T WHAT ENTHUSIASM CAN DO

It is a fact that cannot be disputed that no
great movement making for human progress
ever made any great advance unless it was
plentifully endowed with enthusiasm.

It is now about a year ago since Dr. E. N.
Baker assurned the principalship of Albert Coll-
ege. He looked over the situation wverycare=
fully end finally came to the conclusion that
Albert College could not go on and do its-work
unless it were endowed in a way generous
enough to permit it to meet the increasingly
keen and efficient competition of collegiate in-
stitutes and other preparatory schools.

that first hundrec thousand. That the remain-
ing seventy-five thousand can be secured by a
tintle etfort, Dr. Baker has not the least doubt in

That is the sort of faith by which mount-
ains are moved. :

With a quarter of a mﬂlion for endowment
Albert will unqueshomhﬁy become the finest
preparatcry school in Canada. 1 already does
more to make Bellevilie imovm thrOughout the .
length and breadth of this dominion than any
other feafure we possess. What it will mean
to this city when it is endewed in an adequale
way and the number of its students ‘is vast-
1y increased, we can only conjecture. Buttnat
the sucessiul issue of Dr. Baker’s plans will
bring about great indirect results for Belleville,
needs no demonstrstion from us.

Dr. Baker places the scheme squarely be-
fore the public in ja brief but comprehensive
article in the May number of ‘‘Albertus,” the
excellent magazine that the studeats have been
issuing from time to time this year. We take
the liberty of making a few extracts, —

"~ We assiime the necessity of ‘educational -
institutions such as Albert Coilege, and yet in
the minds of some peoﬁe, even to-day. there
may not be a clear understand‘mg of ‘the special
demand tor such places of learning.

March 31st, 1914— we received 115,000 immi-
rants trom cur great southermr netghbor. and
these were amongst our most desirable immi-
rants.  During March, 1914, 5873" United
tes farmers came into Caoada, ringing with’
them nearly $3.000,000-in cash and effects; and
we cannot conceive any Canadian Government
beéing undesirous of admitting such settlers. If
we could secure a much larger immigration of -
British fariners they would be heartily wel-
come, but the difficulty is that the. British im-
migration has all too. smau a propomon of far-
mers. No doubt there are many British farm-

--ers who would form a very valuable and wel-

come addition to our population, but they do
not seem to respond to the lure of cheap lands °
as readily as our United States neighbors.—

THE INTERNATIONAL CERIES

Text of the Lesson, Luke xvii, 20-37
Memory Verse, 33—Gelden Text, Luke
xvii, 21—Commentary Prepared
Rev. D. M.-Stearns.

Every instance of bealing or makicg
the blind to see, the deaf to hear, th
lame to walk, was a sample of t
kingdom which will be set up on ea:
when the Lord shall take vengea
upon His enemies and recompense s
people, when Israel shall obtain jos
and gladness and sorrow and sig
ghall flee away, when the inhabita
shall not say I am sick and the peo;
shall be forgiven their iniquity (Is
xxxv, 4-6, 10; xxxiil. 24).

When the twelve and the seve
were sent forth they were to heal tt
sick and preach that the kingdom b
come migh. Our Lord Himself also as
He preached the gospel of the king
dom healed all manner of SI(Lm\w and
disease (Matt. iv, 23; x, 7, 8; Luke 1,
9, 11). When the Pharisees .vad about
the coming of the kingdom we must
remember that they thought of the
kingdom as described by the prophets,
and in.this they were not wrong, for
such a kingdom was even then at hand
and will surely come at our Lord's
return, according to Luke xix, 11, 12;
Acts iii, 21.

Perbaps there is no saying in the
Scriptures more misquoted, misinter-
preted and mlsapplied than the words
of our Golden Text as they stand. “Be-
held the Kingdom of God is within
. you.” From these words it is general-
ly taught that our Lord will never
have a kingdom on this earth, when
the nations will learn war no more
and all kings and nations shall serve
Him, (Isa, i, 4; Ps. 1xxi, 11), but that
His kingdom is wholy spiritual in the
hearts of His people, that the church
is His kingdom, that it began to come
at Pentecost and has been coming ever
since, and-that we are here to extend
it, and that some day the church will
convert the whole world. - Then he
will burn up the world and take all
His people to heaven. Those who 80
teach-have no use for a literal Israel,
or for the coming of Christ to reign,
or for prophecy generally, or Daniel
or Revelation in particular. The New
Testament is quite sufficient, and much
of that may be omitted.

