It bad .to be.cut rather
like a smock, hunging full from the
shoulders to form deep folds about the
hem.

I made mine slightly different from
Olive’s by shortening the ‘coat in front
and making a square rolled down col-
lar instead of a rounded one.

Five of .hese fasteners were
needed to close the coat.
