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A NEW FOREST POLICY fOR ONTARIO

More than two thirds of the whole a, of

*Ontario is non-agricultural, and must be de-

veloped for timber crops or be turned into a
perm'a.nent barrens 7 3,

Practicaly all of this great timber estate is
public-owned and under full control of the On-
tario Government. Fifteen million acres are
under lease to lumbermen, but the authority of
the state as regards imposition of measures of
fire protection, and “whatever conservation re-
qulreQente may from time to time prove neces-
\sary, has never been disputed.

While fire protection has vastly impreved
during recent years, there is no more public
supervision of timber cutting, no more admin-
istrative effort to make the forests reproduce
tree crops in perpetuity than existed forty years
ago.

. Ontario’s forests are bemg “cut out” with
little provigion for future growth. Whlte pine
that built -Ontarie’s great reputation as a lum-
ber: province has fallen in production by sixty

per cent in ‘ten years as regards crown lands. g

This is largely attributable to exhaustion of
white pine forests. 'Many of the largegt pine
millg have but a few years supply in sight.
With the exhaustion of the Eastern United
States forests, paper mills are being forced to
cross the Canadian border. Canada will uf-
guestionably become. a main reliance | of the

| Ontario hag adhered to the old tradition of
public adm:mstra.twn of forests by regarding
the forests primarily ds a source of revenue.
The old regulations and attitude have held fast.
Except for fire protection not a single téchni-
cally-qualified forester has been employed: sup-
ervising timber be{th operations. There is no
body 'of techmee.’l men to enforce the regula-
tions on licensed lands and co-operate with the
jumbermen in bringlng on a new crop of tim-
ber. - Political patrona.ge has free play in the
selection of a portion at least of the fire rang-
ers. Instead of one branch controlling the
whole forest administration, fire ranging, tim-
ber scaling, forest surveys, technical control of
the cutting of timber, etc., two branch in.the
one department of lands and forests split the
éxisting duties between them’ and omit entirely
the most 'vital function of real forest adminls—
tration.

Mayor's Son Achieves Signal Suc-
cess—Interview with Mr. Leéo.
- B. Riggs.

The many friends of Mayor Riggs
will be interested to hear of the suc-
cess which ;is attending his son Mr.
Leo. Bates f{iggs in his chosen protes
sion of music

A resident of New York City re-
cently sent a letter to a local Tesi-
dent describing his visit ‘to the Ho-
tel:Astor, and the Chapel of the Inter
cession in New York City from which
we: take fhe following excerpts. :—

“You will be surprised to learn
that I have already had the great for
tume of hearing Mr. Leo. B, Riggs
perform on the organ in this great
Metropolis, and of testing out all the
higlh encomiums you paid this Belle
ville “old - boy” -in your letter to
me.
Looking back upon my experiences
I can not only honestly say that you

did not by any means exaggerate ‘the
case — but I can say, liké the Queen
of Sheba *‘the half was not told me.”
On' December 21st, I attended the
Vesper service of the Chapel of the
Intercession located at Broadway and
155th, Street and which s the parish
of the famous old Trinity Church.
/The place was crowded — possibly
900 people were present — and the
service was chiefly musical, with a
short sermon by the viear, Rev. Dr.
Gates. This church makes big display
ads in the Metropolitan Dailies feat-
uring “Leo Riges, Recital Organist”
It is sure some feature (please par-
don the slang; but everybody in New
York knows it!) The organ is a 4-
manual (keyboard) costing $25,000.
It i rich intone and perfect in all its
parts. The program of music was va-
ried and . contained something for
evérybody (as the vicar put it) —
for the children, for the amateurs
(like me) and for the mausic lovers,
and adepts in the organ art. There
was a ‘“Marche Russe” by Schminke
a “Marche Slaye” by Tachalkowsky;
and a “‘Seremade’” - vy Seebeeck,
besides two dandy ‘cello. mumbers.

It
has 106 speaking stops of charming
tone color. There are three four —
manual consolers from which the
whole instrument can be.operated,
one is in the grand ball roém, anoth-
er is on the orangerie Gallery and a
third is on the 'big stage.

Danger From Cattle.

The Riding Mountain and other
forest reserves are still under Do-
minion control .and naturalists and
Jthers complain of the present sys-
téem of the Dominion Government
which permits grazing leases in the
reserves to settlers in the  vicinity.
This, it is pointed out has led to the
destruction of the feed of the herds
of wild animals in the very shelters
provided by the province for them
in order to prevent extinction. When
the  provinces have control of their
natural resources it will be easy to
protect the last great herd
of game animals which. are vanish
ing from sight = owing to present
methods.
