Mrs. Scott &t this juncture ‘took
occasion to' defend: women voters
against an impression said to pre-
vail that women’s capdecity for poli-
tics will be on trial during the next
election. “Why should it be?’* ghe
continued. “Men have been voting
sinee the birth of elective govern-
ments, yet they are’not perfect in
political knowledge. It will be time
to judee how women have acquitted
themselves in fifty years time. Al
that .is needed . is education; then
there is no' reason why we could not
vote as dntelligeutly 'as the men.”

‘What to Fight for :

Mrs, Scott has most deeided ideas.
on. what she proposes. to fight for.
“The first thing,” she declared, “is
mothers’ pensions. Then representa-
tion for women on school boards and
on the board of censors.”

As a parting fling to show that
she had not entirely forgotten nor
forgiven superfor man’s
advice that woman’s place was in
the home, Mrs. Scott said goodbye
with this reminder:
