Princo Arthur William Patrick Albert, 
ake of Connaught and 8trathearo, Earl of 

Sussex, Duke of Saxony, and Prinoe of Co­
burg and Gotha, third eon and seventh child 
of the Queen, was bom at Buckingham Pa­
lace, May 1, 1850. The day was the 81st 
birthday of the Iron Duke, on whom, in the 
afternoon, the Prinoe Consort called to in­
form him that the Queen, aa a token of re­
gard, intended to have the royal infant bap­
tised by the name of Arthur. And so bap­
tized the*'Prince waa, on the 22nd of June, 
the present Emperor of Germany, who had 
not long before been driven to England by 
the passions of the revolution, also confer­
ring upon him his name, so that the boy was 
from the font marked for a soldier. In Feb. 
1866, Prinoe Arthur entered the military 
academy, at Woolwich, as a cadet ; in June

King Cetowayo’s wish for peacoisamere 
pretence to gain time until the harvest 
is gathered. Only a conditional surrend­
er will he ftcCèptèd. 'Hie Time* says 
Cetewayo’s overtures arc a little too trans 
parently deceptive, though not without a 
touch of ingenuousness.

A despatch from Cape Town say 
Cetewayo’s brother, with his eld 
and 300 warriors, surrendered uncondit­
ionally on Mardi 2nd, and are now in Col. 
Wood’s comp. Ohatn is supposed to be an 
aspirant to Cetewayo's throne. There 
haa been no important military move­
ment against the Zulus. Ekowe is still 
surrounded, the road leading there being 
defended by a large force of Zulus. The 
relieving forco under Col. Law is still 
on the lower Tugela river. It consists of 
three companies each of the 3rd and 88th 
regiments and a portion of the naval 
brigade of the ironclad Shah. The 57th 
regiment had landed at Durbar from 
Ceylon ami is now marching to join I.aw. 
Tlie latest intelligence ïfrom Ekowe is 
that tho garrison are well but provisions 
aro running short. More British troops

They weac royal tombs and 
nothing more. We need not draw any idea 
of astronomical use from their facing the car- 
dinal points, whereas the Chaldean pyra­
mids pointed to them ; nor, in the case of the 
great pyramid, from the curious circum­
stance that at the time of its building its 
entrance passage pointed to the pole-star, 
a Draconis, nor from the excellent platform 
for astronomical observation on its summit, 
nor from its chief measures being in exact 
Egyptian cubits without fractious. There 
may have been a religions reason for the ori­
entation of this and the other Egyptian py­
ramids, but it is quite obvious that a devia­
tion of direction would have produced a dis­
agreeable discord in the placing of these 
geometrically-shaped buildings. It was no 
use to point a passage to tho pole-star, as it 
had to be closed at the completion of the 
structure after tbe king’s sepulchre. The 
platform did not exist when the casiug.of 
the monument was complete to its apex. 
The most famous buildings t f antiquity were 
constructed with full measures without frac­
tions in all their chiet dimensions. What 
perhaps originated in the difficulty of obier- 
ving due proportion wheu tractions were al­
lowed, became a matter of religion.

The pyramids then were tombs of kings. 
Each had its name. The great pyramid was 
called “the Splendid the second pyramid, 
strangely enough, “ tho Great the third 
pyramid “ lhe Su| erior." Each must have 
be-.n the chiel vbjtot of a king’s reign.

B?S3a5SS2aSoM£BThe main principle* of an Egyptian tomb, 
this »ge, are the same iu the pyramids 
iu tho email* r built tombs, though 
iu which the principes are oariied out is 
diflereut. 'Ihese emal er tombs consist of a 
quadrangular mass of masonry, like an ob­
long truncated pyram d. having a pit, « nter- 
ed from above, descending to a sepulchral 
chamber cut iu the rock beneath ;' aud with­
in is also a chapel, entered from an external 
door, ami a secret chamber to c< ntein 
statu.e of the deceased. The pyramids ie- 
present the purely sepulchral part of these 
structures.
