StandardWhy Mark Twain Oouldnt Make a Book 
About the English.

ListowelMark Twain was interviewed the other 
day in Paris by a correspondent of the New 
York World. He was asked :

“Why have yo 
about England ?"

“ I have spent a great deal of time in Eng­
land—(your question is not a new one to me)— 
and I made a world of notes, but it 
no i»e. I couldn’t get any fun out of Eng­
land. It is too grave a country. And its 
gravity soaks into the stranger and makes 
him as serious as everybody else. When I 
was there 1 couldn’t seem to thick of any­
thing but deep problems of government, 
taxes, free trade, finance—and every night 
I went to bed drunk with statistics. I could 
have written a million books, but my pub­
lisher would have hired the common hang­
man to burn them. One is bound to respect 
England—she is one of the three great re­
publics of the world—in some respects she is 
the most real republic of the three, too, and 
in other respects she isn’t, but she is not a 
good text for hilarious literature. No, there 
wasn’t anything to satirize—what I mean is, 
you couldn't satirize any given thing in Eng­
land in any but a half-hearted way, because 
your conscience told you to look nearer home 
and you would find that very thing at your

As the doctor was pre­
paring his remedies he was waited on by a 
deputation of respectable persons, who re­
quested that a peasant of the neighbourhood, 
whose skill in curing hydrophobia was in 
high repute, might be permitted to under- 

the care of the patients.
Maraschetti consented, on condition that 

be should be allowed to be present and per- 
sonally supervise the measures adopted by 
the countryman. The latter gave fourteen 
of the patienta a decoction of broom-flowers 
to drink, and twice a day he carefully ex­
amined the interior surface of the tongues, 
to see, as he expressed it, “ whether any 
buttons containing the poison had formed."

A Wax-Producing Insect.

We learn from the Colonies and India that 
an American explorer has recently discover­
ed in the little-known district of 
bordering on British Hond 
insect, possessing properties which ought to 
make it a rival of the cochineal and shellac 
producing inserts. This is the ne en, or nitffi, 
a species of Coccus, which breeds on the 
mango-tree and similar plants, and exists 
in enormous quantities in Central America. 
It is of considerable size, of a yellowish 
brown colour, and emits a peculiar oily 
odour, containing, as it does, a largo quanti­
ty of fatty oil, or rather grease. The grease 
ia used by the natives for various purooees, 
being highly prized as «medicinal oil for ex­
ternal application, and it is also employed 
for mixing paiuta. It can be made to change 
its condition very considerably by different 
processes. XVhcn exposed to great best, 
the lighter oils evaporate, leaving a tough 
flexible mass, resembling balf-eoftened wax,

A MURDERER’S ESCAPE.

Crowing the Xiarwre Riveros » Single 
Wire.

Afedinn, N. Y., May 30.—Asa Brough­
ton, who killed Covert Bancrott in this 
place on Jfay 14, and who ^>as arrested 
in Canada Wednesday, performed, in ef­
fecting kis escape one of the most perilous 
feats on record. Broughton has a re­
markably handsome wife, and he was 
desperately jealous of Covert Bancrott, 
a prominent business man in Medina. 
He had forbidden his wife to speak to 
Bancroft. Un the day ef the murder 
Broughton went home. IIis little boy 
was eating an apple and the father asked 
the boy where he obtained the apple, 
and the child replied that Mr. Bancroft 
had been there and had given him the 
apple. This led to a quarrel between 
Broughton and his wife, and he drove 
her from the house. Later he went to the 
residence of Bancroft, summoned him to 
the door and demanded to know where 
Mrs. Broughton had gone. A quarrel 
ensued and Bancroft with the aid of his 
hired man,
Broughton 
croft dead, 
his children good-bye, and went away.

Broughton went to tlie house ot a cousin 
in the town of Ilartland. On the Friday 
after the murder the cousin saw the ac­
count of it in a newspaper. lie refused 
longer to give shelter to Broughton. The 
latter started at once for the Niagara 
River. At Lewiston a .suspension bridge 
formerly spanned tlie river. Fome of the 
old wires still extended across the stream 
at an elevation of 1(X) feet above it. 
Broughton, confident that officers were 
on his track, reached the site of thi* old 
bridge. Fearful that by trying to 
cross the rivei at Suspension Bridge he 
would endanger bis safety, he determin­
ed to gain the Canada shore by

the river all night Friday night, 
daybreak on Saturday began his perilous 
crossing.

A new instrument, which promises to be 
of great service in navigation, has recently 
been described in the French Academy by M. 
Da Magnac. It is called a navispherc, and 
its uaeia to indicate in a few seconds, with­
out calculation being required, the names of 
the stars that are above the horizon at a 
given moment? to show their altitudes and 
azimuths, to determine approximately the 
proper angle of course for going from A— 
point to another by an arc of a grant circle, 
and the distance between these points. The 
instrument has two parts—the first consist­
ing of a celestial sphere, having stars of the 
first and second magnitudes marked on it. 
This sphere rests on a spherical zone, 
wherewith it can be placed m all possible 
positions. Tho second part (receiving the 
special name of the metrosphere) comprises 
the system of the horizon, the meridian and 
the vertical, represented by a circle, a 
semi-circle and a quarter of a circle, of 
metal. The arc representing the meridian 
is fixed at right angles to tne (horizontal) 
circle of the horizon, joining the latter at 
zero and 180 degrees. Its own zero is in 
the middle and represents the zenith, thence 
it is graduated to 90 degrees on either aide. 
One end of the quarter-circle, represent ing 
the vertical, turns about a fixed axis in the 
middle of the meridian -, its other end is ad­
justed to pass along the circle of the hori­
zon. \Vitn this system, then, it is possible 
(1) to trace the arcs of a great circle on the 
sphere and measure their lengths ; (2) to 
measure the angles formed by two great 
circles.
