THE CROPS (N EUROPE.

Estimates That Will Enterest Farmers
and Grain Dealers.
(From the New York Commercial Bulletin,)

The weather and the crops are the great
questions at present in Europe. Not only
suffered from the incessant rains and cold,
Englaud, but equally France and Ita.y, have
unseasonable weather. The silk crop has
suffered seriously, and the hay harvest is
proving anythiug bus satisfactory. The
prospects of the cereals are no better, and are
causing considerable alarm. Some French
papers assert that only the finer grades of
wheat will be required, and that there are
large stocks on hand; but the statement is
contradicted by others, The average annual
crop production of Frauce is estimated at
18,000,000,000 francs; and, henoe, with the
phylloxera attacking the vines, with a poor
silk crop and a deficient crop of cereals, we
may imagine how importantamay be the in-
jury of a general crop fai'urein that coun-
try. M. Lepere, at a recent minieterial
council, said that France would require to pur-
chase frow 500,000,000 franes to 600,000,000
franes' worth of cereals the ensuing season ;
and some authorities esteemed good main-
tain that his estimate is under the ark.
This prospect appears more serious when it
it remembered that France has been an im-
portant exporter of wheat and flour in other
and better years. Her annual requircments
for all purposes, including seed, are 105,000,-
000 hectolitres, or about 300,000,000 bushels.
The crop last year is calculated to have given
ouly 80,000,000 hectolitres, and the importa-
tions to July 1st were 25,000,000 hectolitres.
As the new wheat will not be in the market
for nearly two months, a farther quantity of
5,000,000 hectolitres would probably need
to be imported to close the season. The erop
prospect has somewhat improved, but never-
theless the yield may very possibly prove
worse this year than even last ; and some of
the French journals argue that the deficit can
hardly be less than 40,000,000 hectolitres,
which, at 20 francs per hectolitre, would re-
present & snm of 800,000,000 francs. In
England, Spain and Italy, the outlook is
scarcely better. Delgium, Holland and
Switzerland have to import every year. Under
these circumstances, French authorities esti-
mate the following as the probable European
requirements for this year :

PROF. NORDENNKJIOLD,

The Great Arctic Explorer Probably Sulll
in the Hce,

(From the San Francisco Call)

In the latter part of May last dispatches
were received in this ecity from Berlin via
New York,to the effect that Prof. Nordenskjold,
the Swedish explorer, had escaped from the
Arctic Ocean by the way of Behring Straits,
and was on his way home in the Vega, via
Suez Canal. Since that time no confirma-
tory reports have come to hand of his arrival
in Japan,and many believe that he was not seen
from the Siberian coast near the point where
the Esguimaux claim to have had a sight of
his vessel. Late Stockholm papers received
at the office of the Alaska Fur Company, in
this city, make clear what has heretofore been
shrouded in mystery. The first dispatch is
from Governor Schamaria, of Siberia, to a
gentleman in St. Petersburg,dated at Irkintsk,
stating that he has letters from Nordenskjold
to the effect that on the 16th of Sep., 1878,
he was canght in the ice in latitude 67 degrecs
8 minutes north, longitude 171 degrees 33
wminutes west, quite near to the shore, and
that, as it was 8o early in the season, **he had
hopes of getting through Behring's Straits
and reaching home via Suez Canal before

spring.” This telegram has never been cor-
rectly given before, and in translat-
ing it what the Professor gives as

“hope” is rendered asa fact. The very latest
in regard to the whereabouts of the Vega
comes in a St. Petersburg paper. It is a dis-
pacth from Governor Schamarin, date
Trkintsk, May 26th, stating he had a letter
from Prof. Nordenskjold, informing him that
he had drifted down the coast some distance,
and was, at the time of despatching the mes-
senger, located about one hundred and twenty
miles to the westward of East Cape. He had
plenty of provisions and fuel, and had no fear
tuat he should work his way out safely
with the breaking up of the ice this spring.
This situation of the Vega confirmed the re-
port brought to thir port by Capt. Campbell,
of the whaling barque Norman, which left St.
Lawrence Bay on the 22nd of October, who
stated that a party of natives had just come
in whe said they had seen the spars of a ship
near the shore at about that point.

