SMOKING AND THE TEETH.

Thinks th
ter are Benefited by the Ha

At a recent of the Od logical
Society of Great Britain, Mr. Hepburn read
paper on the result of his investigations on
the subject of the effect of smoking on the
teeth. He considers that the direct action of
nicotine upon the teeth is decidedly benefi-
cial. The alkalinity of the smoke must neces-
warily neutralize any acid secretion which may
be present in the oral cavity, and the anti-
septic property of the nicotine tends to arrest
putrefactive changes in carious cavities. In
addition, he is inelined to believe that the

with which tobaceo smoke is impregnated. It
is this earbon which is deposited on the back
patt of the lining membrane of
“the tabes, and with whatever disas-
trous effect it may act in these situations, he
thinks we are jnstifted from what we know of
its antiseptic- properties, in concluding that
its action upon the teeth Must be beneficial.
Moreo this deposit takes place exactly in
those positions where caries are most likely
to arise and on those surfaces of the teeth
which escape the ordinary cléansing action of
the brush. It is found interstitially in all mi-
nute depressions, and filling the fissures on the
coronal surfaces. It may be removed with
sealng instrnments from the surface of the
enamel, but where it is deposited on dentine
this structure becomes impregnated and
stained. Indeed, it is only when the enamel
is faulty, and there is access to the dentine,
that any true discoloration of the tooth takes
place ; but it i§ remarkable, he says, how the
stuin will penetrate even through minute
sracks, provided the necessary attention to
cleanliness be exercised. The staining power
of tobaceo oil may be seen when a deposit has
taken place on the porous surface of tartar
collected ou the posterior surface of the inter-
ior incisors, In this situation a shiny ebony
appearance is occasionally produced. That
tobaeco is capable of allaying, to some extent,
the pain of the toothache, is, he thinks, true,
its effect being due not oniy to its narcotizing
power, but also to its direct action upon the
exposed nerve ; and he is inolined to attri-
bute the fact of the comparatively rare occur-
rence of the toothache amongst sailors, in
a great measure, to their habit of chewing.
He has been struek, in the case of one or two
confirmed smokers who have come under his
notice, by ‘the apparent tendensy which
exists toward the gradual production of com.
plete neerosis of carions teeth, and the var
ious stages of death of the pulp, aud death of
the periosteum taking place without pain or
discomfort to the patient. This condition
may. af course, be brought about by a variety
of influences ; but in these special cases he
is inctined to think that the presence of the
nicotine in the mouth has acted powerfully.
The experience of other speakers, in the sub-
saquent discnssion, appesred to oorroborate
taat of Mr. Hepburn.

End of the Zuln War—A Treaty of Peace
Between the British and all the
tive Chiefs—The Zuln Military Sys-
tem Broken up.

The datails of the capture of (‘etew
show that while the King was bei
watched on one side Ly Lord Gifford and
scouts, Marter with a detachment of
dragoons, approached him from the other,
tiittord, whose presence was unknown to
the King, intended to defer the attack
until nightfall to prevent eseape into the
dense bush. Cetewayo had’ caught a
glimpse of the dragoons, but thought in
consequence of the bad condition of the
groumnd they could not approach quietly.
Marter directed the removal of all heavy
accoutrements and sent a native con-
tingent ahead. These surrounded the
kiaal where the King had taken refuge,
and Marter then rode up and called
(‘etewayo to come out. ‘The King, after
fome parley, complied. Ile preserved a
dignified demeanor and asked to be shot.
. Cape Town, Sept. 22.__Cetewayo ‘will
come here immediately to await the
arders of the ITome Government. 1lis
capture had a quieting eftect among the
natives, and the danger of a rupture
with the Pondus has passed away.

London, Sept. 22._A dispatch from
Sir Garnet Wolseley to the War Otfice
announces that he has signed terms of
peace with all the Zulu chiefs, and
effected a thorough uhderstanding with
them, which in his opinion will preserve
the {uture peace of Nouth Africa.

THE AFGHAN OUTBREAK.

i
The News Continues to Grow More
Alarming.

The news from Afghan is of the most
alarming and gloomy character. No
reasonable doubt can longer be entertain-
od that the hand of lussin has Deen
busy in fanningall the recent octurrences
which hayve caused the expenditure ol
«o much blood and money by England.
Later dispatches confivin the reported
outhreak at IHerat, the Russian key. to
Afghan, and the revolt is plainly to be
used as a pretext for Russian oceupation
of that city. The outhrenk was W el
planned. A desperate® resistance was
made, but the revolt was so far success-
ful that both the civil governor and the
military chief were killed, snd anarchy
now prevails. ‘Ie news excites nost
lively feeling here.

