THE FARM AND GARDEN.

Seasonable Inlorn:t.lon for Tillers of
the Soil.

Tile-Dralning Luand,

Many people have been put to large extra
expense in doing this work through the advice
of mere theorists, who, knowing nothing prac
tically about the work, and having read in
books that the tile must be laid at equal dis-
tances, have caused the draining of much
land that did not needit. In all first at
tempts at draining only the sloughs and sofi
places should be improved. ' In other words,
the soft places need to be made homogeneous,
80 far as possible, with the higher and dryer
land. Ina rollmg country, the iutelligent
farwmer should be able to tell what land needs
draining, nearlyus well asa drainage en-
giveer, certainly better than the mero theoriss,
who knows little of draining, and perhaps
nothing of the soil to be drained. In all
those cases where there isa good fall and
plenty of outflow, it does not require the
vicety of leveling, and the sccuracy of detail
that is required when the fall
is  light, and the bottom  difficult
to manage. Inall these common cases the
farmer should be uble, with a few simple
tools, to do all the work, from the engineer
ing to the opening of the ditch, the laying of
the tiie and the filling ; certainly so by the
aid of some simple and practical treatise on
the subject. We decidedly discountenance
auvy and all draining until the owner of the
land has first made up his mind as to the
necessity of the same, and the cost; for
where it may pay to thoronghly drain one
piece of land, it will not pay to touch another
Here the farmer must be guided by the worth
of his land, the crop to be raised, and the
cost of laying the tile. Ifhis judgment says
it is feasible, and his pocket will pay the cost,
then go ahead. It will be money well spent,
and amply par the interest on the invest.
wment ; and if the work be properly done. the
tile will continue to draw better each year
until the maximum is reached, and then re-
main permanently good. Hence the drain-
ing must be regarded as a permanent invest.
ment, of which the yearly interest is to be
charged to the crops raised. 1f you find your.
drainage so far has done this, go ahead. If
not, go slow.— Kz,

vital organs, which fact is usuully indieated
by she form and relative size of the trank.
His joints and legzs must Le strong and per-
fect, free from curbs and spavins, the skin
lying close and firm to hard and elastic cords
with an entire absence of ** beei"” upon those
parts ; the feet should be large, neither flat
nor mule-shay the horn bard and elastic
but not brittle. The bottom of the foot should
be examined to see that it possesses the de
wired concave appesrunce, aud that the frog
«does its work verfeetly because it is in the
feet that our heavy draft horses are most no-
torivusly defective. The principal requisite
of a good dreafu Lorse is, good size, wade up
without a sepernbandance of fat ; but to thus
must be added doeility, soundness und endur
uuce.

Lieutenant Howgaard, of the Vega, is pub-
lishing, iu the Copenhagen Dagblad, a series
of letters of great interest. In a second com-
munication he says : — On the morhing of
the 18th of September the Vega again got up
steam and tried to proceed through the ice
under immense difficulties and several times
imminent danger of destruction, and on the
next morning she was obliged to be made
fast to an iceblock close to Cape Wankarema,
surrounded with large blocks of ice and a
thick fog, which rendered any further - pro-
gress quite impossible. Again, on the 21st of¥
September, the Vega tried to proceed on Rer
voyage, but up to the 20th she only advanced
a couple of miles a day, and Lieutenant How-
gaard states that no sailing vessel ecould have
avoided destruction, and that a steamer con-
structed of iron would undoubtedly have been
smashed by the ice—only a strong wooden
ship being capable of standing the knocks
which the Vega received. Fiually, the Vega
was iccbound on the 29th of September, close
to Cape Jinredien, in & temperature of only 2
degrees below zero, 120 miles from the Straits
of Behring, and after a voyage of 4,200 miles
calculated from Tromso. During the month
of October the ice had increased so much in

strength that an icehouse was built
on shore, with the view of making
magnetical observations there. A tent was

