After his departure 
from Topeka nothing was heard of him for 
months. His brother naturally became anx­
ious, and a most energetic pursuit was made 
u the direction taken by the missing man.

The farther the inquiries were pursued in 
the system alio manner arranged upon, the 
more people were found to be missing, until 
it was finally discovered that the trail led to 
one point and that was across a lonely prairie 
about ninety miles from Fort Scott. Rumors 
in this neighborhood, for many miles around, 
gave a most alarming account of fearfully 
mysterious disappearances of not only men 
of money, but of men without money, of help­
less women and children, and goods and 
chattels—in fact of everything.

Across this waste of prairie a lonely cabin 
stood inhabited by a German family, who 
cultivated a small patch of ground, and when 
inquiries were made there by a body of men 
they always threw the parties off the track by 
their innocent manner. This time, however, 
the scent became too hot. and incredible to it 
may appear, this cabin, occupied by the Ben­
der family, was discovered to have been the 

more of the most foul and dastardly 
murders than were ever committed on the 
Continent of America.

A reporter of the Kansas City Times has 
had an interview with Rudolph Brockman, 
who resides in the neighborhood of Cherry- 
vale, Kan., near the farm that was formerly 
occupied by the Benders.

Ex.has beenTlie long expected returns of revenue 
and expenditure for the fiscal year 
1879-80, ending on the 30th June last, 
have been published in the Canada 
Gazette. The revenue actually collected 
during the year amounted to$23,408,585; 
the actual expenditure was $25,101,712, 
leaving an apparent deficit on the year's 
operations of $1,093,127. The outlook 
is far more hopeful than these hare facts 
would at first suggest. In March, 1879, 
before the covin 
year under review, 
passed, and as it t 
the rate of duty was to be gei 
creased, large quantities of go 
taken out of bond*in anticipate 
tariff. It is stated that the goods 
actually consumed between July 1st 
1879, and June 30th, 1880, but on which 
duty was paid previous to March 15th, 
1879, paid no less than $700,000 to the 
customs and $000,000 to the excise, or 
$1,300,000 altogether. This sum proper­
ly belongs to the receipts of the fiscal 
year, 1879-80, and if it is transferred to 
its proper place the receipts for the year 
amount to $24,768,585, and the deficit 
for the year falls to $393,127. This sum is 
so small, compared to the deficits of late 
years, that Mr. Tilley may be congratulat­
ed upon having framed a tariff which will 
be effective in restoring the equili­
brium between revenue ana expenditure. 
The revenue for the current year, 1880-81, 
will not ho disturbed by any tariff 
changes, tho goods consumed within 
the year will pay duty within the same 
year, and with the improvement in trade 
now generally recognized 
deficit which can be 
against 1879-80 will assuredly disappear

Flax Industry.—The importance which 
flax culture has assumed within the past 
few years in this section ef Ontario is 
largely owing to the enterprise of a single 
firm, the Messrs. Livingstone of Baden 
and Listowel. This firm have in opera­
tion at the prespnt time no less than six 
flax mills, besides carrying on a large oil 
mill, an agricultural implement foundry 
and a grist mill at Baden. The quantity 
of flax which they utilize in the course of 
a season in their extensive industry, the 
number of hands which they furnish with 
employment, and the amount of capital 
required to carry on their business, reach 
no inconsiderable magnitude. Their mills 

located at Listowel, Stratford, Baden, 
Brussels, Lin wood and Lucan, a visit to 
any of which at the present time would 
disclose a scene of the liveliest animation. 
About 150 hands, including both sexes 
and nearly all ages, are employed at the 
Listoyvel mills alone, in taking in, thresh­
ing, hauling and spreading the flax. 
These hands receive frqm 20c. to $1 per 
dav. The daily delivery of flax at the 
Listowel mills since the crop has been 
pulled has ranged from 50 to 96 loads, 
and the amount paid out therefor has 
averaged nearly $U0O per day. Messrs. 
Livingstone expect to receive from 1,200 
to l,f>00 tons of flax at their mills here. 
The Stratford mills, also operated by 
Messrs, Livingstone, will receive about 

I the same number of tons of flax as the 
Listowel mills, and furnish employment 
to about as many hands. At Brussels, 

spe-'tively, the 
receipts of flax are expected to be 500 
tous, and at each of these place 7> hands 

employed. The Baden flax mills fur­
nish employment for 85 hands, 000 tons 
being the ampunt ol llax expected to be 
taken iii there. 1 n addition to their 

ms flax mills, tho Messrs. Llving- 
lfave a large oil mill at Baden, 

night and «lay, furnishing 
employment to 2 sets of hands. About 

load of oil cake and 22 barrels of 
oil are turned out at this mill every 
twenty-four hours. The Biden foundry, 
and Baden grist mill, in which 20 hands 
are employed/ are also owned and operat­
ed by the Messrs. Livingstone. The flax 
crop this season, has turned out exceed­
ingly well, averaging fully 2 tons to the 
acre. The total receipts of flax antici- 
pated by Messrs. Livingstone are e 
tons, which wouhl indicate that 
acres have been devoted to fl^tx 
for this firm during the present season. 
At $12 per ton. these figures indicate 
that upwards of $60,000 will have been 
distributed amongst the farmers this 
season for their flax. In estimating tho 
value of this industry as a means of fur­
nishing employment to the laboring 
classes, the amount of money expended 
for pulling the flax must also he taken 
into consideration. $5 per acre is the 
average price paid for pulling, which 
means an expenditure of $12,7oO for 
pulling the 2,550 acres under cultivation. 
The llax industry which the Messrs. 
Livingstone lmvcsucceedetl in developing 
is an important factor in tho industries 
of the country, and is unquestionable 
proof that tho resources of Canada are 
indeed vast, and only require a fair 
chance and enterprising individuals to 
develop them.
