Writing of
his home, to the German poet Goethe, he
pays: * Dumfries is a pleasant town. Our
residence is not in the town itself, but filteen
miles to the northwest, among the granite
hills and the black morasses which etretch
westward through Galloway, almost to the
Irish sea. In this wilderness of heath and
rock our estate stande forth a green oasis, a
tract of plonghed partly enclozed and planted
grounds, where corn ripens and trees afford a
shade, although surrounded by sea-mews
and rough-wooled sheep.” Amid this

and stated that probably antimony had been
used as a lethal instrument. Antimony is a
poison, ten grains of which will kill. It re.
sembles whiskey in color. It has an emetic
effect when taken in two or three-grain doses,
and a sedative and reducing effect when
taken in large doses. Small doses at inter-
vals, once or twice a day, depress. Owing to
these qualities, antimony has been frequently
used as a slow poison.  The suspicions were
thus borne out in a striking manner by the
medical gentleman’s opinion.

Now this “Pro Bono Publico,”
as he calls himself, tells the public * that
being interested to know the terms of
settlement, he made enquiries and found
that the Reeve and Council on the night
of the 17th (ult.) had a meeting in one
of the back rooms of an hotel in Listowel,
and there voted away several hundred
dollars of the geople’u hard earned
money.” I wonder where P. B. P. got
his information, for it is not true, and
either some person has been_imposing
upon him or he willfully states wﬂz: he
knows to be untrue. The Council did

The past experience of this township in
law matters has been dearly bought., In
nearly every case in which this township
hias got into court, and where the chances
of gnining the suits have been far more
favorable than in this High School case,
we have had to pay heavy costs, and in
some csses unwarrantable costs. The
The present Council think that wisdom
and economy are better for this township
than law and extravagance. If it were a
case beyond all doubt as to our succeed-
ing in the action, and if we had no costs
to pay after getting a verdict in our
fayor, the Council undoubtedly would
have opposed it. It is true a legal opin-
ion from a lawyer in Toronto was obtained
after the action had been comimrenced,
but on what information he based his
opinion I cannot say. The Council, how-
eyer, were not disposed to defend this
suit on the very poor chances which it hag
of gaining it. The costs already incurred
during the term of the old Council in
connection with this case, although the
suit was only commenced, and which at
all events the township weuld have to
pay, were about $127. I could have done
as has been done before. I could have
gone to Toronto myself and engaged a
lawyer to defend the suit, and paid him
$450, as was done heretofore on a suit of
less importance. I could have spent
four or five days at y, and got
witnesses at heavy expenses to make
affidavits to be used in the defence ot
the suit, and in other ways incur heavy
expenses, which our experience shows
the township generally has to pay. But
neither I nor the Council were inclined

expense of the ratepayers. IfI could
get $25 a tiip to Toronto for looking after
this suit, I could easily pay my share of
the extra s ; but the other ratepayers
would-not have such an opportunity of
getting money to pay their extra taxes.

DELIBERATE SUICIDE.

A Belleville Police Sergeant Shoots Him-
self in His Daughter’s Presence.

BernevinLe, Feb., 6.—About two o'clock
this afternoon a rumor, which proved to be
only too true, began to spread about the
streets that Bergeant Snider, of the police
forco, had shot himself. For several days
past Snider has been unwell, suffering from
a severe cold, and has once or twice been
allowed to remain off duty. This mornieg
Chief McKinnon received & note from Dr.
Curlett, stating that Bergeant Snider would
not be able to uppear on duty and asking
that he be relieved from night dgty to night.
Snider came home te dinner abeut noon and
ate & hearty dinver, apparently being in bet-
ter spirits than ususi, even joking with his
children. After dinner he went up stairs g
his bedroom. His eldest daughter Maud, &
girl of about thirteen years of+ age, went up a
few minutes after and found him in his shirt
sleeves, with & bottle of medicine which he
kad jusp received from Dr. Curlett in his hand.
As she entered the rooni he lifted the bottle
to his lips and drank off almost the entire
contents, and in & moment or two was seized
with a violent fit of vorniting. When he had
recovered he walked across the room once or
twice, and ti:en came and sat on the side of
the bed. Presently he said to his daughter,
* Maudy, I'm going to put.en end to my
life," after which he laid himseclf down on the
bed and placed his revolver by his right side
on the coverlet. His daughter sfter she had
recovered from the shock caused by this ter-
rible declaration, flew towards him and begged
him not to carry eut his awful resolve, but he
repeated Lis intention in the same words, and
a moment or two after raising the revolver
to his right temple he said, ** Maudy, I'm
gone,” and pulled the trigger. The shot had
been well aimed, and the bullet entered the
temple just in front and a little above the
right eur, penetrating into the brain. The re-
hort of the revolver :nd the screams of the
child startled Mrs. Snider, who was lying sick
downstairs, and she rushed up into the bed-
room to find her husband lying uncontcious
on the bed with the still smoking revolver in
his hand and a terrible wound in his head,
from which blood and brains were oczing, Dr.
