from tropical rivers ; but if this were the case 
the poisoning would invariably take place in 
and at the mouth of such rivers ; but there is 
no evidence to this effect, and deep sea fish 
have as often suffered as those that li 
the surface and near the shore.

It is likely that these fish plagues are 
caused by the poisonous effects of the sulphur 
fumes of the submarine volcanoes in the Gulf 
of Mexico. Mexico and Central America are 
studded with active, volcanoes which are sub­
ject to the most violent eruptions, and it is 
likely that their internal fires may not un- 
frequently find an outlet under the sea in­
stead of under the sky or dry land. In such 
a case, especially in deep water, the fires 
would be quenched and the gases absorbed or 
dissolved in life water. The vapors would 
be to a great extent sfilpburic, sulphurous 
and carbonic acids, which would be readily 
taken up by the water, without, perhaps, 
leaving a trace of disturbance on tbe surface, 
but the two former gases would so poison the 
water that immediately absorbed them that 
no animal life could live in it.

I 1720. generally supposed 
that the great comet has experienced a 
serious disaster. About a week ago the 
Cincinnati astronomers reported that 
they saw the necleus divide into two 
parts while under view in tho large 
telescope. On account of clouds the 
comet could not be viewed at the Dudley 
Observatory until the second night after 
this announcement. The Director of 
that institute informs us that he has 
always found tho nucleus or central 
of the comet single, and generally sharp 
in outline. There is from time to time., 
evidence of great disturbance in the 
head of the comet ; but nothing like a 
generation of the nucleus into Livo dis­
tinct comets has taken place. Ihe 
nucleus seems to be continually sprout­
ing up great jets of cometary matter by 
a force of expulsion sufficient to carry 
the particles tens of thousands of miles 
from the starting point. Then these 
particles seem to be caught up by a 
coimter force of repulsion, emanating 
from the sun, which sweeps them back 
millions of miles from the head of the 
comet and thus forms the tail. These 
jets as they issue from the nucleus 
assume every conceivable form. Some­
times they appear like the outstretched 
wings of a great bird ; at others, like a 
fountain with numerous curving sprays. 
Sometimes the tremendous forces which 
produce the appearances described 
appear to be comparatively quiescent, 
and then the cometary matter hovers 
over the nucleus in a great semi-circular
