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A MASTHRPIEOE OF CRIME.

History of the Great Northampton Bank
Robbery—How the Deed was Concoct~
ed, A and

Corr, of the New York Hvening Post.

A Northampton, Mass., dispatch says: It
seems a satire notonly on human nature buton
every beautiful work of nature .as well that
one should hear iu this pretty town the story
of one of the most famous misdecds that
shadow the criminal eslendar of a i
To find crimes mnsterworks we rarely uced to
go away from tho purlieus of a great city and
inte the precincte of a sober, God fearing
village of New England. Yet here is 1aid the
8soepe of a story whose details break up per-

8 the most astounding darrative of n-
ious villainy that the long records of erime
oan reveal, !

Five years ago the North
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Bank was the most prosperous of the finan
cial iustitations of this town. It had a
capital of $400,000 and a surpulus three-
fourths as large. Its stock was selling in the
market at §160 a share, its management was
conservative, and in nothing did the
lomhpughl of its officers appear more
conapicuous than in the precantions
taken against burglary. Inside of the mas-
sive bank building, which stands on one
of the principal corners of the town, was a
solid vault. To unlock the outer door of the
vault several keys were required, aund these
keys were distributed among as many bank
officers. Inside of the vauls the obstacles to
burglary seemed insuperable. There were
two inner doors, each with its combination of
four sets of figures ; there was a new and
solid safe of double doors, each also with ite
combination of four figures ; finally a watch-
man stationed within the bank kept guard
until four o’clock each morning. The finan-
oial integrity and adamantime safeguards of
the institution made 1t & popalar one wish
the solid men and dames of Northampton. In
it were deposited mot only the securities of
individuals but the funds of trusts as well as
the cash and bonds of the bank itself. We

and they overlooked the plunder when aotu-
ally standing wishin a few inches of it. After
the first alarm ard general search were over
one of the robbers retarned to Northampton
by night, entered the school house, secured
the bonds, and took them to New York.

Tha story of the detection of the criminals
is scarcely less strange shan the details of
their erime. After the robbery Edson fell
out with his confederates. He as well ns
Seott and Dunlap were closely watohed by
Pinkerton's detectives, and he was induced to
disclose the secret. Beoit and Dunlap were
arrested on the cars st [ hiladel phia by Pink.
erton’s detectives, and Boott incausiously
admiited the ownership of a haund-bag found
under his seat and containing burglars’ tools.
The two criminals were hurried to Northamp-
ton, indicted for entertg the bank and also
Whittlesey's house, and on both indictments
were found guilty and sentenced to 20 years
in the Massachusetts State Prison at Concord.
Both robbers were algo,identified by Mrs.
Whittlesey and others, The handwriling of
Dunlap was traced in the addressess of letters
proposing s compromise with the bank,
although the body of the letters was in

the community when on the
morning of the 26th of January, 1876, it was
found shat the pet bank had been robbed.and
securities worth almost a million and a quar-
ter of dollars and all the eash of the bank had
been taken away.

The originators of this crime and chief
agents in its execution were three expert
cracksmen. Robert 0. Seott, James Dunlap
and William Conners were men  of b)liness,
nerve, patience, and rare skill 1 laying out a
burglary. Working in ¢ombination they had,
during a series of years, vracked many a safe
and secured bonds altogether estimated to be
worth $8,000,000, though of coursé not net
ting the robbers that sum. In 1872 the trio
robbed the Falls City bank of Lou.sville, Ky.,
of $200,000, and two years later, after most
patient and persistent work, they penetrated
& bank vault at Quiney, 111., and stole several
hundred thousand dollars, nene of which has
been returned. Several of their attempts,
soarcely less bold and cunning than that at
Northampton, barely failed. Finding, how-
ever, that the lockemiths were outstripping
them, the gang songht the aid of some cow
federate whose technical knowledge of keys,
wards, and bolws would supplcmens their own
adroitness. They found him in William D.
Edson, a skilled workman of Herring & Co.,
the safemakers. He joined the gang in
1873.