To reading our Biblés wé must al
ways notice if God is speaking either
directly or through His servants or
if the devil is the speaker. Otherwise
we might make the same mistake as
the judge who said, "We have the
highest authority for saying all that a
man bath will he give for his life,”
the judge not haviug g noticed that these
words were from the devil (Job i, 4),
‘We must also notice to whom words
are spoken, whether fo sinners or
saints, to Pharisees or disciples. The
words of the Golden Text Were spoken
to Pharisees, whom He elsewhere
called "whited sepulchers, full of hy-
poerisy and iniquity. children of hell”
(Matt. xxiif. 15, 27, 28). Our Lord
would no more say to such that the
kingdom of God was within thens
than you or I would say it to a drunk-
en man who was full of cursing. What
our Lord did say is more correctly ren-
dered in the margin “among you” or
in the R. V. margin, “in the midst of

dom, but aithough in their midst and
ready to set up His kingdom they
would not bave Him, but said; “We
have no king but Caesar,” “Not this
man, but Barabbas.” Then He turned
to His disciples (verse 22) and
spoke to them of His future coming as
Son of ‘Man in His glory (verses 24,

at their. hands (verse 25), and that
when He came again it wonld be as
suddenly as the lightning shining from
ohe part of heaven to the other, and
that He would find at His coming
again a condition of affairs on earth
simijlar to that in the days of Noah
and as it was in Sodom in the days of
Lot. This does pot look like a con-
verted world to welcome Him, but
rather as it is described in Rev. 1, 7;

Sin had gain-
ed ascendency over Adam and his
race, and had brought them dowm
to the dust, mentally, morally and
physically. Moreover, this victory
over mankind had been gained in &
legal mahnner, through the one man’s
disobedience. The Logos divested
Himself of His glory on the spirit
plane, was made flesh, fulfilled the
demands of the Law, proved Himself
competent to pay the sinner’s Ran-
gom-price, and ‘“‘gave Himself a Ran-
gom for all, to be testified -in due
time.” Having finished His sacri-
ficial work, He was again received
to the spirit nature with exceeding
glory and to the right hand of God.

Thus, he continued, the great Com-
queror is seen returning to the ~
Heavenly state, acclaimed by the
Heavenly host; and far down the
ceituries the prophetic view sees
following Him a. great procession.
First comes the Church, the Royal
Priesthood, His brethren, delivered
from the power of Sin and
through the merit of Jesus’ blood.

Some . cause diseases- in the human |
body, perhaps for the same purpose. |
) They cause disease because they se-i
crete substances which kill the tis-)
sues to .make food out of and this
food causes in us symptoms- of disease

Each "organism produces its own.
Neither can organisms start  spon-
taneously. They eome from some oth-
er individuals. ]

Some  diseases  like typhoid and
diphtheria are strictly human diseas-
es-and germs are not multiplied out-
side ' the human body. Typhoid germs
remain in ‘water but do not grow.

Fortunately for mankind they do
not live long outside the body. Sun-
light, drying, electric currents, heat.
peat, clay, are destructive agentsand
kill the germs. For instance a typhcid
well remains- infected only a couple
of weeks when the germs die. Some-
however are resistant. Land may re-
main infected with anthrax for 30
or 40 years. Luckily these are few.

Diphtheria is spread by drinkmg
cups very largely. A person may be
inoculated with it and: yet mnot be-
come infected, but still carry the
germs to others. Diphtheria- is strict-
Iy mouth tramsference, Pneumonia,
scarlet fever, measles are transferr-
ed from the mouth. Tuberculosis is
likewise transferred only it is slower
in growth. Typhoid fever, an intesti-
nal disease is spread by finger trans-
ference - in . food, fly trans-
elce in summer, mice in  sewers,
polluted streams. The bubonic plague
is spread by fleas biting human be-
ings. Rats are susceptible to this dis-
ease and unfortunately they are coy-
ered with fleas which leave thebody
of a rat when it dies and approaci
the human body. Ship fever, - camp
fever, and typhus are caused by liee
biting.  Malarial fever and yellow fe-
ver are due.to mosquito bites and
are destructive.