On Tuesday evening last a largely attended
meeting was held in 8t. Paul to consider a
scheme for securing a route for the Minnesota
wheat to the sea which would be independent
of the Chicago system of railroads. The dis-
cussion covered a good deal of well tracked
ground, but the general opinion was that the
best plan would be to run a road, or as many
roads as were needed, to Dulath ; ship there
for the trip down the lake ; through the Sault
Canal ; throngh the Weiland Canal, and so to
Montreal. Of course this means success with
the new Welland Canal in successful opera-
tion, for the figures are given agaiu to prove
the superiority of the St. Lawrence route over
the Erie Canal route. From Chicago to Mon-
treal is 1,261 miles, with 70 miles of canal ;
from Chicago to New York is 1,419 miles,
with 350 miles of canal. But the convention
was 80 thoroughly impressed with the danger
of falling into the hands of the Chicago rail-
road corporations that they have adopted a
further resolution to secure an all-rail line
from the central portion of the State of
Minnesota to Montreal, at the earliest prac-
ticable period. In all this the Minnesotians
will have a hard fight to go through with the
railwaymen of the Chicago interests ; but
they have at the moment pronounced an
earnest declaration of independence against
what theyjcall “‘outrageous railroad discrimin-
ation” ; and the owners of & thousand ships
in Canada and the United States lake ports
will wateh the future with interest.

ABOUT FANHION IN WRITING.

There are fashions in writing, as thore are
in dress, and in almost everything that per-
tains to the personality of men. And b
fashion I do not mean style, either that whic!
distinguishes the individual, or that which
marks a period. The latter may- be called a
fashion more properly than the former. For
example, the old way of writing prose, cum-
brons, longsome and involved, which prevailed
between the Elizabethan period and the time
of Dryden—who did more for English prose
than he did for English poetry—was a fash-
ion. Dryden, and after him Addison, killed
it; and we may be sure that it will never
come to life again.  But it was not a style;
it in no way expressed any mental peculiarity
of the writer. He merely adopted it, just as
he put on the hat and coat of the period. The
change of fashion which gave us the modern
free and varied mauner of prose writing was
a very great change, as great' as that from
velvet and lace ruffles and big wigs in the
dress of men to woolen stuffsand sober colors,
natural hair and simplicity. Bince then there
have been some changes in literary fashion
of minor importance. The greatest of these
was the i duction of the Joh ian vo-
cabulary and period. This fashion, happily,
soon passed away. Having in it a radical ele-
ment of absurdity, when assumed by persons
whose thoughts needed strength rather than
inflation or decoration, it became ridiculous.
Then eame the fashion of elegant language,
and the sway of pedants amnd pars-
ers. This was broken down chiefly by the
prose writing of Walter Scott, aided largely
by the Edinburgh Review writers, and by
Wilson and others in Blackwol. Scott, the
most vivid of all narrative writers, the master

story-teller of modern days, was an inexact
writer ;_ one who cared very little for rule of

mountaineous region, in which there are a
number of exceedingly fertile valleys, called
glades, which are famous for the natural
grass which grows on them and makes them
superb pasture fields for cattle.

He
bought a small farm, and came to live on it
one fall some ten or twelve years ago, and on
it he died. He seemed to have enough ready
money to satisfy his needs and to pay for his
land, and occasionally, in conversation, he
would say something which showed that he
had been unusually well educated and had
traveled extensively, both in this country and
in foreign lands. Henever spoke of (riends
or relatives, and after some abortive
attempts to  diecover his past  his-
tory, the neighbors gave it up in disgust and
accepted him for what he was. When he
died a distant relative came into possession
of the little farm and the few housechold ar-
ticles he left behind, and then ali trace of the
career and almost all recollection of the ex-
istence of Michael Lawton passed away. The
writer knew the man well, and once when on
a fishing expedition with him, he rclated the
pathetic and remarkable story of his life, part
of which was published some years ago and
attracted a great deal of attention at the
time. The outline of the story is vouched
for, but the names of places and persons are
changed for evident reasons,