The British are marching from Canha-
har towards Khelat. The Afghans are
in great force alongall the passesieading
to Cabul, and are said to be tampering
with the Ghilzais, a tribe that has hither
to remained friendly to the English.

A despatch from Viceroy Lytton an-
nounces that he has notified the Ameer
that British troops are now marching on
Cabul to his relief, and has asked him to
co-operate to the extent of his power
facilitating their march through the
country. It is understood this forward
movement iz in great force, with the pur-
pose, if possible, of striking a decisive
blow before winter sets in, and before
the Afghans have time to effect a more
complete organization.  The Briti
troeps are within short march of Ka
Kusi, about forty miles from the capital.
The Vicery has received a letter, dated
11th inst., from the Ameer, in which the
latter swears allegiance to the British and
reaffirms his adherence to the spirit and
terms to the treaty of Gaudemuk. Ile
also expresses his sincere regret for the
massacro at the embassy, and denies
once more that he countenaneged or per-
mitted it in any way.

It is. rimored that the district of
Khoislan has revolted. A Lahore cor
respondent telegraphs that the Afreedis
have signed a fresh agreement to ensure
the safety of the roads through Khyber,
Khorat, and Miehne Passes.

A despatch from Shutergarden says a
body of Mongels waylaid a returning con
voy near there, and killed nine Xepoys,
sixteen muleteers, and carried off'eighty
four mules.

Biack Kuot ou Plum Trees.
This disease is well known to be conta-
dous. Itis not caused by insects, butis
und to be the work of a fungus called
Sperin morbosa, which is propagated by
wpores of seeds, and spreads in the young
wood by its thread-like roots. These cause
warty excresences several inches long on the
gides of the branches, and are greenish and
soft during the early part of summe:r, which
attracts the curenlio to deposit its eg s there-
in, especially when stone fruit is scarce. Other
larva have also at times been found in these
en knots, and this gave rise to the opinion
eretofore held that insects were the cause of
the mischief. It is found, however, that the
disease originates under the bark, where
insects can have no acoess. The spores of
this fungus are said to ripen on the diseased
trees during winter. Should the black knot
be observed at any time, even in the bearing
season, ¥he knife should be at once applied

and the knot burned.

. TheCat-Worm Fall wing.

When to Cut Timber.

A correspondent of the New York Herald
gives this report of results of experience as to
the best time to cuttimber : —*1f oak, bickory
or chestnut timber be felled in August, in the
sccond running of the sap, and barked, quite
a large tree will season perfectly, and even
the twigs will remain sound for years;
whereas that cut in winter and remaining till
next full (as thick as your wrist) will be com-
pletely sap-rotted and will be almost unfit
for any purpose. The body of the oak split
into rails will last ten or twelve years.
Chestnut will last longer, bui no compsarison
to that cut in August. Hickory cut in the
eigith month is not subject to be worm-
eaten, and will last a long time for fencing.
When I began farming in 1802, it was the
practice to cut timber for fencing in the win-
ter. White oak posts and black oak rails,
cut at that time I found did not last ten or
twelve years. In 1808 I began cutting fene-
ing in the eighth month. Many of the oak
rails cut that year are yet sound, as well as
many of those formed of chestnut. If the
bark be not taken off this month, however, it
will peel off itself the second or third year,
and leave sap perfectly sonnd The tops of
the trees are also more valuable for fuel than
when cut in the winter.”

Enrming Doees Pay.

vrise to me that Mr. Roe finds such farming
loi't pay. What does the man own in fact ?
Jnst $3,000. That fignre represents lus cap-
ttal. There is no kind of business to be found
o- lay, other than farming, in which §3,000
~an be made to yield any kind of a living to a
fumily without drawing on the principal.