now drawn over the ship. the rigging baving
been lowered, and a thick covering of snow
was laid on the deck, whileall other necessary
preparat ons ta lescen the effects of an  Arctic
winter were made. Every Saturday evening
lectures were delivered on suitable subjects.
The temperature of the cabins varied from 15
to 18 degrees of heat (Celsius), in the middle
deck between 6 and 12 degrees, in the engine
reom between 4 and 7 degrees, and in no
of the ship did the temperature fall below
zero, In the cabins of the petty officers and
the crew, as well as in the middle deck.lamps
were kept burning all day long. Christmas
was celebrated merrily, and an imitation
Christmas tree was made from willow branch-
es and covered with presents. Dauring the
long, enforced stay here the character and
language of the Tschuktechers were thorough-
ly studied. The time hung rather heaavily on
the hands of the explorers during the long
dark days and nights ; Lut on no oceasion
was daylight quite wanting, and even on the
shortest day, although thesun did not rise
above the horizon there was a couple of hours
daylight. To this Lieutenant Howgaard as-
cribes the entire absence of scurvy. Every
preparation was muade in case the Vega should
break up during one of those violent gales
which oceurred from time to time, and pro-
visions for four mouths were landed on shore.
The sport during the winter was very poor.
The bears kept uway, wolves were seen but
could not be got ut, and the hares and
ptarmigans being white were very ditlicult to
shoot on the snow ; but during the epring the
ort beeame cllent.

What Prof. Mluxley Has to Say About
school Boyw.

Prot. Huxley, the ecelobrated scientist, in
giving the prizes to the winners at the Uui-
versity College school examination recently,
made an address to the boys, the following
extract from which every boy ought to read :

What sort of fellows are those who win
prizes? Is there inall the long list which
we have gone through to-day the name of a
single boy who is dull, slow, idle and sickly ?
I am sorry to say that Ihave not the pleasure
of knowing any of the prize-winners this year
personally—but I take upon myself to ans.
wer, certainly not; nay, I will go so far as to
effirm that the boys to whom I have had the
pleasure of giving prizes to-day, take them
altogether, are the eharpest, quickest and
most industrions and strongest boys in the
achool. But by strongest I do not exactly
mean those who can lift the greatest weights
or jump the furthest, but those who have
most endurance. You will observe, again,
that I say take them altogether. I do not
doubt that outside of the list of prize winners
there may be boys of keener intellect than
any who are in it, disequalled by lack of in.
dustry or lack of health, aud there may be
Lighly industrious boys who are unfortunately
dall or sickly . and there may be athletes
who are still more unfortunately either idle
or stupid, or both. Quickness in learnivg,
readiness and iracy in reproducing what
is learnt, industry, endurauce--these are the
qualities, mixed in various proportions, which
are found in boys who win prizes. Now there
is not the smallest doubt that cvery one of
these gualities is of grea$ value in practical
life. Upon whatever career you may enter,
intellectual quickness, industry and the
power of bearing fatigue are

rBut 1 wart to impress upon you, and through

you upon those who will direct your fature
course, the convietion which I entertain, that,
as n general rule, the relative importance of
these three qualifications is not rightly esti-
mated ; and that there are other qualifications
of no less value which are not directly de-
tected by school competition. A somewhat
varied experience of men has led me, the
longer I live, to set the less value on mere
cleverness—to attach more and more import-
ance to industry and to physical endurance.
Indeed, I am much disposed to think that en-
darance is the most valuable gqnality of all,
for industry, and the desire to work hard,
does not come to much if a feeble frame is
unable to respond to the desire. Everybody
who has had to mike his gy in the worll
must know that while the occasion for intel-
lectual effort of a high order is rare, it con-
stantly happens that man’s future turns upon
his being able to stand a sudden and a heavy
strain upon his powers of endurance. To 4
lawyer, a physician or a merchant it may be
everything to be able to work sixteen hours a
day for as long as is needful without knock-
ing up. Moreover, the patience, tenacity and
good humor which are among the most im-
portant qualifieations for dealing with men,
are incompatible with an irritable brain, a
weak stomach or a defective circulation. If