In an evil hour the officers of the North-
ampton Bank fell into the toils of this knave.
Some two months before the 1obvery there
had been difficulty with some of the doors
“and locks of the vault, and Edson had been
sent for as an expert to make the necessary
repairs. The clever rascal saw hia opportu-
nity. Entrusted with the keys to open the
outer door of the vault, ho tuok wax impres
sions, from which on his return to New York
duplicate keys were made. But the fellow
did & stroke of business still more clever.
There etill remained the four-fold combina-
tions of the inner doors and the safe to be
overcome. Edson wasawaro that a clerk of the
bank knew some ot these combinations, and
he artfully suggested to Johin Whittlesey, the
cashier, that there was davger in thus trust-
ing a subordinate. By his advice all the com
binations were finally given to Cashier Whit-
tlesey. With the keys of the outer vault held
by the robbers, the whole question of a suc-
cessful robbery depended npon eliciting the
combinations from the cashier—a matter of
no small audacity and peril, for he lived
two-thirds of a mile from the bank in a house
where beside himself there dwelt six persons.

The scueme moved quickly to its culmina-
tion. They had joined with themselves four
muscular confederates, whose names, with
one exception, are certainly not kuown to
this day. Atabout 1 o’clock on the morning
of the 20th of January, 1876, the burglars
gathered, masked, in front of Cashier Whit
tlesey's house. The front door was opened
by turning the key with nippers, and the
masked men entered. Every ‘one of the
soven inmates, consisting of Cashier Whyfle-
soy, his wife, another married pair, two
ladies, and a servant, were awakened, bound
and placed under guard. Scott and Dunlap,
the leaders, then took Whittlesey in charge.
He was ordered at the point of the pistol to
surrender the combinations of the vauls and
safe. He tried to temporize, and gave the
robbers a false set of combinations. Here
was an emergency that the cunning of Scott
was equal to. It would have wasted precious
time to have gone after four o'clock tothe dis-
tant bank to test tho figures, and to take
Whittlesey there through the open streets
would be to risk the success of the whole
scheme. 8o Scott, who had taken down the
nuwbers on paper, fMddenly asked Whittle
sey to repeat them, The cashier could not
recall the fictitious figures, and his deceit
wss evident, The robbers then resorted to
more heroic means. The cashier was
pounded, kicked and choked until at last in
pain and terror he gave the real numbers,
and the most difficuls part of the robbers’
task was done.

For three hours the masked gang kept this

_ whole houschold doeile prisoners until at 4

o'clock the watchman laft the bank. Then
while one part of the gang remasined on guard
over Whittlesey and the other captives,
auother part went to the bank. The work
doors were quickly entered, the outer door of
the massive vault swang open at the touch of
Edson's duplicate keys, and one alter another
the four sets of combinations of the vault
and safe yielded, and ali the securities in the
large safe were exposed to view. Th bonds,
stock and money were tumbled hastily into
bags and taken to a hiding place in a school
houee about & mile from the bank.  All the
doors were then closed and the dials wrenched
off, so a8 fo delay the opening of the vaults
and safe, The robbers stole altogether
about $1,200,000 of which 888,000 was in
coupon and registered bonds, $300,000 in
in stocks, and $12,000 in bank bills.  Of the
bonds some $35,000 were in government
coupon bonds and easily negotiable. There
was a second safe in the vault containing
with other securities about $100,000 in bonds
belonging to Smith College for women ; but
the combination of this safe the gang had
forgotten to get from Whittlesey and no
attemps to open it was made. Having hid-
den their booty, part of the burglars took a

James Draper and the famous Red Leary.
They were all arresied for their part in the
Northampton erime. Leary dug his way out
from the back of his cell in Ludlow street
Jail, and Connors, one pleasant day, coolly
walked out the front door of the elysium for
ovil doers. Both were afierward retaken, and
in epite of trickery and collusion sent with
Draper to Northampton, where they were put
on trial some three months ago. Juet at
this point Scott and Dunlap re-enter on the
scene.  Desperate with four years confine-
ment they threatened, unless the stolen
socurities were relurned, to give state evi-
dence and cooviet the whole gang. The
threat was successful. The stolen securities,
less about $150,000 which bad beeu mar
keted, were returned. Edeon, although he
had previously testified against Connors, con-
venivntly lost his memory, the case against
the three prisoners fell through, and the cur-
tain dropped on the four years drama of
crime. The bank stopped aividends for
awbile, and the stock fell to par, but is now
back at its old figures.