Years ago a family, consisting of father,
mother and two children, lived in a small
town in Western Obio. The head of the
family, Mr. Lawton, was a lawyer and specu-
lator, and had been & merchant. He had
grown rich, very rich for those days, and was
noted for his keen business sagacity and liis
honesty and kindly heart. His wife had been
a delicate, pretty girl when he married ber,
and after her second child was born her health
broke down and she became a confirmed in.
valid. The couple had two children—a boy
named Michael, who was at the time referred
to about 8 years old, and Mabel, who was
then “baby,” and was about 5 years old.
Mabel was a pretty child, and her parents
petted her and dressed her in a style that
made her the envy of all the mothers in the
neighborhood.

One day Mabel went into her mother's
roem and told her she wanted to go and play
with some‘other little girls who lived on the
next street. Mrs. Lawton gave her consent,
but told her to be sure to come home to
dinner. Mabel promised, kissed her mother
gayly, and ran out of the room—out of the
world as far as the poor mother was con-
cerned, for she never saw her again. Mabel
did not come home to dinner, and at supper
time Michael was sent after her. He soon
returned, with a pale, frightened face, and
told his father that his sister had started for
home at noon, and no one knew where she
was, Search was male forher in every direc-
tion, but without avail. No trace of the lost
one could be discovered.- A month afterward,
the mother died heartbroken, and the father
sold lns property and became a homeless
wanderer, with but one object in life—the
finding of his lost one. Taking his son with
him he traveled from State to State, visiting
public institutions where children were cared
for, and going through cities making inquir-
ies which he thought might lead to the de-
sired result. From the United States the
search extended to Europe, and finaliy in a
Spanish city Mr, Lawton caught alocal fever,
and died in a few days, leaving his son, then
a boyof 19, all of his fortune. Mr. Lawton
told his boy that he had no near relative,
except a brother, who had gone to California
in the first flush of the gold fever, and had
never been heard of afterward,

Michael Lawton came back to this country,
entered a college in the East, and graduated
with honor. He studied law in the oflice of
a famous New York lawyer, and after being
admitted to the Bar he went West and made
his home in a newly-settled State, where he
soon built up a good practice. One winter
Lawton went to New York to visit a college
chum, Marchmont, who was married and
gone into business. Marchmont had several
young sisters, and one afternoon Lawton was
introduced to Miss Muabel Letcher, a young
lady who was a mu:ic teacher. She was ex-
ceedingly pretty, and « lndy in manner and
mind, and Lawton fell violently in love with
her, and before he left the city he asked her
to marry him, and she accepted him. They
were married the following spring and
went to Lawton's Western home, where they
lived happily for six years, during whichjtime
two children were born to them. Miss
Letcher told Lawton after their engagement
that she was an orphan, that her parents had
died when she was a child, and she could not
remember them at all. She had been named
by a kind-hearted lady in Eastern Ohio. She
had tanght school and made sufficient money
to eunter a school in the East, where she
studied music, and after she had graduated
she gou a class of girls for pupils, and while
thus engaged she met Lawton.

Lawton was sitting in his office one day,
when an odd-looking elderly man came in
and asked for *Mr. Lawton.” An introduc-
tion took place, and after the usual prelimin-
aries the stranger said he was a lawyer from
San Francisco. He then asked Lawton if he
wonld tell him his father’s name and where
he had been born.

GREAT FIRE, IN HAMITON.

Destruction of the McInnes Bros.” Block
and Many Other Buildings.

$1,000,000 WORTH ©F PROPERTY
CONSUMED-FOUR LIVES LOST.