Geologists. astronomers and  physicists
aliko have hitherto been bafiled 'in their at-
tempts to get up any satisfactory kind of
| chronometer  whichi  will approximately
measure geological tima and thus give us
gome clne to the antiquity of our globe, . It
is therefore worth noting, that Mr. Mellard
Reade of Liverpool has lately o ibuted to
the Royal Society a very suggestive paper, in
which he endeavors to grapple with the
question by employing the limestone rocks of
the earth’s crust as an index of geological
time. Limestones have been in course of
formation from the earliest known geological

periods but it would appear that the fater |
found strata are more caleareous that tho |
earher, and that there has in fact been a

recent soundings

in avirage actual thickness, of which probably
one-tenth consists of calearcons matter. In
secking the origin of this ealearcons matter it
is assnmed that the primitive rocks of the
original erust were of the nature of gigantic

basaltic rocks. By the disintegration of
*u:n rocks caleareons and other sedimentary
deposits have been formed. The amount of
lime salts in waters which drain districts
made up of granites and basalts is found, by
the comparison ef analysis to be on an aver-
age about 3.73 parts in 100,000 parts of water,
1t is further assumed that the excessed areas
of igucous rocks, taking an average through-
out all geological time, will bear to exposures |
of sedimentary rocks a ratio of one to nine.
From these and other data Mr. .Reade con-
cludes that the elimjnation of the ealcareous
matter now found in all the sediment-
ary strata must have occupied at’ least 900,-
000,000 of years. This, therefore, represents
the minimum age of the world. The author
infers that the formation of the Laurentian,
Cambrian and Silurian strata must have oc
cupied about 200,000,000 of years ; the red
sandstone, the carboniferous and the poikili-
tic systems another 200,000,000, and ail the
other strata the remaining 200,000,000, Mr.
Reade is, therefore, led to believe that geo-
logical time has been enormously in excess of
the limits urged by certain physicists ; that
it has been ample to allow for ail the changes
whieh, on the hypothesis of evolution, have
ocearred in the organic world.
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THIS YVEAR'S RARVEST.

What the Grand Trank Crop Heport
Sayw.

MoxTREAL, Sept. 11.—The Grand Trunk
erop report has been issucd. Speaking gen-
erally, the crap has been the largest ever
harves in Canada. In abundanee hay
ranks first, the yield having been, in ninety-
pine places from which returns Lave been
received, over an average, in forty-five an
average, and in only eloven under an average.
Moreover, the excess of the average has been
very considerable, as much as three tous to
the acre being gathered in sestions, while the
majority of places report a yield of two tons
to the scre. Fall wheat is also an unusually
bouuntiful one, only two reporte under the
average having been received, while some
sixty per cent. represent the crop as above
the avernge. As this grain is very largely
gown throughout Ontario, and forms the
staple erop, it is especially gratifying to re-
ceive such a splendid account of the result AW
the harvest. Oa the other hand spring

abundant yield, but unfortunately the grain
has been infested in many sections by bugs,
and the outcome of the crep will be less satis-
fuotory than at first anticipated. Barley may
be called about an average erop, for although

TESTING THE KRUPP GUN.

The big Krupp gun, a breech-loader made
of steel, was tested a fortnight ago. The
charge of powder was 440 pounds. and the
weight of the shot 1,712 pounds. The velocity
attained was 1,650 feet per second at the

muzzie. In each of the three rounds the
weight of the powder charge was 440 pounds.
The ehot in the second round weighed nearly

1,709 pounds ; the velocity was 1,644 feet.
In the third round the shot weighed 1,707
nounds ; velocity 1,645 feet. The first and
second rounds were trial shots, for the pur-
pose of obtaining the range. The target wae
distant 2,735 yards. The first shot went
over the target, the second fell short of it,
but the thixd made a good hit. The great
gun-maker contends that the real measure of
the power of a gun is the height to which it
would be raised by the power which is im.
parted to the projectile when fired. Krapp,
with his great breech-loader, gives a projec-
tile of 777 kilogrammes a velocity of - 502
metres per second. This force would Jift
more than 10,000 tons a metre high, which is
the same as raising the gun itself to a Lo =1t
of 140 metres, or 458 feet. The eneriy - f
the shot fired by the Fraser 80-ton gun wuulid
raige the gun itself to the height of 121
metres, or 397 feet- So also the Armstrong
gun of 100 tons develops an energy sufficient
to raise that gun to an elevation of 125
metres, or 410 feet. The power of modern
artillery is well illustrated by the fact that
the shot flies on its way with a force sufli-
cient to raise the gun itself to an' altitude
equa) to that of the gilt cross on the top of
St. Paul's Cathedral, London.  Krupp him-
self lays claim to a power sufficient to make
his steel breech loader of seventy tons soar
at least fifty feet above the topmost point.