The shock of the community here when the
news of the robbery spread can be realized
only by those who know how small a matter
will excite a New England town. For days
the bank was surrounded by a gaping crowd.
Kdson wes rent for to open the locks, his
complicity in the erime not having been even
then sapposed. It took twelve hours to reach
the inner safe, and for that time the success
of the robbers was doubted. When the mag
nitude of the robbery was realized and the
first shock was over the bank officers took
prompt steps to detect the burglars. Printed
liste of the numbers of the stolen bonds were
distributed in every banking house in New
York oity, with notice tbat the firms which
bought the stolen securities would be held re-
sponsible, and lists were also sent to every
money center in Earope. Lynx eyed detect-
ives were set by the dozen on the track of
the burglars, anl, as it had been reported
from some source that the bonds were hid-
den in the town, every street was watshed for
two weeks day aud night. Suspicious look-
ing strangers were shadowed, and every sus
peoted hiding place was searched.

AUTOMATIC LAMPS.

That part of Central Park which lies be-
tween the Fifth avenue entrance and the top
of the Mall has just been lighted by an auto
matic lamp which presents some novel fea-
tures. Thereare altogether some seventy of
these new illuminators placed on either side
of the roadway, at distances of 85 fees apart.
They are mounted at the usual elevation
above the ground. Each lamp is independent
of the other and takes its own illuminaving
power from a fluid of gravity 76, which 18
contuined'in & reservoir attached to the lamp
and holding about six quarts. The reservoir
is 80 arranged that part of its polished exter-
ior acts as u reflector, spreading the rays of
light over & considerable area of space. The
flame i equal to about fifteen candle power,
while that of tho common coal gas lamps is
about nine. This of course gives the relative
Erupomon of power between the two lampsas

eing in the direct ratio of nine to_fifteen in
favor of the new one. Another advantage is
that the light in the automatio lamp is per
fectly steady, soft and white in color, while
in the common street lamp it is flickering,
dull and reddish. The new jamp is lighted
by means of a double perforated bottom, and
the flame itself is divided into nine jets. Dur-
1ng the day time the lamp is not extinguish
ed, but the light is merely turned down so
low that passers by cannot see it. Such is
the constraction of the burner and the method
of. protecting it that no wind can extinguish
the light. The amount of fluid consumed
during the day is so insignificant that it would
not amount to half a cent per lamp in a fort-
night. The lamps -are oval in shape, and
furnished with a handsome opal colored
dome, which latter also assists in softeniog
and dietributing the light. The method of
supplying the tank is by means of a wagon
driven from lamp to lamp This wagon has
a carrying capacity for about 150 gallons of
barning fluid. From it the fluid is pumped
up to the lamp reservoir. ‘Uhelight is turned
up or down in night or day by men who are
mounted on horse back. The rapidity and
dexterity with which the operation is done
deserves praise. - The reporter saw it the
other evening on that portion of the drive
which is between the Fifth avenue entrance of
the park and the mall. The lawp liguter
kept his horso as @ brisk gallop between each
lamp poss. The quadr seemed 10 under-
stand his business, for approaching &
post he would stop sudaenly, as though he
had been brought on his hauuches by the
sudden check of a Spauvish bit; the man
gave a rapid turn to s small lever handle
and his work was done.

The cost of illu-
minating a given area is little more than one-
third that of coal gas, while she superionty
of the automatic lamp is in the ratio alieady
pamed. The new lLight has been used for
more than twelve months at Prospect Park,
Brooklyn, and the town of Bedford was.il-
luminated by it last year. The lowest report.
ed bid offered for lighting the Twenty-third
and Twenty-fourth wards of she cigy was $29
a year per lamp, and it is claimed that the
new light, which is brighter tban the. old,
can be furnished for $20. The nightly cost
for burning flnid is, meluding the labor for
lighting, two and three-guarter cents, It is
claimed by some that leakage from the gas
pipes destroys vegetation in the park, and
that the use of the aut matic lamp will obvi-
ate this. The fluid iteelf is a compound of
petroleum and naphtha, and may be looked
upon as being non explosive. The use of
the new lamp commenced in Central Park on
the 14th. —N. Y. Herald.