The greatest fire that ever occurred in
Hamilton broke out on Lriduy evening
Just, at the corner of King and John
streets, in the finest building in the
city, known gs the Meclnnes block., This
block was owned and partly occupied by’
Messrs Mclnnes Bros., wholesale dry
goods merchants. The ground floor was
used by the bank of Hamilton and the
Hamilton and ProvidentLoan Association
offices, and the western end by
Furner, Livingstone & Co.’s wholesale
tancy wareliouse. This block was erected
eighteen years ago, ut a cost of about
$150,000. It was four stories in height,
and had along frontage on Kiug street,
extending up a considerable distance on
John street, where it was separated from
the store adjoining by an alley. The
alarm was given at 5.50 p. m., but some
little time elapsed before the brigade
reached the scene, which was a few
blocks distant from the Central fire
station. When the firemen urrived it
seemed as though it would be useless
for them to undertake the task of ex-
tinguishing a conflagration that had al-
ready asstmned such huge proportions.
JImmense crowds soon assembled,” and
as the flames rushed through the wind-
dows with terrible violence and the gluss
on the roof fell in with a terrific crash,
the wildest excitement prevailed, and
many predicted that the whole of the
building on that side of the street would
be reduced to ashes before the fire could
be controlled. It was first discovered
in the bottom flat of Furner, Livingstone
& Co.’s, which is connected with Mc-
Innes' by windows and a door all made of
iron. The latter was open and it was
supposed that the flames were sucked
through by a current of aiv, and in a
moment the inflammable goods in Mec-
Innes warehouse were ablazo. One of
the employees in MeclInnes' says that
when he saw the fire coming through
the windows,he endeavored to shut them,
but was driven back ; and the employees
had only time to get into the street be-
fore the flat was one sheet of flame. 'The
fire made steady headway, and, des
pite the efforts of the tiremen, who had
to work at great disadvantage owing to
the insuflicient Supply of water, the
splendid pile was a huge furnance emit-
ung such a fierce heat that it was im
postible to approach within one hundre
yards of the place, On the opposite
side of King street, the buildings were
le.llﬂHEf‘!' of catching fire, but strenuous
eiforts on the part of the occupants
averted the catastrophe. ‘The block on
the corner opposite the burning building
did not fure so well, as it at once caught,
and m a few minutes a portion ot the
cupola on Sanford, Vail & Bickley's
handsome block fell into the street. In
this building are Messrs. Sandford, Vail
& Bickley's wholesale cloth and ready
made clothing warehouse, and the
Moerchants bank on the ground floor.
Previous to the fire seizing the building,
the bLooks and valuables of the bank
were carefully secured and some of the
goods taken out of the warehouse.

Abandoning the now hopeless task
of staying the fire in McInnes block, the
attention of the men was directed to
this building; but so great was the heat
that they could not approach near the
John street side, and it sonn fell an easy

Mr. Turner, book-keeper for Furner,
Livingstone & Co., states that he, the
senior member of the firm, and two
Toronto gentlemen, were in the store
about fifteen minutes before the discovery
of the fire. Feeling the need of refresh-
mentjthe four retired to Young's Restaur-
ant, where they remained but a few min-
utes. Oncoming out they saw the smoke
issuing from the back part of the store.

Mr. A. L.O'Sullivan, clerk, states that
he was all through the store at 50'clock,
at which hour there was not the slight-
est sign of fire any place. George
Dennis, who had been in the habit of
calling each evening for parcels, called
asusual on Friday evening, and after
being paid some money by Myr. Turner,
went through the store and saw no sign
of fire. ‘He went to the store of Mr. Gil-
lespie, on John street, and while there
saw flames and smoke issuing from the
packing rosm of Furner, Livingstone
Co., and has no doubt that the fire start-
ed in that room.

AFTER TUE FIRE.