THE LOST JEANNETTE.

A Thorough Search Making for Her—
The Various Expeditions Described.
(From the New York Times.)

No missing vessel was ever the object of a
more systematic and thorough search than
the Jeannette. The whole polar world hns
been, or is to be explored for her. Ifshe and
her crew still exist, and have not drifted into
some unknown and inacoessible region of the
ioy cone, they can hardly eacape the observa-
tion of all the search parties which have been
sent to their relief. The Jeannette sailed
from San Franciseo July 8, 1879, under com-
mand of Lieut. George W. de Long, for a
voyage of polar exploration by way of Beh-
ring Straits. She put in st two or three
ports in Alaska for supplies and to leave
lesters, and was sighted on September 2d by
Oapt. Barnes of the whaling bark, Sea Breeze,
sa the south of Wrangel Land. On the next
day, September 84, other whalers sighted her,

. It
commander to make Wrangel Lond, and
there is no known reason te doubt that he did
reach that point, as when last seen he was
within & few miles of the coast and going in &
direction and at a speed which would soon
take him either te Wrangel Land or the adja
cent Herald Island. Whether he reached one
of these and wintered, or was kept off by ice,
or after wintering pursued his journeyiogs to
the north and east are points yet to be deter-
mined, and whose present obscurity adds to
the difficulties and uncertainties of the search.
The first relief party sent out was that of
the United States revenue steamer Uorwin,
the report of whose commander, Captain C.

On account of her
depth and size she does not call at the
swmuller ports, but as a rule takes a more
direct course and thus makes the trip
in less time. The first point we touched
after leaving Southampton on Wednes-
day evening was St. Josepl's Island,
There is a small rude wharf, no village,
and the general appearance is bleak
and hilly, although those who are
acquainted with the island say thereis a
large quantity of good land inland. We
could not reach Sault 8t. Marie before
dark, and had to anchor at Wilson's
Landing, ina beautiful river with fine
banks gnd good current, with & back

The captain deviated out
of his usual courseover 100 miles to
enable' us to sce the Nipigon Day,
Thunder Bay and Strait, and the many
wonders of this region. 1don’t intend
to describe the grandeur of these rocks
and promontorics, the islands rising
abruptlygout of the lake, the channels
shooting . Letween,  and the many
surprises one meets until quite
unpretending Silver Islet comes in view.
I am quite incapable of doing justice to
so grand a panorama of  nature.
At Prince Arthur's Landing we found
the people making great preparations to
receive the Governor General and party.
A couple of hours were spent here doing
the place, which consists of much
mewness, a few good buildings and many
poor ones, hills, rocks, ete. From this
point to Duluth is a long, monotonous,
sail,and Sunday was quietly spent. There
were seven ministers on board, and very
interesting services were held morning
and evening., Duluth, at the head of
the lake, was reached at 5 p. m. Sunday.
By good management we secured very
.comfortable quarters at the Clark House,
which is a very large and commodious
hotel, already crowded with tourists,
some of whom were compelled to stay
over on account of no trains running on
Sunday. 'There are at least 400 guests
at this house, and they all seem well
satisfied. Duluth is built on the edge of
the Bay, the principal street running
parallel with the Bay, and cross streets
projecting up the mountain, which rises
toa great height immediately back ef
the main street. The city, for every
little villago is called a city here, is |
stragling and badly kept. The houses |
of the better class are very good, and the
poor ones very, poor, and none geem to
think a garden or trees necessary to
comfort, so that it has a bleak appear-
ance. The city does not look as large as
Listowel, They claim, however, to have

AN AMPORTANT ASSESSM

Toroute, but Shipped to London to
te Sell, are Also Held to be Liabie to
Assessment in London,

From the London Free Press.