The cornerof King and John streets
to-day (Saturday) presents but the
smoking ruins of what were yesterday
the finest and most costly business
e;tablishments of the city. Durirg the
entire night streams of water were kept
steadily upon the ruins and debris. Me-
Innes & Co.'s block was lighted with a
large number of gas jets, and after the
pipes had all been melted up to the
walls the gas still continued to burn
determinedly at the various orifices.
At length, Lowever, after daylight, the
jets were eventually extinguished, but
ho sooner had this end been attained
than the atmosphere became tainted in
the neighborhood with the large leakage
that was taking place, and between seven
and eight o'clock three employees of
the (ias Company, James Ivory Robert

London, August 4.—The storm on Sat-
urday was the severest known here for
many years, and caused immeLse injury.
The loss by the rain, hail and inun-
dation will b . inreparable. this season.
The loss on live stock is also serious.
The storm was atténded by n fall of hail
stones, some of which were five inches
in circumference. The damage to the
glass immediately around London foots
up many thousand pounds. Ina great
part of Bedfordshire - the ‘Lay crop
has been ‘completely swept away, and
many cattle drowned. New market
and the neighborhood ave flooded, und
the rain fall in Buckinghamshire, it is
estimated, ruined immensg quantities of
bay. Damage by the flood and light-
ning is also reported from Cambridge,
Norfolk, Guilford, Leicester, Bath and
Monmouth.

Frowes Garoex.—Continue to keep the
surface of beds mellow and smooth and every
part of the ground in a neat condition.

VeaL Marnue.—Boil a beef tongue the day
before it isused, and the like number of
ponnds of veal.

Pack in
alternate spoonfuls,as irregular as possible, in
a dish which is well buttered. Press as com-
pact as you can, set aside and have it thor-
oughly cold and when wanted for use turn out
of the dish ; cut in sclices for tea. .

How To Coox Bacoy.—As few people know
hew bacon ought to be cooked, we give the
recipe for doing it properly.

FISHERAENS LUCK.

Messrs. E. A. Sothern and Wm. J. Flor-
ence, the well known comedians, returned to
New York recently from a long jaunt to the
salmon fishing grounds of Lower Labrador.
Both show the effect of the trip in their sun-
browned features and healthy activn and both
express themselves as well pleased with their
experiance. The party when it left New
York consisted of the ngove named gentlemen
and two Engligh noblemen, the Duke of Beau-
fort and Sir John Reid, with their respective
attendants. Every preparation for comfort
and snceess that could be thought of was made
and the expedition was carefully fitted out.
Its objective point was the salmon stream {
Natashquan, in Lower Labrador, the privilege
of fishing in which had been previously se-
cured by Mr. Sothern, The start was made
about the first of June. Nearly two weeks
were consumed in reaching the spot, the only
means of communieation being by steamer
and sailing vessel from Quebec. Several days
elapsed after the arsival of the party before
any one had a sympton of a bite, the Indian
guides reporting the river as unprecedentedly
high and the water as unfavorable for the
game. 1t was not until the 23rd of June that
the luck changed and ‘“‘Colonel Bardwell
Slote,” after a four and a-half hours’ task,
landed the first salmon. Its weight was
twenty-six pounds. Thereup
to keep a diary, which show
sults :—From June 23 to 30, five
weight 70 pounds; from July 1to
salmon, weight 115 pounds; July
fourteen salmon, weight 245 pounds
aud 10, thirty five salmon, weight 268
pounds; aund from the 11th to the 10th,
twenty salmon and grilse, making an aggre-
gate of ninety-eight fine fish caught by Mr.
Florence, weighing 1.328pounds. During this
period Mr. Sothern states that his ‘“catch”
smonnted to but forty-seven salmon. The
weather during the greater part of the time
was cold, the therwocmeter ranging from 50
degrees to 62 degrees. The English gentle-
men, disheartened by the poor prospects ap
parent in the early part of their sport, deter-
mined to try a more promising locality on the
river Restigouche and its neighborhood, and,
taking their tents and servants, went thither
about the 27th of June. They have not since

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Renduble Selections From the Vacatlon

TOM MOORE AND DISRAELI.