His Honor Judge Elliott rendered his
decision this forencon in the.maiter eof
the appeal from the Court of Revision of
Willam Damer. He eaid :-—The appell-
ant has a shop in London in which he
sells boots and shoes, which, except to a
trifling extent, are manufactured in
Toronte by him. HHe is assessed at
$4,000 for his etock in the London shop.
He has appesled against this assessment
upon the growsd that he has already
been assessed in Taronto for the whole
of his stock of beots and shoes, including
the rortion of his stock tar which he is
now ussessed in London. He relies upon
the first clause of the 3Ist eection of
Chap. 180, R.S. 0., as the autherity by
which this assessmeont in London sheuld
be disallowed. This clause ¢nacts that
# @very person having a farm, shop,
#actory, office or other place of business
where he carries on a trade, profession
or calling, shall for «ll pvrsonnf property
owned by hin, wheresoever situate, be
assessad in the municipality or ward
wileve lie has such place ot business at
the time when the assessinent is inade.”
‘The appellant says he has his factory or
place ef business in Toronto, whence
allhis goods proceed, and being there in
the first instance, they ave liable to be
nisessed thare and not in London, By

The 1 for the af urges that
the production of the certificate at each
place of business, showing the amount
orJ)enunnl property assessed against the
individual elsewhere, as provided by
the second clause, shows that the in-
teniion of tho statute is only that the
party shall be assessed at one place,
which should be Torontein this instance.
I cannot concur in this view. Itmay be
difficult to ascertain for what portion of
the stock the party ought to be nssessed
at each place of business. Indeed, it is
evident from the words used in the
second clause, that this difficulty was
anticipated ; and in order that there
may be some check upon the returns
made by the party, the certificates are
required to show the aggregate amount
of the assessmentin all the places of
business. I dismiss the appeal.

A DAY AT WIMBLEDON.

The Team C. by
Royalty—Sir John Macdonald Pre-
went.

Loxpoy, July 21.—This afternoon the
Canadian camp at Wimbledon was the
scene of quite a gay and fashionable
gathering.  The Duke of Cambridge had
expressed a wish to see the team parade
and a distinguished company came to see
him and do honor to the Canadians.
Among those who were present were the
Earl of Kimberley, Colonial Secretary ;
Sir John Macdonald, Siv John Rose, Sir
Garnet Wolseley, Right Hon. W, H.
Smith, Col. Gibson, commandant of the
team, and others. After having inspect-
ed and spoken to the Canadians individ-
ually, his Royal Highness congratulated
the team on it success in havihg won the
Kolapore cup on the previous day. Ile
said that he was really very much gratifi-
ed at their having obtained it. He and
all other Englishmen were gratified at
the success and prosperity of the great
country they represented, and the fact
that they had secured this prize, although
rather humiliating in one respect, was
still a cause of congratulation, because it
showed that the contest had been as fair,
frank, and above board as it could be.
He hoped that their success would

imulate them in ing vo Wimbled
again and again, and that eventually one
among them would succeed in carrying
off the great prize of the meeting, the
Queen’s prize. ‘The number of their
members who got into the first sixty in
the competition for that prize, he said,
showed thut rifle shooting was improving
in Canadn, and that they might yet bring
over the lucky man who would carry off
that honor.

The Earl of Kimnberley said that last
year he had the pleasure of visiting the
Canadian team, but on this eccasion it
was more gratifying because they had
been 'successful in the truest sense.

NORTH-WEST CROP REPORTS.

MINNESOTA AND DAKOTA.