In his “*Pencillings by the Way," forty
years ago, Willis gave the following descrip-
tion of = Tom Moore, the Irish poet;—
@ «Mr. Moore, cried the footman at the
bottor of the stairease; *Mr. Moore,’ cried
the footman at the top; and with his glass
at Lis eye, stumbling over an ottoman, be-
tween his near-sightedness and the darkness
of the room, enters the poet. Half a glance
tells you that he is at home on a carpet.
Sliding his little feet up to Lady Blessington
(of whom he was a lover when she was six-
teen, and to whom some of the sweelest of
his songs were written), he made his com-
pliments with a gayety and an case combined
with a kind of worshipping deference that
was worthy of a Prime Minister at the court
of love. With the gentlemen, all of whom he
knew, he had the frank, merry manner of &
confident favorite, and he was greeted like
one. He went from one to the other, strain-
ing back his head to look up at them (for,
singularly enongh, every gentleman in the
room was six fect high and upward), and to
évery one he saill sumething which from any
one else would have seem.d peculiarly feliei-
tous, but which fell from 'his lips as if his
breath were not more spontaneous.”  These
spencillings™ were the first and most brilliant
instances of modern ** society’ reporting,
gratifying the love of gossip and a national
interest in the personality of distingnished
people. There s a great deal in the journal
about ** Disraeli the younger'—the Lord
Beaconsfield of to-day—and it is curious to
compare the Prime Minister with the exqui-
site of Park Lane. ** Disraeli had arrived be-
fore me, and sat in the deep window looking
out upon Hyde Park, with the last rays of
daylight 1 1 from the gorg gold
flowers of a splendidly embroidered waist-
coat. Patent-leather pumps, a white stick
with & black cord and tassel, and a quantity
of chains about his neck and pockets, served
to make him, even in the dim light, rather
a conspicuous object.’ He was lividly pale,
and seemed to be'a victim to consumption,
except for his energy of action and strength of
lungs. Hishair is described asbeing as extraor-
dinary as his taste in waistcoats. ** A thick
heavy mass of jet-black ringlets falls over his
left cheek almost to his collarless stock, wh
on the right temple 1t is parted and put away-
with the smooth carefulness of agirl’s, and
shines most unctuously

“+With thy incomparable oil, Macassar.'"
To Carlyle, who had not yet made himself
known, and to whose grim humor and melan-
choly sincerity even Walter Scott was not
earnest enough, such a literary being as this
must have been as ** unspeakable” as the
Minister of later years. Willis says that he
might as well try to gather up the foam of
the sea as to couvey an idea of Disraeli’s ex-
traordinary language in deseribing Beckford.

Steam, electricity, girls, boys and ever 8o
many other creatures —not to mention bal-
loons, arrows, pigeons and other birds—carry
the messages of the busy world from one part
to another ; and men have found out how to
make even the air their news-carrier.
don’t mean in any of the old ways, by bugles,
aud grhistles, and fog-horns, nor by the new
mefhiods of air-telegraphs and speaking-tubes
bu 1, here is what I am told about it :
Messages are written upon bits of paper, and
these are put into a little box. The box is
round, and covered with stuff called felt, so
that it may fit snugly iato a long air-tight
tube.

In New York, the
“pneamatic” tubes, as they are called—from
a Greek word meaning “to blow"—are not
very long ones; but in London, England, the
post office has in use a tube nearly two miles
in length, besides a good mavy others not
quite so'long.

AUsTRALIA A8 A WaEAT Coustny.—The
returns which have just reached England
from Australia show that that that eontinent
may ere long have something to say to the
price of corn. On the wide plains north of
St. Amand, which have hitherto been
thought a desert, and therefore still remain
Crown lands, an attempt has been made to in-
troduce corn cultivation. Already scientific
men declare that under the *‘mallee” serab it
is possible water to 8 yery considerable extent
may be found, in which case upwards of 15,
000,000 acres, which form the north.west
corner of the colony, will become available.
Independently of this, the amount of land in
Victoria nnder wheat during the last season
was 714 202 acres, which have yielded an ag-
gregate of 7,043,964 bushels, or about ten
bushels per acre. This shows a slight falling
off from last year, when the average produc-
tion was nearly 124 bushels per acre; but
the long continued drought of this summer
has reduced the yield very sensibly.