St. Paul, July 22.—The flattering
rospects of a few weeks ago of the

rgest crop of wheat ever known in
Minnesota and Dakota are things ot the
past, and the most sanguine do not now

redict more than an average yield.
Ymet s gentleman to-day who bas
travelled extensively for the past few
weeks over the Northern Pacific and St.
Paul and Manitoba roads, on both sides
of the Red River, from Farge to St.
Vincent. His report is not encouraging,
while 1t does not give so much camg;t
to the bulls as might be expected. n
the big farms around Fargo, and from
there to the James River—one hundred
miles west—the wheat looks well and
prowfises a good crop, being much better
on old than new land. From Jamestown
to the Missouri, owing to the terribly
hot weather and scorching winds, the
ground is excessively dry and parched,
and the crop has suffered materially.
I will not use as strong language us he
did, but from the fact that on one farma
portion of the grain was plowed under,
readers can form their own judgement.
My informant was emphatic in his
assertion that it would not yield a
quarter of an average crop.

IN THE RED RIVER VALLEY,

on both sides, about one half the seeding
was done before the heavy spring rains,
and looks well, while that seeded later
is a dismal failure. This is said to be
the case for nearly the entire length of
the river north of Fargo to the Canada
line.

In Minnesota they are scattering
reports of chinch bugs, which have

ged small sections, though they have
not put in an appearance te any great
extent. Rust is also reported in various
sections where wheat was sown on low
land. In some parts of Olmsted and
Wabash counties the wheat will not be
worth cutting, owing to these causes.

The human body is a little lighter than the
quantity of water it displaces, and oconse-
quently some portion of 1t will keep above
the surface in accordance with the law of
gpecific gravity. All that is necessary to de
to escape drowning is to manage the hands
and feet so that this portion shall be the
head. If the arms are kept under the water
the head can be kept up, but if the arms are
thrown up, the head goes under.

An immense sensation Las been created in
Vienna over the marder of the Austrian mul-
lionaire, Baron Sothen, at Cobenzi. The Pall
Mall Gazette says that the baron, who - owed
his title to the Duke of Saxe Meiningen, was
not only remarkable for his large fortune, but
also for zeal for the church, whichdid not,
howeve went him fr m being a harsh and
niggarc , . ster. He s killed by a game-
keeper whom he had dismiseed because he had
a family of four illegitimate children. The
gamekeeper had offered to marry the mother
of his children if his  master would bear the
expense of the ceremony. The propoesl being
rejected with scorn, the gamekeeper shot the
baron dead-on the spot,and then gave himself
up to the police.

The funeral
procession had to pass through a jeering and
boicterous erowd. The police had interfered
to prevent the wife and children of the muz-
derer carrying ous their intention of being
present, but could not enforce the deeency
demanded by the occasion. A sort of fair
was improvised in the cemetery, in which old
women sold Sothen lottery tickets, and
bakers' boys Sothen bretzen. The baron's
widow had already received threatening let-
ters commanding her, on pain of death, to
provide for the wite und children of the mur-
derer.

Clean, aromatio, coarse dry meal must be got
from the shop where they know whatis good in
the way of oatmeal. The meal must be stored
as carefully as tea in acoygimd dey jar, so that
neither muss, mice nor bejiles can defile it.
The saucepan must b h k of cleanliness,
and must not have bfen“used for apything
other than milk or breadstuffs. Saucepans
in which potatoes, greens or meats have been
cooked are never pure enough for milk and
breadstuffs. With such materials the muk-
ing of delicious porridge is easy, but without
them it is impossible. Bearing in mind the
principle og which breadstuffs and milk dre
$o be combined in food, we perceive that the
meal must be cooked in water. ‘Therefore,
having clean boiling water in a saucepan, we
take & small teaspoonful of meal (two to three
ounces) for each pint of water in the sauce

an. Draw the saucepan of boiling water
off the fire and then sift in the meal throagh
the fingers, The meal must be sifted into
the water so as to be evenly spread over
the surface, and to sink free from
lumps. Then push the saucepan fully
on the fire and boil briskly for a miuute
or two, 80 a8 to thoroughly mix the meal up
with the water before it begins to thicken.
Next boil slowly for three quarters of an hour,
according to the coarseness of the meal. (r
must be taken that the porridge is just k«-;%
on she move, and it must be stirred, if neces-
sary, so as not to burn, and not to getlumpy.
Smoke and soot must be carefully kept from
it. The idge is now cooked
so far that all the starch granules are fully
burst, and the meal is properly disintegrated.