He
drew after him to the Cape & band of enter-
prising and talkative fellows, They imparted
a knowledge of the French tongue to the
Africans amongst whom they lived. It is
owing to his emigration that Vietor Hugo's
works are read, in the language in which
they were written, by the courtiers of
Cetewayo.

In the closing years of life Capt. Lam-
bert, who kept up relations with the French
Government, was too fat and gouty to ride
on horseback. He sent to Paris for an open
carriage. Riding in it he used to pass bis
warriorsin review. The vehicle was left by
him to the King, to his Majesty's great hap-
piness. The actual monarch rides in a car-
riage of London build which he purchased
from a M. de Sazanne Cours, an Isle of
Bourbon official, now settied at the Cape.
Cetewayo follows the Lambert tradition in
the dircotion of his military force. In the
Zululand, the Gascon blackleg stirred up a
spirit of hatred to Kngland, and preached to
the King that he was the chosen instrument
for Griving them ont of Africa. To Lambert's
disturbing action is in a great measure to be
traced the actual disastrous war in South
Afrien.

A MUMAN OTTER,

(Letter to Charleston News.)

Reedy River, in Taurens county, B.C.,is
a poor stream for fish.

These people
carry au enormous bulk of baggage. One
old fellow, who hobbled around on two
canes, was growling because he couldn’t find
his seven trunks. In one respect they re-
sembled tourists more than immigrants.
The party had more money than
the returning Californians in 1849 and 1850.
The cash carried along averaged $4,000 to
each family. One man seemed rather vain
of exhibiting his seven hundred pounds
sterling in English sovereigns. The women
carried their lucre in pockets on the iuside
of their leggings, while the men had their
funds secured in belts which they wore about
théir waists. They do their cooking on the
cars, and do their sleeping on the seats, a few
of the more toney travellers indulging in the
luxury of feather beds. The party filled two
ordinary coaches of the Chicago and North-
western Railway. - If these people find
everything at Minnesota as represented, they
will influence an immigration of seven hun-
dred families fiom the same section of Ice-
land next year. They purpose engaging in
wheat-raising and general agriculture.

IMPORTANCE OF LIGHTN
RODS,

A correspondent of the Roston Traveller
gives 1n brief form theso uscful facts about
lightning rods: 1. The course of lightuing is
constant or prearranged, and it & building
should be struck twioe in the same place the
course would be the same both times, no
matter how orooked ita path, providing every-
thing was in ||ru(ville|f the same position
throughout the house ; hienee its path can be
supplied by » Tmpor arraugoment of metal.
2. A vory small amount of connected meotal,
no larger than w telegraph wire, will conduct
an ordinary lightning stroke. 8. Lightning
seldowm if ever goes below the top floor of a
house provided with gas or water pipe, or ke-
low the uppermost floor that contains them.
In a wooden house not provided with pipes,
it is more difficult to state its course before-
hand, although it will generally strike the
chimney and end at the well or drain if near
the house ; its course through the house
being governed by the amount of mcisture
in the different timbers, plaster, ete. in the
absence of any metal conductor. A lightning
rod does not attract lightring, strictly speak-
ing; it simply conducts it like any other
metal. A great many people will put zino
flashings, copper gutters, iron cresting and
metal of all forms on their buildings, and
never fear lightning, but make that same
metal in the form of a lightning rod, and they
would not stay inside the building during &
thunder shower. A tin roof connected with
the eartl] by water spouts, or metal in any
form, makes an excellent lightning rod; there
is no need of separating your tin roof from
the wood with glass ; the electricity will never
leave metal for wood if the metal continues to
moist earth. All metals conduct sufficiently
well for a lightning-rod. The principal re-
quisition is a perfectly contignous rod going
in the most direct line from the highest
pointa to the moist earth. Theoretically
copper is six times better as a conductor than
iron, but practically, for a lightning-rod, iron
is nearly as good a conductor as copper. It
makes very little difference what shape or
form the metal is worked into, provided it is
strong and substantial. 8ir W. Snow Marris
is perhaps the best authority on lightning-
rods, but, probably to be on_the safe side, he
recommends s large rod. He advises the use
of a rod three-quarters of an inch in diam-
eter, although he admits shat probably never
in the experience of mankind has a rod one-
half inch in diameter been melted, and in
every case where a rod a-quarter inch in
diameter has been melted it has been in the
form of & chain, this, of course, giving small
connecting points between the links, offers
great resistance, consequently great heat and
explosions at every link. There is little
doubt that a solid iron wire, one-quarter
of an inch in diameter, will conduct any or-
dinary charge of lightning in safety, obs: rv-
ihg the necessary arrangements, the n st
important of which is the ground connection.

One naturally cannot help making inquiries
about the Queen when staying in the neighbor-
hood. It is & neighborhood in which she goes
about in a more free and spontaneous way
than anywhere else. She could hardly go
about at Windsor and Osborne as she does at
Balmoral. The Queen is always dressed in a
very plain and quiet fashion, which is itsell a
gbuke to the e agant “dressiness” of the
present day. will euter very humble
shops in order to make very emall purchases.
These purchases are mai. . intended as gift
to the poor, chiefly the poor in her own ser-
vice. She selects the articles, but never asks
the price. The prices charged are exactly the
the same as to any one else. Besides this,
the Queen regularly visits the houses of
the cottagers. Some touching instances of
this are given in the Highland Journal.
“Really,” she naively remarks, “'the affection
of these good people, who are so very hearty
and so happy to see you, taking interest in
everything, is so very touching and interest-
ing.” I heard a very pleasing anecdote of the
Queen one day on the coach-top as I went
from Braemar to Blairgowrie. We passed &
house which had belonged to a deceased gen-
eral officer, a baronet, who had seen good ser-
vice in the Napoleonic wars. He had built a
house, an exact reprmnhtion of Logwood,
where Napoleon died. On a mound close by
the gate he had erected a stand where waved
flags tive of all the diff| t bat-
tles in which he had been engaged, and in
the center the flag of Waterloo. The. Queen
passed by, and amid all tbe details of her
trismphal progress she omitted to notice this
peculiar array of fligs. The old General was
sorely hurt by this omission and bemoamed
it greatly. He, however, bad friends at court,
and one of them ventured to speak to her
on the subject. The Queen,in the most prompt
and gracious way, was anxious to gratifiy the
soldier and relieve his mind. When she was
next about to pass that rond she cawsed an
intimation to be given to him that the flags
should be displayed as before, and that then
he should full into her eavaleade and ride
before her as one of her body-guard to
Balmoral.—London: Spectator.

Italian frontier, Italy, on the other hand has
now assembled 49,700 infantry, 10,400 cavalry
7,200 field artillery, 2,700 garrison artillery
and 3,700 engineers, or a total forec of 73,710
men of all arms of the service near the Aus-
trian frontier, the four fortresses forming the
famous quadrilateral being especially strong-
ly garrisoned. It isalso well known that
much attention has been lately given by the
Italian military authorities to perfecting the
organization of the so-called Alpine troops—
the force which, permanently quartered in the
meuntains on the northern frontier of Italy,
would, in the event of the latter country be-
coming involved m hostilities with either of
her neighbors on the north, be enlled upon to
cover the mobilization and concentration of
the Italian forces or act as an advanced guard
to any forward movement made by them in
the prosecution of an offensive campaign. All
the unitsof this Alpine force are always kept
on a war footing, and arrangements have
been lately made which are designed to in-
sure that the several battalions and batteries
shall be ready to take the field at the shortest
possible notice. As the Italia Irfedenta party
in Italy is daily becoming more clamorous, it
is not surprising that the strength of the
armed forces in the north of Italy should ex-
cite some uneasiness in Aunstria, although it
is generaliy belicved in the latter country
that, unless aided | v sllies, the Italian army
would be altogethicr vnable to cope with that
of Austria.
